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Cost Uncertain, 
1 Builders Stall 

No Bids Offered Mud Creek Men

The uncertainties of the approaching 
Phase IT of the President's wage and price 
control program may have prevented the 
Floyd County Board of Education from 
receiving a bid on construction of a 12-room 

I school building and two smaller con­
struction projects last week.

It was the first time the board had ever 
failed to receive at least one bid on con­
struction projects. 

County Superintendent of Shools Charles 
Clark said interest in the jobs was evinced 
by contractors. Several called for plans and 
sP.,cifications. But they failed to set a 
figure. 

The bids were scheduled for opening at 
Saturday's meeting of the board. None 
showing up, the board deferred the letting 
date till the Dec. 4 meeting, hoping that 
federal guidelines will be clarified before 
that time. 

Projects advertised for bids included a 
12-room elementary school at McDowell; a 
lunchroom addition to the Prater Creek 
school and installation of indoor restroom 
facilities at the Bonanza school. 

The McDowell construction is proposed 
to replace an old school structure which 
will be razed. 

Future construction elsewhere was 
planned at the board meeting. Preliminary 
plans for Phase II of the Eastern school 
program were approved. These are the 
plans for construction of a gymnasium­
auditorium-music room complex at the new 
Right Beaver high school. 

An emergency exists at the Betsy Layne 
school as a consequence of the fire which 
recently destroyed the lunchroom-

Two Mud Creek men who were jailed 
here last week-end later swore out 
warrants for the arresting officers, 
charging them with reckless use or a deadly 
weapon, assault and battery and as being 
under the influence or alcohol. 

The officers' accusers are Aaron and 
Eurie Tackett, who were booked on a 
variety of charges, including resisting 
arrest, disarming an officer and assault 
and battery. 

The Tacketts signed an affidavit alleging 
that the officers, Deputy Sheriffs Ervin 
Salisbury and Holland Hurley, were drunk 
or drinking when they arrested them 
without legal reason; that at the time of 
their arrest the officers committed assault 
and battery and later pointed guns in the 
faces of their prisoners and threatened to 
kill them. Claiming the officers were guilty 
of reckless use of a deadly weapon, the 
Tacketts said a gun was fired in a crowd 
which included children. Aaron Tackett 
testified he was beaten about the head, 
limbs and body and that, although he was 
bleeding severely, he was not permitted to 
get medical aid.

Pleasant or Painful, 
Vote Was Surprising 

Last Tuesday's voting, in Floyd county 
and the state as a whole, was marked by 
surprises-and they were both pleasang 
and unpleasant, depending upon political 
leanings of the viewer. 

(1. Most observers from both parties 
expected a tight race for the governorship. 
Wendell Ford, .Democrat, defeated Tom 
Emberton, Republican, by almost 60,000 
votes, and swept into office the entire 
Democratic ticket. 

(2. Floyd county was expected to record a 
light vote. It cast a normal vote of almost 
13,000. 

(3. Former Governor A. B. "Happy" 
Chandler was expected to poll upwards of 
100,000 votes in the state. He received fewer 
than· 40,000, and in Floyd county registered 
a disappointing 138 ballots. 

( 4. Emberton backers in this county 
expected a close vote, but Floyd was second 
only to Lieut. Gov. Ford's home county, 
Daviess, in the size of the Ford voting 
margin. Every precinct in the county gave 
Ford a majo•ity.

In the statewide voting Ford led in five of 
the seven Congressional districts: in the 
First, by 34,633 votes on the face of unof­
ficial returns; the Second, by 15,715; the 
Third, 4,756; the Sixth, 11,578; the Seventh, 
18,344. 

Emberton led in the Fourth by 745 votes 
and in the rock-ribbed Republican Fifth by 
25,161. 

In this county 8,633 votes were cast for 
Ford and 4,272 for Emberton. 

The unofficial statewide totals were: 
Ford, 466,746; Embe'rton, 407,536; Smith, 
7,509; Chandler, 38,739. 

Robert (Bob) Damron, Ivel Democrat, 
easily won the Third district race for 
Railroad Commissioner over his 
Republican opponent, Ronald B. Halleck, 
but the vote totals in that race are 
unavailable. 

Johns Chris Cornett, Hindman 
Democrat, also was an easy winner over 
Frank Stewart, of Langley for State 
Senator from the 29th district. State 
Representative W. J. Reynolds, of Allen, 
was unopposed for reelection.

Hiring Is Complete 
On One Work Phase 

Implementing of Section V of the 
Emergency Employment Act began in this 
county this week, and all positions in that 
phase of the program had been filled. 
Funds for this part of the work program 
total $82,838 and cover the period ending 
next July 31.

