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American tandard' s 
Plant Is St ikebound 
450 Are Idled 
After Contract 
Offer Rejected 

Operations at the American standard 
plant, near Paintsville, ceased Monday 
afternoon as picket lines formed after union 
employees and the company had failed to 
reach an agreement on a new labor con• 
tract. 

Idled by the strike were more than 450 
workers, about 350 of whom are members 
of Local 7629, United Steel Workers. 

Ballard Slone, of David, president of th 
local, said contract negotiations had bee 
going on since mid-October. He did n~ 
define union demands. A vote was held 
Paintsville last Sunday afternoon on a 
ceptance or rejection of the contract off 
made by the company, and a majority 
those present voted rejection. 

No formal statement from Americ 
standard was available, but the company' 
offer, it was learned from a reliable, sour 
included a 15 cents-an-hour across-th 
board increase in wages, retroactive 
Nov. 14; a pension plan with employees 
making no monetary contribution; 100 per 
cent payment by the company of group 
insurance; one extra holiday (Johnson 
County Apple Day) ; an increase in life 
insurance benefits; various improvements 
in group insurance and hospitalization 
benefits; payment of differential for jury 
duty. 

Supervisory employees of the plant are 
being permitted through the picket line, but 
no operation of the plant is being un­
dertaken. 

American standard opened its plant 
three years ago. Hourly employees voted 
last August to affiliate with' the United Steel 
Workers after rejecting association, a year 
earlier, with another union. 

American Standard this year moved part 
of the equipment from its discontinued 
Cincinnati plant to Paintsville, and some 
additional supervisory personnel has 
moved to the area. 

Airport Board 
Loses in Move 
For New Trial 

The Prestonsburg-Paintsville Airport 
Board last week lost another "straw" in its 
fight to hang onto and keep in operation 
Combs Airport at historic Blockhouse 
Bottom as U. S. District Judge Mac 
Swinford denied a motion for new trial and 
held final the $46,425.50 valuation he has 
asked set on approximately 14 acres of the 
airport site. 

The motion for rehearing was filed after 
Judge Swinford's decision in December, 
setting that price on land owned by out~f­
state residents. 

Its denial leaves the airport board the 
choice of appealing to the U. S. Circuit 
Court of Appeals and hoping for relief there 
or of trying to find $46,425, plus abo 
$15,000 ineterest. 

And the board has on deposit only $14,480, 
the amount at which the 14 acres were 
appraised when the land was condemned 
for airstrip purposes, more than eight 
years ago. 

The federal court decision, if it stands, 
also presents another problem. Kentucky 
owners of about 23 acres of the site are 
encouraged by the price this decision sets 
on the land. Their case is yet in circuit court 
where it was remanded after a higher court 
reversal of a $258,000 judgment. 

Unless financial aid from the state or the 
federal government, or both, is available, 
and the court decision stands, the airport 
could return to its original cornfield statUI.

Surface Mining Produces 
Half of Kentucky Coal 

Kentucky in 1970 produced one-fifth of all production has passed that of the deep 
the coal mined in the United States, and 
almost half of the state's production was by 
the strip and auger methods known as 
surface mining. 

The 1970 report on the industry in Ken­
tucky, prepared for the Kentucky Coal 
Association by Spindletop Research, was 
released Tuesday. 

The report emphasizes the total spent in 
the state, including $375 million for direct 
a.1d indirect wages, plus materials, state 
and local taxes, and $23.4 million in wages 
paid by supportive industries and 
businesses. 

Although surface mines produced almost 
half the state's total tonnage, there were in 
1970 only 575 of these operations as com­
pared with 1,483 underground mines. These 
underground mines employed 16,!100 men, 
while surface mines listed 4,660 employees. 
The average annual earnings per miner 
was set at $10,660. 

