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Landowner 
Protection 
Aim of Bill 
Cornett Says Bill 
Would Curb Right 
To Destroy Land 

State Senator John Chris Cornett (0-
Mallie, Ky.) last week introduced in the 
Kentucky Senate a bill which, in effect, 
would do by law what the Court of Appeals 
has failed to do toward protecting the rights 
of landowners against provisions of the 
Broad-Form deed. 

"I'm trying," Senator Cornett, a former 
Commonwealth's Attorney and Circuit 
Judge, said, "to help some courts decide 
that the right to use property doesn't give 
you the right to destroy that property. 

1. Make mine operators or 
mineral.rights holders liable to surface 
owners for damages caused by failure to 
properly reclaim the land. 

2. Ban all strip and Auger-mining on 
slopes of more than 14 degrees (including 
virtually all Eastern Kentucky coal) 
without the written consent of the surface 
owner. 

Senate Bill 201 would enact what Cornett 
called his "theory of law," evolved from 
years on a mountain circuit bench-a 
theory that he said the Court of Appeals 
first accepted and later rejected in regard 
to cornett's judicial ruling in a strip-mine 
suit. 

Yet the Appeals Court has embraced that 
same theory in regard to Cornett's decision 
in an oil well case, the newly elected 
senator said. 

A section of SB 201 "actually strikes down 
certan rulings that have been made on the 
broad-form deed," and makes the holder of 
the mineral-rights deed or coal operator 
liable to the surface owner in damages 
caused by failure to reclaim land properly, 
Cornett said. 

Cornett later said his bill, if it becomes 
law, will ••hit contra to these court 
decisions (freeing strip-iners from liability 
for surface damage) . .. and will supersede 
the court rulings . .. . although technically, 
legislation can't be said to overturn court 
decisions." 

In any case, the courts would have "the 
last say, if someone should want to test the 
constitutionality of the bill ... but I don't 
think it's unconstitutional," said Cornett, 
who was a judge for 19 years. 

"I don't want to be stubborn about it. But 
I don't think one party (to a contract) has 
the right to destroy another party's 
property in the use of it," Cornett said. 

•"" Cornett, who represents Floyd, Knott, 
Perry and Martin counties, said that many 
of the surface-mine operators in his district 
already are making payments to lan­
downers. 

An attorney for one company said that 
firm was paying surface owners damages 
amounting to 15 cents for each ton of coal 
mined, Cornett said. 

Sen. Lacey Smith, D-Louisville, a 
co-sponsor of the bill, said it would bring 
Kentucky law in line with court decisions in 
other states.

Dorsey Slayer Gets 
Two Life Sentences 

When a Daviess county jury last Wed­
nesday convicted the slayer of young 
Edwin Cochrane Dorsey, former Prestons­
burg resident, it drew the line at the death 
penalty but it decreed for the defendant two 
life terms, one without parole, for murder 
and rape, and 39 years' imprisonment for 
two lesser offenses. 

The defendant, Allen Land, 23, of 
Owensboro, entered a plea of guilty, but in 
his final argument his counsel 
acknowledged Land's Quilt. The attorney 
reminded the jury that a Daviess county 
jury last imposed the death penalty 36 
years ago. 

Commonwealth's Attorney William Gant 
asked the death penalty for the slaying of 
the 19-year-{)ld Dorsey, who was a student 
at Kentucky Wesleyan Coll'!ge, Owensboro, 
at the time of his slaying last Sept. 4. The

A girl-<:ompanion of young Dorsey was 
raped and wounded by Land after the 
slaying of Dorsey. 

The jury recommended life im­
prisonment of Land for the murder, life 
imprisonment without parole on two 
charges of rape, 21 years on two counts of 
shooting and wounding and 18 years for 
armed robbery. 

No emotion was visible on Land's face as 
the judge read the verdict. Land's wife 
became hysterical and was taken from the 
courtroom. Dorsey's parents and the girl 
companion of Dorsey on the night of the 
murder also were in the courtroom when 
the verdict was read. 

