Pike Mystery Solved, Detective 
Sees Floyd Cases ess Difficult 

"We are aware that people are impatient, 
wanting an arrest made now, and that some 
are saying we aren't doing anything, but we 
are working and this case looks much 
better than one we've had in Pike coWJty, 
and we have four indictments in that one." 

This statement was made by State 
Detective Chester D. Potter, of Prestons­
burg, in a discussion of the murder mystery 
surroWJding the slayings of Deputy Sheriff 
Lawrence Conley at Garrett and Conley, 
near Wayland. 

Potter, who declines to discuss details of 
the investigation he and others are making 
of the twin slayings, insists progress is 
being made, although the illness of Com­
monwealth's Attoreny Harold J. Stumbo, 
who has been working with him, Sheriff 
Frank Leslie, CoWJty Detective Sam Hale 
and others on the Beaver Creek cases, has 
temporarily slowed the probe. 

The Pike coWJty case to which he 
referred was the slaying on July 12, 1971, 
near Zebulon, of Gladys Blanche Deskins. 
Detective Potter and other officers worked 
on that case almost a full year. Two weeks 
ago, the Pike coWJty grand jury indicted 
four men, one of whom is Boone Deskins, 
62, estranged husband of the victim, 
charging them with conspiracy to commit 
murder.

ARC Grant 
To Provide 
New Shop 

Announcement by Congressman Carl D. 
Perkins that the Appalachian Regional 
Commission has approved a grant of 
$264,000 for enlargement of the Garth 
Vocational School and expansion of its 
services was hailed Friday by Superin­
tendent of Schools Charles Clark as "just 
what we've been hoping for." 

Supt. Clark added that, in anticipation of 
ARC help, the Floyd County Board of 
Education had already set George Lee 
Shannon, its architect, to work on 
preliminary plans for the addition to the 
school. 

Congressman Perkins said the $264,000 
grant will provide for construction and 
equipping of the vocational school addition 
and will afford training opportunities for an 
additional 240 high school students. 

Clark said the application for ARC funds 
was based on plans for an addition of 11,635 
square feet of floor space· which would be 
used to add three shops to the school. 

One of the three new departments will 
offer training for girl-students at the school 
for the first time, and a second will be for 
the training of both boys and girls. The all­
girl department will be for training in of­
fice-practices. The department which will 
be open to both sexes will be for training in 
health-related skills. The third will be a 
welding shop for boys. 

Supt. Clark said, "We have gone too long 
in Floyd county, neglecting vocational 
training for girls. I insisted that we change 
that situation." 

Prior to making a decision on the new 
departments to be instituted if the grant 
were made, a survey was made to ascertain 
the preferences of all high school students 
in the county. The preferences expressed 
by the majority were followed. 

Vocational training at Garth has been 
restricted to high school juniors and seniors 
16 years of age or older, in accordance 
with State Department of Education 
regulations. Supt. Clark said this restric­
tion was made because of limited facilities. 

GOURD FIDDLE TO GO ON TOUR 

A gourd fiddle made by "Fiddlin' 
Dewey" Shepherd, of David, and a 
recording in which the Floyd coWJtian 
plays and sings "Jacob's Ladder" will be 
featured by the International Art Program, 
Smithsonian Institution, Washington, D. C., 
in an exhibit to go abroad soon WJder 
sponsorship of the U. S. Information 
Agency. 

Ralph Rinzler, director of Smithsonian's 
Festival of American Folklife, has made 
available to the program a gourd fiddle 
produced by :v1r. Shepherd and his recor­
ding, both of which are in the Smithsonian 
collection, and these will be included in the 

travelling exhibit, "Handcrafts from the 
Southern Appalachians." 

The first trip for the exhibit outside the 
United States will probably be to Latin 
America, Mr. Rinzler said. 

Shepherd, who learned how to make 
gourd fiddles from his father, says he needs 
only a long-necked gourd, a pocket-knife 
and a hand-drill for the job. A piece of cedar 
is used for the bridge. He says he no longer 
uses catgut for his fiddle strings but has 
made a concession to modernity and uses 
steel strings. 

