Meets Here
'On Program

Hiring of Director

Considered; Board
Has Year To Plan

The Floyd County Comprehensive Health
Progam could be a year away from
becormng an active, working force, even if
program planning is accepted by OEO and
its Office of Health Affairs.

The program’s board of directors has
been given until March 1, 1973 to produce a
workable, acceptable plan.

«~ The first meeting of the directors
following OEQ approval of a $106,000
planning grant was held here recently, with
Dr. W. P. Mecllwain, Kentucky Com-
missioner of Health, presiding as chair-
man. The board discussed the preparation
of a job description leading to the an-
ticpated employment of a program

, director, and Dr. McIlwain submitted this
job description to OEO and Health Affairs,
Tuesday.

The $30,000-a-year program director will
be the first to be hired. Later, three or four
others are expected to be employed to work
with him during program planning stages.

Plan Would Cut
Floyd Precincts

Reapportionment of Senate and House
districts remains to be done this week in the
few days left for the General Assembly to
complete its work for the current term, and
the Senate Bill (Bill 350) is one cause for the
delay in brining redistricting to a vote.

One issue for contention is the amendment
which provides that two Floyd county
precinets be cut off Senator John Chris
Cornett’s 20th district and added to Senator.
Roy Ross’ district which is now cog,lpoagf ~
of Johnson, Lawrence and Boyd counties.*

Both Senator Cornett and Rep. W. J.
Reynolds, House caucus leader, have ob-
jected to this division of Floyd county.

The bill, before the Ross amendment,
would have added two precincts from
Republican Martin county to Ross’ district,

Victim of Train,
Found Saturday

Fifty-nine-year-old Clayton Smith, whose
body was found Saturday beside the
railway tracks at Ivel, died after having
been struck by a train, it was determined at
an inquest conducted by Coroner James J.
Carter.

Although State Detective Chester D.
Potter continued an investigation of the
death, he said the probe is merely routine
and that there is no reason to doubt that the
Ivel man was the victim of an aecident.

The invalid Smith had been missing from
the home of his sister, Mrs. Ethel Collins,
with whom he resided, since last Friday
afternoon. Mrs. Collins found his body
during the search for him. Death resulted
from head injuries.

A son of the late Charlie and Catherine
Smith, he was born at Ivel Oct. 8, 1912, He
was never married. Survivors, in addition
to Mrs. Collins, are three brothers and six
sisters, Oliver Smith, Albion, Mich.,
Charlie Smith, Columbus, 0., Woodrow
Smith, Lexington, O., Mrs. Stella McCown,
Ewington, O., Mrs. Edith Ratliff, of Whites-
burg, Mrs. Sibyl Faulkner, Charlotte, N. C.,
Mrs. Helen Boyd, of Dana, Mrs. Imogene
Hall, Coco Beach, Fla., and Mrs. Gracie
Engle, of Tennessee.

No Murder Case
On Court Docket
At Next Session

The criminal term of circuit court, which
will convene April 3, has in prospect an
unusually light docket with, as of this week,
not a murder or shooting and wounding
case booked for hearing.

The last shooting and wounding case, that
of Ralph Hall, was disposed of Monday
when he entered a plea of guilty to the
wounding of his daughter-in-law and was
given a two-year pen term. The com-
plaining witness appeared in court, and the
settlement of the case was by agreement.
Hall had spent about six months in jail
here.

Because of the light criminal docket it is
held possible that some of the coming term
may be devoted to hearing right-of-way
condemnation cases.

4 Dams Save Valley
$1.46 Million Damage

Flood control dams in the Big Sandy
River watershed saved the valley an
estimated $1,466,000 flood damage during
late February, the U. S. Army Corps of
Engineers said this week.

Four lakes—Pound, John Flannagan,
Fishtrap and Dewey—held back a heavy
volume of water to save downstream areas
from heavy loss.

Pikeville and Paintsville benefltted most,
perhaps, from the dams. The Corps of
Engineers said the river crested at Pikeville
11 feet below the mark it would have
reached without the dams. At Paintsville

the crest was reduced 6.4 feet. If this ad-
ditional rise had occurred at Paintsville,
the river would have invaded a large
portion of the business section.

In Prestonsburg the rise was held back by
4.7 feet, cresting at 35 feet. Much lowlying
property here would have been flooded with
the additional 4.7 feet of water.

Dean Murray, Dewey Reservoir
manager, said this week that Dewey Lake
has been returned to 550 feet elevation,
which is the summer conservation stage
for the impoundment, and that the lake will
not be returned to the lower winter stage.

