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Two-County 
Undertaking 
Seen in '72 
Garbage Collection, 
Disposal This Year, 
Hoped by McElwain 

The two-county (Pike and Floyd) gar­
bage collection and disposal system ap­
parently is some months away from the 
point at which refuse will actually be 
picked up and buried, but a Spindletop 
Research representative said Monday he 
"will be most disappointed" if it isn't 
working this year. 

Alan McElwain, who has been assigned 
by Spindletop to the Floyd county project, 
said he is now in the process of narrowing to 
two or three the several potential dumping 
sites under consideration in the county. 
These will be operated as landfills, and 
public hearings may be held before a final 
decision is reached. 

Also under study is the method of 
collection-by private collectors operating 
under franchise and going to individual 
homes, or by collection of refuse from 
central locations to which waste would be 
taken by homeowners and placed in con­
tainers. Mr. McElwain said he favors the 
former method. It is believed that after 
June 16, when Home Rule legislation 
enacted this year becomes effective, fiscal 
courts will have the authority to issue 
franchises to such private collectors. 

If collection franchises are awarded, 
prescribed areas would be allocated to each 
collector, and maximum collection charges 
would be set. 

Pike county already has 15 applications 
frm individuals interested in undertaking 
this work, he said. In Floyd only five have 
applied. 

Also to be purchased by the counties­
hopefully, with the aid of federal funds-is 
equipment which would be necessary at 
each landfill. 

When the system is in operation existing 
open dumps would be closed. 

Mr. McElwain spoke of the need for 
community action, with citizens par­
ticipating in cleaning up the countryside 
which is now littered with the accumulated 
waste of years. He said the Department of 
Highways has promised help in roadside 
cleanup, especially in covering up refuse 
after it has been brought together through 
community effort. Mainstream and other 
federal program workers may be used in 
such work, it was indicated. 

McElwain said he has been "very im­
pressed" with the fiscal courts of both 
Floyd and Pike counties during the time the 
collection-disposal program has been in 
preparation. "They have bent over back­
wards to be helpful," he said. 

Five counties are eventually to be in­
volved in the garbage disposal program, 
but Floyd and Pike must first get theirs in 
action. 

Branham Death

The gunshot death, shortly after noon 
Sunday, of Paul Edward Branham, 43, of 
Turkey Creek, near Langley, was declared 
a suicide after a state police investigation. 

Branham was shot in the temple with a

Floyd Delegates 
Uncommitted; 
Cooper Named 

In Floyd county, as in almost all other 
sections of the state, Democrats last 
Saturday at their county conventions 
turned back a strong bid by Senator 
McGovern for support. 

Floyd county's 32-member delegation 
goes uncommitted to the June 2 district 
convention at Frankfort and the state 
convention which will be held the followmg 
day. Over the state, 1,525 delegates were 
uninstructed, while 381 were committed to 
Senator McGovern and 62 to Senator Ed­
mund Muskie. George Wallace received 22 
votes; Hubert Hwnphrey, 6, and Ted 
Kennedy, 1. 

Gov. Wendell H. Ford, who early 
declared his support of Muskie, reportedly 
sent word out that he wanted delegations 
which are either committed to Muskie or 
with no commitment whatever. To the 
extent- that there is no solid commitment, 
he won at the county level. 

A move for Muskie, led here by young 
Mike Halbert, was quickly scotched. 

Woodrow W. Burchett, county chair­
man presided over the meeting. 

McGovern's only Eastern Kentucky 
support was in Johnson county, where two 
of the 11-man delegation were committed to 
him, and in Boyd where he received seven 
of the 36-member delegation. All of Rowan 
county's 10 delegates were committed to 
Muskie. 

McGovern made his strongest showing in 
Louisville and Lexington. His supporters 
expect, under the system of parcelling out 
delegate strength on a proportionate basis, 
to have from seven to ten delegates going to 
Miami. 

While Democrats were making a sem­
blance of competition in their county 
conventions Republicans were without the 
proverbial bone of contention in their state 
convention. Although the 24-member 
delegation to the national G. 0. P. con­
vention is, technically, uncommitted, 
nobody doubts its unanimity for President 
Nixon. 

Retiring U. S. Senator John Sherman 
Cooper will head the Kentucky delegation 
to the Republican convention. Delegates 
selected from the Seventh Congressional 
district are L. T. Hardin, of Inez, and 
Thomas Ratliff, of Pikeville.

