""'·"'II·"' totals 457 this semester, a 12 per 
cent increase over the 408 students 
registered at this time a year ago, it was 
announced Friday by Mrs. Carolyn Hay 
Francis, admissions and financial aid of­
ficer. 

Of these, 303 are freshmen as compared 
to 284 last fall, and 154 are sophomores, 
compared to 129 registered at this time last 
year. Counties represented in this total are: 
Fayette 1, Floyd 261, Johnson 120, Knott 8, 
Magoffin 35, Martin 9, Pike 20, and Powell 
1. Two outo()f-state students are also 
registered. 

This semester's increase was attributed 
by Mrs. Francis primarily to the new 
technical programs being offered at the 
college, the improvement in the road 
situation between Prestonsburg and 
Pikeville, and the two Career Days which 
were held on campus during the 1971-'72 
academic year. 

The school's technical departments, 
housed in the Pike Technology building, are 
a part of the Associate in Applied Science 
program and offer the student interested in 
a two-year degree a wide variety of 
technical and vocational training. 
Enrollment in each of these technical 
programs this semester is as follows: 
Broadcasting technology 6, civil 
engineering 4, communications 1, forest 
and wood technology 5, inhalation therapy 
2, management technology 14, 
secretaryship (general, legal and medical) 
22. 

Three new additions to the technical 
program are nursing, home economics, and 
early childhood education. Of these, nur­
sing accounts for the mot significant rise in 
total enrollment with 58 full-time and 23 
part-time students this fall, while early 
childhood education shows two full-time 
and 15 part-time students, and Home 
Economics 1.

The Island Creek Coal Company ended its 
coal mining operations in this county 
Monday with the closing of its Wheelwright­
Price mines. 

Employees began receiving cuto()ff slips 
last week-end, and the decision to cease 
work was confirmed Monday morning by 
John York, Island Creek's Industrial 
Relations Head, Cleveland, Ohio. 

The suspension of operations will idle 310 
employees. The Wheelwright-Price 
workings were the second to be closed by 
the company in the county this year. Its 
Spurlock mine, near Printer, ended work 
under Island Creek ownership last May 28, 
but Island Creek later leased the mine 
there to Clarence Mollette, of Cincinnati, 
and Gary E. Cartt, 'of Pike county. 

Island Creek which is a subsidiary of 
Occidental Oil Company, has continued 
operation of the Spurlock preparation plant 
which handles the products of numerous 
small mines. Mr. York said a decision as to 
operation of the Wheelwright-Price 
preparation plant had not been made as of 
Monday. 

The ending of operations, York said, "is 
due to economic conditions." He sub­
sequently explained that factors in this 
situation are: 

1. Island Creek has been losing money 
through almost all of 1972. 

2. Increased production costs, a part of 
which at least have resulted from the 
federal Health and Safety Act. 

3. Low per-man production. 
4. Several work-stoppages which have 

left the company to bear overhead costs 
while getting no production. 

"If you can't see any prospect of the 
trend reversing itself, all you can do in self· 
defense is to quit," Mr. York said. 

Employees under union contract will be 
placed in layoff panels and hired as needed 
elsewhere in District 30, it was said. An 
effort will be made to place salaried 
workers at other Island Creek operations. 

Except for the new operation by Beaver 
Creek Consolidated Coal Co. on Caney 
Creek, Knott county, a few ,miles south of 
Wayland, the Island Creek moves leaves 
this county without a major underground 
milling operation. 

There remain, however, about 200 small 
truck mines in the county, and these em­
ploy from 1,200 to 1,600 men. The dif· 
ficulties faced by deep mines are in sharp 
contrast to the flourishing surface mining 
business. 

Small truck mine operators feel the 
financial pinch, these days, with the cost of 
installing a new operation rising to $40,000

In January, 1969, Combs was named a 
chief reclamation inspector and made 
supervisor of the Paintsville district of 
strip-mining control, even though he ap­
parently lacked the minimum job 
qualifications. The new natural resources 
commissioner under the current 
Democratic administration, Thomas 0. 
Harris, transferred Combs to a lesser job in 
Hazard. Aug. 1. after discovering 
reclamation violations he called "beyond 
comprehension" in tbe Paintsville district. 

"Naturally, being a Perry COWlty boy, 
when he (Combs) wanted a job, he had to 
have somebody In Perry coWtty to OK 
him," Mcintyre said in a telephone in­
terview. "This was normal through the 
political channels." 

