Council Session
Thursday Night
To Decide Issue

The Prestonsburg City Council last
week defeated an attempt to prevent it
from opening bids on the proposed City

(Hall but the lowest bid considered by
council at its later meeling was above
architect’s estimates and a decision will
not be made on the building till Thurs-
day, this week.

The low bid, which was submitted by
Tom Oak McGuire, was $398,000. That,
George Lee Shannon, architect, said, was
approximately $58,000 above his
estimate. The only other bid offered was
submitted by the James A. Coleman Co.,
Paintsville, and it was for $433 648

The low bidder is a former member of
the City Council. Mr. McGuire did not
seek reelection this year and resigned the
office last Wednesday, a day before the
bid opening.

Council referred the bid fo the ar-
chiteet who will attempt by negotiation

' with the bidder in an attempt to cut the

cost. Mayor Burl W, Spurlock said
opinions expressed by councilmen prior to
the opening of bids indicated they would
reject “‘anything which was as excessive
as what we have received.”

One member of the council, Dr, Edw
B. Leslie, pointed out, however, that cost
of such a building *‘five years from now
would be twice that much, and I think we
ought to scrutinize the bids before we
reject them.”

The bids were opened a day after
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley had denied a
motion by Dr. N. Roger Jurich and
Michael Fannin for a temporary in-
junction prohibiting the council from
considering bids on the project.

Dr. Jurich contended that the city has
not conveyed a lease or deed of property
it owns and plans to use as a site, to a
corporation set up as a holding company ;
that the city does not have the [unds, to
pay for the construction, that a proposed
bond sale would be in violation of the
Kentucky constitution, and that a
proposed rental arrangement for the
building's second floor' would also be
illegal and in competition with private
owners of rental property.

According to testimony given at last
Wednesday's hearing, the Prestonsburg
Property Corp. was formed in 1968 by the
late Mayor Dr. George P. Archer and the
present councilmen Lo serve as a holding
company for financing the building.
Previous Court of Appeals cases, cited by
City Alty. Albert A. Burcheft, have
upheld this means of financing for
municipalities as a way of averting
constitutional requirements.

Spurlock testified that “it was always
the intention of the city thal the property
would be transferred to the corporation,"
but he indicated this would not be done
until after financing was assured,
presumably at the time of the bond sales.

Counecilman Byron Nunnery festified
that the city has already paid for the
property site at a cost of $79,200. In ad-

The victim was Sp. 4 Danny ‘‘Bimbo™
Lumpkins, son of Mr. and Mrs. Paul
Lumpkins, formerly of the Stephens
Branch section. He was visiting relatives
in or near Lima while on furlough from
F't. Knox at the time of the shooting.

The Lima police report, as reviewed to
The Times by Inspector Cook, gave this
version of the shooting:

The wife of the owner of the Rhodes
Sporting Goods Store on North Jackson
street, Lima, reported to police that a
possible burglary was in progress at
the store, which is next door to
the Rhodes residence. This was at
1:38 a.m, Patrolman Wilbur Schneider,
first officer to arrive, saw a man inside
the store loading a shotgun. He tapped on
the window with his gun and the man
inside raised the gun as if to fire and the
officer fired one shot, which missed. The
man than smashed through the front
door, stopped and fired one shot at the
officer, and he also missed.

The suspect ran south on Jackson and
encountered Patrolman Rick Myers, who
ordered him to stop. The man answered
with shots at Myers, who fired three
times. The man did not stop, and Myers

Phone Cables Go Underground

Excavation work in the vicinity of
Kentucky-West Virginia Gas Company
here is under way as part of a $2 million
project which includes the underground
routing of telephone cable, begun by
South Central Bell Telephone about a
year ago.

A conduit trench which crosses US 23
near the gas company was completed
Thursday and is part of the main feeder
cable which begins in the northern
section of Prestonsburg and which will
eventually provide an alternate cable
route with Paintsville. This part of the
work is being done at a cost of $300,000,

Phil Scott, Paintsville, telephone
company manager, said the project,
which includes the establishing of an
extensive system of supplemental and
alternate routing which will serve within
the county as well as provide connections
with surrounding counties, is part of a
projected 20-year plan for expansion and
centralization of telephone services.

Scott explained that the conduit system
will not immediately result in the
removal of telephone line poles but said
that Southern Bell will not be putting any
more cable “in the air."

A State Tree for Kentucky

After years of uncertainty, Kentucky
may finally have an official state tree. A
bill designating the Yellow Poplar for the
symbol will be presented to the 1974
legislature by the Department for
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection.

In 1956, both houses of the General
Assembly passed resolutions naming this
tree as the official state tree. However,
the legislation was never recorded and
was ‘‘lost.” We hope to correct this error
with the new bill.

The Yellow Poplar is one of our tallest
hardwood trees and often exceeds 150
feet in height. Its trunk can reach six to
eight feet in diameter,

Early settlers used the Yellow Poplar
to build their first homes in the wilder-
ness, Many of the old poplar log struc-
tures can still be found around the state.
The wood of this durable tree was also
used to make much of the furniture and

The ‘Crisis’ and the Region

Although nobody in government or out can with accuracy
predict what will happen to the U.S. economy in the months
ahead, there are those who are confident that the coal-producing
areas such as Eastern Kentucky will fare better than the country
as a whole.

There are, indeed, some who foresee a "’boom” rather than a
recession for this section. |

They base this optimistic view upon the fuel shortage and the
accompanying demand for coal—a demand that will apparently
continue for many years. And upon the fact that as coal goes, so
goes Eastern Kentucky. The area has added a few com-
paratively small industrial plants, but these, as helpful and
desirable as they are, are mere “‘icing on the cake.”

Fulltime operation of the area’s coal mines, plus the millions
in monthly pay-checks from government, leaves the region in
better than normal circumstances, the optimists argue.

If that proves to be true, and if we can resist the temptation to
panic and take to our heels in the face of a threat, it might just be
that as the rest of the country slips economically we might draw
a bit nearer even terms with the national average in income and
productivity.

A Thought For Christmas

(At the request of a reader, Fannie E. Jones, Connersville, Ind.,
we reprint the following editorial from our edition of Dec. 23,
1954.)

The custom of giving gifts at Christmas dates back almost two
thousand years ago to a night when shepherds left their flocks on
the hills around Bethlehem to pay homage to the newborn Christ-
child, and to the pilgrimage of the Magi who followed a Star to
bring their gifts. -

The magic of those morning hours has been dissipated over the
centuries, and the deep meaning of giving has suffered with the
passing of time, as most things do. The old, old custom has been
commercialized; the gift has acquired more consideration than
either the giver or the recipient; the tinsel and the trappings
have obscured for too many the deep spirituality of the season.

