Runyon Claims 
Court May Not 
Hit Old Deeds 

'lbe Floyd fiscal court cannot under the 
new home rule law enact l4!1isiation to 
I)I'Otest landowners from provisions of the 
old "broad form" deeds under which most 
coal and other mineral rights in this and 
other counties of the region were acquired 
around 75 years ago. 

So said Assistant Attorney General 
<llarles Rwlyon in a lengthy opinion 
received here last week. 'lbe opinion was 
given at the request of County Attorney 
James R. Allen, who had been asked by the 
fllcal court to consult the Attorney General 
about the legality of such an acti011. 

A request for fiscal court action was made 
last year by the Appalachian Research and 
Defense Fund, which is headquartered here, 
on behalf of 150 residents of the Bill Creek 
section and the Floyd County Welfare 
Rights Organization. The court was asked to 
require surface mining operatora to get 
written consent of the landown• before 
augering or stripping coal acquired under 
the old deed. 

'lbe assistant attorney general held that 
such legislation by the fiscal court would be 
IDlCOnstitutional as "an impainnent of 
contract obligations." Runyon alao argued 
that what the fiscal court had considered 
doing "does not reach the conservation issue 
but merely adjusts the economic con­
siderations extending in favor of the private 
surface owners." 

John Rosenburg, head of the office here of 
the Appalachian Research and Defense 
Fund, expressed keen disappointment at the 
opinion. 

Commenting on the language of the 
opinion in which Runyon said, "There is no

Mother of 3 J ai ed 
In Husband's Slaying 
Thirty-two-year~ld Barbara Newsome, of 

Teaberry, faced a possible murder in­
dictment at the hands of the grand jury this 
week after she had allegedly shot and killed 
her husband, Paul Newsome, 33, at their 
home at Teaberry on Mud Q-eek last 
Saturday morning. 

Mrs. Newsome, mother of three children 
whose ages range from 7 to 10, was jailed 
here last Saturday, shortly after the 
shooting of her husband was reported, by 
State Police Detectives Clester D. Potter 
and AI Hensley. Testimony of witnesses was 
beard Monday by the grand jury. 

Newsome, who was employed on a 
poverty program project, was shot one time 
in the region of the heart by a bullet from a 
.25-calibre automatic pistol. Only the victim 
and his wife were in the home when the shot 
was fired, and the woman was quoted as 
saying the shot was fired accidentally while 
her husband and she struggled on a couch. 
Powder bums indicated that the shot was 
fired at close range. 

'lbe children of the couple were at a neigh­
bor's home at the time of the shooting. 
Commonwealth's Attorney Harold J. 
Slumbo said the pistol from which the shot 
wu fired was found on a chair, its 

mechanism jarnnled. 
The couple had had previous trouble. Mrs. 

Newsome herself was shot, reportedly by 
her own hand, last year and her recovery for 
a time was doubtful. They later were 
separated, the wife going to Ohio, neighbors 
said, but later a reconciliation was effected. 

Joining in the investigation at the scene of 
the shooting were the Commonwealth's 
Attorney, County Attorney James R. Allen, 
County Detective Sam Hale, the state 
detectives and State Troopers Rose and 
Cantrell. 

The victim was a son of the late Dewey 
and Haley Jones Newsome and was a native 
of the community where he died. Besides his 
wife, he leaves a son, Lester, and two 
daughters, Malinda and Marlene; six 
trothers and two sisters, James Newsome, 
wraln, 0., Gary, Burnis and Curt 
Newsome, all of Q-aynor, Grady and 
Eugene Newsome, both of Clyde, Ohio, Mrs. 
Marlene Howell, of Q-aynor, and Mrs. 
Phyllis Tackett, of Harold. 

F\d!l'al rites were conducted at 10 a.m. 
Tuesday from the Newsome residence, and 
burial 'Was made in the family cemetery 
under direction of the Hall Brothers Funeral 
Home.

Annexation Move 
For New Allen 
Finds Opposition 

'lbe move recently initiated by the City of 
Allen to annex territory occupied by the 
area known as New Allen met last week with 
opposition from 330 residents of the area 
planned for annexation.

