Lowest Bid
Is $348,490

Bradley & Powers

To Build Addition;
Title I in Doubt

The construction firm of Bradley &
Powers, of Paintsville, is the apparent
low bidder on construction of the delayed
additionto the Garth Vocational School, it
was said after bidders from six con-
tractors were opened Saturday by the
Floyd County Board of Education.

Bradley & Powers' bid of $348,490 is
approximately $20,000 below the lowest
bid offered al an earlier advertising of
the project. The lower figure resulted
from a changein the wage rate set by the
Kentucky Department of Labor after a
hearing held here.

Appalachian Regional Commission
funds totalling $200,000 will go into the
Garth project.

Although Title I teeachers were em-
ployed Saturday, complete funding
remains in doubt, Supt. Charles Clark
said.Most of the teachers employed for
Title 1 work are on tenure, and if the
program is not fully funded some of these
will of necessity be transferred to regular
teaching posts and will take the place of
non-tenure teachers. If Title I funding
fails to materialize altogether, as many
as 40 positions could be affected.

The board of education approved a
contract with the state Department of
Economic Security for a possible 22 job
“slots” for high school students under
revenue sharing, the state department to
administer the program. This is
regarded as a '‘stop-gap’ measure to
mitigate the loss of the NYC prog.am
which benefitted students in need of
financial support.

“Places Where People Grow”
Planned Near New Hospital

Begun in a small greenhouse at Flat
Gap, Mountain Comprehensive Care
Center's Greenhouse Training Project
offers a new opportunity for development
of the area’'s mildly retarded, and for this
reasonis referred to by project leaders as
*“a place where people grow,"”

Barely four months old, the program is
designed to emphasize each step in the
development of the individual from
initial contact with the agency to possible
job placement. Training Supervisor
Chalmer Howard, explained that many
people who are “mildly or moderately
developmentally disabled” are made to
believe in their daily experiences that
they are nol capable or fit to work at
productive jobs or to accept any degree
of responsibility. The project is designed
to encourage these people and develop an
awareness of their own capabilities,

“We want to encourage and develop a
greenhouse industry in the area,"
Howard said, ‘“‘and then place our
trainees when possible." He said this
area, with its natural gas supply and a
relatively poor potential for open land
farming, is particularly well-suited to
greenhouse projects. ‘‘But,'' he em-
phasized, “‘our trainees could just as
easily be placed in a service station, for
example.”

The project presently accomodates 12
trainees from Floyd, Johnson, and
Magoffin counties. These trainees are
involved in 12 inter-related
segments of the program, including
operaton and maintenance of light
banks; participation in  work
cooperatives and home projects; hor-
ticultural training; training in care and

Jenny Wiley Launches
Own Litterbug Fight

The Kentucky Department of Parks is
considering pitching into the national
"Pitch In"' anti-litter program, and in the
meantime such a program is already
under way at Jenny Wiley State Park.

Buzz Ryland, assistant park manager,
said the early move here is not designed
to “‘beat the gun'' but that the need at
Jenny Wiley State Park is such that
waiting for the system-wide effort would
be a waste of time,

Mr. Ryland has enlisted the
cooperation of Mayor George P. Archer,
County Judge Henry Stumbo, County
Attorney James R. Allen and other of-
ficials. Mayor Archer said he will initiate
an anti-litter program at Archer Park
here to coincide with the effort at Jenny
Wiley.

**We hope to get the entire county in-
volved,” Ryland said. ‘“This is no one-
day or one-week program. It will be a
summer-long cleanup and beautification
effort."

The assistant park manager said the
anti-litter program at the park is getting
down to cases, to begin with. For in-
stance: There already have been
arrested by park rangers for alleged

littering. More arrests are to follow, and
all will be publicized, he said.

Hopefully, more litter bags will be
available for use at the state park. Trash
cans are there, and more may be added,
but the supply has a high casuaalty rate
as the result of vandalism, signs en-
couraging visitors to the park to keep the
surroundings clear of waste materials
will be posted. The park will enlist the
help of both Boy and Girl Scouts.

Within the next two weeks a meeting of
officials—park, city and county—will be
held for a discussion of problems.

Two May Lodge guests were arrested
by park rangers last week for vandalism.
Rest rooms at the Stratton Branch
recreation area were partially wrecked
recently, but the vandals have not been
identified. Dewey Lake ilself has within
the week been the receptacle of a wide
assortment of litter—beer and soft drink
cans, plastic jugs, paper and the like.

