Ask KAI Lease
At West P’burg
Be Terminated

The Prestonsburg Development
Corporation filed suit Monday against
Kentucky Appalachian Industries
seeking termination of its lease of the
West Prestonsburg building formerly
occupied by KAl in its operation of a light
industry under supervision or
management of Irvin Industries, Inc., of
Lexington.

The original lease of the building to
KAl was made Aug 1, 1966 at a rental of
$8,400 a year and was amended in April,
1968 to $13,200 a year, the lease providing,
it is claimed, that it could be renewed
from year to year if the plaintiff gave
proper notice not later than 30 days
before the termination of the lease. The
lease also gave KAI the option to buy the
West Prestonsburg property, which
included a building of 30,000 square feet
of floor space, the price to be the actual
cost of construction, less any payments
made on the principal balance of the
mortgage on the structure.

Plaintiff claims that KAI gave proper
notice of its intent to rénew the lease for
an additional year in March of both 1970
and 1971 but that the renewal notice for
1972-'73 was not sent and (or) received by
the plaintiff. KAI or Irvin Industries, or
both, maintain that timely notice was
given in order to renew the lease for the
period in question.

All rental payments are current, and
KAI has notified the Development
Corporation of its intent to exercise the

Floyd Idle Rate
At Even 10%

Eastern Kentucky has the highest
unemployment rate, 8.3 per cent, in the
state, according to Department for
Human Resources' (DHR) statistics.

Floyd county's unemployment rate for
October was an even 10 per cent. Powell
County, listed in the Bluegrass section,
had the state’s highest rate, 22.7 per cent.
Lee county was next with 20.1 per cent.

Martin county's 4.8 per cent unem-
ployment rate was the lowest for Eastern
Kentucky and was one of the lowest in the
state. Ballard county in Western Ken-
tucky had the lowest, 3.4 per cent.

While the Eastern Kentucky region's
rate dropped .6 per cent from the Sep-
tember rate, it remains .9 per cent higher
that the state rate of 7.4 per cent, ac-
cording to Robert MacDonald, chief
statistician for DHR.

There are 13 counties in Eastern
Kentucky with unemployment rates of 10
per cent or above, and 28 counties remain
above 6.5 per cent figure.

Coal Firm Sued
By Gas Company
For Line Damage

Damages totalling $35,995 are asked of
the Black Hawk Mining Co., Inc. in a suit
filed Monday by the Kentucky West
Virginia Gas Company.

The gas company alleges that,
although it had supplied pipeline
locations notice in advance, the coal
company in late June or early July this
year dumped large quantities of rock and
earth on a section of its line. The alleged
damage occurred in the Big Branch
section, between Bull Creek and Emma.

P’burg-W’wright
Only Two Areas

The Floyd fiscal court last Friday may
have passed up its last chance to comply
officially by required resolution with the
Federal Flood Insurance Act.

Court members were faced with two
alternatives, neither of which offered an
easy way out of the flood insurance crisis
created by the federal government in its
demand that counties and incorporated
communities comply with provisions of
the Act or be penalized with denial of
in areas not
covered by the insurance program

Compliance with the program has been
shunned by the fiscal court because it
fears the zoning and land-use regulations
which lie ahead. Non-compliance means
that no financial institution which is
federally regulated will be permitted
after Saturday of this week to loan money
for construction to persons proposing
such de\elopment in areas not covered
by flood insurance.

The court chose non- comphance
Magistrate Kenneth Roberts' motion to
adopt a resolution of compliance failed to
gain a second.

Members of the court have wrestled
with the knotty flood insurance question
for months, fearing loss of building loans
to citizens on the one hand, and on the
other shrinking from a program which in
the future could interfere with citizens in
the use of their land.

Fiscal Court Would
Change County Lines

When old Tandy R. Stratton induced
the Kentucky Legislature in 1845 to enact
legislation declaring his farm on Mare
Creek a part of Floyd county and thereby
changing the county line between Pike
and Floyd counties, he created a
situation which now, 130 years later, still
intrigues the public interest and claims
official attention.

Thus was created what is known as
“‘Little Floyd County,"” an island of real
estate which lies between two parts of
Pike county. Because of his deter-
mination to keep his mountain acres
forever in Floyd county, Stratton became
known as ‘‘the baron of Little Floyd."

The visitor to Mare Creek, as a con-
sequence, leave US 23 at Stanville and
drives up Mare Creek approximately two
miles through a section of main Floyd
county. Then he travels through perhaps
half a mile of Pike county which Sheriff
Joe W. Lewis has called ‘“The Strip."
Then ‘‘Little Floyd,” approximately a
mile and a half of it, and after that the
visitor again is in Pike county in the
headwaters of Mare Creek.

The creek has never had the road
improvements its residents expect or
need. Some blame the situation on
politics: others, on the fact that neither
Floyd nor Pike can build a road to its
separated parts without passing through
territory belonging to the other. Some
landowners pay taxes in Pike county and
vote in Floyd. Thus runs the mixup.

Last Friday, Magistrate Dewey
Roberts in whose district *‘Little Floyd"
lies, asked the fiscal court to initiate
action toward getting all of Mare Creek
into Floyd county. The court order,

unanimously voted, authorized County
Clerk C. *'Ollie’’ Robinson ''to investigate
the possibility of Floyd county to accept
all of the Mare Creek section of Floyd
and Pike counties."

The court order continues:

“All residents of said Mare Creek,
from the mouth to the head, have been
taxed in Floyd county and been
registered voters in Floyd county since
Pike county was made a county from
Floyd county. According to some maps,
some portions of Mare Creek appear to
be in Floyd county. The fiscal court has
asked that all residents of Mare Creek
file a petition (if necessary) with the
proper court for said move."

Henry P. Scalf, a resident of the ‘‘Little
Floyd' section of Mare Creek, said this
week that Barkley J. Sturgill, while
county attorney a few years ago,
researched the procedure for the desired
change in boundary lines. Sturgill
determined that first a petition asking
the boundary line change must be filed
with the fiscal courts of both counties, the
signators of such petition to be lan-
downers. Then the question of the
boundary change must be placed on the
ballot in both counties for determination
by the voters, with a majority of all votes
cast in the election required to make the
change effective.

“And that,”" Mr. Scalf added, ''is not an
encouraging prospect.”

Meanwhile, Representative-elect
James R. ‘Jitter'' Allen is asking the
Legislative Research Commission to
prepare a bill which,if enacted, would
reaffirm the statute of 1845, specifying
certain farms as being in Floyd county.

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The deadline for compliance had
already passed for the incorporated
towns of Allen, Martin and Wayland.
Only Prestonsburg and Wheelwright
have officially complied with the
program.

It was explained at a recent meeting of
National Flood Insurance represen-
tatives here with city and county officials
that compliance at this time enters a
community or county only in Phase I of
the program.

