Conswners who find their Internal 

Revenue Service forms taxing frequently 
turn to private tax preparation services 
to save them time and money. If you plan 
to hire someone to prepare your federal 
or state income taxes this year, here are 
a few words of advice: 

1. Read ads carefully and be sure you 
understand what type of service will be 
provided. Some firms actually fill out the 
forms. Other firms tell you how to fill 
them out. 

2. Explain to the tax preparation firm 
the type of help you need, and then ask 
for a written statement of the complete 
cost of the service. 

3. Before you decide upon the help of a 
ta~ preparer, ask for identification and 
qualifications. If the person or firm you 
select to help you does not really know 
how to work with tax preparation, your 
tax forms could be prepared inac­
curately, leaving you in trouble and in 
debt. 

4. Find out if the company or person 
asswnes any responsibility for the ac­
'curacy of your tax return. If so, ask for a 
written guarantee. 

5. IQsist that a tax preparer sign your 
return!t,, 

6. Obtain a written receipt for all fees 
paid to a tax preparation service. 

7. Be skeptical of ads or offers of large 
tax refunds. No one can be certain of a 
refund at all 'U.1til the return is complete. 

~oth the stat<! and federal government, 
offer assistance to taxed conswners. The 
Internal Revenue Service has a toll-free 
nwnber which you may call to ask about 
your federal income taxes: 1-800-292-
6570. There are also 14 IRS offices 
throughout the state where you can just 
walk in and obtain assistance. 

For state taxes, you may contact one of 
the 11 district offices of the Department 
of Revenue, or their main office in 
Frankfort.

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Waste Program 
Franchise Set 
For Later Meet 

Awarding of franchises for collection 
and delivery to the county landfill of 
waste materials in all parts of the county 
was delayed at last Wednesday's 
meeting of the fiscal court when it 
became apparent that bids submitted 
were not based on adequate knowledge of 
the work to be done. 

A second meeting of the fiscal court 
was held Monday, with Bill Goodwin, of 
the Office of Business Development, 
University of Kentucky, discussing the 
problems attendant on waste collection 
and dispoal to only one landfill site. The 
court postponed till later in the month 
further action. 

Mr. Goodwin will supply each court 
member a map to delineate the exact 
boundaries of each magisterial disVict 
and show haulage distances. Sample 
contracts will also be sent the 
magistrates so that they may adapt them 
to a contract applicable to the situation 
here. 

He pointed to the importance of getting 
the collection and disposal system off to a 
sound start, adding that almost all waste 
collection districts are in trouble, in­
cluding even those with 80 per cent 
federal funding. 

The major problem of landfill sites, 
perhaps one for each magisterial 
district, still exists, with only one landfill 
established. It is located on Turkey 
Creek, near Maytown.

Break in Line 
·Leaves P'burg 
Without Heat 

Gas service to Prestonsburg was in­
terrupted Monday morning by a break in 
a line at the Prestonsburg Water and Gas 
system's Middle Creek regulator station 
and a few commercial buildings were 
still without heat Tuesday morning. 

Bill Harvey Howard, superintendent of 
the city water and gas system, said the 
break, which was reported at about 9:30 
Monday morning, was probably caused 
by a slip in the hill and the contraction of 
the pipe from Sunday night's ex-

. ceptionally frigid temperatures. Because 
the line, a two-inch pipe with a four-inch 
header, broke behind the valve at the 
regulator station, Howard explained, 
"We had no control over the gas flow, so 
we had to cut all gas coming into town." 
In addition, Howard emphasized that a 
federal regulation stipulated that all gas 
meters must be shut off for all consumers 
before service has been resumed. "It's 
time-consuming," Mr. Howard pointed 
out, "but is is a safety regulation." 

City workers and employees of the 
Elliott Gas and Electric Company of 
Prestonsburg worked from four to five 
hours to turn off some 1,200 gas meters in 
the Prestonsburg area and city em­
ployees worked until 4 a.m. Tuesday 
repairing the damaged line. Howard 
expressed his appreciation to the Elliott 
Gas and Electric Co., which, he said, had 
" pitched in to help out for the second 
time this winter." 

