As 5 Lines Blasted
On Christmas Day

Some 14,000 residents of Floyd and
Johnson counties narrowly escaped loss

« of gas service for an indefinite period of

time when two pre-dawn explosions
Tuesday damaged natural gas cooling
units at strikebound Kentucky West
Virginia Gas Company’s Dwale com-
pressor station, near Allen.

The explosions and a resulting fire
temporarily shut down a 2,000-
horsepower pumping unit at the com-
pressor station and threatened gas
deliveries to the towns of Prestonsburg,
Allen and Paintsville as well as the
Johnson County Gas Company and
Mountain Utilities, Inc., serving
customers in rural Johnson county.

With the station shut down, pipeline
pressures began steadily declining and
continued to drop while company
supervisory personnel worked quickly to
extinguish the huge fire caused by
thousands of cubic feet of escaping
natural gas and to assess the damage to
the company’s facilities. One of the
damaged cooling units was rendered
operable an hour and a half later, and the
pumping unit was restarted at 6 a.m. and
line pressures were restored to normal.

‘Had both- ¢cooling units been per-
manently damaged, the gas supply to the
communities involved could have been
shut off for a periof of several weeks or
even months because of the general
unavailability of this particular type of
equipment, a company spokesman said,

These same communities were without
gas service for several hours when two
other explosions ruptured supply lines on
November 26.

The Tuesday morning explosions early

| today were the 22nd and 23rd incidents

| involving explosives since a strike

|against the company by employees
‘represented by the Oil, Chemical and

Atomic Workers International Union
Local 3-510 began 77 days ago.
" The explosions are being investigated
by Officers of the Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearms Division of the Internal
Revenue Service and the Kentucky State
Palice.

The company has posted rewards
totaling $100,000 for information leading
to the arrest and conviction of anyone

Rail Firm Loss
In Twin Wrecks
Near $250,000

Two coal train wrecks on successive
nights last week in this county caused an
estimated $250,000 damage.

Eighteen loaded coal cars figured in a
wreck late in the afternoon of Dec. 27 at
Minnie, ripping out 360 feet of railway.
Cause of the derailment has not been
determined.

In the second derailment, the early
morning of Dec. 28, nine loaded cars
wrecked at Wayland, damaging 225 feet
of track. A broken rail caused the wreck,
it was said.

Some of the wrecked gondolas were
twisted and damaged beyond repair.
Nobody was injured in either wreck.

Last week's wrecks brought to three
the number of recent derailmentson C. &
Q. lines in the county. Thirty loaded cars
derailed near here, Dec. 7. Although no
official estimate of the damage was
available, it is believed the loss here was
at least as severe as in the two Beaver
Creek wrecks

Garfield Place, the antebellum home
here of Mrs. Claude P. Stephens, has
been placed on the National Register of
Historic Places, the National Park
Service announced recently.

The Kentucky Heritage Commission
noted that this.is the first Floyd county
structure to be listed on the National
Register. Its listing not only recognizes
the structure’s historical merit but
protects it from any adverse effects from
federally funded projects and makes it
eligible for matching federal restoration
funds.

Originally known as the John M. Burns
House, Garfield Place was built in 1857
by a prominent Eastern Kentucky at-
torney. Burns served in the Kentucky
General Assembly while his law partner,
John M. Elliott, served in the U. S.
Congress. Though partners, these two
men disagreed about the Civil War.
Elliott served in the Confederate

‘Tough’ Policy Eyed

Recent events have convinced County
Judge Henry Stumbo that establishing an
effective solid waste disposal program in
this county will be one of the most dif-
ficult to be undertaken at the county
level.

This conviction arises from the fact

 that residents of the county are hauling

refuse past the landfill now open on
Turkey Creek and are dumping it on
Turkey Creek mountain where dumping
has been forbidden,

Judge Stumbo said some of the refuse
dumped there has rolled onto a
cemetery. He has instructed the operator
of the landfill nearby as well as others to

identify, if possible, those who are
dumping refuse on the mountain so that
the offenders may be prosecuted.

““We need more solid waste disposal
landfill locations available for all the
people before we crack down on those
who refuse to use them and go ahead and
dump wherever it's convenient, but we'll
have to get tough,” he commented.
“We'll make some people mad, I know,
but it will have to be done.”

This fiscal court has planned four
disposal sites, one for each magisterial
district, but except for the Turkey Creek
landfill no sites have been found.

Chairlift Actlon
Ends; $127,000
Paid Plaintiff

Litigation which arose after the can-
cellation last year by Governor Ford of a
contract for construction and operation
of a chairlift at Cumberland Falls State
Park ended last week in Franklin circuit
court in a cash settlement.

Cumberland Falls Chair Lift, Inc.,
headed by Edward Music, Prestonsburg
business man, was awarded $127,000 in a
settlement of the suit filed after
Governor Ford cancelled the chairlift
contract. The agreement was declared
void, and the suit was dismissed.

Construction of the chairlift was well
under way when a storm of protest from
environmentalists broke. It was stopped
early last May, then resumed a few days
later on Gov. Ford’'s order, but was
permanéntly halted late that month when
the governor cancelled the undertaking
on the grounds that it violated existing
Wild Rivers legislation.

