County; Towns 
To Get $477,561 
For Fiscal Year 

Floyd county and its five incorporated 
towns have been allocated a total of 
$47'1',561 in revenue sharing funds for the 
entitlement period, July 1, this year, 
through June 30, 1976, it was announced 
last week by the Office of Revenue 
Sharing, Washington, D. C. 

Floyd county was allotted $345,995; the 
city of Prestonsburg, $109,858; Allen, 
$522; Wayland, $4,493; Martin, $8,740; 
Wheelwright, $7,953. 

Only the county and Wheelwright had 
as of this week released their plans for 
use of the funds. 

Floyd county's $345,995 will be ex­
pended for these purposes, it was an­
nounced by County Judge Henry 
Stumbo: 

Public safety, capital and operating­
maintenan~e, $86,000; public trans­
portation, $7,000; health, $5,000; 
libraries, $3,000; social services for the 
aged and poor, $5,000; financial ad­
ministration, $30,000; multi-purpose and 
general government, $207,362; housing 
and community development, $2,633. 

Delbert Davis, chairman of the 
Wheelwright board of trustees, reported 
that $6,953 of the town's revenue sharing 
allotment will be spent on public safety, 
with the remaining $1,000 to be for 
recreation.

After he and Marvin had decided to hide 
in the barn and maintain a watch, he 
said, Kenneth returned to the house to get 
a gun. He and Marvin were walking 
toward the barn, he added. when the 
gunshot was heard. He said he ran back 
to the house and found his brother on the 
floor, the shotgun beside h'm. He then 
called an ambulance.

Coal-Road Case 
Back in Court, 
Hearing Slated 

The litigation between the Sterling 
Hamilton Coal Co., Inc. and Willard 
Johnson involving the use of a private 
road on Johnson's land for access to a 
stripmining operation on Mitchell 
Branch of Tinker Fork, Mud Creek was 
settled by agreed judgment, May 3, but 
Mitchell within a week claimed that 
Hamilton had violated the provisions of 
the agreement. 

As a consequence, Special Judge 
Edward P. Hill, of Frankfort, will con­
duct a hearing here Friday on a motion 
by Johnson that Hamilton be held in 
contempt of court. 

The May 3 agreed order ended the 
temporary restraining order granted by 
Judge Hill after a hearing of the original 
court action filed by Johnson. The 
plaintiff had alleged that the coal com­
pany had used his private passway to his 
home in order to reach its mining work 
farther up Mitchell Branch. 

The contempt action contends that the 
coal company violated sections of the 
agreed order which provided that 
Hamilton would build an alternate access 
route to the mining operation and in no 
way traverse Johnson's property, and 
that the company's use of Johnson's road 
while the new route was being built would 
be consistent with its prior use, which 
was limited to automobiles and small 
trucks. 

Johnson claims Hamilton ran a 
bulldozer over his road, the week 
following the signing of the agreed order. 

The May 3 order provided that the coal 
firm would pay Johnson $1000 for in­
cidental and esthetic damage to his 
property. for inconvenience and ex­
penses: that Hamilton would build John­
son a new bridge, would repair it if it 
washed out or was damaged by flooding 
within two years and would replace his 
natural gas line, and that Johnson be 
paid not more than $200 for repair of a 
water line.

"These funds will help preserve for the 
1975-'76 academic year diverse 
educational opportunities now available 
in the Commonwealth by making it 
possible for students to choose the in­
stitution and academic or training 
program they wish," Carroll said. 

Paul Borden, executive secretary of 
KHEAA, says that the state funds to the 
SSIGP will be added to $250,000 in federal 
funds and provide approximately 3,600 
grants averaging $350 per grant to 
Kentucky students. Last year 1,600 
grants were issued. 

To be eligible a student must submit a 
parental income statement with his 
application. A mathematical formula is 
then applied to the statement to deter­
mine how much a parent is able to 
contribute to the student's education. 
Distribution of the grants will be based 
on the parent's ability to contribute. 

The student must be a Kentucky 
resident and enrolled full-time in an 
accredited Kentucky institution.

McGuffey said the forms, which are 
being distributed by auto insurance 
companies who do business in Kentucky, 
are to be used by those who wish to reject 
no-fault auto insurance coverage. But 
apparently, he uys, many policyholders 
are confl*!d about how to comp'lete 
them-incorrectly completed forms are 
being received by the Kentucky 
Department of Insurance. 

Those who have trouble with the form, 
or questions aboUt no-fault insurance, 
should contact their insurance agent, 
attorney or the department, McGuffey 
said. 

The purpOse of the new law, enacted in 
the last session of the lejislature, is to 
a•ure fast and automatic insurance 
payments to persons who are entitled to 
no-fault benefits and who are injured in 
Kentucky traffic accident!. It takes 
effect July 1. 

No-fault payments wiU be made by tiMI 
company insuring the auto in which th6 
injured persons were r~, regardleu 
of who caused the accident, hence the 
name, no-fault. 

Under the new law, if you are entitled 
to no-fault protection and are injured, 
your lnsaranee payments will be made 
within 30 days. 

The law requires that when you 
register your vehicle, you must continue 
to carry basic auto liability protection in 
the amount of $10,006-$20,000 for injuries 
and $5,000 for property damage. And, 
unless you reject it, you must have a 
minimum of $10,000 basic no-fault 
benefits. 

If you already have an automobile 
liability policy, it will be automatically 
changed by your insurance company to 
include the basic no-fault personal injury 
coverage. 

Note, hoWever, that in order to get this 
coverage, your right to sue witJ be limited 
in case of a minor injury. If you do not 
want this lawsuit limitation, you have the 
option to reject no-fault benefits. 

If you decide to reject the lawsuit 
limitations, your rejection must be in 
writing on the form.lf you don't receive a 
form, you can obtain one from your in­
surance agent, company or the Kentucky 
Department of Insurance. 

A 10 per cent reduction will be renee 
in bodily injury liability rates in the firs 
year, if all members of a family accept 
the lawault limitatlcm.

Agency Stresses 
Water Safety 

FRANKFORT, Ky.-A tight knot of 
concerned people gather around the 
water's edge as rescue workers go about 
their sad taik of tending to tbe victims. 

Every summer the scene is repeated at 
Jakel and rivers all across the country. It 
peed not happen. 

