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Floyd Gets 
Strip Fees 
Of$34,715 
43 Counties Share 
In $2 Million Fund; 
Pike Receives Most 

Floyd county drew $34,715 of the more 
than a million dollars in strip mine 
acreage and permit fees returned last 
week to the state's 43 coal producing 
counties. 

Making the announcement of funds 
returned, JohnS. Hoffman, secretary of 
the Kentucky Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection, said the $1,191,827.50 
returned this year reflects the increase in 
coal mining that occurred this year. The 
amount returned this year more than 
doubles the $592,965 returned in 1974. 

Each year, half the strip mine acreage 
and permit fees collected by the division 
of reclamation are returned to the 
counties where the mines are located. 
The other half is placed in the general 
fund. 

Pike county received the largest 
check-$115,255. Menifee county's check 
for $162.50 was the smallest.

Jury Selection 
In Second Day 
In Murder Case 

The tedious process of selecting a jury 
was no more than half done Tuesday 
morning in the murder trial here of 
Robert Sykes. 

The 41-year-old Sykes is charged with 
the murder in July, 1971 at her Meta, 
Pike county home of Mrs. Gladys 
Deskins, 59. 

The regular jury panel was exhausted 
Monday, first day of the trial, and 47 
veniremen were summoned to appear 
Tuesday morning for possibly jury 
service. Seven jurors had been seated 
Tuesday morning, but one was excused 
because of a death in his family. 

Lee Ledford, principal attorney for the 
defendant, was not present when the case 
was called for· trial Monday morning, and 
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley named two 
attorneys-Dan Rowland, Floyd county 
public defender, and Gary Johnson, of 
Pikeville-to represent Sykes. The trial 
was continued from an earlier court term 
because certain defense witnesses held in 
federal prisons in widely separated parts 
of the colin try were not present to testify. 

Sykes is the third man to be brought to 
trial for the murder of the Pike woman. 
Her estranged husband, Boone Deskins, 
wealthy Pike county man, and Eugene 
Thompson, 25, were given life pen terms 
in separate trials. Mrs. Deskins was

Clark said this week that in that first 
year of merger the city tax paid $8,811.94 
and that the county system of necessity 
provided $33,000. The county, he said, 
continued to contribute to the bond fund 
till1971 when, for the first time, the levy 
on city property became sufficient to 
bear the full load. It has not been 
required to help on the debt since that 
time.

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Attorney General Says Judge 
Not To Appoint Prosecutor 

\\'hen Harold Stumbo leaves office as 
commonwealth's attorney at the end of 
this year· he may not legally act as 
special prosecutor in the Eddie Jones 
murder trial next Jan 12 under ap­
pomtment by Special Judge Fred N. 
\\alter. 

When Judgt• Walter· upon continuing 
the Jones trial here two weeks ago ap­
pointed Stumbo as special prosecutor, 
Stumbo doubted he could serve under 
such appointment and be paid for his 
services. He wrote the attorney general. 

In response, Atty. Gen. Ed Hancock 
wrote. m part : 

"Since I have found no authority for 
this appointment, it appears that you 
would be acting without legal authority, 
which would jeopardize a conviction, and 
you would not be authorized for any 
payment for your services." 

The attorney general added that the 

--- --- -------

only provision for a special prosecutor is 
given to the attorney general and upon 
the request of "certain officials." This, it 
was inferred, means that the attorney 
general may designate a special 
prosecutor upon request of the new 
commonwealth's attorney, James R. 
Allen, or other court official. 

The opinion said that the only authority 
the attorney general has found for the 
circuit judge to make such an ap­
pointment is under KRS 69.060 which 
authorizes a circuit judge to designate a 
commonwealth's attorney pro-tem when 
the regular commonwealth's attorney is 
absent at any part of a term of circuit 
court.

Money Will Not Cure It 
The Kentucky Crime Commission has within the fortnight 

approved a package of criminal justice grants totalling $6.3 

million in federal, state and local funds. 
Most of that money-$4.8 million-will go toward paying of­

ficers who take certified training and education courses, thus 
providing an incentive to police officers to take such training. 

Although we do not deny that better-trained peace officers are 
needed in an age when criminal cunning has grown apace with 
scientific knowledge, we seriously doubt that all the money the 
crime commissions and other governmental agencies of the 
country are spending with free hand will do the job. 

