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Floyd Firm 
Draws Fine 
Of $20,000 
Hamilton Accepts 
Heaviest Penalty 
Assessed by State 

The $20,000 civil penalty which Sterling 
Hamilton as head of the Sterling 
Hamilton Coal Company at Teaberry 
agreed to pay last week for violations of 
the state reclamation Ia ws is the heaviest 
single penalty ever paid in Kentucky by 
an individual. 

Hamilton last Thursday also agreed to 
accept a revocation and a one-year 
probationary status. It also is the first 
time for a Kentucky mining firm to ac­
cept revocation of a permit. 

Hamilton's renewal applications on 
two permits have also been refused by 
the Department of Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection on the 
basis of his past record. 

Under the terms of the agreed order, 
Hamilton will be permitted to resume 
mining in two areas after he completes 
all required reclamation. But his 
operations will remain on probationary 
status for one year, and conditions more 
restrictive than required under current 
state regulations can be required by the 
department on new mining. 

The engineering staff of the depart­
ment's Division of Reclamation said the 
Commonwealth would be protected in the 
event of default by a $34,000 cash bond 
already deposited by the operator. 

Under Kentucky Jaw an operator who 
receives three "revocations" is never 
permitted to mine again. The ability of 
the department to accomplish a 
"revocation" in the case of Hamilton was 
in some legal doubt since the permits 
which the department sought to revoke in

Flood Hazard 
Study Planned 
By Engineers 

The Huntington District, U.S. Corps of 
Engineers, announced last week that it 
will do a detailed study of the flood 
hazard areas in Prestonsburg. 

The study will be funded by the Federal 
Insurance Administration of the U. S. 
Department of Housing and Urban 
Development under the authority of the 
National Flood Insurance Act of 1968, as 
amended (P.L. 90-448) and the Flood 
Disaster Protection Act of 1973, (P .L. 93-
234). 

The purpose of the study is to examine 
and evaluate the flood hazard areas here 
which are developed or which are likely 
to be developed and to determine flood 
elevations for those areas. Flood 
elevations will be used by the community 
to carry out the flood plain management 
objectives of the National Flood In­
surance Program. They will also be used 
as the basis for determining the ap­
propriate flood insurance premium rates 
applicable for new buildings and their 
contents, as well as determining the 
rates to be used for the second layer of 
insurance on existing buidings and 
contents. 

The announcement was made to notify 
all interested parties of the beginning of 
this study so that they may have an 
opportunity at a public meeting, soon to 
be announced, to bring any relevant facts 
and technical data concerning local flood 
hazards to the attention of Mayor 
William 0 . Goebel, Jr. for forwarding to 
the appropriate representatives of the 
Federal Insurance Administration.

This Interests the Smithsonian 

Although the geological formations known as "kettle bottoms" are well -known 
throughout the coal fields, particularly for the danger that the heavy, sandstone 
concretions present to the underground miner, one notably fine specimen which 
rests on the lawn of Mr. and Mrs. Harold L. Conn, of Stanville, has aroused the 
interest of the Smithsonian Institute's National Museum of Natural History . 

Tom Simkin, curator, Division of Petrology and Volcanology for the museum, 
told Mr. Conn in a recent letter, "Your specimen . . is truly outstanding in its 
size and symmetrical perfection. We would be honored to have it here at the 
National Museum where we would hope eventually to place it on exhibit for the 
10,000 visitors that come here on an average day ." 

Mr. Simkin continued, "I use the word 'eventually' only becau·se your specimen 
is as large as our entire concretion exhibit currently on display." 

Simkin's Jetter included a short ''life history' ' of a typical concretion or ''kettle 
bottom" which explained: "Concretions form when groundwater, rich in 
dissolved minerals, moves slowly through sediments that accumulated long ago. 
Around a nucleus such as a shell fragment, shark's tooth or large sand grain, the 
groundwater precipitates hard mineral material-commonly calcium car­
bonate-and the concretion grows slowly by concentric layers." 

Mr. Conn obtained the specimen aft~r it was exposed by road work on U.S. 23.

County Offices 
May Now Draw 
$16,000 a Year 

The maximum annual pay most county 
officials can legally receive is $16,768.80, 
the fiscal court was notified this week by 
Commissioner Larry G. Townsend, of the 
Department of Commerce. 

That salary figure applies to the offices 
of county judge, county attorney, county 
clerk, circuit clerk, sheriff and jailer. It 
represents the change in the Consumer 
Price Index since 1949 when the salary 
limit was $7,200. 

The fiscal court at its meeting Monday 
employed Roland Burchett as inspector 
for the Beaver Water District at a salary 
of $800 per month, plus a $100-a-month 
expense allowance. Both salary and 
allowance are to be paid by the district 
out of grant monies. 

The court also authorized County Clerk 
C. "Ollie" Robinson to issue warrants in 
the amount of $500 each to the boosters 
clubs of McDowell, Betsy Layne, Martin 
and Wheelwright, and $1,000 to the Allen 
Central Boosters Club (the Wayland­
Maytown-Martin area l . These amounts 
are to be paid to the clubs as they present 
bills marked "paid" for their outlay of 
funds. 

An extension of the lease of the Ohio­
Kentucky Utilities on the gas and water 
system which it operates was granted. 
The court received a petition from 
residents of the George Hicks Hollow 
section of Goose Creek, asking that their 
road be included in the county system.

Grand Jury 
Asks Litter 
Probe Made 
Indictment Names 
Spencer Slayer 
Of Father-in-Law 

The grand jury which adjourned last 
week did not receive evidence of 
violations of the Jaws against littering 
and stream pollution, but the jury 
discussed the situation and in its final 
report to Circuit Judge Hollie Conley last 
Thursday suggested that the September 
grand jury "set aside one day or more to 
handle these two problems ... " 

Judge Conley had in his instructions to 
the grand jury cited the promiscuous 
dumping of wastes, the littering of 
roadsides and the pollution of streams 
and had suggested indictments of 
violators if evidence could or would be 
supplied. 

"We strongly recommend," the jury 
report said, "that if the concerned 
citizens of Floyd county have knowledge 
of any one violating either litter or water 
pollution laws, they should appear before 
the next grand jwy and obtain in­
dictments ... " 

The jury's report, signed by Glenn D. 
Allen, foreman, noted that a major 
portion of the indictments voted during 
the session were for burglary or 
receiving stolen property. "It is ap­
parent1" the report said, "that much 
attention needs to be spent in investigat­
ing these particular types of crime by 
the local law officers." 

Otherwise , the jury report noted: 
-That all law enforcement officials as 

well as other public officials should be 
commended for their efforts toward 
enforcing the law.

Natural Resources Secretary Robert 

Bell said the agreed revocation order 
represents a first for the state. 

