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Pike Court 
Again Shuns 
Lowest Bid 
Floyd Firm Loses 
In ~achinery Bids 
To Whayne Supply 

For the second time in a month the 
Pike county fiscal court has awarded a 
bid on 16 pieces of heavy equipment to a 
Pike county firm whose bid in each in­
stance was considerably higher than 
those submitted by Kentucky Machinery, 
Inc., of Allen. 

The eight magistrates who make up the 
Pike fiscal court decided Tuesday again 
to award the bid to the Whayne Supply 
Co., of Pikeville, even though KMI had 
submitted a bid of $514,884, $37,751 lower 
than Whayne's bid of $552,635. The bids 
were opened last Thursday morning at 
Pikeville, but awarding of the contract 
was postponed till this week. 

When bids were first opened on eight 
graders and eight loaders in June, KMI 
was low bidder by $24,605 under Whayne 
Supply. 

The failure of the court to award the 
bid to KMI aroused some controversy and 
caused state Finance and Administration 
Secretary Russell McClure to refuse to 
release the surplus coal severance tax 
money with which the county is financing 
the purchase. 

The Pike fiscal court explained Tues­
day's decision, as it had in June, by 
contending that Whayne Supply was the 
only firm which could meet the court's 
specifications. 

In rejecting Pike county's first request 
for approval of the transaction McClure 
wrote Pike County Judge Wayne T. 
Rutherford that the county's 
specifications for the equipment included 
'·unreasonable'' restrictions which 
closed the bidding to some competitors. 
He said one such restriction "apparently 
limited the bidding to Whayne Supply." 

In a letter to McClure Judge Ruther­
ford said some of the reasons the fiscal 
court awarded the previous bids to 
Whayne Supply were because it was 
located in the county, provided jobs and 
paid taxes. 

Rutherford also mentioned service 
requirements included in the bid, and 
doubts about whether equipment sup­
plied by KMI could meet the needs of the 
county. 

McClure said, however, these points 
were "not germane," since state law 
requires that the bid go to the lowest and 
best bid. 

Martin To Have 
$7,359 This Year 
For Street Work 

State Transportation Secretary John C. 
Roberts has announced that the City of 
Martin will receive $7,359 to support its 
1976-'77 municipal road improvements 
program, which began July 1. 

Of the total amount allocated, $3,764 
was identified as new money. The 
balance consists of previously allocated 
funds remaining unexpended from last 
fiscal year. 

According to Roberts, the city will use 
the money to provide for construction of 
sidewalks on Ice Plant Hollow road, KY 
80 and North River Street. 

Sim!lar allocations to other com­
munities also are being announced 
locally. 

The municipal road aid program was 
established in 1973 to assist incorporated 
communities and eligible unin­
corporated urban areas- meet the costs 
of mamtaining and improving their city 
roads and streets. 

Until this year , the pritgram was 
funded strictly by legislative ap ­
portionment which amounted to $13 
million in the previous budget. 

As of July 1, it is financed under a 
formula which provides that one-half 
cent of the tax collected on each gallon of 
motor fuels sold in Kentucky be set aside 
to support municipal road aid programs 
This means an increase of about $4 
million in available money for this 
budget penod. 

Allocations to eligible communities are 
made once annually, on a fiscal -year 
basis.

Workman Return

All Use of Bridge 
At ~artin Halted 

The damaged KY 80 bridge over 
Beaver Creek at Mar tin will be closed to 
all traffic, beginning at 8 a.m. today 
(Wednesday) for about three days while 
repairs are being made, Gail B. Mullins, 
Pikeville, district engineer, state Bureau 
of Highways, announced Monday. 

Prior to today's complete closing, 
traffic was restricted to vehicles of not 
more than five tons gross weight. The 
repairs followed damage when a heavy 
truck loaded with a bulldozer rammed 
into the end of the bridge. 

The detour around the bridge remains 
as follows: 

From Prestonsburg take KY 114 to the 
junction with KY 404, follow KY 404 to KY 
850 Goodloe, and from that point travel 
KY 450 to KY 80 at Midas. Also available 
for local traffic is KY 1210 (the Stephens 
Branch-Caney roadl from KY 80, near 
Martin, to KY 404 at Goodloe . 

Floyd-Johnson 
Sector Planned 
Only Two Lanes 

If present plans stand unchanged, US 
23 up the Big Sandy valley could become 
known as "the Hourglass Road." 

It will be just that on the map- four 
lanes at either end and slimmed down to 
two lanes in the middle. 

And that thin "stem" section of the 
road will be the two-lane sector between 
Prestonsburg and Paintsville. This will 
be sandwiched between the four-lane 
section from Catlettsburg to Paintsville 
and the four lanes from Prestonsburg to 
the Kentucky-Virginia line. 

This description of the future of US 23 
developed from a telephone call made 
last week by The Times to Commissioner 
J. C. Roberts' office in Frankfort, 
seeking to confirm a rumor to the effect 
that four-laning of the Eastern Kentucky 
part of the federal route had been given 
top priority and that right-of-way 
acquisition was being rushed. The Times 
had earlier heard reports that the four­
lane section of the route from Paintsville 
to Prestonsburg was a part of current 
planning and that the new road would 
follow old 23 up Little Paint Creek and 
across Abbott mountain. 

But, said Stewart Victor, assistant to 
Commissioner Roberts, there are no 
present plans for the highway between 
Prestonsburg and Paintsville-because, 
he said, when the Appalachian Regional 
Program was allotting funds for the 
highway ''somebody'' said the two-lane 
road between the two county-seats was 
"adequate." 

"Later," Mr. Victor said, "we at­
tempted to add this part of US 23 to the 
Appalachian program but failed. Since 
that time we have included it in ARC 
estimates but these have never been 
recognized.'' 

(ARC pays 70 per cent of the cost of 
roads included in its program.) 

