Forester Says 
10-12,000 Acres 
Burned in Floyd 

Teams of firefighters in Floyd and 
surrounding counties received a 
significant "break" Friday morning in 
the form of rain which helped subdue the 
forest fi res which have burned an 
estimated 40,000 acres, mostly in Eastern 
Kentucky, during the past two weeks. 

Although three fires were burning in 
the Left Beaver Creek section of Floyd 
county this week-end, District Forester 
Arthur Leach said, Monday, "We don't 
know of any right now." Leach estimated 
that 10-12,000 acres of forest land had 
been burned in the county since the last 
two days of February when more than 
377 blazes were reported over the state. 

Fires burned in all counties of the 
district which includes Floyd, Johnson, 
Magoffin, Pike, Lawrence and Martin, 
although the Prestonsburg area was 
considered the "hot spot" for fires in the 
district. Fires burned in various section 
of the county with a concentration of

Five bills implementing as many items 
of Governor Carroll's coal severance tax 
package, including financing of a new 
KY 80, sailed through the House, Monday 
afternoon.

All five now go to the Senate, and ap­
proval there, possibly early next week, is 
expected to be almost as emphatic as in 
the House. The only Senate bill serving as 
a vehicle for the severance tax package, 
SB 142, co-sponsored by Senators Jim 
Hammond and Kelsey Friend, is ex­
pected to pass the Senate this week. It 
pertains to occupational diseases, 
primarily black lung, and provides for 
lower compensation premiums for all 
employers.

The structure has a bnck­
and-glass front, with pre.fabricated metal 
completing the extenor. The 5,100-
square-foot interior has two ~actors ' 
offices reception rooms, and sections for 
vario~s facilities, including X-ray , 
emergency room, laboratories and a 
complete drug store and pharmacy. 

Dr. Potter has been joined at the clinic 
by Dr. Donald Park, pediatrician, and a 
member of the staff of the Paintsville 
Hospital. Dr. Potter, who is a staff 
member at the Highlands Medical Center 
here, is a certified family practitioner.

Board Claims 
Strike Threat 
Forces Action 

The Highlands Medical Center began 
preparations Tuesday to close in the face 
of a threatened strike of union em­
ployees. 

Its board of trustees and administrator 
announced late Monday that they had 
been notified by the National Union of 
Hospital and Health Care Employees and 
its subdivision 1199 W. Va. that a strike 
notice would be served Tuesday. 

In response to the strike threat the 
board of trustees and administration of 
the medical center said, in a paid ad­
vertisement appearing in this edition of 
The Times: 

" . .. Since this Union has issued its 
ultimatum to strike the Medical Center , 
it is forcing the closing of the hospital and 
skilled nursing facility . The medical staff 
has been advised to send their patients to 
other health care facilities in the 
surrounding areas and the Medical 
Center will do everything in its power to 
assist in th is placement . Patients 
presently in the Medical Center will be 
transferred to other institutions 
or discharged as rapidly as possible. 
Every patient must be out of the Medical 
Center prior to the strike deadline to

The hearing followed an earlier con­
ference of Clark and four other 
superintendents with Governor Carroll in 
which the governor admitted he had been 
mi.sinformed about the program. Ap­
pa~ently, a joint .resolution by the two 
committees favoring continuance of 
ROPES will result in Carroll acting to 
provide funds for it. 

Testifying before the two committees, 
Mr. Clark said: 

"This regional idea is not 'just another 
layer of bureaucracy.' In my judgment 
this is the best thing to happen to 
elementary, secondary and vocational 
education in the last decade, and we have 
just started showing results." 

(The "level of bureaucracy" quotation 
was from a statement attributed to 
Governor Carroll when he failed to in­
clude ROPES in his budget.) 

Clark argued that for the first time 
local school boards and superintendents 
have had a regional voice in dealing with 
the state Department of Education and 
the State Board. "Instead of each of us 
separately taking our problems to 
Frankfort, we met collectively with 
people of the various divisions from the 
state Department of Education in our 
regions to swap ideas on dealing with 
problems and formulating plans for 
future actions benefitting children." 

Although Floyd county's crime rate 
increased two percentage points more 
than the 18 percent state average for the 
first nine months of 1975 over the same 
period in the preceding year, the county 
showed a drop in the number of mtirders 
and in three other crime categories. 

The sharp rise in burglaries and ve­
hicle thefts accounted for this county's 
crime percentage increase over the nine­
month record of a year earlier. 

In the first nine months of last year : 
This county had two murders as 

compared with six in the same period of 
1974; three forcible rapes as against 
seven the preceding year; two robberies, 
half of the number in 1974, and 81 lar­
ceny-thefts as compared with 102. 

Burglaries rose in this county in the 
first nine months of last year to 111, as 
compared to 66 a year earlier; vehicle 
thefts jumped from 11 to 32, and 
aggravated assault cases from 36 to 48. 

These Kentucky counties had no 
murders during the nine monthneported 
by Kentucky State Police: Allen, An­
derson, Ballard, Bourbon, Boyd, 
Bracken, Butler, Caldwell, Calloway, 
Carlisle, Casey, Clark, Clinton, Crit­
tenden, Cumberland, Edmonson, 
Gallatin, Garrard, Graves, Grayson, 
Green, Hancock. 

Leslie, Madison, Warren, Perry, and 
Fayette were among the counties with 
the heaviest percentage increase of 
murders.. 

The Uniform Crime Report (UCR) 
which is published quarterly by the state 
police, shows a total of 80,177 major of­
fenses reported in Kentucky from 
January through September, 1975, as 
compared to 68,464 for the same period in 
1974. 

The report shows rises in six of the 
state's seven major offenses, with rape 
being the only category showing a 
decline. The rape figures dropped from 
478 to 408, or 14.6 per cent. 

The greatest increase, statewide, was 
in larceny-theft where total reported 
cases climbed from 36,611 to 43 ,444 for an 
18.7 increase. 

Burglary and robbery reflected in­
creases of 16.4 and 16.3 per cent 
respectively. Total burglary figures were 
up from 20,291 offenses to 23,609 and 
robbery increased from 2,121 to 2,466. 

Auto theft totaled 6,582 for the period in 
1975 as compared to 5,735 the previous 
year . This was an increase of 14.8 per 
cent. 

Cases of aggravated assault rose 14.4 
per cent, from 2,977 to 3,407 and murder 
went from 251 to 261 for a 4 per cent rise.

insure their safety and protect them 
against loss of life." 

