35 To Lose Jobs
With Comp Care,
Stai Announces

Richard Stai, executive director of
Mountain Comprehensive Care Center,
announced today (Wednesday) the layoff
of 35 of the agency’s 150 employees, ef-
fective June 30.

The result of a year of steadily dwin-
dling financial support from federal,
state and local sources which manifested
itself in a layoff of 86 employees in
January, 1975, the employee cutback
came as little surprise to MCCC officials.

Although Stai admitted that *‘funding-
wise, it doesn't look good," he pointed out
that some support may yet be obtained
from local sources when county decisions
on the allottment of severance tax
monies are made. He also said MCCC'’s
situation could be eased considerably by
any additional state aid. Stai added,
however, "I'm not looking for any
miracles from the state.”

Although most of the agency’s services
will be affected primarily in terms of
staff reduction, some services will, of
necessity, be discontinued, Mr. Stai said
the adult activity program in Johnson
county which serves developmentally
disabled adulls in that area will be trans-
ferred to the Greenhouse Training

Engineer Assigned Task
Of Rushing KY 80 Plans

The appointment of a veteran state
highway engineer ‘‘lo expedite’” planning
for the relocation of KY 80 between US 23
at Water Gap and Hazard was announced
in Frankfort last Wednesday.

Evans V. Hilton, a professionally
certified civil engineer of 30 years ex-
perience with the state’s Bureau of High-
ways, was named by Transportation
Secretary John C. Roberts to serve as
project engineer for the proposed 42.5
mile, four-lane road which, when com-
pleted, will link the Daniel Boone Park-
way al Hazard with US 23.

Hilton has been on the engineering
staff of the Bureau of Highways’ Division
of Conslruction at Frankfort since 1974.
Prior to that, he last served as district
highway engineer at Somerset (1969-'74).

According to Roberts, Hilton’s chief
duties in his new job will be ‘'to coor-
dinate and expedile the essential, pre-
construction planning phases of the
project which must be completed before
any ground for the new road is broken."

““What that means,”” explained
Roberts, “is that Hilton will be working
full-time as a coordinator, problem-
solver and engineering idea man be-
tween us and the five private consulting
firms which will draw up the design, final
right-of-way and construction plans on
whieh the relocation of KY 80 will then be
based."

After that, Roberts said, Hilton will
remain on the job to coordinate the ac-
tual construction.

Conlracts with the five consulting
firms have been signed, project work
orders issued and the actual planning
work begun, Roberts said.

“And in every case our first progress
repor! indicates that the preliminary
engineering work already is from eight to
ten per cenl complete, and proceeding on
schedule,” he said.

The first planning deadline falls due on
June 1 of this year,.when all preliminary
line and grade inspection work is to be
completed. The final deadline for all
preliminary engineering work is
January, 1978,

The five firms which have contracted
with the Bureau of Highways for the
preliminary engineering work are:

—Brighton Engineering Company, of
Frankfort, which will be paid $1,450,289
for overall design supervision of the
project and preparation of the final
preliminary engineering report,

—H. A. Spalding, Inc., of Hazard,
which will receive $1,125,000 for design
engineering and right-of-way planning
for 7.3 miles of the new road, extending
from the end of the Daniel Boone Park-
way at Hazard to the Perry-Knott county
line. Under a second agreement, H. A.
Spalding, Inc., also will be paid an
estimated $269,500 for researching
mineral and surface rights and con-
ducling title searches along the entire
length of the new road.

—Haworlh and Associates, Inc., of
Frankfort, $1,154,000 for engineering and
riaht nfowav nlanning hetween the KY

777 junction south of Langley in this
county to the US 23-US 460 junction at
Water Gap, a distance of 8.3 miles.

—Hurst-Roche Engineers, Inc., of
Frankfort, $2.9 million for design
engineering and right-of-way planning
between the Perry-Knott and Knolt-
Floyd county lines, including a spur to
Hindman, for a total distance of about 20
miles.

—Johnson, Depp and Quisenberry, of
Owensboro, = $880,000 for design
engineering and right-of-way planning
from the Knott-Floyd county line to the
KY 777 junction at Langley, a distance of
6.2 miles.

Roberts said that the appointment of
Hilton to serve as project engineer and
coordinator between the Bureau of High-
ways and the outside consulting firms,
although unusual, is not considered *‘out
of the ordinary, given the special cir-
cumstances of the KY 80 project.”

Those ‘‘special circumstances’ were
made clear earlier this year when Gov.
Julian Carroll, while signing the bill that
makes financing of the new road
possible, stressed the great impaet which
a new KY 80 promises for the whole
economy of Kentucky, Roberts said.

