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Court Asks Bids 
On Park and Jail 
Phase I Work 
On Allen Park 
Is Advertised 

The Floyd fiscal court moved Monday 
toward the first work in the development 
o£ the Floyd County Park, near Allen, 
with the advertising for contractors' 
bids. 

This first work, Phase I of the park 
development, will include site work on 18 
acres, including grade, drain, paving, 
fencing, lighting and laying of water 
lines. Bids will be opened at 1:30 p.m. 
Oct. 11. 

At the same meeting the court rejected 
two bids offered on construction of a 
mini-park at Minnie as too high. The 
lowest bid, submitted by Big Wheel, Inc., 
asked $128,850 for the work. The second 
bid, offered by Sinnco, Inc., asked 
$140,224. 

The project ·is expected to be read­
vertised. 

The court also authorized advertising 
for bids on repair of the county jail to stop 
leakage of water into offices on the two 
lower floors of the building. The jail bids 
will be opened Oct. 22. 

The jail work will involve new floor

Firm Sues Hospital, 
Others for $230,000 

Alleging that their contract g1vmg 
them sole responsibility of providing 
anesthetics services at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center has been 
breached, William White and Associates, 
P .S.C., last week filed suit in circuit court 
here, asking of the hospital and others a 
total of $230,000. 

In addition to the Medical Center, Dr. 
Ernest Holbrook, Betty Popp, Daniel A. 
Graham and Robert C. Phelps were 
named defendants. 

The suit alleges: 
l. On July 1, 1974 plaintiff and the 

Medical Center entered into a contract 
providing that White and Associates 
were to be the exclusive providers of 
anesthetic services at the hospital, their 
remuneration to be 88 per cent of gross 
receipts for such services. The three­
year contract could be cancelled by 90-
day notice, with payment to plaintiffs to 
be 50 per cent of the gross receipts. On 
April 17, 1976 the contract was breached 
when the hospital permitted persons 
other than employees of the plaintiff to 
render anesthetic services in the 
hospital. 

Because the annual gross was alleged 
to be $120,000, 50 per cent, or $60,000, was 
asked of the Medical Center. 

2. On or about July 1, 1974 White and 
Associates contracted with Betty Popp to 
serve as anesthetist for a salary of 
$20,000 a year. The contract was renewed 
orally July 10, 1975, and Mrs. Popp 
operated under its terms till April17, this 
year. On the following day she resigned, 
effective that date, and thereafter began 
working independently for the Medical 
Center. Plaintiffs seek to recover $10,000 
from Mrs. Popp. 

3. Dr. Holbrook and Lois Burchett, 
chief operating room supervisor at the 
Medical Center, enticed Mrs. Popp to 
leave plaintiffs' employment and to act 
as an independent. On this ground 
plaintiffs ask $60,000, plus $100,000 
because of alleged damage to plaintiffs' 
business. 

4. Contracts with Graham and Phelps 
stated that in the event the contracts 
were terminated they would not ad­
minister anesthesia for any group or 
hospital within a 90-mile area of any 
hospital contracting with White and 
Associates for a two-year period. An 
injunction was asked to restrain Graham 
and Phelps from performing such ser­
vices in the hospital for two years. 
Graham and Phelps were each to be paid 
$10,800 a year for their services, plus $500 
a month each for auto, telephone and use 
of their dwellings for company business. 

In a separate action Everett Williams, 
Jr. asked $40,000 damages of East 
Kentucky Paving Co. and its employe, 
Larry Pack, claiming he suffered per­
manent injuries and disfigurement when 
struck by a motor vehicle of the company 
which was loaded with a bulldozer. 

Floyd Newsome names the estate of 
Ronald Waddele and his survivors in a 
$270,000 damage suit. The action is the 
outgrowth of an automobile wredk on US 
52, near Kermit, W. Va. last August, 
when Waddele's auto, allegedly driven at 
excessive speed on a stiff curve, rammed 
the mountainside, killing Waddele and 
injuring Newsome, passenger in the car. 
Plaintiff claims his injuries are per­
manent.

Excavation work in progress last week on new water service. 

The last lengths of some 8,200 feet of 8-inch pipe were laid Thursday between 
the mouth of Calf Creek and the vicinity of Mac!( Tackett's furniture store, near 
Allen, as residents of the area joined Prestonsburg Water and Gas System em­
ployees in an effort to provide reliable water service to conswners of that section. 

Bill Harvey Howard, superintendent of the Prestonsburg Water and Gas 
System said workmen will bl'gin. ·ookmg on consumers to the new servic~ today 
(Wednesday). 

The work was initiated only last Tuesday as the result of an agreement made a 
month ago between the Allen water system and the Prestonsburg system 
providing that the new water supply will be sold to the Allen system, which in 
recent months has reportedly been unable to provide adequate service to the 76 
conswners in the area. The Floyd fiscal court provided $8,500 to finance the work 
in part. 

Howard said the biggest part of the three days' work was done by residents of 
the area served. "All but a couple of pieces of equipment and even machinery 
operators were provided by people of the community," Howard pointed out. 
"They did all the excavation work-we just provided the pipe and laid it. It was a 
real community effort." ·

This 
bargaining and swapping day, which 
grew from the opening day of court, was 
once a custom in most county seat towns 
in Eastern Kentucky. 

A docwnentary dealing with aspects of 
Appalachian tradition is entitled, 
"Mountain Ways". Historians Henry P. 
Scalf and Leonard Roberts are in­
terviewed. Dr. Wallace Campbell, of 
Pippa Passes, gives recollections and 
observations about the one-room schooL 
Family life and a recent chronology of 
Appalachia form the core of the work. 
Appalachian musicians are featured.

Water District 
Cost, $571,000 
Estimate Made 

Water Gap-Bull Creek Water District 
members met last Friday evening to 
discuss their proposed water system 
improvement project. Kenco Associates, 
Inc., consulting engineers from Ashland, 
presented the commissioners with their 
findings regarding the water system, 
which indicated that a public water 
system is feasible for the area. 

David Osborne, engineer with Kenco 
Associates, said at least 80 percent of the 
project cost will have to be funded by 
federal, state, or local grants in order for 
the residents to receive a reasonable 
water bill. In his opinion, a reasonable 
water bill would average about $10.80 per 
month. 

Osborne also said that the project is 
estimated to cost $571,000, which includes 
engineering, legal work, construction, 
and other overhead items of this amount, 
$21,000 has already been collected as tap 
fees from the residents of the area. 
Osborne said he is anticipating a $275,000 
grant from the Farmers Home Ad­
ministration, and a $110,000 loan, from the 
Farmers Home Administration. He said 
this still leaves $165,000 that must be 
found from some source. 

Curtis Hatfield, chairman of the water 
district, asked Gene Graves, county 
supervisor for the Farmers Home Ad­
ministration if FmHA could grant the 
additional monies. Graves replied that 
the Farmers Home Administration is 
limited by law to making 50 percent 
grants, and that his agency could not 
furnish the additional $165,000. He did

Defense Wins 
Venue Change 
Second Time 

For the second time since he was 
named in murder indictments 30 months 
ago, Eddie Jones has been scheduled for 
trial in Pike county. 

