County Assessment Totals 
Show Rise Over Last Year 

The first 1978 recapitulation Property 
Evaluatwn Administrator Love! Hall of 
Floyd county's property assessment for 
taxes shows an increase in almost all 
categories, but the sharpest rise of all is 
reflected in the assessment of 
manufacturers' inventory of raw 
materials and goods, which jmnped from 
$618,984 last year to $5,145,949 in the 
present assessment. 

Overall, the as~essment rose from a 
total of $227,693,003 in 1967 to $253,904,310. 

The first recapitulation of the 
assessment is subject to later changes by 
the board of supervisors. 

Assessment losses this year were 
reflected in stocks, bonds and other in· 
tangibles and m merchants' inventories 
and manufacturers' finished goods. 

The comparative assessment figures 
follow, the 1 '¥77 totals appearing in 
parentheses: 

Residential lots and improvements, 
$65,354,360 ( 57,548,320); farm land and 
improvements, $15,996,511 ($15,503,006); 
commercial and industrial, $26,644,773 
($23,344,879); oil, mineral and. timber 
rights, $1,675,641 ($1,572,958)-total real 
estate a sessment, $109,671,285 
($97,969,163). 

The value of unmined coal, which is 
subject only to state tax, is listed at 
$14,891,639, compared ·with 12,022,586 
last year. 

Other items in the assessment 
recapitulation: 

Motor vehicles, $44,550,000 
($43,897,612); aircraft, $994,900 
($431,450); watercraft, $674,975 
($526,525); merchants' inventories and 
manufacturers' finished goods, 
$14,289,504 ($15,088,448); professional 
trade tools and business furniture, 
$2,611,496 ( 2,391,567); drilling, mining 
and construction equipment, $14,587,082 
($10,356,881); other tangible property, 
$881,711 ($1,324,929)-total tangible 
property $78,589,668 ($74,017,412). 

Subject to state tax only, manufac­
turing machinery is listed this year at 
$4,227,756 as compared with $3,236,551 in 
1977, and manufacturers' inventory of 
raw materials rose this year to $5,145,949 
from $618,984 last. Stocks, bonds and 
other intangibles are down to $11,061,584 
from last year's $16,875,859, but other 
intangibles, which bear only a 112-cent 
state rate, rose to $20,059,524 from 
$13,956,293 in 1977. Bank shares are up to 
$10,256,905 this year from last year's total 
of $9,001,235. .- •

Board's 'Belt-Tightening' 
May Cost OnlY Dozen Jobs 
The Floyd County Board of 

Education's announced belt-tightening 
policy to cut expenses and work toward a 
balanced budget has resulted in the 
elimination of a bout 25 payroll salaries, it 
was said following last week's board 
meeting. 

But, because of 15 retirements and 
resignations and two new programs 
financed by state federal funds, or both, 
the net job loss is only about 12. 

The new programs are (1) expanded 
kindergarten to be either fulltime or 
part-time in all schools, financed by state 
funds, and (2) practical arts as a new 
unit of vocational education for pupils in 
the seventh, eighth and ninth grades, 
financed by both state and federal 
monies. Practical arts has been added, it 
was explained, to give pupils an early 
introduction to future careers in the 
professions and occupations.

Proposition 13 and its rollback of property taxes is a clear 
message to the leadership In every state, even In Washington. 

The people whose money pays the bills have clearly said, 
"Thus far, and no farther." 

The California mandate may be a bit radical, but it was 
needed. The brakes have been set in this one state, and what 
happened there last week should, and surely will, bring state 
governments and the nation's to their senses. 

Although taxes are as inevitable as death, and no good citizen 
denies the right of government to assess them, they must not 
continue to mount till the taxpayer reaches the crisis of the last 
straw. 

All over this country people are demanding that government 
waste and spending be given as much thought as the next 
"project" and its cost of millions. People are tired of working for 
those who will not work, of workIng to fl nance schemes that will 
not work. As they go about their jobs and then write their checks 
to pay their own personal tax bills they are wondering how many 
useless salaries from the county level all the way to Washington 
made these bills so steep. 

California Is now learning how to live with a reduced Income. 
Some jobs will be lost, and they should be; some services will be 
curtailed, and some should be; those working at state jobs will 
find more to do and time hanging less heavily on their hands, 
which is good. In these next few months this one state will come 
to grips with reality. If the people find that it Is operating 
satisfactorily with less money, their victory will be the greater. 
If they find that the cutback Is too drastic, they, as good citizens, 
will be willing to pay more. But they will have to be convinced. 

What lies ahead for other states? The "tax reform" movement 
wi II spread. And, if the federal government continues to waste 
tax monies and add to the burden of the taxpayer, there may 
come the time when the voters of the country will be passing 
judgment on a constitutional amendment to limit, or even roll 
back, the onerous income tax.

Chemical Killer of Multiflora 
Requires Training of Handlers 

Some years ago, Soil Conservation 
leaders promoted multiflora rose as a 
"living fence" for farms, and game 
conservation people recommended it for 
game cover.

THE AWAKENING 
Fellow reminded me, the other day, 

that I must be getting along, now that 
I've begun bird-watching-and·listening 
and referring to the experiences so en­
joyed rather than turning to yarns about 
fishing and the like. He may be right. 
This year I have had my ears and eyes 
opened to delights of sight and sound that 
I have passed up for too many years. 

A redbird is my 6 a.m . alarm clock 
with notes so liquid you can almost see 
them pour. Mockingbirds trill their 
anas, and groundhog occasionally 
makes his appearance on the hillside. We 
are still watching for last year's visitor. a 
gray fox, to return. And, the other 
morning, four squirrels showed up. 

Things such as this make home indeed 
a shelter from the outside storm. 

It was both fence and cover. And 
beautiful in its pink springtime bloom. 

But now it ranks among the plant pests, 
and its spread has been particularly wide 
and heavy in Floyd county fields, in 
places taking over valuable pasture land. 
Multiflora sends its roots deep, and it 
defies efforts to dig it up. One root left, 
and in a year or so it is back in business 
at the same old stand, says County Agent 
John Sparks. 

There is a "remedy," however. It's 
called Tordon K and comes in pellet 
form. The chemical kills multiflora rose 
and the kudzu which also has a tendency 
to cover and smother out all other 
vegetation where it grows. 

