He spoke of the provision that miners' 
widows may prove their claims by af­
fidavit, adding, " and now they (the 
Department of Labor) are trying to 
change that."

Fiscal Court OK's Contract 
For David School Operation 
,The fiscal court at its recent meeting 

authorized County Judge-Executive 
Yvonne S. Jones to sign a contract with 
the David School, Inc. for the operation 
at David of an alternate learning center 
which is scheduled to open August 1. 

The center will serve delinquent and 
disadvantaged youths, and the court has 
been approved for a federal grant to 
cover the cost of its operation. 

The contract provides for the court to 
pay to the school not more than $80,000 
over a 12-month period, payments to be 
made in monthly installments. The 
contract may be terminated at the 
discretion of the court. 

The school, in return, is to recruit and 
employ teachers in language arts, math, 
industrial arts, altomotive education, 
science and social studies. In addition to 
the facUlty, the school will employ a 
director al)d secretary-bookkeeper and 
provide adequate educational materials 
and equipment.

Ten-year-()ld Jerry Glenn Watkins , of 
Wayland, was killed last Thursday af­
ternoon at Dema, Knott county, when the 
truck in which he was a passenger was 
allegedly sideswiped by another. 

The victim, a fourth-grade pupil at the 
Wayland Elementary School, was pinned 
in the truck with his brother, Roger Dale 
Watkins, driver. Death resUlted from a 
head injury, it was said. The dnver 
suffered leg'injuries. His two sons were 
thrown clear of the wreck. 

Roger Dale Watkins, who operated a 
milk delivery route for the Dixie Belle 
Dairy, Hazard, said he was leaving 
Dema, drivmg toward Wayland, when 
Eugene Stamper, of Dema, rounded a 
curve at high speed, with his truck 
wheels over the centerline of the high­
way. He said he took evasive action but 
that Stamper's truck hit the rear of his 
vehicle, which plunged over an em­
bankment. 

Watkins said he appeared Monday 
before the Knott circuit court grand jw-y, 
seeking an indictment against Stamper. 
He added that Stamper travelled ap­
proximately a half-mile before stopping 
and was later arrested by a Kentucky 
state police trooper. 

The wreck victim was a son of Charles 
L. and Anthie Jean Conley Watkins, of 
Wayland. Besides his parents, he is 
survived by seven brothers and four 
sisters, Carl Eugene, Roger Dale, Danny 
Lee, Rodney, Teddy and Shannon 
Watkins, all of Wayland, James Franklin 
Watkins, Rochester, Mich., the victim's 
twin, Mary Lynn, and Mrs. Loretta 
Ward, both of Wayland, Mrs. Carolyn 
Brunson, Bozier City, La., and Mrs. 
Deborah Jean Lazar, Wolcottsville, 
Indiana. 

Funeral services were conducted at 11 
a.m. Sunday from the Martin Branch 
Free Will Baptist Olurch, the Rev. Doug 
Burkett and Green Boyd officiating.

Volume Ll 
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New Budget 
For County 
Shows Drop 

Outlay Last Year 
Above New Budget; 
RS Fund Is Lower 

•The budget approved for Floyd COWlty 
for the fiscal year beginning July 1 
provides approximately $68,000 less than 
the amount actually expended by the 
county dw-ing fiscal year 1977-'78. 

The total of budget appropriations for 
the coming year is $960,546. Last fiscal 
year, the budget totalled $1,261,876. 
Actual expenditures during the year 
ending June 30 were $1,028,632. 

The new budget was approved by the 
state finance officer, then by the fiscal 
court during its meeting last Thurdday. 

The biggest drop for the coming year is 
in the Revenue Sharing Fund, with 
$297,746 budgeted. For the fiscal year 
now ending actual expenditw-es from 
that fund totalled $681,363. 

The budget provides for these ex­
penditures next fiscal year from revenue 
sharing: 

Public safety, $33,180; environmental 
protection , $46,082 ; public tran­
sportation, $93,790; health, $19,000; social 
services for the poor and aged, $4,500: 
financial administration , $47,200 ; capital 
construction, maintenance or equipment, 
$53,994. 

The budget earmarks $274,054 from the 
general ftmd for general government­
an increase of slightly more than $36,1)()() 
for the fiscal year which will end Jun 0. 
The appropriations for libraries as 
increased from the $16,000 actually spc. • 
this fiscal year to $33,000, and $149,708 
was marked for debt service. 

