Reductions

Begin Here

US Postal Service,
State Offices Start
Conservation Plans

The U.S. Postal Service and state of-
ficers are apparently the first govern-
mental departments to schedule an
electric power conservation program in
response to the threatened power
shortage resulting from the current coal
strike.

Postal installations in the area plan a
cutback of 25 to 50 percent in electric
power consumption, initiating the
reduction last Friday, according to
William R. Cummings, manager of the
Kentuckiana postal district.

Kentucky Power Company has called
for a voluntary reduction of 25 percent in
the use of electricity, despite hopes that
an end of the strike may be ahead.

Floyd county offices have not yet
adopted a conservation schedule, but
individual offices are said to to be taking
their own measures to save on power use,
The fiscal court may plan a conservation
program at its meeting today (Wednes-
day).

The schools of the county, far behind
schedule after 30 days lost to snow and
bad weather, and with the schools closed
again Tuesday by snow-covered roads,
were in poor shape to cut back on power
use, since they must remain open on a
full schedule,

State offices have been instructed to
lower thermostats to 65 degrees and
reduce lighting 50 percent. Offices are to
close at 4:30 p.m., and if any employee
works later than that hour they are to use
desk lamps only.

Later, after Gillespie had created a
disturbance at the McDowell Regional
Hospital, State Trooper T. D. Hall
arrested him. The lrooper said Gillespie
pointed a gun at him.

Three juveniles were arrested at
Garrett last week-end as a result of a
woman's decisive action. Notified by
telephone that the youths were at Scott's
store, the woman armed herself and held
the three at the store until a state trooper
arrived. They were held two days in jail,
then released under bond because the
public defender was out of town and legal
counsel was unavailable for them, Their
hearing in district court was set for
March 13.

Sheriff Doug Lewis and deputies
staged four liquor raids last Thursday
and Friday. They arrested Mike Neeley,
of Hueysville, Thursday, when he said
286 cans of beer found at the home of his
father, Chester Neeley, were his.

Where Is Ulysses?
—Road Will Tell

Floyd and Johnson counties, which
have been keeping up a friendly sort of
competition for the route which a new
road will follow to coal-rich Martin
county, now are beginning to submerge
their rivalry in the fear that the stale
may build two other roads leading away
from both.

First of all, a eoal-haul route from Inez
to Ulysses, Lawrence county, where it
will join US 23, is almost a certainty as it
is a part of Governor Carroll's coal
severance tax package that is headed for
enactment by the Legislature.

Then there is the strong move for a
road from Inez to Kermit, W. Va., routing
Martin county into Huntington, W. Va.,
where Ashland Coal, one of the area's hig
coal producers, has plans for offices.

Many just can't envision Martin
county, which had only one road, tor-
tuous KY 40, coming up with three new
ones, So they fear that the road from the
Floyd-Johnson end is far distant, if even
a probability.

A route planned by Brighton
Engineering from Inez to connect with
US 23 near Auxier had drawn Martin
county support. It is almost equi-distant
between Prestonsburg and Paintsville.

When The Martin Countian, weekly
newspaper published at Inez, set out o
sound Martin county sentiment for or
against the road to Ulysses, several
asked, the newspaper reported:
“Where's Ulysses?"

To Decide Fate
Of Labor Pact

\ A cgntract agreement which has been
approved by the UMWA bargaining
counsel was on its way this week from
national union headquarters in
Washington to this ahd other sections of
the coal fields for a vote, possibly this
week-end, by the rank-and-file members
of the @nion.

It was anybody’s guess, whether the
contract will win approval of the miners
or will be rejected, although UMW
President Arnold Miller has predicted
the paet will win.

Miller was critical of members of the
union who have criticized the proposed
three-year pact. "I think,”" he said, “‘the
comments of this vocal minority are
totally unwarranted. How can they
criticize the contract before they have
seen it."

Terms of the contract, as approved by
the bargaining council, were not spelled
out until after the district represen-
tatives of the miners had heard it ex-
plained at the Washington meeting
Monday. More than 250 district
representatives heard the detailed ex-
planation and were urged to ''go out and
push this contract for the good of the
union."

Briefly, the proposed agreement
provides for a 37 per cent pay raise in-
volving a hike of $1 an hour when the
miners return to work, raises of 40 cents
an hour at the beginning of the second
and third years of the pact and a
maximum 30-cents-an-hour cost of living
increase in the second and third years.
Health benefits would be guaranteed, but
miners would be required to pay
deductibles for health care that they
haven't paid in the past.

a concrete step toward solution of a
community problem.

Cost of the construction
will be shared by the city and Mountain
Investment Company.

A comprehensive recreational
program is planned for the summer, he
said, and a cleanup program is scheduled
to start as soon as weather permits.

Blast Eyed
By Probers

Trucks Lose Loads
At Nearby Bridge
Tuesday Morning

An explosion which damaged a side-
track of the Chessie System at Allen
Monday night was under investigation
Tuesday by State Police and federal
agents.

A small section of track was torn away
by the blast at about 9 p.m. The charge
apparently was placed between the main
line and the side track leading to the old
Allen depot, at a point beneath the high-
way bridge connecting New and Old
Allen. :

Residents of Allen said the blast came
about five minutes after a coal train had
cleared the point of explosion. There was
no estimate of damage to the tracks
available. One window was reported
shattered in a nearby home.

The blast occurred, despite the fact
that the state has made available ad-
ditional guards to protect railroads
against damage. No attempt has been
made to link it with the current mine
strike.

The Pikeville State Police post said
Tuesday morning that, generally, the
strike picture was quiet in the area.

The only incident reported other than
the Allen blast was the dumping of
between four and six truckloads of coal
on the new four-lane bridge at Allen.
Traffic was cut to one lane while the coal
was being cleared from the bridge. No
arrests had been made, and there was no
report of violence conpected with the
truck stoppage.

The trucks reportedly were hauling
coal from a strip-mine operation between
Allen and Martin.

Nelson Claims
He Was Beaten,
Asks $750,000

Grady Nelson, of Prestonsburg, last
Friday named a police officer and a
county official in a $750,000 damage suit,
alleging that they assaulted him during
and after his arrest, five days earlier.

