Protection from Flood
Interests More Than
[Insurance Discussion

Flood protection rather than flood
ipsurance drew the most heated
discussion at the meeting held at the
Martiu Elementary School Saturday
afternoch by arrangement made by
Congressman Carl D. Perkins.

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr.
said he drew more than his share of the
“heat’” when the discussion turned to
flood protection—an issue that has
existed at Martin since funds for the
Beaver Creek channelization project
through Martin and on downstream were
appropriated by Congress in 1967.

“That was when 1 was still a
sophomore in college,” Turner said.

But he added that he is “‘totally com-
mitted to bring this channelization
question to a conclusion as far as the
acquisition of right-of-way (goes) before
this calendar year is over.”

He said later this week that he plans to
move for immediate appointment of
commissioners to appraise each parcel
of property on which right-of-way has not
been procured.

Turner also said a commitment has
been received from the Army Corps of
Engineers to put four men in the Martin

Floyd Hospitals
Get Strike Help

Two Floyd county hospitals have
received checks to help them overcome a
financial situation created by last win-
ter’s record coal strike. «

Our Lady of the Way Hospital at
Martin recently received from William
L. Short, secretary of the State
Developmernt Cabinet, $297,224. At the
same time Mr, Short presented a check
representing the first installment of a
total of $298,410 awarded to the Highlands
Medical Center here.

The checks represented part of a total
$6.2 million made available by the Ap-
palachian Regional Commission (ARC)
and the Economic Development Ad-
ministration (EDA) to 22 hospitals in five
states which were adversely affected by
last winter’s record coal strike.

According to Short, Gov, Julian
Carroll’s ARC alternate, grants totaling
some $2.5 million were provided for six
eastern Kentucky hospitals ‘‘so that they
might continue essential health services
and retain essential health personnel.”

Short said a grant from the ARC and
EDA funds is also being awarded to the
Methodist Hospital, Pikeville.

Hospitals located in Whitesburg,
McDowell and South Williamson will
receive grants from a $1.4 million fund
earmarked specifically for Appalachian
Regional Hospitals, Short said.

Manager Says Tests
Show Water Is Safe

Laboratory reports received Monday
on three water samplings from the
Martin water system calmed much of the
stir created there last week by a
laboratory report that water taken from
the faucet in a Martin home was unsafe
for consumption.

Bob Hackworth, who doubles as water
system superintendent and as constable
in Magisterial District 2, said he received
Monday afternoon state laboratory
reports on three water samplings made
later and that all three '‘were good."

““'There never was anything wrong with
the water,” Hackworth insists. He added
that the sampling from the faucet in the
home of Robert Campbell, in the mid-
section of town, ‘'must have been messed
up, some way.'' Checks on the water,
made last week by representatives of the
Environmental Protection Agency and
the State Water Quality Commission
showed nothing amiss, he said.

Two of the three samples reported
upon Monday by the state laboratory
were taken from the Campbell home, and

the third from elsewhere in the system.

The disturbing water report came from
a sampling made by a sanitarian of the
Floyd County Health Department at the
request of Dr. Page, of Pikeville, AL the
same time, another water sample from
elsewhere in the system was given a good
rating.

How the first sample from the home
was contaminated is not clear. Earl
Compton, administrator of the Floyd
County Health Department, said it was
possible the faucet from which the first
sample came, or the conlainer in which it
was placed, was contaminated.

Mrs. Campbell said her sons as well as
others had suffered from dysentery and
that one or more doctors had suggested
testing of the water.

Hackworth said he is required to send
water samples twice a month to the state
lab and that he checks the water four
times daily for chlorine and fluworide
content.

The plant superintendent described the
furore as ‘‘mostly a political thing."

In Kidnapping-Murder

Officers investigating the execution-
type slaying of a Paintsville motel night
clerk in Pike county were quoted this
week as saying they have leads to the
identity of the slayer, but they declined to
discuss their findings in any detail. «

The body of the victim, James Leonard
Wells, 26, clerk for the Heart o
Highlands Motel, Paintsville, was found
late last Tuesday afternoon, about 150
feet off the Little Creek road in Pike
county. He had been tied to a tree, shot
twice in the head. Strips from a blanket
had been used to tie the victim, and the
blanket was draped over him.

Two empty .22-calibre cartridge cases
were found on the ground, near the body.

Some Pike county residents theorize
that only a person familiar with the area
where the body was found would have
known of the road.

Wells was abducted from the motel
around 4 a.m. Saturday, May 13, and $608
of motel funds were missing. A
widespread search followed, and the FBI
has joined local and state officers in the
investigation of the murder.

Paintsville Has
2nd Abduction

Paintsville had its second robbery-
kidnappying in eight days early last
Sunday morning, but the latest, officers
say, had no connection with the kid-
napping and murder of James Leonard
Wells, motel clerk.

Held in the Johnson county jail in lieu
of $200,00 bond are David Maynard, 23,
and Terry Judge, 21, both of Martin
county. According to Paintsville Police
Chief Ross Spears, the men were
arrested on two counts of robbery and
one count of kidnapping.

Police were 10 seconds away from a
self-service Texaco station when alerted
of a robbery in progress. The two men
allegedly abducted station attendant Lon
Butler at gunpoint, took $600, and fled in
a 1965 Buick.

Sheriff’s deputies followed the vehicle
into Martin county, but lost the car when
the driver stopped to shove the hostage
out and they stopped to pick him up.

Spears said Butler suffered abdominal
knife wounds.

Police arrested the suspects near the
Nolan bridge in Pike county on KY 202
after a tire blew out on the Buick and
they abandoned it for another vehicle.

West Virginia authorities are con-
ducting an investigation to see if the
incident is related to a Kermit, W. Va.,
robbery, which, according to Spears,
“‘was Lhe same type of deal.”

In Pike county a robbery-abduction
was reported last week by Renee Bar-
tley, clerk at the Modern Villa Motel,
Pikeville, who said a man rifled the cash
box of $350-$400 and forced her to drive
him away in her own car. She said she
escaped when the man left her vehicle at
a landfill, south of Pikeville, to talk with
the occupant of another auto parked
there. The woman said she was pursued
by the two men but that she lost them in
the Shelbiana-Chloe Creek area.

