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Lewis’ Arrest

‘Rights Defined

In AGO Memo

Ex-Sheriff as Marshal
At W'wright May Make

Outside Arrests, View

The Attorney General's office last
week in a memorandum to Com-
monwealth's Altorney James R. Allen
held that Ex-Sheriff Joe W. Lewis has, as
marshal of the city of Wheelwright the
authority to make arrests anywhere in
Floyd county.

The opinion was handed down after
what was described as thorough research
of the law and case citations pertaining to
the authority of a city marshal.

It refers to Kentucky Revised Statute
95.800 (2) which states that a city mar-
shal of a sixth class city shall have the
powers of a sheriff, and cites three
earlier opinions of the Attorney
General's office, all dealing with the
authority of a city marshal beyond the
city boundary.

The memorandum said, in part:

"It would appear that Joe Wheeler
Lewis has, as city marshal of
Wheelwright, the same power under KRS
95.800 (2) as the Floyd county sheriff for
the suppression of a riot, disturbance of
the peace or resistance to law or
authority.”

Apparently, the Attorney General’s
office has received statements alleging
that Ex-Sheriff Lewis has participated in
liquor raids in the county, since the
opinion included this statement:

"*The three affidavits concerning
Wheeler's (Lewis’) conduct allege his
active participation in ‘raids’ in Floyd
county. If (he) was acting as city mar-
shal of Wheelwright, he may legally
participate in such actions at his
discretion."”

The opinion did not refer to earlier
advice from the Attorney General's
office to the effect that as ex-sheriff
Lewis could not act as a deputy sheriff.

Commonwealth's Attorney Allen said
he will abide by the opinion. “'As far as
my office is concerned,' he said, ““T will
honor the memorandum. The Attorney
General is my superior, and I feel that 1
must follow his advice.”

Fiscal Court Sticks
On Deputy Sheriffs

An opinion from the Attorney
General’s office relating to the legality of
the fiscal court’s hiring of additional
deputy sheriffs and paying their salaries
out of county funds was the subject of a
special fiscal court meeting last week.

The court voted to stand by its order of
Sept. 26 when by a split vote it authorized
the employment of two additional
deputies to be paid out of county funds,
with Sheriff Doug Lewis to employ a
third and pay his salary out of his own
funds. Magistrate Kenneth Roberts, who
opposed the later employment of Dennis
Crisp, of Martin, as a deputy for the
Right Beaver Creek section, cast the only
dissenting vote,

The court, however, directed County
Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. and Sheriff
Doug Lewis to seek clarification of the
opinion issued by Assistant Altorney
General Thomas R. Emerson. The
opinion was given at the request of
Magistrate Roberts, and reads, in part:

"“The sheriff may, with the approval of
the fiscal court, appoint his deputies.
However, the only legal deputy sheriffs
are those appointed by the sheriff to fill
deputy positions authorized by the fiscal
court under KRS 64.530. The fiscal court
is required not later than the first
Monday in May in which the sheriff is
elected to establish by proper order the
number of deputies authorized for the
sheriff and their compensation, The
matter of the number of sheriff's
deputies during a term is, therefore,
rather inflexible, as the number of
deputies fixed for a sheriff's term cannot
be changed during the term of that
sheriff.. While the number of deputies
cannot be increased during the term of
office of the sheriff, the deputies’ salaries
may be increased during the term if
funds are available and the proper
procedures are followed,™

At the regular court meeting last Tues-
day the first reading of the county or-
dinance governing television franchises
kept court members overtime. The
second reading is scheduled for Nov. 14.

The court directed the county attorney
toinstitute circuit court action to prevent
TEL-COM, which recently purchased
extensive television transmission
holdings in the county, from raising its
monthly rates to customers above $5 and
from cutting off the service to customers
who did not pay a higher rate.

—Accepted from the state rental of
courthouse space for state office for the
first six months of this year.

—Adopted a resolution to the effect that

all holders of garbage collection fran-

chises show proof that they have work-
men’s compensation coverage for em-
ployees.

—Granted Chester Layne permission
loreplace approximately 1500 feet of two-
inch gas line along old US 23 at Ivel.

The Co-Op Mining Company has ended
its continuing litigation with the city of
Prestonsburg over its right to operate
within the city limits.»

It closed down last Friday, notified
employees of its decision to quit, and by
end of the week had sold its equipment.

A spokesman for the company said a
combination of circumstances led the
ownership to decide further legal battling
with the city ‘‘just wasn’t worth it.” The
city recently filed suit in circuit court,
seeking an injunction to close the mine
and alleging thal its operation was ia
violation of the city zoning ordinance.

Co-Op opened the mine, near the Ball
Alley curve on old US 23 here, last
February. It continued mining, despite
notices served by the city demanding
that it cease. At the time of its closing the
mine employed 16 men. A company
spokesman said the 1 per cent city
payroll tax withheld from workers’ pay
will be refunded to the employees.

The mine equipment, which reportedly
cost $350,000, was sold for about half
that figure, it was said.

Barney Barnett, of Louisville, was
listed as Co-Op's president.

Included in the circumstances listed as
having plagued the company, in addition
to the litigation with the city, were
problems with mine inspectors and the
handling of water inside the working.

