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County To Meet 
Program Demand 
Court Appoints 
Hale To Direct 
Compliance Job 

The Floyd fiscal court has not yet • 
adopted the flood plain management 
program demanded last week by the 
Federal Flood Insurance Ad­
mini tration-but it is so certain that it 
will that it already has employed a flood 
plan administrator. 

Sam Hale, who has served as county 
detective under the federally funded 
crime prevention program, was named 
to begin wort a · administrator of the 
program, December 1. He has resigned 
the detect1ve po. t. 

The draft of the county's flood plan 
resolution will get its first reading at the 
next, the Nov. 28, meeting of the court. 

The court moved to implement the 
program after hearing from Robert 
Maier, of the Federal Flood Insurance 
Administration, at last Tuesday's 
meeting that the county has until Jan. 1 
either to get into the program or to drop 
out. Next day, county and city officials, 
those of Prestonsburg, Allen, Martin, 
Wheelwright and Wayland, got the arne 
me sage. The five incorporated com­
munities indicated they will move in the 
same direction as the fiscal court to 
comply with the reqwrement that they 
implement a flood plain management 
program. Their own building inspectors 
may be used as admimstrators within 
their corporate limits. 

Mr. Hale's duties will include: 
-Defining special flood hazard areas 

in the county outside incorporated 
communities. 

- Reviewing propo ed developments.

State Senator Jim Hammond said here 
Monday that a special session of the 
General Assembly is needed and that he 
is "delighted" that Lieut. Gov. Thelma 
Stovall called one. 

His position was in sharp contrast to 
that of Governor Carroll and others who 
expressed fear of the impact the 
propo ed legislation will have on the 
state budget. 

Cost of the session, which is set for Dec. 
11, may run as high as a million dollars, 
but Hammond aid, the saving to the 
public during the remainder of the 
present fiscal year and all of the next will 
be $78 million, he claims. 

Hammond cited two items of Mrs. 
Stovall's call for the pecial session-the 
ehmination of the utilities sales tax and 
the review of the Public Service Com­
mi ·s10n's procedures in granting utility 
rate increases. 

He said at the last regular session 
Senator Ford mtroduced a bill to 
eliminate the utility tax and that he co­
sponsored the legislation. He said that 
they succeeded in getting the bill out of 
committee and onto the floor but that 
Governor Carroll expressed the fear 
that, in view of revenue losses resulting 
from the mine strike, passage at that 
time might upset the budget. The btll was

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The Best-Laid Plans Fail 
Since flood plain management is now a "must" if residents of 

this section are to have the protection of federal flood Insurance, 
it becomes obvious that building sites out of the flood plain are an 
absolute necessity. 

That being the situation, The Times wonders why benches 
created by strip or auger mining, or both, should not be left to 
provide such flood-free locations for future homes and 
businesses, and especially if the surface owner wants it so. 

We have, since the first surface mining was begun in this area, 
argued against destruction of the environment. We feared then, 
and still fear, that uncontrolled mining will leave water pollution 
and areas of dreary wasteland as a tragic legacy to future 
generations. 

We have belabored the issue until some coal interests have 
doubtless come to regard us as the enemies of their industry. 
This is a mistaken concept of our sincere concern for the en­
vironment, because we are as aware as any that upon coal the 
economic life of this area is heavily dependent. That is a fact, 
even If it is an unfortunate fact. 

Yet, for all our concern that the beauty and the "liveability" of 
this part of the country not be destroyed, we have an idea that 
some of the provisions of the 1977 Surface Mine Act will work to 
make impossible continued development of the region. If every 
mountainside must be restored to Its original contours, regard­
less of the wishes of the owner of the land, and none of the level 
land created by mining is permitted to remain for future building 
sites, it would seem that compliance with the National Flood 
Insurance Act will reduce sites for homes and businesses to the 
minimum in flood-prone Eastern Kentucky. 

This same Surface Mine Act has another practical weakness. 
It threatens to eliminate the small coal operator, the home 
product, and to leave coal mining possible only for financially 
powerful corporations. That situation was rather graphically 
described last week by Ron Sanders, of the Western Kentucky 
Coal Operators' Association, in a discussion of the costly 
equipment which the federal law requires of the operator. He 
pointed out that mines buying the needed new machinery will 
have an estimated 12 per cent cost Increase this year, and added: 

"I don't think this will mean much lessening of production, but 
it may force small companies to sell to larger corporations. It 
hurts the state, because the small operators return a much 
larger percentage of every coal dollar to Kentucky. For 
example, if an operator sells coal at $20 a ton, the small 
operators will spend $20 in the state for taxes and purchases of 
materials and so on. The larger companies, AMAX, Peabody and 
P & M, are owned out-of-state, and they take the profits away 
from Kentucky." 

Indeed, it is a pity that we can't have our cake and eat it, too. In 
this vein, it might also be observed that the best-laid plans of 
men often go aglee.

I am wnting thts letter in defense of my 
kinfolk and our county attorney, Arnold 
Turner. 

J behPve there are three or more sides 
to every issue-my side, your side and the 
other person's side In most cases if it 
remams between your side and mine­
the differences can be resolved When the 
third person gets involved it becomes 
more and more complicated. 

For several weeks now the :Floyd 
County Times has covered nrticles 
pertaining to the difference of opinion 
between County Attorney Arnold Turner 
and Ex-Sheriff Joe Lewis . The articles in 
most part were in defense of Lewis. 

The questton in the beginning of these 
differences between Lewis and Turner 
was and still is a question of LAW, not 
personalities. 

Arnold Turner. our county .attorney, 
interpreted the law to disqualify an ex­
sheriff from serving as a deputy sheriff 
and being paid from county funds. As 
stated earlier, the article writers have 
left the question of LAW and gone into 
personalities, some gone so far as to 
claim that Arnold is out to destroy this, 
that or the other. This, in my opinion, is 
prime hogwash. 

Arnold Turner is attempting to the best 
of his ability to do the job for which he 
was elected to do to serve aU the people of 
the county. 

When a question of LAW arises where­
in the citizens might be short-changed, it 
is the duty and responsibility of the 
county attorney to challenge the legality 
of the act. This Turner had done with 
vigor and honesty. 

The parties involved have asked and 
got three or four Attorney General's 
opinions, and keep in mind, they are only 
opinions, not necessarily the LAW, but do 
serve as a guide. The opinions to the 
average citizen are about as clear as 
muddy water and, no doubt, to some 
lawyers the same. 

Let us turn the coin over and say: 
Suppose Arnold Turner was attorney 
general, and he had been asked to render 
or give a legal opinion pertaining to this 
question. What would have been his 
opinion? 

I daresay he would have replied with 
the same section of law that he used in 
the beginning of these differences . So 
then we would have used his opinion as a 
guide. 

I have not questioned either party, 
Turner or Lewis, about their differences 
and I do hope this letter does not offend 
either; it is not my intention to do so. 

In my opinion the question involved in 
the difference between the parties is a 
question of LAW, and not one of how well 
one has served his county or how bad one 
might have been. 

Certainly we would all agree that it is 
the whole duty of the County Attorney to 
uphold the law and that Arnold Turner 
has and is doing. When and if he ceases to 
do so, then and there he is no longer 
qualified to serve as County Attorney. 

I am not qualified to say what the law is 
regarding the differences between Lewis 
and Turner, but as a citizen of this county 
I feel I qualify to say, "Amen" to the 
stand our County Attorney took. I hope he 
continues to do so when he feels we as 
taxpayers are being wronged. 

There could be nothing worse than our 
County Attorneys failure to take actiorr 
when he felt the law was being violated 
regardless of the toes he might step on . 

We as citizens of this county know Joe 
Lewis has served two terms as sheriff of 
the county, you are qualfied to make your 
own judgement, as to his past service. 

The question of LAW can only be 
resolved through our Court system and 
the sooner the better. 

Let each of us forget our little gripes 
and get down to the task at hand, back 
our leaders and in so doing-build a 
better Floyd county.

Wells said a certain degree of 
regionalism in any ADD or similar 
organization was of necessity, "since, 
after all, area development districts are 
regional organizations." Wells also told 
the group, "Regionalism seems to be just 
fine with Judge Rutherford as long as it 
means gain for Pike county." Wells then 
called for a roll call vote of confidence for 
McCauley. 

Another board member, Dr. Henry 
Campbell, who joined Wells in his 
criticism of Judge Rutherford's com­
munications, revised Wells' call for a 
vote of confidence by suggesting that the 
vote reflect support of McCauley's 
"doing his job" in furthering the regional 
purposes of Big Sandy ADD. Of the 25 
board members, there were 19 votes of 
confidence with three abstentions. Three 
members were absent 

Acting as state clearing house in ap­
plications for funding from the five­
county area, the board approved seven 
projects at Monday's meeting for A-95 
review, including the application for 
$4,320,000 in federal funds for con­
struction of the proposed Big Sandy 
Regional Airport. Allen Perry, chairman 
of the Airport Board, said the master 
plan for the proJect is now being com­
pleted and the next step, design and 
engineering, which is a fundable ex­
pense, will help m acqwring the 
necessary monies. An additional $540,000 
will come through state funds, with 
$540,000 being provided locally. 

