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Asbestos Work
To Cost School
3-6 Week’s Time

High School’'s Problem

To Be on Agenda
Jf Next Board Meeting

No. 1 item on the agenda of the Floyd
County Board of Education when it next
meets Dec. 6 will be the eradication of the
asbestos problem existing at Prestons-
burg High School, Supt. E. P. Grigsby
said Monday,

““There’s no way we can keep from
missing school,”’ Grigsby said. “We can’t
use the Christmas vacalion lime,
because no contractor will be available
till possibly the middle of January."

The job will require from three to six
weeks, it is estimated. Duration of the
school vacation will depend upon what
develops as the work is being done. It is
known now that the ceilings will have to
come out, then be replaced. But if wiring
is found to be contaminated, a rewiring
job is in prospect.

“We'll have to make up the time lost,”
the superintendent said. *‘How we'll do it
is the problem."”

Any time not “‘made good’’ would cost
the school system an estimated $7,200 a
day in ADA (average daily attendance)
funds. (This estimate is based on a
student body of 900, with the ADA $8 per
day per pupil.)

How to regain from 15 to 30 days lost
while the work is going on, and still avoid
severe inconvenience to students and
teachers, is the puzzler up for con-
sideration by the board.

Supt. Grigsby said an early start on the
work will be possible by letting a contract
without advertising the project. As an
emergency undertaking, advertising for
bids may be waived and bids from
competent or authorized contractors
could be taken quickly.

Advertising the work locally would
serve no practical purpose, anyhow, he
said, since all the few' authorized con-
tractors are located outside the area.

The Floyd fiscal court had an op-
portunity Tuesday to get a 68-unit public
housing unit built, cost-free, outside
Prestonsburg, and it grasped the op-
portunity,

Its main action to avail itself of the
opportunity was to sign an agreement of
cooperation with the Prestonsburg
Housing Authority.

Julia M. May, executive director of the
housing authorily here, explained that
Prestonsburg itself has reached its
capacity for public housing and that the
68-unit project is open to the county,
County Judge-Executive Yvonne S.
Jones, who termed the opportunity of-
fered the court ‘‘a breakthrough in public
housing for the county,” said a site at
Emma has already been considered for
the development.

Before the court session_ ended,
however, ils members were laking a
hard look at another matter, the adoption
of a flood plain management ordinance
that is required by Jan. 1 if the county is

to remain in the flood insurance
program,
The court moved toward im-

plementation of its ordinance providing
for franchising lelevision distribution
systems in the county by naming a Cable
TV Commission which will hear rate
proposals, complaints of customers and
generally control the franchise system.

Plaintiffs Ask
Heavy Damages

Two circuit court suits filed here last
Wednesday ask $500,000 punitive
damages each.

In one Elmer and Florence Morrison
sue the Travelers Indemnity Company
for a total of $43,500 for loss of their
Wayland home and its contents which
were destroyed by fire last July 27, plus
$5,800 living expenses provided by
Travelers’ policy for the period between
the time of the loss and trial of the suit.
They allege that the company has
refused to adjust the loss.

The Bank of Hindman also was named
a defendant but only as holder of a
mortgage of about $1500 on the property.

In the second suit Phillip D. Damron
sues Donald and Patricia Horn, claiming
the contract under which he was to share
half of the override royalty on two coal
leases has been breached. The property,
the suil points out, was subleased to
J.R.M. Coal Co., Inc. Damron claims
defendants attempted to cancel the sales
agreement last October after paying his
share of the royalty from March through
August. He alleges that the royalty due
him for September and Oclober,
amounting to $11,343, is unpaid.

(Reports of damage suits present only
the plaintiff’s side of the case.)

A Thanksgiving morning crash at
Helechawa on the Mountain Parkway of
two autos—one bearing Floyd countians
from this county to Michigan, the other
bringing Michigan residents back for a
visit with Floyd relatives—resulled in the
deaths of a man, two women and a child,

Three members of a Price family died
in the flaming wreckage of their car.
These are Dewey Gayheart, 28; his wife,
Geraldine Mitchell Gayheart, 26, and
their 17-month-old daughter, Teresa
Lynn.

Also killed was Mrs. Judy Cantley
Rogers, 29, of Ypsilanti; Mich., wife of
Harrison Rogers, former Floyd man who
drove the second car involved in the
tragedy.

Move To Terminate
Service to Three

The Kentucky Public Service Com-
mission has ruled in favor of three Floyd
county residents, preventing them from
losing natural gas service,

Columbia Gas of Kentucky had
petitioned the PSC for permission lo
abandon retail gas service to George
Gray, Ashland Derossett and John H.
Blair, contending that the abandonment
was necessary as a result of the con-
struction of Ky. 80 which required the
relocation of the transmission line ser-
ving the three customers.

Gray, Derossett and Blair appeared
before the PSC, objecting to the proposed
loss of service. The ruling in their favor
requires Columbia to provide them with
continuous gas service by constructing a
feeder line to their residences from the
Lransmission line.

Gayheart's sister, Mrs, Violet Hall, 32, of
Beaver, and her sons, Brad, 8, and Terry,
14, were passengers in the Price car.
Mrs. Hall contrived to get her sons and
Jennifer Ann, four-year-old daughter of
the Gayhearts, out of the car. She was
returning to gel the Gayheart baby when
the auto exploded.

Passengers in the Rogers vehicle were
the Rogers' daughler, Melissa, 4, Hank
Boyd, 20, of Ypsilanti, and Rogers'
stepchildren, Ava Hall, 8, and Rodney
Hall, 11, Melissa Rogers and Boyd were
transferred from the Morgan County
Appalachian Hospital to the UK Medical
Center, Lexington. All are expected to
recover.

The head-on collision of the two
vehicles took place at about 6:30 a.m.
Rain was falling at the time, and Wolfe
county Coroner John Shackleford said
physical evidence at the scene indicated
that Rogers crossed the center line of the
highway and collided with the Gayheart
car. He said the crash occurred at the
Helechawa exil and surmised that the
exit could have confused Rogers. He
added that some beer was found in the
Rogers vehicle but that he could not say
thedriver was drinking. Blood tests have
been submitted for laboratory analysis.

Bodies of the three victims of the
Gayheart auto were buried in a single,
large coffin.

Gayheart was a son of Nauety and
Grace Jones Gayheart, of Beayer, and
was employed as a miner by the Turner
Elkhorn Coal Company at Ligon, He was
described as a highly respected citizen.

Besides his parents, his: sister, Mrs.
Violet Hall, and his daughter, Jennifer,
Gayheart is survived by one brother, Rex
(Gayheart, of Beaver, and another sister,
Mrs. Clara Brewer, of Ecorse, Michigan.

Body of Mass Death Victim May Be Brought Here

One of the victims of the incredible
mass suicide-murder of more than 900
men, women and children at Jonestown,
Guyana, South America, may be brought
to this county for burial.

A relative of the vietim, Walter Cart-
mell, 49, last week contacted the Floyd
Funeral Home at Waler Gap, near here,
about funeral arrangements. The inquiry
was made after relatives of Cartmell had
apparently been told that his body had
been identified as one of the victims
brought by plane from the remote death

scene to an Army mortuary at Dover,
Delaware.

Reported to have died with Cartmell
were his wife, his daughter, Patricia, and
a stepson. Return of the bodies of these
three was not discussed with the funeral
home, however

The reported-decision Lo bring Cart-
mell's body to this county apparently
stemmed from the family's connections
in the county. He was a native of Pike
county but his father. Bert Caldwell, Sr.,

lives in Green Acres, Prestonsburg
housing development., His mother, who
died last year, was the former Olga Ward
who married the late Perry Crider,
Lancer merchant, after her estrange-
ment from Mr. Cartmell. His brother,
Clemont, now a resident of Dayton, O,
lived with his mother and Mr. Crider;
Walter and another brother, Bert, Jr.,
now of Paintsville, resided with their
grandparents, Mr. and Mrs. Elige Ward,
of Pike county. .

