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Court Rent
Agreement
Is Reached

State To Pay Floyd
$64,030.80 Per Year
For Courthouse Use

Floyd county -and the state's Ad-
ministrative Office of the Courts have
reached an agreement on the rental to be
paid by the state for courthouse use here
by state offices.

A lease agreement was executed last
week providing that the state will pay the
county $64,030.85 for space occupied by
the offices for the fiscal year beginning
July 1, last, and ending June 30, Rental
payments will be made quarterly,
beginning, it is expected, Nov. 1.

Therental payment for the same space
for the first six months of this year,
however, will be only $1,800 because the
funds budgeted for office use under the
new court system for that period were
limited.

The new rental figure was reached by
use of a complicated formula based on
cost of the courthouse site, and the cost of
construction, renovation, ulilities,
janitor service and the like,

Courthouse space used by the state
include the offices of the district judge,
circuil judge, eircuit clerk and both the
district and circuit courtrooms.

County Judge-Executive Yvonne S§.
Jones also announced that a lease bet-
ween the county and the state was
executed Oct. 15 which provides that the
juvenile detention center area in the new
courthouse annex here will be operated
by the Department of Human Resources
as a regional center for juvenile
prisoners, She said its operation as such
is planned to begin next January 1.

Chester Neeley, of Hueysville, last
Wednesday paid fines and court costs
tlotalling $242.50 in the consolidation of
three charges of possessing intoxicanls
for the purpose of sale, and County Al-
torney Arnold Turner, Jr. expressed
some disappointment with the court
action in his absence.

Neeley also was placed under $500 bond
on his own signature, and Turner said he
is “taking a hard look at the bond. I have

doubts about the bond being sufficient."

District Judge Harold J. Stumbo said
the three cases were seltled as they were
on the recommendation of Sheriff Doug
Lewis, Lewis said he recommended
consolidation and disposal of the cases
bécause the oldest dated back to
February, and neither it nor one dated in
April (or March, Lewis said) had been
docketed for trial. Neeley, he said, had
been wanting to get rid of the cases, lo
enter his plea and pay the fines imposed.

But the sheriff said his main object was
to get the convictions and thus place
Neeley in line for indictment by the
grand juryon a third-offense charge if he
is caught dealing in intoxicants again.

The latest case involved stemmed from
a raid last Tuesday in which a large
quantity of beer and whiskey was con-
fiscated from the Neeley home and from
a nearby area.

Officials Here

In Lake Study,
Find No Remedy

A special conference on the problems
of Dewey Lake and possible solutions to
those problems held here Tuesday bet-
ween Army Corps of Enpgineers
representatives and officials of several
state conservalion-related agencies was
marked by an air of futility and
frustration.

When Corps of Engineers (Huntington
Distriet) planning officials reported on
the findings of the recently concluded
Phase I of a federal 216 study of the
impoundment, it was as if facts were
being recited that everyone present
probably suspected but dreaded hearing.

“The lake is in a degraded state," said
Corps planner Charles Greenawall, who
summarized the findings of the study,
and he added, “Further degradation
could cause a decline in recreational use
and in fish and wildlife habitat."

Greenawalt, who classed sediment,
related tlurbidity and suspended
chemical matter as the lake’s primary
problem, pointed to the study’s finding
that sediment as of 1975 was 2.6 times
greater than in the first 20 years of the
lake's operation. ''Sediment yield from
Caney Fork, near Gulnare, was 100 times
greater in 1975 after mining began than
in the previous year when there were no
mining operations, and rainfall in 1975
was relatively slight,"" he said.

Although siltation in Dewey has not
significantly reduced the holding
capacity of the lake as it has in Fishtrap
reservoir in neighboring Pike county, for
example, the Corps study showed that
turbidity, the quantity of suspended
matter in the water, was far greater in
Dewey, resulting in the lake's muddy
condition during most of the year.

“The chemical gualily of the lake is
also changing,”. Greenawalt pointed out.
He said that although mercury levels
were generally within acceptable limits,
maximum mercury levels which had
been recorded by Corps moniloring
stations were above state standards.
““This could conceiveably increase in
severity to the point that fish (taken from
the lake) may become unsafe to eat,” he
added.

“The magnitude of sediment inflow is
increasing chemical suspension and this
could not only affect recreational value
but even pose a threat to health"
Greenawalt said, referring to study
findings.

Although the Corps’ report stressed the
fact that Dewey has thus far retained its
maximum flood control usefulness, the
problems of silt build-up in the lake's

Problem on Buffalo

(In The Pike County News)

Pike County School Supt. James T.
Dotson says the Pike county school
system may have to pick up the tab for
transporting five Pike county children to
a Floyd county school,

The situation involves five children
who live on Buffalo Creek in Pike county.
However, since Pike county has been
unable lo provide transportation for the
voungsters to attend school in Pike
county, the children are attending Home
Branch School in Floyd county,

It was no problem for the parents to
send their children to Floyd county
schools until this year. Now, the Floyd
county school system says because of the
cost involved they can provide trans-
portation to these five children in the
morning only.

The children are taken to Home
Branch School by a Floyd county bus
each morning. Bul in the evening, their
parents must pick them up and bring
them home themselves.

supt. Dotson said Pike county trans-
portation supervisor Woodrow Maynard
was looking into the problem. The Pike
County News attempted to contact
Maynard over a three-day period, but
was lold each time he was either out of
the office, in a meeting or had gone home
for the day.

The transportation problem was
brought into the open by parents of four
of the five children involved—Mrs.
James Kunath and Mrs. Letha Goble,
who have two children each.

They said they had contacted Pike and
Floyd county school officials without
result and said they had come to The
Pike County News in hope that a public
airing of the situation might produce
some positive results,

Until this year, the Kunaths and Gobles
had been sending their children to
Prestonsburg Elementary School. A
Floyd county bus picked the children up
about 6:45 each morning and returned
them home about 4:30 p.m, each day,

At the end of last year, Mrs. Goble said
she was asked o see if she could send her
children to Pike county schools this year
because of overcrowding in the Prestons-
burg school.

She said she contacted the Pike county
school administration, but was told they
could not provide transportation to a
Pike county school. The nearest Pike
county school to Buffalo Creek is Johns
Creek Elementary; however, the con-
dition of roads in that area make it im-
possible for bus traffic.

two- families decided  to send their
c¢hildren to Home Branch School, which
is located about five or six miles from
their homes. The children board a high
school bus, which drops the children off
at Home Branch, en route to a Floyd
County high school,

But the children are not being fur-
nished transportation home after school
lets out about 2:30 p.m., according to
Mrs. Kunath and Mrs. Goble. As a result,
the three families are taking a one week
turn at picking up the children and
bringing them home.

The parents said they can't understand
why neither school system can afford
transportation for their children when
the systems are providing transportation
to all others.

When
asked aboul a letter he had sent to Mrs,
Goble recommending she send her
children to Pike county this year, Tackelt
said he didn't remember the letter, but
said if one was sent it is something
routinely done in cases where children
are atlending a school outside their home
area.

Tackelt said he would welcome all five
children to his school, if the parents want
tosend them to Prestonsburg, about 12 to
15 miles away. *'Our door is qpen if they
wish to attend here," he said,

Tackett said Floyd county does not
have district lines in its school system,
meaning children can attend any school
they wish,

He also noted that children attending a
school oulside their county was not
unusual, He said there are some Floyd
counly students attending Pike County
schools because of a similar trans-
portation problem.

Supt. Dotson, when contacted Monday,
said he had heard this problem discussed
that day and while a final solution was
not known, he indicated the Pike county
system might have to pay the cost of
transporting the five children home each
day, even though the Floyd county school
system is collecting the state attendance
funds for these children.

It was noted by the parents that they
pay Pike county school taxes.

The program will serve impoverished
and unemployed young people between
the ages of 16 and 21 who volunteer for it.

Population Up
In Coal Counties

Floyd county is in a group of six
Eastern Kentucky counties which have
experienced population increases of 15
per cent or more from 1970 to 1976, the
Appalachian Regional Commission's
annual report for last year says.

As a whole, the population of the region
known as Appalachia increased by
almost a million in the six-year period,
when 379,000 persons migrated to the
area in contrast to the trend from the
1940s to the 1960s when thousands left this
section for employment in other states,

The booming coal industry is credited
with Eastern Kentucky’s population
gains. Although Kentucky as a whole had
an increase of only 6.4 per cent in
population during the six years, the coal
counties showed a population rise of 11.8
per cent.

Johnson county, with an increase of 23
per cent, had the biggest gain in the area.
In the 15 per cent or more group, in ad-
dition to Floyd, are Pike, Martin,
Lawrence and Carter counties. In
numbers Pike county had the greatest
population rise with 10,800 more than in
1970.

headwaters and a number of tributary
creeks were pointed to by several per-

“People are all the time asking me why
they can't take their boats up the hollows
and coves as far as they used to,"” said
Corps of Engineers Dewey Reservoir
Manager Dean Murray. Kerry
Prather, state fishery biologist, pointed
to the increased choking of inlets by
ceratophyllum, an aquatic plant which
thrives in the shallows which result from
heavy sedimentation, as another silt-
related problem.

Greenawall’s statement that ‘‘the
aquatic population is highly unstable
due to changes in the water quality'' was
confirmed by studies conducted this year
at Dewey by slate fisheries biologists,
“Samplings in McGuire and Burchett
Branches indicate that the fish
population is down," said Prather.
Bernie Carter, former state fish and
wildlife official, now with the Kentucky
Bureau of Natural Resources said,
“When you pull the lake down you have
great expanses of mud flats—you've lost
fish and wildlife uses through
sedimentation.”

Carter also stressed the ‘‘aesthetic

factor’™ as the lake's scénic value'is af-

fected by the extreme turbidity. **It can't
help tourism and encourage use of the
lake by sportsmen when it is constantly
muddy and filled with floating debris,"”
Carter pointed out.

In discussing solutions to the myriad
problems of the lake, the report pointed
to what it termed “‘source control’’ as the
most likely deterrent to any increase in
the severity of the existing problems.
Listed under source control were such
suggestions as limiting the mine permit
acreage in the drainage basin, con-
struction of silt dams, possible aeration
of the lake and control of domestic in-
fluent (sewerage) in the Stratton Branch
section, Greenawalt stressed to the group
that the construction of silt dams and
control of sewerage in the lake were the
only two areas which could be affected
under 216 guidelines,

At the same time, the Corps spokes-
man said the silt dam idea is not con-
sidered feasible by many officials, and he
cited the fact that the initial cost of such
structures and subsequent dredging of
the dam holding areas which is required
is extremely high. “The dams would no
doubt slow down the rate of sedimen-
tation in the lake, " Greenawalt said, "‘but
the finer suspended clay particles would
continue to make the lake’s water muddy
and of relatively low quality."”

Greenawalt said new slrip-mine
regulations offer hope in measurably
reducing the siltation rate, but he also
pointed to the fact that an 800 per cent
coal haulage capacity in the basin is
projected for coming years. “'So even if
we improve control over mining, we still
have the problem of increased quantity
of mining activity," he explained.

Some hope was offered by Roger Blair,
of the state Bureau of Surface Mining's
Division of Permits, who pointed out that
the steepness of land in the Dewey
walershed would restrictc to a eon-
siderable degree surface mining in the
lake areaso that the projected increase in
coal mining activity would come mainly
from underground operations. ‘‘You
shouldn’t have any more increase in silt
inflow even with the increase of coal
production in the lake drainage," Blair
said.

Carter pointed to the question of
“orphan’' strip-mine land as a problem
which should be addressed in any
discussion of solutions for Dewey Lake.
“‘There's thousands of acres disturbed
already—if there wasn't another pound
of coal mined the problem would con-
tinue,” he said.

