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Second Phase
At Allen Park
Near Beginning

Swimming Pool Work
Administration Building
To Follow Span Finish

Phase II, the construction of an ad-
ministration building, will get under way
at the Allen park upon the completion by
Burchett & Bush, contractors, of the
bridge spanning Beaver Creek and
connecting the park with KY 80, it was
said here this week.

Economic Development Ad-
ministration (EDA) funds have already
been approved for this part of the overall
construction project.

The bridge is expected to be completed
within a few days.

After that, County Judge-Executive
Yvonne S. Jones said, will come con-
struction of the swimming pool and bath-
house. She said the fiscal court is hopeful
that work on the golf course can be added
to that construction phase. The county
has $235,000 on hand for the work, and
will apply to the Bureau of Outdoor
Recreation for an additional $125,000.

Phase l—constructicn of walkways,
tennis courts and other recreation
areas—has literally been a headache for
the court, officials say, with the con-
tractor, Big Wheel, Inc., far behind
schedule and more than once on the
verge of losing the contract.

Judge Stumbo said she has received
from Kemper Insurance Co,, parent
company of the contractor’s surety,
American Manufacturers’ Mutual,
assurance that it is ready to reimburse
the county liquidated damages when
judgments are final. Kemper learned
only recently that Big Wheel and the
fiscal court have been named defendants
in 11 suits filed by suppliers and sub-
contractors of Big Wheel.

The fiscal court has notified Milton R.
Fish, president of the contracting firm, to
produce invoices for materials and labor,
with all other records pertaining to its
work at the park, at the next court
meeting, Sept. 26.

Defense Balks
At Baril Tests

The Commonwealth has indicated a
desire to have Tony Greg Baril, accused
knife-slayer of Lester Earl Porter at the
TCT Truck Stop near here recently,
undergo psychiatric testing at a Louis-
ville hospital, but Public Defender Gary
Johnson has declined, at least tem-
porarily, to agree to the action. The tests
would be to determine the defendant’s
competancy prior to trial.

The 1B-year-old Baril remains in jail
here in default of $50,000 bond. Because
of a packed court docket, his case is not
expected to go to trial before next
January.

Meanwhile, the public defender has
filed a motion to quash the murder in-
dictment against Baril on the grounds
that the grand jury was improperly
empaneled, that jurors may have been
excused from service without legal cause
before the grand jury was drawn from
the jury list, that the panel was im-
properly drawn and the jury drum im-
properly filled.

The court delayed a ruling, pending
introduection of evidence by the public
defender in support of his motion.

Water Growth Here
Draws EDA Interest

Although prospects for significant
Economic Development Administration
(EDA) funding for the Big Sandy area as
a whole appear to be slight for the
coming fiscal year, a bright spot,
especially for residents of Prestonsburg
and surrounding areas, may exist, ac-
cording to EDA Representative Charlie
Mason,

Mason, featured speaker at Monday
night's meeting of the Big Sandy Area
Development District's executive board,
told the group, ‘‘the only project the
regional (EDA) office is seriously con-
sidering is the Prestonsburg water
treatment plant."

Mason referred to the proposed ex-
pansion of the Prestonsburg water
system to a service capacity of three
million gallons daily from the current
capacity of 1.3 million as well as the
increase of filtration capacity to include
federal construction of a 500,000 gallon
storage reservoir of three miles
of transmission lines with line
stations and installation of other
specialized equipment.

The project, which asks $912,000 in
EDA funds plus $688,000 in local and

Appalachian Regional Commission
(ARC) money, received a considerable
boost little more than a month ago when
Charles Oxley, regional director for EDA
in Atlanta, came to the area at the in-
vitation of Congressman Carl D. Perkins
for a first-hand look at local water needs,

“Up until that time,"” commented Joe
McCauley, BSADD executive director,
“EDA officials didn't fully understand
the need for such a project.”” A special
meeting held August 21 brought Oxley,
Congressman Perkins, Mason, ADD
representatives, state and local officials
and representatives of area industry
together to discuss ther importance of
the project and McCauley said the meet
was especially valuable in impressing on
the EDA official the importance of
adequate water service to future in-
dustrial expansion,

““At that time,"” said McCauley, ‘*‘Mr
Oxley said, according to the action of
Congress on EDA appropriations, EDA
would be interested in accepting a pre-
application for the project.”

““This means, in effect," continued
MeCauley, ‘that if EDA gets the ap-

Bullet Vietim’s

Wife Released
On $30,000 Bail

Eighteen-year-old Kathy Johnson
Phillips was released here Monday af-
ternoon under $30,000 bond after she had
surrendered in answer to a warrant
charging her with the fatal wounding last
Friday at her Wheelwright home of her
husband, Carroll Eugene Phillips, 21.

At Hearing Tuesday

At the direction of Governor Carroll,
state Transportation Secretary Calvin
Grayson himself attended the hearing at
the Garrett school gymnasium last night

A complete review of the situation was
scheduled for the meeting.

Residents of Garrett fear that the fill at
the west end of the new span, in the
vicinity of the Garrett Elementary
School and the juncture of Rock Fork
with Beaver Creek, will divert water into
the main section of the town and increase
flood danger.

Engineers for the state, however,
maintain that the construction, as
planned and let to contract, will not
endanger Garrett properties.

One Injured in Bridge Collapse

This bridge spanning Pike-Floyd Hollow which divides Betsy
Layne, near the elementary school, has served the community
many years. The foot traffic has been heavy, and on occasion
motorcycles cross it. But local efforts to maintain it have at last
failed. The vertical rods connecting the heavy cables forming the
superstructure with the support of the bridge bed have rusted
and some have snapped. At places chains were used as sub-
stitutes for rods. Last Wednesday evening, a sizeable section of
the span broke, and with it two youngsters dropped ap-
proximately 25 feet. Fourteen-year-old Kathy Church, fell into
the top of a tree beneath the bridge, and remained there till an
ambulance arrived. She was treated at the Methodist Hospital,
Pikeville, for injuries which included a broken wrist and elbow
and bruised ribs. A youth who also fell was saved from injury by
the football gear he was wearing. Another boy, Lester Newsome,

clung to the heavy upper cable.

