The Floyd County Board of Education
decided at its meeting last Wednesday
evening to file condemnation proceedings

- to acquire a sile for expansion of the

Prestonsburg Elementary School.

The location sought for the building lies
across Highland Avenue, opposite the pro-
perty already occupied by the school, and
is owned by the Harkins estate. It is pro-
posed that a building to house the three
upper grades be constructed there, to
relieve crowded conditions in the main
school building.

Supt. of Schools Pete Grigsby, Jr. said
the condemnation action follows negotia-
tions with the property-owners over a
period of a year, “‘during which we got
nowhere.”’

The board also directed that non-tenure
teachers be notified of the possibility that
they will not be re-employed for the com-
ing schpol term. The notice stems from
the possibility that fewer teachers will be
needed because of a loss in enrollment
and ADA (average daily attendance).
School officials also are in doubt about
what the legislature has done for or
against them, moneywise.

The school calendar was amended, and
the board of education will ask the State
Department of Education to grant the
Home Branch (of Buffalo) school 10
“calamity days™ because of the time lost
while the community was torn by near-
feud conditions. If the calamity days re
quest is granted, the scheol term there
will end June 10; if not, June 24.

The revised calendar provides that the
last in-service day for teachers will be
held on election day, May 27, Thal would,
if there is no further loss of time, bring the
end of schoel on May 30 for all other

will be the reworking of two gas wells
owned by the city, one of which produces
five percent of the gas the city uses.
Board members are optimistic that with
renovation the wells could produce as
much as 25 percent of the gas
Wheelwright needs. \

The Wheelwright gas system presently
serves 318 customers.

Before funds can be allocated by the
board to start the projceet, the loan must
be approved by the U.S. Department of
Transportation, Office of Pipeline Safety,
in Atlanta.

Board members required as a condition
of the loan that Wheelwright's board of
trustees and the publie utility commission
insure in writing that gas rates can be
adequately adjusted to insure repayment
of the loan.

Ella Jane Hall, chairwoman of the
board of trustees, who attended the board

meeting with Debbie Hall, of
Wheelwright, and Big Sandy Area
Development District technical

assistance director, Roger Recktenwald,
told board members the city is willing to
pay higher gas rates to have a gas
system.

*Considering the shape it's in now, we
can't go on,” she said.

According to Recklenwald, a com-
prehensive gas leak detection survey of
the city late last year revealed numerous
gas leaks under homes served by the
system. Those leaks have since been
repaired, he said.

Terms of the 6.25 percent, 30-year loan
require that Wheelwright submit a fiscal
and managment audit to the board bian-
nually and that the gas system comply
with regulations of the state fire mar-
shal’s office.

Other conditions included in the loanre-

quire that Wheelwright's gas system have
al least one operator attend an educa-
tienal seminat Sponsored by the lgenfucky
Gas Associalion, and that the sysiem
have an approved maintenange plan.
Established in 1979, the seven-member
Gas System Restoration Project Account
Review Board is responsible for
allocating $3.7 million frem a revolving
loan fund to finance recenstruction and

Allen Central
Damage Heavy;
Probe Started

An arson team from the Kentucky State
Police was investigating early this week
the fire which crealed heavy damage at
Allen Central High School early last Fri-
day morning.

There was no official estimate of the
damage Monday, bul Supt. of Schools
Pete Grigsby, Jr. said he doubted it would
run as high as $100,000 earlier reported,
unless damage to the roof of the building
is more severe than expected

Supt. Grigsby said the blaze was one of
four or five that have broken out inm the
building within the lasl few weeks
Although he declined to describe the fire
as arson-molivated, he did say there are
eight lo len suspects.

He quoted J, 0. Dingus, principal of the
school, as saying the fire was discovered
al 7:35 a.m., soon after the arrival of two
or three busloads of pupils. The fire
started in a storage room, the center of a
six-classroom area, and moslt of the loss
was confined (o that room except for roof
damage. Intense heat damaged the elec-
trical system in the six-room area. Books,
paper supplies and other items stored in
shelves of the storage room were
destroyed

The blaze was fought by the fire depart-
menls of Martin, Maytown and
Prestonsburg

An extra security guard was posied al
the school, around the clock, after the
fire, pending the arson squad probe and

an assessment of the loss. A nightwatch-
man is on regular duty at the school
Date ol regpening Lhe ‘hoo for
classwork was umeeriain Monday but jt
wias expected by miad-week
Supt. Grigsby pointed out that the in-

cidenls that have occurred at the school
shatlld not refleet adversely on the facuilty
and student body as a whole, 'It’'s just a
case of a few bad apples,’ he said.

Woman Found
Innocent in
Murder Case

After deliberating for a little over an
hour, the jury in the murder trial of Kathy
Johnson Phillips returned a verdict of not
guilty late yesterday (Tuesday! after-
noon. The 20-year-old Wheelwright
woman had been accused of slaying her
husband, Eugene, Seplember 15, 1978, a
few days after his 21st birthday. The case
heard in circuil court here, was concluded
in two days

Testimony was heard thal, several days
before his death, Phillips beat his wife,
causing her to flee the couple's home with
her two small children. On the day of his
death, it was said, Phillips returned home
from his work as a coalminer, four friends
Jjoining him to drink beer and smoke mari-
juana. As the party left the house, Mrs.
Phillips reportedly emerged from a
neighboring property, firing three shots
from a revolver, one of which hit Phillips
in the forehead, killing him

The case drew the atlention of a group
of women here because of allegations that
Phillips had beaten his wife freguently

Dewey Lake is full again after its winter drawdown, all its
sedimentation and most of its problems concealed by its inviting

waters.

That leaves its sand pretty damp for the old ostrich act, but the
composite head of all concerned with the impoundment still is

being buried,

The sedmentation survey that has been done there over a
period of years is expected to be resumed. Carefully, engineers
have marked on the occasion of each survey the water levels, the
sedimentation increases, and have dutifully reported their fin-

dings.

But that is all. The patient is sick, may be dying, but no remedy
is suggested, even hinted. What beneficial purpose these studies
of water that has been studied to death will serve, is no clearer
than the lake itself is most of the year.

The Corps of Engineers, or even a guy.named Joe, can in one
sentence, or even one word, write the diagnosis. Then why study,

if nothing is to be done?

In better days than these, economy-wise, a remedy was
prescribed: build small dams near the mouths of feeder streams
to stop their heavy loads of sedimentation from strip-mining
from entering the lake. That, it was argued, was the least and
also the best that could be done, since it was obvious that neither
the state nor the federal government would take the extreme
measure of calling a halt to upstream mining.

But even this has not been done.

Instead, the surveys are to continue. They're *‘keeping an eye
on the lake,” as they say, even if the attention given the im-
poundment is no more than a death-watch.

Named to the newly formed parks com-
mission, besides Click, were Don Shan-
non, LouAnn Hutchinson and Bobby Grif-
fith.

On the recommendation of Mayor Hall,
the council voted its support for a public
transport system which county officials
hope to establish under the federal
highways administration’s Section 18 pro-
gram. The program, designed to improve
the access of rural residents lo urban
facilities, provides for federal subsidies of
80 percent of capital and administrative
costs of the transport project and 50 per-
cent of the net operating cost.

Hall said he thought the ¢ity could come
up with the required matching funds for
the project, which he said could provide
bus service to serve Left and Right
Beaver residents.

Plans to annex sections on the city's
southern perimeter are well in hand, said
Hall, who added that recent state legisla-
tion giving residents expanded rights to
oppose annexation could be managed by
annexing new areas, one property-owner
at a time.

Only those willing would be annexed, he
said, and property taxes would be waived
in those cases until such time as city ser-
vices could be provided for them.

Despite reservations by the city police
chief and reports that funding for dispat-
chers is in doubt, the council voted to buy
a police radio desighed to link Martin with
a countywide police communications net-
work.

