Ky. Will Not ““Sell Out’’ To Feds
On Stripmine Law,

Natural resources and Environmental
Prolection Secrelary Jackie Swigart told
a Senale commillee last week thal Ken-
tucky would nol be “selling out™ to the
federal government although a number of
slate laws and regulations will have to
conform to the federal surface mining
control and reclamation act ol 1977 to
Kentucky to achieve primacy

Gene Brandenburg, the state surface
mining reclamation and enforcement
commissioner, appeared with Swigart al
a morning meeting of the Senate
Agriculture and Natural Resources Com-
mittee and, laid out some of the an-
licipated stalutory changes

Primacy would give Kentucky full
authority, presently shared with federal
officials, over bonding, permil approval,
inspection and all other sirip mine
regulatory responsibilities

Brandenburg said statutory changes
already agreed upon by his department
and the federal Office of Surface Mining
would require:

-A delermination ol hydrologic conse-
guences on the walershed around each
strip mine site.

—A coal exploitation permit for all sites
where more than 25 tons of coal is lo be
removed or where there would be
“substantial damage” to Lhe environ-
mentl

—Penalties o be assessed against cor-
porate officials for “willful violations™ of
the federal act. Currently only private
citizens can be sued

—Citizens be allowed to petition that
land not be mined when a person would be
adversely affected by the strip mine
Brandenburg emphasized thal no existing
operations could be shut down by a peti-
tion.

—Within two months after the state
achieves primacy thal an operator apply
for a permit if he would expect to mine
more than eight months after applying for
the permit,

Brandenburg also said that the slate
may have Lo require strip mine operalors
1o hold public liability insurance through
state regulatory changes. Presently, no
liabilily insurance is required of
operalors

Another possible revision in slate law
would require that the state hold a bond
for five years, he said, whereas bond is
now held by the state for “two growing
seasons.'’

Swigarl said the stale is required lo sub-
mit its legislative changes to the Office of
Surface Mining (OSM) by March 3, but
would have unmtil June 15 to meet any
missing requirements of Lthe federal act

In other action, the commillee passed a
bill on to the Senate concerning nuclear
wasle disposal sites in the state.

The measure, Senate Bill (SB) 47, is
sponsored by the Special Advisory Corfy-
mittee on Nuclear Waste Disposal,
created by the 1978 General Assembly to
find solutions on the Maxey Flats nuclear
waste disposal site in Rowan County

The hill requires that a majorily ap-
proval of both houses of the legislature
before the state may relinguish ownership
of Maxey Flals; requires thal Lhe slale
have complete authority for approval of
building such sites; and makes the re-
opening of Maxey Flats or opening of any

action—Iland, sea, and sky.

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Brown Orders Coal Use

Agreeing with a policy developed by
secretary of Energy William B. Sturgill
and Fiance Secrelary George Adkin,Goy
John Y. Brown Jr. last Friday cancelled
the planned purchase of an oil-fired botler
at the Blackburn Correctional Institution
in Lexinglon and ordered that the facility
be heated by Kentucky coal.

“While the Blackburn facility is nol a
large one,”’ Brown said, “Kenlucky slale
government needs lo sel the example for
all others to follow if coal is going o be the
answer Lo America's energy problems.”

The facility presently has three coal
fired boilers. A decision was made by the
previous administration to convert the in-
stitution’s heating system from a coal-
fired system to one using oil.

Brown also sent a policy memorandum
to all cabinet secretaries, universily
presidents and agency heads nolifying
them that it shall be the policy of Lhe
Commonwealth of Kentucky that any new
or retrofitted state heating facilities shall
use coal as source of fuel

In developing the policy, Sturgill and
Adkins consulted with coal county
legislators, stale Reps. Greg Stumbo
(D-Prestonsburg), and Steve Cawood
{D-Pineville), Sen. John Doug Hays
{D-Pikeville}, and Rep. Jim LeMaster, of
Lexington, where the Blackburn facility
is located

The study considered a number of op-
tions, including the purchase and installa

tyon of oil and gas-fired botlers as well as a
coal-fired system

"It was a front-end decision by a
previous administration,”” Sturgill said
*The decision 6 purchase the oil furnace
was made without giving consideration to
the fuel to be burned over a reasonable
life of the boiler,” he added

Courthouse Annex
To Be Ready For
Emergency Use

The specter of possible flooding in
coming months helped spur efforts by the
Floyd County Emergency Task Force last
week o ready the courthouse annex here
for use as an emergency operations
cenler.

In the event of an emergency, the
building would be used as a communica-
tions center for coordinating the activities
of the civil defense director, the county
judge-executive, police, fire and rescue
units, the utilities systems, Red Cross,
welfare and food stamps agencies, and
other relief forces.

Additional telephone lines and a power
generator to provide light and heat during
a power failure were said to be the mos!
urgent needs,

Officials of South Central Bell told the
meeting that the additonal telephone ser-
vices could readily be provided. A discus-
sion of three 25-kilowatt power generators
provided to the county from army surplus
some years ago, however, revealed that
one is in use by the Floyd County Rescue
Squad, one has been given to the
Salyersville rescue squad, and the third is
stripped and inoperable after lying idle
for years in an open slorage area.

Civil Defense Director Petty Thompson
expressed surprise at the deterioration of
the unit stored here and at the transfer of
the other unit to Salyersville

Bob Morrison, of the slate disaster

emergency service, said that his office is

in the process of designating disaster
assistance centers for this area. The
centers would be used as one-stop
assistance and referral cenlers for people
in need of emergency services following a
disaster.

Kings’ Defense
Motions Heard
By Pike Judge

Pike Circuil Judge E.N. Venlers recent-
ly overruled four defense motions in the
case in which David Lowell and James
King, brothers, are accused of the kidnap-
ping and murder of James Leonard Wells,
night clerk at the Heart o' Highlands
Motel in Paintsville.

He also withheld a ruling on another
defense molion, set pre-trial hearings on
two other motions and accepled evidence
into the record.

Most of the motions involved Ruby Jor-
dan, the Paintsville woman who has said
she was with the brothers on the night of
the kidnapping, Judge Venlers said
Judge Venters overruled motion which
asked that Mrs. Jordan, who is expected
to be a major Commonwealth witness in
the trial of the case, undergo psychialric
examination. He held that the defense
could ask her to submit lo such examina-
tion but that the court could not force her
to do so.

Another defense motion to present her
testimony in support of the request (or
psychiatric examination was overruled
Venters also overruled a defense motion
o' increase' the number pf juror
challenges in the case from the usual
eight to 20. On a motion for defense funds
for the employment of an expert in the
field of hypnosis the judge said he feels
the taxpayers should not be saddled with
an exorbitant fee, should the motion be
sustained, and directed defense counsel to
try lo find such an expert wilness nearer
home and Lo report back to the court

Hearings on other motions have been
set later this month. On Feb. 14 the matter
of an exchange between defense and pro-
secution of their list of witnesses will be
decided, and Feb. 26 was teniatively lixed
as the date for hearing of a defense mo-
tion for change of venue. A defense mo-
tion to suppress court identification and
other testimony regarding or influenced
by hypnosis and (or) resulting from im-
permissible suggestion was scheduled for
a separale hearing Feb. 14.

The defense requested that the medical
records of Ruby Jordan which defense
counsel subpoenaed from the Methodist
Hospilal, Pikeville, be accepted as part of
the record. Venters accepted certified
copies of the records, as presented to the
courl by a hospital representative, but
ordered that they remain sealed and not
be opened excepl by order of the court

Actual trial of the case apparently is
some distance away

One of the defendants, James King, is
being held in the Floyd county jail.

Treasure
Trove

The gleam, glitter, beauty and value of
gold!

Kenfucky has more of il than can be
counted in gold bricks at Fort Knox. And
if all of the treasure could be found, there
would be enough to go around.

In Fleming county, where gold has been
discovered, it is creating more excite
ment than stories of John Swift's silver
mines.

Ten years ago, gold was reported in
Lawrence county, enough gold to start
free enterprise swinging as much as fin-
ding an oil well in what was thought to be
a dry hole. (This discovery was made on
the farm of Homer Neeley, former Floyd
man,—Ed.)

Along the Little Sandy River in Greenup
and Carter counties, old tales about
buried gold flow on and on. At the current
price of gold, should the Anglin buried
treasure ever be found, it would make the
owner a Midas

Three bachelor brothers, John, Bill and
Adrain Anglin, lived in a log house with a
stone fireplace. The one window had no
glass but in winter the brothers latched a
thick wooden shutler over the opening to
keep oul the cold.

It has been said that at hog-killing time
the brothers would butcher 20 hogs al a
time, working without stopping until all
were dressed and the meat taken care of.
They always held back half of one animal.
When everyling was readied, they would
cook the meat in the fireplace and have a
feast

The old bachelors had money. They sold
hogs and cattle and saved every penny.
They prefes  =d to live off the land.

Bill always took his money to an
Oldtown store and had it converted to gold
coins. He arranged with the store owner
to be there on Sunday mornings to take
care of the money when neighbors would
be in church and not in the store. That
way, he figured, prving eyes would not
know about his gold.

War started and as soldiers of the North
and South traveled in the area, Bill wor-
ried about his cache. One evening he took
his gold from its secret place and carried
it away from the house. He died without
telling anyone where he hid it.

Potholes can still be seen today on the
hills and in the lowland of the Anglin
farm, Holes also dot the cemetery where
the Anglin brothers are buried.

If treasure seekers ever found the gold,
it was never made known

In. Morgan county, Capt. John T
Williams kept gold and served as a
“bank” for neighbors who could not
always travel to Mt. Sterling to borrow
money or make deposits. The Confederate
captain kept his gold in an iron keltle in a
stall in the barn at his farm at Liberty
Road until a hired hand found it one day
while cleaning the stalls

Williams carried the kettle in burlap
sack across a steam and out of sight
around a hill and buried it. Years later he
called for a nephew to hear his slory as he
lay ill. Williams died before the nephew
arrived, and the keltle of gold remains
somewhere in the area

The spun gold, vellow gold, coin gold
bounties remain. Nearly every Kentucky
county has a story about buried gold to en-
tice treasure seekers.

(Editor’s note: The current value of
gold may starl anew the search at
Hueysville, in this county, for the fortune
said to have been hidden by Jack Neel,
early merchant and landowner,)

February—Month of Uncertainty

Reference books tell us that the name of
our second month, “‘February,"” comes
from a Latin word meaning "to purify.” It
was the period in which the Romans
purified themselves for the many
religious festivals to follow during the
year, Other sources say the name stems
from an ancient and forgotten term mean-
ing a “‘time that tries the patience,” and
certainly il does

First and foremost. February's
weather is a tantalizing mixture of thaw
and promise. One day it may be warm
enough to go barefool; the next cold
enough to freeze the whiskers off a polar
bear. On another day violets may bloom
in the meadow and Cconee Bells in the
woodlands, the next icicles may festoon
the eaves.

