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New Airport Location 
Argued before Court 
Truck Collision 
With Bus Spurs 
Court Comment 

The location of the planned Big Sandy 
regional airport and the competence of 
countv truck drivers were issues debated 
at last Wednesday's meeting of the Floyd 
fiscal court. 

Following the recent announcement of 
the approval by the Federal Aviation 
Administration of a site in Martin c'ounty, 
near its junction with Floyd and Johnsen 
counties , for the airport , a new move has 
begun to have the airport built in Floyd 
county. 

Commonwealth 's Attorney James R . 
Allen. who appeared before the Prestons­
burg city council last week to urge that 
body's support for a Mayo Hollow site, 
near Jenny Wiley State Park, made the 
same case before the fiscal court, 
claiming that it IS the site most suitable 
for the airport. 

Allen cited an engineer's report which 
demonstrates, he said, that two 6000-foot 
runwavs could be cons tructed on the site, 
which ·,s currently being stripmined by 
BIZ:Zack Bros. Construction Co. for JRI\1 
Coal Company. While acknowledging 
that he represents JRM Coal , owners of 
the coal there , Allen claimed that ob· 
jective observers could readily see that 
the Floyd site is more central to the Big 
Sandy area development disfrict and 
more accessible to southern Floyd, 
Magoffin , Knott and Letcher county 
residents. 

;-.;either JRM Coal nor Bizzack 
Brothers s tand to gain financ1aUy by 
selection of the Floyd site, Allen said, 
since neither owns the surface in that 
area. 

Allen cited the l\layo Hollow site's 
proximity to May Lodge, and the 
potential for developing other ac ­
orn dations and recreational facilities 

n a roy, as other reasons for building the 
1rport there. 
FAA approval of the ~lartin location

The defendant was 
returned here last week after spending 
some time unde rgoing psychiatric 
evaluation after he had cut his arm while 
a prisoner in the county jail here . 

Porter was found dead at a roadside 
service station. No eyewitness to the slay­
ing has been found , and the Com­
monwealth has based its case against 
Baril on circumstantial evidence.

Mud er~ Crossing 
Collision Claims 
Adams Brothers 

Two of three brothers who occupied the 
truck which was struck by a tram near 
Harold last Wednesday afternoon were 
killed and the third was seriously mjured. 

Dead are Bobby Gene Adams, Zl, of 
Prestonsburg, and Norman C. Adams, 24, 
of the Mullins Addition, Pikevllle. Their 
brother, David, 25, of the Meta vicinity, 
was listed in "fair condition" at the 
Methodist Hospital, Pikeville. 

The collision took place at what is 
known as the Churchhouse Crossing on 
the spur line up Mud Creek, near the junc­
ture of Big and Little Mud. The truck was 
smashed by a 131-car tram pulling more 
than 15,000 tons of coal. 

Investigators said the brothers ap­
parently neither saw nor heard the ap­
proaching train as they drove onto the 
crossing. Bobby Gene Adams was dead at 
the scene of the collision, and Norman C. 
Adams. who was said to have been the 
driver of the truck, was dead on arrival at 
the Pikeville hospital. Bobby Gene Adams 
was trapped inside the wreckage an hour 
before members of the Pike County 
Rescue Squad extricated him. Both vic­
tims apparently died of skull fracture. 

State troopers Hall and Tackett were 
joined at the scene by Coroner Carter and 
Deputy Sheriff Randall Lewis. 

Joint funeral services for the brothers 
were conducted Saturday from the J .W. 
Call and Son Funeral Home, Pikeville, 
and burial was in the Akers cemetery on 
Island Creek . They were sons of Mrs . 
Rebecca Adkins Adams and the late Ben­
nie Adams. Bobby Gene Adams is surviv­
ed by his widow, Mrs. Cassie Elkins 
Adams, and a son, Robert Jeremiah . Nor­

man Adams leaves his widow , Gennece 
Spears Adams, a son , Norman, Jr ., of Col ­
umbus, 0., and three step-children . The 
two victims also are survived by three 
brothers and two s is ters , Franklin 
Adams, of Virgie, Ronald Adams, Detroit, 
Mich., David Adams , of Meta, Mrs. Ruth 
Reed, of Pikeville, and Mrs. Annie Ander ­
son, Louisville.

