Allen said hr will insist that the terms run 
consecutively. 

Ev1dence aga1nst Baril was cir­
cumstantial, there was no eyewitn~s to 
the crime 

The defendant maintained that he was 
mnocent. that he arrived at the murder 
cenf.> to find Porter 111 a welter of blood, 

then panicked and left the cene but 
returned later He said he returned to 
report h1s dt~co~rry was but so harassed 
b) offlc('rs that he decided to leave. 

It was fear of being blamed for a crime 
which he did not commit, he said, that 
prompted him to wash his shoes of blood­
stains and throw away or secrete his 
knife. In his court testimony he said he 
"ran ht~ hoes through the water." 

The murdt>r weapon has never been 
found. Baril denied that he washed out the 
floor of the van which he was driving that 
night 

The defen e centered attention on the 
burglary that night of the Dewey Lake 
cabm of Gordon Moore, indicating that 
tho,e involved had an opportunity to com~ 
m1t the murder and robbery at Katy 
Fri('nd. ThP Commonwealth claimed, 
howe\er, that the burglary at the lake 
was committed around 11:30 p.m. the ap­
proximate time of the Porter stabbing. 

OJ! can opened at the murder scene 
v.ere opened by a knife similar to that 
whtch had opened cans at the Baril home. 
The defendant admitted that he had open­
ed the can but this had been done earlier 
and had no connection with the crime. The 
Commonwealth claimed that Baril at first 
told off1cers he threw his knife into the Big 

andy. At the trial he said he hid the knife 
under rocks in Abbott Creek. Search of 
both tream. failed to uncover the knife. 

Commom\ealth testimony claimed that 
Baril that night told his mother that a 
friend of hi had been stabbed and that the 
truck top had been robbed W1tnesses 
said that v. hen they arnved at the scene 
Porter's body was so blood-covered that 
they assumed he had been shot and that 
they did not know that he had been 
stabbed until he was taken to the High­
lands Medical Center 

Irs Baril contradicted the testimony 
of State Detective Keith Scott to the effect 
that her son reported the stabbing, saying 
she told him her son had said hts frtend 
had been tabbed or shot 

Commonwealth's Attorney Allen 
argued that onl) the person who commit­
ted the cnme was in the pay booth of the 
sen icc station where Porter was found, 
that there wa no other bloody footprint 
found at the scene. 

When hi~ certainty of details were ques­
tioned by the prosecutor during his 
testimony, Raril replied, "I am certain of 
one thmg, that I did not kill Chester 
Porter." 

The \'erd1ct is expected to be appealed.

HlJD Funds To Aid 
With Flood Damage 

Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. announced to­
day that Kentucky is receiving an addi­
tional $776,808.31 from the U.S. Depart­
ment of Housing and Urban Develop· 
menl to provide rehabilitation for homes 
damaged in the December 1978 flood. 

The addtllonal funding will make it 
possible to serve all eligible applicants 
from the 25 cities and counties in the state 
program. the governor said. 

Kentucky previously received $1 
million : but when applications were 
taken, this amount proved insufficient to 
cover all homes eligible for the special 
program 

The new money will provide assistance 
to 78 families in Bourbon, Lee, Lincoln, 
~elson, Magoffin, Powell and Martin 
counties and the city of Lebanon Junction. 

Disaster rehabilitation provide not on­
ly repair of damage from the flood, but 
rehabilitation that will bring the 
residence up to housing standards. The 
program is administered by the Depart­
ment for Local Government. 

Lov.: - and moderate-income 
homeowners who cannot secure fundmg 
to restore their homes are eligible for the 
assistance. 

An on-sight survey of eligible 
residences provides a work write-up and 
cost estimate for each unit. Local contrac­
tor are offered the opportuntty to b1d on 
each job, and crn(racts are drawn bet ­
ween the property owner and contractor.

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Stream, Sewer Work 
At Martin Get .Boost 

Two Martin-area projects received a 
boost this week, as city and county of­
ficials moved to secure funding for that ci­
ty's water and ewage systems and for 
the long-stalled Beaver Creek channeliza­
lton project 

At the request of Executive-Dtrector 
Joe McCauley, the Big Sandy ADD board. 
at its Monday meeting at May Lodge, 
designated as a "high priority" project 
Martin's application for state flood abate­
ment monies to restore its water and 
sewage systems. Funds from the same 
source would also be sought, McCauley in­
dicated this week, to hire an ad­
ministrator to prepare for the channeliza­
tion of Beaver Creek. 

