The probation order which pointed oul
that Wells has spent in jail approximately
25 days of his 80-day term, reguired full
payment of his $200 fine and $40 court

costs. Il also required him to execute a
$500 cash bond which would be [orfeited
by any violation of the local oplion laws
within a period of 12 months and regquired
him to post a $500 peace bond nol to
violate local option laws for that period,
with the properly of his wife, Tina Mae
Wells, as surety. A Mercury automobile is
being held by the courl as collaleral.

Three other liquor charges lodged
against Wells are in the juridiction of the
Floyd circuil courl, not the district court,
Stumbo said. The grand jury al ils recent
session declined Lo indict Wells on a third-
offense liquor count which, on conviction,
could have meant for him a pen term.

Cable Service Rates
Again Stir Customers

Members of the Floyd Cable TV Com-
mission again found themselves caught
up in a political, legal and philosophical
maelstrom last week as they struggled to
reconcile the conflicting claims of the
county TV franchise ordinance, the cable
operators, the fiscal court and angry
customers.

About %0.customers crowded the Friday
evening meeling, which was moved from
the courthouse annex conference room to
the district courtroom to aceommodate
them.

Responding to a directive of the fiscal
court that he provide TV service to about
30 unserved families on the Whitaker hiil
near Little Painl, Paul Butcher, owner of
Big Sandy TV Cable Co., told the cammis-
sion that he would need a rate increase for
all his Little Paint customers—ip from

$7.50 to $9.10 monthly—Lto cover the cost of
extending service into the more isolated
area.

Among the issues raised by Butcher's
claim were whether the operator could be
legally required to serve an unprofitable
area and, if so, whether the cost of such an
operation should be borne by the lamilies
to be served by the extension, all Little
Paint consumers, or the entire cable com-
pany, which serves Johnson county as
well as Floyd residents.

The commission agreed o a request by
{Zassie Allen, a Little Paint resident, to
‘postpone a decision on the matler untii
local residents could be better informed
on the issues. Commission members
Albert Burchett and Anthony Castle op-
posed the postponemenl, arguing that it

Road, Rail Work Isolate
Ten Families, Court Told

Ralph Walkins and son, Jerry, stand at site of warehouse where, they and other residents claim,
recent road and rail construction has contributed to serious access problems to their homes.

Ten Harold families have been isolated
for two weeks following road and rail con-
struetion there, a resident told the Floyd
fiscal court last week,

Ralph Watkins, one of the residents of
an area enclosed on lhree sides by the Big
Sandy River. Mud Creek and the C.and O
railroad, said residents there previously
had access o the Church House Road by
means of a4 paved road paralleling the
ratlroad track, The aceess road was
recently bisected by a sidetrack laid 1o
serve a grocery warehouse and covered Lo
a depth of several feetwith earth. he said

The residents now have to walk several
hupdred feet to Ltheir homes. Many are
elderly, Watkins said. and are especially
concerned that emergeney vehicles have
no access Lo the neighborhood,

Clyde Justice, vice-president of the Big
Sandy Wholesale Co., the company
responsible for the obstructions, said last
week thal access would be restored when
C.and O. completed work on the s'detrack
and when weather permitted restoration
of the road.

Even so, the problems of area residents
would be far from solved. said Walkins.
citing a dangerous Irack crossing there
and Lhe condition of the Church House
Road itsell. The c¢rossing, which last
month elaimed the hives of two brothers
when their piekup was struck by a train
there, needs warning lights, Walkins said

Both Walkins and Justice said emply
coal gondolas lying “'right up against ™ the
crossing had obstructed the wvision of
motorists the day of the futal accident

and, while the empty coal cars had been
kept a safe distance [rom the crossing
since then, railroad officials remained
unresponsive to their requests for the
warning signals

Church House Road. which serves four
area coal companies and is badly worn by
truck traffic, is in urgent need of repair,
said Watkins. While crediting one of the
companies, Bebe Coal Corporation, for ils
work in maintaining the road. Watkins
told the court that the slate and county
should also assist in the work

Bebe mine engineer Peter Lawson said
last week his company had spent $45.000
on the'road in 1978, had alveady spent
$35,000 on the current repairs, and would
spend $50,000 before the current project is

SWEET SORGHUM A MONEY CROP

If you are looking for a money crop that
vou can process and sell directly off the
farm, try sweet sorghum this spring.

Growing the crop for syrup is profitable
on many small farms, especially with
sugar prices al current levels, and the
crop will fit some farming operations in
the county.

There seems to be more demand for
syrup than supply, because every vear
you hear producers say they could have

. sold two or three times as much as they

had.

Variety trials at the Quicksand Substa-
tion of the University of Kentucky College
of Agriculture indicate a potential of
$2,700 gross income per acre with syrup at
$12 a gallon. Three varieties an-average of
225 gallons of syrup per acre.

The varieties are Dale, which is the best
adapted variety for the Upper South, and
Brandes and Theis, which are more
adapted to the Lower Southeast. Although

- seed supplies of Dale are short in some

areas, a good seed crop of Dale was pro-
duced last year in Kentucky. Information
on sources of the seed may be obtained
from the County Extension Office.

Dale is a midseason variely thal
matures about three weeks earlier than
the older varieties, Brandes and Wiley.
The medium-sized stalks of Dale grow
upright and straight, and are covered
with a waxy bloom. Its good standing
ability is one of Dale's big assels.

Dale is resistant to leal anthracnose
and stalk red rot. These are two diseases
that are serious and have destroyed many
of the older varieties in the pasl.

Dale is the best variety available with
good disease resistance. The syrup made
from Dale has a mild sorghum flavor,
good color and is of excellent quality, The
syrup does not readily gel. Older varieties
such as Sugar Drip, Honey Drip, Tracy,
and Sarl are quite susceptible tlo
prevalent diseases and often do not pro-
duce top quality syrup.

Select a sandy loam soil that is well
drained but has a good moisture-holding
capacity. Do not select soils with ex-
tremely high fertility or high in organic
mattet. Break and thoroughly disc the
soil as soon as possible in order that all
plant residue will decay before time for
planting.

Plant early in May after the soils are
thoroughly war. Delayed plantings may
resull in the plants not reaching maturity
before the first killing frost. A firm,
moist, well prepared seedbed is essential
for obtaining a good stand of sweel
sorghum.

The planter should be calibrated to drop
3 Lo 4 seeds per fool of row. For the variety
Dale, this will require 2.5 pounds of seed
per acre. The initial stand may appear
very thin on the land. An ideal stand will
look thin when the sorghum plants are
small. To check for an adequate stand,
counl the number of plants in several
10-foot lengths of the rows. An ideal stand
will have 20 lo 25 planls uniformly
distributed in each 10-foot area.

Cultivation is the best weed control
method. Cultivate when plants are 3 to 4
inches tall and 6 to 8 inches tall. A third
cultivation when the plants are 1210 15in-
ches tall should ridge the soil up against
the plants. For chemical weed control, ap-
ply propazine at 2 pounds per acre on a

broadeast basis.
Milograd 80W.

The basic fertilization recommendation
on a soil thal has a medium ferlilily level
is to supply approximately 40 pounds of
nitrogen (N), 40 pounds of phosphate
(P205), and 40 pounds of potash (K20) or
400 pounds of a 10-10-10 fertilizer, Sandy
soils will require slightly more fertilizer
and heavy soils may require less. Heavy
applications of manure just prior to plan-
tin should be avoided because il may pro-
duce a poor quality syrup.

Harvest when the majorily of the seed
heads reach the dough stage of malturily.
The seed head plus the stem above the top
internode should be removed. Unless the
leaves are allowed to dry as in curing hay,
they should be removed for lop guality
syrup, Do not crush the stalks when they
are wel.

ELECTRIC BLANKETS
NEED SPECIAL CARE

With spring come thoughts of cleaning
and storing winter blankets. For most
types of blankels this is an easy task, but
electric blankets do require special treat-
ment.

Never send an electric blanket to the
dry cleaners or try to dry clean il
yourself. Instead, wash it carefully accor-
ding to directions that came with it. You
can protect the plug by folding il into a
corner of the blanket and pinning or sew-
ing il securely.

If you can’t find the washing instruc-
tions, follow these cleaning tips:

—Presoak the blanket in lukewarm
waler, hand wash and rinse twice.
Squeeze out the excess water, but do not
hand wring it or put it lhrough a washer
wringer.

—If you have a washer with a presoak
cycle and gentle spin, you can wash your
blanket in it. Presoak in lukewarm sudsy
water, then turn it by hand and soak a lit-
tle longer. Skip the gentle wash cycle and
give it the gentle spin. Repeal the soak-
and-turn and gentle-spin directions for
two rinses.

With special care, most electric
blankets do not need washing for vears.
When you put these blankets away, pro-
tect them from dampness and dust with a
plastic storage bag.

Butcher asked the commission whether
an engineer would be employed to in-
vesligate the situation, arguing thal agen-
cies seeking to regulate the industry
ought to be guided by compelent technical
advice. The same senliment was voiced
by Tel-Com president, Paul Gearheart,
whose request for a rate increase for his
Martin tower customers—to $10 when
channel 17 (Atlanta) is added—was turn-
ed down by the commission.

