Cutbacks 
By County Board 

" I hope everyone is listening," said a 
voice in the audience as school officials 
catalogued anticipated budget cuts 
during a meeting of the Floyd Board of 
Education last Wednesday evening. 

Even as Supt. E. P. Grigsby, Jr. read 
from a list of cuts proposed in the 
federal education budget, the same 
proposals were on their way to an over­
whelming vote of approval in the U.S. 
Senate. 

Proposed cuts of nearly 45 percent in 
child nutrition programs could wipe 
out the program here, warned Dr. 
Mary Hall, a board member, who ask­
ed that the school district's food super­
visor be instructed to prepare a report 
on the likely effects of the cuts on Floyd 
students. 

Under the proposals, all federal 
reimbursements and donated foods 
would be eliminated for paid meals and 
reduced for reduced-price meals. 'l,'he 
milk program, nutrition education, 
summer food program, and reimburse­
ment for paid and reduced-price meals 
in the childcare food program would 
also be wiped out. 

No changes are proposed in federal 
reimbursement for free school meals . 

Twenty-five percent cuts are plann­
ed- in the remedial reading, han­
dicapped education, gifted and 
talented, career educatfon, emergen­
cy school aid, adult education, and 
vocational education programs. 

Mildly handicapped children will be 
excluded from the program for 
assisting the handicapped and fede ral 
support for those who remain in the 
program will be reduced from $193 to 
$131 per child if the cuts, which are be­
ing considered by the House budget 
committee this week, are approved by 
Congress. 

Federal support for local school 
districts, already reduced by 33 per­
cent, will again be cut, for a total 
reduction of 68 percent, if the plan is 
approved. 

Notices routinely sent to non-tenured 
teachers at this time of the year, advis­
ing them that they may not be re-hired 
for the coming school year, assume a 
new gravity in view of the budget 
reductions. Moreover, following a 
resolution of the board Wednesday, 
even tenured teachers. will receive the 
notices this year. 

While 75 percent of the school 
district's 99 non-tenured teachers could 
normally expect to be re-hired, 
substantial retrenchments seem likely 
this year. The jobs of tenured teachers 
will probably be spared, however, 
Asst. Supt. Ray Brackett emphasized. 

The board adopted teacher recom­
mendations for new textbooks next 
year, even though purchase of the texts

Hospita l officials claimed this week 
that the union's wage demands repre­
sent a 72.5 percent increase over two 
years and would add $65 a day to the 
cost of hospitalizing a patient. The 
hospital's offer of a 40.4 percent in­
crease over three years wQuld raise the 
minimum starting salary to $3.75 an 
hour immediately and to $4.50 by the 
third year of the contract, a hospital 
spokesman said.

Report Says Floyd Shares 
In Absentee Coal Owners 

At a time when a wide range of com­
munity services is threatened by s tate 
and federal budget cuts and a ha rd­
pressed school system is considering 
ways to raise a dditiona l reve nue here, 
comes a report that much of eastern 

. Kentucky's natura l wealth is owned by 
outs ide corporate interests who leave 
behind little in return for the profits 
they draw from the region . 

According to a study of property 
owners hip in Appalachia released las t 
week, 25 large corporations own more 
than a mill ion s urface or mineral acres 
in 12 eas tern Kentucky counties , in­
cluding Floyd. 

In 1979 they paid an average of 27 
cents per acre in property taxes . 

The area's mountainous terrain is 
• not the only reason for the sever e shor­

tage of land for housing her e, accor­
ding to the study, which noted that less 
tha n a quarter of the 1.3 million 

privately-owned acres surveyed is 
available to loca l res idents for home­
building . 

Moreover, the hi g h degree of 
a bsentee ownership m akes strip min­
ing and environmenta l damage more 
likely, according to the study . 

The s tudy, financed by an Ap­
palachia n Regional Commission grant, 
covers 80 Appalachian counties, and 
was conducted 0ver two years by a 
coalition of citizen groups ca lled the 
Appalachian La nd Ownership Tas k 
Force. The group is associated with the 
Appa lachia n Alliance, a coalition of 
groups formed in response to the 1977 
flooding of this area . 

Data for the study was drawn from 
1978-79 tax records and deeds. 

While the researchers were able to 
learn comparatively little about 
mineral ownership- "No one reall y 
knows who owns eastern Kentucky's 

coal except the owners them selves," 
one wrote- they documented owner­
ship of nearly 600,000 mineral acres 
and about ha lf the 3.1 million surface 
acres in the 12 Kentucky counties ,in­
cluded in the study . Tracts of less 1 han 
20 acres were not included . 

What they found was that about one­
thi rd of the surface and mineral acres 
surveyed is owned by 10 large a bsentee 
corporations, nine of them based out ­
side Kentucky. 

The same 10 corporations paid only 
11 percent of the taxes collected on the 
s urveyed properly in 1979, their 
average tax bill being less than 17 
cents per acre that year , according to 
the report. 

The 10 firms were Pocahontas­
Kentucky <a s ubs idiary of orfolk and 
Western Railroad), based in Roanoke. 
Va ., with 142,566 acres; Kentucky

An ordinance which would raise 

Prestonsburg's water, sewage and 
na tura l gas rates next year was given 
its fi rst reading at a special meeting of 
the city council Monday. 

Pburg, Martin Denied 
Funds on 2 Projects 

Under the ordinance, monthly water 
rates for customers within the city will 
rise from $4.25 minimum for the first 
2000 gallons to a minim um of $5.46. 
<Xlst of the next 98,000 gallons will rise 
from a rate of $1.60 per thousand 
gallons to $2.11. 

Outside the city the rates will in­
crease from $6.25 to $9 for the first 2000 
gallons and from $2.25 to $3.25 per thou­
sand gallons for the next 98,000 gallons. 

Similar increases in sewage and 
natural gas rates have also been pro­
posed . 

The new rates a r e to become effec­
tive November 1, 1982, "when im­
provements and extensions (to the 
wa ter , sewer and gas systems) are ex­
pected to be substantially completed," 
the ordinance notes. Adoption of the 
new rates at this early date is required 
for release of Farmers Home Ad­
ministration funds financing the ex­
pansion project, it was explained. 

The ordinance is set for its second 
reading and final adoption April 13.

Hackworth Retains 
Election Status 

District 2 Constable Bob Hackworth 
survived a challenge to his re-election 
bid in circuit court Tuesday, when 
Special Judge Charles S. Sinnette 
denied a motion that would have had 
his name stricken from the May 
primary ballot. 

A suit brought by Darrell W. 
Bradley, an opponent to Hackworth in 
the District z constable's race, claimed 
1{1at Hack ~'nrth was a resident of 
District 3 and so was not entitled to run 
for office in District 2. 

Bradley based his contention on a 
1968 order of the late County Judge 
Henry Stumbo which drew a section of 
Right Beaver Creek into a new Martin 
precinct within the boundaries of 
District 3. Hackworth, who lives on 
Right Beaver Creek just above the 
mouth of Stephens Branch, is a resi­
dent of the new Martin precinct, 
Bradley claimed. 

Cou nty Court Clerk C. "Ollie" Robin­
son testified that that section, included 
in Martin during a "political dispute ," 
was restored by Judge Stumbo to 
Maytown, in District 2, "in 1974 or 
1975," but conceded tha t no record of 
such an order could be found. 

Judge Stumbo had clearly recogniz­
ed him as the duly elected constable for 
District 2 in 1977, Hackworth a rgued, 

submitting a document to that effect 
signed by Stumbo on December 30 of 
that year. 

When construction of the new KY 80 
forced him to relocate from Bucks 
Branch, in District 2, to his present ad­
dress in April, 1977 he had ascertained 
that his new residence would still be 
within the electoral district he was 
then serving as constable, Hackworth 
said. 1 

The question of what electoral 
district Hackworth lives in arose, Mor­
ris Isaac told the court, when he 
(Isaac) sought to run for the District 2 
magistrate's office but was told by 
county officials that he lives in District 
3.· Isaac lives about ha lf a mile above 
Hackworth on Right Beaver Creek. 

