Hammond, Disbarred, 
Maintains Innocence 

This spring is so beautiful that, as in 
the case of the cherubic youngster who 
is "as mean as the Old Scratch".and 
gets away with his mischief, we must 
excuse it for the flood scare and the 
chilblains of the last few days. 

Jim Hammond, Prestonsburg at­
torney and former state senator, was 
disbarred from practicing law in Ken· 
tucky by the state Supreme Court last 
week. 

The court followed a recommenda­
tion of the Kentucky Bar Association 
that Hammond be disbarred, after fin­
ding him guilty of falsifying black-lung 
benefit claims. The action resulted 
from charges filed by the bar associa­
tion in 1977, accusing the attorney of 
unethical and unprofessional conduct. 

The court fou.nd that Hammond, or 
his secretary at his direction, falsified 
two black-lung benefit claims in early 
1977, altering a physician's reports to 
make it appear that the claimants had 
black lung, though the physician pad 
concluded they did not. 

In 1976, Fred Jarrell and Monroe 
Adams were road construction 
workers for the Floyd fiscal court. 
Both were diagnosed by Dr. Lowell 
Martin, at Our Lady of the Way 
Hospital in Martin, as having a job· 
related lung disease. They quit work. 
Each hired Hammond to represent him 
in workmen 's compensation suits 
·against the county and the special fund 
of the Workmen's Compensation 
Board. 

Dr. Richard P. O'Neill, an associate 
professor of medicine at the University 
of Kentucky, at first found evidence of 
black lung (pneumoconiosis) or 
silicosis in chest x-rays taken of Jarrell 
and Adams at the Martin hospital. 
After physical examination and fur­
ther x-rays at UK, however, he found 
no evidence of either disease in the 
men. 

In the medical reports, purporting to 
be Dr. O'Neill's, which Hammond's of­
fice forwarded to Francis, Kazee and 
Francis, attorneys for the fiscal court, 

Youth Accuses 
Floyd Teacher 
Of Drug Sales 

A Floyd school teacher was named 
this week in drug charges allegedly in­
volving a high school student. . 

Sandy Boyd, head teacher at Prater 
Creek grade school, was named in war­
rants Monday accusing him of selling 
marijuana to a Banner youth, said to 
be a Betsy Layne high school junior. 

According to an arrest warrant 
sworn out by the boy's father and ac­
cusing. Boyd of an unlawful transaction 
with a minor, the teacher sold mari­
juana to the student on April 13 or .14 
this year. Another warrant, sworn out 
by Deputy Sheriff Randall Lewis, also 
accuses Boyd of selling marijuana to 
the boy. 

Boyd executed a $1000 bail bond and 
a $500 peace bond on each of the 
charges Monday. Trial was set for 
June 4. 

In' an affidavit in support of a war­
rant to search the teacher's home at 
Dana, Lewis said the youth told him 
Boyd had furnished him a large quanti­
ty of marijuana with instructions to 
sell the drug and return the proceeds to 
the teacher. 

The transaction allegedly took place 
in Boyd's home. 

however, findings of "pneumoconiosis 
an<;l/or silicosis" were indicated. 

The court found that these findings 
were fabricated and the physi.cian's 
signature forged by Hammond or at his 
direction. 

In Jarrell 's case, Hammond 
"switched the altered report in Dr. 
O'Neill's file for the original report,' ' 
the court said, adding, "This conduct 
was nothing less than fraud." 

The Supreme Court's ruling was 6-1, 
Justice Boyd Clayton dissenting on the 
ground that the punishment was too 
severe. Circuit Judges Billy Paxton, of 
Greenville, and Caswell Lane, of Mt. 
Sterling, were appointed as special 
justices in the case by Gov. John Y. 

·Brown, Jr. after Justices James B. 
Stephenson, of Pikeville, and J. Calvin 
Aker , of Somerset, disqualified 
themselves. 

Throughout the proceeding, Ham­
mond maintained his innocence of the 
charges, claiming his actions were 
"cu~tomary" a mong lawyers handling 
black-lung cases. But the court said his 
"attempt to justify his actions .. .falls 
flat on its face." 

He still maintains his innocence. 
There is no evidence in the record to 

warrant Hammond's assertion that he

New Coal Group 
Says It Would 
Negotiate Pac~ 

With negotiations between the 
United Mine Workers and the 
Bituminous Coal Operators Associa­
tion CBCOA) at an impasse, a new coal 
association which proposes to 
negotiate with the union is being form­
ed. 

The Unionized Coal Employers 
Association , headed by Jack Henry, of 
Charleston, W.Va., proposes to repre­
sent member coal firms and to 
negotiate a contract with the UMW. 
Henry has said that his group will 
agree to a contract that includes the 
royalty on non-union coal processed at 
unionized ·mines-a union demand 
which the BCOA has rejected.

Jack Henry claims the BCOA is 
primarily represented by three large 
coal companies-Peabody, Consolida­
tion and U. S. Steel-at the expense of 
small operators.

A hearing on al leged violations of an 
injunction issued at the start of the 
Highlands Hospital strike four weeks 
ago ended in a compromise yesterday 
<Tuesday). 

Thirteen allegations were reportedly 
brought by Hospital and Health Care 
Employees Local 1199 against the 
hospital administration and some 10 
charges were brought by the ad­
ministration against the union-each 
si.de accusing the other of violating an 
injunction set down by Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley the second day of the 
strike. 

In response to the charges, Conley 
found one of those accused by each side 
to be guilty of violating the injunction 
and so in contempt of court, and 
sentenced each to 30 days in jail. The 
sentences were suspended, on condi­
tion that the two stay clear of the 
hospital area. 

Convicted were a nurse, Geneva 
Skeens, who had been accused by 
hospital administrators of breaking the 
windows of a supply truck with a 
baseball bat, and hospital security 
guard Bennie May, accused by the 
union of assaulting a picket. 

In addition, Conley altered his 
original injunction, reducing from 19 to 
11 the number of pickets permitted at 
the site.

In Prestonsburg, 13 parents attended 
last week's hearing ; the school popula­
tion numbers 770. In the grade school, 
however, with an enrollment of 902, 46 
parents turned out, a figure that ap­
pears likely to be the county's highest. 

Principal Thomas Tackett attributes 
the relatively high a ttendance at 
Prestonsburg Elementary to the 
fact that the hearing was scheduled 
the same night as a regular 
PTA meeting and a choral recital by 
fifth and sixth grade students. 

The standardized tests given pupils 
in grades, three, five, seven and ten 
each year showed Floyd students 
generally lagging behind st&te and na­
tional averages last year, although by 
a lesser margin than in previous years. 
Only in grade 10did Floyd students bet­
ter the national average and in no in­
stance did they meet the state average. 

The testing program identifies 
s tudents who are most in need of 
assistance in the basic skill areas of 
reading, writing, spelling, language 
arts , math and learning ski lls . Tt also 
tests the areas of social studies and 
science which ?re not considered to be 
in the basic ski ll areas by the state 
education department. 

For the past two years Floyd 
educators have developed a math skills 
lis ting, which identifies the basic math 
skills that each student should master, 
a device which has improved student 
performance in math. according to 
Asst Superintendent Ron Hager.

The ADD office, which provides 
planning and technical services to 
county and city governments in a five­
county area, stands to lose 32 percent 
of its $370,000 annual budget with the 
loss of ARC monies, and an additiona l 
12 percent with the loss of HUD plann­
ing grants . At best, the ADD office here 
might maintain " 10 or 12" of its cur­
rent staff of 17, McCauley said. 

Perhaps an indication of the ADD's 
waning influence, barely a quorum 
could be mustered for Monday 's 
meeting. Only nine of the organiza­
tion's 26 directors appeared-including 
two of the district's mayors and none of 
its judges-executive- although another 
six sent proxies. 

Even the evening's scheduled 
speaker, Pike Judge-Executive and 
ADD Board Chairman Wayne T. 
Rutherford, who was expected to ad­
dress the group on the impact of 
federal budget cuts, failed to show up. 

Resolutions were passed urging local 
government officials to hire ADD staf­
fers rather than outside consultants for 
the preparation and management of 
government grants and authorizing an 
increase in the fee levied by the ADD 
on local government units. 

Named to a committee to assess the 
charge for ADD services and to fix the 
new fee assessment were Larry Smith, 
Martin county planner, Joe Justice, 
Pikeville attorney, 0. T. Dorton, presi­
dent of the Citizens' National Bank of 
Paintsville, and Grady Conley, of 
Salyersville. 

Use of ADD staffers would not only 
protect their jobs but would also pro­
tect local governments from being 
"ripped off by charlatans posing as 
consultants," argued J . B. Wells, who 
accused a Colorado firm of gypping the 
city of Paintsville recently. 

Paintsville paid the consultants 
$10,000 for preparing a grant which 
was so ill-conceived as not even to war­
rant consideration by the funding agen­
cy to which it was addressed, Wells 
charged . 

