One Man Killed, 
2nd Wounded 
In Floyd Frays 

One man was killed near here early 
last Friday evening, and a second was 
seriously wounded Sunday night at his 
home on Arkansas Creek, near Martin. 

Otis Lee Wallen, 42, of the Town 
Branch-Bull Creek road, has been 
named in a warrant alleging murder in 
the shotgun slaying of his neighbor, 
Paul Edward Mullins, 'l7. He was ar­
rested shortly after the shooting on a 
drunkenness count and was formally 
charged with murder Monday morning 
by ·State Police Detective Claude 
Tackett. 

Detective Tackett said an argument 
between Wallen and Mullins preceded 
the shooting. Mullins died at the 
Highlands Medical Center here at 8:20 
p.m., less than an hour after he had 
been shot one time in the abdomen with 
a charge from a .20-gauge shotgun. 

The Sund4y night shooting was that 
of Martin Boyd, Jr., 26, who was 
wounded in the abdomen and leg by 
two shots from a 5-mm. rifle. His 
brother, Randall Boyd, 38, will be 
charged with first degree assault, 
State Police Detective Don K. Weed­
man, the Investigating officer said. 

Boyd underwent surgery Sunday 
night, and his condition at that time 
was described as stable. 

It was indiCated that Martin Boyd 
entered his brother's home and that the 
shooting followed an argument bet­
ween the two.

Dewey Eyed as 
Power Source 

Dewey Dam and the Jake it creates 
are being considered as a possible 
source of electric power, The Times 
has learned from the Federal Energy 
Regulatory Commission. 

The Contine ntal Hydro Corp., of 
Boston, Mass., has filed an application 
for a preliminary permit for a period of 
three years during which it would in­
vestigate the project design, feasibili­
ty, power potential, environmental im­
pact, etc. It is estimated that the cost of 
such studies would be $45,000. 

Continenta-l Hydro estimates that the 
dam-reservoir project, if developed, 
could yield an average output of bet­
ween 4112 and 51/z million kilowatt hours 
of energy per year. Development 
would include a powerhouse having a 
generating capacity ranging from 2000 
to 2500 kw, a new penstock approx­
imately 650 feet long, new transmission 
lines and appurtenances. 

It is emphasized that a preliminary 
permit such as will be sought does not . 
authorize construction ; instead, it 
would give the designated permittee 
the right of priority of application for 
license while studies are being made 
over the designated three-year period. 

The Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission next week will publish an 
advertisement in this newspaper , 
outlining the proposal a nd inviting of­
ficial a nd public comment. 

Floyd Said Worst Sufferer 
From 1980 Woodland Fires 

After a disastrous fall fire season it 
comes as little surprise that 1980 was a 
particularly grim year in 'terms of 
losses in timberland, wildlife habitat, 
a nd watershed value in the area. The 
extent of those losses was emphasized 
this week with the release of figures by 
the district office of the Kentucky Divi­
sion of Forestry here. 

In the Eastern Forestry District, 
which includes F loyd, P ike, Johnson, 
Magoffin, Martin and Lawrence coun­
ties, 461 fires burned 196,577 acres in 
1980, and with the damage in terms of 
loss to timber, wildlife and watershed 
set a t $17 per acre, the total monetary 
loss figures amount to a whopping 
$3,341,809. 

Of the counties in the district, 
Floyd's lot was by far the hardest as 
137 of the blazes occurred in this county 
with 98,305 acres, nearly ha lf the total 
in the distr ict, being a ffected . 

Firefighting cost figures compiled by 
forestry personnel here show only ex­
penses incurred through emergency 
labor, and does not include full time 
forestry workers, items such as food 
for th e emergency la bor a nd 
miscellaneous costs. For the district, 
that total came to $58,704. In Floyd 
county $20,756 of that amount was 
spent. 

F igures relating to the source of the 
fi res are perhaps the most discourag­
ing of the forestry statistics. Forty per­
cent of the fires was attributed to 
hunters illegally smoking out game or 
building campfires and it is estimated 
that as many as 75 percent of the fires 
in Floyd count)' last fall origina ted 
from hunters' fires.

Although federal funding for all pro­
jects planned ,for the town of Mar tin, 
save one, was cancelled Monday, Con­
gressman Carl D. Perkins later said he 
is hopeful the funds may be restored. 

Perkins became more optimistic 
after a White House call Tuesday mor­
ning when he explained· the 
precariousness of the water a nd 
sewerage situations there and the need 
of addihmal housing for the poor. 

Althvugh no commitments were 
made, he is hopeful now-a view that is 
widely at variance with the pessimism 
voiced when he was first told of the 
cancellations. 

The Martin financial crisis began 
Monday when Ann Crichton, director 
of EDA's regional office in Atlanta, 
was . directed to write letters of fund 
cancellations to Martin officials and 
others in the region. Then she was ask­
ed to resign her post, which she did. 

If the budget-cutting axe should fall, 
as first expected, Martin-would lose all 
projects except the stream improve­
ment work . Funding in the amount of 
$1.33 million for renovation of the 
town's water treatment plant and 
water and sewerage systems would be 
lost, and the city's application .for 
$423,000 in HUD fuhds for purchase of a 
site for a new housing project and ex­
tension of utilities systems to the site. 

Perkins said the stream improve­
ment project, now languishing for 10 
years, can be activated as soon as 
easements are acquired from 
property-owners, since funds for the 
work are available through the U. S. 
Corps of Engineers.

He said Fraley apparently ' 'came to 
the conclusion that it was almos t im­
possible for the victim to be thrown 
out, then crawl back into the vehicle," 
DeBoard said. 

Fraley sa id he made a second trip to 
the scene and found "too many ques­
tions that just didn' t add up." 

The truck was dama·ged only slight­
ly, he sa id , and the mud on Miller 's 
body didn't ma tch the dirt a t the scene. 

An a utopsy was conducted in Louis­
ville to determine the cause of Miller's 
death ,' but Fraley sa id he had not 
received the report. 

"I will say this." he said. "this man 
did not die as a result of a traffi c 
wreck . I didn't sec a ny way possJble 
tha t this man could receive so much in­
jury when there wasn't that much 
damage to the truck.''

Program Would Alert · 
VD Victim's Partners 

"You have been exposed to gonor­
rhea- a serious contagious· disease 
spread by sexual contact. You may 
never have symptoms that you 
recognize . Proper tests are absolutely 
necessary at once and preventive 
treatment may be indicated." 

That blunt and startling message is 
part of the Department for Human 
Resource's venera! disease control 
unit's efforts to alert persons who have 
had sexual contact with a known gonor­
rhea victim through a new system 
known as CARE, or Contacts Always 
Require Examination. 

