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In Fiscal Court . 

Park Funds Restored, 
Drainage Dis Remain 

" Auxier never got anything but bad 
publicity," Harry Hager told a meeting 
of the Floyd fiscal court last week. 
" We're determined to improve our 
public image." 

For all that, the news for Auxier 
residents was a mixed bag last week. 
Drainage problems still plague the up· 
per end of town, some complained. And 
money committed for construction of a 
recreation park there had been trans­
ferred to another county project, they 
were told. 

After a lengthly discussion, the court 
voted to restore the park funds and 
authorized the county attorney to seek 
a resolution of one of the drainage pro­
blems, but both decisions came only 
after the demurral of District 1 
Magistrate Ray Wilcox, himself an 
Auxier resident. · 

State funds for the proposed park, it 
was explained , depend on the 
availability of local matching monies . 
Until recently, that appeared to pose 
no problem: According to a procedure 
used successfully to construct parks in 
the other three magisterial districts, 
the fiscal court would seek $35,000 in 
Area Development District funds to 
match the $50,000 provided by the state 
Heritage Resources Conservation 
Fund. 

In May, however, the county won a 

commitment of $200,000 in Area 
Development monies to extend the 
Prestonsburg water line up the left 
fork of .Middle Creek, on the understan­
ding that this would be Floyd county's 
last call on the funds . Some Auxier 
residents feared they would be the 
losers in the deal. 

Big Sandy ADD Executive-Director 
Joe McCauley suggested at last 
Wednesday's meeting that the fiscal 
court might come up with the local 
park funds from its own budget, and a 
motion to that effect was made by 
District 3 Magistrate Ed Caudill. 

Magistrate Wilcox expressed reser­
vations about the move, criticizing as 
too short the 20-year lease secured by 
the Auxier Community Development 
Club on the park site and hinting that 
the project had implications of which 
Caudill was unaware. 

However , a final appeal by 
Hager-and a suggestion by Judge­
Executive Bill Wells that money spent 
by the county on the park might be 
returned in the form of state assistance 
in the operation of the juvenile deten­
tion center here-apparently convinc­
ed the court, which voted to match the 
state grant with county funds. 
In a related matter, Hager sought the

Carroll Family Wins Fight 
Against flanned Silt Dam 

Emil and Juanita Carroll are 
breathing easier this week. The coal 
operator who planned to build a silt 
pond directly above their home has 
agreed not to go ahead with the pro­
ject. 

Three anxious months began for the 
couple in March when they learned, 
from a newspaper advertisement, of 
Mac Mining Company's inl~ntion tu 
stripmine the ridge between Mink 
Branch and John Hall Branch, 
tributaries of Mud Creek. 

Their home, a simple frame cottage, 
lies at the head of Mink Branch's right 
fork, pressed all around by steep hills, 
a valley rising sharply behind them . As 
part of its strip operation, Mac Mining 
planned to use the valley as a fill area 
and to construct a silt dam there. It 
would have been nearer than 400 feet to 
the Carrolls' home. 

The state Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion CDNREP), which is supposed to in­
spect mining plans to ensure their con­
formity with the law, raised no objec­
tion to the project. 

Carroll wrote his own letter of pro­
test but, lacking the assistance of 
counsel , neglected to ask explicitly for 
a hearing on the plan, as he had a right . 
to do. In all likelihood there would have 
been no hearing- and all Carroll would 

Wells Suggests 
Plan To Reopen

Fauri su gested that Judge Stumbo 
encourage district judges and fiscal 
courts in c unties that have made use 
of the detebtion center in the past to 
provide fu,\ding . for the staf~i~g and 
continued ~peratwn of the facthty. 

Judge St~mbo said this week he has 
been activ!ily soliciting support for the 
project and has received verbal indica­
tions from DHR Secretary Dr. Grady 
Stumbo that some state monies may be 
available for the project if there is suf-
ficient local support for it. ,(. 

Since ~1e closing of the facthty, 
Judge Stu nbo has expressed concern 
that the c unty has been le.ft without ~n 
effective means of dealtng wtth tts 
juvenile ffenders. "They're asking us 
to do a jf but denying us the tools we 
need," h said this week.

have had for his pains would be the 
form letter sent by a DNREP attorney 
acknowledging his complaint- except 
that other local residents, on the John 
Hall Branch side, had also filed letters 
of protest and, aided by attorneys , re­
quested a public hearing on the plann­
ed mining operation. 

In fact, 10 other property owners had 
protested the plan and, hearing 'of the 
Carrolls' plight, included them in their 
effort to block or modify it. A hearing 
was scheduled in Frankfort June 30. 

The Carrolls, together with Klinon 
and Arnold Newsome, who live on the 
Will Hamilton branch of John Hall, 
claimed that they suffer from illnesses 
that would be exacerbated by the pro­
posed mining operation, which would 
come to within 600 feet of Klinon 
Newsome's home. Silt and water levels 
in nearby streams would be raised, ac­
cess to their homes would be impeded, 
and dust and noise would accompany 
the operation, they said. They asked 
DNREP to refuse the mining permit. 

Also protesting the operation were 
Edgar Jones, president of JRM Coal 
Co., of McDowell; Alvin Gayheart, of 
Indianapolis, and Donald R. Bentley, 
of Delaware, 0 ., owners of property in 
the area ; and local residents Robert 
Howell, Zella Slone and Stella 
Newsome, of Craynor ; Charles T. 
Howell , of Grethel ; and Tavie Howell, 
of Teaberry. They variously claimed 
potential damage to their homes and 
pastures and to the environment from 
blasting, slides, dam failure and silting 
of streams. 

Carroll claimed that a represen­

If sufficient men are dispatched to 
fight out-of-town fires efficiently and 
without undue risk to firefighters, 
Prestonsburg is left without adequate 
protection ; if the city is. to remain pro­
tected, not enough men can be dispat­
ched to fight out-of-town fires effective­
ly. 

The city fire department employs 10 
paid firefighters and 20 volunteers. 

An arrangement worked out with the 
fiscal court earlier this year, whereby 
the county would maintain one fire 
truck here for county fire runs, is 
unsatisfactory as long as city person­
nel are expected to man it, Blackburn 
said. One solution might be for the 
county to organize its own firefighting 
unit, he suggested. 

Prestonsburg may be forced to place 
an absolute prohibition on out-of-town 
runs, Councilman Paul Hughes said. 
However, such a rule might prove dif­
ficult to enforce, the council members 
recognized, especially where the out­
of-city fires threaten loss of life. 

The council sought further time to 
study the problem, indicating that 
recommendations for a solution would 
be entertained at the next council 
meeting.

Gets $500,000 
For Restoring 
Water System 

The last piece in the funding package 
for restoration of Martin's water 
system fell into place this week, when 
Malcolm Baldridge, secretary of the 
U.S. Department of Commerce, 
authorized $500,000 in Economic 
Dt'velopment Administration <EDA) 
monies for the project. 

Over $800,000 in Farmers Home Ad­
ministration monies and $100,000 in 
state funds have previously been com­
mitted to the project, which provides 
for the replacement oPthe city's water 
plant and distribution lines. 

"We are very fortunate to get it and 
we couldn't have gotten it without 
(Congressman Carl D.) Perkins' 
help," Raymond Griffith, chairman of 
the city water and sewer commission, 
said of the federal funding this week. 
The EDA funds had appeared to be in 
jeopardy as a result of federal budget 
cuts earlier this year. 

Work is also progressing on restora­
tion of the city's sewage system, Grif­
fith reported . The $190,000 project calls 
for replacement of five lift stations and 
replacement of sewer lines ruptured by 
flooding. 

Griffith said he hoped the sewage 
system would be operational by August 
15. 

Martin resident C. K. Dingus, who 
drew public attention to the sewage 
problem several years ago, this week 
expressed satisfaction with progress 
made on the sewage system repairs.

