Work Authorized 

That was State Detective Danny 
Stumbo's response Tuesday to an inter­
viewer's question about the mystery 
surrounding the disappearance three 
weeks ago of two Floyd county youths, 
Dwayne Michael Cline, of Emma, and 
Elijah Branham, Jr., of Prater Creek. 

Data pertaining to the missing 
youths and to two vehicles missing at 
the same time the boys disappeared 
has been filed on the National Informa­
tion Center's nationwide system State 
Pollee say they have searched every 
hollow, checked every report of the 
youths' whereabouts-all of which 
have been false leads- questioned all 
probable :sources of information. The 
Big Sandy River, the Dewey Lake 
area, other waterways have been sear­
ched by officers, rescue squads and 

'volunteers. Several thousand flyers 
describing the missing boys have been 
distributed. The parents of young 
Cline, Mr. and Mrs. James C. Cline, 
have posted a $2000 reward for infor­
mation leading to the whereabouts of 
their son. 

But no more is known now than on 
the night of July 9 when the two disap­
peared. 

City Signs Pact 
To Assume Work 
For Fire Safety 

Prestonsburg has become the first 
Kentucky muncipality to enter into an 
agreement with the state fire marshal 
providing that the city shall enforce 
state fire safety standards for all pro­
perty within its limits except for in­
stitutional occupancies or buildings 
owned or leased by the state. 

The cities of Louisville and Lex­
ington have similar enforcement rights 
but nut as fully as those enjoyed here 
as a result of the agreement signed Ju­
ly 14 by Mayor Harold Cooley for the ci­
ty and State Fire Marshal Gayle F. 
Horn. Prestonsburg's authority in­
cludes school system units within its 
jurisdiction. 

The agreement provides that the 
state fire marshal's office will no 
longer conduct its regular fire safety 
inspection but will leave this function, 
as well as enforcement, to the city. 

Heretofore, with Prestonsburg hav­
ing its own fulltime inspector, both the 
state and the city made inspections, 
although, as City Inspector Larry 
Adams explained, they worked 
together as much as possible to pre­
vent the frequency of inspections and 
duplication of effort. 

"The agreement with the state fire 
marshal is proof that we are competent 
and can handle the full program,"

It was billed as a program that would 
teach people to breathe easier. A pro­
gram as simple in its methods as it 
would be beneficial in its results. Vic­
tims of black lung and other

Federal money-some $420,699-was 
awa,riied ~o H gnl~nd Regional 
Medical Center to conduct the pro­
gram. The. money would pay for 
outreach workers in five counties, for 
patient transportation, for clinic equip­
ment, for instruction. Highlands would 
conduct part of the program itself; 
part would be contracted out to other 
area hospitals and clinics. 

That was two years ago. 
Today the program is still barely off 

the ground. Critics say it has been 
poorly administered and funds mis­
appropriated. The program director, a 
former Highlands assistant admin­
istrator, has resigned. Its community 
director, a nurse who later told 
Highlands Administrator Clarence 
Traum of the misspent money, was 
fired. A federal review of the program 
has been ordered. And Highlands is 
preparing its application for a second 
round of funding. 

Stanifer, another assistant admin­
istrator at the hospital and director of 
the breathing program, had drawn on 
program funds for his personal use. 

The matter was reportedly turned 
over to Highlands Controller Max 
Burnell, who asked Stanifer to docu­
ment questionable program expen­
ditures Stanifer instead resigned 

An audit of the program was then 
conducted by the accounting firm of 
Ernst and Whinney who reported 
earlier this month that 10 expenditures

Accident Traps , 
Man Who Eluded 
Arrest 2 Years 

Known to be hiding in this county 
after escaping jail in Indiana, Estill 
"Tink" Prater had eluded arrest for 
more than two years, despite efforts of 
the FBI and Kentucky State Police. 

But last Saturday a minor auto acci­
dent led to his undoing. He wrecked his 
car on KY 7, approximately three 
miles west of Hueysville, and a report 
of the accident brought state troopers. 
Trooper Ernie Dudleson found Prater 
hiding in a patch of weeds, near the 
scene of the accident. The fugitive was 
jailed here on a drunk charge 

Three other payments, although 
documented, were also called into 
question by the auditors. 

The undocumented payments, in 
checks drawn on the program account 
and signed by Stanifer, included: 

-payments of $571 and $540 made to 
Korner Drug for a camera and camera 
equipment, 

-$252 to Cincinnati Microwave for 
an automobile radar detector; 

-$200 to Dr. Raymond Wells, of Inez, 
for rental of clinic space; 

-$130 to B ook Rrothers for a dn•s<s 
shirt, an attache case, a travel alarm 
clock, and a coat hook ; 

-a check for $69, made out to 
Stanifer himself, for travel expenses; 

-$60 to Stanifer's wife, Mary Bryan 
Paine, for proofreading a program 
training manual; 

-$58 to Heck's Department Store 
and $23 to United Subscription Service, 
for unidentified purchases. 

A $9000 fee paid to a consulting firm 
for preparation of the program grant 
application was also included by the 
auditors among undocumented ex­
penses, but Assistant Administrator 
Dean said this week that a letter 
authorizing the expenditure had since 
been found in the program files. 

Payments of $75 and $31 to Terry Of­
fice Supply, of Paintsville, and a $69 
travel advance, though documented, 
were questioned by the auditors as to 
their propriety. For the $75, Stanifer 
bought a sterling silver pencil and, for 
the $31, a desk lamp. 

Weeksbury Man's Aqua Boat 
Regarded Sure-Fire Success 

J. C. Meredith, a project officer with 
the Public Health Service in Atlanta, 
the federal agency which oversees the 
program, confirmed this week that a 
three-man team will be in Prestons­
burg the first two days of next week "to 
see if an official investigation (of the 
breathing program) is warranted.'~ 
The team, he said, "will be looking into 
allegations made by a person recently 
fired from the program." 

Prater, convicted of rape and 
sexual deviate behavior. was held 
in Steuben county jail, Angola, Ind., 
when he escaped in March, 1979 Soon 
thereafter, the FBI charged him with 
interstate flight to avoid confinement. 
State Detective Don Weedman said 
State Police had also sought him since 
that time. 

Not all of the undocumented 
payments, Dean pointed out, were 
alearly inappropriate. All but four 
were subsequently deducted from the 
administrator's salary and the funds 
restored to the breathing program, he 
said. Not reimbursed were expen­
ditures for the camera and ac­
cessories, rental of the Inez physician's 
office, and the payment to Stanifer's 
wife. 

Ed Green, of Weeksbury, may be 
destined to become a familiar name to 
boating enthusiasts. 

He has invented, patented and soon 
will place on the market the Aqua 
Mate, a combination pontoon boat for 
lazy hours on the water with a fishing 
boat for those who want more action. 

