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Board Gets 
Gap Filled, 
2nd Opens 
May Is New Principal 
But Wallen Resigns 
As Aide and Coach 

Even as the Floyd County Board of 
Education was filling one vacancy ex­
isting in the Prestonsburg High School 
staff last week, another was in process 
of being created. 

The board at its special meeting 
Wednesday employed Robert May, of 
Carrollton, Ky., as principal of the 
school, a post which was not filled 
when teachers were hired, or assigned, 
earlier this month. 

An assistant principal and basketball 
coach was employed at the regular 
June meeting, but sometime last week 
Howard Wallen, who had been named 
to the major posts in the school, decid­
ed to resign. 

Wallen's decision aroused some con­
jecture locally. He had been here, look­
ing for a home to move into, a few days 
prior to the action. Supt. of Schools 
Pete Grigsby, Jr. said Mr. Wallen was 
here last Tuesday and that he had 
discussed his salary with Asst. Supt. 
Ray Brackett, but Grigsby added, "the 
last I had heard from him he was look­
ing for a house ... This morning 
(Monday) his resignation was on my 
desk." 

His wife, Debbie, who had been 
employed as a special education 
teacher, also resigned. 

Dr. J. D. Adams, board member 
from this educational division, said 
Mr. Wallen told him he had been of­
fered more money by Garrard County 
High, where he was coach last year,

Four Die in Garth Plane Crash 
The first air fatality recorded in this 

county claimed the lives of four per­
sons early last Friday evening when 
their single-engine plane crashed into 
a hillside, near Garth on Left Beaver 
Creek. 

The victims were identified as three 
members of a prominent Illinois fami­
ly and an elderly woman relative from 
West Virginia : Keith Keesy, 49, direc­
tor of the Rock Island, Ill. County 
Council on Alcoholism; his wife, Irene, 
46; their 19-year-old son, Paul, and 
Mrs. Keesy's aunt, Mrs. Bertha Palco, 
of Mayberry, West Virginia. 

The younger Keesy was at the con" 
trois when the plane crashed, in­
vestigators said. He had received his 
pilot's license last March. The Keesys 
were flying Mrs. Palco back to West 
Virginia after she had attended the 
high school graduation of Thomas 
Keesy, 18, who did not make the plane 

trip. Another son, Michael, 15, also did 
not make the trip. 

The four left Woods Airport at East 
Moline, Ill., at 2 p.m. Friday. Time of 
the crash was placed at 8:20p.m. Per­
sons living in the vicinity reported that 
the plane, a Cessna Skyhawk, had 
circled the vicinity of the Hall Funeral 
Home, then flew up Left Beaver Creek 
and circled the Garth area, apparently 
seeking a spot for an emergency land­
ing, this report said the aircraft had 
turned, or was turning, to fly back 
downstream when it crashed. 

No statement from investigators of 
the Federal Aviation Administration 
and the National Safety Transportation 
Board was il:flmediately ava'lable, but 
it was surmised that a landing was 
sought as the 'fuel supply ran low. he 
plane had approximately 10 quarts of 
gasoline remaining, it was reported. 

Coroner James J. Carter, who pro-

nounced all four victims dead at the 
crash scene, said there was no odor of 
gasoline when he arrived later. 

Members of the Floyd County and 
Left Beaver Rescue Squads, who 
removed the victims from the 
wreckage, said Mr. Keesy and son, 
who occupied the front seats of the 
plane, were dead when they arrived 
and that the two women died a matter 
of minutes later. They took the bodies 
to the Highlands Medical Center here. 
From there the victims' bodies later 
were taken to Louisville University 
Hospital for autopsies by Dr. George 

ichols, state medical examiner. 
State troopers maintained guard 

over the wreckag~ through the night, 
pending arrival of federal in­
vestigators the following day. 

Coroner Carter said the crash was 
the first resulting in a fatality in the 30 
years he has been coroner.

Efforts were quickly mounted to get 
the Cliff access road back on track 
following the surprise decision by the 
fiscal court two weeks ago to abandon 
the project, and the efforts do not ap­
pear to have been-in vain.

Concerned that it would be held 
liable for the costs of litigation and of 
any circuit court settlement, the fiscal 
court decided June 10 to withdraw 
from the suit, raising fears that the 
million-dollar road, which is designed 
to serve a newly-completed public 
housing project and a proposed in­
dustrial park, could be scuttled. 

In rescinding that decision last week, 
the court acceded to an appeal by First 
Commonwealth Bank President Burl 
Wells Spurlock and voted to give the ci­
ty of Prestonsburg time to

Teachers Get $1,250 Raise 
Basically, F loyd county's teachers 

during the next school term will 
receive a $1250-a -year across-the­
board raise over their pay for the 
1980-'81 school year . 

That increase in pay, it was explain­
ed by Assistant Supt. Ray Brackett, is 
exactly the amount added by the state 
to the instruction budget. 

The new salary schedule for teachers 
was adopted by the Floyd County 
Board of Education in a special 
meeting last Wednesday night. The 
minimum annual pay for a teacher (a 
beginning teacher with an A. B. 
degree) will be $11 ,880; the highest (for 
a teacher with 11 years ' experience, a 

Master's degree, plus 30 hours' addi­
tional graduate work), $19,320. 

In Rank III the pay will range from 
the $11,880 minimum paid the. beginner 
with an A. B. degree to $15,620 for the 
teacher with the same degree and 11 
years' experience. Rank II teachers 
who have a Master's and no experience 
will receive $13,717; those with the 
same degree and 11 years' experience, 
$17,470. Rank I teachers with a 
Master's, plus 30 hours, and no ex­
perience will be paid $15,535, and those 
with 11 years' experience, the top of 
$19,320. 

Teachers with supervisory duties 
receive emoluments in addition to 
basic salaries.

Similar charges 
were filed by the union against hospital 
officials and employees of Nuckols and 
Associates , the security firm hired by 
the hospital.

Gas !fax Up In July 
Kentucky's gasoline tax will rise to 

10.4 cents a gallon on July 1 because of 
wholesale gasoline price increases dur­
ing April, the Department of Revenue 
announced today. 

The increase, up from the current 
rate of 9.5 cents, will cost consumers 
an additional 9 cents for each 10 gallons 
of gas they buy. The new rate will be in 
effect from July through September. 

Recent reported drops in gasoline 
prices are not reflected in the new 
quarterly rate because the law re­
quires ·the July rate to be based on 
April piices. 

In April, gasoline prices were rising 
due to President Reagan's decontrol of 
oil prices. 

If the current leveling of wholesale 
prices remains in effect during July , 
this would be reflected in the state 
gasoline tax rate for the quarter begin­
ning Oct. 1. 

The increase is the second under a 
1980 state law which changed the 
gasoline tax from a flat 9 cents a gallon 
to 9 percent of the average statewide 
wholesale gasoline price. Under that 
law, a new rate is set each quarter, 
based on surveys taken in January, 
April, July and October. 

The first increase to 9.5 cents a 
gallon went into effect April 1. 

