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Med Center 
Strike Set 
For Today 
240 Union Workers 
Out After Parley 
On Contract Fails 

Union employees at Highlands 
Regional Medical Center are on strike. 

The workers, members of District 
1199, National Union of Hospital and 
Health Care Employees, voted Monday 
night to walk out at midnight, Tuesday, 
after rejecting the hospital 's final con­
tract offer. 

The decision to strike was said to 
have carried by 239 votes to 1. 

Despite the intervention of federal 
and state mediators, both sides are 

1 reported to be far from agreement on a 
number of issues , including wages, 
sick leave, vacations, seniority rights, 
and the formation of a patient care 
committee. · 

The union was willing to go to bin­
ding ar bitration to resolve the wage 
and other issues but hospital ad­
ministrators rejected the offer, accor­
ding to Larry Daniels, a medical 
technologist at Highlands and presi ­
dent of the union chapter there. 

The hospital's wage offer, which 
would have increased by 40 cents this 
year the hourly rate of workers 
presently earning $3.35, did not 
measure up to the " substantial wage 
increase" being sought by the union, 
Daniels said. 

Meanwhile, supervisory personnel 
were being organized Tuesday to take 
the place of striking employees, and a 
private security force was hired to sup­
plement the hospital 's regular security 
staff.

Decision Stalls 
Highlands Plan 
For Expansion 

A certificate permitting Highlands 
Hospital to expand should be "set aside 
and held for naught," according to a 
recent ruling by special judge Osca r 
Sammons in Johnson circuit court. 

Owners of the Paintsville Hospital 
filed suit against Highlands and the 
state Need and Licensure Board 16 
months ago, asking the court to vacate 
a licensure board decision granting 
Highlands a certificate of need which 
would permit it to expand its present 
facility by 47 beds . 

At the time, Paintsville Hospital was 
also seeking a certificate of need, to 
replace the 72-bed hospital there with a 
new building containing the same 
number of beds. 

In granting Highlands ' request 
before considering Paintsville's ap­
plication , the licensure board failed to 
give Paintsville a fair hearing, the 
complainants charged. The Paintsvill e 
hospital was subsequently denied a 
certificate of need. 

Russell Dean , ass istant ad­
ministrator at Highlands, said this 
week the hospital is seeking a clarifica­
tion of Judge Sammons' decision . Both 
hospitals ' certificate-of-need reques ts 
might need to be reconsidered jointly 
by the licensure board as a result of the 
ruling. 

Sammons was assigned to hear the 
case after Johnson Circuit Judge J. B. 
Hazelrigg stepped down on account of 
his having served as chairman of a 
committee which had lobbied vigorous­
ly on behalf of the Paintsville Hospital 
certificate-of-need application.

2 Stude ts Held 
In School Blast 

Two juveniles charged in connection 
with the bomb blast which damaged 
Prestonsburg high school and injured 
one student last Wednesday, are to be 
released today (Wednesday) to the 
custody of their parents . 

A detention hearing for the two 
17-year-old students, who were ar­
rested Friday by State Police D<>tec 
tive Danny Stumbo and KSP Arson In­
vestigator James Barry McKenzie, 
was · conducted Monday in district 
court with the court's decision being · 
made to hold the two at the juvenile 
detention center here until Wednesday. 
Although the Commonwealth filed a 
motion to transfer the case to the Floyd 
county circuit court where the defen­
dants would be tried as adults, District 
Judge Harold Stumbo did not enter a 
formal judgement on the motion Mon­
day. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner said 
there is a possibility that " two or three 
more" may be charged in connection 
with the incident. 

The blast, which originated in a boys 
restroom on the first floor of the school, 
occurred shortly before 8:30a.m., rip­
ping a 3-by-3-foot hole in the wall 
separating the restroom from an 
agriculture classroom and blowing 

chunks of debris through a smaller 
cleft from the bathroom into the main 
hallway of the school. 

Jeff Cochran, a 14-year-old freshman 
who said he was inside the bathroom 
combing his hair at the time of the ex­
plosion, was floored by the blast and 
taken to Highlands Regional Medical 
CeL ~t'r where b e was treated for shnck 

• and released the following day. "We 
had just rung a bell for homeroom ," 
according to PHS Principal Bobby 
Wells. "If .it had been 10 minutes later 
we could have had some casualties." 

State Police Detective Stumbo, one 
of several state police investigators 
who were called to the scene from the 
Pikeville and Morehead KSP posts 
along with a federal Tobacco, Alcohol 
and Firearms investigator and local 
authorities , said the explosive was pro­
bably dynamite- "a water gel type of 
dynamite, maybe as much as a stick ." 
A length of dynamite fuse was found 
following the blast, although final 
results from state police lab tests were 
not yet available as of Monday, Stumbo 
stressed. 

The explosive was set in a corner of 
the restroom beside a toilet and the 
bulk of the damage from the blast oc­

Annexation Decision 
May Be Up to Voters 
If moral conviction alone could have 
done it, Chuck Jarrell would have turn­
ed the Prestonsburg city council 
singlehandedly from its avowed pur­
pose of annexing Mays Branch . 

" I am asking you not to pass this 
(annexation ) ordinance," Jarrell , 20, 
pleaded repeatedly before the council 
Monday night. His family farms on 
Mays Branch and would be unable to 
pay the taxes if the property were in­
corporated in the city, he said . 

A stale law requiring the opposition 
of 75 percent of an area 's voters for an 
annexation bid to be defeated runs 
counter to the principle of majority 
r ule, Jarrell argued. " It's not right," 
he contended 

• The law is the law, replied several 
council members. A request to annex 

the area has been made of the council 
by some property owners there, and an 
ordinance to that effect is being 
prepared for a council vote , it was said. 

If at least half the area 's landowners 
request it, the issue must be placed on 
the ba llot at the next general elec­
tion- a prospect that appears likely in 
view of opposition already voiced to the 
proposal. In that event, however, 
three-quarters of the voters must re­
ject it before the measure is defeated. 

In his experience, opposition to an­
nexation invariably cools after a time, 
when residents of the annexed area 
realize that the benefits- such as city 
services and reduced fire insurance 
premiums- outweigh the costs , argued 
Councilman Paul Phillip Hughes.

$4.2 Million Job Set 
To Begin in 60 Days, 
Utilities Supt. Says 

Work on expansion of the Prestons­
burg water plant and extension of the 
system deep into the southern end of 
the county are expected to begin within 
the next 60 days, Bill H. Howard. 
superintendent of the municipally own­
ed utilities system here, said Monday. 

Assurance tha t the construction pro­
gram is only weeks away from the 
work stage came last Thursday night 
when directors of the Sandy Valley 
Water District voted to buy from 
Prestonsburg a minimum of 3,000,000 
gallons of wa ter per month for the next 
40 years at the price charged to water­
purchasers outside the city limits. 

The Prestonsburg Utilities Commis­
sion followed tha t action Monday by 
acceptjng recommendations of Bell 
Engineers, Lexington, on the accep­
tance of bids a lready received on the 
work. The overall program plans 
enlargement of the water plant here, 
doubling its capacity to 3 million 
gallons a day; installa tion of two steel 
storage tanks of 750,000 and 310,000 
gallons ; 12-inch mains in P restonsburg 
from the water plant to the present 
reservoir site overlooking the city; 
eight-inch mains from the Columbia 
Fuel pipeyard, near Sugar Loaf, to 
New Allen, and, finally, mains of the 
same size from New Allen to the mouth 
of Mare Creek. 

In addition to expansion through new 
construction, the Prestonsburg system 
has recently acqu ired two water 
districts, .the new Water Gap-Bull 
Creek and Abbott-Little Paint, and is in 
the process of adding the Parkway 
water district which serves the Middle 
Creek section from the Clark school to 
Rough and Tough.

Tentative Pact Lifts 
Fear of Mine Strike 

A tentative agreement between the 
Uni ted Mine Worke rs an d the 
bituminous coal industry was reached 
in Washington early Monday morn ing, 
a lla ying fears of a long and economy­
damaging strike, but with in hours 
there was talk that the rank-and-file 
union membership may reject the pro­
posal. 

