Coal Journal 
Says $863,000 
Is Due County 
. "I'll believe it when I see the check," 

Judge-Executive Bill Wells said this 
week, "but I hope it's a true figure." 

Wells was responding to a report, 
published in this month's Kentucky 
Coal Journal, that Floyd County will 
receive an estimated $863,000 in coal 
severance taxes, starting in July. 

At that time, the state's coal-

• 
producing counties will begin again to 
receive a share of the taxes collected 
by the state on the sale of coal. Some 
$30 million is expected to be returned to 
the counties. 

This is made up of half the coal 
severance taxes collected in excess of 
$177.6 million, and half of all sales 
taxes collected on other minerals. 

No coal severance monies were 
returned to the counties this year, as 
the result of a Brown-administration 

• arrangement, urged strongly in this 
area by State Senator Benny Ray 
Bailey, which promised future years of 
plenty in return for this year's belt­
tightening. 

The $30 million expected to be 
returned to the counties this year com­
pares with $60 million returned since 
1974. 

Judge Wells said this week he had 
enquired of the state Revenue Depart­
ment as recently as last Thursday 

• about Floyd county's share of 
severance tax receipts, but was told no 
figures were available.

Gary Martin, former chairman of 
the commission, apparently received a 
guarantee of immunity from prosecu­
tion in return for his cooperation in the 
investigation. 

The judge's call for the grand jury to 
look into the county garbage problem 
comes at a time of increasing dis-

..._ satisfaction with the state of the county 

l , landfills and the irregularity of gar­
. bage pickups in some sections, and on 

the eve of the county's itself assuming 
responsibility for trash collection. 

A concern by family members that 
AJ1en Lee Cline may have met foul play 
in his death by drowning last July 10 is 
said to have prompted the re-opening 
of that case. 

The 18-year-old Martin county youth 
reportedly spent the night of his death 

• 
on a houseboat at the Jenny Wiley 
marina with his sister and others. He 
was said to have been swimming 
nearby when the tragedy occurred, 
around 3.45 a.m. 

His death was held by Coroner 
James J. Carter to have resulted from 
accidental drowning. Carter was call­
ed to testify before the grand jury Mon­
day.

The utilities system, which em­
braces the city's water, gas and sewer 
services, has been operated for the 
past seven years out of "temporary" 
offices above the Prestonsburg Fire 
Department station at Lancer. The 
system sorely needs office space of its 
own and a shop for routine 
maintenance work, Howard said. 

Prestonsburg has recently bought 
out the Water Gap-Bull Creek and 
Abbott-Little Paint water districts, and 
is presently negotiating purchase of 
the Parkway water district. The three 
systems represent an additional 46 
miles of pipeline.

Strikes by coal miners and Highlands 
Hospital workers dragged on this 
week, with scattered incidents 
reported in connection with each and 
no immediate signs of a resolution of 
the disputes. 

Truck convoys moved cautiously out 
of Prater Creek, hauling coal from the 
Triple Elkhorn mine there to the com­
pany's preparation plant at Allen. 
Guards in pickups accompanied each 
convoy, while a helicopter circled 
overhead. 

A Similar convoy ran into a blockade 
of union pickets at Banner two weeks 

ago, two truck drivers sustaining bullet 
wounds. 

Fred Dawson, Triple Elkhorn vice­
president, said Tuesday that shots 
were fired in the direction of the com­
pany's stripmine site Friday and that 
some passers-by-"presumably 
UMWA pickets"-have harrassed 
security personnel near the mine gate.

As Group Seeks 
Ways To Better 
School System 

Tax increases were mooted at a 
meeting of the Floyd County Board of 
Education last Wednesday-and the 
subject was raised not by school of­
ficials but by taxpayers. 

While Floyd taxpayers are 
presumably as moved as anyone by the 
"tax revolt" rolling across the country 
in recent years, the deterioration of 
county schools has become, for some at 
least, an even more urgent issue. 

A delegation from Clark Elementary 
renewed its complaint, aired at a re­
cent PTA meeting there, of severe 
overcrowding at the school and urged 
the board to spell out its plans for deal­
ing with the problem. 

"There has to be a cut-off point 
somewhere," declared Dale Seats, in 
reference to the growing enrollment at 
Clark. Parents of children living out­
side the area might be required to send 
them to schools in their o\m districts, 
especially if those schools are 
operating below capacity, he sug­
gested. 

John Rosenberg • urged a com­
promise, noting that "many who come 
from a long d1stance work hard for the 
school." But Clark Principal John Pitts 
needs guidelines from the board as to 
how to manage the enrollment pro­
blem, Rosenberg said. 

In the absence of a board policy on 
the matter, the overcrowding problem 
simply rests on the shoulders of the 
classroom teacher, he said. 

In reply to Kathy Hatfield, represen­
ting the McDowell PTO, who asked 
about the status of the five-year 
building plan recommended in a recen 
state survey of the school district, 
Superintendent E. P. Grigsby, Jr. said 
the plan was not yet finalized. 

In any event, implementing the plan 
would depend on the availability of in­
creasingly scarce funds, he pointed 
out. 

In a letter to the board, read at 
Wednesday's meeting, the McDowell 
parent organization expressed its sup­
port for a county utilities tax, on condi· 
tion that the board present a plan as to 
how the additional revenue would be 
used. 

The question of increasing the 
schools' property tax assessment was 
also raised by Rosenberg, who noted 
that the board could go beyond the 
statutory four percent annual limit on 
additional property tax revenues, if 1t 
was prepared to take its case before 
the public.

Center Closing 
Called Mistake 
By Judge Stumbo 

Innocent v1ctims of vandalism and 
other crimes will pay for the 
"mistake" of the state Human 
Resources Department in closing the 
juvenile detention center here. District 
Judge Harold Stumbo asserted Friday. 

In a letter to Roy Stivens , superinten­
dent at the facility, Stumbo said he had 
contacted Frankfort and Floyd fiscal 
court officials in an effort to keep the 
detention center open but that "no one 
is taking a great deal of interest in 
keeping the project. " 

In response to a recent inquiry by 
State Senator Benny Ray Bailey , an 
assistant deputy a ttorney-general said 
the Department for Human Resources 
is within its rights in pulling out of the 
detention center. Bailey had cited a 
state law which appeared to make the 
pullout conditional on fiscal court ap· 
proval. 

Stumbo wrote that he anticipated 
complaints from citizens "when 
juveniles commit acts violent against 
persons and property without proper 
punishment." Without the detention 
center, any punishment of offenders 
under 16 will be necessarily limited, he 
said. 

Moreover. the state may lose out in 
the long run, because "keeping a young 
man in the reforma tory for two years 
will be much more expensive than 50 to 
100 days in the detention centl'r," lw 
sa1d.

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may increase tax revenues by up to 
four percent annually, with a man­
datory public hearing; above that ceil­
ing, tax increases are subject not only 
to a public hearing but also to a recall 
by voters . 

