Woman Accused 
Mter Husband 
Gunshot Victim 

Arraignment has been set for July 1 
in the case of a Melvin woman charged 
with murder in the shooting death of 
her husband Sunday night. 

Julia Hall Keenes, 40, was accused of 
shooting James Albert Keenes, 44, in 
the couple':; home at the foot of Abner 
Mountain around 9.15 p.m. Sunday. 
Keenes died of a bullet wound in the 
forehead. · 

' Two of the couple's nine children 
were reportedly at home at the time of 
the shooting, which was said to have 
followed a domestic argument. 

The possibility that the woman shot 
her husband in self defense was sup­
ported by witnesses who are said to 
have told state police Keenes was pur­
suing her with a pocket knife shortly 
before the shooting. A knife was 
reportedly found in the pocket of the

victim's trousers after his body was 
taken to McDowell Appalachian 
Regional Hospital. 

Mrs. Keenes posted a $1000 cash 
bond in district court here Monday, on 
condition that she leave the state 
within six hours of her release from the 
county jail.

Tipple Blaze at Wayland Cuts 
Link Between 2 Rail Systems 

A railroad trestle was burned to the 
ground near Wayland early Sunday, ef­
fectively halting the movement of coal 
from Deane, in Letcher county, to Mar­
tin. 

The fire was apparently deliberately 
set with old tires and a flammable li­
quid. Authorities are treating it as a 
"strike-related incident," according to 
a state police spokesman. 

Tougher Court Order 
Hits Pickets, Guards 

Pickets and security guards at 
Highlands Hosp1tal put some distance 
between each other this week, the 
guards moving back from the picket 
line and the pickets locating their tent 
nearer the highway. 

The moves came in response to 'a cir­
cuit court order issued Friday in the 

wake of a fight Thursday night be­
tween guards and union members. 

After meeting with lawyers for both 
sides, Circuit Judge Hollie Conley 
amended a restraining order issued 
March 25, spelling out in further detail 
restrictions to be observed at the 
violence-plagued picket line. 

fenses asked the court to convert to 
personal recognizance bonds the cash 
bonds which had been exacted of the 
defendants, and to refrain from issuing 
further warrants except in cases where 
serious physical injuries were alleged. 

Judge Harold Stumbo acceded to the 
requests after attorney Gary Johnson 
argued that there was no risk of his 
clients' failing to make court ap­
pearances and that the imposition of 
cash bonds, by seriously depleting 
union funds , weakened the union's 
bargaining position in its negotiations 
with the hospital. 

Four area fire departments refused 
to respond to the blaze on account of 
telephone threats, according to the 
police report. A Martin firefighter said 
Wayland, Left Beaver, Maytown and 
Martin fire departments had all receiv­
ed anonymous calls warning them that 
they might be shot at if they tried to ex­
tinguish the blaze. 

The 76-foot trestle was on a line own­
ed by the Chessie System. Recently, 
however, L. & N. trains began using 
the track to haul coal from the Hazard 
o"lfietd into Martin, an arrangement 

made possible by last year's merger of 
the two systems. 

.()n each of the three days prior to the 
destruction of the trestle, L. & N. trains 
of about 100 gondolas each had passed 
over the track. 

A Chessie official said this week that 
materials are being ordered to rebuild 
the trestle but he was unable to 
estimate how long the project would 
take to complete. 

Meanwhile, contract talks between 
the UMWA and the coal industry 
recessed indefinitely Monday, with 
negotiators deadlocked. Negotiations 
to end the 55-day-old strike are not ex­
pected to resume before the weekend, 
at the earliest.

The sometimes torrid campaign 
waged by candidates for nomination to 
county offices will come to a conclusion 
with next Tuesday's primary election.

Grand Jurors 
Session Ends 
Here Tuesday 

Eighty-nine indictments, half of 
them for "cold" checks, were reported 
by the grand jury of F'loyd circuit court 
Tuesday. 

Noting that the issuing and passing 
of worthless checks is "becoming a 
serious problem," the grand jury 
urged merchants to take stricter 
precautions and police to enforce 
the law strictly in this regard. 

Bearing the signature of foreman 
Clarence R. Rice, the jury report com­
mends county officials for instituting 
countywide garbage collection, en­
courages the cooperation of citizens in 
the project, and urges that litter laws 
be strictly enforced. 

Laws restricting burning should also 
be stringently enforced and all areas of 
the county should be closely monitored 
for violations, especially during dry 
periods, the report suggested. 

Notable for its absence from the 
report was any reference to alleged 
mismanagement of Beaver Elkhorn 
Water District funds, a subject to 
which Circuit Judge Hollie Conley had 
instructed the grand jury to address 
itself. Commonwealth's Attorney 
James Allen refused to comment on 
the omission. 

Eight indictments were returned 
stemming from incidents allegedly in­
volving members of the striking 
hospital workers' union, including four 
against union officers. Tom Woodruff, 
district president of the union, was 
named on two assault charges arising 
from a fight that broke out last Thurs­
day between union pickets and hospital 
security guards. Woodruff is accused 
of striking Thomas R. Clark and Larry 
Herzner with a rock. Larry Daniels, 
president of the Highlands Hospital 
union local, is accused of striking Clark 
and Herzner with a baseball bat. 

Gwen Calhoun is accused of striking 
Rhoda Short numerous times across 
the back and head with a baseball bat, 
charges stemming from the same 
altercation. 

Calhoun, her sister Geneva Skeans, 
and their father Henry Calhoun were 
indicted for assault in the alleged 
beating of Helen Smith, a non-striking 
hospital worker, May L 

Among other indictments handed 
down by the grand jury, Susan Fraley, 
Gary Cooper and Robert Duane Dolt

to remove its tent from the hospital 
premises, dismantle a wooden bar­
ricade erected around the tent, and 
give to state police a daily listing of 
those scheduled for picket duty. Fur­
ther, all pickets were ordered to carry 
identification and to refrain from 
wearing masks. 

Hospital guards were ordered not to 
carry arms, to move a van and por­
table lighting unit back from the 
hospital gate, and to remain within the 
perimeter of the hospital parking lot, 
"except for escorting personnel, 
sweeping up debris, or reacting to 
emergency situations." 

Several guards and union members 
were reported to have received minor 
injuries in last Thursday's melee, 
which both sides described as a free­
for-all with baseball bats and sticks 
and which each side accused the other 
of starting.

Parents Ask School Pickets 
To ·Take Protest to Board 

State police were instructed by the 
order to make periodic inspections, to 
confiscate ballbats, sticks, clubs, bot­
tles, nails and anything else which 
might be used as a weapon ''to obstruct 
free ingress and egress to and from the 
hospital premises," to disperse 
unauthorized pickets, and to "arrest 
and lodge in the county jail forthwith" 
anyone failing to disperse.

A team of Job Corps specialists will 
be in eastern Kentucky during the next 
two weeks to conduct on-the-spot 
enrollment for the Prestonsburg Job 
Corps. 

The Job Corps Center offers free 
training in a variety of vocational pro­
grams to qualified young people bet­
ween the ages of 16 and 22. The pro­
grams require a minimum of six mon­
ths for completion. 

Any young person who wants a high 
school equivalency diploma (GED) 
may complete the GED course of study 
in only three months. 

To eliminate any delay in approving 
applications, Manpower Services will 
bring a qualified screener to five 
eastern Kentucky sites. Manpower 
Services is part of the Department for 
Human Resources which administers 
the program. 

Approved applicants will be enroll­
ed, on the spot. Transportation will be 
available, according to Manpower Ser­
vices officials. 

In addition to free training, Job 
Corps includes medical and dental 
care and a living allowance for per­
sonal expenses d4nng the enrollees' 
training period at the Job Corps 
Center. 

Job Corps also provides a readjust­
ment allowance to be put aside for each 
student for the time between leaving 
the center and finding the first job. 