11 in terror. A woodsman, hearing her, burst 

into the house and killed the wolf with his 
ax, and was proclaimed a hero by the 
townspeople. 

In a few weeks. however, a trial was held 
at which Civil Liberties attorneys pointed 
out that: 1. The wolf was not advised of his 
rights; 2. He was not allowed to consult an 
attorney; 3. He was, in lact, not trying to 
kill grandmother but wanted to make love 
to her-thereby merely doing his thing, 
making love not war; and Grandmother 
had resisted his advances and had, in fact, 
tried to kill him, which was in itself an 
infringement on his individual rights; 4. 
The woodsman had broken into the house, 
and 5. had failed to swing his ax a few 
warning swings before delivering the fatal 
blow. 

The jury shortly thereafter returned a 
verdict, concluding that the wolf had done 
no wrong, and sentenced the woodsman to 
20 years in prison. 

A year later, the woodsman's house had 
been burned to the ground, and Grand­
mother's house had been made a shrine to 
the memory of the martyred wolf. At the 
dedicatory ceremonies the mayor, town 
officials and all the citizens were present. 
The most touching tribute was given by 
Red Riding Hood herself who said that, 
although at the time she was grateful for 
the woodsman's aid, she had since realized 
that he had acted in a hasty manner. There 
was not a dry eye in the assembled crowd.

Habeas Corpus 
Motion Denied 

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley last week 
denied the habeas corpus petition filed by 
attorneys for a Prestonsburg youth who is 
now in the custody of the Department of 
Child Welfare at the Frenchburg Boys 
Center. After his conviction in juvenile 
court on a charge of cutting and wounding 
with intent to kill. 

The boy had previously been convicted of 
breaking and entering a meter box and his 
sentence had been probated. The probation 
was revoked after his cutting and wounding 
conviction last July 26. 

The habeas corpus petition claimed that 
neither the youth nor his parents were 
given notice of the charges against him, 
prior to the hearing date; that neither bad 
been informed of his right to be 
represented by counsel and had not been 
informed at any stage of the proceedings 
that he had a right to remain silent and that 
an incriminating statement mtght result in 
revocation of probation and his transfer to 
custody. It also was contended that neither 
the defendant nor his parents were given an 
opportunity to question the complaining 
party. 

Budget Adopted 
For Six Months; 
Plans Discussed 

The new board of directors of Com­
prehensive Health Care, Inc., which has the 
task of formulating a new program of 
comprehensive health for Floyd county 
held its first meeting Friday and adopted a 
budget for the staff recruitment which ls 
slated to begin early in the program. 

A quorum of the 10-member board at­
tended the meeting. Among the members 
present was Lynn B. Frazer, Kentucky 
director of the Division of Economic Op­
portunity, who later took the proposed 
budget and tentative program plans to 
Washington for approval. 

The budget adopted calls for an ex­
penditure of $106,128 and it covers a six­
month period. Personnel for whom funds 
were budgeted include the following: 

Project director, $15,000; director of 
administrative services, $14,000; financial 
officer, $10,800; two program developers, 
$14,400; executive secretary, $6,000; two 
clerk-stenographers, $9,600; six com­
munity aides, $28,800. 

Half of the new board is composed of 
representatives of the consumer group, and 
three of these were elected at a countywide 
election held Oct. 29. Two consumer 
representatives remain on the board as 
holdovers from the old board. Other 
members are Kentucky Commissioner of 
Health Mcilwain, President William Hayes 
of Alice Aloyd College, a representative of 
the UK Medical School, Mr. Frazer and 
County Judge Henry Stumbo.

A cash register at Jerry's Restaurant 
here was looted last Thursday nigllt of 
$100--the same amount taken in the first 
break into the restaurant, a Thursday night 
three weeks earlier.

They said entrance was effected last 
Thursday night through the same kitchen 
window which was entered three weeks 
earlier.

The register was 
valued at $1,200.

Remaining cases range the gamut of 
offenses from involuntary manslaughter to 
child desertion and assault and battery.

A panel of three federal judges has 
labeled unconstitutional two Kentucky laws 
that permit landlords to seize and sell 
without a hearing, a tenant's property fo; 
nonpayment of rent. 

The judges struck down KRS 383.040 and 
KRS 383.050 because they don't require a 
hearing at which a tenant can "choose for 
hims~lf whether to appear, default, 
acqutesce or contest" the landlord 1S 
proposed action. 

Landlords were permanently enjoined 
Wlder the decision ''from seizing or selling 
property" under the provisions of the two 
state statutes. 