The Kentucky Coal Association in an 
appendix to the Spindletop report said 
figures for 1971 will show that surface 

mines. 
In Eastern Kentucky, Spindletop 

reported, 1951 mining operations-502 
surface and 1449 underground--produced 
72.6 million tons of coal in 1970. Of the total 
number of operations, 1714 were classed as 
small mines with a production of less than 
50,000 tons per year, 192 were medium 
mines of less than 300,000 tons production, 
and 45 were large mines producing more 
than 300,000 tons. 
!n Floyd county 191 men working at surface 
operations produced 1,129,918 tons of coal 
that year, as compared to 4,352,624 tons 
mined in underground operations by 1799 
miners. 

Eastern Kentucky counties included in 
the study are Floyd, Pike, Johnson, Martin, 
Knott, Perry, Letcher, Magoffin, Breathitt, 
Leslie, Clay and Harlan. 

Pike county, which was reported late last 
year as having the greatest coal production 
in the United States, in 1970 produced 
3,775,178 tons by surface mining which 
employed 470 men, while its deep mines 

which employed 6,330 had a production of 
18,354,680 tons. 

Martin county, which is now in the midst 
of a tremendous surge in the coal business, 
that year had a surface mining tonnage of 
875,608 with 126 men employed, while its 
deep mines employed 292 and produced 
1,072,957 tons. 

Production figures for 1970 in other 
counties of the area: 

Johnson, 1,904,560 tons by surface mining 
which employed 155 men; 295,326 tons by 
underground mining which employed 310. 

Knott, 1,437,625 tons surface, 262 men;

4,247,230 tons underground, 1979 men. 

Breathitt, 3,250,702 tons surface-mined by 
369 23,540 tons by 37 underground miners.

Fiscal courts, school boards and city 
councils across Kentucky view with the 
traditional alarm, these dl:lys, the fiscal 
situation which the $6,500 exemption for 
taxpayers 65 years of age or older will 
create next year. 

The coming loss in revenues is 
recognized by them all.

Mr. McElhaney also will show slides 
illustrating how a properly designed solid 
waste disposal site operates and the 
benefits which may accrue from the plan. 

Planl'ling of a waste disposal system to 
serve Floyd and Pike counties is scheduled 
for completion within four months. After 
that will come negotiations for financial aid 
and the details of implementing operations. 
Mr. McElhaney will be in charge of the 
planning of the project. 

Work by Poor 
Is Discouraged, 
Action Alleges 

Constitutionality of that part of the 
Kentucky Public Assistance Manual of 
Operation which stipulates that a parent is 
not considered unemployed unless he is 
employed less than 30 hours a week was 
attacked in a suit filed last Friday in 
Franklin circuit court by Ralph Searl, of 
Garrett, as a class action on behalf of 
himself and other persons in his situation. 

The manual is under attack because, it is 
held, it discourages the working poor from 
accepting employment for fear of losing 
benefits from the state's Medical 
Assistance Program. 

The Searle petition, prepared by the 
Appalachian Research and Defense Fund, 
points out that in April, 1969 he received an 
ID card entitling him and his family to 
certain free medical care. On or about June 
1, 1971 he was offered a job as a sanitary 
worker which required him to work three 
days a week at a base pay of $5 a day, or $15 
a week. 

Later, he went to the Public Assistance 
Office here and was told that if he took the 
job his medical card would be revoked Mild 
that he would no longer be considered 
unemployed. 

He rejected the job and other similar 
work offered him because, he said, the 
wages offered would not adequately 
compensate for the benefits he would lose if 
benefits to his family were terminated. 

Searle claims he, his wife and 11-year~ld 
son have no income whatsoever and that 
their only resource is the $114 which they 
receive in food stamps for a monthly cash 
outlay of $1.50. 

The plaintiff asks a declaratory 
judgment holding the Public Assistance 
regulation in violation of the Equal 
Protection Clause of the 14th Amendment 
to the Constitution. The action 'llso asks the 
Department of Economic Security and 
certain of its divisions be enjoined t·om 
continuing to deny applications for medical 
assistance from members of the class 
represented by the plaintiff; that they be 
enjoined from revoking plaintiff's 
eligibility, and that they adopt and im­
plement new criteria which would insure 
welfar~ families and the families of the 
workiugpoor equal prctectior. of th" law.