Testimony in the trial lasted only one 
day. The jury returned the verdict after 
deliberating two hours. 

Police testified that Land forced the 
young couple into a car at gunpoint, and 
forced them to drive into the country, 
where he ordered Dorsey out of the 
They said Land shot Dorsey at pointblank 
range. Mter raping the young woman, he 
fired at her twice, wounding her, they 
testified. 

Officers described how the girl escaped 
and tried unsuccessfully to arouse the 
occupants of two homes. She finally suc­
ceeded at a third home, where she called 
her parents and the police. 

Testimony described how the girl, her 
head bandaged, went with authorities to 
locate Dorsey's body, and how she later 
identified Land in a confrontation at the 
Owensboro-Daviess County Hospital, 
where she was undergoing treatment.

Two offices on the second floor of the Hall 
Insurance building here were burglarized 
Friday night, but what officers found in one 
of the offices overshadowed the breaks 
themselves. 

When officers were called to the offices of 
the Child Welfare Department, one of the 
places entered, they found what they ter­
med obscene and profane posters 
decorating the wall of one room. 

The law offices of W. W. Burchett, on the 
same floor of the building, also had been 
opened. Desk drawers in both offices had 
been opened but nothing was missing from 
Mr. Burchett's office. Some money was 
reported missing from a piggy bank in the 
Child Welfare office, but 50 cents on the 
same desk and a transistor radio were 
untouched. Desk drawers there were 
opened and one desk was damaged. Both 
offices apparently were opened by the 
prying open of a door-strip, which enabled 
the prowlers to reach the lock of each door. 

One of the posters was a parody of the 
Twenty-Third Psalm. Another was more 
obscene in its language. A smaller sheet 
found in an inside office at Child Welfare 
was derogatory to the President. Yet 
another wall decoration bore a quotation 
from Adolph Hitler. 

Blaine Hall, owner of the building, said he 
had asked that the objectionable posters be 
removed and that he was told this would be 
done on Saturday. The office was broken 
into, however, before they could be taken 
down. No fingerprints were found at either 
office, and the motive for the breaks 
remains unexplained.

Court Requests 
4-Stream Study 
By US Engineers 

Possible clearing and snagging projects 
for four county streams were considered by 
the fiscal court at its Feb. 3 meeting. 

The court by resolution called on the U. S. 
Corps of Engineers' district office at 
Huntington, W. Va. to make a survey and 
report on such projects for both Right and 
Left Beaver Creeks, the right fork of 
Middle Creek and Mud Creek. 

(Conservationists have in recent years 
protested snagging and clearing of streams 
except where such work is essential to 
prevent flooding. They argue that removal 
of all cover in a stream is damaging to fish 
life .) 

At an earlier meeting the fiscal court 
adopted a resolution by which it assumed 
responsibility for all cost and con­
demnation proceedings to acquire 
easements outside the ci~y of Martin for the 
$3 million stream improvement project 
proposed for Right Beaver Creek, begin­
ning at a point near the juncture of Right 
and Left Beaver Creeks to Clark Branch, 
below Martin. The City Council and Mayor 
of Martin met with the court and agreed 
that the city would bear the same 
responsibility for easements within the city 
limits. 

The flood protection project at Martin 
remains stalled, with a number of 
easements yet to be acquired.

were cancelled by Wednesday of this week. 

It is true that something needs to be done, now, to protect the 
environment. But how much does the spectacle of a group of people 
blocking a public building and being dragged away, as they surely 
will be, help the cause? 

We are deeply concerned about a situation that, if it is permitted to 
continue, will one day be recalled as Kentucky's one great disgrace. 
But, concerned as we are, spectacles such as Mr. Cohen proposes 
has the effect of turning us off, just a bit. And we wonder if action of 
this sort may not dampen the ardor of many legislators and others 
who are truly sympathetic to the fight against destruction of the land 
and water resources of the state.