The Middle Creek man has participated 
in national folk festivals at Newpost, R. I. 
and Washington, D. C.

Three Accused 
lit Park Attack 

Two courts have jurisdiction in an Archer 
Park incident during the July 4 period in 
which a Martin man was beaten, and the 
Attorney General's office has been caUed 
on for advice in the case. 

Lloyd McGarey, of the Martin office, 
Kentucky Department of Mines and 
Minerals, named three men, Lon Gibson, 
Jimmy Fairchild and Joe Clark, and a 
juvenile who is 17 of assaulting and beating 
him into unconsciousness at the park. The 
cases of the adults are in Prestonsburg 
police court. That of the juvenile is in 
juvenile court. 

When the juvenile's case was called for 
hearing last Saturday, County Judge Henry 
Stwnbo disqualified because of his kinship 
to Mr. McGarey's wife. The same kinship 
prevented Trial Commissioner Yvonne 
McCormick from hearing the case. Joe 
Hobson, Prestonsburg attorney, agreed to 
accept designation as special judge but 
later questioned the legality of his being 
appointed by Judge Stwnbo to serve. 

Now,County Attorney James Allen said, 
the Attorney General will be asked for an 
opinion pointing out who can designate a 
special judge. 

McGarey was at the park with his wife, 
Sharon, when he was accosted by the three, 
authorities were told.

Division of Maternal and Child Health 
(MCH) is expanding its services for 
children through 125 new clinics during the 
next 12 months, division director Jorge 
Deju, M. D., announced last week. 

The clinics are designed to help children 
suffering from mental retardation, lear­
ning disorders , epilepsy, speech, hearing 
and vision problems and cerebral palsy. 

Traveling clinic teams from the 
University of Kentucky Medical Center, the 
University of Louisville Child Development 
Center and private physicians will conduct 
the MCH-sponsored pediatric and 
neurology clinics in eastern and western 
Kentucky. 

New clinics are also being added to serve 
more children in Fayette and Jefferson 
counties and surrounding areas. 

The first traveling clinic, held Thursday, 
July 12, in Pike county, is "an example of 
the clinic pattern the other clinics will 
follow," Dr. Deju said. Robert J. Barmann, 
M. D., Univereity of Kentucky neurologist, 
and his staff conducted the clinic at the 
Pike County Health Department with 
additional staff from MCH, the local health 
department and the Region 11 Mental 
Health-Mental Retardation Center. 

"This cooperation among state and local 
agencies, private physicians and other 
health professionals enables us to provide a 
complete range of child health services, 
and follow-up care, not only on clinic days, 
but in the weeks between scheduled 
clinics," Dr. Deju said. 

Baumann's team travels to Harlan July 
27 and will conduct a total of 24 neurology 
clinics, serving some 480 patients, during 
the next year. 

For some time, a traveling team of 
University of Kentucky pediatricians has 
held 27 clinics a year in eastern Kentucky, 
Dr. Deju said. These will continue. In ad­
dition, the pediatric team will hold seven 
new clinics in Lexington to serve Fayette 
and neighboring counties. The team con­
sists of Doane Fischer, M. D., Robert A. 
Beargie, M. D., and Vernon L. James, M. 
D. 

In Hazard, monthly clinics for about 150 
children are "almost a certainty,'? Dr. Deju 
said. Details of the clinics, to be handled by 
Gregory Culley, M. D., pediatrician with 
the Appalachian Regional Hospital, are 
worked out. "All that remains is the signing 
of the contract," Deju added. 

All the physicians involved in the 
traveling clinics are availabel for con­
sult~tion with health officers, physicians, 
nurses and others concerned with the 
follow-up care of the children - daily con­
sultation, if necessary, Dr. Deju said.

FRANKFORT, Ky.-Commerce Com­
missioner Damon Harrison said Monday it 
would be "absolutely ruinous" for Ken­
tucky to adopt a policy of slowing down 
industrial growth. 