Explosion Wrecks

Before a plumber could arrive and repair
a gas leak detected earlier in the day, the
home of Mrs. Liddie Miller on Highland
avenue here “blew up”’ last Thursday af-
ternoon.

Mrs. Miller, who was in the kitchen of the
four-room residence and in the center of
damage, suffered ankle and shoulder in-
juries and was treated at the Prestonsburg
General Hospital. The blast separated one
room from the house, ripped up bedroom
and kitchen flooring, broke dishes and
damged various items of furniture.

The home was being renovated at the
time. Three carpenters working in a
bedroom were uninjured.

U.S. Engineers

May Do Study
Of Reservoir

“Surface mining is not a problem at
Dewey Lake at this time, and the lake is not
in bad shape at all,” James Lynch, of the
Huntington district office, U. S. Army
Corps of Engineers, said last Friday in
response to a query made by The Times.

A detailed study of the entire lake and
surrounding area is being considered by the
Corps, it was indicated, however. Such a
survey, if undertaken, will perhaps be to
round out the study program already begun
at Fishtrap, Carr Fork, Pound and
Buckhorn reservoirs.

Although he admitted that Dewey Lake
turgidity has been above normal during the
last few years, Mr. Lynch said there has
been no appreciable buildup of sedimen-
tation.

He said that the Corps of Engineers has a
memorandum of understanding with the
Commonwealth of Kentucky and that the
latter has enforcement authority at the
lake, although the Corps of Egineers has
under an 1899 federal act the right to take
action against persons or firms causing
pollution or sedimentation in the im-
poundment.

Specific findings at Dewey Lake are in
the hands of the Kentucky Division of
Reclamation, but The Times has been
unable to learn if the reseryoir has an
acidity problem. Apparently, no tests have
been made.

Sportsmen’s groups and others are
seeking specific information on Dewey
Lake, since U. S. District Attorney Siler has
promised that his office will take legal
action if sound information can be supplied
showing 'that sedimentation and acid
pollution are present there.

Told that a Kentucky Parks official had
more than a year ago reported 60 or more
surface mining operations in the Johns
Creek (Dewey Lake) watershed, the Corps
of Engineers spokesman said some com-
paratively new mining permits have been
issued in the area. Yet, he said, the’
reservoir appears to be under no im-
mediate threat.

Queried about a WSAZ-TV newscast
which last week quoted him as saying
Dewey Lake has been polluted for three

“Fiddles and Violins”

The fiddle is not a violin, whatever their
superficial resemblances. In the first place,
the violin is a high-brow instrument, one on
which you take lessons under some famous
musician at two dollars a lesson and on
which you learn to play ‘“‘Souvenir,” and
‘“‘Melody in F,” and Mendelessohn’s
“Spring Songs.”! A fiddle is a folk in-
strument on which one plays by ear the
traditional numbers that cannot and should
not be written down in musical notation.
The violin knows how to wail, to dream, to
lose itself in reverie; the fiddle knows how
to set feet a-patting, hands a-clapping,
hearts a-dancing for joy. The violin is often
pedigreed like a Kentucky horse; the fiddle
needs no pedigree; it is abundantly able to
take care of itself.

But, sentiment aside, the fiddle is not
played as is the violin. The fiddle is tuned
E, A, D, A, The primitive scale of music is
the one most used, by far the most
frequently recurring notes being do, mi, so,
do, as in a Negro spiritual. Triplets are
common: they seem to quicken the feet.
The fiddle must be around if there is to be a
breakdown; a guitar, or box, will help it if
necessary.

Not only is a violin pedigreed, but it adds
caste to its owner. Just to say he'is a
violinist adds a kind of halo to the most
commonplace boy. To call him a fiddler
blasts his lineage up and down, according
to some of the people I have met. A violin is
a symbol of culture; the fiddle is a symbol
of worldliness and almost of sinfulness.
Many a man of my older acquaintance laid
away his fiddle when he joined the church
and often testified in meeting to the sinful
desires he sometimes had to get the old
instrument out and strike up a ‘“‘chune.”
One old fellow, testifying in a meeting,
remarked that the preacher used to be a
great fiddler and fiddled for him to dance.
“Now,”” " said he, poetically and
prophetically, “he is fiddling again and I
am dancing.”

The violinist, if he becomes great enough,
gets his portrait painted, and ultimately it
appears on sheet music; the fiddler in the
older times got his tintype “‘took,” but it
appears only in the old family albums that
used to grace the marble-top center tables.
And thus a slightly different turning plus a
different kind of sawing the bow makes all
the difference in this chameleon-like world,
where, as Longfellow would say, ‘“Things
are not what they seem.” At the risk of
being regarded as plebeian, however, let
me utter one note of praise for the ruddy old
fiddler, even at the expense of the
aesthetic, wistful-eyed, lion-maned
violinist.