Kinfolk of a few inunigrant gypsy moths, 
set free 100 years ago in a New England 
windstorm that broke open their cages, last 
season stripped the leaves from trees in two 
million acres of the Northeast. They left 
dead and dying forests in their wake. 

A UK Extension entomologist says it 
could happen here without a gypsy-moth 
detection and control campaign recently 
launched by the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture. Rudy Scheibner explains that 

I 
the USDA program depends on quick 
detection of the pest in new locations. 

1 Since the 1869 escape of those gypsy 
1 moths imported from Europe for ex-

1 

perimental purposes, their descendents 
have traveled south and west in egg 

I clusters on automobiles, plants and 
I railroad cars. Caterpillars have crawled, 
i moths have flown and hitchhiked on the 

wind. Through the years, there have been 
outbreaks of extensive damage in New 

I 
Jersey, Ohio, Pennsylvania and Michigan, 
in addition to the destruction of New 
England woodlands. 

How far south have the fugitives come? 
Egg clusters have been found in Virginia 
and West Virginia. Entomologists are on 
the lookout for them now in bordering 

'I Eastern Kentucky. The next few weeks and 
months are critical ones for detection and 
control. 

Caterpillars will be hatching out this 
month, according to Scheibner. By mid­

i summer, they'll be about 2 inches long, 
' eating through the night hours of June and 
! July. They have strong, biting jaws, and a 
j sickening taste that keeps them from being 
. gobbled up by most other birds and 
! animals. In August or September, fat and 
! drowsy, they'll snuggle up in loose cocoons, 
, lightly spun on trunks and tree limbs. Their 
I beauty sleep over, they'll emerge as moths 
' in 17 or 18 days. Sluggish and ill-equipped 
. for flight, the females will stay in the 

vicinity, laying eggs that will overwinter 
and hatch out in the spring. 

: Gypsy moth caterpillars feed on shade, 
: forest and fruit trees. Two successive in­
! festations can kill deciduous trees. Just one 
' year of complete defoliation can bring 
' death to an evergreen.

and clean-up operations in the area to keep 
gypsy moths under control. In the past, all­
out eradication programs undertaken by 
the federal and state governments 
frequently bogged down, due to lack of 
continued funds, failure to extend control 
measures to prevent re-infestation, and 
build-up of public sentiment against the 
widespread sparying necessary. 

Federal quarantine regulations enacted 
in 1906 still hold, according to Scheibner. 
These provide for inspection and cer­
tification of all products to which egg 
clusters might adhere before shipment out 
of an infested area. DDT was once the main 
control insecticide used. In addition, 
several different kinds of parasites and 
predators have been imported and 
established in several areas to do battle as 
the gypsy moth's natural enemies. 

A gypsy moth looks much like some of 
our other moths, but it's not around this 
time of year, says Scheibner. Egg clusters 
are large, oval-shaped, and covered with 
tan hairs. The tiny caterpillars that hatch 
out are soon brown and hairy, have five 
pairs of blue and six pairs of red little 
bumps along their back, and grow up to be 2 
inches long. 

If you think you've found a gypsy-moth 
egg cluster or caterpillar, take it to your 
county Extension agent for identification. 
Or tuck it into a little box so it won't get 
squashed, write down where you found it, 
and :>end it to Dr. Scheibner at the UK 
Experiment Station Building, Lexington, 
Kentucky, 40506.

In various and SWldry ways a tree writes 
its own life story which the observant eye 
may see and read. In the annual rings of 
growth, the tree records its own obituary 
and if you should find the stump of a tree 
recently sawed down, you could spend 
many profitable hours studying the rings. 
These tell the story of the tree's struggles to 
grow each year and add new cells to the 
cambium layer. These rings are a true 
weather chart of the tree's past life-the 
wide rings tell of the tree's lush growth 
during a fine season of plenty of sWllight 
and rain. The narrow rings tell of the tree's 
futile efforts to grow and add new cells 
during a drouth, or during some season of 
extremely cool, cloudy weather when the 
leaves could make no food for a lack of SWl­
energy to rWl the food factory. 

The rings begin at the center of the tree 
and go out in concentric circles toward the 
outer layer of cambium. They are smaller 
at the center, indicating the relative size of 
the tree when it was a mere sapling. A new 
ring was added just outside the last one, 
and so on Wltil the tree's life is ended, either 
by being cut down by men or dying of old 
age. The rings are often wavy and do not 
usually form a perfect circle. But they do 
reveal the true age of the tree. Foresters 
often determine the age of a large tree by 
use of an increment borer, which bores out 
a small pencil of wood from the bark to 
the center; this small length of wood re­
veals the age of the tree by the rings show­
ing in it. 