"I'm sure that I recommended him and 
I'd be gald to do so again," said Mcintyre. 

Mcintyre, a former Republican state 
representative, was a 1967 campaign aide 
to former Gov. Louie B. NWln and after his 
election Nunn named Mcintyre to the 
motor transportation post.

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The Voice of a Moderate 
Elsewhere in this edition of The Times appears a news-story 

comprised mainly of quotations from a speech made by Paul Patton, 
of Virgie, Pike county, who is described as one of the more moderate 
spokesmen for the coal industry. 

Most of what Mr. Patton says makes sense to us. 
We agree with him that the federal Coal Mine Safety Act has en­

couraged strip-mining because it has made mining an operation 
which is too costly for the small operator of deep mines and difficult 
for those who are better fortified, financially. And on our own part 

·we add that this legislation, national in scope, unjustly blankets 
Eastern Kentucky coal mines in )ts "gassy" indictment. Nobody, we 
trust, is against safety, but the effect of this legislation is to impose a 
ruinous "quarantine" against a "disease" where it does not exist. 

Deep mines, small and large, can supply America's coal needs 
without the destructive operation of strip-mines-if government will 
give the deep mines a chance. 

Mr. Patton also speaks quite frankly, and as a sensible operator 
should, of such matters as overweight trucks, greedy men who 
flaunt the law, the need for the coal severance tax to apply to the 
mine product of other states as well as to Kentucky's. With equal 
frankness he admits that the severance tax is not nearly so injurious 
to the coal industry as the new Workmen's Compensation Act. 

Quite sensibly he notes that "the people will no longer tolerate the 
destruction of the land and the streams without effective means of 

; reclamation." Then he points out that the public must be willing to 
• pay the cost of these improvement• in the form of higher utility bills 

and..other.items that depend in varying degree upon coal.

coal. 

This is inevitable. The consumer always pays. He will pay in the 
form of higher utility rates or he will pay in more denuded hillsides 
and acid streams. 

This is not to endorse, blanket-style, everything this coal operator 
says. But we do want to say that it is refreshing to find an industry 
leader speaking forthrightly, at least leaving some room for others 
to feel that they may have a part in the dialogue.

Claims Kentucky Fails 
Edlter, The Times: 

Sometime ago when a man who believed 
himseH indispensable and was virtually a 
dictator while governor of Kentucky, many 
business people told me they were getting 
tough treatment from their local health 
departments. One man said he was rWl out 
of business because the health inspector 
had a relative who was a competitor. He 
said he knew of other business men who 
were up against the same thing. 

Another report was from an out of state 
man who came into Kentucky to establish a 
Mlsiness that required a great deal of 
plwnbing. He had his own plwnbers who 
were licenses in Kentucky but the local 
health department people told him he 
would have to use plwnbers from their 
town or they would not 0. K. his work. The 
man went to Tennessee and put up his 
business. 

I've traveled by boat on the Ohio River 
from Cairo, IDinois to HWltington, W. Va. 
All along the north bank of the river huge 
llllokestacks belching out black smoke 
could be seen, showing there was much 
business, but on the Kentucky side they 
were few and far between. There is a 
reason for this, and can it be that we do not 
have people with business ability? 

KentuckY has more water suitable for 
factories than any other state and its vast 
lakes and rivers, closely connected with the 
Mississippi, makes it virtually a seaport; 
and the state is situated near all the great 
inland markets. Yet our yoWtg people have 
to leave Kentucky to find work. 

A yoWtg school teacher told me she was 
paid nearly twice as much for teaching in 
Michigan than she could get in Kentucky 
and wondered why it was this way. I 
showed her two coWtties in Michigan with 
nearly as much taxable property as the 
entire state of Kentucky.

Federal Judge 
Stays Eviction 
At Paintsville 

U.S. Judge H. David Hermansdorfer, of 
the Eastern Kentucky district, recently 
enjoined the Paintsville Housing Authority 
from taking any action to evict Mrs. Louise 
Wiley from Unit 400 of the Authority's low­
~t hOusing complex, unless it has 
previously complied with the grievance 
procedure defmed by the court. 

This procedure provides that: 
A tenant shall be afforded an opportunity 

for a hearing before an impartial hearing 
panel if he disputes within a reasonable 
time the housing authority's action or 
failure to act in accordance with the lease 
requirements, or any housing authority's 
action or failure to act involving in­
terpretation or application of the housing 
authority's regulations, policies or 
procedures which adversely affect the 
tenant's rights, duties, welfare or status. 