Yet there remains, despite every inclination of a modern age
to strip Christmas and Christmas-giving of their genuineness, a
breath of the sublimely beautiful about the season. For in the
midst of all the bustle we do sometimes pause and look backward
and take time to think. -

At such times we remind ourselves that Jesus Christ was born
in poverty, and never rose from that state during his years on
earth; that He was born not to a ‘’great” lady but to a woman
whose only distinction was that she was chosen of God; that the
herald angels came not to tell their glad story in the palaces of
the mighty but to men who tended their sheep under cold
Galilean skies.

It is then that we learn something of humility and catch a
glimpse of the real values. So thinking, we ourselves cannot any
longer forget the poor, those in need, excluding from our
thoughts such as these while surfeiting ourselves and our own
with the luxury of valuable material remembrances.

For all who may read this we intend it as a wish for happiness
this Christmas and as a reminder that a lot of happiness may be
found by us all in giving to those who so offen are forgotten ex-
cept by this Jesus whom we profess to adore.

The Months Bring Changes

Tom Harris has the longest title in Frankfort—Commissioner
for Natural Resources and the Environment. And apparently the
shortest memory.

Last week, at a time when coal prices were soaring and the
demand for coal was heavy, he told a special legislative com-
mittee that he would not support House Majority Leader John
Swinford’s proposed bill that would ban spoil from the slopes
below strip-mine operations.

He expressed the fear that the technique necessary to keep the
overburden from the slopes would be so costly it might drive
operators out of business. “If we come up with a darn
depression, | don’t want that on my back,”” he was quoted as
saying.

He said that at a time when coal prices were rising fo around
$18 a fon.

Littie more than a year ago, during the first week of Sep-
tember, 1972, at a time when coal prices were lower and the
demand was far less, this same Commissioner for Natural
Resources and the Environment had this to say about what he
had seen, a few days earlier during an unannounced ftrip to
Floyd, Pike, Johnson and Martin counties: :

. . . beyond comprehension . . . Those responsible for en-
forcing the law had to be aware of the violations ‘from top to
bottom.’ You can’t hide the mass destruction of mountains . . .
The laws are only as strong as those charged with their en-
forcement.”

And so on.

Governor Ford was quoted as describing Harris’ report of
what he saw on that trip into this section as ““the most disgusting
and appalling revelations | have ever witnessed in my public
life.”

Consistency truly is a jewel. Radiant and rare.

Will the real Tom Harris please stand up?

The Floyd county school system’s
months-long effort to convince the
Department of Health, Education and
Welfare (HEW) that it is not guilty of
discrimination in its hiring of teachers
after desegregation has apparently
succeeded.

Supt. Charles Clark recently received
confirmation of HEW’s acceptance of its
policy from W. Lamar Clements, chief of
the Elementary and Secondary
Education Branch Office for Civil Rights.
Yet Clements wrote:

“‘As evidence that Floyd county schools
have a policy of nondiscrimination in
hiring, we request that an affirmative
plan be developed to restore the
proportion of black teachers at least to
that which existed before desegregation .
..thefact that you have received no black
applicants in the past several years in-
dicates that some additional effort is
needed in recruiting . . . "’

Pleased by official word that the
county’s schools are cleared of the
discrimination charge, Clark was still
nonplused by the recruitment suggestion.

“We have recruited no teachers, black
or white, in the last four years,” he said.
“*And we have only 24 black pupils in the
county. On the basis of the 27 ADA
(average daily attendance), that would
leave no room for one black teacher.”

To Receive
Job Training

Gov. Wendell H. Ford has announced a
contract affecting 730 jobless or un-
deremployed persons in seven

southeastern states including Kentucky..

The overall contract calls for 1,550
participants in 12 Appalachian states.

Kentucky through the Department for
Human Resources will have 146 trainees.
Participants will receive on-the-job
training with help from the AFL-CIO
Appalachian Council, Secretary of Labor
Peter J. Brennan said.

Of the total $1,333,000 one-year con-
tract, Kentucky'’s share is the largest -
$122,560. The Council will develop sub-
contracts to hire and train about 1,160
unemployed persons. About 50 percent of
the openings will be reserved for
minority group members and 50 percent
for the disadvantaged.

The remaining 390 training op-
portunities are for low-pay workers who
need to have their skills upgraded on the
job.

About $1,282,000 is earmarked for on-
the-job training costs, and $50,000 for
classroom training allowances.

On-the-job training will last from four
to 26 weeks, depending on the type of job
to be learned and the individual’s
training needs.

Classroom instruction in basic
education and prevocational training will
be provided for a number of trainees for
an average of eight weeks.

Employers will choose from among
current employees those persons (o
receive journeyman upgrading or
preapprenticeship training.

Wages and fringe benefits paid by the
employer will comply with existing
collective bargaining agreements.
Trainees are paid the federal minimum
wage or wage rates prevailing in an area,
whichever is higher.

Local State Employment Service of-
fices in the Bureau for Manpower Ser-
vices will determine the need for workers
in given occupatins and refer, test and
counsel applicants. They also administer
payment of trainee allowances.

The Council is a cooperative effort of
AFL-CIO organizations to aid in the
economic development of Appalachia by
working with employers to create job
opportunities.

Under its combined previous con-
tracts, the Council’s program has placed
more than 13,000 workers in jobs.

State WIN Program
Funded for $442,000

Kentucky has received an additional
$422,000 in federal funds to continue its
program to provide placement or job
fraining, or both, for persons now
receiving Aid to Families of Dependent
Children (AFDC) payments.

Incentive Program (WIN) and offers
training opportunities, job placement
and intensive follow-up and supportive
services to areas having high con-
centrations of welfare recipients.

The projects serve the state of Ken-
tucky. Federal funds allocated for
periods of 12 months total $422,000.

WIN training opportunities, as do
training opportunities in many other
federal job training programs, often
serve more than one person. As the
participants, through training or direct
placement, move into regular fulltime
employment, the opportunities are made
available to new participants.

The broad spectrum of services -is
made available, including personal and
vocational counseling, child care,
orientation, work experience training,
on-the-job training, job development and
placement, and follow-through to insure
that once the participant has a job, he

Local “WIN: programs Jare. often

devéloped to serve welfare recipients ™
from multi-counties, although the WIN

* team is in a central location. Priority is

given to welfare recipients presently
enrolled in work-training programs to
avoid unnecessary gaps and delays in
training.