Grand Jury Nearing 
E·nd of Busy Session 

The grand jury of the. Floyd circuit court 
ended its sixth day of work Tuesday, but the 
possibility exists that it will ask additional 
time to complete its investigation of crime. 
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley told the jury, 
earlier iii the term, that any extension of 
time it deSires will be granted. 

No indictments had been reported Tues­
day noon, but when they are some will be of 
a sensational nature, 'lbe Times learned. 

Trial of Sheriff Frank Leslie on a non­
feasance-malfeasance charge lodged 
against him by a previous grand jury, was 
continued Monday because a special judge 
and special prosecutor will serve in the trial. 
'Ibis resulted, it was explained, because a 
tape recording will be used in the trial and 
both Circuit Judge Hollie Conley and 
Commonwealth's Attorney Harold J. 
Stumbo have had it in their possession, thus 
placing them in the role of witnesses.

Attorney A. Dale Bryant, of Jackson, will be 
the prosecutor. 

Second trial of Roy Branham, charged 
with attempting to bribe a public official, 
and the first trial of Virgil Conn, Floyd 
deputy sheriff charged with nonfeasance­
malfeasance, were docketed for Tuesday, 
but it was not known if the hearings will be 
undertaken at this time. A third case, that of 
Martin V. Frazier, accused of striking and 
wounding with intent to kill, was scheduled 
for trial the same day. 

The f1rst murder trial of the term remains 
scheduled for Jan. 15. In this case 73-year­
old Mont Robinette is accused of the slaying 
at West Prestonsburg of his wife, Laura. 
Robinette's attorney, David White, of 
wuisa, recenUy gained court permission to 
have the body of Mrs. Robinette exhumed, 
apparently to determine the type of bullet 
which killed her, but White told Com­
monwealth's Attorney Stumbo this week 
that the Johnson county coroner has refused 
to exhume the body. Mrs. Robinette was 
buried in Johnson county.

Biggest Losers; 
None Arrested 

A number of burglaries in the county 
marred the first week of the new year and 
continued a rash of similar crimes which 
began over the holidays. 

Suffering most heavily from the activity 
of thieves was Wright's Jewelry at Martin 
where the store's entire stock of diamonds 
and watches, valued at $6,500 to $7,000, was 
heisted. Owner Clifford Wright said the 
treak was discovered Thursday night and 
that it appeared the front doors of the shop 
had been forced with a crowbar or similar 
instrument. 

'lbe same night, thieves troke through the 
glass doors of Reid's Pharmacy, also in 
Martin, and stole a large quantity of nar­
cotics and amphetamines ("speed"). 
Location and closeness in time of the two 
crimes aroused speculation that they may 
have been perpetrated by the same person 
or persons. 

Earlier in the week, locks on the doors of 
Rice's Gulf Station at Garrett were pried 
loose and an estimated $1,400 in tires, tape 
players and tapes, auto parts and some cash 
was taken. 

In another incident last week, the Calvin 
Reynolds family, returning to their home on 
the Henson Branch of Clear Fork, 
discovered that the house had been entered 
and various items, including a television set, 
had been lifted. 

State Detective Clester Potter and County 
Detective Sam Hale have as yet uncovered 
no definite evidence as to the identity of 
those responsible for the breaks. 

Vandalism committed Olristmas week at 
Allen Central high school and at Clark 
Elementary as well as an earlier case of 
treaking, entering, and setting fire to the 
principal's office at Prestonsburg high 
school, prompted the Floyd County Board of 
Education this week to post a reward of 
$500.00 for information leading to the arrest 
and conviction of those responsible. 
Damages incurred in these incidents total 
$9,500. 

Burglars who at Olristmastime broke into 
Goebel's Discount Store here, getting away 
with some $2-3,000 worth of merchandise 
had not, as of Tuesday, been apprehended.

New State Law 
On Compensation 
Worries Court 

Operators of coal mines are not alone in 
their concern about the effects of the new 
Kentucky Workmen's Compensation Act. 

The Floyd fiscal court is having its 
worries, too. 

Although the new rates had not been 
issued last week, mineowners fear a 
situation which will make operation im­
possible, particularly for the smaller mines, 
and which will place Kentucky coal at a 
disadvantage competitively with coal from 
other states. 