Conservation Officer Dalton Ray
Conley made the first littering arrests of
the season a few days ago at the lake.
More are to follow, those determined to
clean up the area hve decided.

Has First ‘“‘Customer”’

Limited water service was begun
recently by the new Beaver Elkhorn
Water District when it supplied water to
the new Allen Central high school at
Eastern in the closing days of the term,
and the entire 82-mile-long system is due
for operation by Oct. 31, J. C. Wells, of
Wayland, chairman of the district, said
this week.

The $2,790,000 project is said to be the
longest rural water system in Kentucky.
Mr. Wells said 1,000 customers are ex-
pected for the system by completion
date. Approximately 500 have already
signed for service, and a canvass of both
Right and Left Beaver Creeks is being
initiated to give every householder and
business an opportunity to contract for
connection at the basic $25 charge, which

15 refundable,

Customers who fail to contract for
service before the initial tap-on period
elapses will pay a minimum of $75, which
is not refundable, Mr. Wells said.

Water drawn from the Big Sandy at
Allen and treated at the district’s $600,000
plant there was pumped to the Eastern
school, a distance of about 10 miles. An
effort is now being made to establish
water service at the McDowell Ap-

palachian Regional Hospital and the
Golden Years Rest Home at Lackey.

The huge water project, planning for
which was initiated by Wells seven years
ago, will extend to Hi Hat on Left Beaver
Creek and to Steele's Creek, near
Wayland, on Right Beaver. Mains are
now being tied together.Uncompleted
gaps remain to be closed at Lackey and
Glo on Right Beaver Creek and in the
upper section of Left Beaver.

The system’s water plant at Allen has a
daily capacity of a million gallons.
Preliminary engineering has been done
in anticipation of possible service by the
waler district to Weeksbury and Melvin
if 75 percent of the potential customers in
these communities contract for service.
Wells said the Beaver Elkhorn system
will also have a water supply adequate to
serve Wheelwright if the system there
has trouble with its present water source,

A sewage disposal system considered a
necessary adjunct to water distribution
is also being sought for the two Beaver
Creeks, Wells said. An application has
been filed for a $4,289,000 Environmental
Protection Administration (EPA) grant,
which would be 75 percent of the
estimated cost of sewers and disposal
plants.

The Floyd County Board of Education
may have done its biggest single day’s
work of the year last Saturday when, in
addition to letting a major construction
contract and handling other affairs of
business, it employed 456 teachers and
supervisors for the coming school term.
The new list of teachers involves no big
changes, and the changes that there are
resulted from promotions and
resignations.

Wilburn **Shorty™ Jamerson is the new
principal of Wheelwright high school,
filling the vacancy created when Ronald
Turner moved from that pesition to
become Title I director. Sammy Elmer
Wells asked to be relieved of his duties as
assistant principal of the Prestonsburg
elementary school sothat he could return
to classroom teaching, and Frank
Stewart, Prestonsburg high school
science teacher, was named as his suc-
cesssor, Russell Mont Frazier succeeds
Danny Branson as assistant principal at
Betsy Layne. Mr. Branson will fill the
science teaching post vacated here by
Frank Stewart.

3-Vote Margin
Is Unaffected
By Recounting

The last tabulation of the Floyd county
primary vole was not completed till
Monday morning when a recount of the
absentee ballots was made.

This recount and Saturday’s recheck of
the voting machines in the Democratic
races for Representative, Sheriff and
District 3 Magistrate made no change in
the overall results.

The one race watched with intense
interest was in District 3 where Leroy
Akers led Eddie Caudill, incumbent, for
magistrate by only three votes. The
recount made no difference in the vote
between the two.

Although a *'big’" winner in his race for
the Democratic nomination for Sheriff,
Joe W. Lewis asked a recount of Toler
precinet after learning that he had
received 100 more votes there than had
been reported. "I felt that what the
people wanted to say by their votes
should be recorded right,” he explained
after requesting the recount,

And the recount of the precinct showed
that Lewis' vote there should have been
161 instead of the 61 originally listed.

Other recount results:

In Arkansas precinct, James *‘Jitter"
Allen received 78 instead of 76 votes for
Representative in Legislative District 95,

Jimmy “Gabe” Turner, Democratic
candidate for Sheriff, received 20 votes in
Weeksbury precinct instead of the 2
originally reported.