WHEREFORE, the City of
Wheelwright, being a Sixth Class City of

THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by
the Board of Trustees of the City of
Wheelwright, Floyd County, Kentucky,
that any person who places, deposits,
throws or dumps, or causes to be placed,
deposited, thrown or dumped, any trash,
litter, debris or refuse of any kind
whatsoever, including but not limited to,
garbage, swill, cans, bottles, glass,
crockery, wood, trees, or parts thereof,
brush, scrap metal, paper, boxes, or any
foreign substance of whatever kind or
description and whether or not it is of
value, into or upon any stream, creek, or
other body of water, or on the ice over
such waters, or on the banks adjacent
thereto, within the City limits of the City
of Wheelwright, shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor and shall be fined not more
than two hundred and fifty dollars
($250.00), or imprisoned for not more
than six (6) months, or both.

This Ordinance is to be published as
provided by the laws of the Com-
monwealth of Kentucky in order to give
the citizens of Wheelwright a fair and
reasonable constructive notice of its
existence.

Plaintiff
alleges that KAI or its management
consultant has attempted, or offered, to
sell the property at a price ‘‘substantially
in excess'' of the figure it could be pur-
chased by KAI from the plaintiff under
terms of the option to buy.

KAI, the suit recites, operated its light
manufacturing in the building through
personnel trained by Irvin Industries
from April, 1968 till mid-1971. Since that
time, it is claimed, the property has been
vacant, On Oct. 13, 1972 plaintiff notified
Irvin Industries that the property had not
been used for more than a year, that the
purpose of its construction, which was to
furnish employment for residents of
Prestonsburg and Floyd county, was
being thwarted, and that the lease would
be terminated as of Oct. 31 that year
because of non-compliance with notice
requirements.

Plaintiff also alleges that after the
premises had been vacated and the
defendants had been unable or unwilling
to find another tenant, the development
company located several prospective
tenants willing to lease at a monthly
rental of more than $1,100 a month but
that KAI refused to negotiate with such
prospective tenants for a rental less than
$2,200 a month.

Prestonsburg Development asks for a
declaratory judgment of the issues in-
volved; asks that defendant be adjudged
as having failed to comply with terms of
the lease, that the lease was legally
terminated by proper notice as of Oct. 31,
1972, and that defendant has no legal or
equitable interest in the West Prestons-
burg property or improvements.

New Food Stamp Regulations
Become Effective, January 1

Atlanta, Ga.—The U. S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA) has adopted new
regulations for determining food stamp
allotments, and revised coupon allot-
ments, purchase requirements, and
maximum income eligibility standards,
effective January 1.

On January 1 the amount of coupons
allotted for a four-person household will
be increased from $162 to $166 a month,
with adjustments for other household
sizes in line with revised economies of
scale. The maximum income eligibility
level for a family of four will be
correspondingly increased from $540 to
$553 per month.

A total of 1,958 responses was received
by USDA's Food and Nutrition (FNS) in
response to its invitation for interested
parties to comment on three alternative
proposals to revise coupon allotments in
the food stamp program, all based on
USDA's thrifty food plan. Responses
received through the end of the comment
period, November 13, expressed over
5,200 comments, More than 3,900 of these
comments indicated acceptance of
Proposal 111 which provides a uniform
allotment and eligibility standard
schedule, much like the one presently in
use.

The uniform allotment is based on the
value of food required to feed a family of
four persons consisting of a man and
woman, 20 through 54; a child, 6 through
#: and a child, 9 through 11 years of age.

The cost of the diet for this four-person
household is the basis for uniform coupon
allotments for all households, except for
household size adjustments and ad-
justments which reflect the economies of
scale set forth in the thrifty food plan
developed by USDA’s Agricultural
Research Service (ARS).

The revised economies of scale
developed by ARS are more generous for
households of six or more persons than
those used formerly in all the USDA food
plans. Economies of scale are unchanged
for households of 5 persons and less.

The Food Stamp Act, as amended,
directs that coupon allotments be ad-
justed twice a year to reflect changes in
food prices as published by the Bureau of
Labor Statistics. Cost of the thrifty food
plan in August, 1975—the month which
sets the January-June 1976 scheduled—
was $166 for a family of four with school
children.

Maximum income ° eligibility stan-
dards, effective Jan. 1, 1976, are:

One-person household, $215; two-
person household, $307; three-person,
$433; four-person, $553; five-person,
$660; six-person, $787; seven-person,
$873, eight-person, $993.

For each additional household member
over 8, add $127 to the eight-person level.

Unusual Places To Find Gifts

Things of nature make gifts for
Christmas giving, but aside from pine
cones, holly and pine, most of nature’s
bounty needs trimming, polishing,
carving and decorating when used for
gifts.

At the Comprehensive Care Center in
West Liberty and similar centers
elsewhere in Kentucky, willing hands
and hearts are glueing, painting and
pasting. They have gleaned earth to find
small pebbles, pine cones, corn husks,
even corn cobs and from the gleanings
have created small creatures that could
grace desks and tables as paperweights
and novelties.

Hands, some of them a bit awkward
and large for such delicate work, cut
rings from corncobs and pin and glue
petals cut from corn blades around the
rings to make flowers.

When these people are given such
pleasant tasks, their eyes gleam and
their mouths smile. They make a frog,
using a rock for the body (painted
green), small flat pebbles for feet and
even smaller round pebbles for eyes. As
work progresses, it seems that the
handmade creatures and the visitors who
call to watch the proceedings become
part of the center family.

Christmas shopping at rehabilitation
centers in the Commonwealth serves a
dual purpose—even a triple one. You
come away pleased; you have made
those in the centers happy that you cared
enough to visit; and you have helped
them with funds for their own gift giving
by making a purchase.

At the Frenchburg Boys Center in
Menifee county, hands of youths keep
busy all year handcrafting items for sale
at festivals, county fairs and other
gatherings, They make lovely wind
chimes from native clay, also candle
holders, bowls—but the gift of gifts from
this center is their ‘‘Crawdad Holes.”

This novel gift is indeed a crayfish hole
but with a difference. Various glazes are
applied to the clay and when baked the
colors flow together to make beautiful
blendings. These unusual gifts have golds
and browns as dominant colorings or
sometimes shades of purple and soft
greens. They usually have a circle of felt
glued on the bottom to make them useful
on desks as pen and pencil holders. They
also make candle holders. They are not
expensive and make distinctive gifts for
men.

At Woodsbend Boys Camp in Morgan
county, youths are being taught wood-
working and refinishing. Their material
is trees. Youths do not cut the trees, ac-
cording to Jerald Amyx, who helps work
with youths, ‘‘but when someone cuts
trees on their farm or a tree blows over,
they call us at the camp. The boys are
then helped in making useful wood
products from what otherwise would be
allowed to rot.”

What youths design and make are
tables, stools, benches and cutting
blocks. Benches are flattened on top and
smoothed, leaving the underside roun-
ded. Sometimes part of the bark is left on
to give a rustic look and other times the
entire half of a tree trunk is sanded and
polished to a gleaming smoothness, then
finished to make a piece of furniture that
is both elegant and rustic.