As gas service partially resumed 
Monday night and city residents began to 
turn on their meters and relight furnaces 
again, one incident resulted in damage to 
Cooley's Grocery here. A blaze broke out 
in the area of the store's furnace after it 
had been relighted and had apparently 
overheated. Damage to the building was 
slight. 

Shortly before Monday's gas shutoff, 
Johnny Castle, of Paintsville, sustained a 
broken bone in his heel after an elevator 
which he occupied malfunctioned and 
dropped about 20 feet in a lift station at 
West Prestonsburg. A wrecker was 
required to raise the elevator and 
remove the injured man. 

JOHNSON PLANT 
STILL AT WORK, 
THO FORCE CUT 

American Standard's plant near 
Paintsville continues work with a 
reduced labor force while negotiations 
are pending on a new wage cootracl 

The number of employees is now down 
to approximately 150-around half the 
number working 10 days ago. 

Those still working are doing so 
without a contract, but "considerable 
progress" in bargaining sessions has 
been noted and workers have been 
willing to stay on the job while 
negotiations in good faith have been 
conducted. 

The labor contract with the United 
Steel Workers of America expired Jan. 
23. The company's · Louisville plant, 
which supplies the Paintsville operation 
with about half its parts, Is on strike. 

"We plan to continue production on a 
day-to-day basis, depending on our own 
production capabilities and the available 
parts inventory," Jim Hulsman, 
manager of the Paintsville plant, said 
last week. 

American Standard has operated its 
Paintsville plant five years. Its peak 
employment was above 600. But the 
severe slump in the construction of 
homes has cut deeply into the demand for 
its plumbing fittings products, and 
employment rolls have of necessity been 
reduced.

Out-Patient Clinic 
To Move This Week 

Tim Atkinson, team director of 
Mountain Comprehensive Care Center's 
Floyd county operations, said last week 
that the out-patient clinic, now located on 
the second floor of the Barlowe building 
on First Avenue here, will move up the 
street to the second floor of the Mountain 
Comprehensive Care Center district 
office building (the old Prestonsburg 
General Hospital) next Saturday. 

"This move," Mr. Atkinson said, "is 
one of necessity. As a result of the 
agency's recent retrenchment and the 
resulting layoff of staff, there is now 
ample space in the district building for 
the out-patient clinic. And, since 
austerity is the name of the game these 
days, we can trim the budget even fur­
ther · by giving up the lease on the 
Barlowe Building and letting the old 
hospital do triple duty as out-patient 
clinic, district office facility, and district 
help-center." 

Mr. Atkinson voiced regret that his 
staff found it necessary to make such a 
move. "We have enjoyed our two-year 
stay in the Barlowe Building," he ex­
plained. "Its pleasant atmosphere and 
ideal location have left little to be 
desired. I expect Dr. Barlowe to have 
little trouble finding new tenants. They'll 
probably find him."

FRANKFORT, Ky.-8tate government 
operations will respond to the gloomy 
effects of a national recession with 
frugality and economic belt-tightening, 
Gov. Julian Carroll said in his State of the· 
Commonwealth address last· Wednesday. 

Speaking to a statewide audience on 
Kentucky Educational Television, the 
governor announced delays of work on 
three Frankfort state office buildings and 
the elimination of $1.5 million from the 
construction plans of a fourth govern­
ment building. He also deferred con­
struction on two projects at the Kentucky 
Fair and Exposition Center because 
"money available is not sufficient to 
meet the size of the projects." 

The two projects, construction of a new 
livestock and horse show arena and 
improvements to the fairgrounds lighting 
and press box facilities at the stadium,

would have cost $8.2 million. Two million 
dollars also will be cut from the .con­
struction budget of the Kentucky State 
Horse Park near Lexington, said the 
governor. 