Cumberland Falls Chair Lift then filed
suit to recover $106,901 for money ex-
pended on the project, plus interest;
$100,000 for damages and depreciation of
equipment, and $1.6 million for loss of

Single Liquor
Raid Features
Quiet Holiday

The Christmas holidays were, for the
most part, quiet for law enforcement
officers in the county with a no greater
than normal number of persons being
booked at the county jail over the past
two weeks.

A single liquor investigation by Sheriff
Joe Wheeler Lewis and deputies Friday,
December 20 netted the officers 70 pints
of liquor and resulted in the im-
poundment of two automobiles in which
the liquor was found, The cars which
were said to have been registered in the
names of Mary Ruth Joseph, of Prestons-
burg, and Nora Damron, of Van Lear,
were parked in the lot adjoining Joseph's
Taxi. Warrants have been issued for the
two women.

Charles Joseph and Harold Joseph, of
Prestonsburg, were charged December
24 with blocking traffic, reckless driving,
and failure to yield to an emergency
vehicle after they allegedly attempted to
delay a county patrol car chasing
another vehicle suspected of trans-
porting liquor. The two, driving separate
vehicles, reportedly tried several times
to interrupt the chase by pulling in front
of the police car. During the chase, which
occurred between Hager Gap and Dewey
dam, the patrol car ran off the road and
plunged over a steep hillside which
dropped to the reservoir. It was said a
single tree on the mountainside
prevented the car from running into the
lake. Although the vehicle was believed
“totalled,”” the occupants of the car,
Deputies Doug Lewis and Linzie Hunt,
escaped serious injury.

Trial of Sykes

In Deskins Case
Set April 14th

Four murder trials are listed for
hearing during the circuit court term
which will convene here Monday, and
three other defendants are slated for trial
on charges of aiding and abetting
murder,

Those scheduled for trial on charges of
murder are Richard Tackett, Green-
berry Tackett, Bobby Workman and
Gory Porter, Jr. Eddie Jones and his
father, Agnel Jones, and Mary Ellen
Ireton face possible trial on aiding and
abetting counts. The murder charges
against Eddie Jones and John Martin
have been transferred to the Pike circuit
court for hearing. They were indicted in
the slayings of Lawrence Conley, Floyd
deputy sheriff, and James Clayton
Conley.

The trial of Robert Sykes, charged with
the Pike county murder of Mrs. Boone
Deskins, and transferred to circuit court
here on change of venue, will not be
heard till April 14. In closing days of the
November criminal court term which
was extended late into December, Circuit
Judge Hollie Conley set Sykes’ trial date
and amended his Nov. 20 order directing
that certain witnesses be produced for
his trial. Judge Conley noted in his order
that he found that three of the wit-
nesses—Thomas Sheppard, Charles
Stafford and Julius Blankenship—a
prisoners in the U. S. penitentiary
Atlanta, Ga., where Sykes himself is
serving time. So he directed that
testimony of these three witnesses
taken by deposition at the Atlanta pri
beginning at 10 a.m. Jan. 13 and con
tinuing till completed. The court order
stipulated that expenses of one attorney
for the defendant in the taking of the
depositions are to be paid by the Com-
monwealth—either - from  Publie
Defender funds or at the expense of the
Floyd fiscal court.

Sixty-six cases are docketed for trial
during the January court term, but this
number could be increased by grand jury
action. Among the cases slated for trial
there are, in addition to those involved
in slaying cases, 11 charging defendants
with breaking and entering, burglary and
grand larceny ; two alleging possession of
drugs or violation of narcotics laws, and
14 for possession, sale or transportation
of intoxicating beverages.

section of Kentucky is expected to grow
dramatically with 90,000 added to the
present population.

Overall, Eastern Kentucky lost 15.4 per
cent of its population in the 1960’s. But in
the first three years of the 1970’s it gained
5.8 per cent.

During the 1960’s Floyd county lost 13.8
per cent of its population. But from 1970
to 1973 the county gained 10 per cent,

The same story, in varying degree, has
been written in other eastern counties.

The ARC report projects a similar
trend over much of the 13-state Ap-
palachian region. It estimates a total
population gain of 1.5 million in the
region from 1970 to 1980, much of it in the
long-hard-pressed central mountain
area.

This is a drastic reversal of the out-
migration patterns that characterized
the region for two decades. A total of 2.5
million persons left Appalachian
mountain areas during the 1950s and 1.6
million left during the 1960s.

In offering one of the few tangible signs
that 11 years of federal redevelopment

- efforts produced any results, the report

says the region has almost caught up
with the national growth rate.
It offers the following explanation for
the shift:
—The boom in the coal industry,
particularly in Eastern Kentucky.
—*“The rural life movement’’ of young
people moving from cities to the country.
—Increased black-lung and Social

Security payments.

—Higher unemployment and housing
shortages in northern cities.

—Expansion of recreation and of
retirement housing in mountain areas.

The trend is part of a national one.
Since the late 1960s, the mass movement
to large cities that characterized
population shifts since World War II has
ended while smaller cities and outlying
rural areas have grown.

Dr. Jerome P. Pickard, the ARC's
population expert, has expressed won-
derment over the Appalchian trend ever
since he first discovered it more than a
year ago.

“I never anticipated this kind of
change,” he said last week. “Everything
has turned around. If you'd told me this
would happen a few years ago, I would
never have believed you.”