"Nearly all recreational accidents are 
preventable. And all it takes is certain 
basic precautions and the consciousness 
that one must be prepared if a hazardous 
situation develops," said Kentucky 
Division of Water Enforcement Director 
Doug Shoulders. 

The state's water enforcement agency 
operates on the premise that education is 
the best means of reducing fatalities. 
Shoulders believes that teaching young 
people in high schools and middle schools 
is one of the single most effective means 
of instructing all boaters. 

He notes that the middle school 
students are especially observant of their 
parents' boating habits and do not 
hesitate to tell them when they are doing 
something unsafe. They don't forget their 
safety lessons-or let their families 
forget. 

During the past winter, Shoulders 
reports, officers in the division conducted 
water safety presentations in more than 
200 schools in Kentucky. They gave slide 
shows, lectured, and held question and 
answer sessions. Altogether they 
reached some 90,000 students, most of 
them in the middle grades. 

"In the past two years, such off-season 
teaching has become one of our most 
important safety activities," Shoulders 
18id. 

The officers who taUiht the classes are 
now back on patrol on Kentucky's rivers 
and lakes, and will be until winter comes 
asatn. 

The state agency is working cloaely 
.ttb the U.S. Coast Guard, the U.S. Coast 
Guard Auxiliary and the U. S. Army 
Corps of Engineers. The Coast Guard 
Auxiliary, a volunteer group working an 
an educational branch, has been doing 
invaluable work for boating enthusiasts 
in Kentucky, according to Shoulders. 
Tbroulh their courtesy motor boat 
examination program, the auxiltary runs 
a free inspection check for boat owners to 
see that a craft, and ail its equipment, is 
safe and in compliance with the law. 

The Corps of Engineers also 
cooperates and works closely with the 
state organization in planning safety 
programs. In addition to building the 
many facilities on Kentucky's waterways 
<except for Kentucky Lake, which was 
built and is managed by the Tennessee 
Valley Authority), they also act as 
resource managers of the installations. 

An example of the cooperation between 
agencies is their sharing of various 
management f1Dlctions on the state's 
larger lakes. For example, when an area 
of a lake is deemed dangerous or 
otherwise undesira~ for particular 
activities, the Corps places and main­
tains marker buoys; the state Division of 
Water Enforcement patrols the area; 
and if it is a navigable river, the Coast 
Guard marks and supervises navigation 
channels.

Court Backs 
Middle Creek 
Stream Work 

Flood protection and repair of roads 
and bridges claimed much of the at­
tention of the Floyd fiscal court at its 
Saturday meeting. 

County Attorney James R. Allen read 
to the court a letter received by County 
Judge Stumbo from Congressman Carl 
D. Perkins and a communication from 
the Corps of Engineers which discussed 
the possibility of protection against flood 
for the new village in the vicinity of the 
Clark School on Middle Creek. 

Flooding there has not only caused 
damage to homes and grounds but also 
has resulted in severe stream bank 
erosion. 

The Corps of Engineers wrote 
Congressman Perkins that it already has 
made a field investigation of the 
proposed project. It indicated an interest 
in the improvement but pointed out that a 
prerequisite is a letter from the fiscal 
court assuring its cooperation in such a 
venture and expressing its intent to serve 
as the local sponsoring agency. Spon­
sorship would involve acquisition by the 
court of rights-of-way and an agreement 
to maintain the stream protection project, 
once it is completed. 

The court adopted a resolution to 
comply with this requirement. 

The court was told by Dan Rowland, 
who represented 10 Bull Creek lan-
downers, of the flooding situation there 
which was ascribed to excessive strip­
ming, and it was pointed out that the 
community suffers from rising water 
when only. 44 of an inch of rain has fallen. 
The court authorized the county attorney 
to prepare a resolution suggesting 
dredging of the stream and possible road 
reconstruction. 

Jim Ratcliff, coordinator of Prestons­
burg Community College's Community 
Services Program, asked $2,500 as Floyd 
county's part of the $15-$16,000 needed 
from counties of the area for the Basic 
Education of the Blind program at the 
college. The court suggested time for a 
study but noted that Floyd county has 47 
blind persons. 

The court moved toward acquisition of 
a second solid waste landfill when it 
voted to consider the possible purchase of 
a site on Pitts Fork of Spurlock Fork, 
Middle Creek, from Ronald Frasure. The 
price may not exceed $12,500, the court 
specified. The site also must be ac­
ceptable to state health and en­
vironmental officials before its purchase. 

A delegation from Eastern was told the 
court will work with the state on the 
possible construction of a new low-water 
bridge across Right Beaver Creek there. 

Judge Stumbo was authorized to enter 
into an agreement with Geisler-Rhodes 
and Associates, Lexington, to make a 
foundation investigation of the proposed 
courthouse annex. In other action the 
court: 

Designated Judge Stumbo, County 
Attorney Allen and Sam H. Fitzpatrick, 
county road foreman, to inspect the Bear 
Hollow road where repairs have been 
urged. 

Designated the same three to deter­
mine needs of the Wolf Branch road on 
Buffalo and to ascertain the right-of-way 
needed. 

Informed a Dwale delegation that a 
road project has already been set up for 
that vicinity. 

Named Magistrate Bill Wells and Sam 
H. Fitzpatrick to visit caney Fork of 
Middle Creek to determine road and 
bridge needs. 

Employed Danny Hall, of Betsy Layne, 
for two months at a salary of $100 a 
month for the county's recreation 
program; employed Larry Stewart as 
truck driver with the county road 
department and rehired Phineas Roberts

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More Foods From Nature's Bounty 
WILD GARLIC .... A worldwide food 

shortage is predicted for the not -too­
distant future, so it behooves us to learn 
all we can about the many "free foods'' to 
be obtained from Nature's store, and to 
learn how to eat them and like them. Wild 
garlic has saved many travellers in the 
wilds from starvation. Take the great 
city of Chicago, and it owes its name to 
the Indian name for wild garlic, which is 
ci-ga-ga. Say this word aloud and it 
sounds precisely like the name, Chicago. 
It happened on this wise: Near the spot 
where the big city now stands, Father 
Marquette, the redoubtable explorer and 
Jesuit missionary, with his Indian guides 
once camped. They had just made a 
toilsome trek through the llllcharted 
wilderness. On this trek their lives were 
saved from starvation by eating wild 
garlic. Out of gratitude, they named their 
campsite "ci-ga-ga," which was later to 
become the city, Chicago. 