Our pessimism grows out of the fact that lawmakers and in· 
terpreters of the law have, in the name of individual rights, 
woven a labyrinthine skein of legal red-tape which has every 
peace officer enmeshed to the point of helplessness in the 
unending war against criminals-and no amount of training or 
education is going to free that officer. 

These legislators and judicial interpreters of the law will have 
to get back to fundamentals before the work of any enforcement 
officer can hope to be effective. The time has come when laws 
and court decisions protect everybody· but the innocent. The 
"common welfare'' is lost, somewhere out there in the maze, as 
men, some perhaps weJJ.intentioned, listen to that hard core of 
radicals who weep so effectively for the rights of the poor 
criminal. 

(Before we proceed farther with this jeremiad, let us admit 
that few newspaper people know much of the law, and present 
company is not excepted. But most of us can read.) 

We read now of the proposed revision of the federal criminal 
code, which may, or may not, have been misinterpreted and 
which may, or may not, apply only to federal officials, em­
ployees and property. Anyway, this change would make the use 
of "deadly force" against a burglar or robber a crime unless the 
occupant of the building invaded by the criminal takes every 
opportunity to use less force, if it is present, or seeks to use a 
means of retreat for himself, and so on. 

This ·may be for federal officials or premises. But since when 
did a federal employee become less human than any other 
citizen and to be less secure in his home or place of business? 
Besides, there is the very real danger that this one step by 
federal law will set the example which state legislatures are too 
prone to follow. 

There are those who profess to fear the shoot-now-and-ask­
questions-later instinct will be over-exercised if such a code is 
not adopted. They point out that an innocent member of the 
family may die when mistaken at night by a trigger-happy 
parent. They dream up such horrors, forgetting that few sons or 
daughters are ever slain by a parent seeking to protect his or her 
household-forgetting, also, the horrors that are experienced by 
innocent citizens, male and female, at the hands of rapists and 
murderers who invade homes. 

When a law-enforcement officer would search a home for 
narcotics or for. a known criminal, the old English law of "a 
man's castle is his home" is invoked, and the officer must go 
through the tedium of getting a proper search warrant before he, 
a representative of the law, can enter the home. But the burglar 
or robber or rapist may make his entry into the home without 
shadow of excuse and find protection while he's there from such a 
Jaw. 

And we prate about equal rights and the like! 
We read again: 
The new Kentucky criminal code provides that the person who 

issues a worthless check must be given ten days' notice before 
legal action can be taken against him. (That may be over· 
simplifying the legallangugage, but attorneys say this is the gist 
of it.) Thus the legal"right hand of fellowship" is extended to the 
cold-check artist, and all the training the police officer gets 
means nothing, since the lawbreaker may be in a foreign country 
before the law will permit action against him. 

This country of ours has a wonderful concept of individual 
rights, which is a basic to freedom. But it has been led down the 
garden path in its quest for this ideal by those who apparently 
have a great scorn for the law and order without which none of us 
is more free than the occupant of an armed camp. 

More millions will not cure the disease. This is a deep-seated 
canker that requires something more penetrating than the salve 
of dollars or the soft-soap of ideological legislation.

The answer to all of these questions is 

NO. A business does not have to give 
refunds. Most reputable businesses are 
happy to refund dissatisfied customers, 
especially when there is no problem 
reselling an item. Merchandise such as 
undergarments, pierced earrings and 
other personal i terns usually will not be 
refunded or exchanged for health reasons. 

Refunds do not have to be in cash. 
Many stores give no cash refunds, only 
credit towards another plll'chase. 

Present law does not require a ,com­
pany to post its refund policy, but con­
sumers should make it their business to 
inquire about refunds when they shop. 

A merchant's refund policy is deter­
mined by the terms of the contract 
between the merchant and the consumer. 
lf no refund policy was agreed upon, and 
if the merchandise was not defective or 
misrepresented, the merchant may set 
his own refund policy. 

Ask the merchant about refunds every 
time you make a purchase, and check the 
sales slip or any documents you are to 
sign, before you make a purchase. 

Consumers have another responsibility 
as well: to be certain that items returned 
for refunds have not been used or worn. 
Abuse of a fair refund policy could lead to 
stricter policies which htnder other 
consumers.