"This is the first revocation of permit 
based on the record," said department 
counsel Perry White. He said only one 
other permit has ever been revoked, at 
Hurricane Elkhorn, but he said that was 
because of the nature of the mining 
operation . 

"Nobody ever moved for revocation 
before," White added, "strange as that 
may sound." 

The revocation order came about 
because the company's strip mining 
permit expired last December. It had 
already been cited by the department for 
violations and was scheduled to appear 
at a hearing to say why the permit should 
not be revoked. 

When Hamilton applied for renewal of 
his permits, the department denied 
them White said. But it wasn't a 
satisfactory answer, he said, since 
Hamilton could be issued a permit at 
some future time and his record would 
not show the revocation. 

So Hamilton agreed to the depart­
ment 's proposal- that he agree to ex­
tensive reclamation measures before his 
permit would be renewed, that he be 
fined, and that a revocation be placed on 
his record. 

The probationary period gives the 
department the r1ght to require Hamilton 
to do any additional reclamation work it 
deems necessary during the year-long 
period. "In essence, he's given us per­
mission to impose on him even more 
stringent requirements if we want to," 
Bell said . 

Less than 17 acres of his properly are 
left to be Mined. Hamilton owns both the 
surface and the mineral rights, he said. 

Witt said the reclamation work will 
begin immediately, with final grading, 
seeding and mulching on each of the two 
permit areas g1ven until June 15 and July 
31 for completion. 

\\'1tt said a professional engineer would 
be assigned to supervise the reclamation 
work and to ensure that all provisions of 
the agreement are carried out

There ARE Blackbirds! 
Indeed there are blackbirds! A flock of 

red-winged blackbirds comes to Sugar 
Loaf every spring and nests in some 
swampy ground here. They are smaller 
than the starling and do very little 
damage in comparison with the starling. 

People should bear in mind that the 
starling is not a native North American 
bird. It was imported from Europe in the 
early 1900's. And that was a sad day for 
our small songbirds. The starling is 
greedy and vicious. He robs the nests of 
the smaller birds and eats their young. I 
have seen this. A pair of wrens drove 
away one starling. But minutes later he 
returned with three others and that is 
their nature- if one can't do the job, he 
gets help, and no pair of our native song 
birds can combat a group of starlings. 

There must be millions of starlings and 
if they are left unchecked there won't be 
any songbirds (or crops). In Europe the 
starling seems to be a pleasant bird. I 
assume, since that is their natural 
habitat, they have their natural enemies 
which keep them in check. Even the blue 
jay, who is a quarrelsome bird, is in­
timidated by a flock of starlings. My 
husband and I have fed and observed 
birds for years and each year it seems to 
us there are fewer songbirds at our 
feeders . We feel that we are being good 
conservationists when we kill every 
starling that we can. 

The cowbird does its part, too, in 
destroying the small birds. Not by at­
tacking them, but its method is just as 
effective. The cowbird Oike some 
people) dances, but it doesn't pay the 
piper. The female cowbird will slip into 
the nest of a smaller bird and lay an egg 
<sometimes two) and then go merrily 
on her way. When the eggs hatch the 
cowbird baby is so much larger than the 
others in the nest it crowds them out of 
the way and gets all the food. The young 
of the warbler, or the wren, or whatever, 
dies of starvation, and a heally cowbird 
is raised to repeat the process the 
following year. 

I started this letter, just to tell you th~t 
there are blackbirds, and they have their 
own identity- just as grackles are not 
crows and crows are not starlings and 
starlings are not cowbirds. Blackbirds 
are not any of the above. However all of 
them are black in color with some 
variations.

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Reclamation Permits Required 
For Some Underground Mines 

CNtain underground mines must 
obtain s trip mining permits from the 
stat e reclamation agency, according to a 
memo opinion handed down recently by 
F ranklin Circuit Judge Squire N. 
\\'!I Iia m s. 

The opinion was issued in a case in 
which the Kentucky Department for 
i\at ural Resources and Environmental 
Protect ion is seeking a temporary in­
junction preventing A & B Coal Sales, 
Inc .. from mining without a permit from 
the division of reclamation. A temporary 
restraining order had previously been 
issued against lhe company. A & B Coal 
Sales is in the process of opening a deep 
m ine in Letcher county for which a 
permit has been granted by the Kentucky 
Department of Mines and Minerals. 

The company has contended that it 
does not need to obtain a permit from the 
reclamation division because it is an 
underground mme and has a permit from 
the Department of Mines and Minerals. 

However , the Department for Natural 

Resources and Environmental 
Protection, contended that the functions 
of the two state agencies are com­
plementary and compliance with the 
requirements of one does not obviate the 
necessity of compliance with the other . 

The department ' s attorney, Alan 
Hnrrington , argued that a permit must 
be obtained by A & B Coal Sales, 
regardless of whether the company is 
deep mining or strip mining, because it is 
producing a significant effect on the 
surface. 

Judge Williams agreed. 
In his ruling, Williams said: " The 

Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection does not have 
statutory authority over deep mine per 
se . However, KRS 350.010( 1), which 
excludes deep mining from the definition 
of strip mining, does make an exception 
where deep mining has a " significant 
effect on the surface. " If the facts 
warrant a conclusion that deep mining is 
to have a significant effect on the sur-

face. then the Department for Natural 
Hesources and Environmental 
Protection does have the authority to 
step in a nd regulate . 

"This does not relieve I he Department 
of !\lines and l\linerals of its respon­
sibility regarding 111 ine safety," con­
tinuPd Williams. "The functions of the 
two departments are complementary. 

"The defendant may not avoid 
stat ut only dictated responsibilities by 
follow1ng accepted practices or even 
mandated practices in opening a mine if 
such pract1ce produces a significant 
effect on the surface. 

"Sigmficant effect, as used ih this 
context, is that effect which , if not 
remedied. will result in measureable 
damage to the environment. 

"The testimony adduced herein 
demonstrates the defendant's operation 
does have a significant effect on the 
surface. The plaintiff consequently has 
authority to demand a strip mine per­
mi t. "

Berea Weavers 
Topic on KET 

r:Jeanor Churchill, co-founder 
of Churchill Weavers and one of 
Kentucky's first ladies, is the 
guest for ·'Distinguished 
Kentuckian." Friday. Apnl 16. 
June Hollings . hostess of 
WKYT-TV's "June Hollings 
Show," talks with !\Irs. Chur­
chill about her "threescore and 
10 years plus" at 9 p.m on 
Ken l uck\ Edu c ational 
Television· 

"I've I ived three completely 
different lives with practically 
no connection. " says Mrs. 
Churchill. In addition to her 
work at Churchill Weavers, 
Mrs. Churchill founded the 
Mountain Maternal Health 
League. Before coming to 
Berea, she served as a teacher­
missionary in India where she 
met and married her husband, 
David Carroll Churchill, also a 
missionary, in 1914. 