"This department is very interested in 
the project, but the competition for funds 
is terrific," Victor added. He explained 
that, although the desirability of four­
laning of the highway through the entire 
valley is recognized by the state 
Department of Highways, the Ap­
palachian Regional Commission is 
committed to serving a number of states 
and that congressional representatives of

To insure that a buyer is not receiving 
an inferior quality product, the Depart­
ment for Human Resources' Kentucky 
Drug Formulary Council has clearly 
defined the words "therapeutically 
equivalent." 

Under the law, "Two or more drug 
products of the same dosage form con­
taining the same active ingredients and 
which provide a similar beneficial 
therapeutic response" fit the definition. 

A drug manufacturer or distributor 
must petition the Drug Formulary

Council to get a generic drug on a list of 
equivalent products. There are currently 
920 drug products listed by the Drug 
Formulary and affected by the new law. 
The council and its consultants evaluate 
any generic drugs petitioned by their 
manufacturers to be included on the list 
as being therapeutically equivalent to 
others with the same active ingredients. 
Each pharmacist receives the list of 
equivalent drugs. 

Certain families of drugs were ex­
cluded from the listing because it was 
determined by the council that these 
should not be interchanged. Some 
medications for heart patients are 
among those excluded. 

The council's consultants first check 
the chemical makeup of the drug and 
check to make sure it is approved by the 
U.S. Food and Drug Administration and 
other regulating agencies. Before any 
generic drug reaches the Drug For­
mulary list, it must meet exacting 
specifications. 

What this means to the consumer is 
that among the prescription drugs listed, 
there are some that are more expensive 
than others although they have the same 
active ingredients, and the druggist is 
now required to give his patrons the 
lowest priced of the various equivalents 
he has in stock. The only exception to this 
rule is when a consumer or his doctor 
object. The law allows a physician to 
choose a particular brand of a generic 
drug and mark a prescription "Do Not 
Substitute." The consumer may make 
the same request when purchasing from 
his druggist.

Both Hourglass and Bottleneck 
In a Page 1 news-story, The Times this week describes US 23, 

as planned, as promising to assume the shape of an hourglass, 
with its northern and southern ends in the Big Sandy valley to 
consist of four lanes and the Prestonsburg-to-Paintsville sector 
in the middle slimmed down to only the present two. 

We do not want to mix metaphors or confuse the picture, but 
that narrow "stem" of the hourglass-to-be will be a plain bot­
tleneck. 

US 23 will never be complete with this marring feature. It is 
something of a tragedy that a federal route, long sought to 
provide high-speed travel from Detroit, Michigan to Florida, is 
at last being realized, except for one stretch of a few miles in 
Floyd and Johnson counties, Kentucky. 

These dozen or so miles are among the most heavily travelled 
sectors of the highway in Kentucky. Two lanes might have 
been "adequate" when somebody unfortunately termed them so 
several years ago. But "inadequate" is the word now. Face the 
steady stream of traffic, including fast-moving trucks, many of 
them coal-trucks, and you quickly realize how inadequate. 

And drive beneath those overhanging, crumbling cliffs along 
which the road was built, and you realize more ... with a shiver. 

There, of course, is an alternate route between the two county 
seats. Old US 23, narrow and winding, can be used by those who 
are willing to include the forbidding crossing of Abbott Mountain 
as a part of their drive. 

All this is well-known to all who drive up and down this valley. 
We do not review the situation for their benefit, or to criticise the 
Kentucky Department of Highways. We are convinced that the 
state would like to make US 23 four lanes, all the way. But the 
Appalachian Regional Commission, which is paying 70 per cent 
of the four -laning of other parts of the highway, apparently has a 
blind spot 12 to 14 miles long, extending all the way from 
Prestonsburg to Paintsville, and refuses its help. 

So it is to the ARC that this is addressed.

Miners' Strike 
In Third Week, 
Misses County 

Almost 3,000 Eastern Kentucky miners 
were off the job late last week in sym­
pathy with striking miners in West 
Virginia , but none of these were em­
ployed at Floyd county operations, the 
Martin district office of the Department 
of Mines and Minerals said Tuesday. 

The Gunn mine of the Island Creek 
Coal Company in Pike county remained 
closed Tuesday. but the walkout at 
several Martin county mines was 
reported as having ended. 

The West Virginia strike from which 
other walkouts presumably stemmed 
continued, despite a federal judge's offer 
to drop $300,000 in fines if the miners 
return to work. 

Apparently, the mines which were 
closed were first picketed. then the 
workers refused to cross the picket lines. 
Among the operations reported as having 
resumed work were three mines of 
Republic Steel and four of Beth-Elkhorn, 
all in Pike county.

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Kentucky Fishing Report Johnson with Marines 

Frankfort, Ky., August 2-With sur­
face water temperatures remaining in or 
near the 80's on all the state's major 
lakes, summertime fishing conditions 
continue to prevail. The lake-by-lake 
rundown, according to the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources: 

DALE HOLLOW: Bluegill good on 
flyrod poppers and worms and crickets 
off deep banks, black bass fair to good 
(best at night) on spinner baits along 
rocky points and deep banks and slow in 
jumps; white bass slow in jwnps; clear, 
falling slowly, seven feet below summer 
pool and B3 degrees. 

LAUREL: Crappie good day and night 
over submerged cover; trout good at 
night with some limits still fishing worms 
off rocky points and deep banks; clear, 
stable at power pool and 79 degrees. 

HERRINGTON: Bluegill fair off deep 
banks; black bass, catfish and white 
perch slow still fishing soft crawfish 
along rocky points; clear to murky, 
stable, two feet above pool and 81 
degrees. 

KENTUCKY: White bass and sauger 
fair casting and trolling medium runners 
along points and ridges and over drop­
offs; black bass slow early and late on 
surface lures and spinner baits off points 
and over drop-offs; in tailwaters, catfish 
fair, sauger slow; clear, stable, one foot 
below pool and 80 degrees. 

BARKLEY: Black bass fair on ar­
tificial nightcrawlers over drop-offs; 
white bass fair in jwnps; in tailwaters, 
catfish good; clear to murky, stable, one 
foot below pool and 82 degrees. 