The statement added that the Medical 
Center will attempt to keep emergency 
room services and emergency surgical 
services available, if adequate, trained 
and qualified personnel are available. 

Contract negotiations between the 
union and the medical center began early 
last December after the union had won 
bargaining rights for the service and 
maintenance employees, licensed 
practical nurses and technical em­
ployees, and these talks continued at 
intervals until last week. A federal 
mediator sat in on some of the talks, and 
a federal board of inquiry held a three­
day hearing to evaluate the situation. 

The expected strike notice could set the 
date for a strike at 10 days from the date 
of its issuance, and so the medical center 
administration held that immediate 
action to clear the hospital of patients 
was necessary. Patients who are in 
condition to do so will return to their 
homes. Beds in other hospitals will be 
sought for those requiring further 
treatment. 

The $51 2 million hospital has 88 beds. 
As of Tuesday noon, it had 92 hospital 
patients and 12 patients in its skilled 
nursing facility.

On the Enviroment 
And the Coal Industry 

In a recent article in the West Virginia 
Hillbilly newspaper, Carl Bagge, 
president of the National Coal 
Association, stated that Congress is 
being unduly intimidated by en­
vironmental lobbyists. Mr. Bagge and 
many other industry spokesmen are 
continually trying to make the word, 
''environmentalist," con notate someone 
who is full of more bull than facts. But if 
you examine the statements he made in 
this article, you will see where the bull is 
coming from. Why can't the coal industry 
accept the fact that these so-called en­
vironmentalists are concerned citizens 
who are interested in seeing their 
homeland left in decent shape for future 
generations? 

In Bagge's speech at the first annual 
Facts About Coal meeting in Tennessee, 
he stated that state laws are adequate 
enough to take care of strip-mining and 
that we do not need a federal strip-mine 
bill. Mr. Bagge must get his facts from 
the same place that President Ford gets 
his. The recent highly publicized study by 
the Center for Science in the Public In­
terest shows that the states are not 
adequately taking care of the strip-mine 
problem, especially in Kentucky. 

Many people of the Appalachian area 
have been stripped of their self-respect 
and independence as a result of the 
welfare system. Now they are expected 
by the coal industry to set back and do 
their "patriotic" duty and let the energy 
crisis saviors destroy our mountains, 
streams and roads and, in the long run, a 
way of life. Many of us are tired of some 
strip-mine company telling us that they 
have taken a worthless mountain and 
have actually increased its value. If you 
will notice, the coal industry measures 
everything of value in terms of dollars 
and cents. I personally resent their 
trying to stuff their values down my 
throat. But, again, we so-called en­
vironmentalists do not have the hundreds 
of thousands of dollars to spend trying to 
convince the people of this country that 
what we are doing is for the good of the 
country. 

The present federal strip-mine 
legislation is needed. It is needed to 
protect the uncontrolled destruction of 
the western coal fields as well as Ap­
palachia. A great deal of planning needs 
to be undertaken to even see if the West 
can stand the kind of development that 
the coal industry is proposing for it. 
Without such long-range planning, the 
West could become our "Great American 
Desert." 

The coal industry is pushing very hard 
to see that a federal coal leasing bill be 
passed but at the same time they are 
working even harder to see that a federal 
strip-mine bill is not passed. This is a 
simple case of putting the cart before the 
horse. Luckily, Senator Metcalfe of the 
Senate Interior Committee recognizes 
this and he is holding this bill in Com­
mittee until some federal regulations are 
passed to control the mining of this 
federal coal. 

In response to Mr. Bagge's claim that 
Congress is being unduly intimidated by 
so-called environmental lobbyists, he 
forgets that they did not send a convoy of 
misinformed truckers to Washington to 
brow-beat several Congressmen into 
changing their votes on the Presidential 
veto. Again, we so-called en­
vironmentalists do not have hundreds of 
thousands of dollars to spend on such a 
"Roman Holiday."

Water District Board Votes 
Improvements, Asks Planning 

Commissioners of the Beaver Elkhorn 
Water District in their meeting last 
Wednesday made decisions looking to 
immediate extension and improvement 
of water services and also to long-range 
plans for services in the sprawling 
system, probably the state's largest in 
point of area covered. 

In the area of immediate action the 
commission: 

1. Approved plans and instructed 
engineers to prepare for contract-letting 
for the setting of meters on both Right 
and Left Beaver Creeks, the replacing of 
old lines in portions of Estill and 
Wayland, and work on the main to extend 
water service from Brush Creek to David 
by April 15. 

2. Supply water requirements of Allen 
in both the old and new sections. 

3. Supply the city of Hindman and other 
Knott county consumers along the line 
route 50,000 gallons of water daily, the 
city to lay a main to connect with the 
Beaver Elkhorn water supply at a point 
west of the Golden Years Rest Home at 
Lackey. The city of Hindman has 
received a $598,000 grant for construction 
of the water main but has not yet begun 
work. 

4. Make available to the Mud Creek 
Water System a standby supply of water 
through a new line to be laid up Clear 
Creek into l\Iud Creek This action was 
taken, it was satd. at the request of 

engineers of the Public Service Com­
mission. Cost of this work is estimated at 
$250,000. 

Looking to future projects, the com­
missioners instructed Kennoy 
Engineers, Lexington, to proceed with 
plans for sewers for the entire district. 
Phase I of this plan is expected to be 
completed by mid-May. This is a project 
which could cost $15 million by the time 
bids on the actual work are asked. 

The engineers also were directed to 
prepare plans for water service to 
residents and businesses in the Melvin­
Weeksbury area. 

Members of the commission recom­
mitted the district to continue with the 
planning of two 50-unit low-rent housing 
complexes, one for each of the Beaver 
Creeks, and to locate acreage for a park 
or recreational facility in each of these 
two areas. 

Application has been made and a 
commitment received for $300,000 to 
finance the extension of service to 
Stephens Branch residents and the coal 
preparation plant there.

Wells, chairman, and John Milton 
Stumbo and Mrs. LaFaye Hughes, 
commissioners. Kennoy Engineers were 
represented by W. H. Kennoy and Ernie 
Colter, design engineer.