“With the demand for coal escalating
as a viable means of helping our nation
solve its growing energy problems,
a new KY 80 will give us the sort of
resource recovery road that has long
been needed to speed up production in the
eastern Kentucky coalfields,'' the
secretary said.

Hilton's assignment to work closely
with the consulting engineers, and later
with the contractors as actual con-
struction gets under way, is a direct
result of that ‘‘special sense of urgency
and importance’’ which the governor has
attached to the project, Roberts said.

Two Coal Firms Pay
Total of $9,000 Fines

Two Floyd county coal companies have
paid fines assessed by the Department
for Natural Resources and En-
vironmental Protection for violations of
strip-mine reclamation regulations.

The heavier fine, $6,000, was paid by T
& R Coal Co., of Grethel, which repor-
tedly is headed by Cline Mifchell, The
second fine of $3,000 was paid by Valley
Tipple and Mining, Inc., of Prestonsburg,

which is strip-mining under contract a 73-

acre tract on Akers Branch of Mud
Creek

%%°$ & R Coal Company was fined for

three alleged violations cited by in-
spectors in March and was closed, April
7. Valley Tipple was cited last February
for failing to correct six violations in-
spectors listed,

County Judge Henry Stumbo, who has
an interestin the B & M Coal Co., said his
company's contract with Valley Tipple,
which is headed by Tony Holliman,
provided that Valley Tipple, which does
the mining, is responsible for
reclamation and all other compliance
efforts. He said Holliman paid the $3,000
fine.

Commenting on a Lexington Herald
news-story which pointed out that he and
County Judge David Blair, of Elliott
county, are two officials who sit in trial of
overweight truck cases and have state
strip-mine permits themselves which
allow them to haul coal over roads in
their counties, Judge Stumbo said:

could make some money at my age in a
legitimate business, I should do so, and
so I got interested in coal. I have been
interested in mining less than a year, and
my connection with it has never in-
fluenced my actions as county judge.”

Ballot Offers
Voters Choice
For President

Kentucky voters will for the first time
in the history of the state have an op-
portunity at next Tuesday's primary
election to register their preference for
the Democratic and Republican
nominees for President.

And the unprecedented political
situation isn't causing any excitement. In
fact, leaders of both parties and sup-
porters of the candidates are concerned
about the apparent apathy of volers.

Besides the Presidential candidates to
be voted for, names of two Democratic
candidates for the Seventh district
Congressional post—incumbent Carl D.
Perkins and Ray *I am a Democrat”
Adkins—appear on the ballot. The fact
that most Democrals have the feeling
that Adkins is no threat to Carl Perkins is
another factor that could preclude a
heavy turnout of Democratic voters.

On the Republican side of the ballot
will appear the names of President Ford,
Tommy Klein and Ronald Reagan.

On the Democratic ballot are the
names of Jimmy Carter, Henry M.
Jackson, Ellen McCormack, H. R. H. Fifi
Rockefeller, Morris K. Udall and George
C. Wallace.

The ballot for each party has a square
for an ““Uncommitted’’ vote.

Although his name appears on the
ballot, Senator Jackson is no longer an
active candidate. Carter is considered
the odds-on favorite to win in Kentucky.

The struggle for delegates between
President Ford and Ronald Reagan will
perhaps engender most heat in the state.
The pre-primary campaign has brought
both to Kentucky. Carter and Wallace
have visited briefly in the state.

Delegates are shared by the candidates
in proportion to their vote but only for the
first ballot at the two parties' national
conventions. After that first ballot, they
are, in effect, not bound by the voters'
preference.

Camping To Feature
Girl Scout Summer

As the school year draws to a close and
regular troop meetings stop until fall,
Girl Scouts and their leaders begin
planning special summer activities.

First, there are day camps held for one
or two weeks, and information about
these is available from local Scout
volunteers.

For girls interested in a more intensive
camping experience, the Girl Scouts
offer established camping during June,
July and August. There are six one-week
sessions and three two-week sessions at
both Camp Judy Layne and Camp
Cardinal. The camps are open to all girls
entering the 4th through the 12th grades.

For campers enjoying the experience
of camping for a week for the first time,
the camps offer a general camping
program involving swimming, diving,
arts and crafts, cave exploring, hiking,
nature appreciation, archery, folk
dancing, camping skills, games, singing,
and the experience of group living.

At Camp Cardinal, near Carter Caves,
the special programming includes a
horsewoman unit and a spelunking unit.