The case in which Jones is accused of 
the slayings of Deputy Sheriff Lawrence 
Conley at Garrett and James Clayton 
Conley, near Wayland, was transferred 
to Pike county for trial last Thursday by 
Special Judge Caswell P. Lane after a 
hearing on a supplemental defense 
motion for change of venue. 

The case was first transferred for trial 
in Pike county on a defense motion in 
May, 1974. But it was never heard there 
and was returned to Floyd county for 
trial after a new indictment had been 
returned here naming Eddie Jones, his 
father, Agnel, and Johnny Martin on two 
charges of murder, aiding, abetting, etc . 
(The charge against Agnel Jones later 
was dismissed on the Commonwealth's 
own motion.) 

Judge Lane's decision to transfer the 
case to Pike county surprised attorneys 
and many attending the hearing.

Allen Man Held

An Allen man who was accused of 
taking at knifepoint a drug from a 
Pikeville drug store was jailed last Tues­
day on an armed robbery charge.

Pikeville police 
captured him near the traffic light on the 
nearby Williamson road, and a portion of 
the drugs and the knife which he 
allegedly used were recovered from the 
riverbank where they had been tossed 
before the arrest was made. 

The arresting officers appeared before 
the Pike circuit court grand jury, the 
same day, and it was said that Sammons 
may have been indicted on more·than one 
count.

Operators Show 
Light Opposition

Dramatic changes in state supervision 
of deep mining are in the works, and coal 
industry spokesmen are curiously calm. 

In the past, regulatory changes and tax 
legislation have brought wails from coal 
men, but not one operator has attempted 
publicly to inject controversy into safety 
programs now being developed by the 
Deep Mining Safety Commission­
programs likely to cost the state more 
than $9 million per year. 

The operators' seeming attitude was 
best expressed by Rita Coal Co.'s Elmer 
Belcher. He is "quite concerned" about 
the new safety proposal.s but "fairly 
unclear" about the directions the 
proposals are taking. 

Belcher is sure of one thing: ' 'You 
can't hold a miner's hand. I think it's 
great to train young miners . I'm for that. 
But you can only go so far. You can't hold 
a man's hand as he does his job." 

"We sure don't want anybody to get 
hurt in the coal mines," Belcher said in a 
recent interview. "But safety programs 
only go so far. We haven't stopped people 
from getting killed on the highways, have 
we?" 

When asked why they have been so 
agreeable about the commission's 
proposals, coal men emphasized in 
separate interviews that they are as 
dedicated as anybody to the safety of coal 
miners. 

David Zegeer, who manages 
Bethlehem Steel's extensive Eastern 
Kentucky mining properties, made that 
point, and added, ' 'You can 't afford not to 
operate safely." Interpretation: Lost­
time accidents mean lost production. 

Labor spokesmen privately have said · 
that a year in which 26 men died at the 
Scotia mine is not a good year in which to 
oppose safety programs. Others have 
suggested that it would not be good 
politics for the coal industry to oppose 
safety programs to which the governor 
seems committed. Some point out that 
the coal operators are not going to be 
required to foot the bill. 

Gov. Julian Carroll appointed the 15-
m ember safety commission after 
deciding, on the last day of the General 
Assembly's regular session earlier this 
year, that Rep. Glenn Freemen's "resi­
dent inspector" plan needed further 
study. The commission has been hold­
ing meetings throughout the state. 

''I think the commission has been 
about as responsible as any I have seen," 
Tom Duncan, president of the Kentucky 
Coal Association, said. 

State Proposes 
LockboxUse 

Frankfort, Ky.-The way has been 
cleared for the state to speed up revenue 
collection through lockboxes placed in 
post offices. 

The system, which state Attorney 
General Robert Stephens says would not 
require any further legislation, involves 
using designated state depository banks 
rather than state agencies to collect 
revenue. 

As proposed by the state Treasury 
Department, a lockbox would be pur­
chased by the bank, assigned to the state 
Department of Revenue and placed in a 
post office. At numerous times during 
each working day collections would be 
made, taken to the bank and credited to 
the account of the state treasurer on the 
same day. On the following day the 
treasurer's office and the Department of 
Revenue would be notified by the agent 
bank by 8:30 a .m. 

Attorney General Stephens stated that 
the bank could simply be a designated 
agent of the revenue department and the 
employes of the bank would be subject to 
the same restrictions on disclosure of 
confidential information as would any 
other agent of employe of the revenue 
department. 

The idea for the collection 
arrangement may have come from the 
state of Washington, whose revenue 
department presently operates with the 
lockbox system.

which was under consideration at the 
time of Thursday's hearing did not set 
out anything that he did not consider at 
the earlier hearing, and at one juncture 
commented that th~e is "no good, valid 
reason to change this case." 

Meanwhile, however, Judge Lane had 
commented on the wide publicity given 
the case and specifically mentioned his 
dismay when, leaving Prestonsburg 
after the June hearing, he heard a radio 
interview with John Y. Brown, Sr., one of 
the defense attorneys, in which, he said, 
the attorney gave his view of the case. 

"This concerned me greatly," Lane 
said. 

The quick access which the same radio 
station, WDOC, had to the supplemental 
motion for change of venue upon its filing 
Sept. 3 cmd the airing of its contents also 
was discussed. 

It was after this that the special judge 
remarked that "It is now probably im­
possible to get a fair trial" in this county 
because of the Brown radio interview. 

He commented briefly on the ethics of 
the legal profession which preclude the 
trial of cases in newspapers and by radio. 

"The court made a grave error when it 
failed to warn against this," he added. 

Attorneys for the Commonwealth 
protested the venue change. Followed 
opposing views by counsel as to the new 
trial location, the Commonwealth 
agreeing to give Pike county first 
priority and Johnson county second. 
Defense attorneys said any county but 
Pike would be acceptable to them. 

Officers who were accused in the 
supplementary motion for change of 
venue of plotting a "frameup" against 
Agnel Jones, father of Eddie Jones, were 
in the courtroom but were not given an 
opportunity to have their version of the 
matter heard . 

Judge Lane commented that this was 
"a matter for the grand jury." 

No date has been set for the trial of the 
case in Pike county, but it was said the 
division of circuit court headed by Circuit 
Judge Venters will convene in October. 

The case has been marked by a series 
of hearings and legal maneuvers . The 
Commonwealth in October, 1974 filed a 
motion for change of venue which was 
denied by the first special judge in the 
case, Ralph N. Walter, of West Liberty . 

On one occasion, in September, last 
year, trial of the case was begun here by 
Judge Walter and eight jurors had been 
accepted by both Commonwealth and 
defense on the first day, but 
disqualification on the following day by 
two of these jurors ended the trial at­
tempt. Later, Judge Walter's attempted 
disposition of the case was thwarted by a 
writ of prohibition granted by the Court 
of Appeals. When he subsequently with­
drew, Judge Lane was named. 
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In addition to his parents, he is sur­

A Father to a Son 
(Every youngster leaving home for college needs the kindly, ~onsiderate advice 
and encouragement from h-Is or her par~nts that is so well given in this editorial 
by Dr. C. H. Daley, editor of The Western Recorder.-Ed.) 