But Tordon K is highly toxic and must 
be handled carefully. For this reason it 
was not approved for use in Kentucky till 
this year--and now only after the person 
applying it receives training. 

Extreme care in applying the stuff is 
required because it destroys tobacco, 
Kentucky's maj>r agricultural crop, and 
is toxic to fish. As an example of its 
toxicity, one pellet on the wheel of a 
tractor used in a tobacco field could 
render the soil unfit for tobacco for as 
long as 20 years, Mr. Sparks said. Its 
application near a stream or lake could 
also result in the chemical reaching the 
water with de tructive effect on fi h . 

These are among the reasons for the 
requirement that handlers of Tordon K 
be trained in how and where to apply it. 
One class of trainees met three weeks 
ago, and the county agent aid another 
will be formed soon.

The first of a series of regional con­
ferences planned to focus on Kentucky's 
economic development problems will be 
held June 19-21 at Morehead State 
University. 

The Appalachian Development Con­
ference will address specific develop­
ment issues facing Kentucky Appalachia 
in an unprecedented effort to get to the 
source of the major problems facing 
eastern Kentucky, Gov. Julian Carroll 
said in announcing the conference. 

The reason for the regional approach, 
it is explained, is to look specifically at 
regional characteristics which deter­
mine the economic structure of an area. 
''Studying the problems on a regional 
basis makes it easier to analyze them 
and come up with solutions," he con­
tinued. 

William L. Short, development 
secretary, said four task force workshops 
are pi an ned and will include: 
streamlining state government for 
Appalachian development; 
socioeconomic impact of energy 
production, hwnan economic develop­
ment needs in Kentucky Appalachia and 
economic diversification and develop­
ment financing. 

"On the last day of the conference," 
Short said, "the meeting will be opened 
to the public to give the people of Ken­
tucky's Appalachian area the op­
portunity to voice their opinions and 
ideas concerning the recommendations 
which come out of the task forces."

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Kindergarten for All 
Effective in 1979-80 

Dental Tech Graduate 

Kindergarten will be a reality by the 
1979-'80 school year for all Kentucky 
youngsters who want to attend. 

While it will not be mandatory that 
children attend kindergarten, school 
districts must provide the opportunity to 
attend for all children who are eligible. 
Randy Kimbrough, head of the state's 
Bureau of Instruction, said 64,000 Ken­
tucky youngsters will be kindergarten 
age during the coming school year. 

By the end of the biennium, kin­
dergartens across Kentucky will be 
funded by the state. Kindergarten units 
are allocated to local districts on the 
basis of one unit per 50 children enrolled 
in the program. 

Kimbrough said the Department of 
Education received 300 new kin­
dergarten units to allocate to the local 
districts this year, raising to 900 the total 
number of units in Kentucky. 

Only five or six of Kentucky's 181 
school districts still have no kindergarten 
program at all, according to Kimbrough. 
''Space is the biggest problem,'' she said. 
The districts without kindergartens have 
no facilities for the classes. 

She estimated that one-third to one-half

of Kentucky school districts could have 
problems with space when the statewide 
kindergarten program is fully im­
plemented. ··some districts will have 
new facilities finished by next year, but 
space will still be a problem, especially 
in districts with increased enrollments," 
Kimbrough said. 

Local school officials may choose how 
they wish to operate their program. One 
alternative is to hold two half-day 
sessions with 25 children m each one. 
Another option is to let one group of 25 
children attend all day for one semester 
and another 25 children attend the second 
semester. Some districts opt for alter­
nate day sessions, where children attend 
kindergarten every other day. 

The cost of operatmg a kindergarten 
program is estimated at $17,500 a unit, 
which includes teacher's salary, current 
operating expenses and capital outlay. 
Appropriations from the 1978 General 
Assembly did not include funding for 
transportation. Kimbrough explained 
that many districts go ahead and tran­
sport kindergarten children when there 
is room on their existing fleet of buses.

David School 
Gets Big Share 
Of Allocation 

Approval of funds totaling $101,945 for 
Floyd county law enforcement-related 
projects was granted over the past week­
end at the quarterly meeting of the 
Kentucky Crime Commission in 
Lexington. 

Bulk of the federal Law Enforcement 
Assistance Administration funds in the 
amount of $95,000 was approved for the 
David School, an alternate learning 
center which was esta bhshed three years 
ago at David. Under the direction of Dan 
Greene and manned by a staff of six 
instructors, the school offers special 
educational opportunities for young 
people who find adaptation to con­
ventional classroom situations im­
possible, and the money will help 
maintain the facilities staff and 
curriculum as well as provide ftmds for 
school vocational materials and learning 
aids. 

David Evans, criminal justice planner 
for the Big Sandy Area Development 
District, said the grant for continuance of 
the David School was particularly 
pleasing, since the funding actually 
exceeded the $80,000 originally 
requested. 

A total of $5,600 was approved for the 
Prestonsburg Police Department for the 
purchase and installation of a completely 
new communications system for the 
force. The equipment includes a ne 
base station, antenna and mobile units. 

Funds totalling $1,345 approved for the 
Floyd Sheriffs Department will provide 
for the purchase of a specialized ID 
camera for taking "mug" shots, a 35-
mm. camera, narcotics analysis kit, 
fmgerprint kit and an evidence collection 
kit.

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TAKE OUT OR 
Morehead Seminar To Study 
What Coal To Mean for Area 

DELIVERED 

What will the anticipated increase in 
coal production mean to the people of 
Eastern Kentucky. Will it mean more 
jobs, better health care and housing and 
an overall improvement in the way of life 
in eastern Kentucky? Or will Eastern 
Kentuckians suffer from a ''boom and 
bust" economy? 

Gov. Julian Carroll is making an effort 
to address these questions, define tqe 
problems facing Kentucky Appalachia 
and work toward solutions by calling 
together leading citizens from eastern 
Kentucky to represent Kentucky's Ap­
palachian area in an Appalachian 
Development Conference. The con­
ference will be June 19·21 at Morehead 
State University. 