The budget figures show that $ZJ6 155 
was spent during the last 12 months on 
highways. For the next 12, $187,400 was 
appropriated. 

The general fund is winding up the year 
with a $130,400 surplus, and the road fund 
with $26,000. 

The bi~ r.evenue receipt item is, as 
usual, from tax levies, which arc ex­
pected to produce $318,000.

juvenile hearing here next week as a 
prelude to grand jury action in the case. 

A juvenile petition alleging murder 
was filed last week by County Attorney 
Arnold Turner, Jr., after a pathologist's 
reported to Coroner James J. Carter that 
the child was a drowning victim. 

Turner said the hearing date will be set 
for the convenience of the Ashland 
pathologist to attend. He indicated the 
hearing may be held next Thursday. 

The county attorney also said that he 
will ask that the girl be held under bond 
for future grand jury action. 

A preliminary report on the altopsy 
performed on the body of a second baby 
found ina Cow mountain dump heap soon 
after the Drift case developed indicated 
that the baby was born alive. Its skull 
was fractw-ed, blt the pathologist in­
dicated that this injury occurred 
following death, when it was tossed into 
the garbage pile. 

No clue as to the identity of the mother 
of the second child has been uncovered.

That Is • vague picture of the situation now, at the onset of 
summer. 

If Kentucky doesn't begin, without further delay, en 
emergency road reconstruction program, with all stops out, 
what will these roads and streets be after another winter? 

Such a program may require some sacrifices. Some less 
Important programs may need to be droppect, lf funds are 
lacking. Those employed In minor cleanup .,d repair efforts 
may have to be dropped. The loss of emptorment would be more 
then compensated for by the hiring of men to do real, earnest 
work to repair the damages of two severe winters to roads and 
streets. 

It may be that ev• some new road proiKts should be post­
poned till the emergency Is met. 

Kentucky has, roughly, four months In which to get done one 
of the blggelt fobs It has ever faced. It wm mean much to the 
state .,d Ita people If their officials face up to It with the 
determlnetlon, the slngl•mlnded resolve, that Is required now, 
not later.

More Parolees Employed, 
1976 Review Indicates 

The employment rate of ex-offenders 
on active probation and parole super· 
vision in 1976 rose over that of 1973, as did 
salaries and taxes paid, according to a 
study just completed by the state Bureau 
of Corrections. 

In the study of 5,911 men and women on 
active supervision in 1976, the bureau 
found that 82.8 percent of the labor force 
within that group was employed that 
year. A previous study conducted by the 
bureau on the year 1973 showed 75.8 
percent of the labor force within 3,700 
probatiioners and parolees was em­
ployed. 

A majority of salaries earned by those 
on active supervision in 1976 ranged 
between $4,000-$7,000. The previous study 
found the majority of salaries in 1973 to 
range between $3,000-$6,000. 

The 5,911 ex-offenders on active 
supervision in 1976 paid a total of 
$472,082.96 in Kentucky state taxes and 
$1,841,416.09 in federal taxes for that

year, according to the study. 
According to the 1973 study, the active 

caseload of 3,700 paid a total of $257,692 in 
state taxes. No attempt was makde in the 
first study to determine how much 
federal tax was paid. 

The new report shows the active 
caseload to have risen in 1976 nearly 60 
percent over 1973, while the state taxes 
paid rose more than 83 percent. Active 
caseloads include men and women on 
probation, parole, conditional release 
and misdemeanants. 

Brett Scott, corrections' deputy 
commissioner for community services, 
said the active caseload in Kentucky is 
now approximately 6,500, a 10 percent 
increase over 1976. 

The just completed study points out 
there were 15,000 cases classified as 
inactive in 1976 because the men and 
women, although still on parole, were no 
longer required to have monthly contact 
with their probation and parole officers. 
Those people were not included in either 
study.

Floyd Unemployment Rate 
For April Above Area Average 

Eastern Kentucky unemployment 
decreased from 21,316 persons in March 
to 14,979 in April, according to Robert 
MacDonald, chief labor market analyst 
for the Department for Human 
Resources. 