Named defendants in the circuit court
action were the arresting officer, Allen
Policeman Virgil Conn, and Jailer
Lawrence Hale.

Allegations made by Nelson were:

1. While he was driving his auto, with
his wife, Chandre, his two small children
and his brother, James Nelson, as
passengers; Conn stopped him. Another
officer, Steve Brackett, apparently in-
tended to permit him to go on his way
when Conn assaulted Nelson, striking
him with his fists and feet, and after
arresting him got into the back seat of
the police cruiser and again attacked
him.

2. When he was brought handcuffed to
jail here by Conn, Jailer Hale unlocked
the handcuffs which held his hands
behind his back, knocked him down and
kicked him. Then, Nelson's allegations
continue, Conn and Hale pinned his arms
behind his back and rammed him, head-
first, into a steel wall, knocking him
unconscious.

(Reports of damage suils represent
only the claims of plaintiffs and do not
supply information for the defense.)

Minister Touches Lives of Many

Henry Crider is so well known in Floyd
county and a wide section of Eastern
Kentucky that among mountain
preachers he is almost legendary.

Having preached some 1,500 funerals
and officiated at nearly 1,400 marriages,
the Rev. Crider has touched the lives of
countless people and at age 76 continues
to do so.

Although he had worked with the
church for years before, it was at age 33
that Crider became a minister of the
Free Will Baptist Church. That was 43
vears ago. “‘The Lord just blessed me,
and I've been traveling by myself ever
since,”” Rev, Crider recalled.

Having acted as pastor of churches on
Cow Creek, Corn Fork, Katy Friend and
Gulnare (Pike county), he finally
assumed the pastorate of the Free Will
Baptist Church at Endicott after the
death of that church’s former pastor,
Isaac Stratton. It was Stratton, perhaps
this section's best-remembered
preacher, who baptized Crider and
served as his counsellor, and it is
doubtful if any man could have followed
in Stratton’s foolsteps more closely than
Rev. Crider,

A lifelong resident of Endicott, the
Rev. Crider worked as a youth in rail-
roading, logging, and even did some

rafting of logs from John's Creek to
Catlettsburg on the Ohio River. Crider
recalled having spent the night while on a
rafting trip at the home of Elmon Clark,
himself an oldtime rafter who died only
recently. For 20 years he worked with the
Kentucky West Virginia Gas Company,
walking the hills to remote gas wells, in
addition to his ministerial duties.
Crider has always loved to fox hunt and
even now he keeps his Walker hounds
ready for the hunt. Two years ago,
returning from a hunt, he was bitten by a
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copperhead and although, according to

Crider, *'it burned like somebody had
touched a hot poker to my leg,"” there was
no ill effects. ““I just soaked a wad of
cotton with kerosene, stuck it to the bite,
and the next morning when [ finally
agreed to go to the doctor, he said he
couldn’t do anything to help it more than
what 1I'd done,"” Crider laughed.

Crider shows no indications of slowing
down in his work for the church and the
people of this area, *I preached two
funerals just the other day,” he said.

Rev. Crider is married to the former
America Setser, of the Endicott section,
and they have four children living.

The crow is styled the outlaw of the
bird world and when he decides to go on a
raid there's liltle defense against him. He
robs and steals without compunction and
knows within a foot the range of a
sholgun. He not only steals for food, but
seemingly also for the sheer fun of it

Once, I observed two ¢rows examining
a crack in 4 dead chestnut that had half
fallen and was leaning over against
another tree. Chasing them away, | found
they had stashed away in the crevice a
silver quarter, a safely pin, and lhree
sticks of spearmint chewing gum. As
this cache was in the weods and more
than a mile from the nearest house, the
Lord only knows from where they had
stolen this loot.

The crow has an uncanny ability to
learn humanlike tricks and, although its
vocabulary is limited and it cannot carry
on conversations, Ssome crows—
especially pet crows—learn to talk,

10,000 Snakes Found
In One Canadian Hole

The term, “snake pit," is not just a
figure of speech denoting a mismanaged
mental hospital.

Snake pits really exist, according to the
current (February) issue of Ranger
Rick's Nature Magazine. In facl, there
are places in Canada’s Manitoba
province where, in limestone sinks about
10 feet deep and 15 feet wide, ‘‘you can
see more snakes in one place than any-
where else in the world,”” says the
National Wildlife Federation’s monthly
publication for children.

In one such pit, about 80 miles north of
Winnipeg, between Lakes Winnipeg and
Manitoba, a Canadian zoologist has
observed between 10,000 and 15,000 red-
sided garter snakes emerging from
hibernation at once. The Canadian
snakes, which grow to about 18 inches in
length, are a subspecies of the common
garter snake. They emerge from the pits
in April and May, spend the summer in
nearby marsh areas, and then return to
hibernation in September,

Says Fire Department
Deserves More Support

Planned from 1969, incorporated in
1973, the Maytown Volunteer Fire
Department now owns a good new
building, two trucks, a van for hauling
rescue equipment, protective clothing,
and other needed items. The firemen
paid for their own matching coveralls
with respective name on each as on of-
ficial uniforms. The department an-
swered 20 calls in 1977, and 5 in 7 days
already this month. Regardless of the

hour, day or night, the men get out and "

go. If another fire department issues a
call for assistance, Maytown is quick to
respond. There are never any charges.

All services are free. The men receive -

neither pay nor benefits. In fact, they
bear their own expenses, use their
vehicles to and from, make regular
donations to the treasury. From their
own pockets they annually provide and
deliver fresh fruit and candy at Christ-
mas to all the elderly in the community,
During the 1977 flood these men worked
over 200 man-hours, gralis, in Maytown,
Martin, Betsy Layne, Allen and
Prestonsburg, after completing their
daily jobs. They assist the Division of
Forestry by helping to extinguish brush
and forest fires within range.