Police said Wells was checking out a
guest and registering a guest at about 4
a.m, The registering guest gave the
name of Donald Edward and an Akron,
Ohio, address.

Following the discovery of the robbery
at about 6 a.m. Saturday morning by
motel manager Gene Castle, police found
the Akron address to be false. A license
number for a 1966 Chevrolet given on
Edward's registration card matched a
vehicle in Columbus, Ohio.

The room assigned Edward was not
used.

Police confirmed that Edward was not
the suspect’'s real name

Wells was the son of Mrs. Lorraine
Wells, Southside, Paintsville. He was
graduated from Paintsville High School
in 1969, graduated with honors from
Mayo State Vocational-Technical School
and attended Lees Junior College and
Berea College.

The body was found by Luther Boyd, an
employee of the Kentucky West Virginia
Gas Company. A family lives about 100
feet from the death scene but apparently
did not hear the shots.

Court Expected

To Tackle Cable
System Problem

When the fiscal court meets today
{Wednesday)—a day later than usual
because of Tuesday’'s election—it is
expected to tackle again Lhe tough job of
getting cable television franchises set-
tled and their control legally placed
under the jurisdiction of the court.

County Attorney Arnmold Turner, Jr.
said Monday that his research of Floyd
cable television franchises fails to show
that legal bids have ever been taken. He
will suggest to the courl an ordinance
governing TV distribution systems after
bids are received and franchises
awarded.

One feature of the ordinance which he
said he will submit to the court is the
provision that each successful bidder for
a franchise post a $6,000 performance
bond to meet specified standards within a
period of 60 days and to maintain them.

Each distribution system will be
required to provide television from the
three majpr networks and to include
transmission from a Kentucky station.

Hamilton Slain,
Minister Faces

Murder Charge

A long-standing dispute between lwo
Floyd county ministers over a roadway
ended last Thursday in the slaying of one
by the other in the Beaver section of Mud
Creek. .

The Rev. Charlie (Hatler) Hamilton,
54, died of a single .38-calibre revolver
bullet admittedly fired by Elder Lee
Hamilton,

Lee Hamilton was severely beaten—by
the victim of the shooting, he said—and
was taken to the McDowell Regional
Hospital for treatment. He later was
moved Lo a Pikeville hospital by State
Police as a precautionary measure, and
this week was a patient in the Highlands
Medical Center here.

County Attorney Arnocld Turner, Jr.
said Hamilton's doctor has advised that
the accused man is able to participate in
a preliminary hearing on bond but only if
the hearing is held in his hospital room.
Turner said a hearing at the hospital was
being considered.

The trouble between the two men
began about five years ago and had been
the subject of a court action here, Their
difference apparently arose over access
to the Lee Hamilton home, up a hollow,
above the Hatler Hamilton home,

Lee Hamilton said that when he drove
to a store Thursday he found, on his
return, the truck of the other blocking the
road in front of the Hatler Hamilton
home. He claimed he pleaded for a
peaceful settlement of the difference but
that the other struck him a blow on the
head with the butt of a .22-calibre rifle.
He said he made his way to his truck and
that he procured his revolver from the
seat of the truck and fired one shot after
Hatler Hamilton had snapped the rifle at
him,

The bullet struck Hamilton in the left
side of his chest and ranged downward, it
was said.

KSP Detective Keith Scott, who in-
vestigated the shooting, said three loaded
,22-calibre cartridges were found on the
ground at the shooting scene, and that
one unfired cartridge was in the rifle,

The shooting may have been witnessed
by none except the two principals. But
relatives of the slain man said the
shooting apparently took place 10
minutes after a heated argument, and
they indicated they may produce
evidence to the effect that Lee Hamilton
went into his home and returned to the
scene, armed with the revolver, The
identity of two persons who may have
witnessed the shooting is also known,
Magistrate Herschell Hamilton, a
brother of the victim, said.

The victim was a minister of the
Church of God of Prophecy and had been
a member of that church 30 years. His
adversary is a minister of the Old
Regular Baptist Church.

The shooting victim was a son of 'the
late Wilburn Lee and Jane Tackett
Hamilton and was a former miner and a
veteran of World War I1. He is survived
by his widow, Mrs. Goldie Edith Hall
Hamilton; two sons, Kenneth Dale
Hamilton, Taylor, Mich., and Timothy
Lee Hamilton, Clinton, Mich.; three

To Involve Students

Simulaled elections, mock Lrials and
moot courts may involve students in
Kentucky social studies classes next fall
when pilot programs in law-related
education are implemented across the
state.

An awareness conference on cilizen-
ship and law-related education will be
held June 26-27 at Eastern Kentucky
University. It will bring together
parents, teachers, school administrators,
lawyers, judges, legislators, probation
and parole officers and youth advocates
to talk about ‘‘turning students on to
active citizenship,” said Helen Wor-
thington, social studies consultant for the
Department of Education,

“We're high on involvement and
participation by students in citizenship
education,”” Worthington said, *“‘Text-
book teaching is out.”

She explained that students do not
become as involved in studying a civics
textbook as they might in brainstorming
a topic, doing the research themselves
and seeking solutions.

New Toll-Free Number

Beginning May 25, South Central Bell's
repair service will have a new number,
said Phill Scott, local South Central Bell
manager. The new toll-free number is 1-
257-6611,

The toll-free number connects
customers with a centralized repair
bureau where a trained repair attendant
will type the customer’s telephone
number into a computer, he explained,
Instantly, a record of the customer's
service appears on a viewing screen.
Then, the repair clerk types a description
of the telephone problem, and the
computer takes over.

Within minutes, the customer's trouble
is analyzed, processed and transmitted
by the computer to the repair test center
in Winchester. There, the report is
screened and tested. The trouble is either
cleared within the central office or a
local repairman is sent to the customer’s
premise.