The city took the position that if Co-Op
were permitted to mine coal within the
corporate limits of Prestonsburg, other

_ areas here would be opened to mining.

Carroll, Ford To Dedicate
New Banner Span, Nov. 8th

Gov. Julian Carroll and U.S. Senator
Wendell Ford will dedicate the new
bridge at Banner next Wednesday (Nov.
8) at 11 a.m.

The bridge, which crosses the Big
Sandy and connects KY 1426 (the Prater
Creek road) with US 23, replaced a
substandard suspension bridge,

Construction of the bridge was
authorized during Senator Ford's term of
office as governor. Total cost of the
bridge, including the approaches, was
$2.2 million. The bridge itself cost

$942,000. Greer, Inc, held the contract for
the construction work.

OSHA Analysis
Of Air Samples
Seen This Week

Qualitative tests of materials in loose
acoustical ceiling at Prestonsburg High
School have disclosed that the materials
conlain asbestos, but the result of further
tests to determine if it is present in such
quantity as to be dangerous to the health
of students was still being awaited Lhis
week, »

A report on air samples taken by an
inspector of the Occupational Safety and
Health Administration (OSHA) is ex-
pected any day now, possibly this week,
Superintendent of Schools E. P. Grigshy,
Jr., said Monday.

The study of the situation stemmed
from complaints lodged by People for
Better Schools, a local group formed
earlier this year and headed by Mrs.
Ruby Catherine Clifton, herself the
mother of a 15-year-old girl-student at the
school. Most other conditions at the
school complained of by the group have
been corrected, but Mrs. Clifton com-
plained that the board of education has
done nothing about the ceilings, although
the issue was brought to the board’s
attention last June.

Dr. J.D. Adams, a member of the
board, said the board did not ignore the
complaint but instead, had air tests
made at the school by an inspector of un-
derground coal mines and that the tests
showed no presence of asbestos in the air.
Mrs. Clifton, however, said OSHA in-
spectors have said that the equipment
used by the mine inspector was
inadequate for the tests at the school.

Asbestos, which is a fire-retardant
material used in acoustical tile and in-
sulation, may cause cancer if
inhaled in sufficient guantity over a
period of time, tests have shown.

The ceiling containing the asbestos was
installed when the school was built, about
25 years ago, and was approved by state
education and health officials, At that
time the danger of asbestos was
unknown.

‘At this point 1 can see no cause for
alarm, since the mine inspector’s tests
showed no danger, but I can assure you
the Floyd County Board of Education will
do everything in its power to learn the
facts and will do everything possible in
the light of any future report," Supt.
Grigsby said Monday.

He pointed out that whatever needs to
be done will be done but that it must be a
cooperative effort, with the board acting
on state Department of Education
directives.

“The Department of Education," he
said, “‘approves or disapproves of any
building that is built, renovated or
repaired for secondary education. The
state department must approve fire,
health and building codes. They are the
first authority This is a process that is
closely regulated and controlled by the
state through statutes and regulations,
then passed on to local boards of
education."

Helpis on the way for those who bought
homes from Jim Walter Homes, Inc., and
found they had construction flaws.

Repair work began last month on 100
homes in Floyd, Pike, Letcher and
Harlan counties, and should be com-
pleted by next month, according to Ruth
Baxter, an assistant attorney general in
the Attorney General's Consumer
Protection Division.

Under the terms of a court settlement
last spring, Walter, the nation's largest
homebuilder, agreed to pay the cost of
inspecting and correcting all con-
struction flaws in its homes built in
Kentucky since June 16, 1972—the day
the state’s consumer protection act took
effect. : :

The settlement included a provision
requiring the Florida-based chain to pay
the attorney general up to §25,000 a year
to hire a building inspector.

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113 Years after the Last Shot . . .

Things may not be going so well in
some parts of the world but another step
is being taken to improve North-South
relations, 113 years after their armies
stopped shooting at each other. Recently,
President Carter belatedly restored
Jefferson ‘Davis, president of the Con-
federacy, his citizenship.

And now the latest in detente between
Union and Confederate is this:

More than 1,600 graves of rebel soldiers
killed during the Battle of Vicksburg will
soon be marked for the first time—with
headstones provided by the U.S.
government.

The graves are in a special three-acre
plot in the Vicksburg City Cemetery, land
owned and maintained by the United
Daughters of the Confederacy.

In 1906, Congress authorized stones to
mark Confederate graves in national
cemeteries and Confederate plots, and in
1920 Congress authorized stones for
Confederate deceased buried-in private
cemeleries,

But graves in the Vicksburg plot
remained unidentified by headstones or
markers since 1863. The gravesites were
identified only by locations on a
cemetery map. The sole monument to the
fallen southerners has been a statue of a
rebel soldier,

Now, at the request of city, state and
UDC officials, the Veterans Ad-
ministration will provide headstones for
all 1,604 graves in the Confederate sec-
tion of the cemetery.

Snow, Ice Removal Priorities Mapped

The Floyd County Tir_nes_

Priority One—Interstate highways, toll
roads, and any stale-maintained road
that carries an equivalent traffic volume.

Priority Two —State primary roads
(such as US 60, US 27), expressways, hy-
passes and other state maintained roads
with equivalent traffic volume.