The regional airport , which, as 
projected, will be located near the bor­
ders of Martin, Johnson and Floyd 
counties, will be capable of serving 
transport-type aircraft, with a 5,000-ft. 
runway and ancillary services. It is being 
designed to serve a multi-county area. 

Jack E . Farley, public advocate, of 
Frankfort and a former BSADD board 
member, addressed the board of 
directors, discussing the planned in­
crease in services rendered by the state 
public advocate " office (formerly public 
defender office >. "For three area 
development districts and 26 counties we 
need 55 public defenders but we'll 
probably get 16," Farley said. " But that 
will be 16 we don't have now," he em­
phasized. Farley said that his ofticc, like 
many state offices, looked to the ADD's 
as agencies through which to act in ex­
panding public defender services and he 
stressed that " we don't intend to replace 
working attorneys but only to sup­
plement legal services in those areas 
where case loads point to a need." 

Bill Short, secretary of the Kentucky 
Development Cabinet, was the featured 
speaker at the dinner session of the 
meeting. 
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to Grigsby, and he told the group the 
ADD was a "last resort." Grigsby also 
told the board that Prestonsburg's 
asbestos removal efforts would represent 
one of the first such programs and said 
similar projects would "become of a 
national scale. " 

Since Natale will be avatlable to begin 
the removal work beginning January 3, 
the ADD board said it would be able to 
bypass usual lengthy funding procedures 
and thereby get the necessary money 
relatively soon. The removal process is 
expected to close the school for three 
weeks. 

Tests of air samples from the school 
confirmed the presence of asbestos fibers 
of the size which can be inhaled.

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Kentucky 
Afield

Farly indication· are that Kentucky is 

headed for a !Second consecutive record 
harvest of deer. with the take for the first 
two days of the November gun hunt 
runnmg 427 ahead of last year's opening 
weekend. 

The commonwealth's conservation 
officer in 100 of the state's 106 open 
counties report that they checked 7,626 
hunters and tallied 2,597 deer taken 
legally. Last year more hunters (7,932> 
were checked, but fewer deer (2,170) 
were accounted for. 

The officers also encountered 113 deer 
which had been taken illegally and made 
130 arrests. The illegal kill is very close 
to last year's figure (111) but the number 
of arrests is down from the 206 made on 
the opening weekend last year. 

Gun hunters who didn't get a deer in 
November will have another chance Dec. 
2 through Dec. 4. But they should keep in 
mind that 24 counties that were open for 
the November hunt will be closed during 
the December gun season. 

These counties are: Adair, Bell, 
Bourbon, Breathitt north of Buckhorn 
Creek Road (remainder of county closed 
to all deer hunting>, Fayette, Garrard, 
Greenup, Hardin, Jefferson, Jessamine, 
Kenton, Knox, Laurel, Letcher, Lincoln, 
Madison, Mercer, Metcalfe, Mont­
gomery, Morgan, Pike, Rockcastle, 
Whitley and Woodford. 

In the meantime, archers may resume 
hunting deer Nov. 18 and continue 
through Nov. 30. The third and final 
phase of the bow season for deer opens 
Dec. 9 and runs through Dec. 31. 

While bow hunters may take either sex 
deer, gun hunters are limited to bucks 
with at least one forked antler in all open 
counties except Ballard, Crittenden, 
Livingston and McCracken Counties, 
where either sex deer may be taken only 
on Dec. 2 with bucks only for the 
remainder of the gun season . 

In Edmonston County, Hart County 
west of I-65 and south of KY 88, and in 
Barren County west of 1-65, either sex 
deer may be taken during all gl.Dl hunts. 
Again, bucks only is the rule in the rest of 
Hart and Barren Counties for the entire 
gun hunt. 

Both gl.Dl and bow hunters who take 
deer must visit a check station or have 
the deer checked by a conservation of­
ficer. <A list of these check stations is 
attached to each deer permit>. The 
purpose of the check stations is to give 
biologists a quick and accurate count of 
the total deer harvest. 

Kallaher's Report 
Of Recent Shooting 

Referring to the recent Times news­
story relating to his having been 
wounded by Adrian Lafferty, Edward 
Kallaher, of Louisville, last week asked 
that his version of the incident be 
published. Mr. Kallaher wrote, in part: 

"Tom Lafferty became angry at me 
when I told him that I would go 
somewhere else, since he did not want to 
honor the Master Charge convenience 
check, and more so when I tore the 
registration card up that I had already 
signed ... Then he started pushing me 
out..l was trying to put my checkbook in 
my pocket at this time. Tom then said, 
'You're under arrest,' and I said, 'what 
for? I haven't done anything to be 
arrested for. ' He flipped out a badge 
with no explanation of his authority, and 
this is when Adrian came up behind him, 
saying, 'You are under arrest; and he 
flipped out a badge. And at this moment, 
as he drew my attention to the badge, he 
was firing his gun at me. And at no time 
did I raise my hand or yell at Tom Laf­
ferty. All I was trying to do was leave. 

"My wife was with me and was right 
there witnessing the whole incident. 

"Now that you have printed all the 
wrong things, please print the truth and 
correctly.''

New Vets' Pension Program 
A new Veterans Administration pen­

sion program to be in effect January 1, 
will offer substantial increases to 
neediest veterans and a choice of 
remaming under the old program for 
those who are better off financially. 

VA Chief Max Cleland said that " while 
the new program basically provides the 
greatest benefits for those most in need, 
all VA pensioners should take a careful 
look at the facets of the program before 
making up their minds." 

In setting up the revised pension plan, 
Congress provided that veterans have 
until October I, 1979, to choose whether 
they want it or prefer to remain under the 
current program.

"We want to make sure everyone 
understands that under some cir­
cumstances, such as a veteran with a 
working wife and certain amounts of 
outside income, the new plan could result 
in a lesser pension,'' Cleland said. 

"This is because the current plan 
excludes 10 per cent of a veteran 's social 
security or other retirement-type in­
come, and all of a wife's income. NonE: of 
this income is excluded under the new 
pension program. All of it will count 
when calculating a veteran's total in­
come for pension purposes. 

He said VA will send all pensioners a 
detailed explanation of the new pension 
program in January. 

"Remember, you have until October 1, 
1979, to make up your mind as to whether 
you want to enroll under the new 
program," Cleland said. 

"If anyone receiving a VA pension has 
any questions about the new program, 
VA cOlmselors will be more than glad to 
explain the various options and 
benefits."

Consumer Comments

Chnstmas shopping is right around the 
corner. Some of the more industrious 
have already begun. With the increase in 
retail shopping this time of year also 
comes an increase of conswner com­
plaints related to their purchases. Some 
of these complaints could possibly be 
avoided if the conswner would watch for 
certain problem areas. 

One of the problem areas is return 
policies of businesses. Most of our 
shopping at Christmas time is for gifts 
for others. It is a tradition also to keep 
that gift a secret, so the size, color and 
other features must be "guesstimated." 
All of us receive sweaters that do not fit, 
neck ties that do not go with anything in 
our wardrobe, two wallets just alike, and 
so on. When we get ready to return them 
we might find out that we need a sales 
receipt, or some other form of proof of 
purchase. The return policy a business 
implements is strictly up to that 
business, as long as it is not a violation of 
the Conswner Protection Act. Most 
businesses have specific return policies 
and post those policies on a sign where 
everyone can see it. There are however, 
the exceptions and you should always ask 
about the return policy. 

Some return policies will be a full 
reflDld, no matter the reason for the 

return . Some stores will only give 
reflDlds if the merchandise is defective. 
Some stores will not give refunds at all, 
they simply will provide you with a credit 
or due bill for the purchase of other 
merchandise in the store. So be sure it is 
clear in your own mind what you will do if 
you have to return the merchandise. Do 
not ASSUME that you can return the 
merchandise according to your rules. 
You may end up with merchandise that is 
of no benefit to anyone. 

In the same avenue, you should make 
yourself aware of stores' lay-away 
policy. This is a popular mode of shop· 
ping for Christmas presents and it can be 
a very convenient way of budgeting your 
payment schedule. You may be paying 
something for the service, and you might 
loose the merchandise if you do not know 
or conform to the rules of the stores' lay­
away policy. 

Some stores require a certain amount 
of deposit on the article and certain 
amounts to paid on the merchandise 
within a specified period of time. In­
vestigate before you invest your money. 
Asking after the fact might be too late.