Walter Cartmell moved to California

some years ago, and was last here in
1973. Al that time, acquaintances said, he
talked of his desire to return to this area
to live. But he left on short notice after
receiving a lelephone call which, he told
others, informed him that his daughter
was desperately ill. Some say that he at
that time was & member of the Jones
cult, but this has not been confirmed.

The only relative contacted by The
Times, Mrs, Clemont Cartmell, of
Dayton, declined to discuss her brother-

m-law’s reported death. **We don't want
anything in the newspapers,” she said.

Walter Cartmell was described by
those who knew him well as ''a quiet, nice
boy."

It is not known here when or how he.

became a follower of Jones. But, ap-
parently, he was one of those who heard
the promises of freedom, of escape from
injustice and the good life elsewhere that
awaited them, and with his family was
among the 1,000 or so who left California

for the place which was to become known

as Jonestown,

Q. I'm going to be starting
chemotherapy treatments. Will I be able
to have wine or cocktails?

A. Cocktails may sometimes be taken
in moderation, probably not more than
one or two daily. In some circumstances
it may be absolutely essential that you
not have alcohol, so inquire specifically
regarding its use for you with your
physician.

Q. There is so much in the news about
cancer. It seems that so many things can
cause cancer, I find myself worrying
about this disease all the time. Can worry
or anxiety cause cancer?

A. Your attitude can often influence the
course of the disease. If you are “‘afraid
to know'" whether you have cancer, you
may delay a trip to a physician until it is
too late for proper treatment. Worry can
always be a factor in general health—so
be free of the worry of cancer by having
an annual checkup, including cancer
tests such as the pap smear, chest X-ray,
and rectal examination:

Q. How does asbestos cause disease?

A. The answer is not known. Asbestos
fibers too fine to be seen by the human
eye become airborne during various
industrial process and are inhaled and
subsequently may be swallowed.
Scientists believe the most harmful
fibers are so fine that an electron
microscope is needed to see them,
Because of their size and shape, asbestos
fibers can penetrate body tissues.
Because of their durability, they remain
in the body for many years after entry.

The horror that was Jonestown, Guyana was not mass suicide
only. It also was mass murder. Those children did not take their

own lives.

Nor was it the fanaticism of followers of Christianity that
caused a blood-bath which has horrified the civilized world.
Religious fanatics, possibly, but there are religions of many

hues.

These unfortunates came to the grisly end of the rainbow
because they worshipped a man, a leader who was as venal as
his followers. This was not the hope of salvation that took these
people to a commune in a South American jungle; it was the will-
o’-wisp of a political, social and materialistic Utopia that they
earnestly sought. Meanwhile, their leader, Jim Jones, was
literally becoming a rich man, in absolute control of the lives and

fortunes of his followers.

These who died were not alone in their dreams. Thousands of
others in the perplexities of the age, searching for a better way,
are taking the short cut, pinning their hopes on a human leader

who, in the end, fails them.

The wealth of some cult leaders and the ideologies they
proclaim should, and must, be a concern of the government of
this country. Political figures are required to disclose their
finances and business affiliations. The government demands to
know how much even the lowliest earns. All are required to
make an accounting, except these groups who in the name of

religion are sancrosanct.

It is true that under our Constitution such inquiry into a so-
called cult or sect cannot be made without the same procedure
applying to all churches. But what is wrong with any church
making known all that is needed to be known about it?

The Chessie System failed to receive
the court’s approval of its plan to install
what has been described as a mobile
agent at Coal Run, Pike county, to
supervise its freight shipments in the
area.

During the discussion of another or-
dinance, the adoption of which would
afford the county professional services
on block grants, acquisition of sites for
development and the like, all without
cost, Magistrate Kenneth Roberts
remarked, ‘‘We're getting into
everything but what we need to do.
Garbage is piled on the roads till you
can't get through, and we need to get
something done about that.”

Judge Stumbo explained that the

| recently met what T could call™a
lifelong acquaintance who asked a
question and raised an issue that 1 should
like to put to rest.

When the lady, whom 1 hadn'l seen for
several vears, first saw me she laughed
and asked, "‘Hey! are you still wriling
articles for the Floyd County Times and
signing George L. Moore's name to
them?"',

Perhaps my response was a bit tart
because it was brief and (o the point:
'No, and I never did because I'm nol the
historian he is." Her strained expression
led me to ponder the questions further
and conclude that others may share her
misconceptions.

My knowledge of the unique Ap-
palachian culture results from stories
told to me by my parents, an uncle, my
late maternal grandmother, reading
material, including court records, and
social work in the remote areas of this
county. My respect for the colorful
history and (lradition that is ours was
enhanced three-fold by Mr. Moore, As a
child, I could usually con him into telling
me a story even though my purpose in the
Moore home was lo take piano lessons
from Milady. As a student, I learned
from them and as a teacher (substitute)
in his classrooms or friend, whichever he
chooses to call me, 1 grew from those
slories.

Mr. Moore and I have been close
friends during the many years of our
acquaintance, We correspond with some
frequency and visit-converse several
times during the year. 1 have no
delusions of grandeur concerning who I
am or the relationship that exists bet-
ween us. The closest thing I could ever
become to being his source of in-
formation or his “kind’’ of storyteller is
through walking in the shadows of his
existence. I would never damage a
friendship that I cherish so highly by
signing my name to his work or his name
to my inexperience.

Yes, I've enjoyed the pleasure of
swapping yarns with him that have found
their way into several local publications;
however, he always knew one or more of
the principal characters and-or events.
Those '‘yarns' were usually recollec-
tions of mutual knowledge that tem-
porarily slipped his mind because of the
vast amount of Appalachian folklore at
his command. They were always written
in his inimitable style, on personalized
stationery, and he referred to his source
of information as *‘a former student'’, ‘a
good friend’’, or *“social worker”. I
usually, though not always, represented
those sources of information.

I've typed many of those exchanges
without having to change so much as a
misspelled word. I have kept the original
drafts of all his material during the past

¢ five. or more years, had newsprint

laminated, and kept a fairly accurate
scrapbook . of laminated works in the
hopes that it will be of future use to my 12
year old son. I've also typed three or four
times that number that I had absolutely
nothing to do with and-or took from his
personal records. I've reminded him of
others that he would have absolutely
nothing to do with “‘Because [ can’'t share
that one without adversely affecting
others’’.

I've shared stories with Floyd Coun-
tians, via The Times, that grew out of my
contentions that few, if any, Ap-
palachians can be termed ‘“‘average’. If
it's possible to share the value of one's
friendship through newsprint, then I've
done that with the residents of Floyd,
Carter, and Elliott Counties. Personally,
my friendship with Mr. Moore surpasses
all known barriers and 1 don’t relish the
idea of jeopardizing that.

I shall continue to type his publications
at his request and consider such a
request a privilege. Hopefully, I'll soon
have a volume of his complete articles
typed that will not only appeal to him but
to a publisher, as well. I'm convinced
that such a publication will be as widely
accepted as his articles appear to be.
Should that ambition become a reality,
each article will carry the name and date
of the original publisher, including The
Floyd County Times,

Please know that every article bearing
his name results from a talent I can only
envy, never equal, and not from the
crevices of the one-track mind with
which I'm supposedly endowed.

HUD Mobilizes To Meet
Housing Needs of Area

The Louisville area office of the U.S.
Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) announced Tues-
day the formation of a task group to
identify, isolate, and propose remedies to
the limitations on housing and com-
munity development in Floyd and 15
other counlies of Eastern Kentucky.