Referring to the projected increase of
coal washing facilities in the drainage
basin, Carter said the coal washing
process would significantly increase the
inflow of mercury and other chemical by-
products into the lake, ““These facilities
must be restricted in some way lo
prevent an increased concentration of
mercury in the lake," Carter said. One
Corps of Engineers official present who
had worked with the EPA in West
Virginia called for periodic testing of fish
to determine mercury concentrations
which may accumulate in the fish

themselves.

Corps Planner R. G. Baumgardner
said funds are available through 1979 for
conlinuing study of the lake but warned,
“*We won 't procede with the study without
a certain amount of interest being ex-
pressed by local people and the state.”
He said when the study began three years
ago, the Corps made available personnel
to work with local elubs and civic groups
in familiarizing local people with the
study and the lake’s problems. “‘But we
got very little response,”’ Baumgardner
pointed out.

Bernie Carler lold Baumgardner, "I
think the response of this meeting
illustrates the interest the state hasin the
lake." He further said thal ‘Kentucky
people have a habit of electing people
who they depend on to solve their
problems for them. So it's up to us."

Greenawalt, in concluding the study’s
findings, may have "'hil the nail on the
head" in telling the group, '‘You have
two incompatible land uses—coal mining
upstream, and a downstream
recreational use.”

When a Kentucky Department of Parks
representative, J. E. Owens, disagreed
with Greenawall in saying that the two
land uses can ¢coexist successfully,
Carter told the group he would have to
agree with Greenawalt's statement and
said the siltation problem, in particular,
was an insidious sort of problem. ‘‘The
heart’s in good shape but the fellow’s
dying of cancer," Carter said.

Greenawalt stressed that the lake will
continue Lo serve the Corps’ purposes—
that of flood control, but he expressed
doubt as to the impoundment's future
recreational use and value as a fish and
wildlife area. *'Envision 10 to 15 years
from now—1 don’t see the problem as
getling any better,” Greenawalt told the
group in a bleak concluding statement.

Confirms Asbestos
In High School Here

Mrs. Ruby Catherine Clifton, president
of People for Better Schools, said
Tuesday afternoon that she had received
verbal confirmation from Dr. William J.
Nicholson of Mt. Sinai hospital, in New
York City, that the sample material sent
him from the Prestonsburg High School
ceiling is, indeed, asbestos. Dr.
Nicholson is an authority on asbestos and
its dangers and is involved in reséarch
aiding northern high schools in ridding
their facilities of sprayed surface
asbestos, such as exists at' Prestonsburg.

When asked for a detailed analysis, Dr.
Nicholson is said to have made the
statement, “Any (sprayed) asbestos is
dangerous, regardless of the per-
centage.”’ He said his report would be
released to the school board here for
examination if requested by the board.

The Kentucky Rivers Coalition (P.O.
Box 1306, Lexington, Kentucky 40501), a
non-profil corporation organized to
redirect Lthe course of waler resource
development in Kentucky, is involved in
research on river issues, assistance to
cilizens involved in waler resource
issues, and cilizen education regarding
the value of rivers and streams in their
natural state. The Coalition recently
published a fact sheet describing state
and federal wild and scenic rivers
programs. Most of the malerial in this
article has been taken from that
document.

U.S. rivers designated as *‘wild, scenic
or recreational'’ resulted from a
congressional authorization in 1968, Until
then, water resource aclivities at the
federal level were exclusively directed
toward dam construction and develop-
ment, processes considered detrimental
by at least some people. The original act
placed eight rivers into the system im-
mediately; there are now 19 designated
and 58 under consideration. More than
1,500 miles of streams are now partially
or completely protected. Protection
generally extends a quarter mile back
from each bank.

+Once accepted into the system, a river
is either designaled as wild, scenic or
recreational. Those in the wild category
are generally free flowing and
inacessible, with primitive shorelines
and excellent water quality. Scenic
rivers are also free flowing with
primitive shorelines and high water
quality, but are generally accessible by a
few roads. Recreational rivers are those

which may have been impounded in the
past, have extensively developed
shorelines, relatively clean water, and
are readily accessible, usually having
paralleling roads;

Each category has different
management objectives. Molorized
travel, unharmonious developments, and
new structures are prohibited if the river
is wild, although some agriculture is
permitted, as are some primitive type
public facilities. Motorized vehicles are
allowed on scenic rivers, but few houses
are permitted and then only if they are
naturally harmonious. Some public use
facilities, such as ecampgrounds, are
allowed on scenic rivers, as are many
agricultutal practices. Recreational
rivers can have extensive developments
and accessibility, and may even be
densely settled. A full range of other uses
is permitted, and new structures are
allowed for living and for intensive
recreational use.

Private land along a wild river can be
eondemmed by eminent domain, but that
power is rarely used. The government
prefers pot to alienate landowners;
besides, land is very expensive. They
prefer to pay for scenic easements, an
agreement which permits landowner use
of the area, within limits, while allowing
public access.

Rivers are nominated through local
interest and support. Such support
convinces a congressman to introduce a
study bill providing for local hearings
and the creation of an environmental
impact statement. If it meets all criteria,
including being designated as wild by ils
sltate, the river becomes part of the
system. Next: Kentucky's controversial
wild rivers program.

Special Ed. Lacks
Trained Teachers

Education officials will have to “‘go
into some of the areas in the state and
force hands" in seeking appropriate
public education for children with

~ learning disabilities, says Sen. Ed Ford

of Cynthiana.

Ford, referring to the state's com-
pliance with federal law, said that
despite improvemenlts that have oc-
curred in the area’ of learning
disabilities, eastern Kentucky alone has
25 connecting counties that lack any type
of program for children with learning
disabilities. His comments came Wed-
nesday during a subcommittee meeting
on the needs of dyslexic children.

Ford was told by representatives of the
Bureau of Education for Exceptional

*'Children that there is a shortage of

learfiing disability teachers throughout
the state, and that decreasing the
Student-teacher ratio would probably
help identify children with learning
disabilities. However, Becky Daugherty,
director of the division of learning
disabilities, said that if the teachers
aren't interested, they won't identify
more children with learning deficiencies,
even with smaller classes.

Billie Downing, chief of the Bureau of
Education for Exceptional Children, told
the committee that the emphasis needs to
be on the preparatory program for
kindergarten teachers and ad-
ministrators. She said that the newly
required special education course in the
curriculum for elementary teachers will
help. We need to teach regular teachers
what Lo look for in these children to spot
difficulties. We also have to work on the
principals,” she said.

Daugherty pointed out that most
learning disability programming takes
place in the northern part of the state.
‘Western Kentucky has more than
eastern Kentucky,” she explained.

Daugherty also explained the federal
and state guidelines for determining the
existence of learning disabilities and
whalt is required of the evaluation team
using those guidelines. ““We need to look
at a child in terms of what he can or ecan’t
do and see how to approach the in-
dividual problem,” she said.

Betty Bright, unit director for special
projects for Kentucky's individualized
kindergartens program, told the com-
mittee that $63.60 per child is spent to
facilitate planning for this age group, She
emphasized the needs for the develop-
ment of a statewide system for iden-
tifying children that may need special
attention.

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Allen and Marcum Represent
State at Knoxville Hearing

The Interim Joint Commitlee on
Agriculture and Natural Resources sent
two Eastern Kentucky representatives—
Rep. James “\Jitter”' Allen, D-Floyd
county, and Rep. Leo Marcum, R-Martin
county—to a Knoxville, Tenn. hearing on
proposed permanent strip-mine
regulations this week in an effort to show
that Kentucky doesn’t need a special
General Assembly session lo enact a new
strip-mine law,

Testimony of the legislators told
federal officials that the law already
enacted by the General Assembly was
intended to give the Department for
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection broad powers to draft
regulations needed to bring the state into
compliance with the 1977 federal strip-
mine law

Representative Allen cited confusing
aspects of the federal law after first
pointing out that President Carter in his
executive order last March 23 had
stated:

““‘Regulations shall be as simple and
clear as possible. They shall achieve
legislative goals effectively and ef-
ficiently. They shall not impose un-
necessary burdens on the economy, on
individuals, on public or private
organizations, or on state and local
government.. Regulations shall be
developed through a process which en-
sures that..compliance costs, paper
work and other burdens on the public are
minimized."

He also read at the hearing the
directive by the Congress in the mine act
{Public Law 95-87,) which provides that
**,..the secretary shall promulgate these
regulations, which shall be concise and
written in plain, understandable
language."’

After reading that directive, Rep. Allen
commented, “‘As a state legislator and
public representaive, [ would simply like
to point out that in this document there
are 139 pages of comment used to explain
and clarify 137 pages of regulations."

An example of the confusion resulting
from the wording of the federal law was
cited. Seetion 507 (B) (11), he pointed out,
deals with hydrologic consequences of
mining and reclamation operations and
provides that the determination of
probable hydrologic impacts “‘shall not
be required until such time as hydrologic
information is available from an ap-
propriate federal or state agency,” while
the same section goes on to say that ‘‘the
permit shall not be approved until such
information is available and is in-
corporated into the application—in ef-
fect, requiring the applicant for a mining
permit to gather and submit hydrological
information when such information is not
available from either a state or a federal
agency.

Rep. Marcum' pointed out-that' both the
(reneral Assembly and the Department
for Natural Resources have made a good-
faith effort to comply with requirements
of the federal law, that the department is
currently reviewing regulations
proposed by the Office of Surface Mining
(OSM) and that the General Assembly
has given the Interim Joint Committee
on Agriculture and Natural Resources
oversight responsibility to insure that the
legal requirements and intention of the
state law will be met.

Both legislators argued that a special
legislative session is not necessary.

The legislature, meeting earlier this
year, was unable to draft a detailed
statute, since federal regulations had not
yet been drafted.

“I can’t believe OSM would construe
their regulations in such a way as to
cause Kentucky to call 'a special
session,"" Eugene Moody, secretary of
Natural Resources said. ''but they've
done weirder things."

Mooney said he has the personal
assurance of OSM director Walter Heine
that Kentucky's 1978 law would be
adequate, but has nothing in writing.

Later, Mooney told members of the
commitlee's subcommittee on surface

mining al_a special meeting that the
proposéd permanent federal regulations
go far beyond the intent of the 1977 law.

He said the complexity of the
regulations indicates that '"a social
decision has been made (by OSM) lo
reduce the mining industry to 30-40 giant
firms owned by the oil and gas industry.”
He said they would be the only ones able
to afford compliance with the
regulations,

“I don't know if it was a conscious
decision, but that is what the result will
be,"” he said.

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Christian Schools
Equal to State’s

State education officials cannot force
private Christian schools to meet state
accreditation standards for schools, a
Franklin cirucit court judge ruled last
week,

Judge Henry Meigs made permanent
an injunction which has, since November
1877, kept education officials from
prosecuting on truancy charges parents
of children attending non-approved, or
non-aceredited, schools.

While the plaintiffs in the suit, parents
and administrators of private Christian
schools, recognize the state’s inlerest in
“‘maintaining reasonable health, fire and
safely standards for all schools,” Meigs
said, ‘‘they need not accept as en-
croachments on their free exercise of
religious conviction” the accreditation
requirements prescribed for state
schools.

Meigs said that the plaintiffs, “‘with a
clarity sometimes  approaching
radiance’” expressed ‘'a sober and
devout belief that their religious faith
should and does pervade every aspect of
their lives, their churches and their
schools. "

Several parents testifying during a
hearing on the case said they would face
jail sentences and fines before they
would remove their children from
Christian schools and enroll them in
public schools.