Some Students
Are Suspended
From Classes

A demonstration by parents protesting
conditions at Prestonsburg High School
was averted last Wednesday when work
was begun on a new roof for the building,
but a small fire in the school was followed
the next day by the walkout of students.

Only a small segment of the student
body—teachers said less than 100—took
part in the walkout while classes for
others continued.

School authorities reacted to the
demonstration by suspending 20 or more
students.

Although the physical condition of the
high school has been the topic of
‘discussion by a group of parents here for
some time, apparently the fire which
broke out in litter piled near a hallway
door Wednesday morning and the fact
that that door and three others in the
connecting gymnasium were chained
and locked touched off the walkout.
Another report said some students were
planning the demonstration, the day
before the fire occurred.

Reacting sharply to the protest, Supt.
E. P. Grigsby, Jr., said in a prepared
statement:

‘It appears to me that there are a few
radical elements who feel that protests,
walkouts and sensationalism can sup-
plant authority vested in Boards of
Education and administration. This is a
very serious and erroneous supposition
on behalf of a few citizens and pupils. We
have no intention of being replaced by
any militant or subordinate groups of
people, citizens or pupils...I am directing
each principal and every teacher to
impose maximum' penalties to any and
all violators who try to stop our
educational process in this school
system."'

Prestonsburg Fire Chief Tom Black-
burn said he cut the chains and locks
from the doors, last Wednesday when the
fire department was called to the school
and that he told school authorities he
[proposes to visit the school each morning
to see that the doors are not locked
during school hours. He conferred later
Thursday with the superintendent, school
principal and maintenance supervisors.
The fire chief also said one entrance to
the area at the end of the building next to
the football field, where the fire broke
out, was chained and that the other was
blocked by cars. Hand extinguishers
were used in fighting the blaze,

His statement that he had warned
against locking the doors while students
were inside the building was confirmed
by Supt. Grigsby, who said he instructed
the school principal a year ago that the
doors were not to be locked while
students were in the building.

Grigsby sgid “‘panic hardware'' was
installed for the doors but students tore it
up. The chaining and locking of doors
was acceptable at night as a security
measure, it was explained, but janitors
were instructed to have the doors um-
barred for the morning opening of school.

Frankfort, Ky., Sept. 18—As summer
weather lingers on, water temperatures
remain near 80 degrees at Kentucky's 15
largest lakes, where summertime fishing
patterns still prevail.

BARREN—Crappie fair to good over
submerged cover; black bass fair
casting artificial nightcrawlers and still
fishing small crawfish off rocky points
and deep banks; in tailwaters, trout
slow; clear, stable at pool and 78 degrees.

HERRINGTON—Black bass good late
in the afternoon and at night on artificial
nighterawlers off points and over drop
offs; bluegill fair along deep banks;
clear, stable at two feet above pool and 79
degrees.

GREEN—White bass good trolling
deep runners with trailers over flats:

Blackburn said that if a match had
been tossed beneath the gymnasium
stage where a heavy accumulation of
litter had been left for some time, a fire
of serious proportions would have
resulted. The accumulation was cleared
out after the blaze.

The group of parents that has been
protesting conditions at the school
disclaims all responsibility for the
student walkout. Their complaints have
centered on asbestos insulation left
exposed in the music room and hallway,
uncovered wiring outlets, restrooms and
shower stalls, as well as the leaky roof
which is now being replaced.

Tests of the asbestos have showed no
air contamination, but Fire Chiefl Black-
burn said the tests were made when the
upstairs was unoccupied and the
ashestos was nol being jarred.
(Asebestos insulation fibres have been
regarded as a possible cause of lung
cancer.)

Supt. Grigsby said the exposed wiring
was ordered covered last week and that
the repairing of water fountains is
awaiting the arrival of parts. Ceiling
repair and elimination of the insulation
problem are next on the agenda, he said.

He blamed flood costs and lack of
funds, together with the spreading thin of
maintenance workers who have 25
schools to maintain, for the failure to get
repairs done here. A reroofing program
in the county schools has been under way
for some time. ‘‘We have known it (the
Prestonsburg roof problem) existed, but
can't get around to them all at the same
time, and roofs of some other schools are
in worse condition,” he said.

The superintendent added that the
board has been forced to let repair
projects lo contract and that it has been
difficult to maintain a full staff of
custodians at the school here, as well as
elsewhere, in the face of rising pay for
labor. Last week the school here had a
full staff for custodial work for the first
. time this school year, he said.

People for Better Schools (PBS), the
citizens' group recently formed, has
‘scheduled a meeting tomorrow (Thurs-
day) at 7:30 p.m. at the high school. In
addition to a discussion of school con-
ditions, the group will nominate and elect
officers, and committees will be ap-
pointed. Mrs. Ruby Catherine Clifton,
representing the organization, asked that
all persons concerned about the situation
attend the meeting.

$505,746 Marked
For Rural Roads
This Fiscal Year

The state Department of Trans-
portation has announced a $505,746
allocation to Floyd county for rural
secondary road maintenance and im-
provements in fiscal year 1978-'79,

The funds are to provide maintenance
along 109.2 miles of rural secondary
roads, Transportation Secretary Calvin
Grayson said.

Improvement projects include:

Surfacing on 2.2 miles of KY 306, .8
mile of Jefferson road and .2 mile of
Raburn road; grading, drainage and
stone for one-half mile of the Wills
Branch road, 1.1 miles of the Ned Fork
road, one-half mile of the Spradlin
Branch road and one mile of the Tackett
Fork road, and replacement stone on 4.6
miles of KY 680, the McDowell -Mud
Creek road.

Three projects were authorized for KY
194, the Emma-Endicott-Thomas road;
replacement stone on 4.9 miles, guard
rail on three miles and developing plans
for a bridge over Johns Creek.