Police Chief Hershel Lesler said he
could not see that the communications
system would be much of an improve-
ment over the existing system, bul Coun-
cilman Whicker argued that the chance of
buying the radio for about $200 under the
project, which is subsidized by the Ken-
tucky Crime Commission, was “‘hard to
pass up."”

Following the recent resignation of
Terry Sizemore, Gwen Hall was ap-
pointed city clerk, over the objections of
Coucilmen Whicker and Joe Everage,
who said they understood Charlotte Hall
had already been appointed to the post
and had not tendered a resignation.

Mayor Hall announced the hiring of
Jerry W. Hensley, a certified public ac-
countant, to audit the city's books, and of
Paul Hoffmann as city architect. No
replacement has yet been found, he said,
for former city attorney John Caudill,
who resigned abruptly last month.

In response to a question from the au-
dience, Hall said the lack of an attorney
was hindering the administration in call-
ing the city utilities commission to ac-
count. Hall has repeatedly, but so far un-
successfully, called on the utilities com-
missioners to turn over their books for in-
spection by the city council.

The mayor also pleaded the lack of an
attorney in fielding an audience question
about the legality of “‘informal’’ meelings
said to have been conducted by the city
council,

Stumbo Di‘&TWS
20-Year Term
In Trial Here

A circuit court jury which deliberated
almost 12 hours on two days last week
held Stevie Stumbe guilty of the slaying
near here of his brother-in-law, Larry
Johnson, and set his prison sentence at 20
years.

The verdict, reached Friday afternoon,
is being appealed and the defendant has
been released under bond.

The three Commonwealth
witnesses—Leonard ‘‘Lightning"' Joseph,
Jr., Willie Hale, Jr. and Joe Clark—joined
in testifying that they saw Stumbo jab
Johnson with a handgun immediately
before the shot was fired. Joseph said he
saw the defendant punch Johnson in the
stomach twice with the gun and that the
shot was fired at the second jab. One said
Johnson and Milton Stumbo had fought
and that the former was on the ground,
Johnson standing over him, when Stevie
Stumbo jumped in.

All three teslified that immediately
after the shot was fired Stumbo exclaim-
ed, “Oh, God! I didn't know it was cock-
ed."

Testifying for the defense, Milton Stum-
bo said he was the one who fought with
Johnson and that he threw the weapon, a
.357 Magnum, in a car seal and that the
weapon was cocked. After that, he said he
did not know what happened. The defen-
dant himself contended that when Milton
Stumbo tossed the pistol onto the car seat
he seized it to keep Milton from regaining
possession of it. His wife testified that her
husband and brother were ‘‘the best of
friends.”

For the first time in circuit court here a
video lape deposition was used in a
murder trial. The tape, by means of which
Major Presley Kendall, former State
Police firearms examiner, was shown
testifying via television, was used to
prove that the gun had a hair trigger,

Another defense witness, Allen Ham-
mond, State Police firearms examiner,
disputed the testimony that the weapon
had a hair trigger but said its pull was on-
ly a half-pound higher than the minimum
allowed by law for that type of firearm.

Commonwealth’'s Attorney James R.
Allen was assisted by Lester Burns in the
prosecution. Gary Johnson was the
defense counsel.

Money in the loan fund was contributed

by the Federal Economic Development
Administration, the Appalachian
Regional Commission and the governor’s
Capital Construetion Contingency Fund.

A consulling firm contracted by the
Department for Local Government in 1979
studied the feasibility of restoring 27 gas
systems in 10 eastern Kentucky counties
which were identified by the state Energy
Regulatory Commission as needing
-assistance.

‘Wheelwright's system is the third appli-
canl Lo receive a restoration loan from the

board, according to Don Erickson, gas
system restoration projeclt manager,
Department for Local Government.

Erickson said Elam Utilities; of West
Liberty, received a $589,100 loan, and
North Middletown Municipal Water and
Gas Co., of Pulaski county, received
$150,000.

Erickson said he expects the remainder
of $2,625,392 left in the loan fund to be
allocated within the next few months.

As money is repaid on those loans, more
money can be allocated to other gas
systems, he said.

during their 17-month marriage, allega-
tions that figured largely in the woman's
defense.

Defense attorneys sought to show that,
having returned to the house with the gun
in order to shoot away a padlock and
recover her children’s clothes, Mrs.
Phillips found herself in jeopardy and
shot Phillips to protect her own life.

The prosecuting attorney argued that
no evidence was presented that Mrs.
Phillips was under the immediate threat
of death or serious injury that might have
justified the homicide. The defendant
returned to the house when she had
reason to believe Phillips was inside, in-
tending to confront him, and slew him in
the absence of any immediate threat to
herself, it was argued.

In testimony punctuated by periodic
sobbing, Mrs. Phillips said her husband
had frequently beaten her around the
head, had twice raped her, had beaten the
children, and once shaved the hair off the
head of their 6'%2-month-old infant.

Under cross examination, the defen-
dant conceded she had never filed for a
divorce or sought the protection of the law
and that she had passed up an opportunity
to retrieve the children's clothes when
Phillips was absent from the house. Few
witnesses claimed to have seen evidence
of the alleged beatings and, in any event,
refuge was available for Mrs. Phillips at
her mother’s house, the prosecutor
argued,

Dr. Edward Stambaugh, a clinical
psychologist at the Lansdowne Mental
Health Center in Ashland, characterized
the defendant as suffering from
hysterical neurosis, as terrorized by ran-
dom violence, and as very dependent on
her husband. Her dependence was pro-
bably intensified by a sense of gratitude
for Phillips' marrying her though she had
borne a child of a previous relationship,
the psychologist argued.

Cross-examined, Stambaugh conceded
that nothing in his examination of Mrs.
Phillps' case suggested that she was
unaware of what she was doing at the
time of Phillips’ death or that she was ig-
norant of the distinction between right
and wrong.

Also testifying in the case were Phillips’

companions at the time of his death,

Leslie Grigsby, Anthony Wright, Timothy
Slone, and Ricky Johnson, brother of the
defendant.

Assistant Commonwealth's Attorney R,
Donald Goble prosecuted the case, while
the defense was argued by Gary Johnson,
and Public Advocates Nora McCormack
and Neal Walker.

Goble had previously moved unsuc-
cessfully for a continuation of the trial,
ciling potentially prejudicial publicity
arising from efforts by Mrs. Phillips’ sup-
porters to publicize the issue of spouse
abuse.

Following emotional courtroom
demonstrations by Mrs. Phillips’ sup-
porters and by members of Eugene
Phillips' family after the verdict was an-
nounced, defense attorney Johnson said
the defense team had not intended in any
way to discredit the family. “The sorrow
they feel, we feel,” he asserted, adding
that he felt the jury had prevented the oc-
currence of a second tragedy.

ADD BEAUTY TO YOUR
HOME WITH COLOR

To most folks, springlime means spruc-
ing up the house. Color is the least expen-
sive way to beautify your home. The more
vou know aboul color, the more you can
do with it.

The walls, floor and ceilings of a room
are the background for your furnishings.
You need to concentrate on these areas in
developing your color plan. Since they
represenl a major investment, plan them
carefully.

You will find the results more pleasing
if you keep the background soft and
soothing. Remember that colors should
blend well; they must be seen together,

Mix both warm and cool colors—as well
as light and dark colors—in each room.
However, don't use colors in equal propor-
tion in any one room. Also, don't have all
shiny or all rough textured finishes in any
one room. Vary them for interest.

Use light colors in a small room to make
it look larger. Paint the ceiling of a room
slightly darker than the walls if the ceil-
ing is very high, To “‘shorten”™ a room that
is too tall, emphasize horizontal lines;
emphasize vertical lines in a room with a
low ceiling.

Remember that color in a large area
always looks darker. Your color sample
should be lighter than what you really
want. Study the swatches in daytime and
also at night.

Your window treatment also is an im-
portant parl of your background. Put em-
phasis on yellows and reds in rooms that
are windowless or face the northeast. The
colors add warmth.