Certainly February is a month of uncer-
tainty and ils promises of spring are often
false and ds insubstantial as shadow pic-
tures on the wall. 1t 18 the month of the
hunger moon of the Indians: the month in
which the farm wife has lo stoop in order
to reirieve poiatoes from the bin in the
cellar; and a time of year when the
farmer looks at his haymow and wonders
if he will have enough roughage to last un-
til grass grows green again in the
pasturelields

In times past, February marked the
beginning of the planting season in Ken-

tucky and other Border States. On the 14th
day. many old timers went oul, rain or
shine; and planled wha! they called
“‘sallet peas.” These were hardy peas thal
were broken up. cooked with a piece of
middlin meal, and ealen hull and all. The
month also called for sassafras tea and a
mess of ""Hanner-on-the-Rock,” an edible
wild green of the toothwar{ family

For all the lokens of spring that show up
in Feburuary, it is still a winter month
and actually an off month for the gardner
There 1s one thing, however, that we in the
University of Kentukey College of
Agriculture remind gardeners, February
15 the precursor of March, perhaps the
busies! month of the year

With that being the case, gardeners will
benefil by doing jobs now that will make
spring tasks easier and less hurried, For
instance. February is a good month in
which to spray for scale insects on fruit
trees, The fruil trees can be pruned, oo,
as well as shade trees and ormamental
shrubs. But in the case of shade trees
avoid pruning trees like maples and elms
that bleed when the limbs are cul off. On
bleeding trees, this work 1s best done after
the foliage is well developed. or left until
September. Be careful too, (o trim only
the flowering shrubs that bloom late in the
season. Otherwise the blossoming wood
on the early blooming varieties will be
destroved. Pruning of shrubbery is lurge
ly to remove the oldest wood and to induce

new growth from the bottom

Another good idea for February is to
check the garden tools and sharpen and
repair them if needed. Check on the seed
supply, determine what will be needed,
and get the order in immedialely

Checking the Old Farmers® Alamanac,
here are some other things thal can be
done with profit in February This
venerable old periodical advises as
follows: Overhaul the tractor.. Build
birdhouses .. Mend {ences.. . Order
strawberry plants . Buy Mom a box of
Valenting candy .. Start seed of peppers,
eggplant, cabbage, and lomaloes in
doors. . Build a hotbed and get cold
frames ready. . .Frune grapes Read a
good book .. Visil your counly Exteénsion
agen! and talk over your future farm and
garden plans with him

And maybe. just maybe, if all these
things have been done in February,
“You," as it savs in Joel 2:26, ““shall eat in
plenty and be satisfied

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Hamilton Loses
Round in Fight
To Mine Tract

Reversing a Franklin circuil court deci-
sion, the Court of Appeals ruled last Fri-
day thal Teaberry coal operator, Sterhng
Hamilton, had not been denied due pro:
cess by the Secretary of the Department
of Natural Resources and Environmental
Prolection (DNREP) in denying
Hamilton a permit to stripmine a pareel
of land on Tinker Fork of Mud Creek.

Under consideration by the Appeals
Courl was a Franklin circuit review of a
1977 decision by Robert D. Bell, then
secrelary of DNREP, denying the re-
issuance of a permil to Hamilton for the
stripmining of 58 acres of land on Andy
Branch of Tinker Fork and the issuance of
a new permil for the construction of a
hollow fill on the adjoining eight acres.

Willard Johnson and Edgar Howell,
who live below parl of the acreage in
question, had objected to issuance of the
permits. citing Hamilton's record at that
time of more than 60 violations of slate
stripmine laws, several contempl cita-
tions in related litigation i Floyd circuit
court, and the danger which they claimed
would be posed to their families and pro-
perties if the permils were issued.

Following a departmental hearing.
Secretary Bell denied the permits on the
basis of the coal aperator’s violations and
the probability that the propesed hollow
fill would not be constructed in accor-
dance with the law.

However, in a subsequent judicial
review of Bell's decision, Franklin Circuit
Judge Henry Meigs ruled that Hamilton
had been denied due process in thal the
secretary made his decision before
receiving a typed transcript of testimony
taken at the departmental hearing, and
remanded Lhe case to the secrelary for a
new decision.

Al issue before the Court of Appeals was
the question of whether Hamilton was in
fact denied due process by Bell's deciding
the case withoutf access {o the typed hear-
ing transcript. Attorneys for Johnson and
Howell, denying thal this was so, asked
for a reversal of the Franklin circuit court
order and for a remand of the case to the
cireui! court for review of the issue as to
whether there was subslantial evidence Lo
sustain the secretary’s original decision

Friday's ruling, which accepts the
argumen! of Johnson and Howell, means
that np new hearing will be necessary on
the permit applicalion and that the denial
of the permits will stand as long as the cir-
cuit court finds that it was based on
substantial reasons,

In the meantime, Hamilton still awaits
a decision on a permil application for a
deep mine on the Hollybush Branch of
Mud Creek, an operation which has also
been the focus of alleged irregularilies.

A non-compliance order had previously
been issued against T. and S. Coal Com-
pany for mining al the site without a per-
mit, and a mine inspector’s report of Oc-
tober 3 last year noled tha! *'the operator
has been moving coal since the non-
compliance was issued.”

Following a departmental hearing on
the application, November 16, the hearing
officer found that a deep mine had been
operated at the sile withoul a surface
disturbance permit, and Hamilton agreed
to shut down the operation until a permit
was issued, to undertake cerlain remedial
measures, and lo pay a $2500 fine.

A subsequent application to operate the
mine was turned down by DNREP in
December. owing to "deficiencies™ in the
application. Hamilton filed another ap-
plication in relation to the same mine site
last month.

New Bills Affect 'l‘e;chers,

Students and Senior Citizens

For the fifth time since 1972, a bill ad-
dressing professional negotiations for
Kentucky teachers has been inlroduced
on the Seante floor—this time with the
endorsement of Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr.
and the Kentucky Education Association

The measure, Senale Bill (SB) 149, is
similar to bills introduced in past Senale
sessions, said its sponsor Sen. Bill Quinlan
(D-Louisvilie)

“What il's saying is each board (of
education ) shall recognize the teachers in
their area, those that elect” to join an
organization, andit outlines how the elec-
tions to determine who is the represen-
talive voice for the teachers will be held.”
Quinlan said in an interview.

The bill has a no strike clause in it,
Quinlan said. ''it does say that (the board
and representative) will work out a
grievance procedure that ultimately will
end up with binding arbitration on
grievances, (but) not on wages when vou
get to that part of it,”

Quinlan said the governor's office, in
coordination with the Kentucky Educa-
tion Association, drafted the bill

“The Kentucky Education Association
had a proposal and they worked with the
governor and his stafl to develop a bill
that was acceptable to both of them,"”
Quinlan said

Public school students could be charged
for some out-of-class activities if a bill
passed by the House of Representatives
Thursday becomes law.

Commitment to Youth

WASHINGTON—President Carter’s
proposal for a new §1 billion employment
and training initiative serving 450,000
disadvantaged young people is “an un-
precedented commitment to providing
real opportunity for the yvouth of this coun-
lry&" Secretary of Labor Ray Marshall
said.

In a statement coinciding with the pro-
gram’s announcement at the White House
on Jan. 10, Marshall said the program,
designed primarily to assist out-of-school
youth aged 16-21, “‘marks the next impor-
tanl step in the Carter Administration's
continued efforts lo deal with the critical
problem of youth unemployment.”™

Based on experience gained from pro-
grams carried out under the
Administration-proposed Youth Employ-
ment and Demopsiration Projeets Act
(YEDPA) of 1977, the new program will
provide a broad array of employment-
related services to economically disad-
vantaged youth

Depending on individual needs of the
participants, services will include
counseling, testing, job placement, in-
school work experience, and inlensive
training and employment services for out-
of-school youth. Training in both
residential and non-residential settings,
as well as on-the-job in the private sector.

Marshall said the Administration is re-
questing $300 million in funds to ad-
minister the program during 1981, with a
goal of increasing thal amounl lo §1
billion in 1982.

When the program is fully im-
plemented, the 450,000 young people serv-
ed will bring the total of youths aged 14-21
participating in all Labor Department
youth programs to more than 2.5 million.

Some $4 billion is currently being spent
on youth through YEDPA, Job Corps and
other activities carried oul under the

Comprehensive Employment and Train-
ing Act, Marshall reported.

YEDPA programs alone, he said, have
accounted for 25 percent of the increase in
teenage employment and 75 percent of the
increase in black teenage emplovment
since 1977,

The Labor Secretary said the proposed
vouth employment and training initiative
emphasizes serving out-of-school youths
most in need of direct jobs and training
assistance.

Performance benchmarks will be
established “to be sure that as youths
pass through our programs they not only
learn something but can prove it to
employers when they apply for a job,”
Marshall said

Local program administrators will

y thave direct finaneial incentives to im-

\=prove program perfermance and serve
priority needs. Funds will be concen-
trated on the mos! distressed local areas
to improve the employability of needy
young people; he added

Marshall said the proposal “makes
good economic sense'’ because it answers
the nation's need for the productive work
effort of young people.

During the 1980's, he said, the number
of young people aged 16-21 will decrease
by 4.4 million, but the number of minority
youths will continue to grow.

“‘Unless we inlervene now o reverse
the severe employability problems of
many of these disadvantaged youths, we
may find ourselves having a serious skill
shortage at the same time that an impor-
tant part of our potential labor force re-
mains idle or underemployed. This is a
siluation we should not and need not
tolerate,” the Secretary said.

Bill Would Define
Absence of Governor

The House State Government Commit-
tee last week passed oul of committee
House Bill (HB) 143, which would define
the absence of the governor from the
state, and HB 95, which would subject the
minutes of the State Fair Board to the
open records provisions,

Rep. Bill Weinberg (D-Hindman) spon-
sor of HB 143, said the bill is the result of
the interim subcommittee that reviewed
the duties of the lieutenant governor

The bill defines effective absence as an
absence that renders the governor tem-
porarily incapable of acting in an
emergency.

It would require the lieutenant governor
to "“'make a good faith effort to contact the
governor and inform him of the emergen-
cy, giving him the opportunity to return.

“The bill would correct somethng'that
has led to a great deal of abuse in the
past,” Weinberg said. He referred lo
previous situations in which a lieutenant
governor has called general assembly
sessions when emergency situations did
nol exist but the governor was oul of state.

“*We have a governor now who plans lo
do a great deal of traveling, and we don't
want him to feel he cannol step over state
lines," Weinberg said

Weinberg said the courts would have
the new law to refer to in cases of abuse of
the lieutenant governor's duties. At pre-
sent the only document they have to go by
is the constitution written in the 19th cen-
tury when travel time to the Capitol from
out of state was greater, he added.

Legislators concerned with the constitu-
tionality of the bill were shown three con-
flicting atltorney general’s opinions. Two
said the bill was conslitutional, according
to Weinberg, and one questioned the con-
stitutionality.

Weinberg said the question of constitu-
tionality would be left to the courts if the
law was ever tested.

Rep. Art Schmidt (R-Cold Spring) was
not at the meeting to present his bill, HB
9%. However, Rep. James E. Bruce
(D-Hopkinsville) said the State Fair
Board was in agreement with the bill. The
board abides by the Open Meetings Law
but wants statutes in case it is ever ques-
tioned, Bruce said

In other action, the commitiee passed
out House Resolution (HR) 12, sponsored
by Rep. Jerry Lundergan (D-Lexington)
to adjourn the full House at the next op-
portunity in memory of John B.
Breckinridge who formerly had served in
the House of Representalives and in-
stituted the state meril stystem

HB 287, which would exempl cerlain
Kentucky Educalional Television
employees from the compensation
schedule of the state Department of Per-
sonnel, was passed prior to the commit-
tee's adjournment

Dental Health
Month Proclaimed

FRANKFORT, Ky. Gov. John Y.
Brown, Jr. has proclaimed February as
Dental Health Month in Kentucky. The
designation ties in with National
Children’s Dental Health Week, Feb. 4-10,

Dr. Grady Stumbo, secrelary of the
Department for Human Resources, said
the national observation was extended in
Kentucky to emphasize the importance of
preventive dental health care for people
of all ages.