Airport Hassle Goes 
Before City Council 

If Prestonsburg or Floyd county 
chooses to a ct on its own, it will destroy 
the regional airport project , Allan " Bud'' 
Perry, chairman of the regional airport 
board, told the Prestonsburg city council 
Monday. 

Perry was referring to recent moves, 
spearheaded by Commonwealth AUorney 
James R. Allen , to have a Floyd site con­
sidered as the location of the planned air­
port. The airport board, composed of 
representatives of Floyd, Johnson, 
Magoffin and Martin counties, has chosen 
a Martin county site, near the Johnson 
and Floyd county lines, for the airport. 

With the master plan complete, the site 
approved by federal aviation authorities, 
and the project ready to move into the 
design and engineering phase, the airport 
board intends to file its pre-application for 
construction monies later this month, 
Perry said. Those funds could be jeopar­
dized if a division among the four counties 
arose at this stage, he warned. 

''If we stick together, we can get 
something ; if we split, we could lose 
everything," Perry said. 

Allen said that he had met last week 
with Sen. Walter "Dee" Huddleston, 
however, who told him his staff had 
researched the proposed Floyd, Martin 
and Pike county sites, and that " he 
<Huddleston) would not be for the Martin 
county site." 

Allen stressed that he d id not want to 
jeopardize the re gional airport but 
wanted to have the Floyd site, in Mayo 
Hollow, near here, considered by the 
board before a final decision was taken. 
Responding to objections that prepar ing a 
new master plan would unduly delay the 
project and would not be eligible for 
government funds, Allen said tha t an in­
vestigation of the Mayo Hollow site could 
be completed in a few months and that 
JRM Coal Company, which owns the coal 
being mined there, had offered to pay for 
the study . 

If the Mayo Hollow location is good 
enough for an airport, it would be good 
enough for an industrial or housing site, 
Perry said, adding that its proxim ity to 
Prestonsburg made the s ite unsuitable for 
an airport. The prospect of aircraft noise 
near a population center made it unlikely 
that the site would meet federal en· 
vironmental standards, he sa id. 

The council referred the m atter to a 
committee, which will confer with state 
aviation officials and report to the councll 
at its next meeting. A public information 
meeting on the airport project has been 
scheduled by the a irport board for 7 p.m., 
Thursday, Jan 24, at Prestonsburg Com­
munity College.

$50,000 Marked 
For System Here 

Announcement last week by Con­
gressman Car l D . Per kins and Senators 
Ford and Huddleston that the city of 
P restonsburg will receive $500,000 in com­
m unity development block funds from 
HUD places the Prestonsburg water 
system within s triking distance of its goal 
of a greater water supply and expansion 
of the system. 

Mayor Harold W. Cooley said the HUD 
grant is a vital part of the $3,400,000 pro­
jected cost of the proposed undertaking. 

Other funding committed to the project 
includes $900,000 from the Economic 
Development Administration, $700,000 
from the Appalachian Regional Commis· 
sian and $1,300,000 in grant and loan from 
the Farmers Home Administration. 

These funds will finance a project which 
will: 

- Double the present capacity of the 
water plant to 3,000,000 gallons per day. 

- Extend the 12-inch main from the 
plant through Prestonsburg and replace 
the old 150,000-gallon reservoir here with 
one of 500,ooo-gallon capacity. 

-Extend the 10-inch main from the Col­
umbia Gas pipeyard, between 
Prestonsburg and Emma, on through

These are not isolated cases. The 
problems of condominium ownership 
are man\. Still. a condominium can 
offer boih financial advantages and 
an attractive 1\a) of life. if you know 
11 hat to look for and what to 
avoid. 