F'PriPral disaster monies might also be 
available to replace part of the main 
sewer line above Marttn, WhiCh was 
destroyed by the 1977 flood, and to restore 
two lift stations damaged by the flood of 
1978. As a result of that damage, a large 
pond of raw sewage has accumulated 
near Beaver Creek, just upstream from 
Martin's water system intake. 

National Flood Insurance authorities 
have previously refused to honor in­
surance claims by Martin for flood· 
related damage to the sewage system, 
and the filing date for reimbursement by 
the Federal Disa ter Assistance Ad­
ministration <FDAAl is thought to have 
passed. An official of the Uepartment tor 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection <DNREPl said recently that it 
was not clear to him why the sewer 
system damage was not reported by city 
omc1als to <lamage evatUauon teams 
which visited Martin following the floods . 

Following an inspection of the site by 
DNREP engineers November 14 last 
year, howe\'er, the sewage pond was judg­
ed to pose " a serious threat to the public 
health m Martin as well as other cities 

downstream," and D~REP officials ask-. 
ed FDAA earlier th1s month if that agency 
might review the flood damage and p~o· 
vide the city with the necessary reltef 
funds . 

.Meanwhile. Floyd, Martin and ADD of­
ficials are discussing ways to clear up the 
legal and engineering work needed to 
begin work on ~he 11-yea_r-old plan to 
straighten and Wt~en _4.5 !'"lies or Beaver 
Creek in the Martm vtctntty. 

Congre s approprtated funds for the . 
project in 1968, when the Army_ ~orps of 
Engineers put the cost at $3.3 mtlhon, but 
it remained to the county to secure the 
necessary right-of-way from local proper-
ty owners. In 1970, DNREP promised to 
reimburse the county m the amount of 
$100,000, once the county had itself spent 
no less than $125,000 in acquiring con­
demned property along the creek. 

Raising that initial $125,000 has been the 
bugbear ever since, and it is now doubtful 
whether even that amount will be suffi­
cient to do the necessar_y legal and . 
engineering work . There IS as yet no 
engineer's map showing property bo~n­
daries in the area, and what records extst 
are said to be in disarray. 

"It would be a shame if we were to lo e 
$7.5 million-the current estimate of the 
project cost-simply because we can't 
raise the couple of hundred thousand 
needed for the preltminary work,' ' County 
Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr. said this 
week. 

If federal monies for the Martin sewer 
repair are forthcoming, ADD Director • 
McCauley said this week, $45,000 in ADD 
funds committed to that project might be 
released for the channelization project, 
and DNREP might be persuaded to fund 
an administrator to oversee the 
preparatory legal and engineering work .

Plant To Test Coal Liquid 
Production, Cancer Danger 

Construction of a demonstration li­
quefaction plant is almost complete at a 
site next to the Big Sandy River outside of 
Catlettsburg. 

During the next two years , the Catletts­
burg plant will demonstrate the H-Coal 
process. developed by Hydrocarbon 
Research, Inc., a private research and 
development company. This process has 
already been tested at a 3-ton per day 
development unit in Trenton, New Jersey, 
Tests at the Trenton pilot unit indicate 
that all types of coal in the Region are 
suitable for this proce~s . including 
bituminous, sub-bttummous , brown coals 
and lignite The new H·Coal pilot will have 
the capacit) tu process 600 tons of coal 
per day and produce data on which to 
base the destgn of commercial plants 

At the H·Coal pilot plant. dried pul­
verized coal will be mtxed with liquid coal 
otl, derived from the process , to make a 
s lurry. The slurry w1ll be pumped into a 
reactor where it will be pressurized and 
heated to 850 degrees Fahrenheit 
Hydrogen gas will be introduced into the 
reactor and then coal liquids will be 
formed. 

The H·Coal proces yields about three 
barrels of liquid per ton of coal. With fur­
ther refinement , these coal liquids can be 
u ed to produce boiler fuel or synthetic 
fuel. The process also produces ammonill 
and other gases . An advantage of thts pro­
cess, according to tiS developer, is that it 
removc.s more sulfur and nitrogen than 
any other liquefaction proces , while pro­
ducing u uahle gas by-products

Because the process of producing 

sythetic fuel poses hazards, the Ap­
palachian Regional Commission is fund-
ing research to avoid possible problems 
before they develop . This spring, when 
the pilot plant begins to liquefy coal , a 
sample group of workers who may be ex­
posed to the process and another group of 
workers who arc not exposed will be 
monitored through urina lysis . ARC has 
approved a $50,000 research grant to 
determine the cost of tes ting worker's ex­
posure to chemical carcinogens m coal 
conversion plants. The findings produced 
by this research will include recommen­
dations for work safety practices that 
may be adaptable to other mdus trial • 
situations.