After hearing many Tel-Com con-
sumers complain of service difficulties,
the commission decided to consider no in-
crease to finance Gearheart's upgrading
his service unlil his existing service is
“brought up to standard.”

“Whal -standard?” asked Gearheart,
who has long maintained that his system
complies with technical standards ac-
cepted throughout the industry.

Commission Chairman Charles Clark
said the agency intended to ask the fiscal
court for funds to hire expert in-
vestigators—and a formal petition was
later entered to that effect—but commis-
sioners made it clear thal customer
satisfaction would be the ultimate stan-
dard against which the cable system
would be measured.

An altercation flared briefly between
Mike Little, Weeksbury TV operator, and
Truman Tackett, one of his customers,
following discussion of TV service in that
area. Little and the county last month
entered an agreemen! by which the
operator would restore channels recently
discontinued there, and would be permit-
ted to charge $7.50 monthly when channel
17 (Atlanta) was restored, Little had
originally asked a $8 rate.

These
problems were: filth everywhere, blatant
fire code violations, a non-functioning lab
in 1978, still not functioning as of March 5,
1980, No stalls in boys or girls restrooms,
no toilet paper, soap, hand towels or trash
cans in bathrooms, a gas leak in the kit-
chen gone unchecked, which caused an
explosion that has devastated the lives of
some cooks, broken doors, broken win-
dows everywhere, disciplinary problems,
no money lo run departments within the
school, teachers feeling as though they
worked under appressive hand of an un-
sympathetic superintendent.

Mr. Grigsby was not alone, he worked
with a board who disregarded the profes-
sionalism of teachers and principals;
disregarded the input of citizens; worked
under an illegal deficit budget that ran lo
approximately $600,000.00 for six years;
until threatened with a lawsuit, ignored
law 94-142, which if followed, would have
established learning disability
classrooms; refused to recognized the
“immediate” dangers of asbestos

Integrity, honest, forthrighiness, hard-
working, 1 hope atlitudes are changing.

1 will be there at board meetings to dn
what I can to help our superintendent and
board members work through the pro-
blems, solutions and ideas presented to
them throughout the years. Let's look
ahead and hope that many Floyd Counly
citizens will join me.

northern states presently bypassing this
area in favor of Florida and other recrea-
tional areas.

Among the ideas proposed, Stumbo
said, is a ski slope that would make use of
the present chairlift at the park.

News reports that support by coal-
country legislators [or Gov. Brown's pro-
posed rearrangement of coal severances
taxes was eroding are exaggerated, Sen
Bailey said. The [ive legislators who have
recently been publicized as opposing the
plan, which asks coal counties to do with
less next year in favor of increased
revenues in future years, have opposed
the plan from the beginning and represent
oniy a sman minority of coal-county
legislators, Bailey argued.

Rep. Stumbo defended an amendment
to his broadform deed bill, written shortly
before the bill was reported out of the
judiciary committee last week. The bill
would establish that, where the ancient
deeds granting coal rights failed to
specify the method by which the coal
would be mined, it would be presumed
that the methods evisaged by those ceding
the rights were limited to *‘those methods
commonly known to be in use at the
time."

Supporters of the bill have argued that
landowners at the time the broadform
deeds were signed could not have envisag-
ed the surface mining methods which
came inlo common use many years later,

Stumbo’'s amendment, made in
response to last-minute lobbying by coal
interests, specifies thal “methods’ in this
context will be defined as ‘‘surface,
auger, underground and open pit min-
ing,” and that "‘nothing in this-Act will be
so interpreled as adversely Lo affect the
use of modern machinery and equip-
ment.”

Some opponents of the amendment
have expressed concern that it might pro-
vide a loophole in the bill by furnishing
those wishing to enforce the deeds with
grounds. for arguing that any “surface
mining * shown to exist in the area at the
time justifies modern surface mining
methods under the deeds, even where the
exlensive surface disturbance caused by
modern methods could not have been in-
tended

Stumbo argued Saturday that this
would not be the effect of his amendment,
which he intended only to quell coal
operators’ objections that Lthe bill approy-
ed only ‘“‘horse and buggy” mining
methods.

Further haggling over the wording of
the amendmen! was predicied before the
bill is called for a vote in the House this
week.

Samtatlon Level
Of Foodhandlers
At 20-Year High

The condition of Floyd county and retail
grocery stores, sanitalion-wise, is befter
now than at any time within the last 20
years, a report issued this week by the
Floyd County Health Department says.

Bul that wasn't the picture less than a
year ago when the Floyd County Board of
Health directed Earl Compton, health
department administrator, to request an
evaluation of these businesses by a stafl
member of the State Health Department
A random sampling showed that
restaurants had a 58% sanitation rating
and a 78% administrative compliance
rating—both well below the recommend-
ed 85% standard. Retail groceries sampl-
ed had a sanilation compliance rating of
41% and a 58.8% administrative com-
pliance record.

The State Health Department assigned
S.G. Sandlin, Jr., food service officer, to
the county for the evaluation work. Since
that time the inspection program has
been emphasized. Because of low scores
on inspeetion, 37 notices to correct viola-
tions and seven notices of intent lo sus-
pend permits were issued to restaurants
from last July to December. Seven hear-
ings were held to give owners or operators
of restaurants an opportunity lo answer to
each violation charged and to show cause
why their licenses should not be suspend-
ed and their establishments closed

Thirty-two such notices were issued to
grocery stores. Five hearings were held.

Although necessary correclions had
been made when the establishments were
reinspected and none was closed. the
county beard of health was
Another evaluation within six months was
ordered.

This second evaluation was completed
last January by the state board. Al thal
time the sanitation compliance rating of
restaurants had mounted to 93%, and
retail food stores Lo 88%. both had a 93%,
administrative compliance record

All food-handling places in the county
have been inspected since last July 1. The
State Board of Health representative
assigned to this county for the evaluation
work said improved compliance is the
resull of standardizing the proper pro-
cedures of enforcement for Carl
Baldridge, sanitation inspector for the
county health department, and the
employment of two new health en-

Drug Arrests Up 43%
State Police Report

Kentucky State Police narcoties dl‘!l‘
tives ‘made 1,351 arrests lasl year, a 43
percent increase over the arrests made in
1978, According to a report released by
State Police Commissioner Kenneth E.
Brandenburgh, marijuana-related of
fenses accounted for nearly half the ar
rests

State police narcotics detectives in-
vestigated 419 cases involving marijuana
with an estimaled street value ol more
than $44 million

The second larges! number of confisca-
Lions was for Metlhaqualone, commonly
called Quaaludes. Detectives confiscated
7.615 Quaaludes valued al more than
$76,000

The report showed a 66 percent convie-
tion rate in drug cases handled by the nar-
cotics unit. However, according to Lt.
Lewis Babb, Jr.. commander of the nar-
¢olics unit, the conyiction rate figure is
misleading

“Our aclual conviction rate is much
hgher than Lhe figure shows,"" Babb said
“Many of the cases are pending trial this
year. The aclual figure is probahly closer
to 75 percent.”’ The Ngure also excludes
persons whose cases were dismissed in
lieu of drug (reatmenl programs, Babb
sald.

Bahb said state police detectives have
concentrated their efforls on interstate
trafficking in drugs and air smuggling
operations, “Our major emphasis is on
felony cases—catching the people who
sell to. the on-thesireet dealer. If you
Knock our one wholesaler, you put a lot of
streel dealers oul of business,' he said

Kentucky's present marijuana laws are

conducive to air smuggling, Babb com--

mented. The Kenlucky General Assembly
is presently considering legislation that
would inerease penalties for trafficking in
and cultivating marijuana

Kentucky citizens have aided state
police narcotics detectives by reporting
drug activities. Person wilh complaints,
questions or information about drug ac-
tivity should contact the resident nar-
colics detective at the nearest state police
post

House Passes State
Surface Mining Bill

The House of Representalives last
Tuesday passed House Bill (HB) 566, the
state’s strip mine primacy package, by a
914 vote. It now faces consideralion by
the Senate

The bill, slightly more than 100 pages in
length, was dralted by the Surface Mining
Subcommittee of the House Nalural
Resources and Environment Commillee
to conform with the federal Surface and
Reclamation Act of 1477 With approval of
the bill by the federal governmenl, Ken:
tucky will have primacy. or primary
regulatory control of its surface mining
industry

Failure to adopt the bill and Hs regula
tions would give the lederal government
primary conlrol of the slrip
mining industry

Officialsof the [ederal Office of Surface
Mining, headed by Walter Heine, have
assured state officials the biil, as drafted,
complies with their requirements

Rep. Elmer Patrick (R-Williamsburg!.
who said he was voting reluctantly for the
measure, compared the choice belore the
General Assembly to the choice a man
who is condemned to death might
receive—"'"Do you want us to hang you or
do'vou want us to electrocute you?"

Rep. Bill Weinberg (D:Hindman) said
he did nol agree with “‘some of (the bill’s)
provisions.” But he asked the House to
vote for the measure because il would sel
“oul the best sort of a law Kentucky can
have at this time."”