In view of the facts that the county 
has no official precinct maps, that 
Hackworth has been recognized as 
District 2 constable since moving to h is 
present address, and that both 
Hackworth and Bradley voted in 
District 2 in the last election, the court 
sustained a motion by c)efense attorney 
Phillip Damron for a directed verdict 
in the case, overruling plaintiff's mo­
tion for injunctive relief. 

Judge Sinnette , of the Boyd circuit

Discuss Changes In 
School Evaluation 

A series of 12 regional meetings have 
been scheduled across the state to in­
form local school personnel and ·the 
public about proposed changes in the 
way schools are evaluated. 

The changes will be implemented in 
15-25 school districts on a volunteer 
basis beginning with the 1981-82 school 
year if approved by Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Raymond Barber 
and the state Board of Education . 

The new procedures include a multi­
faceted survey of school districts every 
three years, a sys tem of self­
evaluation for local school districts and 
accreditation by district rather than by 
individual school. 

The first p~ase of the new accredita­
tion system began in October when a 
15-member citizens' committee was 
formed to set broad standards of quali­
ty in education. A group of professional 
educators took those standards and 
developed indicators to show evidence 
of compliance by local districts. 

Russell Below, assistant for cur­
riculum development with the Ken­
tucky Department of Education, said 
the regional meetings, scheduled bet­
ween April 15 and May 8, will have a 
two-fold purpose. 

"We want to inform everyone as to 
what has happened up to this point and 
get interaction and input from the local 
districts and citizens," Below explain­
ed. " We will also consider suggestions 
on areas that peOJ?Ie believe have not 
been adequately addressed." 

Meetings have been scheduled April 
16, 1-4 p.m. for school personnel at 
Prestonsburg Community College; and 
7:30-9:30 p.m . for the general public , at 
Prestonsburg grade school. 

Dr. Hyden Retains 
AAFP Membership . 

Dr. Alan J . Hyden has completed 
continuing education requirements to 
retain active membership in the 
American Academy of Family Physi­
cians, the national association of fami ­
ly doctors . The academy formerly was 
called the American Academy of 
General Practice. 

The requirements call for members 
to complete a minimum of 150 hours of 
accredited continuing medical study 
every three years.

The study recommended that 
eastern Kentucky's tax and derd 
records be standardized and moderniz­
ed. The state should also adopt a strong 
mandatory reporting law, 11 said, torc­
mg land and mineral owners to report 
all their holdings or face s11ff pen allies. 

All corporations doing busmess m 
Kentucky should be required to divulge 
their ownership. it said. to make it 
easier for the slate to determine who 
owns its land and mineral wealth . 

The study recommended that Ken­
tucky try again to lax unmined coal. 
An attempt to do this several years ago 
failed because of inadequate staff fun­
ding and lack of cooperation on the 
part of coal companies and tax 
assessors, the study claimed. 

It also called for equalization of pro­
perty tax assessments at "fair cash 
value." as required by slate law, to en­
sure that absentee prope1·ty owners 
pay their fair share of the local tax 
burden. 

The practice by many PVAs of gran­
ling agricultural tax exemptions to 
coal operators and land companies 
should be stopped. it said. 

The four percent cetling on revenue 
growth imposed by a special session of 
the General Assembly in 1979 wtll need 
to be lifted if adequate revenue is to be 
raised for essential services like 
schooling and road building. the study 
said. 

Tax incentives should be given for 
housing development in coal counties 
and national laws should be passed to 
prevent the takeover of coal lands by 
oil companies and energy con­
glomerates. it added .

Miners' Strike 
Ends 2nd Week 
On Quiet Note 

The strike which has closed all union 
mines as well as most that are not 
organized ended its second week today 
<Wednesday J on a note so peaceful that 
some considered the quiet "almost 
ominous." 

"No violence reported," the district 
post of the Kentucky State Police at 
Pikeville said in response to an in­
quiry . 

Few, if any, coal trucks were mov­
ing, and this eased a more volatile 
situation in which truckers seeking 
higher pay through formation of a 
union had clashed with independent 
truck operators, particularly in 
Lawrence and Martin counties. 

A glimmer of hope of renewed con­
tract negotiations was seen Tuesday as 
UMW President Sam Church summon­
ed the union's 39-member bargaining 
council back to Washington. But last 
week Bobby R. Brown, leader of the 
coal industry bargaining team, was 
saying there would be no new contract 
talks. 

One high UMW official. J.B. Trout, 
international executive board member 
for District 30, thought otherwise "It 
may be a long strike, but I don't think 
these coal companies are going to sit 
by, just because Brown is being hard­
nosed,' • he said. .

"A simple reading of this or­
dinance," Turner wrote County Judge­
Executive Bill Wells, "will show that 
its intent is to insure that private 
guards, employed and armed by coal 
companies, have at least presented an 
appearance of sound judgment and 
character so as not to create a danger 
of over-reaction or irrational judgment 
in expected confrontations." 

The county attorney said the or­
dinance could be in effect within two 
weeks if the court acts favorably and 
promptly. 

The ordinance would require: 
- Any person, firm or corporation 

conducting or maintaining any patrol 
service or system in this county to app­
ly in writing to the Floyd County Court 
for permission to engage in such 
business. Such application would then 
be referred to the sheriff, or any other 
police agency designated by the court, 
who would make an investigation into 
the character of the applicant and the 
conditions of police protection prevail­
ing in the area designated for such pro­
tection. A maximum of 10 days would 
be given for this investigation. 

- Any person or firm employing per­
sons for such services would be re­
quired to submit, in writing, the names 
of those whom they propose to employ 
so that an investigation of these in­
dividuals can be made to determine if 
they are of good moral character. 

- Any permits granted would be 
issued on the condition that the patrol 
service or system would be operated 
and conducted under the general 
supervision of the Floyd county sheriff, 
and such permit would be subject to be­
ing revoked by the court, if cause is 
shown, and after a hearing is held. 

- Each individual or firm granted a 
permit would be required to execute 
$10,000 bond.

FARM REPORT 
At hand is a well-circulated "letter" 

from a fellow who had moved- not 
from Kentucky, surely-to Indiana or 
Florida, or somewhere, to friends back 
home. We quote excerpts from this 
model epistle: 

"We are busy farming, eggs are a 
good price now. We have 25 roosters 
and 1 hen. Some of the ground is so 
poor here you can't raise a umbrella on 
it. But we have a fine crop of potatoes, 
some are the size of Hickory nuts and 
some are the size of peas and there are 
a whole lot of little ones. The other day 
mom was taking the cows to water, and 
when they crossed the bridge one of 
them fell through and strained her 
milk.

Russel 
said he swallowed a tape measure and 
died by the inches. Mom said he went 
up the back alley and died by the yard. 
But I said he crawled up under bed and 
died by the foot." 

"My brother-in-law is sick and near 
death's door.

directive. 

Estimates of the cost of repairs 
following recent bomb damage to 
Prestonsburg High School run as high 
as $18,000, Supt. Grigsby told !ht• 
board. While the building is insured, 
the school board will have to pay th<· 
first $10,000 of the repair bill, he said. 

Meeting in executive sessiOn, the 
board expelled the two students a 
17-year-old senior and a 16-year-old 
junior-said to be responsible for the 
blast, and instructed the superinten­
dent t'O lake legal steps to recover 
damages resulting from the incident. 

In other actions related to the bomb 
explo~ion, the board declared a state of 
emergency to exist, thus enabling 
repairs to go forward without the 
public bidding normally required for 
such projects, and applied to the slate 
board of education for a "calamity 
day," which would obviate the need for 
Prestonsburg High School to make up 
the day lost as a result of the blast. 

A delegation from the Home Branch 
grade school petitioned the board for a 
new lunchroom there, following con­
demnation of the existing lunch­
preparation facility by the health 
department recently. 

Lunches for the school's 58 students 
are presently prepared in a trailer and 
served in the classrooms. Inadequate 
plumbing and deterioration of the 
trailer floor were cited in the health 
department report on the facility. 