A request by Floyd county for $19,000 
in area development funds, for pur­
chase of a truck, was approved. County 
Planner Dick Leslie explained the 
truck was needed to hasten prepara­
tion of the new county landfill near 
Garth. 

A request by Aging Planner Phyllis 
Stanley for board approval of the 1982 
Aging Plan to be submitted to the 
Department for Human Resources 
triggered a flurry of opposition when it 
was revealed the plan included a con­
tract with the Appalachian Research 
and Defense Fund (APPALRED) for 
legal services . 

Under the contract, the legal ser­
vices agency would train two older peo­
ple as paralegals to represent senior 
citizens applying for public benefits. 
While $3000 was budgeted for the 
paralegals ' travel expenses, AP­
PALRED would provide their training 
and office space without charge, Mrs. 
Stanley said. 

Martin County Planner Larry Smith 
opposed the move, arguing that AP­
PALRED had provided legal 
assistance to a citizens group which 
has filed suit against the Martin Coun­
ty Housing Agency. 

Martin Mayor Larry Hall also 
criticized the legal services agency for 
refusing to represent Martin during the 
14 months the city has gone without a 
regular attorney. 

McCa ul ey explained that the 
government-funded law office was for­
bidden by law from representing 
governmental units . 

The Aging Plan was approved by the 
board, over the continuing objections 
of Smith and his wife, Eileen, who was 
carrying the proxy of Martin County 
Judge-Executive Willie Kirk.

Report Claims 
KY 80 Target 
Of New Probe • 

Contracts awarded in the construc­
tion of KY 80 from Water Gap in this 
county to Hazard, Perry county, may 
be among those tabbed for investiga­
tion in the continuing round of probes 
into official acts during the administra­
tion of Ex-Governor Julian Carroll. 

Frank R. Metts, secretary of the 
state Department of Transportation, 
has confirmed that he asked Justice 
Secretary Neil J . Welch two-three 
months ago to make the investigation 
but declined t() discuss details of what 
was to be under probe. 

The Lexington Herald in its Monday 
edition said a "source" provided infor­
mation to the effect that a look may be 
taken into "possible bidding ir­
regularities" on five paving contracts 
on KY 80 which amounted to 
$39,900,000. The contracts were award­
ed to East Kentucky Paving, of 
Grayson, and Hinkle Contracting Corp, 
of Paris, which were low bidders on all 
five contracts. 

The investigation , which to date is 
low-key, also is said to be looking into 
the possibility that the Carroll ad­
ministration exercised improper 
political pressure in order to get 
resource-recovery road p'rojects under 
way before the May, 1979 guber­
natorial primary. 

The inquiry into the resource­
recovery road program was initiated, 
according to Metts , in preparation for 
a $150 million bond issue that the 
Brown administration plans for 
economic development roads. 

Metts was quoted as saying that $6 
million in engineering con­
tracts- most, or all, to Brighton 
Engineering Co.-were awarded 
before the resource-recovery road 
bonds were sold. The reason given for 
such work was that buyers of bonds re­
quire a consultant to chec~ the work 
and make their investment secure. 
Metts contends consultant contracts 
were not necessary in the case of the 
resource-recovery road program, 
since state Jaw requires proceeds from 
the coal severance tax to be expended 
first for payments on the bonds before 
they can be spent for any other pur­
pose. 

James A. May, Brighton president, 
was quoted as saying it was his 
understanding that the bond counsel 
for the state said that a consulting 
engineer to supervise the project was 
necessary in order to meet the tax ex­
emption requirements demanded by 
the Internal Revenue Service. Metts 
claims IRS does not require such a con­
sultant. 

The resource-recovery program was 
authorized by the 1976 General 
Assembly. It provides for the financing 
of roads in coal-producing sections of 
the state through the issuance of bonds 
to be retired with funds derived from 
the coal severance tax.

The Youth Conservation Corps is a 
national work-learning program for 
young men and women 15 through 18 
years of age. Funds for the project are 
allocated by Congress and are ad­
ministered by the U.S. Departments of 
Agriculture and the Interior. Matching 
funds from local agencies sponsor each 
summer corps project. 

Kentucky 's Human Resources 
Department will receive $200,000 from 
the federal government to support the 
program here this summer, Stumbo 
said. The money will provide about 280 
Kentucky youths with work-learning 
jobs in 24 communities. 

"This will be the eighth summer 
young Kentuckians have had the 
chance to learn about the state's 
natural resources through Youth Con­
servation Corps jobs," Stumbo said. 
'"Conservation Corps workers will be 
paid federal minimum wages for their 
labors. " They will spend six hours dai­
ly in beautification and environmental 
conservation work on public-owned 
properties and two hours learning 
about environmental conservation. 

The goals of the Youth Conservation 
Corps projects are to accomplish 
necessary conservation work on public 
properties, provide eligible youth with 
gainful employment and develop en­
vironmental awareness.

The National Wildlife Federation has 
just released, in the February-March 
issue of "National Wildlife," their 1981 
Environmental Quality Index , a sum­
mary statement subjectively reporting 
how certain categories of environmen­
ta l concern fared in 1980. They 
measured the general condition of 
seven environmental categories, 
designed to describe the quality of life 
in America . Between categories, 
forests were in the best position, 
respectively followed by soil , living 
space, wildlife, minerals, · air , and 
water. Comparing 1979 with 1980, 
wildlife, water, living space, and soil 
were judged in worse shape in 1980, 
while minerals, air and forests fared as 
well as in 1979. This article examines 
the wildlife category ; the next few ar­
ticles report on the status of the other 
ihdicators. 

The status of wildlife was steadily 
declining until 197~. when this quality­
of-life indicator enjoyed its best year in 
a decade. There was a net loss of 
habitat that year, but waterfowl pop­
ulations increased, wetland destruc­
tion decreased, and bald eagles and 
peregrine falcons continued their 
remarkable comebacks . In 1980, 
though, the long downward slide 
resumed, primarily because of habitat 
loss. 

The U. S. Environmental Protection 
Agency estimates that about two 
million acres will disappear annually 
between now and 2000. This trend in­
dicates no break with past tradition: 
we now have only one-half of the 
200,000 square miles of wetlands that 
once existed in the lower 48 states and 
we've lost 20 million of the 25 million 
acres of hardwood bottoms along the 
lower Mississippi River. In addition, 
there is growing resistance to 
"bureaucratic regulations" aimed at 
slowing the habitat drain. 

There were confrontations all across 
the U. S. last year between energy and 
water development projects and 
wildlife . In Chesapeake Bay , a propos­
ed oil refinery threatens the fi shery 
there; in the west, water projects are 
directly threatening some species, 
such as grizzly bears, the Colorado 
River squawfish and the whooping 
crane. 
. However, there were some habitat 
victories in 1980. North Dakota lost 
ground in its fight against federal 
wetland protection ; three new water­
fowl refuges were created in the 
south; and Congress passed a bill 
authorizing up to $5 million annually to 
help states fund nongame and other 
wildlife conservation plans (Kentucky 
now has a matching tax refund plan, 
whereby citizens can donate part of 
their refunds for this purpose) . 

Other pluses for wildlife included the 
imposition of tighter res trictions on the 
harvesting of certain species of whales 
and a nationwide crackdown on en­
dangered speci es smugglin g . A 
definite minus: the country's worsen­
ing economic condition prompted Con­
gress to slash the U. S. Fish and 
Wildlife Services ' special fund for ac­
quiring wetlands from a proposed $31 
million to $18 million. Next: minera l~. 

The Environmental Quality Index 
CEQO for 1980 was published in the 
F ebrua r y -March , 1981 issue of 
"Nationa l Wildlife," a per iodical from 
the National Wildlife Federation . EQI 
is a subjective estimation of the quality 
of American life, based on seven dtf­
fer ent environm enta l ca tegori es: 
wildlife, minerals , air, water, forests, 
living space, and soil. The status of our 
soil in 1980 will be examined next 
week ; living space is summarized . in 
this installment. The other categones 
have been covered previously . 

Living space , for both humans and 
wildlife, was under assault last year, 
primarily because of the "sagebr~sh 
rebellion." This movement , accordmg 
to EQI, is a ·revolt against land use con­
trols Ol'\ about 400 million acres of 

public western lands ; in some ways, 
it's symptomatic of nationwide discon­
tent with government regulations . 

The rebellion began when the federal 
government began enforcing en­
vironmental laws passed in the 1970's, 
especially those aimed at more balanc­
ed management of public land . Special 
interest groups in several states want 
federal land · transferred to state 
ownership and control. 

Conservationists are alarmed 
because they feel the states will find 
the costs of properly administrating 
the land unbearable . Federal-state 
cooperation has been cited as an alter­
native to full state control. 

Other problems with the quality and 
quantity of U. S. living space also con­
tinued in 1980. The National Park Ser­
vice reported that already overburden­
ed parks were deteriorating from over­
crowding and pollution. In addi tion , 
some wasteful water projects 
destroyed some pristine areas. · 

Two major living space bills were 
passed in 1980: the Alaska lands bill 
and a Coastal Zone Management Im­
provement Act. The form er bill reserv­
ed over 100 million acres of Alaska as (' , 
public land, but left much open space 
for timber, oil and mineral explora­
tion. The latter act budgeted $71 
million in incentives for states to pro­
tect coastlines. 