Developed by the department's 
Bureau for Health Services, the CARE 
system is designed to help private 
physicians who may have little time 
and limited resources to conduct sex 
partner follow-ups, says Pete Cam­
passi, manager of the VD control uni t. 

Pocket-size CARE booklets are given 
to infected patients and contain four 
tear-out cards to be giv~n., to their re­
cent sex partners . The card ca rries the 
message that the person has been ex­
posed to gonorrhea and should seek 
medical a ttl!ntion immediately. The 
exposed person should take the card 
with him or her when seeing a private 
-physicia n or health department physi­
cian for examination. 

There are 120 health department 
clinics throughout the state where per­
sons presenting such a card can get 
free medical examinations for gonor­
rhea or syphilis, according to Cam­
passi. 

If the pa tients prefer tha t a public 
health worker not ify any or all of the 
contacts, they can fill out the back of 
each card with the names of recent 
sexual contacts and return the card to 
their physicia ns. The doctors can then 
send the completed cards to the VD 
control unit for confidential follow-up. 

P resently, patients treated for 
gonorrhea in Kentucky public health 
clinics a re interviewed confidentia lly 
to locate recent sexual contacts by 
public health nurses or by one of the 18 
specially tra ined VD investiga tors of 
the control unit. The contacts are then 
notified by public health workers that 
they may have been exposed to gonor­
rhea and need medical attention . 

Campassi said over 6,000 gonorrhea 
contacts were notified and treated last 
year through his system of " direct 
epidemiology.' ' 

Last year, some 11 ,735 cases of 
- gonorrhea were reported to the Bureau 

for Health Services. That is an incident 
rate of 339.3 per 100,000 population, 
Campassi report-ed. "Kentucky ra nks 
in the medium range of gonnorrhea 
victims a mong other s ta tes," Cam­
passi said.

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The 10-day limit on hospital coverage 
would penalize the sickest Medicaid 
recipients, protested Eula Hall, social 
director at the Mud Creek Health 
Clinic. Dr. Ellen Joyce. medical.direc­
tor for Big Sandy Health Care, Inc., 
asked that the regulations require a 
medical review of each case at the end 
of the 10 days. 

·A 1972 California study has already 
demonstrated that requiring Medicaid 
recipients to pay part of the cost of 
their prescriptions is counterproduc­
tive, Kelly Brinks, a University of Ken­
tucky graduate student, told the com­
mittee. Under the "co-payment" plan 
studied in that state, she said. patients 
were found to use physicians less, to 
have only some of their prescriptions 
filled, and to wind up more frequently 
in hospital. 

Proposals to limit the number of 
medical trips which would be covered 
under the new rules drew fire as work­
ing a particular hardship in this part of 
the state, where travel is arduous and 
public transportation non-existent. The 
difficulty for poor people in finding 
transportation would b·e exacerbated 
by requiring a second doctor's opinion 
before surgery. Mrs. Hall noted. 

H. D. Fitzpatrick, Jr., operator of 
Riverview Manor Nursing Home here 
and of Mountain Manors here and in 
Pikeville, was critical of measures cur­
tailing the reimbursement of nursing 
homes for taking care of Medicaid pa­
tients. Under the proposals, the nurs­
ing home industry would be required to 
absorb $20 million. almost half of the 
Medicaid economies. 

Not all of the DHR proposals came in 
for criticism, however. Regulations en­
couraging physicians to be more 
specific in ordering laboratory tests 
and more selective about hospital ad­
missions are welcome. said Dr. Joyce. 
The emphasis on home health care and 
primary health services is also com­
mendable, she said, as long as local 
communities provide adequate support 
services. 

While the committee-which includ­
ed Reps. Joel Ellington CD-Paducahl, 
Steve Cawood < D-Pineville l, and 
Harold Haering < R-Louisville) beside 
Sen. Bailey, a Hindman 
Democrat -listened sympathetically 
to the criticism and conceded that 
many elements of the Medicaid 
overhaul still need clarification. they 
made no bones about the fact that a 
far-reaching curtailment of services 
paid for by Medicaid is in the offing. 

In fact, the cost-cutting proposals 
now under discussion "are not going to 
come near solving the problem" of ris­
ing Medicaid expenditures, and will 
end up being only a "small portion" of 
the economies needed, said Bailey.

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Information Officer Carter Conley 
said, "They seem to be set for no par­
ticular reason-maybe someone's mad 
at a neighbor and see burning the land 
as an easy form of revenge-we really 
don't know." Conley also commented 
that during the fall fires, when smoke 
hung in the .valleys, landowners would 
see smoke and mistakenly conclude 
fire was approaching their proper· 
ty. "In some of these cases the lan­
downers would set 'back fires' as a 
preventive measure when all .they 
were doing was creating a new fire 
situation." Conley commented . 

Thirty percent originated from 
debris burning and the remaining 10 
percent were termei:i "miscellaneous." 

Conley said that, while in years past 
debris burning during dry weather 
caused most fires, a long-term public 
information campaign had been suc­
cessful in reducing this fire source to a 
reasonable level. "But it seems that 
just as we start getting real good 
cooperation from residents as far as 
debris burning goes, Conley stated. 
"then irresponsible hunters and ar­
sonists set u~ back again." 

Conley added that the only hope of 
reducing the incidence of arson lies in 
increasing the number of arson arrests 
and convictions. "That requires help 
from the public," he said. "We have to 
depend on people to provide informa· 
tion." 

Looking ahead to the .spring fire 
season, which begins March 1 anrl r···~ 
through May 15, Conley expressed 
some concern that the per:sistent dry 
weather may add to the severity of 
forest fires. "We're getting moisture 
back into the ground now and the top­
soil is damp, but we're still about eight 
inches behind normal level," Conley 
cautioned. He stressed that during 
much of the spring season with little 
leaf and green plant cover, "six to 
eight hours after a rain the ridges can 
become dry in clear, windy condi­
tions." He urged observance of the 
regulation prohibiting burning unti'I 
after 4:30p.m.

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The appeals court in its reversal opi­
nion said that the juvenile judge ap­
parently feared that permitting the 
girls to testify might convert the hear­
ing into a "minitrial" and thus violate 
the constitutional ban against double 
jeopardy.

$560,000 Asked 
Of Newspaper 
In Suit Here 

Homer F. Marcum, crusading Mar­
tin county editor , his newspaper, two of 
its reporters and the firm which prints 
his newspaper wer~ named defendants 
last Wednesday in a $560,000 libel suit 
filed in the Floyd circuit court by the 
foreman of a special grand jury em­
panelled to make an investigation that 
Marcum had requested. 