The youth seen talking to young Cline 
shortly before the 10 p.m. closing time 
and his vehicle have not been located. 
He was identified as Elijah Branham, 
Jr., of Prater Creek. Both youths were 
described as "good boys." 

Young Cline drove his father's truck 
to work at 1:30 p.m. The truck with its 
ignition keys in it remained at the sta­
tion. 

Parents of the missing youth said 
they sat and waited for his return till 3 
a.m. Friday. They said that has been 
their unhappy, nerve-wracking ex­
perience ever since. 

The parents were critical of what 
they termed lack of communication be­
tween law-enforcement and other 
agencies. "They won't tell us a thing ," 
they said. 

Investigators say they have no leads 
and really have nothing to report. 

Sterling Hamilton, 54, a Teaberry 
coalmine operator, was arrested by 
FBI agents last week on a charge of 
obstruction of justice.

case, the Hamiltons took out an in­
surance policy on the house June 9, 
1979. Some time after midnight on 
August 16 that year, while the couple 
was out of the county, the house burned 
down. A $179,000 insurance claim was 
filed. 

The insurance company ref6sed to 
honor the claim, however, alleging that 
the fire had been set deliberately and 
the extent of loss misrepresented, with 
the intention of defrauding the com­
pany. The Hamiltons then sued the 
company, this time claiming $153,000 
in damages. 

The insurance company believed it 
had witnesses who would testify that 
they had seen Hamilton loading fur­
niture from the house into a covered 
truck about a week before the fire . As 
preparations for the case continued, 
however, it became apparent that at 
least some of the defense Witnesses 
would testify instead for Hamilton. 

Sworn depositions in the case sug­
gest that both parties attempted to 
secure the loyalty of the potential 
witnesses- identified as Green Hall 
and Mosie Adkins, of Galveston. and 
Orville Thompson , of Tram- by 
threats or bribes. 

In April this year, the insurance 
company sought to have Hamilton 
declared in contempt of court for 
allegedly "threatening. terrifying and 
intimidating witnesses of the defen­
dant," and to have the case against it 
dismissed. 

Orville Thompson and his wife, Ro­
seina , alleged in affidavits that 
Hamilton came to their home on April7 
this year, flourishing a revolver and 
threatening to kill Thompson. 
Hamilton qenied he was armed but ad­
mitted the confrontation, claiming that 
Thompson had earlier assaulted 
Hamilton 's son, in a dispute over 
wages Thompson said Hamilton owed 
him. 

Judge Unthank refused to di miss 
the suit but found ··sufficient evidenee 
of attempts to intimidate witnesses" to 
turn the matter over to the U S. 
District Attorney for investigation.

SAVE FROZEN FOOD 
DURING POWER FAILURE 

Summet· stornrs inevitably mean 
power failures. And a power blackout 
can wipe out your frozen food supply. 
To improve your chances of preserving 
food in such an emergency the Univer­
sity :~fr,JKentucky offers some 
guidelines.' 

When the freezer stops, keep the 
freezer door closed. Try to get an 
estimate of how long the power will be 
off so you can figure how long your food 
will sta)' frozen . The amourrt of food in 
the freezer as well as the type of food 
will determine how long it will stay 
frozen. ' 

Food in a fully-loaded cabinet will 
stay frozen two days. Food in a cabinet 
half-loaded or less may not stay frozen 
more than one day. A freezer full of 
meat won't thaw as quickly as a 
freezer full of baked goods. 

The freezer itself makes a di(· 
ference, too. A well-insulated freezer 
keeps food frozen longer than one with 
little insulation; and the larger the 
freezer, the longer the food will stay 
frozen. 

If it looks like the power won't be 
resumed before the food thaws, add 
dry ice to the freezer . Dry ice may be 
purchased at a local dairy or cold­
storage warehouse. 

Twenty-five pounds of dry ice should 
hold a half-full 10-cubic-foot cabinet 
below freezing for two to three days. If 
the freezer is full, food will stay frozen 
three to four days if you add dry ice 
after the freezer goes off. Use 50 
pounds of dry ice for a 20-cubic-foot 
freezer. 

Never touch dry ice with your bare 
hands. Wear heavy gloves when handl­
ing it. 

To use dry ice, put heavy cardboard 
directly on the frozen food packages. 
Then place Hre dry ice on top of the 
cardboard. Insulate the outside of the 
freezer to help keep in the cold. Put 
crumpled newspaper over the cabinet, 
then cover with blankets. Just be sure 
the vents aren't covered, since ventila­
tion will be needed when the power 
comes back on. 

Meats that still contain ice crystals 
or have beenkept at 40 degrees F or 
below for less than two days may be 
safely refrozen. Some quality may be 
lost, but the product: will be whole­
some. Throw away any food that has 
an unusual color or odor. Never 
refreeze ice cream.

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Representatives of the Church Hous­
ing Authority, which operates the 
newly-constructed Cliffside housing 
project at Cliff, will take steps to curb 
incidents there which have sorely exer­
cised the city police department in re­
cent months, the council was told. 

The housing authority pledge resulted 
from a recent meeting at which Police 
Chief Keith Lawson outlined the extent 
of the problem. Incidents of drug use, 
rowdirless, theft, and assault at the 
housing facility have sometimes 
resulted in five or six calls on the city 
police department in a single night, he 
said at a recent council meeting. 

The question of whether Prestons­
burg will annex May Branch will be 
on the November ballot, City Manager 
David Evans told the council, since a 
majority of residents and landowners 
there have requested it. To block the 
annexation proposal , 75 percent of the 
registered voters in that sec­
tion-reckoned to total about 
30-would have to vote against it. 

Property within the city will be taxed 
this year at a rate of 30 cents per $100 
assessed valuation-the same rate as 
last year-according to a council deci­
sion . City property taxes last year 
yielded $188,000. 

Bill Harvey Howard, superintendent 
of the Prestonsburg Utilities System, 
was authorized to negotiate with the 
Parkway Water Association board of 
directors to purchase that system, 
which serves about 160 customers on 
the Mountain parkway between the 
Clark school and the mouth of Rough 
and Tough. 

If the deal goes through, it will repre­
sent the third purchase of smaller 
systems by the city system ·in recent 
months. The city utilities system 
previously absorbed the Bull Creek­
Water Gap and the Abbott-Little Paint 
systems. 

City Attorney Paul Burchett was 
authorized by the council to take the 
necessary steps, including the filing of 
a lawsuit, to resolve a dispute over 
land needed as a site for the city's pro­
posed new water storage tank. The 
council was told that Dick Spurlock 
had agreed to sell the property, on a 
hill overlooking the city, but now 
claims that property needed to provide 
access to the lot was not included in the 
original deal. 

United Federal Savings and Loan 
Association will be offered about 700 
square feet on the southern end of the 
municipal parking lot for $6400, the 
council decided. The savings and loan 
association is see~ing the property to 
enable expansion of its existing facili­
ty.

An open cesspool and drain on the 
perimeter of the Jeff Wells subdivision 
were also the subjects of complaints by 
Auxier residents, who said the cesspool 
is a hazard for children and the stag­
nant drainwater a breeding ground for 
mosquitoes. 

The cesspool and drain were install­
ed by Col. Thomas Montgomery, 
developer of the subdivision, in 1974, 
and have long been a source of com­
plaint by area residents. Their request 
that the court ask the owner to make 
the area safe was turned down, 
however, Magistrate Wilcox arguing 
that the present ownership of the in­
stallation is in doubt. 

Residents of the Dinwood section on 
Martin's upper end again pressed their 
complaint that the 10-ton weight limit 
on the road serving that section is be­
ing violated by coal trucks and that 
signs warning of the weight limit have 
been removed. 