The- two boats can be joined or 
separated with the flick of a latch. 
Together. about two-thirds of the 
16-foot fishing boat is concealed within 
the 24-foot pontoon, the motor <which 
propels both boats) and the steering 
mechanism being about all that pro­
trudes behind the pontoon section. 

That sounds simple, but it isn't. 
There were such matters as the 
"sea·worthiness" of both craft, the 
distribution of weight, the steering 
mechanism, and.the like. Green spent 
many hours on design at his home, us­
ing matchsticks, cardboard boxes, 
masking tape and glue, and finally 
turned to getting a patent and making 
certain the Aqua Mate was original. It 
was and JS. 

Some say the Aqua Mate will revolu­
tionize the recreation boating industry. 
"I don't think it will revolutionize the 
boating market but I think we will be 
able to sell all we can make, and 
preliminary plans call for 10 a day," 
said Jim Bryant, president of Jay Bee 
Boals. Inc., the Danville, Ky. manufac­
turer that will build the fishing boat 
part of Green's invention "The only 
thing wrong with Ed's idea is that I 
didn't thmk of it," Bryant added. 

Jack Wtcker, a vice-president of The 
Bank Josephine here, hailed the idea. 
"The exciting part," he commented, 
''is that someone from Eastern Ken­
tucky is the one who came up with the 

idea and carried it all the way 
through." 

The two craft involved and a special­
ly designed trailer are being built 
separately by independent companies, 
but the final product, including two­
way communication between pontoon 
and fishing boat, will be assembled at a 
plant to be located in this section. 

Green favors his native Knott county 
as the plant site, although locations in 
Floyd and Letcher counties have been 
offered him. He expects to employ 30 
persons initially but that figure could 
rise to 600 if his idea is as good as many 
say it is. 

Whatever is done will be without 
federal or state assistance. Aqua 
Mates, Inc. has been formed and 400 
shares of stock at $500 a share are on 
sale. 

An Aqua Boat, complete except 
motor, will retail at $13,000 to $15,000. 

The 38-year~ld Green was born in a 
two-room log house on the head of the 
Laurel Fork of Quicksand in Knott 
county <Handshoe postoffice), one of 
the dozen children of Mr. and Mrs. 
Troy Green. When his parents moved 
to Ohio in the late 1940's, he quit school 
while in the sixth grade. But since that 
time he became self-educated. He has, 
he says, read the entire Encyclopedia 
Britannica. 

Before becoming engrossed with the 
design of a boat for all the family he 
has worked in coal mines, steel mills, 
served as a deputy sheriff. On occasion 
he operated a shrimp boat out of a Gulf 
Coast port in Florida and sold ('ecrea­
tional boats in Indiana-which may ac­
count for his turning his hand to mak­
ing a better boat that might cause a 
good part of the boating population to 
beat a path to his door.

Council Votes 
Start of Work 
On New Zoning 

Prestonsburg city council Monday 
night authorized City Manager David 
Evans to begin the process of adopting 
a revised comprehensive plan and zon 
ing map for the city. 

The new plan and map, if adopted, 
will provide for an expansion of 
Prestonsburg's downtown business 
district 

One arm of the proposed expansion, 
along Arnold Avenue, has already been 
challenged successfully in court here, 
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley over­
turning a council decision to change 
the zoning classification of three pro­
perties there from residential to com­
mercial. 

In his ruling, Conley ordered that the 
tracts appear on the city zoning map as 
residential properties and that no 
building permits be issued for them ex­
cept for residential purposes. 

In the new map proposed for adop­
tion by the council, the contested sec· 
tion of Arnold Avenue appears as com· 
mercia!. First Avenue also appears as 
commercial, as far south as its in· 
tersection with Ford Street 

City Manager Evans said this week 
that revisions in the comprehensive 
plan await completion. \\-'hen the ren· 
sion is complete, a public hearing on 
the plan will be held and it will be sub­
mitted to the Floyd County Joint Plan­
ning Commission before coming to a 
vote in council, he said. 

The council also voted to recommend 
to the Floyd fiscal court that it 
establish a county fire department to 
complement the county's volunteer 
fire departments. According to the pro· 
posal the city would cont.nue to main­
tain a fin.' truck fo~ county u c and 
would tram county ftrefighters. 

After meeting in executi\'e session, 
the council voted to dismiss police 
patrolman Robert Ranier for failure to 
complete a required training course.

Stripminers Face 
Summer Hazards, 
Agency Advises 

As they do every year, the hot sum­
m!'!r months bring with them additional 
hazards for surface miners who work 
outside in the blazing sun, the Labor 
Department's Mine Safety and Health 
Administration (MSHA) warns. 

From the discomfort of sunburn to 
possible death from heat stroke, the ef­
effects of bright sunlight, earth­
scorching temperatures ana mgn 
humidity afflict many surface miners. 
But these seasonal hazards and their 
resulting heat-related disorders can be 
countered. Mine operators can alert 
their workers to these hazards and ad­
just work schedules to lighten work 
loads, and miners can protect 
themselves by recognizing and repor­
ting the earliest symptoms of these 
disorders so they can get prompt treat­
ment. 

MSHA suggests several measures 
that operators can take to lessen the ef­
fects of hot weather, prevent heat­
related ailments and increase morale 
and efficiency. Because miners with 
heart, circulatory, lung or skin 
disorders are particularly suscept~bl 
to heat disorders, MSHA firs~ recom-t 
mends that all miners who work iQ bot 
environments should be examined by 
physicians who are aware of the 
miners' probable exposure to heat 
stress. 

To further protect miners from the 
hazards of hot weather, MSHA recom· 
mends that mine operators: 

-allow workers newly assigned or ex­
posed to hot workplaces several days 
of gradually increasing work load and 
exposure to acclimate themselves to 
the heat; 

-provide ventilating fans, where ap­
plicable, and air-conditioned cabs for 
heavy-equipment operators; 

-provide shaded rest areas for 
workers to use during rest periods 
scheduled as often as necessary for the 
particular work load and weather con­
ditions; 

-supply plenty of drinking water 
close to the miners' workplaces ; and 

-arrange that workers exposed to 
high heat and humidity do not work 
alone or without adequate supervision. 

Mine operators should make sure 
that first-aid treatment for heat 
ailments is readily available to miners 
who show any symptoms of heat il­
lnesses, such as dizziness , weaknesS, 
fainting, rising body temperature or 
nausea. 

Last summer two deaths were at­
tributed to heat stroke in the mining in­
dustry, one at a surface coal mine in 
the Midwest, the other al a Florida 
stone quarry. With the cooperation of 
mine managers and workers, the in­
dustry can prevent similar fatalities 
and heat-related illnesses when this 
..;ummer's heat waves hit.