According to reports of April prices 
filed by wholesale dealers, the average 
wholesale price was slightly more than 
$1.15, up from $1.05 in January. 

These wholesale prices do not in­
clude the state excise tax or the 4-cent­
a-gallon f~deral excise tax. 

The state's surtax on fuels used in 
three-axle trucks will increase to 2.3 
cents a gallon effective July 1, making 
the total tax on truck fuels 12.7 cents a 
gallon. The increases also apply to 
diesel fuels and liquified petroleum gas 
used in motor vehicles.

Officia~s Plan Strategy 
To Meet Juvenile Suit 

County officials at a state convention 
in Frankfort last week took no action 
on a proposal that all jails be closed to 
jeveniles. 

Instead, they adopted a resolution 
·calling fof a committee of county 
judge-executives, county attorneys 
and jailers to develop a strategy to 
cope with a recent suit by a group of' 
juveniles. 

That suit in Franklin circuit court is 
against various officials in almost two­
thirds of Kentucky's 120 counties. It 
seeks remedies and damages for alleg­
ed failure to adhere to federal and state 
standards. 

The juveniles contend that they have 
the right to be kept separate from 
adults when put in jail. 

The resolution passed at the opening 
session of the Kentucky County Judge­
Executive Association said that defen­
ding suits individually "would not be 
financially feasible.'' 

The resolution said that one county 
~ttorney should be chosen to defend the 
two groups named in the suit-six 
counties in which particular juveniles 
have filed specific allegations and 72 
counties considered as a class. 

Ed Logsdon, executive director of 
the association, acknowledged that 
"closing the jails would be perceived 
by the public as negative." 

But he said that citizens must realize 
that county officials have the same dai-

ly problems as they do and "can't pull 
a rabbit out of a magic hat" to resolve 
the jail controversy. 

In comments to reporters and the 
various county officials, Logsdon said 
that it will be "very difficult" to obtain 
legislative appropriations to upgrade 
the state's jails in this time of cutbacks 
in state spending.

If Floyd county is included among the counties sued by 

juveniles for their failure to keep juvenile prisoners separate 
("out of sight or sound" of adult prisoners, according to an 
appellate court order), the state of Kentucky should pay the 
bill, if any. 

The state should be · responsible in this county's case 
because the county has a new juvenile detention center 
standing ~mpty as the result of the Brown administration's 
spending cutback. 

It is not likely that many counties in Kentucky will be finan­
cially able. to comply with what has been construed as law. 
That being the situation, the state should either undertake 
repeal of the law or loosen the purse strings. 

Nobody Indicted­
Whose the Blame? 

The federal grand jury which for months has heard 
"evidence" during the probe that apparently is aimed at high 
state officials has been sharply criticised for its failure to get 
results. The most recent reprimand came from the presiding 
judge. 

The investigation has been unconscionably lengthy and 
fruitless, but it occurs to us that that is not the fault of the 
grand jury. The jury cannot in good conscience vote indict­
ments if proof of guilt is not produced. 

The failure of this investigation rests on the Justice Depart­
ment. With all the power of the United States, from the At­
torney General's office in Washington to U. S. district at­
torneys, with the FBI, Secret Service and other federal agen­
cies delving into the lives and activities of these Kentuckians 
who are targets of the long investigation, they apparently 
have failed "to make a case." 

If that is true, if all that is being achieved is to smear the 
reputations of Ex-Governor Carroll, Senator Ford and 
others, perhaps it's time for the Justice Department to take a 
look at the beam in its own eye. 

If there's proof of official wrongdoing, and it does not get to 
the grand jury, district attorneys and their assistants are at 
fault, and it may well be that they, rather than the grand 
jury, should be censured. If no such proof has been dug up 
after all these months, the Justice Department should call it 
quits and end an attack that the record indicates is more 
shadow than substance.

OLD CLAIB REMEMBERED 
Byron Crawford, The Courier­

Journal columnist, had an interesting 
piece Monday that was mostly ex­
cerpts from the little pamphlet that 
was published around 1910 as "The 
Autobiography of Old Claib Jones." 

I read this "work" some years after 
it was first circulated and remember 
one incident which the old feudist re­
counted. Old Claib was born in the head 
of Right Beaver section of Knott coun­
ty, and spent his boyhood years on 
Jones' Fork. He was well-known in 
Floyd and other counties where his 
name might have been used by 
mothers to frighten recalcitrant 
youngsters into obedience. 

After long years of warring with 
others-usually, to his opponents' 
damage-Claib is said to have been 
converted during the famous Sledge 
revival held here, and was baptized in 
the Big Sandy River. 

The incident that I think I recall from 
his "book"? It seems that he and 
another equally famous feudist, "Bad" 
Talt Hall, had a thing going between 
them that was not calculated to re­
dound to the benefit or longevity of 
either. · 

So it was, as I recall the story, that 
Old Claib one day stationed himself 
under cover on a hillside overlooking 
Bad Talt's home, and lay patiently in 
wait. Finally, Talt came outside with a 
newspaper in hand, found a chair in the 
shade of a tree and began reading. 

Old Claib levelled his trusty rifle, 
drew a fine bead on the cross of his 
enemy's galluses and was ready to pull 
the trigger when a sudden dash of rain 
came. Bad Talt jumped and ran for 
shelter inside the house, and Old Claib 
managed only to "wing" him as he ran. 

Also well-remembered is an old­
timer's comment on this fortuitous 
turn of events for Mr. Hall. Said he: 

"The Lord shore spore Old Talt that 
time."

Bell Structure 
No Answer Made To Disaster Plea Work Under Way 
By Official Group at White House 

Counties affected by the floods which 
hit southeastern Kentucky earlier this 
month are still awaiting a reply to re­
quests for federal disaster assistance, 
despite a personal appeal to the White 
House by Gov. John Y. Brown and four 
Kentucky congressmen last Thursday. 

The delegation met with members of 
President Reagan's staff and officials 
of the Federal Emergency Manage­
ment Agency to ask for a disaster 
declaration that would make the coun­
ties eligible for special federal aid. 

Accompanying Brown were Rep. 
Carl Perkins, whose district includes 
six of the flooded counties, Rep . Harold 
" Hal" Rogers, whose district has two, 
and Sens. Wendell Ford and Walter 
"Dee" Huddleston. 

A spokesman said this week that 
Rep. Perkins reviewed at the White 
House meeting the damage done here, 
emphasizing that all the legal criteria 
laid down l;ly the Federal Disaster Act 
had been met. Roads need repair and 
schools must be ready to reopen in 
August, he noted. 

The congressman said this area is in 
special need of house trai l " for 
families left homeless by thew, ~r . He 
said his district's hardest hit counties 
were Pike, Breathitt and Floyd. 

"It has gone on too long and there is 
no rational reason for further delay," 
Perkins told the federal officials. 

While the officials were said to have 
listened sympathetically, they made 
no promises. 

Gov. Brown said he told the federal 
officials that the state will guarantee a 
25 percent match for any federal 
assistance, but indicated he hopes the 
affected counties will put up some of 
the money. 