The UMWA bargaining council was 
meeting in Washington Tu'esda:v to 
review the tentative agreement, and if 
approved the contract will next go to 
the union membership for a vole which 
would either accept or reject it. 

Even UMW A acceptance of the pact 
is not expected to fores tall a temporary 
work stoppage. smce the mint>rs tradi­
tionally refuse to work without a con­
tract, and the balloting by union 
membership on the new agreement 
cannot be completed before the Thurs­
day midnight deadli ne. 

Meanwhile, trouble was developing 
in the coal trucking industry, with gun­
fire reported in nearby counties. One 
man was wounded in Lawrence county 
last week, allegedly by a shot fired 
from a truek, and a driver was wound­
ed in his foot by a rifl e bullet Monday. 
near Inez. 

State Police Detective Keith Scott. 
who investigated the Martin count~ 
shooting, said a convoy of fivP trucks 
was in low gear. ascending Inez Hill on 
KY 40, en route from the L. T. Ruth 
Coal Co. to Belfry Monday afternoon 
when snipers from the nearb) hillside 
began firing. Several tr ucks were hit 
by high-power rifle bullets and C'lyde 
Castle, of Tomahawk, was wounded. 
Scott said nobody had been arre ted as 
of Tuesday morning. 

The trouble between truckdrivers 
apparently stems from an attempt by a 
group of drivers to organize po. sibly 
form a coal-hauler · a sociation and 
the unwillingness of independent 
drivers to join the movement. 

Negotiations toward a new coal con­
tract had broken off last week, but 
negotiator resumed their talks at 1:45 
a.m. Monday and emerged about five 
hours later with the announcem<'nt of 
agreement .

"The auto rental field provides many 
options for the con ·umer and you may 
become confused. Rent-a-car rates are 
based on several factors. In general , 
smaller cars rent at lower rates, while 
larger cars and special vehicles rent at 
higher rates." say Beshear 

Car rental companies rent cars for so 
much per day and so much per mile, or 
there are set rates per day that include 
a specific number of "free" miles. 
some companies offer both plans, 
while other companies offer just one of 
them. 

It is important to compare the rates 
of different plans offered by each com­
pany, Beshear advises. Consider how 
long you will want the car and the ap­
proximate number of miles you plan to 
drive.

Rentals by the week usually offer a 
reduction in per day cost. There are 
further reductions for monthly rentals . 
When you are making cost com­
parisons. make sure you are compar­
ing similar types of cars. comparable 
insurance coverage and other personal 
considera lions including drop-off 
privileges. Be cautious of a rental com­
pany that advertises a rate that seems 
unrealistically low . Ask the represen­
tative to work out the estimated costs 
for your particular trip under the 
various plans offered, says the at­
torney general. 

The majority of auto rental com­
panies charge for insurance. The 
$5-a-day charge covers liability and 
waives the deductable. When examin­
ing insurance, check the slated dollar 
amount of coverage, whether the 
coverage is afforded by the standard 
policy, and what it costs to get the in­
surance coverage you want. Reputable 
companies will have no hesitancy 
about giving you all of these details. 

"For your protection, read and 
understand everything printed on the 
contract," Beshear says. "Check the 
back of the contract, for this is usually 
where the conditions and limitations 
are stated. Also, become familiar with 
the insurance limits and coverage in­
cluded· in the rental rate ."

HEARING AIDS 
It has been only a few years ago that 

hearing aid salesmen sold their pro­
ducts door-to-door. Hearing aids are 
not sold door-to-door in Kentucky 
anymore, - at least not legally! 

In 1976, Kentucky's lawmakers pass­
ed what has become known as the best 
hearing aid law in the United States. 
Not only does the law forbid home 
solicitaions by sellers of these devices, 
but it also allows the buyer of a hearing 
aid 30 days to cancel the sale for a full 
reund, if not satisfied. 

Another section of the hearing aid 
law states it is unlawful "to sell a hear­
ing aid to any person unless within the 
preceding 90 days that person has been 
examined by and received a written, 
signed and dated approval for a hear­
ing aid from a duly licensed physi­
cian." This section has since been pre­
empted by federal statute. 

"Although this section of the original 
law is no longer in effect, it is still ex­
tremely important that a person con­
sidering a hearing aid purchase be ex­
amined by a physician or audiologist, ' 
said Attorney General Steven L. 
Beshear. 

There are multiple causes of hearing 
loss, and these vary from person to 
person, the attorney general noted . 
Quite often the problem is a temporary 
one that can be treted medically. Ex­
tensive exposure to high-volume noise, 
bacterial infection and excessive wax 
build-up are all potential causes of a 
loss of hearing, but they are not the on­
ly ones, he added. 

The aging process can affect one's 
sense of hearing, too, but don't fool 
yourself by saying you're too young, 
either, Beshear said. 

In any case, if you are having dif­
ficulty hearing, consult a physician or 
audiologist. Many times it will not be 
anything serious, even a common cold 
can cause a hearing loss.

BEWARE OF TOXIC 
ART :\JATERIALS 

Many visual arts materials , 
especially those used during painting. 
decoupage, ceramics. jewelry ma king. 
crafts and sculpture may be hazardous 
to your health if proper precautions are 
not taken. 

Elderly persons and pregnant 
women are highly susceptible to the ef­
fects of these toxic substances. Also. 
the effects of toxic chemicals found in 
art materials compound the problems 
of those already suffering from chronic 
illness. 

Care should be taken when handling 
toxic art substances as many of them 
can cause skin rashes, h1ves, swelling 
and other skin problems 

Organic solvents used to dissolve or 
thin oil, waxes and varnishes and to 
clean brushes , rollers and hands may 
be absorbed by the lungs and the skin. 
Use with maximum ventilation to pre­
vent nausea or drowsiness. breathing 
difficulties and faintness, which are 
caused by these chemicals. 

Do not smoke in a work area where 
these art materials are used since toxic 
chemicals are highly flammable Also. 
do not eat or drink in the work area 
Adequate ventilation is imperative as 
pollution of the atmosphere increases 
the possibility of harmful efJects. 
Chemicals can find their way into un ­
covered food dishes. and residue 
materials often contaminate surfaces 
of tables and chairs. 

l''ull -strength chemicals, such as 
those used when making jewelry and 
working with ceramics. lacquers and 
paint thinners, can produce pamful 
burns on hands and arms Chemicals of 
any type can be \'er) hazardous to the 
eyes; so caution should be taken when 
pouring and mixing ac1d cleaners and 
solvents 

Additional tips fur handling toxir art 
materials are taken from MichaPI Mr· 
Cann's new book. Artist Beware. 

Remove all articles from tables to 
be used. 

- Cover work surfaces with a non ­
porous covering. such as plastic. 

Confine the use of spray lacquers. 
paint thinners and items with hazar­
dous warnings on the label to a room 
away from the general food serv1ce 
area. away from open flame and where 
max1mum ventilation is available. UsP 
a spray booth when using lacquers.

For The Older Citizens 
I received the shock of my life 

yesterday evening CMarch 19) when 
the television newscast told the entire 
country that President Reagan plans to 
eliminate the agency that funds the 
Senior Citizens Center across the width 
and breadth of this land. 

While I share the President's desire 
to reduce the s~ope of ravenous infla­
tion that is destroying the ability of 
Senior citizens on fixed income to pro­
vide the necessities of life, the elimina­
tion of the Senior Citizens Centers will 
force many older people to experience 
indignities and deprivation. What the 
President hopes to give to the older 
citizens with his right hand in reduced 
ir.flation, he snatches away from them 
with his left hand in his elimination of 
the Senior Citizen Centers. 

For the older citizens, particularly 
those hundreds of thousands who live 
alone, the Senior Citizens Program can 
be the following: 

1. The difference between a 
wholesome and dietary correct noon­
day meal on one hand, or cold luncheon 
meat sandwich on the other. 

2. The difference between a 
wholesome day of fellowship, recrea­
tion and participation in handicrafts in 
contrast to a day of idle loneliness 
behind the locked doors of a small 
apartment or home. 