While the Floyd school district took 
the four percent increase this year, 
Assistant Supt. Ray Brackett indicated 
the board was reluctant to press tax­
payers further, noting the nationwide 
mood of opposition to increased taxa­
tion. "We thought we were lucky to get 
what we did," he said. 

Had the school district levied its tax 
at the maximum allowable rate-and 
assuming voters let the levy stand-it 
would theoretically have yielded 
$172,000 in additional revenue , 
Brackett said this week. 

The usefulness of the added income 
for building purposes would be 
multiplied, moreover, since it would 
enhance the school district's "bonding 
potential"-its ability to borrow 
money. 

Some argued Wednesday that 
breaching the four percent tax-revenue 
barrier would lend force to the argu­
ment for assessing property values 
nearer to the properties' actual worth. 

As long as revenue increases are 
strictly limited, any increase in pro­
perty valuations would simply result in 
a reduced tax rate. Lifting the revenue 
ceiling would mean that "realistic" 
property valuations would generate 
substantially more money for the coun­
ty's schools, it was argued. 

While he promised to "give every 
consideration" to the issues raised by 
the parents, school staffing for next 
year "has to take priority" among the 
board's present concerns, Grigsby 
said. 

Projected cuts in the federal funds 
supporting the school district's 
remedial reading (Title I) program 
are already taking their toll, with the 
abolition of the program's assistant 
director position, three of the four 
social worker positions, and all three 
nursing positions. Assistant Director 
Ronald Turner and social workers 
Brenda Allen, Hershell Conn and 
Charles Patton will all be reassigned, 
Grigsby said. The nurses will be laid 
off. 

Of the 44 teachers staffmg the pro­
gram, as many as 10 positions may yet 
be eliminated as a result of the budget 
reduction. 

Quite apart from state and federal 
budget cuts, as many as eight teachers 
may be lost next year as a result of 
reduced ADA-the average daily pupil 
attendance according to which teacher 
salaries and other monies are appor­
tioned by the state. 

The reduction would mean a loss of 
$139,760 to the school district-$96,000 
in salaries, $28,560 in operating ex­
penses, and $15,200 in capital outlay 
monies-next year, Brackett reckon­
ed. 

"That money will be lost," he said, 
"simply because of kids not coming to 
school." 

Substantial hikes in fees for school 
meals appear certain next year for 
families presently paying for these ser­
vices, Food Services Director Blanche 
Dingus told the meeting. The increases 
will result from cuts in the federal sub­
sidy for the lunch and breakfast pro­
grams. 

School lunches cost the school 
district between $1.14 and $1.27 a meal, 
of which the federal government 
presently contributes 18.5 cents for 
children paying the full fee (50 cents ), 
82 cents for those on reduced fee (10 
cents) and $1.02 for those receiving 
free meals. 

The subsidy for those on full fee will 
apparently be eliminated entirely and 
18.5 cents appears likely to be cut from 
the subsidy of those on reduced fees, 
Mrs . Dingus said. Government­
donated foods used in the meal pro­
grams may also be reduced, she said. 

The summer lunch program will be 
operating in 15 county schools this 
year, it was announced. Since 
transporting children to the schools 
was a problem last year, assistance 
from volunteer groups in this respect 
would be welcomed, Mrs. Dingus said . 

In line with state education depart­
ment policy, the school board extended 
the age range for school bus drivers. 
Drivers between the ages of 18 and 70 
are now acceptable. The previous age 
range was 19-65.

An Open Letter 
To President Reagan 

Der Mr. President: 
Please do not cut foodstamps, legal 

services, medicare, or public housing. 
We have been living beyond our 
means, but the most outlandish 
spending in our national budget is in 
the area your program has made un­
touchable-defense, and the military 
machine is the most inflationary item 
in the budget. It doesn't produce any 
usable goods for market, and puts lots 
of spending money in the hands of its 
employees. <More going to govern­
ment contracts than to the average 
holder .) anyone with economic sense 
must realize this as the major cause of 
inflation, yet your administration's 
economic recovery plans totally 
disregard this. 

In addition to the inflationary nature 
of military spending, it is also the most 
wasteful. A recent Government Ac­
counting Office study concludes that 
most defense department contracts 
are awarded without competitive bids, 
and that much money is squandered on 
private consultant fees for work which 
could be done by defense department 
personnel themselves. A conservative 
congressman recently chaired a study 
which recommends cutting 16 billion in 
excess from the military budget 
without compromising any substantive 
projects. Also Ralph Nader has recom­
mended greater cuts than your 40 
billion dollar money saving package. 
He proposes eliminating about 23 
billion in wasted money from the 
defense budget, and about 30 billion 
in special tax breaks for rich 
corporations. 

Are you familiar with these sets of 
proposals? Why are they not included 
in your economics package? The above 
measures could do more than yours to 
stabilize the economy, and still be fair 
to middle and low income people's 
needs. Again I urge you not to cut • 
creative social problems. Only 51% of 
the people's votes went to you this past 
election . This is not a mandate, you 
still have much to prove, if you are to 
prove your programs.

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BEING MAGISTRATE IS SERIOUS BUSINESS 
FLOYD COUNTY BUDG 1980-81:$1,653,324 

The four elected Magistrates, along with the County Judge, make up 
the Floyd Fiscal Court. It is their business to run the Floyd County 
government, just as our State Senators and Representatives set bud­
gets and make laws in· Frankfort, and as our Senators and Congressmen 
do in Washington. 

Floyd County's budget is over one and a half million dollars a year 
from ill revenues: property taxes, coal severance taxes and road funds. 
How this money is spent is decided by the Fiscal Court. That is serious 
business. 

I am a candidate for Magistrate in District Number 1. This office 
represents all of the people in Abbott, old and New Allen, Auxier, Bull 
Creek, Cow Creek, David, Dwale, both forks of Middle Creek, Prestons­
burg, and West Prestonsburg. We make up the largest Magisterial 
District in Floyd County. We pay 40 to 45 per cent of all prop~rty taxes 
in this county. Our District contains 35 per cent-more than one­
third-of the registered voters in Floyd County. But what are we getting 
for our money? 

The Magistrate of District 1 should be a businessman. He should 
have experience in government. He should know about budgets, pro­
grams and priorities. He should have a plan-one that is thought-out and 
projected for four years-to make sure the people of Number 1 get the 
county services and programs they want and need. 

My plan is set out below in detail. I hope you will read it, think about 
it and support my candidacy for election. I would appreciate your com­
ments and ideas on this· plan, and I am always available to hear you. 

ROADS: Because District 1 includes all of Prestonsburg, and the city government takes care of all 
the city streets, a lot of people seem to think that district 1 doesn't need much road money. The people out­
side the city limits know there are plenty of roads in District 1 that need plenty of work-and not just at 
election time. 