Parents and teachers of Prater 
Creek grade school students gave this 
clear message last Thursday to the 
small group of ~omen who had 
picketed the school the previous two 
days: 

"Take your protest to the school 
board-we will even go with you-but 
don't disrupt the school." 

The five women, together with more 
than a dozen seventh and eighth 
graders, picketed the school last 
Wednesday and Thursday to protest 
the resignation of head teacher Sandy 
Boyd, following charges late last 
month that he had given marijuana to 
a Betsy Layne high school junior to sell 
and a public avowal later that he 
himself used the drug. . 

While most of those at Thursday's 
meeting remained non-committal on 
the merits of Boyd's departure, they 
appeared united in the view that inter­
rupting classes was not an appropriate 
way to resolve the issue. 

Emotions ran high as teachers and 
parents told of older students running 
the school hallways, early Wednesday 
morning, bursting into classrooms, in­
sulting at least one teacher and 
frightening younger students, bringing 
pressure on some of them to sign a peti­
tion in support of Boyd. 

Many parents had kept their children 
away from school Thursday-only 46 of 
the school's 160 pupils attended-out of 
fear for their safety, it was said. And 
teachers complained that teaching was 

all but impossible as long as the pickets 
remained. 

Two of the pickets, Marcie Jarrell 
and Carol Dillon, denied responsibility 
for the alleged excesses, but their 
disclaimers failed to persuade others 
at the meeting, some of whom angrily 
noted that Mrs. Jarrell had no children 
attending the school. 

First grade teacher Sherry Tackett 
sobbed as she told of the change in stu­
dent attitudes which she attributed to 
the demonstration. 

''I've worked all year to get my 
children to enjoy school, to want to 
learn, and now," she said, addressing 
the pickets, "you come down here, two 
weeks before school is out, and make 
them afraid to come to school." 

"As far as the seventh and eighth 
graders are concerned," she added, 
"the teachers have become the 
enemy." 

Glenna Childers, a remedial reading 
teacher at the school. said some of the 
striking students had insulted fifth- and 
sixth-grade teacher Bonnie Harmon, 
one threatening to "bust her mouth." 

Students told her they had been in­
structed by the pickets not to pay heed 
to the teachers, Mrs. Childers charged. 

Another parent condemned the 
pickets for " using the children as 
pawns" for their own ends. 

COAL TRUCKS, in convoys of ten, continued to haul coal out 
of Prater Creek this week.

Silver Program Nets 
$14 Million For VA 

One of the least known internal pro­
grams of the Veterans Administration 
netted the agency nearly $14 million in 
1980. The program is VA 's 
sophisticated system for recovering 
silver from photographic waste. 

VA began the program in 1962 by 
recovering silver from dental 
amalgams, hearing aid batteries and 
photographic waste. In the first year of 
the program , only $31,300 was 
recovered, but with higher silver 
prices and modern technology. the 
figure has jumped to nearly $14 million 
in 1980. Surprisingly, the cost to VA for 
1980 amounted to less than $185,000. 

Silver recovery has become more 
important because of the rapidly m­
creasing price of the scarce commodi­
ty. But there are other reasons for con­
serving this limited resource with its 
unique photographtc, electronic and 
aesthetic qualities Scrap recovery 
helps make up the large deficit bet­
ween current market demand and 
mine production. Recovery conserves 
the environment by limiting the 
discharge of silver into waterways, 
and it reduces the need for additional 
mining and smelting of new ore, 
thereby reducing air pollution and con­
serving energy. 

Today's modern recovery process 
might be called a scientific wonder. At 
most of VA's large hospitals and 
clinics, x-ray processors automatically 
feed used photographic fixer into 
holding tanks until enough is gathered 
to warrant recovery. An electrolytic 
silver recovery unit is then placed over 
the container and run for about 24 
hours. 

The fixer is tested w1th a clean cop­
per wire to determine its silver con­
tent. If the wire turns silver after be­
ing held in the solution for 15 seconds 
the electrolytic process continues. But 
if the wire remains a copper color, the 
silver has been recovered and the solu­
tion disposed of. 

The silver is then sent to the Bureau 
of the Mint's Assay Office in New York 
for refining into pure silver ingots. The 
General Services Administration then 
sells the silver and the funds are 
returned to VA for the purchase of 
medical supplies. 

The effectiveness of VA's silver 
recovery system can be traced to 
several areas; 

-VA has a large source of silver in 
its hospitals and clinics. 

-The agency has conducted a 
vigorous campaign to inform hospital 
administrators and technical person­
nel about the importance of the pro­
gram 

-All VA hospitals have set recovery 
goals based on the amount of x-ray film 
used 

- The incentive is superb: monies 
recovered from the sale of silver are 
returned to a revolving fund that off­
sets the costs of medical supplies. 

- An active internal audit group 
monitors the program's effectiveness 
and oversees control of the recovered 
silver. 

- A standardized and simple pro­
gram with clear instructions and fre­
quent feedback on each hospital's ef-
fectiveness is conducted. . 

The savings to the American tax­
payer over the years has been con­
siderable. Growing from a little over 
$31,000 recovered in 1962 to nearly $14 
million in 1980-VA's precious metals 
recovery program is unique in govern­
ment.

A statewide teacher survey, believed 
to be the first of its kind in the nation, 
has been completed to determine the 
greatest needs of Kentucky teachers. 

Some 26,000 teachers in 156 of the 181 
school districts responded to a survey 
sent to all public and private schools. 

The survey was part of a "protocol 
materials" project initiated in 1980 by 
the Kentucky Department of Educa­
tion's Bureau of Instruction. Each 
state university was asked to select a 
topic from a list of needs and prepare 
material which could be used in staff 
development activities for teachers. 
Western Kentucky University selected 
centralized needs assessment as its 
topic and decided to do a full-blown 
statewide su; vey t.o determine 
teachers' needs on a major scale. 

Kentucky teachers indicated through 
the survey that their greatest needs 
were in the areas of: techniques for 
motiviating students; legal respon­
sibilities of the classroom teacher; 
strategies for classroom discipline­
management; first aid training; 
teaching slow l€~ rners; dealing with

drugs ; teacher stress; training in 
cardio-pulmonary resuscitation; 
managing classroom time more effi­
ciently; and self-concept activities for 
students. 

Department of Education staff 
believe that the survey is going to be a 
powrful data base for detrmining all 
kinds of needs, especially in determin­
ing inservice programs for the future. 

The survey instrument contained 71 
topics which appeared with the 
greatest frequency in an open-ended 
survey of about 2,000 teachers. 
Through the cooperation of the College 
of Education's Professional Develop­
ment Center at Western Kentucky 
University and the inservice coor­
dinators at the regional universities, 
the survey was distributed to all local 
school districts. 

Each respondent to the survey was 
asked to indicate both knowledge level 
and need level on each topic. The 
response to the survey was overwhelm­
ing, according to Bob Cobb with the 
Professional Development Center. 

"In order for us to get a true picture 
of what teachers' needs were for each 
local school district, we had to collect 
data from all the teachers in that 
district, not just a few," explained 
Cobb. "Statistically it is a very valid 
survey. The teachers did a super job on 
cooperating with us." 

Joe Clark, director of staff develop­
ment with the Department of Educa­
tion, said the survey was truly the 
teachers speaking. 

"They came up with the topics and 
then told us what their need levels 
were," he explained. "It wasn't the 
Department of Education telling them 
their needs or superintendents speak­
ing; it was strictly the teachers." 

Identification of teachers' greatest 
needs will enable the Department of 
Education as well as local districts to 
provide workshops, conferences and 
training activities that will meet these 
needs, said Clark. 

Survey results were sent to each 
local school district to enable person­
nel to look at their staff development 
offerings for teachers and see if they 
coincide with the needs identified by 
the survey for their district. 