In writing the panel's opinion, U. S. 
District Judge Rhodes Bratcher noted, "It 
IS elementary that the right to be heard is a 

fundamental requirement of due process of 
law and that this right has little value 
unless a person has the concomitant right 
to be informed that a matter is pending and 
also the right to choose for himself to ap­
pear, default, acquiesce or contest."

When Laws Do Not Mean Law 
The Government of these United States is based, we have been 

taught. on justice and law. 
Laws multiply, but they do not mean law in the fullness of the 

lerrn. Justice is more often the ideal than the reality . 
Last week there was filed at Frankfort a petition which, if proved 

to be true , stands to refute any claim that justice prevails. For this 
petition said, in part: 

" ... This petition will show that most of the companies which have 
fifteen or more via lations nave never been fined by the Division, nor 
have such companies had their permits revoked." 

That statement referred to strip-mine operators as the violators 
and the Division of Reclamation as the agency of government which 
had failed to inflict a penalty for their guilt. 

If the statement is true, some surface mine operators must 
recognize as fully as anybody else. perhaps even more fully, that 
justice was not done·. For some of these paid fines, heavy fines, more 
than once while others went scot-free, though equally guilty of 
violating th·e law. 

That takes care of the reality of justice. 
In another paragraph the same petition quotes from the law 

( KRS350.130): 
" .. The division shall not issue any additional permits to any 

operator who has repeatedly been in non-compliance or violation of 
the chapter, or who has had permits revoked on more than three 
occasions. o 

Some, the record shows, were in non-compliance or violation 
thirty, forty, even as many as sixty limes; permits were revoked, 
time after time. But business continued, as usual. 

That should put to rest any idea that a multiplicity of laws on paper 
constitute the law that is the basis of government. 

This state does not need more laws. It needs more officials whose 
regard for law and justice will constrain them to enforce, without 
favor or flinching, the laws that already are, presumbably, ours to 
live by.

I had no recourse but to write back and 
refer him to a particular line in a certain 
paragraph on the page that told how the box 
holding drygoods for a store established in 
1837 in the Eastern Kentucky mountains by ' 
Thos. B. Wiseman, George Stamper and J. 
Green Trimble had been brought by wagon 
from Mt. Sterling and transferred to push­
boats and tansported up Kentucky River to 
the mouth of Qucksand which then was in 
Perry county. 

He replied conceding my research for the 
piece was valid, but I knew he would not 
give up entirely; if satisfied about the , 
unlikelihood of a large box in the wilderness 
of 1837, he would find another challenge. 

The challenge came in October when 
Fred mentioned in a note something about 
a flower called "frost~weed . 11 

Now up here in Eastern Kentucky, we see 
a lot of frost-weeds and some mornlngs 
when the first rays of sun touch those weeds 
they glitter and sparkle like fields of 
diamonds or maybe a coverlet pieced 
together with rhinestone squares. Even 
fences tipped with frost and struck by sun 
help in the patchwork effect by providing 
brierstitching in silver. 

However, this is not the type of flower 
I that the Casey county editor was referring 
to.

Louie B. Nunn has 
officially opened a 2().mi!e section of the 
Daniel Boone Parkway between London 
and Manchester. 

Some 300 persons gathered at the Man­
chester exit for opening ceremonies which 
included remarks by Highway Com­
missioner B. E. King and Phillip Lee, 
executive director of the International 
Bridge, Tunnel and Turnpike Assn. 

Governor Nunn told spectators the new 
turnpike will enable thousands to come and 
see "our beautiful mountains" and called 
the new road a "corridor of opportunlty for 
the eastern Kentucky area." 

The new parkway is the most expensive 
per mile and according to some-the most 
beautiful ever built in Kent~cky. Because 
of the rough, mountainous terrain it 
crosses, the parkway cost $1 million per 
mile, or about $22 million for the 
London-Manchester stretch. 

Completion of the new section raises 
Kentucky to second place in the nation in 
total toll road mileage.

Kentucky Snow Before December? 
Odds Are (Were) Heavily Against It 

Snow on the ground before December? 
Don 't bet on it ! Snow totalling one inch or 
more over a 24-hour period doesn't often 
come before early December in most 
Kentucky communities, says A. B. Elam, 
climatologist for Kentucky at the U. S. 
Weather Service Office, University of 

. Kentucky College of Agriculture. 
After checking snowfall records over the 

past 51 years, Elam reports that the 
average time of the first one-inch, 24-hour 
snowfall is mid-December for the eastern 
half of Kentucky and late December for the 
rest of the state. 