More Important Now-the Executive 
The General Assembly makes news every day, but as it moves 

methodically along on its sixty-day course the greater importance of 
the executive branch of government becomes, at least for the 
present, more apparent. 

Except for the budget and, perhaps, a revenue bill or two, the 
Commonwealth could have survived very well another two years 
without this session. The statute books are already heavy with laws, 
most of them good laws. 

But they need to become more than scraps of paper. And only the 
executive branch-specifically, the governor-can make them 
more. 

Kentucky has a strip-mining law, for instance, that has never been 
enforced. A firm word from the governor could get action. Most of 
Eastern Kentucky would be spared. The truck-weight law is suf­
ficient to spare Kentucky roads. But until the chief executive calls 
his underlings in and warns them that he expects it to be enforced 
it will remain o_nly so m~ny words. 

Yes, we are aware that there is the matter of the economy to be 
considered, that the governor of Kentucky must weigh the situation 
carefully. Most of us know, too, that there are pressures which he 
must either resist or yield to and that the job he has has 
torturing aspects. But it is the job he wanted. 

The executive branch of government at all levels is exactly what 
its name implies; its duty is to execute, to put into action, those laws 
which the representatives of the people have enacted. The list of 
those thus given final responsibility range from mayor to a county 
judge and on to the President of the United States. Each, within the 
limits of laws now existing, has great powers. If the President, for 
instance, were fully determined to control stream pollution, a law 
which has been in the statute books more than three-quarters of a 
century could be put into action. This federal act, you may recall, 
forbids pollution of any navigable stream-and any of its tributaries. 

That includes them all. But they all are neglected. 
Obviously, it isn't more laws that the state and country ne.ed. The 

next move is the Head Man's.

Grant of $613,000 
To Pikeville OK' d 

Approval of a $613,000 grant to help 
stimulate economic growth and provide 
new jobs in Pike county was announced this 
week by Robert A. Podesta, Assistant 
Secretary of Commerce for Economic 
Development. 

The City of Pikeville requested the 
federal funds from the Economic 
Development Administration to expand 
water and sewer facilities to provide for 
industrial growth. 

Pikeville has been actively encouraging 
the location of new manufacturing-type 
industry within the city to create jobs for 
residents of the district. It also is en­
deavoring to diversify its predominantly 
coal mining economy by developing local 
forest and timber resources. The city 
recently completed work on a regional 
airport and has prepared several sites for 
industrial uses. 

City officials say the expanded water and 
sewer facilities are necessary to ac­
commodate this anticipated economic 
growth. 

The U. S. Department of Housing and 
Urban Development is making a $371,000 
grant and the city of Pikeville will provide 
$246,000 from other sources to meet the 
$1,230,000 total cost of the project.

South Central Bell Telephone Company 
recently asked the Kentucky Public Service 
Commission to authorize revised rate 
schedules which, it says, would provide 
earnings adequate for the company to 
continue providing good telephone service 
in Kentucky. In its petition, the company 
asked the commission for rate adjustments 
that would provide an additional $12.6 
million annually after taxes ($25.5 million 
before taxes .) 

In June, 1970, the telephone company 
asked the commission to approve a general 
rate increase of $14.8 million. In a split 
decision, the commission denied that 
request, and the case is now pending before 
the Kentucky court of Appeales. 

Paul D. McCandless, Vice-President and 
General Manager of South Central 's 
Kentucky operations, said that additional 
revenues must be obtained if the company 
is to continue meeting the telephone needs 
of Kentucky. 

Commenting on the pending court case, 
McCandless said: "Revenue requirements 
in that case were based on costs during a 
test period which began in early 1969 and is 
now outdated. Moreover, nearly two years 
of actual operating results subsequent to 
the test period have confirmed the com­
pany's position on all major issues in that 
case. The theories of the oppostion wit­
nesses which the Commission majority 
relied on have now been proven wrong by 
actual operating results since the record in 
the case closed. As a consequence, the 
company has suffered a loss of millions of 
dollars of revenue which can never be 
retrieved. Without rate relief, our financial 
predicament has further deteriorated from 
the already serious situation that we faced 
a year and a half ago when we filed our 
orginal case-just as we said it would." 