Since very early times Kentucky has 
been double : a very obvious place and at 
the same time a myth. It would take some 
draft anatomical surgery to separate the 
actual from the imagined. Some of this 
double existence is to be pr-aised; some is to 
be deplored. Be it said truly, by one who has 
spent his eight decades and more in the 
state, the average Kentuckian, the average 
Kentucky neighborhood, the average 
Kentucky philosophy-these have never 
been properly presented. Long before 
Hollywood and its sensationalism, things 
about Kentucky got blown up, in America 
and abroad. Daniel Boone became almost 
as unnatural as his younger contemporary 
in Tennesee, Davy Crockett. But, whereas 
Boone was glorified and made a typical 
epic hero, Crockett was marked down, until 
he lives largely as a coon hunter and back­
country yarn-spinner and braggart. 
Neither picture is just; a study of the lives 
of the two makes them far more real than 
the enlarged heroes they have become in 
literature. Similarly, the spectacular, the 
unusual, the far..from~rdinary phases of 
our Kentucky life have received wide ac­
claim, and thus they have added to the 
glamorous Kentucky of fiction, whether. it 
is about palatial homes in the Bluegrass, 
Kentucky feuds, steamboat heroes, or 
owners of fast horses. Another picture of 
Kentucky has developed in the big factory 
cities of the north, a picture that is as ex­
treme and Hollywoodish as any of the 
pr-evious conceptions; the thousands of 
Kentuckians who have sought work in the 
northern cities are often lumped into one 
type of humanity, a pretty sorry type at 
that. Years ago, while visiting my brother­
in-law in Akron, Ohio, I was introduced to a 
prominent Westinghouse employee. His 
greeting was, when he was told I was from 
Kentucky: "I've never seen any Ken­
tuckian who wasn't a damned fool"; and he 
didn't, like the characters in THE 
VIRGINIAN, "smile when he said that." 

Though I have not traveled very ex­
tensively as compared with some of my 
neighbors, who can casually drop names of 
places in remote corners of the world, I 
have seen some portions of the areas that 
we disignate, somewhat loosely, as the 
linguistic and historical mother-areas of 
the whole country. And, to my great sur­
prise, in my early ventures away from 
Fidelity or Kentucky itself, I rarely found a 
new type, any more than Mark Twain found 
on his \'!()rid journeys. H we had a queer 
fellow at Fidelity, you had his very image 
at Turkey Creek or Rabbit Ridge 2r Twin 
Branch. And, though sometimes outward 
appearances seemed different, your solid 
citizen of the remotest hollow or the most 
modern city could, with a few touches of a 
make-up man, fit into the country-store at 
Fidelity or could walk into a room of big 
business men without creating a sensation 
at either place. And, I am sure, our folk 
heroes, even the most picturesque ones, 
were basically very much like those of 
other states and even other countries. Even 
our very distinctive Southern Colonel, 
whom we regard as indigenous to America,

The very effort to find a "typical" person 
for an area as large as a state with as many 
backgrounds as ours is in itself a folltish 
act. Imagine the futility of it all! Here we 
have hosts of people of every 
imaginable backgrounds; like Mark Twam, 
who said he had traveled widely but had 
never found any new types of people, that 
is, people different from the many types he 
knew along the Mississippi River, an honest 
historian or critic would have to admit that 
"Kentuckian" does not designate any very 
specific type. Just why should any one want 
to fmd a typical person, anyway? Why not 
allow every man jack to have his own ways, 
so long as they do not infringe too much on 
the queer ways of too many of his neigh­
bors?

Frankfort, Ky .-If you're like the 
majority of Kentuckians, you've probably 
had several relatives, friends and neigh­
bors coming down with the flu or some 
anonymous "bug" producing fever, chills, 
sore throats, aches and pains. 