The cold hard facts are that this state is 
short more than 200,000 jobs compared with 
others in the nation," he said. 

" We're still trying to lure industry 
despite what's going on elsewhere." 

Many states have decided that because of 
pollution and population problems they 
should re-emphasize the traditional search 
for new plants which merely would com­
pound those problems. 

But Harrison said Kentucky is one of the 
leaders nationally in pollution control, is 
not crowded with people and has a plentiful 
supply of labor for factories. 

He predicted the creation of up to 350,000 
new nonagricultural jobs in the next 
decade, with 100,000 persons in manufac­
turing. 

This would be a substantially higher 
proportionate gain than during the 1960's 
Harrison said, but added Kentucky also has 
much farther to go "because it has been a 
catchup postion for so long."

I'm From Missouri 
ByWDmay 

People often say it makes no difference to 
which church one belongs . . It matters what 
we eat, wear; where we live, vacation, or 
go to school; which profession or vocation 
we choole. Still, many think the church on~ 
joins is unimportant, though few decisions 
in life are more significant; particularly 
now, since sects multiply rapidly, with 
Churches of Satan, the Demons, 
Homoauuals etc. Prevalence of these may 
be attributed in part to the fact that for 
decades · laymen and ministers of 
evangelical faiths have neglected to teach 
doctrines. Millions know nothing of theJr 
church beliefs. Some are shocked when 
scriptural analysis discloses that their 
doctrines are unbiblical. In one sense, 
doctrines are the foundation of a church. A 

1revival of doctrinal teaching is an urgent 
,need of Olristendom. 

Every faith has some strong points. One 
church stresses an educated ministry; 
another, holiness and sanctification; 
another, salvation by faith. One might 
continue indefinitely. Churches or 
denominations should and do unite on some 
issues and in certain projects. The one true 
church is the born-again believers of all 
ra,ths. A spirit of unity prevails among 
Ouistians. Spiritual unity is possible 
without organizational union. Likewise, 
union in organization never guarantees 
spiritual solidarity. 

Instead of losbig the distiilctives of the 
great denominations, we may need to 
examine them and profit thereby. To say 
any church is okay just because everyone 
wants to go to the same heaven, is a 
dangerous philosophy that can doom 
millions. The blind often lead the blind. Mt. 
15:14. More persons are studying-not just 
reading-the Bible than ever before. 
Olurch doctrines are under closer scrutiny 
than at any time in history. This is a good 
sign. Recently an unsaved friend who is 
reading the Bible daily seeking the truth, 
remarked that every person should com­
pare what he hears in pulpits with scrip­
ture, for utterly false statements are 
sometimes made. 

One should select his church carefully 
and prayerfully, be familiar with its 
covenant, doctrines, then search the 
scripture for them. A good old adage says, 
"I'm from Missouri. Show me!" Olurch 
doctrines originate in the Bible, not in some 
book written by ordinary men who were not 
divinely inspired. Three-fourths of church 
members have almost no conception of 
what their own church teaches. Still fewer 
can locate the passages on which their 
church relies. Many are non-existent! This 
may help explain why two of the largest 
denominations classify over fifty per cent 
of their enrollment as unsaved, and why 
there are nwnerous wolves in sheep's 
clothes (Mt. 7:15). Unfortunatley, some 
resemble those in Acts 20:29. Too many 
converts never check God's Word. Like the 

Pharisees they say, "I was taught that 
way." Tradition is not a safe guide. Rooted 
in Holy Writ, church doctrines should be as 
narrow as the scripture. Knowledge about 
one's car, home, family, community, and 
country is extensive. How about our 
knowledge of the church, the Bible, and 
heaven? Some churches are highly per­
missive, thereby dooming many by false 
teachings. Others try to stick close to the 
Word, and some are in absolute defiance of 
it, so never think that it matters little to 
which church you and your loved ones 
belong. Some of the established faiths are 
rapidly becoming so ultra liberal in 
theology, teachings, and doctrines that it 
behooves every child of God to study 
constantly and adhere to the Word, 
remembering that Olrist was the Word 
made flesh, and that he is the only door to 
eternal life. Salvation comes solely thru His 
blood, yet today some modern Bibles are 
omitting the blood. Without it ~ere can be 
no savior. It was His blood that atoned for 
the sins of all mankind. He paid our sin debt 
for us.