Take your watch off your wrist. Tear it
open. Disassemble the parts. Get a plastic
jar and drop the parts into the jar one by
one. After the watch is completely
disassembled and all the different parts
have been dropped into the jar, put a top on
the jar and secure it. Now shake the jar for
two minutes. What are the odds that those
parts will accidentally go together, each to
its proper place and correctly connected,.
and that the watch will be ticking away
keeping correct time when you open the
lid?

It seems a rather silly proposition,
doesn’t it? Anyone; in his right mind, would
get a good laugh should you suggest to him
that he try it. And, indeed, anyone trying it
should be laughed at.

But do you know that there are those who
believe that the world in which we live and
those of us who live in it are the result of an
accident, millions of times more unlikely
than the suggestion here made.

A scientist named Cressy Morrison has
suggested another feat which we should
try, sometime. He has suggested that we
take ten coins, mark them from one to ten,
and draw them from our pocket one at a
time, each time returning the coin and
giving them a good shake. Mr. Morrison
points out that the odds of drawing number
one is 1 in 10; of drawing one and two in
succession is 1 in 100; of drawing one, two,
and three in succession is 1 in 1,000; and of
drawing one, two, three, and four in suc-
cession is 1 in 10,000. A person could cer-
tainly wear out a lot of good pants pockets
trying to pull the feat of getting one to ten in
succession. In fact, Morrison states that the
possibility of anyone pulling off the trick is
the astronomical figure of 1 in
10,000,000,000. That's billions, my friends!

There are those who teach that the earth
on which we live is an accident, that it got
here by pure chance. To that Cressy
Morrison says:

““So many essential conditions are
necessary for life to exist on our earth that
it is mathematically impossible that all of
them could exist in proper relationship by
chance on any one earth at one time.
Therefore,”” says Morrison, “there must be
in nature some form of intelligent direc-
tion.”” Which is, of course, a scientific way
of saying there is a God.

A preacher named Canon Liddon has
stated that there are in all more than 300
prophecies in the Old Testament con-
cerning the coming Messiah. All of these,
more or less fully and clearly, have been
fulfilled in the coming of the one called
Jesus. Someone figured the odds of the
possibility of these being fulfilled in one
person by sheer chance at one in 252
decillions of 1 per cent.

I’m not a betting man on most things. But
those odds are too good to pass up.

Area Educators
Study Methods
Used in Colo.

Woodrow Allen, director of instruction
for the Floyd county schools, was one of 11
Eastern Kentucky educators who par-
ticipated in a four-day trip to Denver,
Colorado, recently, to observe the
operations of Boards of Cooperative Ser-
vices (BOCS) in Denver and Boulder.

Colorado Boards of Cooperative Services
are similar in organization and function to
the Regional Educational Service Agency
(RESA) presently being developed for
Eastern Kentucky. The trip was planned by
the Eastern Kentucky Educational
Development Corporation, which is under
contract with the Kentucky Program
Development Office (KPDO) to establish a
model RESA project in this region.

According to EKEDC Director Edwin R.
Jones, on-site observation of the BOCS
allowed the Kentucky educators to gain
first-hand information concerning specific
programs and services which might be
offered to schools through the RESA
concept.

In the RESA plan, federal funds and the
joint resources of pdrticipating school
districts will be used to secure services for
the individual school district which the
district could not otherwise afford or find
feasible.

Funded through the Appalachian
Regional Commission, RESA planning
begin July 1 and has included the com-
pliation of extensive data concerning the
educational needs of Eastern Kentucky. A
proposal requesting funds to actually
implement the RESA model will be sub-
mitted to ARC in April.

The Regional Educational Service
Agency will serve the 32 school districts in
Eastern Kentucky, with each district
deciding what services it wishes to utilize.
Services which may be provided are
research assitance, educational television
programing, computer-assisted in-
struction, data processing, cooperative
purchasing, public relations progams, and
instruction for specialized groups.

Kentucky’s Red River Gorge

By JOHN R. CLOWES

Deep in the Daniel Boone National Forest
in Kentucky’s Cumberland Mountains, the
temperamental Red River has carved what
is called the Red River Gorge. It’s a forest-
clothed wonderland of stupendous
palisades, soaring mountains, high
plateaus, narrow valleys and tiny,
sparkling streams. Although only 26 miles
long, the gorge constitutes some of the
weirdest, most spectacular scenery to be
found anywhere.