Trees also reveal their many shocks and 
bruises through life; they often show the 
damage done by different kinds of viruses 
and microbes and the scars left by men who 
sometimes bruise or cut a tree 
thoughtlessly. The bark of the tree also 
reveals the many events that may have 
happened to deface it or to leave marks on 
its trWlk. The bark of some trees holds 
marks much longer than others; one of 
these is the beech. Once I foWld a beech 
with three long gashes made in the bark, 
which were still showing plainly after a 
lapse of about 175 years. These marks had 
apparently been made by a hWlting-knife 
by one of the men in the crew of surveyors 
ofthe Rev. James Madison, (not President 
Madison), who made many extensive 
surveys in Eastern Kentucky of virgin 
lands for the purpose of establishing 
religious colonies for his church. The bark 
of a black gum tree will also hold knife 
marks for over 100 years. This tree and the 
beech were the two favorites for marking 
by the pioneer land surveyors. 

A tree will often show the evidence of 
being lashed by violent storms, or of being 
bruised and warped when it was smalL 
"AS THE TWIG IS BENT, SO IS THE 
TREE INCLINED-" there is no truer 
saying. Once I foWld a large red maple 
standing on the bank of a creek and its 
trWlk had a corkscrew shape from bottom 
to top. The wood and bark were twisted in 
such a twisted shape. When it was a 
sapling, it had been twisted and warped by 
flood waters, which had left it in an auger 
shape, and that is the way it had grown. 

Trees often show many kinds of knots, or 
swelling of trWlk or limbs. Oldtimers called 
these knotty places "cat faces" in the tree , 
as some of these do often resemble a 
grinning cat. Others grow to immense size; 
I have seen oaks with a growth on the trWlk 
as large as a sixty-gallon barreL So it seem 
that trees are afflicted with malignant 
tumors the same as humans are. These 
over-size tumors start from a virus in­
fection of the bark, which may invade to the 
cambium layer. The tree puts up a strong 
defense against the attack by starting a 
quick, phenomenal growth, which encloses 
the "cancerous cells", fences them in and 
contains them so that they cannot destroy 
the tree . If the human body could learn how 
to fence in cancer cells and stop their 
spread, the life could be saved. 

These large growths on the tree are 
called "knots" by the oldtimers. They were 
highly prized for making knot mauls to split 
rails. The wood of the huge knots was tough 
and fine-grained, so closely tied and knit 
together, it couldn't be split nor bent nor 
broke, as Holmes said of the wood of the 
"one-hoss shay." 

To make a knot maul, the old pioneer had 
to first saw off the large knot, then pain­
stakingly round it with a keen axe. A hole 
was bored in the center for insertion of the 
handle. Such a maul would last for years ; it 
was the kind of maul Abe lincoln used to 
split rail in his boyhood days. 

Nature had a wise purpose in making the 
knot holes in the trunks of trees . These are 
the "doorways" for wild life to go in and 
out . Squirrels go in hollow trees to sleep 

during cold winter days; many birds also 
seek them out for shelter on cold nights. 
Gray squirrels wisely mark all the trees in 
the woods which have knot holes and dens 
for hiding. They gnaw off the bark near the 
groWld as a sign that the tree is a safe place 
of refuge from enemies. 

A tree tells its name by its bark, which is 
the best identifying feature. The outer bark 
of the black oak is dark, often jet black; the 
bark of the white oak is a light ashen gray; 
the bark of the beech presents a smooth, 
clean appearance, with no furrows or in­
dentations. Its bark gives it a prim, almost 
chaste appearance , so it is often call 
"quaker lady." The bark of the ash is ashy 
gray and the bark of the river birch falls 
away in loosely hanging pieces, giving the 
tree an Wltidy look. The shagbark hickory 
is so called from the "shaggy look" caused 
by the long, loose strips of bark clinging to 
the trWlk long after they have slipped off. 