The number of members on such hearing 
panel shall be an Wteven number, provided 
that housing authority representatives are 
appointed as members of such hearing 
panel, that tenants shall be represented on 
the panel in equal nwnber by tenents 
elected by the tenant body, with an im­
partial member appointed as a tie breaker. 

If the tenant requests a hearing, the 
housing authority shall notify him with a 
reasonable time prior to the hearing of the 
complete grounds or reasons for the 
housing authority's disposition of the 
tenant's complaint or grievance. 

The tenant shall be given notice of any 
rules and regulations governing the 
hearing within a · reasonable time prior to 
the hearing. 

The tenant shall be afforded an op­
portunity to present his side of the dispute, 
including the opportWtity to be represented 
by coWtsel or another person of his choice, 
to bring in witnesses and to confront and 
cross-examine witnesses in appropriate 
circumstances. 

When a decision is made, the official or 
panel that conducts the hearing shall notify 
the· parties to the dispute in writing of the 
decision and the reasons and evidence 
relied on. 

To the extent that the decision is not 
inconsistent with state law, the United 
States Housing Act of 1937, as amended, 
HUD regulations and requirements 
promulgated thereunder or the Annual 
Contributions Contract the decision shall be 
binding on the housing authority, Wlless the 
housing authority shall determine and 
notify the complainant to writing within 
thirty days of such decision that the hearing 
panel has acted arbitrarily or exceeded its 
a!Jthority. In such event the matter may be 
subject to judicial review. 

If the decision is in favor of the housing 
authority or if the hearing panel elects not 
to act upon the complaint because the issue 
has already been decided in favor of the 
housing authority in hearings of other 
complaints based on essentially the same 
set of facts, remedies and the tenant may 
seek appropriate relief.

The Black Lung Association of Kentucky 
announced this week that the Black Lung 
Benefits Act of 1972 permits orphans to 
claim benefits, and places them in the same 
position they would have been, had they 
been covered since the date of the original 
1969 Act. 

Any child under 18 and unmarried, or 
who is totally disabled, or who is a student, 
may recover back benefits from December 
30, 1969, if his father had Black Lung or if he 
died from the disease, provided the child 
files the claim before December 1, 1972. 
This means that an orph.an, to be eligible 
for back benefits from December 30, 1969, 
must file his claim no later than December 
1. If a child reached the age of 18, or if he 
ceased being a student, during this period, 
he may be eligible for back benefits for the 
time in which he was under 18 or was a 
student. 

To apply for these benefits, every person 
should contact his local social security 
office as soon as possible.

Seldom do we give the wild things of 
nature due credit for the remarkable in­
teiUcence many of them pouesa. Tate the 
moetingbird, for example. This bird is 
undo.ubtedly one of the wisest of all wild 
crutures; it possesses a remarkable 
memory which enables it to listen to and 
remember the songs of at least 50 species of 
birds. 

Once I saw a mockingbird listening to the 
song of a cardinal and when the cardinal 
stopped singing the mockingbird sang the 
cardinal's song even better than it could 
sing it. 

The following true story of an old man 
and his pet mockingbird convinces me that 
this bird has remarkable powers higher 
than most of us suspect and that its in­
telligence is far superior to most creatures 
of the wild. 

The old man had a pet mockingbird and a

pet squirrel, and after his retirement he 
spent most of his time caring for the birds 
and other wildlife. It was welllmown to him 
that a mockingbird is fond of nutmeats, so 
he kept a supply of nuts on hlnd and every 
evening he would crack the nuts and feed 
the kernels to his pet bird and squirrel. The 
mockingbird would take food right out of 
the old man's hand because it loved and 
trusted him. But it wouldn't let anyone else 
get that near. After being fed each evening, 
the mockingbird would fly into a nearby 
tree and treat the old man to a burst of the 
finest music it could produce. 

And the mocking biro is a most excellent 
singer. It is often called "the American 
nightingale," and has its own special love 
song which it pours out from some tree-top 
dwing the mating season. He puts all his 
power and energy into his special aong and 
works himself up to a fine ecstasy until he 
often floats down through the air, still 
singing his superb music. 

This was the kind of 8ong the pet would 
sing in appreciation of the old· man's 
feeding him and talking kindly to him, it 
was the bird's finest expression of love for 
the old man, whom everybody called "Big 
Daddy" because of his kindness and 
fatherliness to all living things. 