Eligible for the WIN program are
members of households receiving aid to
families with dependent children, who
are over the age of 16 and are not in
school full-time. Exceptions are the sick,
the incapacited and the elderly; those
who live too far away from a WIN center
to make participation practical, and
persons whose continuous presence in the
home is required because of illness or
incapacity of another member of the
household.

' Nature Trails

The Celts and some other ancient
peoples held the elder bush a sacred tree
and doffed their hats to it when in its
presence. They forbade the burning of
one under a severe penalty.

In our region, in latter June, large
patches of elders along the streams
explode in masses of sheer white
blossoms, glorifying the countryside for
miles. The blossoms have a strong,
pleasant fragrance. These blossoms

_produce a bounteous crop of dark

berries, which have had many medicinal
uses all down the ages. In our section, the
berries are gathered and used to make a
delicious wine, also jams and jellies.
The copious clusters of white blossoms
formed one of the tastiest foods of the

Indians. They fried the blossoms in bear
grease and ate them.

The trunks of the elders grow about an

inch or more in diameter and have a
large, loose white pith, which can be
removed easily. The use of the elder’s
trunk to make musical instruments have
given it the classical name of ‘““The Tree
of the Flute.”
In medieval England, people made
their flutes. and other musical _in-
struments from the hollow stems. So did
the early American Indians. They also
taught the whites how to make bugles of
the larger elders, for use in calling up the
bull elk in the ruttin season. When the
hunter blew a loud, harsh blast on the
elder bugle, the bull elk would come
roaring his challenge, to meet his doom
from the hunter’s bullet.

The Latin name of the elder, Sam-
bucus, is derived from a like Greek
name, ““‘Sambuce,” meaning some an-
cient musical instrument. Country boys
used to make squirt guns and water
pistols from the elder’s hollow trunk.
They also made blowguns, which could
shoot a wad a distance of some fifty feet.

Almost every part of the elder—leaves,
berries and roots—have played a
prominent role in folk medicines. The
women of Elizabethan England put the
white flowers in buttermilk and used this
concoction to impart a warm glow to
their complexions, Wine was also made
from the blossoms for use on the face as a
skin tonic and beautifier. Oldtimers of
our region used to pick the flowers and
use them in a batter to make delicious
fritters and pancakes . . . In the spring,
the fresh, new buds of the elder were
pickled in vinegar to make tasty pickles.

When ripe in September, the black
berries are eagerly sought by the birds;
these berries are one of the finest bird
foods known—one reason for our
protection of elders.

Elderberry jelly and wine are said to
be superior in taste and flavor to that of
any other wine of our region.

The elders belong to the honeysuckle
family and deserve our best protection.
Like the willows, they help to prevent soil
erosion along stream banks.

Elders are among the earliest plants to:

put out green leaves in the spring; the
buckeyes run them a close second. The
juice of elderberry mixed with lard was
once a favorite remedy for burns and
scalds.

The elders of our region grow about ten
feet high and have beautiful, compound
leaves with seven leaflets; these have
fine teeth on the margin. The showy
flowers are formed in dense white
panicles about three feet across—one of
the largest displays of blossoms of any
other shrub. When the elderberry bushes
were in full bloom in latter June, there
used to come a sudden flood, which the
oldtimers called ‘‘the elderberry rise.”

Even the roots of the elder were once
dug and used to make cathartics and
medicine for kidney ailments. So I salute
the elder shrubs for their great con-
tribution to the happiness and wellbeing
of the human race.

Siltation and sedimentation in Fishtrap
Reservoir are accumulating at a rate
seven times greater than normal,
members of the Pikeville Kiwanis Club
were told recently by a representative of
the U. S. Corps of Engineers.

Charles J. Hockman, manager-
director of the district U. S. Corps of
Engineers, told the group, *“The problem
is still with us.” He explained that the
situation stemmed from some 42 mines in
Kentucky above the reservoir which
drain mud and wastes into a number of
feeder streams. He added that a large
amount of siltation also originates from a
number of similar operations in Virginia
which are also in Fishtrap’s drainage
basin. ‘“We need the concern and at-
tention to all possibilities for corrective
action,” he stressed.

The speaker announced that the U.S.
Geological Survey was making
measurements at the impoundment to
determine the source and amount of
siltation which has been accumulating.
“This will give us the proof we need in
court to take action against the of-
fenders,”” Hockman stated.

Considering the fact that ap-
proximately $57 million of taxpayers’
money had been expended inconstruction
and development of the reservoir, Hock-
man said that citizens should view the
situation with alarm. ““Your input can be
of great help,” he told club members
explaining that they could give support to
existing state and federal laws and for
new regulations to control the distur-
bance due to deep mining operations.

(zas Firm Has
Own Fuel Crisis
With Line Break

Employees of the Columbia Gas
Transmission Company have been on a
round-the-clock work schedule since a
break was discovered last Friday in its
20-inch gas transmission line leading
from the Boldman compressor station to
the Atlantic seaboard.

An undetermined volume of natural
gas has been lost as a result of the break,
and there was no estimate of the dollar-
cost of work being done at the break site
in the Blackberry section of Martin
county.

The work has involved not only the
clearing of earth which slid onto the line
and the reconnection job but also the
connection of emergency lines to
maintain service to areas dependent
upon the company’s gas supply. One such
bypass of gas transmission to serve the
Bluefield and Princeton, W. Va. con-
nected with the new Haysi (Va.) field.

The loss of pressure was first noted last
Friday. The line search ended on Black-
berry where a disconnection had been
caused by a slide of overburden from a
strip mine. The area had been cleared for
the reconnection when another and
larger slide occurred, wiping out ap-
proximately 300 feet of the big line.

Signing the agreement for the Com-
monwealth, in addition to Stumbo, were
Prestonsburg Policeman Ralph Thorns-
bury and ABC Agent Arvel Nelson. Club
trustees who were signators are Malcom
Johnson, Robert Barnett and Donald
Fitch.

The VFW Club here and the American
Legion and AMVETS clubs at Martin
may reopen upon signing the same
agreement, their officials have been
notified.

Closing of the clubs here and the report
of a shooting at one of the two evoked
counter-statements from some of those
involved last week.

First of all, Virgil Conn, former Floyd
deputy sheriff who was reported to have
shot and wounded-Alonzo Bowling at the
VFW Club at Lancer, said he did not
shoot Bowling. He added that the
shooting did not occur inside the club but
outside, and that police were not there.