The fiscal court concern stems from a 
meeting last week at which Jack I. 
Branham, head of the Big Sandy Insurance 
Agency, Martin, pointed out provisions of 
the new compensation law to the 
magistrates, County Judge Henry Stumbo 
and County Attorney James R. Allen. 

'lbe Workmen's Compensation Act voted 
by the 1972 General Assembly and effective 
Jan. 1, this year, provides, Mr. Branham 
pointed out, that all county employees, 
including county officials and their 
assistants or clerical help, must be insured. 

If that includes deputy sheriffs, both 
Judge Stumbo and County Attorney Allen 
said, the county will find it difficult to cover 
the bill. Mr. Allen will ask the Attorney 
General for an opinion. 

'lbe number of deputy sheriffs and the risk 
element involved in their work could make 
compensation for them a heavy expense to 
the county, it is held. Branham said the 
rates on other officials and their assistants 
would probably be low.

Walter Qlilders, head of the Colonial Coal 
Co., said last week that it was not clear why 
he or his company were mentioned in 
connection with the recent action of the 
Floyd fiscal court to restrict truck weights 
on the Daniels creek road to 10 tons.

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One Faint Hope Remains 
The Times takes due recognition of the fact that any inveighing it 

may do against the "broad form" deed and its injustices is, in effect, 
not a great deal more than an exercise in English composition or an 
exercise of free and slightty intemperate speech. In short, what we 
print will not achieve much, and we know it. 

The cards are stacked. Home rule, the Attorney General's office 
says, does not empower a fiscal court to take a hand in human, if not 
civil, rights. The sad fact remains that the owner of the land owns it 
as long as his ownership does not conflict with the ownership·of the 
more valuable mineral rights underlying those acres. 

The state's highest court holds that those old deeds conveyed a 
right which the buyer did not even attempt to acquire-the right to 
mine coal by a method undreamed of at the time the transaction was 
consummated. 

Then shall we surrender? Not yet. 
There is something that can be done. The man who lives on land 

that he calls his own and who farms the surface and pays the taxes 
on land that later may be ravaged over all his protests has one 
glimmer of hope remaining. 

And that is that the legislators of this state will take the matter into 
their hands and enact a law outlawing surface mining. 

A Law, Not the Full Answer 
When Governor Rockefeller of New York called on the lawmakers 

of his state, the other day, to enact the most severe anti-narcotics 
legislation, the applause was thunderous. And we mentally clapped 
hands. 

Recognizing the fact that the drug situation is not improved, but is 
worsening, he called for a law which would make mandatory a life 
prison term, without hope of probation, parole or pardon, for all who 
are convicted as "pushers·" of hard drugs. 

We think harsh action such as this must be taken across America if 
even the smallest hamlet is to escape the violent crime engendered 
by the insatiable demand for money which drug addiction creates, 
not to mention the misery to be visited upon all who become enslaved 
to narcotics. 

But there is a weakness which even such a law cannot overcome, 
and that is the·weakness of those who sit on trial juries. Still to be 
overcome will be that weak, timorous thinking which too often 
besets the men and women who sit in jury boxes. Many of these will 
squeamishly reason that the penalty is too severe, that the criminal 
who sold those drugs should have another chance, that he might be 
rehabilitated, and so on. 

Here in this county there has in recent years been an example of 
such silly thinking and weak citizenship. Kentucky has an excellent 
law against the carrying of concealed deadly weapons: a pen term 
for the individual convicted of that offense. It was a law aimed at 
attack and murder. 

When the law fir:sf became effec.tJ.ve officers cracked down. Men 
caught with concealed firearms on their persons were arrested, 
their offenses reported, indictments made. And juries did their duty. 
Gun-toters went to state prison. The murder rate dropped. 

Then came the insidious argument ... "lt's too hard on the poor 
fellow." Arrests slowed, indictments became fewer. How long has it 
been now since a Floyd county man served a prison term for hiding 
on his person the means of taking the life of another human? 

No, a law on the books is not the full answer. But it is a part of it. 

"Mud-Trap" 
(Aa editorial Ia Happy Hwdblg Groaad) 

In a recent address before tbe Audubon Society in Frankfort, author· 
conservationist Harry M. Caudill questioned the sanity of spending 153.5 million-the 
federal income taxes of 80,000 families in the $10,000-a-year-bracket-for construction 
of a lake to "fill with mud and poisonous water." 