Allen Taylor, Democrat, received 16
votes rather than the reported 6 for
Sheriff in Melvin precinet.

In the absentee vote recount, Joe
Wheeler Lewis received 17 votes in
District 4.instead of the 16 reported, and
his nearest opponent, Henry C. Hale,
received 11 votes instead of the reported
9.

Ratliff Quitting
Schools Position
After 21 Years

Wayne Ratliff has resigned the post of
assistant superintendent of Floyd county
schools after 21 years' service in that
position under two county school ad-
ministrations.

Mr. Ratliff's resignation becomes
effective No. 1, and till that time he will
remain as a halftime consultant, helping
Lo acquaint his successor, Ray Brackett,
of Allen, with the intricacies of a $4
million school budget.

Mr. Brackett's employment as
assistanl superintendent was approved
by the Floyd County Board of Education
at its meeting last Saturday. When he
submitted his resignation Ratliff
volunteered his help, without pay,
beyond the November 1 date.

Mr. Brackett has been director of the
school system’s Title I program.

Commenting on Mr. Ratliff's
resignation, Superintendent Clark said:

“Wayne Ratliff possibly contributed
more than any other man to the present
improved method of handling and
checking on school finances. The entire
school system will miss his steadying
influence and his unfailing insistence
that what is good for children is good for
a school program.”

Mr, Ratliff began his work in the field
of education as a classroom teacher,
served as principal at Bonanza and
Wheelwright, then was assistant
superintendent eight years during the
administration of Virgil O. Turner and
now is concluding 13 years in the same
capacity with supt. Clark. He was
educated in the schools of this county and
at Caney Junior College (now Alice Lloyd
College) at Pippa Passes and received hs
master’'s degree from the University of
Kentucky. Besides his part-time work
during the next few months with the
school system, Mr. Ratliff plans to work
in real estate,

His resignation set off a seris of
changes in top personnel posts. With Mr.,
Brackett’s advancement to the position
of assistant superintendent the post of
Title I director was vacated, and Harry
James Wallace, assistant director, was
named to fill the vacancy. Ronald Tur-
ner, who for the last two years has been
principal of Wheelwright high school,
was named title I assistant director, and
Wilbur “‘Shorty" Jamerson was named
to the school's principalship.

Records from the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Public Safety show that this
year's highway death toll for the long
Memorial Day Week-end exceeded last
year's.

The fatality toll this year was 12
compared to 8 last year, This brings the
number of deaths for 1973 to a total of 403
asof May 28. During the same period last
year there were 425 deaths on the state’s
highways.

In addition, this year there were 379
peopoe injured in 476 accidents during
the holiday week-end. Last year there
were 305 accidents and 215 people in-
jured.

During the holiday just ended, state
police issued 2,036 warnings for minor
traffic violations, 2,067 citations for
moving violations, and made 234 arrests
for driving while intoxicated.

Out of the recent hassle over the naming of election officers
something of real value may emerge. It will, if Election Com-
missioners Jim Hammond and Gormon Collins stick to their
announced resolve to insist that election officers serve as
designated.

The two commissioners agreed, a few weeks ago, that a future
grand jury should investigate the failure of designated precinct
officials to serve, and to look into their excuses for not reporting
for duty.

The Times has no desire to see any citizen under the onus of
investigation or prosecution, but what these two men have
proposed to do is important. Unless the ancient practise of
substituting precinct officers for those who report they are sick
or otherwise prevented from appearing for the day’s work is
ended, no election board, however honorable and conscientious it
may be, can staff every precinct with officers who can be
depended upon to conduct an honest election.

There will always be a few election officers who because of
real iliness, death in the family or other untoward circumstance
cannot serve. But if no solid basis for precinct officers’ absence
is demanded, it will continue to be easy for the force “inside the
house’ to be stacked for or against this candidate or that by the
simple act of substituting a ““friend’’ for an officer who is can’t be
""depended upon’’ because he or she is impartial and capable of
conducting a fair test of strength between those who seek office.

Highly colored birds are quite proud of
their fine feathers and are often seen
preening, smoothing and keeping them
scrupulously clean. Birds take a bath
daily and always look neat and well-
groomed.

A feather is one of the marvels of
nature. Feathers grow from a central
stalk, the shaft, which is light and hollow.
The shafts of the wing feathers, called
quills, were used in olden times to make
ink pens. The feathers show the beautiful
colors of the bird and some are very
brilliant. A bird is the only animal known
that has feathers.