These benches are heavy and durable,
Some tables have a'slab top. All pieces
follow the natual shape of the tree trunk
and have set-in legs that are sturdy and
big and create a balanced look.

Make a phone call to the camp or
center near you to find out about special
Christmas projects and handicrafts. You
most likely will be invited to visit on
Sunday afternoon—that is, if it’s a state-
maintained youth rehabilitation center.
Sunday afternoons usually are for visits
from family and friends, but some youths
do not have families who care enough to
visit, You will be pleasantly surprised at
how eager these young people are to talk
with you and make you feel welcome to
their temporary home.

If you are interested in benches and
tables made by youths at Woodsbend,
you might want to drive to the camp and
visit. If you decide on a purchase (you
will be surprised at the small cost), you
will be aiding youths with one of their
annual Christmas projects. Each
Christmas youths at this camp use their
own spending money to buy toys and
sponsor a party for your orphans at the
Dora Lee Children’s Home in nearby
Magoffin county.

You can be sure of one thing. If you
visit any center where the primary aim is
to guide misdirected youth to a proper
place in society, you will find all the
boredom and most of the gripes and
groans that usually accompany the
holidays gone. It will be a time of joy and
fellowship for all.

Oil, Gas Promoters
Eyed by Kentucky

Persons approached by out-of-state oil
and gas promoters offering large returns
on an initial small investment in single
oil and gas wells should carefully look
into that company’s history before
getting out their checkbook.

Jack Bunnell, state securities director
for the Kentucky Department of Banking
and Securities, said the energy crisis has
spawned several questionable operations
throughout the country, including
Kentucky.

In analyzing a recent oil investment
promotion, the state securities div-
ision discovered that investors were
asked to contribute an initial fee of $1,952
for drilling and completion costs.
However, officials determined the well
would first have to strike oil and then
produce as much as the largest well
within that same territory if the investors
were to break even. Furthermore,
Bunnell said that if such an occurrence
took place, it would require a time span
of 41 and one-half years.

And, since 121 interests were sold for
the operation, each investor would only
receive 1-121st profit from further
production. The promoters would retain
39 chares of the 121 total.

Bunnell explained that such deals are
possible since small operators may drill
by merely filing for a ‘‘Schedule D”’
form, a document authorized by the U. S.
Securities Exchange Commission.
Drillers are not required to reveal
detailed information concerning finances
and previous history if the prospective
well is to cost less than $250,000.

Although Schedule D has been
operative for some 36 years, it did not
make headlines until recently when an
increased demand for energy resources
stirred up interest in the novice investor
eager to profit from the crisis.

Bunnell emphasized that some
Schedule D drillers are legitimate
operators who make a living ‘‘wild-
catting.” However, investors should be
cautious to avoid financial losses because
many out-of-state Schedule D drillings
are nothing more than ‘‘boiler room”
operations. Bunnell explained that
promoters may call potential customers
with enticing information about a well
from a phone booth or a small office.
Names are often obtained from mailing
lists.

Once hooked, the victim may be
contacted for additional money and
strung along with tales of drilling dif-
ficulties and bad weather hindering the
operation. In many cases oil is not
discovered and the promoters move on,
leaving behind only a letter explaining
that the well was dry. A year or two may
pass before investors realize that they
will not receive profits from their well.

Major targets of the promoters are
often well-io-do professionals who can
write off the loss on their taxes without
suffering great hardship. Bunnell said
the securities division is mainly con-
cerned about the ‘little guy’’ who might
not fare so well.

Several states have undertaken a
crackdown on Schedule D operations as
more and more complaints and inquiries
have been received from unfortunate
investors. A recent list of states with
cease and desist orders on oil and gas
companies reveals that Alabama has
issued 17 orders; Georgie, 45; Minnesota,
16; Texas, 12; Florida, 15; and

Wisconsin, 16. Additional states also have
taken out cease and desist orders but
Kentucky is the only state that cannot yet
do so until legislation is enacted to bring
the oil and gas promoters under a
securities law. Presently, the companies
are only susceptible to charges of fraud.

Bunnell explained that the 1968
General Assembly deleted the oil and gas
provision from the securities law since
the energy crisis was not foreseen and
many lawmakers felt detailed
registration was unnecessary and too
costly for the small operator. The up-
coming 1976 legislature will be asked to
once again bring the fractional interests
of oil and gas wells under the definition of
securities, said Bunnell,

Bunnell’s concern for potential in-
vestors in Kentucky is shared by George
Warren president of the Owensboro-
based Kentucky Oil and Gas Association.
Warren and Bunnell have consulted
together in recent weeks over potential
legislation. ‘“Hopefully, we can put a lid
on questionable operations without
hurting the reputable driller. I had no
idea this was going on and [ am in the oil
and gas business,” Warren noted.

Until some concrete legislation is
passed, Bunnell is asking all consumers
contacted about drilling operations to
call his office so securities officials may
check cease and desist lists of other
states. That information may be obtained
by dialing toll-free 1-800-372-2697 in the
state Cabinet for Public Protection and
Regulation.

ers

Terror by Night

(Some Floyd countians returning hom
via the Mountain Parkway from the
Bluegrass have in recent weeks told of
what they desecribed as harassment by
officers, or by men posing as officers.
Perhaps the most terrifying of motorists’
Parkway experiences was told last week
by a Pike county woman in The Pike
County News. Her story follows.)

The eight-mile stretch of the Mountain
Parkway between the Gullett Toll Plaza
and the Floyd county line under most
circumstances is a friendly ribbon of
highway which unrolls beneath a car to
carry downstate students and business
visitors back home to Pike county.

That is particularly true in daylight.
But for three Pike county women who
had been visiting in Lexington that park-
way segment recently became a symbol
of terror and harrassment late one night
while they were returning to Pike
County.

“There is only one thing worse than
having a feeling you might be followed by
a strange car,” said one of them, ‘“‘and

. that is to look back and find out that you

really are being followed by a strange
car.”

Their pursuit by an unmarked vehicle
which finally blocked the roadway and
halted them is recounted by one of the
three women, the driver of their car:

“We stopped at the Gullett toll plaza
and threw change into the receptacle.
Two men, wearing big belts and pistols,
were standing on the concrete island. I
don’t recall if they were uniformed
because I paid little attention to them.

“‘One of the two women with me later
said she noticed that one of the two arm-
ed men signaled to a car, containing
two other men, parked at the side of the
parkway near the toll plaza.

“I had not been speeding and had kept
within the 55-mile per hour speed limit all
the way from Lexington.

Suddenly, we noticed that an un-
marked car, occupied by two men, was
following us and it tailgated us all the
way past Salyersville and to a dark,
remote section of the parkway between
that town in Magoffin county and
Prestonsburg in Floyd county.

Suddenly we saw a blue light flashing
on the right side of the car behind us. It
was not attached to the vehicle and was
being waved by the man seated in the
right front seat.