"My obligation was to assure that new 
building programs planned by state 
government are needed and affordable," 
said Carroll, who imposed a fiscal and 
planning freeze Dec. 30 on $350 
millionworth of capital construction 
projects. 

"The time has come when we must ask 
if a project or program is necessary to 
our well being. If we can do without it, 
then now is not the time to do it." 

Gov. Carroll also noted that 3,054 state 
jobs have been declared vacant and will 
not be filled, saving the state $18.3 million 
this year. The vacancies are a result of 
an order issued to state agency heads by 
Carroll also on Dec. 30. 

"In coming months, every attempt will 
be made by your state government to join 
you in re-evaluating our priorities to our 
spending pattern while you are doing the 
same at your business and in your 
home," said Carroll. 

The governor said that when he 
presents his second report to the Com· 
monwealth in June, he hopes to "find 
ourselves enjoying a better economic 
climate." 

Kentucky's present economy may be 
"faring better than much of our nation," 
added Carroll. The state's diversified 
industrial and "essentially healthy" 
agricultural economics have allowed 
Kentucky's unemployment picture to 
remain as much as one percentage point 
behind the national rate, the governor 
said. 

Carroll noted that an unprecedented 
boom in the coal fields, created by the 
energy crisis, has boosted declining 
economies in a fourth of Kentucky's 
counties. 

Kentucky has been awarded two pilot 
coal research plants for gasification and 
liquefaction and is in the running with 
four other states for still another major 
coal facility that will convert high sulfur 
coal into three synthetic fuels. This new 
plant carries an investment value of 
more than $237 million, Carroll said. 

"Our chances of acquiring this facility 
are excellent and we are going after it 
with everything we've got," he said. "We 
will meet head-on our responsibility as a 
provider of the energy needs of much of 
this nation by making full use of every 
opportunity to develop Kentucky's coal 
reserves, shown by recent year-end data 
to be the most plentiful in the United 
States."

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Treasure Hunters Need Permits 
ByJODNEACE 

FRANKFORT, Ky .-Kentucky 
treasure hunters who dig for valuables on 
state-owned or state-controlled property 
witho~t a state permit are violating the 
law. 

Frederick <Rick ) Wilson , ar­
chaeologist for the Kentucky Heritage 
Commission, said Kentucky's ar­
chaeology law prohibits persons from 
willfully injuring, destroying or defacing 
archaeological sites or any object of 
antiquity, either Indian or pioneer or any 
other relic, on land owned or controlled 
by the Commonwealth or any state 
agency. 

"Those who are caught," said Wilson, 
"can receive as much as a six-month jail 
sentence or a $500 fine, or both . The least 
an offender can get is 10 days in jail or a 
$50 fine or both." 

The law was devised to keep non­
professionals and collectors from 
tampering with archaelogical sites and 
antiquities. It allows qualified persons 
and educational institutions to explore, 
excavate and collect historial objects. 

Wilson is concerned with the in­
creasing number of collectors who are 
using electronic metal detectors. Many 
are enticed into looking for gold or silver 
through treasure magazines which ad­
vertise these detectors. A handbook often 
accompanies the metal detector with 
suggestions on where to look for hidden 
treasure. Wilson said that one 
such handbook listed many historic

Kentucky sites and buildings, some on 
the National Register of Historic Places. 

Mrs. Eldred Melton, director of the 
Kentucky Heritage Commission, com­
mented the Commission is prepared, if 
necessary, to prosecute persons found 
illegally collecting, exploring or ex­
cavating state property. A permit can be 
obtained from the University of Ken­
tucky's anthropology department. 

The permit describes the location and 
sites of the ruins or deposits where the 
exploration or excavation is to be con­
ducted and is given for a specific and 
limited time. 

The permit is issued on the approval of 
the agency owning or having control of 
the land upon which the exploration or 
'excavation will take place. 