Pickard said more than a third of the
Appalachian immigrants from 1970 to
1972 were service men and women
returning to civilian life. This has now
slowed down and there are some in-
dications in preliminary 1974 U. S. census
figures that the overall growth is slowing
down, he said.

However, he said he expects current
trends to continue until the end of the
decade.

“Of course, we can’t be sure about
what the recession will do to this,” he
added.

Kentucky, Pickard’s report said, had
the largest amount of immigration in
Appalachia from 1970 to 1973, as 27,300
persons moved into the eastern part of
the state. Births accounted for an ad-
ditional gain of 23,200 giving the eastern
third of the state a total population of
927,000 in 1973. This is estimated to in-
crease to 1,016,700 by 1980.

Pickard said the greatest amount of
growth would likely come in the coal
regions and in counties near Winchester,
Richmond, Corbin and Somerset.

He has not broken down his projections
county by county.

First reports of these blasts came from
the community of David, where separate
explosions severed two pipelines sup-
plying gas to about 20 scattered
residential customers and to the Ohio-
Kentucky Utilities Gas Company, of
Prestonsburg. According to John Allen,
owner of Ohio-Kentucky Utilities, 30
homes were still without service the next
morning in 30-degree weather.

Another pipeline had been blasted in
the Turkey Creek section, near Maytown.

Commission Report
Cites Employment

Nearly three times as many Blacks
proportionately serve on the boards and
staffs of Kentucky's community action
programs as on the boards and staffs of
area development districts in the state,
according to a report by the Kentucky
Commission on Human Rights. The
report is based on a survey of the
representation of Blacks and women in
Kentucky's 15 area development districts
and 21 community action programs,

The community action program
agencies (CAPs), which operate local
poverty programs, are funded by the
Office of the Economic Opportunity, and
other federal and local agencies. The
area development districts (ADDs) are
umbrella planning agencies through
which federal and other funds flow for
local improvements and programs.

The Big Sandy Area Development
District has no blacks on its board or

staff, while the Big Sandy Community
Action Program has one black board
member and one black employee. Three
percent of the CAP's board and 4.5
percent of its staff are non-white,

The Big Sandy Area Development
District includes Floyd, Johnson,
Magoffin, Martin, and Pike counties, One
half of one percent of the five county
district’s total population is nonwhite.

Because of the low proportion of blacks
in this district, neither agency has an
under-representation of blacks on its
board or staff, but women are severely
underrepresented on the boards of both
agencies.

Big Sandy ADD’s board has a low
female board proportion of 5.3 percent,
only slightly above the statewide ADD
average. Women comprise 12.9 percent
of Big Sandy CAP's board—less than half
the statewide CAP average of 29 percent.

Both agencies have excellent patterns
of female employment—60 percent for
the ADD and 68.2 percent for the CAP. In
both agencies, about one of every four
professional employees is a woman.

Kentucky's ADDs generally have
levels of black representation on both
their boards and their staffs equal to or
above the proportions of Blacks in the
areas they serve. However, most CAP
agencies in Kentucky have significantly
better records or minority employment
and board representation than ADDs
serving similar geographic areas.

The poverty-program agencies also
have higher proportions of women on
their staffs and boards than do the area
development districts.

State-wide, 19.8 percent of all CAP
board members in Kentucky are non-
white, compared to only 6.7 percent non-
white representation on ADD boards. In
total employment, the 21 CAP agencies in
the state have a black employment figure
of 29.2 percent, compared to 10 percent
for the 15 ADDs. The 1970 census shows
that 7.4 percent of Kentucky's total
population is non-white.

It’s Worth Saving

It is encouraging to learn that the Appalachian Regional
Commission has indicated that it now proposes a new program
which will include industrial sites, access road construction and

more money for coal research.

These three items are basic to the future of what is known as

Appalachia.

At the same time the ARC, if newspaper reports are accurate,
relegates a part of the region, including much of Eastern Ken-

tucky, to the proverbial boneyard. Bill

Peterson reported

Monday in The Courier-Journal: .

. . . Under the strategy, ARC funds are concentrated in
places that show the greatest potential for growth. Other places,
including much of Eastern Kentucky, are written off as ’‘not

worth saving.” **

"“Not worth saving’’—how does ARC, an agency established to
save depressed areas from hope-destroying conditions, decide
which part of the region is to be forgotten?

Five years ago, Martin county might have qualified. Today,
the Appalachian Regional Commission is amazed to find that
that county, which in the 1960-'70 decade lost 11 per cent of its
population, had three years later gained 11.2 per cent.

Or Floyd, Johnson, Pike, Perry, Knott or half a dozen other
eastern counties could have been written off as hopeless as their
young people flocked to other sections of the state and nation.
But today they ae getting their people back from those crowded,
crime-ridden cities and their lines of the jobless.

The Times does not ask the Appalachian Regional Commission
to invest in impractical ventures here in Eastern Kentucky or in
any other section of the region which it was created to serve, but
it does ask it, please, to desist from statements which paint with
a broad brush a dark picture for Eastern Kentucky—a picture
which would bear the grim title, ’Not Worth Saving.’’

We suggest that ARC forget some of its dreamy projections
and get down to the practical matters of industrial sites, access
roads and coal research—and then watch Eastern Kentucky

grow.