In our region there is enough wild 
garlic, if it were more generally used as 
food, to chase every flu virus across the 
ocean----{)r wherever a scared virus goes. 
Instead of despising wild garlic for 
springing up in pastures and causing the 
cows which eat it to give llllpalatable 
milk, we should learn to eat it and admire 

it for its great virtues, both as a food and 
medicine. In the Tri-State, wild garlic 
often forms large patches in fields, 
meadows and along streams of open 
woods. The sure way to tell wild garlic 
from wild onions is to look at the stems. 
The stems or blades of wild garlic are 
slender, rounded, hollow, while those of 
wild onions are flat and grasslike. 

All parts of wild garlic are edible-the 
roots. blades and bulbs. If you can learn 
to eat it and like it, it will promote good 
health, prevents colds and flu anp help 
bronchial disorders. The roots, bulbs and 
tops may be sliced and added to meats 
while cooking. To make powerful food 
and tonic that will prevent all kinds of 
germ disorders: Dig the roots and bulbs, 
grind them up fine when dried, and mix 
with salt. 

Wild garlic was widely used by the 
Indians, both as food and medicine. They 
seasoned their meats with it, and also 
used it as a cure for asthma and bron­
chitis. They wore a string of garlic bulbs 
around the neck to keep from contracting 
contagious diseases, such as diphtheria 
and flu. In his NATURAL HISTORY, 
Pliny lists 61 disorders which may be 

helped by wild garlic. ln other times, 
garlic was used to cure scurvy and to 
expel intestinal worms. It is related how 
in the Sixteenth Century family doctors 
carried cloves of garlic in their pockets 
when treating contagious diseases. 

Wild garlic remains green over the 
winter: you'll find it growing in patches 
in different habitats. Let's all join in and 
eat the wild garlic of our region, so there 
won't be any left to taint the cows' milk. 

THE COMMON PLANTAIN OF OUR 
REGION. This is one of the most 
nutritious greens known. The leaves are 
large, rounded, parallel veined and are 
rich in the calcium that is so necessary 
for the elderly to keep the bones strong. 
Plantain is also rich in Vitamins A and C. 

For a good mess of greens, mix black­
berry leaves with plantain; or wild 
mustard, if obtainable. Cook with a piece 
of fat bacon. The plantain should be 
picked when yollllg and tender, as older 
leaves tend to get tough. Plantain was 
used in medicine in Shakespeare's time. 
In 1640, Lord Culpepper wrote: "All 
plantains are good herbs to heal wounds 
and old sores. Plantain juice mixed with 
oil of roses relieves heat prostration."

We're right in the middle of what is 

usually the best fishing time of the year 
in Kentucky-particularly for many 
anglers' favorite pan fish, the crappie. 
And as a pan fish, the crappie is hard to 
beat fresh from the frying pan and 
served with hush puppies and cole slaw. 

But if that fresh fish dinner doesn't live 
up to your expectations, don't be too 
quick to blame the cook. Chances are you 
(or whoever caught the fish) are 
responsible for "strong" tasting or 
watery fish. 

Probably more fish are spoiled by 
improper handling between the time 
they're pulled from the water to the time 
they're brought to the kitchen than are 
ruined by improper cooking. To assure a 
tasty fish dinner, the fisherman should 
handle this catch with its ultimate 
destination-the frying pan-in mind. 

First, the fish should be kept alive until 
they are ready to be cleaned. On boats 
equipped with live wells, this is usually no 
problem, but make sure that the well will 
retain water when the boat is running at 
speed. If the well is above the water 
surface while the boat is planing, it will 
drain and leave the fish inside high and 
dry. 

If you use a stringer, string the fish 
through both lips rather than through the 
gills, and don't drag them through the 
water while motoring from place to 
place. Wrapping the fish in a damp cloth 
will allow them to survive fairly short 
periods out of water, but if a long boat 
ride is necessary, it's best to put the fish 
in a ice chest or to "field dress" them by 
removing the intestines and gills and 
wrapping them in damp cloths. Any fish 
that die before the trip is over should be 
treated the same way. 

Never keep dead fish, cleaned or un­
cleaned, in water. This makes the fish 
flabby and watery. If you transport your 
fish in an ice chest, protect tl!lem from the 
melted ice by placing them in some kind 
of a container or in a sealed plastic bag. 

Back at the dock, the fish must, of 
course, be cleaned and the method used 
can sometimes have an influence on how 
the fish taste. Most of the strong flavor or 
"fishy" taste is concentrated in the skin, 
bones, or kidney. Filleting removes all 
three sources of strong flavor and is thus

advisable for those who don't like their 
fish strong or bony. 

Fish are at their best if cooked as soon 
as possible, but if properly frozen, they 
can be kept for several months with very 
little loss in flavor. A handy way to freeze 
fish is to immerse them in a container of 
water (]eave at least a half-inch space to 
allow for expansion) and freeze. Most 
ice-cube tray compartments of 
refrigerators are unsuitable for long­
term storage of fish, since they do not 
maintain the near-zero temperatures 
required to completely prevent changes 
in flavor or texture.

2. "Being influenced to 
commit or aid in committing or 
to collude in, or allow, any 
fraud or make opportunity for 
commission of any fraud on the 
United States 

3. "Being induced to do or 
omit to do any act in violation 
of official duty." 

The warrant further set out 
that on Feb. 14 Collette and 
Robert H. Fine wrote up 12 
violations of federal mine 
safety law against Drake Coal 
Co. 

Tyra and Drake charged in 
the affidavits that Colette 
returned a week later and 
asked for payment of $300 per 
month to him "to take care of 
the violations." He was paid a 
total of $900, the Drake officials 
alleged. 

The warrant charged that of 
the violations written up on 
Feb. 14, six were terminated by 
Colette on March 3 and four on 
March 31, one fraudulently. 

Colette, who told Irwin he has 
been a federal mine inspector 
for about three years, said his 
annual salary is $16,000. 

Federal bribery statutes 
carry a maximum penalty of 15 
years in prison and-or a fine 
equal to three times the 
amount of the alleged bribe, or 
$20,000 whichever is greater.