More than 1 million students from 
17,000 high schools entered the 1976 Merit 
Program by taking the 1974 Preliminary 
Scholastic Aptitude Test-National Merit 
Scholarship Qualifying Test. The 
semifinalists are the highest-scoring 
students in each state; the number 
named in each state is proportional to the 
state's percentage of the nation's 
graduating high school senior class. The 
semifinalists, most of whom will com­
plete high school and enter college in 
1976, represent the top half of one percent 
of the nation's most academically 
talented young people. 

To continue in the competition, 
semifinalists must advance to finalist 
standing by meeting a number of 
requirements that include being fully 
endorsed and recommended for 
scholarship consideration by their 
secondary school principals, presenting 
school records that substantiate high 
academic standing, and confirming their 
high PSAT-NMSQT scores with 
equivalent scores on the Scholastic 
Aptitude Test (SAT). Over 90 percent of 
the semifinalists are expected to qualify 
as finalists and to receive Certificates of 
Merit next February. All winners of 
Merit Scholarsips are chosen from the 
highly able group of finalists. 

Every finalist will compete for one of 
the 1,000 National Merit $1000 scholar­
ships. A finalist competes with all other 
finalists in a state for the scholarships 
allocated to that state.

The tests will be conducted in the Berea 
sand of the Griffithsville, Lincoln county, 
West Virginia. 

The Guyan company will drill and 
complete a total of at least 25 wells (16 
injection wells and nine producing wells) 
to form an approximately square pat­
tern. AU wells drilled will be logged to 
determine reservoir characteristics and 
fluid saturations. 

Guyan will conduct water injectivity 
tests on each injection well after it has 
been fractured and, when practical, 
before it has been fractured. All oil wells 

in the pattern and surrounding area, 
whether active or abandoned wells, will 
be re-entered and either recompleted as 
observation wells or plugged.

Senator Ford Sees Hot Debate 
On Bill To Revise U.S. Code 

A voluminous piece of controversial 
legislation, revision of the Federal 
Criminal Code, will have a difficult time 
getting through the Senate in its present 
form, Sen. Wendell Ford has predicted. 

The 753-page bill, still in sub­
committee, is expected to be the target of 
long and intensive debate in the full 
Judiciary Committee before going to the 
Senate floor for vote. 

"I've heard some say it will be tied up 
until next year," Ford said. "Either way, 
it will have to be thoroughly clarified, 
and perhaps revised extensively, before I 
support it," he added. 

One of the major items of controversy 
with the bill relates to protection of 
person and property. 

A reporter, Jack C. Landau, of 
Newhouse News Service, has written that 
the bill would make it a crime for a 
resident to use "deadly force" to stop a 
nighttime prowler from taking away 
personal property. He also claims that a 
person could be convicted if he had the 
opportunity of using less force against an 
intruder than was exercised, but failed to 
do so. 

"This would be a ridiculous law and I 

would be against it," Ford stressed. Ford 
said he has been informed, however, by 
legal counsel in the Judiciary Committee 
that the reporter's interpretation is 
"totally in error." The bill pertains only 
to federal property and federal officials 
in this instance. 

"But it's easy to see how emotional the 
reaction can become, just as it is easy to 
see how complicated the bill really is," 
Ford added. 

He called the measure an act which 
will invite hot debate since it will be 
surrounded by "individual in­
terpretation."

New Unit Formula 
Reviewed at Meet 

State Department of Education of­
ficials met here Tuesday in one of a 
series of regional meetings to explain 
procedures for keeping and reporting 
attendance under the new weighted 
pupil-unit formula.

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Keeping Tabs on Water 
By MARVA GAY 

Frankfort, Ky.-Until recently, few 
Kentuckians worried much about run­
ning out of water. That's changing. 

In recent years, the division of water 
resources in the Kentucky Department 
for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection, has been looking 
more closely at applicants seeking to 
withdraw water from streams and lakes 
in the state. In a couple of instances, the 
division has cut back the amount of water 
a permit applicant is allowed to with­
draw. 

Dick Rohlf, who is in charge of the 
division's water withdrawal permit 
program, predicts that the number of 
applications cut back or rejected will 
increase as industrial development in­
creases. 

In 1966, the state began keeping tabs on 
who was using water from Kentucky 
streams and lakes. The 1966 law was 
intended to control the development of 
water resources. Today, the division 
issues permits to users of more than 
10,000 gallons of water a day. 

The first water withdrawal permit was 
issued to Shelbyville, which was with­
drawing one million gallons of water a 
day in 1966. In 1974, its permit was 
revised to allow withdrawals of two 
million gallons a day. 