Carroll Churchill , a Boston 
Tech graduate, devised a hand 
loom capable of weaving at the 
same speed as a power loom of 
the same width. So startling 
was the improvement that 36 
people in the weaving factory at 
Ahmednager, India, could turn 
out the same yardage as was 
formerly woven by 200. 

Churchtll brought his family 
back to Oberlin, Ohio, when 
World War I broke out, and it 
was from there that his old 
friend, Dr. William J. Hut chins, 
then president of Berea College, 
called him to teach physics and 
set up an industrial department. 
When that didn't work, the 
Churchills realized that in 
Berea-where handweaving 
was an indigenous art and 
people needed jobs-all their 
experience and altruism might 
find a permanent home. 

Using local labor, looms 
made by Churchill and designs 
created by Mrs. Churchill , 
Churchill Weavers was founded 
in 1922 . 

"I don ' t know how we did it," 
Mrs. Churchill recalls now. "We 
had no money- but that never 
fazed Carroll. The word 'fail' 
was just not in our vocabulary. ' '

Times Want Ads Get Results! Consumer Comments 

By ROBERT F. STEPHENS 
Attorney General 

Women have had a difficult time over 
the years gaining acceptance as credit­
worthy people. They have, in short, 
suffered from credit discrimination. 

Take, for example, a woman with a 
steady job and income who was not able 
to get a bank account in her own name, or 
a woman who was denied a loan unless 
her husband co-signed with her. Single, 
widowed, divorced, or separated women 
frequently have been denied credit in the 
past, even though they were qualified 
applicants and were earning livings for 
their families. 

The "Equal Credit Opportunity Act" 
has changed all of this by extending the 
credit rights of women. It became ef­
fective Oct. 28, 1975, and insures that 
credit will be available on fair and im­
partial terms to any credit-worthy ap­
plicant, without discrimination on the 
basis of sex or marital status. 

It governs, to some extent, the kinds of 
questions which can be used in con­
ducting credit checks. For instance, all 
terms on a credit application must be 
neutral as to sex and marital status and a 
woman cannot be required to reapply fo'\ 
credit or to close an account because she 
has changed her name or marital status. 

A creditor ts also prohibited from 
asking her about when and how many 
children she intends to have, or to 
discount her income because, in the 
creditor's opinion, she will not continue 
working. In sum. when you apply for 
credit , you must be evaluated on an in­
dividual basis as to how credit-worthy 
you are at that time 

At the time you apply for credit, you 
must receive a nottce wh1ch should read, 
in short, that the r'ederal Equal Credit 
Opportunity Act prohibits creditors from 
discrimination against credit applicants 
on the basis of sex or marital status. It 
should also contain a description of the 
business you are dealing with and the 
name and address of the federal agency 
which administers compliance with this 
law . 

If vou do not recei\'e such a notice, or

The white waves breaking on a rocky 
coast is a beautiful sight to behild . They 
race and roll toward the rocks with a 
mighty force and dash themselves into 
showers of spray. The breaking of the 
waves on a rock-bound coast is a musical 
rhythm produced only by the mighty 
ocean. 

THE DAWN CHORUS. Once I spent the 
night at an isolated farmhouse far back 
in the deep woods, which had not yet been 
devastated by the greedy hands of men. 
It was in May, and I was awakened at 
dawn by the chorus of seemingly a 
million birds all singing together in 
perfect harmony and rythm. The 
mighty chorus rose and swelled and 
swirled far over hill and dale. It was the 
most beautiful music I have ever heard. 

We have to rise early in spring to hear 
the sublime music of many birds all 
singing in unison. I could hear warbles 
and whistles, and high flute notes, violin 
solos, tenor notes and treble notes, all 
blending into one grand harmonious 
song. What a happy world was here in 
this isolated valley of the mountains! 

BEAUTIFUL ANIMALS. What a 
beautiful creature is a snow-white kitten, 
washed clean and purring contentedly as 
one strokes its silky fur. A litter of 
puppies is also one of nature's finest 
displays of beauty. Heartless persons 
sometimes take pretty puppies away in a 
bag and set them down at the roadside. I 
found a litter of seven puppies which had 
been cast off in a basket, set down in the 
weeds near the road, left there to die a 
cruel death from starvation. Any person 
who loves animals would never do a cruel 
deed like this . Another of Nature's most 
beautiful creatures is a fawn. It is dap­
pled white like specks of light on the 
forest floor; the white dappling contrasts 
with toe brown and breaks up the focus of 
any predator. Fawns are the most 
popular attraction for children at the zoo. 

Many animals have an exquisite 
beauty and merit our close study. A gray 
squirrel scampering across the forest 
floor is a beautiful animal, with its long, 
bushy tail waving like a banner in the 
wind. The chipmunk with its black and 
white stripes contrasting sharply with its 
rich, brown fur, is a beautiful animal. 
And we could mention countless others. 

DOCTOR REFUSES TO EAT, 
PAY 53 PARKING FINES 

PHILADELPHIA- A Philadelphia 
doctor, jailed for failing to pay 53 
parking tickets, has begun a hunger 
strike and has vowed not to end it until 
city officials meet his protest demands. 

Dr. David Hornick vowed on Friday 
not to eat or drink until the municipal 
Traffic Court publishes a book explaining 
the trial process and until 10,000 people 
sign a petition for better parking in the 
city's center. 

When Hornick was arrested, he 
claimed he was ticketed while making 
house calls to poor patients . But Traffic 
Court officials later said many of the 
tickets were issued in front of Hornick's 
home. 

Hornick, 33, was sentenced Friday to 
158 days in jail after turning down an 
offer to serve his time at Philadelphia 
General Hospital .

NEW YORK- Carnegie Hall has ef­
fectively banned rock concerts on 
grounds that they are a health hazard. 

"A rock show has a decibel count in­
tolerable to the human ear, " said 
Executive Director Julius Bloom 
Saturday 

He said the nation 's mos t prestigious 
concert hall has consulted health 
authorities and obtained a consensus that 
any count over 105 decibels four feet from 
the stage is dangerous.

New Kindergartens 
Planned for '76-'77 

Frankfort, Ky.-The state Department 
of Education has informally allocated the 
150 new state-financed kindergarten 
units authorized for the 1976-'77 school 
year. 

Don Jale, who heads the department's 
bureau of instruction, said the units will 
be officially allocated to school districts 
as formal notification of available cer­
tified teachers is received. The bureau 
has thus far received certification 
notices for 37 prospective kindergarten 
teachers, Bale said. 