CUMBERLAND: Crappie fair in deep 
coves over submerged cover; black bass 
fair on the lower lake still and drift 
fishing small crawfish and live night­
crawlers off points and deep banks; in 
tailwaters, trout excellent, crappie, 
sauger and white bass fair to good; clear, 
stable, 32 feet below timberline and 81 
degrees.

Red River Patrol 
U.S.-County Work 

Wolfe county residents and the 
thousands of visitors to the Red River 
Gorge Geological Area are receiving the 
benefits of a cooperative agreement 
between the U. S. Forest Service and 
Wolfe County Sheriff Carl Lackey. 
Through a special law enforcement 
arrangement signed last year, there is 
increased protection for both the county 
residents and a significant reduction in 
thefts and vandalism in the Geological 
Area. 

Under funds provided by the 1971 Sisk 
Act, the Daniel Boone National Forest 
purchased a vehicle, radio equipment 
and uniform for the sheriff's department. 

The impact of forest visitors on Sheriff 
Lackey's department is especially great, 
since almost 15,000 acres of national 
forest land lies in Wolfe county. Most of it 
is in the well known Geological Area, 
which nearly 500,000 persons visited last 
year, bringing related Ia w enforcement 
problems. 

With more than $6,000 worth of 
equipment purchased by the Forest 
Service, Sheriff Lackey hired a deputy 
who lives near one of the main entrances 
to the Geological Area. He and two other 
county deputies regularly patrol popular 
national forest areas in Wolfe county, 
such as Rock Bridge, Sky Bridge, 
Chimney Top and Koomer Ridge 
Campground. A vast majority of their 
time is spent protecting the remainder of 
the county, but can quickly respond to 
forest emergencies through a mutual 
radio network. 

The deputies also handle the increased 
holiday and week-end traffic along the 
Gorge's narrow and winding farm to 
market roads. 

The deputies' dogged patrolling 
rousted some rowdy groups from I he 
forst areas, according to Moore, rna~ 1g 
the woodland experience more plea!X>nt 
for many forest campers. 

Since the trained deputies handlt' the 
traffic and law enforcement duties near 
the roads, the ranger's staff can patrol 
the Gorge's trails and remote portions 
where much of the resource damage 
occurs. 

"This agreement gives us an op­
portunity to get back onto the trials for 
protection of historical sites al'd the 
resources," Moore said. A recent in­
ventory indicates the vandalism to ar­
cheological sites decreased since the 
patrols began . 

The forest hired additional summer 
personnel this year to assist visitors at 
the information station, campgrounds 
and on the trails. They also patrol for 
illegal "pot hunters" who pilfer artifacts 
from archeological sites. 

Under the cooperative agreement, the 
Geological Area is becoming in · 
creasingly safer for its thousands of 
visitors, and a valuable asset to Wolfe 
and neighboring counties.

Consumer 
Comments

Did you ever take any clothes to a 
dry cleaning or laundering establishment 
only to have some of the clothes returned 
in a damaged condition or not returned at 
all? The Division of Consumer Protection 
receives such complaints from time to 
time and, after checking with industry 
representatives, we would like to offer 
some suggestions which should save 
everyone a lot of unnecessary trouble 
and inconvenience. 

First of all, know what you are having 
laundered or drycleaned and make sure 
that you and the businessperson agree on 
the number and kind of clothes being 
handled. If you think questions may arise 
because of the quantity or quality of work 
to be done, make a list for your own 
reference and get itemized receipts from 
:he business which show what is to be 
done to your clothes. 

Second, don't give the business any 
directions for laundering or drycleaning 
which vary from instructions on the care 
label attached to most clothing unless 
you are· ready to assume responsibility 
for the results. These labels are attached 
to clothing to facilitate the cleaning 
process and a reputable businessperson 
will follow these instructions. 

Third, if a novel synthetic fabric is to 
be laundered or drycleaned , ask if the 
work will be done locally or by another 
company at an out -of-town location. You 
may not want to send your clothes to an 
unknown business, and you should ask 
and know if this will be done. If you agree 
to it, inquire about insurance coverage 
for possible loss or damage to your 
clothing. 

Fourth, you may want to determine the 
existence and extent of insurance 
coverage held by the shop where you 
have your clothes laundered or 
drycleaned. It is always wise to know 
where you stand before you have a 
problem, and it is reasonable to expect, 
when you entrust your clothes to a 
businessperson for handling and 
cleaning, that there should be some sort 
of insurance coverage to protect you. 

If a mistake is made by the cleaning 
business , the customer will usually 
receive a refund or replacement for the 
lost or damaged clothing . That is our 
experience with this part of the service 
industry. You must remember, however, 
that the laundry or cleaning business is 
nt always the cause of the problem. It 
may result from customer forgetfulness 
or insistence on improper cleaning 
techniques and for these the consumer 
must bear responsibility. It may also be 
due to improper care labeling or 
manufacturing short-cuts about which 
neither the consumer, the retailer, nor 
the cleaning businessperson have any 
knowledge In such cases, it may be in 
order for the manufacturer or the 
clothing outlet to assume responsibility 
for the problems you encounter. 

If you have a consumer complaint, 
write to the Office of the Attorney 
General, Division of Consumer 
Protection, Frankfort , Kentucky 40601. 
The offsce has found that it can most 
effectively deal with written complaints 
and encourages you to write when you 
have a complaint. However, if you have 
an emergency situation, call the con­
sumer hotline. The number is 1-800-372-
2960.

Elmer drove alongside 
the box. He reached in for the mail and 
the first thing he pulled out was a 
squirming, clawing kitten_ Someone had 
given me a live Christmas present. 

He placed the little creature in the low­
er storage compartment of the box and 
told me about it when he qelivercd my 
mail. Since a cold rain was falling, I had 
not ventured down the mountain that 
day. The next day, when I picked up the 
mail, I looked underneath to see if the 
little kitten might still be there. He drew 
himself up in a tight, little ball as he 
sought protection from the cold sprays of 
water as the speeding cars rolled by. He 
had to be tough to withstand such 
punishment. 