As of 
Thursday morning of last week, crews 
made up of local volunteers as well as 
foresters from this and Magoffin counties 
and 22 state highway department em­
ployees were battling four active fires in 
the Prestonsburg area. In addition, 14 
fires were being cleaned up and 10 other 
blazes had been halted. Mr. Leach said 
about 75 firefighters in all have fought 
the Floyd fires. 

Leach said Friday's rain "has slowed 
the fires way down," but, he added, the 
danger was far from over as l1 old fires 
had rekindled over the past week-end and 
six new fires had occurred in the district. 

Harry Nadler, director of the Division 
of Forestry in the Kentucky Department 
for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection, said, "The rains 
have quashed the fires temporarily, but 
if the area dries out again and more 
winds come up, more fires could spring 
up." 

Nadler said that damage from the fires 
could run as high as half a million 
dollars, with half the total in burned 
timberland, at an average of $8 per acre, 
and the other half in watershed damage, 
loss of wildlife, soil damage and loss of 
esthetic values. 

Leach pointed out that damage to 
forest land would have been even greater 
if the fires had occurred a few weeks 
later "when the sap starts running more 
freely." Although large trees were not 
consumed by the flames, Leach said 
saplings up to two inches in diameter are 
generally killed by such fires and larger 
timber is often rendered more suscep­
tible to fungus and other diseases. "The 
value of the timber in the affected areas 
was probably reduced by about 20 per 
cent," Leach said. He also stressed that 
water runoff is increased by the burning 
of leaves and undergrowth, ti'JUS con­
tributing to the possibility of later 
flooding in the area. 

Although most of the fires probably 
originated from the activities of persons 
burning off garden areas during the 
recent warm, dry and windy weather, 
many, according to Harry Nadler, were 
deliberately started. Nadler said several 
persons have been apprehended, charged 
and sentenced in connection with the 
fires. Leach said local forestry officials 
and county law enforcement officers 
have three leads on probable arsonists in 
this county, although no arrests have 
been made. 

The spring fire season normally runs 
through the second quarter of each year. 
The five-year average for acres burned is 
17,000 which means that the current rash 
of forest fires has more than doubled the 
state average already, with the heart of 
the forest fire season yet to come. 
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the situation with Allen early in January 
and assured him that the Bureau of High­
ways would look into ways to cure the 
problem.

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A Universal Metric System NOW OPEN 
The Looking Glass

1\Iany read with interest the recent 

article, "The Great Beast, " by Homer 
Robinson, of Prestonsburg. Old news­
papers and magazines disclose that these 
things have been in progress for some 
time. Each year , numbers play a more 
vital part in the lives of everyone­
nwnbers for soctal security, the armed 
services, ownership, licenses, accounts. 
In Switzerland bank accounts are 
numbered, no names. Much of the 
world's gold and silver tS on deposit 
there, namelessly, and it is the only 
nation off bounds in war. No country 
attacks it. Switzerland is regarded and 
treated as a neut raJ. As for num hers , 
today concerns now ask for the last two 
digits of your phone number when filling 
your order, rather than for your name. 

In his article in The Times Mr. 
Robinson mentioned the number, 666, 
which is being used extensively. This 
number will play a major role in the last 
days, along with the mark that people 
must have in their right hand or on their 
foreheads in order to buy and sell during 
the seven-year tribulation preceding 
Christ's final return for the millenium. 
Read Revelation 13: 6-18; 14 :9-13 ; 16:2. 

The metric system originated in 
France late in the eighteenth century. A 
meter equals 3.380 feet, and in the metric 
system every type of measurement is 
associated with it. In 1965 Congress had a 
bill sponsoring a study of benefits to be 
derived from the Metric System, which 
NASA adopted in 1970. Unwelcome as it 
may seem to the majority- particularly 
oldsters-that system offers some ad­
vantages. More than one hundred nations 
are already employing it. The change 
here must be gradual , so shoppers can 
grow accustomed to requesting several 
meters of fabrics; a liter of oil, syrup, or 
milk; or four grams of margerine, while 
drivers try to master the new highways 
signs. The transition will create some 
confusion, but it appears to be inevitable. 
Its final worldwide adoption is not an­
ticipated before the close of this century. 

The hand of God in all this is easily 
seen by biblical scholars . The image in 
King Nebuchadnezzer's dream that 
Daniel interpreted represents periods in 
history of separate world governments, 
four of which have passed into oblivion, 
the last being the Roman Empire, 
(anything except worldwide today). One 
more world government must appear 
before Christ returns the second time to 
usher ir1 the thousand years of peace. 
Who can question the near approach of 
the next world kingdom whose signs 
multiply annually? 

For decades there has been a 
movement toward a one-world church. 
Since its inception in 1948 the World 
Council of Churches has strived for this 
goal. At present, eleven denominations­
some large, strong ones-are 
cooperating for the express purpose of 
merging. Secular and Christian 
literature carry descriptions of plans for 
the coming world church, which is closer 
to realization than most individuals 
believe. The one-world church and one­
world government will go hand in hand. 

Blueprints for a universal system of 
measurements and a one-world currency 
are obvious steps in that direction. Since 
1945 the International Bank for Recon­
struction and Development has been in 
existence, though better known as the 
World Bank. With headquarters in 
Washington, D. C., its initial fund was a 
mere ten billion! It provides loans to 
member nations and private investors as 
well. Anyone can quickly decide which 
country supplies most of its funds ! 

Replacing the World Court, the In­
ternational Court of Justice cam e into 
existence via the United Nations , ap-

"'proximately three decades ago ; 
moreover, Floyd county proudly claims 
its first head, her own Green Hackworth 
from Middle Creek, who r eceived his 
s tart in politics under the late 
Congressman John Langley, likewise a 
native of Floyd. Mr . Hackworth , now 
deceased, was named to the highest 
honor in the Floyd County Hall of Fame 
when it was launched in 1955. Still called 
the World Court by many, the In­
ternational Court renders judgm ent 
between states and nations on in­
ternational law. Again Floyd scores 
heavily, for Dr. Lewis Harkey Mayo, 
alumnus of Prestonsburg High School, 
eldest son of the late W. P . Mayo and 
Reba Harkey Mayo (well-known artist)

Restraining Order 
Hits Knox Company 

Frankfort, Ky .-A temporary 
restraining order has been issued against 
P & G Coal Mining Co. and Cecil Petry as 
a result of action taken by the Kentucky 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection. 