The horsewoman program will include
riding instructions; care of mount,
stable, tacks and clothing; and the health
and safety of mount and rider. Classes
will be held for beginners and in-
termediates. Trips to caves of varying
difficulty will highlight the spelunking
program. Basic caving skills will be
taught along with cave conservation and
safety. Cave-owner-explorer relation-
ships will be stressed. Special equipment
will be provided. ;

Special programs at Camp Judy
Layne, near Cave Run Lake, focus on
Marine activities, backpacking and
mountain crafts, Canoeing and sailing
programs are available for girls entering
junior and senior high. Activities are
available to girls of varying degrees of
experience, Girls who have no canoeing
experience will be involved in an Aquatic
Unit, learning to canoe and participating
in other waterfront activities. Cave Run
Lake will be the scene of advanced
canoeing instruction for intermediates,
The two-week session will be highlighted
by a two-day trip on Cave Run Lake and
the Licking River. A one-week river
canoe trip in a primitive setting will
provide a challenge to experienced
canoeists. There is even a unit for the girl
who wants to combine canoeing and
backpacking. No sailing experience is
necessary for participation in the sailing
unit. Sailing will be done on Cave Run
Lake. Backpacking will be offered for
beginners, intermediates, and advanced
backpackers. The camp, located in the
Daniel Boone National Forest, provides
excellent trails for the girl just learning
about backpacking. For those with more
experience, trails outside the camp offer
more challenge. Forty-miles in six days
through the scenic Red River Gorge will
require a spirit of adventure and good
physical condition.

Letters to the Editor

District Forester Replies
To Letter by Mr. Fields

The May 12th issue of The Floyd
County Times had a letter to the Editor
that T would like to reply to the charges.

While T am not an expert in as many
occupations as Mr. Fields claims to be, 1
am a professional forester with 25 years’
experience in forest management.

The fire that Mr. Fields referred to at
Water Gap did more damage than he
describes. It did kill some of the pines
and also some of the hardwood trees and
the seedlings that would make thé next
crop of timber after the larger trees are
harvested. These pines would have made
good pulpwood or dimension lumber, if
they had lived; now,it will be an ad-
ditional 10-15 years to replace the growth
they had when killed.

Nearly 25 percent of our lumber
produced in this area is low grade
material. This is a direct result of past
fire damage. The fires damage the butt
of the tree which opens avenues for
disease and rot to enter the tree and
degrade it when harvested, if it doesn't
die before maturity. All anyone has to do
to see this is visit one of the sawmills in
the area and watch the logs sawed to see
the evidence of this past damage.

A forest with several years of leaf fall
that has started to rot adds organic ma-
terial to the soil and keeps a healthier
forest growing. In addition, this humus
material is like a sponge and holds much
more water than bare soil would. Most
residents of the area remember the
floods of 1957 and 1963. Studies made
after these floods indicated that poor
land management was one of the major
contributing factors to the floods and
repeated forest fires was one of the poor
land management causes.

A burned area may be easy to walk
through the first year after a burn if you
don’t mind getting as black as a coal
miner. After the first year there are
three to five sprouts for each stem killed
and the area becomes a thicket which is
hard to walk through and furnishes cover
for snakes and rodents.

I worked on the Dewey Lake State
Forest for five years and only killed one
rattlesnake and two copperheads in that
time. The forest there has been under
management long enough that it is

clearing up underneath, now that the

canopy has closed, and fires have been
kept out of the area.

I am not an expert on reptiles, but I do
know that tourists leave debris around
camping and picnic areas which attracts
rodents. These rodents are a food for
snakes and if there is a big increase
around the state park this could possibly
be one cause.

If one wants to see what repeated
burning of one year's leaf fall ‘does, all
that you need to do is drive to Auxier on
US 23 and look at the hillside across from
the Highlands Regional Medical Center.
This hillside has burned nearly every
year for the last 8-10 years that I know of,
anda large portion is now just briars and
weeds.

Governor Appoints Commission
To Effects of Judicial Article

Frankfort, Ky.—Gov. Julian Carroll
has signed an execulive order creating a
special Advisory Commission on County
Governmen! to study the changes ef-
fected by the Judicial Article on county
government and o propose legislation to
deal with them.

The order directs the commission to
review organization and administration
of county government and report its
findings, along with proposed legislation
toimplement those findings, to the Office
for Local Government, the Legislative
Research Commission and the Secretary
of the Cabinet on or before September 1.

A special session of the legislature is to
be held between Thanksgiving and
Christmas of this year.

The Judicial Article ecalls for
restructuring of the court system in the
state and, according to the executive
order, ““will cause a significant change in
the functions, duties and responsibilities
of certain county officials.”