Dear Son, 
As you know your Dad tries to hide his emotions. This was the case day before 

yesterday when your mother and I said goodbye to you in the dormitory parking 
lot at the college where you are now a first year student. It was mother who shed 
the visible tears but tears also filled my heart though I kept them back from my 
eyes. 

I am a little surprised at this and I don't know exactly how to explain it. I don't 
love you more than I do your three older brothers who one by one have left home 
for college. Somehow, it's different with you. Maybe it's because you are the last 
child and the house is empty of sights and sounds of children for the first time in 
30 years. Maybe one grows more sentimental with age and this is part of the 
explanation. Whatever the cause for this feeling, I know now what my parents 
experienced when they said goodbye to me upon leaving for college never to 
return again except for summer vacations and visits. 

The house is so quiet and lonely since you left. A few days ago it wasn't big 
enough for the loud music of your hi-fi but now it seems far too big. I haven't seen 
a soft drink bottle or glass of ice on the floor in front of the television since you 
went away. To be honest I'd like to see your big shoes and socks in the middle of 
the floor, though I have not forgotten fussing about them. The new peas in the 
garden are ready but they seem hardly worth picking and shelling just for 
mother and me. They can't quiet say so with words but Toy, the collie, and 
Charlie, the beagle, keep asking by their actions where you are. They miss the 
romp with you in the yard every day. 

Don't get me wrong. I don't wish you were here . Mother and I are happy and 
grateful to God that you have chosen further preparation in college. This ap­
preciation is enhanced when we remember you chose to go to college not in hopes 
of making more money later in life but because you want a greater capacity to 
appreciate all that life affords and because you feel college training can equip 
you better for whatever the Lord has in mind for you to do in life. 

Another comfort is that we are confident you know how to use the freedom you 
will have to a degree you never had before. Before you left we didn't give you a 
long list of do's and don'ts because we learned when we went out on our own we 
had to make our own list and live by our convictions and not those of our parents. 
As you approached your 18th birthday which we celebrated the day you departed 
for school, you were given more and more freedom to order your own life. All we 
could ask is that you use it as wisely at college as you did at home. 

We have often discussed with you and with your brothers in your presence what 
college is all about. However, it will not be what you expect. It's a new and 
wonderful world, however it may seem at first. Your teachers will be for you, 
though you could never tell it by the way some of them will appear at first. Their 
bark is often worse than their bite and they have a purpose behind their ways. 
Most of your teachers will share our ideals for you, though you need to be 
prepared for an occasional immature or smart alec teacher who would try to 
destroy your Christian faith or scoff at your moral ideals. 

While we are still thinking about why you are in school, don't forget that you 
have to be concerned about grades. Grades are an inadequate way to judge 
progress in education, but no better way has been found so far. Don't regard 
grades so important that you miss all the other values to be found in college. 
However, it would be tragic to major on extracurricular and fail your academic 
courses. A large percentage of your class will receive notices halfway through 
the semester that they are failing one or more courses. If you remember that 
now, you are not likely to be one of these. 

Here I go giving you advice which you have heard over and over. The end of the 
whole matter is you are on your own-to succeed or fail. We have confidence in 
you . . . don't worry too much about meeting the expectations of your parents or 
other friends. Be more concerned to follow the gleam put in you by our Heavenly 
Father.

Roger Rectenwald, of the Big Sandy 
Area Development District, pointed out 
that the Appalachian Regional Com­
mission, the Economic Development 
Administration, or the Coal Severance 
Tax Fund may be considered as sources 
for the $165,000.

Rectenwald also said that if the public 
works money is to be considered, the 
water district must be in a position to 
have on-site labor under way within 90 

days after a grant award. With this in 
mind, the commissioners approved the 
report as submitted by Kenco 
Associates, and authorized the consulting 
firm to prepare fin~ plans and 
specifications for the project. The water 
district also directed Kenco to prepare a 
final application for the Farmers Home 
Administration funding, to file a 
preliminary application on the Ap­
palachian Regional Commission funding, 
and to assist the Commissionersin 
making a request for the Coal Severance 
Fund money. 

Osborne indicated that if $165,000 can 
be found, construction on the project 
could begin early next year and the 
project completed approximately four 
months thereafter.

Frankfort, Ky.-"You're going about 
this in the right way. This is the first time 
corrections officials have ever come to us 
to talk about the mutual problems we 
have and to ask for our suggestions and 
help," state Rep. Paul Richardson, of 
Winchester, said as the Bureau of 
Corrections took their first trip out into 
the counties. 

When Dr. David Bland was sworn in as 
commissioner of corrections last month, 
he pledged to personally visit each of the 
Commonwealth's 120 counties to meet 
with local officials and interested citi­
zens for informal discussions about the 
problems the counties are having in the 
area of corrections and to explain what 
the bureau is doing now. 

The program got on the road last 
Thursday with visits to Bath, Clark and 
Montgomery counties. 

Attendance increased throughout the 
day as 23 people met with Bland in Bath 
county that morning, 29 people in Clark 
county that afternoon, and 32 people in 
Montgomery county that evening. 

Following the massive restructuring of 
the bureau which began in May, Bland­
who drew up the master plan for Ken­
tucky corrections while a consultant for 
Carkhuff Associates of Massachusetts­
has stressed a philosophy of openness 
and accessibility, with an emphasis on 
gaining local communities' support in 
solving corrections problems. 

"We want the people of Kentucky to 
know what we're doing. And we want to 
know about the problems locally," Bland 
said.

First-Aid Psychology 
Can Help Marriages 

"Just as an adequate knowledge of 
physical first aid can save a victim from 
drowning or heat prostration, some 
knowledge of psychological first aid can 
often rescue an ailing marriage," writes 
Dr. Daniel A. Sugarman, 
psychotherapist and psychologist, in the 
September Reader's Digest. 

Calling the measures troubled couples 
can take "deceptively simple," Sugar­
man outlines several suggestions th!lt 
can help restore stability to a shaky 
union. Among these, he puts a conscious 
commitment to making the marriage 
work at the top of the list. Many couples, 
he feels, fail ''to close the escape hatch of 
fantasied divorce." Once this is done, 
more energy is available to building a 
flourishing relationship. 

Lack of communication, a stumbling 
block in a number of marriages, can be 
overcome in several ways. First, the 
couple has to learn not only to talk to one 
another but, more importantly, to listen. 
When you're busy marshalling your own 
defense, you hardly have time to hear the 
complaint. Going further, Sugarman 
points out that one partner often harbors 
a deep-seated resentment which he feels 
he can't express for fear of "hurting" the 
other. Unless such feelings- real or 
imagined-are aired, the marriage 
remains in trouble. 

Togetherness, a concept fostered in the 
1950s, often has a suffocating effect on 
couples. Sugarman observes that it can 
resultin a loss of individuality. "The best 
marriages that I see consist of two whole 
people who are interacting-not two 
'half-people' who constantly stifle each 
other," he writes. 