The conference is being held through 
the coordinated efforts of the Ap· 
palachian Regional Commission, the 
Governor's Economic Development 
Commission and the Kentucky 
Development Cabinet, headed by 
development Secretary William L. Short. 

The conference will be the first 
meeting of its kind in any of the 13 Ap· 
palachian states and will for the first 
time "focus specifically on the economic 
development of Kentucky Appalachia in 
an effort to set the groundwork for the 
growth which must occur Kentucky 
Appalachia in an effort to set the 
groundwork for the growth which must 
occur in that area if Kentucky is to meet 
the energy demands required in the next 
decade," according to Short. 

The theme of the conference is "Focus 
on Economic Development in Kentucky 
Appalachia." Gov. Carroll has said that 
the Appalachian region could be at the 
threshold of an economic explosion, and 
that in terms of energy resources, "We 
have more energy in the Appalachian 
region in the form of coal than there is in 
the Middle East." 

Kentucky's surface and underground 
mining produced 147,827,929 tons of coal 
last year, despite the drop~ff in mining 
caused by the coal strike, according to 
figures recently released by the 
governor. 

That figure is more than five million 
tons above 1976 production levels and is 
higher than the previous production 
record of 144,204,511 tons set in 1975. 

It is little wonder that Appalachia 
lately has been termed the Saudi Arabia 
of coal . 

Yet, the Carter administration has 
called for a doubling of coal production 
by 1985 in an effort to develop national 
energy independence. 

According to Gov. Carroll, that 
tremendous increase in production must 
be achieved while at the same time 
protecting the lives, health and safety of 
the men and women who work in the 
mines and assuring that land and 
communities are not destroyed in the 
auest for coal. 

According to Short, "The Kentucky 
Appalachian Development Conference 
will look at ways to ensure not only that 
eastern Kentucky is ready for the sudden 
increase in coal production, but also to 
ensure that the people and culture of 
Kentucky Appalachia are protected." 

And what about when the coal is gone? 
The gold rush towns of early California 

come to mind when one considers the 
effects of a sudden boom in mining. 
Those settlements, once teeming with 
people they could not adequately sup­
port, were completely abandoned when 
the gold was gone. 

Residents of Appalachia, as well as 
industrialists considering locating in 
eastern Kentucky, wondering if the rush 
will be away from Appalachia when the 
"coal rush" has ended and the black gold 
of Appalachia is depleted, or when an 
efficient alternative energy source is 
developed. 

The Appalachian Development Con­
ference also will determine the best 
course for ensuring the development of a 
sound economic base diversified enough 
to support job needs after the coal is 
gone or no longer needed. 

Short said the conference will be 
divided into four task forces to include 
the following: stream lining state 
government for Appalachian develop­
ment; socioeconomic impact of enegry 
production; human economic develop· 
ment needs in Kentucky Appalachia, and 
economic diversification and develop­
ment financing. 

Individuals invited to address the 
conference include Gov. Carroll ; 
Leonard Schwartz, the state 's 
Washington representative with the 
Appalachian Regional Commission; 
William E . Albers, alternate federal co· 
chairman of the commission; Alex 
Mercure, assistant secretary for rural 
development in the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture; state commerce Com· 
missioner W. Terry McBrayer and Herb 
Ligon, chairman of the Governor's 
Economic Development Commission. 

The development policies and 
recommendations which result from the 
concurrent task force workshops will 
serve as cornerstones for an overall state 
development plan, Short said. 

The obstacles to be overcome in the 
economic development of Kentucky 
Appalachia remain in the same areas as 
have been traditional : housing, trans­
portation, health care and job op­
portunity, he noted. 

Building sites in eastern Kentucky are 
costly. Most of the land available for 
housing development lies on the flood 
plain, and many eastern Kentuckians 
cannot afford the 26 percent average 
downpayment or the average monthly 
payments. 

It has been estimated that it could take 
as much as $5 billion to upgrade and 
maintain coal haul roads in Appaiachia. 

In the meantime, the mining industry is 
faced with such problems as the 30,000· 
pounds and can haul 22·24 tons of coal. 

Some 16,000 additional miners may be 
needed by 1985 to handle anticipated 
production. Because coal mming has 
evolved into uch a specialized and 
highly skilled profes ion, most of those 
miners must be trained. 

With more people moving into Ken­
tucky Appalachia every year , health 
care facilities , doctors, nurses and other 
health care personnel are overextended 
today. Further development of health 
care programs and facilities is im­
perativein anticipation of the increase in 
population by 1985. 

Such dilemmas will bedi cussed by the 
delegates at the Appalachian Develop· 
ment Conference, according to Short. 

··we know we can 't solve the problems 
of Kentucky Appalachia in a three-day 
conference, but we do believe we can 
begin to more efficiently pool our 
resources on the local, state and federal 
levels to work toward the eventual 
solutions to these problems," Short said. 

Short pointed out that the Appalachian 
area of Kentucky, with help from all 
levels of government as well as from 
private industry, already has made great 
strides with the construction of a high­
way system which ended the region's 
years of relative isolation. Health care 
programs as such are being developed in 

Morehead and throughout the region , and 
there are housing developments such as 
the joint federal-state-local-private in· 
dustry housing project in Jenkins. Also, a 
model deep mine safety program has 
been launched at the Hazard State 
Vocational Technical School. 

" But we must look ahead,' ' Short said. 
.. We must concentrate our efforts on the 
further development of Kentucky Ap· 
palachia to prepare for the grwoth which 
is to come." 

Short said the Appalachian Develop· 
ment Conference will be the first of a 
series of regionally oriented conferences 
planned to focus on Kentucky's economic 
development. An Urban Development 
Conference and a Rural Development 
Conference are also m the planning 
stages. 

Highlighting the Appalachian 
Development Conference will be the 
official opening of Morehead SState 
University's Appalachian Development 
Center, which will become fully 
operational this summer. According to 
un iversity officals, the purpose of the 
center will be to .develop programs to 
enhance economic, social and 
educ ational growth throughout Ap­
palachian Kentucky.

who toured Preston bW'g High School 
Monday evening found the 23-year-old 
bwlding to be m a swtc of general 
di repair with plaster falling because of 
a roof that ha leaked over the years, 
broken windows, leaky plumbing, and 
v.iring exposed where switchplates are 
missing. 