The rate of unemployment dropped 
from 7.4 percent to 5 percent in that same 
period. Magoffin county had the highest 
rate of 7.7 percent while Martin county, 
about 20 miles away, was lowest with 2.8 
percent. Floyd county; 6.3 was well 

' above the area rate of 5 per cent and the 
overall state rate of 4.1 per cent. 
"Seasonal factors and the end of the coal 
strike account for most of the decrease in 
umemployment," said MacDonald. 

The April, 1977 unemployment rate in 
eastern Kentucky was 5.4 percent. This 
April's rate for the entire state was 4.1 
percent, the lowest since October, 1977.

Edgar's administration-proposed 
amendment was intended to strike $21 
million for construction during the 1979 
fiscal year on eight projects that have a 
total price tag of $546 million. 

Rep. Tom Bevill, D-Ala., chairman of 
the appropriations subcommittee that 
drew up the money bill, in urging 
rejection of the amendment, said that 
Congress should protect its right to 
determine what projects should be built. 

The other projects that would have 
been eliminated under the amendment 
included: Bayou Bodcau, La ., LaFarge 
Lake, Wis.; Lukfata Lake, Okla.; 
Meramec Park Lake, Mo.; Fruitland 
Mesa, Colo.; Narrows unit, Colo., and 
Savery-pot Hook, Colo. and Wyo. 

Earlier, the House overwhelmingly 
defeated efforts to remove from the bill 
three other projects: Russell Dam in 
Georgia and South Carolina, the Bon­
neville Unit of the Central Utah Project 
and the O'Neil Unit in Nebraska. 

An amendment by Rep. Andrew 
Jacobs Jr., D-Ind., to kill the three 
projects was turned down by a resoun­
ding voice vote and he was unable to get 
enough members to rise to call for a roll 
call vote. 

The appropriations bill provides more 
than $1.3 billion for continuing the 
building of maj>r water projects by thhe 
Army Corps of Engineers and for more 
than $240 million for construction of 
irrigation projects by the Bureau of 
Reclamation. 

Added to the bill at administration 
request was more than $30 million for 
new construction and planning starts for 
11 projects in 11 states. 

The added projects included: 
Metlakatla Harbor, Alaska; Goleta and 
vicinity, Calif.; Hartwell, fifth unit, Ga. 
and S. C.; Kahoma Stream, Hawaii; Big

The Department for Natural 

Resources and Environmental 
Protection has issued an administrative 
complaint against Leslie county for 
maintaining an 1.11permitted sohd waste 
disposal site off the Dame! Boone Park­
way. A public hearing will be held July 6 
at 10 a.m. at Capital Plaza Tower in 
Frankfort to give the county an op­
portunity to defend itself against 
allegations listed in the complaint. 

The open dump, located half a mile 
from the Hyden-Spur exit, is also in 
violation of the state's air pollution 
regulations which prohibits discharging 
contaminants into the air from open 
burning 

According to a departmental landfill 
inspector, the county executed a contract 
with a landowner on April 20 to establish 
the open dump Without applying for a 
permit when its former site had been 
filled to capacity. Since that time, the 
county has been notified on several oc­
casions by both air pollution officials and 
landfill inspectors that it is in violation of 
the state's solid waste disposal and air 
pollution regulations. 

The Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection is now asking that the county : 

-Be required to discontinue unlawful 
operation of the solid waste disposal site, 
to ·discontinue unlawful open buring at 
the site, and take remedial measures as 
deemed necessary to cl06e the site. 

Be assessed a civil penalty of $5,000 

for the mitial violation of the state's air 
pollution regulations and $5,000 for each 
day the violation continues. 

-Be assessed a ctvil penalty of $1,000 
for the initial violation of the state's solid 
waste disposal regulations and $1,000 for 
each day the violation continues.

Kentucky Fishing Report 
Frankfort, Ky , June 19-With recent 

warm weather sending surface water 
temperatures to the 80 degree vicinity, 
the better angling for black bass and 
white bass has shifted to early mornings, 
late evenings and night while activity for 
blueg11l is increasing. The lake-by-lake 
rundown, according to the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wild life 
Resources: 

BARREN, Black bass good on the 
lower lake early and late and at night on 
artificial nightcrawlers off points; 
bluegill good on the upper lake off deep 
banks; catfish good on the upper lake 
around rip rap and bridge piers; white 
bass fair to good on the lower lake at 
night off points and deep banks; in 
tailwaters, crappie and white bass slow; 
clear to murky, stable at summer pool 
and 79 degrees. 