How much appreciation are we
showing these splendid leaders whose
chief goal is to give the populace
adequate protection from Stephens
Branch to Hippo? It would be difficult to
find a more worthy project, yet many
families well able to donate to it give
nothing, year in and year out, although
the department mails 540 letters of
request for contributions bi-monthly to
citizens of the area, who are covered by
the services offered. Only about twenty
per cent of homeowners respond. Many
others could and should, either monthly
or yearly. Often firemen and rescue
workers must risk their own lives. The
only reward of volunteer‘ones in the joy
that comes from helping oOthers and
rendering services that make their
communities better places,

After devoting time, energy, and
giving money to it, they are compelled to
raise the remainder of the budged
required to meet bills. In addition to
donations from local citizens and in-
dustries the department has received
same from Floyd county fiscal court, the
state, the Division of Forestry; and
Ashland Oil gave the tank for the first
truck, still in use, mounted on an old
army vehicle. A 1955 model fire truck
was bought in 1975 for $2450, financed
thru the bank, with department members
signing a personal note. A year ago this
second truck was traded for a 1972 Ford
fire truck, priced at $28,500. Fire
Department members signed a second
note for $19,500 to pay the difference.
Approximately $16,000 is still owned,
with a payment due soon. Funds are
drastically low because the severe winter
has handicapped fund-raising activities.
The new building cost $9000 in 1974, In-
surance on it and the trucks is $800
yearly, and loan interest rates are high.

Edward F. (Buddy) Robinson, who is
fire chief, says cooperation among the 21
members is excellent, for meetings,
training sessions, raising money,
responding to calls, etc. Those who
assume that all these men have to do is to
answer calls may be surprised to learn
that they hold regular meetings twice
monthly, attend training schools of
various sorts, witness and give
demonstrations, practice sessions, and
devote considerable lime to maintenance
of equipment, Their immediate objective
now is to meet state requirements that
will give the department an insurance
rating which in turn will provide home-
owners a substantial saving on fire in-
surance costs. The Insurance Services
Office recommends a different kind of
doors from those on the building, which
are so expensive they are presently
prohibitive. A specific number of fire
hydrants is likewise required. A second
building of smaller size is badly needed
for storage, meetings et cetera. Long-
range plans include separate fire stations
on Brush Creek and Stephens Branch.

Members of the department are doing
far more than their part. Are we doing
ours?

The environmental economics of oil
and natural gas pipeline has been con-
troversial in recent years. The U.S. quest
for excessive amounts of energy from
distant sources has tempted energy
companies to relegale environmental
concerns to the sidelines. Now, at least in
some cases, it is not economically
feasible nor environmentally desirable to
build transportation pipelines.

The Alaskan oil pipeline is a classie
case, Originally planned with little
regard for environmental concerns, the
pipeline now has many routing, spillage
and explosion safeguards in effect,
primarily because of environmentalist
pleas and court cases.

Originally scheduled to carry two
million barrels of oil per day to Valdez on
the Gulf of Alaska at a total construction
cost of one and one-half billion dollars,
the pipeline now transports only 600,000
barrels per day and total construction
costs reached eight billion dollars before
it was completed this year. Part of the
cost increase was due Lo environmental
safeguards, such as rerouting the
pipeline to avoid certain wildlife
populations, but most of the increase was
due to labor union problems, poor work-
manship and graft,

This dollar and cents accounting does
not include allowances for social costs of
the venture. Inflation for Alaskan natives

generated by exorbitant oil field salaries
has done irreparable damage to the
state's economy. It now costs $50 a night
for a motel room and rents go to $750 per
month for a two bedroom apartment. The
destruction of Alaska's lundra along the
pipeline route is a cost factor difficult to
estimate. Some 80 million cubic yards of
sand, gravel and crushed rock have been
disturbed. The oil is heated to 140 degrees
fahrenheit and muddy earth, itself a
destroyer of arctic plants, exisls in a 20-
30 foot ribbon on both sides of the under-
ground portions of the pipeline.

Faulty welds in the pipeline could
cause future environmental destruction.
Even with all the installed safeguards,
spills of 165 thousand barrels per incident
could become commonplace. The faulty
welds, estimated to number nearly 4,000,
resulted from graft, intimidation and
greed, These are the same factors which
will underlie inevitable future spills.
Because damages cannot be estimated,
these spills have not been accounted for
in the cost estimates and will un-
doubtedly be rationalized as '"‘acts of
God,”

There are other pipeline expenses
(interest on money borrowed by the oil
companies amounts to nearly two million
dollars per day or $83,000 per hour) and
benefits (the state of Alaska will make
royalties of one billion dollars per year,
more than its present annual budget),
but the real damage is incalculable,

Coal-Rich Pike Has Lowest
Tax Rate, ADD Group Told

A report recently compiled by the Big
Sandy Area Development District
provided a revealing overview of tax
collection efforts in the five-county ADD
area and posed some interesting
questions when it was presented by
BSADD Executive Director Joe Me-
Cauley at last Monday night’s monthly
meeting of the ADD board of directors.

In comparing tax collection efforts
within the district McCauley stressed
that federal revenue sharing ‘‘is based on
the basic philosophy that the federal
government will do the most for those
units of government which make the
greatest effort to help themselves."
Thus, the report pointed out, the more
local taxes collected, the greater the
amount of federal revenue sharing.

The report showed that of the five
counties within the Big Sandy ADD,
Magoffin ranked first on property tax
rates with 28.2 cents per $100 valuation.
Martin, Floyd and Johnson counties
followed with 27.1, 25.1 and 23.5,
respectively, with Pike county last at
20.4.

Of county seat towns on tax rates,
Prestonsburg was highest with 30 (partly
because of its payroll and net profits
tax), followed by Paintsville, Pikeville
and Salyersville with 19.33, 17.4, and 17.0,
respectively. The cities reported ad-
justed taxes as follows for revenue
sharing purposes in 1976: Pikeville,
$823,467 or $150.79 per person; Prestons-
burg, $363,000 or $94.24 per person;
Paintsville, $132,020, or $30.94 per person,
and Salyersville, $31,171 or $23.99 per
person.

Significant in the report was the fact
that on the basis of the 1976 data, the city
of Pikeville gets more revenue sharing
per capita because it raises more tax
money than any other municipal
government in the ADD district ($150.79
per person), while Pike county's tax rate
is the lowest of all the five counties with a
per capita effort of only $16.87.