“Using the computer, our people can
repair telephone service faster and more
efficiently,” Mr. Scott said. “Although a
repair report must travel from the
centralized repair bureau back to
Winchester, the new system will enable
us to give better repair service.”

“With our new repair system, we keep
the quality of your telephone service high
and keep costs down at the same time,"
he said.

“Of course, we hope our customers
never have to call for telephone repairs.
But, if they do, I think they'll like our new
system," Scott said.

Warns Railroad

The following letter has been ad-
dressed tothe C. & O. Railway Company:

I'm a resident of a small community
known as Price, Kentucky. I have lived
here 17 out of the past 18 years. I own
property adjacent o your railroad. In the
past years you have refused to honor
your obligations of keeping your property
in a state of repair that will insure the
safety of your neighbors.

I am concerned about the total
abandoment of railroad trackbed upkeep
throughout our state and nation.
However, I am more concerned about the
condition of the track in front of my
home, I have pleaded with your
representatives at Martin, Ky., and also
with our Railroad Commissioner. Ap-
parently you could care less for my fears,

It does not require an expert to realize
that you are endangering the lives of
people unfortunate enough to live along
your railroad. Over half of the crossties
move under a man's weight. Several
crossties are missing and have been for
over a year. When I confronted your
representative with this problem, he
informed me that if only one tie was
missing there was no danger. We were
standing in front of a train wreck at the
time. His attitude was uncaring and he
seemed not to be interested in the matter
in the least.

Within the past six months, your train
has derailed in front of my home.
Luckily, it did not wreck and returned to
the tracks on its own. You have not
repaired your tracks before or after this
incident.

Within the past week you have had a
train wreck within % mile of my home.

Within the past four years, derailments
have caused the death of two men within
Y3 mile of my home. These were separate
accidents.

Within the past five months your train
crews have left your engine unattended
and running for 12 hour-periods on two
occasion in front of my home. This
resulted not only in aggravation to the
local: ents who were forced to put up
with the neise but also created a serious
safety hazard on highway 122 when the
flashing lights operated both times
during these periods.

It is a common occurence for these
flashing lights to blink for hours while the
train crews assemble a train of gondolas.
Residents have become accustomed to
this practice. Perhaps this is a con-
tributary factor to the accident on a dark
night a couple of years ago when a young
girl was killed when the car she was
riding did not heed these lights and hit
theend of a train that was slowly backing
onto the roadway without the benefit of a
flare of flagman.

I would like to invite the responsible
officials of this railroad to visit me in my
home, or to sit in their cars with their
families in front of my home when their
train speeds out of this section of
railroad. I am sure if they were to see the
tops of their gondolas moving 2-3 feet,
swaying towards their loved ones, they
would understand our plight.

I am sure sirs that you could and would
pay for my home in event that your train
should damage it. However, I am con-
cerned for the safety of my family. All
your millions of dollars cannot replace
one life.

I can see no difference in guilt of
railroad officials who require to keep
their equipment in safe condition and
-cause wrecks that destroy human lives
and guilt of manslaughter charged
against drunk drivers on our highways.

Gentlemen I have pleaded with you for
over two years. I have talked to the
railroad commissioner tono avail. | have
reported your negligence concerning the
highway crossing lights to the state
police. Nothing does any good. The only
time that I can remember when you act
is after a wreck, or after some one blows
your bridges or tunnels up with
dynamite.

I do not intend to wait any longer for
repairs. I consider the danger that you
thrust upon my family no less than that of
4 rabid dog. I am sure that my neighbors
will support me in trying to get a court
injunction to stop your operations. I am
also sure that if we can't get such an
injunction, we can stop you in some other
fashion.

area to identify property parcels in
question and that all landowners desiring
that the Corps come to their property and
stake off or identify the portion of their
property to be taken should file a written
request at his office.

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Frenchburg Job Corps Center
Scheduled To Re-Open June 30

A Job Corps Training Center in
Frenchburg is being reopened after
being phased out in 1969, according to
Dan Hile, its temporary director.

‘‘We have begun renovating the
existing facilities and we're preparing
for the first 50 corpsmen who are ex-
pected by June 30," said Hile, also center
director of the Pine Knot Job Corps.

Construction of two to three dor-
mitories, an education building, a mess
hall and an addition to the gymnasium is
being planned which will bring the
training capacity eventually to 224
people.

Until more space is developed, the
center will not be coeducational. Hile
thinks it will be at least a year before
young women can be trained there.

The first 50 corpsmen will be transfers
from other Job Corps centers who have
already completed their academic
requirements, since Frenchburg will not
have educational capabilities for the first

year. These first enrollees will be doing
vocational skill training projects.

The planned trades to be taught at the
center are: building maintenance,
carpentry, cement masonry, brick and
block masonry, auto mechanies, cooking
and construction work.

The Job Corps was established in 1965
by the federal government as a national
residential program for economically
disadvantaged young people, 16 through
21, who have left school and need the
program's intensive training services.

The Frenchburg facility is Kentucky's
fifth Job Corps center. Hile says it is part
of the federal government’'s move toward
doubling total Job Corps enrollment by
1980. Presently, there are 21,000 training
positions in the U.S.

““I think this center will be an economic
boost to Menifee county and the
surrouwmding area,"’ Hile said.

After the Job Corps left the state in
Frenchburg in 1969, the buildings were
used as a rehabilitation center for first
offender and low risk juveniles. It was
opened by the Kentucky Department of
Corrections.

This Job Corps center is operated by
the U.S. Forest Service and the Depart-
ment of the Interior.

Youth who are interested in enrolling
in Job Corps training can receive further
information and complete applications
through the offices of the Department for
Human Resources, Bureau for Man-
power Services.

EPA SAYS IT WILL NOT APPEAL
CAR INSPECTION CASE

WASHINGTON--A  deputy  ad-
ministrator of the Environmental
Protection Agency says the agency will
not appeal to the Supreme Court a
California federal appeals court ruling
that the EPA does not have the authority
to impose an auto inspection and
maintenance program on a state.