Priority Three—State secondary roads
such as KY 580 and other roads of equal
importance,

Priority Four—All state-maintained
roads not included in one of the first three
priorities.

According to Russell Romine, assistant
state highway engineer, roads classified
priorily one, two, and three are to be
maintained in a safe and passable con-
dition by plowing, salting or sanding.

State help with law-enforcement was
promised County Attorney Arnold
Turner, Jr. and Wheelwright citizens
who accompanied him to Frankfort last
Wednesday for a meeting with Com-
missioner Brandenburg, of the State
Police.

“I talked with Dr. Nicholson at Mt.

We have been
asked by 30-40 schools to look at
something local school officials
suspected might be asbestos. But nothing
has been shown to force us to act.

“If there is enough (in the air) that it is
injurious to the health of school children
then we would require the school board to
take steps to correct it,”” Marcum added.

“What we have gotten is a qualitative
determination, not a quantitative
determination, that the asbestos is
present," Dr. Adams said. He said he has
been in touch with Superintendent
Grigsby since the University of Cin-
cinnati report was received by school
officials last Thursday.

*“I wouldn't want my children or
anyhody else’s children put in danger,"”
Dr. Adams added. He has a daughter in
the school.

Mrs. Clifton, said she has spent “‘more
than $600 in telephone calls'' to various
state and federal agencies about the
ceilings.

“It’s been most frustrating. I could not
find anybedy who would do anything,”
she said. In recent weeks she has ac-
companied the inspectors making the
tests in the schools.

“The stuff is falling off and the kids
have even thrown it after taking it off
themselves. There are air registers
blowing it around,"’ she says.

Joe W. Lewis has not
attempted to act as a deputy under the
present sheriff, but was helpful in the
transition of office, and the people of
Floyd county should be appreciative of
that action. He has been employed as
deputy marshal in Wheelwright since his

Flood Warning
For Area Still
A Year Distant

The flood warning system planned to
serve Floyd, Pike, Johnson, Magoffin
and Martin counties and seven counties
in West Virginia and Virginia will not be
in operation for next spring's expected
floods but is expected to be functional in
1980, federal officials said last Friday at
a meeting in Huntington, West Virginia.

Officials of the National Oceanic and
Atmospheric Administration said the
system will use radar, computers and
automated rain gauges to give advance
warning of floods.

""This program is being viewed at the
spearhead of a whole new phase in
meterology,” said James Giraytys,
NOAA's flash flood program officer,
“While we call this a flash-flood
program—which it is—we view it part
and parcel as the beginning of the next
decade in meterology.”

Giraytys said the watersheds included
in the program are the Levisa Fork of the
Big Sandy River in Kentucky and
Virginia, the Tug Fork of the Big Sandy
in Kentucky and West Virginia, the upper
Guyandotte region in West Virginia, and
the upper Powell and Guest regions in
Virginia.

Some $1 million in federal funds have
been set aside to establish the program,
but it is anticipated that additional
federal funds will be available to upgrade
the system as it expands, Giraytys said.

The radar equipment will be located
in Eastern Kentucky, probably at
Jackson, he said, adding that the system
will rely on cooperation among the local
and state agencies involved and will only
be assisted by the federal agencies.

Federal officials will meet Nov. 9 in
Pikeville, to brief local and state
residents to work in the proposed
program's coverage areas. At that
meeting, local and state officials will be
asked to provide manpower, funding, and
staffing to operate the program.

When fully developed, the program will
involve some 600 observation posts which
will measure river and stream levels,
rainfall and atmospheric conditions in
an attempt to predict flash flooding.
About 20 percent of these monitoring
stations will be automated, and con-
stantly feed information into a mini-
computer,

After the system is fully operational, it
is expected to give a minimum of 30
minutes warning to residents living
farthest upstream, and an aveage
warning time of 6 to 18 hours for areas
further downstream such as Pikeville
and Williamson.

Floyd, P’burg Ask
Additional Funds
For Flood Recovery

With recovery from the disastrous
flooding of April, 1977 still a long way off
for many sections of Eastern Kentucky,
an additional request for federal aid
totalling $2 million was made Monday to
the Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD). $313,000 of that total
is being asked by Prestonsburg and
Floyd county.

This latest request for disaster aid was
also made by Pineville, Harlan-Loyall,
Middlesboro and Pike and Martin
counties, and the money, if approved,
will be used to repair several hundred
homes owned by people either too poor or
too old to qualify for disaster loan
assistance.

In order to acquire the funds, the cities
and counties involved would be required
to ‘“‘reprogram’’ readily available
federal aid that is mostly being used for
the purchase and development of elderly
and low-income housing to renovate
flood-damaged homes.

Earlier this month, when the six local
governments met with HUD in
Louisville, the federal agency “strongly
recommended they take a look at using
this money,” in the words of Carleton
Lowe, HUD’s acting director of com-
munity development for Kentucky.

To date, $5.5 million in HUD disaster
funds have been spent in flood-hit
counties. This does not include more than
$35 million distributed by various HUD
disaster service programs which helped
keep many families in temporary
housing and helped with the cost of
minimum repairs to flood-damaged
property.

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Undgrground Coal Conversion
To Gas in Experimental Stage

atmosphere, according to Larry
Strickland, director of the project.