For Job Center 
Opening Is Seen 

Opening of the Job Corps center here 
by the U.S Department of Labor is 
assured but will not be effected before 
next May, The Times learned this week. 

The delayed opening date 1s the result 
of the Labor Department's agreement to 
permit the Prestonsburg Shoe Comvany 
<US Shoe> to continue to occupy its 
present quarters across the river from 
Lancer whtch Will house the center, while 
repair of the KAI building, future site of 
the hoe company operation, is being 
made. 

<Domestic shoe reproduction has 
experienced a strong comeback, and the 
plant here is back to a work force of 170, 
Wtth plans to remain here, despite an 
announcement several months ago that it 
would close.) 

The KAI building at West Prestonsburg 
IS gettmg roof renovation and a sprinkler 
system, all of which will cost an 
estimated $70-$80,000 It is completion of 
this work that has caused postponement 
of the Job Corps center opening in the 
structure now occupied by the shoe 
company. 

The $30,000 annual rent on the KAI 
building Will enable the Prestonsburg 
Development Corp ., owner of the 
property, to pay the $115,000 which 1 t yet 
owes on the building. 

Some design changes may be made at 
the U.S. Shoe building for Job Corps oc­
cupancy, and new construction may be 
for housing of staff members and a 
dormitory for trainees. The center will be 
designed, it was said, for 165 resident 
trainees, plus a staff of about 55. 

The Labor Department has estimated 
that the center will have an economic 
impact of $2 million on the area over the 
next 18 months after it goes into 
operation.

Volley B. Ambw-gey, 42, Strongsville, 
Ohio, disappeared Dec. 22, 1976, while on 
his way to visit his family for Christmas, 
according to Knott County Coroner Ralph 
Slone.

Travel Precautions 
For Winter Travel 

Winter storms can bring snow, ice, or 
high winds and all can make travel 
hazardous, warns the Kentucky Division 
of D1saster and Emergency Services 
Following blizzard conditions last winter 
all travel on Kentucky highways was 
ordered stopped for several days. But 
sometimes during winter months, even a 
shopping trip can be hazardous if the 
weather changes rapidly. 

DES gives a list of precautions that 
should be heeded durmg winter weather: 

-l\Iake sure your car is in good con­
dition, properly serviced, and equipped 
with chains or snow tires 

-Take another person with you if at all 
possible. 

- Make sure someone knows where 
you are going, your approximate 
schedule, and your estimated time of 
arrival . 

- Have emergency "winter storm 
supplies'' in the car, such as a container 
of sand, shovel, windshield scraper, tow 
chain, or rope, extra gasoline and a 
flashlight. It is also good to have heavy 
gloves or m1ttens, overshoes, extra 
woolen socks, and winter headgear to 
cover your head and face. 

- Travel by daylight and use major 
highways if you can. Keep the car radio 
turned on for weather information and 
advice. 

- Drive with all possible caution. Don't 
try to save time by traveling faster than 
road and weather conditions permit. 

- Don't be daring and foolhardy. Stop, 
turn back, and seek help if conditions 
that test your ability or endurance 
threaten, rather than risk being stalled, 
lost or isolated. If you are caught in a 
blizzard, seek refuge immediately. 

If your car does break down during a 
storm, or if you become stalled or lost, 
don't panic, DES advises. Think the 
problem through, decide the safest and 
best thing to do, and then do it slowly and 
carefully. If you are on a well traveled 
road, show a trouble signal. Set your 
directional lights to flashing , raise the 
hood of your car, or hang a cloth from the 
radio antenna or car window. Then stay 
in your car and wait for help to arrive. If 
you run the engine to keep warm, 
remember to open a window enough to 
provide ventilation and protect you from 
carbon monoxide poisoning. 

Wherever you are, if there is no house 
or other source of help in sight, do not 
leave your car and search for assistance 
because you may become confused and 
get lost. 

DES notes that all unnecessary trips 
should be avoided and in areas where it is 
available, public transportation should 
be used

Tiny Kelltucky high school produced 
two "world champion'' 4-H judging teams 

"Kentucky 4-H Team 
Wins ... Top Dauy Cattle 
Judgers Take Chicago T1tles." 

That was a headline in a 
Chicago newspaper back in 
1953. The ~tory under the 
headline told about the state 
champion 4-H dairy judg111g 
team from Kentucky winnmg 
the international dairy JUdg­
ing crown at the International 
Livestock Exposition in 
ChicagQ that year. 

The very next year, an­
other headline in a Chicago 
newspaper declared, "Ken­
tucky 4-H Poultry Judges 
National Champs." l11e ac­
companying story told how 
the state champiOn 4·H poul­
try judging team from Ken­
tucky won the national 
championship of the NJtional 
4-H Invitational Poultry 
Judgmg Contest which was 
also a part of the Inter­
national Livestock Exposi­
tion. The Chicago expositiOn 
was for many years "the" 
livestock show of the world 
and it was considered the ulti­
mate to "win at Chicago." 

Kentucky's 4-H judging 
teams winning two such 
important titles in consecu­
tive years was conspicuous 
enough. But what was even 
more astounding was that the 
two teams were from a tiny 
high school in Lewis County 
with an enrollment of only 
78 ~tudents. It was the Laurel 

Poml High School a rural 
school 17 nulcs from the 
nearest town Vanceburg. 

A ncar cqllally amaz.mg 
sequel to the talc of accom­
plishment of the uny Lewis 
Co u n I) chool long smce 
havlllg passed from exist­
ence occurred this fall, a 
quarter ol a century later. 
The sequel is that the mem­
bers of the two champion 
teams, their leaders and coach 
gathered for a reunion and 
that all members of the two 
teams, as well as their 4-H 
leaders of 2~ decades ago, 
and their coach, are all alive 
and well and still very active. 
Many of !hem are still in­
volved in 4-H as leaders and 
program supporters. 

Mike Duff, now a com­
mumty resource development 
specialist with the Coopera­
tive Extension Service of the 
University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture, was 
the Lewis County Extension 
agent back 25 years ago and 
was the coach of the two 
champion judging teams. 

Several of the 4-H leaders 
suggested the reunion and 
Duff offered his home in 
Lexington as the reunion site. 

Duff enlisted the atd of 
Mrs. Theodore Gardner, 
former publicity chairman of 
the Lewis County Extension 
Council, and Mr. and Mrc:. 
Malcolm Roe, former 4-H

County, to do the necessary 
communicating to set up the 
reunion. The reumon Idea 
grew until about 50 persons 
made up the group attending. 

Everyone mvited showed 
up coming from three states, 
Kentucky, Ohio and Florida. 

At first the reunion was 
only to be a gathenng at the 
Duff home centered around a 
pot-luck Sunday lunchc011. 
But the plans grew and 
finally included a remmiscing 
sess1on at UK's Ag Science 
Center where scrapbooks and 
old photo slides were 
presented-all concerning the 
two champion teams. There 
was also a visit set up to the 
drury complex on one of the 
research farms of UK's 
College of Agriculture where 
the dairy judging team 
"judged" a champion Hol­
stein cow from the farm's 
dairy herd. And the poultry 
JUdging team "judged" some 
top grade Leghorn hens from 
the college's research poultry 
flocks. 

The teams posed for 
photos-just as they had lined 
up for the "champion" 
photos of a quarter of a 
century ago in Chicago. 

As an added recognition, 
the members of the two 
teams and their former 
leaders were presented with 
special commissions, desig­
nating each as an Honorary 
Kentucky Commissioner of 
Agriculture. 

It was on Oct. 9, 1953, 
that the Lewis County 4-H 
dairy judging team won the 
international title in Chicago, 
competing against eight other 
teams and walking away with 
most of the top honors. The 
Kentucky team ranked first 
m judging all dairy breeds, 
scoring 1,781 points. Jhe 
second place Connecticut 
team had 1,731 po111ts. 
Glendlc Horsley tied for first 
place in individual scoring, 
with second place going to 
Allen Stafford and third place 
to Paul Stamper. Sam Rich­
mond, who had ranked first 
in the state contest earlier at 
the Kentucky State Fair, mis­
placed a top cow and 
dropped out of the top indi­
vidual ranks. 

Horsley now is employed 
in a steel mill in Mansfield, 
Ohio, while Stamper and 
Richmond are Lewis County 
farmers. Stafford is in the 
masonry contracting business 
in Sarasota, Fla. Ray Gard­
ner, the alternate member of 
the team, now farms near 
Felicity, Ohio. 

To gain the opportunity to 
compete in Chicago, the team 
took first place honors at the 
1953 Kentucky State Fair, 
winning over 44 teams and 
169 mdividual contestants. 

The Lewis County team 
that won the national 4-H 
poultry judging title m 
Chicago on Nov. 26, 1954, 
scored 4,104 points, a slim 
two points more than the 
second place Indiana team. 