Fred H. Porterfield, area manager of
the Kentucky office responsible for
HUD's programs throughout the state,
indicated that a series of events and
circumstances have catapulted the
Eastern Kentucky coal-producing area
into national and regional prominence
during the past few years, said Por-
terfield:

““The area has been literally snatched
from acute economic depression and
thrust into rapid economic expansion as
a result of the re-emergence of coal as a
major energy resource. The lack of
decent, affordable housing that existed
prior to the new importance of coal has
become even more acute with the im-
migration of hundreds of workers and
their families. Also, periodic flooding
which inundates the inhabited mountain
valleys dramatically underscores the
urgency of a more concerted effort to
meet the present and future housing and
community needs of the people of
Eastern Kentucky.”

Itis HUD's intentlon, as a first priority,
to fgcus attention on those counties in
which high coal-producing activity and
restrictive topography combine to make
housing demands a critical issue. Ac-
carding to Porterfield, counties ap-
pearing to meet these criteria include
Martin, Floyd, Johnson, Pike, Knott,
Breathitt, Perry, Letcher, Leslie, Bell,
Harlan, Knox, Laurel, Lawrence,
Magoffin, and Whitley, He is hopeful that
by developing new approaches to housing
and community development problems
in these most difficult areas, the
resultant solutions may be transferable
under similar strategies to other counties
in Appalachian Kentucky.

The HUD approach is to serve as
facilitator and participant with a broad
range of government agencies, including
the Farmers Home Administration
(FmHA), the Veterans Administration
(VA), and the state financing agency
(KHC), other state and local agencies,
private industrial and commercial in-
terests, non-profit agencies, interested
organizations and private citizens, in
developing recommendations and plans
of action. HUD also plans to work as
closely as possible with Governor Julian
Carroll, his cabinet and the Appalachian
Development Council to assure in-

Ask Education for Handicapped

A suit seeking free and opportunity-
oriented education for Lthree handicapped
Pike county school children has been
filed in U.S. district court at Pikeville.

The suit was filed by next friends of
Sonya Norman, 8, Belinda Ross, 12, and
Richard Keegan Ferrell, 9 all of Pike
county’s South Williamson area. The
children were assigned to Varney
Elementary School near South
Williamson, for the 1977-78 school year.

The Pike County Board of Education
and its individual members, Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction James
Graham, the Kentucky Department of
Education and other state and local
organizations involved in education are
listed as defendents in the civil action.

The suit states the three children are
multiple-handicapped and in need of a
self-contained, special education

classroom in order to receive an ap-
propriate education, and that the
defendants are violating Kentucky
statutes and United States codes in
failing to provide such a facility.

Each child needs the services of
speech, physical and ocupational
therapists in order to benefit from
special education, the suit claims.

The complaintants ask for a self-
contained, special education classroom
for the multiple handicapped for Miss
Norman and Miss Ross, and a self-
contained, special education classroom
for the educable mentally handicapped
for Ferrell.

The plaintiffs also ask that speech,
physical and occupational therapy be
provided the youngsters, and that all the
provisions be set up on a year-round
basis.

Drive To Chémge éburt System
Draws 50,000 Signators, Claim

Co-chairmen of a campaign to end
Kentucky's district court system said
last week they have obtained 50,000
signatures on petitions seeking such
action.

The two—William Moores and Millard
Jones—said a statewide drive Lo repeal
the judicial article which created the
courts now is operating with campaign
chairmen in every county except
Fayette.

Jones said a Fayette county chairman
may be named later

Repeal of the district court system with
a return to the former county judge
procedure would require General
Assembly submission of a constitutional
amendment and its approval in a
statewide election.

Moores said 200,000 names are ex-
pected on repeal petitions while Jones
reported that 250,000 is the target total.

The repeal effort is called **X District
Courts—a Costly Mistake."

Moores and Jones said their
organization probably would support any
gubernatorial candidate who endorses
elimination of the district courts.

Jones said it initially had been thought
that Lt. Gov. Thelma Stovall might give
this endorsement. Bul he added that her
call for a special legislative session—
issued in the absence of Gov. Julian
Carroll—did not so indicate.

Kentucky's new court system went into
effect Jan. 2. The courts—along with
other revisions in the state’s judicial
system—were approved by voters during
the general election in November 1975, to
replace existing patchwork of lower
courts,

As part of the state constitutional
amendment, the courts were removed
from the jurisdiction of county judges.
For the first time, all lower court judges
were required to be lawyers.

jurisdiction. Its civil jurisdiction is
limited to cases where the amount in
controversy does nol exceed $1,500. It
handles misdemeanors, cily and urban-
county ordinance cases, traffic matters
and certain juvenile cases.

A Western Kentucky legislator hag
requested the Legislative Research
Commiission to draft a bill abolishing the
district court system, returning control
of the lower courts to counly govern-
ments.

Rep. J.R. Gray, D-Benton, said in
October that the only part of the new
system he would retain is the small
claims court, in which civil suits for less
than $500 can be tried without lawyers.

Meanwhile, Kentucky Supreme Court
Chief Justice John S. Palmore has
charged that those behind the repeal
movement are '‘illicitly motivated.”

“We don't hear many bad things about
the system except from these bunch of
rabble-rousers who, in my opinion, are
illicitly motivated,” Palmore said.

Palmore added that he thinks Lthe
criticism is unfair.

I don't even think it's in good faith,"
hesaid. *'I don't think these people are at
all concerned with whether the judical
system is working well or whether it is a
good thing, I think they have other
motives.

Pity Some Congregations

By WILMAY

This title is used since the first in the
series pitied the preachers. It is unfair
not to give both sides of any controversial
issue. Pastor-church relationships are
deteriorating in so many locales—urban
and rural—that many states of leading
denominations are providing separate
departments for such.

In 1976 a pastor in this county told a
group thal every church near his was
having problems, and that his had them
the previous year. Dr. Frank Owen, who
heads Kentucky Baptists, said,
“Leadership is under fire. There have
been so many failures. It must now work
harder on clear integrity and such to
reestablish a higher level of confidence.

There is enough negative attitude toward -

leaders today to make strong men and
women want to become invisible, safe,
uncriticized nobodies." (From
WESTERN RECORDER.)

Leaders of prominent faiths are tur-
ning the spotlight on the pulpit as well as
the pew, for all problems cannot be at-
tributed to the laity. Most quotes in this
sequence are from WESTERN
RECORDER, because its brilliant editor,
Dr. C.R. Daley, has made a far-reaching
study of the difficulty. One reason for
using many quotations of recognized
authors is that they know when amateur
writers may not. Dr. Daley wrote in a
1976 issue of W.R,, “‘Pastors Can Be
Unchristian: There are many ways a
pastor can mistreat and abuse church
members but the basic sin underlying all
such conduct is self-exaltation and
contempt for those who pose any threat
to the pastor having his way in
everything...The heresy of heresies is for
a pastor to believe his way is always the
only right way and to consider as per-
sonal enemies all who oppose any of his
suggestions, Such pastors divide
congregations. They set good church
members against each other, Some
pastors are so selfish and inconsiderate
that they will split a church in order to
have their way and to have a group of
followers to provide their- livithood. "

“There are pastors who set out to put
down all who disagree with them. They
dominate the program, make unilateral
decisions on plans and policies, ignore or
bypass church leadership and use
humble followers as pawns to have their
way. The result is not a church of Christ
or a church of the people, but a church of
the pastor...Churches with such pastors
are sad spectacles. Sincere members are
sad and confused as to what to do."”

In an editorial 8-25-65 in W.R., Dr.
Daley said, *'Man’s inhumanity to man is
nowhere more evident than in the
ministry. Preachers are probably harder
on one another than most any other
group.”