The controversy over the acereditation
of Christian schools began in May 1977
when the state board of education
refused to accredit 20 Christian schools
for failing to meet minimum standards in
such areas as textbooks, facilities and
certification of teachers,

In September 1977 the Kentucky
Association of Christian schools and
pastors and parents of children altending
those schools filed suit against the board
and Department of Education charging
that laws concerning approval of private
schools were unconstitutionally vague
and did not authorize the board to ac-
credit private schools. In November,
Meigs issued a temporary injunction to
protect parents from prosecution on
truancy charges until the matter was
settled.

Much of the testimony during a hearing
on the suil concerned the plaintiffs’
objections to using state-approved
textbooks and hiring state-certified
teachers.

Meigs' decision indicated that the
plaintiffs “have shown that withoul
benefil of the state's ministrations their
educational product is at least equal to if
not somewhat better than that of the
public schools."

The plaintiffs had offered standardized
test scores lto prove that their students

were learning the educational basics.

In listing 81 findings of fact, Meigs said
that compliance with accreditation
regulations, particularly in the area of
textbooks and curriculum, “would have
the effect of imposing state chosen
philosophical values upon the plaintiffs'’
and would be *‘financially impossible"
for some schools.

Religious doctrines and examples are
interwoven with all subjects in the
schools making ‘‘the entire education
offered by the schools of plaintiff chur-
ches—an exercise of religion,"" he said.

Counsel for the education department
had argued that the state wanted only to
regulate the secular education the
children received, without interfering
with the schools’ religious instruction.
Former Gov. Bert T. Combs, counsel for
the state, had argued that the state had a
“‘compelling interest in seeing that
Kentucky children have the opportunity
to obtain a proper education.”

Combs has indicated that the education
department will appeal Meigs' decision.

Bridges Falling Down

One out of five of America's 564,000
bridges is either obsolete or structurally
deficient. The blight affects major cities
and underpopulated counties alike, and
will cost $25.1 billion in repairs and
replacement structures. Meantime,
according to hearings held by the House
Subcommittee on Surface Trans-
portation, chaired by Rep. James J.
Howard (D., N. J. ), the advice might be
when using any of some 112,000 bridges
spanning America’s walerways: proceed
at your own risk.

Pittsburgh, the third largest corporate
headquarters city in the U.S., sprawls
across three rivers. One fourth of the
bridges spanning these rivers—plus
another 100 in the metropolitan area—
have been labeled deficient. One of them
is so dangerously weakened thal fire
equipment from communities across the
river cannot use the bridge to get to
major fires.

In a report published in the November
Reader’'s Digest, a local engineer in St.
Louis is quoted as saying that the con-
dition of that city's four downtown
bridges across the Mississippi is '‘enough
to scare the wits out of you."

New York City took its first (ever)
inventory of its bridges and discovered
that thirteen of its 51 bridges and 124
other bridge structures are in ‘‘poor”
condition; 168 additional bridges are in
need of “‘major modernization."

entertainers including Indian dancers,
clowns and sharp shooters.

Rural America fares no better. The
article points out that 39 percent of
Iowa's bridges are load deficient or
“functionally obsolete'’; 6500 county
bridges in Indiana are unsafe for stan-
dard-sized school buses.

One basic problem underlying the

general deterioration of the bridges is
age; another is that bridge designers
never anticipated either Lhe rate of
traffic or the weight of modern axel
loads. A third villain is sall corrosion.
“Long after winter is over, the salt
remains in the porous concrete,” the
article notes. “Inrain or dampness a low-
grade electrical current flows between
positive and negative areas on the steel
bars, with the salt solution serving as a
conductor similar to the acid in a battery.
Slowly, as with a cancer, the steel
corrodes.”
* Inspection and maintenance are costly.
A thorough medical checkup for a major
bridge can easily reach $150,000. Even
though the federal government is putting
$180 million a year into a special bridge-
replacement program, state and local
governments must finance 25 percent of
the cost.

Congressman Howard has recently
submitted the Surface Transportation
Assistance Act to Congress, which would
enable the federal government to pay %0
percent of the bridge costs. It would also
make funds available, for the first time,
for bridges not part of the federal high-
way system.
+To~avoid a total breakdown in the
transportation system, the country must
address itself to the enormity of the
problem. It will take many years to
replace and rehabilitate the structures
that need it. It will also take money.
“Anything less than $2 billion a year will
mean we are falling further behind the
problem,” says Congressman Howard.

Fertilize ornamental and shade trees ac-
cording to your University of Kentucky
County Extension Agent's recommenda-
tions, This should be done annually, either
in the late fall after the trees are dormant,
or in the carly spring before growth starts.

Deciduous trees and shrubs can be planted
after they lose their leaves, Wait until
spring to plant thin-barked trees such as
Magnolia, Dogwood, Birch, Vitex, Althea
and Buddleia. Support trees with stakes,
wrap trunks and mulch. Ball and burlap the
roots to keep them from drying out if
there is a delay in planting,

Plant spring bulbs according to size, The
smaller ones can be set down 4-6 inches
and the larger ones 6-8 inches. Plant tulip
bulbs toward the end of October or carly
November.

After frost kills the tops of Dahlias and
begonias (both tuberous) and other tender
bulbs, wait 7-10 days, then dig and dry. Do
not divide tuberose, begonizs, dahlias and
cannas untdl next spring.

Cut back red and yellow stem dogwoods,
forsythia, privet,
Anthony Waterer and Vanhouette Spirea
and lilacs,

kerria, climbing roses,

This is your last chance to set out peonics,
iris, day-lilies, but they must be protected
with 2-4 inches of organic mulch.

Water all permanent plantings during
periods of drought, for they will need
abundant molsture as winter approaches,

Roses should be sprayed or dusted as long
as they're in active growth. Although fall
planting of roses is not recommended for
this area, beds may be prepared now for
carly spring. Dig in manure, lcaves, grass
clippings or peat moss, along with chemical
fertilizer and superphosphate, leaving the
soil rough over the winter.

Plant cornflower, larkspur, poppics, cosmos
and calendula—hardy annuals that will
flower next spring. Try sweet william,
pinks, pansies, snapdragons and English
daisies in the coldframe or protected seed-
bed.

Lawns

Fertilize bluegrass and tall fescue lawns in
late October or November.

This is the best month to control broadlcaf
weeds in lawns.

Vegetables
The ‘garden ‘should be planted in rye sfter
vegetables are gone.

Be ready to cover vegetables against the
frost,

Cut sunflower heads and leave them in a
dry, warm place.

Pull out old vegetables, weeds and grasses—
put in compost heap,

Plow or spade garden and apply lime at
this time if the soil test shows a need.

Few garden
duties provide more pleasure than
picking daffodils in the spring for sick
folks at home and elsewhere, but the fall
chore of trying to dig hundreds of bulbs
that need dividing brings a different
tune, though itis a joy to share them with
other flower lovers. The wide variety of
yearly innovations in daffodils is hard on
the pocketbook, with prices as high as
several dollars for a single bulb, in some
cases.

lllegal Deerhunting, Costly

Two Bracken county men who pleaded
guilly to deer poaching charges have
been fined $500 each, given six-month
suspended jail terms, placed on two-year
probation and denied hunting and fishing
privileges for two years

The two could also be made to pay for
the deer they illegally killed and could
also lose all equipment used in their
poaching activities, including a 1976 four-
wheel-drive pickup truck. A hearing will
be held Oct. 31 before District Judge
Robert L. Gallenstein to determine what
equipment will be declared contraband
whether restitution must be made for the
deer. The current value of a white-tailed
deer is §220,

If either is convicted of any fish or
game law violation within the
probationary period, he could be made to
serve the six-month jail sentence.

William H. Smithers, 27, and Buford W.
Smith, 38, were arrested Sept. 30 by
conservalion officers Jerry Hammond,
Joe Wilson and Atlas Lynn when the
officers observed the two men
jacklighting. A nine-point buck was
discovered in the pack of the pickup
truck.

The sentences Smith and Smithers
received were the most severe handed
down so far this year. The 1978 Kentucky
General Assembly ~ increased the
maximum fine for deer poaching to
$1,000, provided for jail terms of up to one
vear and allowed the courts to revoke
hunting privileges for up to three years.
Existing laws allowed the courts to
confiscate any or all equipment, in-
cluding boats or land vehicles, used in
game law violations.

Wildlife officials believe that these
stiffer penalties will serve as effective
deterrents to deer poaching, an illegal
activity which biologists say cuts deeply
into Kentucky's deer population and is
directly responsible for many areas of
the state being closed lo deer hunting.

“With a few more judgements like

this,"" says Fish and Wildlife Department
Commissioner Carl E. Kays, '‘poachers
will begin getting the message that they
are engaged in a serious criminal ac-
tivity with serious legal consequences."”

“The days are long past,’ Kays adds,
*when violating fish and wildlife laws
was viewed as some kind of 'game’
between the poacher and the con-
servation officer, Our men know that
poaching is a major offense and I would
like lo commend Judge Gallenstein and
the many other judges around Kentucky
who are handing down sentences which
can be of positive value in deterring
future poaching."

Agencnes T0 Study
Long-Term Care Plan

The Plan for Long-Term Care, a high
priority of East Kentucky Health
Systems Agency's Governing Board, will
include a study of service needs of the
elderly; the developmentally disabled,
and the chronically mentally ill. The
assessment will be concerned with all
needed services, regardless of delivery
location

The survey will be conducted by
trained volunteers drawn primarily from
the membership of the subarea couneils.
The volunteers will conduct face-lo-face
interviews with clients, complete a client
observation form and conduct telephone
interviews with persons designated as
responsible for the client.

The suggestion for this survey came
from members of subarea councils and
committees and is being coordinated by
subarea planners.

The major objectives of the study are:

(1) to involve the consumers of long
term care services directly in the
planning process;

{2) to provide volunteers involved in
health planning a personal experience
with nursing home residents; and

{3) to develop information regarding
patient flow, patient origin, and patients’
needs and desires for alternate services.

The study is designed lo survey len
percent of the residents in all nursing
homes in EKHSA; Bluegrass will con-
duct a five percent sample. Ten percent
of the patients in each subarea will be
randomly sampled from each level of
care-skilled nursing, intermediate and
personal care.

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Cancer Linked to Heavy Drmkmg

WASHINGTON—About 10 million
adult Americans have drinking problems
and one in five high school students gets
drunk at least once a month, the
Bovernment reported Tuesday

The new report on alcohalism—
prepared for Congress by the Depart-
ment of Health, Educalion and Welfare-
also said heavy drinking is “indisputably
involved’ in causing cancer.

“Excessive consumplion of alcohol
lakes a terrible toll on the health, safety
and happiness of millions of Americans,”
said HEW Secretary Joseph Califanoin a
statement accompanying the report.

The report defined a problem drinker
as one whoimbibes to such an extent that
physical, mental or social functioning is
impaired, while an alcoholic hasa chronic
addiction to drink.

The orange bound, 138-page volume—
the third such HEW report since 1971—
gave such stalistics as:

~About 10 million adult Americans, oF
7 percent, are problem drinkers.

1975

—More than 200,000 deaths each year
may be associated with the misuse of
alecohol, inecluding half the traific
fatalities, half the homicides and one-
third of the suicides.

Findings now conclude that heavy
drinking is connected with cancer as well
as other health problems.

‘Alcohol is indisputably involved in the
causation of cancer and ils consumption
isone of the few lypes of exposure known
to increase the risk of cancer at various
sites in the human body," Califano said
in a release accompanying the report.

“In comparison to the general
population, heavy consumers of alcohol
always show a marked excess of mor-
tality from cancers of the mouth and
pharynx, larynx, esophagus, liver and
fung."

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Young Looks Back
On Years at MSU

“I love history, | love Kentucky and 1
jové this campus," says George T,
Young, 69, associate prolessor of
government and public affairs al
Morehead State Universily

“I've been here 46 years and it's
become my home,” Young added. “'I
can’'t imagine living anywhere else.”