The rural secondary road program was
established in 1948 to help maintain and
improve the farm-to-market and other
essential rural roads. It is financed with
two cents of the nine-cent tax collected on
each gallon of motor fuel sold in Ken-
tucky.

Cites Decision Made
On City Marshal Powers

After being well aware of the Floyd
county grand jury report while acting
under the advice of the County and
Commonwealth Attorney, at this time we
offer no criticism to either the grand jury
or the attorneys, We think they did a
splendid job.

The report stated that Deputy Marshal
Joe Wheeler Lewis be restricted to the
Wheelwright city only. If Joe Wheeler
Lewis is within the law as being a
marshal for the city of Wheelwright, then
heshould have the same authority as any
other marshal of the same class city,

Here is a decision that was handed
down by the Commonwealth of Ken-
tucky, Department of Justice, Bureau of
Training, Box 608, EXK.U., Richmond,

Kentucky:

1. City of the first class—no statutory
requirements are set out; 2. city of the
second and third class—must be a
qualified voter in the county containing
city of employment, able to read and
write and understand English language,
a person of sobriety and integrity, and is
and has been an orderly law abiding
citizen. In a second class city or urban
county must not be over 50 years of age.

Fourth and fifth class city—Must be a
resident of the county containing city of
employment; at least 21 years of age;
able to read and write English language
intelligently; sober, moral, and
sagacious; and not convicted of a felony,
The age requirement is different if the
city police operate under a civil service
system.

City of the sixth class—No statutory
requirements are set out and police of
first, fourth, fifth and sixth class cities
have countywide jurisdiction to arrest
for offenses of the state as well as the
city.

Police in a second class city only has
jurisdiction within the city limits to
arrest for offenses against the state.

The above decision was handed down
on July 10, 1978,

At this time I will bring to your at-
tention an opinion of the Commonwealth
of Kentucky and the office of the At-
torney General by Assistant Attorney
General to Mr. Stephen R. Brackett, who
is a city marshal of the city of Allen,
Kentucky, February 3, 1978.

I will direct your attention to 0.A.G. 74-
166 which concerns the arrest power of a
Marshal. They have the power to make
arrests outside the city and anywhere in
the county in a number of cases, among
them being Helm v. Commonwealth 26
K.L.R. 165, S.W.270 (1907),. This would
mean, of course, that such officers would
have the authority to enforce the laws of
the Commonwealth as well as the local
laws of the city, and the marshal is en-
titled to his fees for service which would,
of course, be the same as the marshal.
Statute No. KRS 95.800 (3)

Since there are no statutory
requirements set out that mention the ex-
sheriff, then why should not he have the
same power as any other marshal?

SPEAKS TO YOUTH

THE KENTUCKY HISTORICAL SOCIETY'S NEW
HISTORYMOBILE highlights the evolution of the state’s leading
industry-- coal. Divided into three stages, the exhibit depicts the small
father-son operations which existed from 1840 to 1880; the company
owned operation, from 1880 to 1940; and the growth of large
carporations from 1940 to the present,

Included in the exhibit are around 250 photographs, 20 artifacts,
models of conventional mining and modern strip mining operations and
a diorama of an early coal barge. Also included is a slide show with the
comments and voices of old timers and modern miners, along with
ballads that were written as coal was industrialized.

Historians travel with the mobile museum to explain the exhibit
and demonstrate the video equipment. Chapters of the Kentucky Junior
Historical Society use the video equipment and mobile unit for
workshops and various kinds of history projects.

The society’s other Historymobile, featuring the pioneer exhibit,
and the new one are available to schools, parks, nursing homes, prisons,
county fairs, community festivals, and any group which can provide a
220-volt electrical outlet and parking area.

Two Strikes Affect Area;
Martin Mine Resumes Work

Two strikes centered in neighboring
Martin and Johnson counties have af-
fected the entire area economy, in-
cluding this county’s, since many of its
residents are employed at the idled
workings.

The American Standard plant near
Paintsville remained idle for the 12th
week, and most Martin county coal
operations are still hamstrung by the
long Norfolk & Western Railway strike.

One break in the gloom came Monday,
however, when Raymond Bradbury,
president of the Martin County Coal
Corp., called company employees back
to work for at least this week. It was
reported that more than 350 miners were
back at work Monday.

“We'll get in all of this week and after
that it will depend on whether we get
another train,”"Bradbury added.

Bradbury said that during the past two
months, his firm has sold its 30,000-ton
stockpike and had it trucked off. “That’s
how we were able to reopen this week,"’
he added, ‘‘and we anticipate a N&W
train in the next day or so."

The company's miners comprise the
first large group returning to work in the
area since a strike began sidetracking
most N&W coal trains in Southern West
Virginia, Western Virginia and Eastern
Kentucky.

An estimated 16,000 miners in the three
states have been laid off or idled because
of the N&W strike,

Many of the affected miners also were
idled by the four-month-long United Mine
Workers of America strike last winter
and have worked less than four months
thus far this year.

Bradbury said his firm, owned by the
A.T. Massey Coal Co. Inc., has been idled
since late July because it lacks space for
stockpiling coal, and normally depends
on the strikebound N&W for regular
shipments.

After the strike began July 10, N&W
spokesmen said they would not move any
coal.

But that decision was changed, and last
week, a few coal trains, manned by
company supervisors, moved into the
three-state area.

There have been several acts of
violence since supervisory personnel
have been moving coal trains into the
area.

Coal industry spokesmen said that
near-normal rail service must return
before full-scale mining operations can
resume in the area served by the N&W.

Ban on Ginseng-ExI)ort Lifted, _

The Floyd County Times

But Diggers Haven’t Got the Word

The federal Endangered Species
Scientific Authority has lifted its ban on
exports of wild ginseng, and the ginseng
market is bullish—not less than $80 a
pound—but diggers of the herb haven'l
got the word that the ban has been lifted,
and so the product of those who dig isn't
finding its way to market.