Don’t paint the woodwork and trim in a
small room different from the wall eplor.
It will clutter up the room. Also, don't
paint such fealures as radiators to con-
trast with their background. The em-
phasis should not be on these objects,

Your chairs and sofa represent the sec-
ond area of color in a room. Use
brighler, stronger, deeper colors here. A
good rule of thumb is to use not more than
three colors, no matter how many pieces
of furniture you have. The smaller the
piece, the brighter the tone can be,

Accents and accessories are the bright
sparks. They include lamp bases, ash
trays, pictures, pillows and other
decorative accessories. You can let
yourself go here with sharper, vivid col-
ors. But be sure these accents relate to the
background and uphelstery.

Don’t forget the wood tones. The color
of the tables and other wood is important
in developing your color plan. Your color
scheme should blend with the finish of
each individual piece. However, don’t try
to match each individual piece.

BARBECUING ECONOMY
CUTS OF MEAT

A barbecue doesn’t need to destroy your
food budget. Many less expensive cuts of
meat can be used successfully on the grill.

Marinating these cuts several hours or
overnight will make them tender enough
to barbecue. The marinade, which is an
oil and acid mixture, will tenderize the
meat. With a marinade, the flavor gets in-
to the meat while a sauce flavors only the
surface.

Slide marinated cubes of beef or pork
onto a skewer for kabobs. Make separate
skewers of green pepper, onion,
mushroom or other vegetables. The meat
will need to cook longer (han the
vegetables, One tasty marinade is com-
mercial Italian-style salad dressing.

By cutting up a large economical beef

cut, such as a chuck blade roast, you can
get steaks to grill plus meat for kabobs.
Choose a roast which is al least twoinches
thick and weighs 3! to five pounds,

Cut away the round muscle which is the
farthest away from the bone. Slice it into
two steaks and grill to rare or medium
doneness. These are excellent substitutes
for rib steaks. The other pieces can be us-
ed for kabobs.

To cut up this and other roasts easily,
parti: 'ly freeze the meat so you can cul

the roast more easily across the gram and
into small cubes.

Meat [rom Lhe seven-bone chuck roast
can also be cut up and barbecued. Choose
a roasl at least two inches thick and
weighing aboul six pounds. To cul up,
place with the bone extension facing away
from you,

The top left muscle is the mosl tender
and can be sliced across the grain into two
steaks. The small section on the top right
as well as the bottom muscle can be cut up
and marinated for kabobs. The long mid-
dle muscle can be cut into four thin
steaks, marinated and grilled.

To use the popular round steak, choose
one that weighs aboul five pounds and is |
1/4 to 1'z inches thick. Cut away the
largest muscle, marinate and grill, Carve
in thin slices across the grain for four to
six servings. The other sections can be
marinated and used in kabobs.

A medium fire should be used for cook-
ing these steaks and kabobs. To test if the

coals are the righ!l temperature, hold your
hand where the meat will be. Count the
seconds you can hold it there comfor-
tably. For medium fire, it should be three
to four seconds.

The [following recipe i1s for a basic
marinade thal can be used with roasts,
steaks and kabobs: '2 cup catsup; 'z cup
waler, 1/4 cup packed brown sugar; 1/4
cup cooking oil, 1/4 cup while vinegar; 1
onion, thinly sliced; 1 tablespoon
Worcestershire sauce; 1'; teaspoons li-
quid smoke; 1/4 teaspoon black pepper: |
lemon slice.

Combine all ingredients. Place meat in
a large plastic bag. Pul bag in a bow!l and
pour marinade over meatl in the bag, Tie
bag closed. Marinate meat several hours
overnight. Brush marinade on during
grilling also.

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Increased Interest
In Ky. To Help
Industrial Outlook

“I’'m not promising any magic or secret
weapons, just good old fashion hard
work,"” Jack H. Segell, state Commerce
commissioner told members of the Ken-
tucky Industrial Development Council
which met in Lexington, recently.

Segell's address to 75 industry leaders
outlined five major areas of importance
which now or soon will affect industrial
development in Kentucky.

He pointed out that one of Gov. John Y.
Brown Jr.'s campaign promises was (o
promote Kentucky's future development
and commerce, ‘These promises are now
being replaced with deeds," he said.

Interest in the state has increased al a
fantastic rate as a result of what Segell
calls the ‘‘John and Phyllis
phenomenon.”

“Whatever you call it,” he said, "it's
sweeping the nation and:we plan to lake
advantage of the benefits."

Additional industrial growth and in-
creased trade has come about through **a
new spirit of cooperation between govern-
ment agencies,” Segell said. “We're talk-
ing more with each other and listening to
what others are saying.'' This new effort
to communicate will lead to a more effi-
cient operation and better business rela-
tions,” he added.

A new statewide and national media
campaign is being planned for fall, he told
council members, “We're looking for a
common theme for the state that tells it
all.”

Segell said until the legislature ap-
proves a state budget, specific programs
cannot get under way. But, he said, the
department is “turned on" and ready to
take on competition from other states that
lure industry away from the com-
monwealth.

Lee Roy Sean, marketing director for
the Louisville and Jefferson County
Riverport Authority, expressed hope that
Commissioner Segell and other slae agen-
cies would be supportive of the council’s
efforts lo interest industry in locating in
the commonwealth. Sean is secretary-
treasurer for the council.

Council membership totals more than
120 industrial representatives including
major utilities railroads and local in-
dustrial development agencies.

Bell’s Photophone
Marks 100th Year

“I have heard a ray of sun laugh and
cough and sing,”’ wrole Alexander
Graham Bell in 1880 after inventing the
photophone—a device to send messages
through the air on beams of sunlight.

Bell's photophone will be on display in
an exhibil at the National Geographic
Society’s Explorer's Hall in Washington,
D.C., according to Phill Scott, local South
Central Bell manager.

Entitled ““The 100th Annmiversary of the
Photophone,” the exhibit describes Bell's
invention as well as today’s lightwave
communication systems that transmil in-
formaltion as pulses of laser light through
hair-thin glass libers.

The exhibit was designed by Bell Labs
and prepared with the cooperation of the
National Geographic Society, the
Smithsonian Institution and the Library
of Congress.

The exhibil features the first public
display of Bell's original photophone,
which he placed in storage at the Smithso-
nian Institution for safekeeping in the
i February, 1880. Also included are Bell's
notes wrillen as he perfected the ap-
paratus, Mr, Scoll said.

““‘Although Bell's invention was
marvelous inits day, the photophone lack-
ed practicality. Sunlight can be scattered
by fog and rain and can’t be relied upon as
a source of light for a communications
system,'’ he said.

In the late 19508, Charles Townes, a Bell
Labs consultant, and Bell Labs scientist
Arthur Schawlow, conceived the laser, an
extremely inlense, highly coherent source
of light. The invention of the laser, along
with the development of ultra-transparent
glass fibers, perfected at Bell Labs and
elsewhere, opened the way for practical
lightwave communicalions.

Several Bell lightwave syslems are
already in place or on the drawing board,
according lo Mr. Scotl.

Views ‘Iron Curtain’

U.S. FORCES, Germany, April 7—Plc.
WeDonia L. Reffit, daughter of Mr. and
Mrs. Beverage Reffitt, Langley, Ky.,
recently toured the East German border
with other members of the 377th Field Ar-
tillery.,

The soldiers were able to observe the
patrolling of the old and new guard
towers, barbed wire and concrele bar-
ricades, and mine fields. Fences used by
the East Germans are made of razor
sharp steel that offer no hand holds for
climbing. They are also booby trapped
with sawed-off shotguns that are designed
to kill or maim anyone allempting lo
escape.