**More than 95 percent of the people in
Kentucky are affected al some time in
their lives by some type of dental pro-
blem." Stumbo said. “The majority of

- those problems can be prevented.”

He said the Human Resources Depart-
ment provides a number of preventlive
dental health services and has become na-
tionally known as an innovator in public
dental health programs.

The department and the Kentucky Den-
tal Association were co-recipients of the
1979 Community Preventive Dentistry
Award presented by the American Dental
Association. Dr. Larman W. Sprouse,
manager of the department’s dental
branch, attributes much of the state's sue-
cess lo cooperation between dental health
professionals in the public and private
seclors,

Kentucky is considered a forerunner in
the flouridation of community and school
water supplies, Sprouse said, and is the
only state which provides flouridation
units to communities and rural schools.

Kentucky also leads the nation in the
number of children participating in school
flouride mouthrinse programs. Through a
project conducted by Human Resourses
and the state dental association, approx-
imately 450,000 children f{rom
kindergarten through eighth grade
receive one-minute fouride mouthrinse
applications each week for 30 weeks dur-
ing the school year.

Sprouse said the dental branch plans to
expand the project to serve children in the
high school grades.

In addition, 20,500 children in grades
two, seven, eight and nine participate in
the department’s dental sealant project.
Funded by the 1978 General Assembly, it
is believed to be the first state-funded pro-
gram of its Kind in the nation.

Another department project provides
fouride supplements to rural preschool

children and is receiving support from

public health officials, physicians, den-
tists and the public, Sprouse said.

Plans for the observation of Dental
Health Month include special programs
and dental health education in many
schools

Grand Jury Will
Probe Martin Co.
“Corruption”’

A Martin county grand jury is to in-
vestigate charges of corruption in county
government there, and the attorney-
general has been asked to appoint a
special prosecutor for the case,

The charges were first made public in a
front page story in The Martin Countian,
December 5, which detailed an alleged
two-year record of corruption in county
government and called for a special
grand jury investigation.

The charges included illegal roadwork
on a magistrate’s driveway, nepotism in
local government, and election fraud.

Martin Countian Editor Homer Mar-
cum focused in the article on Martin
county Judge-Executive Willie Kirk, who
served time in prison for mishandling
federal flood relief money while he was
county judge in the late 1960s.

The article alleged that an inordinate
number of Kirk's relatives were on the
county payroll, that county equipment
was used on private properly, and that
local officials illegally advertised public
notices in a rival paper

The newspaper further charged Martin
Commonwealth's Attorney Paul Deaton
with failing to pursue vigorously indict-
ments related to local government cor-
ruption, and called for an investigation by
an oul-of-county grand jury,

Martin Circuit Judge W.B. Hazelrigg
said last week that he preferred that an
assistant attorney general prosecute the
case, in order to avoid the appearance of
political influence in the investigation,
and added that he had asked the attorney
general to appoint a special prosecutor
for the case. However, grand jurors must
be county residents, he said.

Oral Driver’'s Permit Test
For Those Who Do Not Read

For most Kentuckians getting an in-
struction. permit. or “learners” permit
prior to getting a regular drivers license,
is a relatively simple task

They study a state police drivers
manual, take a sign recognition test and a
written examination concerning the rules
of the highway, and if the score is high
enough, a permit is issued.

According to driver licensing officials
in the state Department of Transporta-
tion, the majority of Kentucky's two
million licensed drivers gel their permits
in that fashion.

But for those Kentuckians who cannol
read, the procedure is a little different
They must take the tests orally.

Methods for oral permit testing of il-
literates have existed in Kentucky in
some form since 1949, according to Capt.
Harold Pierce, head of the Kentucky State
Police driver tesfing section

“‘At that time the test consisted basical-
ly of telling the meaning of road signs by

their shape--sign recognition,” he said
Pierce said the current test, which has
been given since 1973, includes showing
the person taking the test a booklet of pic-
tures which depiet various situations fac-
ing a driver. The tesler then asks the per-
son to explain what action should be taken
in the particular situation shown, he said
In the sign recognition section, the per-
son is shown the signs and markings and
is asked what each means. Multiple

£hoice guestions are not asked in the cur-

rent test because the choices are too hard
to remember when read aloud, Pierce
said

He said that while the current test is
considered more difficult than the
previous oral test, the best way for il-
literates to prepare for the test continues
to be having the drivers manual read to
them by someone else. All questions are
drawn form the manual

*Anyone who makes up his mind to pass
the test can do it,’ Puru said

Inflation Marches On

Everyone knows what inflation means-- your dollar buys less than it
used 10. But do you realize how much less? Inflation affects different
items at different rates. but overall it is safe to say that your dollar
isn't worth half of what it was worth 15 years ago, and it may not

be worth half as much again 10 years from now.

From a first-class postage stamp to a luxury cabin cruiser, we've
compared prices in 1962 to prices now and looked at what they might
be 10 and 20 years from now. The estimates of future costs are based
on the assumption that inflation will proceed at the same rate it did
between 1962 and 1979. Don’t be surprised if it oytdoes its past
performance, Last vear’s inflation ran at about 13%, and no one
seemed 1o know guite what to do about it. Here are some examples
of the way things are going:

» A first=class postage stamp that cost you four cents in 1962 and
now costs you 13¢. will cost 34¢ 10 years from now and 78¢ in 20
years. In between there somewhere your letter might get

+ A college that costs you $2.230 a year (for a state resident) will
cost $6.,224 a year just before the turt of the century.

» Want to buy your son a new suit for graduation? Buy it now,
he’ll grow into it. A man’s wool suit that cost $100 in 1962 and $200
last year will be up to $500 about the time today’s babies are deciding
on their majors,

+ A §1.000 medical bill will jump to $2.100.in 10 years and $4.200
in 20 vears.

« Buying a4 newspaper is a convenient way to get change for a
parking meter or telephone call. It still will be in 1999, if you have
two dollars. The New York Times should cost $1.14 by then.

» A monthly electric bill that now costs you $30 will rise 10 $68
in 10 years and $156 in 20 years.

« Long hair may become popular again. A $3.50 haircut will cost
$17.00 in 1999.

* A one-family house that costs $19.300 in 1963 now costs $68,300.
In 10 vears it will cost $158,748 and in 20 years it will cost
$368,975.

« In case you think you're wealthy enough to be above all this,
that cabin cruiser that now costs you $59,700 will go for $109.978
in 10 years and $202,599 in 20 years. It happens to the best of
us.

Of course you won't have 10 pay for it on this year's salary. But
wages haven’t kept up. with inflation in recent years.

The only way to keep up with inflation is to find an investment
that pays you better interest than the rate of inflation. These are rare,
often risky and sometimes require a good deal of money 1o get into.
But if you have some money left over after you pay the biils. a sound
investment plan will help slow the shrinking of your purchasing
power.

Before vou choose an investment you should establish a solid
financial base and guard yoursell against emergencies.

» Try to find a regular job with good benefits and regular pay
raises.

« Make sure you have adequate life and home insurance.

» Pul some money away for emergencies, in savings as well as assets
that can be sold quickly and easily. such as common stogks or mutual
fund shares. :

» For families, owning a home is usually worth large mortgage
paymients. Tax deductions for the interest on a mortgage and for
property taxes are among the advantages.

« Be extremiely careful of any inyeéstment and be surc to-ehgek its
past performance. T !

Playing the Oil and Gas Lottery

The Federal government. through the Bureau of Land Management’s
Simultaneous Oil and Gas Leasing System, gives you the opportunity
to lease land for the purpose of gas and oil exploration. The system
is commonly known as the*Government Oil and Gas Lottery.”

Like the more familiar state lotteries where money is the prize. your
chances of winning are slim. Unlike the money lotteries, even if you
win there is no guarantec you will ever collect on your
investment.

The land available in the lotteries is not within a known geological
structure of a producing oil or gas field, and was formerly included
in oil and gas leases that expired, terminated or were relinquished
or cancelled.

In 1977. aboul 2.5 million people filed for a total of about 9.000
tracts of land. Ninety percent of the tracts are never drilled.

The lotteries are run by Bureau of Land Management State Offices,
each of which prepares and posts a monthly list of lands within its
jurisdiction that are available for re-leasing. The lists may also be
obtained by mail for a small charge. usually $2 to $5 per list.

The lists are posted at 10 a.m. on the third Monday of the month.
Applications for leasing any of the available tracts are accepted until
10 a.m. on the fifth working day following posting. If more than onc
application is received for any given tract, a drawing is held to
determine who will get the lease.

Applications are available at the BLM offices, and any United
States citizen may apply. A $10 non-refundable filing fee is due at
the time of application. You can only file one application card for
each tract, but you can file for as many tracts as you like. Tract sizes
range from under 40 acres to a maximum of 2,560 acres.

Almost all of the tracts offered for re-lcasing are located in Arizona,
California. Colorado, Idaho, Montana, Nevada, New Mexico, Utah
and Wyoming. Tracts are occasionally available in Washington and
Oregon, and a small number are available in Alabama. Arkansas,
Florida. Louisiana. Michigan, Mississippi and Ohio.

If you should be lucky enough to win the right to lease a tract,

an annual non-refundable rental fee of $1 will be due within 15 days.
Before you can start any drilling you will have to furnish a bond of
$10,000 which is conditioned upon compliance with all the lease terms,
including protection of the land during operations from fire. pollution,
ete., as well as plugging any abandoned wells.
* The lease grants you the exclusive rights to explore and drill for,
remove and dispose of any oil and gas deposits, except helium gas,
that may be found in the leased lands. The leases are issued for a
10-year period and so long thereaflier as oil and gas arc produced in
paving quantities.

The o1l and gas lease does not give you surfuce rights other than
the right to develop those resources on the leased land. You cannot
build a house on the land. cultivite it or remove any minerals other
than oil and gas from it

Since the capital risk involved in drilling operations is tremendous,
the value of the tract for you lies in its resale vaiue, which will depend
on how closc it is to a known oil and gas development,

Since the government does not provide any geological information on the
tracts, you may want to use a filing service that will, for a fee, evaluate the
available tracts for you. Local bar associations, oil and gas trade publica-
tions, chambers of commerce, state industry development agencies and
friends can all be helpful in finding a reputable service. °
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Marriage and the Family:
What’s Ahead?

There is a lot of concern right now
about the family. Some say it's
dying, and marriages are on the
decline. But are they?

According 10 new studies conduct-
ed by experts in the field, marriage
and the family are stronger than ever
in this country, and the future of
both looks promising.

The family IS changing, however.
As a result of the high divorce rate,
there are more single parent homes
There has also been a substantial

increase in the number of unmarried
couples having children.

For a variety of economic reasons,
the working mother is becoming
more common. Statistics show that
more than half of all married women
with school-age children hold some
kind of job,

But these changes do not necessar-
ily mean that the family is “dying"
or that the future will bring an even
greater increase in the divorce
rate.