T he Proposed De\'elopment 
Buying into a new development 

can be risk~ . If you're looking in to 
one 11 here the unit. are not yet 
completed. in~ist upon examining the 
floor plans and site layouts Careful­
!} note the exact measurements of 
each room. Be11are of the model 
apartments the; can be deceiving. 
Tin~ rooms don't seem so tin) when 
decorated with small scale furniture. 
and floor-tO·Cethng mirrors give the 
illuswn of more space than there is. 
If there are no state Ia~~ to stop 
him, the developer may con~truct his 
modeb to a ~cale larger than the 
actual units. 

Examtne the plans for all recrea­
tional facilit1es and other jointly 
o~ned properues Check that they 
are large enough for the number of 
fam11te-. that ~ill be living in the 
condominium. Make sure that the 
developer i~ required to expand these 
facilities 1f he builds additiOnal units . • 
Failure to get an assurancce of this 
in ~rtting could result in overcrowd­
ed conditions in the development. 
For example, a parking lot that is 
large enough for the original 100 
famil1es may be inadequate if an 
extra 50 apartments are added. 

T he De, eloper 
Check out the reputation of the 

developer. If FHA or VA financing 
is involved. he'll have to meet 
minimum requtrements: but you still 
should investigate. Find out if he has 
developed or managed other con­
domtntums . . Has he ever gone 
bankrupt or defaulted on any 
proJect? It's also important to check 
if there arc any pending lawsuits. 

Find out about long term control 
of any aspect of the condominium by 
the developer. Usually the developer 
builds the condominium and gets out 
soon after all the units are sold, 
leaving the management to the home 
011ners a~soc1atton In some in· 
stances, he may retain control of one 
or more of the facilities, such as the 
s~imming pool. and lease this 
property to the home owner~ 
association. He can then raise the 
monthly usage fee as he sees fit. 

Docs the developer retain the right 
to rent unsold apartments? If so. you 
may find that your unit will decrease 
in value because of the 
conversion. 

Stay away from any developer 
who won't permit you to look at all 
the legal documents until you're 
ready to buy. All papers should be 
available for you to examine and you 
should read everything carefully. 

The Documents 
Not only should you make sure 

that all promises, claims, and 
guarantees are in writing, you should 
also make sure that the various 
documents don't contradict each 
other. (The papers for a condomin­
ium can run over one hundred 
pages.) Something guaranteed in one 
place shouldn't be prohibited or 
restricted in another. 

The first thing to check in the 
documents is who owns what. Thi~ 
information will be found in the 
declaration. also called the master 
deed. In some townhouse clusters the 
jointly owned property may be only 
a parkmg lot and some landscaping. 
while in a condominium apartment 
building the owners may control 
halls, elevators, heating and cooling 
systems, and elaborate recreational 

facili t ies. Remember. the cost of 
main tenance mu~t be voted upon b~ 
the home o~ ncrs a~sociation. so the 
more property that is joint!) o~ned , 
the less control 'ou have 

Check the proposed condominium 
assessment budget. Thi~ esti m.ues 
the monthly fee for maintenance of 
all jointly owned propcrt) . Make 
sure that the projected charge 
realistically covers all like!) ex­
penses. Sometimes a developer 11 ill 
estimate an unrealistically IO\\ fee to 
entice buyers. There should be a 
reserve fund of about J.sr-; of the 
total budget set aside for maJor 
repai rs. 

E"amine the house rules. These 
are restrictions on what you can and 
cannot do and the) affect )OUr day 
to day living in the condomtnium. 
ih~ may bar pets. They may also 
prohibit any commercial business in 
the development. Although you 
probably ~eren't planning to open a 
machine shop in your unit. keep in 
mind that this rule can prevent you 
from giving piano lessons or taking 
in sew mg. 

Study the byla\\s. They describe 
the powers of the home o~ners 
association and set the rules for the 
in ternal government of the con· 
dominium. It's important to check 
how much control you have as an 
individual owner and to make sure 
that your rights are safeguarded. 
One point that you should check is 
whether you arc protected against an 
o~ ncr who doesn't pay his monthly 
assessment fees. Also make sure that 
your right to resell your unit isn't 
restricted. Some condominiums 
require that the association be given 
the first opportunity to buy back a 
unit while others give the association 
the right to clear any prospective 
purchaser Finally. if there are no 
state laws requiring that 1 OO"'r of the 
owners must agree to dissolve a 
condominium, make sure that such 
a provision is included in the 
bylaws. 