Chester Allen Layne of I vel, a longtin1e businessman and politician of 

Floyd County, and known best and affectionately by the people of Eastern Ken­
tucky as the "Friendly Ton1 's 1\Ian," was born on Septen1ber 6, 1923, the 
youngest of five children of Tommy l\1ae Stratton Layne and l\1organ l\'Ialcom 
Layne of lvel. He died in body but not in spirit on Tuesday, January 8, 1980. 

Chester \\'as married to Virginia (Jean) Christian of Prestonsburg on April 
15, 1948. To this union was born two sons, David Allen Layne and Malcom Dar­
win Layne of I vel. Chester is survived by his wife and sons. He is also survived 
by a daughter-in-law, Waynette Davis Layne, the wife of David, and one grand­
son, David Allen Layne II; two sisters, Nannie Lou Layne Goble and Goldia 
Layne Hall of I vel; two brothers, Dar\\·in Layne of Ypislanti, Michigan, and 
KeltLayne of Ivel, three nieces and three nephews. 

Chester \vas a graduate of Betsy Layne High School with the class of 
1942-43. After graduation, he taught school at Grethel on Big Mud Creek and 
then at I vel in the Floyd County School System. Chester then worked in the coal 
industry as a coal truck driver, after which he operated his own bus company 
in Prestonsburg and later was employed by Grapette Bottling Company. This 
started him on a lifelong career as a businessman and an outstanding sales­
man. 

From 1952 to 1974 Chester owned and operated a family business at Ivel, 
Kentucky, known as Chester Layne Distributor of Tom Huston Peanut Com­
pany. During this time he traveled over a million miles in Floyd, Pike, Knott, 
Magoffin, Johnson, Lawrence and Martin Counties, becoming admired, liked, 
loved; and affectionately and best known as the "Friendly Tom's Man," a 
name he alway cherished. 

Chester was also for a period of time a part owner and operator of the Big 
Sandy Livestock Market at Ivel, in the 1960's. 

Of late, he put his business skills and salesmanship to work in real estate 
development involving land, coal, oil and gas, with his two sons, Malcom and 
David, in an enterprise kno\\'n as Layne, I::.ayne & Layne, with assets all over 
Eastern Kentucky and in Central Florida. · 

Beginning as a boy and throughout his entire life, Chester Layne was 
always active and prominent in Democrat politics. Chester's active support of 
any candidate was often used as a barometer in predicting whether or not a 
candidate would succeed in his race. Candidates and officeholders from con­
stable to governor personally sought out Chester's advice and help. 

Everyone who knew Chester kne\\' that he was intelligent, that he was 
frugal, that he was understanding, and that he was learned in the ways of the 
mountain people. They knew that Chester could take what some would con­
sider nothing and turn it into something of value. Chester loved life, and this 
was the source of his ability to see the potential of people, communities and 
business endeavors. 

Chester Layne loved his family. He would go, as he would say, "beyond" 
for them all. This love for family developed a sense of strong obligation in him 
toward their well-being and happiness. He gave himself freely and willingly to 
the task of meeting all the family needs. This relationship gave him security, 
pride and honor, and much happiness. To him his family was a team which 
could help him to overcome any obstacle. 

His love for his neighbors, his fellow human beings and all people brighten­
ed up everyone's life. Chester received so much strength in helping others; he 
never intentionally hurt anyone; he never wanted to, nor would he, turn do\vn 
any r.equest from anyone in need. He would help attack their problems \\'ith the 
same tireless energy that he attacked his O\\'n. Chester often said he n1,easured 
his wealth in the number of friends he had. Chester never met a stranger. He 
offered friendship to everyone. 

Chester loved his comtnunity-Ivel, Floyd County, Eastern Kentucky, and 
Kentucky. His pride and love for this comn1unity knew no bounds. He wanted 
to see the people have the best standard of living that could be had, from good 
homes to the best roads. 

With this eternal love for his fellown1an Chester knew he could fix anything 
for everybody. It gave hin1 an abundace of energy and a winning attitude 
which he shared generously with everyone he ntet. Chester \\'Ould say, \\'it a 
big smile on his face, "A smile costs nothing but pays big dividends," and, "A 
quitter never wins and a winner never quits." 