“We're faced with a situation where we
have been mandated,” said Weinberg
Passage of the bill will eventually be in
the best interest of the commonwealth,
the coal industry and the people, he add
ed

*We can handle or own business, or the
federal government ¢can handle it for us,”
said Rep William Brinkley
iD-Madisonville), “We need 1o obtain
primacy.”

The most vocal opponent of the bill, and
one of the four representatives who voted
against il, was Rep. Hoover Dawahare
{D-Whitesburg ), He complained that the
state is being bribed by the federal
government! o pass the measure, referr-
ing to the some $30 million from the aban-
doned mine reclamation fund the Depart-
ment for Natural Resources will receive
from the federal government if the
package is approved

Dawahare said in his county now, 35
percent of the coal miners are
unemployed and passage of the bill would
only worsen the situation. Letcher County
already has the worst roads and the
poorest schools in the state, he said

Dawahare said the state could expect
within two or three years to be paying
twice as high electricity rates because of
the bill

Among the features of the bill which
have most concerned legislators and the
coal industry are provisions which re-
quire mined land to be restored lo its
“approximale original contour™ and a
provision that allows a cilizen who may be
adversely affected by a surface mining
operation to file suit for alleged violation
of the law. Rep. Dawahare. Rep. Virgil
Pearman (D-Radciiff), Rep. Herman
Ratliff (R-Cambellsville) and Rep. Albert
Robinson (R-London) voted againsl the
measure

Heart attacks were responsible for
more than 600,000 deaths in the United
States last year alone. Bul there are a
number of things you can do to give
vourself a fighting chance against this No
1 killer disease. One thing you can do is
follow the Heart Association's recommen-
dations for reducing the risk of heart al-
tack. Thal means a diel low in salurated
fats and cholesterol, moderate exercise,
normal weight, having blood pressure
checked, no cigaretles, and regular
physical examinations

noon and 1 1o 4 p.m. Weight control
classes are also now being conducted in

Grade Schoolers To
Get Music Program

At least five Kentucky music educators
will be working hard between now and
June to sel up a basic program for
elementary and middle school students

Four leachers, Jan Smith of Somerset,
Janet Howson of Pikeville, Alice Buckley
of Frankfort and Barbara Curry of Cov-
ington, will work with Kentucky Depart-
ment of Educalion music program
manager Robert Elkins Lo develop a pro-
gram which will provide all students with
the basis for further musical growth

“We are trying to provide opportunities
for all young people to achieve the music
skills essential for educated people in our
society,” said Elkins. Among the most
important of these skills, according to this
committee, are the abilities to read
music, to become receptive Lo music and
to become more musically ¢reative. "'Our
goals are to make them aware of music,
appreciative of all types of music and at
ease with-music,’” Elkins said.

The committee is developing plansfor a
program from Kkindergarten through
eighth grade. This nine year span pro-
vides, according to Elkins, “‘the core and
foundation of the entire music cur-
riculum' available to students

Mandated by the Educational Improve-
ment Act, the program is an attempt lo
create “‘a road map of musical skills’' at-
tainable by all Kentucky students. The
plan focuses on three areas of musical
education, performance, description and
organization, and will serve as the basis
of a projeclted curriculum guide for
teachers. "We hope lo develop a guide
that would serve as an activity source for
teachers, listing games and exercises
they can use to help further students’
musical growlh,” Elkins said.

The group, which will meet monthly at
various localions across the state, has in-
corporated diverse musical ac-
tivities—folk dances, rhythm bands,
dramatizalion of music, composing—in
its basic plan. A completed skills series
for secondary students will also be done
by the commiltee before the June
deadline.

Next summer's grape yield and fruit
quality will depend a lot on the pruning

. vines gel this witner—a job that can be
done any time during a warm spell or
thaw in late February or early March.

Pruning has more effect on grapes than
any other practice,

If the vine is not pruned enough it will
bear Loo large a crop and become weaken-
ed. Too liftle pruning year after year
results in a relatively unproductive vine
that produces low-quality fruit.

Balanced pruning is needed to produce

& large erops of high-guality fruit and to
maintain vines in a healthy condilion. You
want to achieve a balance between the
number of buds and amount of vine.

For balanced pruning of American
varieties, follow the general rule of 30 plus
10. This means that 30 buds are left on the
vine to balance the first pound of annual
wood pruned, and 10 more buds are left
for each additional pound of prunings
removed,

For French-American hybrids, which

. tend to over-bear and need to be pruned
more, the general rule is 20 plus 10. Leave
20 buds for the firsl pound of annual wood
pruned, and 10 more buds are left for each
additional pound of prunings removed

Actually weigh the prunings from the
first few vines. After you have some ex-
perience, you should be able to prune
simply by estimating the amount of wood
to be removed.

Many systems are used for training

_ grape vines, such as the 4-cane Kniffin,

. umbrella Kniffin and others. However,
balanced pruning should be practiced
regardless of the training system

Best time to prune grapes is in late
winter or early spring when there is little
chance for more severe cold weather.
Pruning may be done any time now dur-
ing a warm spell or winter thaw in late
February or early March.

Don't prune while the wood is frozen
because frozen canes are brittle, and
working them can damage the vines.

. If you don't getl the job done by mid-
March, it’s better to prune late than not at
all. There is no evidence that bleeding of
sap is harmful when vines are pruned in
late spring, but it is best to avoid it by
pruning earlier.

The second or third year after grapes
are planted, il is recommended to cut
back canes to be saved leaving 4 to 6 buds
each. Train the canes along the wires in
the 4-cane Kniffin system. With the um-

. brella Kniffin system, canes from the up-

. per part of the vine should be brought up
over the top wire; bent down sharply and
tied down to the bottom wire. Be sure to
leave spurs near the base of the canes for
next year's growth.

The fourth year, follow the balanced
pruning procedure.

Clusters of grapes develop directly on
the fruiting shoots that grow oul from the
buds left on canes that grew the previous
vear. For this reason, it is important at
pruning time lo leave the proper number

. of buds or nodes to produce the desired
yeild of grapes.

Most of the American bunch grape
varieites—such as Concord and
Niagra—bear best when the longer canes
are left at pruning time. These vines are
most productive when pruned to the
4-cane Kniffin system or umbrella Kniffin
system, both of which save long canes al
pruning time.

Most French hybrid varieties have their

. most fruitful buds at the base of year-old
canes. Therefore they are usually spur-
pruned, culting back all canes thal are re-
tained so that 2 to 4 buds or nodes are left
on each cane.

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Talk to Your Pharmacist about Generic, Brand-Name Drugs

Under Kentucky law, pharmacists are
required to subslitute an approved
generi¢ equivalent for a preseribed
drug—unless the physician specifies no
substitution or the consumer does nol
wan! the generic drug. Although pro-
ponents ol the law claim thal il lowers
prescription drug costs for consumers,
some pharmacists still prefer the brand
name drugs

Some argue that the higher price that
you pay for brand name drugs is due to
the need for the manufacturer to recover
heavy research and development costs.

However. Bob Flashman, Extension
family resource management specialist
with the Universily of Kentucky College
ol Agricullure, points out that consumers
actually pay more for adverlising than
research

“You pay a premium when you buy
brand name drugs.” says Flashman. The
generic drug law offers substantial sav-
ings to consumers, especially the elderly
who pay 25 pereent of the nation's annual
drug bill

Consumers can further save on drug ex-
penses, says Flashman, by asking their
doctor to prescribe a drug in guantity. il
they'll be 1aking it for a long time. But be
sure lo check the expiration dates on the
drugs before buying in quantity
Comparison Shopping

The specialist also suggests comparison
shopping either by phone or in person.
The generic drug law only requires phar-
macists to fill the preseription with the
least expensiye generic that they have in
stock

“NYou'd be surprised to find out how
much drugs vary in cosl from store to
store.”” says Flashman. “And il you're
over 65 years of age, ask about special dis-
counts to the elderly,”

Despite the potential cosl-saving
benefits of generic drugs, some phar-
macists still prefer brand name drugs. R
David Cobb, Associale Professor of Phar-
macy at UK. explains the differences bet-
ween the two:

A company thal manufactures a new
drug gives il a brand or trade name. This
brand name specifies the formulation and
manufacturer of the generic product
Most consumers recognize a drug by ils
brand name because il is easier lo pro-
nounce.

The original developer of a drug has ex-
clusive patent rights for a 17-year-period,
beginning with the initial research and
development of lhe drug. Paten! laws, by
protecting the developers” exclusive right
to sell the drug for a specified time, effec-
tively reimburse the manulacturer for
research and development costs

During this period. no other manufac
turer can produce the drug. However,
when the patent rights expire, other
manufacturers are allowed to produce the
trademarked drug. Chemically, these
drugs are the same as the trademarked
drug and are known as generic
equivalents

Cobb points out thal companies that
duplicate the original formulation have no
need 1o recover heavy initial research and
development costs so their prices are
usually lower than that of the original
developer’s for the drug
Question of Quality

“Although laws thal permit substitution
of generic drug equivalents can mean
lower consumer drug prices, they can
also mean a loss of quality in a drug,”
says Cobb.