Repairs scheduled to be completed 
last week would "get the facility into 
compliance," Asst. Supt. Brackett told 
the delegation. 

The board will study a request by the 
Fitzpatrick BaptisiChurchto purchase 
a too-foot-square Jot on the site of the 
Home Branch school in order to build a 
church there. A decision would depend 
on possible uses the school itself might 
have for the lot, board member Ray 
"Shag" Campbell indicated. 

A resolution of appreciation for Fred 
Turner, the school district's trans­
portation supervisor, was voted 
unanimously by the board. Turner is 
retiring after 28 years' service with the 
school system .

CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, KEN­

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF 

PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, 
TAKING NOTE OF CONCURRENT 
PROCEEDINGS AUTHORIZING 
CONTRACTS FOR THE CONSTRUC­
TION OF SUBSTANTIAL IM­
PROVEMENTS AND EXTENSIONS 
TO THE MUNICIPAL COMBINED 
AND CONSOLIDATED WATER, 
SEWER AND NATURAL GAS 
SYSTEM, AND AUTHORIZING THE 
ISSUANCE OF BONDS AND NOTES 
TO FINANCE THE SAME; AND IN 
CONNECTION THEREWITH, CON­
FORMING TO FINANCING RE­
QUIREMENTS, SETTING FORTH 
AND GIVING NOTICE OF INCREAS­
ED SCHEDULES OF RATES AND 
CHARGES FOR WATER SERVICE, 
SEWER SERVICE AND NATURAL 
GAS SERVICE, THE SAME TO BE 
EFFECTIVE NOVEMBER 1, 1982,

WHEREAS, the City of Prestons­
burg, Kentucky <the "City") has long 
owned and operated facilities through 
which it has provided water service, 
sanitary sewer service and natural gas 
service to the citizens and inhabitants 
of the City and its environs; and since 
1963 has operated all such facilities as 
a municipal water, sewer and natural 
gas system, not only to facilitate the 
financing of necessary additions, im­
provements and extensions from time 
to time but also to effect substantial 
economies in management, 
maintenance, meter reading, billing 
and record keeping ; and 

WHEREAS, for more than two years 
the City and its Utilities Commission 
have recognized the need and demand 
for substantial additions, im­
provements and extensions to the 
water facilities of the combined Water, 
Sewer and Natural Gas System, con­
sisting principally of a need for a new 
water treatment plant of sufficient 
capacity to provide for present and 
reasonably foreseeable future needs, 
additional elevated storage tanks to 
provide adequate pressure, and water 
mains and appurtenant facilities to ex­
tend water service to areas not 
heretofore served (collectively, the 
"1981 Project"); and in that connec­
tion employed Howard K. Bell Con­
sulting Engineers, Inc., Lexington, 
Kentucky (the " Engineers") , to make 
a professional study, to recommend 
the nature, scope and extend of the 
facilities needed, to prepare estimates 
of cost, to project revenues and ex­
penses, and to recommend what in­
creases in rates and charges for use of 
the services and facilities of the com­
bined and consolidated System might 
be required to provide for the operation 
and maintenance of the System, and to 
provide for the orderly payment of 
principal and interest in connection 
with the borrowing of monies 
necessary to pay the costs of the 1981 
Project; and 

WHEREAS, in aid and furtherance 
of the proposed undertaking of such 
1981 Project the City has obtained a 
$1,000,000 Grant from the Economic 
Development Administration, U. S. 
Department of Commerce < ''EDA"), a 
$1,000,000 Grant from the Appalachian 
Regional Commission <"ARC"), a 
$500,000 Grant from the United States 
Department of Housing and Urban 
Development <"DHUD"J, and a loan 
commitment from Farmers Home Ad­
ministration, United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture ("FmHA"J, such 
loan commitment being in the form of 
an assurance that if the City under­
takes the 1981 Project and authorizes 
the issuance of its $1,700,000 "Water, 
Sewer and Natural Gas System 
Revenue Bonds; Series 1981 ," then 
FmHA will appear at the public sale 
thereof and tender a bid to purchase 
the same upon terms which are deem­
ed to be highly advantageous to the Ci­
ty and within the scope of financial 
feasibility; a nd 

WHEREAS, upon the basis of con­
struction bids publicly received pur­
suant to advertisement as required by 
Jaw, the City has established that the 
aggregate of all costs of the 1981 Pro­
ject will be $4,200,000, and therefore 
can be paid for through application of 
the proceeds of the governmental 
Grants hereinabove referred to and the 
poceeds of the Bonds; and by concur­
rent proceedings the City, by Or­
dinance, has authorized the awarding 
of contracts, the commencement of the 
construction and installation of the 1981 
Project, and the issuance of the City's 
Bonds, together with Revenue bond 
Anticipation Notes for interim con­
struction financing purposes, and has 
provided for a public sale of the Bonds 
and Notes; and 

WHEREAS, in order to provide for 
the orderly retirement of the funds to 
be borrowed through the issuance of 
the Bonds and the Notes, it is 
necessary to establish at this time new

Federal, State Fire 
Fighters Battle 
Nat'l Forest Blazes 

State and federal forest firefighters 
hope last Saturday night's rains lasted 
long enough to cool off the serious fire 
danger throughout Eastern Kentucky. 
Daniel Boone National Forest Fire 
Management Officer, Steve Pedigo 
says the recent dry weather, warm 
temperatures, and strong winds, 
created "red flag" conditiOns where 
the slightest spark could set the woods 
afire. 

Pedigo said Saturday was one of the 
worst days in a long time with over 460 
personnel and supporting air and 
ground equipment taking action on 14 
fires that burned over 1400 acres. The 
largest of these fires ocurred in 
Whitley county on the London Ranger 
District near the slate designated Wild 
and Scenic river portion of the 
Cumberland River. This fire burned 
over 900 acres of important watershed 
near the river and had over 100 
firefighters on the line. 

How much good the rain will do will 
depend on several important weather 
elements associated with the cold front 
that passed through after the rain . 
Pedigo added that fire conditions could 
soon again become serious if warm 
temperatures, low humidity, and 
breezy winds return. Contributing to 
the overall problem is the deficit rain­
fall that is all too common a situation 
reported around the southeastern por­
tion of the nation. 

Both federal and state forestry per­
sonnel offer some lips for citizens who 
do burn. First check with local forestry 
officials on the latest weather condi­
tions and the state laws that apply to 
the burning of flammable material. 
Always burn in a safe area insuring 
that the fire is well away from flashy 
and flammable fuels. Never leave any 
fire unattended. An escaped debris fire 
is perhaps one of the most frequent 
causes of wildfire. To insure that a fire 
is out, the fire should be drowned 
thouroughly with water, the coals stir­
red, and drowned again.

Social Security

It seems that the older we get the 

greater the pressure to prove how 
young we are. The late Jack Benny 
drew endless comic payoff from this 
phenomenon by always giving his age 
as 39. 

However when it comes to applying 
for social security benefits, everyone is 
required to prove his or her dale of 
birth . Eligibility for benefits is 
generally based on one's date of birth 
and the amount of work covered under 
social security. 

In addition to proving your date of 
birth in applying for benefits, under 
current law you also have to establish 
date of birth as well as identity when 
you apply for a social security card. 
Proof of age continues to be the pro­
blem that plagues more social security 
applicants than any other. The pro­
blem generally surfaces when they 
discover that the date of birth they are 
currently using is different from that 
given to social security many years 
ago when they applied for a social 
security card. When this happens , 
social security requires additional 
evidence. 

The preferred proof of age is a birth 
certificate or baptismal record dated 
before a person's fifth birthday. Other 
proofs may include an old school 
record , delayed birth certificate, in­
surance policy, census records, bible 
or other family record, religious 
record of confirmation or baptism in 
your early adult life, military record, 
marriage record, vaccination record, 
physician or midwife's record of birth, 
or passport. The list is not exhaustive. 
Social security evaluates such 
documents in terms of how old they are 
and the circumstances under which 
they were made. A record made before 
age 5 is the best record. 