The kind of federal -state cooperation 
exhibited in this act is exactly the kind 
of environmental management needed 
for the 1980's, according to EQI . Next: 
soil. 

Nearly 12 million more women were 
in the labor force in 1979 than in 1970, 
according to a U. S. Department of 
labor publication, "Perspectives on 
Working Women: A Data book." These 
women accounted for about 60 percent 
of the gain in the labor force.

Opinion Cramps 
Judges ' Power , 

The state Court of Appeals ruled iasl 
Friday that county fiscal courts must 
approve all appointments to county 
boards and commissions made by the 
county judge-executive. 

The appellate court also held that 
such approval power cannot be held up 
until it is designated in tlie county ad­
mini trative code or county charter. 

The ruling came in a dispute between 
Republican Jefferson County Judge­
Executive Mitch McConnell and the 
Democratic-controlled Jefferson coun­
ty fi ca I court. 

The dispute arose after McConl'lell 
asked for the resignation of · the 
member of various Jefferson County 
boards and commissions appointe~ by 
his predecessor. Democrat Todd 
Hollenbnach. after ile took office on 
Jan . 2. 1978. 

McConnell appointed 26 new 
members to the boards and commis­
sions and did not submit any of them to 
fiscal court for approval. Three fiscal 
court commissioners at the time. 
Sylvia Watson. Earl Hartlage and 
Charles Horton. then filed suit seeking 
a declaration of rights. 

The 1976 special session of the s~ate 
Legislature. in passing legislation to 
implement the new Judicial Article, 
specifically said that all appointments 
of the county judge-executive mu t be 
approved by fiscal court.

The appellate court remanded the 
case to Higgins for further rulings on 
the commissioners' contention that 
McConnell's appo.ntees should be 
removed from office. 

In another ruling the Court of Ap­
peals struck down as unconstitutional a 
state law that prohibited a person from 
filing for a specific amount of damages 
in a malpractice suit. 

The court said the law was a clear 
unconstitutional invasion of the rule­
making power of the courts i'\nd 
violated three sections of the Kentucky 
Constitution.

' 'They (the new school boa r d 
members ) ran more or less, as I 
understand it, on a platform of getting 
rid of Melvin ," said Daniel Hall , 
Wicker's Attorney, who claimed the 
charges against Wicker were political­
ly motivated.

HOME GARDENING AT 
AN ALL-TIME HIGH 

There were more home vegetable 
gardens in the United States than any 
other time in our history, according to 
a Gallup Survey sponsored by Gardens 
For All. Gardens For All is a non-profit 
association for gardens. According to 
the survey, 34 million American 
households produced vegetables in 
1980. This is substantially greater than 
the 18 million Victory Gardens during 
World War II . 

The survey pointed out a number of 
other . interesting facts about 
America's gardening. For example : 

-The total retail value of home food 
production was estimated at $15 
billion, another all-time record. 

- The typical garden size increased 
from 595 square feet in 1979 to 633 
square feet in 1980. 

- Eight million households are grow­
ing vegetables in containers on por­
ches, patios and decks. 

- The Midwest has the greatest 
number of gardens, with 54% of the 
households involved. The East and the 
South follow with 41% and 42%. Only 
28% of the households in the West had 
gardens, a decline of 11% over the last 
three years. 

- The major limiting factor in 
gardening, according to the survey, is 
a l~;~ck of space. 

- The number of gardeners using 
more intensive production methods is 
also increasing. 

- If you're a gardener, or plan to be, 
you're not alone.

Idea for Flower Gardens • Pepper is one of the most 

\\'idcly used seasonings in 
food preparation. 

Until recently few pepper 
lovers have had a nv notion 
ofewn looking at peppers as 
a new "seasoning" idea­
that of adding a colorful 
"seasoni ng" to the 11ower 
garden. 

Certain peppers of the­
ornamental \'arieties a re 
great to splash c-olor around 
the " homeplacc ... So says 
Mary Witt. Extension home 
horticulturist wit 11 UK's Col­
lege of Agriculture. 

"But once you've tried them I 
think you'll be cominced." 
she added. 

Viewed from a distance. 
the ornamental peppers 
take on an appearance of an 
unusual orexotic plant wi lh 
a lo t of folial!e topped with 
strange shaped "blossoms ... 
At closer range the vibrant 
colors of the fruit of the pep­
per plan ts stand out even 
more. Witt poi nted out. 

Ornamen tal peppers are 
as edible as the regular gar­
den pepper varieties. but 
they are hot peppers. "Not 
everyone likes hot peppers. 
But if vou do. the ornamen­
tal peppers can serve a dual 
purpose-provide a lot of 
vivid color around your lawn 
as well as serving as a sea­
soning fru it ... she said. 

• 

• 

Ornamental peppers have 
been g('nerally thought of as 
pot plant " flowers"-and 
then mostly at the end of the 
year during the holidays. 
"The..'··re- seen by at least 
some people as unusual 
floraJ Cllristmas gifts." says 
Witt. 

"But did you ever think of 
ornamental peppers as sum­
me-r ·no\\'ers· in your flower 
beds and flower gardens?" 
the Extension horticulturist 
asked. 

The Extension horticul­
turist noted that the big dif­
ference between the orna­
menta l pepper plants and 
the garden varieties is in the 
foliage. Ornamental pepper 
plants are generally from six 
to 10 inches high with fruit 
so thick at times that it is 
difficult to see the foliage. 
The plants grow in neat 
clumps with leaves that are 
generally dark green and 
glossy. 

HOT NEW "FLOWER GARDEN" II;>EA-Ornamental peppers make ideal bedding plants 
for home flower gardens. They provide a splash of color that lasts for months. 

Ornamental peppers 
make ideal bedding plants. 
Witt said . The only real care 
required is in starting the 
plants. But after that they 
can take care of themselves. 

seeds about eight to 10 
weeks before the last killing 
frost." Witt said. "Plant the 
seeds in a container similar 
to what you get when you 
buy bedding p lants. Place 
the containers about two 
inches under a Ouorescent 
light-say. like a small desk 
lamp. The seeds should 
sprout within 10 to 14 days. 

while others may be round 
or oval shaped. She said 
some varieties have fruits 
that change colors-first 
being yellow. changing to 
purple and then to red. or 
starting out a s purple and 
changing to red. Some have 
more exotic foliage. and 
though green foliage is gen­
eral. some varieties have 
foliage with a purplish cast. 

"Ornamental peppers are 
quite easy to grow. They vi r­
tuall~' take care of them­
sel\·es. They don·t mind the 
hot weather. Most insects 
and dise-aS('S don't bother 
them. They thrive in dry 
weather as well as in heaw 
rains-and they put a lo t of 
color in the la nd scape for 
months." Witt said. 

In contras t. the garden 
variety hot peppers-or any 
garden pe ppers. for that 
matter- are tall plants that 
don't have a wealth ofleaves. 
And the fruits are much 
more sparsely arranged on 
the plants. 

She said ornamental pep­
per plants are not readily 
available at most gr:een­
houses or from bedding 
plant growers-at leas't n ot 
as yet. primarily because the 
ornamental peppers "just 
haven' t become that popu­
lar." But. she added. they can 
be grown "at home"-in­
doors and from seeds. 

"Under fluorescent lights 
the plants will sprout fast 
once they've broken the 
.surface-and you'll soon see 
broad leaves forming. After 
the leaves have formed. or 
about three weeks after the 
plants have sprouted. either 
raise the lights or lower the 
containers so that the young 
plants are from s ix to eight 
inches from the I igh ts." Witt 
explained. 

'The foliage may even be 
sprinkled with white. 

She said the average gar­
dener has never visualized 
peppers as "garden flowe rs." 

"The best way to grow your 
own plants is to plant the 

After several more dp.ys 
the plants should be ready to 
set out. 

"As for where you set them 
out. you have many choices." 
the horticulturist said. 
"They can be used to edge 
beds of annual Oowers or 
evergreen shrubs wherever 
you have full sun. Or you can 
group the plants in mass 
plantings. I'd say it's up to 
the individual as to how to 
display them best. But al­
ways be certain they have 
the full sun. They won't do 
well in shaded areas." 

The colors of the fruits 
vary, but the main colors are 

·yellow. red and purple. al­
though some fruits are 
black 

Most ornamental peppers 
sprout short. erect plants, 
but round-fruited varieties 
are usually wider than tall. 

If the humidity is high for 
lengthy periods. the plants 
may grow three to six inches 
taller than normal. Witt 
added. 

"I th ink any gardener that 
likes colorful Oowers will be 
more than pleased with 
growing an array of orna­
mental peppers." Witt said. 
"They have been considered 
as plant curiosities in the 
past- but I believe they're 
really going to come into 
their own in a brand new 
capacity.