The plaintiff, Wanda Cassady, 
claims that a Page 1 s tory in The Mar­
tin Countian, of which Marcum is 
editor, impugned her reputation after 
the grand jury had heard witnesses 
and reported to the court that Mar­
cum's newspaper article calling for the 
investigation was . not. supported by 
testimony heard by the jury and was 
"uncalled for. " 

Defendants in the court action, in ad­
dition to Marcum and The Martin 
Countian are two of its writers, Michal 
Smith Fa uri and Joe Szakos ; K. Mills, 
cartoonist; the Communique Corp., 
publisher of the newspaper, and Land­
mark Newspapers, Inc., Shelbyville, 
Ky., which prints the Martin county 
newspaper. 

The newspaper story which is the 
basis for the suit was published Jan. 14 
under the headline, "Legality of Grand 
Jury Report Is Questioned, "and carried 
the by-line of Fauri and Szakos. Plain­
tiff alleges tha t the "article was utterly 
without factual basis and represented 
a libellous and malicious attack uppon 
the plaintiff." 
· In support of the part she played in 
the grand jury action, Mrs. Cassady 
claims she unwillingly served on the 
jury. She says the other grand jury 
members concurred in the report and 
alleges that Marcum declined to ap­
pear to testify before the grand jury 
after having been invited to do so. 

When she wrote a long letter to Mar­
cum, pointing to what she termed inac­
curacies in the Jan. 14 news story and 
asking that corrections be published, 
the newspaper replied that it stood on 
the statements made in the story, she 
alleges. 

Mrs. Cassady says in her suit that 
the Jan. 14 "article" resulted in 
"extreme defamation to her reputation 
and character" and that she "has suf­
fered and will continue to suffer in her 
ability to advance her employment 
because employers would be loath to 
hire one widely perceived to ·be 
dishonest and therefore unfit for posi­
tions of trust and responsibility." 

The suit demands $10,000 for past 
and future medical expenses, $100,000 
for emotional , mental and physical 
agony and pain and suffering plaintiff 
has incurred, $200,000 as compensatory 
damages and $250,000 punitive 
damages. 

It was not immedia tely clear why the 
suit was filed in this county instead of 
Martin county where those involved 
reside, but the plainti ff's petition 
points out that The Martin Countian 
has circulation in Floyd and other 
counties of the area. 

Asked about the action taken against 
him, Marcum commented, " Not guil­
ty. It is continuing harassment by a 
local power faction. We base our 
defense on truth. " 

Marcum added tha t the suit filed 
here is the seventh libel action against 
him and the newspaper. Filed earlier 
were four suits by John Kirk, the Inez 
attorney who represents Mrs. Cassady, 
one by Commonwealth 's Attorney Paul 
Deaton, and one by Willie Kirk. Kirk 's 
suit has been venued io P.i.ke county.

Small Operator Aid 
Cager Branch Coal Co., of Harold, 

•1as been awarded a $26,200 grant from 
,he Small Operators Assistance Pro­
gram. 

The grant, announced by Jackie 
Swigart, secretary of the state Depart­
ment for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection, is from a 
lederally funded program designed to 
help small coal operators gather data 
required for permit applications. The 
program is known as SOAP. 

Grant funds provide for the gather­
mg of background data on ground and 
surface waters . stream life and 
geological strata in the areas to be 
mined. Grant payments are made 
directly to the engineering firms 
selected to gather the environmental 
data . 

Work on the Floyd county site near 
Toler Creek will be done by Dames and 
Moore, of Lexington, and summit 
Engineering, of Pikeville. 

Kentucky coal operators mining 
100,000 tons or less of coal a year are 
eligible for assistance under the pro­
gram, Tribmle said. Operators can ap­
ply for program aid if they apply for 
permits under the permanent 
regulatory program for surface min­
ing, he added. 

"The small coal operator is vital to 
the coal industry and to Kentucky's 
economy,'' he said. "Our program is 
designed to help ease their financial 
burden and help them keep going 
strong in the upcoming years." 

Trimble estimates that SOAP pro­
gram services save the average small 
coal operator between $20,000 and 
$35,000. 

SOAP has provided more than $2.1 
million in services to Kentucky coal 
operators since its establishment in 
October 1979.

Bell Asks $109 Million Raise 
Of Kentucky Telephone Rates 

South Central Bell asked the Utility 
Regulatory Commission last Friday 
for a $109 million rate increase, claim­
ing it "hasn't been able to battle infla­
tion to a standstill. " 

Vice President Stanley Dickson said 
that without additional revenue "Bell's 
ability to continue providing good ser­
vice in Kentucky will be seriously im­
paired. " 

The utility proposed an across-the­
board monthly increase of $9.79 for 
single-party residential service and 
$18.08 for single-party business ser­
vice. 

Bell asked that some rate increases, 
about $18.9 million, be allowed to go in­
to effect March 31. 

'The company also requested permis­
sion to expand local measured service 
to several cities. Measured service is 
an optional, discounted service that 
saves money for those who call infre­
quently or who decide to call less to 
save money, the company explained. 

Direct-dial instate calls over 85 miles 
would be cheaper. Customers-who dial 
their own credit card calls would have 
lower rates than now charged for 
credit card calls . 

Person-to-person rates generally 
would be higher. South Central also 
proposes increases for telephone set, 
business systems, private line service 
and other items. 

For the first time, monthly telephone 
charges would be separated into 
charges for access to the communica­
tions network, inside wiring and ter­
minal equipment charges. 

Dickson said Bell must spend about 
$187 million on construction to main­
tain and expand service in the state 
this year. 

"Our overall return on Kentucky 
operations in 1980 was 7.76 percent. 
That's miserable," said Dickson. " It 's 
not going to attract an investor who 
can easily earn 14-15 percent on no-risk 
bank certificates."

Dental X-rays taken for insurance 
purposf's or required by other " remote 
third parties" expose patients to un­
necessa ry radiation, according to the 
Department for Huma n Resources 
radial ion control branch. 

The Food and Drug Administration 
has recommended that dental X-rays 
be performed only when a patient's 
physician or dentist judges them to be 
necessary for the diagnosis, treatment 
or prevention of disease, said Donaly 
Hughes, radiation control branch 
manager. 

According to the agency's recom­
mendation, some examples of X-rays 
that shoul~ not be required by third 
parties are those intended solely to 
monitor insurance claims or detect in­
surance fraud, satisfy a prerequisite 
for reimbursement, provide training 
and experience and certify a dental 
professional's qualifications or com­
petence .