The dispute stems from construction 
of a coal tipple in the area by Dinco 
Coal Sales, of Paintsville, in 1979. Erec­
tion of the tipple was almost complete 
when the coal company was given a 
final construction permit, on August 21 
that year. The company was fined $500 
by the state Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental Protec­
tion (DNREP) a week prior to that 
date, for constructing the tipple 
without a permit. 

The firm 's application for an 
operating permit, several months 
later , was opposed by local residents 
who charged that, in granting Dinco a 
permit to build the tipple, DNREP fail­
ed to take into account the residential 
character of the area or the effects of 
the tipple operation on the health of 
area residents, as required by law. The 
operating permit was never granted, 
an a ttorney for the residents said this 
week. 

In response to complaints by 
residents earlier this year that the tip­
ple was being operated illegally, the 
fiscal court placed the 10-ton weight 
limit on the road serving the facility. 
Regarding complaints that coal trucks 
are violating the limit, Magistrate 
Caudill observed that "they are telling 
us to go to hell." 

Judge-Executive Wells told the Din­
wood delegation the weight-limit signs 
would be replaced and that the court 
would take steps to see that the law 
was enforced. 

Tel-Com, Inc. was authorized by the 
court to make application to the Ken­
tucky Industrial Development Authori­
ty for $6 million in industrial revenue 
bonds to expand the company's cable 
television system in Floyd, Pike and 
Breathitt counties. Tel-Com's applica­
tion will next be considered by the state 
Industrial Revenue Bond Oversight 
Committee. 

Similar approval was given by the 
court to an application proposed by 
Bob Thacker, president of TV Service, 
Inc., of Hindman, for $2,690,000 in 
bonds to expand his television system 
in Floyd, Knott and Letcher counties . 
Magistrate Wilcox abstained from 
voting in both instances, claiming ig­
norance of the proposed projects. 

Named as officers of the Floyd Coun­
ty Solid Waste, Inc. board of directors 
were John Allen, president ; Ed 
Caudill, vice-president; Teresa Fitz­
patrick, secretary-treasurer, and Bob 
McAninch, chairman and consultant to 
the board. The appointments were 
made on the recommendation of Judge 
Wells. Magistrate Kenneth Roberts 
abstained, characterizing the appoint­
ments as "a package deal being shoved 
down my throat."

Low Cost Playground 
Your imagination is the limit when 
planning and con tructing safe and 
inexpensive attractions for your 
homemade neighborhood or school 
playground. A net made of old tires 
chained together, inclined and 
horizontal beams, a tunnel, ladders, 
and fireman's poles are just a few of 
the variety of unusual and original 
ideas for healthy, stimulating 
J'lay. 

Our school playground was built 
by 80 parents and a Boy Scout troop 
with help and materials donated by 
Bell Telephone. A student architect 
who designed the play area wanted 
the children to participate, so he had 
them draw pictures of what they 
wanted in the playground. The result 
of this collective effort was a large 
play area which cost under $3,000-
particularly attractive for taxpayers 
trying to keep down the soaring cost 
of education. 

What 's It Made Of? 
The primary substance is wood. 

To locate telephone poles, call the 
community relations department at 
the telephone company. They often 
store removed poles before hauling 
them away. The poles are not only 
free, but they are chemically treated 
against rot, thus enhancing their 
sturdiness. 

Holes for the poles can be dug 
with a post hole digger. Poles should 
be placed about 30" into the ground. 
Rocks can be poured into the bottom 
of the holes to keep water away from 
the ends of the poles. The poles can 
then be set with dirt or concrete. 

The favorite attraction, a vertical 
or horizontal tire net can be made 
by drilling one and one-fourth mch 
holes spaced 90 degrees apart in 
each tire. The tires are then 
connected with heavy, rust-proof 
chains. Tire dealers normally have 
junk tires available upon request, but 
you can also find them at the 
dump. 

Woodchips are attractive as a 
ground covering and also help 
eliminate muddy spots common to 
playgrounds. 

Floor Them 
When you get right down to it, 
cutting and laying your own cushion­
backed carpeting or vinyl flooring 
can be as easy as putting up wall 
paper. You can get really 
professional-looking results with the 
new flooring materials being sold 
today. 

Tools: 
You will need a carpenter's 

square, metal straightedge, tape 
measure pry bar, double-faced tape 
or liquid adhesive, hammer, sturdy 
household scissors, and a push 
broom. 

Preparation: 
Measure your room. Walls are 

seldom absolutely straight or even, 
so measure each separately. If your 
room is over 15 feet wide, you will 
probably have to seam two pieces of 
covering to complete the job. If so, 
make sure that the pile is sweeping 
in the same direction on both pieces 
of carpeting. 

Start with a clean floor. This is 
particularly important for laying 
vinyl flooring. If the floor is 
damaged, fill cracks with a nonsh­
rinking patching compound, making 
sure the surface is level. Badly 
damaged floors should be covered 
with a hardboard subfloor. 

Unroll the covenng with the 
display side up. If you're lucky and 
have two adjoining walls that are 
straight, you can butt the flooring · 
against these and have only two sides 
to trim. If not, butt the top edge 
against the straightest wall. Once 
laid, extra material of the covering 
should "lap up" along the other 
three walls. Cut downward at the 
lapped corners and keep trimming 
the material until the covering fits 
snugly into the carrier. Next, trim 
along the edges. If you're covering 
with molding (for the vinyl), you can 
leave a maximum gap of one-eighth 
inch less than the thickness of the 
molding. 

Adhesion and Seams: 
This is the sticky part. You can 

use either double-faced tape or a 
liquid adhesive recommended by a 
dealer for vinyl coverings. Roll back 
the covering and apply the adhesive 
around the floor's edges about two 
inches from the walls and in bands 
about one foot apart. Use a broom 
to press out air holes as you roll the 
vinyl back out and onto the adhesive. 
If you need to seam on another 
piece, use the same process but 
check first with your dealer for 
specific instructions which will make 
your seams look professional.

PCC Gets Day Care Grant Mrs. White Honored 
At 1st Presbyterian 

A grant of $8,800 has been approved 
by the Bureau of Vocational Education 
to provide day care services for 
children of vocational students atten­
ding Prestonsburg Community Col­
lege. 

Students enrolled in the Associate in 
Applied Science Degree Programs are 
eligible for these funds. This includes 
students at PCC who are in forest and 
wood technology, management 
technology, nursing and secretarial ad­
ministration. 

Specifically, the program pays 51 
percent of the cost of day care services 
for small children of students enrolled 
in two-year vocational programs. Top 
priority for these services will be given 
to students who are full-time and have 
pre-school age children. Second priori­
ty will go to part-time students who are 
carrying six hours or more and who 
need provisions for their pre-school ag­
ed children. Financial needs of the stu­
dent will be taken into consideration 
also. Up to 10 children will be included 
in the program. 

According to James W. Ratcliff, 
community services continuing educa­
tion coordinator, who is administering 
the grant, "It is hoped that a portion of 
the financial stress on some of our 
student-parents will be relieved so they 
can pursue their educational re­

HEALTH NOTES

One out of every seven blind people is 
a victim of glaucoma. It is the second 
leading cause of blindness in adults. 

The disease, which may run in 
families, most frequently occurs in 
persons over age 35. It usually strikes 
painlessly and without symptoms. 
Glaucoma progresses slowly, but 
blindness can result if it is not diagnos­
ed and treated early. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment is offering free glaucoma screen­
ing clinics on July 17 and July 22 at the 
Health Department in Prestonsburg. 
These clinics are open to persons of all 
ages, but those persons age 35 and over 
are especially urged to take advantage 
of this service. 

Monday, July 20, a nurse from the 
Health Department will be at the 
Wheelwright Branch of the Health 
Department offering T. B. skin tests, 
immunizations, blood pressures, and 
urinalyses. This is a free service of the 
health department and the public is 
welcome.