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Built two years ago by Dinco Coal 
Sales, a Paintsville company, the tip­
ple has drawn continuing criticism 
from nearby residents and has twice 
been cited by state mining regulators 
for operating without a permit. 
However, both citations-one in 
August, 1979 and another last 
December-were subsequently 
dismissed. 

Two weeks ago , residents filed a 
complaint with the federal surface 
mining office in Pikeville. The tipple 
fell under the jurisdiction of federal 
authorities, inspector Steve Cassell 
said, because most of the coal handled 
there came from a Mousie mine owned 
by George Newsome, who is also owner 
of the tipple. 

Cassell cited Newsome last week for 
operating a tipple within 300 feet of oc­
cupied dwellings without written 
waivers from the occupants, a viola­
tion of stripmine law. 

.About 18 homes are said to lie within 
300 feet of the tipple. Written waivers 
would need to be secured from all of 
the homeowners before the plant could 
be operated legally, Cassell said. 

If the waivers are not given, the 
plant will have to be removed, he said. 

The tipple also lacks proper silt con­
trol but, since no effluent was being 
discharged at the time the plant was in­
spected, no citation was issued on that 
score, Cassell said. 

Ivan and Mary Debord, who have 
spearheaded community opposition to 
the crushing and loading facility, ex­
pressed satisfaction with the prompt 
response of federal officials to their 
complaint. "You can usually tell if so­
meone is trying to help you," Mrs. 
Debord remarked. 

The pending transfer to the state of 
responsibility for enforcing the law has 
left some in the community uncertain 
about future prospects for staying 
operation of the tipple, an uncertainty 
compounded by anticipated cutbacks 
in the operations of a legal services 
agency here - the Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund- which 
represents the Debords . 

"I don't k.now where we will go for 
help" if assistance of federal mine in­
spectors and the legal services at­
torney is withdrawn, Mrs. Debord said. 
But she thinks the changes would be 
welcomed by the tipple owners.

Hospital 
Administrator Traum is part-owner of 
the Pittston firm. 

The $9000 paid to Stilson and 
Associates exceeded a $5000 ceiling set 
on the consultant's fee by federal fun­
ding officials, the auditors noted. 

Dean said in response he had recent­
ly learned that the ceiling was raised to 
$10,000 at the hospital's request last 
December 31 by William Lyon, ex­
ecutive officer'with the Department for 
Health and Human Services in Atlanta . 

Of the operation of the breathing pro­
gram- for which money has been 
budgeted since November 1, 1979 and 
remains available only until October 31 
this year-it has been learned that: 

- Breathing classes which were sup-· 
posed to have been given at Highlands 
have never materialized. 

- A McDowell Hospital clinic 
designated in the grant as partic­
ipating in the program is not taking 
part in it and, according to the hospital 
administrator, is not likely to. 

- A Pike county group known as 
Kentucky Miners for Health, also listed 
as a program participant, has only 
recently signed a contract with 
Highlands and still lacks a breathing 
teacher. 

-Another subcontractor, Big Sandy 
Health Care, received its contract and 
began registering people just two 
weeks ago for breathing classes at its 
Mud Creek clinic . 

- Breathing classes have just begun, 
with "a few" patients signed up, in In­
ez. 

-Classes said to have been offered 
for the past six months out of a Paint­
sville physician 's office as part of the 
program have served only "40 to 50" 
patients. 

Two of the subcontractors were 
critical this week of Highlands' admin­
istration of the program . Jerry Frost, 
administrator at ' McDowell 
Hospital- who says he is generally 
distrustful of federally-funded pro­
grams and unconvinced of the merits 
of this one-said Stanifer never provid­
ed job descriptions for the staff Frost 
was expected to hire for the program. 

Roger Marshall, executive-director 
of Big Sandy Health Care, is a believer 
in the program . But implementing it, 
he said, has been frustrated by a 
failure ·of leadership and communica­
tion- which he suggests may have 
been deliberate-on the part of the pro­
gram director. 

Dean, who took over as temporary 
director following Stanifer's resigna­
tion, conceded that the program has 
been "slow getting under way" and 
that Stanifer may have failed to com­
municate adequately with subcontrac­
tors. But the problems began to be rec­
tified with the former director's depar­
ture and Highlands will be able to 
satisfy federal reviewers that "we are 
taking hold of the situation," he in­
sisted. 

As for Diane Cooksey, the nurse who 
"blew the whistle" on the breathing 
clinic operation , her firing had 
"nothing to do" with the allegations 
she later brought forward, according 
to Highlands Administrator Traum. 

Hospital policy precluded his com­
menting on the reasons for an 
employee's dismissal, he said.

Flood Victims Helped by Red Cross 
Though rain has been sparse in this 

area during the summer, the dates of 
June 6 will be remembered by many. 
The rains that came those two days 
caused flood damage to many homes. 

State and local Red Cross workers 
responded to the situation with more 
than $104,000 in aid to nine counties, 
now that the state workers have 
returned to their homes, local 
volunteers are providing additional 
followup and aid. 

In Floyd County 48 families were 
provided with over $10,000 worth of 
assistance . In Magoffin, tw_o 
familjes registered and were inter­
viewed, their assistance totaled about 
$2,600. These figures are for the June 6 
flood. Then in the flooding of July 6 
more than 75 families were helped. 
There has been $32,000 given in 
assistance to date. 

All financial help from the Red Cross 
comes from donations by the American 
public. Red Cross fund drives and 
other donations keep this help coming. 

Single family disasters such as fires 
are handled by the local Red Cross 
Chapter at any time. Victims net:'d only 
call the Red Cross office 886-2521 and 
Charlotte Adams, Red Crosss ex­
ecutive director and volunteers will try 
to furnish immediate housing, clothing 
and food. 

Another vital service that the Red 
Cross provides is the many classes 
taught each year. Classes in first aid 
water safety and CPR are offered 
regularly .

The National Wildlife Federation has 
asked its members in 12 slates to write 
their representatives in Congress and 
ask they they vote against two 
"Sagebrush Rebellion" bills. 

According to Dr. Jay D. Hair, ex­
ecutive vice president of the NWF, the 
Rare II Review Act of 1981 (S. 842), in­
troduced by Senators S.I. Hayakawa 
(R-Calif.l and Jesse Helms (R-N.C.l, 
and the Mining Supremacy Bill (H.R. 
3364), introduced by Rep. James San­
tini m-Nev.l, "threaten the National 
Wilderness Preservation System and 
other protected public lands. These 
bills would open potential forest 
wilderness areas to logging, and all 
public lapds, including established 
wilderness areas, national parks, and 
national wildlife refuges, to mining in­
terests." 

The Hayakawa-Helms legislation, 
which conservationists have dubbed 
the "Anti-Wilderness Bill," was "set in 
motion by the timber industry," Hair 
said. According to NWF, it would: 

-Bar the Forest Service from manag­
ing roadless forest lands to protect 
their existing wilderness qualities. 
This would "tie the hands of the agen­
cy's professionals and preclude con­
sideration of wilderness as a manage­
ment option in the forest planning pro­
cess," Hair explained. 