Red Cross officials reported this 
week that 404 dwellings were damaged 
by the flooding, 72 of them in this coun­
ty, 139 in Pike, 62 in Knott, 58 in 
Breathitt, and 34 in Jackson county. 
Twenty-two homes · were totally 
destroyed and over 100 sustained ma­
jor damage. 

There have been 214 cases registered 
by disaster headquarters in a nine­
county area and more than $83,000 has 
been committed by the Red Cross in 
emergency aid. 

An estimate last week placed losses 
from the floods at more than $9 million, 
including $5.7 million in damage to 
county roads and bridges, $1.2 million 
in damaged homes and $1.4 million in 

· damage to household goods and other 
property.

Construction is under way on South 
Central Bell's service operation 
center, located on the Lancer-Water 
Gap road, and it is expected to be com­
pleted early next year. 

"We have needed the facility for 
some time,'' Art Willett, local Bell 
manager said. "The expansion of the 
coal industry created a dramatic in­
crease for telephone service in eastern 
Kentucky . To keep up with that de­
mand, ·our construction force has in­
creased to the point where a number of 
crews now work out of temporary 
quarters." 

Willett said that arrangement is ex­
tremely unsatisfactory, causing extra 
travel time, a loss of productivity time 
and a number of housekeeping pro­
blems with supplies. 

"The new center will give us a much 
more efficient operation," Willet add­
ed. "Crews, cable, trucks, fuel and 
other equipment will be at one location, 
instead o{ scattered all over Floyd 
county. 

Willett said the t two-story brick 
building will house Bell's installation, 
repair and construction operations, as 
well as contain a mobile radio repair 
shop. Initially, 71 employees will work 
out of the center. 

Willett said Bell will lease the 
building. The center is being b~ilt and 
is owned by Bill Moore & Associates, of 
Lexington. J. T. Goggans Company is 
the general contractor.

New Drunk Law 
Effective Date 
Could Be Never 

A week ago, many public officials 
and peace officers were certain the ef­
fective date of the new 
"descriminalizing" drunk law enacted 
by the 1980 General Assembly would 
become effective next Wednesday, Ju­
ly 1. 

This week, it became more certain 
that the law will not really become law 
earlier than July 1, 1982-if then. 

The original effective date of the 
legislation, County Attorney Arnold 
Turner, Jr. said, was July 1, this year, 
but he was inf9rmed Tuesday by the 
Attorney General's office that the bill 
provided that the effective date would 
depend on when the Department for 
Human Resources certifies that treat­
ment centers for persons arrested as 
drunk were available, and that that 
time will probably not be before July 1, 
next year. 

District Judge Harold Stumbo first 
questioned the effective date of the bill 
after learning of The Times' story last 
week. The Administrative Office of the 
Courts confirmed to him that the law 
will not become effective till 1982. 

Meanwhile, another General 
Assembly session will have con­
vened-and the Legislature could kill 
the 1980 legislation entirely. 

In any event, the present law which 
provides for the arrest of drunks and 
their confinement remains in effect. 

Coal Firm Told 
To Rehire Seven 
Idled Employees 

An Auxier coal company has been 
ordered to rehire with back pay seven 
employees laid off early last year, 
following a finding that the company 
Iiad engaged in unfair labor practices. 

According to evidence presented in 
the case, which was heard before a Na­
tional Labor Relations Board judge in 
March, Rebel Coal Company fired 
employees at two of its automotive 
repair shops shortly after the workers 
had expressed an interest in union 
representation by the United Mine 
Workers. 

The company claimed that the 
layoffs were necessitated by economic 
conditions. 

NLRBJudge Richard H. Beddow, Jr. 
found that, by threatening to close the 
repair shops and to fire employees if 
they voted for the union, Rebel violated 
the workers' rights. 

Ordered to be reinstated were Glen 
Allen, Mickey Lawson, Gary 
Ferguson, Robert Sturgill, Sam Amos, 
Eric Picklesimer and Van G. Cope. 
Cope and the UMWA brought the com­
plaint before the board. 

According to testimony, Rebel 
operated two repair shops, one refer­
red to as "the farm," near Paintsville. 
Unlike the company's other 
employees, the drivers and repairmen 
employed at the shops were not 
represented by a union. They sought 
representation by the UMWAearly last 
year. 

Approached by a UMWA represen­
tative in February, 1980, regarding the 
employees' desire for representation, 
Rebel President Odell Rogers is 
reported to have said, "Before I'll sign 
a contract for those people, I'll shut the 
place down and farm the work out." In 
March, the auto shop operations were 
closed. 

Before their union represen'tation 
election, employees at "the farm" 
were reportedly told by a supervisor 
they would all get their "DCM papers 
as soon as your name's been voted 
yes." It was understood that "DCM" 
stood for "Don't come back Monday." 
Van Cope, a spokesman for the 
workers and an individual plaintiff in 
the case, was laid off the month follow­
ing the election. 

Judge Beddow concluded there was 
no real dispute regarding the fact of 
the company officials ' statements. 
"When such statements are read in the 
context of the pro-union interest and 
activities of the auto shop employees, 
the conclusion properly may be reach­
ed that the statements constituted 
threats of job loss designed to influence 
the votes and union activities of the 
employees," he wrote. 

Regarding the company's claim that 
the employee layoffs were due to 
economic necessity, Beddow conclud­
ed that, while the company had ap­
parently experienced financial dif­
ficulties in 1979, it had not 
demonstrated that the layoffs stemm­
ed from that circumstance. 

"The record persuasively shows that 
(Rebel) would have kept the auto shop 
in operation as long as it could have 
continued non-union operations and 
that the reason for closing was to avoid 
collective bargaining with the 
union ... ," he concluded. 

Flood Relief Gift 
The Commonwealth Insurance Com­

pany gave $500 to the Red Cross flood 
relief fund here last week. Paul 
Hunter, sales manager at the com­
pany's Prestonsburg office, said the 
firm was making similar contributions 
to Red Cross chapters in other areas 
hard hit by the recent flooding in 
southeastern Kentucky.

"We cannot stress enough the 
economic importance of this directory 
to our craftspeople," said Mrs. Brown, 
who initiated the directory project. 

"Not only will it act as a guide for 
retail store buyers but Kentuckians 
and tourists will also use the directory 
to locate the crafts they're seeking," 
she said. The directory project was in­
itiated by the first lady. It is now a joint 
project of the Kentucky Arts and 
Crafts Foundation and the state 
Tourism Department. 

Mrs. Brown has been promoting 
made-in-Kentucky crafts both within 
the state and around the country. One 
difficulty she discovered was locating 
Kentucky artisans. 

While lining up quality crafts for the 
Oh! Kentucky boutique in Bloom­
ingdale's, a New York department 
store, the first lady and her assistants 
relied on the Kentucky Guild of Artists 
and craftsmen and press releases.

Floyd Among Counties Marked 
Labor Surplus Area by U.S. Dept. 

Kentucky counties designated as 
labor surplus areas by the U. S. 
Department of Labor, Department for 
Human Resources officials announced 
last week. 