3. The difference between being able 
to visit cultural and historical places of 
interest or the absence of such oppor­
tunities. 

4. The difference between living out 
the declining years of one's life with 
some degree of dignity or being forced 
to go on the welfare rolls. 

The vast majority of the older people 
who frequent the Senior Citizens 
Centers are from that broad strata of 
working people who have made this 
country great. They are people striving 
to make ends meet on Social Security 
income supplemented in some in­
stances by small pensions and 
diminishi'ng life savings. These are the 
same peopie who gave so freely during 
their productive years to the cultural, 
religious and civic life of their com­
munities. What a travesty of justice to 
deprive them the privilege of a small 
bit of substance and happiness in their 
last years!

On a national average, 
women make 59% of what men make in 
comparable jobs, and the gap between 
income of men and women is widening. 
With the rising need of the two-income 
family, women are being forced to 
work outside the home. What family 
can afford or should.,be satisfied with 
one wage~arner achieving only 59% of 
her income potential? 

The time is now to re~valuate what 
we have been told about the Equal 
Rights Amendment, and to realize 
what we a re losing without it.

Surprised By Governor 
I have written Gov. John Y. Brown, 

Jr . the following Jetter by way of com­
ment on his attitude toward higher 
education in Kentucky: 

After reading this morning's edition 
(Tuesday, March 3) of The Courier 
Journal I find myself amazed, confus­
ed and a little angry. I am also 
somewhat surprised to find Kentucky's 
chief executive officer engaged in the 
demeaning exercise of name calling 
with respect to Kentucky's higher 
education community-"the state's 
biggest cry baby. ' ' 

Your entire attitude on this matter 
leads one to believe.that you are not as 
concerned about the "cry babies' of 
higher education as you are with strik­
ing out against Edward Prichard, Jr. 
and former Governor Bert T. Combs 
for publicly opposing further budget 
cuts in higher education. I would like to 
point out that Bert T. Combs was one of 
the finest governors Kentucky has ever 
had and you would do well by seeking 
his advice on some of the delicate mat­
ters currently facing Kentucky. 

Furthermore, I don't really under­
stand what position you expect higher 
education to take. You first said that 
"the universities need to be open and 
flexible ", and then you said that "each 
should excel in certain programs by 
specializing in two or three areas of ex­
pertise" (open and flexible do not coor­
dinate with highly structured and 

· specialized). You then acknowledged 
that it would be difficult for the univer­
sities to give up any existing programs. 
In addition, your comment that 
"higher education was just asking for 
more money instead of addressing the 
issue" is absolutely ridiculous. On the 
contrary, Kentucky's higher education 
community should be complimented on 
its overall effectiveness and quality 
programming based upon the budget 
on which it operates. 

It seems to me that you fail to realize 
that a college or university is more 
than just classrooms and teachers. The 
college must be the nucleus of all learn­
ing for the a rea it serves. With expand­
ed programs in a·dult and continuing 
education the college campus has 
literally became a community center. 
What concerns me most is 'how much 
longer can our institutions continue to 
provide quality education on just ade­
quate to less than adequate budgets'?

Relief Plans Readied by DHR 
In Case of Long Coal Strike 

<Although the coal strike has 
aparenlly bl'en awrted, the following 
article outlines preparations which 
were madr in the event of such a walk­
out. Ed.) 

Responding to Sen. Benny Ray 
Bailey's expressed concern about 
unemployment among coal miners 
who may strike, Dr. Grady Stumbo, 
secretary of the Department for 
Human Resources, has assigned addi­
tional DHR food stamp workers to 
eastern Kentucky to handle increased 
demands for food stamps. 

Forty-five eligibility and clerical 
workers have been temporarily assign­
ed to the 10-county area in the eastern 
coalfields, Stumbo said last Thursday. 
Additional staff members will also be 
assigned to assist counties in western 
Kentucky affected by the strike as 
well. 

Department officials estimate that 
16,735 eastern Kentucky miners live in 
Floyd, Johnson, Magoffin, Martin and 
Pike counties. Of that number , 50 per­
cent are represented by the United 
Mine Workers . " Based on our data 
from the 1978 miners ' strike, we an­
ticipate that approximately 7,000 peo­
ple in those counties will apply for food 
stamps if the strike takes place," 
Stumbo said. 

Should the strike continue past mid­
April , he expects that figure to double. 
"If the coal industry in eastern Ken-

tucky is. idle, layoffs in related in­
dustries, like railroads and trucking , 
are possible," Stumbo said. 

Human Resources staff began 
preparing for the possibility of a UMW 
strike early this year. Besides addi­
tional staff assigned to Kentucky 's coal 
counties, two temporary office sites 
have been procured in Phelps and 
Belfry in Pike county. Motel rooms to 
accomodate temporary staff members 
who do not live within commuting 
distance have also been reserved. 

The current contract between United 
Mine Workers and coal operators ex­
pires March 27 at 12 :01 a .m. Several 
thousand miners nationwide have 
already walked off their jobs and have 
already received their last paychecks, 
Stumbo noted. "Those people receiving 
their last paychecks in March are 
potentially eligible for food stamps as 
of April 1," he said. 

Additional Human Resources 
workers are expected to arrive at their 
temporary job sites April 1 to speed up 
the food stamp application process and 
help staff in eastern Kentucky handle 
the increased workload. 

During the last UMW strike, lasting 
from December, 1977 through March, 
1978, 54 additional food stamp workers 
assigned to help staffs in 34 counties 
statewide processed a total of 13,139 
applications, approving 11,183 and de­
nying 1,308.

I Our Fragile Earth I 
By DR. JERRY HOWELL

Some interesting news items were 
recently summarized by Environment 
magazine and Environmental Action, 
a periodical published by a foundation 
of the same name. 

According to Dr. Eugene Morton of 
the Smithsonian Institution, fewer 
songbirds are singing in North 
America now than in past years. 
Studies show there are now fewer 
warblers, kingsbirds, vireos, tanagers, 
peewees, and other perching songbirds 
visiting our continent during the sum­
mer. Morton believes the decline is 
clearly correlated with the increasing 
destruction of Central American and 
northern South American forests. 
These forests are being cut down at a 
rate of one to two percent a year and 
the Food and Agriculture Organization 
of the United Nations has estimated 
that the decline in forested land in 
these areas has been about 35 percent 
since 1955. Songbirds breeding in North 
America and wintering in the sub­
tropics have also experienced popula­
tion declines , according to the U. S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service ; the popula­
tions of many species have been 
decreasing steadily since 1968. These 
facts support Morton's beliefs. 

A non-pollutirtg wood burning stove, 
which extracts gas from wood and then 
burns the gas, is being developed )jy 
Norweigan researchers. The objel( is 
to develop a new combustion system 
that produces an intense flame even 
when a stove is burning very small 
quantities of wood. 

Wind dqmaged almost twice as much 
land in the Great Plains last winter and 
spring as it did the previous year. Of 
the five million acres reportedly 
damaged, 95 percent was cropland and 
four percent rangeland. Major ero­
sional causes were low levels of protec­
tive . residue, excessive tillage, loose 
topsoil caused by freezing and thaw­
ing, and large areas left unseeded 
because of drought. 

Although Lake Erie has had its share 
of problems in recent years, it has a 
healthy new image. Its beaches are 
open and recrea tiona! industries 
associated with the lake are booming. 
A reduction in pollution from the lake's 
tributaries, coupled with a rise in the 
Jake's water level and modern sewage 
treatment facilities, have made for 
cleaner water near the shore. 
However, the lake still suffers 
ecologically offshore because many 
contaminants are still found in the 
lake's bottom silt, rising toxicity from 
acid rain is creating problems, and 
farm runoff still poses a threat. 

A University of California at Santa 
Cruz professor has found there may be 
a lot more radiation than the govern­
ment has claimed leaking from 47,000 
barrels of radioactive waste dumped 35 
mnes off San Francisco Bay between 
1946 and 1965. The government has 
always contended there was no 
d'amage, but Dr. W. Jackson Davis 
found that the barrels are leaking some 
high level radioactive waste. In addi­
tion, radioactivity has been discovered 
in fish taken from the water.