I believe the road money should be allocated to each district on the basis of the number of miles of coun­
!x.roads in that District. District 1 is by far the largest district in terms of size as well as people. We should 
get our fair share of the road fund. . 

In addition, I have already consulted with a licensed, registered engineer, who has agreed to volunteer 
his services to develop a road program for District 1. As soon as I am elected, we will survey all the roads in 
the District. With his professional help I will draw up a schedule for repairing, blacktopping and graveling 
roads according to need. The worst roads will be fixed first. There will be no road work done for political 
reasons. 

This program will let us get the best use of our road money. We can schedule equipment, men and 
materials on a year-round basis. You can see the schedule at any time to know when your road work will be 
done. It will be a business-like approach to our road problems. 

WATER AND 
SEWAGE: 

I propose developing a 
long-term plan for water 
and sewage. At the pre­
sent time, water lines 
are extended without 
thought to sewage 
disposal. When new 
areas are developed, pro­
blems arise with sewage 
disposal. Many times it 
ends up in creeks. There 
is not a creek in this 
county that your child 
could wade in with safe­
ty. I pledge to develop a 
water and sewage pro­
gram that will be effi­
cient, thorough, and 
protect the health of the 
people of Floyd County.

GARBAGE: 
The problem with gar­

bage pick-up and 
disposal is not that the 
county doesn't have a 
plan, but that the 
Magistrates aren't ac­
ting on that plan. The 
solution is available, but 
we need action. The 
county is supposed to 
take over this operation 
itself on May 18. I pledge 
that as your Magistrate I 
will work personally to 
see that this plan is 
implemented instead of 
turning the problem over 
to a committee. 

NEW IDEAS: 
I propose a Summer Emoloyment Program for 

young people. This would help high school and 

college students get jobs doing road work, clean­

up and park jobs to help them further their edu­

cation. 

A Dewey Lake Clean-Up: The lake is a Federal 

program but the county could and should assert 

its jurisdiction to get the lake cleaned up. Sum­

mer workers could assist in this program. 

A cooperatjye program wjth the railroads to 

prevent crossings being blocked. A blocked 

crossing could prevent ambulances, fire or police 
vehicles from reaching you and your family in 

emergencies. I would favor looking ahead to the 

construction of overpasses at critical places 

such as Goble-Roberts, Cliff, Dwale, and left Mid­

dle Creek. 

Developing more new Ideas: I believe Floyd 

County should be the No. 1 county in Kentucky 

and I believe the Magistrates should talk to and 

listen to the people to get their ideas for con­

tinued growth. I want your ideas. Hand them to 

me and I'll listen.

MY QUALIFICATIONS: 
Education: I am 48 and was born in Floyd County.l at­

tended Morehead State University, majoring in economics 
and sociology for four years, lacking only three hours to 
get a degree in Business Administration. 

Business Experience: I have been employed at Colum­
bia Gas Co., for nearly 25 years. As an engineering techni­
cian, I assist in all phases of engineering work and deal 
with Federal regulations and requirements. 

Government Exoerience: For six years I served on the 
Prestonsburg City Council, actively participating in the 
city's programs involving county, state and national 
government. 

CONTINUING (?) PROGRAMS: 
In the past four years, Floyd County has acquired two fine new facilities, both needed and both in 

District l. Now, due to lack of county financing we are losing them both. 
The jyyenjle deJeptjon center in the new Courthouse Annex has been praised as a model of its 

kind-a place to keep young delinquents for short terms. The state has been giving us 100% financing 
to operate the center-the only one in Kentucky that gets no county money. Because of present 
economic conditions, the state will no longer pay 100% of operating our detention center. It doesn't 
do this for Pike or any other county center. The girl's side has already been closed. The entire center 
will be closed on June 1 unless something is done. That "something" must be county funds to help run 
the center. The Fiscal Court says it has no money for this needed center. But, unless we have this 
center, a 15·year·old who robs your house tonight will be on the streets tomorrow because the Judge 
will have no other choice. Under state law he is not allowed to put juveniles in the jail with adult of· 
fenders. 

The coyptx apjmal cepter was built through a generous bequest to the county of $30,000. Private 
citizens, the City of Prestonsburg and, for awhile, the Fiscal Court, made up the money to operate the 
center. Now the Fiscal Court refuses to help and the center has closed for lack of funds. Now threre is 
nowhere to take stray dogs and other animals. They roam the streets and hollers as they did before. If 
your child is bitten by a stray dog you know the agony that child and all your family will go through if 
the dog is not found. 

The animal shelter and the juvenile detention center benefitted J!! Floyd Countians but the County 
Fiscal Court says it cannot afford to contribute to their support. 

This Fiscal Court pays each of the four Magistrates $17,028 a year. Members of the Prestonsburg 
City Council are paid $72 a year for their two regular meetings a month and the numerous other 
meetings and business they do. Members of the Floyd County Board of Education receive $240 a year 
for one meeting a month and all the county's school business. including overseeing a $10 million a year 
budget. 

The Magistrates meet twice a month. I favor reducing Magistrate's salaries and putting more 
money into financing programs needed by the people of Floyd County.

UK Announces New 
Tuition-Fee Schedule 

Undergraduate students at the 
University of Kentucky will pay tuition 
and fees of $370 a semester beginning 
this fall. 

The UK Board of Trustees in action 
last week confirmed the raise in tuition 
rates set by the state Council on Higher 
Education and raised the student ac­
tivity fee by $1 per semester. 

The $370 per semester charge in­
cludes a $13.25 activity fee for full-time 
students. A dollar of the activity fee is 
for the Student Association to enable it 
to expand its services to the camus. 

Tuition and fees for undergraduate 
students at UK for the school year 
about to close were $341 per semester. 

By state law, the Council on Higher 
Educationsets tuition fees for the state 
universities. The new tuition rates 
were designed to bring UK's fees 
closer to its benchmark institutions, 
those schools outside the state similar 
to UK in size and scope. 

Tuition and fees for undergraduate 
students from outside the state were 
raised from $1,016 per semester this 
year to $1,159 per semester, effective 
next fall. 

Semester fees for graduate students 
will be $408 compared to $376 for the 
current school year . Nonresident 
graduate students will pay $1,206. 
Nonresident this year paid $1,066. 

Increased tuition rates were also 
confirmed for law, pharmacy, medical 
and dental students. 

Students at the Lexington Technical 
Institute, one of UK's community col­
leges, will pay the same per-semester 
fees as students on the main campus. 

Tuition and fees charged students at 
UK's other community colleges were 
not increased and will be the same as 
the current school year-$195 per 
semester for Kentucky residents and 
$509 per semester for nonresidents.

High Blood Pressure is a common 
problem. Anyone can have it, but in 
persons over 21, the chances are 1 in 7 
to have high blood pressure of 
hypertension. 