The use of the survey results is only 
limited by the imagination, according 
to Cobb. He believes that there will be a 
great demand for the results from all 
kinds of interest groups. 

"I have already been contacted by 
the Kentucky Academy of Science 
which is very interested in what 
science teachers need," Cobb said. 
''We can look at the survey and say this 
is what the science teachers are telling 
us ." 

Survey resclts can be broken down 
by geographic area to see if the needs 
of teachers in urban areas differ from 
the needs of their counterparts in rural 
areas, he said. 

" If we need to know what Title I 
teachers think about this or that we can 
look at the survey and pull out the in­
formation," Cobb emphasized. "We 
can gear it for any specific target 
group." 

Cobb said that one of the driving 
elements behind the survey was Dr. 
Donald Hunter, head of the depart­
ment's Bureau of Instruction. 

"I am excited by the scope of this 
project because of its ability to give us 
more current data on the needs of our 
teachers than any state in the union ," 
Hunter said.

.$2.5 million worth of stolen vehicles 
during 1980. 

The two Pikeville post officers were 
Trooper Charles S. Woodard, who was 
credited with recovering 32 vehicles 
valued at $140,400, and 14 auto theft­
related arrests, and Detective Donnie 
Jack Phipps. 

Phipps was . credited with 28 
recoveries, valued at $203,950, and 17 
arrests_ 

In addition, the Pikeville Post also 
was cited as having had the third­
highest vehicle recovery and arrest 
record among all 16 KSP posts . During 
1980, the Pikeville post recovered a 
total of 233 stolen vehicles, valued at

Floyd's veteran coronet~ 
has earned the respect 
of state medical exami11ers

PRESTONSBURG - J. J. Carter 
has been a coroner longer than any· 
one in Kentucky. 

Floyd County's voters first elected 
him In 1951, and after 30 years on the 
job he has a few things to say to Ken­

' tucky's young coroners. 
To those who won·t take tra1n1ng 

courses becausP they think they can 
learn on the job, carter say!': 

"They're wrong. They're all wrong. 
"You do pick up things on the job. 

but I still learned an awful Jot at 
school. I've taken every bit of school· 
mg offered, and it's made me a better 
coroner." 

And to the coroners who refuse to 
use the state medical examiner pro­
gram for autopsies, carter says: 

"That's just foolishness. 
"It's like having a topcoat on a cold 

winter day and refusing to put it on." 
carter, 60, remembers the days be­

fore autopsies could be performed 
routinely. 

"When we'd find bodies on the train 
tracks, sometimes I'd wonder: 'Was 
that person killed and then put on the 

, tracks?' 
"We never knew." 
But now, "We bad one case recently 

where a man looked like he'd had a 

heart attack. We ordered an autopsy, 
and it turned out his heart was fine. 
He'd choked on a ham hock." 

carter, an overweight, effusively 
friendly funeral director, may not be 
the best coroner in Kentucky. But he 
has earned the respect of several peo­
ple in the state medical examiner pro­
gram. 

When Dr. William Hamilton, associ­
ate chief medical examiner, quit last 
December, he listed several counties 
ill which he thinks it would be safe to 
commit murder because the incompe­
tent coroners wouldn't not;;;e. 

But because of Carter's work, Floyd 
was one county that Hamilton suggest­
ed killers a·;oid. 

David Jones, administrator or the 
medical examiner program, says of 
carter and some other rural coroners 
who try hard to do a good job: 

"If you took them and put them be­
fore an association of forensic pa­
thologists, they'd . . . well, they just 
wouldn't cut it. But out there in their 
own counties, doing what they have to 
do with limited resources, I think J. J. 
and some of those boys do a pretty 
good job." 

Last October, carter summoned vir­
tually every staff member of the 
medical examiner program to help 
him figure out a case. 

J. J. Carter, a coroner for 30 years, believes that training courses have made him bet­
ter at his job. And he's one death investigator who doesn't underestimate the value of 
an autopsy. 

Today. his voice fills with pride as 
he talks of the outcome while pulling 
a fat file of newspaper clippings from 
a drawer. And Floyd County Common­
wealth's Attorney James Allen says 
carter "played a crucial role in solv­
ing the case. He's very competent." 

James Noel's home in Wayland 
burned fo the ground Oct. 14, and a 

charred. unrecognizable corpse was 
found inside. 

Noel's station wagon was parked out 
front, and he was missing. So every­
one thought the corpse was Noel's. 

But carter and State Police Detec­
tive Danny Stumbo questioned Noel's 
friends and learned that he always 
wore a large brass belt buckle shaped 
like a marijuana leaf. 

"We sifted and sifted through the 
rubble, but we couldn't find that belt 
buckle," Carter sa1d. "We knew it 
couldn't have burned up, so that made 
us suspicious." 

carter called Dr. David Wolfe, tht' 
medical examiner program's forensic 
anthropologist. He's an expert on 
bones and skeletal remains. 

Wolfe took what little was left of the 
dead man's body and pieced the bones 
together so he could determine the 
victim's age, sex, race, weight and 
muscularity. 
' Wolfe found that the dead man's 

features didn't match Noel's. 
The Investigation continued, and 

soon the corpse was found to be that 
of James Nelmi, a 19-year-old ac­
quaintance of Noel. 

Six days before the fire, investiga­
tors found, Noel had bought a 
$100,000 life insurance policy. He 
named his friend Denver Patrick as 
beneficiary. 

medical examiners' office to help us, 
we would have just buried that man." 

In some other Kentucky counties, 
carter agreed, the charred corpse 
would have been summarily buried 
even today. 

And James Noel wouldn't be in jail, 
charged with murder. He'd be in hid· 
ing somewhere spending his $100,000, 
while state records said he was dead. 

Joel Brinkley, Courier­
Journal Staff member, who 
wrote the foregoing article on 
Coroner James J. Carter, is 
the son of veteran NBC news­
caster, David Brinkley. 

Patrick was arrested in February, 
and a few weei.s later Noel was found .._ _________ ___. 
hiding In Columbus, Ind. 

In jail, each accused the other of 
hitting Neimi tw1ce on the head with a 
hammer, then setting the house on 
fire so they could collect the insur­
ance money. 

Noel and Patrick have both been 
charged with murder and arson, and 
Allen says he'll ask for the death pen­
alty. 

When the investigation ended, Car­
ter and others in Floyd County public­
ly thanked the state medical examin· 
ers program for helping them catch a 
murder that might have slipped by. 

As carter put it, "If this had hap­

The power company practice of 
charging its largest customers less per 
unit of electricity than its smaller 
customers was criticized by the group 
as encouraging over-consumption and 
spurring the need for new plant con­
struction. 

Eula Hall, of Honaker, one of those 
who testified, charged that high elec­
tricity bills force some low-income con· 
sumers to choose among necessities. 
She urged the adoption of programs to 
provide an essential minimum of elec­
tricity at an affordable cost, so that the 
poor "will not have to choose between 
electricity and food'' 

While some critics of the utility's 
rate structure argue that it shifts the 
cost burden away from larger in­
dustrial users toward residential 
users, power company officials reply 
that residential rates are dispro­
portionately low when return on invest· 
ment is taken into account. 

While the company enjoys a 17 per­
cent return on its investment in the in­
dustrial sector, the rate of return from 
the residential sector is only three per­
cent, it is claimed. 

This month's hearing completed the 
first phase of a statewide investigation 
of utility rate structure, mandated for 
all states by the Public Utilities 
Regulatory Policies Act of 197B. A se­
cond round of hearings is scheduled 
SepteP1ber Band 9, and a third October 
6.

Environmental Horror Story 
After many years of enjoying some 

of the world's safest drinking 
water- free from the cholera, typhoid, 
and other water·borne diseases that 
plagued their ancestors-Americans 
are now facing a new and different 
threat to th~ir water supply according 
to National Wildlife magazine. 