The exception to this is southeast Ken­
tucky, where one~inch snows come earlier 
at higher elevations. In the CUmberland­
Benham area (elevation about 1,500 feet), 
the average date is Nov. 24, based on

records kept there since 1949. 
Of course, you may see some snow before 

then-these dates are just the average. For 
example, in Lexington there 's a :; percent 
chance of a one-inch snow before Nov. 3, a 
50 percent chance before Dec . 15, and a 90 
percent chance before Jan . 19. In other 
words, central Kentucky usually has had at 
least an inch snowfall before January, with 
Dec. 15 the average date of the first snow­
and there's only one chance in 20 of an early 
November snow. 

But that 2().to-l chance hit in a big way 
only five years ago (Nov. 23, 1966), when 
the state's biggest early snow of the cen­
tury piled up to 17 inches deep in some 
sections of central Kentucky . Elam says 
the earliest snow in Kentucky since 
Weather Bureau records began was on Oct. 
10, 1906, where there were "heavy flurries 
north and east;" 

Last year was an exception, too. The 
earliest one·inch snow was Nov. 4 in the 
southern Bluegrass area. And, on that date 
high up on CUmberland Mountain in Bell 
county, Hensley settlement had 5 inches of 
snow on the ground. 

He gives the following odds for different 
locations in or near Kentucky for a l-inch­
or-more snowfall over a 24-hour period, as 
well as the average date in each place of the 
first such snow of the season.

For the .first time ever, the Golden 
Knights, former U. S. Army parachute 
team,at Pikeville Sunday, November 14, at 
2 p.m. in a free demonstration of sports 
parachuting at the Pikeville-Pike County 
Airport. 

Sponsored by the Pike County Chamber 
of Commerce, the CAP Aero Club of 
Pikeville, the Pike County Emergency and 
Rescue Squad, and assisted by the U. S. 
Army Reserve Unit in Pikeville, the event 
is free although there will be a small charge 
for parking near the airport. 

The day's activities begin with a Fly-In 
Breakfast for flying enthusiasts and the 
public from 8 a.m. until 11 a.m. Airplane 
rides and aerial demonstrations will be 
available. Experimental and antique 
aircraft will be on display to the public. 

The airfield will be closed to air traffic at 
12 noon, and the parachuting demon· 
stration will take place at 2 p.m.

November is " blast-off" time in Ken­

tucky. It's during that month that most 
species of small game become legally 
hWltable and also when gWl hWlters may 
seek out Kentucky's big game-the deer. 

For many years hWlters have looked 
upon the third Thursday in November as 
the day on which the rabbit, quail and 
ruffed grouse become legal game. Along 
with these species the squirrel season 
reopens for the remainder of November 
and throughout December. 

The third Thursday in November is the 
18th, this year, and that is the signal for 
hWlters to hie to the fields. 

What they find is problematical but the 
best guess, as based on nwnerous surveys 
and talks with people in the fields. indicates 
the quail hWlter will be well pleased with a 
population as large if not larger than last 
year's crop. 

The rabbit hunter, of course, has had 
tough luck in some areas for the past few 
years, and indications are that the crop this 
year will about parallel the number foWld 
last season. Also, as was the case last year, 
the populations will be good in some areas 
and down in others. 

This spotty pattern for the cottontail has 
been the trend for the past few years and is 
due to continue for at least another season. 

The population will be guided as usual by 
the amoWlt of food and cover available in 
the various locations. 

The grouse crop also is Wlpredictable in 
the eastern Kentucky moWJtains where the 
principal population are located. 

Field men say estimating the number of 
these fast flying woods birds is most dif· 
ficult this year due to the abWldance of food 
in the valleys, on the plateaus and on the 
moWJtain tops. With this condition the birds 
have not yet bWlched up and may be found 
in these areas but not in great numbers. 

For instance, in past years when food was 
scarce the grouse congregated in the area 
of the food, but this season they are scat­
tered far and wide due to the great amoWlt 
of various foods. 

Squirrel hWJters already have sampled 
the crop this year and will be granted ad­
ditional days beginning November 18 and 
continuing through December. 

GWl deer hWlters will have their fling 
beginning Nov. 13 and extending five days 
through the seventeenth_ Only bucks with 
forked antler or antlers may be taken 
statewide except in three counties­
Edmonson, Barren and Hart-where either 
sex deer will be legal for the gWl hWlter. 

And now, for the limits. Only one deer 
may be taken in the entire year by either 
gun or bow and arrow. 

Rabbit and sQuirrel hWlters may harvest 
six per day or have 12 in possession after 
two or more days of hWJting.