Referring to the recent request for 
revised rates, McCandless said, "Since 
1957, when we had our last statewide 
general rate increase, there have been 
changes in some of the rates for our ser­
vice-some went up, some went down and 
some did not change at all . The net result of 
all these changes is that the overall price of 
telephone service in Kentucky (local and 
all long distance) is actually 5 per cent 
lower today than it was nearly 15 years ago. 

" While overall telephone rates in Ken-· 
tucky have decreased since 1957, the cost of 
living has gone up 44 per cent, "he said. 
"And, even with the requested increases, 
our overall rates will be up less than 14 per 
cent during this same period. 

"Our record of price performance is one 
which few, if any, businesses in Kentucky 
can match, "he continued. "But we have

Reason for this annual closed season on 
walleye, Fish and Wildlife Resources 
Commissioner Arnold Mitchell said, is that 
walleye spawn during these two months 
and it is hoped that closing the season will 
increase the state's population of this fish. 

There is no clossed season on any other 
fish in Kentucky, the commissioner added.

Trapping for furbearing animals ended 
at Midnight January 31. 

Arnold Mitchell, commissioner of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources, announced also 
that the night "hunting and take" season 
for raccoon and oppossmn ended at mid­
nigl}t, January 31. But the night training 
season for dogs will begin February 1 and 
continue through October 21. The com­
missioner pointed out that during this 
training period neither species may be 
harvested and hunters are not allowed to 
carry any type of firearms , device or in­
strument, including climbers, squealers or 
sling shots. 

" Commenting on the 1971-'72 hunting 
season, Mitchell said that on a statewide 
basis the rabbit and quail population and 
harvest could be rated about the same as 
for the previous season and that the overall 
duck and goose population was better than 
last year's. However, because of the lack of 
water in the first part of season and the 
" bluebird" weather during the remainder 
of it , the harvest of waterfowl was down.

He mentioned reading and language arts 
as areas that might need improving, but he 
stressed the need to upgrade the state's 
health programs to provide accurate in­
formation concerning the narcotics 
problem.

He said a good health program should 

"teach about narcotics in an unemotional 
manner" if it is to "render a real service." 
Ginger said the narcotics problem in 
Kentucky "is not as extensive ... as in some 
parts of the country," but "we do think it is 
important." Ginger outlined one other 
planned study which he calls the 
"Government of Teacher Ed~ation by the 
Profession."

'Black Lung' Pay 
Increase Near 

Checks delivered in February to coal 
miners and widows receiving "black lung" 
benefits in the Floyd county area will be 
about alh percent higher than in January, 
Daryl E. Ratliff, social security manager in 
Pikeville, said this week. 

Mr. Ratliff explained that recent 
legislation raising federal employees' 
salaries results in an increase in the 
monthly payment due miners, their 
dependents, and widows who qualify for 
benefits under the Federal Health and 
Safety Act of 1969. The amount of monthly 
black lung payments is tied to the 
minimum pay rate for federal employees in 
Grade GS-2. 

COMMUNICATE CONFID CE, SHOP AT HOM' 

The basic monthly benefit for a coal 
miner totally disabled by pneumoconiosis 
(black lung disease) will increase to 
$161.50, up from $1:>3.10. The maximum 
benefit payable when there are three 
dependents (a miner with a wife and two 
young children, for example) will amount 
to $322.90-an increase of $16.80. A miner or 
widow with one dependent will get $242.20, 
and a miner or widow with two dependents 
will receive $282.60. FIRST GUAR NTY BANK According to Ratliff, black lung benefits 
totalling more than $:>30 million have been 
paid to about 240,000 miners, widows, and 
dependents in the nation since the program 
got under way in January, 1970.