And more than likely you've heard 
constant murmurings that this is going to 
be a big year for the flu, especially the 
Hong Kong variety. 

According to Dr. C. Hernandez, director 
of the State Health Department's Division 
of Epidemiology, the rumors may turn out 
to be more fact than fiction. 

"Based on the current pattern of cases of 
influenza reported to the department each 
week, we are anticipating an unusual 
amount of flu activity in the state," Dr. 
Hernandez said. 

"So far, there have only been regional 
outbreaks in the state, but if these continue, 
we'll probably be getting as many cases of 
influenza as we did three years ago when 
we had an epi_derruc." 

Weekly records kept by the division show 
a cumulative total of 12,100 cases of flu 
reported across the state through the fourth 
week of the 1971-72 epidemiological year

(based on weeks of the year when a disease 
is most likely to be predominant). 

This figure compares with reported 
cumulative totals of: 2640 cases for the 
fourth week in 1970-71, 4061 cases in 1969-70 
and 24,419 cases in 1968-69, the last year for 
a flu epidemic. 

"There have been outbreaks of flu-the 
Hong Kong influenza virus-in certain 
parts of the United States-Connecticut, 
Massachusetts and New York for in­
stance," Dr. Hernandez said. 

"Likewise, there have been isolated 
outbreaks of flu in Kentucky, in the western 
part of the state, U>uisville and Jefferson 
County. 

"But as yet a statewide flu epidemic 
doesn't exist," he emphasized. 

Hernandez also reported that the 
organism has been isolated as type A, 
Asian Influenza-the Hong Kong type. 

Questioned as to measures taken by the 
epidemiology division when an epidemic 
threatens, Dr. Hernandez explained te 
division's goals are two-fold: to identifY the 
existence of an epidemic and the organism 
producing one. 

"We utilize the local health departments 
located in each of Kentucky's 120 counties 
in doing so," he continued. "Private 
physicians are required by law to relate 
cases of communicable diseases to our 
local health departments on a weekly basis. 

He said this record is kept along with a 
general description of the individuals 
catching the disease-their age, sex and 
occupation-to see if the disease is par­
ticularly contagious to a certan group of 
people. 

These figures form the basis for 
monitoring the status of an epidemic, such 
as influenza. There were 8433 cases of flu 
reported for the week of Jan. 24-28 alone. 
Figures for the same week last year 
revealed 54 cases, with 1200 cases in 1969-70 
and 4900 cases in the 1968-69 epidemic 
years. 

"Although knowledge of whether or not a 
disease is in the epidemic stages is not 
particularly beneficial to the individual, it 
is of great help to physicians across the 
state," Hernandez said. 

"By alerting the medical community, 
individuals with a high risk involved in 
catching a disease such as influenza-the 
aged and patients with chronic illnesses­
can be vaccinated and the epidemic's 
mortality rate can be decreased." 

Additional, the division is concerned with 
collecting as many blood samples and 
throat washings as possible to isolate and 
identify the virus producing the epidemic.

Asked for any precautions disease-prone 
citizens should take to avoid catching the 
"flu bug," Dr. Hernandez related the same 
ones he would prescribe should a flu 
epidemic occur: "Follow the basic rules of 
hygiene and stay away from large crowds 
whenever possible. 

"When there are a number of people in 
relatively close quarters, the air can 
become heavily loaded with virus particles 
during an epidemic. It is almost impossible 
to stay out of the path of coughs and 
sneezes."

Ford Budget To End 
Food Tax; Othes U:P

Gov. Wendell Ford presented a $3.5 
billion biennial budget request to the 
General Assembly last Thursday along 
with proposals to raise some taxes while 
"reducing the citizen tax load." 

Changes in tax structure reflected in the 
budget include removal of the sales tax on 
groceries effective Oct. 1, raising the 
gasoline tax by two cents a gallon and 
setting a five per cent serverance tax on 
coal. The federal deductibility for cor­
porate state income taxes would be 
removed and the base for the motor vehicle 
usage tax would be raised from 90 to 100 per 
cent of retail price to make up for the 
removal of the 10 per cent federal excise

But the corporate income tax is in the 
general fund and he was asked several 
times about it. 