Next month Kentucky will begin 
registering able~bodied welfare recipients 
for jobs, according to state Economic 
Security Commissioner Gail S. Huecker. 

About 25 per cent of those on the rolls of 
Aid to Families with Dependent Children 
(AFDC) will be required to register under a 
new federal law which became effective 
July 1. 

The new Jaw requires able-bodied 
welfare recipients to sign up for work or job 
training and offers tax incentives to 
business firms to induce them to hire such 
persons. 

Under the law, lists of those who register 
will be turned over to local employment 
offices, which will be responsible for in­
terviewing the recipients, finding them jobs 
or assigning them to training. 

Once the plan is under way, either the 
local employment offices or social workers 
will check on whether the recipients have 
jobs and how the jobs affect their welfare 
status, and will help them with any 
problems such as child-care needs. 

As of April 30, Kentucky had an AFDC 
caseload of 40,476 families, representing 
144,344 individuals, Mrs. Hoecker said. She

What Can Be Done To Save Lake 
'.Otat May Be Condemned To Die? 

What can be done for a lake wben both 
state and federal authority fail, or refuse, 
to afford it protection from siltation and 
acid-producing pollution from industry?

Two-three years ago, Dewey Lake 
promised to supply top white bass fishing at 
a time when black bass obviously were 
fewer in nwnbers.

High School Group Compiles 
Eastern Kentucky Historical Data 

"I've always felt that Eastern Kentucky­
was the neglected end of the state, and 
historians seem to think so too. It seems 
that according to them, everything east of 
Mt. Sterling is hillbilly country with 
moonshine and barefoot people and not 
worthy of mention. But I felt differently, 
and decided to do something about it." 

The words are those of Edward Hazelett, 
president of the Johnson County Historical 
Society, past-secretary of the Big Sandy 
Valley Historical Society and teacher­
sponsor of the Research Historians Club at 
Johnson Central high school, Paintsville. 

It is through this latter affiliation and 
with .the help of dozens of students that 
Hazelett and his Research Historians have 
over the past nine years compiled 18 
volumes and more than 6,000 pages of 
historical data mainly on Eastern Ken­
tucky. 

Hazelett added that the historical in­
formation has proved invaluable to scores 
of people, despite this slight drawback. "All 
the teachers and students can use it in their 
classes, and the senior students in a special 
two-year history class really appreciate it. 
"Besides, it's the least we can do to protect 
this material that is given to us; it would 
wind up as a commercial project if we 
didn •t and that is by no means our intention.·

..newspapers that were used to paper tl 
walls of old homes." 

"It's all due to the cooperation of many 
people-persons in Kentucky, West 
Virginia and southwest Virginia who 
contributed their materials and offered 
their help; students who spent hours doing 
personal interviews and delving into rare 
historical books; Johnson County School 
Superintendent Virgil Porter who has 
helped us obtain some supplies and even 
students from the Neighborhood Youth 
Corps who have helped to type, print and 
bind the material." 

Hazelett's publication, entitled "The 
Researcl;l History Collection" is unusual in 
several aspects. 

"We've got a great set of cross references 
on all items," he said, "and we've got 
historical and biographical information 
that goes as far back as the 1880's from both 
books and newspapers of those times." 

"In addition, we're strong on pioneer 
history of mining towns, families and the 
great timber lands and we're working on 
the history of religious development." 

Also included in the 18 completed 
volumes, many of which were written by 
local residents and Johnson Central 
students, are such topics as Civil War 
history, Kentucky Confederate army 
records, research history essays on Ead­
tern Kentucky, Daniel Boone and Dr. 
Thomas Walker, the Hatfield-McCoy feud 
and their legends, and the history of coal 
mining, riverboats and the name of Ken­
tucky. 