The most remarkable feature of the area
is its abundance of rock arches, about 40 of
them, of all sizes. These are places where
the softer underlying rock has been
weathered away, leaving the more durable
upper strata bridging the resultant gap.
The best known one is Natural Bridge in
Natural Bridge State Resort Park, 65 feet
high and 78 feet long. Another whopper is
Sky Bridge, 30 feet high and 90 feet long.

For some 250 million years, the river and
its tributaries have teamed up with wind
and weather to produce the wondrous
geology of the Red River Gorge. New
formations are still gradually being
wrought and, somewhere along in the in-
finite stretches of time, the same com-
bination of forces will inexporably destroy
all the monstrous freaks and byblows that
its everlasting labors have produced.

Much of the marvelous geology of the
gorge may be seen from the forest roads.
Forest rangers have built many scenic
lookouts and places for motorists to stop
and picnic. But the gorge has even richer
rewards for more vigorous visitors. There

are 18 ranger-built hiking trails. Seven of
them are one mile long or shorter and most
of them are less than two miles. The Swift
Camp Creek one runs 8.4 miles and Rough

water, the soft fall of a beechnut or acorn, a
bird call, a rustle of leaves. The forest’s
wild creatures are understandably shy of
man and are seldom seen. But they are all
around, watching the intruder and waiting
for him to go.

Huge, vaulting trees, sycamore, oak,
hickory, hemlock and others, are as
serenely indifferent to man as the ferns, the
wildflowers, the brilliant mosses, the bright
berries, the fungus growths and the
multitudinous insect life. On the creek
levels the forest is a moist place of deep
shade, teeming with countless forms of life
like a tropical jungle.

Streams in the gorge are alive with fish of
many kinds. Here the visitor comes sud-
denly upon unexpected little jeweled
waterfalls spilling over moss-grown rocks.
The air is sweet and clean and where a
spring bubbles out of the grond its crystal
purity is cold enough to make the throat
ache.

‘Walking Catfish’
Not Wanted

The Kentucky Fish and Wildlife Com-
mission has issued a strong warning to all
“walking catfish”’.

They said, in effect, ‘“‘Don’t walk our way,
don’t ride or be carried, we don’t want you
up here, even as a tourist.”

The walking catfish to which they
referred (genus Clarias) is a tropical-type
fish, native to parts of both Africa and Asia.

It was brought into the United States
some years ago by a Florida tropical fish
dealer and has since become a real
problem in that state due to its ferocious
nature (it literally kills such fish as bass
and bluegill) and the fact that it reproduces
quickly and in great numbers.

So far, the fish has not become a nuisance
in other states, although it has been sighted
in several. The Kentucky Fish and Wildlife
Commission hopes that its action, which
adds the fish to the list of those which may
not be imported, sold or possessed in
aquaria or otherwise in the Bluegrass state,
will avoid such difficulty here.

Moore Says Tests
Show DDT Residue

Down in Kentucky

E. Edsel Moore, acting director of the
state Health Department’s pesticide
program, says recent restrictions on the
use of DDT and other chemicals have
reduced the amount of pesticide residues in
the tissues of Kentuckians.

Moore said recent human tissue sam-
plings show the amount of such substances
in the bodies of Kentucky citizens now is
below the national average.

Moore made the comments at a Pesticide
Safety Trainining Conference in Lexington
which was sponsored by the state and the
federal Environmental Protection Agency.:

He said other southern states show larger
amounts of pesticide contamination and the
South seems to have a greater problemy
than the North. -

Moore said large amounts of DDT, TDE
and other pesticides now banned, are still inf
existence and getting rid of the substances
may be a problem.

‘““We’re talking about thousands of
pounds and gallons of the material, and we
don’t know what to do with it,”” he said.

Kentucky now has no approved landfills
or incinerators where the poisons could
safely be destroyed.

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" Committee Approves
Ky. Savings Bonds

A plan to make Kentucky the first state in
the nation to issue savings bonds was
unanimously approved by the House Ap-
propriations and Revenue Committee.

The measure, sponsored by House
‘Majority Leader John Swinford, D-
Cynthiana, would establish a Kentucky
Savings Bond Authority which could issue
bonds with a maturity of 15 years.

Speaking at a hearing on the measure,
state Finance Commissioner Don E.
Bradshaw said the plan might be frowned
upon by the federal government.

*“The federal government is not going to
like this,” he told the committeee. “It
competes with savings bonds and ours are
exempt from taxation,”

Bradshaw said the project’s aim is fo
save money by refinancing high-interest
turnpike bonds.

- He estimated the bonds could yield 4.5
per cent interest at the outset, though the
rate would vary with market conditions.