The bark is called the tree's "overcoat," 
and some keep this outer garment tidy and 
clean; others let it become Wltidy; there is 
an outer bark and an inner bark and when 
the bark is broken or cut through to the 
inner bark, it makes a bad wound on the 
tree. It lays the woWld open for the en­
trance of microbes and many kinds of in­
sects, which will eventually destroy the 
tree. Boys who are allowed to go into the 
woods with an axe should be taught never to 
chop through the bark of a tree ... Wlless of 
course they might need it for firewood or

Legislative Changes for Council 
'Close To Ideal,' Gilbert Says

Frankfort, Ky.-The action by the 1972 
General Assembly strengthening the state 
Council on Public Higher Education has 
been described by the council's executive 
director, Ted Gilbert, as "close to being in 
keeping with the ideal." 

The council, which was formed by the 
legislature in 1934 and is the oldest higher 
education coordinating agency in the 
nation, has steadily gained powers and 

• duties through the years. This year was no 
exception. The General Assembly passed a 
number of bills directly affecting both the 
council and individual state-supported 
institutions. Basically, those measures 
strengthened the role of the council as a 
coordinating body while retaining the 
autonomy of the individual colleges. 

Two measures in particular, Senate Bills 
54 and 315, "considerably increase" the 
powers and duties of the council, Gilbert 
said. 

SB 54 contains a number of provisions 
ranging from fund allocation to changes in 
the council's membership. 

For the first time it requires council 
approval for all instructional capital 
construction projects in excess of $100,000, 
a measure "essential to efficiency, coor­
dination and long-range planning," Gilbert 
said, and in order to prevent duplication, it 
requires council approval of all graduate­
degree and professional-school programs. 

Prior to this legislation, the General 
Assembly allocated "growth" funds, or 
funds designed to cover increases in 
enrollment, to individual institutions based 
on their projected enrollment figures. Now 
these funds will in effect be channeled 
through the council and allocated on the 
basis of actual enrollinent figures. 

SB 54 alsO alters the membership of the 
council by increasing the lay voting 
membership from nine to ten and adding 
the superintendent of public instruction as 
a voting member. The eight presidents of 
senior colleges will remain on the council 
as ex~fficio members, but the governor is 
required to appoint by July 1 the 10 lay 
members, any of whom could be drawn 
from the present membership. 

SB 315, the other measure pointed to by 
Gilbert, requires the State Board of 
Education to license all colleges and 
universities, public and private, and adopt 
standards for licensing upon the recom­
mendation of the council. This was to 
protect the state's fully accredited colleges,

as well as the citizenry, from institutions 
resorting to fraudulent practices and of­
fering substandard educational programs. 

Gilbert said it is too early to determine 
whether this attempt to regulate ''mail­
order diplomas" will actually increase the 
scope of the council. 

Two other bills, SB 41 and HB 24, deal 
with the membership of the governing 
boards of the individual colleges and 
universities. 

SB 41 removes the superintendent of 
public instruction from all the boards of 
regents on which he now serves (he is 
presently chairman of six boards), 
removes the governor and commissioner of 
agriculture from the University of Ken­
tucky's board, adds two members to all the 
boards and grants voting powers to student 
faculty board members. 

HB 24 prohibits members of the General 
Assembly from serving as members of the 
boards of any state-supported institutions.

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Ignorance at Fidelity 
For some time I have hesitated to tell the 

readers of this column how ignorant the 
people of Fidelity actually were. Why, 
there was not a high-school diploma in the 
whole area, and not even an eighth-grade 
one, but a good many people could have 
qualified for the latter if an examination 
had been available. Needless to say, 
nobody had ever seen a college diploma 
certifying that four full years beyond high 
school has been attained. And, to make 
matters worse, we had lots of people who 
did not know A from B, or B from hull's 
foot, either. My, weren't we ignorant! 

But, before you jump to too many con­
clusions, let me tell you some more about 
the education of my contemporaries. We 
were no worse than thousands of country 
areas. literacy is not always a fair test to 
apply to any generation, especially pioneer 
or semi-pioneer communities. In books and 
formal learning, we certainly had little to 
brag about. But still there were things that 
even the very ignorant ones knew, things 
that most of us now would find difficult to 
do. Why, dozens of the men and boys could 
have carried a corner at a barn or house

raising, that is, they could have stood up on 
the corner of the rising building and 
chopped the logs to fit perfectly together. 
And a fair number of men could have made 
almost any sort of needed household 
equipment: complete beds, looms, chairs, 
tables. A few workers in metals could weld 
iron and repair the simple machinery that 
we owned. The most poetic such fellow was 
the village blacksmith, who specialized, as 
did all blacksmiths, in shoeing horses. 
Wouldn't you hate to receive right now an 
assignment to shoe a dozen horses in the 
next day or two? 