Big Daddy lived to be 80 years old and 
until the time he died his pet mockingbird 
would come every evening to take the 
nutmeats from his hand. 

The old man died early in March; it was 
too cold and early in the season for the birds 
to sing their love songs, but the 
mockingbird was there at the burying and 
didn't forget to sing. 

While the minister was saying the last 
prayer over the casket, the mockingbird 
began to sing from a nearby cedar, and the 
bird kept on singing as long as the clods 
were being filled. in the grave. 

Those who heard the song pronounced it 
sublime; it wu as if a choir of angela had 
come down to sing a last farewell tribute to 
the man who had been kind to all living 
creatures. 

Those who listened in rapt wonder at the 
bird's farewell song to his old friend had not 
the slightest doubt that this was the beloved 
pet of the deceased. • 

One of the mourners reported: "Never in 
life had I heard a bird sing so sweetly. Its 
song took all the hurt away from my heart 
and made me realize that this was his 
mockingbird come to pay its farewell 
tribute and I knew that somehow Big 
Daddy had gone to his peaceful rest. I 
realized it was too cold and early for a 
mockingbird to sing but this one sang, 
anyhow, because it never forgot the kind­
ness of an old man's heart."

Annual Report 
Cites ARH Gain 
After Ten Years 

With October to mark the beginning of its 
lOth year of operation, Appalachian 
Regional Hospitals last week released its 
annual report for the preceding year, 
contrasting its present position with the 
crisis that it faced in 1963, the year of its 
founding. 

T. P. Hipkens, president of ARH pointed 
out that the very existence of its health­
care facilities was threatened in 1963. 
Virtually no funds were at hand to meet a 
payroll of 1,400 employees and for the 
maintenance and replacement of obsolete 
equipment, or for new and improved health 
services. 

Help from Gov. Bert Combs kept ARH 
alive. 

ARH now employs more than 3,000 
persons. Its nine hospitals last year patient­
days of service totaled 298,763, provided 
7,198 days of extended care, 487,084 
emergency and outpatient services and 
54,113 home care visits. 

Included in the annual report is the in­
formation that at McDowell Appalachian 
Regional Hospital a home care program 
was initiated in June, this year, and that in 
the planning is an adjacent ambulant care 
clinic for physicians of its group practise. A 
new four-bed intensive coronary care unit 
has also been placed in operation at Mc­
Dowell this year.

Beware of the 'Packsaddle'' 
ByNEVYLESHACKELFORD 

Several autumns ago, while out picking 
wild gooseberries, a small lad suddenly 
felt an intense burning sensation in the 
tender flesh between the fingers on his right 
hand. 

The pain grew in intensity until it became 
almost unbearable and the hand swelled to 
almost twice its normal size. Mter a couple 
of hours, the agony gradually subsided, but 
it was several days before the hand 
assumed its normal size. 

No fang marks could be found, but the 
father of the boy was sure at first that his 
son, had been bitten by a copperhead 
snake. However, upon investigating the 
gooseverry bushes, he found nothing more 
than a fat little insect with a green body and 
a brownish-purple spot on the center of its 
back. Then he knew what had so painfully 
stung his son. It was what some country 
people call a "packsaddle." 

Buoks on insects generally make short 
shrift of this caterpillar which Wesley W. 
Gregory, UK Extension specialist in en­
tomolo~y, identifies as Sibine stirnulea, the 
saddle5back. But becaus~ of its potential 
for causing pain to people with sensitive 
skin, it is well worth knowiJlg and avoidin

Generally, contact with the stinging 
spines of this insect does not cause the 
extreme discomfort suffered by the small 
gooseberry picker. In any case, though, 
they are to be avoided. There is no specific 
remedy for the sting but bicarbonate of 
soda packs will help ease the pain. 

The saddleback is the larva of a brown 
moth and is most prevalent in the fall. It is 
to be found most often in cornfields, in 
gardens, and in the woods feeding on the 
foliage of wild shrubs. 

The spines or hairs attached to knobby 
growths on the saddleback are hollow and 
attached to poison glands. They are the 
means by which the caterpillar helps 
protect itself against predatory enemies. 
They do not, however, save it from 
destruction by parasitic flies such as the 
ichneumon and several varieties of wasps 
that destroy them in great numbers. 