Next, Carl Horn, of Auxier, president
of the Eagles Club, denied all charges
made by Commonwealth’s Attorney
Harold J. Stumbo in asking a closing
order by circuit court, and indicated that
the club may institute legal action to
effect its reopening.

The Eagles and the VFW Club were
closed last Monday as public nuisances.
In asking the court to issue the closing
order Stumbo alleged that the Eagles
Club was raided on the preceding
Saturday morning and that ‘“large
quantities of alcoholic beverages were
found on the premises.”

Horn claims Prestonsburg police
“broke in’’ the club and did $500 damage.
He claims the officers entered the club
about 10:30 or 11 o'clock Saturday
morning and that ‘‘no one was in the club,
which doesn’t open till 3 p.m.” He also
claims no search warrant was served.

Referring to Stumbo’s allegation that a
fight occurred at the club some months
ago, Horn pointed out that on that oc-
casion the club had been turned over to
the Eastern Kentucky Sheriffs’
Association for a meeting. He said
neither he nor any other member of the
Eagles Club was present at the time the
fight occurred.

Horn also commented on the com-
monwealth attorney’s statement pointing
out that a man was killed at the club. He
said the slaying took place outside the
club, on the highway, ‘“‘and we had

dition, he said, cash totaling $66,279 has
been put away to help pay for construc-
tion, and an additional $20,000 from 1974
revenue sharing money has been
budgeted and allocated.

Nunnery and others also testified that
the city had at one time planned to rent
the second floor to help alleviate costs,
but that these plans have been changed
and the space is now reserved for ex-
pansion,

Witnesses said the council has voted to
provide $1,000 a month rent for its
quarters in the new structure and that
the City Utilities Commission has
verbally agreed to pay another $1,000.

Nunnery and Mayor Spurlock both
testified that this amount would be
sufficient to pay off the bonds on the cost
of the building, estimated variously as
between $300,000 and $350,000.

Jurich testified that his “‘main con-
cern’’ is that he doesn’t think the city can
afford it.

“It would be nice for the city to have a
new facility but I don’t think they need
this facility,” he said.

Jurich denied having any objections to
the proposed site, which fronts on U.S. 23,
but testimony by Mayor-Elect William O.
Goebel Jr., indicated that the incoming
administration may prefer another
property.

Goebel said he prefers a lot owned by
the city on First Avenue as being “‘nearer
the business district.”

The old city hall, which burned in 1968,
had been located on that property. Since
then, city offices have been in rented
quarters.

But, Nunnery criticized that lot as
being without adequate parking space,
“in a congested area’’ and “‘too small for
anything to be built on.”

He said, the city has tried to sell the
First Street property but “‘couldn’t get a
buyer, even when we came down to
$10,000.”

Nunnery also said the city has been
told by the state fire marshal that it must
move the fire station from its present
location on Highland Avenue to a place
“in or near the busiess district on U.S.
23.I'J

Nunnery said, if the fire station is not
moved, the city’s fire rating will be
raised and local property owner’s in-
surance will increase ‘“by about 20

percent.”

purpose of the underground cable is to
supplement the older aerial system and
to provide for future expansion, he said.
The underground and older aerial
systems will work independently of each
other, Scott pointed out, with the buried
cable acting as a back-up system and
eventually taking over-as the aerial
cables become obsolete.

“We realize the importance of com-
munity planning,”’ Scott commented,
“‘and we know, too, that we must provide
for the orderly growth and expansion of
our telephone system." Cables now being
laid provide for branches and extensions
which will serve various sections of the
county.

The main feeder cable work will
supplement phone services to the high
school, Prestonsburg Community
College, and especially Highlands
Regional Medical Center. Scott said
similar work is planned for the southern
end of Prestonsburg and the county.

Mr. Scott commented that the work
environment in the Prestonsburg area
was extremely favorable ‘“The leader-
ship and the citizens of Prestonsburg
have been really nice,” he added. He
explained that ‘‘any project of this nature
is going fo cause some messes and in-
convenience,”’ and said that the company
sincerely ‘‘appreciates how well the
public has been willing to bear with us.”

Two Floyd county high schools are
among 36 in Kentucky which the State
Board of Education has classed as
schools with ‘‘basic’” or minimal ac-
creditation, and all have been, or will be,
notified to attend a special January
board meeting.

The Floyd schools listed are McDowell
and Betsy Layne.

Don Bale, assistant state superin-
tendent in charge of instruction, said a
““‘basic” high school often lacks science
lab and foreign language facilities.

Although he said he has had no com-
munication from the board as to the
status of the two schools in this county,
Floyd Superintendent Charles Clark said
both McDowell and Betsy Layne have
had their science labs rebuilt and in
operation. He said the only deficiency
apparently is in foreign languages.

Clark said he could not comment on the
state board’s position because he has had
no word from it on the situation.

Other area high schools listed by the
state board as being in the ‘“basic”
category are Salyersville, Magoffin
county; Dorton, Feds Creek and Phelps
in Pike; Buckhorn, Combs Memorial and
Leatherwood in Perry.

Among the school districts which
operated at a loss during the 1971-'72
school year and which have been sum-
moned to the March state board meeting

is Pike county which had a deificit of

‘“‘Some taxpayers bunch as
many of their deductible ex-
penses as they can in alternate
years,” according to Mr. Sugg,

deduction of up to $2,000 in the
years in between.”

Another year-end step to
minimize taxes is to offset
capital gains realized during
the year with capital losses—by
selling securities or other in-
vestments that may have
declined in value. If there is a
reluctance to sell a stock
because of the likelihood that it
will rise in value, one can sell it,
wait more than 30 days, then
buy the stock back again. Or,
one can switch immediately to
another stock in the same in-
dustry.

But it is not wise to base
economic decisions solely on
tax consequences, according to
Mr. Sugg. “In making in-
vestments, for example, many
considerations are likely to
outweigh the tax results. The
investment should first of all be
attractive for its own sake—
because it promises to be
profitable and safe. After that

“Your car must be kept in
tune if you expect to make the
most of each gasoline dollar
that you spend. If the ignition
timing is retarded just 5
degrees it can cost '2 mile per
gallon.

“There are a lot of ‘saving
graces’ to improve gasoline
economies, and you have to
remember, and observe, them
all. Front wheel alignment is
fvital to tire life and fuel
economy, If the tires have just
V"’ extra toe-in it can cost you .3
miles per gallon at highway
speeds.

““You can’'t change the
weather but you can be con-
scious of what it does to
economy. Wet pavement can
cost up to 1 mile per gallon at
highway speeds. If the tem-
perature drops from 30 degrees
to 10 degrees it can cost up to 1
mile per gallon at highway
speeds.