He referred to four U. S. Corps of Engineers lakes in the Big Sandy River basin (one 
of them, Fisbtrap Reservoir, is in Kentucky; silting in from mining operations and 
also to the increasing amoWtt of minerals found in Kentucky waters as a result uf 
mining. 

Fow-year-old Fisbtrap Reservoir was projected by the U.S. Corps of Engineers to 
have a life of 100 years. The Engineers now concede the lake is being silted so rapidly 
that its life span is more like 11 years. And so we've spent 153.5 million for 11 years of 
floockontrol and low-grade recreation. 

And the end is not in sight. 
. What will happen to Dewey Lake wbich lies in John's Creek watershed, site of 

recently-increased strip mining. 
What about the proposed Martins Fork Reservoir or Carr Fort Reservoir? 
Will we spend our money and, as Mr. Caudill wonders, "send ow people as 

strangers to diatant places" so we can flood their homes to make lakes to ftll with 
mud? 

We think not. We should first solve the problem of Fisbtrap--practically and 
legally .:....before we make further invesbnent of our money, ow people and our land.

VALUABLE TREES FOR WILD LIFE 
The AMERICAN BEECH. For its great 

role in feeding many kinds of wild life, the 
beech shoald be protected wherever found. 
Large landowners sometimes make the sad 
mistake of having their beeches 
"deadened;" that is. a man goes to each 
tree and belts it, cutting a ring around the 
bart, which eventually kills the ,tree. They 
claim they want to eHminate the beeches so 
that the oaks, yellow poplars and others will 
have a better chance. 

to make cherry wine, brandies, cordials and 
cherry bowtee. Many different kinds of 
Uleful medicines, such as cough syrup and 
tonica are made from the bark of wild 
cherry; it has a pleasant, almond flavor. 
The berries and bark were once used in the 
making of rwn--bence, the name "rwn 
cherry." The wood is rated in value next to 
that of mahogany or black walnut; it is 
mainly used in making veneer for fine 
furniture.

But what tree can take the place of the 
beech? It fattens up the squirrels and coons 
in autumn; it feeds the grouse and wild 
turkeys, the bear and the fox. I can 
remember wben the old settlers of our 
region, who always raised plenty of hogs to

supply the family's needs, would tW'Il out 
their hogs every fall to fatten on the "beech 
mast." The hogs roamed far and wide, 
feasting under the beeches until they got 
seal-fat. Their Desh was made tender and of 
good Davor from eating so many beech nuts. 
As long as the oily and delicious nuts lasted, 
the hogs would eat nothing else and they ate 
so many nuts that the fuzz inside the hull 
often collected in their stomachs, forming a 
small, round ball, hard as wood. I 
remember bow my grandmother showed me 
one of these 1111all, hardened balls and had a 
superstitious fear of it, calling it a "witch's 
ball.'' She showed me a small indentation on 
the leg of the hog, saying, "This is where the 
devils entered the swine when Ouist cut 
them out of the wild man." But I used the 
litUe ba1la for marbles and never had mucb 
fear of them. 

The wild cherry merits our best care and 
IX'otection; it transplants well and grows 
fast, becoming tall and slender in the forest. 
The wild cherry should be more widely 
planted in reforestation and reclamation 
projects. The sheer-white blooms are for­
med in graceful clusters which hang down 
on the tree and give it a colorful springtime 
decoration.

Schoolchildren used to walk to scbool and 
in the fall they often stopped under the bic. 
_sprawling beeches along the road to gather 
the beeclmuts to eat. The boys used them lor 
"pocket money," trading them for penclla 
and other school supplies. Each large beech 
often bore several bushels of nuts. The 
beechnuts are the choice food of wild 
turkeys and gray squirrels; where tbe 

· beeches have been destroyed these wild 
creatures often starve out. The beech is also 
noted for having large hollows in the trunk, 
or in the boughs, which nature provides as 
homes for birds and other wild creatures; 
even the hollow-sided beeches should be 
spared for this reason. 