How many feathers are on a bird? A

curiosity once counted the feathers on a
mallard duck and found their number to
be exactly 11,903. A duck has many more
feathers than a songbird. A sassy bluejay
has some over 4,000 feathers. The
smaller warblers average about 2,000
feathers each. Birds shed their feathers
at the end of the nesting season, usually
in late summer, just before getting all set
for the southward migration. Moulting is
a miserable ordeal for the birds, but
when they get their brand-new feathers,
their spirits perk up and they have a new
lease on life.

A bird can adjust its feathers to fit the
temperature. On a cool day, the feathers
are pressed tightly together to insulate
the body against the cold. On hot days,
the feathers droop and fall loosely apart
to admit air. Birds also adjust their
feathers to streamline the air and this
helps them to shoot forward smoothly
and swiftly.

Birds and trees go together and
compensate one another, Where there
are trees, there are usually birds nesting
and singing. Birds protect ftrees by
devouring the insect pests; in turn, trees
furnish birds with food and shelter, as
well as nesting places. So Joyce Kilmer
writes: “A tree that may in summer
wear A nest of robins in her hair."

The best way to attract more birds is to
plant trees and shrubs that furnish them
food and shelter. Among the best ones to
plant for birds are: ‘‘Sarvis,” wild
cherry, mulberry, sweet birch,
hawthron, dogwood, wild plum, per-
simmon and sumac. The seed pods of
sumac make a good winter food for birds,

As a winter shelter for birds, no tree is
better than the eastern hemlock, known
locally as *‘spruce pine.’' This tree is tops
as a shade and a border tree; it also
furnishes nesting places for parula
warblers and other birds; chickadees
and other birds also eat the tiny seeds of
the numerous cones.

For border and hedges, plant privet,
barberry, and these furnish both food and
shelter for many species of birds. Robins
like the berries of barberry as a winter
diet. The fruits of the mountain ash at-
tract the evening grosbeaks in winter,

Instead of tossing these plastic “‘jugs”
on the garbage heap to add to the un-
sightly pollution, use them to make
nesting houses for wrens, bluebirds and
tree swallows. The caps of the jugs can
be nailed top up to the bottom of a
crosspiece or a wooden frame. After the
containers are properly fixed, they can
be screwed fast to the nailed-on caps. Cut
holes in the side of each, about one-third
the way up, to allow entrance. An inch
hole is suitable for the house wren; a
slightly larger hole is needed for the
bluebird. Holes should be punched in the
bottom of the containers to permit
drainage. A crossbar four feet long
nailed to a post will afford space for six
nesting containers.

State Will Seek
Bicentennial Funds

Kentucky will be seeking part of the
$600,000 recently allocated by the
National Bicentennial Commission for
pilot projects in a national bicentennial
grants program.

The money has been distributed in
three $200,000 inter-agency agreements
with the National Endowment to the
Arts, the National Endowment to the
Humanities, and the National Science
Foundation. It comes from non-
appropriated funds available to the
bicentennial from commissions on
medallion sales.

*I am very hopeful,” said Clyde Webb,
chairman of the Kentucky Historical
Events Celebration Commission,” that
the detailed plans resulting from this
conference might fit under one of the
agency's listed existing programs.’’
Webb was speaking at the conference on
Kentucky Bicentennial Publications and
Teaching of Kentucky History attended
by more than 300 historians, writers, and
bicentennial enthusiasts on the campus
of Eastern Kentucky University.

“Kentucky’s planning for the '74
celebrations puts us in the forefront with
proven expertise when federal monies
are made available,”” Webb said.

“Kentucky has a good reputation in
Washington for its bicentennial
programs. Plans for a bicentennial park
have been well received, Our stale's
bicentennial planning booklet is getting
the same reception,” Webb told the
assembly.

Webb stressed that the Bicentennial
Commission staff is developing
programs that will involve everyone
across the state. He noted that “com-
mittees are being organized in every
county to bring the bicentennial to every
corner of the state. In July, Kentucky will
be featured by the Smithsonian in its
annual program on American folklife
held in Washington, D, C. The bicen-
tennial will use the State’s appearance
there as the kick-off for an intensive
publicity campaign to let others outside
the state know about our Kentucky '74
plans.”

Most places and eras have their
legendary figures such as Paul Bunyan,
Atlas, Hercules and fellows of the
muscular type and with considerable
derring-do.