“I was afraid to stop and so were my

two women friends. I thought the .

car behind us might be an ambulance
and I slowed down to let it pass but it
would not do so. Instead, it pulled along
side of us. The blue light was flashed in
my face and one of the men yelled twice,
‘--—-dammit, stop!’

But I did not stop. I was afraid. They
pulled ahead of us and stopped in the
roadway and I drove around them. They
pursued us again and pulled around me
and stopped again in the roadway. This

time I was unable to drive around them !

because another car came by and
prevented my driving on, so I had to stop.

““Two men got out of the unmarked car
that blocked the roadway. Neither was in
regular uniform. Both were hatless and
wore big belts and pistols.

““They stood at the sides of my car and
ordered us to open the car doors which
we kept locked with windows closed.

“They kept ordering us to roll down the
windows and we did not obey their or-
ders. I kept asking why they had stopped
us. All they would say was, ‘You didn’t
stop when the blue light was flashed.’

“I asked why the blue light was
flashed. 1 said, ‘You know I wasn’t
speeding because you have followed us
all the way from the Gullett toll station.
What do you want?’

“I want you to roll down the window,
said one of the men. Meanwhile the other
man was trying to get my two women
friends to lower their windows but they
also declined to obey the orders.

“I told the man on my side of the car
that before lowering the window I wanted
to know what he wanted and why they
had stopped us. I did not really intend to
lower my window because I was afraid.

“Then I offered to drive back to

Salyersville or on to Prestonsburg and |

“When I said that, he motioned for us
to drive on. But he appeared nervous or
upset and I was afraid to drive on im-
mediately for fear that they might start
shooting. We took their car license
number.

“Before getting into their car the two
men jumped up and down on the rear
bumper of my car and said that the trunk
of my car was ‘loaded’. Then they headed
back toward the Gullett toll gate and I
drove on to Pikeville.

“I want to state this firmly:

“There were no alcoholic beverages in
my car. The only thing in the trunk of my
car was a jack for repair of tires. I was
not speeding. At no time did the two men
identify themselves as officers; they did
notwear uniforms and if they wore badges
they were not visible to us; their car was
not marked as that of any branch of law
enforcement; they did not tell us why we
were halted; they did not tell us we were
arrested and if so, why, and they did not
read us our rights.

“The only thing they seemed to have in
common with law enforcement officers
was their pistols and blue light, which
was not attached to their vehicle.

“I have asked several officers about
stopping for a blue light when flashed and
the answers are vague when I ask if the
light must be attached to a police vehicle
to make it an official signal for halting.

“lI have not operated a car on the
Mountain Parkway since the incident
described. A friend of mine has a car
identical to mine in color, model and
make. That car was driven through
Salyersville a week or so ago. A police
vehicle followed it through town to
outside the town limits and then turned
back.

“Does that mean someone in the
Salyersville area is looking for my car?
If so, what for? I won’t be driving that
way again.”

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Happy Chandler: “Happy Days Are Here Again”

VERSAILLES, Ky.—Politics and
government are renowned for being full
of unexpected surprises. Quite often,
decisions hinge on spur-of-the-moment
developments, and accomplishments
sometimes result as a complete surprise
to those involved.

But, displaying a take-the-bull-by-the-
horns attitude, former Gov. Albert
Benjamin ‘“Happy’’ Chandler insists, “‘I
meant to do everything I did’’—a rare
claim in government.

Perhaps the most flamboyant and
nationally known governor in recent
Kentucky history, the boisterous Chan-
dler is given credit for many capital
construction projects around the Com-
monwealth and a nationally copied state
government reorganization program. He
also enjoys the distinction of being one of
only six men to serve two terms as the
Commonwealth’s chief executive.

The 77-year-old Chandler is now
leading an ‘‘active retirement’’ at his
home in Versailles. He spends most of his
afternoons at the University of Kentucky
“helping Fran Curci (UK football coach)
with the practice sessions.”

Spending a large part of his time on the
golf course, he says that he is the
president of the Chandler School of
Putting. Showing that he remains in good
physical shape, the former governor
boasted that he spent his 77th birthday on
the links, ‘“‘shooting a 38 on the first nine
and coming in with a 34 on the back nine.
Now that's not bad shooting, pardner.”

He also romps around his yard with his
18-year-old blind poodle. He explained,
““The vet wanted to put her to sleep, but I
wouldn’t let him. He said that if he were
ever reincarnated, he wanted to come
back as a Chandler dog.” Chandler
laughed with a sense of humanitarian
pride.

Chandler’s friends recall several
humanitarian incidents in their ob-
servations of the man. They say the
softest spots in his heart are for children
and the handicapped.

One friend remembers that it was not
uncommon for Chandler to ask someone
out to lunch and make them pay the bill.
But as they would leave the restaurant, if
Chandler would see any underprivileged-
looking children, he would hand them
each a dollar. '

People also remember that any gifts
offered the Chandlers at the Governor’s
Mansion would automatically be sent to
the former mental institution in Frank-
fort.

During his nearly 50-year political
career, Chandler developed a large
following of supporters. The extremely
large number of phone calls he still
receives each day shows the popularity
of the man and the allegiance of his
followers. ‘‘After I was on KET the other
night, a man called and said he wanted
me to run for governor again,” he
chuckled, explaining that he quickly
declined.

Winning his two gubernatorial elec-
tions in 1935 and 1955, Chandler ran an
unsuccessful race for governor as an
independent candidate in 1971. Although
many people believed the Chandler
faction of the Kentucky Democratic
Party to be dead, he polled 40,000 votes.
He said that he only spent $5,000 on that
campaign and a newspaper columnist
labeled it ‘‘a virtuoso performance.”

But the loud-talking man'’s victories far

overshadow his defeats. Other than his
two elections to the governorship, Happy
Chandler was elected to the state senate
in 1929 and the U. S. senate in 1940 and
1942. He also served a seven-year term as
commissioner of major league baseball
in the late ’40s and early ’50s, and takes
credit for developing the players’ pension
plan.

He said his first election in 1935, when
he was nicknamed ‘‘the Boy Governor,”
came about only because the Chandler
forces set a new precedent in Kentucky.
Prior to the 1935 race, Kentucky had no
primary election law. Candidates were
nominated by a state convention.

Quoting from a poll taken by a Louis-
ville newspaper, Chandler remeémbered
that Kentuckians were ‘‘overwhelmingly
in favor of electing their nominees in a
primary.” He also saw the convention
process as a way for the group in power
to hand-pick their candidates.

Outgoing Gov. Ruby Laffoon had
chosen his highway commissioner, Tom
Rhea of Logan county, as the ad-
ministration’s candidate for governor in
1935. Chandler had served as Laffoon’s
lieutenant governor.

He explained that late in Laffoon’s
term, the governor went to Washington
for a brief visit with President Franklin
Roosevelt. As lieutenant governor,
Chandler became acting governor when
Laffoon crossed the state line.

Stating that *‘failure to act removes the
necessity for action,” Chandler went to
Frankfort to pull off his ““political coup.”
The acting governor called the
legislature into “‘extraordinary session”’
for the sole purpose of enacting a
primary law.