While private owners of historical sites 
or buildings are not covered under 
Kentucky's archaeology law, they are 
protected by trespass laws, which 
protect their property against the in­
trusion of treasure hunters. Wilson said 
that several states are adopting specific 
laws to protect privately owned 
historical sites and buildings from 
unlawful intrusion. But he said that it 
may be years before Kentucky adopts 
such a law. · 

Louisville Meet Marks 
ASCS Stale Conference 

Kentucky farm program officials from 
the Department of Agriculture's 
Agricultural Stabilization and Con­
servation Service (ASCS) met January 
29 and 30 at the Galt House, Louisville, to 
discuss better service for farmers, farm 
programs, and the image of the farmer in 
today's- urban society. Attending the 
meeting Jrom Floyd county was Sharon 
Conley, acting county ASCS executive 
director. 

The principal speaker was Kenneth E. 
Frick, ASCS administrator . Frick told 
the nearly 500 attending that agriculture 
is the least subsidized and the most 
forward segment of our economy. He 
urged the farmer-committeemen to hold 
on to their gains in income and to resist 
temptations to retread old farm 
programs. 

"I ask all farmers to take a firm stand 
against controls and government 
payments, and against all of the other 
interferences that centralize decision­
making and mean more government and 
less independence." 

Frick called for a recycling of basic 
ideals of the country's heritage stating 
"that new approaches are needed for 
new problems." He also called for the 
"revival of integrity, independence, and 
the work ethic in the nation ." "Our past 
farm policies cost this nation billions of 
dollars in payments, billions in food aid, 
and billions in storage costs-without 
achieving farm family incomes equal to 
the non-farm sector, without appreciably 
increasing the world's food security, and 
without truly protecting the farmer. The 
farmers I have talked with never want to 
return to the system of Washington 
determining their farming patterns or to 
get back into a cheap food policy."

Although it may be plebian in origin,

Cornbread has a special affinity for 
fish, pork, green beans, sorghum, sweet 
milk, butter, and stew. The taste of 
cornbread, when dunked in a bowl of 
bean soup, approaches the sublime, and 
when baked with a handful or two of 
cracklings from freshly rendered pork, 
cornbread becomes truly fit for the 
divine palates of the gods of myth and 
fairy tale. 

Mix up the cornmeal with the soda and 
salt. Beat the egg and the buttermilk 
together and add to the dry mixture. Stir 
well, with a large spoon and then, using a 
large spoon, pour spoonfuls of the mix­
ture onto a hot greased skillet or griddle .

Gifted housewives of the South have 
developed cornmeal-baking i.nto a fine 
art. From the simple but robust corn 
dodger of the Indians, made by mixing 
cornmeal with water and salt and baking 
it on a flat board before a campfire, to 
such wonderful things as spoonbread, 
muffins, hush puppies , batter cakes and 
southern cornbread. Southern cooks have 
come up with goodies made from corn­
meal that have few equals in the annals 
of culinary art. 

I tis a well-known fact that for corn and 
the discovery of cornbread, we owe a 
tremendous debt to the Indians. But no 
one knows who first found out that, by 
blending together a cup of cornmeal, a 
pint of whole milk, three tablespoons of 
melted butter, one and a half teaspoons 
of salt, one-half teaspoon of baking 
powder, and four beaten eggs, and 
baking this mixture at 350 degrees for 
about an hour, the result would be that 
incomparable taste treat known as 
spoonbread. If that person-presumably 
a women-was known, she would, in the 
opinion of many, be deserving of a 
monument tall as the Statue of Liberty. 

Who first compounded and baked the 
superb Southern cornbread is a person 
equally deserving but likewise unknown. 
Fortunately, though, the knowledge is 
still with us. From the files of UK Ex­
tension home economists comes this 
recipe that has been handed down for 
generations. 

Take 1% cups of cornmeal; Ph 
teaspoons of salt; 1 teaspoon of baking 
powder; 2 slightly beaten eggs; ll/4 cups 
of buttermilk; and 2 tablespoons of 
melted shortening. 