After that, it should be our own job to clean up a beautiful land
that is a domestic junkyard and an industrial wasteland (as
witness junked cars, littered roadsides and farmsteads and
strip-mined hills), and so make the area inviting to the world as
weill as to those who are native to the land and whose love for it
blind their eyes to its imperfections.

New UMWA Contract
Benefits Wide Range

WASHINGTON—Pension checks -for
90,000 United Mine Workers of America
(UMWA) Health and Retirement Funds
pensioners will increase from $150 to $200
a month, beginning with checks mailed
this month, as a result of the new con-
tract between the UMWA and the
Bituminous Coal Operators Assn.

The first pension increase since 1969,
the raise will be the first of three during
the life of the contract. Effective Dec. 6,
1975, benefits will be increased again, to
$215 for pensioners who receive black
lung benefits and to $225 for pensioners
who do not. A year later, Dec. 6, 1976,
benefits will rise again, to $225 for pen-
sioners receiving black lung benefits and
to $250 for those who do not.

Miners who retire during 1975 will
receive pension benefits based on this
same schedule.

Miners who retire during 1976 and 1977
will receive pension benefits based on the
miner’s age and the number of years
worked at retirement. Under the sliding
benefit scales used for the new pension
plans, miners who retire in 1976 will
receive pensions slightly lower than
miners who retire under the scale used
for 1977 retirements. However, those who
retire in 1976 will receive a $10 a month
increase in 1977 as a hedge against in-
flation.

The contract also provides monthly
pensions of $125 for miners permanently
and totally disabled in mine accidents
between May 29, 1946, and Dec. 31, 1975,
Beginning in January, 1976, miners with
less than 10 years of service in union
mines at the time of their disabling ac-
cidents will receive $125 a month pen-
sions. Miners with more than 10 years of
work in union mines will receive pensions
based on their years of credited service
and computed as if they were age 62 at
the time of the accident.

The surviving spouse of a miner who
receives a disability pension after Dec. 6,
1974, or on retirement under the 1974
pension plan after Jan. 1, 1976, will
continue to receive 50 per cent of the
miner’'s pension until death or
remarriage. If the miner is killed in a
mine accident after Dec. 6, 1974, the
surviving spouse will receive $100 a
month until death or remarriage. If the
miner was eligible for a pension at the
time of his death, regardless of cause, the
spouse will receive 50 percent of the
pension the miner would have received
had he retired before his death. If the

miner is killed in an accident in a union
mine after Dec. 6, 1974, his surviving
spouse will receive $100 a month in ad-
dition to the 50 percent of the pension the
miner would have received.

The use of the Fund's Health Service
Cards, which enable holders to obtain
health benefits, has been extended to
surviving spouses of miners permanently
and totally disabled or killed in union
mine accidents after May 29, 1946, and
surviving spouses of miners who are
eligible for pensions during 1976 or 1977.
The cards can be used until the surviving
spouse dies or remarries.

Miners who are disabled and eligible
for pensions are also eligible for Health
Service Cards, as are disabled miners
who receive Social Security Disability
Benefits and who have completed 20
years of credited service under the new
pension plan but have not yet reached the
minimum retirement age of 55. Disabled
miners who have worked at least 10 years
in union mines and are within four years
of age 55 are eligible for the health cards
as long as they are disabled and
receiving worker’s compensation
benefits. The cards will also be extended
to disabled miners receiving sickness
and accident benefits,

Disabled or mentally retarded children
of Health Service Cardholders are
eligible for coverage, regardless of age,
if they are living in the cardholder’s
home or are confined to an institution for
treatment.

Funds death benefits also have been
increased by the new contract. A cash
payment of $7,500 will be paid to the
spouse of a miner who dies, regardless of
cause, leaving one to five dependents. If
there are more than five dependents, the
cash death benefit will range from $8,000
to $10,000, depending on the number of
dependents. If there are no dependents, a
$2,000 death benefit will be paid.

If the miner is killed in a mine accident
after Dec. 6, 1974, the surviving depen-
dents will receive a cash payment of
$10,000 in addition to the other death
benefits. If the miner has no dependents,
a $2,500 cash payment will be made in
place of the $2,000 benefit.

On the death of a retired miner with
dependents, the survivors will receive a
cash payment of $2,500. If the retiree has
no dependents, a $2,000 payment will be
made.

Kentucky Power Company announced
last week the purchase of approximately
10,300 acres of land in Breathitt, Perry
and Knott counties, including an option
on existing leases on the coal underlaying
the land, for possible future purposes.

He added that
exploration of the reserve to determine
its quality would begin immediately,
weather permitting, pointing out that
such findings would serve as the basis for
the ultimate price to be paid for the coal
leases.

The option on the
coal leases was acquired from Spruce
Pine Land Company, also of Cleveland.
The option expires next October.

FRANKFORT, Ky.—On New Year’s
Day—when many Kentuckians are
recovering from high times the night
before—the seventh ‘“Feeling Food’" will
zero in on alcohol abuse. Kentucky'’s
Department for Human Resources
(DHR) helps to promote the show.

Particular attention will focus on the
influence of parents’ habits on teenage
drinking.

A teenager’s first personal experience
with alcohol typically happens at home at
13 or 14 years of age and not at wild
parties among teenagers, according to a
recent study.

Often, abuse of alchol starts in the
teens, according to the study. By high
school graduation, practically all
teenagers have had a drink.

Kentucky youths are influenced by the
state’s one million plus adult drinkers
and the estimated 140,000 abusers of
aleohol.