Dept. of Commerce Explains 
Industrial Site Services

ARCHER P Three Kentucky Department of 

Commerce representatives met last 
week with members of a special 
legislative committee to explain the 
services they can offer toward 
development of industrial sites in 
Eastern Kentuky. 
Ap~ring before the committee that 

rules on coal-producing counties' 
proposals for spending their shares of the 
state severance tak were Lyle Cobb, 
director of the commerce department's 
community services division, John 
Griggs and Earl Kerrick, development 
representatives. 

The commerce department assists and 
advises local groups in evaluating and 
developing property for industrial sites, 
Cobb said, adding that industrial 
development is "strictly a community 
effort." 

Kerrick said the department has field 
specialists to determine if certain sites 
have the physical characteristics 
necessary for industrial development. 

Griggs noted that the department's 
efforts have recently stepped up in 
several coal-producing counties. "We've 
met with the local people," he said, "and 
are telling them now is the time to take 
the lead." 

At the request of one committee 
member, Rep. Glenn Freeman, D· 
Cumberland, the three representatives 
agreed to meet next week with Harlan 
county officials to plan industrial 
development there. 

Noting that local communities lack the 
exertise to find industrial sites, Freeman 
said that most of the counties' severance 

tax funds had been committed to 
recreational rather than industrial 
projects. 

A 1974legislation provides for one-half 
of the surplus coal severance tax to be 
returned to the coal-producing counties 
for developmental projects . Since 
enactment of the legislation, the com­
mittee reported that $3,656,128 had been 
allocated for specific projects. 

In other action, the committee ap­
proved projects totaling $838,982.78. The 
projects are as follows: 

-Bell county-$20,000 for Pineville 
mini-park; 

-Butler county-$6,918.39 for county 
park; 

-Floyd county-$161,085 for county 
recreation program; $137,050 for solid 
waste project; $12,917 for channelization 
project; 

-Harlan county-$25,000 for 
recreation project; $20,248.39 for 
playground and softball field at the 
Verda School; 

-Hopkins county-$100,000 for Dawson 
Springs industrial site preparation; 

-Letcher county-$65,000 for S~yview 
recreation project; $32,400 for Cowan 
Community Center; $2,000 for purchase 
of garbage truck; $30,000 for WhitesblD'g 
Airport improvements; 

-Muhlenberg county-$35,000 for 
opportunity center; $100,000 for Westside 
ball park; $33,550 for Breman com­
munity park; 

-Whitley county-$48,814 for Mid 
Springs community park; $9,000 for 
rehabilitation center.

Several Revisions Proposed 
To Reclamation Regulations

FRANKFORT, Ky.-It'll be a new day 
in Kentucky if proposed revisions to state 
reclamation regulations are adopted. 

But., before adoption, they will be 
presented at a public hearing scheduled 
for 10 a.m., May 20, in the Health Ser· 
vices Building auditorium in Frankfort. 
Comments made at that hearing will be 
taken into consideration before the final 
regulations are drafted and adopted. 

Most revisions to the regulations are 
aimed at reducing landslides or erosion 
and at improving revegetation of sur­
faced mined areas. 

Changes dealing with coal mine access 
roads are aimed at reducing erosion by 
calling for more flat spaces along the 
slope ol an ac~ road. Also, ipes 
placed along the side of the access roadS 
to drain rain must be more closely spaced. 

The strip mine grading regulation also 
is being restructured for better control of 
the amount of material which may be 
pushed over the outslope of a mountain. 
If the new regulations are adopted, 
beginning July 1, not more than 40 per 
cent of the material may be pushed over 
the outslope. 

Also, the maximum width of the solid 
bench, as well as the total bench (the flat 
area where mining is progressing), is 
now limited by the slope of the mountain. 
Previously, the width of the solid bench 
was not regulated. 

What the bench width change boils 
down to is a reduction in the amount of 
spoil which can be pushed over the 
outslope and leveled off to form more 
bench. For instance, tmder the old 
regulations, an operation on a 22 degree 
slope could maintain a bench width of 130 
feet. Any amount of that could be made of 
fill material pushed over the outslope. 
With the new regulations, the same 
operation could have a bench width not 
exceeding 105 feet. And, 80 feet of that 
must be solid ground. Only 25 feet of the 
bench could be fill material. Also, the 
steeper the slope, the less material will 
be allowed over the outslope. 
• Still another change reduced from 1500 
feet to 1oo0 feet the distance an operator 
can mine before grading. 

Reverse grading-slanting the bench 
so water will drain down the slope-is 
being required by the new regulations. 
Previously, the state required an op­
posite method.Miners were to drain the 
water back toward the highway then rtm 
if off in a ditch. However, that method 
contributed to landslides. 

Other changes deal with scalping or 
removing trees and debris from a mining 
area. One change requires scalping of all 
timber and debris before an area is 
stripped. In the past, timber in the spoil 
material that was pushed over an out­
slope caused landslides. 

Another change limits the distance 
scalping is allowed below the mining 
area. It will not be allowed further than 
70 feet below the operation. The limit in 
steep slopes will be 50 feet. 

A new regulation setting minimum 
criteria for water impoundments will 
have most impact in western Kentucky. 
In the past, some miners in that area left

their cut virtually unreclaimed. They 
were able to do that because they called 
it a water impoundment, for which the 
state had not set standards. 

The new regulations limit the amount 
of high wall which may be left at a water 
impoundment to 25 feet. The width of an 
impoundment must be at least four times 
the height of the highwall. 

Miners must request approval for a 
water impoundment in writing before the 
last cut is begun. Fencing of highwalls 
-bordering impoundments is required if 
they are within 200 feet of a property line 
or if they might endanger the public. . 

Changes in vegetation requirements 
place more emphasis on results than on 
step-by-step procedures. Many details 
previously left to the discretion of a 
reclamation inspector are being spelled 
out. 

The proposed regulations call for 
stabilizing reclaimed and at a pH level of 
5.5 or higher before any portion of the 
bond will be released. Previously, the 
stabilization at a specified pH level 
wasn't required for bond release. 

On areas approved for grasses and 
legumes only, higher pH and fertilizer 
requirements, as well as better 
vegetative ground cover, will be required 
for bond release. Mulch will be required 
on certain critical areas. Detailed 
planting reports must also be submitted 
to the division before bond will be 
released.

napplnJ; bomb threats, murder and 
extortiQD. 