Since then, 777 water withdrawal per­
mits have been issued. The · latest was 
issued to Gal-Glo Coal Co. of Whitley 
county. It will withdraw 240,000 gallons of 
water a day from Bennett's Branch. 

Of the permits issued, Rohlf estimates 
just over 600 are active. Many of the 
inactive ones are issued to small 
municipal water plants that have been 
consolidated with another water with­
drawal plant. 

Louisville-with one withdrawal 
point-is the largest single user of water 
in the state. It takes between 120 and 130 
million gallons of water from the Ohio 
River every day. Lexington-with two 
withdrawal points-takes 32 million 
gallons a day from the Kentucky River. 

Some industries, such as Westvaco in 
Western Kentucky, rival for second 
place. Westvaco withdraws 25 million 
gallons a day from the Mississippi River. 
DuPont at Louisville withdraws about 40 
million gallons a day from the Ohio 
River. 

One of the largest water users, 
however, isn't permitted. That's the TVA 
Paradise Plant which uses the water for 
cooling. Power plants and agricultural 
consumers aren't required to obtaiR a 
permit. Water withdrawn to be injected 
underground for secondary recovery of 
oil or gas also is exempt. 

According to Rohlf, much of the water 
that is withdrawn is returned to the 
streams. Municipal water systems 
return much through their sewage 
treatment plants. However, other water, 
such as that which evaporates from the 
TV A cooling tower, is 1 os t. 

As long as a stream will carry enough 
water for all users, Rohlf said the

division will issue a permit to withdraw 
water for any purpose. However, if the 
withdrawal will limit the water available 
to other users, the permit will be denied 
or the amount of water the division will 
allow the applicant to withdraw will .be 
reduced. · 

The division monitors how much water 
is being withdrawn through semi-annual 
reports submitted by the permit holders. 
The computer files on those reports have 
been used by water planning analysts 
and state government consultants. 

Usually there's enough water to go 
around. "If the withdrawal is from the 
Ohio or the Mississippi, we don't look at 
the permit application very hard," said 
Rohlf. "There's plenty of water in those 
rivers to go around." 

However, Rohlf said some proposed 
water withdrawals have been reduced 
during the last few years. "These have 
been minor cases," said Rohlf, "and not 
major denials or cutbacks." One denial 
was for a trailer park. Rohlf said the 
proposed water withdrawal would have 
lowered the affected stream so much that 
not enough water would have been left 
for the users downstream. 

"Though we've just gotten into 
denials," added Rohlf, "as development 
continues and as more sources withdraw 
water from some streams, we '11 probably 
be denying more applicants for permits. 
For sure, we're looking at the permits 
harder now because some of the streams 
already have near their maximum of 
permitted withdrawals."

Melvin Trial 
Ends Thursday 
In 'Hung Jury' 

The jury of Lawrence countians em­
panelled for the trial of Sheriff Ray 
Melvin in the Johns circuit court 
reported last Thursday night it was 
unable to agree after three hours' 
deliberation, and was dismissed. 

The vote was reported by one juror to 
be 10 to 2 in favor of a conviction. The 
foreman reported that a verdict decision 
"wouldn't be possible," to which Judge 
W. D. Sparks replied, "Well, three more 
months till next term . . . II 

The trial, in its ninth day Thursday, 
summoned over 200 prospective juors 
and heard testimony from about 50 
witnesses. 

Melvin was indicted July 9 on six 
counts of bribery while a public official 
and six counts of thefts by extort. The 
charges stern from alleged bootlegging 
activities in the Johnson county area. 

The jury went into deliberation at 4 
p.m. after closing arguments following 
sic days of testimony by witnesses for 
both sides. 

Dan Jack Combs, defense attorney, 
spoke for 45 minutes, standing a lecturn 
in front of the jury. 

The defense attorney asked if the jury 
really consisted of Melvin's peers when it 
was selected from Lawrence county 
residents who did not vote in the Johnson 
county election. 

"Isn't it strange, II Combs asked, 
"They <the bootleggers l would ask you 
all to be the tool to remove him <Melvin) 
from office . . . the one man who has 
given his heart and almost his life to 
protect the people of Johnson county." 

Presenting the prosecution's closing 
arguments, Rice spoke for 23 minutes in 
a more subdued manner. The com­
monwealth attorney said when he first 
learned of the allega~ions against Melvin 
he did not believe them, and for that 
reason, he said, state police were asked 
to make a thorough investigation. 