Requests by local school districts for 
the units exceeded the supply, he said, 
noting that the department received 
requests for 229 units for the next school 
year. 

The $4.3 million legislative ap­
propriation which will fund the 150 units 
for the upcoming school year provides 
another 150 classroom units for the 1977-
'78 school year, Bale added. 

The 150 units provided next year will 
give Kentucky some 350 klndergarten 
classrooms. Each unit can serve two 
classes of 20 students each day, he said. 
However, Kentucky needs 1,467 units to 
provide instruction for all its kin­
dergarten-aged children, Bale said. 

Distribution of the new units will mean 
that 143 districts will have at least one 
state-financed kindergarten classroom 
by next fall. That number leaves only 39 
districts with no kindergarten units, Bale 
said. 

The department's aim is to distribute 
the units "fairly and equitably," Bale 
explained. Any district which can 
provide suitable classroom space, 
supplies and equipment under the 
direction of a certified kindergarten 
teacher is eligible for the allocation of a 
unit, he added.

With the coming of spring, the officers 
of the state Division of Water En­
forcement <OWE l are readying their 
boats to take up their sum mer duties on 
Kentucky's waterways. 

In fact, they are returning earlier than 
usual this year. 

Doug Shoulders, DWE director for the 
stale Department of Transportation. said 
that he has ordered an early shutdown of 
the division's winter educational 
program in schools across the state 
because good weather has led the 
Commonwealth's water enthusiasts into 
a head start on the 1976 boating season. 

"With the beautiful weather we had in 
February, boaters have already started 
fishing and water skiing, and when the 
people are on the water, our officers also 
must be there to insure everyone's 
safety," he explained. 

All indications are that 1976 will be the 
heaviest boating season in the history of 
the Commonwealth. 

"We expect over 100,000 motor boats to 
be registered in Kentucky this year," 
Shoulders said. 

In 1974, there were approximately 
88,000 motor boats registered in the state. 
In 1975, the total exceeded 98,000. 

Shoulders also noted that three new 
lakes have been opened recently-Carr 
Fork Lake near Hazard, Laurel River 
Lake in Laurel county and Cave Run 
Lake near Morehead. 

Add the fact that more and more 
tourists are bringing their boats with 
them when they visit Kentucky, plus the 
growing number of non-motorized craft 
such as sail boats and canoes, and it's 
safe to predict that the DWE officers are 
going to have a very busy summer, 
Shoulders said. 

Unfortunately, the rapid growth in 
water sports also has been parallelled by 
an increase in water-related fatalities. 

Last year, 171 people died in boating 
and other water-related accidents. "That 
was about a 20 per cent increase over 
1974," said Shoulders. 

To combat the rising fatality rate, 
Shoulders plans to increase the number 
of DWE enforcement officers in the field 
this year by about 30 per cent. 

"This will enable us to patrol more 
lakes, increase our coverage of the Ohio 
River and extend the hours per day spent 
on the water," he said. 

With the onset of the boating season, 
Shoulders emphasized several items 
boaters should be aware of:

Paintsville, Ky.-The state Depart­
ment of Transportation has apparently 
approved construction of a new county 
road between Whitehouse and Offutt in 
the northeastern section of Johnson 
county.

Johnson County Judge James C. Witten 
said the road. project has been approved

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Pike Officials To Invite

The Pike county fiscal court last 
Saturday decided to invite members of 
the state Coal Severance Tax Advisory 
Panel to take a look at the condition of the 
county's roads.

Rep. Clayton Little, D-Hartley, told the 
court members there must be a meet­
ing of minds between the county and the 
panel in Frankfort. 

Little said later' 'You see some of these 
counties are getting less than $500,000 in 
total severance tax funds. The panel 
reacts to large sums of money for one 
project." 

Steve Friend, advisor to Rutherford on

should submit a revised proposal for four 
graders and four endJoaders instead of 
eight of each. 

Friend said the panel indicated it 
would probably look upon a new proposal 
in a favorable light. "They thought the 
eqwpment was excessive," he said. 

A number of county residents com­
plained that their roads were not being 
repaired except before election time 
every four years. 

One man asked a magistrate, "Why 
was county government equipment used 
on private property instead of our road.

The county had asked that $600,000 of its 
severance tax money be used to put an 
endJoader and a grader in each of the 
eight magisterial districts. 

County officials say the equipment is 
needed to repair roads, some of which 
have been heavily damaged by weather 
and coal trucks.

''The whole level of enforcement ac­
tivity is growing every week," said 
Robert Bell, secretary of the state 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection. 

"We have raised the ante on penalties 
imposed <for violations of the state's 
strip mine and reclamation laws.)" He 
said. "Our principal objective is not to 
collect fines, but to accomplish 
reclamation." 

Even higher penalties for non­
compliance will be allowed when a new 
stale law lakes effect June 19, he said. 

John Witt, commissioner of the bureau 
for land resources, said the department 
evaluates the seriousness of the violation 
in each case. 

"If we find they're just behind (on 
reclamation) , it's not necessary to levy a 
civil penalty," Witt said. "But if they're 
placing material over the outslope and

80, near Langley (Maytown) 

causing a slide <a fine IS levied) ." 
Fines and penalties currently go into 

the state treasury, Bell said. However, he 
plans to seek legislation in 1978 to have 
the money returned to the natural 
resources department for reclamation of 
orphan land land that has been stripped 
and abandoned. 

Bell said suspending an operator's 
permit is an effective economic penalty, 
and Witt called suspension "the biggest 
deterrent" to violations. 

"One day out of work could mean a loss 
of thousands of dollars in some cases," 
he said. Suspension orders remain in 
effect until reclamation work is com­
plete. 

Perry White, the department's general 
counsel, said fines must be high enough 
to act as deterrent otherwise an operator 
merely incorporates them into his 
regular operating budget, he said. 

Since Jan. 1 the department has 
collected $132,000 in fines and penalties, 
Bell said. A total of $85,000 was collected 
in the same three-month period last year. 

Two new offices will be established at 
London and in Grayson or Olive Hill to 
supplement five existing regional field 
offices. 

Each office will be headed by a 
professional engineer, Witt said. Charles 
Rogers, city engineer for the city of 
Bowling Green before joining the 
department already has been named to 
head the office at Middlesboro. 

Other engineers are being recruited. 
Witt said there were just two registered 
professional engineers in the department 
when he came in January. 

They plan to increase that number to,. 
more than 20. 

Reclamation efforts have been 
"concentrated on making it green" Witt 
said, but the process is really more 
complex-one of "taking the earth apart 
and putting it back right."