You guessed it , Toughie is now a 
member of our family .

Banks Accept 
State System 

Frankfort-State Treasurer Frances 
Jones Mills announced last week that all 
banks holding Certificates of Time 
Deposit have accepted the state's new 
system which went into effect July 1. 
"After a thorough study and a great deal 
of planning. the present plan is the best 
we could come up with that would be fair 
to all concerned," said Mrs. Mills. 
"A survey of some 160 banks indicate 
that they feel the present method we are 
now using is fair and equitable," Mrs. 
M1lls said. 

The new plan relates the Certificate 
rate to the U. S. Treasury Bill rate at 
the last Treasury auction preceding the 
lOth day before the deposit's maturity. 
The current Certificate of Time Deposit 
will mature on September 28th. 

Under the plan, the rate will be nine­
tenths of the rate on newly issued 13 week 
U. S. Treasury Bills, but not less than 5 
percent. The one-tenth differential 
compensates bankers for collateral 
required by Kentucky law. A bank must 
post government securities equal to 110 
percent of the uninsured portion of the 
deposit to insure the safety of public 
funds. 

"Since economic forecasters are 
predicting a rise in the Treasury Bill 
rate, we can anticipate some increase in 
interest derived from the state's inactive 
deposits," said Mrs. Mills. "My first 
obligation and duty as State Treasurer is 
to invest the state's monies at the best 
interest rate possible," concluded Mrs. 
Mills.

So wrote poet Ray Lauranee -of the 
jewelweed whose gems may nO\\ be had 
for the seeking along dar~p woodland 
streambanks and moist waste places all 
across the land- pendant jewels of pale 
gold or red gold and of strange design 
Just go out anywhere along a marsh or 
shaded stream and the chances are great 
that you will find thick. tall growths of 
these beautiful wild plants profusely 
hung with tinY brilliant flowers 

The flower; of the jewelweed, touch­
me-not, silver-leaf, soap weed, quick -in­
the-hand or whateYer "name this in­
teresting plant is known by locally, haYe 
been likened to feminine earrings and to 
fairy goblets. The whole plant has been 
described by writers of romantic tales as 
"jewel-bedecked queens dressed m 
silken garments of emerald." In either 
case , the comparison is apt. because this 
succulent member of the Touch-1\.Ie-Not 
family does. indeed, lend itself to the 
imagination . With just a little bi t of 
imagination. the odd little flowers can 
also take on the aspects of the head­
dresses worn by the Seven Dwarfs of 
fairy tale fame or the slippers of Chinese 
mandarins of antiquity. 

l\lany country people know the 
jewelweed as wild touch-me-not This 
appelation refers to the seed pod which, 
when ripe and touched lightly with the 
finger. will explode with a violence 
sufficient to project the enclosed seed for 
considerable distances. The ingenious 
mechanism that makes up the pod 
assures the dispersion of the seed and the 
perpetuation of the species by the action 
of wind, insects. animals or anything else 
that may disturb it.

Although the jewelweed has been 
employed in backwoods medicine to treat 
jaundice. dropsy, liver complaints and 
ulcers , chemical constituents of the plant 
are now known. The medicinal ap­
plications are therefore q uestionable, but 
the fresh-squeezed juice-just like plain 
cold water-will temporarily relie'!'" 
cutaneous irritation.

natural fractures in the shale so that 
trapped gas may be recovered. This 
process involves pumping liquified gases 
into the formation at higher pressure to 
produce a fracturing action. 

While the Martin county wells will 
involve stimulation in shale formations, 
the sandstone research has major im­
plications for Kentucky, a Columbia 
spokesman noted, because of the state's 
extensive gas-bearing sandstone for­
mations. 

The objective of this phase of the four­
state program is to increase short-term 
productivity from sandstone horizons . 

Sandstone is the most profilic gas 
producing formation in Kentucky and 
other parts of the Appalachian area. 

If shale-well experiments are suc­
cessful, it is estimated it will be several 
years before large additional supplies of 
shale gas will result. 

Columbia and ERDA are also 
cooperating in another $4.4 million shale 
program in Lincoln county, W. Va., less 
than 20 miles east of Lawrence county, 
Kentucky.

Plastic Pipe Use 
Is Recommended 

Frankfort, Ky.-The Kentucky 
Plumbing Code Committee recently 
recommended increased use of plastic 
pipe to the state environmental agency. 

At their meeting in Frankfort, the state 
plumbing committee, an advisory body 
to the Kentucky Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection, advised that agency to open 
up the limitations of the code. The 
present code allows the use of ABS and 
PVC plastic pipe-except under concrete 
slabs-up to two stories in height in 
residential buildings. The committee 
recommended that the department 
extend that allowance to three stories 
and that its use be acceptable in all 
buildings. 

The plumbing code committee 
recommended that the department 
modify the plumbing regulations to allow 
use of several products that meet 
national and state standards. That 
recommendation followed the com­
mittee's review of product approval 
requests from the plumbing materials 
manufacturers. 

The plumbing committee granted 
conditional approval to the Jim-Cap Co. 
for use of its clean-out cap that can be 
used on plastic, cast iron and steel pipes. 
The committee's approval required that 
the cap be exposed, above ground or have 
an access door and it must be 
manufactured in accordance with a 
commercial standard. 

Approved also was the DHP solid 
copper tubing, manufactured by 
Anaconda Copper Tubing. Bob Becker, 
the product manager from New York, 
said that the working pressure of the 
tubing is 500 pounds per square inch at 
250 degrees. The tubing is made through 
a fusion welding process rather than the 
usual seamed process. The welded area 
is made up of the same chemical com­
position as the rest of the tube. 

The sealer, manufactured by Fernco 
Joint Sealer Co., will be reviewed at a 
future meeting after experimental 
testing by a committee member. Another 
product that the plumbing group ap­
proved was an adaptor for a tubular trap. 

The committee voted to accept 
plumbing director Eugene Perkins' 
recommendation concerning local vents. 
Perkins recommended that the depart· 
ment delete the section of the plumbing 
code that requires plumbers to install 
ventilator fans in bathrooms to eliminate 
odors and moisture. 