Franklin Circuit Court Judge Squire 
Williams temporarily restrained the 
company from strip-mining near Bar­
bourville in Knox county while under an 
order of suspension from the division of 
reclamation.

this as the beginning of the annual spring 
cycle which brings on some of the year's 
best fishing. 

These first while bass are usually 
small fish, and almost invariably males, 
yearlings anxious to answer the 
biological urges which send members of 
this species into the tributary streams on 
their annual spawning trips, or "runs," 
as the white bass fishermen call them. 

These early runs are usually short and 
sporadic. The fish are responding to a 
rise in water temperature, and a cold 
snap will send them back into the lakes 
where they have spent the winter. But as 
the temperatures continue to climb, the 
white bass will retw-n to the tributaries in 
increasing numbers. 

Then, usually about the time the 
dogwoods bloom, the runs are in full 
swing. Word travels swiftly among white 
bass fishermen, and anglers converge on 
areas where the whites are active. Often, 
what is normally a quiet and placid 
stretch of river takes on the appearance 
of a carnival, with fishermen standing 
shoulder to shoulder on the bank or 
wading in the stream itself, while non­
fishing family members picnic, gossip, 
or just enjoy the warm spring sun. 

On some days, it seems that everyone 
is catching fish, while on other occasions 
no one can even get a strike. Again, 
weather is often the factor which 
determines angling success. White bass 
fishing is best on overcast days and when 
the water is slightly mw-ky-a visibility 
of about 18 inches is ideal. 

When both the sky and the water is 
clear, the experienced white bass 
fisherman can still score, but most of the 
average fishermen never see his success. 
The "pro" will be streamside well before 
daylight and will stop fishing at about the 
time most of the other anglers are 
arriving. He will show up again at sun­
down and fish well into the night, often 
catching his limit of 60 white bass. 

The favorite baits are live minnows or 
do-jigs, but small floating-diving lures, 
spoons or spinners are also used. The 
beginners should show' up with a variety 
of lures, then copy the tackle and 
techniques of the successful fishermen. 

Kentucky's white bass runs first came 
to the attention of the angling public with 
the impoundment of the Dix River to 
form Herrington Lake in 1924. For years, 
the Dix offered about the only op­
portunity for fishing the runs, but with 
the building of other lakes in the state, 
good white bass fishing now occw-s at 
Cumberland, Dale Hollow, Barren and 
Nolin Lakes. Whites have been stocked in 
other lakes, so in the futw-e there should 
be an increasing number of locations 
offering some good fishing for this 
species. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife's 
public relations division keeps track of 
the white bass runs throughout the state 
with its fishing report, which appears in 
many newspapers and on many radio 
stations throughout the state as well as 
on the weekly Kentucky Afield television 
program. So, the news will reach you, if 
you're interested, and it won't be long 
now.

I Our Fragile Earth I

Dams have been recent ~urces of 
environmental controversy. Little 
questioned until the last decade, U. S. 
dam building has proceeded at a record 
pace since the founding of the Tennessee 
Valley Authority, the Corps of Engineers 
and similar agencies dw-ing the early 
years of this centw-y. Now ·almost every 
dam project has its detractors. 

Common reasons for dam proposals 
include flood control , irrigation, 
recreation, water storage, electricity 
production and fish and wildlife 
enhancement. A combination of these 
reasons usually form the basis for a 
proposal, although flood control is the 
most frequent reason for eastern U. S. 
dam proposals. 

Flood control need is obvious in most 
cases. The usual situation is that homes, 
businesses and industries have already 
been constructed in downstream 
floodplains and need protection from 
periodic flooding. Not only that, but 
valuable farmland is sometime flooded 
at critical times, as are highways and 
other public facilities. 

Irrigation is locally a major reason for 
building dams, especially in our western 
states and other arid world areas, in­
cluding the expansive Aswan Dam area 
of Egypt. The stored water is piped 
through canals or viaducts to potentially 
farmable dry areas. 

Public agency constructed lakes built 
solely for recreation are rarities because 
recreation is usually an inherent 
secondary asset. This recreation in­
cludes water sports, camping, hiking, 
and picknicking. 

Water storage is valuable to cities in 
need of adequate public water supplies 
and the water can even be piped over 
long distances to supply these cities. 

Electricity production is the primary 
reason for the construction of some 
impoundments and many early TV A 
dams were authorized for this reason. 
These structw-es are not as important as 
they once were in total energy produc­
tion, producing only about 4 percent of U. 
S. energy consumption, but they do 
remain important as local energy 
producers. 

Major dams are not primarily built for 
fish and wildlife enhancement, although 
this has been touted as a side benefit. 
Wildlife enhancement is usually a 
nebulous benefit, but the number of game 
fish produced in waters behind a dam is 
ususally greater than the number of 
game fish present before the dam was 
constructed. 

Although the reasons listed have been 
advanced as excellent ones for building 
dams, each structure must be in­
dividually evaluated. The criticism has 
been leveled that too many times dams 
have been constructed on inflated or non­
existent merits, while the disadvantages 
have been downplayed. 

Ecologists and environmentalists have 
been particularly outspoken on this issue. 
They contend that intangible values are 
fleetingly considered or not considered at 
all. In many cases, they have been joined 
by various citizen groups, local lan­
downers and professional people. 

There is a growing concern in America 
about the necessity of many of these 
structw-es, built primarily for flood 
control , electricity production, and-or 
recreation . 

Objections to dams have been raised 
from nearly every segment of society. 
Farmers and other landowners complain 
because their land is bought (too 
cheaply, most say) and flooded by the 
resultant reservoir waters. Ecologists 
decry the loss of animal and plant life 
and the alteration of ecosystems . 
Recreationists bemoan the taming of 
wild rivers . In some cases, ar ­
chaeologists are disturbed by water 
covering valuable artifacts. Taxpayers 
are alarmed at the costs involved and 
pw-ists are saddened by muddy lake 
banks, siltation, traffic , trailers, and 
careless, littex:ing boaters. 

Confrontations between pro- and anti­
dam forces are commonplace throughout 
the U. S. and the world, but one of the 
classic stand-offs is occw-ring in Ken­
tucky. The Red River, in Wolfe, Powell 
and Menifee counties, is a watershed 
proposed for taming by the U. S. Army 
Corps of Engineers. Originally 
authorized in 1962, the proposed dam had 
been locally discussed at least 20 years 
previously. In 1954 a specific request was

made by a group of local citizens to dam 
the scenic Red River for flood control. At 
a 1963 hearing in Stanton, none of the 200-
odd people present opposed the project. 