Gov. Carroll named John Stanley
Hoffman, chairman of the state Board of
Tax Appeals, as commission chairman.
Appointed to the commission are Al-

When Selecting a Bicycle—

1. Buy a bicycle that fits the size of your
child toeday, not one he will “‘grow into"
later.

2. Ask for reflectors that will make the
bike visible at night from front, back and
sides.

3. Attach headlight and taillight.

4. Don’t buy a bicyele with sharp points
and edges, especially long fenders, or
with protruding bolts that could scrape or
tear clothing.

When Using the Bicycle—

1. Observe all traffic laws and signals,
just as automobiles must do.

2. Don’t ride double or attempt stunts.

3. Ride near the curb in the same
direction as the traffic.

4. Walk—don't ride—your bicycle '

across busy intersections and left turn
corners.

5. Find alternative routes rather than
riding through busy intersections and
heavy or high-speed traffic.

For Maintaining the Bicycle—

1. Remember that an experienced
repairman should do complicated work.

2. Cover sharp points and edges with
heavy, waterproof tape.

3. Replace all missing, damaged, or
worn parts: for example, chain guards,
chain links, spokes, and handlebar grips.

4. Inflate tires to recommended
pressure, and replace worn tires.

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Kentucky Health
Council Endorses
Immunization Plan

The Kentucky Health Services Ad-
visory Council has adopted a position
paper endorsing the nationwide flu
immunization and urging support of all
citizens in the effort.

Dr. William P. McElwain, com-
missioner of the Department for Human
Resources’ Bureau for Health Services,
said federal action has occurred so
swiftly because time is of the essence.
“We can expect the flu season in
December, January and February so
action now is necessary,”' he told the
citizens’ advisory group.

The commissioner also noted that this
is the first time that influenza studies
have provided such an early warning.

“Qur objective is to immunize 90 per
cent of the high risk population with
bivalent influenza vaccine (protection
against both Hong Kong flu which struck
the state in 1974 and the New Jersey
strain or swine influenza which evolved
in the 1975-'76 flu season),”” Dr.
McElwain told the council.

High risk persons are those over 65 and
those already under a doctor's care for
certain chronic illnesses.

“A single dosage vaccine providing
immunization only against the swine
virus will be administered in Kentucky to
90 percent of the school children and 85
per cent of the remaining population,”
the commissioner said.

“Private physicians and all health
agencies will be cooperating in achieving
the objectives,” Dr. McElwain said.

Federal guidelines for securing
financial assistance have already been
received and Kentucky has filed its
request for needed funds and supplies.

County health departments which will
serve as the headquarters for the effort
in each county have begun organizing for
the program.

‘‘As soon as we receive the money and
vaccine we will be ready to begin,"" Dr.
McElwain said.

The vaccine is currently being tested
by the Department of Health, Education
and Welfare lo determine accurate
dosages.

Road Work Ban
Hits Companies;
Could Up Costs

Three road-building firms, one of
which has been active in lhis section,
have been banned from highway work
involving federal aid funds for a period of
three years as a penalty for their alleged
involvement in a bid-rigging conspiracy.

Similar bans are proposed by the
Federal Highway Administration against
three other firms and five individuals.

Banned, effective April 1, were the
East Kentucky Paving Corp., Grayson;
Hoover, Inc., Donelson, Tenn., and
Standard Slag Co., Youngstown, O.

The firms and individuals proposed for
the same penally are Jack E. Ruth,

Georgetown, president of East Kentucky

Paving and East Kentucky Road Oiling
Co.; Eph Hoover, president of Hopver,
Inc. and Hot-Mix, Inec.; John T. Jenkins,
Nashville, Tenn., vice-president of
Hoover, Inc.; Robert S. Jones, North
Ridgeville, 0., sales representative of
Standard Slag, and James B. Allen and
the Allen Co., both of Winchester.

Meanwhile, Kentucky Secretary of
Transportation Roberts is awaiting, he
said, further action in the federal cases
before deciding whether to ban the firms
from bidding on projects that are wholly
funded by the state.

The federal bans are subject to ad-
ministrative hearings. A shorter
suspension term has been urged, and
some say the action could result in higher
costs of road-building—construction of
KY 80, for instance—because the bans
would reduce the compelition for the
construction jobs.

Roberts said he is “‘not going to be
stampeded’ in taking action against the
contractors as to state-funded projects.

“I’d hate to debar them and then have
them go to court and have what the
federal government has done set aside,"”
Roberts said. ‘. . . As soon as their (the
highway administration’s) action is firm,
we're going lo address the matter.”

Roberts said that, when he does take
action, *'I'm nol going to give anybody a
break . .. (or) any favoritism.”