Other suggestions the psychologist 
offers are taking a good, hard look at 
your own behavior to see if you're a 
contributor to the problem, and facing up 
to the realization that even the best of 
marriages contains a certain amount of 
tough sledding.

if they do encounter any problems, we 
are just as close as the telephone. We 
want them to rely on us, and we want to 
rely on them," he said. 

One problem which was brought out at 
all three meetings, was how to effectively 
rehabilitate Kentucky's inmate 
population. 

The problem is multi-faceted, Bland 
said. He said it involves job prepared­
ness, community acceptance and the 
inmate's desire to change. 

Bland said steps are being taken to 
offer the inmates training in skills that 
will help them become employable upon 
their release from prison. 

"If a man walks into an employer and 
says, 'I can work on any transmission up 
to 1976 and any model engine,' that man 
stands a much better chance of being 
hired than someone who just walks in 
and says, 'I just got out of prison and I 
learned to be a mechanic,' " Bland said. 

"We have to teach these people how to 
talk to employers and how to sell 
themselves and"their training, as well as 
merely offering them training." 

To questions he received in each 
county about regional correctional 
facilities, Bland said he believes 
prisoners nearing the end of their sen­
tences could be re-integrated into society 
effectively through a regional jail type of 
program. 

"It doesn't make a lot of sense to put 
someone in a pre-release program at 
LaGrange or Blackburn if he's going to 
get on a bus and go back to Paducah 
when he's released," Bland said. 

He said he believes prisoners would 
stand a better chance of making it back 
into society by coming from a regional 
facility where they could tie in to local 
educational facilities and have a 
reorientation process with their families 
and local employers. 

With first offenders Bland said that 
within the next six months he plans to 
upgrade the admissions and orientation 
unit at the state reformatory near 
LaGrange. "We believe that after 10 days 
in the admissions and orientation unit, a 
first offender can be appropriately 
classified as to his criminal 
sophistication," Bland said.

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Nature Trails 
A Tree and Its Links 

with Nature 
By RUFUS M. REED 

" To know a tree," I said to our group of 
teenagers, "and its many links with 
nature and the forest in which it lives, 
requires close observation and careful 
study . .. Let's pick out some tree," I 
suggested, "and make a study of it in 
relation to the forest in which it lives and 
the great world of nature all about it." 

It was mid-April and we were hiking 
the woods to see the flowers and new­
leafed trees . For our special study we 
chose an old beech tree with a dense, 
rounded crown, standing on an open 
hillside. As we neared the beech, we 
noted the ground under it was littered 
with spiny hulls of the last year's crop of 
nuts, but not a single nut could be found. 
The hulls were all empty. 

" Here's the old trees's first link with 
nature," I said. "It furnished a bounteous 
crop of nuts each year to feed the wildlife 
of the forest- the chipmunks, squirrels, 
grouse, wild turkeys." 

"It sure is a valuable provider of food 
for wildlife,'' they responded. The ground 
under the tree was also littered with 
brown bud scales, which the tree had cast 
down in every small wind. The new 
leaves had burst out, opening the buds, 
and the scales had spiralled down in 
showers as one might cast off old gar­
ments no longer needed. 

"Look at the newborn leaves," I said. 
"It's mid-April now and the young leaves 
are rejoicing, dancing and waving in the 
bright spring sun." The leaves had 
captured a new sheen from the sun, and 
the old beech was glorified in her new 
spring gown. We discover a strange 
thing happening to the newly fallen bud­
scales. A gang of large, red ants were 
gathering up these scales and carrying 
them to their nest. We tracked the ants 
and found their nest, all decorated with 
the bud-scales. They had heaped them up 
around the nest. "What use do the ants 
make of these scales?" I asked. 

I got .different answers. "They use 
them for nest decoration," one said. 
"They take them inside and make soft 
beds for their cocoons," another said. 
"They use them for food, they let them 
moulder and use them for growing 
mushrooms. Ants like to eat certain 
kinds of mushrooms." 

"This is one of the old tree's more 
mysterious links with nature," I told 
them. 

We study the bark of the old beech and 
find many interesting things growing on 
it. One of these is called "tree hair," and 
it is a soft, silky lichen, which the books 
call ''old man's beard.'' There were large 
tufts of it clinging to the bark. While we 
were looking at the "tree hair," we were 
amazed to see a small warbler fly down 
and begin plucking a mouthful of the soft 
lichen. "It's getting this tree hair to put 
in its next," I told them. "This makes a 
soft lining for the baby birds. 

"What birds?" they ask. 
"Parula warblers. Now you see here 

another of the old tree's links with 
nature. It furnishes nest material for the 
warblers and other birds." 

"What is the Latin name of this old 
beech?" they asked. 

''Fagus grandifolia-fagus means 
beech and grandifolia means large 
leaves. The leaves grow long and broad, 
with many prominent veins; each vein 
ends at a tooth on the margin of the leaf." 

"How old is this beech?" 
"Over three hundred years, I'd say. It 

grows slowly on this dry hillside with 
acid soil. See the marks of old age on the 
tree. It shows old age the same as an old 
man. There was a deep cavity on one side 
of the tree and it had dead wood inside. 
On this dead wood, there was a large 
shelf fungus firmly attached. 

"This fungus is eating the dead wood of 
the old tree," I said. "What is its name?" 

" It is a bracket fungus, and it gives us 
a clue to the future destiny of the old tree. 
We know now its days are numbered. 
Other fungus will soon take hold of it and 
slowly eat up its decaying wood; in time 
these parasites will eat out the vitals of 
the tree and bring about its final 
destiny-death." 

On the bark, we find another in­
teresting plant of a most beautifUl 
design, like fancy lacework; it was of a 
rich gray-green color and fringy about 
the border. 

"What plant is that?" they ask. 
"A foliose lichen," I said.

Kentucky Afield

With summer weather still around, it's 
hard to think about waterfowl hunting, 
but if you want to hunt on the Ballard 
County Wildlife Management Area this 
winter, now is the time to get started. 

Reservations for duck and goose hunts 
on that area are being taken beginning 
Sept 5, and the deadline for getting those 
reservations in is Sept. 21. 

Goose hunting on the Ballard area will 
open Dec. 1 and run through Jan. 20 while 
duck hWlters will have from Dec. 11 
through Jan . 15 to enjoy their sport on the 
area. 

To make a reservation at Ballard, 
write to the Ballard County Wildlife 
Management Area, Rt. 1, LaCenter, Ky. 
42056. Please write the word "Reser­
vations" on the envelope, otherwise it 
probably will be sent back to you. 

Jim Moynahan, the area manager, 
explains that all requests for reser­
vations are held until after the deadline 
when a drawing is held. To be fair, he 
only wants unopened envelopes for the 
drawing, and if you don't write "reser­
vations" on the envelope, it will have to 
be opened and hence isn't eligible for the 
drawing. So don't forget. 