The group met here with Assistant 
Superintendant Ronald Hager, Board 

Member Dr. James D. Adams, Principal 
W. R. Hughes, and Assistant Principal 
Gene Wright to discuss ways in which the 
parents, school personnel and the school 
board could work together to improve 
conditions at the school. 

Ceilings which appear to be covered 
with an a be tos-like material caused 
most concern as a health hazard, and 
tests to determine whether fibers are 
present in the air of the building will be 
done with the aid of Charles Webb at no 
cost to the school ystem In the event 
that such fibers are present, Dr. Adams 
said that there was no qu stion of 
whether the material would be replaced, 
addmg " It would have to be replaced, or 
the school could not open." Fiberglas and 
asbestos fibers have been placed on a list 
of cancer-causing agents and their use 
in schools discontinued. 
Dr. Adams said that work on 

Prestonsburg High 's roof probably 
would begin in July or August, and that 
three other schools are on the priority 
list for roof work. He termed 
Prestonsburg Elementary as a 
"creeping monster" in that the building 
which was designed to handle 600 
students now has an enrollment of 900. 
The school board is now negotiating to 
buy property in PrestonsbW'g for a junior 
high school which , he said, would take 
much of the pre sure off the burgeoning 
grade school and, possibly, the high 
school. 

Adams said the present school board 
"is not consolidation oriented in its 
philosophy," and that the smaller schools 
such as Allen, Garrett, Clark, Martin and 
Auxier will be retained. He added that 
the Bonanza school might be " in trouble" 
because it is a two-room structure. 

Mr. Hager, who was principal of the 
high school here for several years, said 
that one of the b t ways for parents to 
help their children and their schools 
would be to see that homework was done 
before the TV set was turned on. "Take 
time to • talk to them about 
values ... behaviour ... These things have 
changeddrasticallyinthe last few years." 

Mr. Hager also noted that most parents 
do not realize that the school system 
loses approximately $6,000 per day 
through absences, and that this is money 
sorely needed to take care of some of the 
very problems being discussed. In one

A boycott of Middle East oil prices 

demanding a rollback to $6 a barrel and a 
crash program for synthetic fuel from 
coal was advocated at the state meeting 
for the National Association for Retired 
Veteran Railroad in Louisa. 

The speaker was the dean of Ken­
tucky's congressiOnal delegation U. S. 
Rep. Carl D. Perkms, who predicted the 
energy picture as bleak. 

"I wish I could say that here is a good 
solution to the energy situation on the 
horizon, but I must report that the 
situation is bleak. 

''The oil exporting coun-
tries ... especially in the Middle East... 
have us by the throat when it comes to 
the price of energy. 

"It was the 1973 cost increases in 
imported oil, after the embargo, that 
drove this country into its worse 
recession in a long, long time and it is 
the price of 1mported oil that is creating 
the problem today because the price of 
that oil drives up the price of just about 
every other product we buy," the 7th 
district Democrat said. 
· "So, somehow, the government has to 

find a way to restore some equity in the 
price of oil, or we will never have a stable 
economy. 

"I just wonder what would happen if 
the President of the United States, under 
authority granted to him by Congress, 
would say that after a certain date, a few 
months off, no oil would come into this 
country at a price higher than $6 a barrel. 

"There would be a lot of hollering and 
screaming by the Sheik of Abu Dabi and 
some of the other sheiks that are buying 
up all the good farmland and everything 
else in this country worth anything. 

"But if we stuck to it, if we prepared 
ourselves to take it right on the chin if we 
have to, and said not one drop of im­
ported oil is allowed into the country at a 
price higher than $6 a barrel, I think we 
would crack the oil exporters' cartel. 

"Back in 1973, before they started their 
embargo, they were getting a little better 
than $2 a barrel, for oil that cost less than 
25 cents a barrel to get out of the ground. 

"Now it is costing about $12 a barrel, so 
the figure of $6 seems more than fa\r to 
me. 

"At the same time we limit the price on 
oil, and let the exporters decide what 
they are going to do with it, we ought to 
go into a crash program to create syn­
thetic fuel from coal plants. 

"Many of you know that a pilot plant is 
being built near Catlettsburg, to test one 
of several processes that exist on con­
verting coal to liquid fuel.

"Another 53,000 veterans from this era 
have not used educational benefits, and 
for many the 10-year period of eligibility 
has expired," Mrs. Sinders said. 

The VA will pay a veteran student $311 
a month as an assistance benefit in 
helping him go to school. These benefits 
increase if the veteran has dependents. 

Mrs. Sinders said that the GI Bill 
program was not intended to pay full 
costs for a veteran's schooling, just as it 
the other two GI Bills, However, an 
eligible veteran may borrow up to $2,500 
per academic year to pursue a course 
leading to a standard college degree, or 
for a course leading to a professional or 
vocational objective which requires at 
least six months to complete. 

Veterans who wish to finish high 
school, attend colleges or universities, 
take business or vocational training 
under the GI Bill should check the date 
their eligibility expires. 

Assistance and information is 
available from the VA regional office or 
from veterans service organizations.

The Floyd companies were 
fined $2,000 each. One of the firms is B & 
H Elkhorn, fined for cutting black wa 
water out of the hill and over the out­
slopes of its New Creek side. The other is 
the S & 0 Coal Co. at Risner, which was 
fined for blasting material into a non­
spoil area. 

River Processing Inc. and Titus 
Frederick of Perry county paid the 
largest fines totaling $16,000 for 
violations on their strip mine sites near 
Hazard, 

Titus Frederick was fined $8,000 for 
failing to backfill, grade, seed and mulch 
its mine site, allowing sudden releases of 
water over the outslopes and placing 
spoil <material removed in gaining ac­
cess to the coal) off the permitted area.

Kentucky Labor Commisstoner James 
R Yocom said today that changes in 
Kentucky's wage and hour law!> will 
necessitate adjustments by many em­
ployers. 

There is the new minimum wage and a 
change in the pay period regulations 
Both changes are effective July 1. 