CUMBERLAND: White bass and 
crappie fair to good at night on the lower 
lake off deep points and deep banks; 
black bass fair to good on the lower lake 
fly fishing bass bugs in inlets and ba>s 
and fair at night on the upper lake on 
spinner baits off points and deep banks; 
crappie also slow on the upper lake 
drifting minnows over submerged cover; 
in tailwaters, crappie, sauger, trout and 
white bass good; clear, falling, five feet 
below the timberline and 79 degrees. 

NOLIN: White bass good early and late 
on plunker and fly combination in the 
jumps; black bass fair at night on ar­
tificial nightcrawlers off points; in 
tailwaters, white bass fair; clear, stable 
at swnmer pool and 81 degrees. 

HERRINGTON: Bluegill good still and 
drifting fishing off shallow banks; black 
bass fair on spinner baits and crank baits 
off deep banks; clear to murky, stable at 
swnmer pool and 80 degrees. 

GREEN: Bluegill fair to good off 
gravel and rocky banks; white bass fair 
trolling deep runners with trailers off 
flats during the day and still fishing 
minnows off deep banks at night; in 
tail waters, trout fair; clear, stable at 
summer pool and 78 degrees. 

LAUREL: Trout good with some limits 
at night still fishing worms in the area of 
the dam; black bass slow early and late 
on surface lures and spinner baits in 
timbered coves; clear, stable, two feet 
below power pool and 81 degrees.

Tips on Dogwoods 
''What can I do to keep my dogwoods 

alive?" fs a question many Kentuckians 
may be asking this spring. 

Mary Hotze, Extension horticulturist 
in the UK College of Agriculture, says 
that if you are having problems with your 
dogwoods it is probably due to improper 
planting. 

"Dogwood is a native understory 
tree," she explains. "When planted in the 
middle of an open yard with no large 
shade trees for protection, the dogwood 
goes into the landscape under stress. 
Dogwood will not tolerate hot, dry, ex­
posed locations." 

Hotze adds that the dogwood will also 
not tolerate "wet feet". Planting in a 
poorly drained area could eventually 
cause the tree to die. 

Soil conditions should also be con­
sidered when planting dogwoods. Hotze 
says that dogwoods like a slightly acidic 
soil and good fertility. Fertility level and 
pH tests will reveal if soil modification is 
necessary. 

As for the time of year to plant, Hotze 
suggests setting dogwoods in the spring 
while they are still dormant. "Trees set 
out in the fall may be under stress durmg 
severe winters like 1976-78," adds the 
specialist. 

Even if a dogwood has been planted 
correctly, proper care of the tree is vital 
to its growth. 

On watering techniques, Hotze 
suggests that homeowners "be generous 
with water the entire first year after 
planting." She also recommends 
mulching under the tree to the drip line to 
reduce soil temperature and retain 
moisture. 

Hotze advises restraint in fertilizing, 
adding that "trees which are pushed to 
grow by heavy fertilization during the 
first year after planting are in trouble." 

Due to their thin barks, dogwoods are 
susceptible to sunscald during the sunny 
cold days of winter To combat this, 
Hotze suggests wrapping the trunks of 
the young dogwoods with a tree wrap for

GRAYSON: Bluegill fair in inlets and 
bays; black bass :slow on spinner baits off 
muddy banks and around stick ups; in 
tail waters, bluegill fair, clear, stable at 
swnmer pool and 79 degrees. 

FISHTRAP: Crappie fair around stick 
ups; bluegill slow in inlets and bays; 
clear to murky, stable at swnmer pool 
and 79 degrees. 

CAVE RU, : Musky slow to fair 
casting and trolling mediwn and deep 
runners along main channel drop~ffs; 
black bass slow on spinner baits and 
artificial nightcrawlers in inlets and bays 
and around stick ups; in tailwaters, 
catfish and crappie fair; clear, stable at 
swnmer pool and 80 degrees.

The Floyd mine that was closed is that 
of Adams Coal Enterprises. The mine 
which Will not appeal the order to close is 
the Magnwn Mimng Company in Bell 
county. 