Interestingly, Magoffin county, the
least wealthy in the Big Sandy, had 1.56
times the tax effort of the largest and
richest county, Pike. It was also pointed
out that while the city of Pikeville has
only 8 percent of the Pike county
population, it collected 41.2 per cent of all
taxes collected in the county for 1976.

The report further states:

“‘Assuming that Pike county collected
about the same amount of taxes in 1977 as
reported in 1976 to federal revenue
sharing, then Pike's $1,175,542 in taxes
for all purposes would represent only 4.2
per cent of the tax dollars spent in Pike
county, Inother words, 95.8 per centof all

tax dollars spent in Pike county were
other than local tax dollars.”

Inlight of the tax statistics the BSADD
report posed this question:

“When the Board has funds to allocate,
or opportunities to recommend where
funds should be spent, should it consider
how much local effort the unit of
government is putting forth to help it-
self?"

Apparently reacting to the report’s
references to Pike county’s ‘‘unusual’
tax situation, Pike County Judge Wayne
Rutherford levelled a number of
criticisms against the ADD board.

Five times during the meeting Judge
Rutherford rose to voice complaints
which included the following:

1. That the ADD district concentrates
too much on regional programs instead
of directing more aid toward area
communities; 2. that instead of im-
proving program applications for
“outside colleges such as Morehead, the
ADD should initiate similar requests
favoring Pikeville College and Prestons-
burg Community College; 3. that BSADD
should concentrate more on county in-
dustrial development programs rather
than regional development plans, and 4.
that the ADD was not informing county
government prior to decisions on location
of nursing homes.

McCauley was quick to counter
Rutherford’s attacks, pointing out in-
stances in which BSADD had provided
the necessary help in getting facilities
and services for area communities and
cited how Martin county and Elkhorn
City had received swimming pools
through ADD help and explained the
reason certain areas which Rutherford
had mentioned could get no sewer money
was that it simply was not available.
McCauley also said applications are
made for local college programs, that the
regional industrial development
program had been under way and would
help counties that could not now afford
their own industrial plans, and added
that nursing home allocations involve a
representative of Judge Rutherford’s
office who should have been keeping him
informed.

Hammond, Noe Bllls Would Ban
Electric Adjustment Increases

Senator Jim Hammond, D-Prestons-
burg, and Representalive Roger Noe, D-
Harlan, have simultaneously introduced
legislation (Senate Bill 277 and House Bill
538) which would prohibit utility com-
panies from using fuel adjustment
charges on residential electric bills.

Hammond said if the legislation is
enacted, utility companies will have to
justify any rate increases at a public
hearing and the increase would also have
to withstand a challenge by the state
Attorney General's office.

“This will make utility companies
more accountable to the people before
they try to raise their rates,” Hammond
said.

The Public Service Commission would
conduct the public hearing and the
Division of Consumer Protection in the
Attorney General's Office would
challenge the proposed rate hike.

““This process would ultimately result
in lower utility rates and would eliminate
the fluctuation in bills due to alleged
increases in the cost of fuel from which
electricity is made,” Hammond said.

The rate review process would stop
what Hammond called ‘‘the windfall
profits being collected by the utility
companies at the expense of residential
users of electricity or gas.”

Representative Noe said the proposed
legislation would especially benefit
utility customers with fixed incomes.

““This bill will help people on fixed
incomes to better budget their revenues
to pay for utilities which are necessary to
them to maintain their homes,"" Noe said.

In other action at the State Capitol, the
Senate has passed a bill which would
allow volunteer, non-profit rescue squads
to obtain, free of charge, permanent
license plates for emergency vehicles
owned by the squads.

The bill (Senate Bill 186) is sponsored
by Sen. Hammond and passed by a vote
of 35-0, The bill has now been sent to the
House where it was referred to the Public
Utilities and Transportation Commiltee.

Another measure sponsored by
Hammond, Senate Bill 104, has now been
passed by both the Senate and the House,
The bill will allow public school teachers
to retire with full benefits after 30 years
of service, regardless of their age.
Presently, teachers must have the 30
years of service and be at least 55 years
old.

When the Senate approves an amend-
ment which was added to the bill in the
House, the bill will be sent to Governor
Carroll for his signature.

Cash Transactions for the year then ended. Our examination was made in accordance with
generally accepted auditing standards, and accordingly included such tests of the accounting
records and such other auditing procedures as we considered necessary in the circumstances, We
also conducted tests of compliance with state and Federal laws and regulations including Federal
revenue sharing requirements.

We recommend the Fiscal Court establish an inventory control ledger of Fixed Assets. This
ledger should contain a list of all fixed assers belonging to the county whether purchased from ex-
cess fees or directly from a budget account. We have discussed this recommendation in more
detail with the County judge, County Attorney and County Court Clerk.

By complying with KRS 68.280 which allows for amendments to the budget. the county
could have avoided being in conflict with KRS 68 220, the Uniform County Budget Law. The
General and Road and Bridge Fund Budget was overspent by $25.055.

We recommend the County Court Clerk pay deed transfer tax quarterly and delinquent tax
monthly as required by KRS 142.050(4) and KRS 154.480(2) respectively.

Due to a number of errors in the County Tax Settlement, the Sheriff owes $452 from 1975
1ax collections. We recommend that all county warrants be signed by the County Court Clerk and
County Treasurer.

The County should exercise more care in its spending of Equipment Operation Fund receip-
ts. A comparision of outstanding checks and bank balance as of June 30. 1976, indicated a deficit
of $11.618.

Our examination revealed the County Court Clerk had underpaid the County on both the
1975 occupational licenses and 1976 Deed Transfer Tax. The respective amounts of $356 and
$2.326 should be paid immediately.

In opur opinion, the accompanying financial stazements present fairly the assets, labilities,
and fund balance arising from the cash transactions of Floyd County at June 30, 1976, and its
revenue collected and expenses pard during the year then ended, on a basis consistent with that of
the preceding year

Dogs Taking Toll of Deer Herd

Floyd county was closed to hunling,
last deer season, mainly lo give the
Dewey Lake area a chance lo repopulate
its deer. But dogs this winter reportedly
have killed almost as many deer as
hunters would have taken during the
brief time the area is normally open.