Deputy Administrator Barbara Blum
said Friday the decision does not mean
the EPA agrees with the ruling, She said
the agency feels that similar cases in
Cincinnati, Philadelphia and New York
stand a better chance than the California
case of getting Supreme Court approval
for the program.

In the meantime, she said, EPA is
working cooperatively with California,
where the courtruling applies, to develop
a state program,

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State School Boards Head
Tells Why Staff Cuts Made

There are several reasons why some
school districts have reduced their staffs,
despite significant budget increases
granted by the 1978 Executive Budget,
according to Dr. James Johnson,
president of the Kentucky School Boards
Association (KSBA),

Johnson's statement came in response
to those asking why it is necessary for
local districts to reduce staff or
programs when the General Assembly
approved an additional $153,307,742 for
increases in teachers' salaries. (KEA
was among those questioning teacher
cuts.)

‘“Part of the answer can be found in the
fact that these funds must be spent for
teachers' salaries,”” Johnson said. ‘A
school district can have increased funds
for salaries and still be required to have
fewer teachers simply because there has
been a reduction in the number of
pupils.”

Johnson said that Kentucky school
districts are losing about 5,000 pupils per
year, which amounts to approximately
250 teaching positions; also, he said,
since school districts receive funds on the
basis of the number of pupils in at-
tendance, state support for teachers
declines as pupil attendance declines.

Another part of the problem is that
local tax revenue and federal funds for
special programshave not kept pace with
increasing costs or mandated salary
increases, Johnson said. He said that in
1977 about 5,200 teachers were paid with
local and federal funds, which are not
now sufficient to meet state teacher
salary standards.

“Our only alternative is to reduce
teaching and administrative positions,"
Johnson said.

Finally, Johnson said, there are other
major costs which the school districts
must bear. For example, he said, in 1974
the state required a retirement program

for all classified employees at a cost of §1
million. In 1976 the state required
workers' compensation insurance for all
local board employees at a cost of $4.5
million. For the next school year, the
federal government has required
unemployment compensation insurannce
for all full-time employ ees of local school
districts at a potential cost of $9 million.

**All of these costs are charged to the
local school districts,’”” Johnson said.

While Johnson said that there are a
number of reasons why staff tuts had to
bemade, he added that the situation may
not be as bad as it first appears. Local
districts are required by law to notify, by
April 30, any teacher who will not be
reemployed. Since many local boards of
education have not been notified of their
federal program fund entitlement or
state foundation program allotment by
that time, they are unwilling to over
commit themselves to salary ex-
penditures, Johnson said.

*'In order to be on the safe side, boards
notify some non-tenured teachers that
they may not be reemployed, pending
final budget figures from the U.S. Office
of Education and the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Education."”

Bush Gallery Reopens Here

Bush Gallery is located adjacent to Milady Dress Shop on North Lake Drive
and is open, Friday, Saturday and Mondays from 10a.m. to 5 p.m.

Study Shows Only 1 of 5
Young Voters Go to Polls

Increasing numbers of young people
are not voting, experts told a conference
on the subject at Eastern Kentucky
University, Richmond, last Tuesday.

A reliable study just completed in-
dicates that only one out of five persons
between 18 and 24 years old votes, ac-
cording to Malcolm Jewell, EKU
professor of political science. Voter turn-
out in Kentucky, while lower than the
national average since 1936, reflects a
larger trend, he said.

Jewell emphasized that the study was
based on actual voting records rather
than on data from questionnaires, a
frequently used method which is less
reliable. The study was conducted under
a program to promote voter education
among the state's citizens and was
initiated 18 months ago by Secretary of
State Drexell R. Davis.

The study, based on a county-by-county
analysis of voter patterns over a four-
year period, was directed by Judson
Edwards, director of voter education,
and Bill Mabry, staff assistant to the
secretary of state.

Summer Energy
Conservation Tips

Winter is not the only time to think
about energy conservation. There are
also economical ways of saving on your
utility bills in the summer. Listed below
are a few suggestions for saving water
and energy throughout the summer
months,

To keep your house cool, be sure it is
well insulated. The insulation that
preserves heal in winler, preserves cool
air in summer. Close air ducts, registers
and fireplace dampers when the air
conditioner is on to prevent less of cool
air. Use as little air conditioning as
possible, One degree of temperature can
save five percent of the energy used for
air conditioning.

Other ways to save energy in your
home are to turm off lights, lelevision or
other heat producting sources when not
in use. Consider using flourescent
lighting.

The bathroom is the most economical
place to save water. Approximately 74
percent of the water used in a home is
used in the bathroom. You ecan put a
water-saving device in your toilet's
water tank or, if you are buying a new
toilet, choose one designed for saving
water.

Take showers instead of baths, but
don’t let the water run excessively. The
National Bureau of Standards estimates
you can save twenty gallons of water per
day by using a flow-restricting shower
head and not letting the water run when
not in use.

The next biggest savings of water can
be in preventing a faucet from dripping.
If it is the hot water faucet, savings are
doubled.

There are numerous other methods of
conserving energy in your home. No one
is suggesting doing without water or
electricity or any of our other energy
resources; simply try to use these
resources more efficiently. In doing se,
waste will be kept at a minimum and you
will save money.

Morehead Meet
To View Issues,
Evolve Policies

Gov, Julian M. Carroll has announced
that a Kentucky Appalachian Develop-
ment Conference will be held June
19-21 at Morehead State University. The
conference will be a joint effort of the
public and private sectors to identify
development issues in Appalachia and
formulate policies and strategies to
address those issues.

On Schools’ Sale
Of Certain Foods

The U.S. Department of Agriculture
(USDA) is proposing regulations to
prohibit the sale of candy, soda water,
frozen desserts, and chewing gum on
school premises until after the last lunch
period, Assistant Secretary of
Agriculture Carol Tucker Foreman an-
nounced in a speech to the Newspaper
Food Editors and Writers Association.