Experiments hope to make use of coal
reserves now considered unminable
because of their location or size, as well
as coal that remains when conventional
mining is completed.

The process—called underground coal
gasification—could triple the nation’s
economically recoverable coal base,
Strickland said. It could also cut the cost
of converting coal to gas by one-fourth,
when compared with current above-
ground methods, he said.

The process disrupts the surface less
than conventional underground mining
and brings fewer solid wastes to the
surface, he said.

The project is divided into (wo
phases—the first more suited for use in
the West and the second best for use in
Appalachia, Strickland said. First-phase
construction is expected to be completed
between January and April next year.

A project that has progressed further
than the Pricetown operation is
developing new techniques to extract
natural gas from shale formations.

The center is conducting experiments
in using water power to break up rock
formations at three wells at Ranger in
Lincoln county, W. Va., donated by
Columbia Gas of West Virginia, Arlen E.
Hunt, assistant project manager said.
The project has been under way since
1975.

According to Hunt, most of the nation's

gas reserves are located in shale for-
mations, rather than in concentrated
pools,

Five similar projects, involving about
20 wells, are scheduled to begin next year
in Ohio, Hunt said. The cost of all
research is shared with industry, he said,
In the past four years, Columbia Gas has
invested $4 million in the Ranger project
and in a 13-well program which extends
throughout the Appalachian region from
New York to Virginia, according to Hunt,

An experiment in the direct com-
bustion of coal to generate electricity—
using a fluidized bed combustor—is
under way at Monogahela Power
Company's Riversville power station in
Marion county, West Virginia, Sulfur
emissions would be reduced by burning
the coal in a bed of material—generally
limestone—which absorbs sulfur as the
coal burns.

hunting seasons get into full swing. With

the number of different opening and
closing dates for dirrerent species, it's
sometimes hard to keep track of
everything.

So here's a rundown of opening and
closing dates for this year's hunting,
courtesty of the Kentucky Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources.

SQUIRREL: Opened Aug. 19, will close
Oet. 31; reopens Nov. 16, runs through
Dec. 1 closes for duration of gun deer
season; opens Dec. 5 and conlinues
through Dec. 31.

RABBITS AND FURBEARERS:
Opens Noyv. 16, runs through Dee. 1,
reopens Dec. 5 and continues through
Jan. 31.

QUAIL AND GROUSE: Opens Nov. 18,
runs through Dec. 1, reopens Dec. 5 and
continues through Feb. 28, 1979.

DEER (Archery): Opened Oct. 1, will
run through Nov. 8, reopens Nov, 18 and
continues through Nov. 30, with the final
phase opening Dec. 9 and running
through Dec., 31. Archers taking deer
must visit an official check station,

DEER (gun): A split season again this
yvear, with two ‘long weekend'' hunts—
Nov. 11 through Nov. 13 and Dec. 2
through Dec. 4. Remember that all deer
taken by gun or bow hunters must be
checked either by conservation officer or
at official check station.

DOVES: Opened Sept. 1, will close Oct.
31; reopens for a short season from Dec.
9 through Dec. 17.

DUCKS: Opens Nov. 18, runs through
Nov. 26; reopens Dec. 2 and continues
through Jan. 11, 1979,

GEESE, RAILS AND GALLINULES:
Opens Nov. 12 and runs through Jan. 20,
1979.

WOODCOCK AND SNIPE: Opened
Oct. 6 will close Nov. 30, reopens Dec. 9
and runs through Dec. 17.

FALCONRY: Again this year there is a
special “‘early season" for those who
hunt hawks. This falconry season will
open Nov. 1 and will continue through the
regular open season for the species
hunted.

Remember that the dates given above
are for the statewide seasons. Certain
wildlife management areas may have
dirrerent dates or other special
regulations, particularly for deer or
waterfow] hunting.

Pikeville Meet Set Nov. 9
On Flood Warning Plans

State. county and local officials
representing the public in 12 Kentucky,
Virginia, and West Virginia counties will
meel with federal and Appalachian
Regional Commission strategists in
Pikeville Thursday, Nov. 9, to help plan a
comprehensive flash [lood warning
program for the area.

Special invitations are being sent lo
local and regional officials serving the
counties of Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin,
Martin and Pike counties in Kentucky;
Logan, McDowell, Mingo, and Wyoming
counties in West Virginia, and Buchanan,
Dickenson and Wise counties in Virginia,

The officials will be asked to aid in the
development of a program providing the
kind of protection necessary from flash
flooding, now considered the nation’s
major weather-related disaster threat.

The plan evolved from the meeting
could become the nucleus of a nationwide
flash flood program, according to of-
ficials from the Appalachian Regional
Commission (ARC) and the National
Oceanic and Atmospheric Ad-
ministration, which already has a con-
ceptual program prepared.

Various technical proposals designed
to improve flash flood forecasts and
warnings will be presented for discussion
and meodification, These proposals will
require close coordination and mutual

financing by federal, state, counly and
local agencies. The proposals touch on
such matters as the purchase and
placement of automated rainfall and
river stage reporting instruments, im-
proved telecommunications between
local flash flood warning networks and
the National Weather Service,
strengthened local warning networks and
others.