Fifteen teams and 60 mdl­
viduals participated in the 
contest. The Kentucky team 
was made up of three girls 
and one boy. 

Sue llanulton, now Mrs. 
James Wilking, was only 15 
then, but she was the second 
highest individual in the 
contest. Her sister, Marcella, 
then 19, now Mrs. Kenneth 
Esham, was top ranked in the 
state contest, but ran mto a 
SWitched class in the national 
contest and, though placing 
well, dropped to 13th. The 
other two team members, 
Joan Kidwell, now Mrs. Jim 
Moyer, and Stuart Nolen, the 
only boy on the team, were 
among the top 10 mdtviduals 
in the national contest. 

Like the dairy judging 
team, the poultry judgers also 
had to win the Kentucky 
championship at the State 
Fair to advance to the Inter­
national Livestock Exposition 
competition. 

Mrs. Esham is now a 
Vanceburg housewife and is 
employed in a shoe store. 
Mrs. Wilking is a housewife 
and staff assistant to the 
buyer for Procter and Gamble 
Co. in South Fort Mitchell. 
Mrs. Moyer is also a house­
wife and a secretary in the 
personnel department of the 
Mansfield, Ohio school 
system. Nolen is a teacher in 
Xenia, Ohio. 

Mrs. Harlan Hamilton, 
who is the mother of the 
Hamilton sisters and who still 
resides in Lewis County, was 
one of the county 4-H poul­
try leaders in 1954 and ac­
companted the team and 
Duff. the coach, to the 
Chicago contest. 

Both championship teams 
were considered as "dark 
horses" in the competitions, 
"l guess because they came 
from such a small school," 
according to Duff. 

"Those were days of glory 
for that little h1gh school in 
Lewis County," Duff says. 
"But, you know, this reunion 
that we had, turned out to be 
almost as exciting for the 
people who attended as did 
the actual winning of the 
championships. I think it was 
the reminiscing and the 
opportunity to get together 
again after all these years that 
made it so." 

The former judging coach 
and county agent said that 
seeing all of the members of 
the two judging teams to­
gether "as successful and 
stable adults certainly points 
up the value of 4-H as a 
foundation for a better future 
life."

regarded the house as a possible asset 
which could be used in an emergency 
Also, only 29 percent said their homes d1d 
not need repairs. Over half (53 percent> 
said their homes needed minor rt>pairs 
and one-fifth said major repairs were 
necessary. Di abled individuals and 
those in the lowest income bracket were 
more likely to need home repairs. Almost 
one-half of the under-$4,000 group 
reported their houses needed major 
repairs.

Fatal to Drive 

Covered by a part of the 7 ,800-.... 
load of crude o1l from the tanker~ 
which he was driving, Franklin Delaao 
Moore, 38, of Hunter, driver for die 
Kentucky Otl and Refinery, of BellY 
Layne, was dead when rescuers reached 
h1m at the scene of a wreck near the b .. 
of the mountain on Jones Fork, KDatt 
county, last Thursday afternoon. 

Assistant Coroner Danny Terry of 
Knott county, held that death did oot 
result from injuries sustained m the 
wreck but resulted, rather, from either 
drowning or suffocation. No autopsy was 
performed. 

Cause of the wreck was not 
established, Dale Tomlison, manager of 
the refinery, said. Rain was falling at the 
time, which was placed at about 1:30 
p.m., and Moore had safely negotiated all 
the curves on the Jones Fork side of the 
mountain when the trailer left the high­
way and both it and the tractor began 
rolling a distance of 500-600 feet, finally 
ramming the cliff and ripping the tanker 
apart. 

The driver was thrown clear of the cab 
and he was beneath the tanker, but it was 
said he was not crushed by it. Visible 
injuries included a cut on his arm and 
broken ribs.

The oil spilled into Jones Fork, and a 
dam was constructed across the creek to 
contain the threat of pollution farther 
downstream. Later, however, persons 
residing in the vicinity said, a man who 
was dwnping refuse into the stream 
permitted a lighted cigarette to fall into 
the oil, and this was blamed for the oil 
fire which broke out. In the excitement 
aroused by the fire, somebody reportedly 
"kicked out" the dam.

Knott Contract 
OnKY 80 Let 
At $3.2 Million 

The state Transportation Department 
has a warded seven contracts totaling 
$6.5 million for highway work in north­
eastern Kentucky. 

The contracts resulted from an Oc· 
tober 20 bid-letting. A statewide total of 
$12.8 million in contracts was awarded, 
according to Transportal ion Secretary 
Calvin Grayson. 

The largest contract, for Knott county, 
calls for grading and drainage work on 
about six-tenths of a mile of the Hindman 
Connector. which will join the new and 
old KY 80 routes. Also included is 
reconstruction of short sections of the KY 
80 business route and KY 160 in Hindman. 
The $3.2 million contract was awarded to 
Raymond Construction, Louisville. 

A $2.4 million contract was awarded to 
East Kentucky Paving Corp ., Grayson, 
for widening 5.4 miles of KY 32 in Rowan 
county, from Interstate 64 to the Fleming 
county line. 

East Kentucky Paving also received an 
$8,398 contract for surfacing on about 
one-tenth mile of Reneau Drive and 
three-tenths mile of Lakeview Drive at 
Bluestone in Rowan county. 

Martin & Judy, Inc., Cynthiana, 
received a $759,767 contract for im­
provements on three toll plazas in Powell 
and Magoffin counties. 

On the Bert T. Combs Mountain Park­
way the bridge at Slade will be widened 
and at Waltersville the pavement will be 
widened and toll plaza facilities 
modified. The roadway wlll be widened 
and new toll booths constructed at Gullett 
on the Mountain Parkway extension.

Kentucky. sa1d the sur vey Y. lll 
be "invaluable" m 1mproving 
the state's touri.m industry 
and industrial development" 
by telling us what we nt>ed to do 
to polish or, when necessary, 
change'' Kentucky's image 
both among Kentuckians and 
Vl$ilors to Kentucky. 

The survey, conducted by 
Reichman Research, Inc of 
• "ew York at a cost of $67,000, 
contain information which 
will help the Commonwealth 
develop an overall hospitality 
theme, me· ·age and strategy 
to project Kentucky's good 
1mage. 

Reichman developed four 
separate studies as part of the 
su1 \'Cy, to determine the 
percept"on of Kentucky among 
Kent uc k> residents, among 
re idents of other states, 
among actual :<"~urists. and 
among member oi the Ken­
tucky tour1st industry. 

According to Public In­
formation Commissioner 
Daniel J tangeot, specially 
trained and briefed members 
of Reichman Research's in­
terviewing staff conducted in­
person interviews with 603 
adult residents of the Com­
monwealth, 608 visitors to 
Kentucky's state parks, tourist 
attractions and information 
centers, 320 adult residents of 
Pennsylvama, Ohio, Michigan 
and Missouri, and 312 hotel­
motel and tourist site operators 
in Kentucky. 

Commenting on one statistic 
showing 79 per cent of Ken­
tuckians having a "great deal" 
of pride in their tate, Reich­

"Our 
people have lost faith in their 
public officials and one of our 
biggest tasks is going to be to 
restore the confidence of the 
people. Almost equally, the 
survey shows that Kentuckians 
want their state government to 
improve education, law en­
forcement and job op­
portunities.''

LABELING 
Do you read food labels when 

you shop? If so, you probably 
realize that they can help you 
plan more nutritious meals and 
save you money. 

All labels are required to 
carry certain information. This 
includes: 1) identtty of the food; 
2J net content or net weight; 3) 
name and place of business of 
the manufacturer 4) l'st of in­
gredients. They may contain in­
formation or recipes, storage, 
etc. 

The Food and Drug Ad­
minlStration established a pro­
gram of nutrition labeling effec­
tive July 1, 1975. Any food to 
which a nutrient is added, or 
whtch makes a nutritional 
claim, must have a nutritional 
labeL Nutrition labeling for 
other foods is optional. 

All these labels must follow 
the same format. The upper 
portion of the label shows you 
the number of calories in a serv­
ing of the food, and lists, in 
grams, the amount of protein, 
carbohydrate and fat. These 
are the three major nutrients 
that make up all the food we 
eat. 

The lower portion of the label 
tells you the percentage of 
United States Recommended 
Daily Allowance (U.S. RDA) 
for protein and seven vitamins 
and minerals provided in one 
serving. Add percentages for 
each nutrient consumed 
throughout the day. When the 
daily total approaches one­
hundred, you are getting an am-

pte supply of that nutrient. 
The label may include the 

composition of fats, amount of 
cholesterol and amount of 
sodium (salt). Up to twelve 
other vitamins and minerals 
with established RDA values 
may be included on the label if 
they are present in sigmficant 
amounts. ' 

Now how will nutritional 
labels help you to save money? 
Use the label to compare the 
cost per serving of similar 
foods. Read the label to make 
sure you get the most for your 
food dollar. You may find that 
you can substitute less-costly 
foods for more expensive ones. 