He should know, but let a layman
criticize one, and the majority of
ministers defend him, though he may
personify Dr. Daley’s description, and
though Jesus warned about wolves in
sheep's clothing (Mt, 7:15-16).

Sharing this view, Douglas Stave wrote
in CHRISTIANITY TODAY several
years ago, a splendid article,
PARAMINISTRY, in which he said: “‘A
pastor may feel threatened by an
associate, and may place frustrating
limits on him. He may refuse to let his
associate be credited with a new idea. He
may be suspicious, believing that his
associate is gathering about himself a
circle of loyal friends. And he may
behave selfishly."

More than one associate has suffered
at the hands of this type pastor. Young
men starling out are sometimes crushed
by such encounters. They rightly expect
more help from the pastor than from
others, only to be undermined by him, or
by his wife in some cases! Like Timothy
they need a Paul, who does as one pastor
in this county is doing for a new ane in his
church: by using, encouraging and
helping him in every possible way.

In The RECORDER (1-25-78) a Daley
editorial pinpoints the problem : *“Though
nol always visible on the surface, too
many pastors and staff members ex-
perience friction., And most often it is
over status.

*“Too often the pastor is not willing to
share responsibility of leadership. He
thinks he is but he cannot abandon the
historic role of the pastor to have the last
say. Consequently, other staff members
are becoming more and more status
conscious and want to be recognized as
fully sovereign in their fields of ministry.
More and more are seeking ordination as
a status symbol, and demand to be
regarded as one among equals. ''A pastor
who will not delegate responsibility but
insists on participating in every decision
and event is usually very insecure or is
afflicted with an exaggeration of self-
importance. The same is true of status
conscious staff members."

Dr, Daley makes clear, like others,
that countless pastors are victims of too

much pride, the way we lay folks often
are, His last sentence shows that the laity
and ministry are frequently guilly of
what each accuses the other; fur-
thermore, it proves how sinful all of us
are at limes, doesn't it?

Don't we forget that Christ said we are
to be servants and nol masters?

The idiotic modern philosophy of ** do
your own thing,"” and the infamous ERA
are largely to blame for the increased
status-seeking in all walks of life that
plagues Christianity today. Jesus placed
great emphasis and value on the in-
dividual, but he stressed putting others
first. Christian maturity cannot be
achieved otherwise. Most of us are slow
growing spiritually.

HOW COME IT'S TAKING ME S0
LONG TO GET BETTER, ' by
Presbyterian pastor Lane Adams, of
California, is a wonderful eye-operer
which we all need. Reading the Bible and
good books on psychology and Christian
counseling can help us. No Christian has
to wonder who he is, why he is here, or
where he is going, but as lay members or
pastors the rank and file of us ordinary,
average mortals still have a ‘‘heap o’
learnin’' to do, don’t we: And won’t this
remain true all our lives, for the more we
learn about Christ the more we see our
shortcomings!

Is Fined $10,000

The state Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection collected $26,100 in October
from eight coal companies for violations
of strip mine regulations.

Peach Orchard Coal Company, Ine., of
Louisa, paid the largest fine, $10,000, for
strip mining without a permit near
Donathon road in Lawrence counly.

Other companies fined were:

—J, & E. Coal Inc., $3,000 for placing
material on the outslopes of its mine site
near Moon in Morgan county.

—C. & S. Fuels, $3,000 for stacking
material on the outslopes, allowing water
to impound the bench and failing to
maintain adequate silt control on its site
near Cinda in Leslie county.

—Centurion Properties, $3,000 for
failing to properly construct the access
road, allowing a slide to occur and failing
to grade and seed its site near Talber in
Breathitt coundy.

—Nip & Truck Coal Co., $2,000 for
failing to maintain adequate silt control
andneglecting to seed and mulch its mine
site near Faber in Whitley county.

—Casey Coal Corp. $2,000 for failing to
maintain adequate silt control, construct
a hollow fill, segregate the topsoil,
maintain backfilling and grading,
maintain the access road, posl blasting
signs and perimeter markers and seed
and mulch the silt structures. The
company also allowed water to impound
on the bench of its site in Laurel county.

—Center Coal Inc., $1,600 for allowing
acid water to discharge from the mine
sile and into a nearby stream near
Livermore in McLean county.

—GRI Coal Co., $1,500 for allowing a
surface distrubance off the permitted
area, failing to post perimeter markers,
failing to grade the mine site, failing to
properly construct the hollow fill and
neglecting to store the topsoil on its site
near Dollar Branch in Leslie county.

Special Session To Overshadow
Some Interim Committee Work

While the state's legislators are con-
tinuing with interim work leading to the
1980 General Assembly, the upcoming
special session of the Legislature looms
over their deliberations,

A full agenda of interim committee
meelings is planned for the final two
weeks before the scheduled Dec. 11 start
of the special session—but legislators
and newsmen have been warned that the
meeting schedule is subject to change.

Some committees already plan to
discuss some of the issues Lo be taken up
in the special session—especially in the
area of Taxes.

The interim joint Committee on Ap-
propriations and Revenue is scheduled to
examine Kentucky’s property tax system
at its regular monthly meeting Tuesday,

Lt. Gov. Thelma Stovall included a
semi-freeze on property taxes in her call
for the special session.

Mrs, Stovall's proposal would prohibit
property taxes from being increased
through higher assessments resulting
from inflation.

A special advisory committee on the
state Constitution, composed of
legislators and citizens, had already
scheduled a session on taxes and finance
for its Dec. 4 meeting.

The group will recommend changes in
the Constitution to the 1980 Legislature.

Next week, a subcommittee of a task
force studying Kentucky's legal system
will hear from jailers, county judges and
other interested persons concerning
problems with local jails,

Another item on the call of the special
session is changes in the new court
system—including the question of state
financial support for local jails.

Land of Superlatives

Kentucky is truly a land of
superlatives. Prettiest, friendliest,
greatest andon andon. Just ask any of us
who live here. We continued to find out
things about our state thalt add to “‘lhe
most interesting,”’ such as the man the
Indians said could fly, and the New
Madrid earthquake.

Indians knew about Burning Spring in
what is now Magoffin county. Some, in
more recenl years, have seen families
cook outside on the ground. What would
you think if you go into your vard, strike
a match to the earth and get a flame on
which to place your pot of soup to cook?
An early-day Methodist circuil rider, the
Rev. W.B. Landrum, told about his first
sight of Burning Spring in a book he
published in 1878.

He was writing about starting his
circutt work in the fall of 1837. He headed
for Floyd county after spending the night
with the Donelson Craigs in Montgomery
county and from a distance saw a
brilliant fire. As he got closer he saw that
the fire was coming from the ground,
water and mud boiling in a hissing mass
as from a well of fire. The flames he
described as ‘'‘constantly issuing forth
and threatening destruction beneath.”

Among the deep holes and pits in the
country has to be the deepest located in
Hopkins county, A man once told about
standing on the bank of Tradewater
River and watching a stranger dive to
the bottom. The diver did not come up.
Youngsters for decades had tried to
reach bottom while swimming at the spot
and none could. One day a man named
Wadlie or Wadley told townspeople that
he would dive to the bottom. A crowd
gathered to watch the daredevil. The
man went into the depths. The crowd
waited. After some time, men used
weighted lines to try to reach bottom and
find the stranger, but no line was long
enough and no trace of Wadley was ever
found.

The largest mound? The will of Andrew
Kitchen, Sr. in Carter County in 1871
mentions Indian graves on the land. An
old Kitchen home on a perfectly-shaped
mound at Grayson once was visible from
the highway. A new home graces the
knoll that today can be seen from In-
terstate-64. Is this large hill an Indian
mound?