Young came o MSU as an instructor of
social studies at the Robert J
Breckinridge Training School in 1932 and
has served the University longer than
any other person still employed.

Looking much younger than his age,
Young is still very aclive in campus life
and teaches his political science and
Kentucky history classes wilth en-
thusiasm that younger men would énvy.

‘““He knows more about Kentucky and
Kentucky history than any person I
know,” says Dr. Edmund Hicks,
professor of history at M5SU.

A native Kentuckian, Young was born
and raised in neighboring Owingsville
After graduation from high school in
1927. he entered Centre College in
Danville. "'l have many fond memories
of Danville and my college days there,”
says Young. "It was right before the
depression hit and times were hard. I
earned expense money playving piano for
silent movies at the Stout Theatre for two
dollars a day.”

He continued

“My piano playing was responsible for
my friendship wilh A.B, ‘‘Happy"'
Chandler. He was coaching at Centre,
liked music and had a wonderful tenor
voice, So we got together and tried to get
free lunches singing and playing at hotel
functions."

When Chandler was elected governor
in 1935, he invited Young and “The King's
Jesters," MSU's first stage band to play
at the inaugural ball.

Young's love of music led to the
organization of the Minstrel Club in 1934,
It continued under his supervision for 29
years. “‘I've always enjoyed music,” he
says. "'l never had any formal training,
but I learned to read music before I could
read words. My mother, a student of the
Cincinnati Conservatory of Music, was a
fine piano teacher.”

Young's involvement with music took
on an added dimension when he enlisted
in the "'Old Army Force'" during World
War II in 1942,

“I was in special services with a lot of
other musicians and enterlainers as a
morale building group,” he said. “We
became known as the ''Bowman
Barricades,'' because we entertained the
soldiers in hangers at Bowman Field,
Kentucky.

He was also a member of “*All Clear,"
a group of soldiers who traveled to dif-
ferent cities entertaining troops. '‘One of
my most memorable days,” adds Young,
“was when I played in the band in
Eisenhower's Victory Day parade in
Kansas City. We marched for three
miles, then listened to Presidenl
Truman's address."

Young returned to teaching in 1945. In
addition to teaching, he supervised more
than 700 student teachers during his
years at Breckinridge Training School in
Morehead.

Dr. Don Flatt, head of the department
of history at MSU says, ““Young was my
supervising instructor at Breck. He was
great. I credit him with giving me more
of a realistic view of what teaching was
really like than most instructors could
have. Since he’s been at MSU he has had
tremendous appeal with the students. His
classes are full.”

Young joined the MSU faculty in 1965
which he calls “‘the biggest event of my
life.”

In addition to his regular academic
responsibilities, Young also directs the
Kentucky Historical Tour, a special
weekend class which tours the various
historical sites in the state.

Six presidents have come and gone al
MSU since Young first joined the faculty,
and he says he has seen the “‘University
grow in size and stature with each one.”

MSU President Morris L. Norfleet calls
Young ‘“‘a valuable member of the
University community. From his many
years of service al Universily
Breckinridge School to his work on the
faculty of the School of Social Sciences,
we have grown to appreciate this
remarkable man and his love of history
and government and his dedication to
teaching.”

Congressman Perkins is the major
sponsor of this type of legislation, highly
important in this area, and he said,
“Thousands and thousands of students,
from the elementary through the college
levels, are going to find their education
efforts helped, because of several bills
we were able to pass just as the Congress
wound up.”

He also said that the extension of the
Older Americans Act for three additional
vears ensures that programs such as the
nutrition program, which helps provide
meals for those who cannot prepare their
own, or who need the company of other
people, will continue.

“We also found out during tioods of
April, 1977 that many older people
needed special help in disasters, and this
legislation will provide it,” he said.

*I am just touching on a very few of the
high points in some of the legislation we
passed, but the people of Kentucky will
want to know that in addition to the tax
reduction for working people, we
eliminated a lot of the paperwork—from
education programs, we made it easier
for children in working families to get
college educations or advanced
voeational training, and we improved the
legislation on the school lunch program,"
Congressman Perkins said,

“There was a torrent of bills coming
through in the final days, so [ am very
glad that other important legislation—
such as the improvements in the black
lung law—got through early,' he said.

Perkins led the fight for the black lung
law improvements. Also enacted was the
housing bill, but Perkins said he wanted
more done for public facilities such as
water and sewer systems.

“And we passed a highway program
extension with a big increase for bridge
replacement, which is very necessary,
because many bridges are getting worn
out,"" the Congressman said.

Holders of credit cards, beware of  for several weeks or months.

companies offering “protection” that is
already provided under the law! You
may receive or see an advertisement
concerning ‘‘insurance’’ for the loss of
your eredit cards. Al first glance, it does
not sound like a bad idea. Most of us have
insurance if our cars are stolen, if our
homes are burglarized, so why not if our
eredil cards are stolen or lost?

If you know and exercise your rights
and responsibilities under the law, Lhere
is no need to be “insured’” against your
credit cards being stolen or lost. Under
section 226.13 (by (e) () (h) of
Regulation Z of the Truth-in-Lending Act,
a bank cannot hold a cardholder
responsible for unauthorized use of the
card once the card-holder has notified the
card-issuer of the loss.

Do not ASSUME that simply because
you have reported the theff o police your
responsibility is complete. The card-
holder should notify the bank IM-
MEDIATELY of any loss. This noti-
fication can either be in written form
tas provided by the bank) or by

telephone, radiogram, telegram,
cablegram or other written com-
munication,

The banker does have a right to hold
the cardholder liable for up to $50 for
unauthorized use if:

1) The unauthorized use occurs
BEFORE the bank has been notified by
the cardholder;

2) The bank has given the cardholder
adequate notice of his or her potential
liability within two years preceding
unauthorized use, and

3) The bank has given the cardholder a
self addressed prestamped notification to
be mailed by the cardholder in the event
of loss.

If a bank tries lo enforce liability for
unauthorized use of a credit card, then it
(the bank) must prove that it has com-
plied with all of the above conditions.

Before you buy insurance to protect
vourself from theft or loss consider the
protection that the law already provides,
and ALWAYS report the loss to the
company or bank that issued the card. If
you rarely use the card, and you leave it
“tucked away'' at home, check your

New Food Stamp Regulatlons
To Be Effective, January 1

New food stamp regulations, marking
the first major overhaul in the program’s
history, have been unveiled and will take
effect by January 1,

The regulations, which implement the
Food Stamp Act of 1977, are aimed al
eliminating those who should not be
receiving food stamps, while assuring
that we do get food stamps to those in
need. David B. Alspoch, regional director
of the USDA Food and Nutrition Service,
said the changes tighten administration
of the program and redirecls benefits to
needier people.

The most significant (hdnge included
in the regulations, is the elimination of
the purchase price of food stamps.
Recipients now pay for Lheir stamps—the
amount depending upon the family’s net
income—and receive bonus stamps.
Under the new regulations, the family
will receive the bonus stamps and not be
required to pay any of its own money.

Alspach gave as an example a family
now paying $60 for $100 in food stamps—a
$40 benefit—will instead simply receive
the $40 in stamps. No cash payment will
be required.

He estimated that several million low-
income people who currently cannol
afford to buy food stamps will now be
able to receive nutritional assistance
through the food stamp program when
this change becomes effective. In his
opinion, most of those who will enter the
program when the qurchase requirement
is ended will be the elderly poor and the
working poor,

Alspach quoted Bergland as saying
that all states will eliminate the purchase
requirement by January 1.

Under the new regulations the
program will be substantially tightened,
he added. This is expected to eliminate
over a million current recipients—those
with highest incomes—by lowering the
program’s income limits and ending the
use of most itemized deductions in the
program.

“These changes are important,"” he
said, ‘‘because they will make it im-
possible for middle income people to
claim enough deductions to qualify for
food stamps.

The new regulations make it difficult
for families owning luxury cars to par-
ticipate on the program. It also
eliminates some students and require
most students remaining eligible to
register for work or leave the program.

There are also procedures to bar
persons found to have commilted fraud
from receiving any food stamps for
periods of three to 27 months,

. These provisions must be in effect by
arch 1, 1979.

Other changes in the new regulations
¢lude more flexible certification

‘procedures for elderly and handicapped

people. These persons will be in-
terviewed through home visits or by
telephone if they are unable to come to
the food stamp offices,

In addition, the changes in the
deduction structure will result in several
million persons receiving increases in
benefits, while several million others will
receive decreases in benefits. In general,
the poorest households will receive

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AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR
PERMITS FOR PLACES OF EN-
TERTAINMENT OPERATING WITHIN
THE CITY LIMITS OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY

WHEREAS, the City of Prestonsburg
has no ordinance providing for issuance
of permit, supervision or control of
places of entertainment within the cily
limits, and,

WHEREAS, it being the opinion of the
counsel the city's best interest demand
the same,

NOW THEREFORE, the City Council
of the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, do
ordain as follows:

SECTION 1. As used in this ordinance,
place of enlertainment, means a
roadhouse place offering intoxicating or
nonintoxicating drinks for sale, tourist
camp or place of public entertainment at
which people assemble to eat, drink,
dance, bathe, or engage in any game or
amusement. However, this shall not
apply or mean a private home at which
bona fide guests are entertained, drive-in
thealers, places of business conducted
only as filling stations for motor vehicles
or grocery stores, nor (ransient or
temporary entertainment such as cir
cuses, carnivals or county fairs.

SECTION II. No place of en-
tertainment shall be operated inside the

corporate limits of the city unless its

owner or manager has a permit, issued to
him by the city, granting him the
priviledge to operate the place of en-
tertainment.

SECTION III. No permit shall be
issued to a person who is nol of good
moral character and who will not obey
the laws of the state to carry on the
business or who, within two years prior to
the date of the filing of the application,
has been convicted in Kentucky of
maintaining a public nuisance.

SECTION IV. Any person who desires
a permit to operate a place of en-
tertainment inside the corporate limits of
thecity, shall file an application with the
City Clerk. Application of entertainment
shall state the exact location of the
proposed place of entertainment and the
occupation of the owner or manager of
the proposed place of entertainment for
five years immediately preceeding the
date in which the application was filed.

SECTION V. At the time the ap-
plication is made, the applicant shall
make a deposit of Fifty Dollars ($50.00)
with the City Clerk, which shall be used
by the clerk to defray the costs of notices
required by this ordinance to be
published in a newspaper, to the clerk's
cost for the docketing of the application
on the city order book, and for handling
and recording of any such orders or other
notices that may be required.

SECTION VI. When the application is
filed with the City Clerk, it shall be
docketed upon the docket book of the city
and a notice that the application has been
filed shall be published in the newspaper
with the largest circulation in the county
pursuant to KRS Chaper 424,

SECTION VII. The city police chief or
his designated assistant, after an ap-
plication has been filed, shall investigate
the applicant and file with the City, a
written report setting forth the facts
revealed by his investigation, recom-
mending the approval or denial of the
permit, and setting forth his reasons for
the recommendation. The report shall be
filed with the city clerk within 30 days
after the application is filed.

SECTION VIII. On the first regular
meeting date after the expiration of 30
days from the date in which the ap-
plication was filed, the City Council may
hear evidence in support of or in op-
position to the granting of the permit,
Any person desiring to oppose the per-
mit, shall have filed in writing
allegations that show cause as to why the
application should not be granted. The
City Council shall then act upon the
application, in public meeting, with
majority opinion for denial being
necessary to effectuate the same. Unless
a majority can be obtained, then said
permit shall be granted.

SECTION IX. The City Council shall,
by order entered upon its ordinance book,
fix reasonable hours of operation for
places of entertainment throughout the
city.