The Courier-Journal reviewed the
ginseng situation lasl week and ascribed
the faltering sales to the federal ban on
exports. But George D, Brown, of
Prestonsburg, veteran dealer in ginseng,
said there is another reason for the few
sales.

Mr. Brown said the 'seng in the three-
prong size simply hasn't appeared above-
ground this year. Ginseng, he explains, is
not a perennial in its three-prong stage,
or larger, but sprouts stem and leaf only
every two years. Last year’s growth was
heavy; this year's, negligible. Next
year's, on that schedule of growth cycle,
is expected to be heavy.

Ginseng volume is off about 60 percent,
said Simon A. Goodman, a partner in S.
Goodman & Sons, Louisville, the state’s
largest exporter of wild ginseng.

Most of the exported ginseng goes to
the Orient, where many believe it has
extraordinary medicinal powers.

Goodman said that he thinks
bureaucratic confusion and red tape
have caused many rural Kentuckians to
stop digging ginseng roots.

But Goodman, along with others in the
ginseng trade, expressed a hope that the
latest government announcement will
filter down to the diggeérs before the first
hard frost ends the 1978 ginseng season.

He said efforts are being made to in-
form the diggers of a conservation plan
being developed to protect ginseng and to
keep the government from cutting off
exportation again.

The government became involved in
the ginseng trade after the plant was
listed as a potentially endangered
species by the Convention on In-
ternational Trade in Endangered Species
of Wild Flora and Fauna.

Some ginseng dealers have contended
that ginseng isn't disappearing and
should never have been put on the list. A
spokesman for Lhe endaigered species
authority, Roger McManus, conceded
that the plant was listed before the in-

ternational group refined its methods of
identifying endangered species. And he
said there isn't any record of who
proposed that it be listed.

McManus added that botantists and
others can't seem to agree on whether
ginseng is becoming more or less plen-
tiful in this country, Still, he said, there is
evidence that ginseng has been heayily
exploited and needs some protection.

The real confusion started last year,
according to Thomas R. Chambers, a
Louisville exporter and president of the
recently formed Kentucky Ginseng
Association.

First, he said, the endangered species
authority announced that it was cutting
off wild-ginseng exports, an act that
would end the market for the plant.

Then, he said, the government issued
“exporlt permits’ for the 1977 ginseng
crop. When the permits expired in
November, he said, exports were
suspended again

At that point, Chambers said, work was
started on a conservation program that
would satisfy the authority. At the
direction of Gov. Julian Carroll, the
University of Kentucky set up a program
to run until 1980, when the Kentucky
General Assembly will be asked to pass a
law regulating the ginseng trade.

The endangered species authority has
temporarily accepted the Kentucky
program, McManus said, and also
decided to allow ginseng exports from
Indiana and most other ginseng-
producing states. But he said the agency
will look at the ginseng business again
next year to see whether exports can be
sustained without threatening the
species.

UK officials said they are dealing
mainly with large ginseng dealers and
exporters, who get the roots from local
buyers, who get them from diggers. They
said the dealers are being asked to sign
voluntary registration forms and to work
with buyers in keeping records of ginseng
purchases.

Herbert F. Massey, director of
regulatory services in UK's College of
Agriculture, said the diggers will be
encouraged to plant seeds from every
ginseng plant they take from the ground.
To give the seeds time to ripen, he said,
plants shouldn’t be dug before Aug. 15,

Mr. Brown, the Prestonsburg dealer,
said Michigan has the ideal legislation
covering Lthe ginseng situation. There, he
said, ginseng dealers are licensed, as are
hunters or fishermen, and a digging
season is set from August 15, at which
time the berries have ripened to permit
dissemination of Lhe seeds by birds, Lill
November 1, And the penalty for
digging ginseng oul of season is stiff

Eastern Kentucky is famous, he says,
for its wild ginseng, but the Michigan
product is among the best.

Kentucky's squirrel hunters should
find populations just about average for
the Aug. 19 opening day, says Jim Durell,
assistand chirector of the Kentucky fish
and department’s game
management division

Durell based his statement on annual
survevs made by Lhe game division of
mast producing trees. Mast -seeds and
nuls which represent the major portion of
the squirrel’s diet—varies in abudance
from year'lo year and directly influences
squirrel numbers

“Some portions of the state showed
slight increases in mast, while others
showed slight declines,” Durell said
“But overall, [ doubt that the average
hunter can lell the difference.”

Early season squirrels are often
scattered and difficult to locate, Durell
added, particularly in the eastern por
tions of the stale. “'Squirrels often are
feeding on shagbark hickory or buckeyes
during the beginning of the season,” he
said, “‘'so the hunter who can find stands

Heavy foliage can make it hard to see
squirrels, even when they are found
Most early season hunters use sholguns
and Number 5 or 6 shol.. Later in the
season, when the leaves have fallen, a 22
rifle can be used effectively if the hunting
area permits one to be used safely—
remember that a .22 bullet ¢an carry
over a mile.

The first phase of the squirrel season”

runs from Aug. 19 through Oect. 31. Il
regpens with the small game season Nov.
16, is closed during the gun deer season
(Dec, 2 - Dec. 4) and runs through Dec.
31

As'in past vears, the daily limit is six
squirrels per hunter with 12 allowed in
possession after two or more days of
hunting.

Squirre! hunters may not use breech-
loading rifles of .240 caliber or larger, nor
may they carry buckshol or slugs while
squirrel hunting, Hunting hours for
squirrels (and for other species except
raccoon and opossum ) are one-half hour
before sunrise until one-half hour after
sunset, prevailing local time.

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July Strike-Caused Stoppages
Said Lowest in 14 Years

[dleness due to work stoppages in July

was .17 percent of estimated working
time (1.7 working days idle per
thousand), according lo preliminary

estimates by the U.S. Department of
Labor's Bureau of Labor Statistics.

Strike-included idleness was at the
lowesl July rate in 14 years but higher
than in any month since the bituminous
coal strike ended in March,

Idleness for the first 7 months of 1978
averaged .19 percent of estimated
working time after generally moving
down since its most recent high in 1974.