Asked by Weinberg

The future of solar energy in Kentucky
will be studied if the General Assembly
passes a resolution writlen by Represen
tative Bill Weinberg, a Democral from
Knott County

Weinberg's resolulion (House Resolu
tion 42) would establish a solar energy ad
visory commillee to study renewable
energy sources such as the sun and wind
and analyze the future of those sources in
Kentucky. The commitlee would then
make recommendations on the subject to
the 1982 General Assembly

The resolution has been approved by
the House of Represenlalives by a vole ol
80-7 and is now being studied in the State
Senate

“This is the first piece of legislation
dealing with renewable resources that
has ever passed the House of Represen
tatives,” Weinberg said. “‘Practically
every other slale has some sorl of
renewable resource legislation on the
books, but this would be a first for Ken-
tucky."

Weinberg said he hopes the advisory
commitlee would give the 1982 General
Assembly recommendations which would
lead to the creation of "“'some real pro-
grams to deal with solar and other
renewable resources.”

Studies have shown thal, over (he long
run, the best ways to ease the nalion's
dependence on oil would be through con-
servation measures and the use of solar
and renewable resources, according to
Weinberg.

““We need to use more coal,” Weinberg
said. “Bul everyone agrees thal if we do
all of that, there still will not be enough
coal to satisfy all of our energy
demands."

In planning for the future, Weinberg
said, the nation has gol to conserve more
energy and utilize all of the energy
resources at its disposal, especially
renewable resources.

Anyone wanting to contact Rep
Weinberg or any other legislator while the
General Assembly is in session can do so

Belhasen Claims
$5,000 Reward
In Wells Murder

Claiming that he supplied information
which led to the arrest and conviction of
David King for the May, 1978 abduction
and murder of James Leonard Wells,
Paintsville motel clerk, C.K. Belhasen,
Paintsville atlorney, has made formal de-
mand for a $5000 reward.

Belhasen's letter to Bizzack Brothers
Construction Co., in which he claims the
reward, states the case ‘‘would not have
been solved without the information that I
provided."”

The Heart O’ Highlands Motel, from
which Wells was abducted, is owned by
Bizzack Brothers.

John Bizzack declined comment on
Belhasen's reguest, however, that motel
manager Gene Castle said he “had no
knowledge' that a reward ever was of-
fered for information. Castle, who was
Wells' uncle, said the family was in no
financial position to offer a reward.

“A law enforcement officer told me it
would not be a good move' to set a
reward, Castle said. *'It would just bring a
Tot of oddballs looking for publicity,” he
said the officer told him.

Paintsville Police Chief Ross Spears
said a reward was ‘‘discussed, but to my
knowledge (was) never posted.”

Belhasen's letter states ‘‘the accuracy
of the information which I have provided™
can be confirmed by police officers, if the
Bizzacks doubt his claim.

According to Sheriff Frank Johnson's
records, Belhasen contacted him on Jan,
27, 1979, the day after Ruby Jordan,
Belhasen's sister-in-law, was arrested in
Floyd county on charges of possessing
forged checks.

Johnson said Belhasen gave ‘‘reasons
he thought Ruby Jordan was implicated,”
and that Belhasen “told me he believed
Ruby knew about the Wells case.”

Miss Jordan gave a statement to
Johnson and Paintsville Delective B.J.
Music the following day.

Later, the King brothers were arrested
and charged with robbery, kidnapping
and murder.

David King recently pleaded guilty on
two counts in Pike circuit court and was
given two sentences of life imprisonment.
James King still faces trial.

Miss Jordan was grantedgimmunity by
prosecutors, but that action has been
challenged by James King's attorneys.
Law enforcement officials agree that her
testimony was the key to developing a
case against the King brothers.

Belhasen's letter, dated March 27,
begins by claiming he provided the infor-
mation which resulted in the arrests, He
also claims a $5,000 reward was offered.

"“However, because of the position in
which I find myself as a practicing at-
torney (with no attorney-client relation-
ship with any concerned party)...I want to
designate the proceeds of the reward to be
equally divided between the Hope Haven
Home in Paintsville and the Johnson
County Humane Society."”

Reemployment Rights
For Discharged Vets
Subject of Flyer

The Veterans Administration and the
Department of Labor have joined forces
to remind recently discharged ser-
vicemen and women of their reemploy-
ment rights

VA is including in an information kit it
sends to new veterans a Labor Deparl-
ment flyer detailing the reemployment
rights federal legislation mandates for
them. Officials of the two agencies believe
the flver will aid veterans confronted with
reemployment problems, many of whom
are unaware of the rights they have in this
area

By law veterans are enlilled to restora-
| tion in their previous job or to a similar
one offering the same seniorily, status
and pay, including all benefits becoming
due after reemployment which would
have accrued by seniority.

Veterans must apply to their pre-
service employer within 90 days after
separation from active duty. There are
special provisions for veterans who re-
main hospitalized following military ser-
vice

There are also special provisions for
reservists and Air National Guard person-
nel

Prestonsburg utilities commissioners
metl last Thursday with representatives of
the Farmers Home Administration in an
effort to agree on terms for repaying the
FmHA loan which will help finance
upgrading and expansion of the city's
walter system.

Approval of a loan of up to $2 million
was announced last month as the final
piece of the grant and loan package finan-
cing the project. The figure has come into
question, however, apparently as a result
of concerns about the city's abilily to
repay it without a substantial rate in-
crease for the system's existing
customers.

Alternatives reportedly being con-
sidered include reduction of the loan ceil-
ing, perhaps by as much as 50 percent,
seeking an increase in the amount of
grant money for the project, and securing
firm commitments from potential
customers of the expanded system.

If plans to establish a water district in
the Praler Creek area materialize, and if
waler purchase contracts are concluded
with that district and the Sandy Valley
district, FmHA officials might consider
the loan more favorably, Utilities
Superintendent Bill H. Howard indicated
this week.

As of this date, negotiations with the
federal officials are ‘still on dead
center," he said.

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Forestry Dept. Launches
Tree Planting Project

The U.S. Department of Agricullure's
Forest Service is celebrating its 75th
birthday in an unusual way and is inviting
evervbody to join in the celebration

Individuals, groups, organizations,
companies, communities, cilies, and
counties are asked to celebrate by plan-
ting a tree o mark special events such as
birthdays or other significant milestones
during the year. In this way, people can
give themselves and their country a liv-
ing, lasting present. The goal is to plant 75
million more trees in the United States
during 1980 than were planted in 1979

In Kentucky, Governor John Y. Brown,
Jr. issued a proclamation on March 13
designating 1980 as the “Plant a Birthday
Tree” Year in the Commonwealth. He
urges citizens to participate in this cam-
paign by giving themselves and their
country a living, lasting gift through the
planting of a tree to commemorate a
special occasion of a loved one.

The Forest Service was “‘born”' in 1905
when President Theodore Roosevell sign-
ed the Transfer Act transferring the coun-
try’'s forest reserves from the Depart-
ment of the Interior to the Department of

Seven Series On KET
Have Closed Captions

Closed captions, or dialogue printed in-
visibly on the television screen to be pick-
ed up and revealed by a special decoding
device, are available in seven series
broadcast each week on KET

Ranging from “Over Easy' for the
prime generation at 3:30 p.m. weekdays,
to “Once Upon A Classic' for children
Saturdays at 7 p.m. and Sundays at 11:30
a.m., programs with closed eaptions for
the hearing impaired are available at all
age levels.

On Tuesdays, KET offers “Nova,'”" a
science series for curious adulls at 9p.m.,
and ““Mystery!'’, for fans of the
“who-dun-it"" at 10 p.m.

Sunday nights also have two programs
with closed captions: “"Odyssey,’’ a series
that roams the globe as it examines
stories aboul humans and their culture,
airs at 8 p.m., and ‘''‘Masterpiece
Theatre'' at 9 p.ni

Unlike earlier open captions, a special
decoder is needed to see the words (¢losed
captions) on the television screen.

KET currently has one of the decoders.
Paul Smith, director of field services,
says if anyone would like to see it or wants
to see how it works, he will be glad to show
il to them. Smith can be contacted at (606)
233-3000,

Currently there is only one decoder be-
ing sold commercially, Smith says, but its
distributor hopes to have television sets
with built-in decoders available for pur-
chasing within the next year.