Commitment to Family Life
An in-depth study was conducted
on the East Coast by Dr. Mary Jo
Bane, an associate director of the
Center for Research on Women. Dr.
Bane found surprising evidence of
the persistent commitment to family
life. Despite the high divorce rate,
Dr. Bane discovered that marriage
has ncver been more popular.
Although most divorced people
remarry, only 2% marry more than
twice, and the remarriage rate has
kept pace with the divorce rate.
Between 1968 and 1973, the
divorce rate rose between 8 and 12%
a year. While the number of divorces
still continues to rise, the percentage
of increases has grown smaller, In
1977, the rate of increase was only
2%. Dr. Paul Glick of the US.
Census Bureau recently said that he
would not be surprised if one of these
years the national divorce rate began

to decline.

Marlene Shelton LaRoe, a social
psychotherapist with twenty-five
years experience in “‘couples ther-
apy” and author of the book, How
Not to Ruin a Perfectly Good
Marriage!, is very oplimistic about
the future of marriage and the
family. A good marriage, she feels,
takes lots of hard work.

*It isn't easy, this being married,”
says Ms. LaRoe. “Marriage requires
care and feeding from each partner.
Just as we must learn to practice law
or teach school, we must learn how
to share, to care—how to be
married. None of these are nearly as
natural or instinctive as we would
like them to be.”

She feels that married people
today between the ages of 25 and 35
have the best marriages she has ever
seen, and that when these couples
reach their forties there will be fewer
divorces than there were when
previous generations reached middle
age. She has found these young
couples more committed to their
relationships. more willing to share
equally, and more aware of the need
to work on maintaining a good
relationship.

The Baby Boom

What about children in marriage?
In the early 19607, the trend toward
large families was greatly affected
by the highly publicized dangers of

overpopulation. The birth rate
declined so rapidly that by the end
of the 1960’s, many experts assumed
that zero population growth was
inevitable,

It now appears that the birth rate
is climbing again. According to
figures released by the National
Center for Health Statistics, the
birth rate is going up, as is the
number of childbearing women.
Some experts even feel we may be
on the verge of a
“mini-baby-boom."

Many couples are having their
children later, after both partners
have established themselves in their
careers. In a 1976 survey conducted
by Professor Alexander W. Astin of
the University of California at Los
Angeles, 215,000 college freshmen
were interviewed at 393 schools. The
study showed that about one-half of
the young people felt that raising a
family was one of the most impor-
tant objectives of their lives, placing
it ahead of financial or business
SUCCess.

It is always hard to predict the
future, but evidence does show that
marriage and raising a family is as
strong today as it ever was, and there
is no reason to believe that it will not
continue that way. As Marlene
LaRoe points out, the many stresses
of modern society may make
marriage and the family more
necessary now than ever before.

Cars and Storms: When to. Get Out

Everyone knows, or should know, not to stand under a tree in a
lightning storm. But what should.you do in a tornado?

. One thing you shouldn’tido ishtsy. jo outrage such'a siorm, ‘Even
if you're in @ car in flat, open @uniry—which would: allow You to
drive at a high speed in any direédon—a race with a tornado could
prove fatal.

According to the Automotive Information Council (AIC) and the
National Weather Service, try to find shelter from a tornado in a
well-constructed building. If none are available, lie in a ditch, culvert,
or other low spot until the funnel-shaped storm passes. Avoid cars
and small buildings which can easily be swept up by the storm.

Cars, however, are excellent protection in case of lightning storms.
If you are outside, you will be much safer getting into a car—as long
as il's not a convertible.

But again, AIC cautions: Despite popular mythology. lightning
striking a car is not grounded by the rubber tires. Passengers are
protected because the lightning skims along the metal surface of the
car and then jumps to the ground, so take care not to touch metal
surfaces inside the car during a lightning storm

A Lost Cause

According to the American Express Company, theft accounts for
nearly hall of all lost travelers ¢hecks. The company urges travelers
to carry checks. cash and other valuables with them at all times when
leaving hotel rooms. cars, or campers. or to lock them in the hotel
safe il carrying them would be unwise.

Sound advice.

Bui according to Citicorp Services Inc. (CSI), marketers of First
National City Travelers Checks, American Express is not the only
onc who can recoup your losses should they occur.

In a hand deliveréd letter to executives at the three major television
networks. Jeffrey Neubert. president of €SI, has asked that American
Express commercials be dropped from the airways because they “are
false, misleading and deceptive.” :

Neubert charges that the American Express commercials state by
implication and omission “that the problem of lost checks is not one
that is readily solved, 1if at all, il the checks are not the American
Express brand.™

For example. Neubert points out. the refund facilities of First
Niutional are comparable 10 its competitors and adds “to the extent
that most First Nationdl refunds arc authorized in advance, they could
be said to be superior to those of American Express.”

Neubert further eites that the American Express commercials
violale al least two sections of the Television Code of the National
Association of Broadcasters: one, that commercials must offer a
product on its merits and refrain from discrediting or unluirly
attucking competitors; and second, that personal endorsements shall
be genuine and reflect personal experience. Testimonials should not
contain statements that cannot be supported if presented in the
advertiser's own words,

“We take exception 1o the possible implication that American
Express is the only established travelers cheek.” Neubert said. “We've
been in the business for over 75 years. Our checks and other major
travelers checks are safe. spendable. and refundable all over the world.
For Americin Express to imply otherwise i$ a disservice 1o the entire
travelers check industry.™

Taxés Reduced!

Beginning January 1, 1980, South
Central Bell customers in Kentucky will
see a total reduction of more than $.5
million a year on their telephone bills.

In 1971, Congress voted to gradually
eliminate this tax. The lax was originally
10 percent, but has been going down by

This tax applies to local service, long
distance calls and WATS lines. Non-

exempt from the lax.

Trees Injured by
Urban Homeowners

Under the spreading chestnut tree the
village smithy no longer stands. Instead,
asphalt roads, cement sidewalks and
manicured lawns have sprouted,

Trées that remain in Kentucky's cities
are forced to compete with those and
other stresses. Many city trees have
begun to curve around the sidewalk or
decay due to injuries from lawnowners
and nails that supported last spring's
yard sale signs.

According to Elmore C, Grim, director
of the state Division of Forestry in the
Department for Natural Resources and
Environmental Prolection, tree problems
resulling from urban stress are receiving
more and more attention these days from
the division’s foresters.

“Mos!l tree problems,” says Richard
Deorset, forest pest control specialist, “‘are
caused by unnecessary injuries or sitress-
ed growing conditions.”

One of the best and simplesl ways lo
maintain a healthy tree is lo prevent in-
juries. “Anytime a tree is wounded, an en-
trance to the tree is created for any
number of injurious disease and insect
pests,” Doresl said. “Sometimes a wound

ment necessary for production of burley
tobacco, and he must nol have any in-
terest in any other farm in the United
States with a currenty year quota.

Before construction begins on your new
home, mark the trees yvou plan to keep
with bright flags. Then construct a fence
around the tree several feet away from
the trunk. This not only protects the trunk
but also reduces soil compaction which is
damaging to the roots.

Lawn mower wounds are also easy lo
prevent. You may place flower beds
around the base of yard trees, build a
small fence or simply be more careful
with the mower.

Many trees in urban environments are
siressed by nutrient and water problems
which do not occur in forests. Some
nutrient stress situations include removal
of topsoil during construction, lack of
growing space and the continuous
removal of leaf litter and organic debris
which helps replenish soil nutrients in a
forest.

“Most of the problem stemming from
nutrient stress can be prevented or over-
come by periodic fertilization,”" Doresl
said, ""Most trees used for shade and or-
namentals should be fertilized more
often.”

Trees often give obvious signs they need
fertilizer, he noted. “*Such signs as pale
color-and undersized leaves, a rapid slow-
ing of growth and early leaf fall in autumn
all mean the tree is in need of fertiliza-
tion.™

There are a variety of fertilization
methods available lo the homeowner.
There are fertilizers for both in and
around the tree, foliage sprays and even a
nutrient solution that can be injecled into
a lree,

The technigue used may vary with each
individual tree and depend on the
homeowner’s needs, type of fertilizer us-
ed, tree species, site conditions and other
factors, Dorset advised,

“To insure proper fertilization, consult
someone trained in the care and
maintenance of trees,” he continued. The
Division of Forestry, which is part of the
Bureau of Naltural Resources, has distriet
offices across the state,

USDA Meets Set in Lexington

Two regional meetings will be held at
Lexington, February 19 Lo give the public
an opportunity to comment on the future
conservation programs of the U.S,
Department of Agriculture.

Interested persons from Kentucky and
portions of Indiana, Ohio and Tennessee
are urged to attend. One meeling is
scheduled from 2 until 5:30 p.m., and the
second one from 7:30 (o 10:00 p.m, at the
E S. Good Barn Building on the Universi-
ty of Kentucky campus, corner of Com-
monwealth Drive and Farm Road, Lex-
ington.

The public is being asked to help USDA
decide how to accelerate the application
of conversation work now being ad-
ministered under 34 USDA programs,
Seven alternative strategies being con-
sidered include:

Redirection of present pro-
grams—USDA would continue existing
programs; but funds and personnel would
be redirected to accomplish certain na-
tional conservation objectives, Coopera-
tion would continue to be mostly volun-
tary.

Cross compliance—Progducers would be
required to apply effective conservation
measures to qualify for benefils under
other USDA programs, including com-
modity price supports, low interest loans,
cost sharing, and crep insurance.

Regional resource project ap-
proach—This strategy would direct USDA
programs loward the ore urgent and
chronic regional resource problems.
Federal participation would be available
only for pregrams that contribute to
meeting national conservation objectives.

State leadership—States would assume
leadership for planning and carrying out
conservation programs. State and local
governments would develop conservation
programs for USDA approval., provide
technical assistance lo producers. and
fund those activities that benefit mainly
state and local efforts. USDA would fund
aclivities that have national benefits but
are beyond the interest or financial
resources of the producer or state and
local governments.

Regulatory emphasis—This alternative
would emphasize the use of backup
regulatory authorities al the local, state,
and national level to carry out an effec-
live national soil and waler conservation
program. This approach would be coupled
with a strong cost-share and technical
assistance program and low interest
loans that would offer incentives for
resource management.

Conservation performance bonus—This
provides incentives to producers who
voluntarily apply and maintain conserva-
tion measurers that meel USDA stan-
dards. It offers incentives to obtain
benefits under federal programs but has
required no cross compliance. Priority
would be given to resource areas where

present conditions pese the greatest,

threat to future foed and fiber production,

Natural resource contracts—USDA
would offer to purchase erosion reduction,
irrigation water reductions, and other
outputs of conservation from producers,
The public would, in effect, buy special
benefits from those who run, operate, or
contro! private natural resources.

The meetings are being held under the
Soil and Waler Resources Conservation
Act of 1977 (RCA). In RCA, Congress
directed USDA to appraise the condition
of the nation's renewable natural
resources and lo propose programs Lo
guide future conservation activities of
USDA.

Three documents have been published
that can be reviewed at USDA offices.
These include Parts | and II of the ap-
praisal and a summary of the appraisal,
national conservalion objectives, and
alternative strategies.

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House Bills
Seek To Solve
Varied Problems

Four bills, including one that would re-
quire companies selling workmen's com-
pensation insurance to file more exten-
sive reports with the state Insurance
Department, were passed by the House of
Representatives last week.