The Home O~ners 
Association 

In the case of an cx1sttng 
condominium ~here the home 
owners assoctation is already est a b­
tished, it's important for you to find 
out as much as po sible about this 
group. Make sure that your lifestyle 
is compatible \\ith the other o~ners. 
For example. if most of the residents 
are parents of young children and 
you are a retiree. you could find 
yourself constantly outvoted on 
matters concerning e"penditures for 
playground equipment and other 
child oriented facilities . 

Find out who controls the associa­
tion. Is it democratic or is it run by 
a clique 'l Sec if the development has 
man\ investor-owners. These are 
people who buy for an investment 
and then rent their units. Nonre­
sident o~ ners and their tenants don 't 
do very much to help an 
association. 

.\!fake sure that the home O\\ners 
association is . enforcing all of the 
condominium's regulations. If not, 
they risk forfeiting future legal 
protection under a particular ruling. 
For example, suppose guests are not 
permitted to use the swimming pool 
but Mrs. Smith\ mother. ~ho visits 
for only one week every year, is 
overlooked . This could denote tacit 
consent and when ~rs. Jones 11ants 
to bring five friends to the pool every 
weekend. the association may find 
that they've lost their po\\er to 
enforce this regulation. 

Financial Perils 
There are certain pitfalls in 

condominium ownership that can be 
costly . If you 're buying into an 
existing development. you might find 
that the building is in need of 
expensive repairs. Insist on getting a 
licensed engineer's report and make 
sure it includes an estimate of the 
cost of any repairs and 
replacements. 

If you're buying a condominium 
that was just converted from an 
apartment, make sure it's legal. In 
some states conversions arc only 
permitted if a certain percentage of 
the tenants agree to the change. 
Buying into a condominium of 
questionable legality could involve 
you in a costly court case 

Don't sign a sales contract unless 
there is a provision that enables you 
to back out. without losing your 
deposit , if you can't get a mortgage. 
In si tuations involving a proposed 
condominium. it is advantageous to 
have your depo.,it placed in an 
escrow account. This way, if the 
project isn't completed, you stand a 
better chance of getting your money 
returned .

Documentary on Cancer 
To Air on KET, Jan. 26 
Joan Robinson died of cancer on August 
14, 1975. For 22 months before her death, 
cameras filmed her battle with the too· 
often fatal disease. The resulllng 
docurnentarv, "Joan Robinson . One 
woman's Story," 1s an intimate record of 
a woman, her husband, doctor and friends 
trying to cope with the anguish of ter­
minal illne s. the two and a half-hour 
special airs Monday , January 21 at 8 p.m. 
<ET>. 7 p .m . (CI') on KET. 

At age 41, Joan Robinson was dying of 
cancer and wanted her story to be told. As 
a writer and editor, she considered 
writing a book, but discovered thal 
treatments at Boston.: University 
Hospital prevented sustained ,•rork. Mrs. 
Robinson turned to her friend 1\lary 
Feldhaus-Weber- a producer, director 
and writer- and agreed to the filing of 
what were to become the last months of 
her hfe. 

The camera followed Mr Robinson as 
her illness progressed, revealing her fear, 
anger and guilt. It chromcled her treat­
ment under cancer-care specialist Dr. 
Peter Mozdcn; her marriage to university 
professor Eric Robinson, her frequent 
·remissions and her struggle with and final 
accepumce of the notice of death. 

As it unfolds :\1rs. Robinson's personal 
struggle for survival, the program 
adres cs virtually every issue mvolved m 
cancer care and treatment in the frankest 
of term . . Que tions of medical culpabili· 
ty, pain management and the patient's 
right to die are dealt with, as well as 
ISSues of hospital versus home care, 
discontinuing treatment and maintaining 
family and social relations 

"I'm not going to die happily because of 
th1s tilm project," Mrs. Robinson stated 
during her last year of life, "But I do know 
that I'm gomg lo leave something impor· 
tan! behind, something that may help 
other cancer patients as they confront 
their life with this disease, and their even­
tual death ." 