As many of you, knowing Chester the way I did and having his friendship 
the way I did is one of the most treasured gifts of n1y life.

The Community Service classes under 
the direction of James Ratcliff continue to 
grown at rapid pace each st-mester.

For 
example, Judy Smiley, the first secretary 
at this institution, currentlj has a Ph.D. 
and is working in Texas. We have doctors, 
lawyers, judges, district judges, county 
attorneys, pharmacists, dentists, 
teachers, social workers, psychologists, 
accountants, administrators, nurses, and 
practically every other field represented 
in the working force of the Com­
monwealth of Kentucky who began their 
careers at Prestonsburg Community Col-

lege We an~ constantly preparing for the 
future by training the young and old 
population of th1s area. Our students have 
varied from the age of four to the age of 
92 Dunng the fall semester of 1979. 26 
percent of our total enrollment was over 
25 years of age 

One of the most gratifymg a peels of 
our total program is our community ser· 
vice and the opportumties we give to _peo­
ple of all ages to take classes that can help 
them in securing new jobs, promote their 
skills in the jobs they currently hold, and 
to prepare for a better future for all of us .

Lincoln's Musket on Loan 
To Military History Museum 

The French percussion musket used by 
President Lincoln during his service in 
the Black Hawk Indian War, 1832, and a 
Derringer pistol, similar to the one used 
to assassinate Lincoln, are now on loan to 
the Kentueky J\lilitary History Museum 
in Frankfort. 

These weapons belong to Remley Herr, 
of Crawfordsv11I~. Ind. Herr inherited 
them irom an ancestor. John Herr, who 
purchased the musket and other Lincoln 
relics from Nancy Hall. Nancy was the 
only surviving relat1ve of John J . Hall, 
grandson of Lincoln's stepmother, Sarah 
Bush Lincoln. Before Lincoln's inaugura· 
tion in 1861, he deeded his home farm of 40 
acres in Coles county, m. to Hall for tak· 
ing care of Sarah Bush Lincoln until her 
death. 

Although Lincoln's service in the Black 
Hawk War did not include any shooting 
action, h;- did render valuable service by 
being a part of the army group which pur­
sued the Indian war chief Black Hawk 
across Illinois and into Wisconsin. During 
his military service, Lincoln, 23, observed 
the advantages of a superior musket or 
carbine in actual use which influenced an 
important Civil War decision-that the 

Union Army adopt the Spencer rifle, ac­
cording to Herr. 

The Spencer was the first repeating ri­
fle used in a war. The advantage of 
superior firepo\\er that 1t gave the Nor­
thern troops IS now cred1ted with hasten· 
mg the end of the Civil War. A Spencer ri· 
fie is another weapon which Herr has 
lo<1ned to the Military History museum. 

The other weapons included in the five­
year loan are a Winchester 1876 rifle, an 
1800 North African musket with brass and 
mother-of-pearl inlay, a Winchester 
22-calibre thumb trigger rifle and a 
British Revolutionary War officer's 
flintlock pistol.

P'burg Glad To Be .Playing

Between the third week of November 
and the second week of January the 
Prestonsburg Blackcats had played only 
eight games. Playing a game a week did 
not make Coach Ron Robinson a happy 
man . 

''Since we're a football school we're 
limited to 24 games <per season> and 
when they moved the Preseason Tourna­
ment up this year we had to move our 
season up a week from our usual start," 
he explaint>d. "In order to have two 
games a week in January and february, 
we had to go to one game per week in 
December." 

The lack of game competition hurt 
Prestonsburg in the first part of the 
season. The Blackcats were unable to put 
together consistent offensive perfor­
mances. 

"We've been very inconsistent on of­
fense this season," Robinson said. For ex­
ample. we played McDowell down here 
and scored in the 70's and then we got 
back up to their place the following week 
and scored 39 points. I think that comes 
from playing one game a week where we 
can't get the offense organized the way we 
think they can play. I'm glad we're play­
ing twice a week now. You really can't get 
a whole lot accomplished playing one 
game a week in the early part of the 
season.·· 

The second year coach is pleased with 
the progress his team has made since last 
season. The summer weightlifting pro· 
gram has given the Blackcats needed 
muscle inside and their rebounding has 
improved and the team is showing more 
poise under pressure. 

"We're a much better ball team at this 
time of the season than we were last year 
at this time. We've improved defensively 
and we're a much stronger team especial­
ly on the boards. We out-rebounded our 
opponents twice all last season and we 
out-rebounded the opposition in five of our 
first eight games this season. I think our 
offense will come around, the more we 
play, and we will become a better team 
overall. I think we're running our offense 
better this season. Although it isn't show­
ing right now, it will come around. 