For a patented drug to get on the
market, he explains, the Food and Drug
Administration must approve Lhe process
by which the drug is manufactured as
well as the ingredients and amounts

When a generic drug company begins to
manufacture a drug with an expired pa-
tent, it too must meel certain standards
sel by the FDA; however, the entire
manufacturing process is not approved as
it was for the patented drug. The FDA
standards apply only to the active ingre-
dients used. because the other ingredients
and process used in manufacluring the
patented drug are lrade secrets and not
subjeet to patent laws.

This is where a problem can crop up.
“For example, if too much binder, an
agenlt. which holds the ingredients
together, is used in a generic drug, the
drug will not disintegrate and will pass on
through the body." says Cobb

However, Flashman notes thal there is
no scientific evidence that proves generic
drugs are inferior to brand name drugs

Bul there are other reasons why Cobb
prefers the brand name drugs. He poinls
oul that the major drug manufacturers
spend large sums of ' money each year on
quality control. They must do this in order
to uphold their reputation of producing
safe and elfective drugs,

He also notes that the generic drug com-
panies have more recalls than the major
manufacturers. One professor al Purdue
Universily has concluded from his recert
research that the chances for a recall are
seven times greater for 4 generic drug
than for a brand name drug.

As far as the actual cost difference,
Cobb believes that this has been overem-
phasized. “The generic drug law has in

In most cases, 1l doesn’l make a dif-
ference as to whether vou take a brand
name or a generic drug. Because con
sumers have no way of knowing which
drug (o take in any given instance, their
best bet. says Cobb, is to 1alk 1o the phar
macist

Flashman agrees and recommends that
consumers talk to their pharmacists il
they have questions about a generic drug
A pharmacist, not yvour physician, is the
mosl logical person because of his train
ing Lo answer your guestions

After you've talked to vour pharmacist
you'll be in a much betler position o
make a choice for yourself. Don’t buy a
brand name drug just because vou think it
is best or a generic drug just because il s
cheapesl

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Consumer Groups:

What's your gripe? What really
bugs you in your community? There
must be something that you wish you

- could change. Well, it's time to get

off your sitting apparatus.

Maybe the huge pay raise that
your legislators just received makes
you grab an Alka-Seltzer. Or maybe
the high utility rate that you are
paying makes you want to go out
and rob a bank. (No, don't do
that!)

It could even be something less
worldly, like the upstairs tenant who
loves loud disco music.

Whatever it is, there is something
you can do about it. Along with
others who feel as you do, you can
make yourself heard by getting
organized.

Think Objectively

One of the first things you must
decide is if your group will just
accomplish one goal and then say
good-bye, or if you will work
together as a group toward other
goals.

For instance, your objective right
now might be to have a traffic light
installed at a busy intersection. Once
it is accomplished, what happens to
your group? You might like to stay
together and work towards building
a safer community.

The ideals of the group must be
well established because they will
live on even though the members
may come and go. A very successful
non-profit organization, The Cous-
teau Society, whose main concern is
in keeping the ocean clean and
healthy, will undoubtedly sail on
long after its founder is gone, for
example. The Society’s 160,000
members all share ideals and a
common goal to accomplish.

Incorporating

To establish a legal framework for
your organization most likely means
incorporating. The act of incorporat-
ing gives the members of your group
a feeling of security that there is a
future and that their efforts will not
be in vain. Also, it will protect the
members against any litigation,

Undoubtedly, no matter how
strong a person feels about an issue,
he wouldn’t want to risk his personal
financial stability for belonging to an
organization. Incorporating will give
your non-profit group an exemption
from paying income taxes and also
reduce postage rates.

The Internal Revenue Service has
prepared a booklet, “How to Apply
for Recognition of Exemption for an
Organization” (Publication 557). It
details the forms and procedures
that are necessary for ‘making
application for recognition of non-
profit incorporation status. The
booklet can be purchased for 40
cents from the Superintendent of
Documents, U.S. Government Print-
ing Office, Washington, D.C.
20402,

Funding

There's not much any dedicated
group can do without money. Money
is needed for newsletters, brochures,
posters and such for a small group
or for rent, phone bills, desks and
other basics for a larger organiza-
tion. It will have to be decided
whether to subsist on membership
dues, grants, contributions, money
from projects or a combination of
all. Probably a combination would
be the most effective way to go since
the *“all eggs in one basket”
approach may fall short somewhere
along the line.

If you would like to seek a grant,
there is a publication available
which lists all kinds of funding
possibilities from the government
and from private foundations. Called
the Grantsmanship Center News, it
is published six times a year by the
Grantsmanship Center, 1015 W.
Olympic Boulevard, Los Angeles,
California 90015. Subscriptions are
$15 a year.

Just like higher education institu-
tions, state and local education
agencies and other public and
private non-profit organizations,
community consumer groups are
eligible to apply for grants. To find
out more, contact the Director,
Office of Consumers’ Education,
U.S. Office of Education, Washing-
ton, D.C. 20202. They also publish
(free) “If You Are Writing Your
First Proposal.”

There are many projects which
can help you raise funds. A lot of
groups find recycling paper or
aluminum a profitable way to raise
money. If you would like informa-
tion about paper recycling, write for
a free copy of “How to Recycle
Waste Paper” from the American
Paper Institute, Inc., Paper Stock
Conservation Committee, 260
Madison Avenue, New York, N.Y
10016.

In The Public Eye

Publicity is of major importance
to any organmization. Deciding the
best way to get your message across
to your public must be evaluated
thoroughly. Each group has a
different need for publicity. It might
be that you want to attract new
members, seek contributions or win
support from local politicians. Time
and money are important factors, so
establish your priorities and work on
them in order of importance.

There are many basic publicity
techniques used by organizations.
Some include news releases, bro-
chures, newsletters, public speakers,
posters, public service announ-
cements and letters to the editor.
These are all effective methods of
gaining recognition, but try to be
creative in vour effort too.

Public-access television (available
in a limited number of cities) can be
used to throw your ideas out to the
public. Air time is free on this cable
network so all you pay for is the
production itself (which is fairly
cheap). Another idea is to benefit
from the outdoor advertising in-
dustry. They contribute more than
86 milion a year in advertising space
for public service messages. Local
groups can get space by describing
the merits of their organization to
the Outdoor.

Floyd Idle Rate More than 11.2%

With a jobless rate of 11.2 percent,
Floyd county is included among 21 of 34
counties in the Eastern Kentucky area
with unemployment figures of more than
10 percent, according to figures released
last week for the month of January by the
state Department for Human Resources.

Unemployment throughout Eastern
Kentucky remained high during the
month as 9.7 percent of the area’s labor
force was unemployed. Thal rate is 24
percentage points above the slate's

January unemploymenl rate of 7.3 per-
cent.

In January there were 29,750 persons
searching for employment in Eastern
Kentucky and only one counly, Martin,
had less than six percent unemployment,
said Robert MacDonald, DHR's chief
labor market analyst. Menifee suffered
the highesl unemploymen! rate in the
state with 18.1 percent.

**This area tradilionally has the highes!
unemployment in the state, primarily

because of thelack of job opportunities,”
MacDonald said. *Currently the coal in-
dustry is depressed, causing the area’s
unemploymen! lo be even higher,” he
pointed out.

Good news about energy is difficult to
find, but Catalyst for Environmental-
Energy, a quarterly magazine, reported
some in its December, 1979 issue,

Israel is the world's largesl per capita
user of solar energy. Thousands of Israeli
rooftops have solar collectors, along with
basementl storage tanks, for producing
home hot water. One of every five
families uses the sun's power, at a sav-
ings of 100,000 barrels of fuel oil each
year. Israel is now exporting their
systems {o 24 countries, from Norway lo
Australia.

Israeli scientists have now developed a
spherical collector capable of providing
heal, air conditioning, and hot water, with
enough power left to operate home ap-
pliances. The cost of installing the equip-
menl in a three bedroom home is pro-
jected to be only $1,200, plus minimal
vearly upkeep.

The scientists are also working on

NOTES

During the past several months,
numerous complaints have been received
by the Health Department concerning the
dumping of garbage, the installation of
septic tanks, city water systems and
many regarding plumbing. Yet the health
department is no longer responsible for
these programs.

In the March 5, 1980 issue of the Floyd
County Times an' article concerning the
burning of garbage on Turkey Creek
stated that the Health Department was
“unresponsive Lo the situation.’*

The Health Department was responsive
to those complaints. Although it is not the
responsibility of the Health Department
to monitor garbage dumps, an inspector
did make an investiagation and reported
the situation to the Department for
Natural Resources.

Former Governor Wendell Ford felt
that a number of services could be
delivered more eificiently and effectively
if responsibility for those programs was
taken from the Health Department and
given to the Department for Natural
Resources, As a result, he transferred
solid waste (garbage), sewage (septic
tanks,) stream pollution, city waler and
sewage systems, public gwimming pools
and plumbing into that department.