We urge people who are not sure that 
they are using the correct date of birth 
to take steps now to set the record 
straight. People should apply for 
benefits at least three months before 
they want them to start. This gives 
them time to clear up any proof of age 
problem and insure that benefits will 
start on time. 

Persons born in the Big Sandy area 
may get copies of their birth certificate 
by obtaining a form from the local 
Health Department or writing to 
Department for Human Resources , 
Vital Statistics Branch, 275 East Main 
Street, Frankfort, Kentucky 40601. But 
if you have any trouble, contact us. We 
can probably help. Our number is 
listed in your local directory under U. 
S. Government. 

In 1956, the Hosiery Workers Union 
was formally dissolved after 50 years 
of existence, and its members were ab­
sorbed by the Textile Workers Union of 
America <AFL-CIOl.

VA ?uestions & Answers 
Q-I will be released from active du­

ty in the very near future, after 20 
years of service, and plan to attend 
high school. Will the VA pay for my 
schooling? 

A- Public Law 96-466, recently sign­
ed into law, eliminates the payment of 
educational benefits for high school at­
tendance except for tuition and fees. 

Q-When will I get my dividend for 
my World War II insurance and how 
much will it be? 

A- The 1981 dividends will be paid on 
the anniversary date of the policy. The 
average dividend on World War II 
policies is $168. For World War I 
policies the average is $296, and for 
Korean Conflict policies, the average 
dividend is $67. 

Q-If a pension recipient is not sent 
an- annual income questionnaire, is 
there any responsibility to report in­
come to the VA? 

A-The fact that one is not sent an in­
come questionnaire does not mean he 
is exempt from the income limits 
prescribed by Jaw. These persons must 
still report changes in the number or 
status of dependents and any increase 
in annual income to the VA office that 
has the individual's records. General 
rate increases in social security need 
not be reported. 

Q- When my father died a number of 
years ago, we received a flag from the 
Veterans Administration: Since it has 
only 48 stars, could we have the flag 
replaced with a 50-star flag? 

A-The VA issues only one flag for 
each deceased veteran. Once a flag is 
given to the next-of-kin of the deceas­
ed, it cannot be replaced. This applies 
in all cases, even if the original flag 
issued has been damaged or destroyed. 

Q-1 want to get a loan to start a 
small business. Will the Veterans Ad­
ministration assist me? 

A- The VA no longer guarantees 
loans for small businesses. This ser­
vice is provided by the Small Business 
Administration, which has counselors 
designated to assist veterans. Contact 
your nearest SBA office for details. 

Q- I am a veteran attending school 
under the GI Bill, and I am having pro­
blems with my college algebra course. 
Can my wife, who is a math major, act 
as my tutor? 

A- No. Veterans Administration 
regulations state that payment of 
tutorial assistance cannot be made to a 
veteran's parent, spouse, child, 
brother or sister. 

Q- Is there a difference in the rate of 
Veterans Administration disability 
compensation paid for wartime and 
peacetime service? 

A- No. The payment is the same for 
wartime and peacetime service. 

Q- What is Veterans Administration 
domiciliary care? 

-This program offers shelter and 
sustenance on an ambulatory, self­
care basis for eligible disa~led 
veterans who do not need hospitaliza­
tion, nor the skilled nursing services 
provided in nursing homes. To make 
application, contact your nearest VA 
office. 

Q- 1 see ads for veterans life in­
surance on TV. Can you explain this 
program? 

A- Such insurance is offered by 
private insurance companies and has 
absolutely nothing to do with the VA or 
the U. S. government. Unfortunately, 
the commercials do not adequately ex­
plain that this is not a government pro­
gram. 

Q- Can a veteran receive Gl Bill 
educational assistance for training 
leading to a private pilot's license? 

A- No. Educational assistance can­
not be provided by the Veterans Ad­
ministration for training leading to a 
private pilot's license. A veteran must 
possess a private pilot's license before 
entering a commercial flying program 
for which VA educational assistance 
can be provided. 

Q- My deceased husband is buried in 
a national cemetery. As his widow, am 
I entitled to be buried in the same 
cemetery? 

A- Yes . Burial in a national 
cemetery is available to a veteran's 
widow, minor children, and under cer­
tain conditions, to unmarried adult 
children. 

Q- Is a veteran with a service con­
nected disability ent~tled to a Veterans 
Administration eye examination while 
he is attending school with VA educa­
tional assistance?

State To Kill Weeds 
Landowners with property adjacent 

to state-owned right of way may soon 
get relief from noxious weeds. 

Kentucky's noxious weed law pro­
vides that the state will destroy nox­
ious weeds on state-owned right of way 
at the request of the adjoining property 
owner. 

The noxious weeds named in the law 
are Johnson grass , giant foxtail, 
Canada thistles, nodding thistles and 
multiflora roses. 

"Destroying the noxious weeds on 
just the right of way or just the adjoin­
ing property does not solve the pro­
blem," said George Franke, assistant 
state highway engineer. "Runners or 
windblown seed can cause the weeds to 
crop up again." 

A joint effort between the state and 
the property owners must be made to 
destroy the noxious weeds, he said. 

Landowners wishing to work with the 
Department of Transportaiton to rid 
thier property of noxious weeds must 
submit a written application to the 
highway district office in their area.

Making The Grass Greener On Your Side -
Ever wonder why your neighbor's grass always seems to be greener 
than yours? Maybe it's because he's watering his lawn properly, and 
you're not. Here's what to do: 

As a rule of thumb, your lawn needs about l-1 W' of water per week. 
Never water more than !h" at a time, since most soils can't absorb 
that much water in one sprinkling. To figure out how long it takes 
your lawri to soak in 'h" of water, set four flatbottomed cans at various 
distances in a straight line from your sprinkler. Run the sprinkler for 
a set period, say an hour. If the cans have accumulated_ 1/.!" of water 
in that time,- you know you need to run the spnnkler for 2 
hours. 

As to what kind of sprinkler to use, portable ones are generally 
best when you've got a small lawn. Traveling sprinklers are good for 
larger areas. If you can afford it, an underground system is best, but 
be sure to have it installed by a trained irrigation specialist. 

Water the lawn evenly, except for tree-shaded areas, which may 
require less moisture. To effectively water a slope! shut t~e sprinkler 
off when the water begins to run-off, let the mOisture smk 10, then 
resume sprinkling. . . . . . 

Sometimes older lawns develop a thick mat of hvmg grass, cllppmgs 
and other debris which acts as a barrier against moisture. Remove 
this thatch with a powered renovator, or, if it's really bad, consult 
a landscape specialist. 

Securing A Good Alarm System 
Every minute of every day four homes are burglarized_ across the 
country. Most of these burglaries can be prevented by Simple steps, 
such as bolt-locking your doors and key-locking your windows. If you 
have a lot of valuables, are away from home often, and/or live in 
a burglary-prone neighborhood, you'll also want to invest in an alarm 
system. 

Systems run about $1,000. Here's a run-down on _components:

This feature transm1ts the alarm to the pohce 
station, usually through an automatic dialer which sends a prer~corded 
or coded signal over regular phone wires. Make sure the devtce can 
bypass any regular phone use; otherwise, the burglar can _stymie _the 
alarm by simply keeping the receiver off the hook. Reportmg deviCes 
are expensive; security companies often charge you a monthly fee to 
maintain them.

"There are no more American 
heroes. "- Herbert Gold, author. "we 
do have heroes ; we have had them 
throughout history."- Jack Santino, 
folklorist. 

For some years now, many 
Americans have said they felt 
something missing in their lives: 
heroes , those charismatic, larger-than­
life public personalities once so deeply 
entwined in the nation's identity . 

" We have no heroic leaders, no 
religious or philosophic or artistic 
heroes, no inspiring military heroes, " 
novelist/critic Herbert Gold wrote 
when the American hostages returned 
home in January. In their place, he and 
others see nothing but a fast-changing 
clutter of celebrities, "the fast-food 
throwaway version of a hero," exten­
ding even to the freed Americans. 