Veteran Fights War

World War ll officially · 
ended in August 1 945. But 
for veteran Steve Seipp, 
the fight continues. 

N ow confined to his 
wheelchair, his ba ttle­
ground is a converted 
bedroom of his home. His 
cause is financial m -

dep endence and his 
ammunition is · electrical 
supplies. 

Even after dusk, Seipp's 
"flag" stands fir mly 
planted in his fro nt lawn . 
It is a sign board reading: 
"Steve's TV and small ap­
pliance repair." Toasters, 
vacuum cleaners, irons, 
coffee pots and calcularors 
are part of his arsenal. 

In 1943, however, the 
military scenario was for 
real. In that year, Seipp 

enlisted in the American 
8th Air Force and served 
in En'gland, Ireland, . 
Belgium and France. 

While in France, he suf­
fered broken vertebrae 
and was operated on 
three times, once by Dr. 
Loyal Davis, father-in-law 
of President R onald 
Reagan. 

THE 56-YEAR-OLD 
Seipp has not always 
fought under the 
American banner. 

Of Polish and German 
descent, he joined the in­
far.try division of the 

International Year 
of Disabled Persons 

1981 

Polish army during his 
early teens. He shouldered 
arms for 3 Vz years before 
transferring to the U.S. 
forces . 

Though injured, he did 
not pass the helmet 
around for handouts. He 
worked on the military 
section of O'Hare Interna­
tional Airport and then at 
the Glenview N aval Air 
Station as a federal police 
officer. He was discharged 
on disability in 1978, 
when paralysis in his spine 
and legs interfered with 
his work. 

"The next two years 
were the most harrowing 
of my life. Until then, I 
had led an active life; sud­
denly I was spending 
sleepless nights, bitter 
about my illness and in-

ability to provide for my 
family," Seipp said. 

IT WAS DURING one 
sucl} night tha~ Seipp 
decided to reach out for • 
help _ The Veteran's Ad­
ministration (VA) seemed 
a logical choice and, as it 
turned out, a wise one. 

The VA gave Seipp an 
aptitude test which revealed 
that he was mechanically 
inclined and suited to 
working wi t h small · 
appliances , . . . • 

Previously trained to 
a im a t an enemy, Seipp 
now set h is c;ights on 
learning a trade. Giving it 
his best shot, he spent as 
many as 16 hours a day 
studying_ He completed a 
1 1/z-year course in two 
months. 

The VA rewarded his 
conscientious study by • 
providing him with at­
home training in elec­
tronics. Oakton Com­
munity College teacher 
Tom Witte comes in each 
weekday to instruct Seipp 
in the repair of electronic 
appliances and circuit 
boards, under VA supervi-
swn. • 

"MR. WITTE IS 
outstanding in the way he 
makes learning even com­
p lex concepts simple and 
enjoyable . He often 
volunteers more than the 
stipulated hour when we 
are working on a par­
ticular! y difficult pro­
ject," the appreciative stu­
dent said. 

The entire project • 
would have been difficult, 
if not impossible, without 
VA assistance, Seipp is 
convinced. 

"I wish other veterans 
were aware of the helping 
hand they could receive in 
retraining and finding 
jobs. It would give them a 
new meaning to life," he • /;

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Fishing Too Close To Locks and 
Dams Is Very Risky, Says Corps 

River fishing is best near locks and 
dams. That's no secret. But what does 
seem to be a well kept secret is that 
fishing too close to locks and dams is 
extremely dangerous-dangerous to 
the point of death. 
, Every warm weather season, a 
number of accident and deaths occur 
on the Ohio River because small 
boaters and fishermen ignore the war­
ning markers placed near locks and 
dams by the Corps of Engineers. These 
hearty souls venture beyond the buoys 
into restricted areas and wind up pay­
ing dearly for their adventuresome 
spirit. 

Some only totally wreck their 
vessels, some break and lose limbs, 
while others pay the ultimate price and 
drown . Then there are the lucky ones, 
but they are few in number. 

Fishing too close to locks and dams is 
very risky because waters are very 
turbulent in that area. This is especial­
ly true on the downstream side of locks 
where turbulence is greatest. 

When water rushes under river 
lo.cks, a strong reverse river current is 
created which sucks in any object or 
person near it, much like a vacuum 
cleaner does dirt. Small boats capsize 
under those circumstances with boats 
and occupants subject to being hurled

with tremendous force against steel 
locks and concrete dam walls. The 
results can be fatal. 

The best way to avoid those potential 
catastrophes is by knowing your posi­
tion or! the river in relation to locks and 
dams. Become familar with the warn­
ing markers in restricted areas above 
and below locks and dams. Remember 
that regardless of whether you are 
above or below the dam , water cur­
rents remain very forceful and will 
cause boats to capsize. 

Boaters are cautioned that in ap­
proaching locks and dams, proceed 
along the bank next to the lock at 
reduced speed. And above all, read and 
heed the buoys and warning signs in 
restricted areas. Overlooking those 
warning signs is inviting trouble. 

The Corps of Engineers has current 
navigation charts supplemented with 
updated notices to river nagivators. 
The charts help keep river recrea­
tionists abreast of the areas where they 
fish and boat.

pool, 62. 0 

BARKLEY - Crappie fair to good 
with minnows over cover and along 
shorelines; clear to murky, rising, 0.7 
feet below summer pool, and 62'. 

BARREN- Crappie fair to good 6 to 
12 feet deep along drop-offs; white bass 
fair in tributaries; black bass fair off 
points and deep banks with crank baits 
and surface lures. 

NOLIN- Crappie fair 12-15 feet deep 
over submerged cover; black bass 
slow in inlets and bays on spinners and 
surface lures ; clear to murky to mud­
dy, rising, five feet below summer pool 
and 65'. · 

CUMBERLAND-Crappie fair three 
to five feet deep over cover in coves; 
black and white bass fair in heads of 
creeks toward the afternoon on spin­
ners and crankbaits; catfish fair at 
heads of creeks with worms and 
nightcra wlers; trout good in 
tailwaters, with some limits, on corn 
and cheese; clear to murky to muddy, 
rising, 13 feet below the timberline, 60'. 

DALE HOLLOW- Black bass fair on 
crankbaits off shallow points ; white 
bass fair on spinners in the tributaries; 
catfish fair in heads of tributaries; 
clear to murky to muddy, five feet 
below normal pool, 60'. 

LAUREL LAKE- Trout good on

BUCKHORN- Crapie fair on min­
nows; black bass fair on live baits,: 
murky to muddy. stable, one foot 
above summer pool, 64'. 

GRAYSON- Crappie fair on min­
nows four to six feet deep over 
submerged cover; black bass fair on 
spinners and plastic nightcrawlers 
along muddy banks and in inlets and 
bays ; clear to murky to muddy. rising 
at three feet above summer pool , 64'. 

DEWEY LAKE- Crappie slow over 
cover ; clear to murky to muddy, ris­
ing, one foot above summer pool , 65'. 

FISHTRAP- Crappie fair on min­
nows ten to twelve feet deep over 
stickups; murky to muddy, rising at 
four feet below summer pool, 65'.

The more things change, the more 

they stay the same. So is the case of 
high school baseball in Floyd county: 

Even with an upgraded Babe Ruth 
and Little League program in the coun­
ty, the high schOol teams will average 
no more than 15 games this season.

Prestonsburg has 
the most young "veterans," with a 
bevy of sophomores and juniors with at 
least a year of varsity playing_ time. 
Defending district champ Betsy Layne 
relies on its. bench to step into the star­
ting lineup. McDowell has the talent 
again to make it to the regionals. Allen 
Central's pitching staff lost some good 
arms to graduation. 

Here's a team-by-team rundown. 

ALLEN CENTRAL 
First-year coach John Martin in­

herits a team that lost its top pitcher , 
rbi leader, top hitter, home run leader 
and a fine keystone combination. The 
Rebels are also still without a home 
field . 

With three regulars returning, Allen 
Central will have to rely on their 
better-than-average bench from a 
season back, a bench loaded with Babe 
Ruth all-stars.

Once 
again the 'question mark is how deep 
their pitching talent is, but it was 
rather shallow compared to the other 
county schools last season and Betsy 
Layne went to the region. 

Betsy Layne has quickly established 
a baseball tradition under Cecil, and 
the Bobcats are confident they can 
return to the region. With some good 
youngsters moving to the bench as last 
season's reserves become starters, the 
Bobcats have the potential to contend 
for the district for several seasons to 
come. 

With almost a month left before the 
tournament, Betsy Layne could be 
labeled the team to beat simply 
because they are the reigning champs. 
But in this county it is very risky to 
pick any team as a frontrunner . Betsy 
Layne will be among the leaders in any 
poll. · 

MCDOWELL 
First year coach Jerry Fultz has one 

of the most experienced squads in the 
county, but most of the experience was 
gained in Babe Ruth competition . The 
fine McDowell-Drift Little League and 
Babe Ruth organizations have provid­
ed McDowell High with some very 
talented players again this season. 