Patrick Facing 
Arson Charge 

Arson has been added to the murder 
charge against Denver Patrick who is 
in jail here, accused of the slaying at 
Wayland of James T. Niemi in a plot to . 
collect $100,000 insurance. Patrick's 
bond was increased to $75,000 last week 
after the arson warrant was served on 
him in· the county jail here. 

The arson count arose from the burn­
ing of a home at Wayland in which 
James M. Noel was at first reported to 
have burned to death. It later was 
alleged by investigators, however, that 
Noel, the man whose life was insured, 
was not a victim; that Niemi , 18, was 
murdered and his body left inside the 
house to burn. 

Patrick told officers that Noel 
designated him the beneficiary of the 
life insurance policy and that he and 
Noel plotted the murder and arson.

Council Okehs 
Move to Annex 

"Let us just step into the breach," 
urged Councilman Bill Ray Collins, 
following several weeks' deliberation 
by Prestonsburg city council on the 
practicability of the city's annexing the 
upper reaches of Mays Brc:jnch . 

His colleagues followed the coun­
cilman's advice, voting unanimously 
Monday to have an ordinance prepared 

' for the purpose of annexing the upper 
right fork of Mays Branch " from ridge 

. to ridge. " · 
Discussion of the proposal, which 

was requested of the council by ,Mays 
Branch residents Fred Meece and 
Greg Stumbo, centered on the 
likelihood of oppositio~ to the annexa­
tion. Stumbo and Meece at one point 
proposed that only the properties of 
willing landowners be included in the 
plan, but this was rejected by the coun­
cil in favor of the present resolution . 

If 50 percent or more of qualified 
voters in the area to be annexed oppose 
the proposal, the issue will have to be 
submitted to a referendum. In that 
event, it would take opposition by 75 
percent of the voters there to kill the 
proposal, it was said. 

The council formally authorized the 
incurring of a $1.7 million · debt in 
Farmers Home Administration bonds 
for expansion and upgrad.ing of the city 
water system. Bids on the work are to 
be let tomorrow <Thursday). 

The council turned down , on a 3-5 
vote, the request by Earl Castle, on 
behalf of the El Hasa (Ashland ) 
Shriners, for an additional fundraising 
roadblock in the city. The council 
previously decided to limit to two the 
number of roadblocks permitted an­
nuf\IIY in the city, granting permission 
to the Floyd County Resc;ue Squad and 
the Oleika (Lexington) Shriners to con­
duct them this year. Voting to extend 
the number of roadblocks to include 
the El Hasa Temple were council 
members Cloyd Johnson, Carolyn Ford 
and Bill Ray Collins. Voting against 
were Dick Clark, Estill Lee Carter, 
Tom Rose, Dixon Nunnery and Paul 
Phillip Hughes. 

The council voted , over the dissent of 
Councilman Coflins, to raise Archer 
Park Administrator Myra Walker to 
regular status. Miss Walker had been 
on probationary status since her hiring 
six months ago. · 

A bid by Manning Equipment, of 
Louisville, for a street sweeper was ac­
cepted by the council. The bid price 
was $52,192, Jess $10,000 for the trade-in 
ofthe existing sweeper.

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Furniture 
By Iris Rosenberg 

You can build your own furniture! 
A lot of people do and their 
reasons-a tight decorating budget, 
or an itch to do something creative­
like their skills, are probably not too 
different from yours. 

All it takes are some basic shop 
tools, a hammer, drill and bits, 
screwdriver, plane, saw, sander, and 
file, a little patience and the courage 
to begin. 

Now, let's say that you're a willing 
carpenter, and that you know exactly 
what you want to build but you don't 
know how to turn that pile of lumber 
into a fini shed product. 

Browse through any of the dozens 
of how-to design furniture books and 
magazines now on the market. These 
can guide you through the most 
simple to the most complicated wood 
working projects. 

The range of the books themselves 
is vast. Some are just illustrated 
project catalogues with small, 
thumbnail how-to diagrams, while 
others are detailed, step-by-step 
guides complete with full~size (furni­
ture) pattern pieces. 

One series of books that falls into 
the latter category is Terence 
Conran's 'Build Your Own Furni­
ture' (Crown Publishers) project, 
pack series. These are four in­
dividually sold workbooks full of all

of the plans, checklists, blueprints, 
full-size templates and to-scale 
patterns you'll need to build everyth­
ing from a sideboard to a full-size, 
six piece dining room set.. There is 
also a project pack for bedroom, 
family room or living room set 
building. 

The next step, after you've picked 
a pattern, is to know something 
about the material you'll be 
using. 

Which Grade To Buy 
While buying lumber can be as 

simple as walking into a lumber yard 
and ordering up a stack of 2 x 4s, a 
shop-wise DIYer (do-it-yourselfer) 
can get the most for his or her 
money by knowing which grade and 
species of wood is best for the project 
at hand. 

In some instances, grade- how 
free the individual boards are of 
knots, splits, cracks and other 
imperfections- is not crucial to the 
piece's looks or strength. In other 
instances, it is. 

For example, if you're planning to 
paint the piece you don't need the 
top grades of finished lumber. 
Standard No. 1 common will do fine. 
The finished grades are blemish free 
and are meant .fo be seen, like in fine 
cabinets. 

Apartment Living 
Parsley and Sage On Your Windowsill 

You may ask, "Just what are 
windowsill herbs?" Good question. 
They are herb plants that you can 
hang or sit in your kitchen window 
and are there at your fingertips. when 
you need a pinch of this or a dash 
of that to add to a so1Jp, a salad or 
whatever. They are decorative­
looking plants and will remain so 
even though you give a snip here and 
there. The best way to keep herb 
plants in good shape is to cut short 
pieces of several branches rather 
than any one whole branch. It is a lso 
best to use plastic pots with drainage 
holes in the bottom, because plastic 
holds moisture far better than clay 
and moisture is very important to 
maintaining healthy herbs. 

Some herbs you can plant a re: 
• Basil is the fastest growing herb 

having plenty of uses with vegetables 
and meats. It must be kept moist at 
all times- never drying out even for 
one day. It needs to be fertilized at 
every watering. Usually an a nnual 
plant, some basil- plants may last 
longer. Needs partial sunlight. 

• Rosemary will live the longest 
of the herb plants. It can be used in 
meat or fish dishes. Along with basil, 
rosemary must be kept moist a t a ll 
times. One day of dryness will kill 
it. Fertilize once a week. Needs 
partial sunlight or fluorescent 
light. 