886-2717 Electric bills of 260,000 Kentucky 
customers of East Kentucky Power 
Cooperative will skyrocket-and could 
double-if the co-onerative goes ahead 
with the com_pletion of a ~1 . 7 billion 
electric-power plant now under con­
struction in Clark county. 

This is the conclusion of an analysis 
made by state Public Service Commis­
sion staff members from the 
cooperative's statistics. 

The cooperative has stated that the 
new plant would not increase rates un­
til the first of two units begins 
operating in 1985, when rates would 
rise 40 percent. 

But the staff analysis reveals that by 
the time both units are operating in 
1988, rates will be fJ1 percent higher 
than they were in 1979. 

The increase could be even greater 
than f!1 percent if the demand for elec­
tric power is less than the company has 
projected. And new evidence obtained 
by the commission indicates the in­
crease in demand in coming years may 
be less than one-half as much as the 
company has estimated, according to 
Public Service Commission officials. 

The cost of the power plant eventually 
will be passed on to East Kentucky's 
customers in 89 Eastern and Central 
Kentucky counties. 

Thus, an East Kentucky Power 
customer who paid $40 a month for 
electricity in 1979 would pay $78.80 for 

Columbia.hks 
Rate Increase 

Columbia Gas of Kentucky asked the 
state Public Service Commission. for a 
rate increase last week that would · 
boost its revenues by about $11 .6 
million annually. 

If the full increase is approved, the 
average residential customer of Col­
umbia Gas would pay 10.6 percent 
more each month for natw-al gas ser­
vice, or about $4.18. 

Increases for commercial users 
would be slightly less, according to Col­
umbia Gas. 

The proposed increase would go into 
effect Aug. 1. 

George Goodykontz, Columbia divi­
sion manager in Lexington, said the in­
creased rates were sought because of 
inflationary effects on the company's 
labor and materials costs and rising in­
terest rates on business capital. 

The request for an increase is based 
on sales and operating figures for 1980, 
the company said. 

Much of the $11 .6 million in new 
revenues that would be provided by the 
new rates would be earmarked to 
cover such higher costs, Goodykontz 
said. 

"All of it certainly won't be going in­
to Columbia's pocket," he said. 

Columbia last received a general 
rate increase in 1979, although the com­
pany has received some increases 
since then to pass on to customers 
higher prices on the gas it buys from 
suppliers. Such gas price increases are 
controlled by the Federal Energy 
Regulatory Commission and state 
regulatory agencies. 

The company received a $1.9 million · 
rate increase in April related to rising 
fuel costs. 

Columbia said full approval of the in­
crease would grant the company a 12.2 
percent rate of return on investment.

the same amount of electricity in 1988 
when the massive power plant is com­
pleted. 

The staff analysis of anticipated rate 
increases is based on statistics contain­
ed in a document submitted by East 
Kentucky Power to the old state 
Energy Regulatory Commission. 

The state Public Service Commis­
sion has concluded that East Kentucky 
Power Cooperative may have grossly 
exaggerated the need for the plant, and 
may order the project to be scaled 
down or halted entirely.

Stumbo Favors 
Regional Care

<In The Courier-Journal) 

Adequate health care should be 
available throughout Kentucky, in both 
the eastern and western parts of the 
state, Human Resources Secretary 
Grady Stumbo said recently. 

Why, for example, should a resident 
in Eastern Kentucky have to drive 160 
miles for a particular health-care ser­
vice'? Stumbo asked. 

Stumbo's comments came during a 
news conference held to discuss ap­
proval by Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. of a 
statewide health plan that imposes a 
moratorium· on hospital beds in the 
Louisville and Lexington areas for the 
next 2lh years. · 

The plan, required by a 1974 federal 
law, took effect on June 22. The 
moratorium does not affect several 
controversial expansion plans that 
recently received state approval. 

The freeze, which was pushed by 
Stumbo, is intended to encourage con­
struction of hospitals in rural areas 
and to lessen reliance on hospitals in 
the state's largest cities. 
- Stumbo said that Kentucky has a 
surplus of 1,025 hospital beds, of which 
438 are in the Lexington area. 

And about 30 percent of the patients 
admitted to Fayette county hospitals 
come from outside the Bluegrass area, 
he said. 

He said 43 of the state's 107 hospitals 
have occupancy rates of less than 70 
percent. 

Stumbo also said that the .poor 
distribution of hospital beds con­
tributes to the rising cost of health 
care. And that, he said, is the No. 1 
issue in his department. 

" If Kentucky had no other problems, 
other than health-care . costs, that in 
itself could cause either an increase in 
taxes or cut in services. It's that 
serious a problem," Stumbo said. 

Stumbo said he advocates regional 
development of hospital services and 
supports development of hospitals such 
as those in Frankfort, Bowling Green 
Paducah, Morehead, Pikeville, Hazard 
and Prestonsburg. 

"That's the philosophy," he said. 
The statewide health-care plan 

"addresses public expenditures as well 
as private" ones of "all taxpayers who 
are burdened with this rising health­
care cost," Stumbo said. 

"I think there is a limit on what peo­
ple can be expected to continue to pay 
for health care and admissions to 
hospitals ." 

The plan will be the basis for many 
decisions by. the Certificate of Need 
and Licensure Board, which approves 
applications for new or expanded 
hospitals and nursing homes. 

Stumbo said it is "not appropriate to 
centra lize healthcare services in 
Fayette and Jefferson counties. As 
long as we concentrate our financial 
resources in thoe two areas, the 
pressure will be to continue expanding 
the capacity (of the hospitals) ." 

For example, Stumbo said that some 
Lexington surgeons go to Prestonsburg 
to examine patients referred by local 
physicians . l.f the patients need 
surgery, they go to Lexington. 

OSM Slates Hearings 
On Sed Pond Rules 

The Interior Department's Office of 
Surface Mining COSM) will hold J>ublic 
hearings in Lexington, July 16 on its 
proposed changes in regulations deal­
ing with sedimentatiou ponds and 
water drainage from coal mining 
operations . 

The hearings will be at the Hilton 
Inn, 1-75 and Newtown Pike, from 4 to 6 
p.m. and from 8 to 10:30 p.m. 

Among the proposed changes is 
elimination of many design re­
quirements for sedimentation ponds. 
Instead, except for safety re­
quir,ements, the operators and 
engineers designing and certifying 
ponds or treatment facilities would 
have to ensure they complied with the 
effluent limitations. 

Written comments on the proposed 
changes may be sent to the Office of 
Surface Mining, U.S. Department of 
the Interior, Room 153, South .Interior 
Building, 1951 Constitution Ave., N. W., 
Washington, D.C. 20240. 

Oral testimony at the hearing will be 
limited to 15 minutes. Statements also 
may be submitted in writing.

Corn Acreage Report 
Deadline, July 15 

Floyd county farmers who have 
planted corn still have a few days to 
report the acreage to the Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation Service 
and become eligible for 1981 farm pro­
gram benefits. 

The final certification date is July 15 
for farmers to avoid paying a late cer­
tification fee. All farmers who ac­
curately report crop acreages and sign 
an application for payment will be 
eligible for disaster and deficiency 
payments. There are no set-aside re­
quirements for 1981, nor will there be a 
normal crop acreage limitation. 

To date, 48 farms are certified and 
eligible for program benefits. Disaster 
provisions of the program cover both 
low yield and prevented planting crop 
conditions and authorize payments to 
help farmers whose crops are severely 
damaged by weather conditions. 

The heavy rains in Floyd county 
could greatly reduce crop yields this 
year. Farmers who expect low yields 
on their corn should notify the county 
ASCS office before harvesting. 

To avoid eligibility problems, 
farmers should report crop acreages 
as accurately as possible. Farms will 
be randomly checked to verify that the 
reports are correct and aerial 
photographs will be available for 
farmers to identify their fields.