-Set hasty administrative and Con­
gressional deadlines for deciding 
which roadless areas of the National 
Forest System should be designated as 
wilderness.

-Block any legal challenges to an in­
adequate Forest Service study of 
roadless lands. Hearings on the bill 
have already been held by the Senate 
Energy and Natural Resources Com­
mittee, Hair noted. A House compa­
nion, H.R. 3358, was recently introduc­
ed by Rep. Bill Hendon CR-N.C.l, and is 
before the House Agriculture Commit­
tee.

The Santini Mining Supremacy Bill 
would allow the Secretary of the In­
terior to grant "virtually unlimited ac­
cess for mining on any federal lands, 
including areas that have previously 
been given protection by past ad­
ministrations or even by Congress," 
Hair said. In addition, the bill now 
before the House Interior and Insular 
Affairs would: 

-Allow mining to be the "dominant 
use" of public lands administered by 
the Bureau of Land Management. 

-Allow industry to name areas to 
which it wants mining and leasing ac­
cess anywhere on the public lands and 
force decisions to be made about open­
ing these nominated lands within one 
year. 

-Leave open all existing forest 
wilderness areas to the staking of new 
mining claims for a decade beyond the 
1984 deadline established by Congress 
in the original 1964 Wilderness Act. 

Hair pointed out that the U.S. is mov­
ing quickly under provisions of the 
Minerals Policy Research and 
Development Act passed last year to 
assess alternatives for dealing with 
strategic minerals supply problems. 
"The Santini Bill should not be allowed 
to disrupt these careful steps through a 
crash program of public lands ex­
ploitation," he emphasized. He added 
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that while there was no companion 
Senate legislation as of yet, the bill had 
39 co-sponsors in the House. 

The NWF, the nation 's largest 
citizens conservation organization, 
urged its members in those states 
which have representatives on the 
House or Senate Committees consider­
ing the two bills to send a " loud 
message to Washington" that the bills 
are "unacceptable."

To Floyd Veterans 

The Veterans Administration ex­
pended $351,230,104 in the state of Ken­
tucky during fiscal year 1980, accor­
ding to Lee Caudill, director of the VA 
regional office in Louisville. 

A report just released shows that the 
largest amount went for compensation 
to disabled war veterans and pensions 
to older veterans in need. This amount 
totaled $205,937,197. 

Operating costs for the state's two 
medical centers at Louisville and Lex­
ington and the regional office totaled 
$88,957,208 according to John Rowan, 
district medical director in Lexington. 

In this county VA expenditures were 
$2,207,407. Of this amount compensa­
tion and pension amounted to 
$1,753,409. 

Expenditures for educatiOnal 
benefits to Vietnam Era veterans and 
other training programs in Floyd coun­
ty amounted to $312,998. Statewide it 
amounted to $36,761,483. 

In Kentucky the VA spent $16,560,495 
on insurance and indemnities.

Every child entering school in Ken­
tucky for the first time must be im­
munized against measles, rubella, dip­
theria, tetanus, pertussis <whooping 
cough) and polio. Each child is re­
quired also to to have a T.B. skin test 
before entering school. 

These immunizations are available 
free from the Floyd County Health 
Department. Pre-school immunization 
clinics will be held at the following 
places: August 3, at the Beaver Valley 
Clinic in Martin from 10 until 2 and at 
the Floyd County Health Department 
in Prestonsburg from 8 until 4, August

2nd Newsome Trial 
For Local Slaying

The defendant had served enough 
time on his sentence when the reversal 
came to be eligible for parole and could 
have won freedom from further pro­
secution by entering a plea of guilty but 
he refused to make that plea, insisting 
he did not kill McBrayer.

Consumers throughout Kentucky 

purchase used automobiles everyday. 
Each consumer hopes to purchase a 
vehicle in sound operating order. 

Recently, however, some Kentucky 
consumers have been the victims of 
used-car odometer tampering. 

"As a consumer, you should exercise 
your right to identify and contact a us­
ed car's previous owner before you 
purchase it in order to avoid odometer 
fraud,'' says Attorney General Steven 
Beshear. 

Dealers or previous owners 
sometimes tamper with vehicle 
odometers (mileage guages), rolling 
them back so the car appears to have 
been driven less. Consumers should 
know it is unlawful in Kentucky to roll 
back the mileage of a motor vehicle, 
the attorney general says. 

If, in being repaired or replaced, it 
cannot be set at actual mileage, the 
law provides it must be set at zero and 
a written notice be placed on the 
driver's door stating the actual 
mileage or that the actual mileage is 
unknown. 

If you suspect your automobile 
• odometer has been altered or reset, 

you can contact past owners and ask 
what the vehicle mileage was at the 
time they purchased or sold the car. If 
they respond with a mileage higher 
than when you bought the vehicle, you 
may be a victim of odometer fraud. To 
identify past owners: 

--Contact the dealer who sold you the 
car. Kentucky law requires dealers to 
provide a prospective purchaser with 
the name, address and phone number, 

.. if available, of the previous owner. If 
you did not exercise this right at the 
time of purchase, you may still contact 
the dealer and see if he will voluntarily 
furnish this information. 

--Check with the county clerk's office 
where the vehicle is licensed. Ask the 
clerk to check the registration chain 
for you. This will allow you to contact 
the previous owner. If the vehicle was 
transferred from another county, you 

, may find it necessary to contact that 
particular clerk.

--If the vehicle was brought into Ken­
tucky from another state, ask the clerk 
to check the out-{)f-state title sur­
rendered when the vehicle was trans­
ferred to see if the odometer reading 
appears on the title. Although Ken­
tucky does not require odometer 
readings on registrations, other states 
do. 
--If the clerk tells you the out-of-state 
title has been sent to the Department of 
Transportation in Frankfort, you may 
wish to request a copy of the title be 
sent to you. 
--Once you have determined the identi­
ty of a previous owner, contact him and 
compare the mileage on the car when

The closings affect three district en­
forcement offices operated by the Ken­
tucky Occupational Safety and Health 
Program and two offices which serve 
the division of employment standards 
and mediation. 

The Occupational Safety and Health 
Program, which has responsibility for 
conducting safety and health inspec­
tions in the state's workplaces, will 
close its district offices in Louisville, 
Lexington and Paducah. A sub-location 
in Bowling Green will also be closed. 
Compliance inspection operations will 
be coordinated from the central office 
in Frankfort. 

The division of employment stan­
dards and mediation will maintain a 
field office in Louisville. Otherwise, its 
statewide operations, which include 
wage and hour, prevailing wage and 
child labor investigations, will be coor­
dinated from the Frankfort office. 