The classification, effective from 
June 1, 1981, through May 31, 1982, 
makes employers located in the 
designated areas eligible for 
preference in bidding on federal pro­
curement contracts, according to Ed 
Blackwell of Human Resources ' 
research and statistics branch. 

" This designation simply means 
these areas are experiencing high 
rates of unemployment," Blackwell 
said. "The goal of making the 
classification is to place a portion of 
the federal government's procurement 
dollars into areas where people are in 
severe economic need and where 
unemployment is highest. " 

The federal Labor Department 
makes the classifications annually, 
based on each area's average

unemployment rate for the ~)revious 
two calendar years. The 57 Kentucky 
counties qualified for the designation 
based on unemployment rates from 
January 1979 through December 1980. 

"By using this reference period, it is 
possible to target federal procurement 
contracts into areas experiencing 
unemployment that is relatively long­
term in nature and due primarily to 
workers lacking job skills rather than 
due to economic cycles," Blackwell 
noted. 

To be included in the annual listing, 
an area must have had an unemploy­
ment rate during the two-year 
reference period that was 20 percent 
above the national average rate for the 
same period. The national average 
unemployment rate for the period was 
6.6 percent. "The Labor Department 
used 7.9 percent, or 6.6 percent 
multiplied by 1.20, to classify labor 
surplus areas for this year 's listing," 
Blackwell explained . 

To be considered for classification as 
a labor surplus area , a jurisdiction 
must have a population of at least 
50,000. 

Eligibility requirements for designa­
tion of an area as labor surplus may be 
waived if an increase in unemployment 
occurs that was not reflected in the 
reference period. "This can happen 
due to natural disasters , plant closings, 
contract cancellations and other in­
stances that would adversely impact 
an area 's employment," Blackwell 
said.

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Drivers Need 
Insurance Basis 

For most people, driving is a part of 
everyday life. Attorney General Steve 
Beshear encourages all Kentucky 
drivers to have a basic knowledge of 
automobile insurance and the various 
policies available. 

" Automobile insurance is designed 
to protect you from serious financial 
loss that can result from claims arising 
out of an automobile accident," says 
Beshear. 

There are six basic types of auto in­
surance. 

- Bodily injury liability provides 
money to pay claims against you and 
the cost of your legal defense if your 
car injures or kills someone. 

- Property damage liability pays 
claims and defense costs if your car 
damages the property of others. 

- Medical payments insurance pays 
medical expenses resulting from ac­
cidental injuries and covers you, your 
family and other passengers in your 
car. 

• -Uninsured motorists protection 
pays for injuries caused by an unin­
sured or hit-and-run .drive. 

'Collison insurance pays for damage 
to your car resulting from a collision or 
from overturning. 

- Comprehensive physical damage 
insurance pays for damages when your 
car is stolen or damaged by eprils such 
as flood. 

Some policies provide for sup­
plementary payments. This additional 

• protection-at no additional cost to 
you- covers expenses over and above 
those already provided under your 
auto policy, says Beshear. In addition, 
collision and comprehensive coverages 
are available with a deductible. This 
means you agree to pay the first $50, 
$100, etc., of damage to your car, and 
the insurance company agrees to pay 
the remainder . 

By eliminating costs of processing 
•

1 
small claims, the company can offer 
coverae at a lower price. 

Collision insurance may not be a 
wise purchase if your car is an older 
model. The car 's value may be low 
compared to the cost of collision in­
surance. 

The cost of auto insurance is based 
on several facotrs: where you live, the 
type of car you own, how your car is us­
ed, who drives the car, your driving 
record, and the coverage, limits and 
deductibles you select. 

In addition , comparing costs at dif­
ferent agencies can save you money , 
since prices may vary. When shopping 
for auto insurance, always check to see 
if discounts are available for teen-age 
drivers who have completed a driver 
education course, students with good 
grades, persons who car pool or use 
mass transit, or multiple-car families . 
Compare costs , quality and coverage ; 
and choose the policy that's right for 
you. 

"Remember that an insurance 
policy is a legal document whch 
defines duties and responsibliities of 
the company and the consumer. Read 
the policy carefully and familiarize 
yourself with its provisions," says the 

' attorney general. " It is important for 
you to select a reliable company and 
representative. Once you've made a 
selection, don't hesitate to ask for help 
in any insurance matter ."

Disability Pay 
Out for 500 

A review of federal disability 
payments has removed more than 500 
Kentuckians from the rolls, state 
Human Resources Secretary Grady 
Stumbo said this week. 

"This process is causing a great deal 
of apprehension among those who have 
been certified (as l permanently 
disabled," he said. 

Stumbo, whose employees review 
the cases selected by the federal 
government, said the situation will get 
worse next year. 

He said that almost 1,700 cases have 
been chosen for review since last 
March. But federal officials are 
preparing to have 7,000 cases reviewed 
in 1982. 

The operation affects 57,700 Ken­
tuckians who receive about $21 million 
a month in Social Security disability 
payments, an average of $360 a person. 

The payments are for physical and 
mental disabilities-black lung is 
handled under another program- and 
are separate from the Supplemental 
Security Income program. 

Benefits under the Social Security 
program are paid to those whose 
eligibility is certified by a federal ad­
ministrative law judge. 

Stumbo said that many beneficiaries 
thought that "when the judge made 
them eligible, that was it." 

Now, however, under President 
1 Reagan's economy measures, the 

federal government has ordered the 
review under the presumption that 
584,000 people nationwide are collec­
ting $2 million to which they are not en­
titled. 

Stumbo said he is caught in the mid­
dle because 190 of his employees must 
help collect medical information and 
make recommendations to 
Washington. . 

"Many of these people are living 
marginally on these payments," Stum­
bo said. 

Those whose payments are cut off 
can appeal to an administrative law 
judge.

Researchers peering into the new 
science 'Of photobiology-the study of 
how light interacts with living 
things-are worried about the coun­
try's sunbathing habits. 

As they begin to unravel the 
mysteries of how sunlight affects us, 
they are discovering that too much 
time in the sun can bring more than 
just a painful sunburn. Science writer 
Lowell Ponte says in the July Reader's 
Digest: ('Sunbathers') skins will lose 
elasticity and age prematurely. Sun­
burn may also damage their immune 
systems, impairing their defense 
against other injuries or disease. And 
for more than 220,000 Americans every 
year, overdoses of solar radiation will 
eventually produce skin cancers, some 
of which will spread to other ~rgans. 

"In 1981 alone," he continues, 
"cancer triggered by too much time in 
the sun will claim the lives of 5000 
Americans." 

That's not all the bad news. To pro­
tect our skins from burning, we buy 
some $125 million worth of suntan 
creams and lotions each year. 
Although doctors generally agree pro­
tection is a good ideal, there are 
distressing indications that some in­
gredients in sunscreen products may 
do as much harm as good. 

PABA (for para-aminobenzoic acid) 
is widely used as a defense against 
damaging ultraviolet sun rays. Yet, 
Ponte reports, "recent research in the 
United States and England suggests 
that some of PABA's chemical 
byproducts are photo toxins; they 
become poisons whe.n struck by 
sunlight. More alarming, investigators 
in England found that PABA can in­
crease the amount of genetic damage 
in bacteria cells dosed with solar 
ultraviolet light." 