Awarded Grant 

Anita Coal Co., of Pikeville, has been

Grant payments are made 
directly to the engineering firms 
selected to gather the environmental 
data. program manager Bob Trimble 
said. 

Work on the Floyd county site near 
the Big Sandy will be done by Prasad 
Engineering firm of Whitesburg. 

Kentucky coal operators mining 
100,000 tons or less of coal a year are 
eligible for assistance under the pro­
gram, Trimble said. Operators can ap­
ply for program aid if they apply for 
permits under the permanent 
regulatory program for surface min­
ing, he added. 

"The small coal operator is vital to 
the coal industry and to Kentucky 's 
economy," he said. "Our program is 
designed to help ease their financial 
burden and help them keep going 
strong in the upcoming years." 

Trimble estimates SOAP services 
save the average small coal operator 
between $20,000 and $35,000. 

SOAP has provided more than $2.5 
million in services to Kentucky coal 
operators since its establishment in 
October 1979.

Get Your Lawn Ready 
The nice, spring-like weather that 

had been running ahead of the calen­
dar also caused lawns to begin green­
ing up. 

This is a signal to lawn owners to 
start thinking about what they need to 
be doing to ensure a strong, healthy 
and beautiful lawn on through the sum­
mer, said A.J. 'Powell, Extension turf 
specialist in the University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture. 

"If it 's necessary, start seeding as 
soon as possible to achieve a good 
stand of grass," said the specialist. 
Also, it's important to have a good soil­
seed contact to assure proper germina­
tion. 

"If it's necessary, use a roto-tiller to 
break up the soil," added Powell. 

The two most common types of lawn 
grasses used in lawns in Kentucky are 
bluegrass and tall fescue, Bluegrass 
may require some tillage of the soil 
and seedbed preparation to get a good 
lawn established. Fescue seed, 
however' can be "sprinkled on top of 
the ground and raked into the soil," 
Powell said. 

Powell advised using pre-emergence 
herbicides to kill crabgrass, the major 
weed problem in Kentucky lawns. App­
ly chemicals at proper rates in late 
March or early April. 

Broadleaf weeds also are a problem 
in lawns. "Broadleafs such as 
dandelions , plantains , clover and 
chickweed can be controlled by using 
2-4, D, mixed in various combina­
tions," said Powell. 

To get good weed control, he said 
that broadleaf weed killers should only 
be applied at temperatures above 60'F . 

As soon as your lawn starts growing, 
go ahead and mow it. "Mow early in 
the spring to everi up the lawn and to 
get rid of dead leaf tips,'' suggested 
Powell. He recommended mowing at a 
height of 2 to 2112 inches.

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State May Borrow $1.10 Million 
To Pay Unemployment Benefits P~..Uut 

Kentucky may have to borrow as 
much as $110 million in federal funds 
by the end of the year to help pay 
unemployment benefits to out-()f-work 
Kentuckians. 

Rick Crawford, director of the 
department's division of unemploy­
ment insurance, told the interim joint 
committee on Labor and Industry 
recently that the state will have to pay 
out as much as $300 million in 
unemployment insurance benefits in 
1981. He added, however, that no more 
than $194 million in taxes will be col­
lected from the state's more than 
41,000 employers to supply the 
unemployment benefit trust fund, 
which now has a balance of $10 million. 

Crawford told the panel "1980 was 
the worst year of unemployment in the 
history of Kentucky." 

Crawford said his department will 
begin notifying state employers by 
mail Feb. 25 of the increase in federal 
unemployment tax rates that went into 
effect Jan. 1. 

Employers with low layoff records 
who paid $30 per employee in 
unemployment taxes in 1980 will have 
to pay a minimum of $78 per employee 
this year under the increased rates, 

. Crawford said. 
Employers with a high rate of layoffs

AG. Dept. In Pest 
Control Crackdown 

T he Kentucky Department of 
Agriculture is beginning a crackdown 
on fly-by-night and unlicensed pest 
control operators, according to state 
Agriculture Commissioner Alben W. 
Barkley, II . 

The crackdowh is aimed primarily at 
operators in termite extermination. 
said Don Lamar of the Department's 
pesticides division . 

The problem with operators is 
greater now because spring is the time 
of termite swarms, Lamar said. "Also, 
economic times like these bring such 
operators out of the woodwork." -

These operators often offer a free in­
spection and then carry a piece of rot ­
ten wood under the house with them . 
Then, when they have "proven" there 
are termites, they offer to exterminate 
them at a· special price. 

This special price is often not so 
special, Lamar said, especially since 
there may not have been any termites 
at all. Sometimes termites are there, 
but unlicensed operators do a job below 
standards. 

People can protect themselves from 
fraud by insisting on seeing an iden­
tification card before the person in­
spects the house or does any work. "If 
they don't have a card, don't let them 
do anything," Lamar s.aid. 

The homeowner should write down 
the person's name and company as 
listed on the card, Lamar sa id . Then, 
while the operator is checking the 
house, the homeowner should call the 
company to make sure the person 
listed on the card really works there. 

" I don 't want hard times made any 
harder by these unlicensed operators," 
Barkley said. ' 'My department is at­
tacking this problem, and I have put as 
many people as I can onto it. Anyone 
who needs more information or 
assistance can ca ll our pesticides. divi ­
sion at (502> 564-7274 ."

Stolen Explosives Pose Problem AUXIER NEWS 
The Auxier Community Develop­

ment Club is sponsoring a bingo party 
to be held in the Auxier school lunch­
room from 7 to 10 p.m. Saturday 
March 28. There will be door prizes and 
other prizes given for winning play . 
Proceeds will be used toward purchase 
of air-conditioners for the school , and 
everyone is invited to attend. 

Gerald C. Benedict, special agent in 
charge of the Louisville district of the 
Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco & 
Firearms (ATF J released figurt's last 
week which indicate a growing pro­
blem in the coal-producing counties of 
Kentucky. 

In 1978, 1,850 pounds of explosives 
were r eported stolen throughout the 
state. This figure grew to 6,790 pounds 
in 1979. During 1980, more than 27,330 
pounds were stolen or reported miss­
ing, and ATF special agents in Ken­
tucky recovered almost 30,000 pounds. 
A considerable amount of the 
recovered explosives had never been 
reported to ATF as missing or stolen. 
These figures place Kentucky in the 
dubious distinction of being one of the 
top three states for reported stolen ex­
plosives. 

· Since investigations in other parts of 
the country have shown that Kentucky 
may be a source for criminal misuse of 
explosives and because of the growing 
incidence of theft, Mr. Benedict said 
that ATF special agents in Kentucky 
will place additional emphasis on the 
enforcement of federal storage re­
quirements. Many times it has been 
shown that failure to follow the 
Treasury Department 's storage 
regulations has made it all too easy for 
thieves to gain access to legitimately­
owned explosive material. The· safe 
and proper storage of explosives is the 
responsibility of the owner and user of 
the explosives. 

ATF will be placing added emphasis 
on enforcing the various storage re 
quiremcnts as written by Congress and 
the Secretary of the Treasury as they 
pertain to security of explosives. In the 
event that a willful violation occurs 
which inditates both negligence and a 
disregard for public safety, the in­
vestigation will be referred to the 
United States Attorney's office for ap­
propriate action. 

Thefts of expolsives should be 
reported to the nearest AFT office. 
There are offices located in Ashland, 
Bowling Green, Lexington, London, 
Louisville and Paducah. In addition, 
explosives users may report thefts by 
utilizing toll-free telephone number 
1-800-424-9555.

A hearing to decide if a count~ 
superintendent of schools shall, or 
shall not, continue to hold office is an 
important matter, but when the county 
has a team playing in the state high 
school basketball tournament the for­
tunes of that team apparently take 
precedence over the fate of the in­
dividual . 

The Knott school board's hearing of 
charges lodged against Supt. of Schools 
Melvin Wicker by Dr. Gene Watts, a 
member of the board, began Friday, 
March 13, continued through Saturday 
and the following Monday and Tuesday 
night, then recessed. The basketball 
tournament in Lexington began the 
next day. 