Twenty-nine percent of all 
Americans who have high blood 
pressure do not even know it, and 
23,000 thousand deaths occur from the 
disease each year. 

Since there are often no symptoms to 
warn of high blood pressure it is ex­
tremely important to have your blood 
pressure checked regularly. It only 
takes a moment and it could save your 
life. 

The Floyd County Health Center of­
fers free blood presure screenings 
every Monday, Wednesday, Friday to 
persons of all ages All persons are urg­
ed to take advantage of this service of 
the Health Center. 

There will be a glaucoma clinic at 
the Health Center today (Wednesday.) 
All persons age 35 and over are 
especially urged to be screened for 
glaucoma since this is the age when the 
disease usually develops, but the clinic 
is open to people of all ages. 

There will be a pap clinic on Friday, 
May 15, at the Health Center. Any 
woman who has not had a pap test in 
the past year is urged to take advan­
tage of this free clinic. The hours are 
from 8 to 11:30 am and from 1 to 2 
p.m. 

Nursing services are offered Mon­
day, Wednesday, Friday from 8 to 
11:30 a.m. and from 1 until 4 p.m.

CORN PRODUCTION HINTS 

Apnl or early May planting will 
outyield late planted corn and have 
fewer disease and insect problems. It 
is important to finish planting before 
May 20 in Eastern Kentucky in order to 
reduce yield losses. A one percent per 
day yield loss can be expected when 
planting after May 15. How early to 
plant depends on the soil temperature. 
When the soil temperature rises above 
50 degrees F for several days it is time 
to plant corn. Another guideline is 
about one week before to one week 

• after the average date of the last kill 
ing frost in the spring. 

Thin stands are still keeping many of 
you from producing top yields. You 
should provide about 150 plants for 
each bushel of yield expected. The 
recommended planting rates for con­
sistent top yields are: conventional 
tillage 22,000, no-tillage 26,000 and 
silage 28,000 kernels per acre. Op· 
timum yields will be obtained with 36 to 
38 inch row widths. Planting kernels 7.9 
inches apart in 36-inch rows will supply 
the 22,000 kernels per acre needed for 
conventional tillage. To plant 26,000 
kernels per acre in 36-inch rows the 
kernels should be 6.6 inches apart in 
the row and a 6-inch spacing will pro­
vide the 28,000 kernels recommended 
for silage. 

TO SPLIT OR 
NOT TO SPLIT 

When it comes to fertilizing corn, 
producers have a major decision to 
make on how much nitrogen they can 
profitably use and whether to apply it 
all at once, or part at planting with the 
balance topdressed before the corn is 
knee high. The factors determining 
whether it would pay you to split 
nitrogen applications is the danger of 
losing nitrate nitrogen by either 
leaching or denitrification. Since all 

._.._ammonium forms of nitrogen fertilizer 
~ill be converted to the nitrate form by 

bacteria living in the soil, your only 
way to reduce losses on sandy and 
poorly drained soils is by timely 
nitrogen applicaitons. 

Most os uf understand leaching 
losses. Leaching occurs when nitrogen 
in the nitrate form moves out of the soil 
as water passes through the profile So, 
if you have a sandy soil you can reduce 
the danger of leaching losses by split­
ting your nitrogen a plication. Apply 1/4 
to 1/2 of your nitrogen at planting and 
the rest before your corn is knee high 
<in 4-6 weeks ).

Denitrification r changing nitrate to 
gaseous nitrogen> sounds more com­
plicated. Nitrate nitrogen can be used 
as a source of oxygen by denitrifying 
bacteria and the nitrogen will be con­
verted to gaseous forms if soils become 
water,Iogged. If you have a type of soil 
that is poorly drained you would pro­
bably lose most of your nitrogen by 
denitrification if you applied it all 
before planting. Therefore, you should 
split your nitrogen application as you 
would on sandy soils subject to 
leaching losses. 

Those of you who aren't bothered 
with johnsongrass <wish I could say 
US> may want to lower fuel and labor 
costs by following the "no-till" corn 
production program. If you practice 
no-till farming then you will get better 
results if you split the nitrogen as sug­
gested for sandy soils. 

Nitrogen rates suggested for corn 
grown for grain vary from 125lb/acre 
on well drained soils to 200 lb/acre on 
poorly drained soils. The nitrogen rate 
suggested for "no-tillage" production 
is 150 lb/acre for well drained soils and 
200 lb/acre for moderately well­
drained soils. We don't recommend no­
tillage corn on poorly drained soils. 
Soils are usually wetter during the first 
month after planting corn and you are 
more likely to lose nitrogen by leaching 
and denitrification then than at any 
other time. You can reduce these rates 
35 lb/acre (equal to two bags of am­
monium nitrate) if as much as 2/3 of 
the nitrogen is applied 4 to 6 weeks 
after planting. 

MAKING QUALITY HAY 
Quality hay has been defined as hay 

which provides the nutrients required 
to meet an expected animal perfor­
mance. The most important practice, 
and the LEAST EXPENSIVE ONE, in 
making quality hay is cutting at the 
right stage of maturity. As legumes 
and grasses approach maturity they 
become higher in fiber and lignin con­
tent and lower in protein content, 
digestibility, soluble carbohydrates, 
acceptability and intake by livestock. 

You can expect a drop in alfalfa 
digestibility of one-half percent each 
day cutting is delayed past early 
bloom. According to a Wisconsin study 
the protein content of alfalfa decreased 
from 23.3 percent at the mid-bud 
growth stage to 15.8 percent at full 
bloom. In Minnesota as alfalfa maturi­
ty advanced from prebud to the mature 
stage, digestibility decreased from 66.8 
percent to 55.8 percent and ilk produc­
tion dropped 45 percent. When mature 
alfalfa was fed, the amount of grain 
needed to maintain the high milk pro­
duction obtained by feeding alfalfa cut 
at the prebud stage increased 4.5 
times. 

In a Tennessee study the digestibility 
of fescue decreased about one percent 
per day after the early bloom stage. 
Delaying fescue harvest for eleven 
days past the early bloom stage reduc­
ed the protein content from 10.2 per­
cent to 7.6 percent. The digestibility 
decreased from 66 to 56 percent. 

Curing and handling conditions will 
govern the final quality of your hay at 
the time it is fed but the quality will 
never be higher than when you cut it. 
Cutting at the growth stages suggested

Ky. Vets In 1980 

More than 57,123 Kentucky veterans 
and 29,822 survivors of veterans shared 
m $204.6 million paid during 1980 in the 
form of Veterans Administration com­
pensation and pension. 

VA regional office director Lee 
Caudill said that some 33,837 veterans 
receive compensation payments for 
service connected disabilities, while 
23,266 receive agency pension 
payments for non-service connected 
disabilities. 

Caudill noted that 387 are female 
; veterans and 76 were disabled during 
· the vietnam Era Over 73 were disabl­
. ed during World War II . 