The threat is chemical contamina­
tion- mostly from industrial wastes 
that seep into our waterways-and this 
menance to our drinking water may 
become the "environmental horror 
story of the 1980's," the National 
Wildlife Federation 's bimonthly 
publication·reports. At certain concen­
trations they can cause nausea, diz­
ziness, tremors, and blindness. 

There is also evidence that some of 
the chemicals found in drinking water 
present a potential risk of cancer. Dr. 
Kenneth P. Cantor, an epidemiologist 
at the national Cancer Institute, told 
National Wildlife that several recent 
studies "heighten our suspicions about 
a drinking water link to cancer, 

especially to colon, bladder, and rectal 
cancers." 

Where do these unwanted chemical 
contaminants in our drinking water 
originate? Eckhardt C. Beck, a former 
Environmental Protection Agency of­
ficial, explained to National Wildlife: 
"Industrial discharges, agricultural 
and urban runoff and accidental spills 
combine to make many of our rivers 
and streams a lethal soup of organic 
chemicals." Recent surveys have 
found more than 700 organic chemicals 
in drinking water supplies, including 49 
known or suspected cancer-causing 
compounds. The Mississippi and Ohio 
Rivers are among the most polluted 
waterways. 

Chloroform-a suspected cancer 
producer-has been found in the drink­
ing supplies of almost all surface water 
systems surveyed. It has also been 
found in 170 percent of chlorinated 
ground water systems. 

National Wildlife has these sugges­
tions: 

-First, we must keep toxic 
chemicals out of our rivers and 
streams Under the Clean Water Act of 
1972, toxic discharges into the nation's 
waters must be eliminated or greatly 
reduced by July 1, 1984. Environmental 
groups will fight to insure that industry 
complies with these tough restrictions. 

-Second, we must do a better job of 
keeping hazardous wastes from con­
taminating ground water and surface 
water used as sources of drinking 
water. 

-Third, the protection, monitoring, 
and treatment of our drinking water 
must be improved. 

Can concerned consumers take ac­
tion? National Wildlife suggests that 
they insist that their water utilities test 
the water for chemical contaminants 
and then do whatever is necessary to 
get those contaminants out of the 
treated water. In addition, consumers 
can test their drinking water 
themselves, by writing their local state 
health departments for a sterile sam­
ple bottle and instructions. If anything 
questionable turns up, they should con­
tact officials immediately.

National Wildlife also reports that 

there is mounting evidence that 
"contamination of ground water, once 
a pristine source of drinking water for 
100 million Americans, and for 95 per­
cent of the people in rural areas, is 
even worse in some areas than surface 
water." Two examples: 

-Twenty-three public water supply 
wells in Nassau county and 13 in Suf­
folk county on Long Island were closed 
because they were contaminated with 
synthetic organic chemicals. Almost 
two million people are served by those 
contaminated water supplies. a recent 
study found all three of Long Island's 
major aquifers to be contaminated.

-In Michigan, the water in 268 wells 
is already contaminated and pollution 
is suspected at 381 other sites. Because 
this water does not flow like a river, a 
contaminated underground drinking 
supply is virtually impossible to clean 
up.

Kentucky coal operators reported a 
total production of 151 million tons in 
1980, according to a report published in 
this month's Kentucky Coal Journal. 

Twenty two companies producing 
more than a million tons each 
generated 40 percent of the total. The 
top 10 producers· Peabody Coal 
<16,107,662 tons>, one of the nation's top 
two coal producers; MAP CO 
(6,511,518); Falcon Coal (5,526,798); 
Island Creek Coal (3,972,866); 
Eastover Mining (2,947,367); Pyro 
Mining (2,643,229); U.S. Steel 
(2,577,568); R. and M Coal (2,195,109); 
Beth Elkhorn (2,133.010); and Ad­
dington Bros. <1,825,888 ). 

Addington Bros. conducts mining 
operations in Floyd, as well as in 
Magoffin, Johnson and Elliott counties. 
Total MAPCO production comes from 
Martiki (2.6 million tons), Pontiki 0.5 
million) and Toptiki (.3 million) in 
Martin county, and 2.5 million from 
operations in Webster and Henderson 
counties. Island Creek ~nd Beth 
Elkhorn operate in Pike county. 

Among other Floyd producers, Leeco 
Inc. produced 660,394 tons (from opera­
tions in Floyd, Laurel and Leslie coun­
ties) ; Ligon Prep Co., 413,838; Triple 
Elkhorn, 383,000; Bailey Mining, 
359,888; Bizwil, 298,532; Hite Prep. Co.,

Money Raised For 
UK Cancer Center 

Gov. John Y. Brown Jr. has strongly 
endorsed the effort of the Ephraim 
McDowell Cancer Research Founda­
tion to raise $19 million in private funds 
for the construction of a statewide 
Cancer Center here. 

At a May 6 press conference at the 
University of Kentucky Medical 
Center, Brownell Combs II, president 
of the McDowell Foundation, reported 
that $4 million was raised last year for 
the Cancer Center. By the fall of this 
year the foundation expects to raise 
another $2 million. 

This $6 million will enable the foun­
dation to begin construction in 
September of the first phase of the 
Cancer Center, which will be located 
adjacent to the UK Medical Center. 

After the press conference, Brown 
and Combs presided at the erection of a 
sign announcing the construction of the 
Center will combine research, treat­
ment and education facilities under 
one roof. It will be open to cancer pa­
tients from throughout Kentucky. 

The first phase of the Cancer Center 
will include 25 in-patient beds, an out­
patient clinic, and the programs of the 
McDowell Cancer network. The net­
work includes Hopeline, a toll-free 
cancer information service ; Outreach, 
a statewide cancer education pro­
gram; and the Cancer Learning Center 
Library.

*CANCER 
HOPE LINE 

Q-I'm a young woman, age 20 and 
unmarried. I was told by a friend that I 
should have a regular Pap test to check 
for cervical cancer. I know she's right, 
but I can't think of anything more em­
barrassing and frightening. Is there 
any alternative? 

A-There really is no effective alter­
native to the Pap test 

If you are like most women, your em­
barrassment stems from having this 
examination by a male physician. Be 
assured that doctors, both male and 
female, are careful to respect their pa­
tients's sensitivities. The procedure 
takes only a few second and is painless. 

The Pap test was developed in the 
1920s by Dr. George N. Papanicolaou. 
Used in conjunction with a pelvic ex­
amination, it is the best method of 
detecting cervical cancer while it is 
still highly curable, even before a 
tumor can be seen or felt. Cells are 
scraped form the cervix and examined 
under a microscope for abnormalities. 

Cervical cancer is found most often 
among women who have not yet 
entered menopause. Generally speak­
ing, it grows slowly, but if not detected 
early and treated, women do die of it. 
With regular Pap tests and the 
treatments available, no American 
woman should have to die of cervical 
cancer 

For many years, the Pap tests was 
recommended as part of a woman's 
routine physical examination. In July , 
1980, the National Cancer Institute 
sponsored a panel of physicians who 
determined that asymptomatic virgins 
<those without symptoms, which in­
cludes most virgins) need not be 
screened for cervical cancer. It recom­
mended that they have regular Pap 
test after the onset of sexual activity. If 
the first test indicates no abnormality, 
it should be repeated in one year. If the 
second test is also satisfactory, regular 
Pap tests should be scheduled a t inter­
vals of one to three years, depending on 
the recommendation of the physican. 

Many women decide to have a Pap 
test once a year as a birthday present 
to themselves. Of course, any abnor­
mal bleeding or other unusual symp­
toms should be reported to a physician 
right away. 

Pap tests are available from local 
health departments and Planned 
Parenthood Centers as well as from 
family doctors and gynecologists.