Why Plant Trees? 
FOR SALE Spring will soon be here, so lt is time to 

start thinking about the spring tree plan­
tlrll season. Although most people have 
hiard of or thought about tree planting, 
they may have asked themselves, "Why 
should I plant trees on my farm?" 
Hopefully, this article will show a lan­
downer some reasons why he may want to 
plant trees. 

To start with, trees can and should be 
considered as a farm crop which, given 
some protection and management, can 
provide a continual yield of products and 
cash income. Management of woodland 
includes, among other things, timberstand 
improvement, improved harvesting, and 
tree planting. 

There are several situations where tree 
planting is needed or desirable. The most 
obvious is the abandoned field which is 
unsuited for other crops or good pasture 
and which has not reseeded. Planting is 
needed here to get a timber crop started. 
Another situation arises where the old field 
has reseeded with undesirable species, 
!rush, or species not suited for the site. In 
this case, site clearing and replanting is 
done to get a stand of good species which 
can grow well on the site. A third instance is 
when the ~te has reseeded with desirable 
trees but there are not enough trees on the 
area. In this case, interplanting is needed to 
obtain an adequate number of trees. These 
three situations demonstrate the most 
common needs for tree planting. 

There are other reasons for planting 
trees besides timber production. Additional 
advantages include flood and erosion 
control, future jobs and income, more 
wildlife habitat, and improved scenery. All 
these advantages can be obtained at a very 
low cost to you, since most tree planting 
JrOjects can be cost-shared through your 
county ASC Office which will pay up to 90 
per cent of the cost of tree planting. Species 
available for cost-share planting include 
pines, walnut, poplar, ash, oak, and locust. 
For further information, contact any USDA 
or Kentucky Division of Forestry em­
ployee. To obtain cost-share assistance, the 
landowner should sign up at the ASC Office 
as early as possible. 

The Kentucky Division of Forestry can 
provide on-the-ground forestry advice, 
including advice on tree planting, free of 
charge to private woodland owners through 
the Cooperative Forest Management 
Service Foresters. This advice is not only

The Veterans Administration spent more 
than a million dollars in Floyd county last 
year, according to J. G. Ratliff, Director of 
the VA Regional Office in Louisville. 

Total expenditures for the State of 
Kentucky amounted to $171,794,718, ac­
cording to Ratliff. 

Carter Funeral Home 

The largest segment of the expenditures 
was for compensation and pension 
payments which amounted to $108,979,648. 
Of this total, Floyd county received 
$804,270. Compensation is paid to veterans 
who received some sort of disability while 
on active duty. Pension payments go to 
disabled veterans who have little or no 
income because of disabilities suffered in 
service. 

In this county, the VA spent ap­
proximately $120,000 for readjustment and 
vocational rehabilitation 'costs. These 
figures include the costs involved in the GI 
Bill which provides money for Vietnam 
veterans to attend colleges, technical 
schools and below college schools. 
Statewide VA expenditures pyramided to 
$16,295,201 for these benefits.

Low-Cost Seedlings 
Are Now Available 
For Ky. Landfills 

Low-cost tree seedlings are now 
available for use at sanitary landfills, 
Samuel N. Johnson, director of the State 
Department of Health's Division of Solid 
Waste, said last week,. 

Public or private sanitary landfill 
operators in Floyd, Johnson, Lawrence, 
Magoffin, Martin and Pike counties may 
order trees from the District Forester, 
Kentucky Division of Forestry, Thelma, 
Ky. 41260. 

The trees may be used to screen 
operating sanitary landfills from view, 
provide a source of final cover for com­
pleted landfills or control land erosion near 
landfills, Johnson said. 

Sanitary landfills are safe, economical 
means of solid waste disposal. In operating 
sanitary landfills, wastes are spread, 
compacted and covered with a six-inch 
compacted layer of earth at the end of 
every day. When a site is completely filled, 
it is sealed with at least two feet of clean 
earth. Often this reclaimed land is con­
verted to parks, playgrounds, golf courses, 
botanical gardens or other recreational 
areas. 