Ford said he prefers to view the cor­
porate phase as another reform rather than 
a boost, citing the fact that corporation 
taxes would be lowered in percentages 
under his proposal-though not enough to 
offset the deductibility elimination. 

His officials distributed a map of the 
United States indicating Kentucky's cor­
porate tax rates are in line with neighbors 
generally or even lower.

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SB 201 also would forbid strip-auger­
mining on a slope of more than 14 degrees 
without written consent of the surface 
owner. Present state regulations permit 
stripping on slopes as great as 27 degrees 
and auger-mining on 28 through 33 degree 
slopes. 

Much of the mining in the mountains is 
done under the broad-form deeds, under 
which mineral rights were purchased from 
landowners, especially during a period at 
the turn of the century beforestrip-mining 
was practiced. 

Cornett also maintained that enactment 
of his bill would overcome the argtunent 
that limiting the use of broad-form deeds 
"abrogates a contract ... something that 
our state and federal constitution would 
not permit." 

But Cornett added, "It is my theory of the 
law (that) there is no contract for the 
purpose of destroying property." 

Among those who have spoken against 
efforts to outlaw broad-form deeds is Gov. 
Wendell Ford. The governor's argtunent 
was that no contract can be canceled by a 
state law.

They 
termed the posters "in bad taste" but said 
they had every reason to have confidence in 
the loyalty of those who placed the posters 
in the office. 

Mayor George P. Archer condemned the 
posters as "obscene." 

Detective Hale was joined in the in· 
vestigation made inside the Child Welfare 
office by State Police Detective Chester D. 
Potter and members of the Prestonsburg 
police force. 

Later Tuesday, Mr. Bonta in a telephone 
conversation told The Times that "this 
appears to me to be an effort to smear the 
program." 

"If you have something to hide, the last 
place you would put it would be on an office 
wall," he added. Admitting that those who 
placed the posters on the wall "did not 
exercise the best judgment and 
discretion," he said he felt the posters were 
used to create an atmosphere that would 
help workers establish contact with teen­
agers who come into the office. 

Bonta also said those who made the in­
vestigation had not made note of the fact 
that the Pledge of Allegiance was on walls 
of the offices of Mrs. Irene Campbell, 
veteran member of the staff, and Miss 
Wilson, supervisor, who herself is a former 
member of the woman's division of the 
Marine Corps. 

He said he feels the break was staged "to 
get rid of Bernie." He referred to Bernie 
Bever, who was assigned to the office here 
for special work. Mr. Bever was not present 
when the posters were placed in the office, 
other workers said. 

Bonta said he had received nwnerous 
telephone calls from Floyd county 
residents in support of the office staff.

clothes. The temperature that day was one 
degree above. Ice froze in small creeks, 
thick enough for horses to walk across. 

However, nature, not to f6rget warm 
weather devotees, brought 90-degree heat 
at 3 p.m. on May 8 that same year, then had 
a change of heart and started snow falling 
before dark. She then got busy with 
something else and did not turn off the snow 
faucet until late next day. By then farmers 
were out looking at snow-covered fields of 
corn big enough to plow. 

For some reason big snows-the so-called 
old-fashioned kind-have been absent for a 
number of winters. Old-timers may recall 
that on Feb. 20, 1929, snow began falling 
and didn't stop in Eastern Kentucky untill it 
was 20 inches deep. · 

But Kentucky weather has a little bit of 
something for everyone. In 1931-32 Eastern 
Kentucky had no snow till March and no 
freezing temperatures. Farmers hoed 
onions during Christmas that winter. 