"We've got more history by volume in 
our school library than any other subject," 
Hazelett said, "and if a student wants to 
study history, there's no better place than 
this. We've proved that by the number of 
college students who spend days here using 
our materials." 

In addition, every Johnson Central high 
student who works on the history project 
must first do a family genealogy on him­
self. 

"We find that the project really takes on 
interest and meaning and the students 
really become enthused when they find 
some connection to themselves, their 
family or the area," Hazelett said. 

An interesting sideline to all this 
historical work was the discovery and 
renovation of an old log schoolhouse built in 
1880. The old structure is now erected next 
to the new $2.5 million Johnson Central high 
school. 

Yet, despite the importance and 
magnitude of the material Hazelett and his 
Research Historians have collected, it is 
doubtful if the material will ever be 
published. Why? The answer is simple, 
according to Hazelett. 

"It's like an old collector told me once," 
Hazelett said. "He said that he wasn't using 
the old materials and didn't mind if we used 
it in our collection, only he didn't want it 
made available to everyone." 

"He said that if it was made public, then 
he should have the first choice to decide on 
who gets it and how much profit he gets."

The increase took effect on an emergeney 

basis in March subject to refund later if the 
PSC fails to give it final approval. 

Later, more than 100 persons, led by John 
Reeves, chairman of the Kentucky 
AaSOclation of older Persons, carried their 
protest to the steps of the state Capitol, 
where they displayed signs and listened to 
denunciations of the rate increase. 

Later testimony by economic specialists 
generally concluded that the company, a 
subsidiary of the giant American 
Telephone and Telegraph complex, didn't 
warrant such a large increase because of 
its favored financial position as a monopoly 
utility. 

Several of the latter witnesses were 
presented by the attorney general's office, 
which has been the chief opponent of tbe 
rate increase. 

Support for the increase came in 
testimony at an earlier hearing. 

Cary Davenport, one of those who said 
she might have to give up her phone, told 
the commission, "I'm here to plead for 
mercy." She said for the last three months 
she had to borrow money to pay her bills 
since "everything," not just the telephone 
bill. "had gone up." 

"Some of us just get one monthly check," 
said Mary Etta Downing. "We can't go to 
the man and say, 'Give us another dollar to 
pay our telephone bill.' " 

She said, "two dollars (the amount of tbe 
recent increase in her phone bill) is a lot of 
bread off our table."

For whom shall the bell toll? -that is the 
question which has resulted in legal skir­
mishing at Paintsville for aome time now. 

In 1927, when he was a JOWll&ter of 35, 
Fred Preston was considered by some as 
"the finest engineer on the Cllesapeake & 
Ohio's Big Sandy Division." But he got into 
a fight wiUt a fellow-worker, a brakeman, 
and was fired. 

Almost 20 years later, Preston saw his old 
engine being stripped down. That was just 
after diesel engines had replaced the coal­
burning locomotive. When he saw Ute old 
engine being dismantled, Preston wrote 
Walter J. Tuohy, C. & 0. president, whom 
he has met a few years earner, and asked 
for the old bell that had clanged through 
Big Sandy towns and croSIII'Oada the more 
than 20 years Preston had been at the 
throttle. It is claimed Preston told Tuohy he 
wanted the bell to put it in his church. 

Anyway, Preston cleaned and polished 
the bell, and, he says, he really was plan­
ning to give it to a church.

FORMER FLOYD WOMAN PUBLISHING 
EARLY CENSUS OF'THIS COUNTY 

DAVIDSON 
Memorial Gardens 

Mrs. Verle Hamilton Parrish, of Stam­
ping Ground, Ky., is publishing the 1850 
Census of Floyd county, which was the fifth 
taken after the county was formed in 1799 
from the counties of Fleming, Mason and 
Montgomery. 