The savings bonds, unlike general-
obligation bonds, would not be backed by
the full faith and credit of the com-
monwealth, but Bradshaw indicated the
security would be adequate.

The U. S. labor force—those who are

A subcommittee of the House Ap-
propriations and Revenue Committee
unanimously voted against passage of a
proposed three-cents-a-pack increase in
the state cigarette tax,

The recommendation now goes to the full
committee for consideration.

A public hearing was held on the
proposed bill and only its sponsor, Rep.
Nicholas Kafoglis, D-Bowling Green, spoke
in favor.

Several tobacco industry spokesmen
criticized the increase and urged con-
tinuation of the current three-cents-per-
pack tax, one of the lowest in the nation.

Subcommittee chairman, Rep. Victor
Hellard Jr., D-Versailles, said in a report to
the full committee that current problems
facing the tobacco industry would only be
complicated by a tax increase.

“‘Any raise in the cigarette tax. . .might
well have a direct or indirect effect,” he
said. “The subcommittee feels a further
increase in tax is unnecessary and un-
warranted at this time.”

Program Taps Teens’ Potential

Pippa Passes, Ky.—The teenagers didn’t
behave; they were discipline problems and
“underachievers’’ in their high schools. But
in an atmosphere where everyone had
similar strengths and weaknesses, where
they were treated as individuals, they
began to demonstrate their abilities as
students. :

This concise summary of what happened
during the eight-week Upward Bound
program this summer at ALC was made by
Denward Johnson, the 26-year-old director
of the program. Johnson and a staff of nine
tutor-aids (all of whom were college
students) and counselors worked with
about 100 high school sophomores, juniors
and seniors from Knott, Floyd, Letcher,

Magoffin, and Leslie counties.

During the school year, students work on
planning committees and participate in
activities associated with Upward Bound.
Johnson says that students often provide
morale boosts for each other. ‘“There is a
certain enthusiasm we . try to foster by
encouragement and actual assistance in
very practical matters—such as their well-
being and progress in school’..

Too often, Johnson believes, educators
have a tendency to attach'labels to par-
ticular students. Once labeled by a teacher,
a student finds it difficult to demonstrate
his ability in the classroom. Although he
may be capable of exceptionally good work,
the student feels that he cannot escape the
teacher’s impression of him.

During Upward Bound, Johnson and his
staff tried to establish an “‘environment of
accomplishment.” Students were given
special tutoring in their weakest areas
besides taking classes in which they had
particular interest. In this situation,
students who were often trouble-makers
and poor achievers in their regular high
schools were able to work closer to their
true abilities.

Johnson, who came to ALC after earning
an M. A. degree in guidance and couseling
at Indiana State, believes that some basic
attitude changes are necessary for the
Upward Bound students. ‘“There tends to be
a negative outlook, especially about
themselves,” he said. “Tutor-aids and
counselors often must help the youngsters
build their self-confidence, which may have
been almost destroyed by past academic
experiences. The student must realize that
he is important as a person. He needs to
pinpoint exactly what he can and cannot do.
Once this happens, there is greater
likelihood that we can show him some of the
benefits of higher education and that he can
better take advantage of them.”

One tutor-aid working at ALC this
summer was Janie Newman, an 18-year-old
Alice Lloyd sophomore from McDowell.
She emphasized that good personal
relationships between the staff and
students were essential. Janie, along with
other tutor-aids, was selected by a number
of the Upward Bound students themselves.
“If you're going to spend that much time
with someone, work closely with a person,
then you ought to have a voice in choosing
that person,” was how Johnson described
the rationale behind this policy.

Individually planned programs for each
student were very important to the success
of Upward Bound and to the successful
personal growth of the students—which is
what Upward Bound is all about, Johnson
said. This means that the type of course and
its procedures are more tailored to the
students as individuals. A lock-step
situation that takes little account of a
student’s particular strengths and
weaknesses is avoided.

In Floyd county 33 students from six high
schools participated—11 from McDowell,
six from Garrett, three from Prestonsburg,
four from Wayland, four from Wheelwright
and five from Martin.

From Letcher county there were 15
students from four high schools: 22 from
four high schools in Knott county; four
from Magoffin county, and one from Leslie
county.

Kentucky leads the nation in the delivery
of local mental health services through a
system of 23 comprehensive care centers
operated by regional boards governed by
local citizens, according to the Kentucky
Department of Mental Health.

Delay Dam Work
In Knott County

Construction work on the Carr Fork
reservoir dam in Knott county conceivably
could be delayed till the quality of the water
which will make the reservoir is improved.