And the women were not ignoramuses, 
either. Most of them could piece quilts and 
quilt them. They could knit stockings and 
socks for the whole family. They could 
make rag carpets from the first of this 
elaborate process-tearing carpet rags­
through all the succeeding steps of having a 
new carpet for the front room. They could 
can and dry fruit, could cook most foods 
rather well, could make do with very 
meager equipment and wood stoves. To 
know now what they learned from their 
mothers and other older women, it would be 
necessary to spend several terms in a good 
college where home economics is a highly 
respected portion of the curriculum. Only 
very rarely did the women even suspect 
that they knew something valuable. A 
small portion of the group could do marvels 
in creating cakes; it is still a delight to find 
that the traditional knowledge of malting 
cakes is highl)' regarded at Fidelity. Great­
grand nieces of the cooks I first knew have 
kept the family recipes and have baked 
such cakes as we dream about but all too 
rarely see or taste. 

These are practical things, but we had to 
live first before we could attain to some 
higher things. Our sole "temple of learn­
ing," in the politician's phrase, was a one­
roomed school. Rather oddly, the very 
methods used at Fidelity school at the turn 
of the century are widely advertised now as 
something new and startling. My own 
grandchildren are being taught almost 
exactly as I was taught, seventy years ago 
and more. Some years ago three college 
professors made a lot of money with text­
books that presented literature in a great 
new way. I suspect that their royalties from 
these books exceeded all the money they 
have drawn as salaries in famous 
universities. I have often wondered 
whether one of the three may not have got 
some of his new ideas from the very 
teachers who taught at Fidelity, for he was 
born in my home county and must have had 
his early education shaped by the very 
methods that I grew up with. Yes, we were 
rather insignificant at Fidelity: we had 
little formal education, we hardly ever had 
seen a diploma of any sort, we lived away 
over on the side of the world, hemmed in by 
the wide Tennessee River and small 
streams. But, rather oddly and un­
believably, we had some remarkable riches 
of knowledge, whether traditional or 
learned from books.

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Slowed Migration Helps Account 
For Slight Population Increase

Dirt moving and hauling Kentucky's population grew about 6 per 

cent between 1960 (3,040,787) and 1970 
(3,223,400) despite a general decline in the 
state's live birth rate and a slight increase 
in the death rate for that period, according 
to the 1970 edition of Kentucky Vital 
Statistics, distributed recently by the State 
Department of Health's Division of 
Research, Planning and Statistics. 

Bill Mackey, division director, says a 
slowed rate of migration, particularly 
among young people, is the reason for the 
apparent discrepancy. The same factor 
also helps explain why Kentucky's live 
birth rate was up from 17.9 per 1,000 
population in 1969 (57,443 live births 
recorded) to 18.7 per 1,000 in 1970 (60,253 
live births), he says. In the 10-year period 
from 1960 to 1970, however, the Kentucky 
live birth rate (by residence) decreased 
21.1 per cent, from 23.7 to 18.7 live births 
per 1,000 population. 

"An increased birth rate in the one-year 
period doesn't mean the idea of family 
planning isn't getting through to Ken­
tuckians," Mackey says. "Rather, more 
young people are staying in the state, and 
they're having children." 

Most of the report shows rates that are 
basically consistent with national trends. 
lllegitimacy in the state, as in the nation, 
increased from 1960 to 1970. In Kentucky 
the rate of increase was 80.8 per cent for the 
decade, up from 49.5 to 89.5 per 1,000 live 
births. Nearly 2,750 of these 5,581 
illegitimate children were born to mothers 
20 or older. 

Infant death rates decreased from a rate 
of 27.8 infant deaths per 1,000 live births in 
1960 to 19.6 in 1970, a 29.5 per cent im­
provement rate. 

Causes of death in Kentucky have con­
sistently coincided with national trends for 
several years. Heart disease is still the 
leading killer, fatally striking one Ken­
tuckian every 40 minutes. Cancer, stroke, 
accidents, and influenza and pneumonia 
continue to be the second through fifth 
leading causes of death. 

Death by accident is the category that 
should alarm us most, Mackey says, 
because accidents are preventable. Motor 
vehicle accidents accounted for 1,053 of the 
state's 2,153 deaths by accident in 1970. 
Accidents were the leading cause of death 
for those 1-34 years of age. 