Some humans are more allergic than 
others to the sting of the "packsaddle," but, 
for everyone, contact with this insect 
porcupine's spines is no joke. For a minute 
or so, it feels as if a live coal had been place 
on the skin. 

To avoid being stung by one of these 
insects while harvesting in the garden, 
cornfield, or the wild, wear long sleeves 
and keep on the alert. Keeping an eye out 
may also prevent being stung by wasps, 
yellowjackets, and hornets that are always 
prevalent in the fall.

as Dickens' doornail. As many 
nails as ever are being made in 
the United States (340,000 tons 
in 1971) and nearly as many 
more (mostly from Japan) are 
beng imported, according to B. 
F. Parker, chairman of the 
University of Kenticky College 
of Agriculture's Agricultural 
Engineering Department. Yet, 
as perhaps a sign of the times, 
new ways have cast a shadow of 
sorts on the age-old trademark 
image of house building: a 
carpenter reaching into a nail 
keg for more ammunition for 
his hammer. 

Today, old-fashioned nail 
kegs turn up only in antique 
shops. Nails now come in­
cardboard boxes, often packed 
in parallel rows like toothpicks, 
Parker notes. This is to keep 
their points from puncturing 
carpenters' fingers. They are 
even sterilized in some in­
stances to protect busy 
upholstery men who habitually 
hold nails in their mouths. 

Today's nails are made of 
steel, aluminum, iron and 
copper. Besides boards, they 
are banged into concrete and 
even shot into steel by a nail gun 
powered by blank cartridges. 

The nail has been designed 
with screw threads, ridges, 
barbs, and square edges to 
prevent it from working out of 
woodwork constructions. It may 
come blued like a gun barrel or 
galvanized to make it rustproof. 
It is still sold in pennyweight 
sizes. For instance, a three-inch 
nail is called a "10 penny" 
because that was what 100 of 
t~em used to cost. Parker says. 

Prior to 1834 when a Fren­
chman invented a wire nail­
making machine, all nails were 
made by hand. Hundreds of 
thousands were turned out by 
American colonists around 
winter firesides. These so­
called "cut nails," fashioned 
from strips of iron, are now 
valuable as antiques, and old 
barns and houses have been 
burned down just to salvage 
them from the ashes. Nails 
similar to these are still 
preferred in laying floors 
because their square points 
seldom split floorboards. 

And so, since the first car­
penter mashed his thumbnail 
off attempting to drive one, 
there has been plenty to say 
about nails. The Bible makes 
frequent mention of nails. They 
have been celebrated in art and 
other forms of literature and 
during the Middle Ages, 
became a synonym for the 
profundity of death. The old 
saying, "dead as a doornail," 
referred to the stud used to 
reinforce heavy front doors. 

According to legend, nails 
used in the crucifixion were 
square-sided, between six and 
eight inches in length, and 
wrought by a blacksmith. They 
resembled the nails dug up a 
few years ago from a Roman 
fort abandoned 1,900 years ago 
in the face of attacking Scottish 
highlanders. These nails were 
sold for as mush as $7.50 each.

In my years of collecting folklore, I have 
made no effort to separate the beliefs that 
are taken seriously and those that are 
known but merely laughed at. I have 
always felt that a folklore collector had 
better stick to his knitting and make no 
effort to change the opinions of the ones he 
is interviewing; I am sure any such effort 
to set people nght in their beliefs, super­
stitions, if you like, would so put them on 
their guard that they would not give an 
interviewer a full account of their beliefs. 
In my writings I have given beliefs as I 
found them, some of them sensible and 
well-grounded in observation and even in 
science, others plainly nonsensical or even 
harmful. 

With the rapid passing of so many of the 
things that older generations knew, I 
wonder whether beliefs and figures of 
speech may not be adapted to newer ob­
jects and experiences. It is well-known that 
the early settlers brought with them a 
belief that the badger comes out of his 
burrow, looks around, and decides to 
remain out or return for six more weeks of 
winter. Since badgers are not to be found in 
many parts of America, it was easy to 
transfer this belief to our woodchuck or 
groundhog. The funny thing to me has been 
that, in my part of the state, where we had 
never seen a groundhog, the belief in the 
animal's prophetic powers was as strong as 
in any other area, where the animal has 
always been known. I wonder why the 
Jackson Purchase people did not associate 
this age-old belief with some well-known 
animal. It amuses me to find hundreds of 
city-bred people, who never saw a 
groundhog and may never see one, but 
regard the belief, sometimes, as very true. 
And lots of people who have seen ground­
hogs refuse to believe me when I men­
tion having seen the animals at every 
possible time in winter; their 
groundhog, of tradition rather than 
of the woods, comes out only on Groundhog 
Day, February 2. 