“Wind can help or hurt your
mileage. Let's assume an 18
mile wind blowing from the
West, and a vehicle traveling at
) 70 miles an hour. If the car
heads East it can get 16.6 mpg!
On either a North or South
course the mileage will be about
13.9 - the same car at 70 mph
with no wind might get 13.9
miles per gallon.

“Short errands are the most
costly of all. Trips of 1 mile may
reduce your miles per gallon by
as much as 40 percent over the
economy you'd get on a ten-mile
trip.

““The rules are simple: Keep
the car in shape, drive
smoothly, and keep your speeds
as constant as possible. Add up
,all the savings and you’'ll save
quite a bit of money while
helping to ease our national fuel
shortage. Additionally, your
passengers will enjoy your
driving a lot more.”

Harris Opposes Ban
On Strip-Mine ‘Spoil’

Frankfort, Ky.—Dec. 11—
Kentucky’s top environmental
official told a special legislative
committee yesterday that he
won’t recommend legislation in
1974 to forbid strip-mine
operators from pushing spoil
over the mountainside in
contour mining, although such
action would be “right” in
theory.

Noting that such a prohibition
would reduce coal production,
Thomas Harris said, “If we
come up with a darn depression,
I don’t want that on my back.”

However, Harris did show the
committee a diagram of a strip-
mining method that does not
involve putting spoil over the
slopes, listed its advantages,
and said later he will try to get
some East Kentucky operators
to test the method.

Spoil is earth and rock
stripped from the surface to
uncover the coal. Present strip-
mine methods used in East
Kentucky often result in large
amounts being pushed over the
mountainside, at times
resulting in landslides and in
siltation of creeks and rivers.

The eight-man committee
toured strip mines last month
and afterward Rep. John
Swinford, D-Cynthiana, House
Democratic floor leader, said
he would support a bill to
prohibit operators from pushing
spoil-over slopes.

Such a prohibition would
mean operators would have to
move the spoil to approved
locations, such as mountain
hollows or previously mined
coal pits. The earthmoving
would be costly, could make
some coal operations
uneconomical, and thus could
cut coal output and em-
ployment, according to the
discussion.

Asked the effect of such a law,
William Hayes, a long-time
state reclamation supervisor in
the Hazard area, said, ‘It would
leave the big boys (in business),
but the rest—the auger
(mining) boys and the in-
between—it would shut those
boys out.”

Harris, commissioner of the
Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection, said that “‘a better
job of reclamation could be
done” if no spoil is pushed over
a slope.

He also said that although
earthmoving would add to
costs, the hauling and

placement of spoil would reduce
the amount of acreage for which
the operator would have to post
reclamation bond; eliminate
the need for design and con-
struction of most silt basins,
and reduce the need for
reclamation efforts by an
estimated 60 per cent.

However, Harris said the
committee also should consider
the possible reduction in coal
output and increased unem-
ployment if the spoil method is
banned, “I can't make that
decision for you,” Harris said.

Some committee members
said that now, amid the energy
crisis, might be the best time to
force better reclamation
because, with a strong demand
for coal, the operators can pass
along added costs to the con-
sumer or devise ways of cutting
costs under new methods.

“The ingenuity of a coal
operator is beyond com-
prehension,’’ said Swinford.

As for the coal industry’s
objections, Swinford said later,
“I've heard them plead that
we're going to destroy the in-
dustry so many times, I'm not
very easily convinced.”

The House majority floor
leader, however, seemed to
back away slightly from a Nov.
21 statemnent in which he was
quoted as saying he will support
legislation in the 1974 session to
ban pushing spoil over slopes.

Swinford said that he will
have such a bill drafted and that
it should be passed ‘“‘even-
tually.” But he said he is “still
considering” whether such a
step should be taken im-
mediately.

In other discussion, Harris
and his aides said:

—Their department will
support a bill to require un-
derground mine operators to

‘reclaim surface disturbances,

such as access roads, mine
openings and waste pits, and to
make enforcement the
responsibility of the Depart-
ment of Mines and Minerals,
which already regulates un-
derground operations.

—They support an increase in
the minimum amounts of bonds
that strip-miners must post to
guarantee land reclamation.

The basic permit fee per acre
in Kentucky for surface mining
now ranges from $200 to $1,000.
Harris indicated he agrees with
some legislators who have
suggested $500 to $1,500.

For restoring land by
vegetation only the proposed
increase would be from $100 to
$200 per acre.

—The department now has
enough inspectors and agents to
operate efficiently because of
personnel and funding in-
creases enacted by the 1972
legislature.

He said, however, that there
is a backlog of 38,000 acres that
still need reclaiming.

—The Department for

Natural Resources and En-
vironmental Protection has no
plan to back legislation to
nullify effects of the con-
troversial ‘‘broad form’’
mineral deeds.

Broad form deeds are titles to
mineral rights granted by East
Kentucky landowners nearly
100 years ago, before strip-
mining came into existence.
They give their owners the right
to remove coal by any method,
including destruction of the
surface, short of wanton, ar-
bitrary or malicious conduct.

Harris also said that Ken-
tucky surface miners could
almost double their yearly
production if they receive
enough diesel fuel and
necessary supplies.

He said that almost 66 million
tons of strip-mined coal will be
produced in Kentucky by year’s
end—slightly more than half the
state’s total coal output.

He said that under the right
conditions production could
reach 109 million tons “in a
year’s time, contrary to what
has been said by many people.”

Harris said the increase in
output would mean opening new
strip-mine acreage, but said
that does not necessarily mean
new companies.

He said he made the estimate
recently to the U.S. En-
vironmental Protection
Agency, which was inquiring to
assess the national energy
crisis.

The committee decided to
meet early next month to adopt
a report on its findings and
recommendations.

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Court of Appeals Upholds
‘Broad Form’ Deed Again

Frankfort, Ky.—The state Court of
Appeals again has upheld the con-
troversial ‘‘broad form” mineral deed in
an East Kentucky strip-mining case.

The latest case arose in Johnson
County where in 1970, Stembaugh land-
owners Edgar and Lena Stapleton filed
suit against coal operator James R. Rice,
of Nippa, since deceased, for damages
done by Rice’s strip-mining operation on
an adjoining tract.

A Johnson circuit court jury awarded
$3,000 damages to the Stapletons. But the
case was appealed by the administrator
of Rice’s estate.

The high court, in a 5 to 1 decision,
found that rights to the coal under both
the Stapletons’ tract and the adjoining
tract had been conveyed to Rice’s
predecessors under a 1903 deed allowing
the coal owner to use the surface “in all
and any manner that may be deemed
necessary and convenient’’ to recover
the coal.