The beech is a sleek, handsome tree, with 
gray bark which fits it snugly and often 
shows white spots as decoration; these spots 
are due to fungus being established on the 
bark. The winter buds are long, slender, 
golden brown and decorate the winter tree; 
Thoreau called beech buds the "spearheads 
of spring." When the slender buds swell and 
burst open in spring to release the new-born 
leaves, the bud scales Dutter down like the 
wings of moths; this is called the "spring 
bud-scale fall." The brown scales are 
gathered by carpenter ants and carried to 
their dens, for use as decoration.

.;n alerted public and responsive 
government have effectively worked 
together to combat the con-men, shyster, 
disreputable businessman and those who 
utilize false and deceptive acts and prac­
t· .1ces. 

One vital area of vicious perpetration is 
referral sales. This scheme is used mainly 
by door-to-<loor salesmen in the home 
improvement or appliance line. Here's how 
it works. 

A salesman knocks on your door and asks 
if he may demonstrate the latest product in 
vacuum cleaners, for instance. Then, after a 
usually convincing demonstration, he trys 
to sell you his product. 

You are promised a commission or credit 
on your purchase price for other sales you 
help the salesman make or for each 
prospective customer that you refer to the 
salesman who observes a demonstration. 
Often you are convinced that the value of 
the "referrals" will more than cover your 
purchase and that you will end up paying 
nothing. 

However, consumers are almost never 
able to pay for their product by referrals. 
They usually end up owning the full price 
for the product or service they thought they 
were receiving free. 

Now, however, there is a new law on 
referral selling. The new Referral Selling 
and Sales Law prohibits referral sales 
techniques by salesmen. 

Our new Consumer Protection Laws can 
protect you to a certain point, but to make 
our laws work to the fullest extent, you, the 
consumer, must participate. How? By·

Wells Comments On Blow to REA, 
Questions Loan Veto's Legality 

Dempsey Is Named 
Project Coordinator 
For 5-County Area "It is my opinion that the recent can­

cellation of the REA direct loan program for 
electric distribution systems is both in­
consistent with the expressed will of 
Congress and questionable as to its 
legality." That was the reaction of Bill 
Wells, manager of Big Sandy Rural Electric 
Cooperative, to the announcement by the 
Administration that low-interest REA loans 
will be replaced by insured and guaranteed 
loans at a substantially higher interest rate. 

The announcement of the termination of 
the direct loan program came December 29 
at the beginning of the long New Year's 
holiday week-end and the effective date of 
the changes was January 1. 

Magistrate Wells also pointed out that the 
cancellation of the REA direct loan program 
raises several serious questions for the 
nation as a whole as well as for rural elec­
trice. "REA was established by Congress as 
a direct loan program," he said, "and has 
been making such loans from 
Congressionally appropriated loan funds 
since 1936. To abolish such a program 
overnight by Executive Order raises a 
serious question of the President's legal 
authority to repudiate established Acts of 
Congress." Mr. Wells added, "Today, it's 
REA; who knows what it might be 
tomorrow." 

Another aspect of the cancellation that is 
disturbing to rural electrics, according to 
Mr. Wells, is the possibility of other drastic 
changes in the rural electric loan program. 
He says, " If the old program can be changed 
so quickly, easily and drastically by 
Executive Order, what assurance do we 
have that this program won't be turned 
around again next year, or by the next 
Administration?" Mr. Wells points out that 
this present situation makes it impossible to 
make responsible and reliable plans for 
financing future growth of the cooperative. 

In addition, Mr. Wells says that the higher 
interest rates for the loan funds under the 
new program will obviously be reflected in 
higher electric rates in the future, and this is 
inconsistent with the Administration's 
announced intent to curb inflation. As more 
and more money is borrowed at the higher 
rate, it will become impossible to hold the 
line on rates to consumers. 

It is estimated that it will take two to six 
months to be sure of all of the details of the 
new program or its full effects on the 
operations of rural electrics. Later this 
month, Big Sandy RECC will send a 
delegation to Washington, D. C., to meet 
with REA officials, members of Congress 
and other rural electric personnel from 
throughout the nation. The purpose of that 
meeting will be to determine what the ef­
fects of the new program will be and what 
course of action will be appropriate for the 
cooperatives to take. 