1-Party Service
In Phone Plans '

The Harold Telephone Company has
begun an engineering and feasibility
study aimed at offering one-party service
to all its customers. This would eliminate
all party line service within the com-
pany’'s operating area,

Party-line service has been a major
problem since the beginning of com-
munication by telephone.

If the company is successful in this
effort, it would become the second in-
dependent telephone company in the
state to offer this type service.

Along with the one-party program, the
Harold firm is planning to offer and |
“optional calling” plan. This service
would perform substantially the same
function as ‘“‘extended area service,"
commonly called “‘free service,” bet-
ween its Harold and Grethel exchanges
and all other exchanges in Floyd county,
including Prestonsburg, Allen, Martin,
Wayland, McDowell and Wheelwright.

In effect any telephone subscriber in
any of these exchanges could contract for
a calling plan between any or all the
Floyd county exchanges. For example, a
customer in Grethel would pay a fixed
rate for one hour per month, enabling him
to call subscribers in Prestonsburg.
These calls must be DDD, station-to-
station messages. The calls would not
appear on the regular monthly statement
of the customer with such an
arrangement.

This service is relatively new in the
telephone industry, however it is now
being used in a few locations in Ken-
tucky, Paul R. Gearheart, president of
Harold Telephone, said.

Preliminary estimates of the in-
vestmenl cost to complete the company’s
new plan is approximately $1 million.

Harold Telephone Company celebrated
on June 1 its 20th year of service to the
people of eastern and southern Floyd
countyand a small portion of western
Pike county. Beginning two decades ago
with 71 customers, he company now
serves more than 2,700 telephones. iy

Kazee, a retired Baptist preacher,
taught himself to play the banjo when he
was 5 years old.

From 1930 to 1952, he was the pastor of
the First Baptist Church at Morehead.
From 1957 until his retirement three
years ago, he was pastor at Devondale
Baptist Church in Lexington. He also has
taught at Cumberland College and at
Lexington Baptist College.

“We were all visiting across the hill at
Aunt Sade’s, and there I spied an old,
worn, homemade banjo,”” he remem-
bered. *‘I cried for it and [ got it."

After weeks of ‘“‘thrashing the strings
and driving everybody mad,” Buell could
play the banjo. He played at a few dances
with a fiddler until he began to develop a
strong religious conviction in his teens.
*1 did play some at home then,’" he said.

It wasn't until Kazee attended

‘Georgetown College that he began to

realize the unique knowledge he had
gained by singing the mountain songs and
playing the banjo.

“When 1 first started going to
Georgetown, I was ashamed of the banjo
becaue it was countrified,” he said. “I
was getting educated, you know."”

However, through his studies Kazee
soon began to appreciate his mountain
heritage. By studying English and ancient
languages, he learned that ‘‘Shakespeare
talked like Mother talked. Mother used
words like ‘fetch’ and ‘yon side’ and so
did Shakespeare.”

By studying English literature, he
realized that ‘I had a store of English
music in my mind. I decided to lecture on
it and illustrate it with my banjo.”

Since Kazee made that decision, he has
pérformed throughout the United States,
at the Newport Music Festival, U.C.L.A.,
Temple University, the University of
Illinois and Chicago University. He also
made 58 folk and religious records for
Brunswick Recordings from 1927 to 1930.
The recordings include “A Married
Girl’s Troubles,” “Rock Island,"” “The
Faded Coat of Blue" and ‘“Rambling
Blues.”

Kazee, who considers himself a ballad
singer, plays the whole spectrum of folk
music except for Bluegrass,

“Folk music covers the whole area of
human experience,”” Kazee explained.
It has to do with the customs, events and
the history of the life of a people.”

Folk music is an antique, Kazee said.
**The music today does not relate to the
events of life like folk music does,"” he
explained.

The songs Kazee and his family sang in
that little cabin during the early 1900's
were handed down from generationto
generation. Because of the lack of roads,
the music was isolated and not influenced
by outside trends, Kazee said.

“In 1914, World War 1 broke the
isolation of the mountains, and the music
was no longer limited to our folk songs,”
said Kazee, who lives in an antique-filled
home in Winchester with his wife, Jennie,
a teacher,

Kazee explained what he thinks to be
unique about his style: “‘In ballad singing
the rhythm goes on but the time is up to
the singer, allowing him to express his
emotional feelings.”