Chandler said that as soon as Laffoon
learned of what had occured in his ab-
sence, he caught a train back to Ken-
tucky. As soon as the train hit Ashland,
Chandler said, Laffoon delivered a
revocation order.

The circuit court confirmed Chandler’s
right, as acting governor, to call the
legislature into session. Setting
precedent, the Court of Appeals upheld
the decision.

When the primary bill was presented to
the legislature, though, the Chandler
forces did not have enough votes to get it
passed. But he remembered that the
Laffoon forces feared that the bill would
pass, so they drafted another bill calling
for two primaries—a run-off and then a
two-man race. Chandler delivered his
votes for the two primary bill—and it
passed.

The eventual nominee laughed and
recalled, ‘“There was a lot of irony in
their move. If they had stayed out of it,
they probably would have had their
convention. But they were afraid Gov.
Beckham would run again if we just had
one primary and they also thought I
could deliver enough votes to pass my
bill.”” He chuckled and said, ‘‘They were
right about Beckham. He didn’t run since
we had two primaries. But they avoided
Beckham and got me.”

More irony of the Laffoon-supported
two primary bill was the outcome of the
primaries. In a field of five candidates,
Rhea and Chandler were the top two
finishers, in that order. But in the second
primary, two of the also-rans from the
first race threw their support to Chan-
dler, who then defeated Rhea by over
26,000 votes.

Ever since that year, however, Ken-
tucky has just had one primary election,
instead of two.

With a campaign song fitting to his
name—*‘Happy Days are Here Again’’—
Chandler noted that he adopted another
campaign song in his many political
races. The gray-haired Chandler ex-
plained that he sang ‘‘Gold Mine in the
Sky’’ to crowds all across the Com-
monwealth. “I wasn’t a bad singer,
pardner,” he stated.

Listing the low salaries he received in
each of his offices, Chandler claimed to
have made no money off of politics. He
remembered that a wealthy Kentuckian
once publicly announced that he had
never given Happy Chandler a nickle.
Chandler reacted, ‘‘I was glad he said
that. But I was upset that I was still
suspect for four cents.”

Remembered as probably the most
ardent hand-shaker and road-promiser of
all recent Kentucky politicians, a story
has been told countless times about
Chandler’s fervor for crowds of people.
At an annual fall campaign kick-off rally
at Fancy Farm, people remember
Chandler’s car pulling up to the site with
the candidate’s door open, Chandler
leaning out the door, stretching and
shaking every hand he could reach while
the car was still moving.

Chandler has run against many of
Kentucky’s politicians. And he has
collected amusing stories about each of
those races. His second race for
governor, in 1955, was against Bert
Combs in the Democratic primary.
Chandler said that Combs’ father was a
Chandler supporter in every race except
the 1955 primary. He recalls, though, that
Bert Combs told him after that race that
he wasn't real sure his father wasn’t for
Chandler in that race, too.

Stemming from the 1935 race, Chan-
dler had a long-time feud with Tom Rhea
and Rhea’s heir'to Logan County power,
Doc Beauchamp. Chandler stated that in
his 1940 race for the U. S. senate, he
carried 119 counties. The county he lost
was Logan.

Showing old-time political style,
Chandler winked and added, “If you’ll
check the records, you’ll find that Logan
county reported more votes in that race
than they had voters.”

Both times Chandler assumed the
governorship, he bragged about not
keeping Doc Beauchamp in Frankfort
and of sending him home to the farm. *‘I
once heard Doc say that his family had
been trying for a long time to get him to
go into farming and that I did it for them
with just one stroke of the pen,”’ Chandler
laughed.

He said that his critics view the first
two years of his first administration as
his best. But he stated, ‘“The other years
were just like those two.”

Recalling what he views as his major
accomplishments, he has adopted the
title of ““The Father of the Primary in
Kentucky.” But one area Chandler is
especially fond of is his road building.
‘“You can get more votes out of
promising roads than you can from
anything else,” he chuckled. “But then
when you build the roads you lose votes.
People get upset about having to detour
when you’re building their roads.”

Chandler said that he began the rural
roads commission in 1935, ‘‘even though
a lot of other people have taken credit for
it.”” He boasted, ‘I built more roads than
anyone else. And every road I built, I
paid for. The people got free roads from
Happy Chandler. My roads weren't toll
roads.”

He said that he originated the nine-to-

one program in funding road building. He

explained that the program called for $9
of federal money for each dollar the state
put up.

The former governor also said that his
state government reorganization
program was copied all across the
nation. “We cut the boards and com-
missions from 120 to 22. We just tightened
the ship a bit,"”" he stated.

But what he considers his best ac-
complishment was the construction of
the medical center at the University of
Kentucky. The hospital now bears his
name and recently had his wife of over 50
years (‘““‘Mama’’) as a patient. He credits
the facility with saving his wife’s life.

Chandler explained that the Com-
monwealth’s doctors and newspapers
fought him over the project, believing
that the medical center was not needed.
But Chandler proceeded and now cites
that the hospital has treated more than a
million patients since it opened 10 years
ago.

The ebullient Chandler said that
although it is little-known, he comes from
a political background. He said that he
had an uncle who was the first Kentucky
highway commissioner and a relative
who was speaker of the state house of
representatives.

““And one more interesting thing,” he
added, “‘is that my great grandfather in
1798 married President James Monroe’s
daughter.”

Obese Find Bias
When They Rent

BANGOR, Maine—It’s getting difficult
to find a good apartment, but even
harder for the obese who are
discriminated against in housing, ac-
cording to a psychology professor.

Dr. Lambros Karris, an assistant
professor at Husson College, said that
tests he had conducted show that the
obese are often rejected by potential
landlords or charged higher rents.

Karris said his finding is the result of a
study in which obeseé and normal weight
students applied for apartments in
Bangor.

Karris said two male students were
used for the recent experiment. One
student was 5 feet 8 and weighed 280
pounds. The second student also was 5-8
but weighed 145 pounds.

Instructed to give landlords identical
financial information and dressed
similarly in shirts, jackets and neckties,
the college seniors spent one day an-
swering the apartment rentals ad-
vertised in a newspaper in this city of
35,000. '

Although 29 apartments were ad-
vertised, Karris said the two students
both visited 11. He said the number of
apartments was a sufficient base for
statistical analysis.

Owners of five apartments quoted
higher rents to the overweight person,
Karris said. Two landlords told the obese
student that their apartments were
rented, just after another student was
told they were available.

“There was a $10 or $20 difference in
rents for the obese person,” Karris said.
“This was direct discrimination.”

Crops Due to Climb

WASHINGTON—The cost of producing
key farm crops will continue to go up
next year, but not at the breath-taking
pace of 1975, U. S. Agriculture Depart-
ment (USDA) analysts say.

Meanwhile, thecost of a few items such
as fertilizer are expected to ease slightly
from record levels.