Mix the dry ingredients. Beat eggs 
and add them to the dry ingredients, 
along with the buttermilk. Add shor­
tening to the dough, mix well, and pour 
into a hot greased skillet or baking pan; 
bake at 450 degrees until done. The eggs 
can be omitted and the cornbread will be 
just about as good . In fact, some prefer

Kentucky-style jigging for black bass 

doesn't require a lot of fancy or ex­
pensive tackle, but it is one of the most 
effective ways of taking fish during the 
winter months and works particularly 
well in muddy water. 

In fact , it was the muddy waters of late 
winter that inspired jigging in the first 
place. Back in the mid-twenties, a group 
of fisherman at Herrington Lake, Ken­
tucky's first major impoundment, 
discovered that they could catch bass 
even when the water was almost thick 
enough to plow by dangling a gob of live 
nightcrawlers just below the surface 
around shoreline cover. 

As other lakes were built , the technique 
grew in populari ty and developed 
refinements , but the basic system 
remains the same- a stiff cane or 
fiberglass pole about 12 to 14 feet long, a 
strong monofilament line (up to 100 
pound test); some sinkers, a fairly large 
float and either live or artificial bait. 

The nightcrawler is the traditional bait 
and still the most effective under many 
conditions. When fishing with night­
crawlers, the angler will rig his pole with 
a short length of line, usually about 30 
inches, and will place a stationary float 
about 18 inches above a large, heavy 
hook. 

After baiting up with a gob of night­
crawlers (a "gob" is enough bait to cover 
the hook completely), the fisherman 
quietly sculls his boat close to the 
shoreline and drops the hook around 
likely-looking cover areas-surface 
debris , the tops of fallen trees, old logs or 
rockoutcroppings. Once the bait has sunk, 
he moves the pole up and down in a jig­
ging motion which resembles someone 
shivering from the cold (and considering 
the weather when jigging is effective, 
this similarity may be more than coin­
cidental) . 

The fun really starts when a bass takes 
the bait. With such a short line, playing 
the fish is difficult, so most anglers boat 
their fish with a mightly yank, swinging 
the fish into the boat as quickly as 
possible. However, with a reallilllker on 
the line, it is sometimes necessary to pull 
the pole in hand-over-hand to the tip, 
grab the line and heave the fish aboard. 
It may not be elegant, but it gets the job 
done. 

For fishing in murky or clear water, 
slightly diffet,ent techniques , employing 
a little more finesse , are required . For 
one thing, a longer pole with lighter line 
(about 20 poWld test> is commonly used 
and the line length is adjusted so that it is 
about a foot shorter than the pole. The 
stationary float is replaced by a slip cork 
and the bait- usually a minnow- is 
fished much deeper, sometimes eight to 
ten feet deep. 

For clear-water jigging, artificial bait 
will sometimes prove effective when 
used with a long line similar to the outfit 
used for murky water. Dollflies, small 
artificial nightcrawlers or pork rind 
strips are favorites among jig fishermen .

Like all other types of fishing , suc­
cessful jigging depends first of all on 
locating the fish . In winter, the bass will 
generally be near the surface where the 
water is warmest. The muddier the 
water, the closer to the top the fish will 
be-probably due to the decreased light 
penetration in the water, which allows the 
bass to find the low illumination levels 
they seem to prefer. As the water color 
changes to murky or clear, the fish will 
be progressively deeper. 

Another thing jig fishermen should 
remember is that bass tend to be sluggish 
in cold water. Both their activity and 
their food intake decreases with the 
temperature. Hence, small baits , both 
live and artificial, are usually more 
effective than larger ones, and whatever 
bait is used , it should be fished slowly. 

So if you haven't tried Kentucky jigging, 
now is a good time to get started. It's 
often the ticket for some hot fishing in 
cold weather.

It is unrelated to the $80 million coal 
liquefaction plant already approved for 
the Catlettsburg area as a joint effort of 
private industry and the federal and 
state governments. Two-thirds of the 
money for that project will come from 
Washington while Kentucky will pay up 
to $6.4 million. 