According to the study, teenagers who
drink generally report at least one parent
is an alcohol user (not necessarily an
abuser). Adolescents who do not drink
usually report that their parents are non-
drinkers.

Kentucky’s DHR has a broad scope of
programs to help prevent alcohol abuse.
““Our doors are open to anyone who wants
help,” said Commissioner Stanley
Hammons, M.D., of the Bureau for
Health Services, DHR, ‘‘We offer ser-
vices through comprehensive caré
centers in every county, Medical
Emergency Alchol Detoxification Ser-
vices (MEAD), Situation, Identification
and Disposition (SID) units, Alcoholism
Demonstration Projects (ADP), 17 half-
way houses throughout the state and
more,”’ said Hammons.

A special announcement during
‘““Feeling Good’’ tells the abuser,
regardless of age, where he can go for
help.

The show is on KET each Wednesday
night at 8 p.m. EST through May 14.

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Hammond Former Prison Warden,
Says Stiffer Penalties Needed

PAINTSVILLE—James W. Hammond
of Ashland, former warden of the Ken-
tucky State Reformatory at LaGrange
and former acting director of corrections
for the state, told Paintsville Rotarians
recently that both major and lesser
crimes are increasing at an alarming
rate.

“U. S. Attorney General (William)
Saxbe reports major crimes are up 16 per
cent over last year. And there is a big
question if all are being reported—if they
were reported, it would reflect discredit
on their communities.”

Hammond, formerly of Paintsville,
noted there are an estimated 30,000
murders in the nation each year and an
equal number of rapes.

Several reasons for the increase in
crime were cited by Hammond, in-
cluding the U. S. Supreme Court ruling a
few years ago that the death penalty was
“barbaric, cruel and inhuman.”

He said there were hundreds of death
penalty cases awaiting trial and
prisoners awaiting the electric chair or
death chamber. ‘“‘Many have been
released (paroled) and some are still
pending. I put forth every effort last
session of the (Kentucky) legislature to
restore the death penalty.

“When that ruling was made there
were hundreds of ‘do-gooders’,
sociologists, ex-convicts and many who
had cases pending in the courts, and civil
righters who got together and before the
people of the respective states realized
what was taking place they have sold
many governors—our Governor Ford
was one—and the state legislatures a bill
of goods to amend the state criminal
codes, including probation and paroles,
and operations and management of the
penal institutions.

Hammond said when the bill got to the
floor of each legislature, word was out
that it was an administration bill and
“okay’’ when actually legislators should

Retirement Plan
Can Save Taxes

By JOSEPH KURTZ

Cut your income taxes while providing
for your retirement, If you are a farmer
or other self-employed person, you can
accomplish both of these things by
putting part of this year’s income into a
deferred-income retirement plan, ap-
proved by the Internal Revenue Service,

You will not have to pay 1974 income
taxes on the money which you put into
such a plan this year, explains Charles L.
Moore, Sr., Extension farm management
specialist at the University of Kentucky
College of Agriculture. After you retire
and begin to draw money out of the plan,
you will have to pay taxes on the money.
However, the tax rate during your
retirement years is likely to be much
lower.

Moore points out that Congress passed
a law this year increasing the amount of
tax-deductible income which can be
put into approved deferred-income
retirement plans by self-employed
persons. Under the old law, passed in
1962 and commonly called the Keogh Act,
eligible persons could put up to 10 percent
of each year's income, but not more than
$2,500, into such a plan. The new law,
known as the 1974 Pension Reform Act,
allows a contribution of as much as 15
percent of each year’s income, with the
maximum raised to $7,500.

“The average age of Kentucky farmers
is in the mid-50’s, and 1974 net farm in-
come is the highest ever except for last
year,” says Moore. ‘““Thus, a deferred-
income retirement plan should prove
very beneficial to many farmers in
Kentucky.”

Moore says most tax consultants and
insurance companies have pre-approved
basic retirement plans available for
those who do not have a plan. Those who
already have a plan need to have it
reviewed because of the new 1974 law.

Beginning in 1975, a self-employed
individual who does not wish to par-
ticipate in a regular approved retirement
plan will have the option of opening a
retirement bank account and deducting
up to $1,500 in contributions to the ac-
count each year on his income tax
returns.

‘““Even though a retirement plan
provides some current tax advantages
for the self-employed, I feel the most
important reason for having such a plan
is to provide for retirement,”” says
Moore. ‘It is very obvious that with
today's prices, social security alone will
not provide an adequate retirement
income."

have scrutinized the laws more closely.

“With the present laws it is most dif-
ficult to convict anyone. It is no wonder
most law violators do not have any fear
of the courts, penal servitude or other-
wise, as he too knows he has a 90 per cent
chance of being turned loose."

Hammond claimed the reasons there
are '‘escapes, murders, rape, fights and
drugs in Kentucky prisons is due to a lack
of discipline. No control—and the greater
part of the control is by the prisoners.”

He said it is time for people to start
holding all those in authority ac-
countable. ““The legislature must enact
and update the criminal code, including
the probation and paroles, and the
operations of the penal institutions.

““The laws must be tough with teeth in
them and meaningful. And the public
should be made aware of the new laws
and penalties. The courts should use
every measure to see that justice is
meted out accordingly.