It's ealled the voice ldebtlflcation 
automatic sound analyais spectotraph 
or, more simply, the ''voiceprint 
machine." 

Already used aa an investigative aid in 
a limited number of cues, voiceprint 
translates the human voice into lines on a 
graph, much like an electrocardiogram 
<EKGl meaaureslteart beat. 

But unlike the EKG, voiceprint is being 
used more and mont by police as a 
mechanieal means of Identifying voices 
of suspects. For example, voiceprint can 
make life miserable for an obacene phone 
caller. 

"Our goal in usiq the machine is to 
make crime .over the telephone no longer 
anonymous, even if the scene of the 
crime is a phone booth 500 miles away 
from the vlcUm 's receiver," said Sgt. 
BiU Kline, operator of the only voiceprint 
machine In Kentucky. 

Kline said the mach,loe, wbi~ consists 
of two large metal cabinet. covered with 
gauges and button.i, essentially is a 
modified version of the same instrument 
used In speech r&bab1litation 1>f the deaf 
and hard of htUiD&. 
TaM~~ of a human voice, usually 

recorded over the ttlephone, are fed into 
the machine, which, within seconds, spita 
out a 8beet, or spectotram, with 
markinp indicatms voice frequency 
levels that may then be compared with 
8JM!Clograms of voices belonging to 
known suspects or on file. 

The accuracy of the specto1ram 
depends on the qulity of tapea submitted 
by victims of criminally related phone 
calls or by police handling their cases. 

Currently, 21 states permit spec­
trograms to be used as evidence, and 
Kline envisions the day when Kentucky 
courts wUl be added to that liJt. In the 
meanUme, he seea the machine's role as 
an investigative aid becoming in­
creasinlly important to law enforcement 
officials. 

According to Capt. Jerry Mullins, chief

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LANGLEY NEWS The Crow That Went to School Vote For HOMEMAKERS ~tEET

It was on a Sunday morning on 

George's Creek in Lawrence county that 
six baby crows, still covered with down, 
were waiting impatiently in their nest for 
father and mother to return to the 
pasture field with food. Each crow would 
glide silently through the thick foilage of 
the big beech and alight on a solid perch 
near the nest. When the mother crow 
hopped over on the side of the nest, six 
yellow-lined mouths would instantly open 
v. lde and the mother would drop a morsel 
of food in the mouth nearest her. The 
father would go through the same 
procedure, dropping the food in the 
mouth that was next in line. 

Today, a crow will eat almost 
anything. These young crows were fed 
weed seed, bugs, worms and whatever 
else was available. To add variety to the 
menu, the crows would fly further down 
the valley till they reached U.S. 23 on the 
Big Sandy. After they had located a 
rabbit that had been crushed by a car, 
they would return to their young with 
fresh meat for a Sunday dinner. 

As the crows continued to fly back and 
forth, Orville Mosley, a small farm boy, 
watched with interest from a nearby 
hilltop. He noticed that the crows always 
return to the same spot. He entered the 
small patch of woods and had little dif­
ficulty in locating the nesting tree. Since 
there were numerous limbs on the tree, 
he was able to reach the nest without 
much trouble. He placed the young crows 
in his cap, and, holding them securely in 
his left hand, scampered down the tree. 

He hurried home. He was hoping that 
his parents would be overjoyed by his 
catch. His mother said, "Orville take 
them things out to the creek and drown 
them." his father said, "Just lay them 
out here in a pile and I'll kill the whole 
bunch with a single blast with my 
shotgun."

mouth. He took his food, mu1·h like the 
young chickens did. 

After he no longer needed the pen, the 
crow followed Orville all over the place, 
alternately flying and marching beside 
him. Several little boys in the neigh­
borhood heard about the crow and came 
to play with Orville. On one occasion, 
whey they tired of playing, some boy in 
the group said, "Boys, let's go!" They 
were all surprised and delighted when 
Jim Crow called out in a clear, ringing 
voice, "Boys, let's go." On another oc­
casion the same group of boys were 
playing and, of course, Jim Crow was 
with them. One of the boys said, "Boys, 
I'm cold." Jim Crow hopped upon a rail 
fence and call out in a high, shrill voice, 
"Boys, I'm cold.'' This became his 
favorite saying and he repeated it over 
and over, winter or summer. 

One of our neighbors was hunting in the 
vicinity of George's Creek. As he passed 
a small farm house a crow called to him 
from the porch and said, "Boys, I'm 
cold." 

Although Orville did not want to part 
with the crow ten dolloars was too much 
money for a farm boy to turn down. In a 
short time Jim Crow was riding toward 
his new home at McDowell, perched atop 
the seat of a car. 

The new owner had two small childrn, 
and Jim Crow had little difficulty in 
adjusting to his new home. He played 
with the two small children in the 
backyard. He amused them and other 
children in the neighborhood by calling 
the only two sentences that he had 
learned to speak. 

When school opened in August, Jim 
Crow followed his two little friends all the 
way. When they entered the grade 
school, Jim Crow took up his vigil on a 
handwalker opposite the first grade 
room. He looked on with interest as the 
school buses delivered the children to the 
school ground. As he hopped from bar to 
bar on the handwalker, he would call out, 
over and over, "Boys, I'm cold." In a 
very short time he attracted a large 
audience of small children. At morning 
recess, he flew up in the bottom where 
the first grade children were playing. He 
walked among them completely unfraid. 

Jim Crow loved little children and 
permitted them to pick him up and pet 
him. But he would not permit a high 
school student to come near him. By the 
end of the first week of school, Jim Crow 
had changed his habit and was now flying 
the entire distance from home to the 
school. When the school buses started 
arriving, that was a signal for Jim Crow 
to get to school. He would not leave the 
school until the last bus left in the af­
ternoon. A group of girls would gather 
under his perch on the swing and beg and 
plead with him to say, "Girls, I'm cold." 
They were overjoyed when he suddenly 
called out, "Girls, I'm cold." They tried 
in vain to get him to repeat the words. 