Rice added that at severaJ.times he had 
worried about being too closely asso­
ciated with bootleggers by prosecuting 
the case but did not falter because he 
could say he has never tasted beer or 
whiskey in his life. 

The prosecutor reviewed the evidence 
he presented in the case and said it was 
so strong he had expected "some of you 
jurors wouJd have rapped the gavel at 
sometime in the proceedings and said, 
'I've had enough.' 11

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Seeks Proposals To Develop 
Fluidized-Bed Coal-Burning 

The Energy Research and Develop­
ment Administration (ERDA ) is 
requesting technical proposals to develop 
and demonstrate a fluidized-bed concept 
for clean-burning of high-sulfur coal and 
coal waste in industrial boilers and 
heaters. 

Dr. Philip C. White , Assistant Ad­
ministrator for Fossil Energy in ERDA , 
said the fluidized-bed development 
program is aimed at offering large fuel 
users now dependent on curtailable 
natural gas or expensive oil the option of 
using coal of any rank, quality or sulfur 
content in an environmentally ac­
ceptable manner. It would provide one 
way to convert to a new economic and 
environmentally acceptable technology. 

The fluidized-bed concept involves 
using a cusion of air in which to sus­
pend particles of coal and dolomite or 
limestone and permit cleanup of the 
corn bus tion gases before emission 
through a stack, as distinguished from 
stack gas cleanup methods. 

Dr. White said the demonstration 
program seeks to identify and evaluate 
industrial boiler and process heat 
requirements to determine the feasible 
applicability of the fluidized-bed 
technique ; to design, build, operate, test 
and demonstrate prototype boilers and 
heaters in this regard, and to obtain 
sufficient data from prototype operations 
to enable industry to scale up to com­
mercial-size installations.

The Department of the Navy has of· 
fered its Public Works Center, Great 
Lakes , Illinois, as a site for the industrial 
steam generator and boiler catagories of 
the demonstra lion program. The 
respondent may use that site, or the 
equivalent, including supporting 
facilities. 

Dr. White said the primary fuel will 
consist of coals strategically situated to 
the respondents ' sites and may include 
lignites at various ash and sulfur levels, 
anthracite , all high-sulfur coals, high 
slagging and corrosive coals and coal 
waste, such as anthractie cuJm banks 
and bituminous refuse piles. A secondary 
fuel may consist of any industrial waste 
produced at the selected site.

Kentucky's knowledgeable fishermen, 
who know that autumn offers some of the 
year's best bass fishing. In addition, the 
cool days and bright fall colors of the 
woods make just being outdoors a joy 
after theheat and humidity of summer. 

Most of the speedboaters and water­
skiers will be gone after the Labor Day 
week-end, and many sportsmen, 
distracted by the lure of squirrel and 
dove hunting, will also be off the water. 

But the serious bass fishermen will be 
on the lakes and doing quite well. From 
about the first of September until maybe 
the middle of December (depending, as 
always, on the weather), the fishing 
should be very good. And with the 
modern insulated clothing now available, 
anglers can brave even the occasional 
cold spell in comfort. 

The flood-control lakes will be un­
dergoing their winter drawdown, but this 
is usually a slow and gradual lowering of 
the lake, in contrast to the up-and-down­
and-up-again levels of the spring. After 
they reach winter pool, most lakes will 
remain fairly stable until spring. 

Fishing action can be fast, with the 
bass · often going on feeding sprees in 
preparation for the lean days of winter. 
They will often hit readily on surface 
lures, both along shoreline cover and in 
the jumps, where the bass are chasing 
schools of shad minnows. At other times, 
they will hit medium runners or even 
bottom-bouncing lures, such as the 
dollfly or artificial nightcra wier. 

Crappie and white bass fishermen also 
continue to enjoy good catches in the fall, 
when the most productive method is 
night fishing with live minnows dangled 
under a lantern or other light. And in 
Kentucky's musky streams, these giant 
battlers become active in late autumn, 
after the leaves have fallen. 

Trout fishing also continues to be good 
in the fall. Several streams are stocked in 
September and OCtober, as are the 
tailwaters below many of the major 
lakes, where conditions are often ex­
cellent for either the artificial or natural 
bait fisherman. 

So don't store away your fishing tackle 
just because summer is over-some of 
the year's best fishing is still ahead of 
you.