My Favorite Uncle

Long ago in the hill country, small 
children were taught to have great 
respect for their elders. Just as soon as 
an individual's face was lined with 
wribkles and the hair began to turn gray, 
you were supposed to call them aWlt or 
uncle, as the case might be. 

I was always confused about the 
number of aWlts and Wlcles that I had. I 
must have had at least two hundred. 
Everybody was always talking about 
how rich Uncle Sam was. For a long time 
I thought they were talking about my 
uncle, Sam Green. 

My younger sister was just as confused 
as I about the multitude of aunts and 
uncles . I recall the time we receive a 
new calendar from some farm magazine. 
On the front page it was decorated with 
the flags of all nations. We were looking it 
over and when we came to the United 
States flag I said, "Now here is our flag." 
My little sister replied, "Yes, that is our 
flag. Now where is Aunt Lucy's?" 

My favorite uncle was Uncle John 
Mullins. He was no blood kin but he and 
my father were very close friends. I think 
that the main reason for this was that 
Uncle John was a very staWlch 
Republican. As far as my father was 
concerned, that was enough to make him 
a saint. Uncle John was a contractor. He 
would take a contract to do anything. He 
would contract to dig wells, to build 
houses, construct roads or contract to log 
great tracts of virgin forest. 

He took a contract to dig a well for one 
of our neighbors . He employed two work­
men to do the digging. One of the men 
was a big square-shouldered man named 
Tomlin. Tomlin could move more earth 
with a shovel than any man in these 
parts. In addition to being good with a 
shovel, he was noted for his ability to use 
original a-nd awe-inspiring profanity that 
would make the utte rance of a 
muleskinner sound like the prattling 
innocence of a lisping babe. Uncle John 
never used profanity and he frowned on 
the use of it by any of his workers. He 
sought to teach Tomlin a lesson. By now 
they had reached a depth of some 20 feet 
with the well and had to resort to the use 
of blasting powder. Uncle John called 
down for Tomlin to climb the ladder to 
the top. He sent him fo r some drinking 
water to a farm house, some dis tance 
away. 

In the meantime, he instructed the 
other worker to fill the drilled hole with 
dirt and cut the fuse short. When Tomlin 
returned, Uncle John sent him down to 
light the fuse . When he turned to light the 
fuse, Cncle John jerked the ladder from 
the well and said, "No you had better 
pray to the good Lord to forgive you of 
your wicked ways." 

Tomlin sank to his knees and begun to 
pray. He said, ''0, Lord, if you will jus t 

save me this one time I will never swear 
another oath as long as I live. 

On another occasion Uncle John 
contracted to build a house for a 
prosperous farmer. In the deal, the 
farmer was to furnish board and lodging 
for him and his men. He said that he 
could not understand why there were so 
many young frying chickens running 
about the place and none ever turned up 
on the table as friend chicken. The men 
were now working on the second story of 
the house. He instructed one of his men to 
scatter some corn under the eaves on the 
ground below. After a sufficient number 
of chickens had gathered, Uncle John 
accidentally dropped a 10-foot two by 
four in the midst of the flock. Five frying 
chickens were killed. Needless to say, the 
menu improved for a couple of days. 

Uncle John and my father were dyed­
in-the-wool Republicans. They seldom if 
ever deviated from the straight 
Republican ticket. One year, the 
Democrats nominated a very popular 
man for commonwealth's attorney. The 
Republican voters in Sinking voting 
precinct No.7 were threatening to bolt to 
the Democrat whom we s-hall call Mr. 
Jackson . Uncle John thought up a 
scheme to save the day. To the complete 
surprise of everyone, he arrived on the 
election grounds, bright and early on 
election day, and announced that he was 
supporting Mr. Jackson. He found a 
hiding place In a nearby woods and in­
structed his confederates to meet the 
Republican voters, especially those who 
imbibed, and lead them to his retreat. 
Uncle John would reach down in the 
leaves and pull out a gallon jug . He would 
say, "Here, drink this quick, they are 
watching us." After a quick swallow, the 
voter would frown and complain that the 
stuff was bitter and strong. Actually it 
was a mixture of tincture of iron and old 
fashion bitters. Uncle John would explain 
that this was Jackson's liquor and that he 
had sa id that it was good enough for 
Republicans. Invariably, the voter would 
inquire, "Did he say that?" 

After the vote was counted, it was 
found that Uncle John had accomplished 
what he had set out to do. Jackson lost in 
Sinking No. 7. I have heard Uncle John 
tell the story with a chuckle. He sa id that 
all that it cost him was two gallons of 
tincture of iron and a gallon of bitters, 
and the telling of the same lie over a 
hundred times.

It 's bug season. Every .year when 
warm weather comes, so do the insects. 

Armed with the fly swatters , screened­
in -windows and insecticides , Ken­
tuckians will once again engage 111 the 
bat tie with millions of the creepy, era wly 
insects . The pesticide section of the 
Kentucky Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection offers some suggestion on how 
to win that battle. 

Start preventing insects before they 
begin swarming by using sanitary 
precautions and attacking them at their 
source. To prevent mosquitos, which 
may carry viral encephalitis or sleeping 
sickness, a program of sanitation and 
water management is necessary. Trees 
and bushes should be trimmed and holes 
where stagnant water could accumulate 
should be filled. The tree trimming 
allows a free now of air around areas 
where stagnant water might accumulate . 

When fighting ants, don't wait until 
they invade houses and buildings. Attack 
them where they live-in the ant hills . 
Any of a wide array of chemicals will 
effectively kill them there. 

Wasps and house flies can be prevented 
by good sanitation-primarily by 
cleaning up debris and making sure food 
stuffs are covered. Pets should be 
removed away from the house­
particularly when they are fed. 

For protection inside the house, 
screens on windows and doors are ef­
fective against many insects . Those 
screens should have a 16 x 16 or 14 x 18 
mesh. If an insecticide is used inside the 
house, it should be one with a low degree 
of toxicity . 

For major problems, such as termites 
and cockroaches, trained professionals 
should be called in. According to state 
officials termites-which swarm· in the 
spring and early summer-may look as if 
they are coming out of the ceiling but 
they actually come out of the ground. 
Special equipment is needed to treat 
them in the ground in such a way that 
underground water is not contaminated. 

Cockroaches are another pest that 
require special treatment because they 
live in walls and must be flushed out 
and killed. 

State officials emphasize that 
professionals should be called in when a 
person is not sure about how to handle an 
insect problem. 

Some additional suggestions furnished 
by the agency include : 

-Dispose of empty containers or 
pesticides in layers of secured news­
papers and place them in covered trash 
containers. Don't burn them. 

-Never pour the contents of an in­
secticide container down the drain . If 
that is done, the chemical may con­
taminate lakes and rivers. 