The plumbing committee voted also to 
check the legality of adding a section to 
the plumbing code that would require 
master plumbers to identify themselves 
and their business. By labeling their 
trucks and equipment with their names 
and plumbing license numbers, 
legitimate plumbers would be 
recognized. 

Since the committee's previous 
meeting, Robert D. Bell, head of the 
environmental department, had 
reviewed the recommended increases in 
plum bing examination fees. Rather than 
the recommended increase from $25 to 
$100 for master plumbers, he advised a 
more gradual increase from $25 to $50. 
The recommended increase for jour­
neyman plumbers remains $10 to $25. 

In other action, the plumbing com­
mittee recommended approval of the 
subsurface disposal regulation that was 
presented by the department. That 
regulation sets uniform standards for 
subsurface disposal systems where a 
public sewerage system is not available. 

The committee approved a new 
method of connecting cast iron pipe to 
ABS or PBC plastic pipe that was 
requested by Ray Dauenhauer, a 
plumber from Louisville. The code, said 
Dauenhauer, says that cast iron can be 
connected only with a caulk joint. But use 
of that practice has shown that the plastic 
deforms when the lead is caulked. The 
new use allows pre-formed rubber 
gaskets, which have already been ap­
proved for other uses, to connect cast­
iron pipe to ABS or PVC plastic pipe. 

Deferred until future meetings were 
the proposed regulation on soil, waste 
and vent systems and measures to 
prevent back-flow contamination. 

The next meeting of the Kentucy 
Plumbing Code Committee is scheduled 
for 10 a.m., September 22, at the Capital 
Plaza Tower in Frankfort. 

Compliance actions by the U. S. 
Department of Labor to correct illegal 
age discrimination identified ap­
proximately 5,500 individuals 
discriminated against under provisions 
of the Age Discrimination in Employ­
ment Act during the 1975 fiscal year;

If you should be listening to the sibilant 
song of a jarfly on some hot August day 
and hear its tune suddenly break off in a 
sort of a strangled cry, the chances are 
you were turned in on a common Dog 
Day tragedy. The strangling sound was 
the death cry of one of these large 
summer insects known to entomologists 
as cicada. It was succumbing to the sting 
of a great black-and-gold-spotted hunting 
wasp called " cicada killer." 

I have watched and listened in one 
these outdoor dramas dozens of times, 
and this is what happens. Attracted to the 
cicada by its song, the wasp out cruising 
the countryside homes in on this 
songster, grasps it with its front legs, and 
benumbs it with its stinger. Often in the 
struggle, both insects tumble from the 
tree. If this takes place, the wasp flips the 
cicada over on its back, straddles its 
belly, and laboriously climbs back up the 
tree until it reaches sufficient elevation to 
glide back down to a hole it has already 
prepared in the ground. The stunned 
cicada, still on its back, is then scooted, 
like a sled, underground where it has a 
wasp egg laid between the cracks of its 
armour. 

Entomologists who have studied the 
life and habits of this giant predatory 
wasp say that, after the cicada has been 
dragged underground and the egg placed 
upon it, the wasp covers over the burrow 
with sand and then buzzes off to dig 
another hole and to capture another 
jarfly. 

The unusual part of this story unfolds 
when we learn that the stinger of the 
wasp injects a paralytic agent within the 
cicada-an agent that does not kill the 
unfortunate insect but only stuns it.

Thus, the cicada remains alive witin 
the wasp's burrow. After the egg hat­
ches, the young wasp larva begins to eat 
the still living organs of the cicada. 
According to the entomologists, the larva 
feeds very carefully, leaving the vital 
organs until the very last. By this method 
the larva keeps its food supply alive for 
the longest possible t ime, while at the 
same time ensuring the freshest possible 
meal. 

Many wasps, the entomologists add, 
follow this general pattern. Some, like the 
mud dauber, build their nests instead 
of digging burrows in the sand. Some of 
the wasps are very choosey about the 
kind of insect they will capture and store 
away for their young. Some will select 
only caterpillars, some spiders, others 
only moths. 

The wasp procedure for perpetuating 
the species is rather gruesome, but 
throughout the world of insects, life is 
prolific but often difficult to maintain. In 
fact, throughout the world of nature, it is 
"dog eat dog."

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Kentucky Afield 
By JOHN WILSON 

Kentucky's squirrel season will open 
Aug. 21 and hunters are probably won­
dering what kind of season to expect. 

A preliminary prediction from Harold 
Barber , the chief forest game biologist 
with the Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources, is for good 
hunting statewide. Squirrel populations 
in east and central Kentucky are up 
somewhat from last year, and we have a 
repeat of 1975's good populations in the 
western part of the state. 

The squirrels that hunters will be 
seeking on opening day are the result of 
last winter's breeding season, when there 
was an ample crop of acorns and other 
squirrel foods. This good mast led to a 
good survival rate and high reproduc­
tion, so there should be plenty of 
squirrels this year. 

But Barber also voiced a note of 
pessimism. An unusually early spring 
followed by a late freeze apparently 
caught many mast-producing trees in the 
bloom stage and may cause a very poor 
mast crop this winter. This may mean a 
low population for the 1977 season , but 
could work to the hunter's advantage this 
year . 

With scant food supplies this winter, 
the squirrels will probably be more 
concentrated than usual. The hunter who 
can locate a stand of trees which did 
produce mast this winter will most likely 
find the squirrels there in abundance. 

But squirrels are seldom concentrated 
early in the season. The opening day 
hunter usually finds that he has to do a lot 
more stalking than is necessary in 
November and December. The full 
foliage of August can also be a handicap 
since it makes spotting squirrels dif­
fi cult. 

So if your early season hunting isn't as 
productive as you like, don't blame it on a 
lack of squirrels and give up. After the 
leaves have dropped and food becomes 
more scarce, look for stands of nut 
bearing oaks, beech or hickory trees, 
take a stand and sit quietly for awhile. 
Chances are, you'll find squirrels. 