Construction funds were appropriated 
by Congress in 1967. In another hearing 
at Stanton in that same year the Sierra 
Club first publicly voiced its objections to 
the proposed structw-e. 

The Sierra Club contended that 
irreparable damage would be done to the 
unique environment of the Gorge area. 
They cited the rare plant and animal 
assemblages and some natural arches 
present in the watershed as being worthy 
of protection, not inundation. In 1968 
Justice William 0. Douglas walked 
through the upper gorge area and the 
news media put the controversy on the 
front page. In 1969 Governor Nunn an­
nounced his support for an alternate dam 
site and the Corps agreed to a restudy; 
they later proposed a dam approximatey 
five miles downstream . Planning and 
engineering work on the downstream site 
was completed in 1973 and presented to 
an overflow crowd at Stanton that sum­
mer. Most attendees were against the 
dam and the matter again became a 
public issue, figw-ing prominently in a 
1974 senate race. By this time the Sierra 
Club was bolstered by thousands of 
citizens who realized the ecological value 
of this unique area. 

In late 1975, Governor Carroll an­
nounced his opposition to the dam and the 
Corps of Engineers abandoned its 14-year 
effort. Environmentalists accurately 
hailed it as a landmark victory.

The fact that your 
son will earn $1 ,000 will not pre­

vent you from claiming him as a dependent. Since none of 
the $1 ,000 is to be spent by him for his own support, you 
probably have no problem in establishing major support. 
And your son would not have to file a tax return since his 
income is not sufficient to require it. However, if income 
tax was withheld from his salary, he will want to file a re­
turn to get a refund of the total amount withheld since he 
has no tax liability. Your son's filing for a refund would not 
prevent you from claiming him as a dependent.

Traffic Deaths 
Lower in State-
99 in 2 Months 

Frankfort, Ky.- Kentucky State Police 
<KSP l reported 99 traffic fatalities 
during the first two months of this year, 
which is the lowest recorded figure for 
January and February since 1965 when 96 
fatalities were reported. 

The figures compare to 134 traffic 
deaths for the two months last year and 
111 the year before. Additionally, 40 
deaths occurred on the state's roads 
during February, resulting in the lowest 
total for that month since 39 were 
reported in 1954. 

Truett A. Ricks, KSP commissioner, 
said he felt that the major contribution to 
the decrease is that the number of state 
troopers has increased by approximately 
20 per cent. 

Hr added that most accidents occur on 
secondary roads, and with the added 
manpower, his agency is better able to 
patrol these areas. 

Ricks pointed out that another en­
couraging statistic is that more vehicles 
than ever are registered in Kentucky and 
that Kentuckians are traveling more 
miles each year. 

In 1954 when only one fewer fatality 
was recorded for February, 749,516 
passenger cars were registered and 9 
billion miles were traveled across the 
state as compared to more than 1.6 
billion registered automobiles in the 
state last year . Officials estimate that 
more than 25 billion miles will be 
traveled across Kentucky this year.

Lexington Herald of Governor Carroll's 
plan for construction of KY 80, State 
Senator Jim Hammond, of Prestonsburg, 
wrote Herald editor Don Mills Ia st week : 

In reading your editorial on Sunday, 
February 29, 1976, about the severance 
tax package and your allegation that 
Kentucky 80 was the weakest part of it, I 
wondered whether or not your analysis 
included both the long and short run in 
rt>aching your conclusions. I would agree 
with you that it is a shame that Kentucky 
80 has to be built solely out of slate funds , 
but the Southeast Asian Conflict of the 
1960's caused the Appalachia highway 
funds to be frozen and diverted to finance 
the war. With the conclusion of the Asian 
Conflict and with a change in priorities 
brought about by the Republican ad­
ministration in Washington, Appalachia 
and Eastern Kentucky were forgotten; 
therefore, Kentuckians and Eastern 
Kentuckians economically were big 
losers as a result. 

With no federal funds available, the 
financing of Kentucky 80 had to come 
from state funds. The coal industry and 
the people of Eastern Kentucky are 
willing to have an increase in severance 
tax placed upon them, at a time when the 
coal market is in a state of re­
cession, in order to build the much 
needed highway. 

The severance tax will be increased 
from 4 to 41 '2 percent and the minimum 
increased from 30 to 50 cents on the ton. 
Some of the monies derived from the 
increase in severance tax will be ear­
marked to retire the financing of Ken­
tucky 80. Therefore, the financing of 
Kentucky 80 is derivative from a 
tax increase upon the people and the 
industry of Eastern Kentucky and not out 
of present tax revenues. 

With the completion of Kentucky 80, 
the Cumberland River Valley and the 
Kentucky River Valley will be linked 
finally to the Big Sandy River Valley. 
The reconstruction of Kentucky 80 will 
further make the rich Cumberland coal 
fields of Eastern Kentucky more ac­
cessible, thereby aiding in the resolution 
of the energy crisis of this Com­
monwealth and this nation. The 
economic impact will be the further 
development of the area commercially 
and industrially. With such progress, the 
so-called "Interstate 75 Development 
Corridor" between Cincinnati, Lexington 
and Knoxville will benefit by the further 
cumulative effect of taking Eastern 
Kentucky from the Huntington, 
Charleson, West Virginia trade market; 
all of which is to say that Lexington and 
Central Kentucky will probably benefit 
commercially in this sense as much as 
Eastern Kentucky will. 

In the long run, with the further 
projected development of Eastern 
Kentucky economically, the per capita 
income will raise, thereby increasing the 
state's revenues generated from per­
sonal income tax and sales tax; cor­
porate and business income tax will 
increase; and with the increase in 
demand for property, the property taxes 
to the state will increase. Hopefully, 
there will be a decrease in the welfare 
rolls of Eastern Kentucky with the 
generation of economic activity resulting 
in jobs; thereby saving the Treasury of 
Kentucky much needed tax revenues 
being spent in this area. With this in­
crease in the revenues, more monies will 
be available to spend on the priorities of 
education, conservation, health, and 
crime prevention. 