“We've got other problems up there (in
East Kentucky) too, like no compelition
if you debarred them,'' Roberts added. *

. It looks to me like it’s going to hurt the
state worse than it's going te hurt them
(the contractors)."

The alleged conspiracy involved 1969
bids opened by the Kentucky Highway
Department on construction of an In-
terstate 64 segment in Rowan and Cartler
counties.

The bid-rigging raised the project’s
cost by $684,130, according Lo a later civil
suit. The projeet was paid for with road-
tax dollars, 90 per cent federal and 10 per
cent slate.

In 1973 a federal grand jury at
Lexington indicted four companies and
four individuals on conspiracy charges.

Last Sept. 3, East Kentucky Paving,
Hoover, Inc., and Standard Slag enlered
no contest pleas and were fined the
maximum $10,000 each. Charges against
five other defendants were dropped.

At the same time, the U. S. attorney's
office filed a civil suit seeking more than
$1.2 million in damages—twice the
federal loss of $615,717.

U. S. attorneys and the defendants
later settled that suit for $500,000, with
Eas! Kentucky Paving paying $100,000,
Hoover, Inc. $225,000, and Standard Slag
$175,000.

WASHINGTON—Legislation restoring
the 10-cent postal: rate for first class
letters and abolishing the third-class rate
was proposed Friday by Rep.

ALC To Begin 8th Annual
ALCOR Program, June 21

Pippa Passes, Ky.—Alice Lloyd
College’s eighth annual ALCOR program
will begin in four eastern Kentucky
counties June 21. (ALCOR stands for
Appalachian Leaders in Community
Outreach.) This summer’s program will
operate in 12 centers through Floyd,
Letcher, Knott and Pike counties.

Twenty-four college students employed
in the ALCOR program will spend seven
weeks this summer living with families
and working in small-ALCOR centers,
usually a schoolhouse. Students provide a
bridge between isolated families in rural
hollows and health-education agencies.

Some of the activities Alice Lloyd
College has planned for this summer
include arts and erafts, many sports
activities, cookouts, films on health,
nutrition, dental hygiene and folkways of
Appalachia. Eye examinations will be
given and a reading specialist will be on
hand for both children and adults. ALC’s
Appalachian Summer Theatre will
present a play in each of the 12 ALCOR
communities. In addition, the ALCOR
program plans to sponsor a free lunch
program at its centers.

ALCOR was started at Alice Lloyd
College in 1969 as part of the College’s
commitment to service in the mountains.

The Attorney General's office said last
Wednesday Johnson County Sheriff Ray
Melvin, who was convicted earlier this
month of extorting money from
bootleggers, can remain in office while
his appeal is pending.

The opinion, written by Assistant
Deputy Attorney General Charles W.
Runyan, said under Kentucky law, when
an appeal is made from a felony con-
vietion, the conviction is considered to be
suspended and is not final until the ap-
peal is acted upon.

‘“Under the present circumstances,
until the defendant’s post-conviction
procedures relating to his appeal have

removal for disqualification cannot be
sought,” Runyan said.

Under state law, a person convicted of
a felony is disqualified from holding
office and statutes also provide for the
removal of an officer convicted of a
felony.

Melvin was sentenced last week to four
concurrent four-year prison terms and
fines totaling $30,000. Melvin has not
resigned and is up for reelection in the
fall of 1977. In the meantime, the duties of
the sheriff are being handled by Johnson
county deputies.

“I strongly believe in the worth of the
ALCOR program and its benefits to the
mountain people. We are delivering a
needed service to area residents as well
as providing a terrific learning ex-
perience for college students. The
students learn a new sense of pride in
their mountain heritage and are trained
in leadership techniques at the same
time,” Miss Stumbo added.

ALCOR center locations in Pike, Knott,
Floyd, and Letcher will be announced
later this month. Beginning June 21, the
centers will be open at 9 a.m. and cloge at
4 p.m., each week day.

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Embezzelment Becomes Easier
With Increased Computer Use

Frankfort, Ky.—Financial institutions
are becoming increasingly concerned
about possible embezzlements through
the use of computers, revealed John L.
Williams, commissioner of the Kentucky
Department of Banking and Securities.

Williams said about one-half of Ken-
tucky’s 263 state banks have switched to
computers in lieu of the more con-
ventional bookkeeping system. He noted
that a bank teller and a computer
programmer could embezzle as much as
$500,000 before the loss was noticed
because many bankers are not yet
completely familiar with electronic data
processing.