Inside the envelope you need the 
complete names and addresses of all 
hunters in the party, first choice of 
hunting dates, alternate dates (the more 
alternates, the better) and your 
preference for duck or goose hunting. 
There is no hunting at Ballard on Sun­
days or on Christmas Day. Each hunter 
is limited to six hunts, with no more than 
two Saturdays. 

Also enclose $5 for each hunter or $15 
for each pit (only three hWlters are 
allowed to a pit) . Only certified checks or 
money orders will be accepted, and they 
should be made payable to ''Ballard 
Waterfowl Area." The fees of those not 
chosenin the drawing will be returned, 
and Moynahan says it will take up to 30 
days to notify everyone whether he's 
been selected. 

In case you're the type who really likes 
to plan ahead, the dates for making 
reservations at Ballard have been 
standardized. Next year and in following 
years you can apply from Sept. 1 through 
Sept. 17. 

But if you're the type who usually puts 
things off until it's too late, you can 
always show up at Ballard at about 4 
a .m. on the day of a hunt and wait around 
to see if any of the scheduled hunters 
don't show up. Vacancies will be filled on 
a first-come, first-served basis, but you 
have to get up early just to see if anyone 
else overslept. 

Moynahan says he's looking forward to 
a good season this year. The crops that 
are grown to attract· waterfowl are doing 
very well, and first indications are that 
the goose population is as good, or 
perhaps slightly better, than last year's. 

In case you missed the first an­
nouncement, the statewide duck season 
will open Nov. 20 and continue through 
Dec. 2 with the second phase of the split 
season from Dec. 11 through Jan. 16. The 
statewide goose season will be from Nov. 
12 through Jan . 20. 

Duck hunters will be working under the 
point system again this season, but since 
that 's a whole story in itself, we'll go into

Howard discussed the operation of the 
new court system and his expectations 
for the Court of Appeals in a recent in­
terview. 

"The panels will be able to operate 
speedily, with a lot of dispatch, to dispose 
of some of these cases," Howard said. 
Under the new judicial article, the 14 
judges will be divided into panels of three 
which will travel to various locations in 
the state's seven judicial districts for 
hearings. 

Under the former system, there wre 
only seven Court of Appeals judges, and 
they decided cases in Frankfort on the 
basis of written arguments because of 
the volume of cases. 

Also aiding the judges in rendering 
quicker decisions will be a streamlined 
timetable that includes a shorter period 
for attorneys to file notice of appeal of a 
lower court decision on behalf of 
litigants. Another factor in expediting 
appellate cases is a new requirement for 
typewritten briefs and statements and 
original lower court records. Under the 
former system , costly printed briefs 
were required and duplicate records 
were necessary. . 

Howard noted that the new Court of 
Appeals will have to handle some of the 
several hundred backlog cases, as 
determined by the Supreme Court. "I'm 
impressed with the fact that the Supreme 
Court does not want to overburden us 
with a t remendous burden of work before 
we get started, " Howard said. 

" We're anxious to help and assist in 
getting some of this backlog disposed of, 
but I don't see any real problem about 
that ," he said. 

The new intermediate court still is in 
the organizational stages. The court will 
be headquartered in Frankfort where the 
chief judge will have an office. The 
judges will have offices in their 
respective districts. They hope to 
schedule the court's first oral arguments 
for late September. 

" We're on unplowed ground, and, of 
course, we've got some things to work 
out ," Howard pointed out.

Archeologists ·Work To Save 
Relics in Path of New Roads 

Frankfort , Ky .-In a government 
agency where planners, engineers , 
designers and administrators plan for 
the future , Betty McGraw turns her 
efforts to preserving the past. 

An archeologist for the Kentucky 
Department of Transportation 
<KYDOT l, she is the first professional in 
her field to be hired by the department to 
find, rescue and preserve historical 
artifacts lying in the path of proposed 
highways . 

She is one of a staff of professionals in 
the comparatively new Division of 
Environmental Analysis. The division 
was formed expressly to help the state's 
road builders avoid harming our en­
vironment and losing long-buried relics 
from the past. 

"We needed to analyze the impact of 
transportation programs on the en­
vironment and we had to have trained 
personnel who could guide us in decisions 
that will affect, for instance, clean air, 
natural resources and archeological and 
anthropoligical evidence," said John 
Roberts, state transportation secretary . 

In addition to Miss McGraw and a staff 
of anti -pollution engineers and 
technicians, the division also employs a 
staff historian, geographer, sociologist, 
zoologist, a forestry expert and two 
biologists. They have also just hired an 
economist and a landscape architect. 

"We realize that it is our duty to 
protect our inheritance for our descen­
dants," Roberts said. "These new em­
ployees, representing so many 
disciplines, will insure that it is kept 
intact." 

they are "walked" by the archeologist 
and a consultant. 

If the resulting tests (consisting of one­
meter square excavations in promising 
terrain; reval that the site contains 
arrowheads, full-scale excavation is 
ordered. 

As soon as the state buys or leases 
property as right-of-way, it must assume 
the responsibility of protecting or 
mitigating any damage that could occur 
to the cultural artifacts. The Trans­
portation Department is guided by our 
present state Antiquities Act which 
protects archeological sites and objects 
of antiquity, preserving them for ex­
ploration, excavation and collection by 
qualified persons and educational in­
stitutions. 

Although McGraw has been on the 
payroll for only eight months, 50 projects 
already are underway. 

"We've packed all artifacts we've 
found and sent them to the University of 
Kentucky where they are kept for 
research and public viewing," Miss 
McGraw said. 

A native of Scott county, she also has 
been a lecturer and assistant director of 
archeological survey at the University of 
Louisville. During that assignment, her 
team excavated the fossil remains of a 
prehistoric mammoth in southern In­
diana. 

In her present job, she still sometimes 
"strikes it rich." In one Marion county 
construction area, she recently un­
covered some "tremendous finds, " with 
arrowheads buried in a layer of soil 
extending along the road right-of-way for 
a half-miile.

Roberts cites the example of Interstate 
24, which Jinks Paducah and Nashville. 
Although construction of I-24 is not yet 
finished , all the archeological surveys 
were completed several years ago by 
teams from Western Kentucky 
University and the universities of Louis­
ville and Kentucky. 

Now the Transportation Department 
can do its own surveys. Under McGraw's

Lowering schedules for Jake levels at 
Buckhorn, Cave Run and Carr Fork lakes 
have been announced by the Louisville 
district of the U. S. Army Corps of 
Engineers. 

According to a news release from the 
corps, water flows in downstream 
channels are relatively low and normal 
drawdowns will be used to supplement 
the low flows . 

Buckhorn Lake is now being lowered 
slowly from summer to winter pool level 
and lowering of the Jake will continue 
through Dec. 1. 

Existing water levels at Cave Run and 
Carr Fork Jakes, the corps said, will be 
dropped slowly to winter pool level 
beginning Wednesday, Sept. 15 and 
continuing to Dec. 1. 

Corps officials, the release added, will 
be watching water level conditions to 
determine if any delay in the schedule 
can be made. Delays will only be 
possible, however, if the existing low flow 
conditions improve suddenly, the corps 
said.