"TI1e new minimum wage will be in­
creased to $2.00 an hour from the present 
$1.60 an hour and this will apply to all 
workers now covered by the state labor 
Ia ws. Those persons subject to the 
federal minimum wage will not be af­
fected," Yocom said 

The other change relates to the pay 
period. "Some businesses are now 
paying their employees once a month. 
This will no longer be acceptable under 
Kentucky wage and hour laws," Yocom 
explained. He said businesses operating 
in Kentucky will have to pay employees 
no less than twice a month. 

"l want to emphasize that this change 
takes place July 1. We want employers 
now paying on a monthly basis to have 
time to adjust their payroll schedules and 
computers," the commissioner added. 

These labor law changes were adopted 
by the 1978 General Assembly. 

Growth in the economy between 1976 
and 1985 is expected to create nearly 17 
million jobs, according to the U. S. 
Department of Labor's Occupational 
Outlook Handbook.

Although lbted in the 
annals of pioneer medicine as 
an important herb in the 
treatment of a wide range of 
ailments ranging from back­
ache to shortness of breath, 
"AraUa spmosa,'' the Devil's 
Walkingstick, was considered 
a soverign remedy for tooth­
ache. In fact, in some locali­
ties, 1t went by the name, 
''toothache tree," 

Years ago an aged relative, 
now long a resident of an­
other dimension, told me this 

story having to do with the 
toothache tree: She was 
about the age of 1 S, she said, 
when a cavity came in one of 
her molars. This tooth be­
came infected and for a 
couple of days almost drove 
her beserk with pain. Finally 
her father thought of the 
toothache tree. Locating one 
of these shrubs, he scraped 
away some of the inner bark 
and crammed it into the 
cavity. 

In a matter of minutes the 
pain began to ease and thus 

relieved she went to the barn 
to help with the evening 
chores. Just as she sat down 
to start milkmg a cow, there 
was a sort of an explosion in 
her mouth and the offending 
tooth split in four pieces 
whtch she easily plucked out, 
thus ending her problem. 
Further research has revealed 
that, although with less 
dramatic results, the inner 
bark of the toothache tree 
was, and still is, somewhat 
effective in treating orne 
forms of toothache. 

Devtl 's Walkingstick is 
quite common in Kentucky 
and many other states in the 
east and south. It is so 
covered with spines that only 
the devil can handle it With· 
out getttng scratched, but it is 
a very attractive shrub and at 
one time was cultivated as an 
ornamental. In the spring it 
puts out leaves of silky 
bronze that turn red and gold 
in autumn. In early summer it 
produces huge terminal 
masses of tiny white flowers 
that mature into pods of 
purple-black berries relished 
by birds. Birds carrying the 
seed are largely responsible 
for the spread of this shrub. 
It is said also that despite the 
thorns, deer browse on the 
tender branches. 

Devil's Walkingstick is 
also known as "Hercules 
Club."

Fully accredited 
schools nrc classified as ither 
provisional, basic, standard or 
comprehensive with 
provisional bcmg th lov. est 
ranking and comprehensive 
the highest. 

By 1980 the "basic" rating 
for high schools wtll be phased 
out and secondary schools 
must meet either " tandard" 
accreditation critena or rt k 
losing their accreditation . Only 
18 high schools in Kentucky 
till retain the "bas1c" rating. 
Two high schools, Calloway 

County High and Knott Central 
High School, were upgraded 
from a standard rating to a 
comprehensive rating Four 
high schools were upgraded 

from ba ic to standard. They 
were Elliott County, Fancy 
Farm and Farmington High in 
Grave~ county, and Auburn 
High in Logan county.

TEACHER QUALITY 
A recent New England study 

of students in 18 colleges who 
selected education as a major 
shows that their academic 
quality, as shoy;n on stan­
dardized tests, has declined At 
e1ghtof the colleges, the verbal 
SAT test scores of freshmen 
educatton mapr. had gone 
down by 50 to 100 points bet­
ween 1970 and 1975. This 
decline •s greater than the 
national average . On the ACT 
math test. the score at all 
colleges studied had declined 
17 percent, compared to 7 
percent nationwide. The 
researcher notes that the 
verbal test score decline is 
particularly alarming, since 

vera! studie mdicatc that 
the verbal ability of teachers ts 
the only variable to teacher 
behavior that makes a 

igmricant difference m 
student learning. 

Many Veterans 
Miss Benefits 

About half of the eligible 
Vtetnam Era vetcrMs in the 
state of Kentucky have taken 
advantag of th tr GI Bill 
educat1onal benefits, 1rs 
1ary G. inders, director of 

the VA regional offtce in 
Louisville. says. 

Slightly over 53 percent of 
the ll6,000 eligible veterans 
h ve enrolled in some form of 
traming. Mrs. Sinders pomted 
out that veterans have only 10 
years from the date of 
di charge to use their benefits 
for education, and that the 
a erage age of th veterans 
1 now nearing 33. 

Educational benefits must be 
u ed before the end of the 10 
years. so for many of those who 
s rved early an the V1etnam 
war the period of eligibility has 
already ended. In order to get 
in four years of training, 
veterans would have to begin 
their schooling no later than six 
years after discharge. 

The VA director said benefits 
are available for college, high 
school , vocational, 
correspondence or business 

chools . A single veteran going 
to school full time now recetves 
$311 a month from the VA as an 
n istance benefit toward his 
education. Married veterans 
with dependents receive $370 
for one dependent, $422 for two, 
and $26 for each additional 
dependent. 

Mrs Sinders urged veterans 
who plan to enroll this fall in a 
GI Bill training program to 
complete their detatls as soon 
a possible in order to receive 
their checks after the first 
month of training.

CATV Opposes 
Court Ruling 
On TV Rate 

The 90-member Kentucky CATV 
Association last week wrote County 
Judge-Executive Yvonne S. Jones and 
members of the Floyd fiscal court to 
express its opposition to the setting of a 
flat rate for all TV systems in Floyd 
county. 

The court has set S5 as the monthly fee 
to be charged by the TV distribution 
systems in the county. 

The Burkesville-based CATV 
Association also wrote: 

"The Association objects to thts 
method of setting rates because we do not 
feel that there is consideration for the 
different levels of service. We further 
feel that in a democratic society the free 
enterprise system should be allowed to 
operate and that the marketplace should 
determine the value of the cable ser­
vices." 