Jay Howard, Magnwn owner, said he 
was not going to appeal but "will just try 
to do what they say so we can get back in 
operation." He added that the inspectors 
said the mine's hollow fill is improperly 
constructed that it will cost "at least 
$50,000 or $60,000 to reconstruct it." 

Other companies closed down by the 
inspectors included Quality Coal in Bell 
county; Eastern Deaton Coal Co. in 
Harlan county, Dennis Patrick Mining in 
Whitley county; B.G. & M. Inc, in Laurel 
county; Frederick Construction Co. in 
Perry county, and F & M Coal Co. in 
Leslie county. 

The strict enforcement of the federal 
law is going to be hard on small coal 
companies and could result in some 
going out of business, Howard predicted. 

Howard noted the smaller firms lack 
the resources of the larger ones, who are 
going to be able to absorb the cost of the 
improvements that will have to be made 
under the new federal law. , 

The Office of Surface Mining's 
reclamation team director said the 
agencies' stnct enforcement of the law 
may have taken some operators by 
surprise.

Washington Dateline 
Inflation: Direct and Indirect 

COI.U:\INIST: HENRY HAZLITT 
(Introductory remarks by 
Robert H. Goldsborough) 

Inflation is a dirty nine-letter word which is every consumer's and 
businessman's concern. It boggles the mind while it empties the pocketbook. 
Labor blames Business. Business blames Labor. The Government blames both. 
For many years, only conservatives blamed the government. Most ivory-tower 
Keynesian economists promoted deficit spending (and hence inflation) as a cure 
for everything short of ingrown toenails. They warned that economics and in· 
flation were too complicated for the average American to understand. This was 
to keep Joe and Mary Public in the economic dark with "Keynesianwool" pulled 
over their eyes. 

Ever since Harry Hopkins advised FDR to "tax, tax, spend, spend, and elect, 
elect'', some politicians have bought the hidden-tax idea of inflation. However the 
mood of the public seems to have changed. History will record that the first shot 
of the 20th century American revolution against taxes and inflation was the 
victory of Proposition 13 in California. That was only the beginning. If the pork­
barrel politicians don't get the message now, they will certainly get the message 
on election day. Inflation, high taxes and inflated government budgets are going 
to be a thing of the past. 

Henr;- Hazlitt, the noted economist, writer and lecturer, has provided us with a 
very simple to understand explanation of inflation and its cause. Here is Mr. 
Hazlitt's statement: 

1. Inflation is an increase in the quantity of money and credit. Its chief con· 
sequence is soaring prices. Therefore inflation- if we misuse the term to mean 
the rising prices themselves-is caused solely by printing more money. For this 
the government's monetary policies are entirely responsible. 

2. The most frequent reason for printing more money is the existence of an 
unb~anced b~dget. Unbalanced budgets are caused by extravagant ex· 
pend1tures ~hiCh the government is unwilling or unable to pay for by raising 
correspondmg tax revenues. The excessive expenditures are mainly the result of 
e:overn~ent efforts to redistribute wealth and income-in short, to force the 
productive to support the unproductive. This erodes the working incentives of 
.both the productive and the unproductive. 

. 3. The causes of inflation are not, as so often said, • 'multiple and complex,'' but 
s1mply the result of printing too much money. There is no such thing as "cost· 
push" inflation. If, without an increase in the stock of money, wage or other costs 
ar~ forced up, and prod~cers try to pass these costs along by raising their selling 
pnces, most of them Will merely sell fewer goods. The result will be reduced 
ou~put and loss of jobs. Higher costs can only be passed along in higher selling 
pnces ~hen consumers have more money to pay the higher prices. 

4. Pnce controls cannot stop or slow down inflation. They always do harm. 
Price controls simply squeeze or wipe out profit margins, disrupt production, and 
lead to bottlenecks and shortages. All government price and wage control or 
~ven ~'monitoring," is merely an attempt by the politicians to shift the blame' for 
mflat10n on to producers and sellers instead of their own monetary policies. 

5. Prolonged. inflation never. "s~imulates" the economy. On the contrary, it 
unbalanc~s, d1~rupts, and m1sdtrects production and employment. Unem· 
ployme!lt IS mamly c~used by ~xcessive wage rates in some industries, brought 
about either by extort10nate unton demands, by minimum wage laws (which keep 
teenagers and the unskilled out of jobs,) or by prolonged and over-generous 
unemployment insurance. 