Conservation Officer Dallon Ray
Conley said Monday that at least four
deer have been killed by dogs at Dewey
Lake within the last tlwo or three weeks.

Dewey Reservoir Manager Dean
Murray said he knows of six thal have
been killed but among these were
perhaps two which had been chased
across the mountain from the lake area

to US 23 where they were struck by cars.

Some deer have been chased onlo
frozen Dewey Lake, “Some of these fell
through the ice when il wasn't frozen
solid,"" Murray said:

Conley told of seeing two dogs chase a
young buck a few days ago down the
frozen lake from Stratton Branch lo
Arrowhead Point, half a mile or farther
away. “'I fired at them with a sholgun,
but was too far away to do any damage,"”
Conley said, He arrived soon afterward
at the spol where the dogs downed the
deer, but too lale lo save iL.

Conley said he at one time "*had a way
of handling these dogs'" but now is
reluctant to shoot them inside the park
after a “misunderstanding’ between
him and park manager.

Reservoir Manager Murray said dogs
running al large in the park area, without
tags or known owners, present the threat
of rabies as well as destruction of the
deer herd, and thal the Corps of
Engineers has no objection to their
destruction. He said Park Manager
Lowell Baker also has said he has no
objection to the shooting of such dogs.

The lake area receives more than its
share of all the dogs unwanted by their
owners. They are hauled there, usually at
night, and left to fend for themselves,

There are those who say they have seen
wild dogs running in a pack in the hills
surrounding the lake. Both Conley and
Muarray said they have talked with
hunters who claim to have encountered
them. Conley said one squirrel hunter
said only the fact that he was armed and
could climb a tree saved him on one
oceasion when he was confronted by
several of the wild ones.

Justice Secretary John L. Smith has
announced that 1,969 stolen vehicles were
recovered by the Kentucky State Police
during 1977. The most recoveries were
reported from the Harlan post, with 270,
and the London post, with 265, Smith

said,
State Police reported 1,146 arrests for
motor vehicle theft last year, the

secretary said. The most arrests, 14,
were reported from the London post. The
only other post with over 100 motor
vehicle theft arrests last year was the
Dry Ridge post, with 114, he said.

““Motor vehicle theft is a difficult crime
to detect," Smith said. *“We are very
pleased with the high number of
recoveries reported last year, and with
the high number of arrests. This area of
crime has been an area that we have
recently put an increased emphasis on
with implementation of the Screaming
Eagles program.

“Under this program, officers are
competing with each other for the highest
number of recoveries and arrests for
motor vehicle theft. We have seen that
this program works, with the high
number of recoveries and arrests
reported last year.

A news release issued by Pogue said
the “‘State Board respects the capability
of every local board to maintain the best
possible educational standards during
the recent and continuing weather and
energy emergency.”

Fred Schultz, deputy superintendent
for elementary and secondary education,
said that the board will consider in-
dividual requests because ‘‘they feel that

the needs of the Lynch independent
district, which has missed one day, will
be different from the needs of Owen
county, which has missed 34 days, Each
request will be considered individually
based on the needs of the district."

Kentucky Power Files

Energy Control Plan

Faced with further deterioration of a
growing critical shortage of coal because
of the miners' strike, Kentucky Power
Company has filed with the Public
Service Commission a supplement to its
approved emergency energy control
plan. The filing clarifies mandatory
curtailment steps beginning when the
utility's coal supply declines to 30 days—
including rotating blackouts at the 15-day
level. :

The company also reported that a 5
percent around-the-clock voltage
reduction was to begin last Friday
throughout its 18-county service area,
adding that the effect on service to
customers should be undetectable and
that no service problems were an-
ticipated. The voltage reduction is part of
the emergency plan when the coal supply
is at 40 days.

Waldo S. LaFon, executive vice
president, said Friday, ‘‘Our supply of
coal has diminished to the 40-day level
today and it now appears it will continue
to decline to at least the 30-day level. This
is down from the 105-day supply—the
greatest reserves in our history—that we
had on hand when the strike began last
Dec. 6.”

Earlier last week, the company had
issued a further appeal for customers to
renew their voluntary conservation ef-
forts and "'if at all possible to reduce
normal use of electricity by 25 per cent.
Past efforts have been helpful and it is
even more necessary now," La Fon said,
“in order to delay as long as possible the
mandatory cutbacks to commercial and
industrial customers which begin at the
30-day level. This is the point when
people may be losing their jobs."

Under the utility’s supplemental filing
with the PSC, the mandatory curtailment
steps involve the same large use
customers affected in the original plan,

The mandatory steps, based on a
continuing depletion in the number of
days supply of coal, are as follows: 30
days—10 percent to 30 percent cur-
tailment; 25 days—full 30 percent cur-
tailment; 20 days—curtailment to levels
sufficient only to protect human life and
safety, protection of physical plant
facilities and employees’ security; 15
days—sectionalized blackouts on a
rotating basis from one area to another in
order to equalize the hardship as much as
possible,

La Fon pointed out that only the large
industrial and commercial customers
are covered by the first three mandatory
steps. “The 30-and-25-day curtailment
steps, no doubt, will force some layoffs,
but if we reach the 20-day supply level
and the stockpiles are still declining, this

Lstep will virtually.eliminate production
at most plants and will allow these
customers only enough power to main-
tain equipment, etc.”

He added that ‘‘if our supply goes down
to 15 days and is still in a declining stage,
homes will also be affected. To the extent
practicable, those customers providing

services which are essential to the public
health and safety will be spared the
rotating blackouts,” he said.

The utility executive stressed that the
energy alert must remain on, regardless
of tentative agreements or other
reported settlements of the coal strike,
until deliveries of coal are being received
at power plants on a steady basis. He
further pointed out that, even with an end
to the strike, it could take as long as 20
days to get substantial amounts of coal to
the plants.