The Department’s action implements a
provision of Public Law 95-166, enacted
last November, which provides the
Department with authority to prohibit
the sale in schools of food items that the
Department determines to be of little
nutritional value.

**We are proposing to prohibit the sale
of these foods because we believe they
contribute substantially to plate waste,
reduced participation in the school lunch
and breakfast programs, and a decline in
the consumption of nutritious foods in
school,’" Mrs. Foreman said. ‘‘The
proposed regulations prohibit the sale of
those foods that do not make a positive
nutritional contribution to children’s
diets, dietary habils, and appetites."

The regulations define candy as a
processed food consisting of sugar, corn
syrup, or other sweeteners. These may
be combined with other ingredients such
as chocolate, dairy products, egg
products, fruits, nuts, flavorings, and
colorings. Candy items include: hard
candy, creams, jelly and gum-like
candies, marshmallow, nougats, fudges,
toffees, caramels, glazed candies,
chocolates, and chocolate-coated candy,
fruits and nuts. Chewing gum is defined
as flavored products made from natural
or synthetic gums and other ingredients
which form an insoluble mass for
chewing. The definitions for soda water
and frozen desserts in the proposed
regulations are based on definitions
provided by the Food and Drug Ad-
ministration (FDA). Frozen desserts
include flavored ice bars and sherberts.
Copies of FDA's definitions are available
upon reguest from USDA.

Governor Says
Court System
Is a Success

Gov. Julian Carroll told some 180
district, circuit, appeals and Supreme
Court judges last week that the im-
plementation of Kentucky's new judicial
system has been successfully completed.

“All our skeptics are seemingly gone,”
the Governor told listeners attending the
1978 judicial conference of the Kentucky
Court of Justice. “‘The fact that we have
successfully completed the im-
plementation of the judicial article
(passed by voters in 1975) has proved the
people of Kentucky were right,"" the
Governor said.

Carroll said ‘that. of all the
achievements of his administration, he is
“‘most proud’’ of the judicial system's
implementation.

The failure of the 1978 General
Assembly to approve his request for
salary hikes for Kentucky's judges was
his “‘major disappointment” of the
legislative session, he said, calling
judges’ salaries ‘‘still far too low."” The
Governor said the state’s Court of Justice
is "probably the best judicial system in
America,” but insisted the state must
pay the ]udges a wage that will entlce
lawyers into the system.”

Gov. Carroll also expressed pride in
the successful operation of the state'’s
pre-trial release bail bonding program
and a Louisville truant-program which
requires attendance by problem students
at a Department for Human Resources
school. The Louisville program has
prompted another such school in
Lexington and plans for one in northern
Kentucky are under way, according to
the Governor,

The two-day judicial conference,
sponsored by the state's Administrative
Office of the Courts, has included
discussion on television reporting in trial
and appellate courts, media-judiciary
communications and regional ad-
ministration of the courts.

The conference started Monday.

The month normally sports “‘perfect
days,"” springing corn, wedding bells and
no end of gorgeous roses. From a poetic
standpoint it is one of the best months of
the year.

But, with all its beauty and radiant
days, in the eyes of the gardener June
can be a ‘‘problem month”. It is a month
when the optimism and energy so
pronounced during April and May begins
to wane—when insects and plant diseases
spring up to test the temper and control
measures—when unlikely storms appear
to flatten unstaked perennials and when
laws may be beset with sod webworms.

Still, gardening must go on and to
counteract some of the evils that may
appear, horticulturists with the
University of Kentucky College of

" Agriculture offer these suggestions:

If borers attack the lilacs, they
sometimes can be cut out or probed out
with a long, thin, flexible wire, if the
borers aren’t too deeply imbedded. The
trunks can be painted with malethion,
carbon tetrachloride or carbon disulfide,
with the holes sealed with putty after the
application to prevent reinfection.

If sod webworms show up in your lawn,
treat the lawn with several sprayings of
Sevin, diazinon or a similar material,
applied, of course, according to direc-
tions on the label. Ask your county Ex-
tension agent for publication ENT-7 for
full details.

And if thrips get in the roses, web-
worms on the mimosas or spider mites on
the ornamentals, they likewise can be
controlled with sprays. However, the
horticulturists warn, never spray with
any material until you are sure it is an
approved spray for the plant and you
know what precauutions to take in ap-
plication.

Here again, the information can be
obtained from your county Extension
agent.

Several species of thrips may attack
roses and early prevention is important,
the horticulturists point out. Once the
thrips penetrate the petals they cannot be
controlled by common sprays. There are
sprays that control thrips when used
frequently according to directions.

June is the month to prune the newly-
formed seed heads from lilacs. This will
insure adequate plant food for next
year's flowers.

And if you want a better stand of
summer phlox, you might try pinching
out the tops. This will cause new shoots to
sprout out and will result in a lower
overall silhouette with increased blossom
heads, although the blossom heads may
be smaller.

Horticulturists also recommend cut-
ting faded flowers from iris, but with the
warning not to cut back the plant, rather
to allow for new blooms to replace the
faded ones.

For lots of color in August, June is the
month to sow sweet alyssum, nemesia,
nasturtium, phlox and other such an-
nuals. Many perennial transplants can
still be set out in June.

Although it’s not necessary to collect
grass clippings from the yard, a wise
practice may be to save small amounts
and use it as a mulch for perennials—
applying to about a two-inch depth. The
clippings will not heat up and will help

reduce weed seed germination—and
there will be less moisture loss.

During June the tall blooming
perennials should be staked before they
are toppled by summer storms. But the
right stake should be selected. Nothing
looks worse than being able to see the
stakes before seeing the plant,

Your county Extension office has
booklets and leaflets on the control of
most insect pests that appear in June—
and when lawn and garden problems are
experienced, the local Extension agent is
the handiest and best person to see, the

Diagnostic Ultrasound
Being Used at Hospital

A new department of diagnostic
uitrasound has been established at
Central Baptist Hospital, Lexington, and
about 100 examinations a month are done
there by means of diagnostic ultrasound.