Preliminary planning by NOAA for a
national flash flood program called for
development and implementation of a
plan to cover high-risk areas of Ap-
palachia. In conjunction with the Ap-
palachian Regional Commission, the
area covering 12 adjacent counties in
Kentucky, West Virginia, and Virginia
was determined to be one of the highest
risk areas for flash flooding. The
program will be expanded to other high-
risk areas of Cenltral Appalachia,
beginning in 1980,

Approximately $1 million in NOAA and
ARC funds already are programmed for
the effort, with the expectation that
additional funding from a variety of
sources at all governmental levels will be
forthcoming.

Be Prepared for Winter Dangers

After fighting through two severe
winters, most Kentuckians should now
begin thinking about preparations for
this coming winter season and the
hazards produced by winter storms,
according to Wilbur Buntin, exective
director of the state Division of Disaster
and Emergency Services.

Buntin noted that one of the most
serious problems faced last winter was
that some Kentuckians, after ex-
periencing blizzard conditions across the
state, were isolated at home for several
days. "'This year," Buntin said, ‘“let's
hope people are preparing for this type of
winter storm."”

Here are a few precautions that could
mean life or death in the coming months:

Keep an adequate supply of heating
fuel on hand and use it sparingly during a
prolonged cold wave. Last winter, storm
conditions prevented many fuel com-
panies from delivering , supplies for
weeks at a time. If necessary, conserve
fuel by keeping the house cooler than
usual, or by closing off some rooms
temporarily

It is advisable to have available some

\kind of emergency heating equipment

and fuel so at least one room of the house
cdn be kept warm enough to be livable.
This could be a camp stove, or an
adequate supply of wood or coal for a

fireplace. Remember, if the furnance is
controlled by a thermostat and the
eleetricity is cut off by a storm, the
furnace probably would not operate
Many rural areas of Kentucky were
faced with this type of problem last
winter,

Stock any emergency supply of food
and water, as well as emergency cooking
equipment such as a camp stove. Most of
this food should be of the type that does
not require refrigeration or cooking.

Make sure you have a battery-powered
radio and extra batteries on handsoif the
electric power is cut off, weather
forecasts, information, and advice
broadcast by local authorities will still be
available. Flashlights and lanterns could
also be needed.

Keep on hand the simple lools and
equipment needed to fight a fire. Also, be
certain that all family members know
how to take precautions that would
prevent fire at such time, when the help
of a fire department may not be
available.

Buntin added that last year almost
every county in the commonwealth was
affected by winter storms in some
manner. ‘‘By taking a few simple
preparations,” he added, “you will help
protect your family and yourself against
winter hazards.”

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Turner’s Streak Jeopardized by McDowell's Youth

David Turner's first team at McDowell
did not advance to the 15th Regional
Tournament. During his four years as
head coach of the Daredevils, that has
been his only team to fail to reach the
58th District finals. Entering his fifth
season at McDowell, Turner faces a
tough task, taking his team to the
regional tournament a fourth con-
secutive yvear.

“Four starters from last season (a
team that went 27-6) are gone through
graduation: Steve Reid, Steve Newsome,
Greg Matthews and Wesley Case. We
only have three players back from last
year who have seen a lot of varsity ac-
tion," Turner points out.

McDowell is lacking in experience and
in depth, Turner feels not having these
two ingredients necessary for a suc-
cessful season will make anything over
ten wins a pleasing season.

“We have a lot of inexperience at the
backup spots. I hope our starters can
stay out of foul trouble. This is one reason
I think if we can win ten it will be a pretty
successful season. We have dropped out
of playing in some tournaments this year
so we could add more games to the
schedule and give the ‘B’ team a chance
to play in more games. We are looking to
the future.”

The twenty-eight game schedule
begins this Friday with a home game
against Magoffin county. Turner is quick
to point out the additions of Knott Central
and Wolfe county to the schedule in an
effort to “'keep contending teams from
other regions on the schedule as well as
the top teams from the 15th Region.”

Brian Turner is one of three returnees
who played important roles in helping
McDowell to the Floyd County Con-
ference and 58th District Tournament
titles last season. The 6-1, 160-pound

senior earned a starting guard position
near the end of last season and will
handle the ball and provide the Dare-
devils with outside scoring. Hugh Hall
(6", 160-lb. Jr.) ‘Yis the other right
now," according 1o Coach Turner. Hall
started on the junior varsity last year and
saw restricted varsity action. Two good
junior varsity players back up the back-
court tandem, but they have not had a
chance to prove themselves. in varsily
competition, Turner is hoping Petie
Grigsby (5-11, 150-lb. freshman) and
Barry Hamilton (59, 140:1b. junior) will
continue to improve at a rate that could
give them quite a bit of playing time by
January.

“At guard we return only Brian from
last season.

KENTUCKY—Black bass fair on
crank baits and spinner baits over stump
beds and off gravel points; crappie fair
over drop offs and submerged cover; in
tailwaters, catfish and crappie fair,
sauger slow and improving; clear to
murky, stable at four feet below pool and
62 degrees.

ROUGH RIVER—Black bass fair on
crank baits and buzz baits off points and
over drop offs; crappie slow around stick
ups; clear, falling slowly, 7.5 feet below
pool and 63 degrees.

BARREN—Black bass slow to fair
casting and trolling medium runners off
points and over stump beds; crappie slow
to fair over submerged cover and along
channel drop offs; clear to murky, falling
slowly, six feet below pool and 59
degrees.