The next time you go to the 
grocery, check the package for 
what's inside. And don't forget, 
public concern and government 
action make nutrition labeling a 
fact of life. (PRN) 

Money and time are two 
things most consumers are 
short on so it's hard to make 
meals nutritious and appetizing 
while balancing the family 
budget. Nutritional labeling is a 
helpful shopping tool in supply­
ing much of the information 
needed to make wise food 
choices. (PRN)

Maxey Flats Operation 
To Rise to $700,000 

The nuclear waste burial site at Maxey 
Flats in Fleming county will cost the 
state $353,000 this year and about $700,000 
per year from now on, according to an 
attorney in the state Department of 
Finance. 

Charles Wickliffe, a member of the 
Special Advisory Committee on Nuclear 
Waste Disposal, last Thursday told the 
panel that the disposal site might cost 
less but could cost a lot more. 

Committee member Hugh Spencer, a 
professor at the University of Louisville's 
Speed Scientific School, said the $700,000 
figure might be misleading, since the 
money will cost taxpayers an added 
amount as it is dispersed over a period of 
time. Spencer estimated that over a 
seven-year span such an allocation would 
result in an additional expense of $3.6 
million. 

The dwnping groWld was opened in 
1963 and taken over by the state in 
December, 1977 after reports that 
radioactive material had leaked away 
from the site. Since then the facility has 
been paid for by the Department of 
Finance, regulated by the Department 
for Hwnan Resources and operated on 
site by contract with the privately owned 
Nuclear Engineering Co., which owned 
the facility originally.

Waterfield, the only person to serve 
two full terms as lieutenant governor, 
said the office, since it is elective and 
serves in both executive and legislative 
branches, is the logical choice for head of 
the Legislative Research Commission. 

The lieutenant governor was removed 
as head of the LRC in 1974. 

Wetherby, who also served as 
lieutenant governor, said the state's 
second-in-command should have duties 
delineated by statute, and agreed with 
Waterfield that lieutenant governors 
should be vice-chairmen of a regular 
meeting of elected cabinet officials. 

Asked if he thought the governor's 
office might object to such an 
arrangement Wetherby said, "Well, I've 
been on the first floor and I never had any 
objections." 

"I think it is terrible that you have the 
appropriation for lieutenant governor 
and they can say they have nothing to do . 
I say let's give them something to do, " he 
said. 

Stovall went further than the former 
lieutenant governors, calling for a 
combining of the offices of lieutenant 
governor and secretary of state. 

Stovall said she suggested last week to 
the constitutional advisory committee 
that they consider the action, which 
seven other states have taken. She noted 
that Arizona, Alaska and Hawaii began 
statehood with those offices combined. 

The lieutenant governor said she 
favored combining the jobs because, "If 
you're ever going to change the office, 
those (secretary of state's) are the duties 
for the lieutenant governor." 

"I don't know that the people of Ken­
tucky want to pay a salary for me to go 
out and make speeches to them, or any 
other lieutenant governor," Stovall aid, 
adding, "I'm paid $29,000 a year virtually 
for making speeches, other than those 160 
days in the legislature," she said. The 
lieutenant governor serves as president 
of the Senate. 

Stovall added that she serves on 
several state and national committees, 
including state toll roads, state property 
and buildings and education task force 
committees, as well as on the Southern

General Assembly, is funded for $5 
million a year for each of the next two 
years. 

"Winter fuel bills are difficult for many 
Kentuckians to pay," Gov. Carroll said, 
"but our elderly and disabled citizens 
often are especially burdened by fuel 
expenses. This assistance program is 
designed to help those most in need." 

The program will be administered by 
the Department's Bureau for Social 
Insurance offices. It offers payments up 
to $80 to households with a member who 
is eigher age 62 or older, or who is blind 
or disabled and receiving Medicaid or 
Supplemental Security Income benefits. 

The amount of aid depends on family 
size and income. Payments are made 
only once each winter <December 
through March l to each qualified ap­
plicant. The grants may be used to help 
meet the costs of electricity, gas, coal 
and other heating, lighting and cooking 
fuels. 

"We will be receiving applications 
from December through April at our 
local Bureau for Social Insurance of­
fices," Human Resources Secretary 
Peter Conn said, "Further information 
on the program is available at bureau 
offices."

Veterans' Queries 
Q- 1 am a widow receiving nonservice­

connected pension benefits. If I remarry, 
wiD these benefits be discontinued? 

A-Yes. However, if you have children, 
they can continue to receive benefits. 
Contact your nearest VA office for ap­
plications for each child. 

Q-If a veteran dies in a VA facility, 
can his survivor request a contract burial 
service? 

A-Except for unclaimed remains, 
contract burials were ended July l, 1963. 

Q-1 received an honorable discharge 
after completing a two-year enlistment. 
Am I eligible for a headstone or 
gravemarker even though I had no 
wartime service? 

A-A headstone or gravemarker is 
available for any deceased veteran of 
wartime or peacetime service (other 
than for training) who was discharged 
under conditions other than 
dishonorable. Reservists who die while 
on duty may also be eligible. 

Q-1 am a veteran of the Army 
Reserve and have had no regular active 
duty. Am I eligible for a VA guaranteed 
home loan? 

A-You are are not eligible for a VA 
guaranteed home loan. However, you 
may be eligible for one of the FHA loan 
programs. Check with the agency that 
administers that program. 

Q-If I give a payment in cash for an 
overpayment to the veterans' 
representative on campus, what happens 
to the cash payment? 

A-For your own protection, it is ad­
visable that you pay by personal check, 
money order or cashier's check. The vet 
rep should issue you a temporary receipt 
and forward the money to the agent 
cashier at the VA regional office. It will 
then be deposited in the government 
fund. 

Q-Are veterans with peacetime 
service eligible for VA domiciliary care? 

A-Yes. 
Q-What is the minimum and 

maximum VA pension rate for veterans 
Wlder the current pension laws? 

A- The range is from $5 to $222 per 
month.

Q. May a miner who continues work m 
or around a coal mine or preparation 
facility collect black lung benefits? 

A. Under the new law a miner may file 
a claim and obtain a benefit deter­
mination while still working in coal mine 
employment. However, to receive black 
lWlg benefits generally the miner must 
terminate coal mine employment withm 
one year after the determination of 
eligibility is made.

Winter Protection 
for Roses 

By JOHN E. SPARKS 
County Agent for Agriculture 

Many old-fashioned shrub or rambling 
roses are quite hardly and do not need 
extra winter protection. Hybird tea and 
gradiflora roses may be injured during 
severe winters and some protection is 
necessary to insure their survival. 

The best form of winter protection for 
garden roses is to mound the base of each 
with a soil that drains well. The mound of 
soil should be 10-12 inches high. Don't 
scrape soil from around the plants or the 
roots may be injured. Bring the soil from 
another location in the garden. 

Loose compost or aged sawdust may be 
used in place of soil. Don't use leaves, 
grass clippings, manure or other 
materials that would remain wet. This 
can promote disease. 

Mounding should be done after the 
plants have lost their leaves, usually 
after several hard frosts. The old leaves 
should be raked up and disposed of as 
many diseases will over-winter in them. 
The canes can be pruned back to 15-18 
inches to make mounding easier. 

The mounds should be carefully 
removed in the spring after danger of 
severe frost is past. Don't be too anxious 
because these tender shoots can be in­
jured by a light freeze. Keep some str•w 
or mulch material handy to cover plal)ts 
in case of late frost.

Sen. Wendell Ford told the conference 
that although Congress finally met its 
responsibility by signing energy 
legislation into law, 53 percent of energy 
con umption nationwide is still from 
foreign sources.

Contaminated Honey 
Widely Distributed 

The distribution of some contammated 
honey is greater in Kentucky retail 
outlets than previously believed, say 
officials of the Department for Human 
Resources. 

An investigation by the department's 
food control branch confirmed that 
contammated honey has been d1stnbuted 
to various chain and pnvately owned 
stores across the state 

The recalled J W. Parnsh Honey, 
packed and distributed by J.W. Parrish 
of Homerville, Ga , was found to be 
contaminated by ants and other filth plus 
added corn S>Tup, says John Draper, 
manager of the food control branch. 

According to Draper, the contaminated 
honey was onginally found in a routine 
state inspectiOn. It was first believed that 
the contaminated J. W Parrish Honey 
was distributed only" to Kentucky IGA 
Food Stores, but is now known that many 
other Kentucky stores received ship­
ments of the honey, Draper says. 

''This is the only honey we have found 
this year that has been contaminated 
with ants and other filth," says Draper. 
"However other honey has been found to 
be blended with fillers, such as corn 
syrup." 