Diamond mines in Kentucky? Elliott
County boasts such a mine. Some claim
that diamonds have been found at the
site. Geologists from Africa said kim-
berlite found on the hillsides around the
site has the same makeup as kimberlite
at the famed South Africa Kimberly
diamond mines. Many people have found
garnets at the Kentucky mine and some
have found opals and sapphires.

Back in 1811-12, the earthquake known
as the New Madrid quake caused the
Mississippi to flow backwards, river
courses to change, lakes to form on what
had been dry land and other happenings
over a one-million-square-mile section of
the U.S. The Fulton area was near the
center of the shock. Not too far distant in
Missouri, geologists are now drilling to
reach the major fault in efforts to
determine causes and directions of
possible future tremors.

The Greenup county man the Indians
thought could fly was Benjamin Ulin who
in the spring of 1792 was in stockade
between the Kanawha and Ohio rivers.
Ulin left the stockade on spring day to
search for a stray horse and was sur-

prised by Indians. He had ne gun, and
since capture by redmen meanl sure
death, he started running, He reached a
point high above the Ohio River, the
Indians close behind. He spread his arms
and jumped. He was injured in the leap
but lived and by the time he was 65 was
living in Greenup county in perfect
health, Dr. William Talley, of Van-
ceburg, noted in his book, '‘Northeastern
Kentucky Papers,’ that Ulin's first jump
was 65'2 feel, followed by smaller leaps.
The measuring was done by Col. Lewis of
Virginia and Col. Boone of Missouri.
After the 1795 treaty, Indians often
gathered in Point Pleasant (now West
Virginia) and frequently told the story
about a white man they chased to the
precipice above the Ohio, *'where he took
wings and flew off."

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New Law To
Help Veterans

The Velerans Administration has
alerted disabled veterans in Kentucky to
a provision of a new law thal could mean
an additional $175 a month in VA com-
pensation payments (o them.

The added payments are authorized by
"“The Veterans Disability Compensation
and Survivors Benefits Act of 1978,"
which was signed October 18 hy
President Carler.

In general, veterans eligible for the
additional payment are those who suf-
fered the service-connected loss, or loss
of use, of one extremitly, and who have
subsequently lost Lthe paired extremily
from nonservice-connected causes.

The veteran must have been rated less
than 100 per cent disabled by VA for his
service-connected injuries to be eligible
for the newly added compensation for
nonservice-connected loss, Mrs. Mary G.
Sinders, VA regional office director in
Louisville, said.

Currently, the average monthly VA
compensation payment for a veteran
with service-connected loss of a leg, or ils
use, is $211.

The VA director said VA is issuing a
special appeal for assistance from
national veterans organizations in
locating disabled veterans who may
qualify for the new benefit.

“Our computers can identify veterans
who have service-connected loss of ex-
tremities, but we have no way of knowing
how many of them have subseguently
lost a paired extremity from nonservice-
connected causes,'' she'explained.

Mrs. Sinders urged any disabled
veteran who believes he might be eligible
for the additional payment to contact the
nearest VA regional office, or a member
of one of the veterans organizations in the
community.

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Explore Easter
Island on KET

The mysteries of Eastern Island—its
giant sculptered heads, or moai: its
original inhabitants and how they
arrived on the remote Pacific isle; its
once-great population growth and its
swift demise; and why the island has
been left so barren—all these are ex-
plored by Captain Jacques Cousteau and
his son Phillippe in the hour-long season
premiere of ''The Cousteau Odyssey,”
which airs today (Wednesday) at 8 p.m.
on The Kentucky Network, KET.

The season premiere, entitled “Blind
Prophets of Easter Island,” is the first of
four all-new Cousteau specials which will
be presented on KET during 1978-'79.

Formed by successive eruptions of
three volcanoes, Easter Island is
described by Captain Cousteau as “‘the
earth’s loneliest habitation—and the
most puzzling.” The easternmost of the
Polynesian Islands, it is situated in the
Pacific Ocean 2,300 miles west of Chile.
Piteairn Island, the closest inhabited
island, is located more than a thousand
miles farther to the west.

In *““Blind Prophets of Easter Island,”
the Cousteaus consult a variety of ex-
perts who have devoted their lives to the
study of Easter Island. Featured is the
late Dr. William Mulloy, an American
anthropologist from the University of
Wyoming, who worked steadily to restore
the moai to their original positions and to
decipher the puzzles buried in the
island’s obscure history. ‘‘Blind
Prophets” is dedicated to the memory of
Dr, Mulloy,

Also appearing in the program are Dr,
Gonzalo Figueroa, a Chilean ar-
cheologist; Dr. Jorge Sylva, of the
University of Santiage, who traces the

possible cultural origins of the Easter -

Island civilization; and Dr. Ramon
Campbell, the resident government
physician, who plays his recordings of
island songs remembered only by a
handful of natives.

In the filming of “Blind Prophets,”
Philippe Cousteau suffered a near-fatal
accident. He was piloting a gyrocopter in
order to observe the island from above
when suddenly, without warning, the
engine failed, causing the vehicle to
crash near the island’s leper colony.
Philippe was hoespitalized for weeks
afterward, but now is actively par-
ticipating in other Cousteau Society
expeditions after months of continuing
exercise and therapy. Exclusive footage
of the island shot immediately before the
crash is also included in the program.

Huntington’; Disease Leader To Visit Lexington

Marjorie Guthrie, who is leading an
international effort against the
mysterious illness called Huntington’s
Disease which killed her famous
folksinger husband; Woody Guthrie, will
visit the Lexington area, Thursday
through Saturday, Nov. 30-Dec. 2.

Mrs. Guthrie's visit will center mainly
on the University of Kentucky, where UK
chemist Dr. Allan Butterfield is doing
research on Huntington’s, an inherited
disorder affecting the nervous system
which causes gradual mental and
physical deterioration and death.

Mrs. Guthrie will participate in a UK
siminar for area health professionals
Dec. 1 on the theme of a team approach
to Huntington's Disease and other
neurological disorders,

Al 10:30a.m. Saturday, Dec. 2, in room
137 of UK's Chemistry-Physics Building
on Rose Street, Mrs. Guthrie will speak
during a public meeting to families
whose lives have been affected by
Huntington’s Disease or to anyone who is
interested in the disorder.

When folksinger Woody Guthrie died in
1967 after suffering the debilitating ef-
fects of the disease for 13 years, Marjorie
Guthrie decided to help other families in
their fight against this dread disease.

The Guthries' son, Arlo, is a famous
folksinger of the present era,

She established the Committee to
Combat Huntington's Disease, which
now represents more than 7,000 families.
Offshools of the organization have been
established in several other countries.
One of the main goals of the organization
15 to press for more research into Hun-
tington's and similar diseases, and she
has rallied the support of others, like
UK's Butterfield.

Working with a team which includes
UK neurologist Dr." William Markes-
berry, Butterfield's research with red
blood cells from those with the disease is
suggesting that Huntington's is a con-
dition of the body’s cell membranes even
though the main clinical symptoms arise
from the brain.

Butterfield’s research—financed by a
National Institules of Health grant—
hopes to understand the molecular basis
of Huntington’s Disease and perhaps a
way toarrest it, or at least to test persons
at risk with it.

Butterfield explains that children with
a parent affected by Huntington's have a
50 percent chance of contracting the
disease themselves usually at around age
35, In Kentucky, and especially Eastern
Kentucky, for reasons nobody knows, the

disease is about 50 percent more
prevalent (about nine per 100,000 in the
population) than in the overall
population.