SECTION X. No person that has been
granted a permit shall allow:

(1) Drunken, disorderly or boisterous
persons, or persons of lewd or lascivious
reputation to congregate in or about the
premises;

(2) People to congregate there for
immoral or unlawful purposes;

(3) The premises to be used for the use,
consumption, transfer, sale or any other
illegal activity in regard to distribution
or use of alcholic beverages and-or
controlled substances (i.e.,, drugs) as
outlined in the Kentucky Revised
Statutes, county orders and city or-
dinances.

SECTION XI. Upon the conviction of
the owner or manager of the place of
entertainment for the violations of any of
the provisions of this ordinance:

(2) The judgment of the Court shall
provide for the forfeiture of the permit;

(2) A copy of that judgment shall be
certified by the cily clerk and entered in
the ordinance book of the City of
Prestonsburg ;

(3) The permit then shall be im-
mediately cancelled and voided,

SECTION XII1. The conviction of
owner or manager of the place of en-
tertainment for violation of the alcoholic
beverage control laws or controlled
substances laws may be an additional
ground for revocation and forfeiture of
the place of entertainment permit by the
city whenever said convietion may
result,

SECTION XII1. The sheriff of Floyd
County, deputy sheriffs of Floyd County,
state police, county patrolmen, and city
patrolmen for this city, shall be
authorized and ordered Lo visit places of
entertainment regularly. Upon their
observing any violation of this ordinance,
by the owner or manager, or patrons

therein, they shall make arrests withoul
warranls for violations committed in
their presence.

Further, any owner or manager who
makes an application for places of en-
lertainment permits thereby expressly
grants unto the aforenamed officials the
authority and permission to come upon
the premises for inspection.

The committee also plans to schedule
hearings at the area development district
level to take place before the end of the
year. The meetings will be designed by
the Bureau of Corrections to hear local
input on the implementation of the
district jail system.

Doug Sapp, executive assistant o
Commissioner David Bland of the
Bureau of Corrections, told the com-
mittee that building and renovation of
jails in many parts of the state has
stopped, pending the committee’s finding
on the county's responsibilities. Sapp
said that “'money is the basic issue for
the counties. Due to inflation and con-
struction costs, many county govern-
ments are hard pressed to come up with
the money,"

Sapp said that more than half of the
jails in the state are substandard.

Lloyd Berry, president of the Kentucky
Jailers Association, said the major
deficiencies in those jails are fire safety,
wiring, and mattresses. Health and
sanitation, compliance with federal
standards, proper detention of juveniles
and mental patients are also major
problems in the existing jails, he added.

*“Kentucky has one of the best jail
systems,”" Berry said, ‘‘but the poorest
facilities.™

Sapp said that 30 to 150 city jails have
been completed since jail consultants
with the Bureau of Corrections began
assisting communities in building or
renovating jails in 1971.

According to Commissioner Bland, the
distriet jail system would consist of 34 to
36 regional jails that would serve several
counties. Counties surrounding the
county where the district jail is located
would be able to determine their need for
maintaining local jails for sheort-term
lock up. Location of the district jail would
depend on the population centers of the
county groups.

According to Bland, 12 to 15 jails could
be used in the system immediately and
up to nine cquld be brought up to
minimum standards in a short time,

The remaining 30 jails would best be
financed on a lease agreement between
the state and county with the potential for
a long-term repayment basis, Bland said.
He emphasized that the county in-
vestment is important to keep the system
a state and local responsibility,

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO THE
COUNTY OF FLOYD, COM-
MONWEALTH OF KENTUCKY,
PROVIDING FOR THE CON-
STRUCTION, OPERATION,
REGULATION AND CONTROL OF
CABLE TELEVISION SYSTEMS
WITHIN ITS TERRITORIAL LIMITS

1. SHORT TITLE. This Ordinance
shall be known and may be cited as the
“Floyd County Cable Television Or-
dinance.”

2. DEFINITIONS. For the purposes of
this Ordinance, the following terms,
phrases and their derivations shall have
the meaning given herein, uniess the
context clearly indicates that another
meaning is intended. When not in-
consistent with the context, words used in
the present tense include the future,
words in the plural include the singular
number, and words in the singular
number include the plural number, The
word ‘‘shall” is always mandatory and
not merely directory.

(a) “‘Agency’' means the person,
department, or agency designated by the
Franchise Authority, by resolution, to act
for it in administrative matters relating
to cable television.

(b) ‘‘Cable Television System’ or
‘“CATV system" is any facility that in
whole or in part, receives directly, or
indirectly, over the air, and amplifies or
otherwise modifies the signals trans-
mitting programs broadcast by one or
more television or radio stations and
distributes such signals by wire or cable
to subscribing members of the public
who pay for such service.

(e) *“Channel’' is a band of frequencies
6 megahertz wide in the electromagnetic
spectrum capable of carrying either one
audio-visual television signal and a few
non-video signals or a large number of
non-video singals.

(d) ‘‘Federal Communications
Commission"', or “FCC" is the present
federal agency of that name as con-
stituted by the Communications Act of
1934, or any successor agency created by
the United States Congress.

(e) “Franchise'" is an authorization
granted by the Franchise Authority
which ‘permits the construction,
operation and maintenance of a cable
television system within the Franchise
Area under the terms of this Ordinance.

(f) *“‘Franchise Area'' means that
portion of the Franchise Entity for which
a franchise is granted under the
authority of ‘this Oridnance. The Fran-
chise Area may or may not be coter-
minous with the Franchise Entity,

{g) “Franchise Authority” is the
governing body of the Franchise Entity,
the Floyd Fiscal Court.

th) *Franchise Entity’ is the County
of Floyd, Commonwealth of Kentucky, as
presently constituted and including any
area henceforth added thereto during the
terms of any franchise granted
hereunder.

(i) “Grantee’ is a holder of a cable
television franchise issued by the
Franchise Entity. ,

(j) “*Gross Revenues’’ means revenues
derived directly or indirectly by a
grantee from both regular subscriber
service.

(k) ‘'Gross Subscriber Revenues'
means those revenues derived directly or
indirectly by a grantee from the sup-
plying of regular subscriber service; that
is, the installation fees, disconnect and
reconnect fees, and fees for regular cable
benefits including the transmission of
broadeast signals and access and
origination channels if utilized. It does
not include revenues derived from
auxiliary services or from any taxes
whether or not passed on to users, per
program or per channel chargers, leased
channel revenues advertising revenues,
or any other income derived from the
system. C

(1) “Major Stockholder'" is a beneficial
owner, directly or indirectly, of 10 per
cent or more of the issued and out-
standing voting stock of any corporation.

(m) “‘Persons'' are any people, firms,
corporations, associations, or other
legally recognized entities.

(n) “Public Street™ is the surface of
and the space above and below any
public street, avenue, highway,
boulevard, concourse, driveway, bridge,
tunnel, park, parkway, waterway, dock,
bulkhead, wharf, pier, alley, right-of-
way, public utility easement, and any
other public ground or water within or
belonging to the Franchise Entity.

(0). “Regular Subscriber Service' is
that service regularly provided to all
subscribers. It includes all broadcast
signal carriage, FCC-required access
channel carriage including origination
programming. It does not include
specialized programming for which a
per-program. or per-channel charge is
made.

(p) “Subscriber’” means any person
receiving regular subscriber service.

3. FRANCHISE TO OPERATE
NECESSARY. It shall be unlawful to
commence or engage in the construction,
operation or maintenance of a ecable
television system without a franchise
issued under this Ordinance.

4. TERM OF FRANCHISE.

(@) Any franchise granted by the
Franchise Authority shall be for a term
of fifteen (15) years following the date
such franchise is accepted by the
Brantee.

(b) The Franchise Authority may
terminate any franchise in the event
Grantee shall refuse, or neglect to
comply with any material requirement
orlimitation contained in this Ordinance,

(e) If the Franchise Authority is not
satisfied that compliance has been

achieved, or that good faith progress is
being made toward compliance, it shall
schedule a public hearing to determine
whether the Franchise should be revoke.

5. LIMITATIONS OF FRANCHISE.

(a) Unless an exclusive franchise shall
be expressly granted, any franchise
granted under this Ordinance shall be
non-exclusive,

(b) A grantee shall, at all times during
the life of its franchise, be subject to the
lawful exercise of the Franchise Enlity's
police power and such reasonable
regulations as the Franchise Authority
may subsequently promulgate there-
under,

(¢) A franchise shall be a privilege
which is personal to the original grantee,
It shall not be sold, transferred, leased,
assigned, or disposed of, in whole or in
part, either by sale, merger, con-
solidation or other without prior consent
of the Franchise Authority expressed by
resolution,

(d) Consent of the Franchise Authority
shall not be arbitrarily refused,

6. LIABILITY AND INDEMN-
IFICATION.

(a) The grantee shall maintain,
throughout the term of the franchise,
liability insurance insuring the Fran-
chise Entity and the grantee with regard
to all damages caused by grantee or its
agent in the minimum amounts set out in
the Ordinance.

7. TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS -
CHANNEL CAPACITY. The CATV
system to be constructed by grantee shall
be installed, maintained and operated at
all time in full compliance with the
technical and charnel capacity stan-
dards of the Federal Communications
Commission. The results of annual
performance tests conducted in ac-
cordance with Sec. 76.601 (¢), FCC Rules
(or such other sections of the Rules as
shall incorporate its substance) shall be
retained for at least five (5) years and
available for inspection by the Fran-
chising Entity.

All cable systems shall be given sixty
(60) days to bring their system into full
compliance from the date a said system
is granted a franchise. Further said
system shall provide a minimum of one
NBC, CBS and ABC network, and a KY
station, if available. A Performance
Bond of $5000.00 shall be required,

8. SAFETY REQUIREMENTS. A
grantee shall, at all times:

(a) Install and maintain its wires,
cables, fixtures, and any and all other
equipment in accordance with the
requirements of the National Electric
Safety Code.

(b) Keep and maintain in a safe,
suitable, substantial condition, and in
good order and repair, all structures,
lines, equipment, and connections in,
over, under, and upon the streets,
sidewalks, alleys, and public ways or
places of the Franchise Entity.

8. SERVICE STANDARDS -
BUSINESS OFFICE - RESOLUTION OF
COMPLAINTS. Throughout the life of its
franchise, a grantee shall:

(a) Maintain all parts of its system in
good condition and in accordance with
standards generally observed by the
cable television industry.

(b) Maintain a conveniently-located
business office and service center to
which subscribers may telephone. This
subsection shall be deemed to have been
satisfied by providing a phone number
where subscribers may call during
normal business hours.

(c) Dispatch personnel to investigate
all service complaints and equipment
malfunctions and strive to resolve such
complaints as promptly as possible.

(d) Maintain a complete list of all
complaints received and the measures
taken to resolve them in form to be ap-
proved by Agency.

(e) Responsibility for the ad-
ministration of any franchise granted
hereunder and for the resolution of all
complaints against a grantee regarding
the quality of service, equipment
malfunctions, and similar matters, is
hereby delegated to the Agency wheih is
empowered, among other things, to
adjust, settle, or compromise any con-
troversy arising from operations of the
grantee either on behalf of the Franchise
Entity, the grantee, or any subscribers,
in accordance with the best interest of
the public. A public hearing shall be
afforded for all concerned with an op-
portunity to be heard. Provided that any
person aggrieved by a decision of the
Agency may appeal the matter to the
Franchise Authority for hearing. and
determination. No adjustment, set-
tlement, or compromise, whether in-
stituted by the Agency or by the Fran-
chise Authority shall be contrary to the
provisions of this ordinance or of the
franchise agreement.