An estimated 810 stoppages were in
effect during July, the lowest July total
since 1972 when wages and prices were
under controls.

Some 338,000 workers participated in
stoppages during the month, an increase
over the last three months.

Labor-management disputes resulted
in about 3 million man-days off the job in
July, about the same as in 1973 but
otherwise the lowest number of days idle
for this month since 1964.

Stoppages averaged 417 workers per
walkout in July, higher than that
recorded for the previous month.

Average strike duration moved down
to 8.9 days in July. This trend has con-
tinued since February, except for June.

Six large strikes involving 5,000
workers or more were in effect in July.

These disputes accounted for 20 percent
of all workers involyed in stoppages and
30 percent of all days idle this month. In
July, 1977 large stoppages accounted for
34 percent of all workers engaged in
strikes and 37 percenl of all idleness.
Workers involved and idleness for the
five-day Postal Service stoppages are not
available.

An estimated 463 strikes began in ’”“
compared with 545 during June and 552 in
July last year, and some 211,000 workers
walked off their jobs in July, 32,000 less
than in July, 1977 and the lowest July
total since 1973.

For the first seven months of 1978,
there were 2,923 strikes, the lowest
seven-month total recorded in 11 years.

Floyd First with Energy Audit

Department for Local Government (DLG) energy “specialist,
show Floyd County Judge Yvonne Jones how lack of automatic
door ciosures on the court house uses energy. Discrepancies are
being identified through a DLG energy audit for the county.

Floyd county is the first local govern-
ment in Kentucky to sign an agreement
with the Kentucky Department for Local
Government (DLG) for an energy audit.

A DLG audit provides uses of last
year’'s energy bills for all 12 months,
determining a percentage of energy
usage that can be compared with a
national model.

Junie Tutterow, energy specialist with
DLG, working with local officials, will do
a ‘'walk-through' of Floyd facilities to
identify measures needed to correct
deficiencies. A report is then made to
local officials listing improvements that

can be made at no cost, others that will
be minimal cost items and others that
will require commitments of capital
expenditure. Suggestions may range
from keeping certain doors closed,
changing certain temperature settings or
weather-stripping some windows to a
complete reworking of heating or cooling
systems.

Local governments agree to provide
necessary data for DLG, cooperate with
the walk-through audit, and provide a
monthly report on modifications and
usage.

Perry Co. Deputy
Finds Bomb Wired
To His Automobile

Deputy Sheriff Mike Cornett, of Viper,
Perry county, found what appeared to be
a homemade bomb connected to the
spark plugs of his automobile early
Monday after receiving a pre-dawn
telephoned death threat.

Federal Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearms agents went to Perry county
Monday to determine whether the device
was explosive.

“I got a threat by telephone late
Sunday night and the caller said he was
going to blow up my home and kill me
and my wife and kids,"" Cornett said.

I found the device when I checked out
everything at home,” he added,

He said the device was a canister with
an electric blasting cap attached,
weighing about two to three pounds. The
device had been hooked onto his 1971
Ford's spark plugs.

The vehicle had been parked Sunday
night in front of Cornett’'s home.

Perry Slayings
Suspects Held

Chicago Police arrested two men last
Thursday after warrants were issued in
Perry county in connection with the
double slaying of a man and woman who
were found in the North Fork of the
Kentucky River, tied together and
weighted down with a plow.

Dan White, 36, and Ronny Whitmore,
28, were lodged in Cook county jail in
Chicago, awailing extradition to Ken-
tucky, Lt. Ray Brittain, of the Kentucky
State Police Post at Hazard said.

Lt. Brittain said that evidence
collected by investigators placed the twa
men at the scene of the double murder.
He added that the evidence indicated that
White, Whitmore and the two found in the
river were affiliated with a Chicago
motorcycle gang.

Positive identification of the male was
made, Lt. Brittain said. He is Johnny D.
Coleman, 38. Identification of the female
has almost been completed, he added.

Autopsies on the two were conducted
by the state medical examiner who
determined that each had been shot. A
burned-oul car found near Leatherwood
in Perry counly was connected to the
murders, Brittain said.

The two bodies were found by a .

railroad worker near Chavies on Sept. 6.
An autopsy indicated that they had died
four days earlier. Lt. Brittain said that
White was a former resident of the
Chavies area. Charges of murder and
receiving stolen property were placed
against both White and Whitmore.

Both federal and state wild rivers
programs have widespread support, but
the Kentucky program has recently been
very controversial.

The Kentucky Wild Rivers Act of 1972
permitted designation of certain pristine
streams as ‘‘wild rivers." Parts of eight
Kentucky rivers now have that
designalion, including the Cumberland,
Red, Rockcastle, Green, Big South Fork,
and Little South Fork Rivers, in addition
to Martins Fork and Rock Creek. Most of
the streams are in southeastern and
southcentral Kentucky; Red River is in
northeastern Kentucky.

The intent of the law is to protect these
rivers from dams and overdevelopment.
Stripmining, timber clearcutting,
mechanized travel, and dams are all
prohibited in the wild river sections.
Deep mining, oil and gas drilling,
agriculture and selective timber cutting
may be allowed with restrictions.

Land or public access rights can be
obtained by the state in various ways.
Eminent domain or condemnation is
authorized by law, but the state has yet to
use that power. Some protected stretches
are already in public ownership (U.S.
Forest Service, state ownership,
National Park Service land). The state
can also accept grants or gifts of
property, but, more commonly, they
obtain wild river land through scenic
easements.

Scenic easements restrict only the type
of development allowed; they do not take
the land away from the landowner. The
landowner retains the right to restrict
trespass, unless he grants a rarely-
needed access agreement, In this case,
the public can freely travel to and from
the river. Farming or similar activities
can still be carried on and new structures
can even be built, provided they are
compatible with already-existing
buildings. The land can also be sold or
given away, but future landowners must
live under the same restrictions.