Smith also pointed out that PBS (the
Public' Broadcasting Service) has had
closed captioning available for an ex-
perimental period, but it was only recent-
ly that the Federal Communications Com-
mission acted on their request fo
authorize closed captioning on a regular
basis

Since the FCC approved the request,
two commercial networks have also add-
ed closed captions to some of their pro-
grams.

Although KET has participated in the
experimental stages of PBS’ closed cap-
tioning by working with the Kentucky
School for the Deaf to acquire a decoder,
KET does not yel have the capability to
provide closed captions for its own pro-
ductions.

Bob Klein, director of engineering, says
KET plans to purchase the equipment
needed to insert closed captions in its pro-
ductions as soon as the encoder becomes
available and KET's budget will allow it.

Three new series—one aboul
Washington politics, one about health and
one featuring old movies from the 30's and
40’'s—made the top twenty list, In their
respective order, the next ranking pro-

In the winter, the colored lights
playing on the falls, and the white
snow and ice on the banks make this
international show a special sight.
The mist hovers high and unreal in
the cold air.

The roar of the falls can be heard
even before you can see them.
Generations of visitors have flocked
to this sight and sound since the falls
were discovered.

Niagara in the winter is a cozy,
charming place. Before the ice melts
in the spring, this lower river is a
jumbled winter wonderland. Freez-
ing as much as fifty feet thick, the
ice formations are contorted into
strange white shapes. That ice
bridge between the United States
and Canada is dangerous, however,
and walking across it is prohibited.
Take the Rainbow Bridge and enjoy
the view.

Above the falls it never freezes,
except for rim ice on the banks. This
ice melts during the spring, as does
the “hoar frost”™ which forms from
the mist and spray around the falls,
freezing on the trees and bushes,

This extra water from Lake Erie
and from melting along the banks
makes the Falls wilder than ever.
The lights are turned on from 7 to
10 p.m. on March first (7 to 9:30 in
winter), Colored and white search-
lights from the Canadian side flood
the area for night viewing. The
constant roar of the falls with the
rising spray and mist give the whole
place an eerie unreal atmosphere.

The “Maid of the Mist” and the
“Maid of the Mist II” and “III"
safely tied up for the winter, come
out slowly from hibernation in June
to mid-October, to cruise bravely
right up to the base of the falls into
the tossing and turbulent waters.

With oilskins and rain gear
provided by the “Maid” the pas-
sengers are taken within spitting
distance of the roaring falls. These
boats have been delighting and
soaking visitors since grandmother’s
time, with a watery view of the falls
from the base. The $3.00 cost for
adults (and half for children)
includes the rain gear. The quarter
that your grandmother used to pay
now covers the elevator ride down to
get aboard the boat.

You can go down to the base of
the falls by land also, virtually under
the falls on the American side. For
a modest $2.50 you descend into the
by elevator,
again in oilskins and herded by a
young and active guide. Visitors can
walk along the wooden catwalks,
onto “Hurricane Deck” for a shower
and a sight of the famous Bridal Veil
Falls. It is an awe-inspiring view that
will silence even the most sophis-
ticated traveller.

Hotels abound in the vicinity of
the falls, both on the Canadian and
American side. For $72 per night
you can have the Honeymoon Suite
at the Niagara Hilton (double
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occupancy). For $42 you can get in
the Holiday Inn, even closer to the
falls (also double). Farther down in
price and quality is the nearby
Travelodge. The manager at the
Travelodge will furnish  honey-
mooners with a certificate that you
did, indeed, spend the time al
Niagara Falls—signed by the
mayor, too. Better than a marriage
certificate, some say, or nearly as
good as, others maintain

Don’t let the signs
information bureau foist you off
down the road to the so-called
“motel area.” It is from six to twelve
miles to the Falls every time vou
want to revisit the area. Unless you
want to save a dollar or two, it is
a drag being so far from the falls and
all the activity

All the other attractions around
the falls will keep the family
occupied. You can drive out on Goal
Island and dine at the restaurant.
The Three Sisters islet 1s adjacent,
where you can practically touch the
green water before it hurls over the
170 foot brink.

More Sights and Scenes

After you have iried the Maid of
the Mist, and the Cave of the Winds,
and the observation tower, and you
are not on your honeymoon, there
are still more sights and scenes for
the visitors.

Try the Niagara Gorge, along the
Moses Parkway, toward Lewiston
and Fort Niagara. The gorge is deep
and complete with whirlpools at the
State Park. The old homes on the
river near Lewiston and the Artpark
will delight the travellers.

Built by the French, occupied and
enlarged by the British, and com-
pleted by the Americans, Old Fort
Niagara is a showplace with cos-
tumed guides in season. You can
wander about the area anytime, visit
the lighthouse on Lake Niagara, and
generally roam the countryside.

Meanwhile back at the falls, the
water is still roaring on undimin-
ished. You can brush up on geology
at the Schoelkof Geological Mu-
seum, or visit the nearby Aquarium
and educate your bride or the
children or both.

For the handicapped, there is the

Viewmobile, which will take you
around Goat Park for a dollar and
stop off at each of the
attractions.

For a clean, happy and healthy
vacation for the whole family,
Niagara Falls is an attractive

The Changing Sh

Even as the United States was
celebrating its first quarfer-century of in-
dependence in 1801, American women
were winning emancipation from a dif-
ferent sort of bondage. Gone were the
layers of pelticoats; gone the bustles and
devices used to expand skirts during the
18th century ; gone the tight-laced corsets.
Women at last were free lo display a
natural shape and to wear as little
underclothing as their figures,
modesty—or mothers—would allow.

Yet the novelty of being able to breathe
and move normally seems to have paled
quickly under the tyranny of fashion, and
the rest of the 19th century presents a pic-
tureque, if appalling, illustration of the

adage that “one must suffer to be
beautiful."
During these years, women inex-

plicably accepted painful, disfiguring cor-
setry, heavy metal underpinnings and
costumes so complicated that the only
way to avoid entanglement or collision
was to practice moving about in them.

The fleeting freedom in the early 1800s,
brought about by a vogue for delicate
classical dress and Oriental fabrics,
demanded sacrifices. Although
fashionable American women seem to
have been generally more sensible than
their Europen counterparts, whodampen-
ed their flimsy "“Empire’" gowns to
display their charms—and subsequently
succumbed to epidemics of consumption
and influenza—it was difficult on both
continents to be both elegant and warm at
the same time, a dilemma appreciated by
anyone who wore mini-skirts a decade
ago.

The history of fashion and its chronicle
of pain, inconvenience and caprice has
challenged sociologists, artists, an-
thropologists, historians and humorists.
Women have gone lo drastic lengths,
heights, breadths, widths and weights to
conform to the dictates of fashion.
‘‘Sensible clothing does come into style,”
says Barbara Dickstein, museum
specialist in the Division of Costume at
the Smithstonian’s National Museum of
History and Technology, “'but it doesn’t
always stay around.”

One fixed point, however, has been the
desirability of the relatively slim waist;
pot-bellies have not been chic (for ladies)
since the 16th century. Every other aspect
of the silhouette has changed: bust, hips,
thighs and rear padded or pushed up; the
same features mercilessly suppressed.
Skirts have swollen to 10 yards in
diameter, narrowed to make a natural
step possible, trailed along the ground
and dwindled to a few inches in length,

“1t would appear,’’ as Harper's Bazaar
observed in 1870, "thal a woman, like a
jack-in-the-box, ..could swell or collapse
al the touch of some hidden spring.
Fashion is certainly endowed with a
mysterious power of suddenly metamor-
phosing the human being."

By the mid-1820s, the Grecian goddess
had become a delicate, languishing,
Romantic heroine, her readiness to faint
al the drop of a handkerchief due less to
spiritual sensitivity than the reality that
her stays simply were pushing most of her
internal organs up into her rib cage.