Dubbed by its sponsor James E. Bruce
(D-Hopkinsvillel as a ‘‘financial
disclosure law for insurance companies,”
House Bill (HB) 21 would require com-

. panies selling workmen's compensation
inSurance lo report 14 separate items to
the department. Bruce said the informa-
tion would help the state Insurance
Department determine whether
workmen's compensation rales were
“fair and reasonable.” .

The bill passed 93-2 with Rep. Pal
Freibert (R-Lexington) and Rep. Hank
List (D-Lexington} voling against il.

Also passed in the House last week by
an 82-14 margin, HB 42 would require a

. 60-day wailing period for testimony in
divorce cases in which there are children
involved. Rep. Charles R. Holbrook
(R-Ashland), sponsor of the bill, said the
measure would assure a “sympathetic
cooling-off period" in divorce pro-
ceedings.

HB 84, passed the House by an 82-13
margin. It would specify that if the gover-
nor signs a bill which is nol identical to
that passed by the legislature, the bill
would be void.

@ Rep. Mary Ann Tobin (D-Irvington)
said the measure should be called the
“Tobin Memorial Drivers License Bill"
after a bill she sponsored. The bill, she
said, was passed by the General
Assembly but did not reach the governor.
Instead, Tobin said, a bill sponsored by
another representative was signed in-
stead.

Rep. Terry Mann (D-Newport) said he
had lost an amendment in the same way
during the last session. He added the bill

. would “make people a lot more careful in
the way they handle' bills after they are
passed.

Rep. Archie N. Romines Sr. (D-Valley
Station) said the bill could result in a
measure being intentionally
misrepresented so it could be nullified.
Rep. Jim LeMaster (D-Lexington),
however, said the bill was needed lo en-
sure whal is passed by the General
Assembly is what becomes law.

HB 117, which would increase the legal

. limit for sherifi’s expenses to $3,600 from
$2,100, was passed 95-1. Rep. Adrian Ar-
nold (D-Mt. Sterling) said sheriffs had
been receiving the greater amount since
1976, bul statutes had not caught up with
the change.

The House also suspended the three-day
posting requirément for bills to remain in
committee and recessed to allow a com-

mittee to consider a bill appropriating .

daily expenses for the legislature. Rep.
Bobby H. Richardson (D-Glasgow) said

. that if regular rules of the House are
followed, legislators and General
Assembly employees would not get paid
until Feb. 5.

The bill, which would appropriate $8,346
per day during the session, was reported
favorably by the State Government Com-
mittee.

WWI Vets Eligible
For Outpatient Care

Veterans of World War T and the Mex-
ican border campaign of 1916-1917 are
eligible for outpatient care except dental
treatment at Veterans Administration
clinies for any disability—regardless of
whether or nol it is service connected—as
the result of legislation signed by Presi-
denl Carter last month

These veterans already had the right to
treatment as bed patients in VA medical
centers without regard to the cause of ill-
ness or injury. Effect of the law will be to
enable persons not needing bed care lo
avoid hospitalization.

There are some 600,000 veterans who
served during the periods to which the
new provision applies.

The legislation, known as the *‘Veterans
Health Programs Extension and Im-
provement Act of 1979" also expands the
eligibility of veterans served by VA outpa-
tient clinics lo receive government-paid
emergency care at non-VA hospitals.

It gives VA the authority to contract for
stich care when the patient is at a clinic
where there is no nearby VA medical
center and there is a serious threat to the
life or health of a veteran. VA could
previously pay for this kind of care in
much more limited circumstances involv-
ing only veterans with service connected
disabilities.

The law provides that medical care
benefits for surviving spouses and
children under VA's civilian health and
medical program (CHAMPVA) be con-
sistent with those of the military's CHAM-
PUS, which also provides care for family
members,

The law authorizes the provision of
home health services, up to a maximum
of $600, to housebound vetérans or
veterans in need of regular aid and atten-
dance.

It requires that VA must have its own
dentists examine a patient before the
agency is authorized to pay a non-VA den-
titst for more $500 worth of work in any
12-month period.

The law also continues VA authority to
grant construction funds for slate
veterans facilities and increases by 15
percent per diem operating payments
made to stale homes for veterans

It terminates the authority of the Ad-
ministrator of Veterans Affairs to enter
into agreemenl with states to help
establish new medical schools. It extends
authority to provide grants to institutions
training physicians and other health per-
sonnel at levels of $15 million for this
fiscal year, $25 million for Fiscal Year
1981 and $30 million for Fiscal Year 1982.

Under the law VA is required to conduct
a study of veterans exposed to defoliants,
including Agent Orange, while serving in
Vietnam to determine if they are suffer-
ing ill effects from the exposure

A Case Study of Coaching

By KENAY RICE

The teams which Johnny Case coached
al Stone Coal, Lackey and Wayland had
two things in common. They were well
schooled in the lundamentals of basket-
ball and they won more than they lost. In
38 vears of coaching grade school basket-
ball, Case was known as a strict leacher
of the game. Ie put stock in learning the
basics, and his teams responded by never
having a losing season

Case reflected on his career as he sal
behind the desk in the office he occupies
as principal of Wayland Elementary

“I don'l have a magic formula, my em-
phasis has always been on effort. | don’t
claim to have brilliant ideas that would be
a revelation to other coaches, bul I do
have a set of principles that has served
me well,” said the man who retired from
coaching prior 1o this season.

The principles Case speaks of include
not copying a system of play from another
coach "just because he's had a good year
or twe,”” bul using a system you're
familiar with. This does nol mean you
can't borrow from another team's system
because, as Case puls it, “there are no
copyrights in basketball, you can take
home anything vou see butl don't overdo
it."" Case also stresses thal a coach learn
his own system thoroughly and make sure
the players know the system, because "if
you know your own system, you can adapt
cerlain patterns to it more effectively.”

While most caoches would agree with
the points Case makes, it is not unusual,
especially on the grade school level, to
find the same coaches installing com
plicated offenses and neglecting to ex-
plain the purpose of the palterns

“Keep il simple, Two or three continu-
ing pallerns are adequate if your players
truly understand what you are trying to
work and understand all the options and
possibilities,”” Case said, “Coaching is
teaching, Coaches can’l use players like
chessmen and simply move them about,
they (the players! must know the
possibilities, know the siluations and
create the situations they want.. Never
pul tactics above fundamientals. Don't let
any player regard himself as such a
specialist that he is excused from master
ing every fundamental. Make every drill
right from your offense and make sure
every player knows where and how the
moves fit in with your offense and the
same is true for defensive drills.”

What advice does Johnny Case offer
young coaches?

“Young coaches are often carried away
with training rules. You are a teacher, not
a policeman. Keep rules few and simple,
make no threats you are not prepared to
back and then apply them with no excep-
tions or favoritism.

“Remember il is the team and their™

game. Teammale is the mosl important

Many coaches get involved. with
negatives thal they do virtually nothing
positive. Praise good performance just as
much as you crificize mistakes, ™

During our conversation, Case broughi
up the word, “teacher,” as much as he did
“coach.” Case [eels that the words are in
terchangeable. Coaching, particularly in
the grades,. is teaching the players the
game of basketball from dribbling to
defense. His teams always won, lois
more, than they lost vel Case never
stressed winning above everything else
He emphasized team play with each
player learning the basics and playing a
part on the team

Is he missing the job he worked at for
almos! four decades?

“I'm getling older and making the trip
from school to home tal Garretl) and then
back thal evening for a game became tir-
ing for me. 1 haven't missed that too
much,’”’ he grinned, “Sometimes | miss
being a part of coaching bul 1 have found
many fond memories of the players and
teams over the years and that's a nice
way lo retire,””

BERT DUFF REFLECTS

One of Kentucky's lop basketball
referees, Birchell Duff, of Hueysville,
decided 1o hang up the striped shirt and
whistle prior o this season

Though Bert is no longer calling games
he is seeing more than ever. With still a
month left in the high school regular
season and a couple of weeks left in the
grades, Duff estimales he has seen more
than 70 high school and grade school
games so far this season

[ recently talked to Bert at—where
else?—a baskelball game and he
reflected on his career in refereeing and
offered some tips to aspiring refs

“You have to keep the game under con
trol. When you make a call make it firm
and don'l hesitate to blow the whistle but
don’t call it before it happens. Try to know
where your partner is on the floor al all
times. Those are the main things [ think to
being a good referee,’’ Duff said

He also noted the differences between
calling a game in the mountains and in
other parts of the state, "In this region we
call it a little closer than they do in the
Bluegrass and downstale. We're all sup-
posed to be using the same book but there
is a difference in calling the game. If
someone calls it loose up here there is a
tendency to get a little rough because the
players are used to having the games call-
ed close in this area

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Dr. Stumbo ‘Changing Things’

Dr. Grady Stumbo plans to run the
largest agency in Kentucky stale govern-
ment, the Department for Human
Resources, like he runs his own life. He

. calls it the thermostal approach.

“I've never wanted to be a ther-
momeler, just registering what's going on
around me,"” Stumbo says, ‘I want to be
more like a thermostat, to change things,
lo improve the climate, to solve pro-
blems."
same, His first goal, he says, is to make
the departmenl more “‘person-cenlered,
compassionate and responsive Lo people. "

Stumbo has done a lot to change things

o in Kentucky during his 34 years. After
. earning his medical degree and com-

pleting his internship at the University of
Kentucky, he and Benny Ray Bailey, both
sons of Floyd county coal miners, formed
East Kentucky Health Services Center,
Inc. the non-profit health clinic, financed
through private donations and fees with
no capital funding from government
sources, opened in 1973.

Today the clinic has a 20-member staff,
including three physicians and two den-
tists, and treals an average of 125 patients

. a day. It has become a model for more
than 250 rural health clinics throughout
the United States.

Even during his college days, Stumbo
was working to change the climate of
rural health care in the mountains. While
a medical student at UK, he helped
organize an Applachian oulreach pro-
gram called ALCOR, which involved the
communities of 22 Eastern Kentucky
counties and communities in 12 other
states. He also served as director of the
Student American Medical Association’s
Appalachian Program.

It was during undergraduate studies at
Alice Lloyd College in Pippa Passes,
Stumbo says, that he ‘'sorta got infected
with the concept thal one is supposed to do
more for mankind than make money."
His medical clinic fulfilled his desire to
make health care more accessible to the
people back home in the mountains.

Stumbo is openly proud of the clinic and
the work he did there until December,
when he accepted Gov. John Y. Brown's
invitation to serve as Human Resources
secretary. In fact, he had planned never
to leave.

“I came to stale government from a
program that has a national reputation,”
he said. “‘I was very comfortable there (in
Hindman), personally, as a physician and
as a family man."”" (Stumbo is married to

the former Jan Cooper and has four
children.

He had nol mel Gov. Brown until a few
weeks before his appointment. 1 don'l
even know how he gol my name. My firsi
inclination was lo stay home."

He finally agreed to take the appoinl-
ment because he fell he could make the
department’s health, social services and
welfare program more responsive to the
needs of Kentuckians.

“*What I bring to Human Resources is a
naive approach,” he said. *'I don’t under-
stand a lot of government functions. A
bureaucral sees tha! as a liability. I see it
as an assel. 1 think being naive will help
me cut through a whole lot of problems
during my first.year here.”

Stumbo has been awarded a number of
honors, including the 1978 John D.
Rockefeller 111 Public Service Award and
recognition by national civic and profes-
sional organizations. He has held
membership and office in local, state and
national medical associations and com-
mittees has published papers in several
medical journals. He has been the subject
of articles in national publications, in-
cluding People magazine.