Following the documentary, a half-hour 
follo\\·Up , ' 'Joan Robinson Epilogue : 
Five Year Later," will present experts in 
various fields who discuss issues which 
emerge from the film and advances in 
cancer treatment that have takrn place 
since Mrs. Robinson's death . The follow· 
up also includes mterviews with Joan 
Robinson's husband and doctor, as well as 
slate and national toll-free telephone lines 
for cancer information services.

This thinking. ho'\\ever, omtts an tm· 
portant consideration· many peopl~ are 
locked in to u ing their cars for bu 1n 
or driving to work from outlymg areas. 
Mass transit is not adequate nationally 
for a majortty of the people to depend 
upon. Severe taxes or tariffs could ruin 
those who cannot cut individual travel 
without Lacrificing themselves financial-

ly. . II . . 
Rather than dra:;ttca y mcrcase pnc , 

the Admmistration and motorists must 
address three spectfic areas: 

First, ga oline con ervation can no 
longer be a goal. It is a necessity. In· 
du.,.try has done an admirable job howing 
the potential of voluntary conserva· 
tion ... but then, con ervation mak good 
economic sense. In view of the current oil 
situation, the Blue Grass Automobile Club 
(AAA) believes individuals are now 
responding to the need to conserve. 

Second, we must maximize the produc­
tion of existing energy sources. There is a 
positive climate for removing some of the 
regulatory obstacles inhibiting produc­
tion and use of existing ources. 

Third, we must take necessary steps to 
develop alternate sources. AAA has 
evaluated possible alternatives a they 
relate to motor vehicle fuels and has 
recognized that alcohol stands above 
other candidate fuels. 

A gas tax or oil tariff would quicken 
steps toward forced conservation But, 
the responsibility rests on the government 
to encourage development of alternate 
sources and on all of us to make a d ter· 
mined, voluntary effort to conserve.

More Funds To Pay Energy Bills

Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. and Depart· 
ment for Human Resources Secretary Dr. 
Grady Stumbo annonced at a news con· 
ference last Thursday that Kentucky has 
received an additional $9.5 million in 
federal energy assistance funds under the 
Supplemental Energy Allowance Pro· 
gram 

Brown said that with the new federal 
funds the state has more than $21 million 
in energy assistance money available to 
qualified recipients The Department for 
Human Resources administers the three 
programs through which the funds are 
channeled. 

About one-third, or $3.9 million, of the 
new money is being added to the state's 
all()((fltion for the Federal Energy Crisis 
Assistance Program, which began last 
Dec. 1. 

He said the remaining $5.6 million, 
nearly two-thirds of the new program 
fund, will go to help those households 
receiving Aid to Families with Dependent 
Children, wh1ch provides money to needy 
children who have lost financial support 

through a parent's dean., absence or m· 
capacity. 

The amount of the one-th.~e payment 
will depend on the number of chi!dren in 
the household A family with one child 
qualifies for $50. A family with two or 
more children in the household may 
receive $100 maximum , Stumbo said . 

The state expects to help about 60,000 
households with the additional program 
funds. Checks should be in the mail b:r 
Jan . 25, according to Brown. 

Persons residing in public housing who 
are on a subsidized rent program and 
receiving Aid to Families with Dependent 
Ch!ldren1ltlay not be'rclig1bl for the ne 
money, Brown said. 

According to Stumbo, the department 
plans to request a list of residents from 
the state's public housing projects. The 
names would be matched with the depart· 
ment's list of Aid to Families with Depen· 
dent Children recipients to determine\\ ho 
would qualify for the program. 

Kentucky's other energy assistance 
programs total $12 .9 million and include 
the state Energy Cost Assistance Pro· 
gram as well as the Federal Energy 
Cris1s Assistance Program. 

As of Jan 3 the federal program has 
committed 3.7 million , Stumbo said 
'This represents about 70 percent of the 
initial allocation and does not include the 
fund· announced today.' 

The Federal Energy Cost Assistance 
Program is designed to channel emergen­
cy funds to low-income households who 
are in crisis situation and facing a utihty 
cut-off. Under this program a household 
may collect up to $400 per fiscal year. 