Robinson feels his team needs to im­
prove in two major areas that he feels are 
important to having a successful basket­
ball team . 

"We feel defense and rebounding are 
the two keys to playing basketball. If we 
do these two things, the offense will catch 
up and that's what we are stressing to our 
kids. We think that good defense produces 
good offense. We tell our kids i£ they play 
good defense then we are going to get the 
ball more and we will have more chances 
with our offense. We've been rebounding 
well but we can still improve. We've come 
a long way but we still need to work on 
some things." 

RACQUETBALL HAS ARRIVED 

Racquetball is America's fastest grow­
ing participation sport. The trend over the 
last ten years has been on participation on 
an individual basis rather than team. 
Running and tennis were the nation's 
most popular participation sports in the 
70's and racquetball is likely to be the 
most popular one in the 80's.

A husband and Y.ife's combined 
income may be subject to a higher 
tax rate. After accounting for the 
wife'.s JOb-related expen:-.e . the 
re ult may even be an overall 
loss. 

If )OU are a homemaker Y.ho 
wants to work, you can figure out 
your minimum alary requirement 
before accepting a job to prevent thi 
from happening, and to determine 
whether or not the profit JUStific the 
amount of time the job would 
require. Use the check ltsl as a gu1dc 
and add special categories if 
necessary. 

Determine your total propo ed 
salary for a year. Add the list of 
expense and subtract that total 
from vour annual income. The 
resulting figure Y.ill give an estimate 
of the actual gain from your job. 
You may be amazed to find that 
there i · ver) little gain, espec1ally if 
your expen e include child-care. 
Often )OU will keep on I) half of your 

annual income.

Study Lists Rockcastle Species 
Skinks and snails and striped skunk 

tails--that's what the Rockcastle River 
area is made of, according to a new study 
prepared by the U.S. Army Corps of 
E ngineers. Of course, there are a few 
thousand other species of animals, rep· 
tiles, insects and plants in Rockcastle, 
Laurel and Pulaski county, and the study 
lists them, too. 

The Department for Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection's Division 
of Water Resources is distributing that 
extensive study to major university 
libraries, extension offices, soil conserva­
tion services, area development districts 
and newspapers in that three-county 
area. It is expected to be ready the first 
week of February. 

Although the book has interesting and 
unusual information, it is not really bed­
time story material for the children. It 

tells you that the northern coal skink is a 
' rare species, found in woodlands and 
abandoned disturbed areas. But it doesn't 
explain that a skink is a small lizard. 

In addition to identifying all forms of 
life ever found in the Rockcastle river 
area, the book's supplements provide 
topographical maps with intricate details 
on a scale of 400 feet to the inch. The sup­
plements g1ve vegetation typt! , land 
ownership. soil variety and other infor· 
mation. 

Another set of maps will be kept by the 
state archaeologist at the University of 
Kentucky and not be distributed to the 
public. They show historical and ar­
chaeological sites in the area .

Old man winter's been kind to us so far 
this year and that ·s good news for Ken­
tucky's quail and rabbit populations. If we 
can escape long bouts of deep snow or pro· 
longed periods of sub-freezing weather, 
we can expect a high number of quail and 
rabbits to survive into the spring breeding 
season . This will be a big help in getting 
populations back to normal. 

But there is something besides keeping 
our fingers crossed and hoping for a mild 
winter that many can do to help this 
recovery. Anyone who owns rural land, 
anything from a few acres to a large 
spread, can improve living conditions for 
wildlife. The techniques of habitat im­
provement are often simple, inexpensive 
and don't require that valuable crop or 
pasture lands be taken out of production. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resoures has just published a booklet 
detailing some of the mangement techni­
ques that landowners can use to increase 
thr number of cottontail rabbits on their 
property. Written by Wildlife Biologist 
Jimmy May, this booklet gives a brief life 
history if the cottontail rabbit and goes in· 
to detail about habitat management 
techniques. 

The biggest problem rabbits face, May 

Hot Tubs-Booze 
Not a Good Mix 

Safety officials frequently warn the 
public about the dangers of drinking and 
driving. Now the U S. Consumer Product 
Safety Commission is cautioning that 
drinking and hot-tubbing do not mix well 
either. 