Although the Health Department is not
responsible for these programs, it Will
continue to assist the citizens of Floyd
county in trying to make the county a
healthier place to live.

perfecting “solar pools,"” primarily for in-
dustrial use, to collect heat from the sun,
With their new design, the pools reach
near-boiling temperatures at their eight-
feel bottoms. They are also expermenting
with flat-roofed concrete houses with roof-
top solar pools for heating and cooling.

Catalyst also summarized a 1979 study
released by the Council on Environmental
Quality, “Good News about Energy.” The
report found that the U.S. could prosper
well on much less energy than commonly
believed because technology can greatly
increase the goods and services we can
derive from each unit of fuel. For exam-
ple, we are now substituting heat pumps
for standard older methods; we are using
more insulation and more efficient elec-
trical appliances and machines; and we
are using more lotal energy systems to
generate both heat and electricity in com-
mercial buildings. The report also men-
tioned other improvements, such as new
automobile designs.

In the same issue, the magazine
reported that gasohol usage is becoming
more widespread, The blend of unleaded
gasoline and alcohol (10 percent) can be
used in most vehicles without engine
modifications, and some experiments in-
dicate thal it burns cleaner than gasoline
and increases mileage by five percent.
Ethanol, the major ingredient in U.S.
gasohol, can be made by fermenting
grains, molasses, polatoes, agricultural
or manufacturing residues, or other
renewable resources.

The U.S. Department of Agriculture
(USDA) is expanding research on alcohol
fuels and will spend $4 million for testing
crops suitable for gasohol production.
USDA scientists are also experimenting
with continuous fermentation processes
to speed up ethanol production by 24 times
over the traditional vat or batch method.

Now at Berea

BEREA KY.—Americans are beginn-
ing to realize whal Berea College instruc-
tor Carolyn Orr has known since she was
16.

Politics and the Olympics shouldn’t
mix,. but they do.

“The whole idea of the Olympics is
political,"” according to Miss Orr, a
member of Berea's Agriculture facully,
**A lot of people say it's not, bul the reason
the Greek started the Olympics was
politics, a chance for people to compele on
a field of honor rather than a field of bat-
tle."

A former Olympic gymnast and partici-
pant in the 1972 games at Munich, Miss
Orr was witness to one of the low points in
Olympic history. It was at Munich when
Arab terrorists murdered 13 Israeli
athletes.

“When you're 16 and something like
that happens, you're scared,” she said.

The Berea instructor believes that even
the judging at Olympic games is political

“West German athletes continually are
‘put down’ by Soviet bloc judges,” she
said, and the first girls’ gymnastic team
from China, a group she considered
outstanding, did not get a fair raling.

In 1936, Adolf Hitler tried to turn the
Berlin Glympics into a political arean,
and Black athletes injected their own
political interests in the 1968 Mexico City
events, Miss Orr recalls.

*T was worried when they announced
that the U.S. was going to Russia in 1980
because of the idea of sending our people
to a Communist bloc country where we
have no control over anything that hap-
pens.” Maintaining light security with so
many athletes is very difficull, she added.

She supports the U.S. boycolt of the
umpcoming Moscow Olympics, although
she wishes President Carter had discuss-
ed it with the athleles involved before
making his announcement. **The boycotl
will hurt the Russians f{inancially, but
they'll never let us know we're hurting
them.™

But instructor Orr really prefers lo
discuss agriculture rather than the Olym-
pics. “'1 like to be considered for what 1
am now, not what I was.”

What the pelite. five-foot blond *is
now " is one of a handful of women in this
country to be teaching agriculture al the
college level. And while life on the Berea
College farms, “with 36 cows in my
backyard" seems far removed from the
glamour of international sporls, she has a
hard time concealing her enthusiasm for
agriculture and opportunities available to
women in thal science.

Small Moths In Home
Might Be Grain Moths

Small moths [lying about in the home al
this time of the year when woolens are
aboul ready for storage might lead vou to
suspect a clothes moth problem

However, an entomologist with the
Universily of Kentucky College of
Agriculture says these moths are mosi
likely grain moths which have bred in the
pantry and nol the clothes closel

“Clothes molhs avoid light and are not
apl lo be flittng around in an open room,”
points oul Rudy Scheibner. "I vou see
moths in a lighled room, check stored
cereal products first for tiny caterpilllars
as the source of the problem." advises the
Extension specialist

Corn “meal, flour. breakfast cereals.
dried fruil. nuts, seeds and powdered milk
are commaon sources of infestation

Scheibner suggests gelting rid of any
material that is badly infested. Suspect
materials can be sterilized with heat or
cold treatments and then stored in tight
canisters for protection. Heal sterilization
requires 30 minules in a 140 degree F oven
and cold sterilization requires four days
at Odegree Fin a [reezer, according to the
entomologist

OK Cornea Removal
For Transplant Use

When performing autopsies lo deter-
mine the cause of death, coroners will be
able to remove the corneas for use in
sight-restoring (ransplants under a bill
which has approval of both houses.

House Bill 158, with a floor amendment,
narrowly won approval of the Senate last
Thursday, 20-17. It will now go back to the
House for concurrence on the amend-
ment

Originally, the bill would have allowed
removal of corneas (a transparent cover-
ing on the eye) and kidneys for all cor-
oner's cases. A coroner's case involves
death under unusual circumstances like
homicide, drowning, poisoning, suicide or
accident.

A committee amendment removed the
language concerning kidneys. Sen. Jack
Trevey (R-Lexington), who spoke for the
bill, said Kidneys deteriorate much faster
than the less vascular corneas so a pro-
cedure of this type would be less suc-
cessful.

The floor amendment allowing cornea
removal only during an autopsy was pro-
posed following the Senate floor debate
revealing objections to “disturbing™ the
body after death, especially without per-
mission of next of kin

Sen. Trevey, who filed the floor amend-
ment should answer objections to the bill.
The Lexington physician said he felt if an
autopsy is already being performed for

“another reason, the body is already sub-

ject to “disturbance."” And next-of-kin
permission is not required when an autop-
sy is performed, he said.

Political Lying Passes House

A bill thal would prohibil political can-
didates from publishing or distributing
false stalements aboul opposition can.
didales passed the House Thursday,
despile c¢riticism by some members that
such a bill would be unenforceable.

House Bill (HB) 178, a measure that ils
sponsor, Rep. Bill Weinberg
(D-Hindman), said would *“Bring a
greater dignity" to stale politics, was rap-
ped by Rep. Louie Guenthner
(R-Northfield) as impractical.

“I really don't see any way we could en-
force this bill,” Guenthner said. **Il's bel-
ter Lo place our faith in the people of Ken-
tucky and let them decide who's lying and
who’s nol. When you file for public office,
you know you're going to subject yourself
to that kind of treatment.”

Weinberg, who called the measure a
truth in campaigning bill, said he was in-
troducing il because present laws make it
difficull to prosecute slander cases by
having {o prove *“‘malicious intent." **Talk
aboul something hard Lo prove," he said.
“Malice is hard lo prove."

House Majority Leader Bobby Richard-
son (D-Glasgow) said the bill would take
the flavor oul of Kentucky politics and
declared the bill would “create many pro-
blems of enforcement.”

Weinberg answered his critics by say-
ing the bill is intended to stop politicians
who continually publish false and
misleading information intentionally.

In other action Thursday, the House
concurred on a Senate resolution lo a
House bill that would allow corneal tissue
to be removed from a ‘coroner’s case’
autopsy.

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Some Kentucky Work
On Streams Stalled
After Entry Denied

The Kentucky portion of the Tug Fork
stream rehabilitation program has been
seriously hampered by rights of entry
problems.

The Army Corps of Engineers’ Hun-
tington District office, last November 9,
issued a two-part invitation to contractors
to bid on the debris-removal work

Colonel James H. Higman, Huntington
District Engineer, said enough property-
entry agreemenls were oblained from
West Virginia residents to permit the
award of the West Virginia contract, but a
number of Kentucky residents have
declined to sign the rights of entry which
would provide legal access upon private
property by workers and equipmentl

Most areas designaled for stream
cleanoul, Higman said, are on or accessi
ble only across private property

As a result, said Higman, he has
cancelled the Lot B (Kentucky) part of
the original Invitation for bids, and will
advertise for new bids on stream cleanout
work in the Kenlucky areas for which
rights of enlry have been obtained
. Those areas include. Pond Creek,
Sulphur Creek, Peter Branch ol
Blackberry Creek and Barrenshee

Higman said the problem areas, which
will not be included in the upcoming bid
request are at Buck Creek, Peter Creek
and Poplar Creek

He said these areas may be added later
if rights of entry materialize

The contract for the work in Wesl
Virginia was awarded on February 6 to
the Alan Stone Co., Chesterhill, Ohio, in
the amount of $431.632.

State Board of Education Considers
Attendance, Basketball Classification

The State Board for Elementary and
Secondary Education Wednesday told the
Kentucky High School Athletic Associa-
tion to draw up an official ballot to be sent
toits members for a vote on the classifica-
tion of high school basketball. The system
of classification under consideration
would classify high schools by student
enrollment, as in football.