Viewing these men and women as 
heroes is wishful thinking, Dr. Robert 
Jay Lifton, professor of psychiatry at 
Yale University , believes. "Americans 
are really hungry for heroes ," he says, 
"and there's a great temptation to pro­
ject onto the hostages that role." 

But wait ; take a second look, s ug­
gests Jack Santino, the Smithsonian 
Institution's Folklife Program expert 
on American heroes and folklore. "The 
hostages truly were heroic," he says. 
"They behaved well under a certain set 
of circumstances ; they behaved with 
g race, co urage and dignity. " 
Moreover , he believes they are the 
latest in the long line of American 
heroes, a varied and complex cast that 
has mirrored the nation 's his tory, 
changing images with its cultural 
development . 

American history divides into four 
major periods, each with its own par­
ticular life s tyle and set of hero figures, 
folklore historian Richard M. Dorson 
writes in America in Legend. The firs t, 
the time of the religious man , 
dominated the nation's Colonia l period . 
Heroes then were godly men, Purita n 
leaders like William Bradford, John 
Winthrop and Cotton Mather, who 
dedicated their lives to serving the 
Lord and safeguarding their new 
religious societies. 

Next came the era of the democratic 
man, las ting well into the 19th century . 
The heroes were paternalistic , 
aristocratic statesmen yet advocates 
of democratic ideals - George 
Washington, father of the na tion ; 
Thomas Jefferson, architect of the 
Declaration of Independence. 

Following their lead came more 
common men : Andrew Jackson , "The 
Hero" to Americans movin g 
westward, and then log-cabin-born Abe 
Lincoln, savior of the Republic and to 
Dorson " the most legendary of our 
pres idents." Davy Crockett , perhaps 
the quintessentia l American folk hero, 
a ppeared , too, "a rough, full-blooded

hero who somehow seemed to spring 
from the people," Santino says, "one 
who tepresented their drives, ambi­
tions, labor and humor." 

The third era , that of the economic 
man, beginning in the mid-19th cen­
tury, yielded a glittering roster of self­
made Americans, the captains of steel , 
rails, banking and other industry. "But 
they did not capture the people's im­
agination," Santino says. Celebrated 
instead were U. S. workers, who had 
been exploited and foreclosed by 
business interests, and famous outlaw 
figures such as Jessee James. The 
labor movement, struggle fl.,,- in­
dividual rights and the nation's world 
wars later added to the U. S. stock of 
heroes. 

Along about the 1960s, a fourth period 
emerged, the time of the human man, 
represented, perhaps, by the late John 
Lennon, whose message in lyrics seem­
ed to be that 20th century man was too 
aggressive and needed to change his 
ways. But other heroes concurrently 
crossed the cultural landscape : 
political and sports figures, media 
stars, those wfio have achieved the 
unusual or extraordinary- the 
astronauts , Elvis Presley, Martin 
Luther King Jr. , John F . Kennedy, 
Muhammad Ali. 

"Because we live in a large, complex 
society, our heroes now tend to be very 
startified," Santino says explaining 
why it may seem as though Americans 
may have lost their idols. "Heroes to 
one group today may not even be 
known in another circle. " 

Some well-known personalities who 
seem bound for hero ranking don't 
quite make the grade, however. 
Witness the recent national flirtation 
with Jimmy Carter. "Carter was all 
set," Santino recalls. " He was por­
trayed as a man of the earth, the hum­
ble peanut farmer who called upon 
other working Americans to help him 
change the ways of Washington." 

"Everyone was waiting for him to 
become a folk hero, but he didn't live 
up to the opportunities that were 
there," he adds. 

So who qualifies for hero ranking? 
Santino lists six criteria that he feels go 
into making the American hero: 

- Correspondence to tradition. 
Heroes usually personify the American 
dream, Santino says. Elvis Presley, a 
poor boy from Tupelo, Miss., might 
have gone nowhere, " but instead he did 
the traditional thing- he went from 
rags to riches literally. People thought, 
'That could be me."' 

-A personal -iconography. The hero 
will almost always have some personal 
feature that is attractive and unique 
and that later becomes symbolic : 
Presley 's sideburns and guitar , 
Crockett's coonskin ,_cap, Martin 

"l.Luther Kfng's vocal-cadence.-
- A sense of heroism. "Heroes have 

a great sense of viewing themsleves as 
heroic," according to Santino. " Hank 
Aaron broke Babe Ruth's homerun 
record, but what he didn't seem to have 
was his own sense of heroism. He 
didn't seize the moment. " On the other 
hand, motorcycle daredevil Evil 
Knievel had it, " but no one had any 
need for his act, there was no social 
need for that. " At the same time, a 
hero can't be someone who takes 
himself too seriously, Santino says. 
"JFK was loved because he had that 
wink and a smile." 

-A credulous biographer. In the 
making of the hero, there is a real need 
for someone to get the information out 
to the public. Both Crockett and Lin­
coln were themselves skillful at telling . 
tales, inserting themselves into the 
story line. "Crockett was brilliant at 
making himself a hero," Santino says. 
" Now the media often builds heroes." 

- Personal concern. Beatles fans , for 
example, felt the British rock group 
was writing lyrics directly for them. 

- Mastery of the uncontrollable. The 
hero seems to have control over his en­
vironment and ultimately even over 
death, Santino says. "The hostages 
reflected this , and people still think of 
Elvis as being alive, that he somehow 
has transcended mortality." 

But confusing our idea of what 
makes a hero is the time in which we 
live : the age of the celebrity. "It's 
astonishing how fast they come and go, 
achieving celebrity status for short 
periods," Santino says. "Look at Far­
rah Fawcett. She was considered im­
portant three years ago-now, passe. 
Bo Derek of " 10" fame is probably go­
ing or gone." 

Now a final cautionary word about 
hero worship: "Though heroes can be a 
positive fore~. there are a lot of things 
about heroes that are not good," San­
tino believes. "They are unhealthy for 
us when they become objects of wishful 
thinking or when we begin to imper­
sonate them." 

"I worry about people who are so 
wrapped up with their heroes that they 
have no life of their own. I worry about 
people who spend Saturdays with the 
shades drawn down watching Elvis' 
'GI Blues' for the 14th time."

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Dam Faces Stiff Opposition Country Music Set 
The Lowmansville Volunteer F ire 

Dept. is sponsoring an evening of coun­
try music entertainment at Star 
Musicland, Sat. , April 11 at 8 p.m . 
M usic will be by 44 Magnum band . 
Their music is in the Waylon Jennings, 
Charlie Daniels vein. Tickets can be 
purchased at Max Williams Mkt. and 
the Kentuckian Restaurant on U.S. 23, 
north of Paintsville. 

PORTABLE BUILDING H&K 
ENTERPRISES The Kentucky Rivers Coalition. a 

citizen activist group from Lexington, 
wants Congre to scuttle the $9-l 
million Yatesville Dam project and sell 
back to private citizens the 13.000 acres 
acquired for the project. 

"Yatesville Lake has not reached the 
theoretical point of no return." Robert 
Hoffman. coordinator of the KRC told a 
House Appropriations subcommittee 
last week . 

He said the federal government has 
completed only one percent of the con­
struct ion. spending $13 million of the 
$94 million e timated to complete the 
project . 

More than 100 families already have 
been relocated from the site, and ter­
mination of the project would preserve 
the homes of about 70 families and 
8,000 acres of fertile farm land. 

"At least one-half of the $11 million 
already spent - not counting the $2 
million in the fiscal 1981 
allotment- could be recovered by sell­
ing the 13,096 acres of already acquired 
land back to the public at half of the 
1979 average value of Kentucky farm 
land ... Hoffman said. 

"Given the economicaily useless 
nature of this project, it certainly is not 
too late to withdraw from this project 
and to inve t the funds in other more 
useful projects,·· such as flood control 
along the Tug and Levisa forks, Hoff­
man added . 

The KRC representative called 
Yatesville "a bad investment ... the 
most useless squanderings of public 
money that thfs country has ever 
witnessed." 