The pitching staff is deep, the infield 
looks solid and the outfield is good. 
McDowell has a problem shared by the 
county opponents- depth. There are 
several players on the McDowell team 
with potential to be good high school 
players, but they have limited varsity 
playing time because of the seniors 
who were ahead of them last season. 

The bench moving to the starting 
lineup is important for the Dare Devils 
to reach the region. As always, 
McDowell is a solid contender for the 
title and they have enough key players 
back to aid the youngsters in their tran­
sition to the starting spots. McDowell 
will have to be reckoned with when the 
district rolls around. 

PRESTONSBURG 
Russell Shepherd has an abundance 

of players. The Black Cats will dress 
out more for the var.sity than most 
teams in the region. And most of these 
guys were Babe Ruth all -stars. 
Prestonsburg could take it all this 
season to the surprise of no one.

More than 13 years ago, the 
AFL-CIO told President Johnson 
that American trade unionists were 
alarmed by inflation. They wanted 
inflation topped and they were 
willing to make sacrifices to help 
stop it, provided that uch sacrifices 
were shared equitably among all 
A mericans: buyers and sellers, 
lenders and borrowers, tenan ts a nd 
landlords, producers and consumers, 
workers and employers alike. 

We repeated that pledge many 
times, to four pre idents, and we 
stand by it today. We are absolutely 
confident that inflation can be 
stopped, rece sion and unemploy­
ment averted , the energy crisis 
overcome and energy independence 
achieved if policies are adopted that 
address all of these problems 
together, rather than in piecemeal 
fashion. 

Such an approach is embodied in 
the na tiona! accord recently reached 
between the labor movement and the 
Carter Administration, which lays 
the basis for labor's full participation 
in the development of national 
economic policies. The accord recog­
nizes that the fight against inflation 
can be won only if the required 
austerity is shared equally by all; the 
fut ure health of the economy 
depends on full employment, price 
stabi lity and balanced economic 
growth. 

The newly-constituted Pay Advi­
sory Committee has been assigned 
the task of injecting a greater 
measure of fairness into the Admin­
istration's wage restraint program, 
including a more equitable low-wage 
exemption, a system for hearing 
appeals and broader participation in 
the development of wage standards. 
The success of wage restraint will 
depend on its fairness and on 
effective measures to reduce price 
increases. 

The fight against inflation must 
attack directly the most serious 
problem areas of energy, food, 
health care, shelter and high interest 
rates. 

Energy supplies must be expanded 
to re lieve the OPEC stranglehold on 
U.S. energy prices. There must be 
conservation, development of a lter­
nate energy sources, an Energy 
Independence Authority, controls on 
the price o( oil and gas, and windfall 
profits taxes on oil companies. 

Speculation in commodity mar­
kets that drives up the prices of 
wheat and other agricultural 
products must be curbed. Exports of 
foodstuffs and other raw materials in 
short supply must be regulated to 
prevent domestic shortages and price 
increases. Restrictive agricultural 
policies that contribute to shortages 
must be revised, and the benefits of 
price support programs must be 
restricted to family farmers. 

A new approach to health care 
thr~gh a national health insurance 
prograin is the only lasting solution 
to medical care cost inflation. 
Interim steps include hospital cost 
containment and control of profes­
sional fees for health care. 

Government housing programs for 
low and modera te-income families 
should be expanded to increase the 

· housing supply and to reduce 
inflation in housing prices and' 
rents. 

Selective credit regulation is 
• needed to channel available credit

tria l needs, housing, family farmer , 
and to restrict credit-financed 
non-productive investment such as 
corporate acquisitions, gambling 
casinos and currency speculation. 

Congress must block efforts to 
d ismantle or to weaken federa l 
regula tory agencies esta blished to 
protec t consumers and workers a nd 
the general publ ic fro m unfair, 
monopolis tic and a nti-socia l business 
practices. 

T he structure of the American 
economy must be reviewed to 
determine t~e inflationary effect of 
such developments as business 
mergers, interlocking relationships 
among the giant corporations and 
banks, corporate domination of key 
parts of the national economy and its 
effect on America's posi t ion in the 
world economy, and the impact of 
corporations on American communi­
ties and democratic institutions. 
Detailed information on suc h factors 
of American economic a nd social life 
is essential for the adoption of 
appropriate government pol ic ies. 

In coming months the AFL-CIO 
will focus its energy and resources on 
the struggle to persuade Congress to 
move a head on each of these issues 
on behalf of a ll America ns, making 
sure that whatever sacrifi ces are 
required wi ll flow to the common 
good and the nat ional welfa re. 

As always, we will face deter­
mined opposition from selfish a nd 
powerful interests that will try to 
subvert the program in ways that 
will merely translate the sacrifices of 
some of the profit of others. 

This is no private fight. It 
concerns the welfare and the future 
of all Americans, and we look for 
support from · all men and women 
who set the national welfare above 
private interest. We expect their 
help, and we are confident that we 
will not be disappointed. 
This statement was prepared by the 
American Federation of Labor and 
Congress of Industrial Organiza­
tions (AFL-CIO). 

The time has come to provide some 
form of tax rel ief for the nation's 
inflation-battered savers. The feder­
a l tax code a llows investors to deduct 
up to $200 in dividends from their 
taxa ble income. Simple equity 

·demands that savers be granted at 
least equal treatment on the interest 
earned on their deposits. Moreover, 
such a move would be a vital 
contribution to the battle against 
inflation, for it would promote the 
increased personal saving and capital 
formation needed to finance produc­
tive investment and a rising standard 
of living for all Americans. 

Ours has long been a borrower­
and consumption--oriented society, 
in lar~e part because public policy 
has consistently focused on the needs 
of borrowers and consumers. Our tax 
structure, for example, encourages 
borrowing by allowing borrowers to 
deduct loan interest from their 
taxable income. Yet it virtually 
ignores the economic and social 
value of saving. 

The anti-saver, pro-borrower b1as 
in our federal tax structure is 
especia lly incongruous in an age of 
rapid inflation. Quite plainly, 
savings-related tax incentives 
demand serious consideration as a 
means of redressing the long­
standing imbalance between borrow­
ing and saving, and as a means of 
combating inflation. A wide array of 
such incentives is available in other 
industrialized nations , and it is 
hardly coincidental that the overall 
rate of saving in these countries far 
exceeds ours. 

In the third quarter of 1979, the 
overall saving rate in the United 
States plunged to an abysmally low 
4.1 percent of disposable income, the 
lowest rate in over 25 years. This 

contrasts with a saving rate of 13 
pe rcent for Great Britain, I 5 percent 
for West Germany and 25 percent 
for Japan. 

The pressing need to addres the 
na t ion's savings-investment problem 
has been underscored by the sharp 
an d dil.turb ing decline in our 
nation's prod uct ivity growth in 
recent years. Fro.n 1947 to 1967, 
p roductivity in the priva te sector 
grew at an average annual rate of 
3.1 percent a year. Over the past 
decade, it grew only half as fast-at 
an average annual rate, of 1.6 
percent. In 1978, productivity 
growth dropped to 0.5 percent. And 
in 1979, productivity actually de­
clined during the first half and 
showed virtually no change in the 
third quarter. 

These are truly disturbing statis­
tics. Unless these trends can be 
reversed- unless saving and produc­
tive investment can be increased­
there is scant hope that inflation can 
be brought under control. 

The need to correct the present 
imbalance in our tax code has been 
recognized by Congress, where 
support for a savings tax incentive is 
growing stronger every day . In the 
H ouse, over 200 congressmen have 
either introduced or cosponsored 
more than 50 bills to provide a tax 
break for savers. In the Senate, over 
60 members have introduced or 
cosponsored 15 different savings tax 
incentive bills. Given that level of 
support, it would certainly appear 
that a tax break for savers has a 
good chance for passage. 

A major counter argument to a 
tax incentive for savings, of course, 
is the loss of federal tax revenues . 
This is an important point at a time 
when federal budgetary deficits need 
to be red uced . Over the longer-run, 
however, an increased level of 
private sav ing and capital format ion 
would provide more than offsetting 
economic benefits to the nat ion, 
particularly in its anti-inflationa ry 
impact. Increased real economic 
growth, moreover, would generate 
increasd tax revenues and thus help 
offset any initial revenue loss. 

It should also be recognized that 
reducing the lederal budget deficit 
through inflation-induced tax collec­
tions is bad public policy and is 
ultimately self-defeating. Indeed, the 
effect of rapid inflation in pushing 
taxpayers into higher tax brackets 
and a weakening economy are 
generating pressures for another 
round of tax reduction. This situa­
tion provides a golden opportunity to 
tailor tax relief from inflation to the 
critical longer-run need to promote 
non-inflationary economic growth 
through increased private saving and 
capital formation. 

Inflation is the enemy of thrift. It 
erodes the real val ue of savings a nd 
reduces incentives to save. For too 
long, government policy has encour­
aged spend ing and discou raged 
saving. The opportunity to· correct 
this imbalance is now at hand, and 
should not be allowed to pass.