• You might want to grow some 
sage to add a sparkly flavor to meat 
and its sauce. The pla nt must be 
kept evenly moist a nd fertilized 
every two weeks. If the stems of your 
plant are not too strong, hang in 

partial sunlight. 
• Chive goes well with . omelets 

and salads . In the fall, this herb 
blooms with white flowers. It must 
be kept relatively moist and fer­
tilized once a week. Chive does not 
need much sun to grow but will not 
produce the flowers without partial 
sunlight or fluorescent light. 

• Besides its use as an herb, , 
parsley is a well-used garnish. The 
plant needs partial sunlight and 
grows well with moving air. Allow 
the soil to dry out halfway to the 
bottom between waterings, fertiliz­
ing a t every watering. Parsley plants 
last a year or more. 

Special herb nurseries are few and 
far between. If there a re none in 
your area, you may wish to start 
your plants from seeds. There are 
some mail order houses that will 
send you lists or catalogs on herb 
seeds.

Bare Facts On Stripping Shutters 

There's no single way to strip 
painted hardwood shutters, but you 
can make it a little easier. 

• Use a wa ter-soluble paste 
stripper for best results. Some brand 
names are Strypeze, TM-4 and Old 
Reliable (all approximately $8 a 
gallon). 

• It's best to do the stripping over 
some kind of tub or dipping 
conta iner so you can re-use the 
excess stripper that flows off the 
shutter. · 

• Use stripper generously. Allow 
enough time before you start

scraping away paint. The stri pper 
must soak all the way down to the 
bottom layer. If the paint is very 
thick, a second coa t may be need ed ; 
don't let the first coat dry out before 
applying the second. 

• Remove as much paitlt as 
possible with a putty knife. The 
remainder can be wiped off with fine 
steel wool. 

• Use a liquid paint remover to 
wipe off any remaining pa int. Then 
you can wipe with more steel wool 
to smooth the wood back to 'its 
original sheen.

Made Easy 

Lumber can also be divided into 
two groups: softwood and hardwood. 
Softwoods (pine, spruce, fi r, hem­
lock a nd redwood) are the species 
most readily available to DJYers and 
the ones that most lend themselves 
to furniture building. 

Hardwoods like oak, walnut and 
cherry are specialty woods valued for 
their color a nd grain. Hardwoods are 
not necessarily stronger than 
softwoods. The designation simply 
describes the kind of tree the wood 
is taken from. Softwoods are 
conifers, or evergreens. 

Both softwoods ~nd hardwoods 
have grading systems which will be 
reflected in the price you pay per 
board foot. For example, the 
difference between a top grade of 
softwood and even a D grade (which 
is still fine enough to clear fi nish) 
can be as much as 12¢ a board 
foot. 

Sizing It Up 
Most beginners believe that a 

2 x 4 is two inches by four inches. 
Unfortunately, this is not the case. 
In actual fact a 2 x 4 js 1 and 5/8 
inches by 3 and 5/8 inches. 
Similarly, a 1 x 4 is actually 25 / 32 
inches by 3 and 5/8 inches. 

There is a similar quality grading 
system for interior and exterior 

plywood panels as well. For outdoor 
projects and indoor projects that will 
be exposed to moisture or humidity, 
use exterior type plywood. It 's made 
with a 100 percent waterproof 
glue. 

A-B Interior is a good choice for 
furniture beca use both sides of the 

.Panel are finished (smooth and 
clear) . In projects where only one 
side of the panel wilf show, A-C 
Exterior or A-D will do just as 
well. 

No matter what you're buying, be 
on the lookout for boards that are 
warped and twisted. Shrinking can 
also be a problem if the wood has 
not been kiln dried . The greener the 
board, the more shrinkage, warps 
and twists. 

Most retail oriented lumber yards 
and home centers have graded 
lumber bins. If you're not certain of 
what you need, ask a clerk,.

Isaac Carl Sutton was awarded $575 
by the state Crime victims Compensa­
tion Board. Sutton was shot in the neck 
at a Henderson church on Dec. 22, 1979. 
the assailant is unknown. 

The board reimburses needy, inno­
cent crime victims or their survivors 
for lost wages, medical expenses or 
funeral expenses when the money can­
not be recovered from insurance, the 
criminal or other sources. The crime 
must be reported promptly to police 
and the claim filed within a year.

Other crime victims who recently 
received awards are: Kenneth E. 
Slade of Newport, <Campbell county) 
awarded $4,106.15 for medical ex­
penses and lost wages. Slade was at­
tacked and beaten by two unknown 
male assailants outside a Newport bar 
on June 26, 1980. Douglas Allen Nixon, 
of Lexington, $2,842.13 in medical ex­
penses.

Mirrors can also add movement to 
your room with the decorative replay 
of light and shadow, shapes and 
colors ..

The only equipment you need is a 
pair of running shoes-good running 
shoes. Go to a running shoe store.

Always have the length and width of 
your foot measured. If you have a 
D width, you're okay-there are lots 
of D width shoes to choose from. If 
you're not a D width, that's 
okay- just make sure that you pick 
out a shoe that fits the width of your · 
foot. If you get shoes that don't fit, 
you will get blisters, corns and 
calluses on your feet. 

'):'his is what your shoe should 
have: 

• A flexible sole. If your shoe 
does not have a flexible sole, you will 
be forced to exert extra pressure, 
which can cause injuries to the fascia 
on the bottom of your foot and your 
Achilles tendon. 

• A pad under your arch. 
• A flared heel. 

A padded collar. 
• A stiff Achilles counter. 
• A firm saddle. 
Wear thin stretch socks. Thick 

socks keep your shoes from fitting 
snugly and allow the feet to move in 
the shoe. 

Also, nylon pants are better than 
cotton as when they get wet, they 
dry almost immediately. They also 
weigh less and don't tend to irritate 
as much as cotton. Often, a 
combination of cotton and synthetic 
is best. 

Keep your head warm when it is 
cold out and cover your head when 
the sun is out. And wear mittens 
when it's cold out too. Mittens are 
better as each finger warms another 
in the common chamber . More good 
advice from the runners.

heighten the room's elegance. You 
can hang a framed mirror on a 
mirrored wall for an interesting, 
surrealistic effect. 

Mirroring a ceiling is tricky unless 
you know exactly what you are 
doing. The effect can be spectacular, 
but remember that it reflects 
everything in the room, and not 
everything in the room will be worth 
reflecting. 

Often, a subtler black mirror is 
more suitable for ceilings and walls. 
Black mirrors enlarge the look of the 
room, without bringing doubled 
attention to every imperfection. 

materials can create stunning ef­
fects, such as with paneling, as 
mentio"ned earlier , or with an 
attractive wallpaper. 