The body of young Neimi, found in 
the charred ruins of a building owned 
by Noel at Wayland, was at first claim­
ed to be that of Noel. whose life had 
been insured for $100,000. with Denver 
Patrick named the benzficiary.

Action Is Postponed

A misunderstanding of what was 
planned, to start with, has resulted in 
the delay of any affirmative action on 
State Senator Benny Ray Bailey's plan 
for a $750,000 clinic in Knott county. 

Bailey, as executive director of the 
East Kentucky Health Services Center, 
Inc., says his plan was merely to move 
the location of the present clinic from 
Mallie, Knott county, a matter of four 
miles "down the road" to a site on new 
KY 80. 

But the wording of the application 
was such that an additional clinic was 
being asked, not a simple change of ad­
dress. 

As a consequence, the application

Kentucky Health System Agency and 
the agency 's sub-area board, on the 
ground that a new clinic was not need­
ed. The East Kentucky Health Services 
Center, founded by Senator Bailey and 
Dr. Grady Stumbo, who is now 
secretary of the Department for 
Human Resources . operates a 
primary-care clinic at Mallie and a 
satellite center at Kite, also in Knott 
county. The present center at Mallie is 
housed in a modular building. If con­
struction is done at the new KY 80 site, 
the dental practice and administrative 
offices would remain at Mallie, it was 
said. 

A new application apparently will be 
submitted. 

"We're not in any hurry," Bailey 
said, because KY 80 is not scheduled to 
be completed until late fall. 

Bailey said that he tried to withdraw 
the application before the sub-area 
council met in Hazard, but that " it was 
already defeated, 4 to 3." 

His letter to the Certificate of Need 
and Licensure Board said that " the 
mistake" in the application was ex­
plained to the project-review commit­
tee of the sub-area council. However, 
he said, "we were not allowed to ex­
plain this " in the full meeting and "had 
to present the document as if it were 
for an additional clinic." 

Meanwhile, the staff of the state 
Bureau for Health Services asked 
Bailey on June 16 to notify the board 
when he wanted the project to be con­
sidered. 

It will be up to the determinations 
committee of the board to decide 
whether Bailey can amend the original 
apphcation or will have to submit a 
new one.

State Gets $4.2 
Million For Surface 
Mining Program 

Kentucky received approval recent­
ly of another· $4,169,586 grant from the 
Department of the Interior to continut• 
its enforcement of the pr·esent surfacE> 
mining reclamation program through 
December, 1981. 

The approval became effective upon 
the signing of an agreement by \\' 
Hord Tipton, Acting Regional Director 
of Interior's Office of Surface Mining 
Region II, and Mrs. Jackie Sw1gart, 
Kentucky's Secretary for Natural 
Resources 

The new grant brings to $15.9 million 
the amount provided to Kentuckv to 
finance additional enforcement costs 
as required by the 1977 Federal Sur­
face Mining Control and Reclamation 
Act <Public Law 95-87>. Tipton said the 
Federal funds were designed to help 
Kentucky meet the additional cost of 
enforcing the Federal Act abO\·e the 
cost of its previous State program. 

"Kentucky and OSM have worked 
well together in enforcing the present 
interim program and m· helping Ken­
tucky develop a permanent program 
which will enable the State to attain 
our mutual goal of achieving primacy 
in enforcing P. L. 95-87," Tipton said. 

"Coal rs vital to Kentucky," he add­
ed. "We all want to assure that produc­
tion continues at the maximum possi­
ble level, but in a responsible manner 
that does not jeopardize our environ­
ment." 

The interim period will end and the 
permanent program for enforcement 
of the Federal Act will begin after Ken­
tucky resubmits its proposed state pro­
gram to OSM and it is approved by 
Secretary of the Interior James Watt. 

When that occurs and Kentucky has 
an approved State Reclamation Plan, 
the State \Viii be able to start receiving 
its one-half share of reclamation fees 
that are levied on current coal produc­
tion to reclaim abandoned mine land. 
Kentucky's share of that fund now ex­
ceeds $55 million.1 Kentucky has sub­
mitted ilc; Reclamation Plan to OSM 
and it is now under review. 

Federal grants for the interim period 
enabled the State to hire additional 
personnel and buy equipment, supplies 
and contractual services to ~>nforce the 
Act. 

State Property Tax 
Rate Meets Deadline 

The Department of Revenue has set 
the 1981 state real property tax rate at 
22.9 cents per $100 valuation, the first 
time in recent years the department 
has been able to set the state rate by 
the statutory deadline of July 1. 

The 1981 rate is 1.2 cents less than the 
1980 rate and the third consecutive 
rollback of the state rate under House 
Bill 44. 

Revenue Commissioner Robert 
Allphin said setting the rate on 
schedule will allow school districts, 
county governments and 
municipalities throughout the state to 
complete their budgeting processes 
and mail tax bills out for timely collec­
tion. 

During the past two years, due to 
legal controversies over property 
assessments, the department set the 
state rate in early September, forcing 
some local governments to begin late 
collections of property taxes. 

This year, under policies established 
by the Department of Revenue, local 
property assessments have proceeded 
smoothly across the state, Allphin said. 

The statewide assessment on real 
property in 1981 rose to an estimated 
$41.75 billion, up from $38.09 billion last 
year. The new rate is designed to pro­
duce a 4 percent increase in revenue 
from real property under the provi­
sions of House bill 44.

Selling At Home Can Pay 
By Caroline Barnes 

You find your 9-to-5 office job 
boring and feel confined by the 
pressures of working for someone 
else, or ~u simply want to earn a 
little money in your spare time. 
Consider a career in direct sales. 
Every year, this industry generates 
$6 billion dollars in sales and keeps 
over 2 million independent sales 
pe~ple acti •·-.; and out in the field. 

What is direct selling? It is a 
special form of retailing that takes 
place outside of a retail store. Most 
of the sales are made at the 
customer's home, at sales parties or 
over the telephone. About 800 large 
companies manufacture products 
that lend themselves to direct sales 
and the industry is growing at a rat~ 
of six percent a year. 

The major product sold through 
direct sales is cosmetics. Other 
products sold this way are vacuum 
cleaners, home main.tenance 
products, plastic housewares, cos­
tume jewelry, food supplements and 
reference books. Security systems, 
wearing apparel, cutlery and toys are 
sold through direct sales as well. 

There are two ways of working in 
direct sales. One way is to purchase 
the products you wish to sell from 
the manufacturer or distributor, add 
a mark-up and resell them, keeping 
the profits. The second way is to 

work on a commtsston basis by 
writi11g up the orders and forwarding 
them to the manufacturer and 
earning a percentage of the profits . 
Either way, the cost of getting 
started is relatively low ($50 to 
$100). 

There are different ways of 
making a direct sale. Sixty of all 
direct sales are made at the 
customer's house, 15 percent are 
made at sales parties and eight 
percent are made at work. Because 
so much business is done by the door 
to door approach, many direct sellers 
prefer to use personal recommenda­
tions to avoid the famous "door­
slamming" routine. 

If you are interested in becoming 
a direct seller, here's how to get 
started. 

If you don't already have a 
particular product in mind, look in 
the help wanted advertising section 
or check the names of large, 
well-known companies in your phone 
book. 

One way to get the names and 
addresses of companies who market 
products that lend themselves to 
direct sales is to contact the Direct 
Selling Association (DSA), 1730 M 
Street, Northwest, Washington D.C. 
20036. This Association was found­
ed in 1910 and its members are 

About the House 
Spring: Time To Repair /Replace Roof 

When the long cold winter is over, 
and you step outside for that first 
breath of fresh spring air, take along 
a pair of binoculars. Besides bird 
watching, you can use the binoculars 
to get a good, long look at the roof 
of your house. 