Commissioner Land explained these 
measures are being made to enable the 
Department of Labor to reduce its 
budget. He also emphasized these 
changes will not affect serve levels of 
either program.

Since odometer tampering is a viola­
tiOn of Kentucky law, consumers are 
entitled to bring suit and to recover 
three limes actual damages, or $1,500, 
whichever is greater, plus costs of the 
legal action and attorney's fees.

If the upper leaf surfaces of your 

garden beans have dried and shrunk 
away from the veins, this may be a 
sign that Mexican bean beetles are 
feeding underneath Both the adult, a 
dome-shaped coppery beetle wilh eight 
black spots on each wing cover, and the 
yellow spiny larvae chew on the under 
surface of leaves and can completely 
defoliate plants . 

Overwintering adults lay clusters of 
yellow-orange oblong eggs on the 
underside of plant leaves. The eggs 
hatch in 5 to 14 days, and the small 
destructive larvae then will feed for 
three to four weeks. 

Pest control becomes very important 
as the crop blooms and pods begin to 
fill. Diazinon, methoxychlor or Sevin 
may be used to control the insect. 

Pyrethrins would be a good choice for 
organic gardeners 

These insecticides will not be cffec 
live when beetles are in the egg stage, 
so it is a good idea to allow most of the 
eggs to hatch before applying a control 
measure

Vietnam era veterans continue to use 
their GI Bill for educa tional purposes 
in Kentucky , even though the average 
age of these veterans is now nearing 35 
years old. 

Lee Caudill, director of the Veterans 
Administration regional office in 
Louisville, said that during fiscal year 
1980, 14,489 Kentucky veterans were 
using their benefits . 

Of this number , 10,033 were in col­
lege. There were 3,211 taking other 
types of school training; 900 were tak · 
ing on-the-job training and 345 were 
ta king correspondence courses. 

Of Kentucky's 124,000,-Yietnam era 
veterans, of whom about 36,000 saw du­
ty in Vietnam, 90,690 have used their 
GI Bill benefits. In addition to those in 
training last year, there were 641 Ken­
tucky service personnel taking tra in­
ing while on active duty. 

Veterans have 10 years from date of 
discharge to complete training and 
receive benefits from the government.

the result is a painful infection. Accor­
ding to Dr. Arnett, the over-the-counter 
drugs for this infection are not very ef­
fective, and prescription ear drops are 
the best treatment. He recommends 
earplugs for swimmers who are prone 
to ear infections 

Sports-related injuries are abundant 
during the active summer months. 
Almost twice as many patients of this 
type are treated during this period at 
the Highlands Regional Medical 
Center emergency room, according to 
Margaret Hamilton, R.N., emergency 
room supervisor. Boatmg accidents 
have yielded many split skulls and 
near drowning victims to the beds of 
HRMC. " Don't overload your boat or 
go without life preservers," recom­
mends Hamilton. Cardiopulmonary 
resuscitation <CPR> is a valuable skill 
for boaters and swimmers. Statistics 
show that accidents on motorcycles 
mini bikes and dirt bikes are on the in: 
crease in recent years. Wearing the 
proper protective equipment when par­
ticipating in any sports activity is 
essential. 

For sprains, it is best to seek medical 
advice confirming the diagnosis of the 
injury. Then keep all weight off the 
limb and apply iGe to prevent swelling. 
For more severe sprains, an x-ray is 
recommended since the limb could be 
fractured . Unless you have been taught 
how to gently wrap a sprain with an 
elastic bandage, it is a good idea to con­
sult a doctor . A sprain that is wrapped 
too tightly can cause many additional 
problems. 

Lawnmowers cause a number of 
summertime accidents. "We saw four 
cases of traumatic amputation from 
lawnmowers this last week," Hamilton 
pointed out. Cutting grass will be a 
safer chore if shoes are always worn 
and the mower is turned off before 
repair work is done. 

Heat exhaustion is another hazard 
for some summer sports enthusiasts. 
The symptoms are dizziness, nausea 
faintness, weakness and in sever~ 
cases, unconsciousness. Beat stroke 
(or sun stroke) is a more severe condi­
tion in which the internal body 
temperature rises and there is loss of 
body fluids. Profuse sweating cool 
clammy skin are the signs of h~at ex: 
hau_stion. Heat stroke produces the op­
posite symptoms: hot, dry skin and no 
sweating. 

Persons suffering from heat exhaus­
tion should cool their bodies slowly and 
replace fluids and salts that were lost 
due to sweating. Heat stroke victims 
should be brought to a hospital 
emergency room immediately. Cold 
packs can be used to reduce body 
temperature. 

Poison ivy, oak and sumac are often 
unpleasant additiOns to the activities o( 
picnickers, hikers and joggers. " Keep 
the fingernails and skin clean and try 
to resist clawing," recommends Dr. 
Jerry Fraim, a Paintsville family 
practitioner and staff physician 
at HRMC. Within the last year, 
an over-the-counter medicme for mild 
skin rashes, hydrocortisone, has 
become available. It should not be used 
on the face or eyes, however. It should 
be used sparingly for no longer than 
five days because the compound can be 
absorbed through the skin, and overuse 
of hydrocortisone could injure the 
adrenal glands. Antihistamines, such 
as chlorapheniramine are sometimes 
helpful for minimizing the itch, says 
Dr. Fraim. Home treatment of any 
skin rash should not last over five days, 
he emphasized If it has not cleared up 
by then, a doctor's visit will be 
necessary. 

Sunburn is an ailment that can be 
prevented with the numbered 
sunscreen products available. The 
PABA (para ameno benzoic acid ) 
numbers indicate the amount of 
sunscreen in the lotion. The numbers 
range from one, with no ultraviolet ray 
protection to 15, which provides a total 
sunscreen. 

Overall, in the opinion of the staff at 
Highlands Regional Medical Center, 
the prescription for a healthy summer 
is moderation and common sense in all 
activities.

Remote Monitor Set 
For KET Transmitter 

KET is planning to conserve opera­
tion costs by monitoring some of its 
transmitters through remote control, 
KET's Director of Engineering, Bob 
Klein, announced this week. 

Beginning next month, the network 
plans to install computerized equip­
ment which will monitor the signals of 
three transmitters from WKMR, Chan­
nel 38, Morehead. The stations to be 
remoted are WKAS, Channel 25, 
Ashland; WKHA, Channel 35, Hazard; 
and WKIP, Channel 22, Pikeville. 

"The remoting plan, which was ap­
proved by the Federiil Communica­
tions Commission las( fall, will even­
tually be applied to other stations in the 
KET system," says Klein. The 
engineering director states that the 
move was prompted by a shortage of 
qualified engineering technicians to do 
all the technical checks that the net­
work's transmitters demand and by 
the cost effectiveness of the new 
technology. 