It pays to read the list of ingredients 
carefully. Oil of bergamot, or 
5-methoxypsoralen, was proved by 
scientists to cause cancer and genetic 
damage in laboratory animals. 

There's another threat from the sun, 
when you step into strong sunlight, you 
naturally squint and your pupils con­
tract to protect their visual receptors 
from the glare. Wearing sunglasses, 
doctors are finding, in effect fools the 
eyes into remaining wide open. In­
frared and ultraviolet rays are not 
filtered by sunglasses to the same 
degree as visible light. "Just as the 
6kin thickens and ages in bright

sunlight , so, too, does the lens of the 
eye," he writes, adding that cataracts 
may form as a result. 

Does this mean you should avoid the 
patio and the beach altogether? 
"Sunlight can be good for you," Ponte 
advises, "if you take it wisely. Sun­
bathe in early morning or late after­
noon. Give your skin time to build up 
protection by sunning at first for only 
20 minutes or so each day. Remember, 
the skin you save will be your own."

Eastern Kentucky boys have traditionally been partial to fast cars , and 
many can work miracles with little more than pliers and some baling wire. 

Billy Joe Caudill , of Maytown, has taken this love for high performance 
machinery and native mechanical skill a few steps farther than most, 
however : 

Behind the wheel of his immaculate 1960 Chevrolet, he has entered drag 
racing competition with the "big boys" from the racing-oriented southern 
states and elsewhere and has proved more than competitive. Indeed, the 
Caudill-'60 Chevy combination has toppled local and national speed records 
at an unprecedented rate . . 

Last year, the first year of racing the Chevrolet , Caudill set a new track 
record in his racing class, V-stock automatic , at Crossville, Tennessee. That 
was on July 13. Two months later, he returned to the same track and broke 
his own record. He also picked up track records from Darlington, S. C. 
Dragway, Bluegrass Dragway in Lexingtoh, Ohio Valley Raceway in Louis­
ville and a national award from Rockingham Raceway in North Garolina. 

His wins this season have been even more prestigious and his quarter-mile 
time of 15.44 seconds at 80.46 miles per hour recorded at the International 
Hot Rod Association's Spring Nationals in Bristol , Va. -Tenn. marked a new 
I.H.R.A. record for that event in the V-stock automatic class. Caudill follow­
ed up on his Bristol showing by resetting the eighth-mile record which he 
established at the Ohi() Valley Raceway, Louisville. 

Despite his consistently impressive results, the 29-year-old Caudill says he 
and his pit crew, which consists only of his wife, Sharon, and some other 
family members, have not really "gone into it" all that seriously. "We've 

· been in and Gut of it," was the way he described their racing efforts to date. 
This is the first year that Caudill has been in the points chase which deter­

mines national ranking within the I.R.H.A., and he is currently in the top ten. 
Being one of nation's top dragsters in his class carries a lot of prestige and 
he's justly pr oud, but his ranking also means that sponsors will help finan­
cially. 

Right now, Caudill operates on a fairly meager budget and he and some of 
his "pit crew" perform all the varied maintenance and rebuilding chores on 
the 283-<!ubic-inch Chevy. His time is restricted a good deal, too, since he 
holds a full -time job with B.B.S. Coal Co. at McDowell , but he says his 
employer "is real good about giving me an extra day or two when we've got 
a long way to go." 

A full summer of racing lies ahead of Caudill and his small group of 
helpers and he will concentrate on staying in the top ten among the country's 
V-stock automatic dragsters . Not bad for a coal miner who raees "more or 
less as a hobby. "

New Training Program 
For Youth Set July 1 

A new program to train juveniles 
ages 16-17 to compete in the job market 
begins July 1 at four residential 
facilities operated by the Department 
for Human Resources. Approximately 
250 public and status offenders com­
mitted to the department will be train­
ed at Lake Cumberland Boys Camp in 
Wayne county, Green River Boys 
Camp in Butler county, Audubon Youth 
Development Center in Owensboro and 
Danville Youth Development Center in 
Boyle county. 

"Vocational training on location at 
the facilities will provide better securi­
ty procedures than transporting them 
to state vocational schools. Also, the 
vocational training added to the basic 
education curriculum provides a more 
balanced program for the treatment 
facilities," said Dan Armstrong, direc­
tor of the Juvenile Offender Vocational 
Training Project. 

Various areas of training will be of-. 
fered such as clerical work, welding, 
auto mechanic's helper, masonry, 
plumber's helper, small engine 
mechanics and renovation construc­
tion. These skills will enhance the 
possibility of the youths becoming · 
employed after returning to their com­
munity. 

This new venture will be a joint effort 
among the department's bureaus of 
Manpower Services and Social Ser­
vices, and the Department of Educa­
tion, Bureau for Vocational Education. 
The Bureau for Social Services will 
have an in-house operation at Lake 
Cumberland and is subcontracting 
with the Bureau for Vocational Educa­
tion to provide training at the three 
other sites. The Bureau for Manpower 
Services is funding the project through 
aCETA grant expected to continue into 
1982. 

"An agreement has been made with 
the Bureau for Manpower Services to 
help place the youths in jobs or con­
tinue their vocational training in their 
own community," Armstrong added. 

The Juvenile Offender Vocational 
Training Project plans to expand by 
one site beginning Oct. 1 at the Chris­
tian County Day Treatment-Group 
Home in Hopkinsville.

Flood Warning 
Test Is Planned 
In E. Kentucky 

The National Weather Service plans 
a field test next month in Eastern Ken­
tucky to find out whether an early 
flood-warning system will work. 

The system is a joint venture of the 
weather service, the state Division of 
Disaster and Emergency Services and 
the Kentucky Early Warning System . 

Planning began in 1978 for a com­
puterized way of determining when 
rainfall reaches flood-threatening 
levels in the mountains of Kentucky, 
Virginia and West Virginia .. 

Initially, 12 counties are to be includ­
ed in the system. Five of those a re in 
Kentucky: Floyd, Pike, Johnson, Mar­
tin and Magoffin. 

The first test of the system came in 
April at a Virginia laboratory, and it 
was "not a success," Adjutant General 
Billy G. Wellman told Kentucky's In­
terim Joint Committee on Agruculture 
and Natural Resources. The failure 
was the result of deficiencies in com­
puter programs, said Russ Durham of 
the weather service. 

Since then, the computer programs 
have been corrected and have worked 
under laboratory conditions, Durham 
said. Next month 's test in either Pike 
or Floyd will determine whether the 
system can operate in the places it is 
designed to serve. 

Even with the early-warning system, 
Eastern Kentucky can still expect 
flooding problems , Wellman sa id. 

As· an example, he cited flash 
flooding earlier this month that promp­
ted state officials to seek a federal 
disaster declaration for 10 counties 
where high water caused millions of 
dollars in damage.