Knott Central High School's Patriots 
lost in the state tournament after a 
highly creditable showing, but not for 
other lack of support from the folks 
back home (individuals, including can­
didates for office, and business firms 
bought more than eight pages of adver­
tising in last week's Troublesome 
Creek Times to urge the Patriots on). 

On the hearing itself The 
Troublesome Creek Times reports: 

Attorneys for the school board, 
Eugene Goss and Alva Hollan, Jr., call­
ed approximately twenty witnesses in 
presenting their case against Wicker. 
Wicker's attorney has summoned ap­
proximately fifty witnesses. 

The hearing is· closed to the public, 
but is not a secret hearing according to 
Wicker's attorney, Daniel Hall, of 
Hazard. Hall said he wished to avoid a 
show atmosphere in the hearing. 

For witnesses, the prosecution has 
called Roger Thornsberry, John Henry 
HalL Ivy Mullins, Jim Francis, Earl 
Jacobs, Dave Russell, Charles Tidwell, 
Pervis Jacobs, Mary Amburgey, John 
Hall , Vesper Singleton, Vernon Smith, 
Brady Slone, Russell Sue Smith, Nancy 
Terry, Sam Smith, R. B. Singleton, 
Mary Stewart, Bill Triplett, Clark 
Pratt and G. L. Mellott and Mr. 
Adams from the Mellott and Adams ac­
counting firm in Hazard. 

The board's witnesses ended their 
testimony on Monday and Wicker's 
witnesses were called also at that time. 

Superintendent Wicker faces 
dismissal if four board members vote 
to do so. 

The seven charges accuse Wicker of 
fiscal irresponsibility in that he has 
been unable to prepare and have ap­
proved by the state Board of Education 
a budget for the 1980-81 school year, 
and that his budget policies have 
resulted in a projected budget deficit 
for 1980 of $563,205.24.

Seek Guest House for 
Hospital Patient's Kin 

LEXI NGTON-Two women and a 
man carefully climbed the narrow 
stairs, turned a t a landing and thread­
ed their way through musty wall 
paper, ha nging in two-foot strips from 
the damp walls. As they reached the 
upper level, the trio discussed the 
renova tion possibilities of the two 
story, gabled house. 

The group, Mary Frank Ewalt, 
Joyce Delabar. and Stuart Euster, all 
of Lexington, compr ised part of a 
site selection committee searching 
for a house that Lexington Hospita l 
Hospita lity House could restore a nd 
use as a guest house for rela tives of 
seriously ill persons in any of Lex­
ington's five full-service hospitals. 

The house, if chosen, could become a 
home away from home for persons 
from outside Fayette County who could 
only pay a small fee and for those who 
could not . It would provide a sleeping 
r oom, restrooms, and kitchen 
facilities. 

Mrs. Ewalt, one of severa l founders 
of the non-profit organization, knows 
from experience how difficult and cost­
ly it can be finding room and board 
while a relative is hospita~ized away 
from home for a long time. Nine years 
ao, she spent nine weeks in Lexington 
away from her home which was then in 
Bowling Green, while her husband was 
hospitalized. During that time, she 
came to realize that almost 75 people a 
night visiting patients in the University 
of Kentucky Medical Center <UKMCJ 
were trying to grab what little rest they 
could on couches and chairs in the 
lounge areas. For the five full-service 
hospitals, the estimate was nearly 200 
people per night who needed an inex­
pensive place to rest. 

At the time of the hospital's enlarge­
ment, Mrs. Ewalt was beginning her 
r esearch paper for a Master of Arts 
degree a t Lexington Theological 
Semina ry. Her emphasis of study was 
in social ethics which allowed her to 
research the situa tion and to use it as 
the subject of her thesis. That research 
led her into trying to help those 

Introducing-

homeless relatives who could not af­
ford to stay in nearby motels. 

Her studies showed that 9,600 pa­
tients were admitted to UKMC alone 
between J uly 1, 1979 and June 30, 1980. 
They came from 49 Kentucky counties 
of which 32 had a countytwide median 
family income of $5,000 or less. It also 
showed that UKMC and the Universi ty 
of Louisville Med ical Center were the 
two acute care centers in the state and 
therefore, attracted large num bers of 
patients from across the Com­
monwealth . 

Being a native of eastern Kentucky 
where her grandfather owned a clay 
mine near Morehead, Mrs. Ewalt was 
aware of the motivations of rural peo­
ple and their attitudes toward the 
seriously ill. 

'·ln a culture where individuals 
seldom reach great heights of recogni­
tion, one of the tests of one's greatness 
lies in the way in which one cares for 
the sick," she wrote in her research 
paper. 

"When a person gets sick enough to 
venture 'all the way' to Lexington," 
she states, "at Jea'st one family 
member will be with them at all times 
if possible." 

That attitude of service to sick 
relatives has led the site selection com­
mittee to look for a house in southcen­
tral Lexington within walking distance 
of UKMC or on a direct bus line. It will 
also be necessary for the house to have 
direct phone lines to the hospitals so 
that the relatives can be within a mo­
ment's notice or they will be hesitant to 
use the faci li ty . 

In her thesis, Mrs. Ewalt recalls 
meeting in a hospita l a young p~egnant 
wife of a seriously ill patient. The wife, 
she felt, was exemplary of why 
Hospital Hospitality House was need­
ed. She was sleeping only moments a 
day in the lounge areas because she 
could not afford a motel room and 
because she didn't want to leave the 
hospita l. She was ea ting snacks and 
probably not receiving the nutrition 
she and her unborn baby needed. Her 

' 
husband was hospitalized for six weeks 
after which she was near exhaustion. 

During the summer of 1980, Mrs. 
Ewalt, Elizabeth Hartsfield, and Gwen 
Shaw Mangus, the latter two also of 
Lexington , formed a non -pr ofit 
organization and started studying 
similar guest houses around the U. S. 

One that was studied was in 
Nashville, operated by a church group 
that had found the need to be greater 
than it had first calculated. The results 
of this further research served to rein­
force the committee's determination to 
establish a hospitality house in Lex­
ington. 

The non-profit organization was 9f­
ficially chartered December 11, 1980, 
and progress is coming quickly. A 
board of directors is being formed, 
comprised of local business people, 
representatives of civic groups, and 
the directors of the five Lexington 
hospitals involved. 1 

The facility is now in the pla nning 
stages and hopefully will be in ex­
istence by mid-summer . Armed with a 
few pledges of financial support, labor 
and materials, the organization is hur­
riedly trying to bring the facility int o 
being . 

"The future is looking bright," states 
Mrs. Delabar. "We should be in opera­
tion this summer but we still need help 
from anyone wishing to donate 
materials or money." 

As soon as the Lexington Hospitality 
House was incorporated , donations 
began to arrive. Two organizations ac­
tive in the project have been the 
Altrusa Club and Sigma Alpha Epsilon 
social fraternity at UK. 

"A man from Somerset, who was 
here while his wife was in a Lexington 
hospita l, gave up $100 when he heard 
what we were trying to do. I think 
that 's where most of our support will 
come from- from people who have 
been there," Mrs. Delabar continued.

Seek Sponsors For 
Summer Food Program 

The Kentucky Department of Educa­
tion is seeking sponsors to operate the 
1981 summer food programs in Ken­
tucky. 

"People tend to think only of the 
chi ldren in cities and forget the nutri ­
tional needs of children · in rural 
areas," said Cooper Whitt, director of 
the division of school food services. 
"We would like to see many responses 
from interested organizations in the 
rural areas of Kentucky. " 

The summer food program provides 
free, nutritious meals to children in 
needy areas during school vacations 
that last longer than three weeks. In 
most a reas the program runs from 
May through September. E ligible 
children include those through age 18 
and certain handicapped students over 
18. 

Sponsors can be reimbursed for pro­
gram operating and administrative ex­
pense up to the current rates of reim ­
bursement. Administrative costs may 
include expenses related to planning, 
organizing and supervising the food 
service. 

Rural sponsors or sponsors prepar­
ing meals on site will receive a ddi­
tional administrative money a nd will 
be allowed to claim expenses for trans­
porting children in rural areas to 
designated rural sites. 