Noting the obvious important finan­
cial impact on Kentucky residents, 
Caudill said that nationwide, these 
combined payments constitute nearly 
one-half of the VA's annual budget of 
$24.2 billion.

States Softball Association. 

The Archer Park league is a member 
of !'w ASA, the oldest of the softball 
as~11<:1ations. The USSA is making 
headway in several city leagues, in­
cluding Lexington. 

This is all perfectly legal as no one 
has a monopoly on who can set up sanc­
tioned softball programs, however, it is 
making it very confusing to keep up 
with all the classes the two associa­
tions use. For example, there are four 
classes in Kentucky under the ASA, the 
Open, Class AA <Major>, Class A and 
Class B. There are different classes 
under the USSA setup. 

Basically what all this means is that 
the softball fan, and they are among 
the fastest growing group in the nation 
among sports followers, is being 
swamped by softball tournaments. 
There are more than one or two stale 
champs, there are four and now even 
more with the USSA. This scramble for 
tournament titles and teams to fill up 
leagues and tourneys may burn out 
softball in the state. 

After all, how many tournaments 
can teams pay to play in? It could 
mean only the teams with big money 
backers playing in the hundreds of in­
vitational tournaments in Kentucky. 
With the ASA and USSA sanctioning 
these tournaments, they are enticing 
teams to participate 

While there is no immediate alarm 
among those affiliated with the ASA, 
there ig concern as to just how many 
associations and leagues this state can 
support. If the USSa came to the coun­
ty and started a league seperate from 
the Archer Park league, could this 
county come up with enough teams? 
The caliber of each league could be 
diluted. 

The thing that worries ASA •n mis­
sioners such as B1lly Ray Coil .s that 
there will be so many tournaments and 
so many state champs eventually, that 
there will be no climax to the 
season- it wJII be just another tourna 
men!. 

Gibson, Wells Star 
At Track Meet Here 

The Raymond Gibson and Jack Wells 
show is how one might have described 
Prestonsburg's track team at the 
regional meet last Tuesday. Gibson 
and Wells with some help from their 
teammates led Prestonsburg to a third 
place finish as the Cats qualified 10 
athletes for the stale sectional meet. 

The meet was close. as eventual win­
ner East Carter and runner-up Russell 
and PHS battled throughout the meel. 
The Cats even led for a brief time and 
were second for more than half the 
meet but fell to the greater death of 
East Carter and Russell losing to E. C. 
by 20 and Russell by 10. PHS coach 
Forrest Hughes said that he was very 
proud of the way the team performed. 
"There are only eight regions in Class 
AA in Kentucky, thus to finish third 
makes you one of the top 20 to 25 teams 
in Class AA in Ky.," he added. 

Gibson, 6'3", 270 pounds, gave PHS a 
big jump as he won the shot put to re­
main undefeated against Class AA and 
Class A schools in the state. Gibson 
also added the discus throw title to go 
with his shot put crown as he threw 128' 
for first. 

In the meantime, Wells was making 
his last regional meet a memorable 
one as the 6'3", 180 lb. senior leaped 
6'0" in the high jump for second; ran 
on the 880 relay team that finished 
third and broke the school record in the 
procesS'. Then 10 minutes later, he blaz­
ed a 53.0 400 meters for second and 
broke his second school record of the 
day. For good measure, he ran another 
53.0 400 meters as he anchored his mile 
relay team to third. 

In addition to Gibson and Wells, PHS 
had several other athletes qualify for 
the sectional meets as the Cats 
qualified in 10 of 16 events. These 
athletes were Randy Tincher, who 
turned in a workhorse preformance as 
he qualified in the 100 and 200 meters 
and broke the school record in both 
events to finish fourth in each. Randy 
also anchored the third place 880 relay 
team to a school record for his third 
school record and was a member of the 
third-place mile relay team. 

Sophomores Robert Majet and 
Gerald Frazier finished third and 
fourth in the pole vault. Majet also ad­
vanced in the 880 relay as he ran a 880 
relay and junior Dennis Flanagan in 
the triple jump. Another qualifier was 
Danny Cooley in the high jump where 
he finished third. Coach Hughes said 
Cooley will definitely jump higher than 
6'0" at the sectionals since he was suf­
fering from a stiff back in the regional 
meet. 

PHS also had some hard luck at the 
meet as senior Lonnie May was leading 
his heat of the 300 meter hurtles and 
was on his way to a qualifing time for 
the sectional meet when a weak right 
ankle gave way. Rising quickly May 
sprinted to finish fifth overall but only 
four places advance to the sectional 
meet. May's run was so fast that even 
with his fall he still broke the school 
record. May later earned his way to the 
section meet as he. was a member of 
the third place mile relay team. 

PHS also had some near misses as 
freshman 800 meter star John Ander­
son grabbed fifth in the 800 in 2:10 and 
later made it to the state sectionals as 
he ran a swift 55.0 400 meter leg on the 
mile relay squad. Anderson, who is on­
ly 15 and in his first year of 800 meter 
running is already drawing the atten­
tion of college coaches, one of whom 
commented that to run so fast so early 
in his career makes him a definite col­
lege prospect for the future. 

Also scoring a near miss was senior 
Eric Heron, who finished sixth in the 
mile and fifth in the 2-mile after miss­
ing over two weeks of practice with a 
injured foot. Coach Hughes said that it 
is very difficult to watch someone who 
has worked as hard as Eric get beat by 
people he had defeated all year 
because of an injury. 

The 10 athletes, along with 880 relay 
alternate John Derrossett and mile 
relay alternate Brad Hughes, will 
travel to Manchester, May 16, to com­
pete in the state sectional meet.

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Statistics Office To 
Gather Health Info

The largest baby born in Kentucky 
weighed 14 pounds and one ounce. 

The number of Kentuckians dying 
from chronic diseases has risen 
significantly in the past decade, while 
the number of deaths due to infectious 
diseases has declitled . 

These are just two of thousands of 
pieces of health-related information 
and data logged in computers at the 
state center for health statistics within 
Kentucky's Department for Human 
Resources. 

The department's health and vital 
statistics office has been designated 
the state center by Gov. John Y. Brown 
Jr. and Human Resources Secretary 
Grady Stumbo. The designation makes 
Kentucky one of 25 states with health 
statistics centers and part of the 
Federal Cooperative Health Statistics 
System. 

A health data office has existed in 
Human Resources since 1976, accord­
ing to Charles Kendell, director of the 
office that has become the state center 
for health statistics. "Basically, this 
designation now makes the health data 
office the focal point for keeping all of 
Kentucky's health related data," 
Kendell said. " Before, most of our 
work was related strictly to health 
planning, while now we are advising 
health services personnel of trends in 
everything from the frequency of 
disease outbreaks to the number of 
physicians in the stale." 