The affidavit describes two specific 
examples of faking figures for AEP 
forecasts. One took place in December, 
1980, in response to studies on AEP de­
mand growth submitted to the Federal 
Energy Regulatm·y Commission by 
Energy Systems Research Group of 
Boston. The ESRG studies "apparently 
demonstrated that the AEP 
(residential) demand growth rate for a 
10-year period was about 2.6% annual­
ly. In fact, my extensive calculations 
demonstrated that AEP's actual 
residential demand growth rate would 
be approximately 2.7% per year. Upon 
clear instruction from my supervisors, 
I was required to adjust the indepen­
dent variables which affected the 
growth rate (especially conservation) 
in order to achieve approximately a 
5.2% annual demand growth rate for 
the 10-year period under considera­
tion." 

The second example concerns AEP's 
effort to construct a 765,000 volt trans­
mission line to the Martins­
ville/Danville area in southern 
Virginia. The need for this line had 
been contested by Citizens for the 
preservation of Floyd County and other 
groups on the grounds that AEP'~ 
forecasts were faulty and that only a 
fraction of the capacity of such a trans­
mission line would ever be required. 
The affidavit states that "My super­
visors instructed me to determine that 
the decreased energy demand during 
the previous few years had been caus­
ed by warmer winters. Although the 
winters were somewhat warmer and 
did account, in part, for the decreased 
demand, the weather factor was not 
sufficient by itself" to explain the 
decrease. "I was required to 
manipulate other independent 
variables to generate the highest possi­
ble demand figures for the line's ser­
vice area." 

Citizens for the Preservation of 
Floyd County have submitted the af­
fidavit to the US Department of the In­
terior, which is currently evaluating 
whether to permit the proposed trans­
mission line to cross the Blue Ridge 
Parkway. Likewise, the Coalition of 
American Electric Consumers is today 
submitting the affidavit to the Federal 
Energy Regulatory Commission, 
which is currently reviewing the 
studies by Energy Systems Research 
Group, and AEP's response to those 
studies, in connection with a deter­
minatin whether to grant AEP a 
preliminary permit to study construc­
tion of a 3 million kilowatt pumped­
storate power facility at Brumley Gap 
in southwest Virginia.

CAULK YOUR HOME TO REDUCE 
SUMMER FUEL BILLS 

Spring is a great time to make a list 
of those areas in your home where you 
felt cold air sneaking in during the 
winter. Write the problem areas down 
so tnat you will be prepared to go out­
side when the weather warms up and 
fill those cracks with caulk or 
weatherstripping. 

The newest type of caulk is a foam 
that comes in a pressurized can. These 
cans are much more expensive than 
the standard tubes of caulk, but 
manufacturers claim that one can will 
produce as much caulk as 10 to 16 
tubes. 

Since most foams need to be used 
within 30 days after being opened 
because after that time the product 
breaks down. Plan to do all your caulk­
ing within a short time. The foams are 
a little tricky to aim and should be 
handled with gloves. 

Foam that has hardened is very dif­
ficult to remove from hands and 
countertops so you need to wear old 
clothes and put newspapers down to 
protect counters. Also, if foam is ex­
posed to direct sunlight in utside ap­
plications, it should be painted or stain­
ed for a permanent water-tight bond. 

There are some advantages to foam 
caulks. Certain brands expand to twice 
their applied size so they can be used to 
fill larger gaps than standard caulks. 
The foams do not shrink, dry out or 
become brittle with age, so they will 
not pull away from the edges. Also, 
foams are easily trimmed, sanded and 
painted. 

The three more familiar types of 
caulk are oil base, latex base and 
silicone base. Oil is the least expensive, 
about $1 per tube, but it lasts only a 
year or so before it needs to be replac­
ed. 

Latex is more long-lasting than oil (2 
to 10 year life) and will stick to most 
surfaces, but it costs about twice as 
much as oil base. 

Silicone caulk is even more expen­
sive, about $5 per tube, but it will last 
up to 20 years. However, silicone does 
not hold paint very well so use it in 
areas where a painted surface is not 
needed. 

If you see daylight around the doors 

you need to use weatherstripping. The 
weatherstripping rules apply the same 
to cooled houses as to heated ones. 
Weatherstripping will prevent the 
summer heat from sneaking in and 
making your air conditioner work 
harder. 

A house that is properly caulked and 
weatherstripped will keep those elec­
tric bills down this summer. So save 
the money and take a summer vaca­
tion!

Turn Out To Polls, 
Young Voters Urged 

Democratic slate Chairman Tracy 
Farmer urged young Kentuckians to 
help reverse the failure of Americans 
to vole in their country's elections. 

The Cynthiana banker and 
businessman, who look over his party's 
reins in March, told graduates of Lee's 
Junior College, "I don't care for what 
candidate or what party you vote, only 
that you do vote. We are no longer 
isolated in the hills and 'hollers' of 
eastern Kentucky, far removed from 
the world and its governments Our 
very lives are dictated by national coal 
policy and international oil policy." 

Citing recent voting statistics, 
Farmer charged that "the worst voting 
record in America is by voters 18-24 
years old." 

He pointed out that after young 
voters finally won a constitutinal 
amendment in 1971lowering the voting 
age to 18 nation wide, that in 1972 their 
turn out was 48.3 percent. In 1976 it 
dropped to 38 percent. And early 
studies of the 1980 results indicate it 
fell even farther last year. 

Farmer said the problem was typical 
of the nation as a whole. "In many 
states, primarly in the area where we 
live, less than two-thirds of the eligible 
voters are registered and less than 50 
percent actually vote " 

He compared America's poor par­
ticipation in elections with other coun­
tries, citing Autralia and Belgium 
where 95 percent of the people vote, 
West Germany, Sweden and Italy, all 
of which are above 90 percent, France 
at 83 percent and Great Britain at 76 
percent. 

Calling voting a duty "you dare not 
ignore", Farmer said, "you won't 
always be right and your side won't 
always win, for who among us is 
always right or victorious, but you 
dare not risk leaving your destiny in 
the hands of others."

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BEING MAGISTRATE IS SERIOUS BUSINESS 
FLOYD COUNTY BUDGET 1980-81: $1,653,324 

The four elected Magistrates, along with the County Judge, make up 
the Floyd ,Fiscal Court. It is their business to run the Floyd County 
government, just as our State Senators and Representatives set bud­
gets and make laws in Frankfort, and as our Senators and Congressmen 
do in Washington. 

Floyd County's budget is over one and a half million dollars a year 
from ill revenues: property taxes, coal severance taxes and road funds. 
How this money is spent is decided by the Fiscal Court. That is serious 
business. 

I am a candidate for Magistrate in District Number 1. This office 
represents all of the people in Abbott, old and New Allen, Auxier, Bull 
Creek, Little Paint, Cliff, Goble-Roberts Addition, Cow Creek, David, 
Dwale, both forks of Middle Creek, Prestonsburg, and West Pre~tons­
burg. We make up the largest Magisterial District in Floyd County. We 
pay 40 to 45 per cent of all property taxes in this county. Our District 
contains 35 per cent-more than one-third-of the registered voters in 
Floyd County. But what are we getting for our money? , 

The Magistrate of District 1 should be a businessman. He should 
have experience in government. He should know about budgets, pro­
grams and priorities. He should have a plan-one that is thought-out and 
projected for four years-to make sure the people of Number 1 get the 
county services and programs they want and need. 

My plan is set out below in detail. I hope you will read it, think about 
it and support my candidacy for election. I would appreciate your com­
ments and ideas on this plan, and I am always available to hear you. 

ROADS: Because District 1 includes all of Prestonsburg, and the city government takes care of all 
the city streets, a lot of people seem to think that district 1 doesn't need much road money. The people out­
side the city limits know there are plenty of roads in· District 1 that need plenty of work- and not just at 
election time. 