Low-cost trees have also been offered to 
farmers and timberland owners by the 
State Department of Natural Resources' 
Division of Forestry to encourage 
reforesting of eroded, idle and submarginal 
land, the planting of farm windbreaks and 
the improvement of existing woodlands. 

Neither landfill operators, farmers nor 
timberland owners may use these low-cost 
seedlings solely for ornamental, shade­
tree, roadside or border planting. Planting 
these seedlings within the corporate limits 
of any city is prohibited. 

Where possible, the Division of Forestry 
transports trees from its district nursery to 
a central point in each county. Advance 
notice is given buyers concerning time and 
place of delivery. 

One-to-two-year-<Jld seedlings available 
include loblolly pine, shortleaf pine, white 
pine, Virginia pine, black locust, yellow 
poplar, white ash, white oak, cherrybark 
oak, cottonwood and sycamore at $10 per 
thousand, and hybrid poplar cuttings and 
superior cottonwood cuttings, available in 
limited quantities, cost $20 per thousand. 

Orders for fewer than 500 trees of any 
species will be refused. Trees are sold only 
in multiples of 500. Checks accompanying 
orders should be made payable to the 
Kentucky State Treasurer.

New Trial Is Awarded 
Poet-Ecologist In Knott 

Hindman, Ky-Knott Circuit Court Judge 
Ben Mann, conceding he misinstructed a 
jury, has granted a motion for a new trial in 
the case of a poetecologist charged with 
blocking overweight coal trucks near here 
in October, 1970. 

William Howard Cohen was found guilty 
of the charge last September. He spent one 
night in the county jail when he refused to 
pay a $100 fine. 

Judge Mann signed the order for the new 
trial earlier this week. In his order he ex­
plained that he did not adequately define 
the word "willfully'" while instructing the 
jury. 

The judge said the jury might have 
equated "willfully" with "intentionally" 
when actually, to qualify for conviction on a 
misdemeanor charge, "willfully" had to 
denote a wrongful or evil purpose equated 
with "intent to cause public in­
convenience." 

Atty. Afton Smith, the prosecutor; in­
sufficiency of the orginal indictment, and 
improper instructions of the court. 

Cohen, who calls himself the "Blue 
Noodle," said Judge Mann's ruling 
"justifies the faith out of whch I have been 
operating," and shows that America is still 
"sound at the core and ultimately responds 
when challenged on the highest moral 
commitment." 

The former Alice Lloyd professor has 
said in the past that he blocks overweight 
coal trucks and takes other action against 
strip-mining because of alleged refusal of 
government to enforce its own laws.

Feed Grain Option 
Details are Listed 

Options to set aside feed grain acreage 
are key features of the 1972 Feed Grain 
Program, according to Harry T. Hill, 
chairman of the Floyd County ASCS 
Committee. 

Once a farmer decides to participate in 
the 1972 program, he must sign up at the 
COWlty ASCS office between February 3. 
and March 10. There will be no extended 
sign-up period in 1972. 

Hill listed the feed grain program options 
as follows: 

1. To meet minimum qualifying 
requirements for paytnents, a farmer must 
agree to maintain his conserving base and 
to set aside 25 percent of his feed grain base 
(corn). The feed grain payment rate for 1972 
for the qualifying set is at 80 cents per 
bushel for corn. Hill explained these rates 
are paid on the established farm yield 
times the qualifying set-aside acres (25 
percent of the farm base). 

Once the minimum qualifying 
requirements are met the farmer is eligible 
for Options 2 and 3.

2.ln addition to the qualifying set-aside of 
25 percent a farmer may set aside ad­
ditional acreage up to 10 percent of his corn 
base, Hill said the per-acre payment rate 
for this additional set-aside of corn will be 
52 cents per bushel. H a farmer qualifies to 
participate by setting aside 25 percent of 
his base, and also volunteers to set aside 
additional acreage under Option 2, he may 
then offer another 5 or 10 percent of his corn 
base. 

The Secretary of Agriculture will an­
nounce by mid-March his acceptance of one 
or both of the 5 and 10 percent offers.