But nature, knowing how youthfuL 
Kentuckians like snow, decided that the 
winter of 1935-36 would be one for them to 
remember. She started filling the sky with 
snow on Christmas day, brought more cold 
weather and snow that did not melt until 
March. 

In 1892 when country folk had been 
keeping an eye on their sarvis (service) 
trees, anticipating eating the delectable 
fruit at the perfect stage of ripeness, they 
did not allow themselves to be disap­
pointed. 

The berries were ripe on May 20 that 
year-a day when six inches of snow fell,

Uniform Standards 
For State Streams 

The Senate passed a bill that 
would establish uniform water­
quality standards for all 
streams, both interstate and 
intrastate in Kentucky. 

Approved 37-0, the measure 
now goes to the House for final 
passage. 

Sen. Scott Miller, Jr. (R­
Louisville) introduced the bill 
and said it contains "the same 
quality standards that have 
been adopted by the Water 
PoUution Control Commission 
for interstate streams." 

He added there is presently 
some doubt whether the stan­
dards also would apply to in­
trastate streams and the bill 
"would establish uniform water 
quality standards throughout 
the state." 

Comparison of Scott's bill 
with existing water quality 
regulations shows it is weaker 
in some areas, more strict in 
others. 

Scott's measure is more 
lenient in the size of industrial 
waste "outfalls" allowed and in 
maximwn water temperature 
standards. 

However, the bill would allow 
less acidity and require streams 
to be "free of" substances 
which form sludge deposits 
while current standards say 
only "substantially free of" 
such substances.

Trees can help us win the war 
on pollution. That's why we 
should safeguard the trees we 
already have and also adopt for 
our motto: ''Plant More Trees.'' 
The space for planting more 
trees gradually lessens every 
year and at a fast rate. Super 
highways running across a 
countryside take a swipe of land 
300 feet wide and many miles 
long; inside this area no trees 
can grow. When the hardtop is 
laid down, not another sprig of 
anything green will ever be seen 
there again. 

Trees prevent soil erosion, 
which is a major cause of 
stream pollution from siltation. 
Tree roots are like hwnan 
fingers gripping the soil and 
holding it from washing. 
Remove the trees from a piece 
of steep mountain land and it 
soon washes down to hard rock 
and subsoil. 

Trees also purify the air by 
breathing out oxygen in a free 
state, which mingles with the 
air and purifies it. The leaves 
are the "lungs" of the tree, by 
means of which they carry on 
the process of photosynthesis 
and put the oxygen back in the 
air. 

Trees also clean and wash the 
air and make it fresh and in­
vigorating_ The air in the woods 
always feels fresh and cool it is · 
washed clean and purified by a 
fresh supply of oxygen. On the 
underside of the leaf there are 
millions of tiny openings called 
"stomata," which comes from 
the Greek word, stoma, 
meaning a mouth. Trees 
literally breathe through their 
mouths on the leaves. These 
stomata transpire water vapor 
into the air, which cleanses 
and purifies it and keeps it 
fresh. During a swnmer of 
about five months, when the 
leaves are full and green, a 
large oak tree evaporates about 
28,000 gallons of water into the 
surrounding air, which is an 
average of about 180 gallons 
each day. 

The time has come when 
every Scout troop, every 
Garden Club, every 4-H Club 
should develop a tree-planting 
program. All the vacant or 
unused land should be planted 
in trees. The time has also come 
for the destruction of our trees 
by careless and wasteful 
methods of logging to stop. Also 
the uprooting and tearing down 
of trees by stripmining should 
be stopped, as it is a detriment 
to the environment and lays the 
mountainsides open for serious 
oil erosion. Some say that the 
trees along the ridgetops where 
the land is stripmined are not 
much good for anything. But 
this argwnent is wholly un­
sound. Few if any trees are 
without some value. Those on 
high ridges help to make oxygen 
for purifying the air; they also 
furnish homes and shelter for 
birds and other wild life; they 
help to build the soil by shed-

trees. This makes your 40-foot 
orchard; Tbe dwarf peach trees 
will bear the second year, 
unless you bold them back 
another year. Most dwarf trees 
seem almost too eager to bear 
and often have to be held back 
until they get strong enough to 
hold up their fruit. Full 
production of dwarf fruit trees 
is reached in about five years. 