Mrs. Parrish, wife of H. T. Parrish and a 
former resident of this county, notes in her 
introduction to the work now being 
published that Edward Dobyns' li~ of 
taxable property for District 1 in Mason 
county is labelled "Floyd County, 1793" on 
the outside cover, thus indicating that 
several years passed during which the area 
was so designated before the General 
Assembly in 1799legally made this district 
the county of Floyd. 

That taxable property designation by 
Dobyns, the writer points out, was made 
only one year after Kentucky became a 
state (1792). "Its territory," she writes in 
her introduction, "was so extensive that 
from it have since been formed the whole of 
Pike county in 1821, parts of Clay in 1806, 
Harlan in 1819, Perry in 1820, Lawrence in 
1821, Morgan in 1822, Breathitt in 1839, 
Letcher in 1842, Johnson in 1843, Rowan in 
1856, Boyd, Magoffin and Wolfe in 1860, 
Elliott in 1869 and Lee in 1870 ... " 

Mrs. Parrish adds in her introduction: 
"This Census Record was copied from 

microfilm records of the original 
population schedules on file at the National 
Archives, Washington, D. C. The Census 
was taken as of the 25th of July, 1850, by 
David Cooley, assistant Marshal. The 1850 
Census was the first to record full names of 
all members of each family, their age, sex, 
occupation, if over 15 years of age, the 
value of real estate owned and the state or 
county of birth. 

"These records were probably handled 
many times before being microfilmed, and 
many errors were made (often 
diliberately) by the person giving the in-

Magoffin county may not be broke, but 
it's so financially embarrassed that its jail 
may close, any day now. 

In fact, the county jail was closed to 
prisoners for four hours last Wednesday 
night and was reopened only when two 
murder suspects were arrested. With no 
other place to lodge them, Circuit Judge 
Ben Mann stood good personally for the 
jailer's grocery bill on a temporary basis. 

Mrs. Mae Minix, Magoffin county jailer, 
says she owes a $4,000 grocery bill which 
she can't pay because the county ap­
parently can't pay the $5,687 which it owes 
her. 

But she is not alone in her financial 
suffering. No county official has been paid 
his dr her salary since May and October, 
when new revenue is expected, is the 
earliest date they expect to collect. 

Judge Mann said his personal financing 
of food for prisoners will probably end 
August 1. After that... 

"I have advised Mrs. Minnix that she 
cannot refuse to accept a prisoner, because 
it might get her in trouble," Judge Mann 
said. "He might run off and kill somebody. 
But I also advised her she can't hold a 
prisoner past supper time if she has nothing 
to feed him."

The judge said a prisoner was permitted 
to appear before him recently. 

"The fellow told me he was hungry," 
Mann said. "He said his only food had been 
sandwiches brought to him every day or 
two by his family. I just told him to go on 
home and that I may or may not call for 
him to come back when we had a place to 
put him." 

The judge said Magoffin county's 
financial problems probably are "not a 
great deal worse" than some other coun­
ties, partly because all share the state's 
frozen tax rates and the growing cost of 
government. County property tax rates 
were frozen by the legislature in 1965 after 
the Court of Appeals held that all property 
must be assessed at lOOper cent of fair cash 
value. 

"Even so," Judge Mann continued, 
"there is no reason why Magoffin county 
should be a beggar county. The budget was 
$51,000 last year, just about what four or 
five families would spend. But the county 
over-anticipated. It collected just $40,000. 

"Something is wrong. If the county got 
washed away, or there was another 
disaster of some kind, the federal govern­
ment might find damages in the millions of 
dollars." 

He said the county's answer might be a 
special levy of some kind. 

"As things are now, though, I don't see 
what we can do about the jail," he said. "I 
don't know what my power is, but I wish the 
jailer or somebody would come into court 
and demand a ruling. We would try to find 
some answers through the judicial process. 

"I summoned the members of fiscal 
court to appear before me a few days ago­
June 30, I think-and told them they can't 
escape their obligations. They had to pay 
the jailer. They told me they had no money, 
and I advised them they would have to find 
a way to get money." 