After the Army Corps of Engineers had
admitted that coal mining is damaging the
quality of the water which will feed into the
reservoir, Congressman Henry Reuss,
chairman of the House committee on

conservation and natural resources, asked.

the corps this week to inform him why it
plans to go ahead with construction of the
dam before an acid-drainage study is
completed.

“We are well aware that strip, auger, and
drift (deep) mining has had a detrimental
effect on the quality of water in the Carr
Fork drainage area,” Lt. Gen. F. J. Clarke,

said a study was under way to calculate the
full dimension of the problem, but he said
the corps planned to proceed with the
reservoir project in the meantime.

The engineers’ chief said that one benefit
of the study ““will be a qualitative estimate
of the amount of additional mining, if any,
the area can support without irreversible
damage to the future impoundment.” He
said the information to be collected might
also be of use in developing a progam “to
mitigate the effects of mining and provide a
more useful lake project.”

The corps has purchased land and
relocated roads there and is preparing to
advertise for bids to construct the dam.

Frankfort, Ky., March 2—Liberalized
federal Food Stamp Program regulations
now are in effect in Kentucky, Garnett
Johnson, acting commissioner of the
Department of Economic Security, has
announced.

“Persons already certified for Food
Stamp participation will receive increased
benefits this month,” he said. *“The
Department is presently certifying persons
who have become eligible because of the
new regulations.”

The new regulations redefine mcome and
resources for recipients. A family of four
will have an income exclusion of $360 as
compared to $235 under the old regulations.

The allotment of food stamps has been
increased for a family of four from $106 to
$108. The cost of these stamps has been

Gilley Gets Chair
In Yublonski Case

Paul E. Gilley, son-in-law of former
Wheelwright resident Silous Huddleston,
last week became the second defendant in
the Yablonski killings to be sentenced to die
in the electric chair.

Earlier, Aubran (Buddy) Martin was
given the death sentence for the murders of
Joseph Yablonski, his wife and daughter in
their Pennsylvania farmhouse.

The killings followed Yablonski’s un-
successful bid for the presidency of the
United Mine Workers of America.

Also charged in the slayings are Hud-
dleston, now a resident of LaFollette,
Tenn., and his daughter, Mrs. Anette Gilly.

Claude Vealey, who had pleaded guilty to
the murders, testified at the trial of Gilly
and claimed he, Martin and Gilly broke into
the Yablonski home and shot the victims in
their beds.

The state charged that Gilly was the go-
between in the Kkillings, that he received
from a man who was referred to only as
“Tony”” $5,200 to arrange the slayings.

The verdict will be appealed, and there is
strong doubt that either of the convicted
men will be put to death in Pennsylvania.
The electric chair there has' been
dismantled and the present governor has

Liberalized for Kentucky

reduced and varies according to the
amount of income the family has.

The new regulations establish uniform
income and resource eligibility standards
for all states.

Under the new definition of households,
all members of a household under 60 years
of age must be related by blood, affinity, or
through a legal relationship sanctioned by
state law for the household to be eligible for
food stamps.

Stamps will be issued free to one-and two-
person households with incomes under $20
per month and to all other households with
incomes under $30.

The new Food Stamp law sets work
registration as an eligibility requirement
for any household containing an able-
bodied member between 18 and 65, unless
that member is responsible for dependent
children under 18 or of incapacitated
adults, a student enrolled at least half time
in a school or training program, or working
at least 30 hours per week.

Elderly participants who are disabled or
feeble now can use food stamps to pay for
meals delivered to them by a non-profit
meal delivery service, if available.

Estimates indicate that the liberalized
Food Stamp regulations can result in at
least a 35 percent increase in the number of
Food Stamp participants.

If realized, this would increase the
number of eligible persons from 300,000 to
405,000 in the 73 counties where the
program is in operation.

As a result of these liberalized
regulations, the bonus benefits of the
program that ran about $54 million during
the last fiscal year could move to $90
million next year.

Boating, Arson Officers Training

To Relieve Police Work Load

By FRANK COOTS

Frankfort, Ky.—Twenty-eight newly
hired boating officers and 16 arson in-
vestigators began training Monday, March
6, as part of an effort to free state
policemen for more pressing duties.

Assigned to the state fire marshal’s of-
fice, the new arson investigators are ex-
pected to relieve the state police criminal
investigative command from the time
consuming job of investigating arsons. The
boating officers, who will report to the
recently created water safety division of
the Department of Public Safety, will
relieve about 30 state policemen previously
assigned to patrol Kentucky’s waterways.

This shift in responsibility was first
proposed by Gov. Wendell H. Ford during
the gubernatorial campaign and is the first
of, a number of planned state agency
reorganizations to be put into effect.