Suicide became the tenth leading cause of 
death in the state in 1970. It was the fourth 
leading cause of death for age groups 10-14, 
15-24 and 25-34, and fifth for the 35-44 age 
group. An average of more than one suicide 
a day (389) occurred in 1970; 340 suicides 
were recorded in 1969. 

Infectious venera! disease affected more 
people in the 15-24 age group ( 3,424 of 5,613 
reported cases) than in any other. 
However, of 11 deaths reported in this 
category, all were in the 25 or older group. 

Deaths from cancer varied slightly in 
nwnber for men and women-2,884 males 
and 2,461 females. The respiratory system 
was the leading site of fatal cancer in males 
(33 per cent). In females, cancer of the 
digestive organs and peritonewn (the 
membrane lining the cavity of the ab­
domen) ranked first, killing 30.5 per cent of 
the women who died of cancer in 1970.

Now, I am quite aware that shouting is a 
t)ling of the past; and I feel one of the 
reasons is that the women folks don't come 
to church dressed for it. Let me give you a 
few illustrations as to what I mean so that 
just in case the Holy Spiri~ would move 
some woman to shout and she began to fall 
apart right before your eyes, then you have 
been forewarned.

He remains in the UK Medical 
Center, Lexington, but his condition is 
steadily improving and he expects to return 
home soon. 

His doctors at the Medical Center say 
that, had his brush with death occurred a 
few years ago, even only three or four years 
ago, only a miracle could have saved him. 
They credit advances with respirators with 
saving his life. 

Spradlin and Magistrate Bill Wells were 
driving from Paintsville toward West 
Liberty last Feb. 25 when their truck left 
the highway and overturned in a water­
filled ditch. Anchored by his seat-belt, 
upside down, Spradlin lay helpless, his 
head under water. Wells, slightly injured, 
fought to keep Spradlin's head above water. 
How long the Bonanza man's head was 
submerged, Wells cannot say. Anyway, 
when passing motorists came to the rescue 
and helped extricate Spradlin, he was 
considered dead. 

At the Paintsville hospital, however, it 
was found that his heart was still beating, 
and doctors there worked over him for two 
or three hours, finally deciding they had 
done all they could do and that his chance of 
survival lay in being transported to the 
Medical Center. It was en route to the 
Lexington hospital that the man was again 
pronounced dead. 

"His heart was ~ beating when he got 
here," a medical center doctor said, "but it 
looked like he didn't have a one per cent 
chance of survival. 

"We measured the oxygen level in his 
blood and it was lower than any patient 
we've had who went on to 'survive," he 
added. 

But the miracle of modern respirators 
turned the tide. Within a few days, Spradlin 
was on the long road to recovery and today 
he is sitting up in his hospital bed talking 
about it. 

"I don 't remember anything about the 
accident or what happened after it," he 
said. "The only thing I remember was 
driving in the truck and then waking up 
several days later here." 

His medical center doctor said research 
and development in respirators is not a 
dramatic thing like the invention of polio 
vaccine, but it's the same kind of miracle. 

Years ago, he explained, the only 
respirator available was the "iron lung," 
where the patient was encased in the 
device, which emptied itself of air, forcing 
the patient to inhale. 

"When you had a patient in one of those, 
you couldn't touch him, you certainly 
couldn't perform surgery on him. There 
was nothing you could do," the doctor said. 

The modern respirators force air, in­
stead, into the lungs by way of a tube in­
serted into the windpipe, he explained. The · 
patient's body is left exposed. 

"They also have controls for regulating 
the percentage of oxygen given the patient, 
the hwnidity of the air, the breathing rate 
per minute and things like that. 

"The newer ones even have a built in 
yawn control that triggers when the patient 
starts to yawn and helps him do that, " he 
continued. 

The respirators also have alarms that

sound if there is any breakdown in the 
equipment. 

"And all of the companies that make 
them are working toward some kind of 
automatic control of oxygen content and 
the other things. The next breakthrough 
will be an artificial lung," the doctor added. 

Meanwhile, Mr. Spradlin has lost through 
dieting 68 of his 275 pounds at the hospital 
and looks and feels better than he has in 
years. His doctor was quoted as saying this 
single improvement~loss of weight-may 
have added 20 years to his life.

"The small farmer is going out of 
business unless he gets help from some 
source," Butler said.