When an elderly woman, of considerable 
educational background, told me she would 
starve to death before she would eat a bite 
of any animals that had been killed by 
lightning, was she fooling or serious? I do. 

Child Shortage 
Slows Adoptions 

FRANKFORT, Ky.-A few years ago, a 
Kentucky couple wishing to adopt a child 
had little trouble in doing so. 

But things have changed. 
Today an adoptive couple in Kentucky 

may wait ore or two years to receive a 
child, if ..ndeed they ever receive one. 

Adoption workers in the state Depart­
ment of Child Welfare say the turn-about 
started five years ago when adoption 
became more socially popular and the 
number of people desiring to adopt began 
rising, at least partially because of the 
influence of groups urging families to have 
only two natural children, and a 
corresponding rise in the number of men 
having vasectomies. 

Then, about three years ago, the number 
of children availalbe to be placed for 
adoption began declining, due to more 
effective means of contraception and the 
availability of legal abortions as well as the 
lessening of the stigma against single 
mothers who decide to keep their babies. 
The~ ·•Jlt, obviously, is too many homes 

and not enough kids. Last year, for in­
stance, Child Welfare completed adoption 
for 566 children. This year, however, the 
department already has 634 approved 
homes waiting for a child, 250 homes under 
study to determine if they are suitable for 
adoption and 1000 homes waiting for a 
study.

not know, and I am sure that she doesn't, 
for she is not likely to have anyone coming 
to her house with a dish of lightning-struck 
squirrel or raccoon or other game animal 
or bird. And when a well-to-do merchant 
declared his belief in the power of faith­
doctors-curers of thrush, wart-rubbers, 
goiter-rubbers, blood-stoppers-and in 
water-witches, I was equally uncertain as 
to whether he was serious or had probably 
never thought to question the powers of a 
good many people who he had known in a 
rather long life. Or maybe he had had a 
relative who belonged to this mysterious 
group and needed some family support in 
his mysterious acts and beliefs. 

Similarly, in many folk medicines there 
may remain a mixed belief: in broad-open 
daylight, when all one's senses are alert, 
and when one is well and happy, most of the 
things that Granny used to dispense seem 
silly. But away along in the night, when the 
prescribed medicines seem to be doing no 
good, and the baby keeps on screaming 
with pain in the tummy, I suspect that 
many a cynic, remembering what used to 
be, would try some catnip tea or even some 
other folk remedies not nearly so likely to 
do good as some warm tea, may~ dashed 
with a bit of corn liquor. 

Lucky and unlucky acts seem widely 
known still, but a great many of them will 
have to be updated if they are to scare 
anybody into following them. Coal-lamps 
used to sputter, and wiseacres said that this 
was a sure sign of rain; but they rarely 
sputter now for the simple reason that they 
can •t find any coal oil for _fuel. Breaking a 
lamp-chimney used to be a very unlucky 
act, but most youngsters that I know would 
ask, "What is a lamp chimney, Grandpa?" 
There are not so many opportunities for 
horsehair snakes to be as there were when 
horses were numerous; and Junior, fresh 
from high school, can tell even Grandpa 
that these horse-trough worms were merely 
one stage in the life of a worm, and never 
had any connection with horsehairs.

Pike Coal Operator Hits 
U.S. Laws Controlling Mining 

Federal regulation of the coal industry 
has already hurt and more of the same 
could be destructive, Paul Patton, 
president of the Kentucky Elkhorn Coal 
Co., Virgie, told the Ashland Kiwanis Club 
last week. 

Passage of a congressional proposal to 
regulate strip mining would have 
"catastrophic" economic consequences for 
the people of Appalachia, he said. 

Patton, regarded as one of the more 
moderate industry leaders, said he is 
referring to a bill that would in effect ban 
strip-mining in much of Appalachia by 
prohibiting it on slopes greater than 20 
degrees. 

"The economic consequences of such 
precipitous action would be catastrophic," 
he said. "Coupled with the effect of the 
federal mine safety act and the general 
weakness of the coal market, conditions in 
the coal counties of Eastern Kentucky 
w!Juld equal the dark days of the 1950's and 
could conceivably get worse." 