“The language of the deed that con-
veyed the mineral rights created in the
grantee (the coal owner) a superior right
to the use of the surface for the removal
of the minerals and the surface owner is
not entitled to recover for damage to the
surface . . . except for an arbitrary,
wanton or malicious exercise at the
granted right,” the high court said in an
opinion handed down last Friday.

The appeals court reversed the $3,000
award and directed the circuit court
judge to rule for Rice’s estate unless
there is sufficient evidence at a new trial
to warrant submission to the jury on the
question of whether the damages to the
Stapletons’ land were done in an ar-
bitrary, wanton or malicious manner.

Judges John Palmore, Samuel
Steinfeld, James Milliken, Earl Osborne
and Scott Reed constituted the five-
member majority, while the court’s
newest member, Judge Pleas Jones,
dissented.

Judge James Stephenson, who
presided over the 1971 Johnson circuit
court jury trial as a special judge
(Stephenson was a Pike circuit court
judge at the time), did not take part in
the high court’s decision.

Schools Told
To Save Fuel

Kentucky’s Superintendent of Public
Instruction has urged local school of-
ficials to adopt fuel-saving measures and
to adjust school days to correspond to
daylight hours, should daylight saving
time go into effect year-round.

Dr. Lyman Ginger made these
recommendations in a speech December
10 before the annual conference of the
Kentucky Association of School
Superintendents (KASS) in Louisville.

Ginger warned that any action taken to
ease the energy crisis will bring con-
troversy. For example, there are bound
to be opponents to instituting a four-day
school week, lengthening the school year
or eliminating band trips.

Ginger advised the superintendents to
make decisions most suitable to the
people in their districts.

Besides the energy crisis, Ginger
focused attention on upcoming
educational legislation.

Stating that he felt ‘‘optimistic and
enthusiastic’’ about appropriations for
education from the 1974 General
Assembly, Ginger predicted that
legislators will pass measures funding
vocational education and a 30-year
retirement for teachers, among other
programs.

According to Dr. Ginger, the
legislature will also adopt most of the
recommendations made by the 100-
member Citizens Advisory Council on
school finance. The council wants in-
creased teachers’ salaries and school
construction funds, plus a school aid
program based on cost per pupil rather
than on cost per classroom unit.

Ginger said he could not endorse the
council’s recommendation that local
property taxes be adjusted in order to
equalize spending among Kentucky’s
school districts.

Although he “favors equalization,”
Ginger said he opposes the formula
proposed by the council to carry out the
process.

Denies All Charges

PRESTONSBURG, Ky.—Carl
Horn, Auxier, president of the
local Eagles Club which was
closed by court order earlier
this week, denied yesterday all
charges cited against the club
by Commonwealth Attorney
Harold Stumbo.

Stumbo listed three offenses
against the club, in asking for
an order closing it Monday as a
“public nuisance,’”” which Horn
refuted point by point:

—According to Stumbo, the
club was raided Dec. 8 by local
officers ‘‘and large quantities of
alcoholic beverages were found
on the premises.”

According to Horn, the police
‘“‘broke in and did $500
damages.’’ He said the officers
came in around 10:30 or 11
Saturday morning, that *“‘no one
was in the club which doesn’t
open until 3 pm.” and “a
search warrant was not ser-
ved.”

—Stumbo charged that
“several months ago a fight
occurred and this case is now
pending’’ in the Floyd Circuit
Court.

Horn said that on that oc-
casion, the Eagles had turned
the club over to the Sheriff’s
Association of Eastern Ken-
tucky for a meeting. “We let
them use the building,” he said.
“I was not present and neither
were any other Eagle mem-
bers.”

—According to Stumbo’s
complaint, “in the past, one
man was Kkilled in the Eagles
Club.”

Horn said that happened
three years ago, and that it took
place outside the club building,
on the main highway. “We are

Kentucky State Police have increased
penalties for giving false information on
driver’s license application—a practice
police say is becoming more frequent.
Formerly such offenders received a
citation and were later called into court.
Now those suspected of making false
applications are immediately placed
under arrest and face a sentence of up to
six months in jail and a $500 fine. For the
first 11 months of 1973, 53 such violations
were reported, as compared to 38 over
the same period in 1972,

Gov. Wendell Ford recently met with
Interior Secretary Rogers C. B. Morton
in Washington, D.C. to discuss federal
aid for a coal use program in Kentucky.
Ford also announced that he will propose
an allocation of $7.7 million in state funds
for the coal gasification and liquefication
research and development program.
Ashland 0Oil, Inc. and Texas Gas Tran-
smission Corp may also participate in
projects to turn the state’s coal reserves
into gas and oil products.

In October 1972, nearly 800,000 adulfs
age 35 and over were enrolled in college,
the Labor Department reports.

Boyle Indicted
In Death of 3

Washington, Pa.—Former United Mine
Workers President W. A. (Tony) Boyle
was indicted on murder charges Monday
in the 1969 Kkillings of UMW reformist
Joseph A. (Jock) Yablonski, his wife and
daughter.

The charges were outlined in a three-
page indictment returned by a
Washington county grand jury. Dist.
Atty. Jess Costa said he would begin
extradition proceedings against Boyle
immediately.

Boyle, 70, currently is in protective
custody in a Washington, D. C., hospital,
recovering from a Sept. 24 suicide at-
tempt. He previously had been indicted
on federal conspiracy charges in the
case, and is to stand trial in Pittsburgh on
those charges in February.

The grand jury heard testimony from
only one witness, state police Sgt. Elmer
Shifko, Costa said. Grand jury sessions
are secret, and there was no word of
Shifko’s testimony. But Costa said, ‘‘He
went into things in detail.”

Presumably, however, his testimony
covered a statement from another
alleged participant in the killings,
William Turnblazer, 52, of Middlesboro,
Ky.

Turnblazer formerly was president of
the UMW'’s District 19, embracing parts
of Tennessee and Kentucky. It was
through District 19, the government
alleges, that $20,000 in union money was
funneled to pay for Yablonski’s killing.

In an affidavit accompanying the
earlier state police warrant, Shifko
quoted Turnblazer as saying Boyle
summoned Turnblazer and another
District 19 official, Albert Pass, to a
meeting in Washington, D.C., on June 23,
1969. The affidavit claimed Boyle “‘in-
stigated”” the murder plot at that
meeting.

The government has maintained that
the murder plot first was hatched
because Yablonski was opposing in-
cumbent Boyle for the presidency of the
UMW.