"During the last session of Congress the 
President asked for authority to limit 

spending as he saw fit to the $250-billion 
level and for authority to reorganize 
government in a manner to be determined 
by him. Both requests were refused, but 
indications are that he is doing it anyway," 
said Wells. 

" Agriculture and rural-oriented 
programs have been the initial target of 
these administrative actions and this brings 
to a total of $838-million that will have been 
removed from these rural programs alone. 
This action means that the rural electric co­
ops will have to pay more than double the 
interest on borrowed funds, and there is only 
one place it can come from-the consumer."

New Law Requires 
Use of 'Slow' Tags 

Frankfort, Ky.-National traffic safety 
experts call it the "fanny flag." 

But a more conservative Kentucky 
Department of Public Safety calls it the 
"slow moving vehicle" sign and warns that, 
effective Jan. 1, it must be displayed on the 
rear of all Kentucky-registered vehicles. 

The edict applies to all used and new 
vehicles which are incapable of speeds 
greater than 25 miles per hour on the high­
way, and violators will face a fine of $10 to 
$25. 

The emblem already has been in use for 
two years in Kentucky, but until now the law 
applied only to newly-purchased vehicles. 
The change in the law was spelled out in 
legislation enacted by the 1972 General 
Assembly. 

The sign is a fluorescent yellow-orange 
triangle with a dark red border. 

The term, "slow moving vehicle," in­
cludes farm machinery, horse-drawn 
wagons and highway maintenance equip­
ment.

Now Serving 30,000 in Area

CIS, the Computerized Information 

System co-sponsored by the Eastern Ken­
tucky Education Development Corporation, 
Title III, ESEA, of Ashland, and the State 
Department of Education Guidance 
Division, went on-line for full im­
plementation last Thursday. 

Announcement of the program's im­
plementation, along with five special 
orientation workshops to be held next week, 
was made by EKEDC Director Edwin R. 
Jones and CIS Coordinator Mrs. Steve 
Points. 

"We are very proud to announce that 30 
Eastern Kentucky school districts are 
moving ahead with a new thrust in 
education, known as the Computerized 
Information System," Jones said. 

The purpose of this new program, a free 
service available to approximately 30,000 
seventh through twelfth grade students in 
Region VII (Eastern Kentucky), will be to 
provide them with reliable and up-to-date 
vocational and educational information. 

Jones added that CIS will also serve 
community colleges and the Federal Youth 
Center. 

In order that participating school districts 
fully understand the innovative vocational 
and vocational guidance program and ob­
tain materials for its use and im­
plementation, five workshops will also be 
held during the week of January 8-12. 

According to Mrs. Points, the workshop 
dates and places are: 

Monday, January 8 at 10:30 a.m. -
Morehead, Holiday Inn; January 9 at 11 

a.m. - Pikeville, Landmark Restaurant; 
January 10 at 10:30 a.m. - Maysville, 
Maysville Community College; January 11 
at 10:30 a.m. - Ashland, Holy Family Rec­
tory; January 12 at 1 p.m. - Prestonsburg, 
Floyd county Superintendent's office. 

"At these workshops, we will pass out the 
necessary catalogues and inquiry forms and 
answer any last minute questions, and also 
assist the individual districts in utilizing the 
correct procedures for processing student 
requests for information," Mrs. Points said. 

CIS was developed as the result of the 
foresight, planning and work of Superin­
tendents and guidance counselors in Region 
VII, who saw the need for better guidance 
services in Eastern Kentucky. 

The current CIS program, known as 
Phase I, involves the following vocational 
and educational information: 

Occupational: ( 1) Catalogues with 450 
occupational briefs (50 words each) are 
placed in each school for student use. (2) 
Student uses catalogue to make request and 
gets 300-word print-out of detailed oc­
cupational information from the computer. 

Education: Student can obtain in­
formation on three specific colleges and 
universities; or, the student can set 
parameters on collegiate needs, and the 
computer does the choosing from 1,300 
colleges and universities to find those 
schools best suited for the student. 

All inquiry requests in Phase I will be 
returned by mail, and information will be 
updated constantly. 

The following components will also soon 
be added to Phase I: Local occupational

modem-day fishermen are not 
as aware of these areas as were 
their fathers. 