The study of classical music has not
altered the way he would play folk musie,
explained Kazee, who studied voice and
music at Georgetown College. I play the
genuine article,” he said,

Despite his impressive background in
banjo picking, Kazee said he considers
himself mainly a preacher. ‘‘I've been
preaching for 56 years,” he said.

KEA Board Favors
Two Amendments

The Kentucky Education Association
(KEA) board of directors has gone on
record in favor of two proposed amend-
ments to the state Constitution providing
for annual sessions of the General
Assembly and for appointment of the
state superintendent of public instruction
by an elected State Board of Education.

The proposals are included in two
“‘clustered” amendments to the Con-
stitution that will be on the ballot in
November.

The proposed cluster amendment on
legislative reform calls for the General
Assembly to meet on the first Tuesday in
March, rather than in January, in years
following gubernatorial elections. It also
allows the General Assembly to meet up
to 45 legislative days a year, not
necessarily consecutive days. The only
time limit would be that the legislature
could not be in session longer than six
calendar months each year.

At present the legislature meets every
two years for 60 successive days between
early January and mid-March,

The other proposed cluster amend-
ment, in additin to changing the method
of selecting the state superintendt (now
elected) and the State Board of
Education (now appointed by the
governor), would allow sheriffs to suc-
ceed themselves in office. It also wuld
abolish the State Railroad Commission.

Kentucky sports-fishermen should
have some of this spring's most out-
standing fishing during the next couple of
weeks.

Bluegill are on the nest and large
spawning areas are to be found in the
majority of the state’s smaller im-
poundments such as Beaver, Guist
Creek, Malone, Carpenters and other
similar areas. Farm ponds are hot spots,
too, especially those that have been
stocked by the Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources. Bluegill fishing is fast
improving in the larger bodies such as
Kentucky, Grayson and Rough River
Lakes.

Most bluegill fishermen use crickets or
worms, or both, fishing various depths
and places until a school of feeding fish
are located. Once this happens, it's just a
matter of time until a basket of fine,
hand-size bluegill are harvested. (There
is no size or creel limit on bluegill on a
statewide basis; however, special
regulations apply on some of the smaller
impoundments. Be sure to check these
before fishing.)

While the bluegill are active during the

days, white bass and crappie are taking |

over at night, especially on the major
lakes. Night fishing at Cumberland,
Nolin and Herrington has already started
and at the other major impoundments it
is expected to get underway soon.

Night fishing for white bass generally
takes place along the deep banks and
points. Lanterns and minnows are two
main items used by night fishermen who,
as a rule, will stay out all night in quest of
those two fine game fish.

The daily and possession limit on both
white bass and crappie is 60.

peak when the nesting bass have finished
their spawning spree. Those casting or
fly fishing with surface lures or big bass
bugs should have some exciting action as
these lunkers hit surface lures; many
should harvest limits.

Early mornings and late evenings are
prime times and the quiet waters of the
inlets and bays are choice spots.

The daily limit is 10 per day with 20 in
possession after two or more days of
fishing. The size limit is 10inches. Again,
special regulations apply on some
smaller bodies of water—so be sure lo
check before fishing.

Now is the time for peak spring sport
fishing, if you don’t give it a try you may
miss some of the outstanding fishing of
late spring.

Carter Heads Groups To Study
G s o enioet = WV atEr Resources, Needs in State

Frankfort, Ky.—Knowledge and
money for research on water problems
have been brought together with the
formation of the new Kentucky Water
Resources Institute Advisory Council.

The Council brings together university
professors looking for ideas and money
for research—and governmental
agencies with the money, seeking the
knowledgeable researchers.

Council members determine areas and
priorities in which they need water
research. Then, the Water Resources
Institute at the University of Kentucky
notifies other state universities what
those priorities are. Next, specific
research proposals are sent to the in-
stitute from the universities—and the
institute selects which projects will be
funded.

According to council chairman, Bernie
Carter, the initial funds come from the U.
S. Department of the Interior, Office of
Water Resources Research. Carfer, an
aide to Commissioner Thomas O. Harris,
of the Kentucky Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection, said although this year's
allocation is $100,000, the total ex-
penditure for research may be increased
by obtaining matching funds from
foundations or state and local agencies.