The figures for 1976 crop costs will be
the basis for any adjustment in the
government's ‘‘target price”’ support
formulas for wheat, feed grains and
cotton.

In writing the four-year Farm Act in
1973, Congress specified that the target
price supports be adjusted in 1976 and
1977 according to changes in production
costs.

Dr. John G. Stovall of USDA's
Economic Research Service says the
final report will be ready for Congress
within a month. But some ideas can be
drawn from projections Stovall recently
published.

Stovall’s figures showed the per acre
cost of producing wheat next year is
expected to rise 5.5 per cent from 1975;
corn 5.6 per cent; sorghum grain, 7.0 per
cent; barley, 6.3 per cent; soybeans, 6.5
per cent; and cotton, 6.7 per cent.

As Foster Grandparents

Cecil has spent the past 25 months
working with a child who couldn't talk.
‘““He is not only talking now, he is
singing,”” beams Cecil.

“Foster grandparents work with the
children four hours each day, five days a
week,” explains Cecil, “but just that
much individual attention given to a child
can make a lot of difference.”

Why did the two men choose to spend
their time as foster grandparents when
they could have pursued their hobbies?

“There are three reasons,”’ Oliver
quickly answers. “‘We love children, we
feel needed and the opportunity is there
to do somethmg for others who are Ie%
fortunate.’

“Maybe, it's because we were able to
enjoy such a normal and happy
childhood,’” muses Cecil. ‘‘Whatever the
reasons may be, the Foster Grandparent
Program at Oakwood has grown from
eight to 38 participants.”

Foster grandparents are paid $1.60 per
hour. In addition, they receive a small
travel allowance, a free lunch and an
annual physical examination.

“Some of the fringe benefits are the
people you meet and work with,” agree
Cecil and Oliver. ‘“Each month the

Foster Grandparents Club meets and we
discuss plans for fund-raising projects,
social activities for us and for the
children and just exchange ideas.”

Two Officials
Are Indicted

LEXINGTON, Ky.—A former state
highway commissioner and a former
state Democratic official have been
charged with illegal conspiracy in an
alleged scheme to divert federal highway
funds to the Kentucky State Democratic
Committee.

Former Highway Commissioner
Charles Pryor and former state
Democratic Committee Executive
Director Herschal Taylor were named in
an indictment returned Monday by a
federal grand jury in Lexington.

The indictment said Pryor, highway
commissioner and later finance com-
missioner inthe Democratic ad-
ministration of former Gov. Wendell

Ford, conspired with Taylor and ‘‘per-

sons unknown’’ to divert federal highway
funds.

The indictment said Pryor and Taylor
conspired to thwart the intent of the
Federal Aid Highway Act by ‘‘diverting”’
funds intended for highway appraisal
jobs “‘to the Kentucky State Democratic
Committee and persons unknown.”

Pryor and others, according to the
indictment, would supply Taylor with a
list of persons chosen to appraise land for
right-of-way acquisition, and Taylor
would ask the persons for ‘‘kickbacks’
from the fee for the appraisal work.

The grand jury charged that potential
appraisers who wouldn’t agree to give
part of their fees back to the party didn’t
get any appraisal contracts,

The indictment said that William H.
Grissom, a Glasgow appraiser, was one
who did not agree to kick back part of his
fees, and that as a result, Pryor canceled
an appraisal contract Grissom had been
awarded before he refused to cooperate.

U. S. Atty. Eugene Siler said the in-
dictments followed two years of in-
vestigation since 1973 when Grisson first
charged that a kickback scheme was in
operation.

“By any measurement I qualify as

You may make enough
money to travel and get anything you
want. The question still is, “‘Is this all?’/

The struggle for the achivement of our
goals (education, health, fame, wealth,
or whatever) is challenging enough to
deceive us into thinking that they will
satisfy. Some reach old age before they
ask, ‘“What has been the point of years of
study, of work, of planning, of striving?

But the wiser ones ask this much
earlier. They recognize that most people
live lives of colossal self-deception. Most
people cannot bear the answer to the
question, “Is this all?”

The very fact that we ask this question
indicates that we are more than animals.
We are basically spiritual beings. So it is
proper to ask of all these physical things,
“Is this all?”

The answer is a resounding NO! For
many there will be unending terror, pain,
and remorse. The purpose of this leaflet
is simply to warn you of this frightening
prospect.

Oh, you say, refined people don’t talk of
such things. Well, the Bible has beautiful
poetry and uses proper language, but it
uses (properly) terrifying language
when it talks about hell: outer darkness,
weeping and gnashing of teeth,
everlasting fire, in torments.

Is this all? Thank God, again the an-
swer is NO! He has made possible a way
of life which gives satisfaction and peace
and fulfillment. Then money and health
and the ability to enjoy Beethoven are
gifts of God for which we are grateful,
but they are not the essence of life.

The essence is that we become attuned
to reality. We discover the meaning of
life; why we were created, why we are
here, and where we are going. This rich,
purposeful living is called eternal life. It
begins when Jesus Christ comes into our
hearts and continues for all eternity.

It is strange that people exert all their

efforts for bliss in this life and ridicule <

the promise of bliss in heaven. Jesus
said, ‘‘Labor not for the meat which
perisheth, but for that meat which en-
dureth unto everlasting life, which the
Son of man shall give unto you.”

Yes, Jesus—the Son of man—will give
itto you! Hesaid, ‘I am the bread of life.
I am the living bread which came down
from heaven. If any man eat of this bread
heshall live forever; and the bread that I
will give is my flesh, which I will give for
the life of the world.”

And Jesus did just that. He gave
Himself in death on the cross to open the
way to God for all who believe on Him.

Even the best the world has to offer will
not satisfy. It only leaves you with an
aching void asking, *‘Is this all?"" Jesus
said, “I am come that they might have
life, and that they might have it more
abundantly.” Come to Jesus today and
find this infinite, satisfying life!

Higher Highway Death Toll
Feared in State This Month

By JANE HILLARD

Frankfort, Ky.—It seems a bit
coldhearted to talk about death,
especially at this time of the year, when
everyone is looking forward to enjoying
Christmas and New Year'’s at home with
the family.

“But the sobering fact is that this is the
time when our traffic accident rate takes
an extra jump upward,” -says state
Transportation Secretary John C.
Roberts. ‘*And, the increased volume of
holiday, homebound traffic, bad weather
and human error are the lethal com-
bination that take the blame for it.”

Last December, 63 motorists were
killed in traffic accidents on Kentucky
highways. “If our fears for this year
(December, 1975) are realized, the death
toll will be higher,” said the secretary.

Both Roberts and Bennie Maffet,
transportation safety coordinator for the
transportation department, joined here
recently in urging all Kentuckians to
“take it easy’ on the road during the
coming month.

‘“While you can’t change the weather,
or do much about the amount of traffic on
the highways with you, there are many
precautions that you can take to improve
the odds of making it home alive," said
Maffet.

First of all, warns Maffet, ‘‘remember
that snow and ice driving requires a lot of
extra care behind the wheel.