State Development Secretary Dee 
Akers said Kentucky also was looking 
into a new coal refinement process some 
experts think is "better than any we have 
seen to date." He said planning was not 
far enough along on the project to give 
any specifics. 

Carroll and Akers made their 
statements at a news conference in which 
Carroll announced appointment of Louis­
ville businessman John Y. Brown Jr. as 
unsalaried chairman of a newly 
established Governor's Economic 
Development Commission. Carroll also 
announced then he was naming Larry 
Townsend, a business associate of 
Brown's, as his commerce Commission 
to succeed Damon Harrison, who will 
join Carroll's planning office. 

Carroll said the new $237 million 
project would use both the gasification 
and liquefaction processes, which 
produce gas and oil. But it also will 
produce a third level of fuel called 
"char," which he said also was a 
valuable coal substitute. Akers explained 
later char is the powder of solid residue 
remaining from the other processes and 
which still can be burned at what is 
believed to be a relatively pollution-free 
level. 

The U. S. Department of Interior has 
awarded a contract for the project but 
the site has not been selected, Akers said. 

Akers said he felt the project could be 
located anywhere in ~stern Kentucky 
because that was the type coal found in 
the other three states also being con­
sidered, all in the Appalachian area. 

"We are going after this plant and our 
chances of getting it are very good," 
Carroll declared. 

"Not only does Kentucky need this 
plant, the nation needs the plant where 
the coal is-and that is Kentucky," he 
said. 

"The fulfillment of our opportunity as a 
provider of the energy needs of much of 
the nation lies in the development of 
Kentucky's coal reserves." 

Kentucky apparently got into the coal 
research field ahead of most states, 
starting in 1972 with an effort to find a 
way to make the high-sulfur coal of 
western Kentucky environmentally 
acceptable. 

Then in 1974, with the energy crisis, 
former Gov. Wendell Ford persuaded the 
General Assembly to commit up to $50 
million over a five-year period for 
research projects on converting coal to 
gas and oil. 

The liquefaction plant approved for the 
Catlettsburg area last year was a direct 
result of that effort.

for income tax help. After a meeting in Frankfort last week 
on the spending of severance tax rev­
enuesbyvariouscounties, W. J. Reynolds, 
Jr., of Allen, chairman of the legislative 
advisory committee charged with ap· 
proval or denial of projects to be financed 
by severance tax flUlds, said he envisions 
the pouibility of a new and permanent 
body for the work. 

Rep. Reynolds said he may suggest to 
the next General Assembly that the 
advisory committee be replaced by a 
miniature Appalachian Regional 
Commission which would be able to 
coordinate the industry-eeeking efforts of 
the various coal counties. 

Of the severance tax money that has 
been spent, or earmarked for spending, 
to date only $178,000 has been for 
acquiring industrial lites while almost 
$1.5 million has beenspent on 
recreational sites and $600,000 for sup­
portive projects for industrial sites. 

Rep. Glenn Freeman <D-Harlan) said 
it il time for hil colleagues to emphasize 
industrial sites instead of recreational 
facilities. 

He made the comment after the group 
had approved expenditure of excess 
revenue for several recreational projects 
in Eastern Kentucky. 

"We really haven't zeroed in on in­
dustrial sites for counties and I suggest a 
stringent effort to do so in next year's 
allotment," Freeman said. 

The legislative committee recom­
mends expenditures to the state finance 
commi81ioner, who has yet to reject any 
recommendation. 

The program began this fiscal year 
lUlder a legislative act turning back to 
coal-producing counties an excess 
portion of the 4 per cent coal severance 
tax, which is a levy on coal extracted 
from the grolUld. 

Rep. Hoover Dawahare, D·Whites­
burg, told Freeman hia proposal is 
idealistic, but advised him to remember 
that fiBcal courts are elected by the 
people "and it's their money, not yours." 

Percy Elkins, of the Kentucky River 
Area Development District at Hazard, 
said securing industry in Eastern 
Kentucky may be practically impouible 
in these times, but some day diver­
sification will come.