The former warden said tough laws
will deter murders, rapes and assaults.
He said many law enforcement agencies,
judges, and elected officials are in favor
of “‘tightening up the criminal code.

“There are protests from all over
Kentucky about the present setup and
how it is being administered. Many in
Governor Ford's administration are not
satisfied but cannot speak out.”

PRESTONSBURG
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Name Change
Is Meaningful

WASHINGTON—The contract recently
agreed upon by the United Mine Workers
of America (UMWA) and the Bituminous
Coal Operators Assn. (BCOA) has
changed the name of the UMWA Welfare
and Retirement Fund to the UMWA
Health and Retirement Funds.

“The two changes in the name—going
from ‘Welfare’ to ‘Health’ and from
‘Fund’' to ‘Funds'—are more than
cosmetic,” Fund chairman Harry Huge
explained.

“The benefits provided through this
organization are not welfare,” he said.
“They are earned by the work of union
coal miners. And the Funds’ health
programs do more than just pay doctor
bills. The Funds are now actively in-
volved in monitoring the quality of health
care provided by the network of
physicians, hospitals and clinics that
we've established over the years and
doing what they can to keep health care
costs as low as possible. The Funds are
also involved in various health education
efforts designed to help keep miners and
their families healthy, so that we’re not
just paying to treat illness after it
develops.

“And the change from ‘Fund’ to
‘Funds’ is very substantial,” he said.
“There is no longer one large pot of
money from which we draw to pay for
health care and pensions for miners and
their families. The new contract
establishes four separate and distinct
trust funds. There are two funds to pay
health and pension benefits for miners
who were retired when the new contract
was agreed upon and two other funds to
pay health and pension benefits for
miners who were working when the
contract was signed.”

Mr. Huge cited legal and economic
considerations as the reasons why the
UMWA Welfare and Retirement Fund,
which was first formally created with the
signing of the 1950 National Bituminous
Coal Wage Agreement, had to split into
four separate and distinct trust funds.

“The most important legal con-
sideration was the passage last Sep-
tember of the new federal pension reform
law,”” Mr. Huge said. ‘‘That law requires
pension funds to begin funding the
pension benefits they have promised to
pay, and it requires pension plans to
institute vesting, which means that a
worker’s pension will be based on the
number of years he has contributed to the
plan and his age at the time of
retirement. !

“Given this legal requirement, we aiso
faced a giant economic problem,” he
said. “If we took into consideration the
pensions that have been paid since the
Fund began, our funding requirements
for the 90,000 pensioners we have today
would be $1.9 billion. That's as much
money as flowed through the Fund in the
past 15 years. Faced with this, we knew
there was no way we could fund both the
old pension plan and a new pension plan

_and pay the same benefits out of both. So,
we established two separate plans, and,
although each will be funded and pen-
sions will be guaranteed, the benefit
levels are, out of necessity, different.
There was simply no other way to meet
all the requirements.”

School Supts., Guests
At ROPES Meet

Council members and their local school
superintendents were luncheon guests of
ROPES Region Eleven. Advisory Council
meeting at Jenny Wiley State Park,
December 18. Presiding at the meeting
was Council Chairman Wendell R.
Conley, of Wittensville.

Guest speaker was William R. Bird-
well, director of the Division of Regional
Services. Mr. Birdwell brought greetings
from Dr. Lyman Ginger, State
Superintendent of Public Instruction. He
told the group that by March, 1975, every
region in Kentucky will be organized and
operating and listed three original
purposes of the regions: to improve
delivery of State Department services;
to provide a vehicle for improved
cooperation and communication among
local school districts; and to provide a
more comprehensive program of
education to the regions.

Birdwell stressed that Kentucky
Educational Development Regions are
not administrative agencies but are ser-
vice agencies. He said that in the future
regional offices will have a curriculum
member on the staff, a Department of
Education representative on the Board of
Directors, improved communication
with other services, computer services, a
grant from the Right to Read program,
and a planning grant. All of these will be
utilized to improve services to local
school districts.

Birdwell also told the Council that
although 43 states have some form of
educational regionalization, Kentucky is
the only state to use the unique form
typified by ROPES Region Eleven.
Rhode Island is considering the
establishment of educational regions and
Birdwell will visit there on January 10 to
discuss Kentucky's regional concept for
their consideration.

The next Advisory Council meeting will
be heid in March, 1975.

Alice Lloyd College Helps
Make Christmas Merrier

Pippa Passes, Ky.—Alice Lloyd
College helped make Christmas merrier
for thousands of Eastern Kentucky
children and adults this year.

The College’s ALCOR Program
(Appalachian Leaders in Community
Outreach) asked area residents to donate
cast-off toys and children's books to a
special Christmas program.

According to Miss Stumbo, Rich

Old Christmas To Be Feted

“When the calendar changed and
Christmas came 12 days earlier, many
American settlers never accepted it and
continued to celebrate January 6th as
Christmas.’’

Mrs. Edith Fitzpatrick James, of
Prestonsburg, was explaining why
another Christmas was being celebrated
so soon after the ‘‘real’’ Christmas.

25 the real day for celebrating the birth of
Christ, but this was not so among early
settlers throughout America.

Those who might enjoy a Christmas
without the worry of money for gifts,
time for shopping and the com-
mercialism can drive to Jenny Wiley
State Resort Park near Prestonsburg for
the annual observance of Old Christmas
on Jan. 5.