Although Jim crow had unbelievable 
intelligence, he became quite a nuisance 
as far as tiigh school students were 
concerned. If they happened to leave a 
book anywhere on the school ground 
with a folded paper protruding from the 
end, Jim crow would fly down, snatch the 
paper from the book, and fly away into 
"the wild blue yonder." When he 
returned, the paper would be gone. A 
standard excuse from math students, 
when they failed to bring in homework, 
was, "jim Crow stole my problems." He 
also loved to steal pencils. Little boys 
would stand under his perch and plead, 
"Jim Crow, please drop my pencil?" 
Sometimes he would drop the pencil. He 
also added the word, "Drop," to his 
vocabulary. 

All through the winter months Jim 
Crow did not miss a single day of school. 
If for some reason school had to be called 
off, he never came to the school ground. 
One day in May, Jim Crow did not show 
up for school. Some students went to his 
home to investigate. Would you believe 

it? Jim Crow was busily engaged in 
building a nest on the front porch swing. 
It was obvious that he had been mis· 
named, but it was too late to change it 
now. He-or to be more precise, she­
laid five white eggs in the completed 
nest. Jim Crow was happy and contented 
as the swing moved to and fro in the 
gentle breeze. The eggs proved to be 
infertile and did not hatch. 

There were two things that Jim Crow 
hated above all things on earth. One of 
these was fire and the other was dogs.

The CS Labor Department has 

released new statistics on how much it 
costs the typical family of four to 
maintain \'arious standards of living. As 
of the fall of 1974, the urban family 

• comprising a 38-year-old working 
husband, a wife not employed outside the 
home, a 13-year-old son, and an B-year-old 
daughter needed $9200 a year to live at an 
"austere" level, $14,300 to achieve a 
·•moderate" budget, and $20,800 to afford 
any luxuries Each figure is up more than 
t2 percent over all 1973 estaimtes. 

Teachers, with a national average 
salary of $11,513, didn't have to wait for 
the latest statistics to know that their 
budgets are in the "austere" category, 
and that last year's record inflation has 
put a ''moderate'' living standard farther 
beyond their reach than ever before. 

<In Kentucky, with a statewide average 
of about $8890, most teachers are below 
even the "austere"level, and many may 
well be eligible for the earned income tax 
credit on 1975 incomes. For some, this 
tax credit may be larger than the taxes 
owed, and could result in a "negative 
income tax" payment from the federal

It is specifically provided, 
however, that membership in the 
Prestonsburg Auxiliary Police shall not 
be construed in any manner to the 
membership in the regularly constituted 
Police Force, nor shall any member of 
the said Prestonsburg Auxiliary Police 
be entitled to any rights or privileges of 
pension or any other similar rights, 
privileges, or emolument attaching to 
membership in said regularly con­
stituted Police Department. 

Section 6. The initial appointees to the 
Prestonsburg Auxiliary Police shall 
serve no probationary term. Each 
subsequent member of said auxiliary 
shall serve on probation a minimum of 
six months and a maximum of twelve 
months following the date of this ap­
pointment. Durin8J said period of 
probation he shall have only such power, 
authority and duties as are assigned to 
him, from time to time, by the chief of 
Police. Upon completion of six months, 
and at any time before expiration of 
twelve months of probation, the Chief of 
Police may transfer any such member 
from Probationary to active status. 

Section 7. The Chief of Police shall 
determine the program for training 
members of the Auxiliary Police in Police 
work. The Prestonsburg Auxiliary Police 
may adopt its own by-laws and rules or 
regulations and amendments thereto but 
same shall at all times be subject to 
approval by the City Council and shall 
not conflict with any provision of this 
Ordinance, being subordinate of the 
Police Dept., and to the Order of Chief of 
Police. 

Section 8. No member of the Prestons­
burg Auxiliary Police shall receive any 
compensation from the City for his 
services as a member of the Auxiliary 
Police, except as may be specifically 
provided from time to time by official 
action Of the City CounciL 

Section 9. The members of the 
Prestonsburg Auxiliary Police shall 
furnish their own uniforms and other 
necessary equipment, without reim­
bursement from the City, unless said 
provisions shall be specifically provided 
for in the budget Ordinance of the City of 
Prestonsburg, or amendments thereto. 
Uniforms shall be worn only when per­
forming the duties as a member of said 
Auxiliary Police. 

Section 10. Officers of the Auxiliary 
Police shall be determined by the 
Auxiliary Police in the manner provided 
for in its by-laws, but officers must be 
members of the Prestonsburg Auxiliary 
Police who are not on probationary 
status. However, for the purpose of 
continuity, the initial chief of Chief 
Executive Officer, of the Prestonsburg 
Auxiliary Police shall be the present 
Chief of the existinl Auxiliary Police 
Force, who shall serve initially for a 
term of not less than 1 year, unless 
physical or mental incapacity shall 
prevent his serving in such capacity. 

Section 11. A public record of the ap­
pointment of each member of the 
Prestonsburg Auxiliary Police and the 
termination of his appointment shall be 
kept in the records of the Chief of Police 
of the City of Prestonsburg. Said records 
shall consist of a copy of the written 
order of appointment, the original of the 
written oath, properly executed, the bond 
executed by the appointee, a clear and 
distinct photograph of the appointee 
furnished before his appointment, and 
any written order terminating the ap­
pointment of the appointee's resignation. 

Section 12. The financial accounts of 
the Auxiliary Police shall be subject to 
audit at any time the City Council may 
designate by the Finance Director of the 
City or any other accountant or auditor 
appointed for this purpose . 

Section 13. All ordinances and parts of 
ordinances in conflict herewith, to the 
extent of such conflict only, are hereby 
repealed. 

Section 14. This ordinance shall be in 
full force and effect from and after its 
passage, approval and publication, as 
required by law.

PIONEER KNOTT TEACHER 
DIES AT HINDMAN 

PROF. GEORGE CLARKE, WHO RID HINDMAN 
OF OUTLAWRY, BROUGHT LEARNING 
TO HILLS, PARALYSIS VICTIM 

In the town which he transformed 
from a hotbed of feudism to an educa­
tional center, Prof. George Clarke 
died, Christmas Day, at the age of 78. 

Death came at his home, on almost 
the exact site of that first school he 
started in Hindman, more than half 
a century ago. Stricken by paralysis 
as he rode a horse to the rural school 
he was teaching on the head of Carr, 
Knott county, he had been critically 
ill since September. 