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A Broken Romance of the Hills

Moses Clayton came to our valley in 
1890. He built himself a double log house 
at the mouth of the hollow that bears his 
name. Here in this valley he was to live a 
long and happy life and raise many sons 
and daughters . 

When his oldest son, Lonnie, took 
himself a wife, Moses Clayton followed 
the time-honored custom of the hills and 
helped Lonnie build a small log house 
farther up the hollow. To reach the new 
homesite, they hacked a narrow trail 
through the laurel and ivy, up through a 
gap in the cliff. The trail continued up the 
hollow till it reached a small triangular­
shaped bottom at the fork of the valley. 
The gap, later known as Clayton's 
Gap, was the only way to reach Lonnie's 
house from the outside world. 

Lonnie's house consisted of one room 
some twelve feet wide by fifteen feet 
long. There was a small window in the 
back and a large, open fireplace in front. 
The furniture consisted of a bed, three 
homemade straight-backed chairs with 
hickory bark bottoms, and a small dining 
table. Lonnie and his wife made out all 
right for space until children began to 
arrive with annual regularity. After the 
fourth girl was born, it became 
necessary to add another bed. This left 
little space for the eating table. Lonnie 
found it necessary to cut a door in the 
upper side of the house and add a lean to. 
A small step-stove, along with the eating 
table, was moved into the new space. As 
Lonnie put it, he had begwt to live 
"higher on the hog." 

Lonnie's children were all girls. He 
said that he had hoped for field hands but 
all that he got was dishwashers. His 
oldest daughter, Rosie, was now 14 and 
had begun to take an active interest in 
the opposite sex. Further down the valley 
lived the Ramey family. As far as 
worldly goods were concerned, they had 
nothing but the barest necessities of life. 
The winds of prosperity had never blown 
in their direction. Their second oldest 
son, Ernie, was already wise in the ways 
of the woods, 1fields and streams. He was 
now the breadwinner of the family Ernie 
was the best trapper in the valley. He 
was not one to hunt for sport; he was 
strictly a meat hunter. When he took to 
the hills with his old single barrel, he 
never returned emptyhanded. He knew 
exactly where to find the rabbits, 
squirrels and other edible varmints of the 
forest. 

No professor of botany could identify 
as many edible plants as could Ernie. 
Ernie roved up and down the valley of 
Arab Fork, gathering everything from 
lamb's tongue to wooly jaw. In the winter 
months he gathered craw's foot, as it was 
the only plant that could stand the winter 
cold. One of the main sources of income 
for the Ramey family in the summer was 
ginseng. Ernie would also dig golden 
seal; he was no mayapple digger. He 
said, "That stuff is not wuth diggin'." He 
said, "I jest love to dig sang; I know it is 
the purtiest weed that ever growed." 
Ernie did have a sharp eye for ginseng. It 
was said that he could spot a four-prong 
at a distance of 50 feet. On his travels 
through the hills, he would sometimes 
stop at Lonnie's place to display his 
diggin's. 

Rosie would look on with admiration. 
She would say, "Ernie yo shore air a 
good sang digger." A broad smile would 
spread across Ernie's face as he replied, 
"Well, I reckon a feller orl to be good fur 
sum pin." 

Ernie's visits became more frequent 
and in a short time Rosie became very 
fond of him. As far as Ernie was con­
cerned, the fondness was mutual. In due 
time he began to make regular visits on 
Saturday nights. He and Rosie would sit 
out on the small front porch where there 
was no one to interfere with their 
privacy. As darkness fell over the valley, 
they would pull their hickory bottomed 
chairs closer together. They would listen 
to the rippling waters of Clayton's branch 
as it flowed from the big sulphur spring 
and tumbled over the high waterfalls, a 
short distance below; to the trumping of 
the bullfrog in the swamp below the 
garden; to the pleasant chant of the 
whippoorwill from the high point above 
the cabin. The only ~ound of nature they 
disliked was the melancholy sound of the 
owl in the tall spruce pines below the 
falls. 

As cold weather approached, the 
problem became more complicated. 
When the winter winds chilled the air, all 
members of the family had to gather 
around the big open fireplace to keep 
warm. There was no privacy for Ernie 
and his girl. About all they could do to 
amuse themselves was to engage in a 
game of Fox and Geese. The game was 
played with grains of corn. The board on 
which the game was played consisted of 
squares and diaganols fitted together in 
such a way as to permit the fox to jump 
from square to square or diagonally 
across. The boy took the part of the fox 
while the girl looked after the geese. The 
object of the game was for the fox to 
catch the geese or the geese to hem the 
fox so he could not move. After they had 
played the game for a couple of hours or 
so, they would pause and listen to Lonnie 
tell gliost stories. 