-Always read the label for buying or 
using insecticides. Use insecticides only 
according to label directions. 

-Never overdose. That can be harmful 
to health. 

-Keep pesticides away from food and 
dishes. 

-Keep children and pets away from 
areas that are being sprayed or have 
been recently sprayed. 

- Don't smoke when spraying. 
-Don't spray outdoors on a windy day. 
-Don't inhale pesticides. 
-If you spill insecticide on your skin or 

clothing, clean it immediately. 
- Never put an insecticide in another 

container-especially in a container that 
might attract children, such as a soft 
drink bottle.

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Consumer Comments 
By ROBEI\T F. STEPHENS 

Attorney Grneral 
Each week, at the end of "Consumer 

Comments" it is suggested that you 
contact the Attorney General's Office if 
you have a consumer complaint. Have 
you ever wondered about the number and 
nature of complaints received by this 
office? 

The Consumer Protection Division 
processed 3,900 written consumer 
complaints during 1975. Only about three 
per cent of the complaints involved 
consumer fraud. The other 97 per cent of 
the complaints resulted from break­
downs in communications between 
buyers and sellers of goods and services 
or a misunderstanding, or lack of in­
formation about the consumers' and 
businessmen's respective rights and 
responsibilities. 

Major areas of complaint were motor 
vehicles, home furnishings, mail order 
sales, credit problems, mobile home and 
house repairs. 

Problems with cars and trucks most 
often involved repair work done under 
warranty and discrepancies between 
estimates and cost of repair work. 
Complaints about home furnishings 
ranged from defective appliances to 
furniture which did not wear well. Non­
delivery of pre-paid merchandise caused 
the major problems with mail order 
businesses, while home repair com­
palints were often the result of fraudulent 
fly-by-night companies being paid and 
doing poor jobs, or not doing any work at 
all. 

Our records show that Kentucky 
consumers are becoming more aware of 
their rights and responsibilities in the 
marketplace. Written complaints alone 
increased by 25 per cent over 1974. 

Our office encourages consumers to 
examine the facts and make wise con­
sumer decisions. If problem arise, first 
complain to the business yourself. Then, 
if your complaint is not resolved, contact 
the Attorney General's Division of 
Consumer Protection, Room 34, The 
Capitol, Frankfort, Ky. 40601. 

The office has found that it can most 
effectively deal with written complaints 
and encourages you to write when you 
have a complaint. However, if you have 
an emergency situation, call the con­
sumer hotline. That number is 1·800·372· 
2960.

Conn To Represent 
Floyd in National 

Prestonsburg Native Carried First Overland Letter to California 

4-H Youth Conference 

Chris Conn will represent Floyd County 
at the Annual 4-H Club Older Youth 
Conference in Washington, D. C., April 
lQ-17. 

He is the 15-year old son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Harold L. Conn, Stanville and has 
been an active 4-H club member for six 
years . 

His major 4-H club accomplishments 
include numerous county and area 
championships in demonstrations, 
record books and public speaking. He has 
ranked high in both speech and 
demonstrations in the state contests. 

During this annual conference, the 4-
H'ers will receive advanced training in 
citizenship and leadership. Representing 
every area of the state, those attending 
are freshmen and sophomores in high 
school and, when they return home, the 
delegates will share what they learned 
with oher 4-H 'ers and with their high 
school classes. 

Highlighting the conference will be 
speeches, discussions and tours related 
to leadership, government, and the 
heritage of a U .S. citizen, with the 
vicentennial celebration adding extra 
interest to the activities . 

The conference schedule includes 
visits to such historic spots as the 
Washington Monument , Lincoln 
Memorial, National Archives, and Ford 
Theater; tours of the White House, 
Smithsonian Institute, Bureau of Prin­
ting and Engraving, and National 
Cathedral, and a boat trip down the 
Potomac to Mt. Vernon. The delegation 
will also attend a play at the Kennedy 
Center. And, during a visit to Arlington 
Cemetery, representatives of the group 
will place a wreath at the Tomb of the 
Unknown Soldier on behalf of Kentucky 
4-H'ers. 

Monday, April 12, will be spent on 
Capitol Hill, where the 4-H'ers will have a 
chance to see Congress in action, tour the 
Capitol, the Supreme Court, and the 
Library of Congress, and visit the offices 
of their representatives and senators. 
Kentucky's congressmen have also been 
invited to attend a special reception and 
banquet that night back at conference 
headquarters, the National 4-H Center. 

Other sessions at the 4-H Center will 
feature such topics as teen leadership, 
personal development, environment and 
consumer affairs, the Bicentennial, the 
legislative process, and international 
relations. A talent show and several 
parties are also a part of the program. 
Each delegate will serve on a conference 
committee to help plan and carry out the 
week's activities. 

The delegation will leave Washington 
Friday afternoon, April 16, and arrive 
back in Kentucky the following day. 
Accompanying the 4-H 'ers to this event 
will be 25 Extension workers and adult 4-
H leaders, including Alvin Arnold, Pike 
county 4-H club agent. 

S-MILE TUNNEL DIVERTS RIVER 
KANDY, Sri Lanka-The waters of Sri 

Lanka's Longest river, the Mahaveli, 
have been diverted by a five-mile-long 
tunnel to irrigate thousands of acres. 

Everyone is aware that ordinary 
people have become heroes and heroines, 
sometimes so far from their places of 
birth that their deeds and courage are 
seldom heard about. Due to Henry Scalf, 
of Stan ville, the story of a Floyd County 
man who carried the first letter overland 
from Missouri to California has been 
written. 

Elias Barnett was born May 28, 1805 in 
a log cabin in Prestonsburg and surely 
would have made a name in the Eastern 
section of the United States had he not 
been overly endowed with wanderlust. 

Not only did he carry the first overland 
Jetter west, but he was a soldier under 
John C. Fremont, worked for Capt. John 
A. Sutter, of gold rush fame, and signed 
the Los Angeles Declaration against 
Mexican rule. 

While established near Independence, 
Mo., Barnett was among many who read 
about a Dr. John Marsh who was seeking 
at least 50 families to travel to California 
to help settle the country. 

A letter was written, dated March 18, 
1840, addressed to Dr. Marsh or Capt. 
Sutter who were already in California 
and handed to Barnett who placed it in 
an inside pocket of his buckskins. The 
caravan became known as the John 
Bidwell-John Bartleson party, since 
these two men were chosen leaders, and 
totaled 69 persons. 

They headed west and carried no 
maps. There were no roads and finally no 
trails, only vague instructions to get to 
Green River, then Bear ij.iver north of 
the Great Salt Lake. From there they 
were to go to Mary's River and search for 
a gap in the mountains, then on to 
Joaquin River. 