But however you find squirrels, you 
still have to clean them before they can 
be converted to stew. A pesky and per­
sistent problem is getting hair on the 
meat (and later, between your teeth). 

After its August 21 opening, the 
squirrel season will continue through 
October 31. The second phase of the 
season will open November 18 and run 
through December 31 , except for the 
December 4 through December 8 
statewide gun deer season when all small 
game seasons (except trapping for 
furbearers ) will be closed. 

The daily limit on squirrels is six , with 
a possession limit of 12 after two or more 
days of hunting. A possession limit of 
squirrel or any other fish or game species 
can't be held in the field .

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Community Gardens Help Oldsters 

Community gardeners are working in a potato patch on Rattlesnake Ridge near Olive Hill to 
provide fresh produce for senior citizens in five northeastern Kentucky counties.

Olive Hill, Ky.-Older citizens in five 
northeastern Kentucky counties have 
gained employment and will· soon be 
enjoying fresh produce from community 
gardens sponsored this summer by Gov. 
Julian M. Carroll. 

The five counties benefiting from the 
project are Boyd, Carter, Elliott, 
Greenup and Lawrence. Scattered 
garden sites totaling 10 acres were 
donated by several older citizens in the 
area. 

One of the landowners, Chester Sparks, 
works with the Northeast Kentucky Area 
Development Council, a community 
action agency coordinating the project in 
the five counties. Sparks works in 
maintaining the agency's equipment, 
including the many buses used by the 
council to transport local children and 
the elderly. 

Sparks, 62, lives on Rattlesnake Ridge 
near here. "I've got about 70 acres up on 
that ridge, so if they need any more land, 
I've got itfor them to use," he said. "I've 
been working ever since I was big enough 
and I never saw it hurt anybody to 
work." 

Sparks has his own "truck patch" on 
Rattlesnake Ridge and between gar­
dening and equipment maintenance, he 
still found time to volunteer the services 
of two mules to plow part of the com­
munity garden on his property. 

Jess Sparks, 82, and Roy French, 65, 
work in the gardens under the "Green 
Thumb" program, a project coordinated 
by the Department for Human 
Resources' Bureau for Manpower Ser-

vices, the National Farmers Union and 
the federal government. Joe Reynolds, 
director of the community action agency, 
said the two men are often found on their 
own time out in the fields adjacent to the 
agency's office building. French works 
regularly in the kitchen area where he 
helps prepare the more than 500 meals 
delivered daily by Community Action to 
area senior citizens. Jess Sparks does 
janitorial work at, the Community Action 
office. 

"I know I could make ends meet if I 
didn't have this job, but I'd go haywire if 
I had to stay at home all day long. I still 
love working out here when I can," said 
Sparks. 

The two "green thumbers" have 
farmed most of their lives and Sparks 
added that he is also a qualified painter. 

Reynolds said that with the expert help 
of people like Chester and Jess Sparks 
and French, there was little need to call 
upon any other outside professional help 
for advice for planting and fertilizing the 
gardens. "We are lucky to have some 
real oldtimers here who know about as 
much about farming as anyone could," 
he said. 

Other workers in the gardens have 
been 16 CETA worcers from the five 
counties and college students enrolled in 
work-study under CETA. (CETA is the 
federal Comprehensive Employment and 
Training Act which funds job programs.) 
Some 50 workers are volunteers and 
some have donated plants and 
machinery. 

Gov. Carroll's original grant was $3,198 

for the initial purchase of seed and fer­
tilizer. Reynolds estimated that the total 
cost of the five garden plots in the area 
will be no more than about $4,500, in­
cluding paid labor. 

Already planted are: 2,000 pounds of 
seed potatoes, 100 pounds of onion sets, 
200 pounds of beans, 200 pounds of seed 
corn, 1,200 tomato plants, 400 cabbage 
plants and 200 pepper plants. Ten tons of 
fertilizer are also being used. 

When the produce is harvested, it will 
be distributed first among 260 older 
citizens and families designated by the 
Department for Human Resoul\ces 
through the state Supplemental Security 
Income program. Reynolds said he 
expects the gardens to yield much more 
than will be required to meet these needs. 
The remaining vegetables will be 
distributed to families referred to the 
agency through nutrition programs 
funded under the Older Americans Act 
and area agencies on aging. 

Gov. Carroll granted funds for seven 
other garden projects serving the 
following areas: McCracken County; 
Jefferson County; Fayette and Nicholas 
counties; Daviess, Hancock, Henderson, 
McLean, Ohio, Union and Webster 
counties; Boone, Campbell and Kenton 
counties; and Bath, Menifee, Mont­
gomery, Morgan and Rowan counties. 

Almost $30,000 was allocated for the 
community gardens and while each area 
is free to organize the project to fit the 
area's needs, all have two common 
goals: Employment and fresh produce 
for older citizens.

Two Contractors 
Banned by State 
From Road Bids 

Frankfort, Ky.-Two road contractors 
have been banned from bidding on state 
highway construction projects for one 
year, Transportation Secretary John C. 
Roberts announced today. 

Both Hoover, Inc., of Nashville, Tenn., 
and Standard Slag Co. of Portsmouth, 
Ohio, together with any subsidiaries or 
firms in which their presidents are 
principals, were barred effective June 
28, 1976, Roberts said. 

This action followed the two com­
panies' failure to respond to the Ken­
tucky Department of Transportation's 
(KYDOT) demand for payment of claims 
similar to those they had settled earlier 
with the federal government. 

These firms and East Kentucky Paving 
Corp., of Grayson, and four of their of­
ficers, together with Kentucky Road 
Oiling, Inc., of Lexington were indicted 
for conspiracy to defraud the United 
States by a federal grand jury in 1973. 

The conspiracy involved bidding on 
Interstate 64 construction projects in 
Rowan and Carter counties. 

In September 1975, East Kentucky 
Paving; Hoover, Inc., and Standard Slag 
entered "no contest" pleas and were 
fined $10,000 each. Charges against 
Kentucky Road Oiling and the four in­
dividuals were dropped. 