Governor Carroll's economic 
development plan with the inclusion of a 
reconstructed Kentucky 80, will allow all 
of us to leave a legacy of self-supporting

than doubled during the past four years,'' 
says Gundogs Editor Jerome B. 
Robinson of Sports Afield. "Feed costs 
have. skyrocketed as national shortages 
of animal protein have combined with 
rising grain prices to push the cost of 
nutritional packaged dry foods up to $20 
per hundred pounds. Balooning steel 
costs have pushed the prices of kennel 
wire, posts and fixtures to a record high; 
a 4 x 12-foot kennel six feet high with 
concrete floor and a gate at one end will 
cost $300. You'll spend another $50 to 
build a good wooden doghouse." 

And that's only the beginning, as 
Gundogs Editor Robinson points out 
additional cost factors. 

At current prices, the puppy you pay 
$100 for will probably have cost you $875 
by the end of his first year. Over a ten­
year canine lifetime a 50-pound gundog 
will cost you between $3000 and $3500 in 
feed, kenneling and veterinarian costs 
alone. 

If you choose to have your dog trained 
by a professional, you can expect to pay 
at least $100 a month for a minimum of 
four months during each of his first three 
years and a month or two each year 
thereafter. Add a probable cost of $2400 
for training during eight of the dog's ten 
years. Depending on location, many 
trainers will bill you extra for use of 
liberated game, shotgun shells, special 
diet, conditioning, etc. 

You can save money by training your 
own dog if you have the time, patience 
and know-how, but do-it-yourself training 
also costs more than it used to. 

The days of a $3 visit to the 
veterinarian are gone forever. Simple 
immunization shots, fecal examinations, 
worming procedures and general 
physical examinations will probably cost 
you at least $50 per year, provided no 
serious ailment is discovered. 

The rising cost of dog food is hard to 
combat. A hunting dog needs to be fed the 
very best diet available in order to have 
the stamina to run all day. A 50-pound 
dog will eat about two pounds of dry, 
nutritionally complete food per day for 
maintenance during nine months of off­
season living. During hard training and 
the actual hunting season he'll likely 
need a supplemental feeding of a pound 
of meat a day. If you have only one dog, 
this supplemental feeding may be 
covered by table scraps, but if you have 
more than one dog you 'II wind up buying 
the supplemental meat in cans, and the 
cost of feeding your dog during hunting 
season will run about 60 cents a day. 
Unless you have some low-cost food 
source, the average hunting dog will eat 
$225 in dog food this year.

Frankfort, Ky.-Does your 
land need trees? Then plant 
some. 

The state has about 12 
million tree seedlings for sale 
and ready for spring planting. 
That's two million more than 
last year. 

Although most landowners 
don't think of planting trees 
until the weather warms , 
according to Harry Nadler, 
director of the division of 
forestry in the Kentucky 
Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection, the first part of the 
year is the best time to order 
trees. 

The orders are filled on a 
first come basis. So, said 
Nadler, a landowner has a 
better chance of getting the 
species he wants if he orders 
early. 

"Naturally," said Nadler, 
"the sooner the nurseries 
receive the orders, the sooner 
they will be able to get the 
seedlings on their way to the 
landowners." 

The nurseries began lifting 
the one and two-year-old 
seedlings in mid-February. 
The lifting and shipping reach 
a peak about the first of March 
and continue until about the 
first of April. 

Nadler said that the nur­
series had a good supply of the 
more popular species such as• 
loblolly, shortleaf and Virginia 
pines, black locust, yellow 
poplar and black walnut. Some 
species such as white pine, 
white oak, white ash and 
cottonwood are in short supply. 

The division is again offering 
a special wildlife packet. The

This year all species will be 
available in bundles of 250, 500 
or 1,000 seedlings of a single 
species. The price varies with 
the size bundle and the species. 
The price for a bundle of 1,000 
varies from a low of $15 for 
loblolly pine to a high of $25 for 
black walnut.

How often have you wished 

that you had the slim, trim 
figure advertised as a benefit 
of membership in health clubs 
or spas? 

Many Kentuckians have 
responded to such advertising. 
They are enticed into a health 
spa and are enrolled in their 
programs by signing an in­
stallmentcontract under which 
they are obligated for several 
years. Membership is non­
cancellable, non-transferable 
and non-refundable. 

The Federal Trade Com­
mission reports that in recent 
years many health spas hav 
used false, misleading and 
deceptive advertising and 
sales presentations. These 
practices are characterized by 
high-pressure sales tactics, 
false bargain offers, and 
deceptive pricing. 

The length of available 
enrollment periods may vary, 
though contracts are usually 
written for the longest time 
possible. Signing those con­
tracts may also involve the 
buyers in much more of a 
financial burden than they 
originally expected. 

Examples include: facilities 
which have been promised, but 
aren't available; minimal 
employee qualifications and 
training; memberships sold to 
people not physically able to 
participate; facilities which 
may never open. 

Once a person has joined a 
health club or spa, there is 
little protection for him if he 
moves or the spa closes without 
warning. The monthly 
payments are still due. 

Sentenced for 
Welfare Fraud 

Frankfort, Ky.- A Barren 
::ounty couple has been found 
guilty of welfare fraud and has 
been sentenced to one year in 
prison each. 

The case involved the 
couple's procurement of $2,000 
in food stamps, also assistance 
payments from the Depart­
ment for Human Resources, 
through false information. 

Both entered pleas of guilty 
to the charge of ''obtaining 
money under false pretenses." 

The court action was brought 
after a Department for Human 
Resources caseworker learned 
the couple was making regular 
bank and rent payments but 
reporting little or no monthly 
income. 

Court records show the 
couple failed to report a 
month's salary income of $596 
which resulted in their 
ineligibility for continuing 
assistance payments. 
Prosecution evidence revealed 
that they had provided false 
information to the caseworker 
for a period of over 18 months 
resulting in the receipt of $2,000 
in state assistance. 

After serving their sentences 
the couple will still be liable for 
restitution of these monies to 
the state. 

Measures taken by Human 
Resources to prevent fraud 
include requiring caseworkers 
to make home visits and 
thoroughly investigate cases if 
discrepancies are thought to 
exist and requiring 
caseworkers to report any such 
discrepancies to their super­
visors. Cases are reviewed at 
least twice a year; some of the 
difficult cases are reviewed 
every three months. 

Clients are required to report 
all major changes in family 
situation and income im­
me diately to their 
caseworkers. In addition, 
applicants are required to s ign 
and attest to the truthfulness of 
s tatements made on ap­
plications for assistance and 
food stamps.