The commissioner said two state bank
examiners will attend a computer audit

‘and control conference May 24-28 to help

cut down embezzlement possibilities in
Kentucky. The Clarksville, Ind., meeting
is jointly sponsored by both the Hoosier
and Kentucky banking departments and
the Conference of State Bank Supervisors
(CSBS).

Most of the 20 participants will be
required to pay a $4.50 course fee but the
Kentucky examiners are entitled to free

instruetion through the department’s
sponsorship of the program, Williams
said.

A similar conference was held in the
area last year and the commissioner said
CSBS plans to sponsor the programs in
all states on a continuing basis.

Williams is director-at-large of CSBS.

Man Jailed Here

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County Fairs
To Get More
Financial Aid

Frankfort, Ky.—County fairs around
Kentucky got a shot in the arm recently
as the 1976 General Assembly passed
House Bill 579, making available $285,000
annually in financial aid for local
agricultural fairs.

That amount represents a 171 per cent
increase over the $105,000 previously
available for such fairs, according to
Dusty Lashbrook, who handles the aid
program for the Kentucky Department of
Agriculture.

There are four areas in which fairs
may receive aid. The first is money to be
used for agricultural premiums paid to
exhibitors. In this category, a fair may
receive a maximum of $3,000 as com-
pared with the $2,000 previously
authorized. The total amount of the
allocation' is based on the premiums
offered and the amount of premiums
actually paid. Also, the local fair must
match the state money on a 50-50 basis.

The second category is for building or
repairing fair facilities. That limit,
formerly $500, now has now been raised
to $1,000. New building or improvements
on existing structures used for any part
of the fair can qualify.

Thirdly, a fair will now be able to
qualify for up to $1,000 on a matching
basis to be used for premiums for horse
shows and other horse events associated
with the fair., This amount will be in
addition to the $3,000 limit for
agricultural premiums.

The final area is harness racing. A fair

Tribute to a ‘Country Doctor’

{Dr. Lloyd M. Hall, one of the last of a
vanishing breed, the ‘‘country doctor.'
was honored May 2 when the Lloyd M.
Hall Community Center was dedicated at
Salyersville. Dr. Hall served Salyersville
and Magoffin county 43 years before
retiring at 73 because of failing health,
The following excerpts from a
biographical sketch of the doctor, written
by Nina B. Flint and published in The
Salyersville Independent, are reprinted
here as a tribute not enly to Dr. Hall but
to those practitioners of other days whose
services to homes and families, often
rendered under the most trying con-
ditions, have never been properly
recognized.—Editor.)

During his early practice, Dr. Hall
used various methods of transportation.
There was only one fairly passable road
which went through the county to Mt,
Sterling, and it was a graveled road.
Automobiles could only travel short
distances in dry weather.

Sometimes Dr. Hall went to Royalton
and walked the railroad tracks to Ivyton,
timing his calls so that he could cateh the
B. S. and K. R. train back to Royalton,
which cost him at that time fifteen cents.

He rode up and down muddy roads on
mules and on horses. One particular
mule he rode, stopped suddenly, at
various times, and its owner told him
that the mule probably thought he was
drunk for that’s the way the mule
behaved for him when it thought he had
been imbibing. After returning from one
particular trip, he found out that he had
been riding a mule that had never been
ridden before. Sometimeés he en-
countered balky ones who took the
‘“studs’ as they called it, and refused to
budge even a proverbial inch. More than
once a cantankerous mule bucked and
threw Dr. Hall, pill pockets and all into
one of the many mud holes which were
everywhere. Doctor’s favorite horse was
a black one owned by Gundy Gardner.
She was such a good and faithful horse,
and Dr. Lloyd rode her so many miles,
that he often wished that there was a Hall
of Fame for horses, for surely she
deserved to be remembered if any horse
ever did.

Reminiscing, Dr. Hall tells often about
visiting Buck Oliver's wife, who was ill,
and who lived in an almost inaccessible
place in Breathitt county. He went by car
to Royalton, walked a long distance, rode
a mule for ten miles without even seeing
one house, and finally reached his
destination. In recalling this trip he
always says that at the present time you
cannot find any water so clear, or any
scenery so beautiful as it was then.

Sometimes Dr. Hall had to walk long
distances to visit patients at night. On
one such occasion he was walking
through the woods on a night when the
moon was shining brightly, but somehow
he had a rather uneasy feeling. He heard
something falling in the leaves which
proved to be nuts dropping from the
trees, but just imagine how he felt when
several objects loomed suddenly into
sight, just at the top of the ridge. Dr.
prepared himself to do battle with
whatever object he was to encounter by
taking his thirty-eight from its holster.
Much to his chagrin it proved to be
several Hereford cattle lying just beyond
the ridge, with their heads protruding
just enough to be visible.