A few days ago, our young son and I 
took a leisurely stroll down Mud Run 
road. I know nothing of its history; 
however, it is one of the many country 
roads that extend along the outer 
perimeter of the Gettysburg Battlefield, 
in rural Adams county, Pennsylvania. 

Parallel to the unpaved road stands 
one of the few buildings of its kind that 
remains a part of Americana today. It is 
a one-room school, appropriately named 
Mud Run School. As the evening shadows 
closed around, it appeared more forlorn 
than ever, yet the fresh tire marks and 
the not-too-tall grass told ·me that, once 
again, my eyes had deceived me. My own 
preconceived idea that a reunion bet­
ween student and teacher of yesterday 
had also met with disappointment. 

When the laughter of happy children, 
or other emotions normally associated 
with the pursuits of an education, no 
longer bounced off her walls, Mud Run 
was converted to a clubhouse. Its 
membership was limited to "Men Only," 
and was said to exist in order that its 
membership could congregate, weekly, if 
for nothing more than to "shoot the 
breeze." 

I had left some memories back there 
many years ago, not between the walls of 
that ancient landmark but in the thoughts 
of one of the better teachers it has been 
my privilege to have. Memories like 
these pay huge dividends, not measured 
by material wealth, but the kind our son 
could profit from if I ever went to collect. 
Today was collection day. 

Bobby had heard me asking about this 
gentleman, often. As he is prone to do, he 
remarked, "Mom, it seems the friends 
you enjoy the most are the old men and 
women and the stories you tell the best is 
about someone who was killed about a 
h\IDdred years ago." I don't know how 
old, "old" is, but I suppose one can ex­
pect that sort of observation when he 
must admit, ''I'm 40, now". 

This time the locked door and barred 
windows of Mud R\ID had prompted a 
telephone call. I don't believe the name 
meant as much to him as the other 
manner by which I identified myself, 
although I used my maiden name. That 
prompted a brief lecture as to the 
validity of the winning of the Civil War. 
His voice sounded youthful and I was a 
little more than surprised by his ap­
pearance. Some people never age, and 
apparently he is one of them. Having 
been a teacher myself, I can reflect upon 
his classroom situation in 1948 and, truth­
fully, I wonder why he didn't age 30 years 
in one week. I was not the full source of 
his discontent, I only contributed to it. 

That was my first experience in a 
departmentalized situation. He taught 
social studies to a group of 60 or more 
members of the seventh and eighth grade 
classes in a rented, second story of the 
local fire hall. It also served as the 
gymnasium, thus a portable partition 
separated the two grades. He also served 
as the York Springs High School 
basketball coach. 

As the year progressed, the partition 
disappeared, giving him the full 
responsibility for the academics of the 
Junior High School. The lady teacher had 
become ill and there was no 
replacement. One would have needed to 
be both blind and deaf not to notice the 
chaotic state of affairs when he suddenly 
assumed the responsibility for the lot of 
us. Just as suddenly, respectability grew 
out of chaos, because he was running the 
show. Everyone knew it, too. 

In addition to being among total 
strangers, with the exception of my 
father's family, I was afflicted with a 
timeless malady for which there is but 
one cure. I was homesick and that was 
not to be cured, just yet. Unfortunately, 
devilment and antagonism often helped 
me pass the time. 

This gentleman's favorite subject was 
history and a favorite segment, The Civil 
War, Battle of Gettysburg. He was the 
historian's historian, even then. In 
teaching the Battle of Gettysburg not 
only could he tell you which general 
commanded which unit, led which 
assault, pinpointing the exact location ef 
the various assaults, but enumerated 
both the Union and Confederate com­
manders of the supportive flanks . He 
could also inform the interested student 
where he might find the various 
memorials to the individual states, and 
the statues of equestrians and their 
various owners. The horses, in many 
instances, had a raised front and rear 
foot, signifying the death of the general 
on the field of battle. 

He barely had the time to conclude 
such an admirable presentation that took 
several days, when I announced that not 
the North, but Kentucky had emerged 
from that three-day battle in triumph. He 
had known my father, taught the 
majority of my cousins, but when I 
refused to concede defeat so easily, he

remarked that I was truly my father's 
daughter, a compliment I will always 
cherish. 

He was the first to teach me the 
validity of "when in doubt, don't," as 
well as encouraging open and free ex-
pression of opinions. He provided the 
foundation and background for any 
history I was later to learn, as well as 
the manner in which it was presented to 
my students. 

Clyde L. Kenndy is employed by the 
Pennsylvania Historical Society, yet he 
will teach so long as his powers of 
communication exist. As I was leaving 
his home, following a thoroughly en­
joyable but all too brief visit, he was still 
hard at work enwnerating the six states, 
including Kentucky, that had not seceded 
from the Union, yet retained a position of 
neutrality. 

He inquired about Kentucky education, 
thus Geo. L. Moore's name entered the 
conversation. He had heard that name so 
many years ago. I can see those two men 
together since they are alike in so many 
ways. Following statements of how many 
gray hairs I had put where, one would 
surely hear, "I simply did the best I could 
with what I had," to which the other 
would offer an "Amen". Unless Mr. 

Kennedy has changed, completely, with 
the ensuing years, he, like George L. 
Moore, is modest to a fault where 
teaching abilities are concerned. 

I believe Mr. Kennedy suspected I was 
homesick for yesteryear. He asked many 
questions about Kentucky, vowed his 
team would play the McDowell 
Daredevils, and win, and still managed 
to teach. 

I believe our son learned something 
from that brief visit. He knows a little 
more of the history of Gettysburg and he 
is once again reminded that one seldom 
ceases teaching when he retires, if he is 
among the elite and enviable group who 
"lives to teach, rather than teaches to 
live," as Mr. Kennedy certainly was. I 
feel that Bobby has also learned that 
"age has its own rewards."

A reader explains: "l am 
concerned because when I 
was a teenager, I had radia­
tion treatment for my tonsils. 
I have heard that this can 
lead to cancer. Is this true? 
What should I do?" 

· ANSWERiine: In the early 
1920's it became medical 
practice to use radiation or 
radium to treat a number of 
different conditions of the 
head or neck. Unfortunately, 
the thyroid gland, which is 
located in the neck, also 
received either direct or 
scattered radiation at the 
same time. Sometime after 
the Second World War, it 
became apparent that some 
people exposed to atomic 
radiation or even medical 
radiation, later developed 
thyroid cancer, and the medi­
cal usage was stopped. For­
tunately, while many thou­
sands of people have received 
radiation for medical pur­
poses, only a very small per­
centage have or will dev~lop 
thyroid tumors. Most of 
these tumors are benign. 
But when cancer is present, 
it is of the type that can be 
cured by surgery if treated 
when in an early or localized 
stage. It is therefore essential 
for anyone with a history of 
head or neck radiation expo­
sure to be checked by a 
physician now, and to con­
tinue to be checked at least 
every two years. There is low 
incidence of this fonn, of 
cancer, and a high probability 
of cure for those who do have 
thyroid cancer. But you 
must protect yourself by 
having a checkup. 