The Association added that it supports 
the suit filed by Everett Akers, of Martin, 
and others. 

The letter was the result of action 
taken by the association's board of 
directors at its March meeting in 
Owensboro where Akers reported on his 
suit against the fiscal court. Two CATV 
members were named to investigate the 
Floyd situation.

Court Order Bans 
Hamilton From Home 

Elder Lee Hamilton has been banned 
by district court order from his Mud 
Creek home in . a move designed to 
prevent further trouble between him and 
members of the family of the Rev. Hatler 
Hamilton, who was shot and killed May 
18 dw-ing an altercation between the two.

After last week's more permanent 
order to keep Hamilton out of the area he 
filed a request to be permitted to attend 
his church last Sunday, and District 
Judge Harold J . Stumbo had entered an 
order permitting him to do so but later 
denied the request after receiving from a 
peace officer word that it would be un­
safe for Hamilton to be in the area. 

The new order provides that Hamilton 
is to stay away from his home tu1less 

· accompanied by his attorney or a peace 
officer . The order also provides that in 
case of emergency, or if it appears the 
order could result in property loss, 
Hamilton may come to the court for 
relief.

Fuel Adjustment 
Rule Restricted 

The Administrative Regulation Review 
Subcommittee today approved a 
regulation standardizing and restricting 
use of the fuel adjustment clauses by six 
Kentucky electricity generating com­
panies. 

The regulation was developed by the 
Kentucky Public Service Commission in 
response to a request from Gov Julian 
Carroll that the PSC examine present 
fuel adjustment procedures. The PSC 
held public hearings in September, 
February and May. 

According to Richard Heman, 
executive secretary to the PSC, the 
regulation standardizes the fuel ad­
justment clauses used by the utility 
generating companies. Previously, the 
companies used different clauses to 
compute fuel adjustment costs; now the 
companies will use the same method of 
computation. 

The regulation also restricts the 
clauses to the actual cost of coal for 
generating, and to shipping costs from 
the coal's acquisition point to the 
unloading point. The fuel adjustment 
clauses had previously contained ad­
ditional factors that could hike utility 
bills. 

Further, Heman said the regulation 
requires that contracts between the 
generating companies and coal suppl ' rs 
be filed with the PSC for public in­
spection under the provisions of the state 
Open Records Law. The regulation also 
requires explanations of contracts 
between a generating company and a 
coal supplier which is owned by the 
generating company. 

The regulation also calls for ex­
planations of escalation provisions in 
contracts with suppliers. Escalation 
provisions denote that increased labor 
costs and other factors affecting the 
supplier's cost of production will be 
passed on to the generating company, 
Heman said. 

Public hearings reviewing the use of 
the clause are required every six months 
by the regulation , as well as hearings 
held every two years. The bi-annual 
hearings will study the trend in fuel costs 
and could result in transfers of any 
existing fuel adjustments into the 
utilities' basic rates. 

The regulation also requires the 
companies to file their actual fuel costs 
with the PSC at least 10 days prior to 
customer billing, Herman said. 

The six companies affected by the 
regulation are the Big Rivers Electric 
Cooperative, Louisville Gas and Electric, 
Kentucky Utilities, East Kentucky 
Power Cooperative, Kentucky Power Co. 
and Union Light, Heat and Power Co.

The seminar will be held June 22, from 
10 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. in Chrisman 
Auditorium in the Armington Science 
Learning Center on the Pikeville College 
campus.

PW'pose of the seminar is to inform 
members of the coal mining and 
processing industries and other in­
terested persons about methods of ob­
taining permits, constructing dzms and 
sedimentation basins, and other 
problems and principles associated with 
hydrology and Public Law 95-87. 

Representatives of both industry and 
government will speak, and each will 
respond to questions.

Airco Coals Inc. has charged that the 
Louisville & Nashville Railroad has 
discriminated against it by refusing to 
allocate unit coal trains to a Kentucky 
mine owned by the company. 

Unit trains in question in the Airco suit: 
filed in U.S. District Court in Cinclnnnt1 
Tuesday, carry 4,500 tons or more of. coal 
from a single loading point to a smgle 
destmation. 

Under the Railroad Revitalization nnd 
Regulatory Reform Act of 1976, 
railroads are allowed to establish 
separate pools of cars for ~it-train 
service and separate pools for smgle-car 
service. 

When cars are in short supply, as is the 
current situation in Eastern Kentucky, 
they are to be distributed according to 
ratings established for shippers based 
upon loading capacity. 

If a railroad is able to supply only 30 
percent of the cars required by 
customers each shipper should get about 
30 percent of his rating, according to 
regulations of the Interstate Commerce 
Commission. 

But unit-train shippers are treated as a 
separate class from smaller shippers 
Since unit trains can be handled more 
efficiently and thus are more profitable, 
according to railroad authorities, users 
of unit-train service generally get a 
higher proportion of cars than do smaller 
shippers. 

Eastern Kentucky coal operators 
estimate that single·train shippers on the 
L & N currently receive less than 20 
percent of the cars they need, compared 
with the 60 percent to 80 percent most 
unit-train shippers receive. 

To take advantage of the better service 
to users of unit trains, Airco recently 
installed additional track and loading 
facilities at the Kodak mine it owns at 
Chester in Perry County, explained Fritz 
R. Kahn, an attorney with Vernerr, 
Liipfert, Bernhard & McPherson, the law 
firm representing Airco.

New Litter Law in Effect 
Revenue Commissioner Maurice P. 

Carpenter announced last week that the 
Department of Revenue has taken initial 
steps toward implementatipn of the litter 
assessment law enacted by the 1978 
General Assembly. 

Funds from the new assessment are 
earmarked for use by the Department for 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection in combatting litter. The 
assessment, which is three cents for each 
$100 (three one-hundredths of one per­
cent) on receipts from sales of "covered 
items," is expected to produce 
about $2 million annually, 
Carpenter said. 

Covered items include newspapers, 
magazines, auto and truck tiers (except 
recaps and retreads), and any and all 
personal property which is packaged, 
wrapped or contained in glass con­
tainers metal containers of less than 55 
gallons: plastic, paper or other fiber 
containers, according to the com­
missioner. 