6. To avoid irreparable damage, the budget must be balanced at the earliest 
possible mom~nt, and not in so~e sweet by-and-by. Balance must be brought 
about by slashing reckless spend mg. and not by increasing a tax burden that is 
already undermining incentives and production.

Department personnel wiU, however, 
be available to school districts needing 
consultive services or inservice 
workshops duriJJI that time period,

A BATCH OF NEW LAWS BECAME 
EFFECTIVE LAST Saturday. 

Now, you may make a left turn at red 
Ughta from a one-way street onto another 
one-way street. 

If you're in wet ten1tory, you may 
have wine with your meals at restaw-­
nats. 

In need of dentures, btt can't afford 
them? Now you can ask the state to buy 
them for you. 

If you are older than 61, blind, disabled 
or poor, you may obtain state asaistance 
for partial payment of your utility bills. 

If you're a somewhat reckless or 
l.lllucky motorist, you'D diacover that the 
fines for moving violatioas have in­
creased considerably-by $15 in most 
caaes. In addition, court costa in district 
courts will rise from $10 to $27.50. 

If you're a woman who chooses to have 
an abortion, your health insurance wiU 
no longer cover it ataomatically. An 
extra payment wiU be needed for 
coverage. State welfare funding for 
abortiOill wiD be allowed only if your life 
is in danger. 

If you're a woman contemplating 
divorce, you wiD no longer attomatically 
obtain child custody as generally has 
been the case. Courts will have to con­
sider both parents henceforth in that 
role. 

Some laws either wiU take effect later 
this year or already have been canied 
out earlier by regulatioo. 

For example, the Legislature voted an 
end to mandatory motor vehicle in­
spection and that would have occurred 
Saturday. But Gov. Julian Carroll 
eliminated the program weeks ago by 
executive order. 

And a new act will require vehicle 
owners to carry proff rA insurance 
through another windshield sticker, byt 
that won't go into effect lBltil Sept. 1. 

Meantime, the state already is 
operating ~mder year-round registration 
of motor vehicles, as of Jan. 1, but that 
law actually was paiHd in the 1978 
session. 

The 1978 Legjslature paiHd 414 bills, 
more than in any seslloo in the past 
decade or more. 

However, most ol these laws involved 
special interest or governmental 
agencies, or were so broad they apply 
only to certain claiHS of citizenry or 
occupational groups. 

'lbua, a new $7.5 billion budget wiD take 
effect for the next two fiscal years, 
beginning July 1. 

And it provides a reconl $278 million 
increa.e in fwuling for educatioo, most of 
which will start with the new school year 
and features salary raises of up to $1,400 
for teachers. 

A number of changes in the state's coal 
severance tax, with its companion 
fillanciq ol ._dl and otber factiUiee. 
illo btllb Wltb the new fl8cal year. 

On the otber band, the revamped strip 
mine regulations meier which Kentucky 
adheres to federal reqmrements went 
into effect lalll month. 

The new laws concerning parents and 
school children seem in the main 
positive. 

There wiD be no more fees charged for 
instnactional materials in schools and 
textboota will be provided free. 

All public.scbool pupils will be tested iD 
the third, fifth, seveotb and loth grades 
to determine how they bave mastered 
basic slrllls, and scboolsystems wiU have 
to provide special clules or programs 
for those doin& poorly. 

If you want your child in kindergarten, 
the state will provide a class for 
youngsters who are 5 by Sept. 1. 

If your child is suspended from public 
school, be or she will have the op­
portunity of a hearing belore suspension. 

Insurance policybolden wiU get some 
breaks from new statutes. For example, 
insurance ftnns will not be allowed to 
raise your rates when you bave an ac­
cident that is not your fawt. 

Any car insurance policy you are 
issued after next Jan. 1 wU1 have to fwly 
cover replacement ccata of wind8hields 
and headlights, even if deductible 
coverage is included for other items. 

And if you leave your job you won't 
attomatically lose your health insurance 
coverage.

Enrollment Decline 
And Salary Schedule 
Cause Teacher Cutbacks 

A survey recently conducted by KSBA 
on the numbers of teaching positions that 
will not be filled for the 1978-79 school 
year shows the decline in pupil 
enrollment and lack of local funds to 
provide for the state mandated salary 
schedule to be the primary reasons for 
the non-reemployment of teachers. From 
the 160 school districts responding to the 
survey, 343 professional positions will not 
be filled for the 1978-79 school year. Of 
this number, 86 positions will be taken 
care of by retirements, 84 by 
resignations, with 18 listing other 
reasons, for a total of 188 positions. 