On Strip Site Reclamation

Plans and procedures for reclaiming
some 101,000 acres of abandoned strip
mining sites in Kentucky will be aired
publicly, a U.S. Soil Conservation Service
{SCS) spokesman announced in
Lexington last Wednesday

Written or oral comments (limited to
10 minutes) on how the new rural
abandoned mine reclamation (RAMR)
program should be implemented will be
taken in Hazard at the Hazard Com-
munity College on March 8, according to
Glen E. Murray, SCS state con-
servationist. The public hearings will run
between 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. and from 7:30
p.m. to 10 p.m.

“We are not intending that these
meetings turn into a debate over the
merits of P. L. 95-87, the Surface Mining
Control and Reclamation Act of 1977,"
Murray pointed out. ‘“‘Instead, we are
hoping that private citizens, landowners
and environmental organizations will
give us their opinions on how the RAMR
program should be conducted across the
nation and in Kentucky.”

The Hazard location is one of five
concurrent sessions to be held throughout
the country on March 8.

Written statements by those unable to
attend the meeting should be received by
the Soil Conservation Service, Con-
servation Operations Division, USDA, P.
0. Box 2890, Washington, D. C, 20012 on or
before March 10, 1978.

“Provisions for the RAMR program
were contained in Title IV-Abandoned
Mine Reclamation of P. L. 95-87,"
Murray said. The voluntary program
provides for federal cost-sharing ranging
from 80 to 100 percent on the long-term
contracts based on conservation plans,
he explained.

“It is probably one of the biggest
reclamation efforts ever undertaken and
will require public acceptance, un-
derstanding and participation if it is to
become successful," Murray said,

The decision to prepare an en-
vironmental impact statement was

reached following an environmental
assessment that RAMR would become a
major federal program. The assessment
also indicated RAMR's cumulative effect
may have significant local, regional or
national impact on the human en-
vironment.

These restoration endeavors will go a
long way in enhancing Kentucky water
guality, Murray emphasized. On a three
year average, SCS roughly estimates
that 120 tons per acre per year of
sediment is being washed into Kentucky
streams and rivers from unreclaimed
surface mined sites.

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Fight for Greater Return
Of Severance Tax Continues

The Coal County Coalition, made up of
elected officials from the state's coal
producing countiés, is continuing the
fight for a greater return of the coal
severance tax money to those counties,
according to Representative Bill
Weinberg, D-Hindman, a member of the
Coalition.

Weinberg said the Coalition has formed
a committee of legislators to negotiate
with Governor Julian Carroll on several
changes in his proposed severance tax
package.

One proposal the legislators are trying
to get Carroll to accept would return
severance tax money o repair county
roads in coal counties and coal impact
counties. (There is no coal mined in the
impact counties but their roads suffer an
adverse impact from the trucks hauling
the coal).

The legislators are apparently trying
to persuade Carroll not to reduce the
severance tax from four and one-half
percent to four and one-quarter percent
and to use that money for the county road
repairs.

Carroll has proposed the severance tax
reduction to make up for the estimated
gain of $34 million which will result from
the proposal lo change the tax from a
severance tax to a tax on coal which has
been processed.

Weinberg, who has been discussing the
Coalition’s severance tax proposals with
Carroll, said progress had been made on
issues not relating to money. Weinberg
said, however, he could not recommend
that the Coalition accept any com-
promise unless more of the severance tax

money is returned to the coal counties,

Weinberg is the sponsor of House Bill
265 which would return 50 percent of the
coal tax to the coal-producing counties.

The areas of negotiation where
progress has been made are those which
deal with the county boards which ad-
minister the coal severance economic aid
programs and the actual process by
which the severance tax is distributed to
the counties.

Another of the Coalition's proposals
recommends that 50 percent of any
surplus ahove the projected revenues
from the severance tax in the 1978-'80
biennium be returned to the coal-
producing counties. This proposal is
similar to one adopted by the 1974
Legislature after the Mountain Caucus of
Legislators demanded the return of some
of the tax. That program was for only two
years but resulted in more than $35
million coming back to the coal counties,

Cutback To Save Coal Reserves

Kentucky Power Company has called
for a renewed effort by its customers (o
cut back their use of electricity by 25
percent to help stretch out the utility's
coal supplies which are shrinking fast
because of the coal strike.

Waldo S. La Fon, executive vice
president, said that coal supplies al
generaling plants on the American
Electric Power System, of which Ken-
tucky Power is a part, fell below the 40-
day level this pas! week-end,

l.a Fon pointed out that customers
have already responded to earlier
requests for conservation. ''We can lell
the difference and il has helped stretch
our supplies a day or two, bul now we are
asking for an even more concerted efforl
to help avoid more drastic mandatory
cutbacks if our supply declines to 30
days.

He pointed out that it takes about one
pound of coal to produce one kilo-
watt-hour of electricity, “If all of our
customers reduced usage by 25 percent,
we conceivably could save as much as
50,000 tons of coal over a month's period.
This could amount to as much as seven
extra days supply."”

Kentucky Power has already alerted
commercial and industrial customers of
mandatory cutbacks up to 30 percent
which would go into effect if the coal
supplies dip Lo 30 days.

“This,” La Fon, said, "is why it's
important for all of us lo do all we can to
help delay the time when mandatory

cutbacks would be necessary, When we
gel Lo this point, we're probably talking
aboutl people being laid off from work."”

La Fon continued, “‘We should not be
lulled into a false sense of security
because of reports of tentative
agreements in the coal strike
negotiations. Even wilh an end lo the
strike, it may lake as long as 20 days lo
gel substantial amounts of coal lo the
plants. This energy alerl will remain in
effect until coal is actually being
delivered to the plants on a steady basis.
Thal's the key."

How To Clean
Brick Surfaces

If your brick fireplace, hearth or wall
is discolored from smoke and soot, there
are several ways to clean it.

“You may not be able to restore the
original color, because bricks do fade,
but you should be able to remove signs of
smoke and soot,” says Frances H. Pilts,
Floyd county Extension agent for home
economics. She gives the following
methods for cleaning brick, starting with
the two simplest, one of which may do the
job for you.