Dennis A. Hall, executive vice-
president of the hospital, said that
diagnostic ultrasound is a relatively new
method of diagnosis, using high-
frequency sound waves that elec-
tronically made into a picture which is
then used for diagnosis. No x-rays are
used.

The method is considered completely
safe and has been in use since 1952 for
diagnosis in practically all parts of the
body, according to Hall.

New KY 80 Work in Knott
Contracted for $6 Million

More than $6.5 million in road con-
struction and improvement work was
approved last week for Knott county.

Announcement of the contracts came
from State Transportation Secretary
Calvin G. Grayson who said that the
contract awards stemmed from a bid-
letting May 5 by the state’s Bureau of
Highways.

According to Grayson, the projects
include grading and drainage work along

almost 1,2 miles of KY 80 and the Hind- *

man connector road, south of KY 80, and
surfacing for five miles of KY 582,
beginning one mile east of KY 160 and
extending to Spring Branch road.

The KY 80 and Hindman Connector
projects were awarded to Bizzack
Brothers Construction Corp., of Frank-
fort, and Watts and Call Construction
Co., Inc., of Lexington, at a total cost of
$6,329,531.

State Contracting and Stone Co. of
Beaver Dam was the successful bidder
($218,050) on the contract for KY 582,

Ten other Eastern Kentucky road
projects also were approved out of the
May 5 letting.

In Wolfe county, a $358,819 project to
surface about 9.5 miles of KY 15 from the
Breathitt county line to KY 191 at
Campton was awarded to Hinkle Con-
tracting Corp., of Paris.

Hinkle Contracting Corp. also was
awarded a $246,037 surfacing contract for
nearly 11 miles of roads in Pulaski
county.

In Pike county, approximately 3.5
miles of KY 632 will be surfaced between
the Smith Fork road and KY 94 at Phelps
by State Contracting and Stone at a cost
of $130,083.

Wemberg and Still
Tabbed for Awards

Berea, Ky.—The W. D. Weatherford
Award for outstanding writing about the
Appalachian South was presented
recently to the authors of two books—
Gurney Norman for “Kinfolks" and
Laurel Shackelford and Bill Weinberg,
editors of "‘Our Appalachia.”

A special award also wenl Lo James
Still, of Knott county, for the body of his
work in fiction and poetry, including
“*River of Earth,”" "On Troublesome
Creek,”” "Pattern of Man” and ‘“‘Hounds
on the Mountain."

Norman, an editor of the ““Whole Earth
Catalog” and the author of *“Divine
Right's Trip," is a University of Ken-
tucky graduate who now lives in
California. Last year, he was writer-in-
residence at the University of Kentucky.
“Kinfolks," a book of short stories, was
published by Gnomen Press.

“‘Our Appalachia'' is a collection of
interviews with Appalachian people that
makes up an oral history of the region in
this century. Laurel Shackelford is a
reporter for the Louisville Times, and
Weinberg, now a Hindman attorney and
state representative, was director of the
Alice Lloyd Oral History Project.

Both awards are made possible by
Alfred H. Perrin, of Berea, to honor the
late W. D. Weatherford, a pioneer in
Appalachian development, youth work
and race relations. They are jintly
sponsored by Berea College's Hutchins
Library and Appalachian Center.

The awards, established in 1970, have
previously honored such works as Eliot
Wigginton’s ““The Foxfire Book;" Dr.
David Looff’s ‘‘Appalachia’s Children;"
Bryan Woolley and Ford Reid's ‘‘We Be
Here When the Morning Comes;’" Kai
Erikson’s “"Everything in Its Path" and
the New York Times and the Louisville
Courier-Journal for coverage of Ap-
palachian issues and problems.

* Strong light not only
fades the dyes and brighten-
ers used in many silks, but
sunlight weakens and yel-
lows the silk itself, so keep
vour silks in a coal, dark,
dry place.

o Silk also vellows with
age and frequent ironing.
Hot ironing temperatures
damage the fabric and cause
vellowing, so use a low
setting when doing your
touch-up ironing. Don't ever
iron silk velvet or any other
velvets—ironing flattens the
pile.

Your drycleaner often can
whiten a yellowed silk gar-
ment, but there are limits to
what the cleaner ean do.
Bleaches can harm both the
fabric and the optical
brighteners used in silks.
Your cleaner will do every-
thing possible to restore
silks without damaging the
fabrie.

e Because silk dyes and
finishes can be very sensitive
to water and because silk
is very water-absorbent,
spilled drinks and even
perspiration can cause
problems.

e Chloride salts, contain-
ed in deodorants, perspira-

tion and salt water damage
sitk fibers. The salts will do
less damage and your
clothes will last longer if
you have them cleaned as
soon after being soiled as
possible. Not only does silk
become harder to clean with
age, but the dirt attracts
moths and insects that can
attack the fabric linishes. A
professional cleaner has

special technigues and
eguipment to remove stains.
Point them out to your
cleaner, again as soon as
possible.

Your drycleaner can help
restore the fabric color with
professional treatment. The
treatment cannot reverse
fabric damage caused by
years of use, though. The
garment may need the same
treatment every time you
have the garment cleaned.

The drycleaner may also
have to add sizing to replace
lost fabric finishes. Some
finishes break down in the
drycleaning process itself.
Cleaners can restore these
finishes, but cannot guaran-
tee the fabric will feel like
new.

Wrinkling shouldn’t be a
problem with most silks. If
your silks do become
wrinkled, you can remove
the wrinkles with a gentle
steaming. Be careful the fa-
bric doesn’t get damp with
moisture.

The thread of the silk-
worm has been considered a
thing of beauty for years,
ever since the Chinese began
cultivating silkworms five
centuries ago. The Roman
Empire considered silk
worth its weight in gold.
With proper care, so can
today's silk garments.

Tomorrow’s Sun-Filled Skies

The world’s energy demands
are choking the planet. But
tomorrow Lhe pollution picture
may be drastically different.