NOLIN—Black bass fair on crank baits
and spinner baits over creek channels;

“Naturally, [ wanted to give her what
she wanted, most parents do,” said Mrs.

So the seamstress took needle in hand
and made her daughter the three-foot tall
“granny'" doll.

She's been making them for family and
friends ever since.

‘1 guess little girls like them and big
girls do, too,"” said the teacher’s aide.
Her six-year-old daughter Shasta agrees

“The dolls now do everything for you, I
like these better. You can make them do
everything you want them to do,"” she
said as she perched her blond, freckle-
faced doll on a rocking chair and crossed
ils arms.

Mrs. Tussey says it takes '‘about a
week’' of pretty steady work ta construct
one of the fabric dolls.

“I make them out of fabrics that are all
washable,”” she said. ‘'l know my girls
liked to sleep with them, and it is nice to

The original pattern came from a
magazine, but Mrs. Tussey says she has
revised and altered it through the years.

Her latest dolls have elbows and knees
that make them more lifelike. Their legs
are longer and they are made with tucks

Their bodies are made of double-knit
fabrics, while Mrs. Tussey uses scraps of
permanent press cotton and broadeloth
for their clothes. "*‘Don’t use a yarn that
is wool, because it will shrink when it's
washed,"” she cautioned.

The stuffing is 100 percent polyester
filling, and once the head has been sewn
onto the body of the doll, it is all stuffed
through the back.

“It's a trick to sew on the arms and
legs,' she says, “‘Because you have to get
them on just right."

Once the body is put together she
concentrates on the face. ‘‘By the time
you get to the freckles you feel like it's a
person,'’ she said with a chuckle.

“I"'ve been sewing since I was a little
girl and I've been making doll clothes
since then, too."

She dresses the dolls in gingham
bloomers, calico dresses and matching
bonnets. Their aprons are trimmed in
matching fabrics and decorated with a
hexagon applique she sews on with her

machine,
‘““This is a hobby that turned into
work,"" she stated, adding with a wide

smile, ““But I enjoy it."

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Woman Wants
Radiation Tests

By JIM PAXTON
(In the Lexington Herald)

A Flemingsburg woman with
inoperable cancer says she wants to
know if radiation from a nearby nuclear
dumping site could have triggered her
disease—and she's willing to be tested to
find out,

“Of course I'd like to know. It won't
help anything now, but I'd like to know,"
said Helen McRoberts.

Mrs. McRoberts, 47, lived for 13 years
within a mile of the controversial Maxey
Flats nuclear waste disposal site in
Fleming county. She is currently un-
dergoing outpatient treatment at the
University of Kentucky Medical Center.

Mrs. McRoberts is the latest figure ina
continuing controversy over the safety of
the Maxey Flats site, The question has
drawn national publicity and several
investigations.

A spokesman for Nuclear Engineering
Co. Inc. (NECO), which holds rights
under a state contract to operate the site,
said studies by state and private agen-
cies have never indicated unsafe
radiation levels al the site, orin plant and
animal life nearby.

But John Hay, a Fleming county
farmer who heads the Maxey Flats
Radiation Protection Society, asked a
legislateve subcommittee to supervise
new tests, including one to determine if
Mrs. McRoberts has absorbed abnormal
amounts of radiation.

Hay said that such tests have never
been performed on anyone living near
the site, but said they are routinely
performed on persons who work in
nuclear plants or around radioactive
materials.

He also asked that tests be performed
on a herd of dairy cattle near the site that
has been plagued with sores and a high
incidence of birth defects among its
calves,

(A previous study on the same cattle,
performed by Dr. Robert Singer of the
Kentucky Animal Disease Diagnostic
Laboratory in Lexington, concluded the
problem was due to insufficient copper in
their diet.)

Mrs. McRoberts said that if there is a
feasible way to measure her level of
radiation absorption, she will undergo
the tests,

But James Neel, president of the
Louisville-based NECO, said new testing
would be useless.

‘It has been firmly established that no
cattle and no persons have been
affected by radiation from the site.”

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Cigarette Tax Bill
Comes Under Fire

Gov. Julian Carroll testified before a
Senate consumer subcommiltee on
commerce, science and transportation
here today concerning the economic
impact on Kentucky of S8.B. 3118, the
Smoking Deterence Act of 1978.

Carroll called the sliding lax proposed
in the bill impractical and the labeling
requirement extreme. "It seems to me
that you might just as well require all
automobiles fo carry signs saying,
“‘Caution; driving can be fatal."

The bill, which was nol reported out of
commitiee in the recent session of
Congress, would impose a tax on every
cigarelle manufactured in the U.S. The
tax would increase in relation to the
number of toxic units in the cigarette.
“*Toxie Unils'' are defined by the bill as
the sum of the number of milligrams of
tax plus ten limes the number of
milligrams of nicotine contained in a
cigarette

The bill would require that each
cigareile package show the tax and
nicotine content, and a series of ten
warning statements would be rotated
among cigarelte packages,

Carroll expressed gratification that the
bill orders a study of health risks
associated with smoking, but noted that
nothing in the bill indicates that any part
of the study would be directed toward
finding a way lo remove any dangerous
substances from cigarettes.