All honey that is known to be con· 
laminated with filth or blended with 
fillers has been detained by quarantme 
action, he says. The federal Food and 
Drug Administration is analyzing 
samples of the honey in order to deter· 
mine what action will be taken against 
the packers.

l. SHORT TITLE. This Ordinance 
shall be known and may be cited as the 
"r'loyd Count) Cable Television Or­
dinance." 

2. DEFINITIONS. For the purpo·es of 
this Ordinance, the following terms, 
phrases and their derivations shall have 
the meaning given herein. unless the 
context clearly indicates that another 
meaning is intended. When not in­
consistent with the context, words used in 
the present tense include the future, 
words in the plural include the singular 
number, and words in the ·ingular 
number include the plural number. The 
word "shall" is always mandatory and 
not merely directory. 

(a J "Agency" means the person, 
department. or agency designated by the 
Franchise Authority, by resolution, to act 
for it in administrative matters relating 
to cable television. 

( b > "Cable Television System" or 
"CATV system" is any facility that in 
whole or in part, receives directly, or 
indirectly, over the air, and amplifies or 
otherwise modifies the signals trans­
mitting programs broadcast by one or 
more television or radio stations and 
distributes such signals by wire or cable 
to subscribing members of the public 
who pay for such service. 

(c) "Channel" is a band of frequencies 
6 megahertz wide in the electromagnetic 
spectrum capable of carrying either one 
audio-visual television signal and a few 
non-video signals or a large number of 
non-video singals. 

<d) "Federal Communications 
Commission", or "FCC" is the present 
federal agency of that name as con­
stituted by the Communications Act of 
1934, or any successor agency created by 
the United States Congress. 

<e> "Franchise" is an authorization 
granted by the Franchise Authority 
which permits the construction, 
operation and maintenance of a cable 
television system within the Franchise 
Area under the terms of this Ordinance. 

({) "Franchise Area'' means that 
portion of the Franchise Entity for which 
a franch1se is granted under the 
authority of this Oridnance. The Fran­
chise Area may or may not be coter­
minous with the Franchise Entity. 

<g> "Franchise Authority" is the 
governing body of the Franchise Entity, 
the Floyd Fiscal Court. 

(h) "Franchi e Entity" is the County 
of Floyd, Co monwealth of Kentucky, as 
presently constituted and including any 
area henceforth added thereto during the 
terms of any franchise granted 
hereunder. 

(i) "Grantee'' is a holder of a cable 
television franchise issued by the 
Franchise Entity. 

<jl "Gross Revenues" means revenues 
derived directly or indirectly by a 
grantee from both regular subscriber 
service. 

(k) ''Gross Subscriber Revenues" 
means those revenues derived directly or 
indirectly by a grantee from the sup­
plying of regular subscriber service; that 
is, the installation fees, disconnect and 
reconnect fees, and fees for regular cable 
benefits including the transmission of 
broadcast signals and access and 
origination channels if utilized. It does 
not include revenues derived from 
auxiliary services or from any taxes 
whether or not passed on to users, per 
program or per channel chargers, leased 
channel revenues advertising revenues, 
or any other income derived from the 
system 

(I) "Major Stockholder" is a beneficial 
owner, directly or indirectly, of 10 per 
cent or more of the issued and out· 
standing voting stock of any corporation. 

(m > "Persons" are any people, firms, 
corporations, associations, or other 
legally recognized entities. 

(n > "Public Street" is the surface of 
and the space above and below any 
public street, avenue, highway, 
boulevard, concourse, driveway, bridge, 
tunnel, park, parkway, waterway, dock, 
bulkhead, wharf, pier, alley, right-of­
way, public utility easement, and any 
other public ground or water within or 
belonging to the Franchise Entity. 

(O) "Regular Subscriber Service" is 
that service regularly provided to all 
aubacriben. It includes all broadcast 
signal carriage, FCC-required access 
channel carriage including origination 
propamming. It does not Include 
specialized programming for which a 
per-)JI'Oiram or per-channel charge is 
made. 

(p) "Subscriber" means any person 
receiving regular subscriber service. 

3. FRANCHISE TO OPERATE 
ECESSARY. It shall be unlawful to 

commence or engage in the constn~etion 
operation or maintenance. of a cabl~ 
television system without a franchise 
t.ued under thla Ordinance. 

4 TERM OF FRANCHISE. 
<a) Ally franchise granted by the 

Franchise Authority shall be for a term 
ol fifteen (15) yean followilll the date 
sueh franchile is accepted by the 
arantee. 

<b> The FranchiSe Authority may 
terminate any franchise in the event 
'Grantee shall refuse, or neglect to 
comply with any material requirement 
or limitation contained in this Ordinance. 

(c) If the FrancbJse Authortty 11 not 
satisfied that comphance has been 

ncl11eved, or that good fmth progress is 
bemg made toward compliance, it shall 
schedule a publir hearmg to determine 
whether the r'ranch1se should be re\Oke. 

5 LI UTATIO, 'S OF FRA:\CHISE 
{a) Unless an xclusivc franchi e ·hall 

bl.' expressly granted, an) franchise 
granted under this Ordinance hall be 
non-exclu ive. 

(b) A grantee shall, <_lt all t1mes during 
the life of its franchise, be subject to the 
lawful exerri e of the Franchi. e Ent1ty's 
police power and such reasonable 
regulatiOn as the Franchise Authority 
may subsequently promulgate there­
under. 

c) A franchise shall be a privilege 
which i ·personal to the ongmal grantee. 
It shall not be sold, transferred, leased, 
as~igned, or disposed of, in whole or in 
part, either by sale, merger, con­
solidation or other without pnor consent 
of the Franchise Authority expressed by 
re olution. 

(d) Consent of the Franchise Authority 
shall not be arbitrarily refused. 

6. LIABILITY A;-.ID I. 'DEMN­
IFICATIO:\'. 

(a> The grantee shall maintain, 
throughout the term of the franchise, 
liability insurance insuring the Fran­
chise Entity and the grantee with regard 
to all damages caused by grantee or its 
agent in the minimum amounts set out in 
the Ordinance. 

7. TECH. 'ICAL REQUIRE:\1ENTS -
CHANNEL CAPACITY. The CATV 
system to be constructed by grantee shall 
be installed, maintained and operated at 
all time in full compliance with the 
technical and channel capacity stan­
dards of the Federal Communications 
Commission. The results of annual 
performance tests conducted in ac­
cordance with Sec. 76.601 (c), FCC Rules 
(or such other sections of the Rules as 
shall incorporate its substance) shall be 
reta1ned for at least five (5) years and 
available for inspection by the Fran­
chising Entity. 

All cable systems shall be given sixty 
(60) days to bring their system into full 
compliance from the date a said system 
is granted a franchise. Further said 
system shall provide a minimum of one 
NBC, CBS and ABC network, and a KY 
station, if available. A Performance 
Bond of $5000.00 shall be required. 

8. SAFETY REQUIREMENTS. A 
grantee shall, at all times: 

<a> Install and maintain its wires, 
cables, fixtures, and any and all other 
equipment in accordance with the 
requirements of the National Electric 
Safety Code. 

<b> Keep and maintain in a safe, 
suitable, substantial condition, and in 
good order and repair, all structures, 
lines, equipment, and connections in, 
over. under, and upon the streets, 
sidewalks, alleys, and public ways or 
places of the Franchise Entity. 

9 SERVICE STANDARDS 
BUSINESS OFFICE - RESOLUTIO~ OF 
CO:\lPLAil\TS. Throughout the life of its 
franchise, a gran tee shall: 

(a J Maintain all parts of its system in 
good condition and in accordance with 
standards generally observed by the 
cable television industry. 

(b) :Maintain a conveniently-located 
business office and service center to 
which subscribers may telephone. This 
subsection shall be deemed to have been 
satisfied by providing a phone number 
where subscribers may call during 
normal business hours . 

(c) Dispatch personnel to investigate 
all service complaints and equipment 
malfunctions and strive to resolve such 
complaints as promptly as possible. 

< d J Maintain a complete list of all 
complaints received and the measures 
taken to resolve them in form to be ap­
proved by Agency. 

(e) Responsibility for the ad­
ministration of any franchis~ granted 
hereunder and for the resolution of all 
complaints against a grantee regarding 
the quality of service, equipment 
malfunctions, and similar matters, is 
hereby delegated to the Agency whcih Is 
empowered, among other things, to 
adjust, settle, or compromise any con­
troversy arising from operations of the 
grantee either on behalf of the Franchise 
Entity, the grantee, or any subscribers, 
in accordance with the best interest of 
the public A public hearing shall be 
afforded for all concerned with an op· 
portunity to be heard. Provided that any 
person aggrieved by a decision of the 
Agency may appeal the matter to the 
Franchise Authority for hearing and 
determination. No adjustment, set­
tlement, or compromise, whether in­
stituted by the Agency or by the Fran­
chise Authority shall be contrary to the 
provisions of this ordinance or of the 
franchise agreement. 