Kentuckians with the disease, or at risk
of it, have cooperated by giving blood
samples and data to UK researchers

Food Prices May Raise
7.5 Percent Next Year

Prices at the local grocery store will
increase about 7.5 percent next year,
with most of the higher cost being paid to
the middlemen of the food industry, the
Agriculture Department predicts,

Department experts say they expect
that the increase should be less than this
year's 10 percent increase—the sharpest
rise in four years—but they don't
guarantee it. Such factors as inflation or
weather could cut the increase to 6
percent or raise it to as much as 10
percent, they said.

Since retail beef and veal prices may
average about 11 percent higher than this
year, the experts said, overall food prices
also will depend on the supply of poultry
and pork as alternative food sources,

The food price prediction came from
J.B. Penn, deputy administrator of the
department's Economics, Statistics and
Cooperatives Service and until recently a
senior economist for the president's
Council of Economic Advisers. He
reported the figures at the department's
annual World Food and Agriculture
Outlook Conference here,

At a similar conference a year ago, the
department forecast that 1978 food prices
would go up an average of 4 percent to 6
percent, aboul half the actual rise,

The Floyd County Tlmes
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Welfare Fraud Probe Uncovers
$438,000 Cheating in N. Kentucky

Human Resources Secretary Peter
Conn said last week that a crackdown on
welfare fraud in northern Kentucky by
his department has uncovered 250 cases
which are being referred lo local
authorities for prosecution,

The cases represent about $438,000
fradulently received through three
welfare programs: Food Stamps, Aid to
Families with Dependent Children
(AFDC) and Medicaid.

“Welfare cheating is a crime and Gov
Julian Carroll has directed the Depart-
ment for Human Resources to do what
we can tostopit,” Connsaidin a morning
news conference here.

“'‘Stealing from the welfare system is a
erime not only against taxpayers, but a
crime against the poorest and most
defenseless of our citizens. We are not
going to tolerate it in Kentucky."

A five-month investigation by 10
special investigators from the Depart-
ment for Human Resources uncovered
the largest welfare fraud case seen so far
in Kentucky: the fraudulent receipt by
one family of more than $60,000 in food
stamps, AFDC and Medicaid benefits in
Kenton county.

Four other cases uncovered involved
welfare fraud of more than $10,000, ac-
cording lo Conn. In one case, a woman
fraudulently received AFDC and food
stamp benefits totalling $28,705. In three
other cases, the fraud amounted to ap-
proximately $22,000, $16,000 and $12,000.

Conn said the average amount of fraud
in the northern Kentucky cases was
about $1,400. He emphasized that *‘the
majority of welfare recipients are honest
and deserving of the benefits they
receive. Bul the minority who cheat give
all recipients a bad name. Even worse,
they take money away from those who
are honestly entitled to help.”

The Human Resources Department
began its statewide crackdown on
welfare fraud almost a year ago when
Gov. Carroll approved Conn's recom-
mendation to establish an Office of In-
spector General within the department.

With this office, Kentucky became one
of a handful of states with a fulltime staff
of professionally trained investigators
who can look for fraud and abuse in
departmental programs,

The intensive crackdown on welfare
fraud began last spring in Jefferson
county where Human Resouces in-
vestigators developed more than 300
cases for prosecution.

“About 36 cases have been through the
court system so far,” Conn said. *‘Most
were prosecuted as felonies. They have
brought jail sentences ranging from a
few days to one year or more; fines
ranging from $50 to $200, and an average
amount of about $1,000 ordered to be
repaid.”

Ten investigators moved into the
northern Kentucky area in July to begin
intensive welfare fraud checks. Another
eight investigators have joined them, and
the investigative team will stay in nor-
therr. Kentucky about a month more.
Then a team of special investigators will
move into Fayette county for welfare
fraud investigations there.

Of the 250 cases developed in northern
Kentucky, more than half resulted from
a special matching program between the
human resources department and the
Social Security Administration, Conn
said.

Social Security wage records were
matched against the welfare rolls in
eight northern Kentucky counties. A total
of 1,200 *‘raw matches,” or indications of
possible fraud, were found. These were
investigated, and from them a total of 150
cases of probable fraud were developed.

Conn said the northern Kentucky area
has not been as responsive as other parts
of Kentucky to the department’s welfare
fraud hotline, a 24-hour, toll-free number
that citizens may call to report suspected
welfare cheating. The northern Kentucky
area has the lowest number of calls
statewide, about 3.5 per cent of the total.

The welfare fraud hotline number is 1-

Sample case histories from welfare
fraud cases in Northern Kentucky in-
cluded these:

-A recipient received Food Stamp and
Aid to Families with Dependent Children
(AFDC) benefits from 1970 to 1978 while
failing to report that the father of her
children was living in the home and
employed. During:a period from 1976 to
1978, her two sons and daughter also were
emploved, but this was not reported
either. She illegally received or at-
tempted to receive $17,552 in AFDC
benefils and $11,153 in Food Stam p bonus
coupons, for a total of $28,705.

—Benefits in the AFDC program are
supposed lo go to a single parent
household receiving a very low level of
income. In one case, a woman [ailed
over a G-year period from 1972-78 to
report that her husband was living in the
house. She fraudulently received $16,213
in AFDC and Food Stamp benefits.

—A woman who was receiving child
support payments from her two
estranged spouses during the period 1974-
78 failed to report this income to the

Department for Human Resources
Bureau for Social Insurance. During this
period, she received $8,458 in AFDC
benefits and $3,784 in Food Stamp bonus
coupons. This was a total of $12,252 in
benefils to which she was not legally
entitled,

Another case of failure to report
income involved & woman receiving child
support who had more than $1,500 in the
bank. From 1976-78, she received $4,057
in AFDC benefits and $2,002 in Food
Stamp bonus coupons. This was a total of
$6,059 in benefits to which she was not
legally mlltled

Allen Central had beaten University
Breckinridge, Dorton, Magoffin County,
MecDowell, Morgan County and Johnson
Central before losing their first game of
the season.

As almost any coach will tell you, a loss
at any time is a loss at a bad time. The
Rebels’ first set back was definitely at a
bad time. It happened in the finals of the
Jenny Wiley Invitational Tournament.
The opposition was Magoffin County, a
team Central had easily beaten two
weeks before in a game played at
Salyersville. The loss stopped Central’s
best start under fourth year coach
Howard Wallen. It came at a time when
interest and attendance in the Central
cheering section was reaching a point not
seen at the school since Central’s first
two seasons of 1972-74 when the Rebs
were regional contenders.

“Losing to Magoffin County took some
of the steam out of the good start. I don't
feel we are a team of championship
caliber until we can meet all obstacles
and win,”” Wallen added. ''Anybody can
make excuses. The Morgan County game
was very physical, the Johnson Central
game was very emotional and Magoffin
County enlered the tournament finals
geared up, but I don't think we are a good
team because a good team would have
been able to put three games in a row
together and win the Jenny Wiley,"'

Less than a week after the Jenny Wiley
setback, the biggest disappointment of
the season so far for the Rebels is still
vivid. The bright spots however are more
numerous, even though they might be
temporarily forgotten.

Central's guards have turned in fine
play in almost every game this season
and the Rebels have.depth and talent in
the backcourt, Mark Martin (5-10 jr.) isa
double figure scorer and the leading
assist man of the team a year ago with
over 100 assists. Phil Slone (5-11 jr.) is
one of the exciting players to watch in the
15th Region. Slone is averaging over
twenty points a game with a season high
31 points versus Magoffin County in the
first meeting this season. Martin and
Slone scored 24 and 29 respectively in the
87-73 win over Johnson Central, Jeff
Bailey (5-11 jr.) has started in the back-
court this season enabling Slone to move
to forward and giving Central quickness
and scoring at three starting positions.
Bailey is scoring in the double figure
average. Claude Allen (5-7 jr.) gives the
guard-rich Rebs a capable backcourt
reserve who started the first game of the
season. Three freshmen, Shawn Francis
(5-7), Tommy Dingus (5-7) and Tony
Jones (5-6) give Allen Central fine back-
court players.