10. CONSTRUCTION. A grantee shall
extend the installation of cables, and file
a map at the close of each calendar year,
showing the exact areas of the Franchise
Enlity being served by the cable
television system.

{a) Failure on the part of a grantee to
commence and diligently pursue each of
the foregoing requirements and to
complete each of the matters set forth
herein, shall be grounds for termination,
Provided, However, that the Franchise
Authority may in its discretion extend
the time for the commencement and
completion of construction and in-
stallation for additional periods in the
event the grantee, acling in good faith,
experience delays by reasons of cir-
cumstances beyond its control.

11. INDEMNITY BOND. Concurrently
with the acceptance of its franchise, a
grantee shall file with the Agency a bond
with an acceptable surety in the amount
of $5000.00, to indemnify the Franchise
Entity against any losses it may suffer in
the event the grantee fails to comply with
one or more of the provisions of its
franchise,

12. FRANCHISE PAYMENTS. Any
person awarded a franchise under this
Ordinance shall pay to the Franchise
Entity, each year during the life of the
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franchise, a franchise fee in the amount
of three (3) percent of its annual Gross
Subscriber Revenues excluding in-
stallation and service charges, derived
from its operation of the franchise cable
television system within the Franchise
Area limits. The amount of any ap-
plication fee shall be a credil against the
first years franchise fee,

A grantee shall file with the Agency,
within ninety (90) days after the ex-
piration of any calendar year or portion
thereof during which ils franchise is in
force, a financial statement.

13. RATES CHARGED TO SUB-
SCRIBERS, Any franchise issued
hereunder shall set forth the initial rates
which grantee may charge its sub-
seribers upon commencing service.
Thereafter, these rateés shall be changed
when appropriate in accordance with the
provisions of this section.

Any rate established shall be
reasonable, just, and fair to the public,
and shall provide the grantee a return
upon its investmenl reasonable sufficient
to: (a) assure confidence in grantee's
finanecial soundness; (b) support its
credit and attract necessary capital
under efficient &dnd economical
management; (c¢) provide a return to
equity owners commensurate with
current returns on investments in other
enterprises having corresponding risks.

No rate established shall afford may
undue preference or advantage among
subscribers.

Changes in established rates shall be
made upon authorization of the Fran-
chise Agency. Should grantee desire to
change any rate or rates, it shall file a
petition with the Franchise Agency at
least ninety five (95) days prior to the
proposed date of change.

Upon receipt of a petition for rate
charge, the Franchise Agency shall
schedule and publish netice of a public
hearing on the matter to be held within
sixty (60) days from date of receipt of
petition, At the public hearing, all in-
terested parties shall be heard. Evidence
shall be taken and received on all of the
elements necessary to be considered in
the determining the reasonableness of
the proposed rates. Thereafter, the
Franchise Agency shall decide the
malter by a majority vote and render a
written decision approving, disapproving
or modifying the proposed rate changes,
The decision shall set forth complete
findings of fact and conclusions regar-
ding all of the basic elements considered
in determining the rates, as set forth
above.

Grantee, by written request within 10
days of any decision, or the Franchise
Authority on its own motion, shall review
any action of the Franchise Agency
relating to rates, service, or actions
existing franchises. Said Authority shall
consider all evidence and findings of the
Franchise Agency, and may, al its
discretion adopt the Franchise Agen-
cys’ findings, remand said matter for
additional facts, findings and recon-
sideration, or receive additional
evidence. Said Franchise Authority may
then modify or accept the Franchise
Agency'’s actions, and said actions shall
be final, subject to legal review.

Should the Franchise Agency desire to
review rates, or the Franchise Aughority
so Order the Franchise Agency, the
Franchise Agency shall schedule a public
hearing for that purpose at which
grantee and members of the public shall
be heard. Any decision by the Franchise
Agency to change rates after such
hearing shall be rendered in writing and
state the reasons therefor,

14. AMENDMENT OF ORDINANCE
AND FRANCHISES. The Franchise
Authority shall amend this Ordinance,
and any franchise issued hereunder,
upon its own motion or the application of
a grantee whenever amendment
necessary to enable a grantee to utilize
new developments in television or radio
signal transmission which would im-
prove and update cable television service
in the Franchise Area.

15. APPLICATION PROCEDURES,
This Ordinance itself grants no authority
to operate a cable television system to
any person. Such grants are only made
by the adoption of a separate ordinance
awarding a specific [ranchise to an
applicant who has complied with the
provisions of this Ordinance,

(a) Any person interested in obtaining
a franchise to operate a cable television
system in the Franchise Area shall
submit a written application to the
Franchise Authority together with non-
refundable application fee of $200.00
which shall contain the following in-
formation:

(1) The Service Area in which Fran-
chise is, the name, address and form of
business of the application, If the ap-
plicant is a corporation, it shall also state
the names, addresses and occupations of
its officers, directors, and major
stockholders, and the names and ad-
dresses of any parent or subsidiary
companies. If applicant is a corporation
controlled by another corporation, the
names, addresses and occupations of the
officers, directors and major
stockholders of the controlling cor-
poration shall also be stated. If the ap-
plicant is a partnership or other unin-
corporated association, the name and
address of each member, whether active
or inactive, shall be set forth, and if one
or more partners are corporations, the
names, addresses and occupations of
such corporations, the names, addresses
and occupations of such corporation’s
officers, directors and major
stockholders shall also be stated,

(2) A list of all other cable television
systems, if any, in which the applicant
(or any partner or major stockholder of
applicant) has a substantial interest,
stating the location, approximate
number of homes served, and the riame
and address of the local franchising
body, :

(3) A thorough description of the
proposed cable television system to be
installed and operated or of an existing
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operation, the manner in which the
applicanl proposes to construet, install,
mainlain and operate the same; and the
extent and manner in which existing or
future poles or other facilities of public
utility companies will be used in the
proposed system, together with a map or
maps delineating proposed service areas
of the applicant proposes to serve less
than the entire Franchise Entity.

(4) A schedule of proposed rates and
charges to all classes of subscribers for
both installation and monthly services,
and a copy of the proposed service
agreement between the applicant and its
proposed subscribers, if available,

(5) A statemenl setting forth all
agreemenls and understandings,
whether written, oral, or implied, bet-
ween the applicant and any other person
with respect to the proposed franchise or
the proposed cable television operation.
If a franchise should be granted to a
person posing as a fronl or represen-
tative of another undisclosed person,
such franchise shall be deemed void ab
initic and of no force and effect what-
soever.

(6) An estimate of the cost of con-
structing the applicant’s proposed
system and a financial statement
prepared in form satisfactory lo the
Franchise Authority showing Applicant’s
financial status and its financial ability
to meet these proposed costs.

(7) A sworn statement acknowledging
the applicant's familiarity with and
eligibility under the provisions of this
Ordinance and the Rules of the FCC and
its intention to abide by the same.

(8) Any such supplementary in-
formation as the Franchise Authority
shall at any time demand in order to
reasonable determine whether the
requested franchise should be granted.

(b) No application for a franchise shall
be accepted by the Franchise Authority
until it has published its intentions to
award such a franchise or franchises and
solicited the filing of applications.

(¢) The Franchise Authority shall then,
specify a date, not less than fifteen (15)
days nor more than forty-five (45) days
following the expiration of the filing
peried, upon which all bona fide ap-
plicants (those paying the prescribed fee,
filing complete applications and
responding to all proper inquires) shall
participate in a public hearing before the
Agency; and specify a public place
where interested parties may inspect all
such bona fide applications.

(d) The Franchise Authority decision
on all applications shall be final and
conclusive,

15. THE AGENCY. The Agency herein
is the “CATV OFFICE OF THE FLOYD
COUNTY FISCAL COURT"” and is
hereby created. The CATV Office shall
perform all duties and responsibilities
delegated to the ‘‘agency’’ in this or in
any future Ordinance relating to the
construction, operation, regulation and
cantrol of cable television systems within
the territorial limits of the Franchising
Authority.

The Agency shall consist of five
members, one position to be filled for
each magistorial Distriect by ap-
pointment of said magistrate for their
respective district. The fifth member
shall be appointed by the County Judge
Executive, to serve as chairman. All
members shall be voting members and
serve for a term of one year.

Salaries shall be for duties performed
and set by the Franchising Authority.

16. RENEWAL PROCEDURES. A
franchise may be renewed by the
Franchise Authority for a period of up to
fifteen (15) years upon the written
request which shall be filed at least six
(6) but not more than eighteen (18)
months prior to the expriation of the
franchise. Upon receipt of a request for a
renewal of a franchise, the Franchise
Authority shall schedule a public hearing
on the matter, giving at least thirty (30)
days’ notice of such hearing and any
franchise modifications proposed by
either the grantee or the Franchise
Authority.

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; The Husband of an Alc_b_l_zol-t;c-

For better or worse, the hushand of an
alcoholic wife lives in a world which has
little sympathy for him. As one person
described it, “'the husband of an alcoholie
lives with double standards, social
stigma and isolation."

That person could be considered an
authority on the subject, since he is the
husband of a now-recovered alcoholie
wife,

According to Sam (not his real name},
"I discovered quickly that some thingsin
this world are not equal. I discovered
that if a woman left her husband because
he was drunk, it was because HE
deserved it. But, if 1 even thought about
leaving my wife, who was a drunk, 1 was
by those same people's words,
DESERTING her." Sam added, ““In the
long haul, that may have saved our
marriage, but it (the double standard)
ain’t equal.”

Sam's case is not unique. There are
growing numbers of women with aleohol
related problems, and many of these
women are wives and mothers. In Sam's
case, she was homemaker when sober
and “‘hell for certain when she was
drunk, which was most of the time,"

Sam is a parl-time farmer in a small
South-Central Kentucky lown, Five
nights a week, he works for a
manufacturing plant in a near-by city. It
was during his evenings away from home
that his wife did most of her drinking;

“At first, 1 was so disgusted by her
being drunk, that I would get mad and
pour the booze down the drain. She'd get
mad and scream and ery and wake up the
next morning, hollering for help when
she got sick," Sam said. “For a long lime
I didn't say nothing about it to anybody
because I was so ashamed of her, and 1
honestly believed I started the whole
mess myself.”

Sam's shame and guilt are common
problems for those who must deal with
alcoholism in their immediate families.
According to Wendy Quammen, a board
member of the Kentucky Alcoholism
Couneil, “*Guilt and shame are two things
that seem to come along with the disease;
as far as the family is concerned.
However, shame is particularly acute
among the husbands of alcoholic women.
For some reason they feel like they have
to hide the problem more than anyone
else. It is very difficult for them to seek
help."

In Sam's instance, it was a near-
tragedy which led him to seek help. *I
came home from work one night, it was
about 11:30. I smelled something burning
when I came in the door, and saw a lot of
smoke,” Sam continued, “‘I ran upstairs
where I saw the smoke coming from, and
found the baby’s bed on fire and my wife

passed out on the floor, drunk. *‘I put the:

fire out and went looking for the baby. |
found him in our room asleep on the floor.

Howxthat one-year-old got in there, -I'lb

never know, because he wasn'l walking
and sure couldn't crawl out of bed
himself."

Sam added,” The best I can figure is
she (his wife) put him to bed while she
was smoking and some ashes caught the
bed on fire. Then she must of smelled the
smoke just before I got there, gone in
after him and took him in the
bedroom...and gone back to his room to
put the fire out when she passed out. The
thing is, she don't remember any of it."

After that incident, Sam called his
minister to find out if he could help. Sam
says, ‘‘He kind of put more than the fear
of God in her, and conviced me that she
wasn't the only one with a problem.”
Sam said, ‘‘He (the minister) told her
that her drinking was more than the
devils work, but it was her work, too, And
he told me that supporting her was more
than getting meat on the table."” “He
didn't spare no words on us either,” Sam
added.