Controversies arise when the state and
landowner fail to agree on any of the
possible options. There are several
stretches not yet under formal protection
and these are areas where land uses
conflict. There have been several well-
publicized conflicts, at least two of which
made it to court,

Landowner objections center around
theidea that the state is restricting usage
without compensation. One landowner is
south-central Kentucky threatened to
clearcut the timber and stripmine the
land unless he was paid for the value of
the resources. One group wanted to build
a garish recreational development above
Cumberland Falls and another family
went to court trying to develop the area a
few hundred feet above the Falls.

The state has recently been trying to
define its legal role and the Department
of Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection recently issued regulations
for selective timber cutting on the
designated land. Hopefully, all dif-
ferences will soon be reconciled.

Consumer
Comments

Although funeral services are not a
popular topic, they are one of the largest
purchases a family makes. The average
funeral and burial costs more than $2,000.
Because of the grievous time, a person is
not usually as cautious as he or she
normally would be when making such a
large purchase. A recent Federal Trade
Commission study states that ‘‘grief-
stricken customers are in a peculiarly
vulnerable position and enter the trans-
action in an especially weak bargaining
position.” The study also placed some of
the blame for this exploitation on the
funeral directors who, according to the
study, ‘‘manipulate consumers into
paying high prices and intimidate
competitors who charge less."

Some consumers are led to believe that
they are required by law to have the body
embalmed. In Kentucky there is no such
requirement unless the person has died
of a communicable disease or if the body
is to be transported out of state. There is
also no requirement to be buried in a
coffin in Kentucky, If you have questions
concerning legal requirements you can
contact the State Board of Embalmers
located in Beaver Dam, Ky. at (502)
274-4515. They also receive complaints
consumers might have concerning
funeral services.

The FTC report was not all bad for the
funeral industry. In an introduction, the
report noted *‘it cannot provide sufficient
recognition of the many funeral directors
who serve their communities cour-
teously, ethically, and effectively.”

The consumer should look upon this
purchase as objectively as possible,
perhaps prior to the actual need for the
service. There are pre-paid, pre-planned
funeral services and many communities
have started Memorial Societies as an
alternafive to having to make difficult
decisions during a grievous period of
time.

Magoffin She_riﬁ Arrested,
Says He Has Been Harassed

Magoffin County Sheriff Thomas
Salyer was arrested last Wednesday on a
charge of failing to appear before a
federal grand jury in Frankfort, Aug. 18.

A spokesman for the U.S. marshal’s
office said Salyer appeared before U.S.
District Judge Bernard T. Moynahan and
was released on $50,000 bond.

The sheriff said that he entered a
hospital on Aug. 17 and that his office
notified U.S. Attorney Pat Molloy in
Lexington.

“They knew | was in the hospital
because someone from the attorney's
office called to check,"” Salyer said.
*“They and the FBI have been harassing
me for the last couple of months.”

Of the arrest, The Salyersville In-
dependent reported in its Sept. 14 edition:

The Independent was told the special
federal grand jury was assembled for the
sole purpose of hearing testimony con-
cerning alleged activities by the former
sheriff Patrick, although the activities or
any findings were not disclosed.

Sheriff Thomas Salyer phoned the
Salyersville Independent Wednesday
afternoon to advise the newspaper that
his bond had been set at $50,000 cash or
$100,000 personal property by Judge
Moynahan. He was lodged in the
Franklin County Jail at the time pending
his release upon filling bond.

He will be forced to appear before the
federal grand jury on Monday, Sep-
tember 18, ;

Salyer said the warrant for his arrest
resulted after he was served with a
subpoena last Friday and he advised the
U.S. Marshals that he was still under the
care of his doctor and wouldn’t promise
he could appear on the specified date.

“l have certainly been harrassed in
this matter. According to the warrant it
stated that 1 refused to appear the first
time I was summoned, but the fact is,
they know I was definitely in the hospital
and was unable to appear.

“From what I've gathered thus far, 1
feel 1 have grounds to file a suit con-
cerning my rights and I'm already in the
process of consulting a lawyer. I'll not
take this sitting down. My rights have not
only been abused but they have severely
injured my character,” Salyer said.

Salyer said the incident of his arrest
was just “a drop in the bucket” com-
pared to how they have harrassed him in
the past few months.

He said he would tell it all to the In-
dependent in time for next week's issue,

“I'll spill the beans. I don’t care what
their titles are or who they work for. I'm
more than willing to cooperate with
them. After all, they are supposed lo
represent what I'm upholding and en-
forcing (the law) as sheriff of Magoffin
county. Bul that doesn't give them the
right to harrass anyone,’’ Salyer con-
cluded.

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THOMAS WALKER:
SURVEYOR AND EXPLORER

Thomas Walker is credited
as the first white man to build a
house in Kentucky, He named
the Cumberland Riverand made
his knowledge about Cumber-
land Gap available to travelers
to the Kentucky territory,

Born in 1715 in Virginia,
Walker was a physician, survey-
or, negotiator of treaties and
guardian for Thomas Jefferson,
Though educated as a physician
at William and Mary College,
Walker spent much of his life as
a surveyor.

Walker led a surveying
team to Kentucky in 1750 to
survey 800,000 acres for the
Loyal Land Company and select
areas suitable for settlement.

Following the Warrior’s
Path, the party came to a
seemingly impassable rock wall.
Looking far to the east they saw
an opening in the mountains.

Walker recorded in his
journal, dated April 13,1750, the
first written description of
Cumberland Gap, known at that
time as Cave Gap. He wrote,
*On the North side of the Gap is
a large Spring, which falls very
fast, and just above the Spring is
a small entrance to alarge Cave,
which the Spring runs through...
The Mountain on the North
Side of the Gapis very steep and
rocky, but on the South side it is
not s0.”

This “door left open by
nature" was a sharp break in the
Appalachians through which
many thousands of pioneers

would pass on their way wesl.
Walker found coal on the
banks of Yellow Creek. Though
not significant at the time; the
discovery would bring riches to
the people in the mountains
more than 100 years later and
would result in towns being
built along the path he took.