Once back in the grip of the corset,
women clung to it steadfastly in the face
of constant onslaughts by physicians,
humorists and sensible persons of both
sexes. In spite of the obviously mutilating
effects and the illnesses attributed to
tight-lacing, its defenders throughout the
century claimed the corset was necessary

to support the frail backs of the weaker
sex—a self-fulfilling propheey since
children began wearing ‘‘supporters’’ in
infancy. By dint of rigorous discipline,
which sometimes included wearing stays
to bed, a young woman might achieve the
fashionable dimension, which ranged bet-
ween 16 and 20 inches, by her 18th birth-
day.

The silhouette above and below this tiny
waist varied considerably. By 1830,
ladies, like their grandmothers before
them, were passing through doors
sideways—not because of the width of
their shirts, but the width of their huge
puffed sleeves. An issue of Lady's
Magazine of 1832 allowed that the balloon-
ing sleeves, although hazardous in other
circumstances, might be very useful as
buoys in case of shipwreck.

As this fashion deflated, Philadelphia
social observer John Watson recorded his
approval: “‘The day of 5 feet high and 6
feet wide is gone, we trust forever, "—only
to ery with disgust in 1856 ‘‘Hoops again!"
Skirts, supported by stiffened petticoats,
crinolines or an assortment of heavy
metal contrivances, swelled to fill rooms,
aisles and streets, giving birth to car-
toons, comic songs; poems and anecdotes
that ridiculed this inconvenient and
sometimes dangerous fashion.

Poets deplored the difficulty of stealing
a kiss; a Memphis newspaper attributed a

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lady's escape when struck by lightning to
the conductive properties of her metal
underpinnings, and in San Francisco, one
young woman demurely popped her skirt
over her unlicensed terrier, to the frustra-
tion of the dogcatchers and cheers of
onlookers. More serious stories included
accounts of smuggling supplies to troops
during the Civil War as well as frequent
reports of ‘‘crinoline accidents,” usually
tragic fires where rescue was hampered
by the huge skirts of the victim or her
would-be rescuers

Watson considered the fashion not only
ridiculous but indecent. Certainly, any
sudden gust of wind or bending movement
sel it swinging. Young ladies practiced
achieving a gentle, bell-like motion when
walking, in addition to the ancient art of
lifting the skirt to display just the right
portion of ankle.

Pantalettes solved the problem of
warmth and modesty, but English and
American women who adopted the style
drew the line at the ‘“‘rational dress'' pro-
posed by Amelia Bloomer, suffragette
and temperance advocate, in the early
1850s. Although this costume, a three-
guarter-length gown over full trousers
gathered at the ankles, was overwhelmed
by a storm of ridicule and indignation, it
immortalized ils inventor in American
slang.

The technological achievements of the
19th century revolutionized fashion; the
textile industry produced an un-
precedented volume and variety of fabric
and trimmings, al high speed and low
cost, All this had to go somewhere, and
women ended up literally bearing the
burden of conspicuous consumption.

The belle of the 1870s, now trailing her
burden behind her in the shape of a flounc-
ed, ribboned, fringed, ruffled, tassled bus-
tle, may have been dressed in the aptly
named mode ‘‘a’ la lapissier —up-
holstery slyle. A favorite schoolboy's
prank was to deposit a mouse, frog or
perhaps the ‘dictionary in the
schoolteacher’s bustle and enjoy his
hapless prey’s confusion

The industrial revolution also saw the
development of magazines published
especially for women. With the same
neutrality thal today places recipes next
to the latest diet and sun-bronzed models
nex! to articles on skin cancer, magazines
like Godey's Lady's Book and Harper's
Bazaar published both sides of the corset,
hoopskirt and bustle controversies
Advertisements, meanwhile, proclaimed
the benefits of tortuous-looking garments,
solemnly endorsed by physicians and per-
suasively labeled ‘‘patented,” an adjec-
tive that seems lo have carried all the
psychological weight that “natural’ does
today.

The bustle, and the *Gibson Girl"
silhouette that followed it, went the way of
all styles; the early decades of the 20th
cenlury ushered in dramalic change.
Women who had celebrated the turn of the
century trussed up, with trains draped
over their arms, sent their daughters off

The memory of Christian Dior's "“New
Look' of 1947, which brought back
femininity with a vengeance in the shape
of long skirts, layers of petlicoats; under
wired bustlines and "Merry Widow'' cor-
sets, should prevent women from being
too complacent. Bul il does seem
reasonable to assume that they have
achieved a permanent victory over that
particular form of bondage. Or does il”

“You can'l really make predictions,”
says Dickstein of the Smithsonian. '"We
know the eye gets bored...there's a
psychological need for change. And you
never know who—or what—is going Lo in-
fluence it."

And, it might be added, women have no
way of knowing whether this year's styles
will eventually be labeled quaint, outlan-
dish, risque or intriguing nostalgia. One
thing is certain, though: Their children
will consider these fashions ‘‘old fashion-
ed.”

Gambling’s Growing Popularity

Life's a gamble. but that doesn’t stop
millions of people from taking a
chance every now and then. Gam-
bling is big business: not only in this
country, bul throughout the world
Glamaorous resorts abound, from Las
Vegas to Monte Carlo. Off-track
betting offices dot cites from coast
to coast, Lotteries are booming.
Everyone, from mailmen 1o mothers,
football fans 1o florists and business
execulives (o barons, wants a piece
of the action

Why not? Played wisely, legal
gambling can be both challenging
and fun. While the gambler may risk
losing his or her nitial investment,
the possibility that he or she may
someday hit the jackpot is enough 1o
keep even the most hard-hearted
skeptic going

Below 1s a sampling of some of the
more popular games that people take
a chance on.

State Lotteries

With 15 vears behind them, state
lotteries are bigger than ever. Most
offer a standard system of prizes
which reinforce public confidence
and stir up headlines and sales. The
lottertes feature lots of small
prizes—{ree tickets, $5, $25, $100.
for example—and a few mammoth
windfalls—$50.000, or $1000 a
week for a vear, a guaranteed
income for life

The chances of winning the grand
prize are slim. ensuring good press
for the lottery system when someone
does win it. The odds of winning one
of the smaller prizes are better: Ten
to one or one hundred to one; for
instance—so nearly everyone in a
state may know someone who has
won something. That nodding ac-
quaintance with Lady Luck is just
enough of an incentive for people to
keep buying the tickets week aflter
week,

State lotteries mean exira monies
for the state. In many cases. the
state treasuries may pocket 35 to 45
cents out of every dollar spent once
the lottery organization pays off its
operating expenses. Though state
lotteries: are fun, keep in mind that
most pay back only 45 cents for
every dollar bet, compared with
casino roulette, which rewurns 95
cents on. each dollar; horsetrack
betting. which pays 80 cents: slot

machines which return 75 to 95
cents and illegal numbers which pay
60 to 74 cents.

Horseracing

Thoroughbred racing—in which
the horse is ridden by a jockey—is
the most popular form of legal
gambling. followed by harness
racing—in which the horse has a
driver who rides behind 1t in a
two-wheeled sulky. Visitors 1o the
track can bet on horses to win, place
or show, To cash a win ticket, the
bettor must have selected a horse
that finished first; for place, the
horse must have finished first or
second; for show. first, second or
third.

Bets are usually made in amounts
of $2, $5, §10, $50 and $100.
Combination, or “across-the-board,”
bets .can be made on horses to win,
place and show for a bit more
money

Bets can become even more
complicated. In the daily double, for
instance, the bettor must pick the
winners of two consecutive races. In
the quinella, he must pick the two
horses in one race that will finish
first and second, either way, In the
exacta or perfecta, the bettor selects
the first and second place horses but
in the exact order of their finish. In
the twin double, he picks the winners
of two consecutive races; if he wins,
he turns in his tickeét for another in
which he picks the winners of yet
another two races. In the triple, the
bettor picks the three finishers in
order of their finish.