Now, as the leader of Kentucky's
Departmen! for Human Resources, he at-
tacks his work with his shirt sleeves rolled
up. People around him call him
“down-to-earth" and full of common-
sense.”’

“By appointing me lo this job, Gov.
Brown said, ‘Things are not going to be
the same,"' Stumbo said. I took the job.
Now I'm taking a fresh look at our pro-
grams and their value to people.”

Bd. To Ask Review
Of Schools Decision

The state Board of Elementary and
Secondary Educalion will seek a U S
Supreme Court review of the decision
made by the Kentucky Supreme Courl
limiting state regulation of private
schools, including Christian schools

That unanimous ruling made in October
1979 said the state cannol require the
schools to be state-accredited, require
private teacher certification, sel stan-
dards for quality of instruction or require
use of state-approved lexthooks, -

In 1977 the state board denied accredila-
tion to 20 church-related schools for
failure to meet state standards. Officials
of the Christian schools said the state
standards interfere with schools’
religious teachings. The Christian schools
filed suit against the state Board for
Elementary and Secondary Education,

After Franklin Circuit Court Judge
Henry Meigs decided in favor of the Chris-
tian schools in 1978, the state board ap-
pealed to the Kentucky Supreme Court.

The state Board for Elementary and
Secondary Education announced ils deci-
sion to petition a review of the state
Supreme Courl ruling after a discussion
in execulive session with state Attorney
General Steven Beshear and assistant at-
torney general Robert Chenoweth. This
aclion came during the first day of the
board’s special January meeting.

Board member Bob Brown said the
decision was made upon recommenda-
tions of Beshear and former Gov. Berl
Combs, who defended the state board dur-
ing the trial proceedings.

Senate GGets Details
On Transport Budget

The Senate convened as a committee of
the whole again last week to hear
background information on the state
Department of Transportation budget.

The Legislative Research Commission
staff report given dealt with steps in the
contracting process for road projects, us-
ing a federal aid project as an example,

and budget laws relating to the Transpor-

tation Department.

Don Judy, LRC staff person, said there
are four phases of the contract process:
planning, design, right-of-way and utility
location, and construction. Judy also
related provisions in the state constitution
providing the basis for financial ad-
ministration in the department.

Later this week, the senators will ad-
dress questions directly to officials of the
Transportation Department.

In other businesses, eight legislative
measures were reported favorably out of
their respective committees and received
first reading by title on the Senate floor.
Three readings are required before a bill
or resolution is considered for passage.

The Senate committees reporting bills
were:

Agriculture and Natural Resources

—Senate Bill (SB) 47, which would
amend state law relating to nuclear waste
disposal. Changes would include
guidelines for maintaining state owner-
ship and control over such sites. Owner-
ship could only be transferred after ap-
proval by the legislature. The bill was fil-
ed by Sen. John Rose (D-Winchester) for
the Special Advisory Committee on
Nuclear Waste Disposal.

—Senate Resolution (SR) 13, which
urges the state attorney general to file
suit against the U.S. Department of In-
terior challenging provisions under the
1977 federal Surface Mining and
Reclamation Act. The resolution was
sponsored by Senators Frank Miller

(D-Bowling. Green) and John Rogers

{R-Somerset).

—SB 42, would create new law to enact
a Uniform Child Custody Jurisdiction Act.

State Income Tax

The slate Revenue Department is “very
close’ to having a proposal on possible
revision to the state income tax, Commis-
sioner Robert Allphin told a House Ap-
propriations and Revenue Committee
meeting last week.

The committee has been considering
proposals of its own on revising the tax. A
bill prefiled by the commitltee included
graduating state rates to 10 percent from
the current level of 6 percent, repealing
the deduction of federal income tax from
state income tax, subslituting a $1,000
personal exemption for the current $20
eredit and raising the standard deduetion
to federal levels.

The committee has been considering
meodifications to the prefiled bill that
would not have the tax burden shift “as
dramatically as it did,”" Joe Clarke
{D-Danville), chairman of the committee
said. The goal of the committee was lo
make the bill “more palatable’ and re-
tain the simplification and fairness of the
original proposal, he explained.

Clarke noted there have been “screams
of anguish from some corners because of
the bill."" Allphin responded that the reac-
tion may have “emanated from the 10
percenl rate’’ proposal

He said the Revenue Department has
been working with the Development
Cabinel to develop a combination of cor-
porate and personal income taxes that
would compele for industry with surroun
ding and Sun Belt (southern) slates. He
said a high rates structure “*does not help
the image of the package of Kentukcy as a
place for business to come in or to expand
if they're already here.”

He said Gov. John Y. Brown, Jr. wants
to *'keep the crossover point as high as
possible."" He said Brown wanls to keep
the poinl at which income laxes increase,
to income levels of about $30,000 or $35,000
a year, However, the revenue chief
observed that without a higher limit than
6 percenl on state taxes the crossover
point would have to be below that limit

Rep. Buddy Adams (D-Bowling Green)
stressed it is “important to remain com-
petitive'" with surrounding states such as
Tennessee which have no personal in-
come Lax.

““The governor is very cognizant of that
fact,” Allphin said. **We just don't want to
stick out like a sore thumb."

Clarke pointed out that Kentucky's pro-
blem is thal the state has *'no sirong ex-
portable taxes,” which would shift the
burden to other slales. Allphin agreed,
“That's really it."'

Allphin distributed estimates the com-
miltee had reguested on the cosls of
various proposals in the prefiled bill
Revenue Department estimates showed a
gain of $112 million to the slate from
repeal of the federal tax deduction from
state taxes' a $49 million loss to the state
from adopling the 1979 federal standard
deduction; a $66 million loss by
substituting a $1,000 personal ememption
for a $20 credit, a $63 million loss Lo the
slale by allowing spouses to splil joint in-
come, and an estimated $1 to $2 million
loss by allowing preferential treatment to
heads of households

Show at Atlanta Fair |

Six inventors supported by the Energy-
Related Inventions Program of the U.S.
Department of Energy and the National
Bureau of Standards will participale in
the Eighth Annual World Fair for
Technology Exchange Feb, 19-22 in Atlan-
ta, Ga

The Energy-Related Inventions Pro-
gram assists individual inventors and
small businesses in developing and
marketing their energy-related ideas
With the help of NBS, DOE decides which
ideas offer the most promise in helping to
solve energy problems.

The program offers one-time
assistance—usually amounting to one
year of financial and technical backing
Assislance is negoliated directly with the
inventor or small businessman

So far, 57 ideas have qualified for DOE
research and development support of
about $3.9 million over the past four years
under the Energy-Related Inventions
Program.

The Atlanta Fair is one of three interna-
tional technology exposilions to be held
during the next two months for the pur-
pose of bringing new technologies (o the
markelplace and offering them for licens-
ing and sale. Similar fairs are scheduled
Feb. 26-29 in Copenhagen and March 5-7in
Singapore

The six inventors supported by DOE
and NBS are participating because their
inventions are ready for commercializa-
tion. Exhibiting their inventions at Atlan-
ta will also help them license their pro-
ducts in the Uniled Stales and overseas
and provide public exposure for their pro-
ducts.

Al last year's Fair in Atlanta, DOE:
supported inventor G, Raymond Fitterer
of Oakmont, Pa. won a plaque for first
place in the inventor calegory for
“*significant achievement in technological
development.”

Census Takers Had Problems

*Sir: 1 beg to report that T have been
dogbil, goose-pecked, cow-kicked, briar-
scratched, shol at, and called by every
‘fowl" name thal can be tho't of. 1 have
worked 12 days and made $2. 1 have had
enough and 1 beg to resign my posilion as
census taker for Critlenden Township.”

So wroele Roger Waile to a marshal of
census enumerators for the State of Ver-
mont on August 24, 1790—the year of the
first national census in the United States.

Research does not reveal whether or
not the dishearlened and disgusied
Waite’s resignalion was accepled or
denied: What is revealed for a fact is that
the pay for enumerators was very low,
even for thal day. Governmen! records
reveal that the highest rate paid under
any conditions was $1.00 for the count of 50
persons and that was for enumeralors in
outlying districts where the inhabitants
were “widely dispersed.” In cities and
towns the rate was $1.00 for every 300 per-
sons counted, Oul of these amounts, the
census takers were obliged to furnish
their own schedules “‘properly ruled" and
Lo take care of any other expenses incur-
red. In some instances the cost of the
schedules alone was more than the lees
collected.

As can be surmised from Waite's letter
of resignation, the 1790 census lakers en-
countered other problems aside from low
pay. In certain sections of the country
there was a great unwillingness on the
part of the citizens Lo give the information
required.

Many had never been enumerated
before and were naturally suspicious of
slrangers coming around asking ques-
tions. Others, remembering the Biblical
reference to the head counlt for purposes
of taxation at the time of the birth of
Christ, often displayed a downright un-
friendly attitude. Then still other citizens,
recalling the plagues thal befell the
children of Israel following the enumera-
lion made by King David, also refused to
cooperale

So when the enumerators persisted with
their questioning, they were often lucky to
get by with just a dog bite. In a sparsely
settled area in Pennsylvania, there is one
instance of an enumerator being killed.

There were various other reasons on
the part of the population for the reluc-
tance to answer questions, but in a 1909
publication issued by the U.S. Census
Bureau, it is writlen that the most polent
factor was the widespread belief that the
census was connected with taxes.

Al the end of Lhis first census in 1790, the

lotal population counl was a fraction
under 4 million, Some authorities of that
lime, however, were a bil dubious of that
figure. Because of the low pay, they
believed that to make ends meel, some of
the enumerators in the “more remote and
sparsely sellled sections™ of the country
may have included *‘some persons not in
existence."

One reasonable ground for such suspi-
cion stemmed from whal was described
as the “absurd and ludicrous combina-
tions of names and surnames’ listed on
the census taker schedules and turned in
to the marshals. Officers of the Bureau of
Census believed that such names as
“Joseph Came, Peter Went, John Sat,
Joseph Crackbone, Ruth Shaves, Web
Ashbean, Comforl Clock, Sarah
Goosehorn, Moses Rainwater, Mercy
Cheese, Unity Tallowback, Lookinbill
Barnthistle, Susannah Beersticker, Con-
stance Cathole," and hundreds of other
equally absurd, were spurious and not the

names of real citizens

The old Bureau of Census publications
goes on to say thal in 1790, there were
27.337 surnames in the United States with
English and Scotch names, or derivations
of these names, being preponderant

The total cost of the first census was
$44.377.28. This year, two cenluries later.
the cost of counling some 222 million
citizens will be much more. And as in the
days of old, some members of the popula-
tion may resent whal they may consider
an invasion of privacy and set their dogs
on the enumerator

But as sociologists in the University ol
Kenlucky College of Agriculture point
out, taking the census is necessary for the
continued good welfare of the nalion

If we put all the people on earth
together and weighed them and did the

Recalling the devastating damage
the state during last winter's floods, lwo
Extension specialists in the Universily of
Kentucky College of Agriculture urge you
to be better prepared for this winter

Kentucky's biggest floods and worst
flash floods usually pecur during the col-
dest part of the winter, according lo the
meteorologist Tom Priddy and safety
specialist Larry Piercy in UK's
Agricultural Engineering Department

They explain that the worst flood threal
comes when the weather warms up quick-
ly, bringing rain with the ground frozen
Rain can’l soak in so the water runs off
the land, creating flash floods in many
parts of Kentucky with hilly terrain

Priddy and Piercy suggest ways to
become betler prepared for the flood
season and precautions you can take to
reduce loss of property, and more impor-
tant, avoid personal injury

Become familiar with how the flood
warning system operales in your c¢om-
munity and county. Be aware of weather
observers, rain gauge network coor-
dinators and groups such as Civil Defense
and REACT that respond to disaster
situations. Know how to contact them.
Keep a portable radio or a special NOAA
weather radio handy and have extra bal-
teries available.