The state has spent $3 million out of an 
initial federal allocation of $5.3 million, 
with $700,000 set aside for pending cases.

Court Enjoins 
Burton Antenna 
To Curb Rates 

An order enjommg hkP Little. owner of 
th • Burton Antenna System. from rnising

Under the ordl'r Little may not rab£' h1~ 
rates abo\e the $6 per month he is 
pn• enll) authonzed to collect until his 
application for a· rail• increa e i.; a gam 
consid£'r£'d by tht' Flo)d Cable 'I\' Com· 
m1ssion at its February 8 m<'eting 

At its December meeting, the comrnis· 
:;1on denied an $8 rate ought by Little. 
granting him a $7.50 rate instead Little 
said at the time he intended to charge his 
customers $8, notwith tandmg the com· 
m1sswn's ruhng 

In seeking an injunction agamst Little, 
Floyd County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr 
argued that the rate should be held at $6, 
pcndmg the operator's ·u bmission of 
financial record~ ju tifying an increase 
The court order dirt'cts that any fees col· 
lected in excess of 6 be held in escrow, 
subject to refund or adJustment pending 
the deci~ion of the commi sion, and that 
any increase granted to the operator be 
made retroacti\'e to January 1. 

Little. who was one of several cable T\' 
operators appearing before the TV com 
mission at its regular mectmg last Fn· 
day, complained that he had not been 
given an opportunity to present his case 
for a rate increase 

A number of R1ght Beaver customers of 
the Ph1l Hamilton TV Sj tem complained 
of poor service in that sectiOn, but 
Hamilton said he had not pre\'iously 
heard of the complaints . ~oting that the 
commission received more complaints 
about the Hamilton system than any 
other. Cha1rman Charles Clark urged con­
sumers to contact the system operators 
ratht'r than the commission in the first Ill · 
stance. 

Hamilton had been given 30 days at the 
commission's Ia t meeting to effect im· 
provements to his system. In response to 
a question by Clark as to whether any im· 
pro\'ements had been made m the in· 
terim, Hamilton aid that he had spent 
$2500 in improvements, had re ·olved 
·orne Turkey Creek problems, and would 
addre ·s other complaints Without delay. 
The comm1s.ion gave the operator 
another 30 days to "bring the sy tem up to 
standard." 

After hearing complamts about TV 
reception on Abbott Creek, Dave :\1 
Flaner), of Flanery and Dingu TV, con­
ceded that service had deteriorated 
because of rap1d growth in that section, 
and pr.omised improved serv1ce there. 
The commission granted him a 1 50 rate 
mcrease, effectl\'e once hb; satelhte 
s1gnal s on the.Jinc. 

The operator had previously 
withdrawn his rate hike apphcahon, Paul 
Gearheart, O\\ ner of Tel-Com Inc., heard 
a numht>r of complaints from Martin, 
Mud Creek and Wht'elwright consumers . 
Commission Chairman Clark asked the 
operator to conduct extensive monitoring 
on Toler Creek, because of a concentra· 
lion of complaint there. 

The problem of unfranchi. ed area 
without any TV service was again brought 
to the commi ·sion's attentiOn by Little 
Paint and Johns Branch re 'Jdent The 
Floyd fiscal court "did a bum job" in only 
franchising areas already being served 
\\hen the franchise system\\ as establish­
ed last year. opined comm1s 1on member 
Albert Burchett. 

"They took the sweet and left the btl· 
ter," said Burchett, referring to the fact 
that operators frequently excluded from 
their franchise areas heads of hollows and 
other more remote, less profitable areas. 

County Attorney Turner repli£'d that the 
fiscal court probably had no constutu­
tional right to force operators to serve un­
profitable areas, noting that the county 
ordinance requires service to be given on­
ly where there are at least 10 customers 
per mile

Officials Hopeful State 
To Enforce Stripmine Laws 

State and federal officials are now op­
timistic Kentucky can earn the nght to en· 
force its own surface mining regulation~. 