According to CPSC staffers, the use of 
hot tubs at water temperatures above nor­
mal body temperatures can cause 
drowsiness which may lead to un­
consciousness and subsequently result in 
drowning 

The risk of drowmng is significantly 
heightened if individua ls consume 
alcoholic beverages while, or prior to, 
soaking in hot water, CPSC staff warns. 
The Commission has been informed of 10 
deaths recorded so far in 1979. three of 
which mvolved alcohol-related drownings 
in hot tubs heated to approximately 110 
degrees Fahrenheit. 

Even if no alcohol is consumed, ex­
tremely hot water during hot tub use can 
threaten life. Soakmg in a hot tub with 
water heated to 106 degrees F, for exam· 
pie, can raise human body temperature to 
the point of heal stroke (or impairment of 
the body's ability to regulate its internal 
temperature). These conditions can be 
fatal even to healthy adults . 

As hot tubs have gained popularity 
throughout the nation, so have concerns 
at CPSC that consumers learn how to use 
these products safely. Accordingly, CPSC 
staff strongly urges consumers to observe 
the following safety rules for hot tub use. 

Hot tub temperatures should never ex­
ceed 104 degrees F . A temperature of 100 
degrees F is considered safe for a healthy 
adult Special caution is suggested for 
young children. 

Excessive drinking during hot tub use 
can cause drowsiness which could lead to 
unconsciousness and subsequently result 
in drowning. 

Pregnant women beware. Soaking in 
water above 102 degrees can cause fetal 
damage during the first three months of 
pregnancy. Pregnant women should stick 
to the 100 degree maximum rule. 

Before entering the hot tub, users 
should check the water temperature with 
an accurate thermometer : hot tub ther­
mostats may err in regulating water 
temperatures by as much as four degrees. 

Persons with a medical history of heart 
disease, circulatory problems, diabetes 
or blood pressure problems should obtain 
their physician's advice before using hot 
tubs. 

Persons taking medications wh1ch in· 
duce drowsiness such as antihistamines, 
tranquilizers, anti-coagulants, should not 
use hot tubs .

• says, is lack of cover, not Jack of food. 
This is especially true in agricultural 
areas , where clean fence rows and large 
fields planted in a single crop deprive rab­
bits of places to hide from predators or to 
raise their young. 

Good rabbit habitat-· " food and cover in 
close association with each other "·· can 
produce from one to two rabbits per acre 
Intensive management can double this 
figure but would require, accordmg to 
May, "major changes that would cost 
more money and require more land" than 
"incidental" practices which require lit­
tle land or money. 

Every rabbit hunter knows that rabbits 
are found in brush piles, so it's not sur­
prising that one of the first recommenda · 
tions is to provide brush. "Long grass 
sticking up through loose brush is pro­
bably the best natural cover for rabbits," 
according to the booklet . 
May also recommends planting strips c 10 
to 15 feet wide> of sericea lespedeza, reed 
canary grass or sweet clover , depending 
upon soil suitability. These can be planted 
along fence rows (which should be allow­
ed to grow up m brush l or in other " odd" 
areas of the farm so that agricultural land 
is not taken out of production. 

Preserve or encourage brier patches 
and don't be to quick to clean up junk 
piles, the booklet recommends. "Old rolls 
of wire, discarded cans and buckets" or 
other junk can provide excellent cover for 
rabbits. Also learn to tolerate groundhogs 
(unless they ' re ac t uall y ca using 
damage) , since the burrows these 
animals make provide excellent rabbit 
shelters, particularly during periods of 
severe cold. 

These are just a few of the practices 
that will improve living conditions not on­
ly for rabbits, but for a variety of other 
wildlife species as well. Providing addi· 
tiona! food and cover will also increase 
the number of quail, songbirds and just 
about all other wildife species.

family's activities by putting her bed in 
the living room. If this arrangement is not 
feasible, encourage her to join the family 
and visitors there as often as she is able. 

No matter how devoted care givers may 
be to a dying loved one, you need to make 
arrangements to get away on a regular 
basis for shopping, a movie, a visit with 
friends. Getting away is not disloyal. You 
will be better for it, and so will your 
mother. A trusted relative, friend, or 
neighbor is probably just waiting to be 
asked to help. 

As a home care giver, you can receive 
professional nursing support from the 

' visiting nurses at your county health 
department. You can also request 
assistance from the Hospice program, 
which is an organization of nurses and 
trained volunteers who help terminally ill 
people live actively and well until they 
die. Hospice patients live at home, but 
they and their families are just a phone 
call away from skilled medical, nursing. 
counseling, and practical home care. 
There are several Hospice programs in 
Kentucky. 