Terming the aclion “‘a suggestion
rather than an order,” chairman Henry
E. Pogue Jr. asked the ballot be sent lo
the designated KHSAA representalive for
each high school. Board members also
stipulated the bailot-be accompanied-by
information _both for and _against
classification

The board’s action followed the ap-
pearance of Jack Moreland, superinten-
dent of the Dayton Independent School
District, to protest a recent basketball
classification survey taken by the athletic
association. "'1 haye some questions about
the wording of that survey,” Moreland
told the board. **With the final vote 134 Lo
106, and 70 or B0 schools nol voting, we feel
that the issue should be decided by a vote
which requires schools to respond.”

Tom Mills, KHSAA commissioner, said
the survey, which was senl lo members in
April 1979, was “made in good faith.”” He
said survey respondents voted over-
whelmingly against basketball classifica-
tion. “‘Only three regions were [or
classifications,” Mills told the board, **12
regions were opposed and one tied.”
Classificalion surveys were sent (o
KHSAA members in May 1976 and April
1979. In other actions taken during the se-
cond day of the board's quarterly
meeting, the board declined to adopt a
resolution advocating the issuance of
revenue bond anticipation notes by the
Kentucky School Building Authority. “We
don’t feel we should follow that route of
financing at this ime,”" said Superinten-
dent of Public Instruction Raymond
Barber.

Dr. Hunler, head of the Bureau of In-
struction, recommended revision of ad-

the board. The regulation outlines the
number of courses high school students
may lake each year. Hunter asked Lhe
board not to limit the number of courses,
He noted local school boards could limit
the number, bul the state board would be
wise not to impose limils.

“We are worried about the number of
high school seniors, in particular, who are
not in class six hours a day. Apparently
this problem is more widespread than we
thought." he said.

Hunler praised the ‘‘Henderson"
graduation plan which allows students to
receive one of three lypes of diplomas,
each requiring a_differenl. number of
courses for graduation. The board ex-
pressed ils concern over senior atten-
dance and agreed to hear the issue more
fully at its April meeling.

Houscholds presently receiving food
stamp coupons may qualily for more
coupons by using the standard utility
allowance rather than actual expenses in
computing their income. Recipients are
required to pay their ulility bills separate-
ly from their rent or mortgage pavments.

Rachel Childrenn, food stamp oulreach
coordinator for the state Department for
Human Resources. said the standard
utility allowance deduction was increased
as of Dec, 1. The program began last
March and reflects seasonal changes in
the cost of healing services, she said

CONSUMERS HAVE MAIL-ORDER
RIGHTS UNDER FTC RULE

The ad looks great. Il is just what you
want for that birthday coming up. And the
copy says, “We will send the custom
made, quilted bread basket within 10
days.”

Il the ad says. "wilhin 10 days' thatl’s
when the company mus! send il. accor
ding lo a Federal Trade Commission rule
And if the company cannol send the mer-
chandise when they say they will. they
must give you the option of cancelling the
order and gelting a full refund

If the seller does nol say when the mer-
chandise will be mailed, it musl be ship-
ped Lo you no later than 30 davs after they
gel your order. If you don’t receive the
merchandise shortly afler thal 30-day
period, vou can cancel your order and gel
vour money back

Of course delays can somelimes hap
pen. But the seller mus! nolify you of the
delay and tell you when the new shipping
date will be and give vou the oplion either
to cancel the order and gel a full refund or
agree lo the new shipping date

The seller must also provide a free
means to notify him, such as a stamped
envelope, posicard or loll free number Lo
send back vour answer. If the delay is less
than 30 days and vou don’'t respond, il
means lhal you agree to the new shipping
date. But, if the delay will be longer than
30 days, you musl respond. Otherwise, the
seller will consider your order to be
cancelled

Under the FTC rule, the seller must
mail you the refund wilin seven business
days when you cancel a prepaid order
because of delay. On credil sales, the
seller must adjust your accounl within
one billing cycle

However, this rule does not apply to
mail order photo finishing. magazine
subscriplions, and other regular
deliveries, such as book and record clubs,
except for the first shipment. Nor does it
apply to seeds and plants

Even though buying by mail saves lime
and energy. mail order problems are the
number one source of consumer com-
plaints. So here are some lips lo keep in
mind when ordering by mail

Investligate the advertisers’ claims if
you can, and check the return policy. Nole
the delivery time stated, and allow
enough time to gel the merchandise you
are planning to give as a gift. Keep a copy
of the order blank with a note of the date
vou sent the order, whal you ordered, and
your check number. Finally, hold on to
your cancelled checks or charge account
records. If you have a problem later,
these papers will be necessary to prove
your side of the case.

If you do have a problem, contact your
local or slale consumer protection office,
the consurner ' protection office nearest
the company, or your local post office
They can often help you resolve your com:-
plaint

Also, the FTC has an updated pamphlet
that spells out your rights when you order
by mail.

INSULATION LABELS REQUIRED

The Federal Trade Commission has ex
tended the date after which any home in
sulation material manufactured or adver
tised must be labeled with a R-value
determined under standard testing. “R”
is a2 measure of resistance to heal flow
The higher the R-value the greater the in
sulaling factor

The ruling will not become effective un
til at least March 16,1980, about four mon
ths later than originally planned

Finding the R-value on the insulalion
label isn'l anything new. Bul the R-values
you see now are based on inconsistent
testing methods

The FTC ruling definitely is to the con-
sumer’s benefit since comparison shopp-
ing for the besi insulation can be more ac-
curalte

The label must include the
thickness ol the insulation and expected
coverage area. If consumers will not see
the packages of insulation before installa
fion, a fact sheel with information aboul
the effectiveness of the product must be
available

Shoppers are urged to use the labels lo
compare R-values. The value is the only
true measure of insulating power, nol the
thickness of Lhe insulation or price. For
information on recommended R-values
for different areas of your house, contacl
your local county Extension office

Each vear, the National Wildlife
Federation sponsors and promotes Na-
tional Wildlife Week to call attention to
the needs of, and problems confronting,
wildlife.

National Wildlife Week is March 16-27
this year, Its theme, “Save A Place for
Wildlife,”" points out one of the mosl
crucial problems facing * virtually all
wildlife species—the destruction of
habitat,

“‘Habitat™ is the biologist’s word for a
complex interrelation of environmental
factors, including the year-round
availability of food, water and shelter.
Proper habital varies from species (o
species—deer, for example, thrive in
areas of second-growth forests with low
brush for winter browse, while squirrels
prefer mature hardwood lorests with
abundant supplies of acorns and other
nuls

In pioneer times. when Kentucky was
almost completely forested, squirrels
were ineredibly numerous—bul there
were fewer deer than there are today. In
the intervening 200 vears, the situation
has been largely reversed—we have more
deer habitat (and thus more deer) than in
Daniel Boone's day. but our statewide
squirrel population now is only a hint of
what it was in 1800.

So a “place of wildlife’”” is more than
space. A large pine plantation, a 2,00-acre
field planted in a single crop or a closely
grazed and groomed Bluegrass horse
farm contain about as much suitable

habitat as a paved parking lot. A place for
wildlife is not, in other words, just land;
it's how that land is used.

As human resources grow and as
energy demands increase, more and
more land that now provides a place for
wildlife will fall vietim to subdivisions,
parking lots, highways, mines—the list
could go on and on. More demands for
agricultural products to feed the ex-
ploding world population will lead to an
increase in farming practices which pro-
vide little wildlife habitat and could cause
an increased use of harmiul pesticides
and herbicides.

It's not enough Lo sit back complacently
and count on wildlife biologists lo stap
these trends. The forces are irrestible and
even the mos! avid advocale of wildlife
cannol remain unmoved in the face of
pressing demands for food, shelter and
energy for people. While it's true that
public lands can provide habital, the
acreages in public ownership are too
small to offer much large-scale benefil

In the face of this inexorable loss of
wildlife habital, we are going to have lo
learn to use whalt is left more effectively.
Even the smallest backvard can be at-
tractive to wildlife, and the owner of
several acres or more has many oppor-
tunities to improve living conditions for a
wide variety of species. In order to “save
a place for wildlife”” we must begin to
realize that habitat, like oil, is a limited
commodity and that we need lo preserve,
conserve and manage this dwindling
resource to the best of our abilities.

House Increases Pot Penalties

A bill that would stiffen penalties: for
possession and Sale of marijuana was
overwhelmingly approved by the House of
Representatives last Wednesday

Sponsor ol the bill Rep. Dottie Priddy
(R-Lousville) said currenl penalties for
two “slang-term, joints'" are the same as
for possession of a two-ton truck. She said
possession of less Lthan 30 grams (there
are abul 28 grams lo an ounce), now a
misdemeanor, would carry the same
penally as it does currently

Possession of 30 grams or less, under
the bill, would be punished by up to %0
days in jail and a $250 fine. Sale or
manufacture of 30 grams or less would
draw up to a vear in jail and a $500 fine;
sale, possession or manulacture ol more
than 30 grams and less than five pounds
would be punished by one lo {ive years in
jail and a $1,000 to $5,000 fine and of five to
50 pounds from five Lo 10 years in jail and
4 $5,000 Lo $10,000 fine.

The measure passed by a 90-5 margin
and now goes Lo the Senate.