But a group of Lawrence county 
residents. as well as Rep. Carl Perkins 
1 D-Hindman >, disagree. They told the 
same House panel that the dam would 
offer flood protection, new 'jobs and 
recreational facilities to an area suf­
fering from a 16 percent unemploy­
ment rate . 

Hoffman admits opponents of Yates­
ville have faced some formidable odds 
in their efforts to kill the dam, in­
cluding Perkins, a 31-year veteran of 
Congress and chairman of the powerful 
House ~ducation and Labor Commit­
tee. 

"Congressman Perkins is a powerful 
man and can make life miserable for 
other Kentucky congressmen" if they 
don't go along with Yatesville, Hoff­
man said. 

Perkins is trying to convince col­
leagues on the Senate and House Ap­
propriations Committees on Energy 
and Water Development to add $6.9 
million for Yatesville to their ap­
propriations bills. 

But Hoffman says the current 
budget-cutting fervor now sweeping 
Congress, and the fact that President 
Reagan's fiscal 1982 budget included 
zero funding for Yafesville has given 
his movement new hope.

If someone tells you to go white bass 
fishing when the redbuds are in full 
bloom, don't dismiss him as a bloomin' 
fool. , 

ll's actually possibl make rather 
close correlations be en th . pawn-
ing activities of vario fish cfnd other 
natural phenomena; according to 
Charlie Bowers, director of the fish and 
wildlife department's fisheri divi ­
sion. 

Both spawning activity aq_d the 
growth of plants is determined by 
temper at ure - or rather the 
"accumulation to temperature." as 
days become progressively warmer in 
the spring, Bowers says. During a 
warm, early spring, trees will leaf out , 
flowers will bloom and fish will spawn 
sooner than during years when winter 
hangs on longer than usual. 

The actual dates when fish spawn 
can vary a month or more, depending 
on the weather, Bowers says. So it's 
impossible to predict in advance when 
white bass , or crappie, as exami>les, 
will be spawning. But you can look at 
the vegetation surrounding a lake and 
tell what species you should be fishing 
for. 

If the serviceberry (or "sarvis" as 
they' re often called) trees are bloom­
ing, walleye and saugher should be 
spawning and white bass should be 
moving toward their spawning sites.

By the time the redbuds start to 
bloom, the walleye and sauger spawns 
should be peaking and the white bass 
runs gathering speed . When redbuds 
are in full bloom and the dogwoods are 
just starling to blossom, the white bass 
fishing should reach its peak, Bowers 
says. 

lf crappie is your fish, keep an eye on 
the dogwood trees- the best crappie 
fishing usually takes place between the 
time these trees are in full bloom and 
when the leaves begin to appear. 
Largemouth bass will go on the nest 
right after the crappie runs peak, so 
again watch for the dogwoods to leaf 
out fully. 

We've confined ourselves lo obvious, 
showy, blossoming trees, but almost 
any plant can act as a natural in­
dicator-so open your eyes and start 
noticing and remembering. If, for ex­
ample, you make a good catch of bass 
just as the lilac bush in your yard 
bursts into bloom , file this correlation 
away for future reference- it could be 
more than coincidence. 

Observe and remember enough, and 
you 'll not only be a better fisherman, 
you'll one day find that you've become 
a certified old-timer, able to dispense 
angling advice with the best of them. 
And if someone thinks you're a bloom­
ing idiot because you Jet blossoms tell 
you when to go fishing well , just Jet him 
laugh. 

Local Blood Center 
In Need of Donors 

The Prestonsburg station of the Cen­
tral Kentucky Blood Center is still in 
need of new blood donors . Although 
many Floyd countians have rolled up 
their sieves and donated in the nine 
months the center has been in opera­
tion, weekly collection is not meeting 
the necessary 30 pints to keep the 
center going. 

"I think a good deal of the problem is 
a result of a lack of understanding of 
what the station represents," explain­
ed Patly Prosser, public relations coor­
dinator for CKBC. "For several years, 
we have heard complaints from Floyd 
countians who have wanted to donate 
blood but have had nowhere to give it. 
The station is open three days each 
week to give anyone who qualifies the 
opportunity to be a donor." 

There are still several businesses 
and civic organizations in and around 
Prestonsburg who are not participants 
in a group blood donor program which 
would help bring in more donors. If 
20% of the employees of an organiza­
tion or business donate blood each 
year, then all the members and their 
families have their blood needs 
assured.

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ORDINANCE NO. 2-81 
AN ORDI ANCE OF THE CITY OF 

PRESTO SBURG, KENTUCKY, 
RELATING TO THE FINANCING OF 
ADDITION , IMPROVEME TS AND 
EXTENSIO S TO THE MU ICIPAL 
COMBI ED A D CONSOLIDATED 
WATER, SEWER AND ATURAL 
GAS SYSTEM. 

In this Ordinance a determination is 
made that the City of Prestonsburg 
Cthe "City"> shall go forward im­
mediately with the construction and in­
stallation of substantial additions, im­
provements and extensions (the "1981 
Project") to the water facilities of the 
City's combined and consolidated 
Water, Sewer and Natural Gas System 
(the "System">, to extend water ser­
vice to the areas both inside the City 
and in nearby communities where ser­
vice is badly needed, to add two new 
elevated storage tanks, and to provide 
a new water treatment plant having 
capacity to purify 3,000,000 gallons per 
day, -all in the interests of the public 
health, safety and general welfare of 
the citizens and inhabitants of the City 
and its environs. Plans and specifica­
tions for the 1981 Project have been 
prepared by Howard K. Bell Con­
sulting Engineers, Inc., Lexington, 
Kentucky (the "Engineers"), and have 
been approved by the state health and 
water pollution control authorities, the 
City 's Utilities Commission, the City 
CoWlcil, and concerned Agencies of the 
U. S. Government. Competitive bids 
for construction and installation have 
been received in response to public 
advertisement as required by Jaw and 
on the basis thereof the City deter- . 
mines that the total cost of the 1981 
Project, including payment for the ser­
vices of the Engineers, construction 
and installation costs, financing costs 
and a reasonable and prudent 
allowance for Wlforeseen contingen­
cies will be $4,200,000. The City has 
been awarded grants by various 
federal agencies in the total amount of 
$2,500,000 and a loan commitment from 
the Farmers Home Administration, U. 
S. Department of Agriculture 
("FmHA"), in the amount of 
$1,700,000, this being an agreement 
that if the City will authorize and offer 
at public sale its "Water, Sewer and 
Natural Gas System Revenue Bonds, 
Series 1981," in that amount <the 
"Bonds"), FmHA will submit at the 
public sale, in competition with bids 
which may be received from others, an 
offer to buy the Bonds upon terms of 
price and interest rate deemed highly 
advantageous in the light of present 
,finan<iial conditions. 

If tne Bonds are awarded at public 
sale to FmHA, as seems likely will be 
the case, FmHA will not accept the 
Bonds and pay for them until the 1981 
Project is complete (in November 
1982). 

Under the FmHA loan commitment 
it is the responsibility of the City to pro­
vide interim construction money to pay 
the contractors and other necessary 
costs while construction goes forward ; 
and to accomplish this purpose the Ci­
ty, in this Ordinance, has authorized its 
$1,700,000 "Revenue Bond Anticipation 
Notes, Series 1981 " (the "Notes"), to 
be dated May 18, 1981, and to become 
due November 18, 1982. The Bonds and 
the Notes will be offered at an advertis­
ed public sale and awarded to the bid­
ders offering the lowest interest cost. 
The City reserves the right to accept or 
rejecl bids for the Bonds and/or the 
Notes. 