MYSTERIOUS STAINS MAY 
BE FARRIC SOFTENER 

It 's no wonder that a product which 
minimizes wnnkling, thus reducing 
ironing and makes fabrics feel soft, 
fluffy and free of static cling, continues 
to grow in popularity. 

That's what a washer-added or 
dryer-added fabric softener can do, 
provided you follow the manufac­
turer's instructions for use . Product 
directions do vary ; so it's important to 
read them. 

Washer added softners are liquids, 
with the majority used in the rinse cy­
cle. One type is designed for addition to 
the wash cycle. 

Rinse added types need to be diluted 
with water before pouring them into 
the machine. If the washer is equipped 
with a fabric softener dispenser, follow 
directions in the machine's instruction 
manual for correct use. Most manufac­
turers suggest diluting the softener 
before pouring it into the dispenser. 
This prevents clogging. Avoid pouring 
fabric softener directly onto clothes 
because this can cause a grease-like 
stain or spotted fabric . 

Dryer-added fabric softeners are 
available in sheets or packet form . In 
one type, the fabric softener ingre­
dients are dispersed on a non-woven 
sheet of rayon or polyester. Another 
uses polyurethane foam sheets for car­
rying the ingredients . The packet form 
provides fabric softener in a pouch that 
the user attaches to a fine of the dryer 
drum. The heat of the dryer helps to 
transfer the softener to the clothes as 
they tumble. 

If you're puzzled by translucent , 
often streaky, oily-looking stains on 
solid-color permanent press fabrics 
and synthetics, such as polyester or 
nylon, the cause may be your dryer­
added fabric softener. The sudden ap­
pearance of these stains is the result of 
fabric softener being concentrated on 
an area of fabric . 

Fabric softener stains are not per­
manent and can be easily removed . 
Simply dampen the stained area and 
rub it with bar soap; then rewash the 
article.

EASTERN TENT CATERPILLARS 

It's that time of year when you see 
those web-like nests in the crotches of 
many trees in Floyd county. These are 
made by young tent caterpillars spinn­
ing nests in which they retreat at night 
after feeding on foliage during the day. 

The tent caterpillar or apple-tree 
tent caterpillar, is primarily a 
defoliator of wild cherry trees m spr­
ing. However, other trees are also at­
tacked, especially when the caterpillar 
runs out of food on cherry trees . Most 
trees are not seriously harmed by 
defoliation so early in the spring 
because they put on new leaves when 
the caterpillar is gone. However, the 
tent web of the caterpillar is unsightly 
and remains in trees through the sum­
mer. The caterpillar may also be a 
nuisance at the time it migrates across 
the home lawns. 

The insects pass the winter as eggs 
which have been laid in a collar-like 
mass encircling the twigs of host trees. 
The egg mass, which contains about 
200 eggs, is about 3/4 inch long nd 1/2 
inch in diameter and has a shiny, var­
nished appearance. About the time 
cherry leaves first open in spring the 
eggs hatch and the tiny caterpillars 
migrate together in the tree in search 
of food. Mter about two days of feeding 
they start to spin a tent in a tree crotch, 
often joining with caterpillars from 
other egg masses. 

Full grown caterpillars reach a 
length of about 2 inches. The general 
color is black with a white stripe, 
bordered with reddish-brown down the 
back. Along each side is a row of blue 
spots and brown and yellow lines. The 
entire body is sparsely hairy. The 
caterpillar is most easily recognized 

when seen is association with the tent. 
Since the caterpillars were so bad 

last year, they may be even worse this 
year. 

When natural controls are insuffi­
cient other types of control may be 
needed. Tents in small yard trees can 
be torn out by hand or with a pole and 
the caterpillars crushed. One may also 
burn the tent out with a torch . Either of 
these methods should be done at night 
or on cloudy days when most of the 
caterpillars are in the next. 

Insecticide sprays may be simpler if 
many hard-to-get nests are involved. 
The sprays should be applied before 
the nest gets larger than a baseball to 
get the best effects. Spray the tent and 
about 1 foot of the surrounding bran­
ches or trunk. 

The following insecticides are 
recommended for contlrol: _ 

Malathion 57% E . C. , Methoxychlor 
50% WP, Sevin 50% WP, Diazinon 50% 
WP and Dipel 3.2% (Bacillus thur­
ingiensis) .

- Although parent organization 
meetings were scheduled at convenient 
times for three-quarters of the parents, 
one-half of the parents had to take off 
work for parent-teacher conferences. 

-Nearly half of the participating 
parents (47.8 percent) had heard 
school personnel mention ••broken 
homes" or other stereotypic languages 
when referring to single-parent 
families . 

-Thirty-five percent had heard 
school personnel make specific 
negative comments about single- 1 
parent homes. 

-Less than one-third of the single 
parents inpicated that the non-custody 
parent had access to their child's 
school records . According to the 
guidelines of the Family Educational 
Rights and Privacy Act (also known as 
the Buckley Amendment), all parents, 
whether they have custody or not, have 
access to school records, unless access 
is expressly prohibited by court order.

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Housing Outlook: Modest Recovery 
The anticipated easing of mortgage 

interest rates and faster economic 
growth during the second half of 1981 
should lead to an upturn in home sa les. 
Dr. Jack Carlson, executive vice presi­
dent and chief economist of the Na­
tional A sociation of Realtors. 
predicted today. 

''For 1981 as a whole," Carlson said 
in his April Outlook for the Economy 
and Real Estate, "existing home sales 
are expected to total 3.2 million units, 
up 11 percent from 1980, but well below 
the 1979 level." 

He added that in 1982 existing home 
sales are expected to increase another 
20 percent to 3.8 million units. 

Carlson noted that the drop in ex­
isting home sales was influenced great­
ly by the 15 percent and higher mort­
gage interest rates The downturn in 
housing starts, he added, can be ex­
pected to continue until summer. with 
a modest upturn late in the year. 

··starts this year are expected to 
reach 1.39 million units, an increase of 
only 6.5 percent from 1980," Carlson 
said. "With the anticipated stronger 
economic growth in 1982. starts are ex­
pected to increase by another 30 per­
cent to 1.84 million units . However, this 
improved building outlook still 
represents a shortfall in housing con­
struction of nearly 300,000 units from 
the underlying demand for next y~ar ." 

Carlson noted that mortgage interest 
rates can be expected to ease slightly 
this spring but are unlikely to decline 
much below 14 percent. The rates are 
expected to remain in that range dur­
ing the second half of this year and into 
1982. 

Tight credit policies and high .in­
terest rates are continuing to cause 
weak inflows in lendable funds into 
commercial banks and thrift institu­
tions. Carlson said. Net new deposits at 
savings and loan associations rose only 
$800 million during February-except 
for January, the smallest increase 
since last March. Most of this modest 
savings inflow continues to be in the 
form of 6-month money market cer­
tificates. Large funds in the S&L's 
liabilities structure have led to 
substantial reductions in mortgage len­
ding commitment activity and a 
decline in thrift institution profitabili­
ty . 

"The high cost of lendable funds 
could lead to losses for savings and 
loan associations of up to $2 billion in 
the first 6 months of this year,'' he add­
ed. "This poor outlook for profits could 
result in as many as 50 to 75 involun­
tary mergers during 1981 , requiring 
regulatory agency assistance, and as 
many as 300 voluntary mergers involv­
ing weaker savings and loan associa­
tions." 

He added that depressed existing 
home sales levels have resulted in a 
slight decline in median prices for the 
existing single-family home from 
$64,000 in January to $64,100 in 
February. 

The February median price figure 
was up 8.6 percent from the correspon­
ding period a year ago-significantly 
less than O\'erall inflation. 

"The prit:e decline in February was 
most marked in the northeast region. 
while prices rose in the west," Carlson 
said. ''Prices in 1981 for existing homes 
are expected to increase 11 .6 
percent-about the same rate as in 
1980. Stronger housing activity next 
year should result in a 12.5 percent 
growth in home prices in 1982." 

Carlson said that monthly payments 
of principal and interest on a typical 
newly-purchased home are expected to 
remain around 25 percent of average 
household income through 1982. 

The recent strong performance in 
commercial and industrial construc­
tion continued in February. Private 
nonresidential construction put in 
place again topped the $25 billion an­
nual rate after adjusting for inflation, 
he said. However, new contracts have 
begun to fall off under the recent high 
interest rates . This should be reflected 
in a downturn in nonresidential invest­
ment through midyear . 

"For 1981 as a whole ," Carlson said, 
"the volume of new construction is 
likely to be little changed from last 
year with stores and commercial 
building other than office space show­
ing the strongest performnce. As with 
housing activity. the sale of commer­
cial and industrial buildings should 
quicken next year as the economy im­
proves .

" When buying new tires, be sure to 
keep your sales .receipt. Also be sure 
the seller records the identification 
numbers of the tire and your name and 
address , as required by federal law, 
for use in case of recall," Beshear 
reminds.

True Story Of Born b 
Has Premiere On KET 

"The Day After Trinity: J. Robert 
Oppenheimer And The Atomic Bomb," 
nominated for an Academy Award for 
best documentary, premieres on KET 
Wednesday, April29 at 9 p.m. 