Most mirror tiles come in 12-inch 
squares and you can buy them tinted 
blue, green, red or black. They also 
come in antiqued (smoked), gold­
veined, silver-veined, or in swir ls and 
foil patterns . . Some even come , in a 
repeating pattern like wallpaper. 

"' If you are using just a few mirrors 
in a room, place them strategically 
so that they heighten the better 
aspects of the room. Place a framed 
mirror over a particularly ornate 
sideboard, or near some superior 
paintings or prints so that their 
beauty may be truly appreciated. 

Because the tiles a re thin (most of 
them are only about 3/32 inch 
thick), they can be cut easily and 
made into patterns on a wall. One 
drawback of their thinness is that the 
image they create is distorted 
slightly-the thicker the glass, the 
more exact the image is. Thicker 
ti les are available, but they are 
slightly more expensive. · 

Although plain mirror tiles may 
took the easiest to put up, they 
aren't, as the seams and smudges 
show up easily if the job isn't done 
well. The swirl-tiles cover the seams 
more easily and may be better for 
do-it-yourself beginners.

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ABANDONED MINE 
INVENTORY 

The Kentucky Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection is requesting information 
about abandoned mine lands which present a potential 
danger to human life, health, safety, and/or property. A 
statewide inventory is needed before that state can 
begin funding reclamation projects for the abandoned 
mines. In order for the land to qualify for this inventory, 
activity on the mine must have stopped before August 3, 
1977, the date that Public Law 95-87 was enacted. Ex­
amples of dangers include unsafe abandoned tipples, 
unsealed mine openings or shafts, landslides, burning 
mine refuse piles, and dangerous mine water impound­
ments. Dangers should be near residences or where peo­
ple regularly trayel. The public is asked to submit, in 
writing, by February 25, 1981, details of the locations 
and conditions of any such sites to:

Sight seeing cruises of Manhattan 
Island started about the turn of the 
century. At that time there were 
four different cruise operators. 
Today eight yachts ply the Hudson 
and East Rivers around New York 
from March to November. 

The view from the water of the 
buildings, bridges, waterfront and 
the hundreds of well-known and 
little-known sights is unequaled. 

Some of the commentators who 
point out the sights have entertained 
on Broadway and on soap operas. 
They give individual flavor to the 
three hour, 35-mile cruises, adding 
local color, history and humorous 
trivia to the basic information on the 
important landmarks. 

Sail On The Navy 
One surprising bit of information 

concerns the yachts themselves- at 
one point the entire fleet consisted of 
vessels that had participated in 
World War II missions. After the 
war, many of the vessels were 
converted from U.S. Naval vessels 
called "Landing Craft Infantry," 
(LCI). 

They were originally designed to 
transport battle-ready troops to 
enemy beaches for the invasion of 
Sicily alid Italy.

For tourists, the trip is a chance 
to see New York City without the 
crush of crowds and traffic. For 
native New Yorkers it's a popular 
ride, too. 

The trip starts just off of the foot 
of famous 42nd Street. Heading 
down the Hudson, you'll see the 
Statue of Liberty in upper New 
York Harbor. Then you'll sail north 
on the East River to the Harlem 
River, Harlem River Ship Canal at 
Spuyten Duyvil and then back down 
the Hudson:· Besides the famous on·e 
to Brooklyn, you will sail under the 
George Washington and 18 other 
bridges. 

Troubled Waters 
By the way, the legend behind the 

strange name for the body of water 
which joins the Harlem and Hudson 
Rivers- Spuyten Duyvil-is said by 
Washington Irving to have originat­
ed with a Dutch trumpeter. One 
dark stormy night, he had a message 
to deliver from Peter Stuyvesant, but 
could find no ferryman to take him 
across the river. He said he would 
swim the turbulent river waters 
"Spuyten Duyvil"- in spite of the 
devil. Unluckily, he drowned. 

The tricky waters called Hell Gate 
used to sweep ships off course with 
their rapid currents, crashing help­
less vessels onto the rocks. The Army 
Corps of Engineers spent six years 
blasting out the rock underneath the 
water to make it relatively safe for 

navigation, although you 'II still see 
occasional whitecaps or whirlpools­
a mild indication of the violent 
conditions that used to be there 350 
years ago. 

Besides the spot where Frank 
Sinatra starte9 his career, the 
neighborhood where Humphrey 
Bogart grew up and the high school 
attended by Henry Kissinger, you 
will have a chance to see: 

• -Wall Street, a protective wall 
built by the Dutch in 1653 and now 
the home of the New York Stock 
Exchange; 

• Rockefeller Center, once the 
site of the Elgin Botanical Gardens, 
and now the property of Columbia 
University; 

• The Chrysler Building, 77 
stories tall and modeled after a 1929 

· radiator cap; 
• Castle Williams National Mon­

ument, built in 1811 and the home 
of 1,500 Confederate prisoners 
during the Civil War; 

• The Battery, built by British 
colonists in 1683 to ward off an 
anticipated attack by the French; 

• Broadway, if not the best known 
or most sung about street in the 
world, it's certainly one of the 
longest: 150 miles; 

• The 22 qrat gold leaf covering 
the dome of the Metropolitan Life 
Insurance and New Y ark Life 
Insurance buildings is brilliantly 
visible most days; 

• Henry Hudson Cove, where 
Henry Hudson moored his ship, the 
"Half Moon," and ·conferenced with 
the Indians before continuing his 
voyage up the river named after him .. 
His 75' long "Half Moon" is less 
than half the size of the yachts that 
now circle the island . 

• The United Nations is tech­
nically international property, not 
under the jurisdiction of the United 
States.

More Caution Needed 
Driving Smaller Car 

Years ago when gasoline was inex­
pensive people bought small cars 
because they were low-priced. sporty 
or easy to handle . Now gas mileage is a 
major consideration for new car 
buyers . With rising gas prices. the de­
mand for compact and subcompact 
cars has soared. 

The U. S. Department of Trans­
portation estimates that by 1986 more 
than half the cars on the road will be 
small cars. 

Drivers must take a fresh look at 
safe driving habits, said Bennie Maf­
fei, safety coordinator for the Depart­
ment of Transportation . "Anyone pur­
chasing a small car must take the time 
to realize the major differences in driv­
ing it as opposed to driving a full-sized 
vehicle," he said. 

Maffei said new small car drivers 
should know the limitations of their 
vehicles before taking them out in traf­
fic. Small cars may not accelerate as 
quickly as some larger vehicles , Maf­
fet said. It is important to remember 
the acceleration speed of your car 
when mergining or ·trying to pass. 