Winter can be hard on any roof. 
If you see signs of deterioration, you 
should have the repairs made as soon 
as possible. A leaky roof can cause 
serious damage to the inside of your 
house, and ruin an otherwise 
enjoyable spring. 

Whether you examine your roof 
through binoculars or by climbing 
up a ladder, look for missing 
shingles. This is the most obvious 
sign of trouble. Also look for shingles 
that have been blown back, or are 
curled or split. 

Asphalt shingles are covered with 
ceramic granules to protect them 
from the elements. If you see an 
accumulation of granules in your 
gutters and downspouts, your roof is 
deteriorating. Be sure to keep all 
gutters and downspouts free of 
debris, or this will complicate the 
problem even further. 

Other important spots to check for 
signs of deterioration include the 
edges .where the roof peaks, the 
flashings where vents and chimneys 
project through the roof, and metal 
flanges and collars around pipes, 
vents and chimneys. If you have a 
TV antenna on your roof, and it is 
not properly anchored by guy wires, 
it can vibrate in the wind and loosen 
the caulking around its base. This is 
one of the most common reasons for 
leakage. 

Also watch for bare spots indicat­
ed by dark gray or black patches. 
Look for and replace any popped 
nails. Check the gutters and gutter 
hangers for rust, and be sure the 
gutter hangers are fastened properly; 
if they are nailed on top of shingles, 
leaks may develop. · 

If you do any patch repairs with 
metal, be sure it is rust-resistant. 
Paint both sides of any metal 
patches, being careful not to dislodge 
the shingles when patching under 
them. 

If you decide that your roof is in 
need of repair, you can either do the 
work yourself or call in a profession­
al roofer. In some cases, damage is 

· , 

so extensive or the roof is so worn 
out that a complete reroofing job is 
necessary. 

If you decide to have the work 
done by a professional roofer, be 
sure to get at least two estimates 
from reliable contractors. You can 
check them out with the Better 
Business Bureau before making a 
decision. 

Remember to get the estimate or 
contract in writing before work is 
begun. Most roofers charge by the 
"square," which consists of 100 
square feet of the roof surface. You 
can estimate the number of squares 
yourself by determining the area of 
your roof. 

You should try to estimate the 
number of squares your ·roof will · 
require whether you're having a 
roofing contractor do the repair or 
whether you're doing it yourself. 
Knowing the number of squares will 
enable you to tell if the contractor 
is giving you an accurate estimate; 
alternately, if you're doing the work 
yourself, you'll need to know how 
many shingles to buy. 

If you decide to reroof rather than 
repair, invest in heavyweight shin­
gles that have a longer guarantee 
than lightweight shingles. 

Fiber glass-based asphalt shingles 
are made with a fiber glass bonded 
mat which cannot deteriorate. 
Almost every color of the rainbow is 
available, from wood tones to muted 
greens and reds. 

Select a shingle that is fire 
resistent. It's possible to purchase 
fire proof shingles that simulate the 
look of wood. Check the fire rating 
of any shingles before you purchase 
them. 

Most manufacturers provide in­
stallation instructions on each 
bund{e of shingles. Even if you are 
not installing them yourself, you can 
read the instructions to make sure 
that the roofer is doing exactly what 
he is supposed to do. 

If you decide to do the work 
yourself, be sure to wear rubber­
soled, construction-type shoes for 
secure footing. All ladders should be 
secured firmly at the top and the 
bottom. While working, position 
your tools so that they do not fall 
off. Avoid working in wet weather, 
or in temperatures lower than 40~

• Does the company you selected 
stand behind its products? You will 
not want to have to pay the 
consumer back out of your own 
pocket if he or she is unsatisfied. 

• Be cautious ·of any seller who 
starts out, ''I'm taking a 
survey ... ," "You've been 
selected ... ," or, "You've just 
won ... " 

• Ask for identification which 
shows the salesperson's name, local 
address, the product and the com­
pany he or · she represents. If in 
doubt, check with your local better 
busines bureau. 

• Buy only because you need the 
product, not because of a hard luck 
story. 

• Choose wisely. Select quality 
products at fair prices. 

• Insist on seeing any warranty or 
guarantee in writing. 

• Take sufficient time to think 
over your purchase. Don't be afraid' 
to ask questions; demand direct 
answers. 

• When you make any major 
purchase, don't sign a sales contract 
until you read it, understand it, and 
know the total cost including any 
finance charges. 

• Remember that, when you 
make a purchase in your home for 
$25 or more, you are entitled by law 
to a three-business-day period (or 
cooling-off period) in which to 
.reconsider your purchase. The 
three-business-day period begins on 
the first day after the day you signed 
the sales contract.

F loyd Unemployment 
Ra te For May Among 
Highest In Area 

The Eastern Kentucky area con­
tinues to have the state's highest 
unemployment rate, according to sta te 
Department for Human Resources 
figures released last week for the 
month of May, and Floyd county's rate 
of 16.3 percent was among the three 
highest within that area. 

Of the 34 Eastern Kentucky counties, 
only Pike, with a jobless rate of 19.2 
percent , and Menifee, with the state's 
highest rate of 21.9, showed higher 
figures. 

The DHR figures revealed that of a 
total labor force of 15,865, 13,277 Floyd 
countians were employed during May, 
with 2,588 on the jobless roles. 

The neighboring counties of Johnson 
and Knott showed unemployment rates 
of 10.4 and 15.0, respectively, with a 
14.9 figure reported for Magoffin coun­
ty. Nearby Martin county , with 4.8 per­
cent, posted the lowest rate in Eastern 
Kentucky.

.counties follow: Lawrence , 12.0; 
Breathitt, 8.7; Letcher , 14.2; Morgan,

Sodium Lights May 
Save $.5 Million 

In spirit of energy conservation, the 
state Department of Transportation 
expects to s:lVe more than $.5 million 
annually by changing the type of road­
way lights used in Kentucky. 

Transportation Secretary Frank 
Metts said the department will convert 
from mercury vapor lights currently in 
use to high-pressure sodium lights . 

The conversion is estimated to cost 
$1.4 million, and bids on the project will 
be accepted later this year. 

"At present cost levels, this invest­
ment in conservation will pay for itself 
in less than two and a half years , and 
even greater returns will be realized in 
the future if energy costs rise as ex­
pected," Metts said. 

Lower wattage sodium lights pro­
duce the same amount of light on the 
roadway as mercury vapor lights and 
improve visibility for motorists. 

It is estimated that converting the 
state's 8,000 roadway lights on in­
terstate, parkway and major highways 
will save more than 11 million kilowatt­
hours per year. At current rates a 
kilowatt-hour costs 5 cents. 

" We are continually searching for 
ways to conserve energy and reduce 
operating costs of the Transportation 
Department," Metts said. "We are fac­
ing a $365 million shortfall in state and 
federal revenue through 1982 and every 
dollar is being directed toward 
highway improvements and 
maintenance.

Reopening of EAP 
Program Is Postponed

There's no reason your archery gear 

should remain stored in the closet until 
deer season rolls around again. Many 
archers have already discovered that 
spring is an excellent time to enjoy 
some fine sport with bow and arrow. 

The addition of a bow reel and a 
special fishing arrow is all that's need­
ed to convert your deer hunting outfit 
to .1 bow fishing rig. Carp should be 
spa wining in the shallows about now, 
and they offer a challenging target for 
the bow fishermen. 

Bow fishing regulations are few and 
simple. Any bow is legal. Closed 
waters in Kentucky are those one mile 
below Wolf Creek Dam (Lake 
Cumberland), 700 yards below Ken­
tucky Dam and 200 yards below any 
other dam in the state. 

For the time being, bow fishing may 
be conducted during daylight hours on­
ly. However, the Fish and Wildlife 
Commission has voted to permit night 
bow fishing . This regulation change is 
still before the Administrative Regula­
tion Review Subcommittee of the 
Legislature, and we'll let you know 
when it becomes official. But until the 
regulation actually changes, 
remember to confine your bow fishing 
to day light hours only. 