"In view of the recent expensive 
repair qperations required to keep the 
Ashland and Madisonville transmitters 
operational, this cost effective 
remoting procedure becomes more im­
portant in that it will ease the 
pressures on our already restricted 
engineering maintenance budget," 
adds Klein. 

The remoting system works this 
way: A device at the remoted trans­
mitter observes and measures the sta­
tion's broadcast signal. If a discrepan­
cy in the signal occurs, the device will 
attempt to correct it while notifying the 
.control point (in this case, Morehead) 
of the discrepancy.

Locks Called Key 
To Effective Security 

A proven expert on home security, 
Ira A. Lipman, claims we are making 
crime too easy for the criminal. Most 
of the responsibility for our own protec­
tion is ours. 

The key to making your home more 
secure is good locks and the diligent 
use of them. Writing in the August 
issue of Readers Sigest, Lipman 
outlines simple, inexpensive, common­
sense security moves designed to help 
you burglar-proof your home. 

"Protect yourself first," he advises. 
You do this by installing a lock on your 
bedroom door and a telephone beside 
your bed. Then if you hear an intruder, 
you can call the police from behind 
your locked door. " Never try to ap­
prehend a burglar yourself," he cau­
tions. "If you happen to surprise an in­
truder in your home, make every effort 
to cooperate. Your life is worth more 
than your property." 

Some locks are more jimmy-proof 
than others. "Dollar for dollar, the 
dead-bolt lock is the most important 
purchase you can make to protect your 
home. Every outside door, without ex­
ception, should be equipped with one," 
he declares . 

For those tempting sliding-glass 
patio doors, Lipman suggests three 
possible precautions : 1) Cut a broom 
handle to fit in the track to prevent the 
door from sliding ; 2) fit the doors with 
vertical-bolt locks that engage in holes 
in the floor and ceiling; 3) if you can af­
ford it, put in shatterproof glass or 
other impact-resistant material. 

A simple way to secure windows, the 
Digest article continues, is to drill a 
five-sixteenth-inch hole through the top 
of the lower sash and the bottom of the 
top sash where they come together 
when the window is closed . Then insert 
a casehardened pin to freeze the win-
dow in place. · 

Lighting is important. The security 
expert points out that by lighting your 
home and grounds adequately, you 
deprive a would-be burglar of one of his 
basic requirements: time. 

Finally, when you cancel deliveries 
of mail and newspapers prior to going 
away, you could be tipping a thief off to 
your planned absence. It is better, Lip­
man suggests, to ask a trusted friend 
or neighbor to pick up your newspaper, 
mail or othedr normally delivered 
items. 

During 1980 Japanese workers saved· 
an estimated 20 percent of their in­
dividual and family disposable in­
comes, the August Reader's Digest 
reports. This was more than three 
tiimes as much as Americans.

Veteran's Administration 
Questions and Answers 

Q-I am a World Wa r I veteran and 
am having problems hearing. Will the 
Veterans Administration examine me 
and provide a hearing aid if I need one, 
since I cannot afford one? 

A-Yes . Under a law that went into ef­
fect in December 1979, the VA can pro­
vide any medical need for a World War 
I veteran in a VA facility. 

Q-My husband 's death was service 
connected. Am I eligible for a Veterans 
Administration burial allowance? 

A-Yes. Payment up to $1,100 is allow­
ed if the veteran's death was service 
connected. This payment is in lieu of 
the $300 basic burial allowance and the 
$150 plot allowance. 

Q-1 received an automobile grant 
from the Veterans Administration 
several years ago because of my .ser­
vice connected disability. Can I get 
another one now that the car is getting 
old? . 

A-No. The automobile grant is a one­
time benefit. However, the VA will pay 
to reinstall the adaptive equipment in a 
new car. 

Q-Before I convert my Veterans' 
Group Life Insurance to a private 
policy, do I have to take a physical ~x­
am? 

A-No. The Office of Servicemen's 
Group Life Insurance will notify you 
before your insurance expires and will 
provide you with a list of companies 
participating in the conversion plan . 
You will then have sufficient time to 
convert and the policy will be issued to 
you without physical exam at standard 
rateS. 

Q-What is the maximum amount I 
can borrow on a Veterans Administra­
tion guaranteed home loan? 

A-There is no legal maximum. The 
VA will guarantee 60 percent of the 
loan or $27,500, whichever is less. The 
total amount of the loan is determined 
by the policy of your lending institution 
and by your ability to repay the loan. 

Q-My husband died in 1975. At the 
time of his death I did no.t want the 
headstone or marker provided by the 
Veterans Administration, but I heard 
recently that the VA pays an amount 
toward the purchase of a headstone. 
Am I entitled to this benefit? 

A-No. The law providing for this 
benefit was not passed until late 1978. 
The deceased must have been buried 
after the law took effect in order for the 
survivor to be eligible for reimburse­
ment. 

Q-Can a veteran get an extension of 
his 10-year delimiting date for educa­
tion benefits from the Veterans Ad­
ministraton? 

A-If a veteran was physically or 
mentally disabJ.ed during the period of 
his eli!ibility, he may apply for an ex­
tension by submitting medical 
evidence for consideration.

Mining Permit 
Totals ·for June 

The division of permits in the state 
Department for Natural Resources 
and Enviromental Protection issued 
157 permits during June. 

The number and types of permits 
issued include 95 original permits, 37 
revision permits, 18 amendment per­
mits, one repermit and six succession 
permits. 

Of the total issued, 118 were for 
surface-mining operations, 33 for 
underground mining operations, four 
for preparation-plant facilities and 
refuse areas and two for haul roads. 

Permitting activities for June 
authorized the disturbance of 4,473 new 
acres of land and resulted in the collec­
tion of $240,590 in fees .

Trial Duck Season 
Scheduled_ for Sept. 

ltpd. 

The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
has approved an experimental five-day 
September duck season for Kentucky, 
Fish and Wildlife Department Com­
missioner Carl E . Kays announced last 
week. 

During the Sept. 9-13 season, hunters 
will be allowed a daily bag of four 
ducks, but only one of the four can be a 
species other than teal or wood ducks. 

Hunters participatirtg in this early 
season hunt must have a special per­
mit, which is for survey purposes and 
includes a post-paid card for the hunter 
to report harvest and hunting informa­
tion. 

These permit cards will be available 
at no cost from fish and wildlife conser­
vation officers,· cooperating sporting 
goods stores and from the Frankfort of­
fices of the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resourves beginning around 
the middle of August. 

Kentucky has had a September teal 
season in the past. Teal migrate early 
in the year and are passing through the 
state at this time. Wood ducks nest in 
Kentucky, but most migrate out of the 
state before the opening of the regular 
waterfowl season in November. 

This September season will give 
Kentucky hunters an opportunity to 
harvest Kentucky-produced wood 
ducks, Kays said. Permitting one du~k 
other than teal or wood ducks w1ll 
allow hunters to make a mistake in on­
the-wing identification and not be in 
violation of the law, according to Kays. 