Glaucoma is the second leading 

cause of blindness in adults, ranking 
second only to cataracts. There are 
generally no symptoms when 
glaucoma strikes. It works slowly and 
painlessly, so that a person does not 
know he or she has the disease. The 
disease rarely occurs before age 35. 
Glaucoma is not curable, but it can be 
treated if discovered in time, and for 
this reason persons aged 35 and over 
should be screened for the disease. 

The Floyd County Health Depart­
ment will be sponsoring a glaucoma 
clinic Friday, June 26, from 9 until 11 
a.m. and from 1 until2 p.m. The clinic 
is open to persons of all ages, but per­
sons 35 and over are especially urged 
to take advantage of this free service.

The next regularly 
scheduled Pap clinic will be July 10. 

Nursing services are offered at the

*Cancer 
Hope line 

Many people are thinking in terms of 
getting a good tan or maybe even of 
boosting £hat tan along by lying under 
a sun lamp. The Cancer Hopeline urges 
anyone planning this to read the follow­
ing reprinted column before doing so. 

Q-I have a daughter, 16 years old, 
who sits under a sun lamp for 20-30 
minutes a day . She mostly tans her 
face, which peels quite often. She says 
she does this to help control pimples 
and oily skin. Could this cause cancer? 

A-Many sunlamps produce 
ultraviolet radiation that, like 
ultraviolet from the sun, can cause eye 
injuries, skin burns, ;ind possibly, even 
cancer. Because the lamps are poten­
tially hazardous, the Federal Drug Ad­
ministration is developing a perfor­
mance standard for them. 

In addition to giving off middle 
wavelength ultraviolet radiation that 
causes sunburn, some sunlamps also 
emit short wavelength ultraviolet rays 
that can be highly dangerous to the cell 
structure of the body. FDA's standard 
would call for sun lamp manufacturers 
to minimize short wavelength 
ultraviolet radiation. 

Scientists in FDA's Bureau of 
Radiological Health say that short 
wavelength radiation can affect DNA, 
the genetic material that enables cells 
to duplicate themsleves. When the rays 
strike the DNA, damage may occur. 
Most of the time, the cell repairs the 
damage. But when it does not, the cell 
may die and contribute to an ap­
pearance of premature aging of the 
skin. Affected skin may also change its 
character completely. Such changes in 
cell character are called mutations, 
a nd some mu,tations may be 
cancerous. 

Some scientists believe that the in­
jury from which skin cancer ultimately 
may develop may start when the first 
bit of middle or short wavelength 
ultraviolet radiation strikes a par­
ticular part of the DNA. Thus, people 
who sunbathe frequently in their youth 
may be setting the stage for skin 
cancer in their more mature years. 

While sunlight or sun lamp exposure 
is freguently recommended as treat­
ment for teen-age skin problems, your 
daughter should visit her family physi­
cian or a dermatologist concerning the 
safest way of controlling oily skin.

The Martin circuit court 'jury appor­
tioned the verdict, charging Interna­
tional Harvester with 60 percent of the 
award . The jury said Riffe 's employer, 
Wolfe Creek Collieries, should pay 35 
percent of the award and that Peter 
Cave Coal Co. is liable for 5 percent. 

Mrs. Riffe's attorney said the case 
has " significant connotations" 
because it punishes an equipment 
manufacturer for not including 
available safety equipment-a roll bar, 
in this instance-and awarded 
damages against a coal company for 
failing to maintain the front-end 
lmider's brakes and failing to properly 
construct a coal-haul road.

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KET, Schools Test 
Videodisc Teaching 

Will Kentucky schools use videodisc 
technology for instructional television 
learning in the eighties? 

That's one question which led KET's 
utilization staff to conduct a recent 
videodisc evaluation survey in several 
of the state's schools. 

During the past month, KET field 
tested videodisc players provided by 
Nebraska ETV at Beechwood High

The MCA model can also 
be operated from a hand-held remote 
control. 

Funding for the KET testing was 
made possible through a grant to 
Nebraska ETV by the Corporation for 
Public Broadcasting.

Discussed at Seminar 

The mystery surrounding infant 
"crib deaths," emergency treatment 
measures when this is possible, the 
emotional effects of such tragedies on 
the survivors, grief counselling techni­
ques - these were among the topics 
discussed at a seminar held at the 
Floyd County Library here last Thurs­
day. 

Officially, the seminar was a study of 
the Sudden Infant Death Syndrome 
<SIDS>. The 30 or more who attended 
included ministers, coroners, nurses 
and health workers. 

The seminar was led by Ida Lyons, 
state SIDS coordinator, Marie Staten 
and Dr. Richard Greathouse, SIDS 
consultants . 

Dr. Greathouse, who is Jefferson 
county coroner, suggested that autop­
sies be performed to relieve bereaved 
parents of the sense of guilt they 
sometimes have, by proving that the 
victim did not have pneumonia or other 
disease, was not neglected or acciden­
tally smothered. He admitted that few 
parents accept this advice. 

"Crib death" remains unexplained.

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Child Abuse Said 
To Be On Increase 

Child abuse and neglect cases have 
shown a dramatic increase in the last 
several years in the Kentucky River 
District, says Bureau for Social Ser­
vices Commissioner Suzanne Turner. 

From July 1980 to the present there 
have been 652 cases of suspected abu e 
reported compared to only 452 in­
stances the year before. 

"Various factors, including the 
economy and related stresses, such as 
high unemployment, have contributed 
to the increase," said Turner. "Also. 
the community is more aware of the 
problem and are more often reporting 
suspected abuse and neglect." 

"The Kentucky River District has 
one of the most experienced staffs of 
social workers in the state to handle 
child abuse and neglect cases," said 
Joan Enochs, foster care protective 
services specialist in the Kentucky 
River District. "Their efforts have 
been realized in the decreasing 
number of children being separated 
from their families." 

Most suspected child abuse or 
neg lect cases are received by 
telephone and generally are 
anonymous. Immediately upon receiv­
ing a report of suspected abuse. a 
social worker is assigned to do a com­
plete investigation. In cases of sexual 
or physical abuse an immediate report 
is made to law enforcement officials. 

" In some instances where there ap­
pears to be imminent danger, a joint 
investigation is made with law enforce­
ment officials," Enochs added. 

After a complete investigation, it is 
determined what action should be 
taken. Homemaker services, day care 
for the preschool child and intensive 
counseling with parents are some of 
the services which are offered. 

Often referrals are made to local 
mental health agencies, Parents 
Anonymous groups, self-help groups 
and other agencies to assist families in 
remedying their identified problems. 

Future plans include developing a 
multi-disciplinary child abuse team in 
Perry County which will be able to ad­
dress the problem at several different 
levels at the same time.' 

This team will be composed of pro­
fessionals in the community who will 
attempt to generate community in­
terest in combating the problems of 
child abuse and neglect. 

If you suspect a child is being abused 
or neglected, qlll your local Bureau for 
Social Services office. All cases at·e in­
vestigated within 24 hours, and persons 
reporting the abuse are guaranteed im­
munity.