According to Whitt, sponsors may be 
public or private, non-profi t, non­
residential organizations serving areas 
where at least one-third of the children 
are eligible for free or reduced-price 
school lunches. Residential summer 
camps whose enrollment includes 
needy children also may act as pro­
gram sponsors. 

Sponsors may include city govern­
ment agencies, county and municipal 
school systems, recreation depart­
ments, churches and social service 
organizations. ;. 

Sponsors must be non -profit 
organizations who can show that they 
are financially and administratively 
capable of operating the program . 
Sponsors must agree to ensure that 
children eat their meals at designated 
sites, and the meals must meet depart­
ment nutritonal guidelines. 

The summer food program began in 
1969 to encourage the health and well­
being of needy children by extending 
food assistance into the summer mon­
ths.

Roadside Theater Company of 

Whitesburg, is on the road again, tak­
ing their tales of mountain life as far 
away as Atlanta, Birmingham, 
Nashville, and Charlottesville, 
Virginia, as well as throughout Ken­
tucky, during March, April, May and 
June. 

A Floyd county visit has been set fm 
May 30 when the company will perform 
here. 

The company, which includes 
Frankie Taylor, Gary Slemp, Don 
Baker,. Ron Short, Angelyn DeBord 
Tom Bledsoe, Dudley Cocke and Donna 
Porterfield, all from mountain com­
munities in Kentucky and Virginia, 
was founded in l974. Roadside got 
started, according to Donna Porter­
field, director of promotions and book­
ings, because these young people saw a 
need to preserve the mountain 
heritage. 

"We realized that conventional 
theater seldom came to the back 
hollows, farm communities and mining 
camps which made up so much of the 
Southern Appalachians," Porterfield 
said. "But what we did have was a 
strong theatrical heritage in our 
music, church services and storytell­
ing. It semed that our heritage was be­
ing eroded and forgotten, rather than 
made new." Roadside was founded to 
prevent this erosion. 

On tour. Roadside will perform 
"Mountain Tales," a collection of 
traditional. mountain stories; "Red 
Fox/Second Hangin'," about 
the infamous M. B. "Doc" 
Taylor, known in the mountains 
as the Red Fox, who was accus­
ed of murder, pursued, captured, tried 
and hanged; and "Brother Jack," 
again a collection of tales and songs 
which takes its name from one of the 
stories about a coal miner who gave his 
beloved wife a parrot named Brother . 
Jack. 

According to Porterfield, the parrot 
tale was handed down from a mountain 
woman, Polly Johnson, who was born 
during the Civil War and who died in 
1947. The Roadside Theater heard her 
stories through recordings made by 
WP A during the 1930's. 

The three productions feature only 
three performers each. And the stories 
are simply done. "We can play 
anywhere," Porterfield said. "We 
don't use a stage, costumes or set, so 
we are very mobile." Roadside has 
performed in churches and schools as 
well as in such well-known theaters as 
the Lincoln Center for the Performing 
Arts and the Manhattan Theater Club, 
both in New York City.

Geographically, 37 percent of the in­
cidents occurred in the Western region 
of the nation. The Southern and North 
Central regions each reported 26 per­
cent of the attacks, and states in the 
Northeastern region recorded 10 per­
cent. The remaining 1 percent occur­
red in Pureto Rico. 

The most frequent targets of bomb­
ings last. year were residences, accoun­
ting for 31 percent of the incidents. 
Twenty percent of the attacks were 
directed at commercial operations, 
and 19 percent at vehicles. A variet:t of 

· other targets comprised the remaining 
30 percent. 

The 34 fatalities resulting from 
bombings in 1980 represented a 55 per­
cent increase from 1979's total of 22. 
Nearly half 06) of those killed by 
bombs that year were themselves 
perpetrators of the crimes. Fifteen 
persons who lost their lives were the in­
tended victims, and three were inno­
cent bystanders. 

Of the 154 persons injured by bombs, 
73 were innocent bystanders, 47 were 
perpetrators, 31 were intended vic­
tims, two were law enforcement of­
ficers, and one was a fireman. Fewer 
personal injuries occurred in 1980 th~n 
during the year before, when 173 m­
dividuals were hurt.

STAin' SPIU 'G PEST CONTHOL 
WITII OIL SPHAYS 

Homeowners whose trees and plants 
were plagued by insects during last 
year's growing season can get a good 
start on pest control now with dormant 
oil sprays. 

Oil sprays are highly effective insec­
ticides when used properly; otherwise 
they can cause more harm than good. 

Oil sprays are insecticides which 
contain petroleum as the principle ac­
tive ingredient. They are known as dor­
mant oils, Valek oils, summer oils or 
superior oils. Some can be used safely 
only when plants are dormant-thus 
the name- while others can be used 
when plants are in foliage. 

Dormant sprays are very effective in 
fall or early spring for control of scale 
insects, aphid· eggs, European red 
mites and eriophyid mites that over­
winter on fruit trees and ornamentals. 
Oil sprays are not effective, however, 
on two-spotted spider mites that hiber­
nate in ground litter. 

Oil sprays kill primarily by putting a 
suffocating layer over insects on trees 
and plants . They kill pests at all stages 
of development, so timing of the spray 
to coincide with a vulnerable stage of 
the pest is not as critical as it is with 
summer insecticide sprays. 

Sometimes the dormant spray is so 
effective that summer insecticides are 
not needed. And since the insecticides 
do not remain on the plant, they do not 
harm beneficial insects that come to 
the plant later in the season. 

But oil sprays can poison plants 
under certain conditions so 
homeowners must use them cautious­
ly. 

Oil ~prays should not be used during 
or within 24 hours of freezing 
temperatures. Dormant sprays must 
be used only when the plant is strictly 
dormant, or the spray may scald new 
twigs. A small tree or plant with severe 
chemical burns may not recover. 

Summer oils can be used after plants 
and trees start to bud. For summer 
spraying, oils should not be used when 
temperatures are above 90 degrees or 
when plants are drought-stressed. 

Homeowners should not use oil 
sprays 30 days before or after sulphur 
treatments. Oil sprays are not com­
patible with a number of insecticides 
and fungicides ; if they are mixed they 
can poison plants and clog spray equip­
ment. 

Some oil-sensitive plants-blue 
spruce, certain maples and several or­
namentals-should never be treated 
with oil sprays. They can be injured 
even if all other precautions are taken. 
Other plants are sensitive only under 
certain weather conditions. 

To avoid costly mistakes , 
homeowners should read product 
labels carefully . Labels list when a 
particular oil spray can be used safely 
and on which plants and trees . 

Oil sprays should be applied with a 
low-pressure sprayer, a two-gallon 
size, in a coarse spray over the entire 
tree to the point of run-off. 

Oil spray users should take care not 
to spray buildings or cars, as oils will 
cause spotting, and not to contaminate 
animals or wildlife. Oils are 
biodegradable, and are less toxic to 
humans and wildlife than are most 
other insecticides. 

LA ' DS('APE WOHKSIIOP

HOW TO PRUNE GRAPES 
Next summer's grape yield and fruit 

quality will depend a lot on the pruning 
vines get this winter- a job that can be 
done any time during a warm spell or 
thaw in late February or early March. 

Pruning has more effect on grapes 
than any other practice. 

If the vine is not pruned enough it 
will bear too large a crop and become 
weakened. Too little pruning year after 
year results in a relatively unproduc­
tive vine that produces low-quality 
fruit. 

Balanced pruning is needed to pro­
duce large crops of high-quality fruit 
and to maintain vines in a healthy con­
dition . You want to achieve a balance 
between the number of buds and 
amount of vine. 

For balanced pruning of American 
varieties, follow the general rule of 30 
plus 10. This means that 30 buds are 
left on the vine to balance the first 
pound of annual wood pruned, and 10 
more buds are left for each additional 
pound of prunings removed. 

For French-American hybrids , 
which tend to over-bear and need to be 
pruned more, the general rule is 20 plus 
10. Leave 20 buds for the first pound'of 
prunings and 10 more buds for each ad­
ditional pound of wood removed. 