Much of the information stored in the 
center is collected by surveys and 
questionnaires, while a great deal of 
data is accumulated through what 
Kendell calls vital statistics-birth and 
death certificates as well as marriage 
and divorce rates filed with the office. 

Besides soliciting and collecting 
health information, the state center 
must be capable of providing data to 
persons who request it. "We produce 
reports from data we have collected,1

' 

Kendell said. "We can also . provide 
special analyses on particular pro­
blems and health trends." The center 
publishes an annual data catalog that 
describes specific health data on Ken­
tucky and which state agency has par­
ticular information. "We don't collect 
all the health data," Kendell said, "but 
we know where it is so we can refer re- · 
quests." 

The center helps state and private 
agencies plan health programs by 
monitoring certain critcal health fac­
tors in Kentucky, he said. " Our offic~ 
provides information to all agencies 
doing health manpower planning,!tike 
the Kentucky Dental Association a!Jd ' 
the board that licenses physicians," 
Kendell cited as examples. "We keep 
track of areas of the state that continue 
to suffer from a shortage of qualified 
health personnel." 

In addition to compiling reports, 
center staff answer written and 
telephone requests for information 
from students writing term papers and 
from people who are just curious. 
"Since this is the first time Kentucky 
has had a state health data center, 
we've set an informal policy in our of­
fice: if someone calls us, they won't 
have to call anyone else," Kendell said. 
"Before this designation, it seemed 
that everybody needed health-related 
data , but there wasn't one central 
place to get it. " 

Kendell likens the treatment callers 
get from center staff to ordering a 
burger at a drive-in restaurant. " If so­
meone asks the number of deaths due 
to heat last summer in Hardin County, 
we ask some questions, too .. We can 
provide that information by month , by 
age, by race or by sex he said. 

Staff in the center also try to find out 

how the caller will use the information 
requested. "We may be able to suggest 
other types of data that would be 
helpful for a particufar purpose," he 
noted. 

The computerized data systems 
were paid for with grant monies from 
the federal Department of Health and 
Human Services. The' federal funds ex­
pired in December 1980, ant;! the center 
now operates solely on 'state dollars.

Census Seeks Info 
On Dual Jobholding 

How many American workers are 
holding more than one job? How many 
are working overtime and what is their 
overtime pay? What are workers' 
usual hours on their jobs? 

Joseph Harris, acting director of the 
Bureau's Regional Office in Charlotte, 
announced today that information in 
response to these questions will be col­
lected during the week of May 18 to 
May 22, 1981, from a sample of 
households in th1s area. The questions 
are in addition to the usual ones asked 
in the monthly survey on employment 
and unemployment conducted nation­
wide by the Bureau for the U. S. 
Department of Labor. 

Results of this monthly survey pro­
vide a continuing measure of economic 
conditions in the Nation. The March 
survey indicated that of the 106.2 
million men and women in the civilian 
labor force, 98.4 million were 
employed. The Nation's unemploy­
ment rate was 7.3 percent, the same as 
it had been in February but down from 
1980's high of 7.6 percent.

Frankfort, Ky .-Bass fishing has im­

proved at several lakes, but frosty 
nights and cool rains have chilled the 
water and the fishing at many of Ken­
tucky's 15 major reservoirs. The lake­
by-lake survey, compiled from reports 
by fish and wildlife conservation of­
ficers: 

KENTUCKY-Black bass slow in 
main lake; in tailwaters, catfish fair to 
good; clear to murky, stable at sum­
mer pool and 65°. 

BARKLEY-Bluegill good on worms 
and crickets around shorelines; catfish 
good on live nightcrawlers around 
rocky bluffs and rip rap; crappie slow 
with minnows over submerged cover; 
clear to murky, stable at summer pool 
and 66'. 

NOLIN-Black bass slow on spinner­
baits and plastic worms; clear, stable, 
two feet above summer pool and 68'. 

ROUGH RIVER-Black bass fair on 
medium to deep runners and plastic 
worms; bluegill and crappie slow; 
clear to murky, falling slowly, at sum­
mer pool and 68'. · 

BARREN-Black bass fair to good 
early and late on spinnerbaits, plastic 
worms and live crawfish; crappie 
slow; clear to murky. rising slowly at 
Jl2 ft. below summer pool and 67'. 

GREEN RIVER- Crappie good with 
minnows around stick-ups; black bass 
fair on spinner baits and plastic 
worms; clear to murky, stable at sum­
mer pool and 66' . 

DALE HOLLOW-Bluegill good with 
worms and crickets around shoreline; 
white bass fair at night with minnows 
over submerged cover; clear, falling 
slowly at five feet below normal pool 
and 65'. 

CUMBERLAND-Black bass fair to 
good on surface lures early and late in 
inlets and bays; white bass and crap­
pie in mixed stringers drifting min­
nows around shallow cover and at 
night by still fishing deep points and 
banks, below dam, trout good on 
worms, cheese and corn; clear, stable, 
five feet below the timberline and 66'. 

LAUREL-Trout good at night on 
worms, cheese and corn; bluegill good 
on worms and crickets on shallow 
banks; black bass fair on surface lures 
in inlets and bays; clear, stable at 14 
feet below power pool and 68°. 

HERRINGTON-Black bass good on 
surface lures and plastic worms off 
sloping banks; crappie fair around 
shallow cover and stick-ups; blUegill 
slow; clear to murky, stable at four 
feet above summer pool and 68'.

Rail Warning Signals 
To Be Installed In Floyd 

Flashing lights and bells will be in­
stalled at two railroad crossings in this 
county, according to state Department 
of Transportation officials. 

The warning signals will be installed 
at the Chesapeake and Ohio Railroad 
crossings on KY 7 at Bosco and on KY 
1101 at Drift, sometime next year. 

Each project is estimated to cost 
$44,000. Federal rail-highway crossing 
improvement funds will provide 90 per­
cent of the total cost of the projects. 

The C. & 0. Railroad will provide the 
remaining cost of the project in Drift. 
The remaining cost ot the Bosco pro­
ject will be paid by the state Depart­
ment of Transportation. 

Would Expand Services 
For Mentally Retarded 

A state plan for services to Ken­
tucky's mentally retarded citizens in 
being developed with the help of 300 
Kentuckians from across the state. 

Human Resources Secretary Grady 
Stumbo announced in November that 
his department planned to increase the 
spectrum of care offered to mentally 
retarded individuals to include respite 
care and community-based services. 
These services are not intended to 
replace institutional care for the 
severely disabled, but to offer alter­
natives for those people who choose to 
remain in their communities. 

Department for Human Resources 
officials solicited help in drawing up a 
statewide community services plan for 
the mentally retarded from 15 regional 
mental health-mental retardation 
boards. Each board appointed a com­
mittee to work on proposals which 
would meet local needs. Local councils 
are composed of a representative from 
each regional board and represen­
tatives from the Kentucky Association 
for Retarded Citizens, Office for Public 
Advocacy and the Developmental 
Disabilities Council. 