I believe the road money should be allocated to each district on the basis of the number of miles of coun­
!x roads in that District. District 1 is by far the largest district in terms of size as well as people. We should 
get our fair share of the road fund. 

In addit ion, I have already consulted with a licensed, registered engineer, who has agreed to volunteer 
his services to develop a road program for District 1. As soon as I am elected, we will survey all the roads in 
the District. With his professional help I will draw up a schedule for repairing, blacktopping and graveling 
roads according to need. The worst roads will be fixed first. There will be no road work done for political 
reasons. 

This program will let us get the best use of our road money. We can schedule equipment, men and 
materials on a year-round basis. You can see the schedule at any time to know when your road work will be 
done. It will be a business-like approach to our road problems. 

WATER AND 
SEWAGE: 

I propose developing a 
long-term plan for water 
and sewage. At the pre­
sent time, water lines 
are extended without 
thought to sewage 
disposal. When new 
areas are developed, pro­
blems arise with sewage 
disposal. Many times it 
ends up in creeks. There 
is not a creek in this 
county that your child 
could wade in with safe­
ty. I pledge to develop a 
water and sewage pro­
gram that will be effi­
cient, thorough, and 
protect the health of the 
people of Floyd County. 

GARBAGE: 
The problem with gar­

bage pick -up and 
disposal is not that the 
county doesn't hne a 
plan, but that the 
Magistrates aren't ac­
ting on that plan. The 
solution is available, but 
we need action. The 

· county is supposed to 
take over this operation 
itself on May 18. I pledge 
that as your Magistrate I 
will work personally to 
see that this plan is 
implemented instead of 
turning the problem over 
to a committee.

NEW IDEAS: 
I propose a Symmer Emoloyment Program for 

young people. This would help high school and 

college students get jobs doing road work, clean­
up and park jobs to help them further their edu· 

cation. 
A Dewey Lake Clean-Uo: The lake is a Federal 

program but the county could and should assert 

its jurisdiction to get the lake cleaned up. Sum­

mer workers could assist in this program. 

A cooperatjye program wjth the railroads to 

prevent crossings being blocked. ~ blocked 

crossing could prevent ambulances, fire or police 
vehicles from reaching you and your family in 

emergencies. I would favor looking ahead to the 

construction of overpasses at critical places 

such as Goble·Roberts, Cliff, Dwale, and left Mid­

dle Creek. 
Developing more new Ideas: I believe Floyd 

County should be the No. 1 county in Kentucky 

and I believe the Magistrates should ~lk to and 

listen to the people to get their ideas for con­

tinued growth. I want your ideas. Hand them to 

me and I'll listen.

MY QUALIFICATIONS: 
Education: I am 48 and was born in Floyd County. I at­

tended Morehead State University, majoring in economics 
and sociology for four years, lacking only three hours to 
get a degree in Business Administration. 

Business Experience: I have been employed at Colum­
bia Gas Co., for nearly 25 years. As an engineering techni­
cian, I assist in all phases of engineering work and deal 
with Federal regulations and requirements. 

Goyernment Experience: For six years I served on the 
Prestonsburg City Council, actively participating in the 
city's programs involving county, state and national 
government. 

CONTINUING (?) PROGRAMS: 
In the past four years, Floyd County has acquired two fine new facilities, both needed and both in 

District 1. Now, due to lack of county financing we are losing them both. 
The jyyegj!e detentjon center in the new Courthouse Annex has been praised as a model of its 

kind- a place to keep young delinquents for short terms. The state has been giving us 100% financing 
to operate the center- the only one in Kentucky that gets no county money. Because of present 
economic conditions, the state will no longer pay 100% of operating our detention center. It doesn't 
do this for Pike or any other county center. The girl's side has already been closed. The entire center 
will be closed on June 1 unless something is done. That "something" must be county funds to help run 
the center. The Fiscal Court says it has no money for this needed center. But, unless we have this 
center, a 15-year-old who robs your house tonight will be on the streets tomorrow because the Judge 
will. have no other choice. Under state law he is not allowed to put juveniles in the jail with adult of­
fenders. 

The coygty agjmal center was built through a generous bequest to the county of $30,000. Private 
citizens, the City of Prestonsburg and, for awhile, the Fiscal Court, made up the money to operate the 
center. Now the Fiscal Court refuses to help and the center has closed for lack of funds. Now threre is 
nowhere to take stray dogs and other animals. They roam the streets and hollers as they did before. If 
your child is bitten by a stray dog you know the agony that child and all your family will go through if 
the dog is not found. 

The animal shelter and the juvenile detention center benefitted .ill Floyd Countians but the County 
Fiscal Court says it cannot afford to contribute to their support. 

' This Fiscal Court pays each of the four Magistrdes $17,028 a year. Members of the Prestonsburg 
City Council are paid $72 a year for their two regular meetings a month and the numerous other 
meetings and business they do. Members of the Floyd County Board of Education receive $240 a year 
for one meeting a month and all the county's school business, including overseeing a $10 million a year 
budget. 

The Magistrates meet twice a month. I favor reducing Magistrate's salaries and putting more 
money into financing programs needed by the people of Floyd County.

Five Highway Contractors 1,old 
To Give Records to Grand Jury 

Five highway contractors have been 
told to turn over some of their records 
to a federal grand jury that is in 
vestigating highway construction in 
Kentucky. 

The' Kentucky Association of 
Highway Contractors, in recent 
newsletters, identified the five as East 
Kentucky Paving Corp., Grayson; 
E'town Paving Co., Elizabethtown; 
R.E. Gaddie Inc., Bowling Green; 
Mago Construction Co., Bardstown; 
and M.C. Webb Inc., Danville. 

The subpoenas do not necessarily 
mean that the companies are targets of 
the investigation. 

M.C. Webb, who delivered sub­
poenaed recrods to the grand jury in 
Louisville May 11, said that this ap­
pearance lasted less than 30 minutes 
and that he was asked no more than 10 
questions. 

Webb said the subpoena asked for 
records of his company's highway-

project b;ds and its contracts with sub­
contractors and prime contractors 
since Jan. 1, 1977. 

The president of Mago Con;,trucion, 
Dinwiddie Mathis, referred questions 
to attorney Doug Hubbard, of Bards­
town, who said the subpoena to Mago 
called for records of stale highway con­
tracts since Jan. 1, 1976. 

R. E. Gaddie, asked about the sub­
poena to his firm, said "I've been in­
structed on advice of counsel not to talk 
to anyone about it:" 

Jack Ruth, president of East Ken­
tucky Paving, and W. J. Crowe, presi­
dent of E'town Paving, were 
unavailable for comment. 

Mark Sheehan, a Justice Depart­
ment press officer in Washington, said 
the Louisville grand jury's investiga­
tion "is into possible trust violations in 
the highway-construction area and 
may involve some construction other 
than highways."

If you've been putting off cleaning up 

those fence rows and mowing weeds, 
good- put it off a while longer, says 
Lee Nelson, chief wildlife research 
biologist with the Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources . 

Most ground nesting birds, including 
quail, will be actively nesting until 
about the middle of July . Mowing 
operations before this time are among 
the prime destroyers of nests, accor­
ding to Nelson. 

Of course, hay must be cut when it's 
ready and when the weather is right, 
but leaving an eight-foot uncut strip 
around the edge of the field will pro­
vide wildlife cover and allow most 
nests to survive, Nelson says, since 
wildlife tends to concentrate around 
field borders. 

Idle fields must be mowed 
periodically to keep down brush, but if 
this mowing is done in strips on alter­
nate years, much wildlife habitat will 
be preserved and the new growth in the 
mowed areas will provide additional 
food for rabbits and other species. But 
again, remember to wait until after the 
middle of July to do your bush-hogging. 