Fee System Faults 
Reviewed in Study 

The fee system under which 
most of Kentucky's county 
officials are paid should be 
revamped to guarantee them a 
livable income, a Legislative 
Research Commission study 
says. 

More money would be 
required because the counties' 
main source of income, the 
property tax, now is frozen. 

The study said one solution is 
for the state to share some of its 
revenue and return to the 
counties some of the money 
collected from the court 
system. 

"Because the salaries of 
county officials are almost 
solely dependent upon their 
statuatory fees," the study said, 
"every two years the General 
Assembly is confronted with 
demands to raise the fees so 
that officials may further. 
augment their compensation 
and keep up with the rising cost 
of living." 

It said other disadvantages of 
the fee system are that money 
collected by officials often is not 
properly accounted for and the 
fee often does not pay the cost of 
rendering the service.

Tbe great advantage of having 
dwarf fruit trees is, You can 
spray them easily with a hand 
spray or can use the duster you 
keep for the rose bushes. The 
dwarf apple trees grow to a 
height of about 8 feet and may 
produce four or five bushels of 
apples each year. Dwarf peach 
trees begin bearing when they 
are about three feet high and 
reach their peak when about six 
feet high. The necessary 
pruning, dusting and picking 
the fruit is done when one is 
standing flat-footed on the 
ground. 

The dwarf cherry trees are 
prolific producers; some of 
them have been known to 
produce up to 100 pounds of 
cherries in a season. 

As a soil builder and for its 
commercial value, the black 
walnut is tops. It transplants 
well, helps to enrich the soil and 
in a few years it makes a highly 
valuable tree for the lwnber 
market. 

If you are mainly interested 
in ornamental trees, plant 
dogwoods, redbuds and sweet 
gwns. The star-shaped leaves of 
the sweet gwn lend it a unique 
beauty and in the fall they turn 
to brilliant purples, yellows 
and often have an almost 
lavender hue. 

Let us then resolve this spring 

to plant more trees as a forward 
step in our war on pollution of 
t)!e air and water.

What kind of trees should we 
plant: many want to know. 
Along the banks of a brook or 
other stream, willows are 
highly valuable for preventing 
washing of the banks; so are the 
eastern hemlocks. These latter 
trees have a massive root 
system and hold the soil 
securely. They also beautify the 
land and furnish good winter 
shelter for the birds. The sugar 
maples make fine trees for lawn 
or park planting; our native 
sugar maples can be tran­
splanted successfully and in a 
few years they will grow into 
magnificent trees. You may 
often find a rare tree you'd like 
to plant on your property. 
Recently a new species of a 
golden willow was discovered in 
Ohio; it was given the name, 
"Golden Curls," and has 
become in great demand for 
ornamental planting. The bark 
is a rich golden color and the 
leaves are curly, suggesting a 
lovely with curly hair of gold. 
This willow seems to i>e a 
hybrid-a cross between the 
upright corkscrew willow and 
the weeping willow. The nur­
sery which discovered, or 
rather developed, this willow is 
besieged with orders for 
specimens. 

If you have a lot in town, you. 
may find space for planting a 
whole orchard of the dwarf fruit 
trees, which are highly popular 
now. In the big apple orchards, 
the trees are set about 40 feet 
apart, which takes up a lot of 
space. In the same space, you 
can plant 16 dwarf fruit trees 
and have a variety of them. A 
dwarf apple tree needs about 
ten-foot space; the dwarf peach 
trees can do with less. In a 
forty-foot space, you can plant 
the following dwarf fruit trees. 
Five apples trees, three pear 
trees, three peach trees, two 
cherry trees and three plum

slowly harden till it is as hard as any 
stone." 