County Atty. Marcus Mann said a part of 
the jail problem may have resulted form 
his and County Judge Wardie Cecil 
Patrick's policy of requiring bootleggers to 
serve time in jail. 

"Some other counties will fine a 
bootlegger $250 and turn him loose," he 
said. "It's just like a license to bootleg. The 
bootlegger will make his $250 back on a 
weekend." 

He said he saw as an only alternative if 
the jail is closed the postponing of sen­
tences "until we have a place to put those 
convicted."

The county attorney said many factors 
enter into Magoffm county's financial 
problems. The depletion of oil wells that 
formerly produced substantial tax revenue 
is one, he said. The Homestead Act, which 
exempts part of the value of property of 
older persons from taxation, is costing the 
county $2,900 to $3,000 a year, he said. 

A place to put prisoners is one problem 
but the county nearly encountered another 
one just as big in the May primary. 

"The elevator was broken and we 
couldn •t get the voting machines out of the 
basement, and we didn't have $250 to pay a 
repairman to come down from Louisville," 
he said. "One of our good citizens took $250 
out of his pocket to pay the repairman. 
It almost turned out we were too poor to 
hold an election."

But now she plans to return to the audit as 
soon as members of her staff are available 
to complete the work. 

Bolstered by Hancock's new opinion, 
Miss Foust said she hopes to complete 
audits of the commissions for the calendar 
years 1970 and 1971 this summer. The 
audits would be the first in the history of the 
two agencies by a state auditor. ·· 

The two commissions normally are 
audited annually by private firms, hired by 
the commissions themselves. 

Hancock said in his opinion that state law 
not only permits but "requires the auditor 
of public accounts to annually audit the 
accounts of all state agencies ... and budget 
units." 

He added that the definition of a state 
agency is "broad ... (including) any state 
officer, department, board, commission, 
institution, division or other person or 
functional group that is authorized to 
exercise any executive or administrative 
jurisdiction."

Federal Court Decision Ties Up 
U.S. Water Pollution Program Attention, Miners! 

Washington, D. C.-The Justice 
Department has asked a federal appeals 
court to reconsider a decision that has the 
nation's main program against water 
pollution tied up in knots. 

A spokesman here said department 
agents petitioned the 3rd Circuit Court of 
Appeals in Philadelphia for a rehearing on 
its decision of last May 30. 

A federal court in Pittsburgh had con­
victed the Pennsylvania Industrial 
Chemical Corp. (PICC) of violating an 1899 
law, revived last year as a major weapon 
against pollution, which prohibits any 
waste discharge into a navigable waterway 
without a permit from the Army Corps of 
Engineers. 

The company admitteldy had no such 
permit, but then neither has virtually every 
industry in the nation, for the Corps has 
issued only half a dozen permits and 
prosecuted only a similar number of 
companies for failure to have one in the 73-
year life of that law. 

In December 1970, President Nixon or­
dered the Corps to establish a formal 
permit program. 

On June 29, 1971, only two days before the 
Corps' first deadline for receipt of 
preliminary applications, . the Pittsburgh 
federal court convicted Pennsylvania 
Industrial (PICC) of pollution violations 
allegedly committed in August 1970. 

Last May 30, the appeals court ruled that 
PICC could not be convicted of lacking a 
permit when the Corps did not yet have a 
permit program in existence. 

"We do not believe," the court said, "that 
the axe can stay or fall depending upon 
whether the defendant did or did not go 
through the charade of making an ap­
plication for something which did not 
exist." 

In seeding a rehearing, federal attorneys 
said Thursday that the appeals court was 
interpreting the law incorrectly.

"This court's construction ... (makes) 
even the most harmful discharges lawful in 
the absence of a permit program, thus 
elevating the execution of a formal permit 
program above the essential purpose of the 
statute," they wrote. 

The government's petition argued that 
the 1899 law "states that one wishing to 
discharge refuse must first seek a permit; 
nowhere does it suggest that the govern­
ment must solicit permit applications or 
establish a formal permit program."