Governor Ford’s Press Secretary
Thomas Preston said the move would put
more state troopers on the highways ‘“‘into
the roles they are trained and best suited
for.” He described the action as ‘“‘another
fulfillment of the governor’s campaign

commitments to the people of Kentucky.”

A spokesman for the Department of
Public Safety said the new boating officers
will help alleviate problems on some of th
more remote waterways in Kentucky
where enforcement has been weak in the
past due to a lack of manpower. To this end,
the department anticipates hiring 17 ad-
ditional officers by July.

Some of the more common boating in-
fractions the officers will be looking for are
overloading, overpowering and failure to
register boats.

Two separate bills, pending passage by
the General Assembly, are expected to give
both boating officers and arson in-
vestigators the general powers of a law
enforcement officer.

In addition to enforcing water safety
regulations, the boating officers will share
with state polie the responsibility for in-
vestigating thefts and acts of vandalism
reported by boat owners and dock
operators.

Funding under the federal Emergency
Employment Act (EEA) will provide a
major portion of the costs for maintaining
both programs over the next two fiscal
years. The Bureau of Arson Investigation
has been allocated $110,000 for fiscal year
1972-73, $90,000 of which are EEA FUNDS,
The Division of Boating has been allocated
$472,280 for the same period, $257,780 of

No Cash Change
On Food Stamps
USDA Announce

Effective March 1, merchants were
prohibited from giving cash change in food
stamp transactions, according to the U. S.
Department of Agriculture’s Food and
Nutrition Service.

This was the original policy when the food
stamp progam was started. The
regulations were later changed to allow up
to 49 cents in cash change in the hope that it
would speed up food stamp sales at the
checkout counter.

There were so many reports of abuses of
the program under the revision, however,
that there were widespread demands that
the cash change be ended.

Under the new policy, when the amount
of change due is less than 50 cents, the food
stamp customer should have a choice: (1)
Accept a credit slip for 49 cents or less; (2)
Trade out the balance in eligible foods or;
(3) Pay the store the difference in cash.

No pressure should be placed on the
customer regarding which option he should
select, Carl Horn, district manager for the
Food and Nutrition Service, said.

Credit slips cannot exceed 49 cents in a
single transaction. All credit slips issued
must show the amount of the credit slip,
and that the credit slip is redeemable only
for eligible food at the named store.

In preparing slips or tokens, Horn ad-
vised food retailers that ‘slips or"tokens
must not look like or be the same size or
material as United States coins. Credit
slips must not look like official food
coupons, and they may not use the seal of
the U. S. Department of Agriculture on
them.

Credit slips issued by one authorized firm
may not be accepted by another authorized
firm unless the two firms are under a single
ownership or are obivously members of the
same food marketing cooperative.

Horn stressed that each credit slip or
token must clearly state that it can be
redeemed only in eligible foods.

Unendorsed 50-cent coupons can also be

used for change as usual. Grocers were

advised by Horn to keep a sufficient supply
on hand for this purpose.

The FNS district manager also reported
that five more Kentucky counties—Carroll,
Greene, Jessamine, Robertson and Web-
ster—have been designated by the federal
agency to administer food stamp
programs.

With the addition of these five new
counties, Kentucky will have a total of 78
counties operating food stamp programs.
The other 46 counties will continue to
operate USDA’s direct food distribution
progam for needy families.

Because of the continuing responsibilities
in connection with the administration of the
Food Stamp Progam in the state of
Virginia, the Bristol (Virginia field office
was assigned to the local Southeast
District. Mr. Horn assumed responsibility
for the Bristol office as of March 1. Cities
and counties included in the Bristol project
area are: Dickenson, city of Bristol,
Grayson, Lee, Washington, Wise (city of
Norton), Wythe, Smyth, Tazewell and city
of Galax.

Senate Black Lung Amendment
Shifts Payments to Employers

The Senate saved Kentucky’s deep mine
coal industry from what is spokesmen said
would be near death Friday with the
passage of a previously defeated amend-
ment on black lung claims.

The amendment, approved 18-16, would
requre all employers in the state to begin
paying 25 per cent of the cost of oc-
cupational disease claims after Jan. 1, 1973.
It was tacked onto the end of a com-
prehensive workmen’s compesation bill,
that subsequently passed 32-4.

As originally introduced by Sen. Joe
'Staey, D-West Liberty, the bill would have
required employers to pay 50 per cent of the
costs of such claims after Jan. 1, 1973, and
75 per cent after Jan. 1, 1974. The rest would
be paid by a special workmen’s com-
pensation fund, which now pays 100 per
cent of all OD claims.