Patton criticized the safety act as "right 
in its diagnosis of the problem, but wrong in 
prescription for the cure," contending it 
has not saved lives while driving small 
underground operators out of business. 

He also said the new state severance tax 
already has put an economic crimp on 
Kentucky operators trying to compete 
·successfully with rivals in other states. 

A group of coal operators from Eastern 
Kentucky and nearby areas filed suit in 
Franklin Circuit Court Monday challenging 
the validity of the severance tax, but Patton 
appeared to take another position. 

"It is our hope that neighboring states 
will follow Kentucky's lead and enact a 
similar tax to restore the relative com­
petitive positions," he said. 

Acutally, he added, the new workmen's 
compensation law of the General Assembly 
" will be much more damaging than the 
severance tax" and will fall almost entirely 
on underground opera tors, thus encouraging 
more strip-mining. 

Patton acknowledged that the overweight 
coal truck situation "is probably the most 
obvious irritant of the coal industry to the 
citizens of Eastern Kentucky." 

Noting many trucks operate today at 
more than 100,000 pounds when only 48,000 
pounds is legal, he said: 
"~ile 70,000 pounds on the truck might 

be reasonable, and 48,000 pounds is just not 
possible economically, 100,000 pounds is 
sheer madness." 

He said he would not be surprised to see 
some operators try 150,000-pound trucks if 
they become available and nothing is done 
about overweight practices. 

"Some people don't know where to stop," 
he said. " ... We need reasonable weight 
limits on coal trucks and then we need them 
enforced. The longer this problem goes 
without being solved, the worse it will get." 

Patton called for the United States to rely 
less on foreign sources for its energy supply 
and more on domestic coal. 

He declared that with proper attention, 
money and research the coal industry can 
meet the nation's needs. 

The coal industry "has left Appalachian 
one of the richest areas of the nation in 
terms of natural wealth - the poorest part 
of the nation in terms of benefits for its 
citizens," Patton said. 

He termed coal the "cornerstone of the 
industrialization of the nation and cheap 
coal or low-cost coal has been a fun­
damental element in our high standard of 
living."

He said coal "has enabled us to consume 
one-half of all the energy used each year in 
the entire world, even though we constitute 
only five per cent of the world's 
population." 

"But low-cost coal has had a tremendous 
social cost," he said. "It has claimed the 
lives of miners over the years and left 
thousands more crippled, disabled and 
suffering from black lung and other 
diseases. Cheap coal has left the land 
ravaged with unreclaimed strip and un­
derground mines, acid streams and 
dangerous and unsightly slate piles." 

The price of coal has almost always been 
kept low, he said, "becaus the large 
reserves of coal make it possible for 
many different individuals to enter the 
business at the slightest indication of 
good profits." 

He cited a change in public attitude 
toward the coal industry, and noted that 
"high fatality and disease rates are no 
longer acceptable. The people will no 
longer tolerate the destruction of the land 
and the streams without effective means of 
reclamation. 

"But they must be willing to pay the cost 
of these improvements in the form of 
higher utility bills and higher cost fopmost 
other items that depend to a greater or 
lesser extent on coal," Patton stated. 

Social problems brought on by past 
practices are being eliminated or 
minimized today by coal operators, he said, 
but admitted many have resisted changes. 

He said the public, through government 
action or public opinion, often has properly 
diagnosed the problem but prescribed the 
wrong cure. 

"A prime example of this is the Federal 
Coal Mine Health and Safety Act of 1969 ... 
conceived in the hysterical aftermath of the 
terrible Farmington (West Virginia) 
disaster (or November, 1968, in which 78 
men perished; . " 

The Act "Does not take a rational at­
titude toward mine safety," he asserted. He 
maintained it punishes the operator, 
particularly the small operator, and does 
~ot provide practical guidelines. 

Since the law became effective "all our 
worst fears" about its effects on the small 
mine operators have been realized. Nine of 
the safer mines predicted by the law's 
proponents have materialized, he said. 

He blamed the law for practically 
destroying small coal mine operations in 
Eastern Kentucky and for damaging larger 
operations. 

"It has forced more and more operators 
into surface mining, and, what is even 
worse, it has induced many outsiders such 
as road contractors, doctors, store owners 
and anybody else who could buy a bulldozer 
to try strip-mining." 

In almost every case, Patton said, 
people who know practically nothing about 
coal have been unwilling or unable to 
properly reclaim land.