The Yablonskis were killed Dec. 31,
1969, at their home in nearby Clarksville,
three weeks after the election, in which
Yablonski was defeated.

Boyle was unseated in a court-ordered
rerun of that election last year by Arnold
Miller, a Yablonski protege.

If Boyle is convicted, the jury will be
required to determine his degree of guilt.
If first-degree murder is decided upon,
the sentence would be mandatory life
imprisonment.

11-Month Toll
Of Wrecks, 33

As of December 1, motor vehicle
wrecks had claimed the lives of 33
residents of the five-county area served
by the Pikeville post of the Kentucky
State Police, and 1,153 had been injured.
There was no estimate of property loss
resulting from the 1,898 accidents in-
vestigated by state troopers during that
period.

Counties served by the post are Floyd,
Pike, Johnson, Martin and Magoffin.

Drunk driving continued to claim much
of the attention of troopers. During
November, the monthly report released
by Capt. Billie Lykins, post commander,
shows, 101 persons were arrested in the
five counties for this offense. Of these, 25
were arrested in Floyd, 41 in Pike, 13 in
Johnson, 4 in Magoffin and 2 in Martin.

Forty-one accidents were investigated
in this county last month by state police;
92 in Pike, 25 in Johnson, 14 in Magoffin
and 8 in Martin. Criminal arrests in this
county totalled 13. Pike had 63, Johnson
2, Magoffin 6 and Martin 1. Stolen
vehicles recovered during the month:
Floyd 1, Pike 4, Martin 2.

Ordinance No. 73-1

An Ordinance empowering the city of
Martin with the right to remove aban-
doned motor vehicles from the streets
and parking lots of said city and from the
property owned by said city; also, em-
powering said city to dispose of the
abandoned motor vehicles pursuant to
K.R.S. 189.751, as amended by the
Kentucky General Assembly in 1972.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF MARTIN, FLOYD COUNTY,
KENTUCKY, HEREBY ORDAINS AS
FOLLOWS:

SECTION ONE: The city of Martin
hereby makes it unlawful for any person
to leave a motor vehicle upon the city
streets or parking lots or any property
owned by the city under circumstances
indicating abandonment, and said person
shall be fined not less than $25.00, nor
more than $100.00, or imprisoned for not
less than three days nor more than 30
days. A vehicle left upon the city streets,
parking lots, or property owned by the
city for a period of five consecutive days
shall be presumed to be abandoned.

SECTION TWO: The city of Martin,
having jurisdiction over the abandoned
vehicle, shall cause the vehicle to be
removed and disposed, according to
K.R.S. 189.751, (2), K.R.S. 376.275, and
K.R.S. Chapter 393.

SECTION THREE: If any such
vehicle, in the opinion of the city of
Martin or its designated authorities, is
unfit for future use, the city of Martin
may dispose of it immediately in such a
manner as it deems appropriate.

Afield

Can you remember your first gun?
Chances are you can, particularly if it
was a Christmas present from your
parents. For a rifle or shotgun perhaps
means more to a youngster than any gift
he has received before, since it tells him,
even if no words are spoken, how his
father and mother feel about him.

It tells him that they trust him, that
they recognize that he is mature enough
to handle the responsibility of a poten-
tially lethal object. Years later, they may
give the'child a much more deadly gift—
a car or a motorcycle—but that first gun
will always remain in his memory as an
indication that his parents acknowledge
his growning up.

Many cultures have definite ‘‘rites of
passage,”’ rituals where a boy is initiated
into the world of the adult, where he
passes from childhood to maturity.
Giving a gun for Christmas is perhaps
the nearest thing we have to this. A gun
should mean days afield with adult
companions, a father and son hunting
together, getting to know and understand
each other. It is the boy’s pass into the
hunting camp, into the world of men, the
smells and sounds of the woods on a crisp
fall morning and the warmth of a winter
camp fire.

It is also a link with tradition. Many a
father, watching his son on Christmas
morning, may feel a lump in his throat as
he recalls his own father giving him a
first gun for Christmas.

A gun should also be a boy’s in-
troduction to conservation. By joining the
ranks of hunters, he enters a society
which has done more for wildlife than
any other single group. The boy should be
made aware that it is the hunter who
furnishes most of the money for wildlife
research and management, that it was
the hunter who was largely responsible
for halting the wholesale market
slaughter of game in the nineteenth
century and who asked to be taxed by
both state and federal governments so
that wildlife programs could be funded.

Explain to your boy that 11 per cent of
the price of his new gun and of each box
of shells he buys is a federal excise tax
which is returned to the states for wildlife
research, management and land
acquisition. Explain that the money from
his hunting license goes for similar
conservation practices and also helps
pay the salaries of those who work to
protect and manage wildlife. Explain to
him that it is no accident that there are
rabbits, squirrels or deer to hunt, but that
abundant game depends upon careful
management and vigorous enforcement
of wildlife laws.

Do these things and you will instill your
son with both a sense of pride in the
~ accomplishments of the hunter and also a
sense of responsibility toward the game
he hunts. Give him this sense of pride and
of tradition and he will become a good
hunter, one who understands and follows
the precepts of sound wildlife con-
servation.

But above all else, set an example for
your son by your own actions and at-
titudes. Teach him, both by instruction
and by example, to respect his gun and to
handle it safely at all times. Conduct
yourself in an exemplary manner in the
field and he will follow in your footsteps.
Your actions and your attitudes will
speak louder than any parental
pronouncements of ‘‘should” or “‘should

not,”’ and your son will do what you do,
not what you say,

Giving a child a gun for Christmas
places responsibility on the parent and on
the child, and both father and son should
be aware of these responsibilities. Yet a
gun can be the most meaningful gift a
youngster can receive, for it is more than
an object. That long, gift-wrapped box
under the tree contains more than wood
and steel. It contains tradition, pride,
maturity, and accomplishment. It can
contain, in fact, all you want your boy to
become.

This Christmas, the Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources would like to
say best wishes and welcome to all of you
who will receive your first gun. May you

always use it wisely and well.

Consumer Comments

“Join now. Earn hundreds of dollars in
your spare time!”’

This type of sales pitch is seen every
day in newspapers and magazines and it
is one of which consumers should
beware. It may be part of a pyramid
sales program.

In a pyramid sales program the
primary profit-making comes from an
investor recruiting new investors into the
scheme. The recruitor is then promised a
certain percentage of the new in-
vestment.

However, the major portion of this
investment goes to the top of the
pyramid, and the recruitor sees a very
small percentage. Also, investors who
enter the program late find it virtually
impossible to find new prospects to
recruit.