These nearby "hotspots" are 
smaller streams that abotmd in 
the commonwealth. In fact, 
Kentucky has some 13,000 miles 
of rtmning water and is second 
only to Alaska in this rich 
natural resource. 

Depending upon the time, of 
course, these streams may be 
high and muddy, but in a few 
days they will again clear. 

In Central Kentucky, for 
example, there are many fine 
streams on which to Spend a 
quiet day. Streams such as 
Elkhorn, Benson, Stoner, Paint 
Lick, Silver, Hanging Fork and 
other creeks that rtm into larger 
rivers give up good strings of 
fine fish, as do Dix, Olaplin and 
Salt Rivers. 

Many of these streams will 
pi-oduce strings of black bass, 
crappie, SWlfJ.sh, sucker and 
catfish at this time, especially 
for those who will use lively 
minnows, earthworms or 
nightcrawlers. 

For the most part, those 
fishing these areas are bank 
fishermen who often build a 
small fire close to the stream's 
edge to keep away the cold and 
then fish in eddy areas or 
arotmd drift piles. 

Those fishing with lively 
minnows arotmd drift generally 
harvest crappie as well as black 
bass, while those who fish on the 
boUoms of the eddies with 
worms will take bass, stmfish, 
catfish and suckers. 

The rigging for the minnow 
drift fishermen may well be a 
couple of cane poles with corks, 
hook, line and sinkers while 
those fishing the eddies could 
well use any rod and reel 
combination. For the most part, 
those fishing on the bottom will 
not use a cork and only a small 
sinker. 

There are places where a dam 
or over-flow drain may be 
nmning water and those who 
have knowledge of such places 
may cast live nightcrawlers and 
Boat the tempting morsel just 
inches off the bottom. tbis 
tumbling, natural bait will go 
down with the current and then 
drift back up the eddy. 

In such a spot on Salt River 
last winter, a local fisherman 
caught at least five black bass 
per trip and over a period of 60 
days landed trl bass, several of 
which tipped the scales above 
four potmds.

be today's trend toward cam­
ping, fishing and hunting has 
resulted from a generation that 
has learned in the classroom 
how to enjoy this type of 
vacation? 

More than 100,000 Kentucky 
yotmgsters learn every year 
how to safely "get away from it 
all", through the state 
Department of Fish and 
Wildlife's school lecture 
program. 

Since the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife is now offering this 
knowledge to a second 
generation, it is possible that 
those first students who par­
ticipated in the program in 1945 
might well be Kentucky's avid 
htmters, fishers and campers of 
today. 

The department's monthly 
classroom sessions offer lecture 
and slide presentations on 
camping, htmting, fishing and 
gun and water safety, as well as 
providing an opportunity for a 
week of actual camping ex­
perience. 

Fonnerly the program was 
aimed at students in the sixth, 
seventh and eighth grades. This 
fonnula was discarded in an 
effort to bring more thorough 
instruction to those students in 
their formative years-at the 
fifth and sixth grade levels. 
Lesson plans are updated each 
year to coincide with students' 
changing interests, such as this 
year's October topic "Forests­
Their Effect on My Local En­
vironment." 

Courses are "very different 
from material fotmd in text­
books," says James Gilpin, 
director of the Division of 
Conservation Education in the 
Fish and W'lldlife Department. 

This year, 1254 separate 
classes are in operation, 
reaching 107,757 Kentucky 
students. This is an increase of 
128 classes and 18,601 students 
over last year. 

A staff of 19 wildlife con­
servation education super­
visors teach the classes. Each 
instructor averages 65 classes 
per month. 

Camping sessions are divided 
into six weeks for boys and four 
weeks for girls. Cost to the child 
is $16.50 plus transportation. 

Camp sites are in three 
locations, providing access 
from every county in Kentucky. 
They are: Camp Earl Wallace 
on Cmnberland Lake, which 
accomodates 275 students 
weekly; Camp Robert Webb on 
Grayson Reservoir, providing 
space for 150 per week; and 
Camp John Currie on Kentucky 
Lake with a weekly capacity of

Frankfort, Ky.-Thomas Harris, com­

missioner of the newly-created state 
Department of Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection, feels he has good 
reason to look forward to 1973 since his ef­
forts for better strip-mine reclamation are 
bearing fruit. 