Calling the council a step toward closer
cooperation between governmental
agencies and the university community,
Carter said, ‘““We need to stay in touch
with each other. University researchers
might as well contribute their efforts, at
least in part, in areas where government
officials think there is greatest need. The
council helps get university peopoe out of

Hogge last week announced the 1973-'74
Municipal Aid Program for the City of
Wayland is based on an allotment of
$1,737.23 for the coming fiscal year.

Examiners Must Expect Unexpected

By DAVID KENNAMER

When he gets into the car he looks like
the biggest, meanest man in the world.
He's polite though, and thal helps. He
explains the procedure and says, ““You
can pull out when it is safe to do so.”

This scene is one nearly all of us have
gone through, usually at the tender age of
16, Tt is our driver's test.

The state trooper is performing one of
the most important functions of the State
Police—the testing and licensing of
drivers. This function is contained in the
Bureau of Driver Licensing, headed by
Capt. Harold Pierce.

In 1939 the Highway Patrol initiated the
driver's testing procedure, This duty fell
to the State Police in 1948, In 1949, the
State Police started making changes.

At first driver's license examinations
were a secondary duty. The important
function was Jaw enforcement. Now
certain troopers are assigned to give
license examinations on a permanent
basis.

In 1949, a special training class was set
up to teach troopers how to administer
and score both written and driving tests.
Capt. Pierce said, "'In 1949 emphasis was
placed on the importance of dealing with
the public, with the purpose of license
examining, and how to inform the ap-
plicant about his score.” In each of the
next 23 years State Police conducted a
licensing examining training school.
Pierce believes this is a national record.

The same basic things that are taught
today were taught in 1949. Now more
emphasis is placed on developing and
abiding by a set of standards. In this way
they hope to assure that every driver's
test is comparable, regardless of the
examiner of the location.

In 1949, there were only 15 regular
examiners for the state’'s 120 counties.
Today there are 49 troopers who perform
this duty regularly, along with 12
replacement or ‘‘roving’’ examiners, and
13 men working in supervisory and ad-
ministrative capacities.

Since 1949 the number of licensed
drivers in the state has risen by one-half
million. In 1950, the first year that
records were kept, 78,000 tests were
given. Changes in procedures since then
make conparisons difficult.

In 1950, written and driving tests could
be given on the same day and were
considered together as one test. In 1954,
the regulations were changed requiring
applicants to take the written and vision
tests in order to receive the learner’s
permit first. Then they had to wait a
month before taking the driving test.

The written and the driving tests are
each considered separately as a ‘‘con-
tact.” In 1972 there were 371,289 of these.

This change in regulations, as Pierce
says, “‘eut down the percentage of people
not passing and increased the safety of
the examiner. Before, people came in
just to see if they could pass.”

He remembers an instance years ago
when he was an examiner. An applicant,
ran over a curb and a parking meter. It
turned out that the person had been
driving for three days.

Over the years the techniques for
giving tests have been improved a great

cityv, even for a few davs, means lost work and
wages, ruined food, and discomforts vou wouldn’t

Up to now, we're in good shape, Too many of us
remember those davs before Rural Electrics to let
go now.

deal due to experience. Today,
examiners are told to "always tell where
before what.”” Applicants have been
known to run over a curb or anyvthing else
after hearing the policeman say, “Turn
right..."" but not letting him finish his
instructions.

Pierce says that license examiners
must have a special set of personality
characteristics. They must be able to
handle the routine but at the same time
they must be ‘‘constantly alert for the
applicant to do something unexpected
because of nervousness.”

The fact that most people are nervous
when they take their driver's lest is one
of the biggest problems the examiners
face. They must try to put the applicants
al ease, but Pierce says the same words
or actions may soothe one persdn but
make another even more nervous. He
says, ‘it just takes experience and
judgment.”

*'The examiner,'’ Pierce says, "‘has to
be able to catch mistakes before they are
made—for his own as well as the ap-
plicant’s safety.”” The classic question is,
““Is this guy going to stop at the stop sign
or will I have to remind him."

Over the years Lhere have been
remarkably few serious accidents in-
volving license examiners and ap-
plicants. Pierce does remember one case
in which a woman was trying to parallel
park as part of her test. She ran over a
parking meter and her husband, who was
sitting nearby watching.

The course, no matter where the test is
given, must include a smooth stop, a
straight backing maneuver, a turn about
in elose quarters, a stop, a start on a hill,
parallel parking if possible, and a
minimum of (hree right and three left
hand turns. The course is generally a
mile to a mile and a half in length and the
average lest takes about 10 minutes.