““Be prepared to stop suddenly, but
remember what can happen if you brake
too hard and too quick on slippery
pavement. And know what to do to
control a skid.”

Make certain that your car is ready
mechanically for cold weather driving,
as well, he says. ‘A balky car stalling
suddenly in heavy traffic can also cause
a bad accident.”

Clear all frost or snow from all window
glass. It's illegal in Kentucky to just
scrape a small hole on your windshield to
peer through. But more importantly,
warns Maffet, ‘“it prevents you from
seeing a possibly dangerous situation
coming up right behind you.”

“A rear-end collision, even at slow
speeds, could put you in the hospital and
a neck brace for months,” he says.

Maffet also suggests that motorists put
a small carton of sand and a shovel in the
trunk of their cars before starting out on
a long trip, especially if they will be
driving over rural roads.

“If you do get stuck, a few spadefuls of
sand under the rear wheels may help you
pull free in a hurry,” he said. ‘‘A blanket
in the car is also a good idea. Mom and
the kids could get pretty cold while you
are out there shoveling sand under the
wheels.”’

And have that exhaust system
checked, he adds. Carbon monoxide
seeping through the floorboards into a
tightly-sealed car is a sure Kkiller.

Breathitt Center

Human error is another story. There
will be a lot more partying this month,
and Maffet says bluntly: “Den’t drive if
you've been drinking. And don’'t let your
friend drive if he's had teo many.
Sometimes you're better judge of thal
than he is."

If you're planning a long trip this
winter, start early and stop frequently. It
will break the tensions of driving and,
says Maffet, “‘you’ll return to your car
fresher for having taken the break.”

“And for pete's sake, observe the 55
mph speed limit,"”" he says.

“Last year, we watched traffic ac-
cident statistics level off nationwide,
thanks largely to the lower speed law, but
this year those statistics have started to
climb, as more and more motorists,
lulled into complacency by last year’s
figures, have begun driving faster again,
he said.

State police figures show they have
already worked five per cent more fatal
accidents thus far this year as compared
with the same period a year ago.

““We don’'t want to broaden that per-
centage gap further in the few short
weeks remaining in the year, Maffet
said.

MMI Fight for Life
Has $750,000 Goal

Millersburg Military Institute con-
tinues its fight for financial survival as
the only private secondary military
school in Kentucky and one of two in the
three-state area of Kentucky, Ohio and
West Virginia.

There were more than 160 military
schools following World War II. Today,
MMI is one of 49 still struggling to sur-
vive. This month marks the first an-
niversary of the $750,000 MMI fund drive
and only its fulfillment will assure its
unbroken service to the nation.

This traditional Kentucky institute,
established in 1893, remains dedicated to
its motto of ‘‘Right Training Is Better
Than Riches."

Colonel Hadley, MMI's new president
is optimistic, since 48 percent of this
year’'s enrollment are new students and
requests for information from around the
country continue to increase.

The fund, however, must be raised to
give Colonel Hadley the opportunity to

gain the enroliment necessary to insure-

MMI's continued operation. All donations
are tax deductible since MMI is a private
non-profit institution. To date, 17 percent
of the goal has been pledged and 10
percent, of $75,000, has been received in
cash.

Health Notes

What's more fun than shopping for tiny
tots’ toys at Christmas? So many of the
items are brightly colored, shiny and
new. It's hard to know which ones to pick.

The Floyd County Health Department
offers these tips when deciding which
toys to buy for small children:

—Make sure the toy is too large to be
swallowed.

—Avoid buying toys with detachable
parts that can lodge in the windpipe, ears
or nostrils.

—Choose toys that are not apt to break
easily into small pieces or leave jagged
edges.

—Examine the toy for sharp edges or
points.

—Don’t waste your money on toys put
together with easily exposed straight
pins, sharp wires, or nails.

—Keep in mind that items made of
glass or brittle plastic aren’t designed for
children in this lower age group.
—Check labels to see that toys aren’t
poisonous or toxic.

—Stay away from buying toys that
have exposed flames or build up heat to
dangerous levels.

—Look at the toy carefully to deter-
mine whether it has flimsy electrical
wiring.

—Watch out for toys with parts that
can pinch fingers or catch hair.

—Remember that children under two
should not play with toys that have long
cords or thin plastic bag materials.

Toy safety is everybody’s business and
we can prevent a lot of mishaps during
the Christmas season if we just take the
time to buy toys that are safe for our
kids.

Helm Roberts, Lexington engineer,
conducted the presentation, showing
charts and maps detailing plans for
cutting a channel to divert the river
around the town.

One inquirer asked about the
possibility of getting anti-flooding work
done on Burning Fork and State Road
Fork, but forging ahead on the Licking
project was stressed.

County Judge Hearl Borders gave his
personal and official approval: ‘‘This is
something we've dreamed about in
Magoffin county for years, and this is the
first chance we've had to get something
started on it."" He said fiscal court is
solidly behind studies toward the cut-
through.

Ollie J. Arnett, representing Big Sandy
Resources Conservation and Develop-
iment, said his body supports the plan and
will give whatever financial aid it can
toward the study. RC&D is the ADD
distriet environmental review board.

Frankfort, Ky.—Citizens of Kentucky
now have the chance to point out social
problems that can be met by services
offered under Title XX of the federal
Society Security Act.

The Department for Human Resources
(DHR) will be accepting until January 5,
1976, statements identifying such
problems facing Kentuckians.

Each Area Development District
(Add) and each Bureau for Social Ser-
vices district office will identify
problems in the district, complete a
and summarize
population characteristics.

ADDs are required to include other
individuals, agencies and organizations
of their district in reports, but any person
or group desiring to submit problem
statements directly to the bureau are
encouraged to do so.

The procedure represents the means
by which Kentuckians may provide input
into planning of statewide com-
prehensive social services programs
which will become effective July 1, 1976.

Forms and technical assistance for
completing the reports will be provided
on request by bureau district managers.

From January 5 until April 1, the
bureau’s central office staff will develop
a proposed state plan. A summary of this
plan will be displayed in newspapers

April 1-3.

Written comments will be accepted
and public hearings will be held in each
of the state’s 15 districts for 45 days (until
May 16), following the plan’s publication.

After revisions, the final plan will be
published June 30.

Title XX includes a broad range of
services to individuals and families. In
Kentucky, DHR's Bureau for Social
Services administers the programs.

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KSP Probes Acts of Terrorism
- Against Knott County Family

A campaign of terrorism reportedly
waged against a Knott county family in
the usually peaceful environs of Alice
Lloyd College at Pippa Passes was said
this week to be under investigation by
Kentucky State Police.

A series of incidents apparently
directed at Edward and Charlotte
Madden has left them confused and
anxious. Mr. Madden is employed in the
office of the Knott county superintendent
of schools at Hindman.

The acts of terrorism are described by
Bryan Wilkins in The Lexington Herald.
His story follows, in part:

The Maddens were jolted from normal
life last March when Mrs. Madden found
a brown paper bag containing five sticks
of dynamite hidden in a bush near their
home,

Since that time, vehicles were set afire
in their driveway and a dynamite ex-
plosion last month left a four-foot crater
in their driveway.