FRANKFORT, Ky.-How much coal is 
under Western Kentucky? A six-man 
team from the Kentucky Geological 
Survey-the state's geologic research 
agency-intends to find out. The 
geologists are conducting a two-year 
investigation of coal resources in the 14 
counties of the Western Kentucky coal 
fields. Their goal is to map coal deposits 
in that area accurately and to determine 
the most efficient use for that resource.

"Kentucky is the largest coal­
producing state. It's only fitting that we 
determine what we have and what we 
can do with it," said Gilbert Smith, 
project director. Smith, who heads the 
coal research section of the survey, said 
that the program will add accuracy to 
existing knowledge about Kentucky coal. 

"Existing maps tell us the location of 
coal deposits, but this is incomplete 
data," Smith said. "We're attempting to 
measure the amount and the quality of 
the coal and determine the likelihood of 
its recovery from the earth." 

The study, part of the energy research 
package funded by the 1974 General 
Assembly, will also investigate the 
feasibility of using Western Kentucky's 
high-sulfur coal in gasification 
programs. Environmental regulations 
have restricted the use of this coal, which 
produces sulfur dioxide when burned. 
However, Smith said, it's ideally suited 
for the coal gasification process, in which 
coal is burned in a closed receptacle. But 
before such plants can be established, 
geologists must determine that enough 
coal exists to support a gasification 
program. 

The members of the survey's coal 
research team are now mapping the 14 
counties in the region. Using visual 
examination and drilling data, they 
estimate the thickness and quality of coal 
deposits and investigate the associated 
rock. They then can evaluate a deposit's 
mining suitability and estimate its 
recover ability. 

After the field work is done, the 
geologists will compile their data, plot it 
on maps and chart coal measurements 
on reserve data maps. Tables of figures 
will be published for each county in the 
coal basin. After six months of work, the 
geologists have mapped half of the 14-
county area. Smith estimates that 
another eight months will be spent in the 
field, gathering data through 
examination and drilling procedures. 
Completion of the project and publication 
of the data are scheduled for July, 1976. 

Smith hopes his agency will receive 
funding for a smiliar study of Eastern 
Kentucky's coal reserves. "No state has 
ever attempted a project like this one," 
he explained. Most research about coal 
location is done privately by industry 
sources. 

Several other states have expressed 
interest in duplicating the Kentucky 
project.

Now is a good time to start making 
plans for a home garden. With signs of 
spring just around the corner finds most 
of us full of interest and enthusiasm. 

We do not want to let one planting of 
vegetables and an increase in tem­
perature cause us to lose interest for the 
garde!f. 

If you are uncertain about growing a 
garden this year, consider these reasons 
for growing one. 

Tired of paying high grocery prices, 
you can grow your own to provide the 
family with fresher, cheaper, nutritious 
supply of vegetables throughout the year. 

A garden for a family of four is worth 
about $800. 

With rising food prices, money saved 
on home grown vegetables can be spent 
on other food items. 

Studies have shown that in many in­
stances, families are better fed when a 
portion of the food supply is home grown. 

We need to select a garden site and 
order our seeds now, if we haven't 
already done so. 

In selecting a garden site we need good 
soil, loamy in texture, well drained and 
free from shade. Very heavy soils are 
hard to work and remains wet and cool 
until late in the spring. It is possible to 
grow a good garden on nearly any soil 
type, provided it is well drained and 
properly managed. A good practice is to 
incorporate as much organic materials 
into the soil as possible, such as manure, 
rotten sawdust, and leaves. 

All vegetable families should be 
planted together and rotating them 
around will help to control insects and 
diseases. 

We have a leaflet available at the 
County Extension Office Ho-3 on 
Vegetable Varieties in Kentucky. These 
varieties have been tested and proven to 
be very satisfactory in this area. The 
leaflet is free. If you had a problem with 
tomato blight, there are two varieties of 
tomatoes that have some resistant to 
blight, Ramapo and Jet Star. For the free 
leaflet, stop by the County Extension 
Office (2nd Floor Prestonsburg Post