Mrs. James revived the custom more
than 40 years ago when she was
responsible for a special Christmas
program on Dec. 25. She became ill and
was unable to follow through with the
planned event. To compensate,
remembering stories of another
Christmas, she planned her program
around the Jan. 6 date.

“When I was a child,” she said, **Old
Christmas didn't take the place of
Christmas proper, but at Christmastime
we always would hear all the old stories
and legends.”

One of the stories explained the part
animals played in the great celebration.
““Cattle and other animals in the barn
were supposed to kneel in reverence at
midnight on O0ld Christmas and
mystically acquire the power of speech.”

Long years ago in the hills and hollows
of the Kentucky Highlands, children
were admonished by their elders not to
gonear the barn at the midnight hour, for
humans were not supposed to hear what
the animals said, But children then were
the same as they are today, and many

were determined to look in on this
wondrous happening.

“Every Old Christmas we children
tried to see these things, but naturally we
always fell asleep.

The Jan. 5 celebration will include
songs, music and maybe a bil of square
dancing, along with chant-singing by the
Jenny Wiley Chantresses.

The folk dancing will include, among
others, the Killikrankie, the Scottish
Sword Dance and the Sir Roger
deCoverly dance,

Mrs. James, director of Old Christmas
in May Lodge at the park, is herself a
noted dulcimer player and singer,
singing and playing the old songs during
the twelve days of Christmas.

“In order to keep these memories
alive, Tom (Mrs. James’ husband) and I
have held Old Christmas parties for
many years,”’ she said, ““and this year
Appalachian carols such as ‘The Cattle
Low at Midnight,” written by Henry
Scalf, will be woven into the story."”

There will be the traditional Wassail
bow] with old-fashioned sweet cakes and
ginger cookies.

Most of all, it will be a time of con-
tinuing the celebration of the world’s
most wondrous event.

New Penal Code
Effective Today

FRANKFORT, Ky.—At 12:01 a.m.
New Year's Day what had been a crime
two minutes before may not be a
criminal offense as a result of the
broadest revision of Kentucky criminal
laws in recent times.

At that time a new penal code goes into
effect. The code eliminates laws
governing some activities, such as
adultery, But more importantly, ac-
cording to state justice officials, it
simplifies and clarifies all other crimes,
except those set apart by specific
statutes.

One group to benefit by the penal code
will be police officers. Guy Bayes,
director of the Department of Justice’s
training program, said the code will
make it easier for policemen to un-
derstand and enforce the laws.

“Criminal offenses are presented in an
orderly, understandable fashion in the
new code,” he said.

There are now 25 separate theft of-
fenses. The new penal code redefines
theft and breaks it down into seven dif-
ferent types. Bayes said this division by
categories is logical and will make it
easier for policemen to charge a suspect
properly.

Bayes said the code also simplifies the
classification of felonies and
misdemeanors. Offenses such as robbery
are classified by degrees. A first degree
robbery offense is more serious than a
second degree offense. Bayes said an
officer’s knowledge of classes in cases of
robbery or other crimes enables the
officer to know when he must obtain a
warrant or when he can make an arrest
on probable cause.

As the laws are now written, he said, an
officer may have to delay taking any
action until he has consulted someone on
the law’s interpretation. ““It is hard for a
policeman to interpret laws in split
seconds on the streets when judges and
attorneys spend years interpreting them
in court.”

While the code has been welcomed by
those involved in the criminal justice
system and citizens alike, it has not been
without its controversies.

One of the most controversial aspects
has been the penal code’s limit of the
amount of force a policeman may use in
making an arrest. The presentlaw allows
the use of deadly force (a gun) when a
person’s life is threatened, including the
officer’s, or whenever a policeman
believes it is necessary when arresting a
felony suspect.

The penal code limits the use of guns to
certain types of felonies such as murder,
armed robbery,
anytime someone’s life, again, including
the officer’s, is endangered.

Many are concerned this may mean
police officers may be subjected to abuse
and danger. Noting that policemen will
still be allowed to protect themselves and
others, Bayes said he is not sure the
changes will cause the problems others
expect.

“By and large, the police in this state
are reluctant to use deadly force.
Policemen are like other people and
respect human life,”" he said.

A definite problem Bayes expects
police to encounter is determining
mental states when charging a person
with a crime. With few exceptions, no
crime has been committed under the
code unless the suspect acted with one of
four newly defined mental states. When
making an arrest, an officer must
determine if a crime was committed
intentionally, knowingly, wantonly or
recklessly.

The confusion arises as a result of
the language defining the mental states.
“Intentionally’’ and “knowingly’’ mean
basically the same thing under the
code—the person knows he is committing
the crime. The only real difference lies in
how they are used.

Generally, according to the code,
“intentionally’’ is applied to crimes
against persons, such as murder, while
“knowingly’’ pertains to crimes against
property, such as illegal possession of
stolen property.

‘““Wantonly’’ and ‘‘recklessly’’ are
applied to a suspect who does not know
that he is committing a crime but should
know because of the circumstances.
“Wantonly’’ is defined as creating a
serious risk when a person is aware of the
risks and consciously acts in spite of
them, such as speeding in a residential
area.

Conduct is considered to be reckless
when a person wrongly creates a serious
risk of which he is not aware and his
failure to see the risk is unreasonable,
such as firing a loaded gun in the
assumption that the gun is unloaded.