The veteran educator had probably 
taught more boys and girls of Eastern 
Kentucky than any other person. His 
former pupils cccupy every walk of 
life. Numbend among them are Ex­
Governor Bailey of Arkansas and 
Mayor Guy Martin, of Denver, Colo­
rado, both of whom attended his 
s~hool at Hindman. 

When Profc.<;<,or Clarke walked into 
Hindman as a young man of 23, he 
found Troublesome Creek. the stream 
that flow~ through the town, aptly 
named. Clabe J0nes. the Slones, 
Draughans, "Long John" Wright and 
others were engaged in a bloody feud. 
Guns ruled and moonshine whisky 
flowed; peaceable citizens lived in 
terror. 

He went to Hindman as a young 
Ia wyer after· a brief practise of his 
profession at Hazard with Joe Ever­
sole, talented Perry county attorney 
who later was principal in the famous 
French-Eve!·sole feud. But he found · 
hl~ life's work in the schoolroom. 

Youngsters, eager for learning, 
found in him a ready friend and a 
teacher of grfat talents whose ability 
in the field of mathematics brought 
him wide renown. A~ a youth, he said 
a fe\"1· years ago, he often left play to 
find ri);11er recreation in mathematical 
study. He •·v:orked through" Calculus 
at home, without the assistance of a 
tutor. 

Deeply religious. his precepts ex­
tended beyond the schoolroom. He 
was. throughout life, an active Sun­
day School and church worker, set­
ting an example of sobriety and mo­
rality b~forc his students in days 
when iew such inflUEnces reached 
tlH Ill. 

At one time, during the early days 
of his WO!"k as a teacher in Hindman, 
outlawry became so widespread in the 
vicinity of his school that he and 
other community leaders made the 
long, overland trip to Frankfort to 
appeal to Governor Buckner for arms 
with which to protect themselves and 
the town. Their request was promptly 
granted, and, it is said, the Governor 
instructed them to go home and 
"shoot to kill, if necessary." 

Professor Clarke was a native of 
Greenup county, and it was there that 
he first was a teacher. It is estimated 
that a half of the older generation o! 
this section received their education 
L·om him. Since 1887 he taught with­
out interruption except in 1920-21 
when he was state school inspector 
and In 1922-26 when he was Superin­
tendent of Letcher county schools. 

During recent years, his "old boys 
and girls" have gathered annually at 
Hindman to pay him hom!ige. In 1939, 
when more than 2.000 of these stl\ 
dents honm·ed him on his birthday. 
he termed the occasion "the happiest 
of my life." 

At his funeral Sunday the Knott 
county courthouse, despite inclement 
weather, was packed as relativPs. 
friends and former students from ev­
ery county of Eastern Kentucky paid 
him a last tribute. Two formE>r stu­
dents, H. H. Smith of Hindman :md 
Mrs. Martha Smith Keyser, Colum­
bus, 0., spoke of his works and the 
reverence in which they and all oth­
ers who came under his guidance held 
for him. 

Surviving him are his widow, M:·s. 
Lucinda IInys Clarke, and four chil­
dren, Thelma, Marjorie, Juliet and 
Bramlette, all of Hindman. 

Body of the veteran educator was 
laid to rest in the Hays cemete~y at 
Hindman. The same day, his former 
students began plans for a meeting in 
september at Hindman to provide for 
a statue to Professor Clarke's n:em­
ory.

C.-J., Times To Make 
Files Accessible 
Through Microfilm 

The Courier-Journal and Louisville 
Times Co. announced last week that it 
will make the newspapers' clipping files 
accessible to businesses, institutions, 
government agencies and libraries 
through a microfilm system that will be 
indexed by computer. 

Users of the system will have special 
microfilm copies of the clippings on their 
premises and will locate desired 
material through computer terminals 
linked to the newspapers' own library 
facilities by telephone lines. 

The newspapers are now installing the 
system in their own library and expect to 
begin installing systems for outside 
customers early next year. 

In their first specific customer 
proposal for the system, the newspapers 
yesterday offered to furnish access to 
their archives to the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Library and Archives, under a 
proposed three-year, $110,000 contract 
that would include purchase of necessary 
equipment for that agency, as well as 
microfilm, telephone charges, main­
tenance, training and support. 

Kentucky State Librarian Charles F. 
Hinds said his agency hopes to obtain the 
system with a portion of a Title I federal 
Library Services and Construction Act 
grant totaling $377,726 which has just 
been made available. Hinds said the 
agency's Courier-Journal and Times 
installatin would be located in Frankfort 
from which it would serve 102 of the 
state's county library systems.

23 In the kitchen, try to cook all foods for a 
meal in one area of the range-on top, in the 
oven, or under the broiler. For cooking small 
quantities of food, use a portable appliance like 
an electric skillet.

NOW BE IT ORDERED BY THE 
FISCAL COURT OF FLOYD COUNTY 
AND ORDAINED BY THE CITY 
COUNCIL !S> of same Cities and it ap­
pearing that all incorporated cities in 
Floyd County, Kentucky, have been 
interrogated pursuant to KRS 100.117 (2). 

in order to accomplish the maximum 
economic, physical and social welfare 
aAd a coordinated and harmonious 
development of land, buildings, and 
transportation facilities, that a Joint 
Planning Commission is hereby created 
and established as authorized by Ken­
tucky Revised Statutes. 

SECTION 1. GENERAL. This Com­
mission shall be known as the .Floyd 
County Joint Planning Commission. 
Upon the appointment arid subsequent 
approval of members, election of of­
fleers, and adoption of its by-laws, its 
existence shall begin subject to the 
provisions of KRS Chapter 100. The 
Commission may engage in planning 
operations within its political boundary 
except where otherwise provided for by 
KRS Chapter 100.131. 

SECTION 2, MEMBERSHIP. The 
Floyd County Joint Planning Com­
mission shall consist of 11 members. The 
Mayors or Chairman of the Board of 
Trustees of Allen. Martin, Wayland, and 
Wheelwright shall each appoint 1 
mem6er; the Mayor of Prestonsburg shall 
appoint 2 members and the Floyd County 
Judge shall apoint 5 members. Citizen 
members shall serve without com­
pensation but reimb\H'sement of ex­
penses may be authorized. The term of 
office of members shall be staggered so 
that a proportionate number serve one, 
two, three and four years respectively. 
Re-appointments or appointments to fill 
vacancies shall continue the staggered 
pattern. All vacancies whether by 
resignation, dismissal, or expiration or 
the term of office shall be filled within 
sixty days by the appropriate appointing 
authority or as otherwise provided for 
KRS 100.147. 