Lonnie knew many ghost stories, but 
the one he liked best was about the ghost 
he had seen himself at Clayton's Gap. 
According to Lonnie, many years ago a 
woman had attempted to climb the steep 
hill that led to the gap. As she neared the 
gap she sat down by a big beech tree to 
rest; she never got up. He said that she 
died of heart dropsy. Late that night, a 
searching party found her on the lonely 

hill still sitting in an upright position. 
After this, anyone who passed at night 
could see her ghost beside the big tree. 
The ghost appeared only in total 
darkness . If the traveler carried a light , 
it never appeared. 

Lonnie Clayton was a hard worker. He 
retired early and rose early the following 
morning. Lonnie would say, "It's puore 
misery for me to set up past my bedtime." 
As time passed, Ernie became so ardent 
in his courtstip with Rosie that he was 
making nightly visits to the Clayton 
home. 

It was an unwritten law of the hills that 
no self-respecting man or woman would 
retire to bed as long as there was anyone 
except the immediate family in the room. 
This made it necessary for Lonnie and 
his wife to sit up very late at night . While 
Ernie and Rosie were engaged in a game 
of Fox and Geese in the back part of the 
room, Lonnie drained the kerosene from 
Ernie's lantern and replaced it with 
water. Suddenly, Lonnie jumped to his 
feet and exclaimed, "I clean forgot to 
feed them hogs this evenin'. Well I 
reckon I'll just haf'to go up the holler and 
feed them. Now you children had better 
get to bed while I'm gone fer I hafto get 
up bright and early in the mornin'."

Health Notes 
"Protect Them from Harm" is the 

theme of October Immunization Action 
Month, which has as targets seven 
preventable childhood diseases-polio, 
measles, mumps, rubella, diphtheria, 
tetanus and pertussis (whooping cough). 

Dr. John T. Whitte, director of HEW's 
Immunization Division of the Center for 
Disease Control says, "Tragically, we 
still have children dying and being 
permanently disabled by these preven­
table diseases ... The percentage of 
immunized children has fallen so low 
that we once again face a serious risk of 
local epidemics." 

The reason behind this alarming drop 
seems to be a false sense of security or 
contentment. Jim Jackson, a consultant 
for the Center of Disease Control, says, 
"Serious cases of these diseases are 
seldom seen anymore, and since people 
don't see much of the diseases, they think 
the diseases are licked and everything is 
okay." But health officials declare that 
things will only be okay if people continue 
to have their children vaccinated. 

Immunization Action Month-October, 
1975 is a perfect time to see that everyone 
in your family is fully protected against 
all of these diseases. If your family isn't 
protected, see your doctor or the Floyd 
County Health Department, right away. 
The health department offers vaccines 
for all of these preventable diseases, free 
of charge. 

The Floyd County Health Department 
will conduct a pap smear clinic tomorrow 
(Thursday) from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m. The 
health department reminds all women 
that they should have a pap smear at 
least once a year, because early detec­
tion and treatment could completely 
eliminate, deaths caused by cervical 
cancer. 

Monday, September 29, the health 
nurses will conduct two pap smear 
clinics-one at Ethel Osborne's Store 
at Bypro, and the other in the former 
Wayland High School building. Both of 
·these clinics will last from 10 a.m. until 2 
p.m. 

All women are welcome to attend these 
clinics.

Regional Councils Get Task 
Of Planning for Acute Care KARATE. 

Frankfort, Ky.-Each regional health 
planning council must now develop an 
acute care plan in accordance with the 
guidelines developed by the state 
Comprehensive Health Planning Council. 

"This is probably the most significant 
action the council has ever taken," stated 
Wade Mountz, chairman. 

The guidelines were developed and 
adopted by the council to assure the 
quality of acute care throughout the 
Commonwealth so that neither a shor­
tage nor an over-bedding problem will 
occur in any region. 

·Two classifications of acute care were 
adopted by the council. Special acute care 
is the degree of care most commonly 
delivered in intensive and coronary 
care units, where the patient requires 
constant audio and visual observation. 
General medical and surgical care are 
included. 