The party made its way over prairie 
land, through territory that later would 
become Nebraska, Wyoming and Idaho. 
In Idaho half the party decided to con­
tinue on the Oregon while the remaining 
persons headed across the great salt 
desert. 

"They were now suffering from the 
intense heat and lack of fresh water," 
Scalf noted. "The sun beat down mer­
cilessly, the toiling oxen and emaciated 
horses leaving a trail of boiling dust." 

What food the party had, had given out 
and the oxen were slaughtered. Guided 
only by the stars the party began stop­
ping in daytime and traveling at night. 
"If I ever get back to Missouri," Bart­
leson told the others, "I would gladly eat 
out of the trough with the pigs." 

The horses next were killed for food 
and finally the mules. They lived for days 
with nothing to eat but acorns. In the 
snows and canyons of the Sierra Nevada 

Rural Fire Dept. 
Grants Available 

Frankfort, Ky.-Grants to assist rural 
fire departments to upgrade their 
equipment will be made again this year 
according to Harry Nadler, director of 
the division of forestry in the Kentucky 
Departrgent for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection. 

The grants are available to com­
munities with less than 10,000 in 
population in the form of 50-50 matching 
grants . Nadler said that $59,400 in grants 
is available this fiscal year. Last year, 
$62,400 was portioned out to 54 rural fire 
departments. 

The three-year pilot program is 
designed to identify needs and solutions 
to problems faced by rural communities 
in conducting a fire protection program 
and to upgrade their fire protection 
capabilities. 

Nadler said the funds will be 
distributed on a need basis. Special 
consideration will be given to present 
protection level, ability of the community 
to help itself, values protected and past 
fire occurrence.

they wandered lost for a week, seeking a 
way out . 

Barnett and Michael Nye huddled 
together for warmth in the open space. 
Barnett began talking about his early 
days in Kentucky, about his wife Nancy, 
now dead, and the two children 
somewhere behind, and about the green 
Kentucky hills "none so big you couldn't 
cross in half a day." 

It was later that Barnett remembered 
the taste of coyote on the trail. "Coyote 
did taste good, but hang me if I could 
make horse or mule taste good-too 
bitter." 

Capt. Sutter received word about the 
travails of the overland party and out­
fitted two guides with provisions to 
search for them. The guides found them 
at the ranch of Dr. Marsh. A friendly 
Indian had aided the group in finding the 
Marsh Ranch. There they dined on roast 
pig and wheat bread and slept either on 
beds or on soft cowhides spread on the 
floor . 

The precious letter from Missouri, 
penned by Elias's uncle William, was 
delivered. Sutler hired Barnell to work 
for him, but after a time the native 
Kentuckian succumbed to wanderlust 
again. He tried to join a group to fight 
Mexicans, but failed and in 1843 went to 
Pope Valley to call on a widow, Julianna 
Pope. They married and a few months 
later Barnett joined the Fremont-forces 
to establish California as a republic and 
later a stale 

Elias Barnett was not alone in Pope 
Valley, Calif. in his old days. Eventually 
his uncle William (writer of the letter) 
and his son and daughter, Jesse and 
Abigail, and their families joined him. 
He died Feb. 8, 1880 and is buried in Pope 
Valley. 

He was famous throughout early 
California and often sought out for in­
terviews about the overland trip which 
charted a road west. The letter he 
carried rests in the archives of the 
California State Library in Sacramento.

Frankfort, Ky.-The Kentucky 
Department of Transportation (KYDOT> 
has awarded 22 contracts totaling 
$305,324.70 for mowing 857 miles of high­
way right of way on nine Parkways and 
four Interstates.

Last year only eight 
contracts were awarded on the basis of 
competitive bidding. 

Roberts cited two reasons for ex­
panding the practice to include all nine of 
the state's Parkways and much of the 
mileage on the Interstate system : 

To find some economics in the im­
mediate cost. Last year , the figures 
came to about $8 an acre, comparable to 
the department's cost in doing the work 
with its own people and equipment. In 
earlier year, negotiated contracts had 
run about $14 an acre. 

An ultimate reduction in the number of 
people carried on the payroll full time to 
handle a seasonal job and a reduction in 
the amount of equipment the department 
must operate, maintain and replace. 

Since the bulk of the 87,000 acres of 
mowing is on Parkways and Interstate 
highways, this shift to contract mowing 
is allowing the department to reallocate 
its resources and do a better job of 
mowing on primary and secondary roads 
where people's homes and businesses are 
located. 

The shift is in line with a new mowing 
policy adopted a few years ago with the 
idea of saving money and doing a better 
job of roadside management at the 
same time. 

Instead of trying to keep the entire 300

square miles of unpaved rights of way 
trimmed, highway agronomists have 
become more selective. 

In doing so, even in the face of new 
rights of way being acquired, and in the 
face of rising costs, the new policy has 
helped keep mowing expenses at about $3 
million a year . 

Economy and good sense have dictat­
ed this change in policy, transportation 
officials say . Instead of trying to turn 
roadsides into botanical gardens beyond 
the limited upkeep means of the Bureau 
of Highways, officials want them to blend 
as naturally as possible into the land­
scape. 

In following this theme, roadside areas 
along right of way fence rows are 
groomed to resemble as closely as 
possible whatever is on the other side of 
the fence . If it is woods, trees are grown. 
If a bluegrass pasture is over the fence, 
weeds and bushes are kept out, and the 
right of way is kept mowed. 

Most noticeable on superhighways , 
where total rights of way run more than 
30 acres to the mile, the new policy calls 
for a 30-foot clear zone along each side of 
the driving lanes. Where sight distance 
demands, the mowing may extend fur­
ther. 

Standard 60-foot medians get mowed 
clean, but where medians spread to a 
greater width; as they do on I-64 in Shelby 
County or on I-75 in Grant Country, the 
center area is allowed to return to its 
natural state. 

Besides allowing roadsides to look 
more natural, the new policy saves lives, 
slopes and money, officials say.

-83.7 miles of the Mountain Parkway 
in Powell, Wolfe, Morgan and Magoffin 
counties to Bluegrass Pasture Service, 
Lexington, for $4,259.

McFerren Emphasizes 
Importance of Adequate 
Mobile Home Anchoring 

"We've made a lot of progress in 
getting people to realize that they must 
get out of mobile homes during high 
winds and approaching tornadoes, but 
far too many people aren 't getting their 
mobile homes properly anchored," said 
Robert L. McFerren, deputy director of 
the state Division of Disaster and 
Emergency Services (DES ) , after 
reviewing reports of the severe winds 
that caused damage in 15 Kentucky 
counties March 20. 