The three companies later settled a 
federal civil suit for damages by 
payment of $500,000. East Kentucky 
Paving paid $100,000; Hoover, Inc., 
$225,000; and Standard Slag, $175,000. 

Also the Federal Highway Ad­
ministration banned them from bidding 
on federal-aid highway projects for three 
years. This period was later reduced to 
six months. 

On June 28, 1976, KYDOT demanded 
payment of $55,555.55 from the same 
companies, under threat of ad­
ministrative penalty or legal action. 

That amount was claimed since the 
Commonwealth's share of interstate 
construction is 10 per cent. The federal 
government pays 90 per cent. 

"Thus," Roberts explained, "Ken­
tucky is entitled to and demanded a sum 
equal to one-ninth of the settlement paid 
Uncle Sam." 

On this basis, East Kentucky Paving 
Corp. was asked for $11,111.11; Hoover, 
Inc. for $25,000; and Standard Slag Co. 
for $19,444.44. 

East Kentucky Paving responded to 
this claim with payment of the sum 
demanded. KYDOT will continue to 
accept and consider their bids on high­
way projects, Roberts said. 

"Since the other companies, Hoover, 
Inc., and Standard Slag Company, have 
not settled these claims, I am compelled 
to take this action and ban them and their 
subsidiaries from bidding for a year, as I 
have advised them. My responsibility to 
Governor Carroll and the taxpayers of 
the Commonwealth leaves me no op­
tion," Secretary Roberts concluded.

From the present time until the last 

turnip is harvested in the fall, the home 
gardener will be confronted by a whole 
army of insect pests that he must control 
or, as some gardeners used to say, "lose 
a crop." 

From now on out, every insect from a 
stink bug to a cabbage looper and 
literally dozens of other pest species in 
between will beset the vegetable patch. 
With this likely to be the case, the home 
gardener may have to resort to chemical 
warfare. 

If so, Extension entomologist Wes 
Gregory offers the following information 
about insecticides most commonly used 
in the home garden: 

Malathion kills insects on contact and 
has little residual action. It comes as a 4 
per cent dust and as 57 per cent liquid 
emulsifiable concentrate (EC); when 
used as a spray, it requires 2 teaspoons­
ful to the gallon of water. 

Methoxychlor comes as 5 per cent dust, 
25 per cent EC and 50 per cent wettable 
powder. In mixing Methoxychlor into a 
spray, use 2 tablespoonsful of powder or 
liquid to a gallon of water. 

Sevin comes as a 10 per cent dust, 5 per 
cent bait and 50 per cent wettable 
powder. If is a contact and stomach in­
secticide with short residual action and is 
toxic to honeybees. To make the wettable 
powder into a spray, use 2 tablespoonsful 
of dust to each gallon of water. 

Then there is Diazinon, which co' .J' sin 
4 per cent dust of 25 per cent EC. This is 
a contact insecticide with only brief 
residual action. In m1'1:ing Diazinon for 
the sprayer, use 2 <.easpoonsful to a 
gallon of water. 

Dylox is both a contact and stomach 
poison and comes as 5 .' r cent bait. 
Metaldehyde (15 per cent) and Mesurol 
(2 per cent) are baits useful in slug and 
snail control. Bacillus thuringiensis is an 
insecticide derived from bacteria that 
cause disease in caterpillars; it is non­
toxic to warm-blooded animals. 

The chemicals listed here, says 
Gregory, should provide adequate and 
safe control for any insect pest likely to 
be encountered in the garden and should 
not leave harmful residues. He em­
phasizes that, in mixing up any spray or 
before using any dust, one should check 
label instructions and follow them 
carefully.

pressed by Secretary of Agriculture Earl 
L. Butz was recounted by Soil Con­
servation Service Administrator R . M. 
Davis in an editorial in the July issue of 
Soil Conservation magazine. 

The last legislature of Kentucky vetoed 
the tulip poplar as the official tree and 
adopted a rare and little-known tree, the 
Kentucky coffeetree. Perhaps one reason 
was, the tree bears the ancient and much 
revered name, "Kentucky;" also, the 
tree was highly regarded by the early 
settlers of the state who brewed a strong, 
black coffee from its black seeds. 

mahogany color. Each pod contains 
about four beans, which are enclosed in a 
sweet, astringent pulp. 

According to Davis, Butz reports that 
about 95 percent of all U. S. Farms are 
still family farms and produce about 60 
percent of all farm produce sold. The 
secretary noted that more than 90 per­
cent of the farms are closely held family 
corporations, rather than large 
agribusiness firms. 

Since the adoption of this tree as the 
official tree, nurseries and others have 
been deluged with orders for seedlings or 
seeds, but these are hard to come by. II 
you should have available any of these, 
you can dispose of them at a fancy price. 
The demand for seedlings cannot be 
supplied. 

This grove of "coffeebean trees," as 
the pioneers called them, is located near 
the airport and a short distance from 
where the renowned pioneer fort called 
Harmon's Station once stood. To this 
refuge Jenny Wiley, famed woman 
pioneer and Indian prisoner, made her 
escape. The Indians, in hot pursuit, ran to 
the riverside just as Jenny was emerging 
from a raft on the opposite side. The river 
was too swollen for them to cross after 
her. 

"Family farms continue to be a 
mainstay of America's agriculture," 
Butz affirmed. David added, "The ability 
of the family farm to survive is good 
news for conservation because the family 
farmer is also the mainstay of soil and 
water conservation." 

What sort of tree is the Kentucky 
coffeetree? Very few persons have ever 
seen one and few could tell one when they 
see it. There is not one Kentucky cof­
feetree in my county, but I'm the lucky 
one, as I know where there is a grove of 
these trees and there are many seedlings 
there. This grove of these trees is located 
at the head of a branch on Big Sandy 
River, Johnson county, opposite East 
Point. There are several large trees with 
their rugged trunks, and in the fall I 
found a number of the huge, blunt beans 
lying on the ground. These are short and 
over two inches broad, with a rare 

It is believed by the old settlers that the 
pioneers of Harmon's Station planted and 
tended this grove of the coffeetrees, to 
have a supply of the beans handy for 
brewing their "black coffee." 