To deal with these problems, 
the FTC has proposed a trade 
regulation rule with provisions 
for refunding, cancellation, a 
cooling-off period and a two­
year maximum length for 
contracts. Public hearings are 
planned on this rule, and it will 
probably be several months 
before the rule becomes ef­
fective. 

There currently appears to 
be an enrollment campaign 
under way to lure prospective 
buyers into signing contracts 
before this rule becomes law. 
At this time, consumers have 
limited protection against the 
health spas which engage in 
these unscrupulous practices. 

Until these standards are 
uniformly adopted, what 
should Kentuckians do to avoid 
such problems? 

If possible, hold off making a 
commitment. Wait for the 
protections provided by the 
proposed rule. If you decide to 
join a health spa or club, be 
certain to read the contract 
before signing it, and decide if 
this is a wise investment for 
you. 

If you do become a victim of 
false, misleading or deceptive 
practices within the health spa 
industry, or have another 
consumer complaint, contact 
the Attorney General's 
Division of Consumer 
Protection, Room 34, The 
Capitol, Frankfort, Kentucky 
40601.

is an intricate and vital part of that 
system. 

The $70 million budget is designed to 
strengthen and improve vocational 
education facilities and curricula. The 
governor said there will be a sigmficant 
increase in vocational education 
enrollment during the next decade. 

"In looking over the statistics for the 
job market in our state," said Gov. 
Carroll, "we're going to need about 80 
per cent of our work force in some 10 to 12 
years to have job training that does not 
require a baccalaureate degree." 

Governor Carroll said he feels the 
young people of America are being 
misled when they are told it is necessary . 
to have a college degree in order to be a 
success in life. 

"We have not make it socially ac­
ceptable for them to accept vocational or 
technical education which does not lead 
to a college degree," he said. 

The governor told the subcommittee 
that state education officials are trying to 
change this trend. 

One of the major problems the state 
personnel department is experiencing is 
the large number of people with PhD's 
and Master's degrees applying for jobs 
that require only a four-year un­
dergraduate degree or a high school 
diploma, Gov. Carroll explained. This is 
an indication that people are not being 
channeled into careers or vocations that 
need qualified workers . Gov. Carroll said 
the people with PhD's and Master's 
degrees are overqualified for many jobs 
the state has available.

The Board of Trustees and Administration of the 

Highlands Regional Medical Center feel that the general 
public should be advised that the National Union of Hospital 
and Health Care Employees, RWDSU, AFL-CIO, and its 
subdivision 1199 W.Va. have notified the Medical Center that 
they intend to issue a strike notice on March 9, 1976 to the 
Medica I Center signed by Leon Davis, the lnternationa I Union 
President in New York City. According to the Union 
Representatives, they intend to start this strike in ten (10) 
days to two (2) weeks. Since the interruption of hospital 
health care services could possibly affect everyone, the 
Medica I Center feels that the public should be informed about 
the efforts which it has made to resolve the labor dispute at 
the Medical Center and the action which it is now being 
forced to take to protect life and property. 

The Medical Center began negotiating with the Union on 
December 8, 1975 after the Union won bargaining rights for 
the service and maintenance employees and licensed 
practical nurses and technical employees of the Medical 
Center. The Union demanded increases in wages and benefits 
for its membership costing approximately 3.3 million dollars 
over a two-year period, not to mention the increased cost to 
the Medical Center of goods and services and improvements 
in wages and benefits for the other one-third of the work force 
which is not represented by the Union. The Medica I Center's 
expense budget for operating the entire facility in the current 
fiscal year is only 5 million dollars. The Medical Center 
advised the Union that it could not afford to meet these 
demands. On December 18, 1975 and January 23, 1976 the 
Medical Center made proposals to the Union containing 
substantia I increases in wages and fringe benefits. The Union 
rejected these proposals and continued to demand increases 
which the Medical Center could not afford to pay and still 
remain in operation to serve our. community. Since little 
progress was being made in the negotiations, the Federal 
Mediation and Conciliation Service appointed a Mediator to 
assist the parties in their efforts to reach an agreement on a 
contract. After the Union rejected the Medical Center's 
January 23rd offer, the negotiations deteriorated to the point 
that the Federal Mediation and Conciliation Service ap­
pointed a Federal Board of Inquiry pursuant to the hospital 

amendments to the Nationa I Labor Relations Act to hear and 
evaluate evidence pertaining to the bargaining position of 
each side. 

On February 17, 1976, the Federal Board of Inquiry 
issued its written Fact Finding Report and Recom­
mendations after hearing and evaluating three days of 
testimony concerning the ability of the Hospital to meet the 
Union's demands. The Federal Board of Inquiry report found 
that the Union's demands were exorbitant and recommended 
a schedule of wages and benefits which it felt that the 
Medical Center could reasonably agree to. At the first 
negotiation meeting following the issuance of the Board of 
Inquiry's Fact Finding Report and Recommendations, the 
Medical Center told the Union that it accepted the wage and 
fringe benefit recommendations of the Board of Inquiry and 
the Medical Center revised its wage•proposal to the wage 
increases recommended by the Federal Board of Inquiry. 
The Medical Center also offered to institute a Pension Plan 
and grant an additional holiday. The Medical Center did not 
agree with the Board of Inquiry recommendation on a union 
shop provision, but it did agree to require employees to 
maintain their membership in the Union once they volun­
tarily joined and to checkoff dues for the Union. The Medical 
Center agreed to make some of the changes in contract 
language which the Union had requested, in spite of the fact 
that the Board of Inquiry recommended that the contract 
language proposed by the Medica I Center "be adopted by the 
parties as their negotiated agreement". 

At the first negotiation meeting following the Report of 
the Federal Board of Inquiry, February 25, 1976, the Union 
told the Medical Center that they were rejecting the 
recommendations ofthe Federal Board of Inquiry. On March 
8, 1976, the Union rejected the Medica I Center's last, fina I and 
best proposal which included wage increases which equaled 
or exceeded the wage rates recommended by the Federal 
Board of Inquiry. On March B, 1976, the Union gave the 
Medical Center notice that it intended to strike the facility. 

The Medical Center does not want a strike and has done 
everything possible to try to avoid a strike. Since this Union 
has issued its ultimatum to strike the Medical Center, it is 
forcing the closing of the hospital and skilled nursing facility. 