The period that the Doctor had to
practice medicine by riding horseback,
was about twelve years in duration. Then
roads were built in parts of the county
and he could use a car in some places and
a jeep in most others. One experience he
had when traveling by car came when he
went to Tick Lick to make a house call.
His car axle broke in a mud hole. He
walked six miles and sent a wrecker
after his car. The wrecker broke down,
and the driver walked out and sent a
truck after the wrecker. The truck got
stuck in the mud hole and a four-mule
team rescued all the vehicles. Three days
later his car got back home.

Dr. Hall’s first years here were the
Depression Years, and ‘‘hard cash” as
the old timers called it, was hard to come
by. So accordingly, his fees were very
low compared to our present day medical
bills. He charged $1.00 for an office call,
$2.00 for home visits and $1.00 per mile
for county calls—that is, if he could get
there.

Fortunately for us, all those days are
behind us, and many medicines came
into being during Dr. Hall's years of
practice, that helped to cure, and to all
but obliterate the prevalent diseases of
earlier days.

Medical practice, too, has changed.
Once everyone expected the doctor to
come when they called, no matter what
time it was, nor how difficult it was to get
there. Now, that too has changed. No
longer do doctors make many house
calls.

During his many years of practice, Dr.
Hall has had many interesting ex-
periences, made many lasting friends,
and gleaned a wealth of understanding
and knowledge about this country and its
people. Perhaps no one else knows his

He has always been unassuming,
expecling no praise for doing whal he
considered to be his duty. He regards
himself as a typical Magoffin county
native. No place is more like home Lo
him, nor will any other place ever be. In
1975 he retired from active practice, not
because he wished to.do so, bul because it
was imperative that he do so because of
his health.

It is typical of Dr. Hall thal he once
said, “If I had my life to live over I'd
practice medicine in Easterfi Kentucky,
marry the same girl, and vole in every
election.”

What To Do
In May

By NEVYLE SHACKELFORD
(UK College of Agriculture)

When April steps aside for May, as the
poet said, in comes one of the most in-
teresting and pleasant months of the
year, The chilly days of early spring are
largely gone, the heat of summer not yet
begun; and the vegetation is at ifs
lushest, freshest best. Fish bite best in
May. “Like diamonds all the raindrops
glisten, fresh wildflowers open every
day, and to some new bird each hour we
listen."

The derivation of the name for this
month has been the source of controversy
among calendar scholars and chroniclers
of history. The consensus, however, is
that it was named in honor of Maia, the
Roman goddess of spring and increase.

Other authorities hold out the theory
that 31-day period was sacred to
“majores,"” or old men, and it was from
this source that the month got its name.
But at this late date, this is neither here
nor there. It doesn’t make much dif-
ference either that the month’s flower is
the hawthorn and its special gem is the
emerald. What does make a great dif-
ferenceis that, in May, the winter is over
and gone, and it is high time to get out
and plant and sow and to enjoy the many
festivities that are a part of the month.

From the very earliest times, the first
of May has been a time for outdoor
festivities and activities. In ancient
Rome, it fell within the period which was
sacred to Flora, goddess of flowers, and
historians tell us that along with
throwing Christians to the lions, the
Romans staged great flower-bedecked
processions almost every day. In
medieval and early modern times, the
English started the custom of the May
Pole and the May Queen, which is still a
common event in many educational
institutions where the music and the
dances of the early days of the festival
are reproduced.

As indicated before, May is the month
when the larger part of the vegetables
are planted. By the middle of the month it
is reasonably safe to plant the more
tender vegetables such as cucumbers,
squash, melons, beans and eggplants in
the open ground. In the old tradition,
every Saturday in May is supposed to be
a fine time to plant watermelons and
muskmelons, but nothing will be gained
if the ground is still cold. Melons will
mature if planted late in the month.

If a sweet potato patch is planned this
year, get the slips set out by May 10, and
to have tomatoes by early July, get the
plants set out by early May. Frosts
sometimes occur in May, but early
tomato plants can be protected by
covering them over with paper boxes or
something similar if a frost threatens.

Flea bettles, cucumber beetles,
bagworms, cutworms and other pests
start feeding to beat the band in May, and
insecticides should be ready to do battle,
Sevin and malathion will take care of
most garden insect problems, but if they
don't, better check with your county
Extension agent. The same advice is in
order if some plant diseases are noted.

Bagworm feeding on ornamental
evergreens and other shrubs start in
May. Eggs, that have overwintered in
gray cases swinging from twigs on
shrubbery, hatch out and the larvae start
eating. It is at this active stage that
sevin or malathion should be applied.
And for what it may be worth, some say
that bagworms make the finest sunfish
bait in the country—even betler than
field crickets.