A trucking executiJie asks: 
"Just what is the result of 
constant exposure to cigar-

ette smoke if you are a non­
smoker?" 
ANSWERiine: There is some 
evidence of ~rdiovascular 
effects (for ex mple, higher 
blood pressure in non­
smokers when the carbon 
monoxide level in a poorly 
ventilated room becomes too 
high. There is a great deal 
more eviden.ce that sensitive 
non-smokers may suffer a 
variety of acute effects in­
cluding eye and throat irrita­
tions, while children of 
smokers have a somewhat 
higher incidence of respira­
tory illnesses than children 
of non-smokers. At this 
point, there is no evidence 
that non-smokers are courting 
lung cancer by being around 
cigarette smokers. It is the 
cigarette smoker who suffers 
that serious consequence. 

A woman asks: "l have 
several cysts in my breasts. 
I cannot help but worry that 
they will cause cancer." 
ANSWER I ine: Cysts are 
fluid-filled sacs that form in 
the milk ducts of the breast 
and almost all such cysts are 
harmless. Although there is 
one form of breast cancer 
involving cysts, this is ex­
tremely rare. It is, however, 
always important for you to 
have regular medical examin­
ation of your breasts because 
of this possibility, and be­
cause cancers can occur near 
harmless cysts. A trained 
physician must examine you 
on a regular basis because it 
takes an expert to diagnose 
the difference between a cyst 
and a possible health problem. 
You can best ease your mind 
by having regular checkups 
and examining your own 
l:ireasts each month. Your 
physician can also suggest 
any other tests you should 
have, including, for example, 
mammography, or X-ray 
examination.

This material 
which is termed third class mail 
by the U.S. Post Office is direct 
mail advertising. 

How can you stop "junk" 
mail? There are three methods 
you can use to stop or, at least, 
reduce the amount which ends 
up in your mail box. 

(1) Write each company that 
sends you "junk" mail and ask 
to be removed from its list. 
Most companies consider this 
good public relations and will 
cooperate with your request. 

(2) If the material is sexually 
oriented and you find it of­
fensive, contact your local post 
office. The U. S. Post Office has 
a list of consumers' names who 
do not want to receive this kind 
of third class literature. Every 
company mailing this material 
is required to purchase this list 
and use it. If they continue to 
send you this material, repport 
it to the Post Office at once. The 
company will be subject to a 
fine. 

(3) The Direct Mail-
Marketing Association is 
responsible for 70 per cent of 
consumer third class mailing 
lists. If you would like to have 
your name deleted from their 
list, . write Direct Mail­
Marketing Association, Inc., 6 
East 43rd St., New York, N.Y., 
10017. Also, if you want to 
receive this advertising through 
the mail, they have a form that 
will add your name to mailing 
lists. 

Remember, when receiving 
offers and advertising through 
the mail, check all the facts 
before signing a form or 
spending your money. 

If you have a consumer 
complaint write to the Office of 
the Attorney General, Division 
of Consumer Protection, Frank­
fort, Ky., 40601. The office has 
found that it can most ef­
fectively deal with written 
complaints and encourages you 
to write when you have a 
complaint. However, if you 
have an emergency situation, 
call the consumer hotline. The

Pike, Magoffin Road 
Contracts Among 50 Set WOODSY OWL FOR 

Frankfort, Ky.-State Trans­
portation Secretary John C. 
Roberts has announced that the 
state expects to award more 
than 50 contracts for road and 
bridge improvements within the 
next two weeks . 

Roberts said that the con­
tracts will be announced soon 
after the cut-off date for the 
State Bureau of Highways latest 
bid-letting, set for Sept. 16. 

Among the 50-plus contract 
proposals now up for bid are at 
least 11 road surfacing projects

A reader explains: "Are more 
Americans smoking cigarettes or aren't 
they? I seem to be reading a lot of con­
tradictory stories." 

ANSWER line : Here is the correct 
story. In June, the National 
Clearinghouse for Smoking and Health, a 
Federal Government agency, reported 
that the proportion of adult male and 
female smokers has gone down in almost 
every age category. Whereas 52.8 per­
cent of American men smoked cigarettes 
in 1964, 42.2 percent did so in 1970, and 
39.3 percent in 1975; whereas adult 
women smokers were 31.5 percent of the 
population in 1964, they comprised 30.5 
percent in 1970 and 28.9 percent in 1975. 
While this very positive and encouraging 
downward trend has taken place, another 
recent study, this one done for the 
American Cancer Society, shows an 
alarming upward trend in teenage 
smoking. For example, between 1969 and 
1975 onehalf million more teenage girls 
(ages 13-17) became cigarette smokers. 
Hence we have a very sad contradiction: 
on one hand, the proportion of adult 
smokers has dropped, on the other, the 
young are joining the cigarette ranks in 
greater numbers.

A 17th century visitor to the shores of 
Eastern North America wrote home to 
England that the "Humbird is one of the 
wonders of this countrey." 

No bigger than a hornet, he added in 
effect, it hath all the dimen~ions of a bird, 
all the glorious colors of a rainbow, and 
as it flies, it makes a little humming 
noise like the humble-bee. 

The British observer was right. 
Without a doubt the iridescent, green­
backed, ruby-throated hummingbird is 
indeed a wonder of the country. It is an 
avian helicopter and the gem of the bird 
world. It lives on flower nectar and small 
insects and can fly forwards, backwards, 
upward and downward, poise motionless 
in mid-air, and dart off in any direction 
with almost the speed of a bullet. It is a 
beautiful little creature, but un­
fortunately, it is possessed with a most 
violent temper. It seems to lmow no fear 
and will frequently attack any other bird, 
be it a chickadee or a chicken hawk, 
unwise enough to stray into its domain. 
Ornithologists say, however, that it 
reserves most of its venom for its own 
kind. During mating season, males of the 
species engage in deadly battles and 
often kill one another by grabbing hold of 
a rival's extensible tongue and hanging 
on until the organ is pulled out by the 
roots. As least some students of nature 
have written of witnessing such an in­
cident. 

In other ways, too, the hummingbird is 
curiously fearless. Sometimes, one will 
investigate a flower held in the hand and 
will feed from a lump of sugar held in the 
lips. A friend who regularly feeds 
hummingbirds each summer says they 
often become so impatient when he goes 
out to fill up his hummingbird feeders 
that they alight on his fingers and try to

drink from a container of sweetened 
water he puts out for them. 

The ruby-throated hummingbird is 
the only one of its kind east of the Rocky 
Mountains, but is is often confused with a 
huge moth that is frequently seen at 
evening buzzing over flower beds. 

Because its beauty gives it distinction 
and its wings rnake rriusic, it needs no 
song and, as far as is known, has none. It 
does have a sort of a squeaking chatter 
that is expressive of distrust or ex· 
citement. 

Composed of plant fiber and lichens 
and lined with spiderwebs and down, the 
nest of a hummingbird is an artistic 
creation almost as beautiful as the bird 
itself. It is exquisitely dainty, and in this 
tiny cup shaped nest, the female lays two 
eggs little larger than buckshot. The eggs 
hatch in two weeks, and the tiny young 
birds stay in the next three weeks more 
before taking wing. 