Carpenter said the assessment is ef­
fective June 17. It applies to sales by 
manufacturer!i, processors and 

wholesalers of covered items to Ken- · 
tucky retailers for resale to consumers. 
The assessment also applies to 
manufacturer-processor receipts from 
sales of covered items directly to Ken­
tucky consumers. The assessment is not 
paid by retailers. 

Although Carpenter expects that fewer 
than 5,000 businesses wi!J be subject to 
the assessment, he said that a general 
information letter was mailed last week 
to about 40 000 businesses to insure 
complete co~erage. Carpenter said that 
anyone not liable for the assessment 
should disregard the information letter. 
Those liable for the assessment should 
promptly complete ~he in~entificat!on 
statement contained 10 the mformatwn 
letter and mail it back to the Department 
of Revenue, he said. 

The first report will be due, Oct. 20.

With students taking tests and teachers 
gradmg paper , the current school year 
is drawing to a close across Kentucky 
But for chool admimstrators v.ork 1s 
just begmning as they plan school 
calendars for next year. 

Planning the school calendar has taken 
on added importance smce the last tv.o 
severe v. inters forced many schools in 
Kentucky to close for long periods of 
t1me. With many schools missing 20, 30, 
or as many as 45 days due to bad 
\~Cather, some districts found 1t 
neces ·ary to extend the school year into 
June to make up the lost days. 

tate law rcqwres that schools be in 
operation 185 days a year Ten of those 
days m·e taken up by tht> opt>mng and 
closing of ·chool, teacher inservice days 
and holidays, leaving 175 acutal in­
structional days. 

When last \ear's severe v. eat her 
forced school cancellatiOns, local shcool 
officials were faced with the decision of 
how to make up lost days. Extendmg the 
school year into June, extending the 
length of the school day and holding 
school on Saturdays and during weeks 
scheduled for spring br·eak were options 
ava1lable to the local dtstr1cts 

Local school officials and the state 
Department of Education are planning 
ahead on next year's calendars in case 
another severe winter forces extending 
school closings. 

Randy Kimbrough, head of the Bureau 
of Instruction, said local school districts 
are being asked to indicate on school 
calendar forms how they would make up 
days if they missed 10 days, 20 days, or 30 
or more days 

Districts are also asked to indicate 
whether they wish to build up emergency 
days in advance under the provisions of 
Senate Bill 198, which was passed during 
the 1978 General Assembly. SB 198 gives 
districts the option of extending the 
school day to make up days missed 
durmg an emergency prior to the 
emergency if they have approval by the 
State Board for Elementary and 
Secondary Education. 

Many schools plan to begin the coming 
school year during the week of August 7, 
Kimbrough said. If no days are m1ssed 
due to bad weather next winter, most 
schools will dismiss around mid-May.

The Kentucky Public Service Com­

mission refused to change a con­
troversial section of a proposed 
regulation on fuel adjustment charges 
that would require electric utilities to 
make their coal-purchasing contracts 
public. 

The commission took issue with the 
utilitees' contention that public 
disclosure of coal prices would result in 
increased prices of coal and higher 
electricity rates for consumers. 

"Public discl<liure of such information 
is just as likely to have the effect of 
decreasing coal prices to utilities where 
one coal supplier may wish to Wtdersell 
another in order to obtain a long-term 
contract with a utility," the commission 
said in a memorandum submitted 
Thursday to the Legislative Research 
Commission. 

"This Jack of firm evidence of anti­
competitive eCfects resulting from public 
disclosure of coal price information must 
be weighed against the public's rights to 
have access to information relating to a 
major component of their utility bills," 
the commission said. 

The commission proposed that utilities 
make public all documents relocated to 
coal buying as part of an attempt to 
regulate the use of fuel adjustment 
clauses. 

Two Floyd Students 
Among 24 Getting 
Rural Med Loans 

Two Floyd coWttians are among the 24 
Kentuckians whose applications for 
financial assistance as medical students 
were approved recently by the trustees of 
the Rural Kentucky Medical Scholarship 
Fund.

The provision drew heated opposition 
from utilities at a hearing on the PSC's 
proposed regulation last month, and 
William M. Sawyer, PSC deputy 
executive director for legal aHairs, said 
he expects some utilities will take that 
provision to court. 

The PSC memo to the LRC gives 
"affirmative consideration" to ob­
jections to the proposed regulation as 
required by state law, the final step 
required before a regulation is given 
final approval. 

The regulation will come up before the 
LRC's Administrative Regulations 
Review Subcommittee today <Wed­
nesday>. 

The PSC also refused to back off from a 
provision which several utilities opposed 
that would permit a utility to pass along 
higher costs to consumers as a result of a 
power outage only if the outage is the 
result of "Acts of God, riot, insurrection 
or acts or the public enemy." 

"We did not change anything of sub­
stance (in the regulation)," Sawyer said. 

The fuel adjustment method allows 
utilities to altomatically pass along 
higher costs to consumers, without PSC 
approval. 

The proposed regulation would also 
establish a uniform fuel adjustment 
cia use for each of the state's six electric 
generating utilities, would require 
monthly review by the PSC of each 
utility's proposed charges before they 
are added to customers' bills, and would 
restrict the costs that could be passed 
along through the fuel charge.

The leader of a Kentucky tax reform 
group wants to seize the momentum 
generated by Califorma voters last week 
when they approved a drastic cut in 
property taxes. 

"We need, while the door is open­
while we have all this response, because 
people do forget so quickly - to get 
together and decide just what kind of 
legislative action is required," said Faye 
Ellercamp of Louisville, secretary of 
Taxpayers Action Group. 

"While this is all fresh on people's 
mind we had better get something 
constructive done," Mrs. Ellercamp 
said 

The suburban housewife said the group 
was initially fonned as a grass roots 
protest to reassessments of property in 
Jefferson county. She said the 
assessment issue will still be a key target 
of the group, although she hopes it will 
eventually take a look at the entire tax 
structure. 

"Kentucky's property tax rates are not 
too bad," she admitted. "But it is the 
assessments that continually increase. 
There has to be an alternative. Perhaps 
property tax should cease to be a source 
of revenue for government." 

She also conceded that "Proposition 13 
(the California-approved measure 
limiting property taxes to 1 percent of

assessed valuation l was a little radical. 
It is pretty strict." 