This leaves 155 teachers who received 
notices that they would not be reem­
ployed District officials indicated that f!l 
of these positions are being eliminated 
due to reduction in the number of pupils, 
WIth the balance of 68 positions being 
eliminated because local fWlds are not 
sufficient to meet the requirements of the 
state mandated salary schedule for 
positions not covered by the FoWldation 
Program. 

ACCORDING TO THE U.S. 
DEPARTMENT OF LABOR, the more 
than 2,500 local offices of the Federal­
State employment service offer youth· 
~uch services as testing, coWlseling, and 
JOb placement; in fiscal year 1976, the 
employment service received 4.6 million 
new or renewal applications from yoWlg 
people under age 22, totaling 30 percent 
of all applications.

Garfield Place-Prestonsburg 
Landmark Rich in History

known figure-fa_mous or infamous 
lived"; or "There is where an event took 
place which helped to shape our coun­
try's history". Almost every town has 
one, and Prestonsburg, Kentucky is no 
exception. 

Ours is known far and wide as "The 
Garfield Place," because it was in that 
house in January 1862 that Colonel James 
A. Garfield, later to become the 2oth 
President of the United States, made his 
headquarters following the Civil War 
Battle of Middle Creek. Located on what 
is now Second Avenue, the house was 
built by John M. Burns, soon after he 
moved to Prestonsburg in 1853. 

The name of James A. Garfield is, of 
course, secure in the annals of history. 
But what of John M. Burns, the builder 
and original owner of the house? Henry 
P. Scalf, in his book, KENTUCKY'S LAS'f 
FRONTIER reveals that he was a lawyer 
whose political affiliations were with the 
old Whig and later the Republican party. 
During the Civil War his sympathies with 
the Union cause were well known. It is 
interesting to note, however, that he carne 
under suspicion as a possible Rebel at 
about the time of Garfield's battle. along 
the Big Sandy, which would eventua1ly 
bring Garfield to Burns' home, and 
secure a place for the house and its owner 
in the pages of history. There is no 
documented evidence for the suspicion of 
Burns' Confederate loya1ties; rather he 
seems to have been presumed "guilty by 
association" because his law partner, 
John M. Elliott, was known to be involved 
in activities considered helpful to Con­
federate interests. 

This suspicion was enough to send 
Burns fleeing from Prestonsburg at word 
of Garfield's forthcoming arrival, 
because he feared that his association 
with Elliott might prompt his arrest. 
Burns later returned to Prestonsburg to 
resume his law practice, but moved to 
Cattletsburg in 1864. His career included 
the offices of state senator, Boyd county 
school commissioner, and Circuit Judge 

of the sixteenth judicial district 
which was composed of the counties of 
Boyd, Lawrence, Martin, Johnson, Pike 
and Floyd.

Floyd county lost two of 1ts most out­

standing citizens recently when David 
and Wanda Reed moved to Lexington. 
The void they leave will be hard to fill. 

Thanks to the kind minister who said 
alcoholism is not a disease, as we said in 
two columns back. He added that 
diseases can be caught. In narrow terms 
and small dictionaries Webster agrees 
with him, limiting disease to pathological 
upsets. But large dictionaries give some 
definitions that include alcoholism; 
however, the preacher wins, for God's 
Word, which supersedes all others, labels 
drinking among sins that prohibit in­
dulgers from inheriting the kingdom.(! 
Cor. 6:10, Gal. 5:21.) While one cannot 
"catch" alcoholism, sin is so contagious 
that scripture warns against bad com­
pany. Drunkenness causes one third of 
all suicides and arrests, half the highway 
fatalities and murders, a majority of 
broken homes. Sixty percent of its high­
way deaths are of youths 16-24. A 
Reader's Digest survey found over one 
million youths 12-17 with grave drinking 
problems. NCAI reports that nearly 
three-fourths of U.S. school pupils drink, 
almost a half million alcoholics 1()-19 
years old. Of nine million adult alcoholics 
three-fourths started as teen-agers. A 
survey by Ky. Dept. of Human Resources 
showed that 41 per cent of 6th, 7th, and 
8th-graders drink. Over half of today's 
alcoholics had alcoholic parents. The 
nation gains almost a quarter million 
more yearly. Kentucky Western 
Recorder says instant alcohol is on the 
way: "Southern Baptist Christian Life 
Commission reports that powdered 
alcohol, an 'all you add is water' product, 
is being test-marketed on the west coast, 
and Americans can anticipate an on­
slaught of advertising ... The instant 
'cocktails' follow the six percent alcohol 
candy bar and the alcohol milk shake." 
<Quoted with permission.) This gives 
some idea of what the future holds. 