1. Use a cleaning product containing
trisodium phosphate, adding three table-
spoons to one gallon warm water. Apply
it with a stiff-bristle brush and lots of
‘“‘elbow grease.,'" Clean out the brush
often. Rinse the surface well. If the brick
is smooth, you may want o use a sponge
instead of a brush.

2. For your own ‘*home brew," add one-
fourth cup ammonia to one guart of
warm water and detergent. Mix in
enough detergent to make a respectable
suds. Use as above and rinse well.

3. Try a powdered cleanser containing
bleach. Rinse well afterwards.

4. Use a commercial brick cleaner.

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Top Corn Yields
Take Fertile Land
And “Right” Hybrids

Three key decisions farmers will make
before planting corn this spring will set
the stage for the kind of yields they’ll
harvest next fall from Kentucky's t
leading grain crop. OPEN DAILY

Although weather and how the crop is 10TO9
managéd during the planting and SUNDAY
growing season will have a big influence, 17012
the yield can’t be better than the
potential set by preplanting decisions on
land selection, choice of hybrids and use
of fertilizer, says Morris Bitzer, an
Extension agronomist in the UK College
of Agriculture.

Cropping shifts in the state, with corn
acreage up nearly 25 percent since 1975,
indicates that corn production has spread
out over more types of land the pasl few
years. This means, says the grain crops
specialist, that it has become more in-
portant to fit corn-growing methods to
land capability.

“Use your best land for continuous
corn—land net subject to serious soil
erosion when corn is planted in the same
field year after year,"” advises Bitzer.
“On erosion-prone sloping land, use a
crop rotation such as two years in corn,
one in small grain and one year in hay or
pasture.”

The specialist recommends the no-
tillage method of growing corn,
especially on many Kentucky farms
which have some steeper slopes subject
to erosion, With no-till corn, seed is
planted without plowing or discing under
residues from the crop grown previously
in the field. This relatively new way of
growing corn maintains soil tilth better
than conventional tillage methods, and a
allows a farmer to crop his land more
intensively.

“No-till corn in the suggested crop
rotation can be grown on land with slopes
too steep to be plowed or disced for a row
crop without causing serious soil erosion
losses,” Bitzer points out.

He adds that no-till corn has ad-
vantages even on level land because it
saves fuel and other machine operating
costs, One trip across the field gets the
corn planted,

For getting top corn yields without
wasting fertilizer dollars, Bitzer
recommends having soils tested to
determine how much lime, phosphate
and potash are needed. Nitrogen ap-
plications should be based on the
previous crop, soil drainage and tillage
system. Moderately and poorly-drained
soils, for example, require 50 to 100
pounds more nitrogen per acre than well-’
drained soils, according to the specialist.

County [Extension agents for
agriculture have more specific ,in-
formation on fertilizer rates and on
Lesting soils.

The agronomist recommends planting
full-season hybrids on 70-80 percent of the
farm’s corn acreage, and early-maturing
hybrids on the rest. This reduces risks
from weather and disease, and will
spread the harvest load.

Patients Are Advised
To Be Aware of Rights

Don't surrender your legal rights at the
doctor’s office, hospital or nursing home.

“You have the legal right of control
over your own body, and you have the
right to be fully informed about any
suggested lreatment,” says Helen
Stevens, a family economics specialist
with the UK College of Agriculture
Cooperative Extension Service.

You have the right to a full explanation
of the results of any tests or exploratory
surgery.

If you ask him to do so, your doctor is
required to explain the procedure, risks
and possible consequences of any
treatment or lack of treatment in “'plain
words'' that you can really understand.

You have the right to refuse to see
guests, or to cut their visils short. In
other words, you have a right to privacy.

You have the right to wear your own
nightclothes and jewelry if you want to,
unless it interfered with treatment.

You have a right to adequate Lreat-
ment. If you feel you haven't received it,
talk it over with your doctor or hospital
staff as a first step.

You have a right to private medical
records, available only to you and your
doctor unless you give your consent
otherwise. You have the right to con-
fidentiality from both your doctor and the
hospital.

“In other words,”’ says Stevens,
“you're still a person, still a citizen, even
when you're a patient. If you become
seriously ill and are no longer able to
insist on your legal rights, a close friend
or relative should be aware of them so as
to protect your interests.”

Sees Special Session
For Strip Legislation

A special session of the General
Assembly probably will be necessary lo
bring Kentucky into compliance with
new federal sirip-mine regulations,

A public hearing on these measures was
scheduled by the Senate Agriculture and
Natural Resources Commiltee for
Monday, this week.

The new federal law requires states to
qualify as the regulatory agency. During
the interim, inspections will be made
jointly by federal and state authorities,
Bell told the committee,

ANSWER:

The doctrine of the punishment of
the wicked has caused much mis-
understanding. As the result many
have become atheists because of this
error in interpretation. The mis-
understanding is due to an
inadequate evaluation of the Bible.
Before one can come to a conclusion
he should look at all the texts not just
a few. Even in this short space we
can only look at some representative
texts.

In Ezekiel 18:4 we read, "‘the soul
that sinneth, it shall die.” Romans
6:23 says ‘““The wages of sin is
death.” Over and over again death is
emphasized as the punishment of the
wicked. Many claim that this is only
separation from God. But the very
word itself also means separation
from life,

Some of the strongest words, it
seems, are used by the sacred
writers to describe the fate of the
wicked. Not only will they “burn”
but they will be ‘burned up'. II
Peter 3:10. Not only will they be
‘‘destroyed"’ but “utterly
destroyed’’. Acts 3:23, R. V. Dr. R.
F. Weymouth translator of NEW
TESTAMENT IN MODERN
SPEEC€H, an excellent Greek
scholar said, "My mind fails to
conceive a grosser mis-
interpretation of language than
when five or six of the strongest
words which the Greek tongue
possesses, signifying to ‘destroy’ or
‘destruction’ are explained to mean
‘maintaining an everlasting but
wretched existence.” To translate
black as white is nothing to this.”