At a recent symposium of the
American Association for the
Advancement of Science,
participants discussed the
prospect of huge solar power
stations that will circle the
skies. Experts say the prospect
is possible with today's
engineering capabilities, and
such stations are being con-
sidered as a major source of
supplying electricity to the
earth.

According to Dr. Peter
Glaser, vice president of the
consulting firm of Arthur D.
Little, several studies have
shown that costs could be
competitive with  other
methods of power generation,
such as nuclear power, by the
mid-1990's. Even though the
staggering cost for a single
solar power station would be
about $10 billion.

The satellite station would be
a huge array of solar cells,
measuring from three to 12
miles, which would convert
sunlight directly into electrical
energy. The satellite would be
in orbit at an altitude of more
than 22,000 miles; from the
earth it would appear
stationary. The satellite would
beam microwaves to receivers
on earth, each of which would
be six miles wide, for direct
conversion to electricity.

The system is now being
studied by several govern-

mental and privale agencies
And about 200 sites in the U1.S
have already been found
suitable to receive the beams

By the early tomiddle part of
the next century, says Dr
Glaser, it would be possible to
have 112 such satellites in orbit
through an international
arrangement, and solar power
from orbiting stations could
supply half the world's elec-
tricity needs.

Assigns 21 Workers
To Park and Lake

Eastern Kentucky will benefit from
four Young Adult Conservation Corps
projects which are getting under way this
montk, according to Peter Conn,
secretary of the Department for Human
Resources.

Jenny Wiley State Park will get 14
workers, while Dewey Lake, Cum-
berland Falls State Park and Kentucky
Ridge State Forest will employ seven
workers each. These are four of 12
projects in the statewide corps program
which will offer jobs to 112 people.

Funded by the Comprehensive Em-
ployment and Training Act, contracts
allowing localities to begin hiring for the
program were completed May 12,

“This is a work program designed to
make conservation and recreation im-
provements on non-federal public lands
and waterways,” Conn said.

Those qualifying for corps employment
must be 18 through 23 vears old, out of
school and unemployed. Applicants must
affirm that they did not drop out of school
for the purpose of joining this program.

Wages for the one-year program begin
al $2.65 per hour to be raised to $2.90 on
Jan. 1. Total cost for the program
statewide is $1,044,725.

Kentucky Afield

By JOHN WILSON

Reports from several lakes around
Kentucky show that anglers are begin-
ning to catch white bass at night. This
indicates that at these lakes, and
probably at others, most of the whites
have completed their spawning runs and
have moved from the headwaters back
into the main lake

If this strange spring weather kept you
from fishing the white bass runs and if
yvou don’t mind losing a little sleep, vou
might Lry some night fishing this spring
or summer. This angling method is often
more consistently productive than
fishing for white bass during the
spawning runs,

The basic techniques of night fishing
are simple. Anchor the boat securely at
the bow and the stern to hold it in place,
shine the rays of a lantern or an electrie
light from a 12-volt baltery into the
water, bait several lines with minnows
and wait.

The first creatures to be attracted to
the light are several species of plankton.
If you look closely into clear water, you
can see these tiny organisms as they
gather under the lights, They in twrn will
attract small shad and other species of
minnows, which will eventually draw in a
school of roving white bass.

Most night fisherman get on the lake
before nightfall and plan on staying out
until daylight the next morning. The
most productive spots are generally
along steep, vertical banks that drop off
quickly into deep waters. If you're not
familiar with a lake, just drive around
the shoreline one night and look for
concentraltions of lights, then set up in
the same general area.

Don't make the common mistake of
fishing until about 11 p.m. then deciding
togoinand watch the late movie on TV—
most action takes place well after
midnight and an ideal time can be just at
the first light of dawn.

To find the correct depth to fish, lower
the haited hook to the bottom and slowly
reel it back up. When a fish hits, count the
number of turns of the reel handle it
takes to land him, and this will give you a
good idea of how far down the whites are
schooling.

If you have anchored over an area
containing submerged brush, you'll
probably catch crappie as well as (or
instead of) white bass. And in several
lakes, such as Herrington, Barren or
Cumberland, don’t be surprised if you tie
into a rockfish while night fishing. These
salt-water transplants are becoming
more and more numerous around
Kentucky, so if something tries to take
your rod and reel away from you, that’s
probably what it is.

Besides lights and fishing gear, be sure
to take along a jacket and plenty of
coffee—il can get pretty cold and sleepy
out onthe lake, even in the middle of the
summer,

Night fishing will remain productive
through the summer months and well
into the fall. Particularly in July and
August, fishing at night is an excellent
way to avoid the crowds of pleasure
boaters and other fishermen who are out
in force every week-end.

days (or nights) of fishing. The same
limits apply to crappie and there are no
size limits on either fish. But 60 fish is a
lot of cleaning after an all-night session,
so0 you might want o stop before you
reach the legal limit if you don't feel like
you're up to a session of several hours
with the filleting knife.

Board Sets DlalySIS Regulatlon,
Approves 15 Area Applications

The Certificate of Need and Licensure
Board has approved its first regulation
on renal dialysis facilities. Dialysis
serves chronically ill patients, who must
undergo regular treatments because
their kidneys do not function properly, a

condition known as end-stage renal
disease.
The regulation specifies that Lhe

medical director of a renal dialysis unit
must be a physician who is a certified
nephrologist, internist or pediatrician
with at least 12 months’ experience or
training in end-stage renal disease. Also,
the facility must have on its staff at least
one registered nurse who has a minimum
of 18 months’ clinical experience, and at
least six months of that experience must
be in (reating renal disease patients.
While patients are under dialysis, either
the medical director or a similarly-
qualified staff physi¢ian must be readily
available, and the nurse overseeing the
patient's treatment must be experienced
in rendering end-stage renal disease
care.

In another action, the board amended
its regulations on long-term care
facilities, removing sections which
pertain to fire safety, since those
matters fall under the jurisdiction
of the state fire marshal’s office. The
board retained requirements that
facilities cannot be licensed or opened for
occupancy unless they pass the state fire
marshal's inspection, and that con-
struction plans for health facilities must
be approved by both the Department for
Human Resources and the fire marshal.