**Kentucky has for years been a leader
in this kind of positive research on
tobaceo,” Carroll said. “'The federal
government could perform a real service
for the millions of smokers in this
country if they were to give us more
money to help us expand these efforts
that we are now financing by ourselves,"
he continued.

Commenting on the effect of the bill on
Kentucky's economy, Carroll indicated
that he did not believe it would kill the
tobacco industry in Kentucky, but, he
said, ""Any laxing bill of this nature will
be somewhat of an economic burden on
certain segments of the tobacco industry.

According to Carroll, tax dollars
resulting from tobacco and its associated
businesses in Kentucky include $22.3
million from the state cigarette tax, $7.8
million in corporation income taxes, $15
million from sales tax on cigarettes and
$56 million in withholding on tobacco
industry employees.

“Kentuckians can ill afford to have
their economy disrupted by legislation
which punitively attacks a single in-
dustry,'" Carroll concluded.

Seen for Kentucky

A federal spokesman Saturday
predicted higher prices will cause a
natural gas boom in Kentucky late this
year and early next year, after President
Carter signs the Energy Bill.

John Rogers, Washington, special
assistanl to the litigation counsel of the
federal Energy Regulatory Commission,
predicted that the price of natural gas
will increase around Dec. 1 because of
the impact of the new national Energy
Bill.

The president is scheduled to sign the
Energy Bill Nov. 9 and it will take effect
on Dec. 1.

Rogers, speaking before the closing
sessiorl of the three-day Interim Joint
Committee on Public Utilities and Trans-
portation seminar at Lexinglon, said, “‘A
total of 813 billion MCF of natural gas is
in the ground in Kentucky, and the new
bill and the new prices will provide in-
centive for new production of natural
gas."

He predicted there will be a natural gas
boom as a result of the bill in most of
Kentucky's natural gas producing areas.

Rogers, noting that there are many of
the approximately 4,500 Devonian shale
wells in Eastern Kentucky, said most of
them will be affected by the price in-
crease.

Referring to “‘shut-in"" gas wells that
are not currently being used because of
transport problems, Rogers said the
economic incentive under the expected
price increase for natural gas will be
sufficient to build pipe lines to these
wells. He said there are a number of such
wells in both Eastern and Western
Kentucky.

Lose an Ancestor?
Look in the Library

The Kentucky Historical Society
genealogical library not only serves
Kentuckians, but researchers from other
states and other countries, as well.

Ken and Linda Eli, a couple from
Australia, recently visited the library to
research the family of Col. William
Whitley, Kentucky's noted pioneer and
Indian fighter.

He
built Sportsman's Hill, the first brick
house in Kentucky, in 1785. It is located
two miles northwest of Crab Orchard on

But he noted there are two possible
areas in which the legislators can have
impact—conservation and management
efficiency.

“Since I have been attorney general
since 1976, all state utilities have
requested $335 million in rate increases
in Kentucky, but they have only been
awarded $155 million by the PSC."”

He estimated his office has saved
consumers $180 million by proving the
requested increases were not all
necessary.

citation, either by a courl appearance or

payment of a fine, or face suspension of
their Kentucky drivers license, Motor
Vehicle Commissioner O.B. Arnold
explained.

The other states presently members of
the agreement are Delaware, Florida,
Iowa, Louisiana, Maryland, New Jersey,
New York, North Carolina, Penn-
sylvania, Virginia, West Virginia and
Wisconsin.

Arnold said it is expected that nearly
all states will eventually join the com-
pact but many are currently held up by
lack of statulory authority. Legislation
passed during the 1978 General Assembly
gave the Kentucky ltransportalion
department the authority to take part in
the compact.

The agreement became effective for
Kentucky when Transportation
Secretary Calyin Grayson and Arnold
signed the.compact on Oct. 13.

Arnold emphasized that the terms of
the compact do not compromise any
Kentuckian's right to a trial if he is cited
for a traffic violation.

If a driver's license is suspended for
failure to make an appearance in the
court of the state where the citation was
issued, it will not be restored until proof
has been offered that he has satisfied the
state in which he was cited.

Protection under the agreement does
not extend to all offenses committed with
a vehicle. Such offenses as driving while
intoxicated are still subject to immediate
arrest in any state.

Arnold pointed out that there are
benefits to the taxpayers of Kentucky as
well as motorists who travel in other
slates.

A great deal of time is required for
police officers to make arrests and to
take traffic violators to court or jail, he
said. The agreement will cut down the
time involved in citing out-of-state
malorists,

State May Pay Prlsoner ‘Keep

The Appropriations and Revenue
Committee last week approved a motion
that the state pay for housing prisoners
who have violated state laws.

Gordon Duke, depuly finance
said the department would
“make every effort" to see that the next
check to local governments would con-
tain reimbursement for housing the
prisoners.

A recent opinion from the Office of the
Attorney General's held that the state
should pay for the dieting prisoners
accused of violating a state law. An al-
torney general’s opinion does not have
the force of law, however,

Earlier Joe Moore, in charge of county
fee systems for finance, had told the
committee that it will cost $2.14 million
more than is budgeted to reimburse
localities, even if the dieting fees weren't
included. With the dieting fees, he said,
the state would pay $1.3.million more for
a total of $3.4 million over the amount
budgeted.