10. CONSTRUCTION. A grantee shall 
extend the installation of cables, and file 
a map at the close of each calendar year, 
showing the exact areas of the Franchise 
Entity being served by the cable 
television system. 

<a> Failure on the part of a grantee to 
commence and diligently pursue each of 
the foregoing requirements and to 
complete each of the matters set forth 
herein, shall be grounds for termination. 
Provided, However, that the Franchise 
Authority may in its discretion extend 
the time for the commencement and 
completion of construction and in­
stallation for additional periods in the 
event the grantee, acting in good faith, 
experience delays by reasons of cir­
cumstances beyond its control. 

11. INDEMNITY BOND. Concurrently 
with the acceptance of its franchise, a . 
grantee shall file with the Agency a bond 
with an acceptable surety in the amount 
ol $5000 00, to indemnify the Franchise 
Entity against any losses It may suffer in 
the event the grantee fails to comply with 
one or more of the provisions of its 
franchise. 

12. FRANCHISE PAYMENTS. Any 
penon awarded a franchise under this 
Ordinance shall pay to the Franchise 
Entity each year during the life of th*'' 
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frunchise, a franchise fcc m the amount 
of thr e <3) percent of 1ts annual Gross 
~ ubscriber Revenues excluding In­
stallatiOn and scrv1cc charges, dcnvcd 
from it. operatiOn of the franchise cable 
tel •·i wn system within the Franchise 
Area limits. The amount of any ap­
plicatiOn fee hall be a credit agam t the 
first ) ears franchise fee. 

A grantee shall file w1th the Agency, 
within ninety <90l days after the ex­
piration of any calendar year or portion 
thereof during which its franchise IS in 
force, a financial statement. 

13 RATES CHARGED TO SUB­
SCRIBERS. Any franchise issued 
hereunder shall set forth the imhal rates 
which grantee may charge its sub-
cribers upon commencing serv1ce. 

Thereafter, these rates shall be changed 
when appropnate in accordance with the 
provisions of this section. 

Any rate established shall be 
reasonable, just, and fair to the public, 
and shall provide the grantee a return 
upon its mvestment reasonable sufficient 
to: (a) assure confidence in grantee's 
financial soundness: (b) support its 
credit and attract necessary capital 
under efficient and economical 
management, (cl provide a return to 
equity owners commensurate with 
current returns on investments in other 
enterpnses having corresponding nsks. 

!'lo rate established shall afford may 
undue preference or advantage among 
subscribers. 

Changes in established rates shall be 
made upon authorizatiOn of the Fran­
chise Agency. Should grantee desire to 
change any rate or rates, it shall file a 
petition with the Eo'ranchise Agency at 
least ninety five (95) days prior to the 
proposed date of change. 

Upon receipt of a petition for rate 
charge, the Franchise Agency shall 
schedule and publish notice of a public 
hearing on the matter to be held within 
sixty (60) days from date of receipt of 
petition. At the public hearing, all in­
terested parties shall be heard. Evidence 
shall be taken and received on all of the 
elements necessary to be considered in 
the determining the reasonableness of 
the proposed rates. Thereafter, the 
Franchise Agency shall decide the 
matter by a majority vote and render a 
written decision approving, disapproving 
or modifying the proposed rate changes. 
The decision shall set forth complete 
findings of fact and conclusions regar­
ding all of the basic elements considered 
in determining the rates, as set forth 
above. 

Grantee, by written request within 10 
days of any decision, or the Franchise 
Authority on its own motion, shall review 
any action of the Franchise Agency 
relating to rates, service, or actions 
existing franchises. Said Authority shall 
cons1der all evidence and findings of the 
Franchise Agency, and may, at its 
discretion adopt the Franchise Agen· 
cys' findings, remand said matter for 
additional facts, findings and recon­
sideration, or receive additional 
evidence. Said Franchise Authority may 
then modify or accept the Franchise 
Agency's actions, and said actions shall 
be final, subject to legal review. 

Should the Franchise Agency desire to 
review rates, or the Franchise Aughority 
so Order the Franchise Agency, the 
Franchise Agency shall schedule a public 
hearing for that purpose at which 
grantee and members of the public shall 
be heard. Any decision by the Franchise 
Agency to change rates after such 
hearing shall be rendered in ,writing and 
state the reasons therefor. 

14. AMENDMENT OF ORDINANCE 
AND FRANCHISES. The Franchise 
Authority shall amend this Ordinance, 
and any franchise issued hereunder, 
upon its own motion or the application of 
a grantee whenever amendment 
necessary to enable a grantee to utilize 
new developments in television or radio 
signal transmission which would im­
prove and update cable television service 
in the Franchise Area. 

15. APPLICATION PROCEDURES. 
This Ordinance itself grants no authority 
to operate a cable television system to 
any person. Such grants are only made 
by the adoption of a separate ordinance 
awarding a specific franchise to an 
applicant who has complied with the 
provisions of th1s Ordinance. 

(a) Any person interested in obtaining 
a franchise to operate a cable television 
system in the Franchise Area shall 
submit a written application to the 
Franchise Authority together with non­
refundable application fee of $200.00 
which shall contain the following in­
formation : 

(l) The Service Area in which Fran­
chise is, the name, address and form of 
business of the application. If the ap­
plicant is a corporation, it shall also state 
the names, addresses and occupations of 
its officers, directors, and major 
stockholders, and the ·names and ad­
dresses of any parent or subsidiary 
companies. If applicant is a corporation 
controlled by another corporation, the 
names, addresses and occupations of the 
officers, directors and major 
stockholders of the controlling cor­
poration shall also be stated. If the ap­
plicant is a partnership or other unin­
corporated association, the name and 
address of each member, whether active 
or inactive, shall be set forth, and if one 
or more partners are corporations, the 
names, addresses and occupations of 
such corporations, the names, addresses 
and occupations of such corporation's 
officers, directors and major 
stockholders shall also be stated. 

C2l A list of all other cable television 
systems, if any, in which the applicant 
cor any partner or major stockholder of 
applicant) has a substantial interest, 
stating the location, approximate 
number of homes served, and the name 
and address of the local franchising 
body. 

<3> A thorough deecription of the 
proposed cable televl ion system to be 
Installed and operated er of an existing 

operatiOn; the manner in which the 
applicant proposes to construct, mstall, 
mamtam and operate the same; and the 
extent and manner m wh1ch existmg or 
future poles or other fac1lihes of public 
utihty companies will be used in the 
proposed system, together with a map or 
maps delineating proposed service areas 
of the applicant proposes to serve less 
than the entire Franchise Entity 

<4) A schedule of propo ed rates and 
charges to all elasses of subscribers for 
both mstallation and monthly services, 
and a copy of the proposed service 
agreement between the applicant and 1ts 
propo cd ·ubscribers, if avadable. 

(5) A statement setting forth all 
agreements and understandmgs, 
whether written, oral, or implied, bet­
ween the applicant and any other person 
with respect to the proposed franchise or 
the proposed cable television operation. 
If a franchise should be granted to a 
person posing as a front or represen­
tative of another undisclosed person, 
such franchise s_hall be !ie<!mcd void ab 
initio and of no force and effect what­
soever. 

(6) An estimate of the cost of con­
structing the applicant's proposed 
system and a financial statement 
prepared in form satisfactory to the 
Franchise Authority showing Applicant's 
financial status and its financial ability 
to meet these proposed costs. 

(7) A sworn statement acknowledging 
the applicant's familiarity with and 
eligibility under the provisions of this 
Ordinance and the Rules of the FCC and 
its intention to abide by the same. 

(8) Any such supplementary in­
formation as the Franchise Authority 
shall at any time demand in order to 
reasonable determine whether the 
requested franchise should be granted. 

(b) No application for a franchise shall 
be accepted by the Franchise Authority 
until it has published its intentions to 
award such a franchise or franchises and 
solicited the filing of applications. 

(c) The Franchise Authority shall then, 
specify a date, not less than fifteen (15) 
days nor more than forty-five (45) days 
following the expiration of the filing 
period, upon which all bona fide ap­
plicants (those paying the prescribed fee, 
filing complete applications and 
responding to all proper inquires) shall 
participate in a public hearing before the 
Agency; and specify a public place 
where interested parties may inspect all 
such bona fide applications. 

(d) The Franchise Authority decision 
on all applications shall be final and 
conclusive. 