At forwards, Ralph Caudill is one of
five returning players to see action in
important situations last season (along
with Martin, Slone, Bailey, and Keith
Harris), Caudill, the leading rebounder
and free throw shooter from lasl season,
gives experience to one corner spot. The
other, when Slone is at guard, is occupied
by newcomers to varsity action. Kenny
Vanderpool (6-3 sr.), who did not play
last year, has started and is a good
shooter, Randy Conley (6-3'%4 so.) was the
leading jayvee rebounder last season and
has been a top reserve at forward and
center. Greg Davis (6-1 jr.) and Wally
Ridner (6-1 fr.) give backup at the cor-
ners but have little varsily experience.

“We must have an all around per-
formance from Ralph. He has the ex-
perience. Ken is very inexperienced,
especially on defense, but he is strong
and seems to be improving. Randy has
done a good job coming off the bench,
especially in the Dorton game," Wallen
said.

Keith Harris (6-4 sr.) is the team
captain and in his second year as starting
center. Harris, the best leaper on the
team, lurned in an impressive Jenny
Wiley Tournament performance against
the strong front line of organ County
(Central won 57-38). He was equally
impressive against Johnson Central in
grabbing rebounds and scoring when
needed. Harris along with Martin and
Slone, made the J.W.I.T. all-tourney
team. Freshman Bruce Mullins (6-315)
has been an effective backup in Lhe pivot
and has scored in every Central game
this season.

“Keith is so aggressive he sometimes
gets in foul trouble. He is coming along
well, Forus to compete with better teams

in the area, Harris must give us len
points and ten rebounds per game,'
Wallen continued, *‘Mullins has already
gained valuable experience because he
plays on the freshmen and jayvee teams
in addition to his varisty playing time.

During its most recent reporting period
the Prestonsburg-based Mountain
Comprehensive Care Center provided
services to more than 3,200 persons in the
Big Sandy area.

The agency's patient count for the July
1, 1977 to June 30, 1978 period represents
the number of persons being served in
the area, nol the number of individual
visits made by patients. Many clients
receive services from Mountain Com-
prehensive Care on a weekly, even daily,
basis.

A breakdown by program indicates
that 2,320 persons sought agency services
for problems related to mental health
and 454 area residents were served by the
Aleohol and Drug Program. An ad-
ditional 488 mentally retarded in-
dividuals received agency services.

Director David Bell indicates that the
agency is responding to an increasing
number of requests from the community,

“Though more and more people are
recognizing needs that could be met by
our agency, hundreds more in our
community could benefit from the ser-
vices provided by Mountain Com-
prehensive Care,” he said.

Escapee from Horror
Camp Describes Scene

A man who saw hundreds die in the
biggest mass sucide-murder in recent
history in Guyana, South America, said
there was some hysteria and confusion as
parents saw Lheir children writhe in the
throesof death from cyanide poisoning at
the Jonestown settlement.

But Odell Rhodes, of Detroit, said most
people quietly waited their own turn to
die. He said he sawsome of the nearly 800
who died of poisoning willingly swallow
cyanide or have it administered foreibly.

Rhodes said there was no panic or
emotional outburst as people stood in line
to swallow poison. He said he escaped the
ceremony by slipping through a ring of
armed guards and into the jungle.

“A lot of people walked around like
they were ina trance. [ don't know if they
even tried to get away,”" said Rhodes, 36,
who said he escaped about 20 minutes
after the poisoning began.

“‘There wasn't that much noise,” he
sqid. “*Children were crying and going
through convulsions and some of their
grandparenls and parenls were getting
hysterical as they saw their children die.

““But basically a lot of the poeple were
sitting, especially the senior people—just
waiting and watching,”' he said.

Rhodes said the founder and spiritual
guru of the Peoples Temple colony, the
Rev. Jim Jones, called a general meeting
at the camp assembly hall and told
people the time had come for the ritual
mass death.

It was called just after U.S,
Congressman Leo Ryan left the set-
tlement Saturday and took some cult
members with him. Ryan and several
others were slain at the strip by gun-
wielding cult members.

The ‘‘defectors” would never reach
America, Jones told the crowd as the
bizarre ritual of death began, according
to Rhodes.

Jones asked if there was dissent, and
one woman said death was not the only
option. She suggested a move to the
Soviet Union or Cuba, Rhodes said.

But the gunmen returned from the
airstrip with reports of the killing and
Jones said it was too late for anything but
sucide, Rhodes said. He quoted Jones as
saying people had been killed, and
everyone present would have to commit
suicide,

Asked why Jones issued the order for
mass death, Rhodes said the leader had
warned his followers if some were
allowed to leave, then family members
would come from the United States and
take others away.

“He had a lot of ego and had to be in
control," Rhodes said. ‘““The decision (for
sucide) was based on the fact that he felt
he was losing control. I'm just trying to
figure out why those people would
voluntarily kill themselves,"

He said the camp's doctor and nurses
brought out several plastic containers of
a ‘“liouid solution' that investigators

have since said contained deadly
cyanide.

*“They would draw up an amount (of
poison) into syringes,” Rhodes said.
“Babies and children went first. They
would take the syringes and a nurse or
someone else would put it into a person’s
mouth and the people would simply
swallow it down.”

*The first person who went up was a
young mother, about 27 or so. She had a
small baby, about 1'2. She administered
itto her own baby, then took her own. She
walked over to a field and sat down. It
was hard to believe,' he said.

—Don't warm up your car. Idling just
burns gas. An engine on the road at slow
speeds for the first couple of miles will
warm up faster and lubricate more ef-
ficiently.

Problems

Clergymen olten quit because their
wives are almost fulltime unpaid
assistants. Once pastors' wives “kept"
church guests; as few others offered 1o,
Most churches now send them to motels,
missing blessings thereby. Some find it
impossible to enlertain evangelists, etc.
Many wives of ministers still do it

Bombarded by the laity, some clerics
return the “'favor'! They complain of
little spiritual growth in members,
homes minus grace al mealtime, few
family altars, limited private devotions;
no study of scripture, Sunday School
lessons, or Christian publications; minor
concern for missions, little dedication,
lack of warmth and reverence in God's
house. Various reports list fault-finding,
jealousy, power seeking, misrepresen-
tation, selfishness, hostility,
and gossip, adding thal a charter
member may expect priorily on jobs, and
in policy making. One expert says
countless better educated members feel
entitled to life tenure in positions.

Dwight Moody only finished sixth
grade. God can use everyone. Instead of
giving newcomers a chance to grow, a
few hold on and get offended if left out,
even when a constitution says rotate
offices. Church jobs should be passed
around lest someone move, get sick or
die. No mortal is indispensable,

An editorial by Dr. C. R. Daley eleven
years ago read:

"“Spiritual retardation is the source of
so much dissension and trouble in
churches. Not all the spiritual babies
dropout. Some stay in the church and act
like the babies they are. They lash out at
each other like babies; they ftry to
destroy their pastor and anyone else who
gets in their way. Other spiritually
retarded are quiet, gentle and even
sweet-spirited like some mentally
retarded. They are easy to love and give
no trouble. However, they require con-
stant attention as do babies, and they
make no productive contribution. The
fault of their condition does not lie en-
tirely with the spiritually retarded. The
churches where they are born again are
also to blame. Many churches and
pastors are so carried away with getting
people ‘saved’ THAT THEIR CONCERN
GOES LITTLE BEYOND THIS. But the
major blame must rest with the person.
Millions of Christians don't pray a
minute a day and don't know Amos the
prophet from Amos McCoy. Theirs is a
constant diet of American materialism,
television, trivia and trash,” (WESTERN
RECORDER 9-28-67.)