“At first, neither of us wanted to go
anywhere for help. But the preacher said
our problem was more than he could
handle without some kind of special
training. So he told us to gel lo some
counseling place in town. I didn’t want to
go to nobody in town, and she didn't want
to stop drinking—and didn't for awhile.
But eventually she got drunk again and
had to go to the SID (Situation Iden-
tification and Disposition). They got her
straightened out and sobered up, and
then told her about the same thing that
the preacher did. While she was there,
she got help from AA (Alcoholics
Anonymous), That was when she started
coming around and the rest is kind of
history."”

Sam's case is unusual in one sense.
After the near-tragedy there was only a
short period before treatment was
started. In many instances, it takes years
before the family of an alcoholic will seek
help. But in families where it is the
mother or wife who is the alcoholic, it
takes longer Lo seek that help.

According to Ray Daugherty,
executive director of the Kentucky
Alcoholism Council, “the thing that

keeps many people away from early
treatment is a denial of the problem. In
the case of the woman aleohelic, and 1o a
certain extent the male alcoholic, the
family will go to great lenglhs to deny the
existence of the problem. Then after they
recognize it, it takes another long period
of time for the alcoholic to become aware
enough about the problem to do anything
about it."

Another preson who believes that
husbands are more likely to hide the
problem is Wendy Quammen, "Il seems
that having an alcoholic spouse is just
plain embarrassing to a man, Much more
so than a woman, As a maltter of fact, I
think that is what is the main difference
between the two non-alcoholic spouses
groups. Men will go to great lengths lo
deny the problem exists, and will almost
stop at nothing to hide it. Women, on the
other hand, do go through a denial
process, but won'l or can't keep il hidden
so long.”’

In the case of Sam, the near-miss with
the fire scared him into reality and
ultimately forced him and his wife to
seek a solution to the problem. Yet, as
Ray Daugherty says, ‘““There are still
many, many alcoholic wives out there
who are hidden from help. And, worse
than that, there are many lragedies
waiting to happen before they will get
that help."”

The first cool days of autumn mark the
beginning of a “'season" that none of us
like to see—the deer poaching season,

Although illegal hunting is a year-
round problem, poaching seems lo in-
crease with the coming of fall. Because
poachers work al night in isolated rural
areas, most of us don't realize how
widespread or serious the problem is,

It’s hard to gauge exactly how many
deer are taken annually by poachers but
wildlife biologists with the Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources estimate that at least as many
deer are killed illegally as are taken by
hunters during the legal seasons.

In other words, for every deer the
legal, licensed hunter takes, another deer
i5 stolen by poachers. And ‘‘stolen’ is
the proper word, because the poacher
seldom bothers to buy a license or a deer
permit. So each illegal deer is actually
money out of the pocket of the hunter who
has paid his fees to hunt.

The poacher makes an even bigger
dent in deer populations than is indicated
by just the number of deer taken
illegally. While legal hunters are limited
to bucks only in most areas of the state,
the poacher shoots any deer—buck, doe
or fawn—that has the misfortune to fall
within the beam of his spotlight.

it is this indiscriminate, year-round
shooting, especially of does, which keeps
deer numbers depressed in many areas
of Kentucky, according to wildlife
biologists. Several counties are currently
closed to deer hunting because poachers
take so many deer that a iegal harvest
cannot be allowed.

Fish and wildlife conservation officers
do all they can to combat poaching, but
with only one officer per county it's a
difficult and often frustrating job. And
many officers have had the dishear-
tening experience of spending several
sleepless nights to calch a poacher only
to have the case filed away or a
minimum fine imposed.

Things are looking better this year,
however. The 1978 General Assembly
passed a law increasing the fine for
illegally taking a deer from $300 up to
$1,000. Convicted poachers can also be
imprisoned from 30 days to one year, can
lose hunting privileges for from one to
three years and can be forced to pay for
the deer taken. The courts can also
confiscate all equipment used by con-
victed poachers-including guns and
vehicles.

These new penalties coupled with
Kentucky’s new court system could lead
to a dramatic drop in poaching, ac-
cording to R. W. Garrison, the director of
the fish and wildlife department's law
enforcement division.

“The new law should certainly serve as
a deterrent,” Garrison says. “‘I'm
pleased to see the penalties for poaching
come more in line with the seriousness of
the offense.”

“And the new district court system
should help us get more maximum or
near maximum fines," Garrison adds. *‘1
feel that more and more judges are
beginning to view poaching as a form of
stealing—both from the state and from
the sportsmen who pay for deer
management through their license fees."

Says Students Grades Improve

Test scores of Kentucky
students in grades four, eight,
and 11 have shown a significant
increase for 1978 over previous
years, according to Dr. James
B. Graham, state superin-
tendent of public instruction.

At a press conference last
week Dr. Graham announced
that testing data from 151 of the
state's 181 school districts
indicate scores are improving
in basic skills areas. He said
Kentucky students in the fourth
grade taking the Com-
prehensive Test of Basic Skills
performed at or above the
national norm in all basic skills
for the first time.

*“The most significant in-
creases have occurred in grade
eight,” said Dr, Graham. 'In
1977, 71 percent of the students
were average or above in
reading. In 1978, this per-
centage has increased to 79
percent. In mathematics, our
students who are aveage or
above have increased from 65
to 82 percent."

The percentage of students
who are average or above
average in the eleventh grade
has also increased in the basic
skills areas, said Dr. Graham.

This tesling was done on a
voluntary basis, but future
testing will be required by
recent legislation.

Dr. Graham attributed the
improved scores to;

~Increased emphasis on
basic skills

—Redirection of Title 1
programs beginning in 1972 to
emphasize basic skills in-
struetion in reading and
mathemalics (Title | programs
are designed to work with
children who score one or more
grade levels below the norm.)

—Significant increase in
state and federal funding for a
elementary and secondary
education

—Improvement in the
quality of instruction and in-
creased emphasis on staff

development

—Reemphasis on basic skills
by local boards, ad-
ministrators, teachers, and
parenls

—Decline of national scores
and improvement of Kentucky
scores

—Retention of more students

—Reorganization of the
Department of Education lo
place greater emphasis on
service lo local school districts

The petunia, whose red-
purple and white flowers
make gardens and grounds of
homesteads bright in mid-
summer and autumn, have an
interesting history.

In his thought-provoking
book, “The Survival of the
Unlike,” the great American
botanist, Liberty ‘Hyde
Bailey, stated that our mag-
nificent modern petunias are
2 slrange pmuxture ol two
onginal species, the first of

which was found on the
shores of the La Plata, a river
estuary in South Amenca.

This petunmia was introduced
into Eutopein 1823,

“It & a plant of upright
habit,” Bailey wrote, “with
thick sticky leaves and stems,
and very longtubed white
flowers that exhale a strong
perfume at nightfall.™

The species of
petunia came from seedssent
from Argentina to the Glas
gow Botanical Gardens in
1831. This species, according
to Bailey, was a more com-
pact plant with a decumbent
mnstedd of an upright base. Its
leaves were more narrow than
the first species und instead
of white, it bore red-purple
flowers. The plant was called
“"Petunia wviolacea” and 1t
easily hybndized with the

second

white-flowering species. The
hybrids of these two species
are the ancestors of modern
petunias that still show the
colors of their progenitors in
our gardens today.

Petunias are of the Night-
shade family of plants and are
distant kin to the potato,
tomato, ecggplant, tobacco
and Jimson weed. Also, like
the flowers of these plants,
the blossoms of the petunia
are especially adapted to sur-
render nectar to the long-
tongued sphinx or humming-
bird moth, the moth that
produces the terrible-looking
tobacco worm.

But notwithstanding that
petunia flowers are especially
adapted to the delectation of
hummingbird moths, honey-
bees which—like man-have
claimed all the earth, will
work like beavers in a petunia
bed., They will scramble over
iand into the blossoms, pro-
testing angrily with high-
pitched buzzing because of
the ught fit. Thus they rifle
the petunia's nectar wells of
sweetening meant for insects
of quite different construc-
Lion.,

Botanists say that petunia
beds in almost any region are
visited by hummingbird
moths. Therefore it is a safe
guess that the remote white
ancestor of our petunias had
some special species of this
moth upon which it de-
pended to transfer its pollen.
The strong perfume it ex-
haled at twilight was an odor
signal to these insects and
their friends to come and
dine,

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Library for Blind
Has Current Sports

This season's schedules for the
Southeastern Conference college football
games are among the malerials
available to 2,800 blind and physically
handicapped Kentuckians through the
slate library.

Adam Ruschival, directorof the state's
Library for the Blind and Physically
Handicapped, said, *‘Volunteers who
work with the library are also recording
books aboul Kentucky and are preparing
to do the BIG BLUE MACHINE, a book
aboul the University of Kentucky
basketball team. Those are among the
publications we are (rying to get
recorded.”

Ruschival explained that the American
Library Association is. working on
standards to direct the library for the
handicapped talking book program. ““We
have the preliminary draft proposal on
tape for any patron to request, We would
appreciale any recommendations they
might make about the proposal.”

“Two-track cassette players still being
used by some of our library patrons have
been declared obsolete by the Library of
Congress and must be returned to our
library,” Ruschival noted, '‘We will
replace each of these with a four-track
player.”

Ruschival said that he would be glad to
hold workshops for organizations or
groups of individuals to demonstrate the
services available from the Library for
the Blind and Physically Handicapped.
Such workshops are held to explain who
is eligible to use the services, how to
apply for them, and what materials are
available from the library. The meetings
are also used to recruit new patrons to
use the facilities provided by the agency.

The Library for the Blind and
Physically Handicapped probides
popular books and magazines on record,
cassette, and in Braille to those who are
unable to read regular print or con-
ventional books. Containers of talking
book records, cassette books and Braille
material are mailed postage free to
patrons for a one-month loan period. The
library also furnishes the talking book
phonographs and cassette players.

For an initial loan, the library will send
three books along with a catalog of
recorded or Braille materials and order
forms. More than three books may be
requested on any following orders.

Calf Conditioning

Produces Profits

Results of a demonstration completed
on a Green County, Ky. farm confirm
whal beefl cattle specialists have been
saying about the unusually good profit
prospects this fall for conditioning calves
before selling them.

Feed cost per pound of gain was 20.5
cents for calves conditioned by cow herd
owners Glen and Mike Aiken in the
demonstration sponsored by lhe
Cooperative Extension Service of the
University of Kentucky College of
Agriculture. Feeder calves are bringing
60 cents to 75 cents on the market this
fall.

Calves in the demonstration were born
Nov, 22-May 10, with most of them
dropped in December, January and
February. They were weaned July 27 and
started on a 43-day conditioning
program.

At weaning fime, lhe calves were
wormed, re-implanted with a growth
stimulant, vaccinated for black leg and
malignant edema, and treated for
pinkeye, grubs and lice.

A ton of their ground-mixed con-

. ditioning ration included 930 lbs. shelled

corn, 850 1bs. legume hay, 100 lbs dried
molasses, 100 Ibs. soybean meal, 10 l1bs.
tracemineralized sall, 3 million units
vitamin A and 20 lbs, dicalcium
phosphate. The ingredients cost $97.42
per ton,

Daily gains during the conditioning
period averaged 2.20 lbs. for steers and
2,15 Ibs. for heifers. The calves averaged
a pound of gain for 4.28 lbs. of feed. The
calves ate an average of 9.3 lbs. of con-
ditioning ration during the 43-day period.

In addition to the self-fed conditioning
ration, ealves had access to some pasture
which was not calculated in the feed
conversion and 20.5 cents cost per pound
of gain. Mixing and grinding costs also
were not figured.