He named the Cumberland
River for the English Duke of
Cumberland, a hero to many
because of his victory in leading
an ‘army at Culloden several
vears before. When Walker and
his party crossed the Cumber-
land, they found a sizable
bottom of fertile land. This was
five miles from the present town

This is a replica of the first house in Kentucky to be built by a white

of Barbourville. He left three of
his men 1o build a cabin and
plant corn and peach stones
while he took the rest of the
men to explore more territory,
What he found was poor farm
and grazing land,

Disappointed, the survey-
ing party retumed after Tour
manths in the wilderness. They
traveled 200 miles of the most
difficult mountains and track-
less lorests in the Kentucky
territory, Walker had bogged
down in the rugged hills of
castern Kentucky when he was
only a short distance from the
rolling bluegrass country.

On this journey to the land
heyond the Appalachians, Walk-
er traveled closely the route that
the future Wilderness Road
wotld Tollow. He had charted
the easiest  entry into  the
Kentucky territory a5 well us a
lurge portion of land unknown
He supplied
invaluable details about licks,
terrain,  streams and  Indian
trails. He also teft the cabin to
be used as a base by future
explorers.

Today there is a replica of
the cabin that Walker's men
built at Dr. Thomas Walker
State Shrine near Barbourville.
The park contains picnic tables,
playgrounds and a gift shop.

Mining Probe
Finds Nothing
Illegal, Claim

Attorney General Robert Stephens said
last week that no evidence of criminality
has been found in the investigation by his
office of reports of payoffs by coal-
mining interests to state employees and
others.

The investigation, which began nine

months ago, is basically complete,
Stephens said.
“But it's a limited, ongoing in-

vestigation and may not be finished until
another month," he said.

The attorney general said the probe
has been conducted by assistant at-
torneys general and staff investigators,
and he has been apprised of progress
orally.

“There will be nothing in writing until
it's over,' he said. “But at this point,
there is no indication there are any
violations of the law."

Stephens added, *“This is one of those
types (of investigations) where you run
down a lot of hearsay and rumors, and we
have done that."

The investigation was requested by
Gov. Julian Carroll, who had been asked
to take action by then-Natural Resources
Secretary Robert Bell,

Neither Bell nor the governor ever
made clear exactly what was being in-
vestigated.

But a leiter from Bell to the governor
last November emphasized the question
of strip mine permit fees, indicating he
had heard various rumors about possible
law violations.

Carroll told the attorney general that
reports imply ‘“‘any misconduct would
involve complex factual material and
may well cross judicial circuit boun-
daries and thereby demand greater
authority than possessed by any in-
dividual commonwealth'’s attorney."

This reference seemed to suggest
perhaps overweight coal trucks were
involved, since they cross county lines.
But authorities were never specific.

Bell also indicated that previous
referrals of allegations to local
prosecutors did not produce in-
vestigations that were intensive enough;
hence a state-sponsored inquiry was
needed.

Stephens said yesterday that the in-
vestigation has not been confined to strip
mines.

“It involves generally rumors that
money has been paid for favors,'’ he said
without elaboration.

The attorney general said the in-
vestigation has focused on coal activities
in Eastern Kentucky rather than in the
Western Kentucky,

When autumn knocks at summer’s

In Frankfort and Lexington, Owens-
boro and Louisville, autumn paves
sidewalks with sun and sometimes with
leaves softened by a slow-falling rain.

Autumnal warmth gilds faces and
gold-leafs hair and bronzes memories.

The season Lhat colors Kentucky high-
ways is hovering aboul, ready lo use
umbered shadows to emphasize
brilliance. Scarlel berries are falling
from dogwoods and purple clusters bend
pokeberry bushes to the ground, spilling
wine-colored ink and flavoring the air
with a heady earthiness,

In Letcher county minnows are gold
slashes in Kingdom Come and in Rowan
muskies are tigers, toothed and wild in
Cave Run, and in Green River trees cast
autumn shadows too deep Lo plumb with
anything but goldenred, ironweed and
coneflowers,

Be a part of autumn in Kentucky. Ride
a rusty trail or walk a dew-drenched path
or stand on an overlook in Pike county
and survey the uncommon loveliness of
fall.

In Pulaski county store up bits of Aut-
umn that dangle bronze cups of Queen
Anne's lace along sideroads and reflect
daisy facesfrom Lake Cumberland's blue
water.

Pick up that football or camera or
walking stick and like the towhead, get a
move on to absorb all the sights, winey
fragrances, parchment crispness and
rusty sounds that combine in perfect
balance to make the Commonwealth the
fairest of all...in the fall.

Group Studies Maxey Flats

A legislative advisory committee
gathered in Fleming last week to plot the
fate of the Maxey Flats burial site for
radioactive waste.

The 10 members present of the 11-
member panel represented government,
the academic world and the public.

The committee members, joined by
state officials and news reporters, toured
the 250-acre dumping ground for low-
level radioactive wastes, They were
guided by scientists and officials of
Nuclear Engineering Co. of Louisville.

After a discussion of the technical and
public policy problems associated with
Maxey Flats, the interim Special Ad-
visory Committee on Radioactive Waste
Disposal agreed to split into two sub-
commiltees to continue study,

One subcommittee will review the
current and near-term technical status of
the site and necessary studies.

The other will look for ways to finance
the cost of perpetual maintenance, which
according to some estimates could be
half a million dollars a year.

Among the questions facing the
committee is how the state will pay for
the eternal care of about 4.9 million cubie
feet of radioactive materials and ensure
continual protection of the environment
and public from the hazards.

‘‘Nobody ever said it was going to be
cheap,” said state Finance Department
counsel Charles Wickliffe, a member of
the committee. "“The com-
monwealth...undertook this ultimate
responsibility (in 1962) and this is what
it’s got and it’s just going to have to live
with it."”