Whatever vour druthers, don’t
throw away your ticket until the race
results are officially posted. Inquiries
into race results are often made, and
if the race stewards decide there has
been an infraction, the picture can
change.

Roulette
In this exciting casino game, the
bettor can bet—or place chips—on

. a single number (a “'straight up™),

or 'on Red or Black, odd or even, or
a combination of numbers. In this
game, the dealer spins the roulette
wheel in one direction and a small
white ball in the opposite direction.
When the ball stops, the dealer
indicates' the winning number.

Blackjack /21

In this card game, everyone plays
against the dealer. The dealer deals
each player two cards face up and
gives himself one card up and one
card down. The object of the game
is to draw cards that add up to 21
or that come as close as possible to
that number without going over it.
If your total is nearer 21 than the
dealer’s, vou win. If you go over 21,
vou lose. If you and the dealer have
the same count, it's a draw,

Other games of chance include
baccarat, which is played with eight
full decks of cards. and craps, which
is played with dice. If yvou've sworn
off gambling, you might consider a
new board game, “Las Vegas
Junket,” which enables you to
gamble to your heart's content, in
the comfort of your living room,
without jeepardizing your bank
account.

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A New Approach to Cancer

Dr. Linus Pauling

By Chuck Bins

This year an estimated 750,000
Americans will be diagnosed as
having cancer. One important factor
in the effectiveness of any cancer
treatment they receive will be their
patural resistance 1o the disease.
Nobel Prize winner Dr. Linus
Pauling and others base their
research on that fact and are seeking
to unravel the complex workings of
the metabolism which controls cell
growth. A malignant tumor is, after
all, only the abnormal growth' of
otherwise normal cells.

So far, their experimental
evidence indicates massive doses of
ascorbic acid (Vitamin C) can help
to bolster that resistance and
prolong life for many patients,

Until recently. cancer research
has concentrated almost exclusively
on the cell and ignored the complex
gel surrounding it. This gelatinous
substance is as important to proper
cellular metabolism as a mother's
embryonic fluid is to her unborn
infant. Dr. Pauling hypothesizes that
cells are normally restrained from
profiferating by this cement-like
substance.

Before a cell can split, 11 must
break down the surrounding
chemical bonds which act much like
the wire mesh ip reinforced concrete
The break up of this fibrous network
is accomplished through the release
of an enzyme. The process is kept in
check by an inhibiting enzyme, PHI,
which Pauling believes requires
ascorbic acid for its synthesis. By
increasing the production and
release of PHI. abnormal cellular
growth could be substantially
subdued.

Vitamin C Treatment

While Pauling’s experiment does
not prove his hypothesis, it does
seem to show that ascorbic acid can
have a therapeutic effect in cancer
treatment. At the Vale of Leven
* District: General Hospital in Scot-
land, Drs. Ewan Cameron and Linus
Pauling traced the survival of 100
ascorbate-treated patients from date
of “untreatability.” Each patient
was matched with 10 other patients
who had the same cancer-and similar

Whether or not [urther studies
will support Pauling’s findings is still
a question lo be answered. Al
present his research is being con-
ducted with the support of public
and private contributions. The
National Institute of Health and the
American Cancer Society  have
turned a cold shoulder 1o his
requests for funds

A pioneer in molecular biology
and the only living person to have
won the Nobel Prize more than once,

Pauling never had any problem in
procuring grants before he became
involved with vitamin €. Since then
however, the American Cancer
Society and the National Institute of
Health have rejected his funding
requests five times.

Vitamin C Versus Traditional
Treatment

Unfortunately, Pauling’s approach
seems to fly in the face of traditional
case histories. Of these 100 patients,
each received 10 grams of ascorbate
a day, (the minimum daily adult
requirement is 30 miligrams). while
those 1,000 in the conirol group did
not. One year later, 22 of the 100
ascorbate-treated patients were still
alive compared with only four of the
1.000 controls. The survival times
varied with different types of cancer,
but in every category the ascorbate-
treated patients lived longer. Most of
them (90 percent) lived three times
as long as their controls on the
average, while the remaining 10
percent lived an average of 20 times
longer.

In one case, after this experiment
was conducted. an advanced cancer
patient experienced a complete
remission within a month after
beginning ascorbate treatment.
When this treatment stopped. the
patient’s symptoms returned. Again
ascorbic acid was administered, and
again the patient recovered.

A more recent experiment, con-
ducted at the Mayo Clinic in
Rochester, Minnesota and published
in the New England Journal of
Medicine, failed to find any statis-
tical difference between two groups
of patients—one treated with vi-
tamin C, the other with a placebo.
The single, long-term survivor in the
test received a placebo.

Conflicting Results

Although this study was largely
regarded in the press as refuting
Pauling’s findings, the researchers
themselves pointed to an important
difference which many news sources
failed to report. All but nine of their
123 patients had previously received
radiation or chemotherapy. com-
pared with only a small fraction of
Pauling's patients. (These treat-
ments are not as widely used in
Scotland as in the U.S.) Since both
chemotherapy and radiation, in fact,
weaken host resistance, the re-
searchers noted:

It is therefore impossible to
draw any conclusions about the
possible effectiveness of vi-
tamin C.in previously untreat-
ed patients. In Cameron and
Campbell’'s report of a 10
percenl regression rate in 50
patients with widely dissemin-
ated cancer, none had received
definitive: prior treatment and
presumably were more immun-
ocompetent than our patients.
Since vitamin C may have an
impact on host resistance to
cancer we recognize that
earlier immuno-suppressive
treatment might have obscured
any benefit provided by this
agent.

They add, however, that in
Pauling’s experiment, the increased
survival rates did, in fact, include
some¢ patients with = previous
immuno-suppressive  therapy—a
finding they failed. to replicate.
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treatment methods: Unlike surgery;
radiation and chemotherapy, which
aim to kifl invading cancer cells,
ascorbic dacid treatments are de-
signed only to restrain them, and
ultimately 1o restore the cancerous
cells to their normal behavior,

So far. ascorbic acid has only been
used when all else ‘fails. Because
ascorbate treatments seem to be less
effective following radiation or
chemotherapy, if further research
supports vitamin C, the approaches
may prove to be mutually
exclusive.

Pauling would disagree. He is not
in favor of discarding traditional
treatment  methods, Instead, he
contends that wvitamin C could
become a useful supplement during
all phases of treatment and would
prove particularly helpful in building
up the body's immuno-system when
either radiation or chemotherapy is
the primary method of controlling
the disease. The American Cancer
Society and the National Institute of
Health have yet to see it that way
or to provide any substantiative
funding to further test the vitamin's
worth.

Nevertheless, there are some
strong arguments which suggest new
avenues of approach, like vitamin C,
are needed and deserve more
funding. After 25 years of cancer
research and billions of dollars spent
on finding cures, survival rates for
the most common types of cancer
accounting for about 80 percent of
all cases—remain virtually un-
changed and in some cases have
worsened. Next year alone, some
400,000 people will die of cancer.
Clearly, the war on this disease is
not being won.

Furthermore, there is little room
for improvement in traditional
methods. Surgical treatment has
evolved to such a degree that any
major curative advance seems unli-
kely. In radiotherapy, although the
practical techniques are still being
refined, most radiotherapists would
agree that such technical advances
will produce only marginal im-
provement in cure rates.

Chemotherapy, which (reats
cancer with drugs, now offers
prospects of cure for cancers
previously regarded as hopeless- But
there are over 100 distinet forms of
cancer, and the types of cancers
curable by chemotherapy are limited
to a few special kinds occurring
predominantly in children and
adolescents.

Anti-Viral Treatment

The most promising new breakth-
rough in cancer treatment has come
from the field of immunotherapy. A
newly-discovered, anti-viral protein,
dubbed Interferon (IF) sends a
“warning” message from cell to cell,
strengthening surrounding cells
against an attack. Early studies
suggest IF might be useful in
treating some forms of cancer and
may someday become as important
to viral diseases as antibiotics are for
bacterial infections. This immun-
ological approach parallels what Dr.
Pauling is trying to do—bolster host
resistance.