The specialists remind that the Na-
tional Weather Service issues two types of
flood warning information: flood watches
and flood alerts. A watch means that con-
ditions are favorable for a flood or flash
flood to occur. An alerl means thal
flooding conditions are eminent, that a
flood or flash flood is occurring or has oc-
curred

Keep your car’s gas tank filled. If elec-
tricity is cut off, gas pumps won't work

Keep emergency supplies on
hand—such items as water, non-
perishable foods, first aid materials,
prescription medications and extra
blankets.

Be ready to protect appliances from
minor flooding. For example, put bricks
or blocks under the freezer, washer and
dryer.

Check for fire hazards on your proper-
ty. During a flood. fire danger increases
because of the potential for broken or
leaking gas lines, flooded electrical cir-
cuits and failure of submerged furnaces
Turn off the main electrical power switch
and shut off the supply line of gas oroil us-
ed for heating if you think your house is
going to be flooded.

Priddy and Piercy recommend these
emergency procedures during a flood
threat:

If you live in a mountain valley or olher
area subject to flash floods, be especially
alert for early signs or warnings. If you
suspee! a [lash flood is in the making. go
to higher ground immediately

Never disregard a flood warning

if you receive a flood warning, listen lo
your local radio station for emergency in-
structions. Proceed with emergency
preparations if evacualion is not yet
necessary.

If you are the firsl in your immediate
area to know about the [lood, report the
situation to authorities

Do not tie up telephone lines. Help keep
lines open for emergency use

Do not pass along rumors.

Be ready to help with
operations if called on.

Do not attempt to drive through flooded
areas where there is a fas! current.

Remember that family safety is more
important than the protection of property
Or possessions

The specialists also have suggestions
for farmers on protecting livestock from
floods.

To Prepare
1 For Flood Season

Do not let animals become trapped in
low-lying pens. If not confined, livestock
usually can take care of themselves dur
ing a flood

In level flood plains where water
seldom gets deeper than 3-4 feet, build up
mounds of soil to accommodate livestock
safely until flood waters recede

Provide feed and water. Water is essen
tial because thirsty:- animals will try to
break oul to get a drink and become ex-
posed Lo dangerous flood waters

Block off narrow passageways where
animals would be unable lo turn around
A few frightened animals in a narrow
dead-end alley can cause injuries 1o
livestock or damage to the building.

Make sure pesticides and treated seeds
are nol even remotely accessible to
livestock feed or waler supplies

Turn off electricity at the main switch,
Livestock excited during flood conditions
could damage electrical fixtures, causing
a fire or electroculion

If there is a possiblility for a barn to
become f[looded, drive caltle or other
livestock outside. When water is rising
rapidly, cattle often refuse to leave the
barn and consequently drown if the water
rises high enough.

Nobody can prevent a flood, but the
specialists point out thal there are some
things vou can do before and during a
flood to reduce properly damage and per-
sonal injuries

County Extension offices have addi-
tional information on flood protection and
cleanup operations

Surgery and Surgeons:
Choosmg What’s Best for You

By Barry Yeoman

“1t looks like you're going to need
an operation.”

Surgery is a serious matter.
Although it is risky, the knife is
often the procedure that a doctor

will recommend 10 treal your
ailment.
But surgery isn't always the

proper treatment. There are several
reasons why a doctor may advise
unnecessary surgery: a sincere but
inaccurate belief that surgery is
necessary; a bias towards radical
solutions when conservative treat-
ments don't work as well; simple
greed (yes, doctors are human); and
in some criminal cases, fraud.

The number of cases of unneces-
sary surgical procedures is alarming.
Dr. Charles E. Lewis, a Harvard
University specialist in community
health, discovered the more a doctor
needs money, the more often he will
recommend cutting. In  western
Kansas, appendectomies were ad-
vised four times as often as usual,
and gallbladders were removed 3
1/2 times more frequently than the
norm in the rest of the state.

The first step towards avoiding
unnecessary surgery is choosing a
competent physician. Most doctors
are qualified, but the trick is to find
the best doctor for you. Check local
hospitals. Teaching hospitals usually
have the best doctors on staff,
because they keep up to date with
medical information. Ask the admin-
istration office if it is a teaching
hospital, whether it's approved by
the American Medical Association
for the training of residents in the
various specialty fields and if the
hospital is accredited. Then ask for
the names of doctors in the field you
need.

Ask ‘around. Friends, other doc-
tors and pathologists at Jocal
hospitals are possible sources of
information. You may or may not
want to phone the county medical
society.

Check the qualifications of each
doctor on the list. This can be done
by talking to the hospital or medical
school with which he is affiliated,
writing to the AMA in Chicago, or
speaking to the local pathologist.
Make sure that all the dociors on
your list. have board certification.
This assures that they are qualified
in their particular field.

Also consider the location and
accessibility of the doctor, as trivial
as this may sound. You may need
your doctor often, so he should be
convenient Lo reach.

Make appointments to visil pro-
spective choices. When making the
dates, don't feel 100 embarrassed to
ask about prices. There is nothing
wrong with comparison shopping.
and doing so will assure the
receptionist that you are conscien-
tious about paying the bills.

On the day of the appointment,
observe the waiting room. Is there a
45-minute wait, or does the doctor
respect his obligations? How long do
patients stay in the examining and
consulting rooms? Does it seem like
an assembly line operation, or is he
giving time and care to each
patient?

When you sce the doctor, concen-
trate on his responses to your
questions, both in terms of what he
says and how concerned he seems.
Pay attention to how he conducts his
physical examination. Are you
comfortable with him? If not,
perhaps he is not the right doctor for
your needs.

If He Says ‘Cut’

When you finally choose a doctor,
what happens if he recommends
surgery? First, you must find out all
there is to know aboul the proposed
operation. Ask the physician (or the
surgeon he recommends) any ques-
tions that concern you. What are the
risks involved in this surgery? What
would happen if you didn’t have the
surgery? What does the operation
entail? (The doctor should be able
to explain this in simple terms.)

How many times has the surgeon
performed this operation? Is he a
fellow of the American College of
Surgeons? Is he board certified?
Will the physician perform the
operation himself? Better yet, will
his name appear on the release form
you sign?

Also, find out about the hospital.
Choose ‘a voluntary (non-profit)
hospital. if your city has one. Make
surc the hospital has a tissue
committee. This is composed of
doctors, including a pathologist, who
examine the pieces cut out of you to
determine whether they really had to
be removed. A surgeon who
frequently performs unnecessary
operations will not be allowed to
practice at a hospital where there 1s
a lissuc commillee.

If the surgery is major and may
change your Ilifestyle (open-heart
surgery, a mastectomy, or a colos-
tomy, for example), talk to patients
who have gone through these
operations. This is not to determine
the qualifications of the surgeon; it
is to help decide if surgery is the
wisest alternative.

Ask the surgeon about his fees.
The cost of major surgery will
probably be covered, at least in part.
by insurance, But, because insurance
policies vary, you should determine
what the surgery will cost and
whether charges for post-operative
care are included. There is a large
range in prices for the same
procedure and the same %qulii_\- of
work. In fact, the variation may be
as much as 400%.

A study by the Health Research
Group found a range of $550-82,110

for hysterectomies, $125-8500 for
abortions, $340-3950 for gallbladder
removals and $113-%325 for tonsil-
lectomies in the Washington, D.C,
area. If patients shopped around, the
survey concluded, $3-%6 billion
could be saved each vear.

Getting a Second Opinion
Once your questions have been
answered, this does not mean that
it's time 10 jump into an operation.
Il you have any doubts at all aboul
the need for surgery, seec a second
consultant. There are three cases in
which a second doctor would advise
against the operation.

First, surgery may not be the
appropriate treatment for the prob-
lem. For example, a 48-year-old
woman has a small fibroid of the
uterus that is giving no symptoms
and whose presence isn't a risk. No
treatment is needed, because after
menopause the fibroid will shrink
and disappear. However, if the
physician mentions tumors ol the
uterus without an explanation, the
woman may believe she has cancer
and accept the unnecessary risk of
an operation,

Second, the operation may not be
appropriale for the individual, as in
the case of a 70-year-old man who
discovers that he has gallstones, but
who isn't being bothered by them. If
he were younger, it might be
advisable to remove the gallbladder.
In this case, though, there is no
reason to take the risk.

Third, the surgeon may not be
qualified to perform the operation
because it is a rare or dangerous
procedure in which he has little
experience.

Most doctors will not be offended
by a patient who seeks a second
opinion. If a doctor does become
offended, he probably isn’t the best
choice for the surgery. If you tell
your doctor that you are getting
another consultant’s advice (you
don’t have to tell him), ask that your
records be sent to the second doctor.
This way, you can avoid repeating
tests you've already taken.

You will have 1o pay for a second
opinion, but the cost will be less than
the cost of surgery and probably less
than the price of the first consulta-
tion. This is because the testing will
not have to be redone. In some states
and for some insurance companics,
a second medical opinion is required
for elective (non-emergency)
surgery. i

If a second doctor agrees that
surgery is the most appropriate
treatment, he will usually not
perform it, but will refer you back
to your ariginal doctor. If he
disagrees, a third opinion mayv be
advisable, unless you can make up
your mind based on the two
consultations. If you opt for a third
opinion, and the first two were from
specialists, see your family doctor. If
one of the opinions was from the
family physician, see a second
specialist,

Second opinions are nol for doctor
shopping. Nor are they for looking
around for an excuse nol o have a
needed operation, Nor are they to
tell you. what to do. The purpose of
the second opinion is 10 provide you
with as muech information as
possible. The final decision 15 up 1o

gram today would be almos! prohibitive,
he noted.

Morgan said officials of the USGS,
which prints the maps, report that Ken-
tucky is the largest user of topographic
and geologic maps in the United Stales

*“This sales volume means thal the state
and ils business communily are making
good uses of the maps we supply,” he
commented.

Nearly half the 110,000 items sold by the
map: sales office last year were
lopographic and geologic maps, Morgan
said

The other ilems making up the 1979
sales total of $126,817 included the Ken-
tucky Directory of Manufacturers, a
Commerce Departmenl publication;
highway maps, aerial photos, geologic
publications, navigational charts, com-
munily brochures and development
publications.

The increased demand results primari-
Iy from the state’s economic growth, par-
ticularly in the coal business and in oil
and gas expiorations, Morgan said

Other users include engineers, builders,
land developers, contractors, utility com-
panies planning routes for their lines,
sportsmen seeking information about
hunting and fishing areas, federal and
state agencies, and farmers curious about
whal is under their land,

Morgan emphasized that the map sales
office is operaled as a service to the
publie and is not in competition with the
makers of commercial maps. The
materials supplied are governmenl
documents, many of which are not
available anywhere else in Kentucky, he
explained,

Bill Howard, map sales chief in the
research division, said the sales program,
which is handled by a staff of three per-
sons, is almost self-supporting. Maps and
documents are sold at eost, in some cases
at prices set by the federal government,
and purchasers pay a fee for postage and
handling costs.