'For the f1rst time in months, the ball is 
starting to move down the field,· U.S. Sur­
face Mining Director Walter Heine told 
reporters follO\\ing a key meetmg called 
by Secretary Jack1e Swigart of the Ken· 
tuckv Department for Natural R~ ources 
and Environmental Protection. 

'She ( wigart l is making a ver) strong 
effort.' Heine added 

The meeting. held January 9 in 
Frankfort, brought to~cther legislators. 
environmentalists and coal industry 
leaders. in add1tton to state and federal of­
ficials. 

·we're dtmn to the wire, folks,' Swigart 
told the group a it began four hours of 
talks on needed legislation and regula­
tions. 

She was referring to March 3, the 
federal deadline for Kentucky to submit 
its proposed legislation and regulations to 
the U S Office of Surface Mining ( OSM). 

If the proposals are ultimately approv· 
ed by Interior Secretary Cecil Andrus, 
Kentuck:,: will implement and enforce its 
own surface mining regulations. If they 
are denied, a federal program will govern 
the state's surface mining industry. 

·u we continue to cooperate the way we 
have been,' Swigart told reporters, 'there 
is no rea"on to fear losing state primacy. 

'We now recognize that we have a 
federal frame\\ ork to work in,' she con· 
tinued. 'Now we will go back to the draw· 
ing board immediate!) and have a draft of 
surface mining regulations within a week 
or ten days.· 

Heine explained that after the proposed 
regulations and legislation are submitted 
in March the state wJ!I have until June 15 
to make addition Then by September 3, 
Andn~ will appro\'e or reject the pro· 
gram. If the plan i rejected, it can be 
resubmitted for a final ruhng b) January 
3, 1981. ---------------------

tions or order mining to cease Although 
Heine dtd not d1rectly say that those pro­
vision. must be legislated, he made it 
clear that OS:\1 expect such situatiOns to 
be immediatelv enfor<·cable. 

Tom Duncan~ president of the Kentucky 
Coal Association, said he \\as concerned 
that poorly trained or vindictive inspcc· 
tors might unnecessarily close down a 
mmmg operatiOn. 

Swigart ·aid she was aware of pay scale 
problems and the need for proper traini~g 
of surface mining inspectors and explam· 
ed that training procedures are being im­
proved. 

She noted that cessation authority 
would not be delegated wholesale but 
would be scaled to the inspector's 
qualifications and classifications with 
the state government system. 

Also discussed during theses ion \\ere 
those area of the federal regulations 
where states have some flextbihl) _These 
are called 'state window' provisions. 

In summing up the day's work. Swigart 
said, 'It's going to take all of us working 
together to bring primacy to Kentucky. 

'l'he time for rhetoric is over,' Heine 
sa1d. 'We have to move a lot of paper in a 
short time.'

Drug Awareness Committee 

Tackett, a public affairs officer at the 
Pikeville State Police post, told the group 
that he felt education was the most efft•c· 
live way to deal with the drug dilemma 
faced by today's society Many young of­
fenders have observed their parent · 
abuse of prescription medicatiOns, and 
,·ery earl) have an awarenes of the hkel) 
effect of drugs because of such ex· 
penence, he said. 

Tackett alleged that alcohol and drugs 
are a factor in most crimes committed in 
Eastern Kentucky. and pointt•d to a 
dramatic increase in the number of 
homicides and other vwkent crtmes a. 
having a connection w1th the Widespread 
abuse of legal and illegal subtance~ H~> 
also said that, since alcohol is the most 
abused and most trouhle.-;oml' drug, drug 
abuse education needs to have a focu on 
this easily a,•ailable and cheap drug, 
especial!) since the use of phar­
maceutical drugs appears tO' have 
"peaked" in this country and younger 
people are using alcohol more than other 
intoxicants. Younger people also know 
that drug dealers often "rip off'' their 
customers by misrepresentmg the 
substances sold, and Tackett . aid even 
stale narcotics , officers setting up an 
undercover purchase of illegal drugs have 

bought caffeme v. ht•n tht') behe"ed the) 
v.ere hu~ ing amphetanune , or LSD Wh(•n