If your mother has a religious faith, it 
may be a great source of strength to her. 
Encourage her to seek pastoral guidance 
if she is receptive to it, and be willing to 
sit and listen if she wants to talk about her 
past successes and failures in light of her 
faith. You, another family member, or a 
pastor can help her to unburden herself of 
guilt she may be feeling and assist her to 
reconcile any differences with others. Set­
tling such old business can be very impor­
tant to the dying patient, for mending old 
hurts now can contribute greatly to the 
feeling that life has had a purpose. The 
resulting sense of peace, once such 
business is finished, enables the dying to 
accept religious comfort and its sense.of 
hope.

Capitol Annt>x, Frankfort. until the end of 
Januarv. 

"In this exhibit, ordinary Kentucky 
women, and a few extraordinary ones, ap­
pear." said Elizabeth Perkins. curator of 
the Kentucky Historical Society History 
l\Iuseum "They are depicted in all kinds 
of work s1tuatwns, reform movements, 
traditional and non-traditional roles ." 

One of the extraordmary women 
repre:-;ented in the exhibit is :\1adeline 
l\lcDowell Breckinridge, who displayed 
both physical and moral courage. 
Breckinridge was crippled in an early ac­
<.'ldent and had to wear a wooden leg. She 
also suffered from tuberculosis But 
dt•sp1te her health problems. 
Breckinridge \\Orked tireless!) for a 
number of \\Omen's rights organizations 
and sa\\ the mo\E:'ment through some of 
1ts major \ ictorie . including the 1920 
pa_sag(• of the law giving women the right 
to vote. She voted but oncE:' . before her 

qieath ~ov. 25. 1920 
"Kentueky women are not idiob--even 

though they are closely related to Ken­
tucky men." Breckinridge once. said to a 
govern0r 

Laura Clay. daughter of Kentucky an­
tislaverv advocate Cass1us .:\tarcellus 
Clay. w~ote in her d1ary at the age of 15. 
"I feel rebellious somehmes about the dif­
ference in intellectual power between 
men and women. I lhmk I have a mind 
superior to that of many boys my age and 
equal to that of many more. Therefore, 
when we get to heaven, \\e will be equal." 

Laura Clav did not wait until she got to 
heaven. She sen·ed as president of the 
Kentucky Equal Rtghts Association from 
188H-1912 Chief!) through her efforts, 
Kentuckv modified discriminatory 
dn:orce a~d property laws, got women the 
right to vote on limited educational mat­
ters and helped pressure colleges to open 
their doors to women She was one of eight 
delegates to the 1920 national committee 
m San Francisco where she had her name 
placed in nominatiOn for president of the 
United Statc..<.;·-a first for a \\Oman by any 
major political party 

Clav ran for state senator in 1923 and 
\\as defeated She continued her political 
a<.:li\·ities and \\as recognized as a 
·•strong feminist" unttl her death m I!H1 
at the age of 92 .

One in ever) five American families moves to a new community every 
yc.u, and that means ncv. ~chools and adjustments for the kids. i\ 
recent Tulanl.! Uni' cr. ity stud) shows parents and teachers how to 
.;mooth these usu,dly rough periods of a.djU'ament. 

According to the stud), a primary problem for the new child in 
preschool is lack of information. ot only doc~ the new student lack 
information about future cia ~mates and their accepted and 
unaccepted behavior pattern~. he or she is totally unfamiliar with the 
classroom and location of supplies ~uch as scissors or construction 
paper. 

Craig Fcldbaum. Tulane psychology researcher and author of the 
stud). suggest-; that priot exposure to the new classroom, letting the 
child know where everything is. can considerably ease the tensions a 
nev. pre chooler faces during hi. or her fir t few weeks in the new 
class. However. exposure won't alleviate the sometimes painful 
adjustment period where the child picks up the social information. the 
norms, of his ne\' peer group. 

According to the study, young boys adapt and are fully accepted 
sooner than young girls. The young boys tend to reject the friendship 
of classmate they observe to be unpopular, holding out for the 
acceptance of the more popular boy~ \\ hereas the young girls readily 
accept the friendship of almost any new classmate. 

Because of the initial reserve of the boys, they pick up information 
of the peer group they want to belong to and once accepted by them 
are accepted by the others within four weeks. For the girls it takes 

a while longer. However. as a rule. by the sixth week, both boys and 
girls in the study had more or less made successful adjustments to 
their new preschool environments. 

Diet for Endurance

• Keep awa) from foods that contain large amounts of salt or 

sugar.