A bill that would make il illegal to use
fire, explosives and sonic recording
devices in taking wildlife was passed 66-0
by the House. HB 306, sponsored by Rep.
Elmer Patrick (R-Williamsburg), was
approved after a lengthy debate over an
amendment thal would have made it il-
legal to have more than two red fox peits,
two weeks after the trapping season end-
ed.

After an extended debate on the merits
of the amendment, Rep. Donald J. Bland-
ford (D-Philpot) called for a point or
order, a parliamentary procedure, in
which he asked for a ruling on whether the
amendment was germane lo the title and
subject matter of the bill,

After a ten minute conference with
minorily and majority leaders, the spon-
sor of the bill :zand Blandford, House
Speaker Kenton ruled the amendment
was not germane. The ruling was appeal-
ed but was upheld by a 54-10 vote of the
chamber,

Two Senate bills drafted by Attorney
General Steven Beshear fared differen-
tially in the House Wednesday.

SB 118, sponsored by Rep. Joe Clarke
{D-Danville) in the House, which would
increase the penalties for corruption by
public servants, was criticized by Rep.
Bill Weinberg (D-Hindman) as too broad
and vague,; Under the bill, a public official
would be guilty of official misconduct
when commiting an act “'relating to his of-
fice which constilules an unauthorized ex-
ercise of his official functions...or (when
he) refrains from performing a duty im-
posed upon him by law or clearly inherent
in the nature of his office."”

“I'm for good government as much as
anyone else,” said Weinberg,'" bul I think
you're going loo far with this bill

Weinberg also crilicized a five-year
statute of limitations provision in the bill,
Such a provision would allow a new ad-
ministration to easily attack officials of
the previous administration, he said.

“I don't think they (officials charged
with official misconduct) ought to have lo

Many of the fruil (rees thal are planted
every year are not pruned properly il at
all. The kind of pruning and lraining a
Iree received the first 1to 4 yvears after it
is planted may determine whether or not
it will produce a maximum crop for the
nexl 15 to 20 years. There are a [ew basic
principles that the home owner should
follow when pruning any type of plant and
of course Lhese principles must take into
consideration such things as growth and
fruiting habits of the planis
PRUNING TREE FACTS

Apples. peaches, plums, cherries, nec-
tarines, apricots and pears are included
in the tree fruits. This group of fruits are
probably abused most from the lack of
pruning. Well developed scaffold bran-
ches with wide crouch angles is one of, if
nol the most important principles to
remember when (raining tree fruits. Also
remember all cuts should be made flush
with the limb or trunk.

The two most popular training systems
of tree fruits are the modified central
leader which is used on pears, and apples
and the open center which is used on
peaches and neetarines. Either of the two

systemns can be used on cherries, plums
and apricots.

To train a tree to the modilied central
leader system, first cul the one-year-old
unbranched whip back to about 36 to 40 in-
ches in the spring. This will induce side
branches. During the summer, the scaf-
fold branches should be selected from the
induce side branches. The first branch
should be selected aboul 18 inches up from
the ground, the next branch should be
aboul 10 inches above the first imb but as
close to the opposite side of the tree as
possible. This is probably the most scaf-
fold branches one can expecl from the
first vears growth

When the whip is cut back, the top two
to four shoots nearest the cut will grow at
a very sharp angle which will develop into
very undesirable crouch angles. All but
one of these topmost shools should be
removed in the lat spring or early sum-
mer. They can be rubbed off at this time
by hand. This causes less stress on the
plant and as the resull those selected
branches will develop much faster for the
first year.

The second year the central leader
should be cut back to 36 to 40 inches and
all side branches should be cul back to
about 10 to 18 inches with the bud nearesl
the cut facing away from the center of the
tree. The third scaffold branch should be
as near a righ! angle to first two limbs but
8 to 10 inches higher and the fourth should
be on the side opposite the third but 8 to 10
inches higher

Meeting To Deal with Mass
Transit Concept for Floyd

A general meeting scheduled next Tues-
day at the Flovd county courthouse con-
ference room will examine the promise
and possibilities of effective public
transportation service lo be made
available to the people of Floyd county.

Nex! Tuesday’s meel follows a resolu-
tion passed by the fiscal court in
December which assigned County Plan-
ner Dickie Leslie to investigate varjous
state and federal programs which the
county might use to institule a public
transportation system in the county.

According to County Judge-Executive
Bill Wells, one federal program, the Ur-
ban Mass Transil Act (UMTA) Section 18
program, shows considerable promise for
the implementation of just such an under-
taking. Purpose of the Section 18 program
15 Lo "improve rural people’s access lo
areas and facilities providing health care,
shopping. education, recreation, public
services and employment through the use
of a general public {ransportation
system.” and eligible recipients include
local public bodies and agencies, non-
profit organizations, and operalors of
public transportation Services in rural
areas.

According lo the program new vehicles
and equipment may be purchased utiliz-
ing 80 per eent federal funds. 10 per cent
state and 10 per cent local momes. In ad-
dition. 50 per cen! of a general public
svstem’s nel cost may be paid through
federal funds through Section 18 and
another 25 per cenl may be paid through
unrestricted federal funds.

‘Possible uses' for such funds, il ac-
quired, according to the program could
include purchase of new vehicles, coor-
dination of existing vehicles, coordination
with taxi companies and establishment of
a transportation broker position.

“We feel like the need is certainly here,
the money is available, and we should
take advantage of it,” said County Plan-
ner Leslie. Leslie said implementation of
such a program could make il possible for
residents in remote sections or the elder-
ly, for example, to regularly lake advan-
tage of services available in the county’s
population centers.

The meet will begin at 10:30 a.m. and
will feature Bill Smith, with the Kentucky
Department of Transportation, who wil
explain the Section 18 program and
answer questions which the public may
have.

Loss of Prime

The agricultural value of production
lost due to the disappearance of prime
farmland in Kentucky during the past
decade equals over $152 million U.S. Soil
Conservation Service (SCS) officials
revedled today

This estimate is based on average pro-
duction value for the state’s two major
cash crops—corn and soybeans. Accor-
ding to the Kentucky Crop and Livestock
Reporting Service in Louisville, at today's
prices each acre carries an average cash
value of production of around $225,

From 1969 to 1979 Kentucky lost 123,181
acres—12.318 acres annually—of its most
productive farmland to urban and in-
dustrial or other development, SCS
statistics show. The special survey was
condueted by local SCS offices in all 120
Kenlucky ecounties this yvear.

Six counties near urban centers aceount
for almost 41 percent of the loss—Fayette,
16,250: Jefferson, 12,000; Bullitt, 7,000;
Oldham. 6,056; Christian, 5,000; and
Scotl, 3,930 acres

“It lakes itwo to three acres of
marginally productive land to equal the
production on one acre of prime
farmland,” SCS State Conservationist
Glen Murray said

Around 27 percent, six million acres. of
Kentucky's 22 million acres of
agricultural land in crops, forest and
pasture, is considered “prime' or besl

!
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Farmland Increasing in State

suited for producing food, fiber, feed and
forage

"Prime agricultural land has the soil
quality, growing season and moisture
supply needed 1o produce sustained high
yields of crops,’”” Murray added

“Losses of this land to urban use,” he
added, ‘are usually considered irreversi-
ble and could have long-term impact on
the state and individual counties.”

For example, Christian county has lost
over 5,000 acres of prime farmland. The
value of production lost equals 858
million during the last decade.

Some counties have lost a significant
percenlage of their prime farmland lo ur-
ban development in the lasl len years.
Fayette counly lost one-third of its prime
farmland; Pike county, 29 percent; Jef
ferson county, 25 percent, and Oldham,
nearly 16 percent.

“Prime farmland provides the largest
share of lotal crop production in the coun-
try as well as a substantial portion of the
commodity export markel,” Murray said

Conlinuing . production on prime
farmland not only helps balance the
foreign trade deficit, but assures the least
damage to the environment, he explains

Estimaled corn yields in 1978 on prime
farmland in Shelby counly averaged 125
bushels per acre compared to 89.5 bushels
on nonprime farmland. In Warren county
yields of 112.5 bushels of corn could be ex-

pected on prime farmland and 86.9 on non-
prime farmlands assuming equal
management levels

“‘Food shortages are a possibility if we
continue Lo lose our besl agricultural land
io irreversible uses. Nationally four
square miles every day, nearly one
million acres a year, are being changed to
other uses,” Murray said.

Prime farmland losses and economic
effects were studied recently in Kentucky
and nationally under the 18977 Seoil and
Water Resources Conservation Actl, Pro-
posals to control degradation are now
before the public

Citizens are being asked through March
28 to help design and select ways to limil
resource losses. Decisions on U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture policy directions will
have far-reaching effects on Kentueky's
conservation program

Henson said the rate filing is com
plicated and is likely lo generale some op-
position.

Mr. Henson pointed oul thal ;

1. Customers’ demands for lelecom
municalions services remain strong while
the costs of providing service have hit an
all-time high. The company must carry
oul a $600 million, three-year construction
program lo meel current demands and to
prepare Kentucky for new communica-
tions services

2. Without continuing its program. the
company cannol provide the communica-
tions services crilical to the businesses
which support Kentucky's economy. Hen-
son predicts that il Bell cannol meel these
needs, Kentucky's abilily to allract new
business could suffer.