The principal of the Notes will be 
paid on November 18, 1982, after 
FmHA has paid the City the purchase 
price of the Bonds, and only from such 
Bond proceeds; and interest on the 
Notes will be payable, when due, from 
money which the city will set aside and 
deposit for that purpose in The First 
Commonwealth Bank, Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky, from accumulated earnings 
and resources of the City's Utilities 
Commission, with provision that such 
deposit shall be invested, until paid 
out, in U.S. Government Obligations so 
that the City will not lose the benefit of 

• interest earned therefrom. 
The Bonds, when issued, will be 

payable as to principal and interest 
solely from the revenues of the City's 
Water, Sewer and Natural Gas System 
after first paying principal of and in­
terest on revenue bonds which the City 
has previously issued for water, sewer 
and natural gas improvements and ex­
tensions and which are entitled to prior 
payment from such reven:ies. 

Neither the Bonds nor the Notes will 
be general obiligations of the City, and 
the City does not pledge to pay them 
from taxes. 

In this Ordinance the City affirms 
and continues the usual and customary 
covenants for the security and protec­
tion of the holders of the Bonds , the 
Notes and the City ; a nd reserves to the 
City the right to issue additional 
similar revenue bonds in future, if fur­
ther additions, improvements and ex­
tensions to the facilities of the System 
should be necessary.

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District 30 Voted 120-1 
Against Mine Pact Okeh DANCE 

featuring 
Two of Kentucky's three United Mine 

Workers districts narrowly ratified a 
tentative contract, but a landslide 
"no"· vote in Eastern Kentucky 's 
Distr ict 30 brought the state down 
against the P,act ba a 2-1 margin. 

In voting Tuesday, last week, miners 
in Middlesboro-based District 19 and 
District 23, headquartered in Madison­
ville, narro\vly approved the tentative 
contract between the UMW and the soft 
coal industry. But miners in District 30 
voted 4,191 to 353 against the pact, 
bringing the state total to 6,832 against 
and 3,270 in favor, accordipg to unof­
ficial voting figures supplied by the 
UMW. 

District 19 miners approved the con­
tract 752-600 while those in District 23 
approved it 2,165,041. 

Nationally, the pact was beaten by 
about 2-1. 

District 23 President Tommy 
Gaston, the UMW's chief negotiator in 
the talks that led to the contract pro­
posal , was said by an associate to be 
depressed over the apparent defeat of 
the measure. Gaston had earlier ex­
pressed optimism that it would be 
ratified. 

Before balloting began, proponents 
of the contract were · confident that 
miners would run counter to their 
history and approve the first tentativf.' 
agreement offered. Too, they 'Said, 
UMW President Sam Church was well 
liked and wouldn 'I accept anything but 
a good contract. 

But it quickly became obvious Tues­
day that the miners would, as in past 
contract years, send their negotiators 
back to the table. 

District 30 President Robert Carter , 
who disapproved of the contract 
because of the lack of a royalty provi­
sion and for other reasons, predicted 
early that his district would vote it 
down. 

He added that miners will "stay out 
as long as necessary" to get a better 
contract. 

District 19 President Joe Phipps was 
bitter over the contract's defeat. "This 
was a good contract," he said. 

Phipps contended that media 
coverage, including Church's weekend 
trip through the coalfields, "had a big 
part in this" defeat. The "continual 
onslaught" of what he termed 
"negative reporting" served to under­
mine union attempts to explain the con­
tract to miners. 

Phipps said that explanations of the 
contract by umon leaders during 
meetings were fruitless in the face of 
media coverage. 

"At these meetings, a miner would 
listen to the explanation, put the con­
tract book in his pocket, and go home. 
But some drunk outside burns a con­
tract, and all you guys fall all over 
each other trying to get to him," said 
Phipps. 

The apparent division between 
United Mine Workers in Eastern and 
Western Kentucky over ratification of 
a proposed contract reflects· mnerent 
regional differences, according to a 
UMW official. 

The " big factor" is that Western 
Kentucky coalfields are about 80 per­
cent unionized, while UMW member­
ship in Eastern Kentucky is only about 
50 percent, said J. B. Trout, a member 
of the UMW international executive 
board who has held various union 
leadership posts since 1946. 

Substantial strip mining occurs in 
Western Kentucky, but, "In Eastern 
Kentucky, anyone with a damn pick 
and shovel can open a mine," Trout 
said in an interview. "That's a heck of 
a difference." 

Most UMW members in Eastern 
Kentucky work in underground mines 
and appear more concerned about 
health and safety issues that those in 
relatively safer strip mines, Trout 
said. 

But Trout and Carter said their 
gravest concerns about the proposed 
contract involved issues that could af­
fect UMW organization efforts in Ken­
tucky. 

Both men remember the union's 
riches-to-rags experience of the 1950s . 
Membership was more than 400,000 in 
1952, Trout said, but slipped to about 
90,000 in 1959. 

The union since has grown to about 
160,000, but Trout said : "We've got the 
history to look back at." 

" I've got 44 years in this union," said 
Carter, "and it kind of burns me up to 
see guys with five or six years in the 
mines trying to tell me what it stands 
for ." 

Both men opposed the contract from 
the moment it was offered for ratifica­
tion by negotiators for the UMW and 
the Bituminous Coal Operators 
Association. Both Trout and Carter are 
seeking re-election May 12 to four-year 
terms, but they denied their opposition 
was politically motivated. 

Carter said he opposed ratification 
"because they (negotia tors) couldn 't 
convince me that was a good con­
tract. "

The strongest objections by both men 
were to provisions for a 45-day proba­
tion period for new miners and 
elimination of the $1.90-a-ton royalty on 
non-union coal processed at UMW 
tipples. 

The probation period would a llow 
compames to fire new miners after 45 
days without just cause, effectively in­
tim idating_ prospective union 
members, Trout and Carter said. 

The royalty provision has been in the 
contract since 1964, but numerous 
lawsuits have been filed by the union 
against companies that allegedly tried 
to avoid the payments. , 

The UMW leadership has stated that 
the royalty generated $52 million since 
1964, but should have generated $1 
million a month. 

UMW President Sam Church said the 
royalty w~s "traded" for a 
$100-a-month pension to widows of 
miners who were covered by the 1950 

contract. The umon estimates there 
are 44,600 such widows who currently 
receive no pension. And it says the pen­
sion payments would cost the industry 
$10 million in the fi rst year a lone. 

Trout said he was not opposed to pen­
sions for windows, but felt that ha lting 
the purchase of non-union coal was 
more important. 

Contracts prior to 1974, when rank­
and-file ratification was adopted, were 
accepted or rejected by vote of a policy 
committee that included represen­
tatives from each UMW district. 

Carter said chances for loca l 
ratification would have been better if 
Church had visi(ed Distr ict 30 while he 
stumped for the contract la!:it week and 
during the weekend. 

" He was all around this district and 
he should have showed this district 
some of the respect he showed the 
others," Carter said. "It could have 
helped hrs cause. I'm quite sure it 
wouldn't have hurt." .

This road sened its purpose and was built to meet lt!e needs of lt!e people in 
tllose days. 

In those days tllere were 1- and 2·room school buildings along lt!is road and up tlte hollow, and 
one Hi&b School (Betsy uyne). There were about 10 b11nches wilt! lt!m 1- and 2·rootll school 
buildings, aboMt hJif·way up uch hollow, about tlte same amount along this road with no school bum 
trmling this road. To drive over lt!is 10<1d now and see 1111 tlte traffic, especially 11 school buses haul­
inc 1350 children, •eeting small tnleks and large coal tnlcks, tandems, semi-tractors, cement tnlcks, 
lumber bvcks and all kinds of tnlcks conti1111ously trmliag day and night To count the traffic would 
be surprising to anyone, to know how busy and heavy lt!e traffic is.

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Lakes in Area Being Refilled 
The spring refilling of federally­

operated lakes in the Big Sandy and 
Little Sandy river basins of eastern 
Kentucky and western Virginia has 
been started by the Army Corps of 
Engineers· Huntington district. 

The lakes, Dewey, Grayson, 
Fishtrap, John W. Flannagan and 
North Fork of Pound, are lowered in 
the fall of each year to provide increas 
ed storage space during the normal 
flood season. 

All f1ve lakes are being raised to 
their established summer levels as 
soon as possible, depending on 
hydrologic conditions. 