The 90-minute program looks at the 
life of physicist Oppenheimer and his 
role as the "father of the atomic 
bomb." It also reveals the scope and 
human scale of the "Manhattan Pro­
ject" in which Oppenheimer directed 
over 6,000 top scientists and support 
staff in a massive top-secret effort to 
develop a nuclear device before Nazi 
Germany. 

Oppenheimer's reaction to 
Trinity-the first atomic blast at 
Alamagordo, N. M. -and the subse­
quent destruction of Hiroshima and 
nagassaki led him to advocate arms 
control and the removal of nuclear 
weapons from the arsenals of in­
dividual nations. As a result of this con­
troversy, in December 1953, President 
Eisenhower stripped Oppenheimer of 
his security clearance pending a 
security hearing before the Atomic 
Energy Commission. The Commission 
found him to have "fundamental 
defects in character" and judged tht 
his conduct' was " not in the best in­
_terests of national security."

PutJifS Rate Schools 
A majority of secondary school 

students are proud of their schools, 
have a sense of belonging, and believe 
that teachers really care whether they 
learn. They feel less positive about 
school administrators, however. 

These conclusions stem from the 
response;> of 10,478 students in 22 states . 
to a questionnaire eveloped by the Na­
tional Study of School Evaluation. The 
students represented 25 school systems 
across the U.S., most of them located 
in cities of moderate size. 

Students preceived their teachers as 
explaining clearly what assignments 
tQ do and how to go about them. They 
felt that, regardless of grades, they 
were "learning a lot", and they 
generally agreed that the schools were 
teaching those things they needed to 
know "right n.ow". Building ad­
ministrators drew the responses that 
were most negative. The lowest mean 
response from students was the item: 
Does the administration talk to you as 
an individual on all occasions? Per­
sonal encouragement from ad­
ministrators concerning schoolwork 
scored second lowest. 

About one student in six was not pro­
ud of his/her school; more than one in 
five did not feel that teachers care 
whether students learn.

Selective Service 
Begins Recruitment 
Of Board Members 

Selective Service has begun a pro­
gram to recruit and train civilian 
volunteers for possible future draft 
boards in Kentucky as a part of the 
peacetime revitalization of Sel~ctive 
Service called for by the Congress . 

The boards themselves would not be 
established unless Congress directed a 
return to the draft; Pre-selection and 
training of board members in 
peacetime will be beneficial, however, 
in several ways, it is explained: 

( 1) It will assure that people selected 
will be representative of the com­
munities they serve, 

(2) It will give Selective Service 
time, in the relative calm of 
peacetime, to train the board members 
in Selective Service policies and pro­
cedures to assure uniform treatment of 
individuals appearing before boards 
for postponements, deferments and ex­
e~ptions-it is the local draft board 
that makes these crucial judgmental 
decisions. 

By law draft board members are 
nominated by each state governor and 
appointed by the President. To be eligi­
ble for consideration, a~ individual 
must: 

-Be a citizen of the United States 
between the ages of 18 and 60, 

-Not be a member of the armed 
forces (including reserve or retired 
status, but not excluding veterans of 
military service), 
~Not already have served as a draft 

board member for a total of 15 or more 
years, 

-Be willing to participate in a na­
tional training program ; and, if the 
draft is ever resumed, be willing to 
serve without pay in making difficult 
but important decisions concerning ap­
plications from local residents for 
deferment or exemption from the 
draft. 

The Jaw also contemplates that the 
make-up of each draft board ·be 
representative of the racial and ethnic 
backgrounds of the registrant 
population under its jurisdiction. A ma­
jor goal of this selection program is to 
generate sufficient citizen participa­
tion to ensure such balance. Approx­
imately 185 appointments will be made 
in Kentucky. The full national program 
to be undertaken over the next few 
months will bring total appointments 
to approximately 10,000.

A $1,000 Carp? 

By JOHN WILSON 
After Ohio River biologist Ralph 

Jackson finishes his current fish tagg­
ing project, there could be a carp worth 
$1,000 swimming around in the Ohio, 
just waiting to be caught. 

Or one of the $1,000 tags could be on a 
drum or a channel catfish, or maybe a 
black bass, a sauger , a white bass or a 
crappie. These are the species Jackson 
intends to tag with plastic "hot pink" 
colored tags. When returned to the 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, these tags will be worth 
from $1 tQ $1,000. 

Fish will be tagged along the length 
of the Kentucky portion of the Ohio, 
Jackson says. Right now, the biologist 
doesn't know how long it will take him 
to tag 100 each of the seven species 
listed above, since weather and water 
conditions will dictate how much time 
he can spend on the river. 

A similar cash award program for 
tagged black bass was conducted a 
couple of years ago, and there are pro­
bably still valuable bass in some of 
Kentucky's lakes-in fact, a $1,000.bass 
is still unaccounted for. 

The reason for offering cash for 
returned tags is to increase the rate of 
returns. Without some incentive, many 
folks just don't bother to send in tags 
from fish they catch, leading to a 
return rate of around 5 percent. 

But with the possibility of some 
serious money, the percentage shoots 
up to as high as 40 or 50. Biologists feel 
that the money paid out in cash awards 
is well worth it, since the larg_e number 
of tags returned gives them valuable 
data about catch rates, movements 
and population trends of the species 
under study. 

Tags from Ohio River fish will be 
worth $1, $5, $10, $25, $50, $100, or 
$1,000. There will obviously be a lot 
more $1 tags than $1,000 ones, but there 
will be " more than one" fish worth 
$1,000, Jackson says .. 

After the fish are tagged, tag 
numbers will be matched randomly 
with dollar values. This list will be kept 
separate from the list which matches 
tag numbers with species and loca-

tions, so not even Jackson will know 
where, or on what kind of fish, the high­
priced tags are located. 

"We're interested in all the species 
that anglers fish for and catch in the 
Ohio," Jackson explains . "That's why 
we're tagging carp, drum and catfish 
as well as 'sportier ' fish like bass and 
crappie." The cylindrical tags, which 
have "KY FISH" and a number on 
them, are inserted under the fish's skin 
just behind the dorsal fin. 

Special envelopes will be available 
from fish and wildlife conservation of­
ficers or at local bait and tackle shops. 
The tag, along with a few scales from 
the fish (except catfish, which don't 
have scales) should be returned. Com­
plete instructions are on the envelopes. 

This study indicates the increasing 
importance of the Ohio River, more 
than 600 miles of which borders Ken­
tucky. Strict antipollution laws have 
resulted in a cleaner river, growing 
fish populations and increasing angler 
success. 

So if you're fishing the Ohio, keep 
your eyes open for fish with " hot pink" 
decorations, and you just might find 
yourself in the money. After all, it 
would be hard to beat a $1,000 drum.

Each year Kentucky physicians may 
report as many as 1,000 new cases of 
cancer of the uterine cervix. When this 
kind of cancer is discovered early 
enough, treatment can be started and 
lives can be saved. By means of a sim­
ple, painless test, signs which foretell 
the development of this kind of cancer 
can be seen even before obvious symp­
toms are noted by the woman or her 
physician. The test, which was 
developed by George M. Papanicolaou, 
M.D., is known as the Pap test. If all 
women have a yearly Pap test, there 
could be no deaths from cancer of the 
uterine cervix. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment urges all women to have a yearly 
Pap test. A Pap clinic will be held at 
the Health Department, Friday, April 
24 from 8 a .m. to 2 p.m. This is a free 
service of the Health Department and 
all women who have npt had this test in 
the past year are urged to attend. 

A glaucoma clinic will be held at the 
Health Department Monday, April 27, 
from 8 a.m . to 2 p.m. The clinic is open 
to all ages , but those persons age 35 
and over are especially urged to take 
advantage of this free screening.

ORDINANCE NO. 4-81 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF 

'PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, 
'AMENDING CERTAIN SECTIONS 
OF ORDINANCE NO. 2-B1 IN SUCH 
MANNER AS TO COMPLY WITH 
PREVAILING GUIDELINES OF 
FARMERS HOME ADMINISTRA­
TION OF THE UNITED STATES 
DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE 

This Ordinance amends Section 803 
and 1101 of Ordniance No. 2-B1 but only 
·to bring the provisions thereof into con­
formity with prevailing guidelines of 
Farmers . Home Administration, 
United States Department of 
Agriculture ("FmHA"), in order that 
FmHA may submit a bid at public sale 
for the purchase of the City's $1,700,000 
"Water, Sewer and Natural Gas 
System Revenue Bonds, Series 19B1," 
in accordance with the FmHA Loan 
Letter addressed to the Mayor under 
date of May 8, 19BO, as referred to in 
said Ordinance No. 2-81.

The amendment to Section B03 of Or­

Buying yur first home should be ex­
citing, interesting and, overall, an en­
joyable experience. On the other hand, 
it can be a pain in the neck. 