It may be harder for a motonst to see 
around a larger vehicle when driving a 
small car. It will also be difficult for 
others to see a small car. Maffet ad­
vises against making sudden moves in 
both situations. "Make sure you can 
see and are seen by others , especially 
in bad weather," Maffei said. 

High winds and gusts of wind from 
passing vehicles that would not nor­
mally cause problems for a full-sized 
vehicle may cause problems for a 
small car, he said. 

Maffei stressed that wearing safety 
belts in all cars is important. 

U. S. Department of Transportation 
statistics show that belt usage is 
highest among occupants of subcom­
pact cars. More than 18.5 percent in 
subcompact cars used seat belts, 
followed by 11.1 percent for compact 
cars. Full-sized cars had the lowest 
usage rate-8.6 percent. 

"The increase in belt usage is vital to 
small car occupants in particular, 
because riding in a small car doubles 
your chances of being killed in a two­
car crash," officials said. 

Since the body structure of a small 
car does not offer the passengers as 
much protection as a full-sized car, ac­
cidents in small cars usually produce 
more injuries and fatalities. In 1979 in 
Kent\-)cky, 229 people died in accidents 
in compact- and subcompact cars. 

Nationwide, " subcompact class 
vehicles accounted for 6,573 deaths in 
1979, a higher number than for any 
other sized car. While small cars made 
up only 38 percent of the cars on the 
road in 1979, small car occupants ac­
counted for a disproportionate 55 per­
cent of the deaths that year in two­
v~hicle crashes," U. S. officials said 
Occupants of smaller cars died at a 
rate eight times higher than did oc""'l 
cupants of larger cars, they said.

Walleye are among the first fish in 
Ket~tucky to make annual spring 
spawning "runs." With the warm 
weather we've had lately the increased 
flow in the headwaters, of our major 
lake, it wouldn't be surprising to find 
some walleye activity righf no\\' . · 

Many folks who associate walleyes 
with the natural lakes of the upper 
Midwest and Canada don 't think of 
Kentucky as a walleye state. But this 
fish is native to our larger river 
systems and has been stocked in 
several of our lakes. 

During the early 1950s, the walleye 
runs at Lake cumberland achieved na­
tional recognition . both for the number 
of fish caught and for their size. Ap­
parently our native river wall~ye 
grows bigger than its northern cousms. 
so fish over 15 pounds weren't uncom­
mon from the Cumberland ·,head­
waters . 

The Kentucky state record walleye, 
a 211 ~-pound fish , is the third largest in 
the United States. The world record (25 
pounds l came from Tennessee and the 
second-place fish <23 pounds, 9 ounces l 
was caught in Virginia . Mi~souri and 
Arkansas clairn fourth and fifth place 
honors. So it's easy to see that this sec­
tion of the nation is Junker walleye 
country. 

But are the days of th~e 20-pound 
fish over? The walleye all but disap­
peared from Cumberland during the 
1960s due to a combination of en- . 
viron~ental factors that biologists still 
don't fully understand. The fish have 
been brought back by an intensive 
stocking program, but the stock used 
were northern walleye, fish which 
seem to do better in lakes but which ap­
parently don't grow as large as their 
Southern counterparts. . 

Of course, the longer growing season 
down here, coupled with an abundant 
supply of food. may make a_difference . 
So it's still possible we will see new 
records coming from Kentucky . 

But even if they are smaller, walleye 
are definitely back in Cumberland. The 
population is so good, in fact , that .r 

biologists are not going to make sup­
plemental stockings· this year. They 
will capture, tag and release walleye 
during the runs this spring. The tag 
returns will help researchers assess 
the movements, growth rates and 
harvest rates of the walleye. 
· By not stocking. biologists will be 
able to gel an indication of how suc­
cessfully the walleye are spawning at 
Cumberland. Adequate spawns for the 
next few years will indiCate a self­
sustaining population and will free hat­
chery production of walleye for other 
bodies of water. 

In addition to Cumberland. look for 
walleye runs in the headwaters of 1 
Nolin. More than one-half million were 
stocked there in 1977 and 1978. so there 
should be some good sized walleye 
there now. 

The walleye is perhaps most cat­
chable in the spring. when it makes its 
spawning run into headwater rivers or 
to shallow gravel bars or rip-rap along 
the lake shoreline. Both live or ar­
tificial bait will produce and if you 
don't mind the chilly temepratures. 
night fishing is generally the best bet. 

So if you've got the urge for some 
early season fishing (and for som~ of 
the best table fish anywhere l consider 
trying your hand at walleye _angl­
ing-particularly at Cumberland. The 
results might surprise you.

A bit of romance from the 1800s can 
still be found in any of the six covered 
bridges in Kentucky which nave re­

' mained open to traffic for more than 
100 years . -

' A slow drive over one of the 
six bridges may offer a chance to 
appreciate an old nickname the struc­

. tures earned in horse and buggy 
·days-' 'kissing bridges.'' 
· Although a drive across these 
bridges may kindle a longing for the 

·older, more simple days, a good look at 
the structures is necessary for an ap­
preciation of the resourcefulness of the 
men who built them. 

In their time, covered bridges were 
major structures. They had to be con­

_structed of available materials, which 
were.oply t~:ee-s.in· the early 1800s. 

Yellow poplars were used to build the 
bridges because the lumber is strong, 
lightweight and not prone to insect at­
tack. 

It is also a long-lasting wood when 
·protected from the ravages of weather . 
.To assure these bridges would last for 
:years, the bui.lders added the roof and 
~ides to keep rain off the bridge floor .

engineer a:1d bridge inspector for the 
state Department of Transportation, 
said covered bridge construction is 
practically a "lost art. " 

"I doubt there are. many engineers 
today who could build a bridge entirely 
of lumber," Reichenbach said . "The 
Dover Bridge in Mason County consists 
of timbers held together by wooden 
pegs." 

The Dover Bridge, which spans Lee's 
Creek on· KY 8 and is still open to traf­
fic, is the second oldest covered bridge 
in the state. It was built in 1835 and 
originally served as a toll bridge. 

All covered bridges open to traffic 
are maintained by the state Trans­
portation Department. Covered 
bridges closed to traffic are the respon­
sibility of the state Parks Department. 
Reichenbach said the Transportation 

Department assists the Parks Depart­
ment in surveying the covered bridges 
.to determine necessary maintenance. 
A survey of the covered bridges is plan­
ned for this year. • 

He said because maintenance of the 
bridges was not heavily funded in the 
past only 14 covered bridges-eight of 
which are closed to traffic-still stand 
in Kentucky. During the 1920s there 
were more than 50 covered bridges in 
Kentucky, he added. 
R~ichenbach noted that the average 

design life for a modern steel truss 
bridge is 80 years without major 
repairs. All of Kentucky's covered 

bridges open to traffic have stood for 
more than 100 years . · 

The Goddard Bridge in Fleming 
county is the oldest, standing covered 
bridge in the state. It was hunt by iihiei 
Town sometime after he received a pa­
tent for his truss design in 1820. Still 
open to traffic, the bridge is 60 feet long 
and crosses Sandlick Creek on KY 32 at 
Goddard. 