Only rough fish may be taken by 
bow, and there are no creel or posses­
sion limits. Rough fish are all species 
except the black bass, rock bass, crap­
pie, walleye, sauger, rockfish, white 
bass, yellow bass, musky, northern 
pike, chain pickerel, trouts or any 
hybrids of the above. A valid fishing 
license is required for bow fishing. 

A bow and arrow may also be used to 
hunt frogs. The frog season, which 
opened May 15, will run through Oct. 
31. There is a daily (noon til noon) limit 
of 15 frogs and a possession limit of 30. 

Those who hunt frogs with a bow and 
arrow (or with a firearm) must have a 
hunting license. Giggers and hand 
grabbers can get by with either a hun­
ting or a fishing license, but those who 
"fish" for frogs with rod and reel or 
pole and line must have a fishing 
license. The best bet is just to buy a 
combination license and not worry 
about it. 

It 's also legal to hunt turtles with a 
bow and arrow, so if you're partial to 
turtle soup there's no reason to pass up 
a shot at a turtle while you're out bow 
fishing or frogging-if you have a hun­
ting license, which is required to take 
turtles with a bow or a firearm. 

With prices the way they are now, 
sportsmen have a real opportunity to 
help the family budget by bringing 
home wild game for the table. Frog 
legs and turtle represent some real 
gourmet dining and even carp, buffalo 
or other so-called "rough" fish are 
delicious when properly processed and 
prepared. 

Come to think of it, one of the big ad­
vantages of being a hunter or fisher­
man is that you can spend a day out­
doors, get some exercise, enjoy 
yourself and bring home supper at the 
same time. That's a combination other 
recreational activities can't mat­
ch ever try to eat a golf ball? 

There's a lot of bad news and not 
very much good news in the En­
vironmental Quality Index, a survey of 
seven natural resources conducted an­
nually by the National Wildlife Federa­
tion. 

The survey, which measures losses 
and gains in the quality of the nation's 
water, wildlife, living space, soil, 
minerals, air and forests, is "an 
estimate of the quality of life in the U. 
S. based on a combination of objective 
measurements and the subjective 
judgments of the National Wildlife 
Federation staff in consultation with 
government experts and academic 
researchers," according to an NWF 
release. 

The survey indicates that in 1980, 
four of the resources-water, wildlife, 
living space and soil-suffered losses, 
while minerals, air and forests remain­
ed unchanged. 

Of the seven environmental in­
dicators, only air quality is actually 
better now than when the survey was 
first made in 1970. The other indicators 
have all declined. 

The main reason for the decline in 
wildlife was habitat loss , according to 
the NWF. It is estimated that between 
now and the year 2000 as much as 2 
million acres of wildlife habitat will 
disappear annually. Over the next 20 
years, that amounts to a staggering 40 
million acres of wildlife loss. 

How much land is 40 million acres? 
Well, it's 62,500 square miles. And if 
you're still having trouble compre­
hending how much that is, remember 
that the total area of Kentucky is 
40,395 square miles. 

So if these estimates are correct, the 
amount of wildlife habitat lost in the 
next 20 years will equal an area over 
one and one-half times bigger than the 
entire commonwealth of Kentucky. 

The NWF estimates that this country 
has already lost half of its wetlands 
and that 20 million of the 25 million 
acres of hardwood bottomlands along 
the Mississippi River already have 
been converted to other uses. 

The nation's economic situation did 
little to help wildlife last year, accor­
ding to the NWF, which cited a budget 
cut from $31 million to $18.5 million in 
the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service's 
special fund for acquiring wetland 
habitat. 

A final factor affecting wildlife is the 
increasing amount of acid rain which 
falls on even remote areas Many 
lakes, particularly in the Northeast, 
have been effectively sterilized by • 
rains almost as acid as vinegar. 

These rams are actually a form of air 
pollution. Nitrogen and sulphur com­
pounds, released primarily by the bur­
ning of fossil fuels, react with sunlight 
and moisture to form sulphuric and 
nitric acids, which then fall to earth, 
often hundreds of miles from their 
source.

What's the difference between 

res oak and pretreat? The first 
comprehensive dictionary of terms 
used in the detergent industry can 
give you t~e answer. 

A Handbook of Industry Terms 
was published by the Soap and 
Detergent Association to give non­
technical definitions of washing and 
cleaning products and their compon­
ents. Besides giving basic definitions 
for a wide variety of familiar and 

.. mfamiliar terms, the handbook 
~rovides insight into how cleaning 

products work, and can be useful as 
a guide to which products to use for 
particular cleaning problems. 

A surfactant, for example, is an 
organic chemical that, when added 
to a liquid, changes the properties of 
that liquid at a surface; this is the 
basic function for products serving 
~s detergents and as wetting, 
•oaming, dispersing, emulsifying and 

penetrating agents. 
A nonionic surfactant is one that 

contains .neither positively nor 
negatively charged functional groups 
and, more importantly, is particular-

• 

ly effective in removing oily soil. 
As it turns out, there are more 

~urfactants lurking around out there 
•an you might have suspected. The 

handbook describes their role in 
cleaning products: 

"In most detergent products 
designed for washing clothes and 
dishes, the surfactant is a basic 
ingredient; soap is basic to most 
body-washing products. All surfac­
tants and soaps perform the impor­
tant function of lowering water's 
surface tension, commonly known as 

• aking water "wetter." This enables 
the cleaning solution more quickly to 
wet out the surface being cleaned so 
that soil can be readily loosened and 
removed (usually with the aid of 
mechanical action). Surfactants ar~ 
also instrumental in removing soils, 
both fatty and particulate, and in 
keeping them emulsified, suspended 
and dispersed so that settling back en the surface is minimized." 

Some of the more practical 
information provided in the hand­
book includes the following: 

Bactericide-A substance that 
kills bacteria. The most common 

bactericide used in home laundering 
is liquid chlorine bleach. For 
situatjons where chlorine bleach 
cannot be used and disinfecting 
action beyond that supplied by the 
regular laundering process is needed 
(e.g. baby clothes, infectious illness), 
special disinfectants are available. 
Among these are quaternary and 
phenolic compounds and pine oil. 
Pine oil and phenolics can be added 
to either wash or rinse water. 
Quaternaries should be added only 
to the rinse to avoid interaction with 
detergent surfactants. 

Chlorine bleach- As a laundry 
additive, liquid chlorine bleach 
removes stains, aids in soil removal, 
whitens, disinfects, and deodorizes. 
However, it should not be used on 
silks, woolens, flame-retardant cot­
tons, dyes sensitive to hypochlorite, 
and certain stains, such as blood, 
which can be set by hypochlorite. 

Filming-In automatic dishwash­
ing, filming usually refers to a 
deposit of mineral salts. It generally 
occurs when the water is high in 
hardness, salts or total solids, and is 

most ·noticeable on clear glassware. 
Filming can also be a result of 
incompletely removed soil, especially 
protein or fat residues. The result 
ranges from a thin transparent film 
to an opaque coating, .and can 
usually be removed by increasing the 
amount of detergent or by using a 
vinegar rinse. 

Pretreatment-Laundry pretreat­
ment procedures in common use 
include: 

Soaking-Especially helpful for 
general problems of heavy soil and 
stains. Special presoak products are 
useful for treating generalized 
staining, while regular laundry 
detergent is helpful in cases of heavy 
soil. 

Direct application-Soil lines, as 
on shirt collars, and small stained 
areas can be pretreated by dampen­
ing the soiled area and rubbing in a 4 

paste of detergent granules, bar 
soap, liquid detergent or laundry 
additive.