Full regulations on this early season 
and details on how to get the required 
permits will be announced in the near 
future.

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Try Pickling To Preserve Produce PLANT OPERATING ENGINEER 
Gardens are springing up all over 

Kentucky. Families that have never 
had the experience of gardening are 
trying this year to cut down on their 
food budget with a home-grown abun­
dance of fresh fruits and vegetables. 
Soon these home gardeners will have a 
harvest of produce to preserve for the 
coming year. Besides the usual can­
ning and freezing, pickling is a good 
alternative for food preservation. 

Pickles are enjoyable foods that add 
zip and zest to any meal. "Pickles are a 
good source of color, flavor and texture 
to a meal," said Sue Burrier, Exten­
sion specialist in nutrition and food 
science in the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture. 

Pickles can be made from 
vegetables such as cucumbers, 
cauliflower, brussel sprouts and green 
beans and fruits such as watermelon, 
peaches, pears or other firm fruits. 

Pickles come in several types and 
are defined by how they are prepared 
or seasoned, said Burrier. Brined or 
fermented pickles go through a curing 
process in brine solution (salt and 
water) fpr three weeks or longer. 
Quick-process pickles are soaked for a 
few hours or overnight and combined 
with hot vinegar, spices and other 
seasonings and processed. Fruit 
pickles are processed in a sweet, spicy 
vinegar sauce. Relishes are chopped 
seasoned fruits or vegetables cooked to 
a desirable thickness and processed. 

Pickling is an economical way to 
preserve garden foods , but there are 
some important points to remember 
when starting your pickling process. 

Vinegar used in pickling should be 5 
or 6 percent acidity. Using cider

vinegar with a mellow acid taste will 
give pickles a better flavor and a 
darker color. "It's better to use white 
distilled vinegar with light color pears, 
onions and cauliflower," said Burrier. 
She warns against the use of 
homemade vinegar because the per­
cent of acidity is not known. 

Spices are also important ingre­
dients in pickle-making. Fresh whole 
spices are best, said Burrier, because 
storing spices over the hot summer 
months will cause them to lose their 
flavor. Be sure to remove spices before 
sealing jars.

Using table salt is not recommended 
because it darkens pickles. "A salt 
should be one for use in canning and 
should have no additives or iodine," 
said Burrier.

The correct equipment is important 
to good pickling. "Stone jars and 
crocks are recommended for fermen­
ting or brining pickles, but glass, un­
chipped enamel-lined pans or stainless 
steel are also fine," said Burrier. 
Plastic is not recommended. When 
pickles are processed in a water-bath 
canner, the canner should be deep 
enough to cover the jars by two inches 
or more. Home canners are also to be 
warned about the use of jars other than 
the standard canning jar, and they also 
should buy new lids each year. 

Use only the best quality vegetables 
and fruits in the pickling process . Be 
sure the produce is clean, and remove 
all blossoms and stems because of 
possible contamination. Vegetable and 
fruits should be picked fresh and pro­
cessed within 24 hours after picking to 
assure a good quality product, said 

' Burrier. 
. Pickles are not high in nutrient 
value, but they do have some nutrients, 
said Burrier. "Vitamin A is a major 
nutrient and it is good for healthy skin, 
digestion and strong bones and teeth, " 
said Burrier. Another good point for 
pickles is that they are relatively low in 
calories. According to Burrier, one dill 
pickle about 3 inches long and llf.! in­
ches in diameter has only five calories, 
about the same as a fresh cucumber . 
The pickles to stay away from if you 
are calorie-watching are sweet 
gherkins, fruits and pickles that have a 
lot of added sugar. One small sweet 
gherkin, 21h inches long and three­
fourths inch diameter, has around 20 
calories. 

Pickled fruits are plump, firm, but 
tender, according to Burrier. 
Cucumber pickles are firm, solid, dark 
olive green and have a uniform color 
throughout. The most important thing 
is for all products to be of good color, 
firm and crisp. 

Pickles are a good way to lighten up 
any meal or especially those late sum­
mer picnics. For further information 
on pickling, see your county Extension 
agent for home economics.

This installment looks at several im­
portant needs in Appalachian timber 
management. 

One need is the development of inten­
sive private forest management plans 
for small farm and woodlot owners. 
The U.S. Forest Servic.e has ac­
complished this goal on publicly-held 
lands in Appalachia, and the state Divi­
sion of Forestry is making inroads on 
private land. Often misinterpreted as 
implying the extensive planting of 

. pines, this need should stress growing 
hardwood species and future manage­
ment of the trees, including timber 
stand improvement practices and pro­
viding for wildlife habitat. Pine plan­
tings are a part of this need, but despite 
their profitability in the short run, 
pines planted extensively could 
drastically change the Appalachian en­
vironment. Besides, hardwoods, 
especially poplar, walnut, and others, 
may actually be more profitable in the 
long run. 

Specialized wood product facilities 
are needed in Appalachia. Wood 
preservation plants, pulpwood yards 
near railroads, processing mills which 

KENTUCKY 
AFIELD

Kentuckians like to fish more than 
just about anybody else in the 
Southeast, according to a set of vital 
statistics compiled by the Southeastern 
Association of Fish and Wildlife Agen­
cies. 

According to these statistics, there 
are 23.48 fishermen per square mile in 
Kentucky, second only to Missouri 
(with 23.50) in density of anglers. 

In Kentucky, 27:3o percent of the 
populatiop goes fishing. This again is 
second only to Missouri, where over 35 
percent of the total population can be 
expected to pick up a rod and reel. 

The average number of fishermen 
per square mile for all 16 Southeastern 
states is 12.42, and in the Southeast as a 
whole 15.0 percent of the people are 
fishermen. 

But while Kentuckians seem to be 
more avid than averag~ fishermen, 
they're just about average hunters, at 
least as far as numbers are concerned. 
You can expect nine hunters per 
square mile in Kentucky, which is 
close to the average for the Southeast, 
9.31 hunters per square mile. 

Hunters make up 10.50 percent of 
Kentucky's population, again close to 
the average of 10.10. Oklahoma wins 
the prize for the most hunters in the 
population (17.17 percent) and 
Maryland is the most crowded, with 
almost 36 hunters per' square mile. 

If you're looking for elbow rom,_head 
for Texas, where there's only 4.24 
hunters per square mile, or to 
Oklahoma, where only 7.14 anglers are 
casting over the same square mile of 
territory. 

Kentuckians pay close to average 
prices for their hunting and fishing 
licenses. At $6.50, a resident fishing 
license is a little more expensive than 
the average fee of $5.64, but that $6.50 
hunting license is a bargain, since the 
average hunting license in the 
Southeast costs $7.14. 