I Our Ji'ragile Earth I

The Appalachian states have suf­
fered from continuing problems over 
the years. The Appalachian Regional 
Commission, sensing a regional 
rebirth due primarily to the coal boom, 
is encouraging the area not to make the 
same mistakes as in the past when coal 
boomed and died in the age-old cyclic 
pattern. The Commission held a late 
October, 1977 conference in 
Charleston, West Virginia to discuss 
ways Appalachia could achieve 
balanced growth and simultaneous 
economic development. Several topics 
were presented, but one of the more in­
teresting speakers was William K. 
Reilly, President of the Conservation 
Foundation, who discussed "The 
Rediscovery of Appalachia.'' 

Mr. Reilly's thesis was that Ap­
palachia has been rediscovered 
because of world demand for natural 
resources, including coal, wood and 
natural gas. He emphasized that exten­
sive planning for balanced growth 
must be accomplished to avoid the old 
familiar pattern of boom and bust. 

Taking each natural resource in 
order, Mr . Reilly emphasized how im­
portant Appalachia is to the remainder 
of the country. He cautioned against 
outside inOuence and resource owner­
ship, a chronic Appalachian rea lity. 

Each coast urbanites are looking to 
Appalachia with relish for a number of 
reasons. The region offers beauty, 
tranquillity and relatively cheap land; 
many easterners are retiring to the 
region . Others in the northeast would 
dam the region's rivers for water and 
power and many depend upon the 
highlands for drinking water supplies. 
Still others could care less where their 
electricity and the coal that produces it 
comes from, as long as it is produced. 
Many have investments in utility and 

other companies who drill for the 
region's lucrative natural resources. 

Reilly says that Appalachia's 
resources have been exploited before, 
but that prior abuses may be trial 
when compared to today's pressures 
on the area. It is ironic that the monied 
absentee exploiters of the region are 
now inhabitants of cities probably 
worse off than before the exploitation. 
For example, many residents of the 
areas "benefitting" the most from Ap­
palachia now feel that their 20-year 
growth binge was a mistake. Southern 
New Jersey, Long Island, Detroit and 
Norfolk are plagued by smog, 
unemployment, crowded highways, 
crime, higher taxes, and decaying 
neighborhoods. 
· Admitting that Appalachia suffered 
a similar set of undersiable side ef­
fects of exploi tation , Reilly still 
believes the region is better off than 
comparable northern areas. He also 
holds some optimism for the future.

Tests Show Sandstone May Sub for Limestone PAYING TOO MUCH 
FOR AUTO INSURANCE? (From The Troublesome Creek Times, 

Hindman, Ky.l 
The state's experiment in using 

native sandstone as a road building 
material on new Route 80 in place of 
locally scarce limestone appears to be 
successful. As a result of that experi­
ment, road construction costs were 
substantially reduced and Knott Coun­
ty has a new business that may well be 
here to stay. 

Hinkle Contracting Corporation , of 
Paris, Kentucky, has established a 
50-acre operation, including the Ogden 
Branch Stone company with its sand­
stone rock quarry, and an adjacent 
asphalt plant, located just• off the new 
Hindman connector on Route 80. 

According to Frank Yocum, project 
director for Hinkle Contracting Corp. 
approximately 30·35 Knott Countians 
are employed by the operators. The 
$250,000 asphalt plant is manned com­
pletely by Knott Countians. LoCal resi­
dent Tommy Slone supervises the 
plant's operation. Slone had never seen 
such a plant before he worked with 
Hinkle, however, he was sent to a 
school where he received instruction. 

Yocum is hopeful that the operation 
will remain in Knott County. " I know 
we can produce materials that will 
serve road building in this immediate 
area with substantial savings to the 
state and local governments," says 
Yocum. "We will have to research it 
and sell the idea. I do think we have a 
good future here." 

Yocum maintains that they will b.e 
able to produce gravel and sand ap­
proximately 50 to 100 percent cheaper 
than what is usually charged. He adds 
that the plant expects to have sand and . 
gravel material ready in the fall for 
local residents' roads. Presently, the 
operation is geared for materials need­
ed on Route 80. 

As evidence of the company's in­
terest in remaining in the area is their 
purchase this week of the Adams Con­
struction Hazard Asphalt Plant located 
just off Route 15 north of Hazard. "This 
enhances our possibilities of staying 
here" noted Yocum. " Both plants will 
supplement each other and we have 
both limestone and sandstone 
available for our operations." 

While Yocum and Hinkle Construc­
tion look to the future, they still have a 
lot of work to do on the massive road 
building project. Their highway con­
tracts for the new road in Knott County 
are for 16 million dollars. Originally, 
they were contracted for $21 million, 
however, cuts by the Brown ad­
ministration to save money because of 
budget restraints has reduced that 
figure. 

Use of sandstone aggregates to build 
a 42-mile section of new roadway for 
Rt. 80 has proved even more successful 
than anticipated, according to Yocum 
who is in charge of paving some 16 
miles of the coal hual route. 

"There aren't nearly as many pro­
blems as I expected," commented 
Yocum . " The quality is as good as, or 
even better than , we anticipated." 

Hinkle Contracting and East Ken­
tucky Paving Corp., Grayson, Ky., are 
joint venture partners on contracts for 
paving approximately 29 miles of the 
four-lane highway from near Hind­
man, Ky. , to Prestonsburg. Hinkle is 
concentrating on the western sections 
and East Kentucky, the eastern por­
tion. The contracts are part of an 
estimated $280 million Kentucky 

• Department of Transportation pro­
gram to upgrade the highway from 
Hazard to Water Gap, Ky. .

from quarries 75 miles or more away to 
eastern Kentucky highway projects 
prompted state officials to study the 
possible use of abundant native sand­
stone as a substitute aggregate in 
highway pavements. 

Although sandstone has been used on 
a few smaller roadbuilding jobs in the 
state, the Rt. 80 project is the first 
large-scale substitution of the material 
for limestone on a high-volume 
highway. The state had done some 

research on sandstone aggregate use 
in highway pavements in the 1920's, 
40's and 50's, but the Rt. 80 trial grew 
out of a study of the application of 
sandstone materials to heavy-duty 
pavements that was launched by the 
Kentucky DOT in 1976. 

Tests indicated that the materials 
could be substituted for limestone suc­
cessfully in no-wearing courses of 
bituminous concrete pavements apd in

For most Kentuckians, life insurance 

is an important part of financial securi­
ty, and Attorney General Steve 
Beshear says consumers should have a 
basic understanding of life insurance 
programs . 

"With careful planning and the help 
of a qualified life insurance represen­
tative, consumers can have the in­
surance they need at an affordable 
price," Beshear adds. 

Life insurance provides protection 
against financial need. It is a legal con­
tract between a buyer and an insurer 
where the insurer promises to pay a 
stated sum of money to the beneficiary 
<person named by the buyer) in event 
of the buyer's death . The buyer, in 
turn, agrees to pay a certain amount of 
money to the insurer, through periodic 
payments called premiums, in order to 
have insurance protection. 

same as straight life, except premiums 
are higher and are paid for a limited 
number of years. 

With endowment life insurance, they 
buyer accumulates an amount of in­
surance that is paid in full to the buyer 
at a specified date or as annual in­
come. 