Actually weigh the prunings from the 
first few vines. After you have some 
experience, you should be able to prune 
simply by estimating the amount of 
wood to be removed. 

Many systems are used for training 
grape vines, such as the 4-cane Kniffin, 
umbrella Kniffin and others. However, 
balanced pruning should be practiced 
regardless of the training system. 

Best time to prune grapes is in late 
winter or early spring when there is lit­
tle chance for more severe cold 
weather. Pruning any time now during 
a warm spell or winter thaw in late 
February or early March. · · , 

Don't prune while the wood is frozen 
because frozen canes are brittle, and 
working them can damage the vines. 

If you don't get the job done by mid­
March, it 's better to prune late than not 
at all. There is no evidence that 
bleeding of sap is harmful when vines 
are pruned in late. spring, but it is best 
to avoid it by pruning earlier. 

The second or third year after grapes 
are planted, the cutting back of canes 
should be saved leaving 4 to 6 buds 
each. Train the canes along the wires 

1
in the 4-cane Kniffin system. With the 
umbrella Kniffin system, canes from 
the upper part of the vine should be 
brought up over the top wire, bent 
down sharply and tied down to the bot­
tom wire . Be sure to leave spurs near 
the base of the canes for next year's 
growth. 

The fourth year, follow the balanced 
pruning procedure.

Clusters of grapes devt·lop directly 
on the fruiting shoots that grow out 
from the buds left on ca nes that grr~w 
the previous year. For this reason. it is 
important <Jt pruning time to leave the 
proper number of buds or nodes to pro­
duce the desired yield of grapes. 

Most of the American bunch grape 
varieties - such as Concord and 
Niagra- bear best when the longer 
canes are left at pruning lime. These 
vines are most productive when prun ­
ed to the 4-cane Kniffin system or um ­
brella Kniffin system, both of which 
save long canes at pruning time. 

Most french hybrid varieties have 
their most fruitful buds at the base of 
year-old canes . Therefore they are 
usually spur-pruned, cutting baek all 
canes that are retained so that 2 to 4 
buds or nodes are left on each canl' . 

For more information on growing 
grapes, contact your county Extension 
office.

Ask Volunteers 
For Flash Flood 
Warning System 

The water won't be any lower 
because of their effortti. but the Na· 
t10nal Weather Service and the Na­
tional Flash Flood Program are hoping 
that residents in this area and other 
parts of Kentucky who are endangered 
by seasonal flash floods may at least 
have as much advance warning at 
these times as possible. 

Three automated rain gauges have 
already been installed in this county. 
and four morl:' are schedull:'d to be in­
stalled this spring . In addition, the 
federal government is presently in the 
process of giving the state a com­
puterized communications system for 
flood information exchangl:'. The state. 
111 turn. will distribute the equipment to 
this and other counties. 

Volunteer observers are now being 
sought to man the manual weather 
observation system which will comple­
ment the network of automated rain 
gauges planned for this county. In ad­
dition, a volunteer is also needed to act 
as coordinator of the warning system. 
The coordinator's duties will include 
supervision of the manual observation 
system as well as working closely With 
the National Weather Service and with 
personnel in the Civil Defense 
organization of the county. This work 
might appeal to a retired person, but 
anyone who is interested is urged to ap­
ply. 

Rain gauges and training for all 
volunteers will be furnished by the Na­
tional Weather Service. and those who 
are interested may call 1-800-292·5588, 
toll free, or may write to Joe Guinan, 
National Weather Service, P. 0. Box 
21256, Louisville, Ky. 40221.

Energy in the kitchen, laundry and

In the kitchen you can save energy 
by: 

Using cold water rather than hot to 
operate your food disposal. This saves 
energy needed to heat the water and 
also helps solidify grease which can be 
gound up and washed away. 

Never boiling water in an open pan.

Keeping range-top burners and 
reflectors clean to reflect heat better.

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Scientists Study .· Secrets of Long Life 
By David Williamson 

The 10 1-year-old man complained to 
his doctor about a pain in his left 
leg. 

"Well," said the physician, "what 
can you expect at your age?" 

"But doctor, my right leg is also 
10 I, and it doesn't hurt a bit," the 
man replied. 

Like that patient's sore leg, the 
physical and mental problems of the 
very old are often dismissed as 
simply the infirmities of age, says 
Dr. Erdman Palmore, professor of 
medical sociology at Duke Universi­
ty Medical Center. 

But the very old deserve closer 
attention for ·a number of reasons, 
Palmore says. 

"First of all, they are members of 
a kind of elite group-the survivors 
who have outlived their life expec­
tancy, and so by definition, they are 
superior indiv_iduals," he says. "On 
the other hand, disabiliry tends to 
increase rapidly within that age 
group, and the very old require a 
disproportionately large share of the 
medical and service resources of this 
country." 

Palmore and two of his colleagues, 
Drs. Hsioh-Shan Wang and John 
Nowlin, are beginning a five-year 
study of the very old in an effort to 
learn more at.>ut them in illness and 
health. 

The research, supported by a 

$555,000 grant from the National 
Institute of Mental Health, will 
compare the factors that have lead 
to mental illness among the "old­
old" with factors contributing to 
mental well being. 

The project also will examine the 
effects of mental illness and normal 
aging on the physical, mental and 
social processes of growing old. 

A third goal is to try to determine 
how potentially helpful family and 
social supports vary depending on 
the nature and duration of mental 
disorders. 

"By studying long-lived in­
dividuals, we should be able to learn 
something useful about survival," 
Palmore says. "We also hope to 
learn how to provide better medical 
and psychiatric services for those 
who need them and perhaps how to 
offer preventive services 1110re ef­
ficiently for those who are not yet 
disabled." 

The study will evaluate some 
300-400 men and women over the 
ages of 72 and 78, respectively. 

"The ultimate goal is to save 
money by reducing the need for 
medical, psychiatric and institution­
al care," he says. "We plan to 
disseminate the information we 
develop as widely as possible through 
government and private agencies

Auto Tips For Summer Vacationers 
Everything about a summer vacation 
costs more this year, but the wise 
travel~r will not yield to the 
temptation to scrimp on car care in 
an effort to stretch funds for meals, 
lodging and entertainment. Delays 
and frustrations en route to the 
vacation site are only two possible 
results of such misguided economy; 
a far more serious consideration is 
the jeopardy in which passenger 
safety is placed if needed mainten­
ance is postponed and recommended 
equipment neglected. 

All the car's systems should 
receive a thorough inspection at least 
a week before departure, advises the 
Better Business Bureau, paying 
particular attention to: 

Brakes. Is the )ining thick enough 
to last the duration of the trip? 

Transmission. Is the fluid level 
correct? 

Tires. Are ,treads wearing evenly? 
Are there any cracks or cuts in the 
treads or sidewalls? 

Lights. Do all operate, including 
signals? Are headlights focused? 

Shock absorbers and suspension. 
Is any leakage apparent from the 
shocks? 

Wheel alignment and balance. 
Does the car vibrate at highway 
speeds? 

Engine. Will elapsed· mileage 
necessitate an oil change, filter 
change, or lubrication during the 

trip? 
Cooling system. Are hoses and 

fittings leak and crack-free? Are 
fanbelts tight and in good condition? 
Do the thermostat and water pump 
work properly? 

A vehicle that will be towing a 
trailer in mountainous or desert 
areas will benefit from a separate 
transmission cooler and in very 
heavy use conditions, ·an engine oil 
cooler. 

Car Trouble Away From 
Home? 

• Call a repair d~aler or garage, 
preferably one that sells or is 
otherwise familiar with your make of 
car. 

• If the car must be towed, don't 
necessariiy take the first truck that 
shows up, and don't be talked into 
.having the car towed to a repair shop 
recommended by the tow-truck 
operator. Some unscrupulous towing 
companies monitor police radio calls, 
go to the scene of disabled cars, and 
make their money from kickbacks 
paid by repair dealers whom they 
recommend to the car owners.

The volunteers will be Durham 
County residents who participated in 
a "Community Survey of the Aged" 
that the Aging Center's Older 
Americans Resources and . Services 
(OARS) program sponsored in 
1972 .. That survey recorded informa­
tion on mental and physical health, · 
families, lifestyfes and interaction 
with the community. 