"We wanted a state plan which was 
community-developed," said Larry 
Knight of Mayfield, chairman of the 
state council. "Rather than somebody 
in Frankfort writing a plan to meet the 
needs of people in, say eastern and 
western Kentucky, we decided to ask 
the people in those areas what their in­
dividual needs are." 

At the state council's first meeting in 
late February, members voted to have 
the plan rolling by 1985. They also iden­
tified four stages of the planning pro­
cess: defining the ideal system of ser­
vices, defining the current system, 
identifying issues and setting 
statewide objectives and priorities bas­
ed on regional recommendations. 

"The state council is presently work­
ing on developing the ideal system 
through which a community can meet 
the needs of all ages of mentally 
retarded people in all aspects of their 
lives," Knight said. 

At the next meeting in Louisville 
June 2 and 3, council members will 
take the ideal system and compare it 
with the services which actually exist 
in Kentucky, and identifying the gaps 
between the two systems.

In the present election campaigns 
there is much good concern over the 
condition of our schools, roads, gar­
bage disposal, and water systems. 
Everyone is for improvements, but 
there is little talk of how this is to be 
done. 

We face definite cuts in state and 
federal aid. If these sources were to 
dry up altogether we would be left with 
local revenues from property tax of 
close to $300,000 for fiscal court ser­
vices and $1,092,000 for county 
schools-a total of $1,392,000. 

For the approximately 40,000 in­
habitants of Floyd county, that would 
give $35 worth of service to each 
citizen. That doesn't go very far. 

As it stands, now, the school district 
spends about $12 million and the fiscal 
court about $1 million per year with the 
federal and state support. Anyone who 
uses the schools, roads, dumps, and 
water systems countywide knows that 
this has been nowhere near enough to 
maintain even average service. And 
now we are faced with even less out­
side money support than before. 

The tragedy is that we live on top of 
mineral riches envied the world over, 
and huge profits are enjoyed by inter­
national coal and oil companies at the 
expense of our local community ser­
vices. They own the resources under

our feet, and speculate on the value of 
these minerals while paying virtually 
nothing into the funds of our county 
government. 

These conclusions are documented 
by a recent study by the Appalachian 
Alliance under the auspices of the Ap­
palachian Regional Comm1ss10n. The 
results of this study were published 
recently in the Fioyd County Times 
and many other Kentucky papers. 

Citizens are becoming aware that the 
coal-producing counties are poor to the 
benefit of outside interests. The 
severance tax on mined coal has not 
produced enough local county revenue, 
not even enough to pay for repairs to 
the roads the coal trucks use. The state 
government benefits more than local 
people from the severance tax. 

To put it simply, this county needs 
more money for community services. 
No Floyd county politician can deliver 
the needed services without more 
money and realistic planning. The 
money is in our coal base. Once the 
coal IS mined, this resource is lost to 
our county forever. In 1979, according 
to the Appalachian Alliance study, only 
$1500 was paid in local property tax on 
in-the-ground coal for 12 eastern Ken­
tucky coal-producing counties Given 
what coal is worth, this is a ridiculous­
ly small amount. 

The county government is capable of 
changmg this injust system and still 
being fair to small local coal owners 
who live on and use their land. It 
means some changes in the tax system 
and possibly a local referendum, but it 
can be done. The outside speculators 
can be made to pay a fair share Some 
counties in West Virginia have already 
begun to see these new monies come in. 
Will we have better services in our 
county or will they grow poorer still? 

I address these questiorrs to our coun­
ty's candidates for the offices of judge­
executive, magistrates, and PVA: 

1. How much money would it actually 
take under your plan to improve and 
maintain these county services: a ) 
roads, b) schools, c) water systems, dl 
garbage disposal, f) other, e) ad­
ministrative costs? (Give specific 
amounts and a summarized line-item 
budget for each). 

2. How much of this money can we 
realistically expect to come to our 
county from state and federal sources 
this next fiscal year, for each county 
service? 

3. How much will we need to raise 
from our own county resources next 
year to pay for needed county services, 
mdependent of what we may expect in 
state and federal help? 

4. How would you generate the local 
money we need? 

5. Do you believe that our local tax 
system at present is fair and ade­
quate? If you are for the status quo in 
taxes and also for improved services, 
demonstrate in your financial plan for 
each service how you will deliver bet­
ter service for the same amount of 
money as in past budgets. 

If you believe we need a fairer, revis­
ed tax system, outline the steps you 
would take to achieve this. 

The people of Floyd County would 
appreciate hearing your plans for con­
crete action to back up the many pro­
mises before this election day. If you 
are going to help us , show us how you 
will really help all of us.

Treatment must be immediate. Send someone for help but 
don't wait for it to arrive. 
Follow these steps: 

1. Ask if the victim can speak. If the person can 
talk and cough effectively, do not interfere with 
victim's attempts to clear his or her throat. The 
victim who is unable to make a sound is probably 
choking and needs immediate help. 

2. Strike the victim sharply, several times in rapid 
succession, between the shoulder blades with the 
heel of your hand. For an infant or small child, hold 
the victim upside down, bent over your arm while 
doing it. 

3. If the throat remains blocked, use the Heimlich 
Maneuver. With the victim standing or sitting, 
wrap your arms around the person's waist from 
behind. Make a fist with one hand and place it. 
thumb side against the 
stomach. between the 
navel and rib cage. 

4. Grab your fist with your 
free hand and press in with 
a quick upward thrust. 
Repeat several times, if 
necessary to dislodge the 
obstruction. 

5. If the victim has fallen down and can't be lifted. 
turn the person on his or her back. Using the heel 
of one hand, press against it with the other hand 
into the spot below the rib cage. (If the victim 
vomits, turn his or her head to one side and clean 
out the mouth to prevent aspiration.) 

6. If unsuccessful, repeat blows to the back and 
the Heimlich Maneuver. 

7. When the food or other object pops out, let the 
victim rest. then get him or her to a doctor.

Coal Power Formed 
By UMW A Widows 

Coal Power, an Ohio-based group of 
UMWA widows and pensioners, is 
organizing to protect the interests of 
widows in any future negotiations bet­
ween the UMWA and the BCOA 

In an April 30 interview, Coal Power 
pres1dent Charlotte Walter said that 
the group ha:,; recently sent letters to 
both UMWA President Sam Church 
and to B.R Bro'>'n reque tmg that a 
widow's representative be included in 
the bargaining talks . The group also 
made a trip to Washington D. C. on 
April 24 to discuss the issue with 
Church but were not able to meet with 
him. 