Some farm "clean up" operations 
are "clear out" signals to wildlife, 
Nelson says. A clean fence row offers 
no food or shelter, but one allowed to 
grow up in brush and shrubs provides 
excellent habitat. Odd corners of the 
farm should also be allowed to grow 
naturally instead of being cleared just 
for the sake of appearance. 

"Clean" farming, growing huge 
fields of a single crop, plowing to the 
fences and other current agricultural 
practices, while they may be 
necessary from the standpoint of 
economics, nevertheless destroy much 
wildlife habitat, Nelson says. Wildlife 
thrives in areas with varied landscapes 
and vegetative types, with an abun­
dance of "edges" between croplands, 
meadows , pastures and woodlands. 

The loss of these edges, Nelson says, 
makes it increasingly important for 
landowners to be aware of the techni­
ques of wildlife enhancement-and 
there are many things a landowner can 
do to help wildlife. The Department of 
Fish and Wildlife Resources will offer 
technical advice and assistance to 
anyone wanting a wildlife plan for their 
property. Interested landowners 
should get in touch with their local con­
servation officer for details, or write to 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources, Division of Public Rela­
tions, Frankfort, Ky. 40601 for the free 
pamphlet, "Fish, Wildlife and the 
Farm." 

IRS Resolution 
Questions And Answers 

The Internal Revenue Service has 
special Problem Resolution Program 
(PRP) Offices to assist taxpayers who 
have been unsuccessful in solving their 
tax problems through normal IRS 
channels. The IRS has supplied the 
following questions and answers about 
PRP. 

Q-It's been almost four months 
since I filed my tax return, and I still 
don't have my refund. I called the In­
ternal Revenue Service a few weeks 
ago, but no one seems to know what 
happened. What can I do? 

A-There's a special IRS office to 
solve problems like yours. It's called 
the Problem Resolution Program 
(PRP) Office and it's for taxpayers 
who have contacted the IRS at least 
once, but have been unsuccessfu,l get­
ting the problem remedied. 

Q-What's so different about this of­
fice? 

A-The PRP has the authority to cut 
the red tape and take care of cases pro­
mptly . Often, the problem can be 
resolved in five days, and when it can't 
PRP will keep the taxpayer informed 
about the progress of the case. Tax­
payer~ usually get personal attention, 
dealing with only one person. 

A-Specifically, what kind of pro­
blems does PRP help with? 

A-Any tax problem that has not 
been resolved through routine methods 
is a PRP problem. Most complaints in­
volved missing refund checks, mixed 
up Social Security Numbers, incorrect 
billings by IRS, or by taxpayer errors. 
Some types of problems are outside 
PRP's authority. For example, PRP 
cannot overturn audit results or 
technical decisions, nor can it handle 
Freedom of Information Act requests 
and Privacy Act inquiries. 

Q·-How do I contact the Problem 
Resolution Office? 

A-Contact the PRP Office by call­
ing the IRS at 584-1361 in Louisville, 
255-2333 in Lexington, 628-0055 in Cov­
ington, or toll-free at 1-800-428-9100 
elsewhere in Kentucky and asking for 
Problem Resolution . Remember, 
though, that Problem Resolution is not 
meant to substitute for regular Tax­
payer Service. The IRS says that tax­
payers should try routine methods at 
least once before going to the PRP Of­
fice . Last year PRP solved over 72,000 
taxpayer problems out of more than 41 
million written, telephone and walk-in 
requests for assistance. That means 
most taxpayers will probably never 
need PRP.

The average cost of owning and 
operating a 1981 intermediate-sized car 
IS $3,601 per year, or 24 cents a mile, 
according to the Blue Grass 
Automobile Club. 

This is an increase of slightly more 
than 13 percent over the comparable 
1980 cost of $3,176, or 21.2 cents per 
mile. 

The AAA report, detailed in a new 
pamphlet titled "Your Driving Costs," 
is based on a 1981 Chevrolet, 6-cylinder 
(229 cu. in. l Malibu Classic 4-door 
sedan, driving up to 15,000 miles per 
year and kept for four years. 

In making the calculations, AAA 
divides auto expenses into variable and 
fixed costs. The variable costs 
breakdown includes gasoline and oil, 
6.27 cents per mile; maintenance, 1.18 
cents; and tires, 0.72 cents. These total 
8.17 cents per mile and are directly 
related to the number of miles driven. 

Fixed costs include insurance, $510 
per year; license and registration fees 
and taxes, $88; depreciatin, $1,287; and 
finance charges, $490. Totaling $2,375 
per year, fixed costs remain the same 
even if the car remains parked in the 
garage. 

The fixed and variable costs added 
together provide the total annual cost 
of owning and operating the vehicle. A 
motorist driving 15,000 miles per year 
would pay $1,226 05,000 x 8.17c) in 
varialbe costs and $2,375 in fixed costs, 
according· to AAA. 

The AAA pamphlet on driving costs 
also includes a suggested auto vacation 
budget. Two persons should plan on 
spending $44 a day for meals Cnot in­
cluding cocktails and tips), $44 a day 
for lodging and $7.50 for gasoline, oil, 
etc., for every 100 miles of travel with 
the car averaging 20 miles per gallon. 
But these figures can vary con­
siderably, AAA says. In small towns or 
rural locations, lodging and meal costs 
might be 25 percent lowr, while in large 
metropolitan areas, they could be as 
much as 75 percent higher. 

The AAA report on the cost of car 
operation was supplied by Runzheimer 
and Company, a Rochester, Wis., 
management consulting firm specializ­
ing in measuring living costs, including 
transportaiton.

Lawrence county. A four-lane highway 
this was to be, also. Contracts were 
awarded, work was begun. Grade and 
drain of approximately half of the 
14-mile road, all four lanes , have been 
pretty well completed. One four lane 
bridge is already finished . 

Then came word from the office 
of Transportation Secretary Frank 
Metts that plans for the road 
have been redrawn, that it will be of o,n­
ly two lanes, with an occasional third 
passing lane. 

Steve Reeder, state transportation 
deputy secretary for legal affairs, 
termed the Inez-Ulysses road plan "an 
extravagance in a time of tight 
money.'' He said cutting the route to 
two lanes will save the state about $8 
million. 

The only barrier to the change is a 
restraining order issued by Circuit 
Judge W. B. Hazelrigg to prevent the 
state from revising the road plan. No 
date has been set for a hearing on the 
injunctive action. 

Leo Marcum, Inez attorney who re­
quested the restraining order against 
the state, said the Kentucky Turnpike 
Authority has issued about $85 million 
in resource recovery road revenue 
bonds since late 1975 to finance the 
road. 

Reeder compared the Inez-Ulysses 
route to new KY 80 from Water Gap to 
Hazard-a road which, he says, "was 
engineered to unaffordable stan­
dards." 

But Former Governor Carroll, who 
freely admitted the high standards set 
for KY 80 as a major coal-haul route, 
saw to it that no successor of his could 
change that plan.

If you've been waiting for your 

favorite stream to get its May stocking 
of trout, you'll have to wait a while 
longer, according to Pete Pfeiffer, 
assistant director of fisheries for the 
Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife Resources. 

The may stocking has been cancell­
ed, Pfeiffer says, because of weather 
conditins last summer. The prolonged 
hot spell, coupled with low water levels 
in Lake Cumberland, caused a serious 
loss of trout at the Wolf Creek Hat­
chery, Kentucky's source of trout. 

The intake pipe which draws water 
from the lake into the federal hatchery 
just below the dam is normally deep 
under the surface, where it can supply 
the under 60 degree water that trout 
need. But last summer, when this spr­
ing's trout supply was growing, the 
situation was different according to 
Pfeiffer. 

"Trout are stocked on a 
'put-and-take' basis," he says. "So we 
would like the fish to be a desirable 
size-at least around nine inches 
long-before we stock them. We decid­
ed that it would be better to wait a 
month and stock larger fish than to go 
ahead with the stocking as scheduled. 