"Do unto others as you would have them 
to do unto you."

'Secret' Report Hits 
Mining Near Lakes Attention!

Hazard, Ky .-A secret, 4-month-old 

Army Corps of Engineers evaluation of 
strip-mining in Eastern Kentucky finds 
major faults in state procedures permitting 
surface mining near mountain reservoirs. 

The report suggests a moratorium on 
strip-mining "in any given area and in 
particular the Carr Fork (Reservoir) and 
Buckhorn (Lake Reservoir)" so that the 
engineers could study conditions. 

However, the problems as well as 
recommendations for improvements 
outlined in the report have never been 
formally forwarded to the state Division of 
Reclamation, which issues strip-mine 
permits. 

In a recent interview, Col. John T. Rhett, 
Louisville district engineer, discounted the 
report as being only a "working document" 
and called its recommendations "personal 
opinions" of field personnel. He said he has 
discussed the report informally with 
reclamation personnel but has not formally 
submitted it because of the change (in 
December) in state administrations. 

John R. Bleidt, chief of operations in the 
engineers' district office in Louisville, who 
signed the report-which was prepared in 
October and mailed anonymously to this 
reporter-said of the field personnel who 
compiled it: 

"They're professional people; you'd have 
to assume they're professional recom­
mendations." 

The report is generally critical of the 
state's handling of strip-mine permits in 
Eastern Kentucky drainage areas over 
which the engineers have jurisdiction. It 
notes that some of the areas already are 
threatened by strip mine acid and silt. 

Without detailing locations, the report 
refers to "at least five" violations by state 
officials of an agreement between the 
engineers and reclamation officials con­
cerning the issuance of permits near 
federal watersheds. 

That agreement, known as a 
"Memorandum of Understanding" was 
signed July 8, 1970, and allows the 
engineers to inspect all permit areas near 
drainage areas over which they have 
jurisdiction. It gives the corps 20 days to 
object to such permits if the mining is 
deemed a threat to land or reservoirs 
owned by the engineers. 

The report shows that 67 permits have 
been processed through the corps in the 
Buckhorn Lake watershed (in Perry 
county) since the Memorandum of Un­
derstanding; 41 in Carr Fork Reservoir in 
Knott county, and 8 in the new Cave Run 
watershed. The Cave Run Dam is under 
construction in Bath and Rowan counties. 

However, 33 permits have been issued in 
those areas witlwut being processed 
through the corps, the report said. They 
are:Buckhorn Lake, 3; Cave Run, 27, and 
Carr Fork, 3. Three permits were issued in 
the Carr Fork area over corps objections, 
the report said.

(Rhett said that the 27 permits issued in 
the Cave Run area had resulted from a lack 
of communication among state 
reclamation officials. The permits, he said, 
were approved by reclamation field per­
sonnel in the Cave Run area who had not 
been informed of provisions of the 
Memorandum of Understanding. The 
problem was corrected, Rhett said.)

The consensus of the corps officials in­
volved in preparing the report is that "the 
water quality of the main streams in the 
Carr Fork and Buckhorn drainage areas is 
gradually deteriorating." The report noted 
however, that testing so far has been in­
sufficient to support this conclusion. 

Among the reports recommendations 
were the possible moratorium, higher 
bonds from those who strip-mine federal 
land, updating the Memorandum of Un­
derstanding, providing more time for study 
before granting permits and smaller work 
loads for strip mine inspectors. 

The report says state supervision of strip­
mine operations is "greatly hampered" by 
high personnel turnover. It attributes such 
turnover to "low pay, lack of experience, 
etc." This matter, however, was not 
mentioned in the specific recom­
mendations. 

Rhett said that most "specific" problem 
areas cited in the report have been worked 
out informally with reclamation personnel. 
other recommendations, such as low pay 
and overworked inspectors, are "none of 
the corps' business," Rhett added.