Supporters of the amendment said that
without it the bill, coupled with the 4 per
‘cent coal severance tax passed this session,

would destroy the deep mining industry in
Eastern Kentucky and create a tremendous
increase in surface mining.

Opponents of the amendment argued that
since coal miners received approximately
90 per cent of the benefits from the special
fund, the coal industry should pay more
than the 10 per cent it currently con-
tributes. The fund is maintained through
assessments on all employers.

With the amendment, coal operators will
continue to pay 10 per cent of the special

fund but also will pay 25 per cent of black

lung costs.

The amendment, offered by Sen. Kelsey
Friend, D-Pikeville, was added while the
bill was before his Senate Labor and In-

dustry Committee.

Health Department
Stresses Measures
To Prevent Poison

March 19-25 is National Poison
Prevention Week, and the Floyd County
Health Department says it’s a good time to
review the measures you take to protect
your family from possible poisoning.

In Kentucky during the first six months of
1971, there were 18 accidental deaths from
gases and vapors, four from drugs and
medications and two from other solid and
liquid substances. Despite the ever-present

- danger of small children’s exposure to

poisonous substances, all these accidental
poisoning v1ctxms were teen-agers and
adults.

The health department suggests the
following poison prevention measures for
the whole family.

Lock up or keep out of the reach of
children all dangerous substances, in-
cluding shoe polish, ink, glue and all
cosmetics, such as nail polish, perfumes
and facial creams. Mark all poison con-
tainers as poisonous. Store medicines and
household products away from food. Use
cleaning fluids with adequate ventilation.

Don’t transfer a product from its original
container without transferring the label to
the new container. If that can’t be done,
don’'t transfer the product. Never put
poisonous substanees in containers such as
pop bottles which children associate with
food and drink. If you must put a cleaning

substance in a pan, use that pan only for

that purpose.
Read the label on every product you buy

and reread before each use. After use of
household products, don’t leave them open
or within reach of children, even for that
moment you're out of the room.

Date all drugs when you get them. Clean
out medicine cabinets at least twice a year
and flush old medicines down the drain.
Rinse out empty containers before putting

Don’t give medicine prescribed for one
person to another. Don’t take or give
medicine in the dark, for you may have the
wrong bottle or the wrong amount. Don’t
tell a child he’s getting candy when it’s
medicine or else he may try to eat more

Don’t burn aerosol containers, for they
may explode and some chemicals produce
harmful fumes when burned.

Get rid of all poisonous plants if you have
children. Teach them never to eat plants,
wild mushrooms and toadstools.

Beware of carbon monoxide poisoning.
Don’t turn your car on in a closed garage.
Don’t travel or sit at a drive-in in a eom-

monoxide.

Two Land Cases
Reach Decision
In Court Here

The heavy backlog of civil cases resulting
from the condemnation of right-of-way by
the Department of Highways for con-
struction of new US 23 in this county is
being reduced but the work is slow and
hearing of the last of about 25 such cases
apparently lies some distance ahead.

Two cases had been heard during the
current court term as of Monday morning.

The court directed that they repay
the Department of Highways $2,500, plus
interest from Aug. 13, 1970.

The April criminal court docket is ex-
pected to be light, with no murder or
shooting and wounding cases booked for
trial, and it is possible, court attaches said,
that some of the term will be devoted to
hearing other right-of-way cases.

Presidential Primary Bill Gets
Approval by the Kentucky House

The House of Representatives passed the
presidential primary bill with an amend-
ment that would bar candidates seeking
more than one party nomination and in-
dependent candidates,

It would provide for election of national-
convention delegates at the regular
primary election on the first Tuesday after
the fourth Monday in May.

Several lawmakers praised the measure
and expressed displeasure with national
conventions as a means of selecting
presidential candidates.

“I don’t like conventions—I don’t like
county conventions, state conventions or
national conventions,” said Rep. Fred
Morgan, D-Paducah, a long-time proponent
of presidential primaries. “I don’t like
having the candidates for president chosen
in smokefilled rooms in Chicago or Miami.
I am looking forward to the day when we
have a national primary election.”

The amendment, sponsored by Rep.
Nicholas Kafoglis, D-Bowling Green, would
exclude candidates such as Alabama Gov.
George Wallace who ran as an independent
in 1968 and now is seeking the Democratic
nomination.

Candidates would get on the primary
ballot by petition of at least 1000 registered
voters of a party, appointment by a
presidential-candidate selection committee
or by appearing in at least two other
primaries and getting at least 5 per cent of
the total vote cast.