The first people who enter a pyramid
selling scheme are much more able than
the newcomers to sell the product or
recruit investors because the market is
less saturated. Small investors rarely
break even on their investment because
of this market saturation.

Assuming that each individual is to
recruit five new prospects so that the
diagram progresses on the multiple of
five, in 10 “progressions’’ the member of
new prospects would reach 9,765,625.

As the figures show, it is impossible to
become rich because everyone is in-
volved in the same program. The real
money promised is never realized.

Here are a few helpful hints regarding
investments.

—Never invest in any company whose
primary profit-making scheme is the
recruiting of others into the program
before a profit is earned.

—Never sign a paper or contract at a
super-charged promotional sales
meeting.

—Never invest in a product for resale
unless territories are outlined as to
where the product is to be sold by the
individual investors.

shall take of the blood, and strike it on the
two side posts and on the upper door post
of the houses where in they shall eat it.
For I will pass through the land of Egypt
this night and will smite all the first-born
in theland of Egypt, both man and beast:
and against all the Gods of Egypt I will
execute judgement: I am the Lord, and
the blood shall be to you for a token upon
the houses where ye are: And when I see
the blood, I will pass over you, and the
plaque shall not be upon you to destroy
you, when I smite the land of Egypt.”

The first one-year ap-
prenticeship program in the
history of the U. S. Department
of Labor was approved for the
American  Orthotic  and
Prosthetic Association to train
orthotic and  prosthetic
technicians.

Kentucky WIN Program
Gets Added $422,000

Kentucky has received an
additional $422 000 in federal
funds to continue its program to
provide placement or job
training, or both, for persons
now receiving Aid to Families
of Dependent Children (AFDC)
payments.

The U. S. Department of
Labor’s Assistant Regional
Director for Manpower William
U. Norwood, Atlanta, said the
two projects are known as the
Work Incentive Program
(WIN) and offers training
opportunities, job placement
and intensive follow-up and
supportive services to areas
having high concentrations of
welfare recipients.

The projects serve the state of
Kentucky. Federal funds
allocated for periods of 12
months total $422,000.
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WIN training opportunities,
as do training opportunities in
many other federal job training
programs, often serve more
than one person. As the par-
ticipants, through training or
direct placement, move into
regular fulltime employment,
the opportunities are made
available to new participants.

The broad spectrum of ser-
vices is made available, in-
cluding personal and vocational
counseling, child care, orien-

tation, work experience
training, on-the-job training,
job development and

placement, and follow-through
to insure that once the par-
ticipant has a job, he stays on it.

Local WIN programs are
often developed to serve
welfare recipients from multi-
counties, although the WIN
team is in a central location.
Priority is given to welfare
recipients presently enrolled in
work-training programs to
avoid unnecessary gaps and
delays in training.

Eligible for the WIN program
are members of households
receiving aid to families with
dependent children, who are
over the age of 16 and are not in
school full-time. Exceptions are
the sick, the incapacited and the
elderly; those who live too far
away from a WIN center to
make participation practical,
and persons whose continuous
presence in the home is
required because of illness or
incapacity of another member
of the household.

Public Defender Office

Offers Justice For Poor

Frankfort, Ky.—How does a
penniless young girl tear up a
one-way ticket to prison for
breaking and entering and auto
theft?

At 16, Ellen (not her real
name), charged as a first of-
fender, was sentenced to three
years in the girls’ reformaory at
Morehead. When she became
18, she faced a move to the
women’s prison at Peewee
Valley.

With no money to appeal the
sentence, who tore up her ticket
to a bleak future?

Surprisingly enough, it was
the jailer.

Ellen first learned of her
eligibility to re-open the case
through Kentucky's new Office
of the Public Defender. The
public defender was contacted,
the case appealed and Ellen
was released on a writ of habeas
corpus.

Chief Public Defender An-
thony M. ‘“Tony” Wilhoit, a
scholary-looking young lawyer
and former police judge and
county attorney from Ver-
sailles, points out that the
program already is being ap-
plauded as “‘one of the leaders
in the country.”

defender programs exist in the
entire nation, although most
larger cities do have their own
programs, he said. Some
operate on a budget falling far
below actual needs, he added.

In one neighboring state,
having a population well above
that of Kentucky, private at-
torneys assigned by the court to
defend penniless defendants are
compensated by the state from
a meager annual budget of
$250,000.

A very real drawback under

that system arises in that an
assigned lawyer who receives
no fee might prepare as inex-
pensive a defense as possible.

Under Kentucky's new
program, now budgeted to the
tune of more than $2.6 million,
the lot of the penniless defen-
dants facing a court trial and
possible imprisonment has
improved greatly.

Wilhoit, whose gray hair
belies his age, keeps busy
supervising standards for the
statewide program, attending
judicial and legislative con-
ferences and trying cases in
court. Between Jan. 1 and June
30, his staff handled 40 cases at
trial level and introduced ap-
peal processes in yet another 72.

Wilhoit’s staff of six attorneys
also looks into crimes com-
mitted inside the state’s prisons
and reformatories as well as
handling post-conviction
hearings or trials for some of
the state’s 3,000 inmates.

Community opinion about a
person’s guilt may be right nine
out of 10 times, Wilhoit said,
“but that one innocent person
still should have equal rights to
a fair trial, and we’re here to
see that he or she gets it.”

Although there has been a
certain amount of negative
feedback from the public-at-
large, “it’'s been less than 1
would have anticipated,”’ he
added.

Among local public defender
offices which now look to
Wilhoit for funding support and
guidelines, the largest is in
Jefferson county. Numbering
some 12 attorneys and two or
three full-time investigators,
that office joined the state
program after a federal grant
establishing it expired some
months ago.

Other offices include:

—Full-time public defenders
in Warren, Daviess, Boyd and
Johnson counties and four other
districts with public defenders
appointed by Wilhoit.

—Some districts where the
county fiscal court implements
contracts with non-profit
organizations such as legal aid
societies or groups of lawyers
willing to serve on an on-call
basis.

—A few distriets which ap-
point attorneys on a case-by-
case basis with the state paying
fees up to $500.

Wilhoit said that he will ask
the 1974 General Assembly for a
change in funding procedures
which should further improve
over-all effectiveness of the
statewide program.

Currently, funding is based on
the number of circuit court
judges per judicial district.
Wilhoit wants a new funding
formula, based instead on
citizen population per district.

Nearly 9,000 women students
were enrolled in law school in
the fall of 1971—six times the
number enrolled in 1961—the
Women's Bureau reports.