Harris initiated several efforts to improve 
reclamation last year while heading the now 
defunct Department of Natural Resources. 

Only three shut-downs of stripping 
operations have been ordered since Sep­
tember, Harris said. That compares with 30 
shut-downs between June and September. 

Many strip-mine operators purchased 
hydro-seeders and began in September and 
October to catch up with grading and 
seeding work. "I believe more seed was 
sown during that period than in any two 
years prior to that time," Harris said. 

Harris has personally made field trips to 
strip-mine areas and is pleased with what he 
has seen. "I am happy to report we have the 
cooperation of a great many strip-mine 
operators in Kentucky in making an honest 
and concerted effort to do a better job of 
reclamation." 

In order to aid operators, the old Natural 
Resources Department recently completed 
a handbook that includes all laws and 
regulations passed by the General 
Assembly, as well as regulations filed by the 
department.

The handbook also provides instructions 
on ways to prepare land, proper grading, 
how to figure allowable bench width based 
on the degree of the slope, step by step 
guidelines for construction of sediment 
basins and other pertinent information on 
mining and reclamation that might be 
helpful to operators. 

"I feel confident this will be a great deal of 
help to them (the operators) and eliminate 
a lot of confusion and misunderstanding that 
may have prevailed," Harris said. 

Harris expressed special pride in the 
reclamation progress because he gave it 
priority last June after discovering the 
Natural Resources Department was holding 
$3.5 million in reclamation guarantee bonds 
in default. He and Gov. Wendell Ford moved 
to correct that problem, ordering those 
operators involved to comply with 
reclamation requirements or forfeit their 
bonds. 

The commissioner then began a series of 
field trips to follow up on phone calls and 
letters expressing fears of floods from strip­
mine silt basins. 

Harris' field visits resulted in the drafting 
of a new regulation limiting the height of 
basin dams to 20 feet, and even lower if the 
department feels such a height would be 
hazardous. 

"I felt this represented a threat and a 
continuous worry I did not want on my 
shoulders, nor did I feel residents living 
below these dams should have it on their 
shoulders," Harris said. 

The commissioner also promoted a 
regulation that shortens the time allowed to 
accomplish seeding. Formerly the time 
could extend to as much as four years, but 
now must be completed within four months. 
This requirement brings about quicker 
vegetation, thus reducing the threat of 
erosion. 

The new regulation also sets minimum 
pounds of seed per acre and the time of year 
in which seeding should be done. Also 
established are minimum requirements for 
fertilizer and lime applications, with soil 
tests to determine the actual amounts 
heeded. 

The state has issued approximately 1000 
strip-mine permits over the past few years, 
covering approximately 24,000 acres. The 
number of permits has decreased in the past 
12 months, but the amount of acreage has 
not varied, indicating that larger operators 
are expanding as smaller operations sut 
down, Harris said. 

New Law Increases 
Benefits for Vets 

A new law passed by Congress this year 
will provide some eligible veterans with 
increased benefits, according to Brady A. 
Miracle, director of the Governor's 
Alliance for Jobs for Veterans. 

The alliance is composed of government, 
business, labor and service organizations. 

Miracle said participants in VA on-the­
job and apprenticeship training programs 
will now receive up to $160 per month as a 
supplement to their salaries. 

Full time students with no dependents will 
receive $220 per month, and those with 
dependents will receive progressively 
larger amounts according to the number of 
dependents they have. 

The new benefits will be provided under 
the Vietnam Era Veteran's Readjustment 
Assistance Act of 1972. The law authorizes 
benefit payments at the beginning of each 
month instead of at the end, a provision 
expected to be of financial advantage to 
veterans enrolled in school or training 
programs, Miracle said. 

Veterans taking advantage of the on-the­
job training or apprenticeship provisions 
receive salary supplements from the 
Veterans Administration while completing 
training for an occupation, and receive pay 
from employers as well. 

An additional "work study" allowance is 
available for veterans who perform 100 
hours of work at Veterans Administration 
offices, in conjunction with periods of 
educational or training enrollment. 

Miracle said interested Veterans, or 
prospective employers, should contact 
their local VA office for details.