Inside their home, which Madden built
himself, the cozy pine paneling and low-
ceilinged rooms give an impression of
security.

But the Maddens and their two children
have felt far from secure since the date
their tormentor or tormentors began
waging the terror campaign.

The paper bag bomb which began the
series of incidents never exploded. The
fuse of the makeshift bomb failed to
ignite.

But, three months later, gasoline was
poured over a truck and an automobile
parked in the driveway of the Madden
home. The gasoline was ignited and the
vehicles were destroyed.

The latest incident occured on Nov. 15
while the Maddens and their children
attended a basketball game at Alice
Lloyd College in Pippa Passes.

Their home is located just up the hill
from the college and, according to
Madden, the explosion which left the
crater in their driveway could be heard
in the gymnasium of the college.

No one has yet been injured in the
incidents, but the Maddens received a
telephone call a few hours after the bomb
exploded.

Madden said the caller whispered the
threat, ““Won't miss next time.”

And it is the ‘‘next time'’ that is making
Madden anxious. Until now, the
authorites investigating the case have
drawn a blank as to the identity of the
person or persons committing the
terrorism.

And the culprit, according to Madden,
has given no indication as to why the
family has been selected as the target for
such violent harrassment.

“We're anxious, maybe overly so,"
Madden said during an interview at his
home. ‘““The authorities on the case have
come up with nothing.” -

To Ed Madden, a former principal of

Knott County High School, the motive
behind the bombings appears to be the
most puzzling aspect of the case. Saying

he has no idea why the attacks have been
aimed at his family, Madden speculated
that the person masterminding the at-
tacks might be ‘“‘mentally deranged."

He also theorizes that perhaps he
might have made ‘‘an enemy’' among the
many students he has taught during his
career.

Madden, also a former county chair-
man for the Democratic party in Knott
county, doesn’'t think the attacks could be
connected to his political life.

Characterizing himself as ‘‘well-
known'' throughout the southeastern
Kentucky county, he says he cannot think
of any incidents occuring while he was
either Democratic chairman or principal
which might give a clue to the identity of
the person or persons responsible.

Madden complains that since the
bombings began last spring, the Knott
county sheriff's department has not
investigated nor sent anyone over to the
Madden home.

The bombings are currently under
investigation by the Kentucky State
Police and the federal Bureau of Alcohol,
Tobacco and Firearms.

Contacted for a response to a com-
plaint that the sheriff’s office sent no one.
to Madden’s home after the Nov. 15 at-
tack, Sheriff Couch Chaffins said that the
constable ‘“‘over there’’ had as much
authority as he (Chaffins) did. -

“I'm tired of the sheriff’'s department
taking the rap,” Chaffins complained.

Approximately two weeks ago,
Madden said, the family was told that an
arrest was imminent in the case.

And last week, investigating officers
reportedly told Madden about a suspect
who was allegedly overheard boasting
about firebombing the cars. The suspect,
Madden said, was supposed to be sub-
mitted to a polygraph test in Frankfort.
The test was not administered.

Meanwhile, for the Maddens, the
situation is frustrating. The family
doesn’'t ‘‘know where to turn,” says
Madden, since the threat of an in-
vestigation did not deter the bombing
incidents.

And the ten months of worry, anxiety
and bewilderment have taken a toll on
the family’s lifestyle.

“We're more alert, naturally,”
Madden said. ‘‘But it’s getting to us. It's
not knowing the reasons for it (the
terrorism) that's the worst.”

75 HURRICANE SEASON ENDS

Frymire Reappointed
Adjutant General

FRANKFORT, Ky.—While most
Kentuckians were well aware that the
governor and lieutenant governor would
be sworn into office Tuesday, many did
not know that a third person must take
the oath of office on the same day.

Gov. Julian Carroll administered the
oath shortly after the inaugural
ceremony to Major General Richard L.
Frymire. Frymire, of Madisonville, has
been reappointed Kentucky's adjutant
general.

Though other offices are established by
the state constitution, the governor is
required by law to swear in the adjutant
general immediately after taking his own
oath of office.

Frymire, 44, was first appointed ad-
jutant general Dec. 7, 1971. The ap-
pointment ‘brought with it the two-star
rank of major general.

A native of Louisville, he graduated
from Centre College in Danville in 1952
and earned his juris doctorate degree
from the University of Kentucky in 1959.

The general's military career also
began in 1952, when he enlisted as a naval
aviation cadet. After pilot training, he
was commissioned as a second lieutenant
in the U. S. Marine Corps. After a period
of active duty and assignment to the
Reserves, Frymire transferred to the
Kentucky Air National Guard and began
flying reconnaissance aircraft.

In private life, he served eight years in
the state General Assembly, including
four years in both the House and Senate.
In 1962, he was selected as the ‘‘Most
Valuable Freshman Representative’’
and in 1968 was elected majority floor
leader.

Gov. Carroll has also reappointed three
other top National Guard officials.

Brigadier General Wilbur R. Buntin
Jr., commander of the Army Guard’s
senior command in Kentucky, the XXIII

.Corps Artillery, will continue in his post

as deputy adjutant general. He has held
that position since March, 1972.

Brigadier General Lawrence Queb-
bemann, a pilot and former commander
of the Air Guard's 123d Tactical
Reconnaissance Wing in Louisville, will
continue to serve as assistant adjutant
general for Air. He first accepted that
position in February, 1975.

Brigadier General William E. Hall,
who has served as assistant adjutant
general for Army since March, 1972, will
remain in that capacity.

Attorney Fails
To Ask Question,
Suspects Freed

For want of a prosecutor’s question,
two men accused of the robbery of a bank
at Virgie, Pike county, were freed of
federal custody last week after a hearing
in Lexington.

U. 8. Magistrate David Irvin ruled that
the United States failed to show probable
cause in the arrest of Glenn Little, 30, and
Jerry Goode, 35, both of Salyersville. The
FBI had accused the two of robbing the
Virgie branch of the Pikeville National
Bank & Trust Co. of $26,994, Nov. 20.

In their examining hearing before the
magistrate, Asst. U. S. Atty. Rick Duerr
did not ask the FBI agent who filed the
charges if the money taken was insured
by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corp.
(FDIC). Bank robbery is a federal crime
only if the money is insured by FDIC.

Duerr tried later in the hearing to ask
the question, but was not allowed to
under the rules of procedure, as pointed
out by defense attorneys. The men had
been in custody in lieu of $25,000 bail each
since their arrests on the day of the
robbery.

The hearing was to determine if the
men should be held to the federal grand
jury on the charges. Little is now free
and Goode is being held for Ohio
authorities on state charges there.

Duerr later said he forgot to ask the
question. He said the holdup is still under
investigation and it is likely that he will
present the grand jury with evidence
against the men, anyway, when it con-
venes Dec. 15.