To prepare the policemen for the
changes, the bureau of training has
sponsored week-long seminars on the
penal code. Bayes said 3,100 police of-
ficers in the state will have received the
training by New Year's Day.

The bureau of training also 'has
prepared a manual listing every crime in
the penal code and the laws which the
code doesn't change. The booklet, which
is available to all policemen free of
charge, also contains chapters on arrest,
search and seizure procedures,

In addition to the listings, the manual
also explains situations that may help
officers interpret the law. The definitions
of mental states are accompanied by
examples to help officers determine
which applies to the specific incident he
is facing.

Because the manual is pocket-sized,
policemen can carry it with them. This
gives them an easy reference point until
they become familiar with the new penal
code, Bayes said.

He thinks it will take several years
before police and citizens become totally
familiar with the penal code. As with any
other law, the penal code will be subject
to changes. ‘““The courts will be asked to
interpret various provisions,” Bayes
said, adding that he also expects
policemen to request changes as they see
how the penal code can be realistically
applied on the streets.

He described the code as a ‘‘tremen-
dous improvement in the law,” and
whose advantages ‘‘far outweigh the
disadvantages."

If nothing else, he said, a more ac-
cessible law will make officers ‘‘even
more professional.”

Churchill’s Memoirs
Highlighted on KET

Sir Winston Churchill’'s memoirs are
the main focus of ‘‘The Finest Hours,” a
two-hour documentary presented Thurs-
day, Jan, 2, at 8:30 p.m. EST on Ken-
tucky Educational Television.

“The Finest Hours'' highlights the
years of World War II, when Churchill
mobilized the English people to combat
the Axis powers that threatened an in-
vasion of British soil for the first time
since 1066.

Narrated by Orson Welles, the
documentary uses film clips, still
photographs and archive film to trace
Churchill’s turbulent career and
leadership during the war years. It
focuses on the period from the early dark
days of Dunkirk and the beginning of the
London blitz, through the North African
campaign and the invasion of Italy to D-
Day and, finally, the victory.

Churchill rallied the British people
together through his eloguence and
humor as a master tactician and
politician. He became prime minister in
1940, found himself out of office at the end
of the war, then served once again from
1951-55, when he retired from public life
at age 80.

At the conference, Rufus Fugate,
Leslie county agricultural extension
agent, gave each person in attendance a
list of rare and endangered wildlife in
Kentucky. The list contained 40 species
including the common shrew, the spotted
skunk, the golden eagle, the bald eagle,
trout, the green tree frog, the black bear,
the bobcat, and the cougar.

Fugate said that, contrary to popular
opinion, coal mining in its various forms
is not the main problem facing wildlife in
Eastern Kentucky. The major problem,
he said, is forest fires.

Anna Miller, geology instructor at
ALC, said the only state in the country
with more fresh water streams than
Kentucky was Alaska. Jit Ghosal, ALC
associate professor of chemistry, ex-
plained how coal mining polluted fresh
water streams and what steps could be
taken to prevent fresh water pollution.

Roy Mullins, vice president of the
Falcon Coal Co., explained how strip-
mined land can be re-claimed and
described Falcon’s reclamation efforts.

-Roy Reynolds, organizer of the ALC
conference and chairman of the College’s
division of Natural Science and
Mathematics, said he is considering
planning a second science seminar on
another topic for next year.

Consumer Comments

By Atty. Gen. Ed W. Hancock
Make a New Year's resolution to stop
cheating yourself! Yes, you—so
knowledgeable about common consumer
frauds like bait and switch, so able to
pass by phony bargains with an iron will

*that exhausts swindling salesmen and a

glance that would shrivel any fly-by-
night operator—you may be cheating

yourself!
Are there times when you lose money
simply through carelessness—

carelessness with something like looking
over your monthly bank statement? If
the balance doesn’t correspond to your
own calculatlons do you dismiss it as a
mistake on your part? Don't. Banks, just
like any establishment, can make honest
mistakes: Be diligent in your balancing
and report any errors immediately.

How about your last grocery store
visit? When the checker rang up your
sale items, did you notice if the items
were marked correctly? If they weren't
marked, did the checker remember the
correct sale price? You must be an alert
shopper, not because everyone is out to
get you, but because everyone can, and
does, make an honest mistake now and
then. Help prevent these kinds of
mistakes and save yourself some money.

Another such situation may occur in a
restaurant. You're eager to leave and
ask for the bill. When it comes, check it
over to be sure the correct charges were
made. Don't be afraid of offending the
waiter or waitress instead of offending
your wallet.

Almost every consumer situation is
open to error. At the dry cleaner or
laundry, make note of what articles of
clothing you have taken and check to be
sure all are returned to you. When you
receive a telephone bill, utility bill or
credit card bill, look carefully at each
charge. If you don’t remember a par-
ticular charge, look at the accompanying
receipt, call the company or store or
write to the credit card company or

whoever has the information. But never
pay a bill that you're not sure is correct.
Instead, put your doubts in writing before
the bill is due to be paid.

If you feel that you have been a victim
of some type of consumer fraud, write to
the Attorney General's Consumer
Protection Division, the Capitol, Room
34, Frankfort, Kentucky. Kentucky
residents may call on the toll-free
hotline: 1-800-372-2960.