The oath of office shall be administered 
to all members of the Commission before 
entering upon their duties. The oath shall 
be administered as provided by law. The 
members may be removed by the ap­
propriate authority for ineffieiency, 
neglect of duty, malfeasance, or conflict 
of interest. The removed members shall 
have the right of appeal in the manner 
prescribed by KRS 100.157. 

SECTION 3. OFFICERS AND STAFF. 
The Coftlmiuion shall elect a chairman 
and any other officers which it deems 
necessary from among its citizens 
members. The term of office shall be one 
year with eligibility for re-election. The 
Commission may employ a staff as it 
may deem necessary for its work and 
may contract with professional planners 
and other parties for such services as it 
may require. 

SECTION 4. MEETINGS. The Com­
mission shall conduct each year at least 
six regular meetings for the transaction 
of its business. The by-laws adopted by 
the Commission shall reflect the schedule 
of regular meetings; the manner in 
which notice shall be given; date; time; 
place; and the subject or subjects to be 
discussed, as well as the method of 
calling and conducting special meetiags. 
A simple majority of the total mem­
bership shall constitute a quorum has 
been established a simple majority of 
that quorum can transact any official 
business except in those instances where 
there Is to be an adoption or amendment 
of the Commission's by-laws or elements 
of the Comprehensive plan or regulations, 
then a vote of the simple majority of the 
total membership shall be necessary. 

SECTION 5. BY-LAWS. The Com­
mission shall adopt and approve its by­
laws before it may properly transact any 
business. The by-laws shall set forth the 
procedures, rules and regulations 
ll$leSSary for the Commission to conduct 
Its business. The by-laws shall describe 
the method for administration of funds, 
and provide for an annual audit thereof. 

SECTION 6. POWERS AND DUTIES. 
The Commission shall have general 
powers necessary to carry out its func­
tions in accordance with its ordinance 
and KRS Chaper 100. The Commission 
may be assigned any powers, duties, and 
functions related to urban renewal or 
public housing by the Fiscal Court of the 
County and-or a legislative body of a 
participating city. 

SECTION 7. SEPARABILITY 
CLAUSE. Should any section or 
prov1sions of this Resolution be declared 
by the courts to be unconstitutional or 
Invalid, such decision shall not affect the 
validity of the Resolution as a whole, or 
any part thereof other than the part so 
declared to be unconstitutional or in­
valid.

All ordinances, orders or parts 
thereof in conflict with this order or 
ordinance or inconsistent with the 
provisions thereof are hereby repealed to 
the extent necessary to give this order 
full force and effect.

Plan Martin Meeting 
To Talk Health Care 
In Central Appalachia 

A meeting concerned w.ith the 
availability. cost and quality of health 
care in central Appalachia is scheduled 
for the Martin Elementary School 
Saturday. May 17. at 9:30a.m. A panel of 
community leaders. health experts and 
attorneys will listen to the problems that 
families from Kentucky, West Virginia, 
Southwestern Virginia and Tennessee 
have experienced in securing and paying 
for care. The meeting will have the 
format of a public hearing before a 
citizens· panel. 

Panel members will include: 
Chairman. Anise Floyd, vice-president 

of the West Virginia Black Lung 
Association; co-chairman, Chester 
Mosley. president of the Wheelwright 
UMWA local union; Helen Powell, 
treasurer. Regional Black Lung 
Association; Frank Daniels, chairman, 
Kentucky Black Lung Association and 
chairman. Floyd County Citizens' 
Association; William Worthington, 
chairman, Regional Black Lung 
Association; Dr. Robert Coles, Harvard 
University Health Services; Daniel 
Hedges, attorney, Appalachian Research 
and Defense Fund, Inc., Charleston, W. 
Va.; Nick Frasure, Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund, Charleston, 
W. Va.; Dr. Robert Young, Hager Hill. 

The meeting is an attempt to bring 
attention to the unmet health needs of 
people in Central Appalachia and is in 
response to a growing concern of citizens 
over the fact that policy making in the 
health care industry most frequently 
ignores the needs of rural people, 
especially those whose incomes are low. 
The free service obligations of hospitals 
built with Hill-Burton aid and those 
which are tax-exempt will also be 
discussed. 

The panel will raise questions which 
relate to the problems that individuals 
have had in obtaining good health care. 

This meeting is sponsored by the 
Regional Black Lung Association, the 
State Black Lung Associations, Citizens 
Groups and various other organizatios 
and individual concerned citizens. 

Consumer Comments 
A consumer recently wrote our office 

to tell how she bought some expensive 
pots and pans and ended up with tar­
nished cookware and a tarnished view of 
cookware salespeople. Don't put your 
common sense on the back burner when 
it comes to buying pots and pans. 

There are reputable dealers who sell 
cookware door-to-door, but there are also 
those who sell door-to-door becaU$«! of the 
reduced sales resistance of people ap· 
proached in their homes without advance 
nctice. When a demonstration of cook­
ware takes place in the home, a con· 
sumer cannot comparison-shop by going 
to the next counter or the store down the 
block. A well-known ploy is for the 
salesperson to offer a discount or free gift 
"for tonight only," encouraging con­
sumers to buy now and comparison-shop 
later-when it's too late. 

If you are interested in buying cook­
ware, check around. Know the various 
types and their approximate cost. It's not 
worth a free gift to be stuck with inferior 
cookware. 

There are other gimmicks, too. A 
consumer might to told that he or she was 
especially selected to test a new brand of 
cookware. Remember, anyone who of· 
fers you a special deal on cookware Is 
probably just interested in cooking up 
some business. 

One consumer wrote us that she was 
told her old pots and pans were pois· 
onous. Don't listen to scare tactics like 
these; ask another dealer if you have 
questions about your cookware. 

Deal with reputable businesses and 
ask about ,the warranties. If a salesper­
son and his company are not from your 
vicinity, you might have problems 
returning defective cookware, or even 
finding the company. 

If you have a consumer complaint, 
contact the Attorney General's Division 
of Consumer Protection. Kentucky