General acute care can be contrasted 
with special or intensive care by the 
following criteria: Patients are 
moderately ill; they can make their 
needs known; their conditions are not 
stabilized; and they require care and 
ob serv at ion less freq uen Uy. 

The council also adopted guidelines for 
special technical equipment, such as 
brain scanners and body scanners. Each 
applicant must submit a state plan for 
approval and specify the following: 

Sales Fraud 
Warning Given 

Frankfort, Ky.-A consumer 
protection official yesterday warned 
Kentucky's older citizens against 
"perpetrators of fraud and deception 
who seem to gravitate toward older 
persons." 

Robert Bullock, assistant attorney 
general for consumer protection, told the 
.Institute for Aging-a citizens' advisory 
group-that deceptive door-to-door sale 
of hearing aids is of ''serious concern'' in 
Kentucky. 

Dr. R. 0. C. Green, a Bowling Green 
physician and institute member, is 
dismayed at the larger number of elderly 
he knows personally who "have spent 
$400 to $600 on hearing aids and have 
nothing now." 

Bullock said that Kentucky's consumer 
Advisory Council will be holding public 
hearings on proposed legislation which 
would more closely regulate hearing aid 
dealers. 

Ten Kentuckians reportedly have 
bought "miracle" vacuum cleaner-air 
purifiers after being told these machines 
help fight cancer and respiratory 
problems such as asthma. Bullock said 
such "health pitches " are common with 
high pressure salesmen. 

Another popular deception used is that 
of furnace repairmen. Such frauds, 
Bullock indicated, go from house to 
house, offering to clean furnaces for 
a minimal price. Once he gets to the 
furnace, the impostor makes plenty of 
noise, stirs up dust and then emerges 
from the basement with a broken pipe. 
One such character talked an older 
couple into buying a $1,200 furnace. 

Bullock told the institute, meeting for 
its September session at the Ramada Inn 
here, that 93-95 per cent of the complaints 
received by his office are not fraud but 
merely misunderstandings or 
negligence. 

1. The types of equipment, how the 
equipment will be used-either for 
diagnostic screening an·d (or) 
therapeutic purposes; 

2. Whether or not the equipment is 
appropriate to meet the needs and the 
population in the geographical area; 

3. What space will be used in the 
facility by the installation of the new 
apparatus, what service will be 
physically replaced and what savings 
will accrue to the facility by the phasing 
out of equipment or services being 
replaced; 

4. All safety and health regulations 
which pertain to the operation of the 
apparatus; 

5. A provision for trained staff to 
operate the equipment. 

In other recent action, the council 
changed the name of the tuberculosis 
study committee, headed by Dr. George 
F. Brockman, to include the study of all 
respiratory diseases. The members of 
the council felt that Dr. Brockman and 
his committee merited this change as 
their work had gone beyond the study of 
tuberculosis. 

Dr. William P. McElwain, com­
missioner of the Bureau for Health 
Services, told the council that he is 
meeting with the 15 regional health 
councils to review their current activities 
in association with the National Health 
Planning Resources and Development 
Act of 1974. The act is aimed at upgrading 
health care facilities and providing 
access to quality health care where it 
does not exist. The new law,which 
recognizes regional medical planning 
and comprehensive health planning 
agencies, allows the states to designate 
"health-service areas" to be served by 
"health-system agencies." 

For this reason, we are trying to 
establish a working relationship between 
regional and state planners to provide 
input into the development of the state 
plan," McElwain explained. He has 
already made six visits and will make the 
remaining nine in the next two weeks.

scape as Kentuckians get ready to 
celebrate autumn. With the soft winds of 
early fall comes a cleanness that can be 
likened to a country wash hanging on the 
line. Everywhere there is a subtle 
blending of colors that heralds autumn in 
the Commonwealth. 

Queen Anne's lace, Joe-Pye weed and 
pennyroyal already are beginning long 
vacations, but in their place are mist­
flower, ironweed and goldenrod. 

Oak leaves are taking on the rusty look 
of wire fences and iron barn hinges, while 
sumacs and maples are having a last 
fling in their brightest, flirtiest reds and 
yellows. 

Country kitchens are being heated on 
misty mornings and from them come 
tantalizing aromas of brewed coffee, 
fried potatoes and apples, bacon and 
homemade bread. 

Marigolds make bright borders around 
farm houses, while some foliage hangs in 
crinkled, patchy, umber strands­
starred here and there with a delicate 
violet-blue chicory bloom.