"Quite a few of the mobile homes that 
were totally destroyed could have gotten 
through the wind with little or no damage 
if they had been properly tied down," he 
said, "and we hope to help educate the 
public in this area." 

McFerren noted that even though no 
system can make a mobile home com­
pletely safe during high winds, several 
methods can substantially reduce the 
risk of total loss . 

"In nearly every case, both over-the­
top tiedowns and frame ties are required 
to bring a reasonable degree of 
security," he said, "and proper an­
choring is the key to the whole system." 

McFerren said that many states have 
compulsory tie-downs, but such action is 
strictly voluntary in Kentucky. 

"Obviously there's some expense in­
volved," McFerren said, "but I think 
that anyone who has seen the way winds 
completely destroy unanchored mobile 
homes would agree that the expense is 
justified." 

He explained that details on anchoring 
mobile homes are available through 
many insurance companies, mobile 
home dealers, and through area DES 
representatives.

Hypothermia-Danger on Water 
While Doug Shoulders, director of the 

Division of Water Enforcement in the 
state Department of Transportation, was 
being interviewed for this story, one of 
his assistants interrupted to report the 
drowning of a fisherman at one of 
Kentucky's lakes. 

According to the investigating officer, 
the assistant said, the man's boat hit an 
underwater obstruction and capsized. 

While one occupant made it to shore 
safely, his friend swam no more than 50 
yards before slipping beneath the surface 
of the Jake and disappearing. 

The accident was typical of one of the 
most subtle dangers involved in spring 
boating and fishing-hypothermia. 

"When the air is 60 or 70 degrees in the 
spring, the water temperature is only 
about 42 degrees, and most people aren't 
concerned about it," said Shoulders, 
"although they should be becaue 
hypothermia may kill them if they fall 
overboard. 

water to maintain a constant tem­
perature until the doctor arrives. 
-If the victim is not breathing when 

rescued, artificial respiration should be 
given at only half the normal rate, to 
compensate for a slowed metabolism. 

Of course, says Shoulders, the best way 
to prevent hypothermia is to stay out of 
the water in the first place. But at the 
same time, he also explained how it is 
easier to take an unexpected dip in the 
springtime than many people might 
imagine. The biggest danger is lowered 
water levels. 

"The Army Corps of Engineers 
reduces the water levels in most of the 
state lakes as a matter of routine each 
fall-some by as much as 40 feet," he 
said. 

This can make last summer's favorite 
cove or channel a spring trap full of 
hidden stumps and rocks that can easily 
capsize a boat.

"When a person falls in the cold water, 
the shock immediately causes the victim 
to gasp for breath, making it hard to keep 
water out of his mouth and increasing his 
chances of drowning," Shoulders ex­
plained. Then the phenomenon called 
hypothermia sets in to further reduce the 
chances of survival. 

"The boater must be careful, or that 
unexpected dip might happen to him, 
even though he thinks he is in familiar 
waters," Shoulders warned.

Body heat is absorbed by water 20 
times faster than by air, causing the skin 
temperature to drop within three degrees 
of the water temperature in two minutes, 
Shoulders explained. 

After that, the circulation slows, 
making it difficult to swim, and the brain 
becomes confused due to the lack of 
oxygen. Death by drowning frequently 
follows. 

Shoulders pointed out that recent 
studies show that even the strongest 
swimmers rarely are able to swim more 
than 200 yards when the water is close to 
freezing. 

Should a person find himself overboard 
in chilling water, the important thing to 
remember is not to remove any clothing. 
"It will help conserve your body heat and 
give you extra buoyancy as well," 
Shoulders explained. 

If rescue does not appear likely and the 
shore is near, a person had better swim 
for it, Shoulders advised. "But, if the 
shore is far away, it is best to await 
rescue. Swimming increases the dissipa­
tion of valuable body heat." 

Shoulders said treatment of a victim of 
hypothermia is critical and listed these 
procedures to be taken immediately 
after rescue : 

-Wrap the victim in warm blankets 
and summon medical assistance at once. 

-In milder cases, remove the victim's 
wet clothing, dry him without rubbing the 
skin, wrap him in blankets and place him 
in a sheltered spot until the doctor 
arrives. His own body heat should be 
enough to warm him. 
-If the victim is unconscious, outside 

sources of heat are essential. In severe 
cases, remember that the victim's core 
body heat will continue to fall even after 
he has been removed from the water. 

- The most effective treatment is a hot 
bath, just slightly warmer than body 
temperature. Don't try to lake his clothes 
off first. Put him into the water with his 
trunk immersed and legs and arms 
sticking out so they won't be damaged by 
rewarming too quickly. Keep adding

-$635,275 for a 3,000-seat gymnasium 
in Leslie county. 

-$150,000 for courthouse property 
acquisition in Knott county. 

-$240,000 for rural road improvements 
in Laurel county. 

State Finance and Administration 
Commission William E. Scent must 
approve the projects before the counties 
can receive the money. This has been a 
routine procedure. 

The Letcher county allocation included 
$137,575 for roads and $75,000 for pipe 

Red Cross Urges 
Mobile Home Ties 

The "up to 80 miles an hour winds" that 
swept through Western and Central 
Kentucky March 20 left a total of 35 
trailers destroyed and 32 with major 
damage according to figures released 
today by the Kentucky Division 
American Red Cross. The storm also 
destroyed 2 homes and left 42 with major 
damage. 

"The storm once again points out that 
mobile homes appear to be especially 
vulnerable to high winds," Richard 
Dooley, Disaster Services Chairman of 
the Louisville Area Red Cross chapter, 
said, "although some securely anchored 
dwellings escaped severe damage." 

"Strong winds can roll over and badly 
damage a mobile home that is not tied 
down with over-the-top steel straps, 
fastened securely to anchors embedded 
in the ground", Mr. Dooley said. He 
recalled that in the wave of tornadoes in 
April 1974 alone, more than 3,000 mobile 
homes were destroyed or seriously 
damaged-at that time Kentucky was 
one of the states hit hardest. 

He said that two types of ties are 
needed-the over-the-top ties which keep 
the home from overturning and frame 
ties which prevent it from being blown off 
its supports. 

Proper equipment will cost around $150 
in most areas with installation by a 
contractor costing another $100 or 
thereabouts_ "But the money spent for 
securely anchoring a mobile home is well 
worth the price, especially since many 
insurance companies now are refusing to 
insure mobile homes unless they are well 
anchored," he said. 

Mr. Dooley urged mobile home oc­
cupants to be ready to take shelter in a 
substantial building whenever warned of 
an approaching tornado, or even of a 
severe thunderstorm with high winds. 

As of March 31, the Kentucky Division 
American Red Cross has expanded 
$18,361.50 in assisting victims of the 
storms that swept through the state.