Family farms have been first in con­
servation since the beginning of the Soil 
Conservation Service. They organized 
conservation districts, tried out new 
agricultural practices, installed con­
servation measures, and developed and 
supported soil stewardship in local 
churches. 

What are the salient features of the 
Kentucky coffeetree, by means of which 
you might know one? They are so rare in 
some regions, identification is most 
difficult. Famed author, Jesse Stuart, 
once told about the coffeetree that grew 
on his father's farm in Greenup county, 
but neither he nor his father could 
identify it. His father made a beaten path 
to the tree, taldng persons there to see it, 
in the hope someone could tell him what

it was. At length, arprofessor of botany 
was visiting the Stuarts, and on being 
conducted to the tree he told them it was 
the famous "Kentucky coffeebean tree," 
in the Legume Family, and its genus was 
Gynnocladus, meaning "naked, blunt 
branches," as the tree appears in wmter. 

The summer leaves are the most 
outstanding feature. They are among the 
largest leaves known, and are more than 
three feet wide and nearly four feet long. 
An old man who admired the coffeetree 
once told me: "The purtiest sight I ever 
saw is the large leaves of the coffeebean 
tree shimmering in a light summer 
breeze." 

The Kentucky coffeetree belongs to the 
same family as our redbuds and locusts. 
In early spring, the tree bears upright 
clusters of white flowers. The leaflets of 
one of the doubly compound leaves often 
number as many as 200; they are small, 
smooth and ovate. 

The bark of the tree is gray and broken 
into numerous horny flanges and flaky 
scales. This gives the tree a starkly bare 
and rugged winter look. 

What are the uses of the Kentucky 
coffeetree? Mainly as an ornamental and 
for park planting. Also for the most 
unusual mahogany bean pods, and the 
big beans that resemble butter-beans. 

A tree with rugged beauty and hand­
some fruit is its own best excuse for 
being, I suppose.

With Route 302 into Powell Addition 
already closed for bridge repairs, the 
Johns Creek road was doing double duty 
with the result that a severe dust 
problem had developed. When Judge 
Witten closed the road to heavy traffic 
Monday, heavy trucks had the choice of 
finding other ways to Daniels Creek from 
Route 23 or not attempting the trip. Some 
found a third alternate, disregard the 
judge's order. 

For those who chose the latter, there 
were problems. Department of Motor 
Transportation officer James Cantrell 
was ordered by Witten to stop all heavy 
trucks on the road Monday and weigh 
them. Citations were issued to trucks 
whose gross weight exceeded the road 
weight limit, 44,000 pounds.

An estimated 50 citations were issued, 
the majority going to coal truck drivers. 

"We didn't just pick on coal truck 
drivers," Cantrell said. "We issued 
citations to all overweight trucks." 

Citations were given to gravel trucks, 
blacktop bearing rigs and heavy 
equipment movers as well as coal 
truckers. 

Since the majority of the heavy truck 
traffic on Johns Creek road is west­
bound, the portable scales were set up at 
the mouth of the road, where it intersects 
Route 23. In a short time, coal trucks 
were backed up the road as far as th~ 
eye could see. 

Despite the judge's o,rder and the delay 
for weighing, many truckers traveled the 
road regardless. One truck-er received 
three separate citations during the day. 

Threats by the trucks provoked Can­
trell into asking for assistance and 
troopers with the Kentucky State Police 
said deputies with the Johnson County 
Sheriff's department were dispatched. 
Judge Witten also made a personal visit 
to view the problem. 

By late afternoon most of the con­
troversy had been resolved. 

Judge Witten stated that his reason for 
closing the road was the health menace 
created by the dust. 

"You can work on a muddy road easier 
than you can a dusty road," Witten said. 
"I traveled the road before I ordered it 
closed to heavy traffic and it was im· 
possible to see anything if you got behind 
a big truck. The dust was everywhere." 

"The Johns Creek road, per capita, is 
the most heavily traveled road in the 
county," Witten said, "and it needs 
continuous maintenance. Several weeks 
ago when we improved the road, we had 
the assurance it would be maintained by 
the users." 

"When it became evident that the 
business that generated the heavy traffic 
would not maintain the road, we had to 
close it so we could make repairs," he 
added. 

The Johns Creek road, according to 
estimates, is traveled daily by 500 trucks, 
the majority of which are coal trucks. 

It is the constant daily use of the road 
by such a large number of heavy trucks 
that necessitates constant maintenance. 

While the majority of the truck drivers 
were huddled in small groups discussing 
the turn of events Monday, Witten was 
meeting with affected coal operators. 
From the impromptu meeting Witten 
was told by the operators that the road 
would be watered every two hours to 
relieve the dust problem. 

Meanwhile, county road crews were 
scheduled to grade the entire length of 
the road and put down gravel. With good 
weather, the road was expected to be 
ready for oiling in two days. The oil 'is 
expected to further reduce the dust. 

While the work is being completed, 
Witten said, the operators have agreed to 
impose self restrictions on the road's use. 

"The less traffic we have on the road, 
the faster we can work," Witten noted. 

Witten said he was ''particularly 
pleased" with the response to the 
problem by the coal operators. 

"A lot of people don't understand that 
most coal operators, those who own the 
mines, don't have trucks running on the 
roads. Most of the coal trucking is done 
by private contractors, some large and 
some small. It is the truckers that create 
the dust problem, not the operators." 

"Then, too, the Johns Creek road needs 
improvement. It is a major link to the 
mines in Martin County and is used by 
truckers from neighboring states and 
counties. What we're getting now is just a 
temporary solution. We will have to do 
more." 

Judge Witten said that he intended to 
actively seek federal and state help in 
improving the Johns Creek road. 

"We can't do it with local money," he

Monday's action may have brought the 
daylight heavy truck traffic to a stand­
still but there were reportedly over 50 
trucks that waited at the mine sites until 
darkness fell before venturing onto the 
road.