The medical staff has been advised to send their patients to 
other health care facilities in the surrounding areas and the 
Medical Center will do everything in its power to assist in this 
placement. Patients presently in the Medical Center will be 
transferred to other institutions or discharged as rapidly as 
possible. Every patient must be out of the Medica I Center 
prior to the strike deadline date to insure their safety and 
protect them against loss of life. 

The Medica I Center wi II attempt to keep emergency 
room services and emergency surgica I services available to 
our community if adequate trained and qualified personnel 
are available to do so. We are advising all hospitals in our 
neighboring areas by letter of our plight at this time and we 
sincerely hope they will be able to provide the necessary 
services and care to our community members until we are 
able to resume such services here at Highlands. 

The Board of Trustees and Administration of the Medical 
Center deeply regret that this Union has placed its own 
priorities above those of providing the professiona I health 
care critically needed by the citizens of this community and 
has seen fit to force the closing of the Medical Center. We 
sincerely hope that the Union will re-examine its decision to 
close the Medical Center. In the meanwhile, we cannot afford 
to gamble with your lives.

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Beekeeping, Alive and Humming

Not too many people think about bees 
this time of year, but William Eaton is an 
exception. Eaton is the beekeeping 
specialist for the Kentucky Department 
of Agriculture and the editor of "The 
Kentucky Beekeeper's Quarterly." 

Eaton is concerned with bees year­
round as he prepares the magazine which 
is circulated to the state's beekeepers. As 
beekeeping specialist for the Com­
monwealth , he also is called upon to help 
deal with problems, certify bees for 
transportation out of Kentucky and 
present programs to beekeeping 
organizations throughout the state. 

Winter is a dormant season for bees, 
Eaton said. But come spring, things 
should really start humming- for both 
Eaton and the bees. 

Bees come out of their hives to start 
gathering nectar at first bloom and keep 
up their activity until cool fall weather 
slows them down. They then cluster in 
their hives for the winter. 

During the bees' dormant season, 
Eaton works closely with beekeeping 
groups, helping them improve the quality 
of honey, as well as stimulating its 
consumption.

Eaton also deals with local fair of­
ficials, helping them promote honey 
shows and standardize the judging 
criteria. 

He feels that the mission of his position 
is "to improve the quality of honey at the 
grass-roots level." Quality of honey must 
be improved, according to Eaton, to 
"keep in step with the demands of the 
educated consumer." 

Honey production is a million-dollar 
industry in Kentucky with over 600 
beekeepers producing the sweet, golden 
fluid which Eaton calls a "miracle food." 

Many of the Commonwealth's honey 
producers have small operations with the 
average number of hives probably under 
10, Eaton said. Only a few approach real 
commercial production quantity levels of 
400-500 hives. For these few people, 
honey production is a full time 
proposition; for the average beekeeper, 
it is just a sideline or hobby. 

The real role of the honey bee in 
Kentucky is as a pollinator of fruit and 
seed crops. Honey and beeswax produced 
$1.5 million in revenue during 1975. 
According to Eaton, the pollination value 
of honey bees in 1960 was estimated 
between $8-10 million, and would be 
considerably more now. 

For beginning beekeepers, Eaton 
recommends expert advice. Although a 
person can get everything he needs to 
start a hive for around $100, experienced 
help can keep the experiment from going 
wrong. The dimensions and the location 
of a hive are critical for raising healthy, 
productive bees. 

If the beekeeper does everything right, 
a colony of bees can produce up to 200 
pounds of honey per hive in clover 
regions. 

Beekeepers should expect to get stung, 
warned Eaton . He says he has been stung 
many times. His advice is "don't be over­
zealous" and watch out for adverse 
reactions to the stings. A person who 
exhibits supersensitivity to bee stings 
should avoid beekeeping, Eaton 
suggested. 

Eaton also advises consumers that 
color is not a factor in honey quality. 
Kentucky produces honey in colors 
ranging from water-white to dark amber. 
The color is a product of the type of 
bloom which makes up the major source 
of the nectar gathered by the honey bees 
and each color is unique, he said.

Federal Funds 
For Mine Co-op 
Held Possible 

Washington-A Knott county group 
that needs about $16,000 to set up a non­
profit coal mining cooperative may get 
some help from the Federal Energy 
Administration CFEA). 

Retired miner Mart Shepherd, of 
Hindman, said he and other Knott county 
miners have leases on about 200 acres of 
land with two coal seams, but several 
local banks turned them down when they 
sought a loan to buy used equipment they 
need to start operation. 

"Without a loan of about $16,000, we'll 
lose the leases on some of the coal within 
two months," Shepherd said. 

An FEA advisory committee learned of 
the group's efforts to start a mining 
cooperative and has recommended that 
the agency "use its influence and 
resources to obtain the necessary loan." 

FEA can't make loans and has no 
authority to grant the group any money, 
said an agency spokeswoman. But, the 
Knott county group has been told by FEA 
that if it submits a formal proposal to the 
agency, FEA will help the group find an 
agency that can grant money for the 
commercial operation. 

The cooperative will help people on 
fixed incomes get coal to heat their 
homes, Shepherd said. Those who can 't 
afford the coal will receive it free. Others 
will be charged according to their ability 
to pay, Shepherd said. 

The ozone shield that protects the earth 
from harmful solar radiation has thinned 
slightly over the United States and Great 
Britain during the last four years.

The phenomena of natural rock arches 
in Red River Gorge evoiYed out of a 
geologic process that is more than 340 
million years old. 

Changes in the earth's crust were 
initiated during the Mississippian period 
of geologic history, when formations of 
conglomerate sandstone, limestone and 
siltstone, overlayed by strata of shale, 
began to crumble and weather under the 
rigors of a climatic upheaval which 
brought about alternating periods of hot 
and cold weather to a once year-round 
tropical region. The rock arches were 
born out of this freezing and thawing 
which loosened the weaker strata of rock, 
sometimes causing cave-like tunnels to 
be formed through narrow, tree-covered 
ridges. Often, these ridges collapsed, and 
the dirt and vegetation slid into the river 
valley, leaving only bare rock spans. 

Backpackers on multi-day treks, or 
day hikers on an afternoon stroll, travel 
through narrow hollows and rugged 
forested land that is abloom with color in 
the springtime. Wildflowers-large­
flowered trilliums, rue anemone, pink 
lady's slipper and ferns of all varieties­
as well as rhododendron, mountain 
laurel, dogwoods and redbuds, thrive in 
the moist, rich environment of the forest 
floor.