Some other things to do in May besides
dancing around the Maypole, going
fishing, and planting vegetables include
mowing the grass when it needs it and
pruning Deutzia, Spirea, Forsythia,
Weigela and other spring blooming
shrubs (take out one-fifth of the old stems
al ground level is the advice of hor-
ticulturists). Also set out bulbs and
tubers like dahlias, canna lilies and
gladiolus. Sow seeds of marigold,
cosmos, zinna, coxcomb and annual
phlox.

May is a great and good month; don’t
fail lo enjoy it.

Community Gardens for Eldeffy
To Get Trial in Some Counties

By RON GEORGHEGAN

Frankfort, Ky.—Gov. Julian M. Carroll
today announced an allocation of almost
$30,000 to test the feasibility of ‘‘com-
munity gardens'' for Kentucky’s elderly
persons on fixed incomes.

The demonstration project will be
activated in 30 counties and will serve
more than 2,400 older Kentuckians.

The Governor said the Department for
Human Resources' funds will be chan-
neled through seven Community Action
Agencies and the Paducah Cooperation
Ministry. The money will provide for
seeds, plants and fertilizer.

All work on the gardens can be done by
volunteers, Community Action em-
ployees and possible CETA workers.
(CETA is the federal Comprehensive
Employment and Training Act with
funds jobs programs.)

Although there is no work requirement
for senior citizens who will benefit from
the gardens, the Governor said he was
“‘personally inviting the elderly when
physically able to help with the gar-
dening."

The Governor called the project an
“‘action pursuant to my commitment to
our state's older citizens.” The gardens
will supplement the nutritional needs of
low income persons in the eight areas
chosen for the project, he said.

These areas are Paducah-McCracken
county; Louisville-Jefferson county;
Lexington-Fayetle county and Nicholas
county; Boyd, Carter, Elliott, Greenup
and Lawrence counties; Daviess,
Hancock, Henderson, McLean, Ohio,
Union and Webster counties; Allen,
Butler, Edmonson, Logan, Simpson and
Warren counties; Boone, Campbell and
Kenton counties; and Bath, Menifee,
Montgomery, Morgan and Rowan
counties.

The funds were allocated to the Ken-
tucky Association of Community Action

A farm pond ean offer many hours of
pleasant “backyard’’ fishing but it takes
some attention to make sure the pond
remains a good fish producer. The
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources offers free stocking of bass,
bluegill and channel catfish as well as -
technical advice and assistance to pond
owners.

Although the deadline for stocking
applications is Oc¢t. 1, now is a good time
to start working on getting fish in your
pond, says Pete Pfeiffer, assistant
director of the department’s fisheries
division.

For one thing, most folks are thinking
about fishing now and are more likely to
remember that their ponds need some
attention. In September, most out-
doorsmen are getting ready for hunting
seasons and may forget about that until
after the deadline has passed.

Previously stocked ponds which offer
poor fishing may need extensive and
time-consuming work before they can be
restocked, Pfeiffer says. So it's a good
idea to get in touch with the local con-
servation officer now to see what work
your pond needs before it can be
restocked this fall.

The Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources is happy to offer assistance to
pend owners and make recom-
mendations about pond fertilization,
weed and algae control or how to restore
or maintain the proper balance between
bass and bluegill in the pond.

If you are catching only small bluegill
and no bass, chances are your pond is out
of balance, Pfeiffer says. Often the only
solution, particularly for a pond of one-
half acre or less, is to completely
renovate the pond by removing all the
existing fish and starting over.

If your pond does have a good balance
between bass and bluegill populations it
is important to catch enough bluegill to
keep it that way. Pfeiffer recommends
that five to seven pounds of bluegill be
harvested for each pound of bass.

This means that for every 13-inch bass
removed from the pond, between 50 and
75 five-inch bluegill should also be
caught. If this ratio is not maintained, the
bluegill will often overpopulate and
become stunted because of insufficient
food.

The man to see for stocking ap-
plications or about pond problems is the
conservation officer in your county. He
can answer your questions himself, or he
may requesl that a fishery biologist visit
your pond for further investigation.

If you don't know your conservation
officer call the county court clerk or the
local sheriff’s office and ask for his name
and phone number.

One final note—having your pond
stocked by the Department of Fish and
Wildlife does not obligate you to open the
pond for public fishing or in any other
way interfere with your right to control
access to your land. As a pond owner, you
may also place more restrictive size and
creel limits on your pond than those in
force on public waters,