The Southeastern Shrine Association is 
the largest shrine association in the 
United States, and Wells is the first 
shriner from Eastern Kentucky to attain 
this office. 

A slide presentation on the life of Wells 
was presented by El Hasa Noble Jim 
Harris. The presentation showed Wells 
as he grew up in the hills of Kentucky, his 
military career and marriage, his family 
and business life, his many civic and 
fraternal activities and work as a 
shriner. 

Wells was born at Boons Camp and was 
reared at Paintsville. He received his 
education at Louisa High School, Mar­
shall University and Louisiana State 
University. He is a member of the 
Pikeville Methodist Church, the ad­
ministrative board and the Methodist 
Hospital board of directors.

In the first half of this year, there were

Washington-A majority of voting-age 
Americans are so disillusioned with 
government leaders that they may not 
vote in this year's presidential election, 
possibly producing the lowest percentage 
turnout in more than 50 years, a new poll 
concludes. 

conducted for the Committee for the 
Study of the American Electorate,· a 
nonpartisan, research group. 

"For the first time in 50 years a 
majority of eligible Americans may not 
go to the polls," said Hart in an in­
terview. 

Most of the crimes occurred six miles 
from the central hub of the city in its 
eight satellite towns, where more than 
two-thirds of the capital's 1 million 
inhabitants live. 

More than 10 million citizens who voted 
in previous elections probably won't vote 
this year, one of two major groups which 
won't participate in the elections, ac­
cording to a national survey by pollster 
Peter Hart.

nonvoters. These are citizens who are not 
registered to vote and do not plan to 
register, who think their chances of 
voting in November are 50-50 or less or 
who voted in two or fewer past federal 
elections. 

Hart said the survey results indicate 
more than 70 million potential voters, out 
of about 140 million persons of voting age, 
may not go to the polls. That could mean 
that presidential election turnout could 
drop just below 50 per cent for the first 
time since 1924, when only 43.9 per cent of 
the voting-age population cast their 
ballots, he said. 

About 87 per cent of the nonvoters said 
they agreed that the country's most 
pressing need is "a few courageous, 
tireless, devoted leaders in whom the 
people can put their faith." 

Neither President Ford nor Jimmy 
Carter attracted the nonvoters' en­
thusiasm, with no more than a handful 
citing either one as the political figure 
they admire most. ., But Hart 
estimated on the basis of the survey that 
about 10 million nonvoters could be 
persuaded to vote in November. About 43 
per cent of the likely voters said they 
would vote if they could be persuaded a 
candidate is worth going to the polls to 
support. Another 34 per cent of this group 
said reliable information on the can­
didates would help. 

Because the presidential race is hotly 
contested and neither Ford nor Carter 
stirs widespread antipathy, Hart said 
that theoretically this year should be 
prime for an increase in voter par­
ticipation, as happened in 1940, 1952 and 
1960. 

But he added that three out of five of 
the nonvoters said they would never cast 
another vote in a federal election. 

Russia Still Racing 
To Overtake U.S. Arms 

Lt. Gen. Daniel 0 . Graham (ret.) , 
former chief of the Defense Intelligence 
Agency, says that in the past decade, 
"By most standards of measuring 
military forces, the Soviets have sur­
passed or are surpassing us--despite the 
'spirit of detente' and the ongoing 
Strategic Arms Limitation Talks 
(SALT)." In an exclusive interview 
appearing in the September issue of 
Reader's Digest, Graham contends that 
detente practices are more likely to 
move us closer to nuclear strife than 
away from confrontation. 

To buttress his claim, he points to 
successful Cold War defusing of Soviet 
moves such as the Berlin blockade, the 
Cuban-missile crisis, and the grab for 
South Korea. On the other hand, in an 
atmosphere of detente, the U.S.S.R. has 
helped in the conquest of several Asian 
countries-South Vietnam, Cambodia 
and Laos-and has established strong 
positions in African and Arabibian 
countries. 

The Soviets do not view nuclear power 
as a deterrent force, as we do in the West, 
Graham says. "Perhaps the most 
worrisome aspect of (their) strategy is 
their civil-defense program. It is now a 
high-priority matter, with a budget of 
more than $1 billion a year . . . The 
Kremlin firmly believes that it can hold 
Russian casualties from a nuclear ex­
change to only ten million." While no 
Western country would subscribe to that 
figure preceded by an "only," Graham 
points out that Russia is indeed dif­
ferent-it suffered more than 20 million 
deaths in World War II. 

That the U.S.S.R. is deadly serious in 
its move for arms domination is no 
secret. Graham points to the wav in 
which Russians systematically duck 
detection in their arms build-up-"acres 
of naval construction yards upder 
cover," working on weapons develop­
ment at night to escape satellite 
photogral?hy. ~hat's even more tragic, 
the U. S. 1s assisting them by selling the 
U.S.S.R. militarily crucial technology 
which has aided their development of 
sophisticated ICBMs and MIRVs. 

Graham feels acceptance of the B-1 
bomber will help restore the balance of 
power, and calls for the development of 
the cruise missile, "a system that is 
expected to be so accurate that it can 
destroy targets at long distances even 
without a nuclear warhead." At the -
present time, he calls the U. S. "a first­
rate power that has, through a com­
bination of wishful thinking and inat­
tention, allowed a second-rate power to 
surpass it in many aspects of military , 
strength."

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Grant Finances Appalachian Study 
The Rockefeller Foundation has 

granted $35,000 to the University of 
Kentucky for planning an Appalachian 
Studies Center which will incorporate 
UK's three-fold mission of teaching, 
research and service. 

The unit, to be located on the Lexington 
campus, will be administered by the 
Center for Developmental Change, which 
is directed by Dr. Thomas Ford, 
professor of rural sociology and longtime 
student of Appalachia. 

The planning staff for the UK Ap­
palachian Studies Center is headed by 
Douglas Arnett, former instructor in 
Appalachian Studies at Ohio University 
and a doctoral candidate in political 
science at Duke University. Named as 
planning coordinator is UK professor 
David S. Walls of the College of Social 
Professions, a former director of Ap­
palachian Volunteers in Kentucky. 

UK won the planning grant partly 
because of "great interest within the 
University" and a "corps of talented and 
knowledgeable faculty and staff people 
with special commitment to Ap­
palachia," said Dr. John Stephenson, UK 
dean of undergraduate studies, who also 
serves on the planning committee for the 
new Center. 

In its grant application, UK cited the 
resources of its 17 separate colleges, its 
libraries, its already-operating service 
programs in agriculture, medicine, 
educ.ation and social work within Ap­
palachian East Kentucky, and its 
research facilities which are the most 
comprehensive in Kentucky. 

Major emphasis of the UK Center will 
be upon the Eastern Kentucky portion of 
13-state Appalachia. 

Present interest in the Appalachian 
region, Stephenson said, comes after the 
wave of national interest of the 60's, "in a 
calmer time, when general public at­
tention may have moved on to something 
else, and when the needs of the region 
continue."