Meanwhile, a state revenue official 
pointed out it would be difficult ot apply 
the California proposal trictly to Ken· 
tucky becaust" of the various property 
taxes. 

HEAT PUMPS OBSOLETE. 
Paul Tanner, head of research for the 

Department of Revenue, noted there are 
state and county property tax rates, in 
addition to c1ty and school levies and 
levies by special service districts. 

State law limits most of the property 
tax rates (except taxes for schools and in 
cities with more than 15,000 people) to 1 
percent, or $1 for each $100 of assessed 
valuation. 

Tanner said there is a question of how a 
blanket ceiling would affect individual 
tax rates which are under that ceiling. 

In many rural counties, the total tax 
rate, combining several taxing districts, 
is still less than 1 percent. 

Mrs. Ellercamp said her group wants 
to act in an orderly way to get elected 
officials to listen to its concerns about 
taxes. "We don't warit to be an emotional 
group. We are trying to be a dignified, 
respectable group." 

She said while she felt a majority of 
TAG's members would not want to resort 
to some form of tax strike or revolt, "Our 
elected representatives have not been 
listening to us and we will do whatever it 
takes to make them listen and to discuss 
the problems and to be accountable." 

Mrs. Ellercamp said she hoped to have 
a leadership meeting this week and form 
some committees. 

She said she also hopes to get organized 
statewide, but admitted a lot of rural 
counties with low rax rates may not be as 
interested in the assessment and 
property tax issue. 

"But everybody is interested in taxes 
and everybody feels burdened by taxes," 
she said. "It's the Boston Tea Party 
revisited." ..

practices. The court is now in the process 
of determining how much, if any, money 
is to be returned to each of these con­
sumers The amount of these refunds wHI 
range from $195 to approximately 950. 

"It is necessary for consumers having 
claims against Motel Tra_ining Company 
of America to contact the Consumer 
Protection Division of the Attorney 
General's Office," Stephens said. "They 
will be scheduled to appear before a trial 
commissioner appointed by the court to 
hear their claims and determine how 
much money they are eligible to receive.

State Cancels Contracts 
Held by Adams in Area 

Nineteen stone delivery contracts 
granted Adams Construction Corp. and 
Adams Stone Corp., including delivery to 
Floyd county, have been cancelled by the 
state Department of Transportation, and 
Adams has been suspended from bidding 
on further contracts of the sort for a 
period of two years. 

The Pikeville-based firms have ap­
pealed the action 

Cancellation of the contracts which 
covered road projects in Floyd, Johnson, 
Knott, Pike, Martin, Perry and 
Lawrence counties, followed what 
department officials described as 
repeated failures to meet delivery 
requests. 

Adams was informed of the contract 
cancellations in a May 22 letter from 
Danny L. Shearer, DOT director of 
purchases. 

According to the letter, the cancelled 
contracts cover periods from 1973 
through this year and "involve a total of 
95,610 tons of aggregate ... " 

The letter states that DOT records 
show that that "as of my March 31 and 
April 3 correspondence only 29,091 tons 
had been delivered .against these con· 
tracts or roughly 31 per cent." 

It adds since the two 'letters from 
Shearer "and extending through May 16, 
1978, an additional 10,407 tons has been 
delivered. 

"You will note that the departments' 
period of evaluation was extended from 
10 days to 32 days for the April 3 
correspondence and 33 days for the 
March 31 correspondence." 

The letter adds that as of May 22, "a 
total of 39,498 tons has been delivered; 
leaving 56,112 tons remaining to be 
delivered." 

Adams Construction Corp. is one of the 
major surfacing and resurfacing con­
tractors in Kentucky, DOT officials said. 

The firm's surfacing and resurfacing 
contracts are not affected by the can­
cellation of the 19 stone delivery con­
tracts, Grayson said. 

DOT officials had no immediate 
figures available as to the total value of 
the cancelled contracts, but they 
estimated the contracts probably totaled 
between $700,000 and $800,000 when let. 

Shearer's letter to Adams states that a 
review of the 19 contracts shows " a very 
poor delivery response" by both Adams 
Construction and Adams Stone to DOT"s 
requests for delivery. 

Asked what excuses Adams has offered 
for the delays, Gray ·on said he prefered 
not to discuss that since Adams has 
appealed his decision and he is granting 
the firms a hearing. 

Highway Engineer G F . Kemper said 
the cancelled projects are being rebid. 

Grayson said a hearing officer will 
conduct the hearing and then recom­
mend to him what action to take. 

He could leave the cancellation order 
stand, modify it or reverse his previous 
decision. The Adams firm could appeal 
Grayson's decision in the courts. 

Asked why DOT has waited so long to 
act, Grayson replied, "The fact that 
aggregate is so hard to get and the 
sources are so limited are the only two 
answers I can give." 

Grayson said in the Eastern Kentucky 
counties where the Adams firms have the 
contracts often only one or two bid on 
these stone supply contracts. 

That situation has concerned Rep. Bill 
Weinberg, of Hindman, who said, 
"Perhaps the most infuriating factor of 
the maintenance system in Eastern 
Kentucky is its reliance on a few con­
tractors for its road work and gravel 
supply." 

Ways to encourage more competition 
in that area is one area Weinberg hopes 
an interim legislative committee could 
come up with before the 1980 legislative 
session. He has asked that the matter be 
taken up by the State Government 
Committee. 

Weinberg has expre ed concern over 
what he says was Adams Construction 
Co.'s failure to deliver gravel to four 
communities in Knott county before this 
year's severe winter-although money 
was available and a contract was let 
before the winter. 

The contract for the gravel in Salt Lick, 
Quicksand, Lotts Creek and Yellow 
Creek was one of the 19 cancelled, 
Kemper said. 

Weinberg said in Quicksand, Lotts 
Creek and Salt Lick mail could not be 
delivered much of the winter and 
residents often could not leave their 
residences without a four wheel drive.

And Weinberg expressed concern 

whether the time consuming rebidding 
process will permit the work to be 
completed before next winter. 
"I really couldn't answer that 

possibly," Kemper said, "except that we 
will make every effort to do it. But here 
again the availibility of material is going 
to be a determmating factor."