Congress has always allowed the states 
only seven years to ratify any law. It is 
now being pressured to extend ERA 
ratification seven more years. Good 
citizens permit such unfairness by 
default, by doing nothing. More than one 
wonders how billionaire Howard Hughes 
paid no income tax fifteen years, or how 
several multimillionaires often paid little 
or nothing. It is no secret that many tax 
laws favor the wealthy. Tax-exempt 
foundations established by affluent 
families or groups are often loopholes 
that save them money in the final 
analysis, according to published data. No 
one is shocked that California taxpayers 
revolted. Their example may be copied. 
There is less protest against the taxes 
than against waste and corruption being 
exposed by many. The public is tired of 
faulty handling and swindlin_g of funds 
voted for government. June Good 
Housekeeping has a sad article about 
fabulous jewels given the Nixon women 
and others, and cover-ups in some cases. 
Regardless of excuses many give, in­
flation rests squarely on big government, 
on refusal to balance the budget, with no 
thought of paying the national debt. Woe 
unto us when pay day arrives! 

Catholic leaders have long set a good 
example opposing filthy films. They 
score again, urging all agencies con­
cerned over rising statistics of unwed 
mothers, illegitimate children, abortions 
etc, to change methods and approaches 
to the problems by ceasing to major on 
sex education and contraceptives, and to 
spend the same effort, time, and funds 
teaching youths better morals and higher 
standards. This involves school, home, 
church, and society, though the home is 
primarily responsible. Easy acceptance 
of new, lax attitudes, marked deviation 
from conventional, traditional, and 
biblical principles cause the epidemic of 
evil threatening the downfall of our land. 
Printed announcements of cohabitational 
contracts between 1.11married parties 
both young and old, marriage between 
homosexuals who can adopt children in 
some states, are a mere tip of the 
avalanche that can annihilate America. 
When good men do and say nothing 
wickedness triumphs. Silence gives 
consent. Passiveness dulls the corners of 
our consciences that are God-given as 
check-mates to prick all of us at times. 
Refusal to resist often leads to em­
bracing the thing once opposed, and little 
sins frequently lead to big ones in many 
lives. 

Increase in postal rates will not solve 
that problem. It is time to remove the 
causes. UPS makes a good profit, and a 
young couple in one city succeeds well 
with private mail delivery service, 
though charging less than Uncle Sam, 
who demands that they desist.

I had told several of plans to 
mention it. Mounting postal deficits, 
despite annual Washington subsidies, 
call to mind contracts for ships, planes, 

etc, whose final cost is sometimes double 
accepted bids!

Red Cross Stresses 
Swimming Safety 

In order to make the swnmer months 
safer and more enjoyable for par­
ticipants in water sports, Mr. Jim Welch, 
Safety Programs director for the Ken­
tucky Division American Red Cross, lists 
the following important rules for safety 
in the water. 
· Swim in a safe place. The presence of 
lifeguards usually indicates that the area 
is safe for swimming. Stay away from 
the vicinity of a diving board. 

Before diving, check the water for 
sufficient depth and for the absence of 
rocks and other hidden objects. In pools, 
look for depth markings before diving. 

If you have not been swimming since 
last swnmer, take it easy at first. Know 
your limitations and stay with them. 

Do not swim when overtired or 
overheated. 

Make certain that reaching poles, 
bwys, and similar rescue equipment are 
immediately available in your swimming 
area. 

Don't depend on an inflated inner tube 
or flotation to hold you up. It may slip 
from under you or develop a leak. 

Whenever a storm approaches get out 
of the water-it is a conductor of elec­
tricity, and a lightning strike near you 
could be fatal. Head for shelter im­
mediately, but not for shelter under a 
tree.