The wicked will also be *‘cut off”’.
Psalms 37:9, 34. The word for this is
a very strong word meaning ‘“to
destroy’’. Other texts to support this
are Psalms 145:20, *‘All the wicked
will be destroyed.” Hebrews 2:14,
indicates that the devil himself will
be destroyed. ‘‘Destroyed’’ means to
be done away with completely.
There is no room for miserable
existence continuing throughout
eternity.

Before I close I might add that
great theologians all through the
ages have held the view that sinners
would not be tormented endlessly,
even though they have been in the
distinct minority. Luther, Tyndale,
Gladstone, and Weymouth would be
only to name a very few. They have
also been of all denominations in-
cluding the Lutherans, Baptists,
Congregationalists, and Presby-
terians.

Re-discover™

At one park a guest discovered a
“snuffbox,"” a type of puffball that clings
to rotting wood. He explained to those
hiking with him that his great grand-
father used the spores of the puffball to
foretell the weather, If the spores float-
ed toward the north, he prophesized a
warming trend; if they drifted eastward,
he said the weather would turn stormy.

Most parks have recreation rooms and
facilities for a number of games and
pastimes such as table tennis and
billiards during cold months, and a
naturalist is available to help with out-
door information.

There are birds to watch and identify.
This can be done on the trail, from lodge
rooms or lodge lobbiés and dining rooms.
Parks maintain bird feeding stations.
Anyone using snow-covered trails should
do so with caution. Mosl park managers
will explain to guests that walking paths
safe in summer, become (reacherous
when covered with snow and ice and
often skirt cliff edges,

A group that was exploring Tight
Hollow, a short distance from Natural
Bridge, was made aware of the trail
danger when a hiker pointed out the tops
of giant pines “almost straight below
me.”" At this point, the trail ran near the
edge of the bluff.

Outdoor people have unlimited beauty
in a snow winter. There is the unusual
grace of trees without leaves, their

branches dark, penciling descriptive
shapes and patterns, all of it tracery of
beauty following nature’s laws.

There are streams clear as crystal
above dark streambeds that seem
blacker when nudged with scallops of
mounded snow.

Place a Kentucky cardinal on a dark
bough overhanging a snow-edged stream
and catch a lovely picture; watch the
cardinal dip its beak in the running
water, and a ‘‘calendar’ scene is
created.

From the exhilaration of a walk in
winter woods to the warmth of a lobby
can be about 100 feet, for those who like to
stick close. The same warmth beckons
the hardy who make it a mile or so
around a lake shore or a mile deep within
a cave or cavern, a mile up to a
magnificent bridge looking like a dark
eyebrow turning white or a few turns
along a driveway or lane.

For those who ski, ask park personnel
about any slope available. These slopes,
for the most part, would not be ski slopes,
but like this wonderful state that seems
to have something of everything, they
lend themselves to skis and sleds on
occasion.

In Western Kentucky a park employee
commented that “it is a somewhat active
time here with snow around and yet it is
the quietest time and the most peaceful."

In eastern Kentucky the comment was,
“It is so quiet and peaceful and the
prettiest place you ever saw. Now would
be a great time for people who like to get
away to come for a week-end.”

Peaceful, quiet, beautiful, and for all
that a place of action and fun, A stayin a
winter park can be the most pleasant of
any vacation, and remember that
beneath the snow a crocus blooms.

electricity use by 25 percent

Electricity saved now will help us in our
attempt to provide near-normal electric
service as long as possible. We have been
asking our customers to cut back on their
power usage for over three weeks. Many
have responded. Now we are asking for an
even more concerted effort to help avoid
drastic mandatory cutbacks.

The lingering coal strike has cut sharply
into our coal supply. At the beginning of
the strike, we had a 105-day supply on
hand. This was far beyond our normal

supply and a greater reserve than we ever
had before.

Now the supply is below 40 days and
continues to dwindle.

This poses a severe threat to our continued

ability to produce electricity. Even with

the end of strike, it could take 20 days
for coal in substantial amounts to reach
power plants.

We are rapidly approaching the time when
cutbacks in electricity will be made to
business and industrial customers. In most
cases, this will result in economic hardship
for both the firms and their employees.

We hope our coal supply will not deteriorate
to the point where such procedures will
become necessary — this would be at the
30-day level — but we can’t really be
optimistic at this time. There are too many
uncertainties and unknowns.

Everyone can play a part in helping to
avoid, or at least postpone, the more drastic
mandatory measures and resulting unemplay-
ment. Every little bit saved now will help.

Reorganization
Effort by GOP
To Begin Mar. 11

The Republican Party is launching a
statewide effort to recruit ‘‘Volunteers
for Victory."

This is the theme and purpose of the
G.0.P. bottom-to-top reorganization
effort March 11-April 8.

During the process, party leaders at
precinct, county, congressional district
and statewide levels will be elected to
serve for two years.

The step-by-step schedule of
reorganization:
Saturday, March 11, 2 p.m.—

Registered Republicans in each precinct
will meet at the voting place of the last
general election to elect a precinct
captain, co-captain of the opposite sex of
the captain, and youth captain (35 or
younger).

Saturday, March 18, 2 p.m.—
Registered Republicans in each county
will meet in mass convention to fill any
vacant precinet offices. The mass con-
vention also will elect delegates and
alternates to attend the district and state
conventions. One delegate will be chosen
for each 200 votes received in that county
by the Republican presidential nominee
in 1976.

Newly elected precinct officers will
meet within 15 days of their election to
choose a county chairman, vice-
chairman of the opposite sex, secretary,
treasurer and youth chairman to serve
the next two years. Counties have an
alternative of electing an Executive
Committee consisting of not less than
nine members, who may in turn choose
the county officers.

Within 48 hours of the Republican state
convention, delegates from each county
will meet in a district convention to elect
a district chairman, vice-chairman of the
opposite sex, and a finance chairman,
Each district convention will also elect
representatives to each of the standing
committees of the state convention.

Delegates from each county will meet
at 2 p.m., Saturday, April 8 at the Sports
Center, Frankfort, to elect 20 at-large
members to the Republican State Central
Committee.

The convention will be followed by a
reception and dinner in honor of the new
Republican volunteers elected to party
office during the reorganization process.