The board also reviewed 56 ap-
plications for Certificates of Need, which
health facilities must obtain before
constructing, expanding or modifying
their buildings or equipment. Cer-
tificates of Need are also required when a
healthservice plans to initiate, expand or
modify its operations.

The board did approve 46 applications,
approved three more with stipulations,
turned down six applications and
referred one back to the state Com-
prehensive Health Planning Couneil,

There were 18 applications 'from
Eastern Kentucky. Fifteen weré ap-
proved, one was turned down, one was
approved with a stipulation, A propoesal
from Laurel River Health Plan, Ine.,
London, to establish a health main-
tenance organization and primary care
center, was referred to the Com-
prehensive Health Planning Council.

Approved were:

—Daniel Boone Convalescenl Center,
Morehead, to convert 29 beds from
skilled nursing care to intermediate care
beds.

—0Oakmont Manor Intermediate Care
Facility, Flatwoods, to construct a 60-bed
intermediate care facility at an
estimated cost of $931,050.

—Bird Family Care Home, Olive Hill,
to change location of a three-bed family
care home.

—Blevins Family Care Home, Olive
Hill, to establish a two-bed family care
home.

—Hillard Family Care Home, Ashland,
to establish a three-bed family care
home.

—Roar Family Care Home, Grahn, to
establish. a two-bed family care home,
approved with the comment that the

| Pupil_ Immunization
Survey Under Way

The Department for Human Resources
is surveying Kentucky's 771,000-plus
school children as the first step in a state-
wide immunization campaign.

The survey, conducted with the
cooperation of the state Department of
Education, public and non-public schools
and local health departments, is part of a
nationwide effort Lo identify children who
may be unprotected from prevenlable
diseases.

Immunization questionnaires are
being distributed to students in kin-
dergarten through grade 12. Parents are
asked to fill out the questionnaire, in-
dicating whether each child has been
immunized against diphtheria, letanus,
pertussis (whopping cough), polio,
measles and rubella (German measles).
Immunization against these diseases is
required by Kentucky law.

Immunization against mumps is
recommended by the department’s
public health officials but is not required
by law,

According to Dr. Carloes Hernandez,
director of preventive services, follow-up
will be done on children who are not
adequately immunized. '‘We will urge
parents to take their children to private
physicians or local health departments
for the needed immunizations," said
Hernandez. Immunizations are free at
local health departments.

Local health departments will be en-
couraged, he said, to set up school-based

‘significant number”’ of children do not

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Watch for Tagged Bass

Frankfort, Ky., May 19—There are
some mightly valuable bass swimming
around in Kentucky waters—fish worth
up to $1,000, in fact.

In a major research project now under
way, the Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources is offering cash rewards for
the return of tags from black bass. The
monetary value of each tag, chosen by
random selection, ranges from $1 to
$1,000, with intermediate values of $5,
$10, $25, $50 and $100.

The purpose of the cash rewards,
according lo Fisheries Division Director
Charlie Bowers, is to encourage anglers
to return tags.

“Other states which have conducted
similar reward programs have got
returns of up to 50 per cent,” Bowers
says. The usual return of a (agging
program without incentive usually runs
under five per cent, according to Bowers.

A high rate of return, Bowers explains,
gives biologists a muech more accurate
picture of the fishing pressure being
exerted on black bass, one of the most
popular and most sought-after game fish.
Good return figures will also help
biologists better evaluate the effects of
the new 12-inch size limit on bass

Save Sick ri‘rees from th_é Ax

An Extension forestry specialist in Lthe
UK College of Agriculture advises being
slow to cut down sick-looking trees that
are losing their leaves this spring

“Chances are the problem is an-
thracnose, a fungal disease thal's
widespread this spring because of the
¢ool, rainy spring,'' says Don Van Or-
mer, He adds that the disease seldom is
fatal to a tree even if severe enough to
cause defoliation.

Sycamore is most commonly infected
by anthracnose, according to the
specialist, But he says that the disease
also may infect oak, walnut, maple, ash,
hickory, elm, birch, catalpa, basswood,
planetree, tulip tree and horse chestnut,

Symptoms vary from tiny leaf spots
and irregular-shaped dead blotches to
complete withering with leaves turning
black asif damaged by frost. A tree may
lose all its leaves when the infection is
severe.

““When the disease causes defoliation
in the spring, the tree usually will
produce a second crop of leaves,” says
Van Ormer. He advises: “‘Don’t be in a
hurry to cut down trees that lose their
leaves this spring, especially sycamore
The trees may appear to be dead, but
they probably are just sick and can be
saved."

The specialist recommends sanitation
measures to destroy over-wintering
fungus as a method of controlling an-
thracnose in shade trees, ornamentals
and nursery stock. Rake leaves on the
ground and prune out infected twigs and
branches. Then burn the material or
destroy it by some other appropriate
method.

“Destroying the infected material is
important to reduce the inoculum that
causes the disease,” says Van Ormer,
adding: “Don’t put the material in your
firewood pile”.

The specialist also recommends fer-
lilizing weakened trees, using a complete
fertilizer such as 10-6-4. This will help
restore the tree's vigor.

Fertilizer should be placed at the drip
line which is straight down from the
outside edge of the tree’s crown, and in
holes about 15 inches deep. Fertilizer
spread on the surface may be used by
grass, reducing the amount available to
tree roots, according to the specialist.

Van Ormer recommends using about 2
pounds of fertilizer per inch of tree trunk
diameter, distributing it evenly in holes
spaced at 2-foot intervals around the drip
line.

Trees can be protected from the
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disease by use of chemicals, but it is too
lateto apply them this spring, according
to the specialist. Bordeaux 4-4-50, for
example, is registered for use against
anthracnose on sycamore, maple and
elm. Three applications are required, the
first before buds open in the spring
followed by the other two sprays al
hiweekly intervals.

There is no practical method for
controlling anthracnose in Lrees growing
under forest conditions, according to Van
Ormer.

The tulip originated in Cen-