John Wolfe, mayor of Douglass Hills,
told the committee that smaller cities
suffer a proportionally higher loss of
revenue just to pay for police ap-
pearances in district courts. He said one
small city gives only iraffic warnings
because it can't afford to pay its police to
travel to district court to testify on traffic
appearances,

Another mayor, Ken Paul, of
Southgate, pleaded with the committee to
support state payments of dieting fees
and said that many cities are trying to
get legal action lo get the guestion of the
state court system on the ballot again in
four vears.

Onanothermatterrelatingtothestate's
legal system, the commitfee voted to ask
the Highways and Traffic Safety Com-
mittee to consider and to refer back to
the appropriations committee a
recommendation for a more fair traffie
fine structures.

The 1978 General Assembly passed a
law which raised most traffic fines by
$15. While not earmarked for it, the
money was intended to pay for the 15
percent salary supplement given to local
police who complete law enforcement
training.

Members of
committee called the measure ‘‘a
mistake,” and Joe Clarke, (D-Danville)
chairman of the committee noted that
“the problem is that we took the easy
shortcut’ to raise revenue for the public
pay incentive. Clarke said the fines

Auto Insurance Up
With State Farm

The Kentucky Insurance Regulatory
Board Cast Friday approved an increase
in auto insurance rates for one company
and a decrease for another insurer.

The increase was granted to State
Farm Mutual Automobile Insurance Co.
and State Fire and Casualty Co. The
decrease was granted to the Maryland
Casualty Co

The board granted State Farm the
requested rate increase of 9.9 percent.
The board pointed out, however, that the
average increase would vary, depending
upon type of coverage and region where
the insured resides.

“Though the combined effect of the
revisions is an increase in overall rate
level, the resulting rates are significantly
lower than the rate charged for com-
parable coverages by mosl other in-
surers doing business in the Com-
monwealth,” the board noted.

The board also noted that State Farm
demonstrated that the current rate levels
would be inadequate for auto insurance
coverage.

The decrease granted to Maryland
Casualty amounts to 10.6 percent on
private passenger rates. This action will
decrease the cost on §1.1 million worth of
persm)al auto pal!ueq in Kentucky.

should have been reassessed rather than
having given an ‘“‘across the board in-
crease.'’

But Kelly Clark, of the Legislative
Research Commission, said the in-
creased fines may not result in any in-
ereased revenues for the state and in-
cicaled this could be because the fines
are nol being collected or the charges are
being dismissed.

Chief Justice John Palmore, of the
state Supreme Court, atiributed the lack
of increased revenue to similar cause.
The judges “are probating the fines,"” he
said, because the fines are unpopular and
the judges are being blaméd for them,

As a result, he said, *judges are
deciding that the fine 'is too much."”
Therefore, he said, rather than collecting
increased money in fines, the state is
failing lo get the amount of the fine
assessed before the increase.

Palmore also objected to including
such fees as costs of housing prisoners
under costs of the new court system. He
said judges are ‘‘referees’’ in society and
that including these fees is like “‘lumping
football salaries and stadium operating

expenses’' under referees salaries for
football leagues
On another subject, Palmore said

localities are being reimbursed for the
space used by the court system as soon as
possible after they allow the state to
determine what proportion of the court-
house the state uses.

Leland King, of the Administrative
Office of the Courts, said localities are
reimbursed on a formula that calculates
4 percent of the cost of the courthouse
plus the cost of improvements prorated
according the amount of space state
courts occupy. They are also reim-
bursed, he said, for a proportion of the
operating expenses of the courthouse.

King said the average payment thus
far has been about $26,383, with an
average of about $4.56 a square foot
although the amount varies widely from
$1.50 to $8 a square fool.

The committee’s next meeting, on Nov,
28, will focus on property taxes ex-
pecially the assessments of property.

“Fifty percent of the juvenile of fenders
that show up in courlt are from the area
extending from MecDowell Lo
Wheelwright,' said county meeting
Arnold Turner, Jr., in a recent meeling
with 250 concerned citizens at the
Wheelwright auditorium.

“Between certain hours of the mor-
ning, there are no state policemen on call
in the county,” Turner continued. Doug
Lewis, county sheriff, confirmed that
the Left Beaver and Mud Creek areas
have one of the highest crime rates in the
county. (The panel that met Monday
night was composed of Gary McCoy, a
youth worker; Bob Hall, business man
and educator; Louis Ferrarri, minister
at Freewill Baptist Church; Alfred Rhea,
councilman in Wheelwright: Elmer
Ferguson, chairman of Wheelwright
council; Captain Donald Powers, Ken-
tucky State police; Arnold Turner Jr,,
county attorney; and Dr. Mary Hall,
representative to the Floyd County
Board of Education for district four.
Wilbur Jamerson, who is employed
by the Floyd County Board of Education,
acted as moderator of the panel.)

“"When something is done and brought
to a officer’s altention, why isn't
something done about it right then?"
asked Carlos Blankenship. “Why isn't
there more police protection up on this
end of the county? We are willing to go to
Frankfort and protest a gas pipe, water
lines, and other things, why don't we go
to Frankfort and demand that we have
more law enforcement?'' asked Doris
Osborne.