15. THE AGENCY. The Agency herein 
is the "CATV OFFICE OF THE FLOYD 
COUNTY FISCAL COURT" and is 
hereby created. The CATV Office shall 
perform all duties and responsibilities 
delegated to the ''agency'' in this or in 
any future Ordinance relating to the 
construction, operation, regulation and 
control of cable television systems within 
the territorial limits of the Franchising 
Authority. 

The Agency shall consist of five 
members, one position to be filled for 
each magistorial District by ap­
pointment of said magistrate for their 
respective district The fifth member 
shall be appointed by the County Judge 
Executive, to serve as chairman . All 
members shall be voting members and 
serve for a term of one year. 

Salaries shall be for duties performed 
and set by the Franchising Authority. 

16. RENEWAL PROCEDURES. A 
franchise may be renewed by the 
Franchise Authority for a period of up to 
fifteen (15) years upon the written 
request which shall be filed at least six 
(6) but not more than eighteen 08) 
months prior to the expriation of the 
franchise. Upon receipt of a request for a 
renewal of a franchise, the Franchise 
Authority shall schedule a public hearing 
on the matter, giving at least thirty (30) 
days' notice of such hearing and any 
franchise modifications proposed by 
either the grantee or the Franchise 
Authority. 

The above ordinance was adopted by 
the fiscal court at its regular meeting on 
Tuesday, November 14, 1978. Copies of 
the ordinance in its entirety are available 
in the Floyd County Court Clerk's office, 
for anyone who would like a copy.

require the construction and installation 
of a new District waterworks system, 
nnd 

WHEREAS, the DIStrict is by con­
current proceedings p-roviding ror tlfe 
issuance of its Waterworks Revenue 
Bonds for the pl.U'pose of defraying the 
costs (not otherwise provided) of con­
structing said system in the manner 
provided by KRS Chapters 74 and 106, 
and 

WHEREAS, in and by said statutes it is 
required that rates for water service 
provided by the District waterworks 
system be prescribed and maintained so 
as to provide for the payment of interest 
upon and principal of said Bonds as the 
same become due, to pay operating and 
maintenance costs, and to provide for 
depreciation of the system, and 

WHEREAS, it is necessary at this time 
that a schedule of rates for water service 
be prescribed and that provision be made 
for the collection thereof, 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE COM­
MISSION OF THE ABBOTT-LITTLE 
PAINT WATER DISTRICT OF FLOYD 
COUNTY, KENTUCKY, DOES 
HEREBY RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1. WATERWORKS CON­
NECTION CHARGES.

Provided, however, that in the event 
that actual cost of labor and materials 
necessary for the installation of a water 
meter on any premises (the "Installation 
Cost"), plus an additional sum equal to 10 
percent of the Installation Cost, shall 
total a sum larger than the applicable 
connection charge set out above, the new 
customer connecting to the waterworks 
system of the District shall pay such 
larger sum. 

A surcharge of 10 percent in addition to 
the regular connection charge listed 
above, will be charged to occupants or 
owners of mobile homes located on 
premises other than mobile home parks, 
who connect to the waterworks system of 
the District. 

SECTION 2. BASIC MONTHLY 
WATER RATES.

The rates or charges aforesaid shall be 
billed monthly, on statements which 
shall be 1ssued on or about the first of 
each month, and all bills for such service 
shall be considered due and payable ten 
days after the date of issue. If a bill is not 
paid within ten days after such date of 
issue, such bill shall be considered 
delinquent, and there shall be imposed a 
penalty on each bill not so paid, in an 
amount equal to ten percent (10) of the 
charges (other than sales tax) shown on 
the face amount of such deli!Jquent bill 
The District may serve a custom _r 
written notice of this delinquency. If such 
bill is not paid within ten days after he 
mailing of such notice, the District may 
disconnect the water service of each 
customer without further notice. If water 
service IS disconnected by the District by 
reason of delinquency in the payment of 
any water bill, reconnection of such 
service shall not be made until the owner 
or user pays all charges and penalties 
owned, plus the amount of $25.00 as a 
disconnection and reconnection charge. 
If any deadline date falls on a Sunday or 
legal holiday, such deadline shall not 
expire until the next secular day 
thereafter. 

SECTION 5. CODE OF BY-LAWS 
INCORPORATED BY REFERENCE. 

The Commission has concurrently 
herewith adopted a detailed Code of By­
Laws prescribing rules and regulations 
for the operation of the water works 
system of the District. Such Code is in­
corporated in this Rate Resolution by 
reference and is made of the Secretary of 
the District, where same may be 
examined by any interested party. 

SECTION 6. SEVERABILITY. 
If any clause, provision, paragraph or 

section of this Resoultion be ruled void 
and unenforceable by any court of 
competent jurisdiction, the remainder 
hereof is intended to be adopted and shall 
be in full force and effect not­
withstanding.

Arson may be one of the fastest 
growing threats to public safety in 
Kentucky today. 

According to State Pollee Com­
missioner Kenneth E. Brandenburgh, the 
number of fires indentified by state 
police arson investigators as having been 
set by arsonists thus far this year has 
increased by more than 78 percent. 

"Between January and October 1977, 
we handled 316 fires of criminal orgin," 
Brandenburgh said. "The total for the 
same lO.month period this year is now up 
to 564." 

But that may not come anywhere near 
describing the true extent of the problem 
since state police do not know how many 
more cases are being investigated 
locally. Kentucky has no law mandating 
the Wliform collection and evaluation of 
information statewide on all arson and 
arson-related offenses. 

Were such information available, 
however, it probably would reflect a 
trend similar to that being seen by state 
police and their coWlterparts in law 
enforcement across the nation. 

The latest data now available to state 
police indicates that the incidence rate of 
arson, nationally, has increased tenfold 
since the 1950s. The International 
Association of Arson Investigators, Inc., 
has also reported that arson now ac­
counts for an estimated 1,000 lives an­
nually and may cost the American people 
more than $2 billion a year in property 
losses. 

Fortunately, say state police, a look at 
the other side of the coin also shows that 
arrests, in Kentucky at least, are 
climbing at a significantly faster pace 
than the case rate despite the fact that 
the size of their 19-man Arson Unit has 
remained almost unchanged. 

Since January of this year, the number 
of state police cases cleared by arrest 
has risen by approximately 89 percent. 

Lowell Hamilton, a senior in­
vestigative supervisor who has been with 
the State Police Arson Unit since 1972, 
puts much of the blame for Kentucky's 
rising arson rate on the profit motive. 
More and more people are using arson as 
a way "to rip off the insurance com­
panies," he said. 

One of the largest insurance frauds in 
his memory involved a Kentucky 
businessman who, last fall, was sen­
tenced to 11 years in prison for setting 
fire to his own store and then trying to 
collect $1 million in insurance money. 

The scheme fell apart after it was 
discovered that a large portion of the 
insurance claim was based on fire in­
surance coverages secured less than two 
weeks before the blaze occurred. 

But the most frequent target in fires for 
fraud seems to be the family automobile. 

"The insurance companies call us day 
and night," Hamilton said. ' 'In fact, 
we've recently had 20 auto fires just in 
Graves CoWlty alone."

such a murder and theft , also were 
ranked by Hamilton as frequent motives 
for arson . A large percentage of those 
fires attributed to vandalism are traced 
back to juveniles who "torch a car or a 
barn, just for somehing to do," he said 

Thus far this year, 49 juveniles have 
been convicted on charges stemming 
from state police cases mvolving arson. 

But grudge fires probably worry the 
investigators the most, for those are the 
ones in which people get hurt. 

As an example of their seriousness, 
Hamilton cited one recent case in which a 
young boy was killed in a fire set by a 
man angered at the boy's mother for 
rejecting his advances. The man was 
caught, convicted of murder and first 
degree arson and is now in prison. 

Although flammable liquids such as 
gasoline and mineral spirits seem to be 
the materials most often used by ar­
sonists to set fires in Kentucky, state 
police have investigated some fires 
where incendiary explosives like Moltov 
Cocktails have been used. 

"We've also had a few fires involving 
the use of timing devices," Hamilton 
said. 

And currently, state police are looking 
into several fires which they think may 
have been the work of hired 
professionals. 

The profe sional arsonist probably 
presents the arson investigator with his 
biggest challenge although, state police 
say, there is no such thing as an easy 
arson case. 

Unlike other crimes where witnesses 
often are able to lead police directly to 
the perpetrator, the arson investigator 
almost never finds anyone who, 
Hamilton said, can say: "I saw him 
strike the match." 

As a result, the arson investigator must 
rely almost entirely on his senses, his 
knowledge of incendiary techniques and 
materials and the skills of state police 
crime lab technicians who analyze the 
charred ash and bits of evidence which 
investigators gather by spending hours 
painstakingly sifting through the debries 
that remains after the fire is ex· 
tinquished. 

"And about the time you think you've 
seen it all , and know it all," said one 
investigator, "somebody figures out a 
new way to do it, and you 've back to 
Square One again."