Dr. Daley is right. That *“diet’"—to
which some ministers are also ad-
dicted—is highly responsible for current
turmoil in U8, churches, and directly so
for moral deterioration. Materialism
affects us all. ;

Pastors have to work with any
leadership in office, No church runs it-
self. No pastor can handle every detail,
Leaders must dominate, but good ones
never domineer, tyrannize, seek glory
and prestige, often dodging lowly tasks.
Domineerers clutch control, rather than
distribute it, to increase interest, Just
one can do unlimited harm, Such in-
dividuals call meelings without notifying
all due to meet. Uninvited, they attend
the meetings of committees to which they
were not elected, or accompany a spouse
who was, and sometimes take over!
Seme prevent maltters from coming
before the house, make independent
decisions; ignore rules. It matters not
that such tactics are unethical and un-
christian, or that they violate a con-
stitution. Various authorities stress the
determination of some members to rule.
Dr. Daley's guotes in earlier columns
here show that some pastors commit the
same offense. Regardless of who does,
the church suffers.

Mistakes are often unintentional. Two
from one family, two close relatives,
or two bosom friends, ‘land'' on the
same commillee of three, Or someone in
a family serves on the leading committee
for years. This is unfair. It breeds
discontent. Errors can be prevented by
following manuals leading faiths provide
for pguidelines. While numerous per-
sonnel see no need of training courses,
initial or refresher classes help us all,
since denominational plans and
programs change frequently.

E. B. Brachter of Southern Seminary
said in W.R. 10-5-74: “‘Many limes the
minister is blamed and criticized for
matters over which he has no control or
responsibility.

So are laymen; however, they get by
lighter, because there is only one pastor
to censure them, while hundreds of
members may blame the ‘“parson,”
when things go amiss. The lines of
demarcation on pastoral-laity duties and
control vary widely with congregations.
Contracts or specific written statements
listing requirements and expectations,
drawn up and signed by and for pulpit
and pew would prevent and solve many
misunderstandings, since we all err and
will solong as we live. And who among us
does not get up on the wrong side of the
bed occasionally?

Greater Homestead Exemptions
Ordered for Older Taxpayers

Commissioner of Revenue Maurice P.
Carpenter announced last week that the
Kentucky Department of Revenue has
notified all county property valuation
administrators of a $1,300 increase in the
homestead exemption for 1979 and 1980.

This increase raises to $10,200 the
exemption from property tax of
qualifying residential property owned
and occupied by persons 65 or over.

The new exemption means a total tax
saving of $237 for residents in Newport,
about §$165 in Louisville and Lexington
down to $48 for rural residents in Pulaski
county. This spread is caused by the
differing property tax rates across
Kentucky

Carpenter explained that the Depart-
ment of Revenue computed the increase

State Archaeology
Conference Scheduled
Dec. 8-9 at Shakertown

Professional archaeologists will
discuss the management of ar-
chaeological resources in Kentucky

JMuring a conference at Shakertown on

Dec. 8 and 9.

The Kentucky Heritage Commission,
the state historic preservation agency, is
sponsoring the conference which is
primarily directed at professional ar-
chaeologists and persons in related
governmental fields at local, state and
federal levels.

According te Tom Sanders, an ar-
chaeologist with the commission, the
group will discuss the potential for
developing an averall statewide plan for
research that would coordinate not only
research but contract work, such as
highways, reservoirs and other projects
involving federal funds.

Sanders said five major areas to be
discussed during the (wo-day meeting
are the federal Ilegislation and
regulations on conservation of ar-
chaeological resources; responsibilities
of state agencies under federal and state
law; the need for and development of a
statewide research design; stan-
dardization of contract reports and
review; and options for preservation of
archaeological resources.

Participants at the conference will
include representatives of federal
agencies such as the U.S. Department of
the Interior, the Office of Archaeology
and Historic Preservation Interagency
Archaeological Services, the U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers, the Advisory Council
on Historic Preservation, and state
agencies including the Office of State
Archaeology, the Kentucky Nature
Preserves Commission, and the Ken-
tucky Heritage Commission.

Others invited include federal and
state agencies involved in management
of cultural resources, private consulting
firms, and professionals who have an
interest in Kentucky archaeology.

ANSWERIine: The purpose
of breast self-examination is
to familiarize yourself with
the normal feel and -ap-
pearance of your breasts
so that vou will be ualert
to any changes. If is essen-
tial to recognize changes as
soon as they become ap-
parent, and to have them
checked by trained medical
personnel. By checking your
breasts every month you
are helping yourself learn
how your breasts normally
feel. You should schedule
your monthly breast self-
examination a week after
your menstrual period when
your breasts are least likely
to be tender or swollen.
After menopause, check them
on the first day of each
month. Breast self-examina-
tion should become a habit
because these few moments
of effort each month.can
do much to protect your
health.

to selected friends and neighbors as early as 1892, and had
been invited by a scientific society to make this public
demonstration.

The first words ever to be heard over the air waves
were "“Hello, Rainey,” It was his 1892 demonstration at
Murray; the performance was for Rainey Wells, a trusted
friend of Stubblefield’s and founder of Murray State
University,

Reporters, scientists, promoters and businessmen
witnessed the “miraculous’’ demonstrations in Washington
and later Philadelphia. The use of the steam launch
Bartholid was the only way some non-believers could be
assured there were absolutely no wires or trickery involved.

The Wireless Telephone Company of America was
organized with capital stock of $5,000,000. Fame and
fortune seemed well within the grasp of this unknown and
modest genius from Kentueky.

Some faithful friends were eventually successful in
getting him to secure patents for his invention.
Stubblefield’s ““Wireless Telephone’ (there was no siich
word as radio at that time) was patented May 12, 1908; the
application was filed April 5, 1807,

But financial success and worldwide recognition had
slipped away. His money was gone and he became separated
from his family and friends. He died March 28, 1928, alone
and almost destitute; he was found in his cabin nearly three
days after he had died.

Probably the only person who could give any reason
to the mystery surrounding Stubblefield's withdrawal from
his family and society would have been his son Bernard. He
died at the age of 85, on October 4, 1973, at his home near
Florence, Mississippi.

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Not Only Teamsters Uﬁion
Infiltrated by Mafia, Claim

While the U.S. Labor Department
stands limidly aside, Mufia racketeers
haveinfiltrated a number of labor unions
affecting critical industries, a December
Reader’s Digest article declares

According to author Lester Verlie, an
expert in labor reporting and the author
of the recent book, "“DESPERATE
BARGAIN: WHY JIMMY HOFFA HAD
TO DIE," the Teamsters Union has
received such a large share of altention
from the press and federal law enforcers
that “‘the Mafia cancer has spread,
virtually unimpeded, in other important
unions."

Among Mafia-penetrated unions
named by Velie: the 650,000-member
Laborers’ International (construction
workers), the Hotel and Restaurant

Employes and Bartenders International
Union (Culinary Workers) and the In-
ternational Longshoremen's Association.

Citing numerous connections between
these unions and mobsters, Velie notes
that federal statutes against
racketeering are not being enforced
because of traditionally friendly tlies
between Labor Department officials and
union leaders in fashioning training
programs, safety regulations, full-
employment projects. “Also, Assistant
Labor Secretaries who enforce (anti-
racketeering) statutes come out of the
unions and understandably do not relish
the role of ‘cop’ against fellow unionists,""
he writes.

Another bar to enforcement, says the
Digest article, is that Labor Department
investigalors are classified as ‘‘general
administrative employes'' rather than
law enforcement officers. Unlike their
counterparts in the FBI, for example,
they are not empowered to carry guns or
sign out search warrants. Furthermore,