Curtis Absher, UK Extension beef
cattle specialist, points out that only one
calf showed any sign of pinkeye at the
end of the conditioning period even
though the disease was active in the herd
al weaning time. Al the start of the
demonstration, the eyes of all calves

He adds that calf producers can also
strengthen their long-term marketing
position by going a step farther with a
full-scale preconditioning program.

Preconditioning prepares calves on the
farm to withstand stresses of shipping,
resist disease, and make a faster start in
the feedlot, It includes vaccination
against IBR, BVD, para influenza,
pasteurella and leptospirosis as well as
for black leg and malignant edema.
Calves also are dehorned and castrated if
not done before weaning.

County agents for agriculture have
more information on conditioning and
preconditioning calves in publications
ASC-22 and Velt4. One includes 6 ground-
mixed rations and 3 concentrate mix-
tures for hand feeding with corn silage,
mixed hay or alfalfa hay.

Commercial conditioning feeds are
available for the cattleman who prefers
not lo prepare his own ration.

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Football at Allen Central:

Winning and Losing Not as Important as Learning

By KENNY RICE

A team loses five of its six games,
including a 66-0 thrashing in the season
finale, and yet the coaches are not that
upset? What kind of football program is
this?

In this case, it is Floyd county’s
youngest high school football program,
Allen Central High. And coaches Roger
Johnson and Jim Hopkins are happy o be
involved in the second year operation.
After Central's first season last fall,
there was doubt that football would be
played at the school again, Tony Bur-
chett, who did an excellent job in
beginning the program, was not rehired
and there was concern on the part of the
Board of Education and the school that
the communities of Wayland, Garrett,
Maytown and Martin were not that in-
ferested in supporting a football team,

There was still a question of whether or
not Central would have a leam entering
the second week of July, There was no
coach, no practice facilities and no
schedule. Then Johnson and Hopkins
were hired to.coach the junior varsity
football program at ACHS in addition to
their duties of coaching football at
Wayland and Martin Grade Schools.

*We didn't have a program in the early
weeks of July. That is an important time
for organizing a team and setting up
practice,”’ said Hopkins, who coached al
Maytown Grade School last year before
coming to Martin. *“We then had to show
the players, students and communities
that Allen Central was going to have a
football team again."”

After a month, Central not only had a
football team, but a winning football
team. The Rebels defeated Knott County
Central, in KCC's first football game
ever, 26-20 in two overtimes. On Sep-
tember 6, Central had a 1-0 record.

"Winning the first game of the season
was a tremendous boost to the football
program, the victory lifted everyone's
spirit,”" commented Johnson, who was
“Coach of the Year in Class B' at
Wayland last year.

Around school there was talk of the
Rebels winning half of their six
scheduled games, or even having a
winning season.

*] thought we had a shot at a 500
record, but at the first of the season,
Jimmy and I did not place the emphasis
of the program on winning,"' Johnson
continued. '*Don’t get me wrong, I love to
win and so do the players, however we
stressed learning the basics of foothall

and applying them in actual game

conditions. Most of these boys are only in
their second or third year of playing
football. We want the players and fans at
Allen Central to get used to football, It is
new to the majority of them,"

Central lost their remaining.. three
games of September to Prestonsburg (20-
2), John's Creek (14-0) and Betsy Layne
{36-0).. The Rebels had a chance to win
the John’s Creek game but lapses on the
part of the defenses gave the Bearcats
the win.

“We should have been 2-2 at the end of
September instead of 1-3,” Johnson said,
“Our defense only made a couple of
mistakes al John's Creek, unfortunately
they led to both of the touchdowns scored
by John’s Creek."

Early in October the Rebels saw an
opportunity for another win in the
rematch with Knott County Central. The
game was played at Allen Central’s
“home" field, the Prestonsburg athletic
field and the Rebels were anxious for
vietory, Their anxiousness led to their
defeat. With only ten seconds left on the
clock in the first half, the Rebels had the
ball on their own ten yard line with no
points on either side of the scoreboard.
The Rebels were going to run out the
clock and go to the dressing room with a
scoreless tie. Instead, on what should
have been the last play of the first half,
Allen Central fumbled, Knott County
Central recovered at the five yard line
with six seconds remaining in the half.
On the last play of the first half, Knott
County Central scored to lead 6-0 at the
intermission.

Allen Central’s dejection showed in
their second half play. The Rebels were
never able to regroup after the end of the
first half and Knott County Central won
their first football game 13-8.

“I think in the beginning we (the
coaches) were able to givea lot of time to
the program and the boys were enthused.
We won our first game and had good
showings in the next two,” Hopkins
pointed out, ““But, Roger and I had to
start practicing our grade school teams
and with a game or two a week for the
grade school, we were not able to spend

as much time with the high school team.
It was rough on both sides. We wanted lo
practice and they wanted to practice, but
we had to divide our time."

Lack of practice lime became evident
in Central's play, especially the Betsy
Layne loss and the season ending sel-
back two weeks ago. The Rebels lost to
Johnson Central 66-0 to close oul their
second year of junior varsilty football.
Johnson Central scored nine touchdowns
in the game.

‘‘Because of Lthe late start on practice
at the first of the season, our team did not
know how to run our offense until a
month into the season,’ Johnson noted,
*Then, Jimmy and I were working with
the grade school teams also and the team
gotrusty. This was really apparent in the
Johnson Central game. They (Johnson
Central) did not run the score up on us.
They played everyone they brought and
played them early in the game, They are
an exceptional jayvee team. The
program at Johnson Central is at the
stage we hope AC's will be at in a few
years."

"Hopkins and Johnson both agreed that
the goal for this season was to continue to
build the foundation for a varsity
program at Central. The varsity level
appears to be at least one more year out
of Central's reach.

“l am well pleased with the season
when you consider the late start on
practice, the lack of practice in the
middle of the season, adjusting to a new
coaching system and the fact that these
boys are just getting use to the game of
football,”" Johnson said.

“We made some progress although not
as much as we would have liked to,"”
Hopkins continued, ‘‘The parents
followed us throughout the season.
Between Lhrity-five and forty regulars at
each game, And the students gave us
good supporl. We appreciate their
backing. 1 think attendance was up
considerably from last season.”

With the possibility of a practice field
located near the school al Eastern next
season, both coaches are happy that the
team will not have to travel to Wayland
to practice and travel to Prestonsburg to
play their home games.

“‘We might be able to play our games
on the field at Eastern next season. This
would make il so much nicer for the
players and the fans,”” Hopkins beamed.
“It was rough on some of the players to
have to travel to Wayland after school
just to practice.”

Hopkins has ‘other
season’s team.

“We intend to start a weight program
around the first of March and plan on
leaving the weight room opened all
summer for the boys who are interested.
1" 'Also, someone needs {0 be a full time
football coach at Allen Central. Roger
and | were divided between grade school
and high school football teams this
season and that hurt both the coaches
and players. Next year I hope Central
has a full time coach, whether it be me or
Roger or someone else. That would be a
big help to the program,”

Johnson thinks the football future is
bright for Central.

“We will play on the junior varsity
level for one more year. We have good
returnees and we will have some juniors
nexl season because they will be seniors
the following year and can play varsity.
By staying on the jayvee level one more
season, we will lose four juniors off this
year’s squad. I sincerely wish they could
play next year, but it is not feasible to
play on the varsity level next year.”

As of now, it appears Allen Central will
continue its football program. At-
tendance, though not close to half filling
the bleachers al Prestonshurg, was up.
There were more boys out for the squad.
Enthusiasm for football is gaining some
Eround, even though the arrival date is
still a few years away. The won-loss
record in not that important at this stage
of the program.

In all probability, football will stay at
AC. Tt is not absolutely determined.

Principal J. 0. Dingus reflected on
Central’s second year of football and
noted, “(They were) a small group of
some excellent young men. It was a
success for them in that they were able to
play a game they wanted to." But he
added, ‘'The future seems uncertain."

The young Prestonsburg Blackcals
played a near-perfect first half in
building a 140 halftime lead and went on
to defeat a tough Morgan County foothall
team lasl Friday night.

Prestonsburg was forced to punt for
the only time in the game after receiving
the opening kick-off. The Cats' punting
unit downed the punt on the Cougars' 20-
yard line. Prestonsburg’s defense, which
hadn't given up a fouchdown in nine
quarters, stopped Morgan Counly cold,
forcing a punt and getting the ball back
on their own 48. The Blackcats then
mounted a 52-yard scoring drive, with
Quarterback Danny Daniels going in
from the 6-yard line. Dwayne Rodebaugh
kicked the extra point for a 7-0 lead. Four
plays later, the Cats’ defense had the ball
back in Prestonsburg hands at the 30
following another Cougar punt. Prestons-
burg then began a 70-yard, &-minute
drive to the end zone, with Rodebaugh
scoring from the 20 and then adding the
extra point. The Blackeats mishandled a
punt on their own 20 giving Morgan
County an excellent scoring opportunity,
but the Cat defense turned them away
and Morgan County lost three yards in
four downs. Prestonsburg then drove the
ball to the Cougar 40 before turning it
over on downs. After the Prestonsburg
defense stopped Morgan County again,
the Cats punt return leam broke through
and blocked the punt, giving Prestons-
burg another scoring opportunity with
just nine seconds left, but Rodebaugh's
field goal was wide as time ran out in the
first half.

Head football coach Philip Haywood
said he was pleased with both the of-
fensive and defensive lines. ‘‘They
completely controlled the line of
scrimmage," he said. The offensive line
of Alan Frasure, Bill Greer, Bobby Wells,
Harry Adams, Dewey Layne, and Lonnie
May led the Cats to 393 yards in the total
offense, 318 of it coming on the ground.
“Our backs and ends (Tom Hastings,
Rodebaugh, Desi Whitt, Keith Calvin,
Monty Branham, Greg Haywood,
Richard Burchett; blocked well, too,"
Haywood said. Hastings was the leading
ball carrier with 102 yards in 16 carries
while Daniels was 3 for 5 in the passing
department for 75 yards and a touch-
down.

Prestonsburg drove to the Morgan
County 5, beginning the third quarter, but
fumbled. However, the Blackcat defense,
led by Terry Click, Whitt, Greer, Layne,
Rodebaugh, Branham, Calvin, Ralph

Gilliam, Jack Wells, Haywood, and Greg
Dillion kept the Cougars backed up and
Prestonsburg received the ensuing punt
on the 40. Daniels broke off-tackle for 40
yards and the score, but the extra point
was missed, Morgan County finally made
its initial first down on a reverse pass
following Prestonsburg's score. Then
Secott Collins took a pitch-out, broke two
tackles, and scooted 40 yards for Morgan
County’s lone score of the night., Greg
Staeye passed to Wallace Rose for the
two-point conversion, making the score
20-8. Prestonsburg came right back and
drove to lhe 15-yard line before another
fumble halted the drive. Finally, Daniels
hit Branham on a 30-yard louchdown
pass, putting the game out of reach.
Prestonshurg's defense allowed Morgan
County only two more first downs as Jack
Wells and Greg Dillion intercepted
passes o hold the Cougars at bay,

Coach Haywood also cited the special
team play of Jody Collins, Randy Tin-
cher, May Adams, Andrew McClanahan,
Ray Marcum, Joe Frazier, Mark
McKenzie, Greg Slone, Sam Huffman,
Dennis Daniels, John Burchett, and
Steve Wright. He said, “Our special
teams and our defense kept them backed
up and gave our offense good field
position, We moved the ball well, and our
defense was just outstanding. It was just
a good overall team effurt, We're still
making mistakes, but we're improving.”

The Catls have only two seniors on the
team and have surprised a few of the
experts as they have raised their record
to 5-4. Prestonsburg will travel to Hazard
this week as they close out their season
on the road.