‘“This site is safe,” said NECo
president James N. Neel Jr. as he
greeted committee members and
television reporters’ cameras at the
isolated burial ground near Flemings-
burg. ‘“‘Unfortunately, it has been caught
up in the nuclear power controversy.’

State Rep. Pete Worthington, D-Ewing,
led the committee in a later meeting at
the Flemingsburg High School. The

discussion there ranged from a review of
the state's recent purchase of the site
from NECo to the uncertain long-term
future of Maxey Flats, both from a
scientific and a government policy
standpoint,

The state closed the site last December
after a two-year public controversy over
the release of small amounts of
radioactivity from the site and leakage of
radioactive water from some trenches.

NECo, which had owned and operated
the site under a state lease since 1963,
remains closely involved in the operation
under a state contract to maintain the
burial ground and to dispose of ac-
cumulated radioaclive rainwater,

Despite - criticism of the purchase
agreement from some members, Wor-
thington said the arrangement was worth
it if for no other reason than it gave the
state tighter control over the site. “‘The
premise now is that we won't dump any
more there until we can prove it is safe.”

But he noted many unknowns surround
the issue, including the future role of the
federal government regarding such sites
and the long-term environmental and
safety impacts.

““The contract just makes it the
commonwealth’s problem today instead
of 30 years from now,"" said Worthington.

has an interest in wildlife and a desire to
learn wildlife management by actually
doing some. (A limited amount of money
(from $5 to $250) is available to reim-
burse the youth group for such items as
seed, fertilizer, lime, soil tests or fen-
cing.)

May would also like to hear from farm
owners who can spare an acre or two,
since he sometimes has groups with no
place to work. He emphasizes that
almost all farms have a few corners, a
field border or other spots not suitable for
crops or pasture which could be planted
{or sometimes just fenced and let alone)
to benefit wildlife. Many sportsman'’s
clubs also own land that could be
managed for wildlife, May says, and he
would like to hear from them as well.

Although most habitat improvement
projects are aimed specifically at farm
game species, such as quail, rabbits and
doves, May points out that food plots, tall
grass areas and fence row plantings also
benefit many desirable non-game species
such as song birds and insect-eating
birds.

Another major aim of the program is to
introduce young people—particularly
those who will be our future lan-
downers—to the needs of wildlife and to
the techniques for meeting these needs
“Many modern agricultural practices
reduce wildlife habitat,” May says, ‘‘so
it's becoming more and more important
to provide additional food and cover for
wildlife. We hope this program’s major
benefit will be realized in the future,
when these youngsters grow up and start
managing their own farms."”

Citizens’ Comment Sought
On Strip-Mine ‘Danger Areas’

The state Division of Orphan Lands is
seeking comment from citizens who have
knowledge of “‘extreme danger areas’
resulting from strip mining operations.

According to division director Tim
Koch, the Department for Natural
Resources and Environmental
Protection will use these public com-
ments in applying for federal funding.
The second round funding will be used to
reclaim abandoned mine lands or orphan
lands in Kentucky.

Funding for the first round, applied for
in May by the department, is expected to
be approved within the next two weeks,
Koch said.

“People who live on or near these
problem sites are far more familiar with
the conditions that exist as a result of
past strip mining, and we would like to
identify for consideration as many sites
as possible,” Koch said.

He said the appropriation the state
would receive would be based on the
number os sites that qualify as ex-
lreme danger areas.

Graysen Lake Drawdown
Of Eight Feet Is Begun

The annual fall drawdown of Grayson
Lake began Monday in preparation for
the flood season.

A Corps of Engineers’ representative
said the lake will be lowered eight feet at
a rate of about 0.10 foot per day. Water
will be discharged approximately 90
cubic feet per second.

It is expected that the drawdown will
be completed by December 1.

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A few years ago while
serving as a photographer at
the wedding of a friend, the
church where the event was
held was decorated entirely
with wildflowers. Why | was
50 amused at what [ saw, [ do
not Know, but among the
floral decorations which
included goat's beard, honey-
suckle, toothache tree, beard
tongue, fern and other wild-
flowers of the more plentiful
species, | spotted the white
umbels of water hemlock.

Maybe it was the wrony of the
thing (something unholy at a
holy event) because my good
friend Jim Herron, University
of Kentucky weed control
specialist, calls water hemlock
the most poisonous plant in
Kentucky,

All parts of the plant are
poisonous and for this
poison, cicutoxin, no anti-
dote is known, A small piece
of the root, says Herron, will
kill a cow or a person in a
very short time, so let this be
a warning—don’t nibble on
wild plants that you cannot
identify as being harmless and
don't eat tubers that look like
parsnips or small sweet
potatoes,

The water hemlock is a
stately and attractive plant
that usually grows in moist
ditchlines and marshy places.
Sometimes it reaches a height

of six feet, has a purple
streaked stem, alternate pin-
nately compound leaves and
small white flowers arranged
in bunches at the top of the
stem and the end of branches,
It is 2 member of the parsley
family and a close relative to
another dangerous plant
called poison hemlock.
Poison hemlock is not as
deadly as water hemlock and
can be distinguished from the
latter by its more finely
divided leaves and long pars-
niplike root. Its leaves have a
rank disagreeable odor that
precludes unthoughted nib-
bling.

Fortunately few persons
are ever poisoned by water
hemlock and the same goes
for grazing animals. Early
spring, when not too much
fresh forage is available, orin
late fall, when pastures are in
poor condition are the most
dangerous times for animals,
At these times animals will
often eat any green stuff
available, even herbage that is
unpalatable. The thing to do
to avold this is learn to identi-
fy poisonous plants like the
hemlocks and others, and
destroy them before tuming
livestock out to graze.

The U.S. Forestry Service
says there are more than 100
plants in Kentucky that,
under certain conditions, may
be poisonous. These include
house plants, flower garden
plants and even thubarb. But,
as in the case of poison ivy,
don’t let this inhibit your
enjoyment of the outdoors.
Just don’t nibble or eat on
anything in the way of wild
plants with which you are
unfamiliar.