Like the inhibitor enzyme PHI,
the body's own cells produce IF.
Unfortunately, it takes mass quanti-
ties of human blood to extract only
a small amount of it, making
Interferon prohibitively expensive
Ascorbic acid on the other hand,
costs less than 60 cents for a 10
gram dose and may prove beneficial
to a wide array of cancers,

Ascorbate may hold the additional
benefit of acting as an anti-bacterial,
anti-viral agent. Although no human
cancers have been proven to be
caused by viruses, il 15 an importani
point since many cancer patients
ultimately die of infection (due to
their bodies” weakened defenses).
Unlike traditional cancer treat-
ments, ascorbic acid has no il
side-effects.

Even il large dosages of vitamin
C could effectively prolong life in
only five to ten percenl of cancer
cases, it would lengthen the lives of
some 20,000 to 40,000 patients in
the U.S. alone who would otherwise
die this year.

In the absence ol any practical
breakthroughs since the develop-
ment of surgical treatment,
radiotherapy. and chemotherapy, it
seems that traditional treatment
methods can only be honed so much
before each additional research
dollar vields smaller and smaller
returns. And it appears this point
has already been reached.

With more and more research
indicating that many cancers are
caused by carcinogens in our dijet
and environment, an effective cancer
control, and possibly a cure, could
come through an approach that
would mobilize the body's own
defense mechanisms.

Annuals for Shade:
Choose with Care

While almost every homeowner has a
shady area in the yard where a colorful
accent would be welcomed, only a few an-
nual plants will provide that bright
display when planted in shaded gardens
or containers.

Trials at the Landscape Garden Center
of the University of Kentucky College of
Agriculture have pinpointed several
plants suitable for shaded spots, accor-
ding to Bob Anderson, Extension hor
ticulturist.

“Impatiens will flower profusely in full
shade and the colorful foliage of coleus
and caladium will develop beautifully in
shaded gardens,"” reports Anderson. In
partially shaded situations, these plants
plus salvia, or red sage, and some
begonias will produce a colorful display

Impatiens, also called sultana, bloomin’
fool or busy lizzy, is the best flowering
plant for shade or semi-shade gardens,
the garden center trials showed. The
flower colors include white, pink, salmon,
orange, red and lavender, plus bicolor
flower types which contrast with the
vigorous green foliage.

Most
seed. “Unfortunately,” says Anderson,
“the seed is difficull to germinate for
most home gardeners.” Cuttings ean be
taken in the fall and grown indoors
through the winter if you have room in a
window.

A new type of impatiens, called New
Guinea hybrids, is produced only from
cuttings. These are more difficult to grow
but have beautifully variegated and col-
ored foliage as well as large flowers, ac-
cording to the specialist.

Coleus and caladium plants that pro-
duce colored foliage are also very good
plants for shaded or semi-shaded areas.
Coleus cultivars are available with leaves
of every color except blue. Caladium
foliage is highly variable, but generally
only the types with red, green and white
colors are available

Coleus plants can be produced ffom cut-
tings or seed by the homeowner. Ander-
son says the newly developed dwarf
cultivars have performed very well at the
garden center. **You should consider pur-
chasing these new types because they
branch freely and remain small in your
garden,” he advises

Caladium plants are produced [rom
tubers which must be harvested from the
garden before frost in the fall, The tubers
should be stored at 55 degrees F during
the winter, and in spring they can be forc-
ed to sproul faster if kept al 80-85 degrees
F for four to six weeks.

Salvia and some begonias can be used
in semi-shade garden locations, The
plants require locations that receive four
to six hours of full sun each day. Anderson
pointed out that salvia, or red sage, has
never performed well when grown in full
sun during trials at the Landscape
Garden Center

The plants produce bright red flower
spikes that will stand out in a partially

Begonias with green foliage are Lhe only
type of begonia that will grow well in
semi-shaded gardens or containers,
reports Anderson.

For gardens in the shade, the hor-
ticulturist advises having well-drained
soil. “It will help to add extra organic
matter to the soil to make il lighter and
hold less water,” he notes, adding that
gardens in the shade tend to remain wet
much longer than those in the sun because
they lack the drying effect of the sun’s
heat.

To Class or Not To Class

The Kentucky High School Athletic
Association may not have to go to court to
settle the matter of classifying the high
school basketball teams in the state. The
KHSAA Board of Control will be sending
out ballols soon to each high school in the
state to let the majority rule, and hopeful-
ly, answer the question of “'To class or not
to class.”

The more than 300 high schools should
have the ballots marked and returned by
the middle of summer. Early speculation
is the majority will vote not to change the
present structure because of economics.
Teams could travel 50 miles to play a
district game, a situation some football
schools face due to not having a school
within their class closer home.

Sixteen of the 20 Eastern Kentuckians |
asked at the Sweet 16 were againsl a class
system. Evervone against it cited either
economics, or changing the Sweet 16 for-
matl, or both.

Floyd County Board of Education
member Ray ‘‘Shag’ Campbell opposes
the class system. *'1 think we should keep
the Sweel 16 the way it has always been,”
he says. ““I think it means more to the
teams, knowing they are competing for a
true state championship: The only class |
would favor would be classifying the 16
teams after they have come out of their
regional tournaments, then match schools
of similar size in first-round games bul
still keep it an overall championship. 1
also would hate to see teams have to
travel a long distance to play a district
game. It would hurt established rivalries
and school revenue. That's another
reason I'm against classes."

Betsy Layne coach William Newsome,
Jr., says he has changed his mind and
now favors a class system. He pointed out
that Betsy Layne, a single A football
school, came within four points of
Ashland, a 4A school, on the basketball
court, He wonders how far the Bobcats
would have gone this season against
schools of comparable size.

County High and a KHSAA board
member, Faircie played high school
basketball at Garrett in the mid-40's and
earned small college All-America honors
at Kentucky Wesleyan.

pions.

“We may have some problems in the
early going with four starters in the in-
field gone from last year and our hitting is
questionable but we have some good arms
on this team and I think our pitching can
come through for us,'” he says.

The “good arms” King is talking about
are Jimmy Dale Turner, Kevin Stumbo,
Bobby Caudill and Mike Birdsong. Mike
Kinney is also a possible starter and will
see relief action this season. Caudill was
the starter for McDowell last season in
the districl final against Prestonsburg.
Stumbo, a transfer from Lafayette, has
not pitched in two years bul has shown
early signs of regaining his form. Turner
and Birdsong are products of the fine Left
Beaver Babe Ruth program. Turner’s
size (6-6) and southpaw delivery are a
great combination, according to King as
he hopes freshman Turner will be “‘the
surprise of the mound staff.”

First baseman Gary Pack, shortstop
Rick Kidd, third baseman Steve Kidd and
catcher Doug Wicker graduated last year,
leaving four vacancies in what was one of
the area's stronger infields. Turner ap-
pears to have moved in to the spot at first
and Kinney and Greg Kidd are vying for
the shortstop position with Barry
Hamilton and Denver Slone the top c¢an-
didates behind the plate. Third base is
still “up for grabs," according to King.
Steady Hugh Hall returns to second base.

Tom Meade and Chester Newsome are
set in the outfield and Hamilton may
move Lo the outfield leaving the catching
duties to Sione,

King says he will rely on several
youngsters coming up from the McDowell
and Drift Babe Ruth teams. Last sum-
mer, McDowéll and Drift finished second
and third in the county league.

“I.really believe we have more talent
this year than last. How well we'll do ear-
ly depends on how fast the Babe Ruth
players can adjust to high school ball.
This team has confidence and they know
we have a good baseball tradition at
McDowell. When the tournament comes
we'll be ready to defend,’" King noted.