The topographic maps, which were
completed in the mid-1950s and are con-
tinually updated, show the surface
features of the land, including elevation,
drainage, natural features and man-made
features such as roads, buildings and
reservoirs.

Teams from the USGS and KGS began
the series of geologi¢c maps. which show
the rock strata, mineral deposits, depth of
the soil overlay, sinkholes, faults and
other characteristics, in 1960 and com-
pleted them in late 1978.

Morgan said Kentucky is the only state,
aside from the tiny Rhode Island, which
has compleled its geologic mapping. It
was the first to complete its topographic
mapping, he added, although several
other stales have since finished their
topographic series.

The federal and stale governmenls
shared the costs of the mapping program.
However, the maps are prinled and
distributed by the U.S, Geological Survey.
They can also be obtained from the Ken-
tucky Geological Survey, Room 6,
Breckinridge Hall, Universily of Ken-
tucky, Lexinglon, Ky. 40506.

The maps are in quadrangles of 59
square miles, drawn to a scale of one inch
to 2,000 feet. The 779 topographic maps
which represent Kentucky's surface cor-
respond exactly to the maps in the
geologic series. However, there are only
707 geologic maps because small areas
near the border are included in the maps
of other states.

Topographic maps sell for $1.25 each
and the geologic maps are priced al $1.75.

Q. I've heard people say things about
cancer that I know aren't true, but I can't
prove it. Can you help?

A. In answering calls and letters to the
Cancer Hopeline, counselors at the
McDowell Cancer Network have learned
thal there are a greal many myths and
mistaken ideas about cancer which are
generally accepted. One of the main pur-
poses of Hopeline is to provide accurate
information, and so this column will be
devoted to clarifying two cancer myths.

MYTH-It doesn’t hurt, so it can't be
cancer.

FACT-If a person waits to be examined
until a cancer causes pain, few cancers
will be diagnosed in the early stages. In-
deed, some cancers are nol painful even
in the late stages.

Since cancer in the early stages can be
painless, it is vital that anyone noticing
any bodily change see a physician im-
mediately,

The seven cancer warning signals are:

1. Unusual bleeding or discharge.

2. A lump or thickening in the breast or
elsewhere.

3. A sore that does not heal.

4. Change in bowel or bladder habits.

5. Hoarseness or cough.

6. Indigestion or difficulty in swallow-
ing.

7. Change in size or color of a wart or
mole.

MYTH-Cancer is contagious.

FACTS-Cancer, in the usual sense, can-
not be caught from another person s0
there is no need for the relatives and
friends of a cancer patient to aveid
him/her. Sometimes the husband or wife
of a cancer patient avoids intercourse
because of fear of infection. Such
avoidance of sexual contacl or even of
touching or breathing the air in the same
room with the patient is unnecessary.

In addition, such avoidance isolates the
patient and may make him feel guilty of
being “‘unclean’ at the very time he needs
more love and acceptance, not less.

People believe many cancer myths.
Most of them are the result of their fear of
cancer. Counteract fear with knowledge.

Want To Enforce
Salvage Food Regs.

The Department for fluman Resources
has asked local health departments to set
up efforts to enforce state regulations con-
cerning salvaged food.

In a recent memo, Human Resources
also called on health department officials
to report the location of all food salvage
operations in their areas.

John Draper, manager of the depart-
ment’s food control branch, said the ac-
tion is an effort to see that unsafe food
does nol enter the markelplace.

Commonly, salvaged food results from
accidents such as ftrain wrecks and
grocery store fires. For example, if one
botlle in a case of syrup is broken in a
shipping accident, the other bottles may
be sticky, but they can be cleaned up and
sold in retail stores.

As long as food salvage companies com-
ply with the Food, Drug and Cosmetic
Law and to salvage regulations, the food
should be safe to eal, Draper said, He
estimates there are a dozen such firms
operating in Kentucky.

The department has found, however,
Lhat not all salvage operations are selling
safe food, Draper said. In December, of-
ficials from a weslern Kenlucky heallh
department inspected a nursing home's
food supply. Inspectors found 75 rusty,
swollen and unlabeled cans of food in the
supply purchased from a food salvage
company. The officials quarantined the
merchandise, which subsequently was
destroyed

“Food from those rusty cans could have
caused serious illness to the nursing-home
oecupants, soit’s easy Lo see why we want
striet enforcement of the law,” Draper
said

Companies thal process the salvaged
food must label all products to show they
have been salvaged They also musi
maintain samtary facilities; Both pro-
cessors and distributors must obtain a
slale permit {0 operate.

**April is the cruelest month," declared
T.S. Eliot in *“The Wasteland.” Maybe it
was Lo a poet living in England, but if
Eliot had been a Kentucky outdoorsman
he would surely have casl his vote with
the rest of us in declaring February the
worst month of the year.

And this February is going to be worse
than usual, at least in one respect. Il's a
leap year, so there's more of it.

Besides the fact that February is cold,
dreary, snowy (when it isn't raining) and
just generally unpleasant, the big pro-
blem is that there often isn't enough going
on to keep the hunter or fisherman from
coming down with a bad case of cabin
fever,

In case vou're not familiar with this
malady, cabin fever is brought on by ex-
cessive confinement indoors. Its symp-
toms include restlessness, irritability and
a compulsive desire to organize tackle
boxes. The only sure cure is the coming of
spring and news that the white bass are
running,

But there are some things the out-
doorsman can do to relieve the symptoms
of cabin fever. Reading a good book on
your favorite outdoor topic will help and
may even teach you something you didn't
know about bass fishing, for example, or
wing shooting. There are a lot of enter-
taining and informalive books down at
your local library (that's the large stone
building on the left, three blocks down
from the bail shop).

Sorting, cleaning, repairing and
organizing all your outdoor equipment
will take up several cold, snowy evenings.
If any items need to be sent away for
repair, now is the time to take care of it,
so vou have them back before spring
seasons get into full swing.

While you're at it, make lists of all the
equipment you'd like to purchase. Then
go through the list and mark out all the
items you can't afford. Then show the list
to you wife and work out what you're ac-
tually going to buy. This process
tparticularly the last step) can be highly
entertaining

Actually, these measures should only be
last resorts. to be saved for those long
spells of weather so bad that it's impossi-
ble to get outdoors. If conditions are just
normal February miserable, there’s no
excuse for not being out and doing.

Quail season will remain open through
Feb. 17, and you can hunt grouse through
the last day of the month, Chasing grouse
up and down some of those Eastern Ken-
tucky mountains will warm you up even
on the coldest day.

You can even get in some productive
fishing in February. Walleye and sauger
are beginning to move into their spawning
aréas and will start getting restless at the
first hint of a risein-water temperature. A

trip to the. Big South Fork of the;

Cumberland could yield seme Dbig
walleyes and probably (later in the
month) some good white bass also.

The winter sauger hol spols are below

i the dams at Kenlucky and Barkley lakes.

But these fish are in every major
drainage system in the state. Good places
to check are below dams on
rivers—including the Ohio River.

Some crappie fishermen know that
February can be a productive month,
even if the anglers have to break ice in
bays lo reach the open water of the main
lake: And if your favorite lake gets good
and muddy, try “jigging"' for bass.

This winter has been a mild one (so far)
and fishing has been better than usual on
many of our lakes, There are things to do
in February. so instead of pacing the floor
and getting more and more grouchy, why
not bundle up and get outside—it'll do you
tand your family) some good.

How It Works

The teacher receives a year's
worth of testing material from which
she selects the appropriate work for
her class. The test is composed of a
Pre-Level Test, an On-Level Test
and a Post-Level Test. The Pre-
Level Test reviews basic mathema-
tical concepts. It gives the teacher
the chance to catch and correct
problems before the child progresses
further with any misconceptions.

The tests cover computation,
numbers and operation (including
whole . numbers, fractions, and
decimals), geometry, measurement,

and problem solving.

To incorporate ‘this program into
the classroom is a simple procedure.
All that is required are film cards
(called microfiche)., a microfiche
reader, and a test analysis chart. The
microfiche reader is a lighted screen
onto which the film cards are
projected. Students work on their
own, and quickly learn how to use
the machine.

- When he picks the answer he thinks

is best, the card indicates his next
move by placing a number and a
letter directly beneath his choice. It
tells him what chart he should
advance to, If the child answers the
question correctly, he will be moved
along to a more difficult or
challenging guestion

If the child answers the question
incorrectly, he will be moved along
to another question of the same kind
to determine if he does not under-
stand that particular concept or if he
has made a mistake due to careless-
ness. In some cases. he might be
branched to a question of an easier
nature in the hopes that he will
correct on his own, the misconcep-
tion which is leading him to the
WTONg answer.

If the siudent answers (wo
guestions of the same type incorrect-
ly, he is directed to an exit card
which means he should stop testing
This card informs the teacher of the
problem area. It is up to her to give
the child individual instruction. If
there are several students confused
by the same concept, she can work
with them as a group.

Testing contains 40 to 50 ques-
tions: and takes approximdtely 15
minutes. It is concluded when the
child has trouble with the answers
and makes two errors, or when all
parts of the test have been taken
successfully

Developing the Program
Questions used in the test weré

arrived at through the use of math

textbooks and with the aid of persons

competition with any of his class-
mates. He can master what he knows
well and get help in his weak areas.
By pinpointing these problems, a
teacher will know what further
instruction the child needs.

With the implementation of this
program all students will be able to
get the care and attention they
require, and all students in the class
can advance at their own rate.

Summer Food Program

The U.S. Department of Agriculture is
seeking sponsors (o operate the 1980 sum-
mer food programs in Kentucky, accor-
ding to Charles Kirby, regional director of
the Department’s special nutrilion pro-
grams.

“People terd to think only of the
children in cities and forgetl the nutri-
tional needs of children in rural areas,”
Kirby said. “"We would like lo see many
responses from interested organizations
in the rural areas of Kentucky."

The summer food program provides
free, nutritious meals to children in needy
areas during school vacations that last
longer than three weeks. In most areas
the program runs from May through
September. Eligible children include
those through age 18 and certain han-
dicapped students over 18.

Sponsors can be reimbursed for pro-
gram operating and administrative ex-
penses up to the current rates of reim-
bursement, Administrative costs may in-
clude expenses related to planning,
organizing and supervising the food ser-
vice.

Rural sponsors or sponsors preparing
meals on site will receive additional ad-
ministrative money. They also will be
allowed to claim expenses for transpor-
ting children in rural areas to designated
rural sites.

Sponsors may be public or private, non-
profit, nonresidential organizations serv-
ing areas where at least one-third of the
children are eligible for free or reduced
price school lunches, Residential summer
camps whose enrollment includes needy
children also may acl as program spon-
SOTS,

Sponsors also may include city govern-
ment agencies, county and municipal
school systems recreation departments,
churches and social service organiza-
tions. The principal eligibility re-
quirements include, but are not limited to,
the following:

Sponsors must be nonprofit organiza-
tions; they must show they are financially
and administratively capable of
operating the program, they must agree
Lo ensure that children eat their meals at
designated sites and the meals must meet
the department nutritional guidelines.

The summer food program began in
1969 to encourage the health and well-
being of needy children by extending food
assistance into the summer months.