But Weinberg denied Allphin's charge 
that Weiul:nrg had "threatened" to cut 
the Departmtt't of Revenue's budget if 
the official, Clauo'-' B. Slone, was not re­
tained in his post. 

Allphin last Monday 1 .. rced Slone to 
take leave without pay pending the out­
come of an mternal department investiga­
tion into "possible improprieties in the 
settlement of (tax> cases " Slone was 
head of the Sales and Severance Tax Divi­
sion . 

Both Allphin and Weinberg agree that 
Weinberg made the call before the com­
missioner ordered the probe. Allphin had 
told Slone earlier that his job was being 
eliminated as part of a reorganization in 
the department, but that he would try o 
place him in another post. 

Allphin, in an interview with the Herald 
Tuesday, charged that he received a 
telephone call on behalf of Slone from a 
U.S. congressman and a state legislator. 
At the time he declined to identify either. 

Allphin Wednesday still declined to 
identify the congressman, but, in 
response to a question, said it was not 7th 
District Congressman Carl Perkins, 
D-Hindman. Slone has Knott County 
roots . 

Weinberg said he called Allphin "about 
a week or so ago" to recommend Slone 
continue as director of the sales and 
severance tax division. The represen­
tative said he frequently recommends 
people from his area who are qualified for 
a state post. In fact, he added, he recom-

Surface Mining Offices 
Announce Rule Changes 

The Office of Surface Mining has 
revised both initial and permanent rules 
to clarify the way it serves notices and 
orders, explain the effect of refusing 
those documents, and spell out when and 
where minesite hearings can be held 
under the interim regulatory program. 

The new rules are aimed at ending 
mtsunderstandings !:>y coal operators 
when enforcement actions are taken. The 
modifications have the added effect of 
bringing mterim and permanent 
regulations into line With each other 

"We believe these final rules will prove 
beneficial to both OSM and the coal in­
dustry,·· said OSM Director Walter N, 
Heine. ·we have closely examined our 
procedures, and opened them to public 
scrutiny through a hearing. We believe 
this finished product reflects regulations 
which are both sound and workable." 

The new rules include: 
- A cleaner explanation of the steps 

involved in service of citations 
- A clarification of how a minesite 

hearing may be waived or the time for 
holding it extended. 

- Deletion of the provision that 
statements and evidence introduced at a 
minesite can not be used in a subsequent 
hearing to impeach a witness. 

The term "minesite review" has 
replaced "informal public hearing" to 
correspond with the permanent program 
rule. 

- The time period for issuing a decision 
after an informal public hearing has been 
shortened to five days except where 
waived by the operator. This is intended 
to give the operator an expedited review 
of any notice or order which causes him 
or her to stop mining.

But, "at no time was a threat made by 
me on the budget," Weinberg said . 

The representative acknowledged that 
he mentioned to Allphin hts membership 
on the Appropriations and Revenue Com­
mittee and told him he was looking for­
ward to meeting him when the budget is 
considered. 

The A & R Committee holds budget 
hearings and is where any changes the 
Legislature makes in the document are 
usually handled. 

"If that is a threat. that is the extent of 
my comment about it," Weinberg added. 

Allphin Wednesday stuck by his 
charge saying Weinberg was playing on 
words in his contention that no threat was 
made. 

"I am glad I didn't make a real threat,' ' 
Weinberg said earlier in the day , "or it 
might have scared him to lllinois or Penn­
sylvania or wherever he came from .'' 

Allphin's last job was as a special con­
sultant to the Pennsylvania secretary of 
revenue. He is a former director of the Il­
linois Department of Revenue and is a 
former Kentucky commissioner of 
revenue 

"I personally think Claude Slone would 
be a better commtssioner than Robert 
Allphin," Weinberg added . 

Weinberg said he will have other com­
ments after the investigation of the sales 
and severance tax division is completed. 
"I don't want my comments in any way to 
be interpreted as interfering in the in­
vestigatory process," Weinberg said. 

Weinberg repeatedly stressed that the 
investigation should be completed without 
any interference. 

He refused to comment about whether 
Slone had asked him to call Allphin. Slone 
has declined to comment about his leave 
and the comments Allphin has made 
about it. 

Allphin said Wednesday he can 't 
elaborate about the investigation beyond 
the comments he made Tuesday. 

Allphin said then he had "no proof of 
wrongdoing," but that his investigators 
were trying to determine whether past 
out of court settlements were made 
without " normal approval fashion ."