3. Bell's earnings in Kenlucky are
among the very lowest in the Bell System,
Its 9.5% return on stockholder investiment
is far below the record interest rates of 13
to 16 percenl that Bell System companies
have paid recently to finance operations
The prime interest rate is nearing 19 per-
cent, Treasury bonds are selling al 17 per
cenl, and U.S. companies are paying an
average of 16 percent return to themr
stockholders. Because the company com-
peles with other businesses for investor
dollars, it must have substantially higher
earnings or il will not be able Lo attract
the outside money needed Lo carry oul ils
huge construction program

The request would yield $71 million in
annual revenues, or $35.9 million after
taxes,

“It 1s jusl not realislic to expect our
stockholders to continue pouring money
into construction in Kentucky when they
can pul their money elsewhere and gel a
substantial better return,” Henson said

“Increasing costs, inadequate earnings
and continuing strong service demands
are pressuring us from all sides,"" he said
“We're caught in a real squeeze. The only
way oul—the only way (o0 maintain the
quality of lelephone service in Ken-
tucky—is for the commission Lo approve
rates thal fully cover the costs of pro-
viding phone service today.”

During 1979, Bell added 52,000 phones in
Kentucky. It expects requests for over

#64.000 more fhis-year.

Henson said the company has made
steady progress toward gliminating four-
and eight-party line service. However,
that progress 1s costly: il carries a $40
million price tag. The project will
eliminate multi-party service by the end
of 1981, as ordered by the commission

*Considering our dire financial straits,
we think we've done a very good job," he
said, **But we're nol magicians. We can’t
do more with less. We can’t keep up with
our customers' needs when cosl increases
are steadily bombarding the company . ™

About 40.000 Kentucky families and
businesses are withoul any kind of ser-
vice, Henson said. Another 6,000 have pen-
ding applications for service wilh fewer
parties on the line. In both cases, Bell
lacks the service facilities required to fill
these requests.

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DLG Head Addresses ADD Board,
Talks Of East Ky. Prospects

Wilburn Pratt speaks at Monday’s meeting of the Big Sandy

ADD.

“No development for the overall pros-
perity and well-being of Kentucky is as
important as is the further development
of Eastern Kentucky,” Wilburn Pralt,
commissioner of the Kenlucky Deparl-
ment for Local Government told board
members and staff of the Big Sandy Area
Developmenl Distriet Monday night

Stressing the importance of the role of
local government in overcoming (he
variety of problems and economic ills
which face the state and nation, Pratl at-
tempted to allay, o some degree, moun-
ting anxiety which Jocal officials and
planners aré experiencing in the face of
predicted budgel cuts.

Although the Economic Development
Administration “has suffered’ because of
what Pratt called the President’s “mood"
to cul the budgetl, “our Appalachian
legislation is in real good shape,” the
DLG commissioner pointed oul. “That
means a $2 to $12 million increase in Area
Development Funds,” Pratl said. “and
we hope a half-million will come to Ken-
tucky.”

Pratt also disclosed what he termed a

new and "‘unconventional'’ strategy on
the part of the US. Army Corps of
Engineers in relieving flooding problems.
Speaking specifically of the Tug Fork sec-
tion, Prat{ said the Corps’ new approach
“look beyond just building dams.”
" “They are looking very hard and deep
al providing alternatives (o people, other
than living in the flood plain.”" Pratl
pointed oul. “They're becoming more in-
volved in community development rather
than strictly structural projects.”

During the board’s business session,
earlier in the evening, ADD planner Bill
Moyer also talked ol future prospects for
development monies, poinling especially
to $1 million in Farmers Home Ad-
ministration 601 funds which are expected
to be allocated primarily for housing, and
additional 701 federal planning assistance
funds

Moyer also spoke of the current thrust
on the part of the federal governmenl Lo
encourage and help fund energy conser-
vation programs in rural as well as urban
areas. “HUD is making available $11
million lor energy conservation pro-
grams,'" said Moyer who pointed out thal
local governments and planning agencies
should formulate a “‘workable energy
strategy” since any acquisition of such
funds would require some sort of State-
ment of energy planning and use strategy

Among a number of proposals submil-

ted before the board for A-95 review and
approval was the transfer of $40,000 in
surplus funds to the Abbott Mountain
housing site projecl planned by Floyd
County Urban Renewal and Communily
Development.

The site developmenl project was fund-
ed by HUD monies [ollowing the 1977 flood
disaster in order to provide out-of-flood-
plain land for flood victims and lo
generally encourage increased building
on higher ground along the flood-prone
Big Sandy Valley. The $40,000 amount ap-
proved for transfer to the site develop-
ment was lefl over, according to Teddy
Pence, assistant director of FloydCounty
Urban Renewal and Community Develop-
ment, from a $160,000 HUD 407 grant
which was allocated to Floyd county
following the flood for renovation or
replacement and relocation of mobile
homes damaged during the disasler.

“Rather than turn the money back over
to HUD and have it redistribuled
throughout the country, we decided to ask
that the money simply be transferred to
the Abbott Mountain project and keep it in
Floyd county,” Pence explained.

The Abbott Mountain projecl is design-
ed to provide from 36 to 46 single family
lots although star! of construetion has
been delayed by some engineering and
right-of-way complications.

ALLEGED AGE BIAS IN CHOICE
OF JUDGES TO BE PROBED

hearing for Wednesday on what he calls
“the worst kind of age discrimination™ in
the selection of federal judges.

Veteran federal jurists John Sirica and
Sarah Hughes will testify before the
House Select Committee on Aging, the
Florida Democrat said in a statement,

The Justice Department recommends
few federal judicial appointees over the
age of 60, Pepper said, adding that *‘what
we are really trying to determine is how
firmly entrenched this age factor is in the
judge-selection process.”

“It would appear that one of the recent
victims of the agiest seleclion process
was Archibald Cox, one of our foremost
attorneys and one of the best legal minds
in the country,” Pepper said. Cox, 68, is a
former Watergate prosecutor.

3. Don’t let yourself be intimidated.
Your legislator is only human, like you;
they are only there because they are
elected by people like yourself.

4. Don't underestimate legislators.
There's a new breed of people in govern-
ment, at every level, and they were put
there by the people. Also, dgn't
overeslimate what legislators can ac-
complish, They aren’t super-human. You
have to carry your own share of respon-
sibility. Don't depend on the media to give
you your impression of legislators. Get to
know them vourself.

5. Try lo establish an ongoing relation-
ship with your legislator. That will allow
you lo assess their trustworthiness, com-
petence and responsiveness. It will also
enable the legislator to know you are
reliable and knowledgeable.

6. Approach your legislators one at a
time. In groups. legislators tend to be
especially aware of each other's
presence. They might feel seli-conscious
and hold themselves back. They may feel
competitive and try to outdo each other
with the crowd. With limited time divided
among them, it's easier for them to avoid
your tougher questions. By approaching
the legislatrs one al a time, you can gel to
know the legislator belter.

7. Meel your legislator in an un-
pressured time. In the heat of controver-
sy, time is short and emotions are high.
During a quiet time, you can discuss in

depth the legislator’s opinions on a vari-

ely ol i1ssues

8. Gel logether with about five or six
friends who think like you and invile your
legislator into the quiet atmosphere of
your home. Make the meeting friendly
and informal.

9. Spend a day with your legislator
while the General Assembly is in session.
Just “hang around” or stay nearby and
try to gel a belter idea of what it's like to
be a legislator. Expect to be confused by
the fast pace bul impressed by what you
see—ordinary people trying their best Lo
deal with extraordinary people

10. Get friends wilh ideas like yours in-
volved in lobbying your legislator by
writing or calling the legislator when an
issue of interest is being discussed

11. When you visil your legislator, leave
them some sort of written malerial for
them to read—something clear and easy
to read which briefly explains your ideas.

12. Use the newspapers and radio and
television slations to inform people of
whal's happening to issues which are im-
portant in your area.

13. Actively support legislators who
share your ideas on issues. Get involved
in their political campaigns and get in-
volved in their legislative efforts

14. Don't get discouraged—keep (ryving

Issues Spring Fire

Season Warnings

March 1 officially marked the beginn-
ing of sprng forest fire season. During this
period, which ends May 15, it is unlawful
for any person to set fire to [lammable
material located in or within 150 feet of
woodland or brushland, or to flammable
material capable of spreading fire to
woodland or brushland, except between
the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:00 midnight,
(KRS 149.400).

Persons burning (lammable materials
between the hours of 4:30 p.m. and 12:00
midnight, are required to take all
reasonable care and precaution by piling
up and clearing around all materials Lo be
burned. The material must also be attend-
ed until extinguished, according to state
law.

“Even though the precautions outlined
above have been observed, any person
allowing a forest fire lo escape control,
shall be civally liable for any damages
caused to the property of another, liable
for the suppression cost of such fire, and
subject to a criminal penalty upon court
conviction, even in the case of accident,
negligence, or carelessness,"”” reports
Division Law Enforcement Officer
Stephen Ray Brackett.