Grayson lake, on the Little Sandy 
River south of Grayson, is being raised 

eight feet to elevation 645 <feet above 
sea level>. 

The other four lakes are in the Levisa 
Fork subbasin of the Big Sandy River 
basin. 

Dewey Lake, on John's Creek bet­
ween.Prestonsburg and Pamtsville, is 
being raised five feet to elevation 650; 
Fishtrap Lake, on Levisa Fork 
southeast of Pikeville, will rise 32 feet, 
to ~levation 757; John W. Flannagan 
Lake, on Pound River <tributary of 
Russell Fork of Levisa Fork> near 
Haysi, Va., is being raised 16 feet to 
elevation 1396; North Fork of Pound 
Lake, near Pound, Va., is being 
brought up 9.4 feet to elevation 1611.

Accordingly, the accompanying financial statements are 
not intended to present financial position and results of operations in conformity with 
generally accepted accounting principles. 

ThP County Clerk had contracted a local certified Publi't· Accounting firm to 
pxamine thP records of his offi<'e. 

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statements present fairly the receipts, 
disbursements and excess fees of the Sheriff and Jailer for the year ended December 31, 
1978, in conformity with the accounting system described above. 

Recommendations and areas of noncompliance are as follows: 
The accompanying statements reflect thai the Sheriff owed excess fees to 

the county in the amount of $16,954 at the completion of this audit. 
The Sheriff paid former sheriff, Joe Wheeler Lewis, $4,289 representing 

deputy salary and withholdings. Section 99 of the state constitution prohibits 
an elPcied Sheriff from serving as a deputy under the succeeding Sheriff. We 
therefore, were unable to allow the above amount as a disbursement. The 
Sheriff also purchased private vehicles and paid for personal disbursements 
from his fee accounts. The personal disbursements totaling $14,939 were not 
allowed as fee disbursements. We have allowed, subject to fiscal court 
approval, the automobile purchases and payments detailed in our report. We 
have recommended the vehicles be transferred to Floyd County and listed with 
the equipment purchases itemized in our report as part of the fixed assets 
inventory recommended in our county audit letter. 

U pun completion of this a udit, the former sheriff, Joe Wheeler Lewis, had 
not paid the 1977 excess fees of$292 that we showed due the county in our audit 
report dated January 29, 1979. 

We call the fiscal courts attention to KRS 424.220 which requires that each 
official publish an annual settlement of receipts and disbursements within a 
reasonable period after the end ofthefiscal year. The Sheriff and Jailer did not 
comply with this statute.

Notice is hereby given that the City of Martin, Floyd County, Kentucky intends to construct various im­
provements to the city's water supply system within the floodpla in of Beaver Creek, a tributary of the Levisa 
Fork of the Big Sandy River, and Buck Branch. The accompanying map shows the major components ofthe 
project and the limits of construction. The majority of construction will be located within previously disturbed 
areas of the Beaver Valley which is bounded by steep forested ridges. Components of the project will include 

· construction of a low-level intake dam on Beaver Creek adjacent to the existing water treatment plant, up­
grading the existing water treatment plant and increasing treatment capacity from 200 to 400 GPM, construc­
tion of ari 8" 24,200-foot loop transmission line to maintain pressure, replacement of 16,400 feet of distribution 
Jines, and construction of a 200,000 gallon ground storage tank at the south end of the service area . Further 
details of the project are contained in a preliminary engineering report available for public inspection at the 
City Hall, Martin, Kentucky or the office of the Big Sandy Area Development District, Prestonsburg, Ken­
tucky. The majority of the water line placements will be within highway rights-of-way and will replace the ex­
isting deteriorated water supply system within the city limits of Martin . A 5,000-foot line along Bucks Branch 
will serve unincorporated Floyd County . Most lines will serve previously developed areas. Service to an area 
along new Kentucky Highway 80 is outside the floodplain. Adverse impacts of the project are increased levels 
of noise, dust, soil erosion, and traffic disruption during construction. Soil erosion will be minimized by prompt 
revegetation of disturbed areas, and other adverse impacts will be minimized by car·eful management of con­
struction activities . Construction is projected to begin in 1981 and be completed in 1983. There are no alter­
natives to construction in the floodplain due to the fact that the existing water supply facilities are located 
within the floodplain , and the customers served by the -system are located within the floodplain. The project 
will conform to the City of Martin and Floyd County Floodplain Management Ordinances. The project will 
result in temporary adverse impacts on the natural values of the floodplain during the construction period. 
However, impacts will be minor and will be mitigated by the actions described previously. Long term impacts 
on natural values of the floodplain are expected to be unchanged by this project since most floodplain areas to 
be served by the water system are already developed and currently have access to a water supply. Agencies 
involved in the project include ~ the Economic Development Administration of the U.S. Department of Com­
merce, the Farmers Home Administration of the U.S. Department of Agriculture, the U.S. Department of 
Housing and Urban Development, the Community Flood Abatement Program of the Kentucky Department for 
Natural Resources and Environmental Protection and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.

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Eating Out Makes Cents -Sometimes 
When is it cheaper to eat out than 
to make a meal from scratch at 
home ? Nearly all the time. accord­
ing to Professor Lee Kreul of Purdue 
University's School of Consumer 
and Family Sciences. 

What's It Cost To Eat Chicken? calculated the operating costs of gas 
and electricity. 

"We wanted to know if making a 
meal from scratch was still the most 
economical and practical means of 
feeding a family," says Kreul. His 
study found that the smaller the 
family, the greater the savings; a 
single person can save as much as 92 
percent by eating out instead of 
preparing the same meal at home. 

Kreul analyzed the cost of 
preparing a fried chicken or a roast 
beef sandwich meal in the home, and 
compared it to the cost of buying the 
same meal in two national fast food 
restaurants. Consumer volunteers in 
nine cities, including Detroit, Tam­
pa, Houston, New York, Baltimore 
a nd San Francisco, were asked to 
duplica tt: the fast food meal at home 
and compa re the cost.

"Our tudy," Kreul says "clearly 

shows that a restaurant's ability to 
inexpens ively produce a meal at a 
lower unit co t is due to the large 
volume of meals served daily. As 
family sizes decrease, that restaur­
ant economy of scale naturally 
makes it far more expensive for the 
home chef to produce a low-unit cost 
meal." 

Kreul's study challenges the 
common assumption that made from 

scratch meals are less expensive than 
fast food take out meals. A recent 
U.S. Department of Agriculture 
study compared the costs of a 
hamburger meal made at home with 
the same meal's menu price in a fast 
food restaurant. The USDA study 
shows the home made meal to be a 
clear cost saver.

"The USDJ\ study isn't rel!listic," 
Kreul sa ys . "It is a narrow view to 
compare just the food price and 
totally disregard the other costs 
incurred in home food preparation­
preparer's time, service, clean-up, 
kitchen facility and utility use costs . 
These variable costs are all included, 
plus profit, in the restaurant's menu 
price and should be taken into 
consideration in any price compari­
son research." 

Kreul admits that in every 
instance, the cost of just the food for 
the at home meal was always less 
than the cost of buying the same 
food at a restaurant. The differences 
in dinner price changed, though, 
when the value of the labor used to 
prepare the meal at home wa s 
figured in at the minimum wage o f 
$3.10 per hour . The study also 

For a single individual, Kreul's 
~tud> !-thowcd that the total food cost 
for a chicken dinner was $2.30 in a 
fast food chain, and $1.98 when 
prepared at horne. Electricity and 
labor, however, bring the cost of the 
chicken dinner made at home up 
another $2.83, double the cost of the 
comparable fast-food dinner . 

Docs this mean more eating out 
for your single person household? If 
your time is worth $3 . 10 or more an 
hour, and you spend that time 
working, you'd be better off eating 
a take-out dinner, especially if you 
take advantage of mid-week restaur­
ant specia ls which arc becoming 
more popular in fast food chains. 
But if your income is fixed, and the 
hour you save in the kitchen would 
not produce more income, then 
you're probably better off making 
the meal at home from scratch.