"Too often, first-time homebuyers 
enter the market without' a clear 
understanding of the homebuying pro­
cess," said John Wood, president of the 
National Association of Realtors, 
"Although one learns from experience, 
it's best to do a little advance reading 
and planning to avoid confusion. 

First and foremost, determine how 
much you can afford. Very recently 1 
the nation's largest private insurer of 
home mortgages raised its qualifying 
housing expense formula to 33 
percent-it had been at 25 percent. 
Now if you earn $1,000 a month, you 
can afford a housing p?yment of $330 or 
33 percent of $1,000. Likewise the total 
indebtedness that is allowed was also 
hiked to 38 percent. Total indebtedness 
means the amount a person pays for 
housing, car and furniture payments, 
school loans and any other long-term 
obliga lions. 

Many lenders have also said they 
now rely less on prescribed formulas 
and pay more attention to other factors 
that may suggest a buyer's ability to 
make mortgage payments. These fac­
tors could include the ability to make a 
larger than minimum down payment, 
the existence of other assets and the 
potential for increased earnings. 

Raising the downpayment is the se­
cond step. Since most conventionial 
lenders require at least 10 percent 
down, this can be a difficult nut to 
crack. · 

The U.S. League of Savings Associa­
tions reports that the median purchase 
price paid by first-time buyers in 197~ 
was $49,000. A 10 percent downpay­
ment would then be $4,900; 20 percent

would be $9,800. If these figures seem 
staggering, don't be discouraged. The 
term " median price" indicates that 
half of the units purchased were priced 
below that amount. Thus, many first­
time buyers had smaller down­
payments. Also, the figure applies 
to single-family detached units . Con­
dominium apartments, a popular star­
ting point for many, often have more 
affordable price tags. But, keep in 
mind t)1at the more you put down, the 
smaller your monthly payment. 

Draining your savings account is the 
most obvious way to come up with the 
downpaymen't. But, if you come up 
short, you may have to tap other 
sources. 

If you have a life insurance policy 
with a cash value you can generally 
borrow up to the amount you've paid in 
at a more favorable interest rate than 
most other loans. Also, as Chicago Ti­
tle Insurance states, you may be able 
to use stocks and bonds as collateral to 
secure a mortgage. Also, if you can 
show ·that the government will be 
rebating money you've overpaid on 
your income tax, a lender may be will­
ing to lend you the sum due. 

If your company has a profit sharing 
program, look into the possibility of 
withdrawing what you have in your ac­
count or borrowing against it. If you 
are short only a few hundred dollars, 
you could ask your employer for a pay 
advance. 

Buying a home that needs work is 
another way to economize. Sellers may 
be willing to lower their asking price if 
they don't have to make major repairs 
on the property. 

Young, independent professionals 
may find it humiliating to ask parents 
and relatives for short-term loans , but 
keep in mind that parents often had to 
humble themselves when they were 
first starting, too. Other avenues in­
clude holding a garage sale, free­
lancing a talent such as painting, 
carpentry or babysitting. Where 
there's a will, there's a way. 

"One comforting thought is general­
ly saving up for your first downpay­
ment is a one-time sacrifice," said 
Wood. "Once you'~e in, you'll be able to 
use the accumulated equity as 
downpayment on your second pur­
chase." 

Next on the list is shopping for a 
home and a neighborhood. Know where 
you want to live, write down what 
you'd like in your home, and then 
check with your local realtor. 

When shopping, buyers should never 
assume anything. Although the house 
you are looking at may be only one 
block from a school, don't assume that 
your children would go there. The 
house may be beyond the boundaries. 
Also, if you are buying in a con­
dominium development, ask if there 
are any fees for using such common 
areas as a swimming pool or tennis 
court. 

Wood urges buyers to have the 
following questions in mind when shop­
ping for a home: How convenient is the 
home to work? Assuming that the 
home is not close to your place of

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First-Time Homebuyers 
(Continued from Preceding Page) 
employment, is public transportation 
accessible? How close are grocery 
stores, gas stations, hospitals, schools? 
What fire and police protection is 
available? What are the monthly real 
estate taxe ? If you are looking at a 
condo , what are the monthly 
assessments? What services do they 
cover? What is the annual cost for gas 
and electricity? 

Next step after you find your 
' 'dream" home is making an offer. The 
asking price of an existing home is 
usually negotiable. The price of new 
homes is generally less flexible. 

The fine art of negotiation comes into 
play here. You submit your offer to the 
seller by signing a real estate sales 
contract or offer to purchase. This con­
tract spells out how much you are will­
ing to pay for the home, what will be in­
cluded in the purchase (i.e., drapes, 
curtain rods, screens, etc.), when you 
would like to take possession and other 
variables as well. 

If the seller accepts your offer, he or 
she will sign the contract as is. But, if 
they wish to counter your offer, they 
will cross through your figures and in­
sert their own. The contract will then 
be presented to you for your approval. 
If the new offer is agreeable, you will 
initial the new figures . 

To prevent a misunderstanding, it's 
best to record in writing any verbal 
agreements such as repairs to be made 
to the property by the date you take 
possession. Oftentimes, a buyer re­
quests in the sales contract that the 
property be viewed three days prior to 
closing to check that requested im­
provements have been made. 

When you sign the offer to purchase, 
you usually have to give the seller a 
portion of the downpayment as a sign 
of your serious intention to buy. This 
earnest money can range anywhere 
from $500 on up, depending on the price 
of the property. If the seller does not 
accept your offer, the funds are return-
ed to you. However, should you decide 
to back out of the deal , you may forfeit 
all or a portion of the deposit. Before 
you sign, ask . your realtor about the 
consequences. 

According to many leading lenders, 
a loan officer is interested in three C's 
when making a mortgage: credit, 
character and capacity . Come 
prepared with the following: job 
history, credit references, outstanding 
debts, charge balances, savings, life 
insurance policies, and proof of your 
income. By law, a lender must con­
sider all steady income of both hus­
band and wife, including money from 
part-time jobs, alimony and child sup­
port payments. Also before a lender 
will commit to a mortgage, he will 
have the market value of the home ap­
~raised . You may have to pay the ap-
praisal fee. • 

Some questions you should ask about 
any mortgage are: ls there a prepay­
ment penalty clause? This involves ex­
tra charges for paying off the loan 
before maturity. How late can a mon­
thly payment be before charges are 
assessed? How many points will you 
have to pay? Points are generally 1 
percent of the loan amount (one point 
on a $Z7 ,000 loan would be $270). Points, 
sometimes called origination fees, are 
costs that lenders apply for writing the 
loan. They are due and payable at the 
time of closing. They buyer is general­
ly responsible for these costs, but in 
some instances the seller helps out. 

r 
"Once financing is approved, the big 

day soon arrives when you close on the 
property and take possession," Wood 
said. "So that no unpleasant or em­
harassing experiences occur, it 's best 

f to take advantage of your rights under 
1 the Real Estate Settlement Procedures 
1 Act. 

"According to the RESPA, a lender 
is required to provide a 'good faith ' 
estimate of all closing costs within 
three days of the loan application," 
said Wood. "The lender also is re­
quired to give the exact costs one day 
prior to closing." 

Closing costs can range from $1,200 
to $3,500 on a $50,000 mortgage depen­
ding on the size of the down payment 
and charges. They include the points of 
origination fees, mortgage insurance 
premium, title search, attorney's fees, 
state and local taxes, appraisal fees, 
escrow fees, homeowners insurance 

r and survey report and credit report. 
Naturally, some of these costs can be 
spread out over a few months, such as 
the attorney fees, and others may not 
occur at all, but it's best to check with 

1 your lender well in advance of closing. 
' There are some alternative or 

creative mortgage plans where the 
closing costs can be delayed for a brief 
period, allowing the buyer to purchase 
the property and save up for the clos­
ing c:osts while living in the home.

Auxi.er Road Gas 
Wins PSC Okeh 

The state Public Service Commi -
sion has approved a reconstruction and 
renovation project and a majority 
ownership transfer for the Auxier 
Road Gas Co. 

The company has requested almost 
$446,000 in federal Economic Develop­
ment Administration funds through the 
state Department for Local Govern­
ment for the reconstruction project. 
The construction is needed , according 
to the commission's order, "to provide 
adequate and safe gas service" to the 
compa.ny 's customers. 

Estill Branham· achieved majority 
ownership by acquiring 15.7 percent of 
the company from his brother, Roscoe 
E. Branham, and 50 percent from his 
mother , Willa Mae Branham . He 
previously owned 5.7 percent interest 
of the company. 

The state Public Service Commis­
sion has approved a natural gas rate 
increase for the Auxier Road Gas Co. 
to offset a rise in the wholesale cost of 
gas. 

The company's supplier, Columbia 
Gas of Kentucky, is raising its price of 
gas to Auxier Road by $5,250 annually. 

Customers will now be charged a 
rate of $5.33 for the first 1,000 cubic feet 
of gas they use and $4.51 per 1,000 cu. 
ft. for amounts over that. The 
minimum monthly bill will be $5. 

The rates were effective April 6.