The longest covered bridge still open 
to traffic is the Bennett's Mill Bridge in 
Greenup county. The 159-foot span is 
also the longest covered bridge still 
sianding in the state. 

It is located on KY 1215 over Tygart 's 
Creek at Bennett's Mill. The bridge 
was originally constructed by B.F. 
Bennett and his brother in 1855 or 1856 
to accommodate traffic to their mill. 

The Old Town Bridge, also in 
Greenup county, is the second longest 
covered bridge open to traffic. Built in 
1881, the 145-foot span is on KY 1 over 
the Little Sandy River. 

The Cabin Creek Bridge in Lewis 
county stretches 114 feet over Cabin 
Creek on KY 984 at the Lewis-Mason 
county line. The bridge was built in 
1873 and was probably constructed by 
Theodore Burr. 

The Colville Bridge is also open to 
traffic. The bridge crosses Hinkston 
Creek on Colville road in northeast 
Bourbon county. Built in 1877, the 
124-foot span is the last remaining 
covered bridge in that county.

Pesky ·7/legal Aliens' PUBLIC NOTICE 
What do fire ants, gypsy moths and 

walking catfish have in common? Ac­
cording to the Reader's Digest, they 
are some· of our most pesky "illegal 
aliens." 

When an inspector asks a returning 
traveler-"Do you have any meat, 
fruit, vegetables, plants or other 
agricultural products?"-he's not be­
ing frivolous. Failure to uncover seem­
ingly harmless items can have 
devastating effects. The Mediterra­
nean fruit fly currently ravaging 
gardens and fruit tress around San 
Jose, Cal., arrived· in a couple of 
"wormy" mangoes a traveler slipped 
past an inspector. Dumped in the gar­
bage, the "worms," the larvae of the 
fruit fly, matured. Despite a $3 million 
pest-control effort, the fruit fly has 
already migrated to adjacent Alameda 
County. 

Walking catfish started out as a two­
inch aquarium curiosity. According to 
science writer Fred Warshofsky, it 
escaped into Florida's canal system. 
"Today, thousands cling to the sides of 
canals, ditches and drainage pools all 
over the southern part of the state,' ' he 
writes.

Most Pensions, Annuities 
Need Special Treatment 

Taxpayers receiving a pension or an­
nuities should be sure of the tax status 
of that income, the Internal Revenue 
Service said. 

A pension to which an employee con­
tributed nothing during his or her 
employment, for example, is fully tax­
,able in much the same way salaries 
and wages are during working years. 
The full amount must be reported as in­
come on line 17 <designated for fully 
taxable pensions and annuities) on 
form 1040. The 1040A form cannot be 
used to report pension income, the IRS 
noted. 

On the other hand, a pension to which 
the employer and employee con­
tributed, while not fully taxable, is par­
tially taxable and is subject to special 
tax reporting. 

If a retiree will recover his or her 
total contributions within 36 months 
after the first payment is received, 
then the annuity payments are not tax­
ed un.til the contributions are 
recovered. This is because the con­
tri~utions were taxed while the person 
was employed. While 5neither included 
as income nor taxable as such, the pen­
sion must be reported on Schedule E, 
"Supplemental Income Schedule," in 
Part I, Pension and Annuity Income. 
The Schedule E must be filled in each 
year the pension is either not taxable at 
all , or when it becomes partially tax­
able, the IRS explained. 

Those who will not recover their con­
tributions within a 36 month period are 
entitled to exclude from taxable in­
come a certain percentage of their pen­
sions each year. Normally, the issuer 
of the pension will compute the exdu­
sion percentage-the figure that deter­
mines how much of a pension can be 
excluded from income. If the issuer of 
the pension does not compute this 
percentage, instructions can be found 
in the free IRS Publication 575, 
"Pension and Annuity Income." 

This publication will have the 
answers to most questions on the tax 
treatment of pensions and annuities , 
and can be ordered by suing the andy 
order form found in each tax package. 
or by calling the IRS Forms/TAx Infor­
mation number listed in the telephone 
direcotory under U. S. Government. 

In addition, for persons 60 years of 
age and over, free tax counseling is 
available through local IRS­
coordinated Tax Counseling for the 
Elderly <TCEl programs. Through 
these programs, specially trained 
volunteers provide tax assistance on 
such matters as tax credit for the 
elderly, special treatment of the gain 
on the sale of a home by those age 55 or 
over, the proper method of reporting 
certain pension income and paying tax 
on it when necessary, and other sub­
jects for special interest and concern to 
older persons. The volunteers also help 
fill out the tax returns, the IRS said.

Disabled Should Not Wait 
Workers in the Big Sandy area s~f- · 

fering from a physical or mental im­
pairment which prevents them from 
working should consider applying for 
social security disability benefits when 
it appears this condition will last 12 
months or more, Jim Kelly, social 
security district manager here, said 
recently. 

Social Security disability benefits 
can be paid to workers under 65, as 
well as to disabled widows and 
widowers 50 or older. 

Under social security, a person is 
considered disabled if he or she has a 
condition which prevents him or her 
from doing any substantial gainful 
work and is expected to last for at least 
12 months or to result in death. 

No payments can be made to a 
disabled worker, widow, or widower 
f9r the first five months o£ disability. 

Before a person applies for disability 
benefits, they should gather certain in­
formation. This will help speed up the 
application process, Kelly said. This 
includes the person's social security 
number ; date last worked; W-2 Form; 
name and address of last employer ; 
names, addresses, and telephone 
numbers of doctors, hospitals, institu­
tions, or clinics that provided treat­
ment for the disability and dates of 
treatment; military discharge and VA 
claim number if available; list of kinds 
of jobs performed in previous 10 years ; 
names, social security numbers, and 
dates of birth of spouse and children ; 
workers' compensation papers. 

"Anyone who plans to file for Social 
Security disability should first contact 
their doctor," said Kelly. "This will 
give the doctor an opportunity to com­
plete the required medical tests and 
prepare your medical records that will 
be used in your case." 

Persons wanting to file a Social 
Security claim may contact the Big 
Sandy Area Social Security Office 
located on U. S. 23 between Prestons­
burg and Paintsville. The telephone 
number is listed in the local directory 
under U.S. Government.