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The Jean Thomas Museum: 

Memories of Kentucky's Traipsin' W o~an 
B_y Vicki Dennis 

Although she was born in 1881, 
Jeanette Bell Thomas was never the 
typical Victorian girl. Born in Ashland, 
Ky., this Appalachian folklorist and 
musician was busy taking business 
classes when most girls her age were 
concentrating on needlepoint. At 17 she 
became a court stenographer, travel­
ing with a circuit judge throughout the 
eastern Kentucky mountains, calmly 
recording testimonies heard in trials of 
murderers and feuding foes with her 
trusty portable typewriter.

During the years of her mountain 
traveling, Mrs. Thomas developed a 
deep interest in the music and folklore 
of the hills. She was fascinated by 
"singin' gatherin's" where mountain 
people got together to share their 
music, brought from England, Ireland 
and Scotland generations earlier. 

Following a variety of 
careers-including stints as a 
stenographer in New York and a script 
girl in Hollywood-she found her way 
back to the mountains. At age 49, she 
organized the first American Folk. 
Song Festiv11l, dedicated to preserving· 
and celebrating the rich music she had 
grown to love. 

The festivals continued until 1972, 
when poor health forced her to stop 
them. But, during the years of the 
festivals, thousands of spectators 
would gather at her home in Ashland to 
hear the music of such well-known per­
formers as Burl Ives, Merle Travis and 
Archer and Gile, as well as lesser­
known groups. 

Always a first-class promoter, the 
spunky Mrs. Thomas spent much of 
her time traveling and telling the world 
about the festival. She was determined 
to bring the mountain ways to public 
light. In her cause, she wrote eight 
books about Appalachian history, 
customs, folklore and balladry. Today 
the 99-year-old Mrs. Thomas lives in a 
nursing home ir. Wurtland, Ky. 

In November 1979, the Greater 
Ashland Foundation dedicated a 
museum to Mrs. Thomas. Now on the 
ground of the American Heritage

museum is an exact reconstruction of 
Mrs. Thomas's home, "The Wee House 
in the Woods." Much of the present 
house was built from the original 
materials of her home in which she liv­
ed from 1933. Patterned after an 
English Tudor cottage, the brick house 
is packed with mementos from her 
long career. The walls of her study are 
lined with framed clippings and photos 
from the festivals, as well as pictures 
of such friends as Jilson Setters, a 
blind folksinger from Rowan county, 
whom Mrs. Thomas discovered and 
took to England to perform for the 
English Folk Song and Dance Society. 
There is the old typewriter from her 
court stenographer days, the dulcimer 
she played at the festivals -and the 
black calico bag she carried 
everywhere embroidered with her 
trademark, "The Traipsin' Woman." 

The house is almost as much an 
adventure in Victorian furniture as in 
Jean Thomas memories. Heavy orien­
tal carpets cover the wide wooden 
floors. A square grand piano, said to be 
the first brought over the mountains, 
stands against one wall of the parlor. 
Upstairs, M_rs. Thomas' famous long 
black gowns with white ruffles hang in 
ornate wardrobes. 

Begin your visit to the museum with 
the multimedia presentation of Mrs. 
Thomas's life, shown in the attached 
art gallery, and end it at the gift shop 
which contains Kentucky-made crafts 
and some of Mrs. Thomas's books. The 
museum is open from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m., 
Monday through Friday, during the 
summer months.

CUCUMBER BEETLE DAMAGE 
Home gardeners should be aware of 

the great crop loss caused by striped 
and spotted cucumber beetles and how 
to prevent these pests from damaging 
gardens. 

These two garden pests can seriously 
damage vine plants such as 
watermelon, cucumbers and squash. 
The beetles, which for the entire grow­
ing season, chew on stems at or below 
the soil surface, scarring the plant 
stems. As plants mature, the beetles 
begin to feed on the blossoms and 
rinds. 

Kentucky gardeners should begin 
treatment as soon as beetles are 
sighted. 

The striped cucumber beetle is one­
fifth of an inch ·long with a yellow body 
and three black stripes on the back. 
Spotted cucumber beetles are greenish 
yellow with twelve black spots on a 
slender body one-fourth of an inch long. 

The feeding damage can cause great 
plant losses, but even more damage is 
done by a bacteria wilt that winters in 
the intestinal tract of the beetle. As the 
beetles feed, they innoculate the 
disease into the plant. The bacteria 
causes vines to clog so that fluids can­

' not move through the plant. This 
bacterial wilt is most devastating when 
plants are infected early in the growing 
season. 

Preventative treatments are most 
important in the early growing season. 
Home gardeners may use Sevin, 
malathion or methoxychlor for beetle 
control. Gardeners should apply Sevin 
or methoxychlor when plants break the 
ground and repe.It applications at five­
day intervals. In case of rain, repeat 
the treatment and return to the regular 
spr~y intervals. 

Malathion should not be used until 
plants start to vine, as it can injure 
plants if applied before then. Sevin and 
malathion should not be used together, 
because if they are applied in combina­
tion phytotoxicity may result. 

If gardeners use either Sevin or 
Methoxychlor exclusively, they may 
be plagued with aphid and mite pro­
blems later. Consider alternating 
Sevin with malathion after runners ap­
pear. Because beetles tend to feed 
along the stems~of plants, gardeners 
should take special care to cover the

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Child Abuse-a Serious Problem in State State Fiddlers' Meet 
Set At Rough River 

"Child abuse and neglect are serious 
problems in Kentucky," says Attorney 
General Steve L. Beshear. "Last year, 
there were almost 12,000 reports of 
abuse and neglect involving approx­
imately 30,000 children. 

"This year the estimates are even 
higher-45,000 children could be hurt 
or damagecrby adults . These alarming 
figures are one of the reasons the office 
of the attorney general is dedicated to 
helping protect the children of Ken­
tucky," Beshear adds. 

The a ttorney general's office has im­
plemented a Child Abuse Legal Infor­
mation and Assistance Program. This 
program is funded by a demonstration 
grant from the Kentucky Department 
of Justice to the Department of Law. 
Murray Moore Nee! will coordinate the 
program. Additional assistance is pro­
vided by Elizabeth A. Myerscough, 
assistant a ttorney general, and In­
vestigator Larry R. Price. 

The program involves two particular 
areas -information about Kentucky 
law regarding the reporting of child 

• abuse, and technical assistance to the 
county and commonwealth's a ttorneys 
involved in child abuse cases in the 
courts. 

Kentucky Revised Statutes -199.335

Child abuse-neglect detection; treat­
ment, investigation and prosecution 
does not belong to one agency or pro­
fession. It is a community problem that 
dem a nds a coordinated and 
coopera tive approach to reduce the 
harm inflicted upon children. 

Child abuse and neglect court cases 
present special problems. Often the in­
jury occurs in the home with no 

witnesses other than the victim or 
other children. Children most often are 
inherently reluctant to challege their 
parents' authority . It is sometimes dif­
ficult to understand a young child and 
competency to testify is often a major 
issue. 

Adding to these problems is the 
potential for harm to the child that ex­
ists when a child is returned home to 
his or her parents after an adversarial 
court proceeding. 

It is for these reasons the office of the 
attorney general offers technical 
assistance to prosecutors. This involve 
providing research, investigative ser-

-vices, trial assistance and consultation 
' to local prosecutors throughout the 

state. 
A resource guide and manual is be­

ing prepared to distribute to all county 
and commonwealth's attorneys. This 
manual will cover such topics as 
evidence problems, special techniques 
for child victims and witnesses, expert 
medical opinions and case law 
research. 

"Of course, these efforts are not a 
final solution to the problem of child 
abuse and neglect," Attorney General 
Beshear points out. " However, the at­
torney general's office has a deep com­
mitment and obligation to protect Ken­
tucky's greatest resource- its 
children. After all , it shouldn't have to 
hurt to be a child."