Florida has the most expensive resi­
dent hunting license ($11) and fishing 
costs the most in Maryland, where a 
resident license costs $8. Bargain 
hunters should move to Georgia for 
that state's $4.25 resident hunting 
license or to Louisiana, where a year's 
worth of fishing can be had for only $2. 

At $10.50, Kentucky's deer permit is 
the highest in the Southeast for 
residents (the average is $6.33) but a 
bargain for non-residents, who fork out 
an average of just over $26 to deer hunt 
in another state. 

But Kentucky's $35 non-resident an· 
nual license is right at the average fee 
of $35.50 for the Southeast. South 
Carolina is highest, charging non­
residents $42.50 for a hunting license. 
Louisiana is kind to its tourists, charg­
ing $25 for an annual license, the lowest 
in the Southeast. 

Fishermen visiting another state can 
expect to pay from $6 (Louisiana) to 
$20 <West Virginia) for an annual non­
resident fishing license. Kentucky's $14 
license is slightly higher than the 
average cost of $12.25. Five 
Southeastern states offer a three-day 
non-resident fishing license, and at $4, 
Kentucky's is just below the average of 
$14 .74 .

use "the whole tree," the wood chip 
and sawdust mulching industries, and 
cooperative wood kilns are examples. 

Cooperative forestry, a system of 
state, national and private agreements 
and sharing among and between all 
these groups, must be a top priority. 
Organized much like agricultural 
cooperatives, forest product 
cooperatives include developing com­
mon markets for forest products, such 
as Christmas trees, posts and poles, 
and sharing manpower, supplies, and 
expertise. 

Because forestry represents an in­
vestment in the future, the private lan­
downer should be given more help in 
developing his woodlots. There are 
several state and • federal programs 
available, including monetary help for 
site preparation, purchasing seedlings, 
tree improvement practices, and 
developing management plans, but 
these programs need to be intensified 
and new ones should be initiated. 

Strip mine reclamation programs 
should be geared towards present and 
future forest needs. Timber products 
downed during mine site preparation 
should be used and coal haul roads 
should be planned so that they can be 
used later as timber access roads. 

Careful forest management and 
development is a must in Appalachia, 
and innovations must be attempted, 
without abandoning the successful pro­
grams of the past.

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Central U.S. Quake in July, 1980 
Strongest Ever Recorded in State 

Followup studies show that the ear· 
thquake that shook all or parts of 16 
stales and southern Ontario, Canada, 
one year ago Monday (July 27, 1980) 
was the strongest tremor ever record· 
ed that was centered in Kentucky, ac­
cording to the U.S Geological Survey. 

The quake was felt over an area o1 
230,000 square miles, from Wisconsin, 
Michigan, New York and Ontario on 
the north to Mississippi, Alabama, 
Georgia and South Carolina on the 
south. 

A new report by the USGS says the 
epicenter of the quake was near 
Sharpsburg, Ky., but the area of 
severest damage was more than 30 
miles north at Maysville, Ky., on the 
Ohio River. 

Major damagP occurred to some 
homes and commercial buildings in 
Maysville. The severest damage in 
other affected areas involved 
chimneys, cracks in walls of 
basements and cisterns, cracks in 
concrete-block walls and concrete 
foundations, bro~en windows and 
cracked plaster. A:t least two people 
were injured during the earthquake. 

The quake had a magnitude of 5.2 on 
the Richter Scale, and the authors of 
the USGS report estimated that the 
tremor had a maximum of VII on the 
Modified Mercalli Scale. 

The effects of local geologic settings 
and types of construction on the degree 
of damage caused by earthquakes 
were well illustrated in Maysville, 
Reagor said. 

Most damage in Maysville occurred 
in the older, downtown section of the ci 
ty. This are is underlain by the Ohio 
River floodplain that consists mostly of 
uncolsolidated sediments subject to 
more severe shaking in earthquakes. 
Most of the damage in this area occur­
red in older brick structures, probably 
built during the mid-1800's, which were 
too rigid to withstand groundshaking 
without damage. 

A few blocks from the river, the land 
surface in Maysville begins an abrupt 
rise to bluffs overlooking the river. 
Damage was less severe on this slope 
and on top of the bluffs, the report says, 
because the underlying material is 
more solid and because most homes in 
these areas are wood-frame construc­
tion that can flex without damage in 
earthquakes. 

There also was less damage in Aber­
deen, Ohio, immediately across the 
river from Maysville, appar­
ently due in part to differences in the 
design and age of most commercial 
buildings and homes, the USGS report 
says.

ment; and after care.

The Richter Scale magnitude is an 
instrumental measure of the amount of 
ground motion and is related to the 
energy released by earthquakes, with 
each full number increase on the scale 
representing the release of about 33 
times more energy. The Kentucky ear· 
thquake was small compared, for ex­
ample, with the 8.3-magnitude San 
Francisco earthquake of 1906, which 
released about 36,000 times more 
energy. 

w· Wickes Lumber 
The Modified Mercalli Intensity 

Scale ranges from I to XII and is a 
rating, based on human judgement, of 
the degree of damage and other 
physical effects from earthquakes. The 
value I represents "not felt" and XII 
represents virtual total destruction of 
people-made structures. Whereas 
there is a single Richter Scale 
magnitude for each quake, the Mer· 
calli intensity rating for any one earth­
quake varies from place to place. 

The maximum Mercalli intensity 
rating for the 1980 Kentucky earth· 
quake was VII at Maysville. An intensi· 
ty of VII means "damage negligible in 
buildings of good design and construc­
tion; slight to moderate damage in 
well-built ordinary structures; con­
siderable damage in poorly built or 
badly designed structures; some 
chimneys broken." 

Even though the tremor was 
centered near Sharpsburg, the report 
says, the Mercalli intensity there was 
only VI. This rating is characterized 
by: some windows broken ; bricks 
loosened ; bricks fallen ; plaster and 
masonry cracks. 

USGS and other scientists made field 
investigatiohs of damage shortly after 
the earthquake and mailed "intensity 
questionnaires" to postmasters and 
selected government agencies within a 
radius of about 450 miles of the 
epicenter of the quake. 

Their report includes a map showing 
the Mercalli intensities in affected 
areas, plus a list of the intensities for 
each of almost 1,600 communities. In 
Prestonsburg and Pikeville, the quake 
was rated as level V. Characteristics of 
that level: felt by nearly everyone; 
many awakened ; some dishes, win· 
dows broken; unstable objects over­
turned; pendulum clocks may stop. 

Bobby G. Reagor, a USGS 
geophysicist in Golden, Colo., and prin­
cipal author of the report, said the 
known maximum intensity associated 
with previous earthquakes in this 
region of northern Kentucky has been 
estimated at IV or less. Quakes with in· 
tensities of VII, and as much as XI, 
have occurred in other states in the 
general area, including Missouri , Il­
linois, Tennessee, Indiana and Ohio.