Traditionally, the head of household 
buys insurance to protect a spouse and 
children from financial hardship. 
Single persons may buy insurance as a 
kind of forced savings and to provide 
money to pay debts in the event of their 
deaths. Insurance policies for spouses 
may be a good investment if the family 
is dependent on the spouse for care of 
the home and children.

Term insurance is pure insurance.

Convertible term can be exchanged for 
another insurance plan. 

When term insurance ends, there is 
no cash value for premiums paid, and 
no money is returned to the buyer. This 
is the least expensive type of insurance 
and can be economical for a wage 
earner with limited income to provide 
adequate protection for a family. 

Whole life insurance offers protec­
tion for the lifetime of the buyer. At the 
buyer's death, the policy amount is 
paid to the beneficiary. Whole life is 
among the most popular types of life 
insurance. 

There are two types of whole life in­
surance. Straight or ordinary life re­
quires payments for the lifetime of the 
buyer . Payments are fixed and cannot 
be raised; moreover, the policy builds 
a cash value which, after a period of 
time, the buyer may use for loan pur­
poses.

Q-My mother has cancer of the 
uterus. Her treatment will be a radium 
implant because she cannot have 
surgery. What is it, and how is it done? 

A-Preferably radium treatment is 
combined with other forms of cancer 
treatment to insure the best results. 

A radium implantation is a two-step 
procedure. 

First, a hollow metal cylindrical ap­
plicator is inserted into the vagina and 
uterus. It is made up of two parts, the 
tandem and ovoids. The tandem is the 
hollow tube itself, the tip of which is 
placed in the uterus to treat the cancer 
from the inside. The tip of the ovoids, 
which are also hollow, are placed into 
the vagina close to the cervix. 

Once the applicator ts in position, the 
radioactive substance, either radium 
or cesium, is placed tnside it. In thts 
way, the radiation is concentrated on 
the tumor where it can best destroy the 
cancerous cells 

Radiation implantation is done in the 
hospital under anesthesia for the pa­
tient's comfort Generally, the hospttal 
stay is five or six days

Since prehistoric times, humans 
have domesticated and trained 
animals to help them perform onerous 
chores. It started with cavemen train­
ing dogs to help in the hunt, and today 
people are still dreaming up new 
schemes to make animals do their dir­
ty work, according to the current issue 
of National Wildlife magazine. 

Over the years pigeons, especially, 
have been found to be cooperative 
workers. "During the four-month 
Prussian siege of Paris in 1870, pigeons 
carried hundreds of thousands of of­
ficial and private messages t.o and 
from the outside world," says the Na­
tional Wildlife Federation's bimonthly 
publication. "The messages were in­
serted in a small goose quill and at­
tached by waxy silken thread to the 
strongest tail feather." 

During World War II British forces 
dropped pigeons in baskets from 
airplanes so that local residents could 
retrieve them, attach any information 
that might be of interest to allied forces 
and then release the birds. After circl­
ing the area once or twice the pigeons 
would head for home, perhaps hun­
dreds of miles away. 

Researchers now think pigeons may 
have a future as assembly line inspec­
tors-checking for defects in drug cap­
sules or electronic equipment, for ex­
ample. Human inspectors tend to make 
errors about 15 percent of the time, 
whereas pigeons make errors only one 
percent of the time, one psychologist 
found. 

''And they don't get bored,'' adds Na­
tiona! Wildlife. "Studies have found 
that they can remain on the job for 
three days straight without sacrificing 
accuracy. The birds do loaf on the job, 
though, so most pigeon projects call for 
three birds inspecting in tandem, each 
a check on the others." 

The technique used in training 
pigeons and other animals is called 
positive reinforcement, developed by 
B. F. Skinner, the famed behaviorist. It 
involves using food as a 
reward- when, for instance, a pigeon 
spots a defective drug capsule- and ig­
noring wrong behavior. Animals are 
not starved; the reward is part of a dai­
ly ration. 

British submarine commanders 
employed this technique during World 
War II. Their submarines would 
release large amounts of bread in the 
water, and gulls would flock to it. After 
a while, the birds gathered naturally at 
the sight of a long, dark shadow sliding 
underwater. Spotters ashore alerted 
the authorities. No one knows how 
many German U-boats fell victim to a 
flock of hungry gulls. 

Positive reinforcement has also been 
used to train macaques, short-tailed 
monkeys, to harvest coconuts from the 
ta llest pa lms in the fields of southern 
Thailand. And in Boston, a capuchin · 
monkey named Hellion does household 
chores for a 24-year-<>ld man who is 
paralyzed from the shoulders down as 
a result of a car accident. Hellion can 
turn on the lights, put cassettes into a 
tape recorder, retrieve food from the 
refrigerator and feed her owner. 

The military has a long history of 
putting animals to work. In one battle 
with the Romans, Hannibal set 
elephants in his front lines, ready to

charge. His plan backfired, however 
Spooked by trumpets and irritated by 
the enemies' darts, the elephants turn­
ed and stampeded into their own 
cavalry. 

Today, the U.S. Coast Guard is train­
ing pigeons to spot orange, yellow, and 
red-the colors of life jackets, buoy~. 
rafts, and flags. The pigeons will be 
carried in a plexiglass bubble beneath 
a helicopter and will peck at an elec­
trical switch when they see these col­
ored objects floating on the ocean 
below. 

The Navy, meanwhile, has long used 
sea lions and other marine mammals 
to retrieve or deliver objects at great 
depths. "Apparently," says National 
Wildlife, "they work better than 
humans, who require scuba gear, 
decompression chambers, medical 
personnel, good weather, and a few 
days to complete a mission." 

A Navy porpoise has carried tools 
and messages to aquanauts in a lab 200 
feet below, off the California coast. Sea 
lions have recovered antisubmarine 
test rockets at depths of 490 feet. And a 
killer whale has been trained to 
recover dummy torpedoes from depths 
of 1,600 feet. 

During World War I, pigeons were 
commonly used as "spies," carrying 
messages back and forth across enemy 
lines. Wlienever the Germans occupied 
new territory, they made it a practice 
to destroy all the pigeons in the area. 
An estimated one million Belgian 
pigeons were captured or killed in that 
war. Probably the most famous was 
Cher Ami, a plucky British racing 
pigeon. When an American battalion 
advanced too far ahead of its lines, it

was surrounded, and neither humans 
nor birds could get through heavy fire 
to report the batallion 's location. The 
last hope was Cher Ami . 

"Through the fusillade of fire, the lit­
tle racing pigeon rose, heading for 
home carrying the vital information," 
recounts National Wildlife. "Suddenly, 
a burst of shrapnel ripped its leg. But it 
didn't stop. Gamely, it flew on, 
reaching the base in 25 minutes . The 
message, attached to the wounded leg, 
hung from a few shreds of sinew." 

Today, Cher Ami's stuffed body is on 
display at the Smithsonian Institution 
in Washington, D. C. A real war hero, it 
serves as a reminder of the amazing 
feats animals can be trained to per­
form for humans