Each participant will receive a 
free, comprehensive physical 
examination and at least two annual 
follow-up exams. Among the tests 
will be an electrocardiogram, a 
urinalysis, an audiogram to test 
hearing and a blood sample 
analysis. 

There also will be a five-part 
psychiatric evaluation of the volun­
teers and interviews with members 
of their families. 

"Those who lack adequate social 
support from family and friends are 
believed to be at the highest risk of 
mental illness, institutionalization 
and death," Palmore says. "We want 
to discover if that is true and to learn 
how to increase social support." 

The sociologist says that surpris­
ingly, very old people almost never 
go to outpatient clinics or to private 
psychiatrists for mental health 
problems. Instead, they or their

families let these problems grow 
until the person must be 
hospitalized. 

"We don't know why this is, but 
we suspect it may be from fear, 
ignorance or the mistaken idea that 
a certain amount of senility is 
normal in later life," he explains. 
"We feel the term senility should be 
scrapped because it is only applied 
to people over age-6.~. 

"Our point is that with younger 
people, a problem is not considered 
hopeless until everything has been 
tried, whereas with old people there 
is often the belief that nothing can 
be done," Palmore says. "We often 
find that in so-called 'hopeless' cases, 
much can be done to arrest or even 
reverse mental illness among the 
aged." 

The new research is the third 
major study of aging to be underta­
ken at Duke since the Aging Center 
was established in 1955. Dr. Ewald 
W. Busse, now dean of rfiedical and 
allied health education at Duke, 
designed the first two. 

The initial study, which lasted 23 
years, followed the general physical, 
mental and social processes of aging 
among 270 Durham citizens who 
were between 60 and 94 when the 
work began.

Information on how to complete a 
Federal tax return is available at local 
libraries on audio cassette tapes 
prepared by the Internal Revenue Ser­
vice. The tapes allow individuals to 
listen to step-by-step instructions on 
how to prepare IRS Form 1040A and 
Form 1040, as well as Schedules A and 
B while working on their return. 

Local public library branches usual­
ly offer the free tapes through the 
traditional book loan proced.ure. This 
procedure permits interested tax­
payers to use the cassettes at the 
library or to take them home if they 
have access to a standard cassette tape 
player.

Civilians To Replace 
Troopers As Examiners 

The Kentucky Slate Police is com­
pleting plans to replace the 72 trooper­
examiners who are now performing 
driver testing and to hire civilians in 
their stead. 

The first of the new civilian ex­
aminers who will be included in a class 
of about 25 ar·e expected to begin their 
training sometime within the next 60 
days under_. a plan which calls for a 
gradual phasing-in process which will 
result in all of the 72 troopers being 
replaced in driver testing by the first of 
next year. 

Civilians will be hired, trained and 
supervised on the job by Kentucky 
State Police troopers. 

The plan requires that every new 
civilian examiner successfully com­
plete a period of formal training of 
about two to three weeks ' duration at 
the Kentucky State Police Academy 
before being sent into the field. Once in 
the field, the new examiners will be re­
quired to work at least two weeks 
under the supervision of a trooper 
before going out on their own. 

Job qualifications are still under 
discussion, but it is believed that each 
applicant will be required to have a 
good driving record and have no 
disabilities which might impair their 
ability to administer on-the-road driv·­
ing exRminations. The proposed star­
ling salary for the positions is approx­

.imately $950 per month .

That April 15 tax deadline is creeping 

close'r every day, so those of us who put 
things off until the last minute are go· 
ing to have to get busy soon. 

But in the rush to get your returns in 
the rna il before the deadline, don 'I 
overlook line 20 on your Kentucky in· 
come lax return. This line gives you 
the opportunity to contribute a portion 
of your refund to wildlife. 

The money donated from these 
refunds will be divided equally bet­
ween the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources and the Nature 
Preserves Commission. The money is 
to be used only for non -game 
wildlife-those species not sought by 
hunters. 

The fish and wildlife department 's 
share goes into a special "non-game 
wildlife fund " and will be earmarked 
for research and management of non­
game species. The Nature Preserves 
Commission will use its share in its 
program to acquire and protect signifi· 
cant natural areas. 

The contributions will reduce your 
refund by the amount you contribute, 
but may be deducted from next year's 
taxes the same as any other charitable 
contribution. 

Because almost all funding for 
wildlife programs has come from 
sportsmen <through the sale of hunting 
and fishing licenses) most of the atten­
tion has been devoted to game species. 

Floyd Extension 
Agents Recognized 

John Sparks, Jack Friar and 
Frances Pitts, Floyd county extension 
agents, have received the second place 
Activities Award for developing a 
home gardening program. 

The award, presented by the Ken­
tucky Chapter of Epsilon Sigma Phi, 
The National Extension Honorary 
Fraternity, cited the trio for special ef­
forts with low income families in a 
home gardening and food preservation 
program as income supplement. 

The enrollment of 384 families during 
the past four years has resulted in 
development of a farmers' market for 
produce and provided vegetables for 30 
4-H youth to prepare for a vegetable 
judging program held at Quicksand. 

Another home grown food program 
for 4-H youth included the windowsill 
garden project in which 72 youth par­
ticipated. This activity was designed 
for those not having enough space for a 
home garden. 

The award was presented at the an­
nual meeting of the fraternity on the 
UK campus in Lexington. 

Sportsmen's dollars have fi nanced the 
development of scientfic wildlife 
research and management , disciplines 
which did not exists 50 years ago. 

Today we have the techniques for do­
ing effective research and manage­
ment on non-game species. What is 
lacking more than anything else is 
money. With inflation eating into 
governmental as well as pri va te 
budgets, it's impossible for sportsmen 
to continue to finance all the wjldlife 
work and habitat acquisition that 
needs to be done.

Dollhouses Shown 
At Original Home 

The Cornelia Vanderbilt Whitney 
Dollhouses will go "on display to the 
public April 24. 25 and 26 in their 
original home at the C. V. Whitney 
Farm. Bryan Station Road . 

Four dollhouses make up the famous 
collection, each one an exact replica of 
a real building on the C. V. Whitney 
thoroughbred horse farm on the Paris 
Pike in Lexington. Included are the 
main house, guest house, Roman 
atrium and art studio. 

The dollhouses were the project of 
Mrs. C. V. Whitney, her daughter Cor­
nelia. and a group of workmen at the 
farm who meticulously handcrafted 
the buildings and many items of 
miniature furnishings . They were con­
structed over a seven-year period. 

Caretaker Jouett Redmon, also a 
talented artist, was in charge of the 
dollhouse workers. 

The main house is a reproduction of 
Maple Hill , the 200-year-old farmhouse 
that was saved from an advanced state 
of destruction by Mrs. Whitney. who 
oversaw its restoration . 

The Maple Hill 9ollhouse is faithful 
to the smallest detail. There are 
miniature books in the library , oil pain­
tings done by hand on linen, parquet 
flooring. and handmade sterling silver 
mint julep cups on a silver tray. 
· The facade of the house can be lifted 
automatically to give viewers a close 
look at room interiors. 

All four structures were built on a 
scale of one inch equals one foot. This 
makes the main house approximately 
six by eight feet. and over three feet 
high. The dollhouses will be viewed in 
the building in which they were 
originally assembled . 

The dollhouses have been on display 
in such cities as New York, Chicago, 
Nashville, Louisville , Jacksonville , 
Palm Beach , Saratoga Springs, and 
Lexi ngton. raising over one-half 
million dollars for charity. 

Though the C. V. Whitney Farm will 
be their permanent home. the doll­
houses will be put on special display on 
April 24. 25 and 26 for the benefit of the 
Ephraim McDowell Cancer Center . 

For Mrs. Whitney, the dollhouse pro­
ject was the stimulus for a book she 
wrote which traces. the history of the 
fa1nilies who lived at Maple Hill. En­
titled "Cornelia Vanderbilt Whitney's 
Doll house." the book also describes in 
considerable detail the furnishings of 
the dollhouse . it is now in its third prin­
ting.