The contract that was turned down 
by miners on March 31 contained 
language that for the first Lime would 
have provided pension benefits to 
widows of miners covered by the 1950 
Benefit Trust UMWA retirees receive 
their pensions under one of two plans, 
generally know as the 1950 Fund and 
the 1974 Fund for the years they were 
negotiated. Under the 1974 Fund, sur­
viving spouses receive half benefits. 
Widows under the 1950 Fund presently 
receive no beneifts. The contract would 
have granted them $100 a month. 

According to Church, the $100 benefit 
was obtamed in exchange for elimina­
tion of the royalty on non-union coal. 
While Coal Power members condemn 
the elimination- of the royalty, they 
want to make sure that the widow's 
benefit is not traded off in any future 
negotiations Mrs . Walters stated that 
Coal Power has received letters which 
back their efforts to protect the 1950 
widows from at least two UMWA locals 
and from the officers of UMWA 
District 6. They have also obtained the 
backing of the Grey Panthers and the 
National Organization of Women.

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I Our Fragile Earth I Receives Scholarship 

By DH. JERRY HOWELL

This installment continues a discus­
sion of future energy sources, as detail­
ed in a Time magazine article in 
mid-1979. Oil shale. tar sands and solar 
energy were summarized previously; 
biomass and coal conversion as 
sources of energy and geothermal 
steam for heat and electricity are 
discussed in this segment. 

Biomass conversion. or the changing 
of formerly living material to energy, 
has reccentl) become popular because 
of the rising costs and scarcity of other 
materials. For example, wood fuel 
usage has grown sixfold since 1970, 
primarily because of its availability 
and the efficiency of the new stoves 
and furnaces. 

But wood is not the only biomass fuel 
being used. Garbage, sugar cane, 
walnut shells, plant remains and 

• manure, among other sources, have 
been used and other sources are 
undergoing experimentation. A poultry 
farmer cooperative in Arkansas is 
recycling 100 tons of chicken manure 
daily to produce over one million cubic 
feet of methane, equal to 12,000 gallons 
of gasoline, used to power automobiles 
converted to accept the natural gas. At 
least 16 plants burn garbage to produce 
electricity for cities such as New York, 
Chicago and Sacramento. The U. S. 
Department of Energy estimates that 
biomass now supplies one percent of 
the nation's energy. 

Converting coal to oil and gas is now 
new; Germany perfected a process in 
World War II and South Africa now 
produces 10 percent of its oil and gas 
from coal. Because the U. S. has just 
over a quarter of the world's known 
reserves of coal, this country is ob­
viously prime experimental territory.

nent program of the Federal Surface 
Mining Control and Reclamation Act," 
sa1d w. H. Tipton, aeputy regional 
director of OSM's Region II in Knox­
ville, Tenn. 

The permanent program will begin 
• when the state attains primacy over 

enforcement of the Federal Act. 
Personnel in the Small Operators 

Assistance Program <SOAP) in OSM's 
Knoxville office nave been developing 
data for the manual over the past 
several months. Although their 
primary intent was to assist small 
operators <those who produce less than 
100,000 tons of coal a year), all size 
operations should find the information 
useful, Tipton said. 

In addition to showing what informa­
tion is available, the manual also tells 
operators how they can retrieve it from 
computer systems, he added. 

Operators, engineers, consultants, 
and others may obtain copies of the 
manual by writing to OSM's Region II 
Office, 530 Gay Street, Knoxville, Ten­
nessee 37902. 

Also available from the Knoxville of­
fice is a Small Surface Coal Mine

Geothermal energy exists in 
volcanoes, geysers and hot springs and 
can be tapped by sinking wells into 
their superheated water and steam 
reservoirs. In areas, such as Iceland, 
where these reservoirs exist near the 
surface, tapping the source is easy, but 
there are some basic problems.

Time Right To Kill 
Tent Caterpillars 

Many of the trees lining Kentucky's 
roads and highways are showing 
traces of gray mixed with their spring 
green. 

The gray is provided by the "tents" 
of the Eastern Tent Caterpillar, 
whose webs or tents are found in the 
forks of tree branches. 

Richard Dorset, pest control 
specialist with the Kentucky division of 
forestry, said the caterpillar is likely to 
be found this time of year in cherry, 
peach, plum, apple or pear trees. 

"The most common forest host for 
these caterpillars is the wild cherry 
tree," Dorset said. "Unlike the other 
fruit trees chosen by the caterpillars, 
these trees are rarely harmed by 
caterpillar infestations." 

However, a large number of tent 
caterpillars can affect the size and 
amount of fruit produced by the 
blighted tree, he said. "They can affect 
the health of tree as well. If there are 
repeated infestations, they can kill the 
tree's limbs and branches," Dorset 
said. 

The most effective measures for con­
trolling the tent caterpillars are 
destroying the tents while the cater­
pillars are inside or spraying them 
with pesticides containing sevin or dia­
ziona, he said. 

"If you are going to destroy the tents, 
be sure to go out in the early morning 
or late evening, when the caterpillars 
are inside," Dorset warned. 

Tents may be as large as three feet 
across and may contain several hun­
dred caterpillars, he said. "To be effec­
tive, sprays must be used directly on 
the caterpillar or on the foliage on 
which they feed, not on the webs," he 
explained. 

The caterpillars have a six-week 
growing season which can cause 
moderate damage to trees and crops, 
forestry officials said 

Tent caterpillars initially live in 
their webs, but move out of the web to 
feed on tree leaves, Ddhet said. 
"When they are fully grown. they leave 
the trees and enter the pupal, or non­
eating stage. At this point they crawl 
over just about everything looking for 
secluded hiding places,'' he said. 

This may be the most vexing stage 
for people who come in contact with the 
caterpillars. according to Dorset. 
"They crawl over walkways and walls 
in the search. When they have found a 
hiding place they spin yellowish co-
coon.'' 

Once inside the cocoon, the cater­
pillar turns into a small moth which 
will emerge during the summer to lay 
eggs for the next spring, Dorset ex­
plained. 

"Right now is the best time to 
destroy tent caterpillars. Within the 
next two weeks they will begin to scat­
ter and they'll be impossible to control 
until next spring," he said

The third type of mortgage is the 
shared appreciation mortgage which 
allows the borrower to lower the in­
terest rate by an agreed-upon percen­
tage in exchange for the same percen­
tage of the house's appreciation when 
the house is sold. These mortgages are 
advantageous to young buyers enabl­
ing them to purchase more house than 
they could afford on the fixed-rate 
mortgage and advantageous to the 
elderly buyer who cannot afford big 
payments and who expect to own their 
house the rest of their lives. 

However, one should be aware that a 
mortgage agreement of this type might 
state that the lender can collect his or 
her share of the appreciation after 10 
years even if the house has not sold. 
Also the shared appreciation is a poor 
choice for the do-it-yourselfers. Home 
improvements done by a contractor 
can be subtracted from the total profit, 
but the most a do-it-your-selfer can 
deduct is the cost of the material. The 
value a homeowner adds through his 
-own labors is shared with the lender.