The cancelled May stocking will be 
made up later, according to Pfeiffer, 
by a double stocking later in the year. 
A total of 30 streams, nine tailwaters 
and eight lakes are on the monthly 
stockin'g schedule. 

The U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
did not cancel its scheduled stocking of 
streams in the Daniel Boone National 
Forest, so if you want some trout 
fishing during May, one of the 11 trout 
streams in the national forest would be 
your best bet. 

In the meantime, the intake pipe for 
the wolf Creek Hatchery has been tem­
porarily lengthened and plans are 
under way for a permanent extension 
to make sure the hatchery's water sup­
ply stays cold and the trout stay 
healthy.

Mr. Lewis, that comes to $3,727.00 that you owe 
to all the people of Floyd county, according to auditor 
of Public Accounts of the State of Kentucky dated 
September 16, 1980. Since no word has been forth­
coming from you that this is in error, may we assume 
you still owe the Floyd county citizens $3,727 .00? 

Another item in the above quoted audit report is a 
matter the present sheriff is responsible for paying but 
since it is connected to you, this is what the State 
Audit Report says, dated September 16, 1980, quote, 
"The Sheriff paid former sheriff Joe Wheeler Lewis 
$4,289.00 representing deputy salary and with· 
holdings. Section 99 of the State Constitution pro­
hibits an elected Sheriff from serving as a deputy 
under the succeeding sheriff. We, therefore, were 
unable to allow the above amount as a disbursement."

Plan To Change Method 
Of Evaluating Schools 

The 15-member citizens committee 
which has identified standard of quali­
ty in education has given the go-ahead 
for a proposed plan to change the pre­
sent method of evaluating schools. 

The committee members, from 
business, .industry and other non­
educational occupations, were ap­
pointed last fall by Superintendent of 
Public Instruction Raymond Barber. 
Their task was to outline broad stan· 
dards of educational quality ; 92 profes­
sional educators then developed the 
means by which to achieve those stan· 
dards. After several editorial changes 
and lengthy discussions, the citizens 
concurred with the work of the 
educators during a session, March 31. 

With the citizens committee's ap­
proval, the school evaluation revamp­
ing process will go on to the next step, 
which will be regional meetings 
designed to inform both local school 
district personnel and the citizens of 
the community. Ultimate approval of 
the plan in order for the new methods 
to be implemented on a pilot basis for 
the coming school year will come from 
the State B0ard of Education which 
meets May 26. 

According to committee members, 
each student should graduate with a 
"total adjustment to society." Within 
the committee's 14 standards of quali· 
ty, basic skills as well as citizenship 
are stressed to assure that Kentucky is 
graduating a student prepared to be a 
productive and contributing mPmber 
of society.

In Little League, UK Prof Says 

"Most kids would rather play on a 
losing team than sit on the bench for a 
winning team," says Dr. Joseph J. 
Gruber, a youth sports coach and a 
University of Kentucky professor of 
physical education. 

The much-cr iticized Little 
League-as well as all the other team 
sports for the under-15s-would be just 
fine if the adults who run them would 
keep in mind what the kids want, 
Gruber adds . 

Surveys by such outfits as the Youth 
Sports Institute at Michigan State 
University and the Office of Youth 
Sports at the University of Illinois show 
youngsters have the following reasons 
for sports participation: ( ll to have 
fun, (2) to learn skills, (3) to play the 
game, (4) to get physically fit and (5) 
to make new friends. 

risks will be minimized, Gruber con­
tends. 

"There should be programs for the 
unskilled and the physically immature 
child, too," Gruber believes. 

And somehow, he hopes , coaches will 
remember that the undersized 12-year 
old needs to play just as much as the 
big, muscular 12-year-<lld. Perhaps 
rules like the one in youth soccer which 
requires that every team play 20 
minutes of each half, would help 
Gruber says. 

Youth sports, after all, seem to mir­
ror adult behavior, sometimes at the 
expense of children's values, Gruber 
says. If adults value winning above 
everything else, youth sports in­
evitably come to reflect that emphasis. 

"The younger the kid, the less impor­
tant winning is," Gruber says.

"Some youth sports," Gruber says, 
"are over-<lrganized, over-uniformed 
and too devoted to winning." 

The UK professor believes adult 
supervision should be more relaxed, 
more passive. And he believes some of 
the real problems in youth sports could 
be turned around by some realistic in­
struction to coaches: instruction on 
child development, individual dif­
ferences among children and 
children's own motivations for playing 
youth sports. 

Gruber, an athletic 51, coaches youth 
soccer in Lexington, because " it's a lot 
of fun." His own sons- both now in col­
lege-grew up in Little League, Babe 
Ruth Leagt!e and swimming com­
petitively, and Gruber has learned a 
great deal as parent, coach and pro­
fessor of sports psychology and motor 
learning. 

As stressful as sports may be for 
youngsters, he says, sports are still far 
less anxiety-producing than the day-to­
day school competitions such as music 
contests, spelling bees, dramas and 
science fairs. 

"It's all a performance thing," he 
says. "The kid is asking himself: how 
will I do? When everybody's watching, 
cart I produce?" 

But kids are very resilient, Gruber 
says, and bounce back from defeat far 
more quickly than adults do. The main 
thing is not to give youngsters "a 
steady diet of negative feedback," he 
says. 

Most "bad" elements of youth sports 
are overemphasized. Real dangers are 
such things as "Little League elbow," 
an injury caused from throwing 
baseball curves, as well as head blows 
in boxing and injuries to ankles, knees 
and face. 

If coaches and parents will 
remember the enormous individual 
differences in maturation som e

"You and the people in your profes­
sion are really scraping the bottom of 
the barrel when you try to bring up a 
point like this," Sturgill told a reproter.

"I own a fertilizer plant in Lebanon 
that we operate, and I'm acquiring a 
tobacco warehouse there," Sturgill 
said, when asked why he offered to buy 
the bank.

"The bank is in a community where 
we have some businesses, and when 
the bank became available, we felt it 
would be in our interest to acquire it," 
he said. 

Sturgill, who receives no pay in his 
role as energy secretary, said he was 
not aware that there are significant oil­
shale deposits in the county. 

"I really haven't been briefed on the 
reserves of oil shale that might be in 
that proximity," he said.

Debts Under GI Bill 
The Veterans Administration and the 

Department of Justice have begun a 
nationwide effort to collect debts ow­
ed by veterans who attended school 
under the GI Bill. 

Most of the monies owed to the 
agency stem from educational over­
payments while the veteran was in 
school or from defaulted education 
loans. 

VA's aim is to collect debts of under 
$1,200 in instances where the veteran 
has not made any repayment ar­
rangements. The veteran will first be · 
notified by letter of the indebtedness, 
then be advised that approximately 
thirty days remain after receipt of the 
letter to pay the debt in full or make 
other arrangements for payment 
before the necessary court action is 
taken. 

Debts in excess of $1,200 are being 
referred to the Department of JusHce 
for collection. As a general rule, the 
Justice Department will demand im­
mediate repayment of the debt. They 
are prepared to litigate the matter in 
court and also will utilize various post­
judgment remedies such as taking 
liens on properties garnishing salaries 
and attachment of bank accounts and 
other liquid assets. 

These combined collection actions 
are being taken pursuant to Public 
Law 96-466 and a recent 
"Memorandum of Understanding" 
between Y A and the Department of 
Justice. 

Legislation to improve the federal 
government's collection efforts is now 
being considered by Congress. 

Provisions of the bill would allow the 
government to report the names of the 
delinquent debtors to commercial 
credit rating bureaus. Another provi­
sion would permit the government to 
withhold wages of federal employees 
who owe monies for education and loan 
payments.
