The capital offense of murder. wh1ch 
could carry the death penalty on con­
\·iction. was alleged in five of the in­
dictments. Each of these counts was 
for the slayings of Michael Halbert, 
Rufus Hamilton, Roger Dale Click, 
Jan·ey Hamilton and Roger Hatfield 

Three indictments accused him of 
first degree assault for the shooting 

and wounding of Dale Wright, H.onnie 
Bryant and Anderson Newsome. 

C Floyd circuit court records show 
that an Okie Bevms was indicted on a 
murder charge in 1929 for the slaying 
of a man named Music in this county. It 
had not been definitely established 
Tuesday, however, that he and the man 
accused of the Allen slayings are the 
same indiViduals. > 

An unconfirmed newspaper report 
says William 0. Bevins was taken from 
this county to the Laurel county jail at 
London, Ky. for safekeeping last l''ri­
day. 

Seaton Tells ADD Board 
To Expect Reduced Funds 

I 

Funds that have traditionally financ­
ed water, sewerage and housing pro­
jects in the mountains will be sharply 
reduced and eligibility rules will be 
t1ghter. Big Sandy Area Development 
District board members were told 
Monday. 

Kendall Seaton, newly appointed 
state director of the Farmers Home 
Admm1stration. said that, even,without 
further cuts in the federal budget, 
there will be only about $19 million in 
FmHA funds to be distributed in Ken­
tucky this year, compared to $32 
million last year. 

Moreover, credit will be tighter, 
especially for individuals seeking 
FmHA housing loans, Seaton said. 

Juvenile Center 
Reopening Here 
Expected Soon 

Reopening of the juvenile detention 
center here 1s expected within the next 
two weeks . 

The center was closed last June in a 
spending cutback, and since that time 
most courts in the area which it serves 
have been obliged to turn free juvenile 
offenders because they cannot be kept 
in jail, in sight or sound •of adult 
prisoners. 

Floyd, Johnson, Lawrence, Martin 
and Magoffin counties by last week­
end had agreed to share the counties' 
part of the cost of operating the center. 
and Blaine Hopkins, representing 
Cou_n~y Judge-Executive Bill Weils, 

said Knott county officials would soon 
be contacted for commitment. 

Overall budget of the juvenile center 
for the next 12 months is placed at 
$177,000. The participating counties 
will share in $100,000 of that amount 
after the Department for Human 
Resources has contributed about 
$77.000. 

The facility here can accommodate a 
maximum of 25 juvenile offenders. Any 
county in the area may refuse to con-

' tribute to operating cost of the facility 
and still have their JUvenile prisoners 
housed here but they will be charged 
$100 per juvenile per day, Hopkins 
said. 

Last year, its peak year. the center, 
located in the Courthouse Annex 
bUlldmg here, housed 295. Smce its 
opening its average annual occupancy 
has been 218. 

"There is a feeling that credit has 
been too liberal" and delinquency, 
especially on rural housing loans, has 
risen to 35 percent in some parts of the 
state, Seaton said. 

Even though it is unclear whether 
they will qualify under tougher 
eligibility rules or whether funds will 
be available for them, a number of 
water projects for which FmHA funds 
are sought were ranked by the ADD 
board at Monday's meeting. 

Listed, in order of urgency, are 
water treatment plant expansions in 
Elkhorn City, Wheelwright, Martin 
county, and the Beaver-Elkhorn water 
district, installation of water storage 
facilities in Johnson county, and a 
water distribution system in the Johns 
Creek water district. 

Water plant projects were financed 
out of FmHA funds in Salyersville and 
Pikeville last year. 

Other proJects seeking FmHA funds, 
and receiving the ADD board's recom­
mendation Monday, include a 24-unit 
housmg facility, known as the Hawk 
Howard Heights project, for which the 
David Community Development Cor­
poration is requesting an $862,800 loan ; 
a 40-unit housing project at Thelma, for 
which the Johnson county fiscal court 
seeks $125,000, and a 16-umt apartment 
complex in South Williamson, for 
which Nu-Tech Housing Services, of 
Reynoldsburg, Ohio, is asking $555,866. 

Concern about tighter federal money 
and the ranking of projects for funding 
dominated the meeting, Paintsville 
banker 0. T. Dorton giving a guarded 
endorsement to President Reagan's 
fiscal policies and Earl Campbell, of 
the Governor's office, outlining pro­
cedures for tapping federal funds com­
mg to the state in the form of block 
grants. 

Campbell said that Mac Colliver, a 
community development specialist 
with the County Extension Service in 
Ashland, will be responsible for setting 
up county committees to receive local 
suggestions as to the distribution of 
block grant monies. 

It is anticipated that all federal funds 
for social services, health, housing, 
economic development and transporta­
tion will in the future be channeled to 
the states in the form of block grants. 

Since the money will not be tied by 
the federal government to specific pro­
jects, local suggestions as to how it is 
distributed will be increasingly impor­
tant, Campbell said.

·Helping Haul Roads 
Is Weight Bill Aim 

State Representative Greg Stumbo 
has prefiled a bill for consideratiOn by 
the next General Assembly session 
which is considered a realistic ap­
proach to the coal truck weight limit 
problem, and which has received an 
encouraging response from the Gover­
llor s 1 as Force ,n its study vi the pro­
blem. 

Present law restricts coal trucks to 
loads of not more than 60,000 pounds. 
Truckers complain that strict com­
pliance hampers coal production and 
marketing and makes profitable 
operation of their trucks impossible 
Enforcement, generally. is lax 

Briefly, Stumbo's bill would prov1de 
the issuance of permits allowing 
greater weights over state and county 
roads connecting a coal mine to a coal 
pr~cessing or handling facility. For 
such a permit the permittee would be 
required to pay one-half of one percent 
of the wholesale selling price of the 
coal transported- and the fund thus 
created would be applied to the road m 
use under terms of the permit to con­
struct, reconstruct, repair and main­
tain that road. 

The weight ·limit under the proposed 
act would be 80,000 pounds. No permit 
would be issued in any county without 
prior agreement between the fiscal 
court of the county and the Department 
of Transportation. 

l".spection of such coal recoYery 
routes would be required every 60 days 
and on request of an affected party 
more often but not more than every 30 
days. An exemption of further pay­
ment of the tax could be granted to the 
permit holder upon determination by 
the Department of Transportation that 
funds alreadv collected are sufficient 
for the mai~tenance of the road to 
which it is subjected . 

\Vhen it is determined that further 
maintenance is required, the proposed 
regulation would enjoin the Depart­
ment of Transportation to reinstitute 
the license fee. · 

Representative Stumbo maintains 
that his bill would create funds 
especially earmarked for each road us­
ed by coal trucks and would not go into 
~ny other fund for use _elsewhere.

Supreme Co 
Review Slated 
In Floyd Case 

The U.S. Supreme Court will re\'iew 
a case decided earlier this year m 
favor of the widows of two former 
Floyd miners, it was announced 
recently. 

The two women, Gracie Robinson 
and Juanita Hager, were improperly 
barred from receiving health care 
coverage under UI\IWA health and 
retirement funds. a t.;.S. appeals court 
held last v. inter. 

Trustees of the funds sought the 
Supreme Court revie\' of the case. 
arguing that. since the rules governing 
eligibility of persons for health care 
coverage were worked out in collective 
bargaming between coal operators and 
the UMWA, they were not properly 
subject to review by the appeals court. 

Attorneys for the two women. argu­
ing against review by the Supreme 
Court, contended that the case \\as 
subject to appeals court review since 
even the terms of contracts negotiated 
by collective bargaining must conform 
to federal law. 

Accordmg to eligibility rules spelled 
out under a 1974 wage agreement. per­
manent health care coverage was to be 
afforded the spouses and dependents of 
miners who had died pre\'iously and 
were rece1ving pensions under a 
previous agreement.

On Understanding Retarded 

An on-going series of classes. entitl· 
ed. "Understanding the Mentally 
Retarded." is being given by Eileen 
Schepers. of Mountain Comprehensive 
Care Center's Developmental 
Disability-Mental Retardation Unit at 
Prestonsburg Community College in 
Room 114. Pike Building, on Monday 
nights from 7 to 9. 

The series began with the definition 
of mental retardation and its various 
levels. The second session was on 
causes and characteristics. 

Last week. Ms. Schepers introduced 
normalization. the dignity of risk. and 
the rights of the mentally retarded. She 
stressed the fact that people who work 
with the mentally retarded are often 
afraid to try things for fear it will be 
the wrong action because the person is 
mentally handicapped. ·'But they need 
to be disciplined. guided and taught. 
just like any normal person. •· she em­
phasized. 

This week's session was conducted 
by Vicky Archer and Leo Weddle, and 
dealt with how people learn and if the 
mentally retarded learn differently. 

The two final sessions will be on 
behavior management, ''shaping the 
behavior of the mentally retarded so

In a dispute which is still unsettled, 
Lester last year sued the city for back 
wages he says are due to him. Accor­
ding to the complaint filed on Lester's 
behalf by Eugene F. Land, commis­
sioner of the state Department of 
Labor, the city owes the police chief 
$25,000 in unpaid wages. 

Following a pre-trial conference last 
month, Lester's attorney offered to set­
tle for $16,000 paid immediately or 
$18,000 paid over two years. The offer 
was scheduled for consideration at an 
October 7 meeting of the city council, 
but the meeting is said to have lacked a 
quorum. 

Lester claims he has been employed 
by the city as a law officer and 
firefighter since 1971, for most of that 
time as the city's only patrolman. He 
has routinely answered calls both day 
and night. he said, but has never been 
paid overtime. 

The present suit, filed in circuit court 
here last December, cites only the 
months since December, 1974 as the 
period in dispute. 

According to Lester, complaints to 
the present and previous city ad­
ministrations have been fruitless. The 
present council appeared unwilling to 
discuss the issue and had made no offer 
of a settlement, he said last year. 

Mayor Hall's Tuesday order 
stipulated that Lester would patrol the 
city from midnight to 6 a.m. weekdays 
and from 10 p.m. to 6 a.m. on 
weekends.

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Floyd Robinson died in 1967 after 
working 25 years in mines at David and 
Martin. Paul C. Hager died in 1971. He 
had worked 24 years in mines at David 
and Auxier. 

While both men were eligible for pen­
sions. they had not applied for them 
since they were still working at the 
time of their deaths. 

In fact. Robinson died only five days 
after he turned 55 and became eligible 
for a pension. Hager had retired for a 
short time in 1968 but went back to 
work because his pension was insuffi­
cient to support himself and his family. 

Since the men were not receiving nor 
had they applied for retirement 
payments at the time of death. their 
widows were denied permanent health 
coverage under the 1974 agreement . 

The widows contested the ruling in 
district court, charging that health and 
ret1rement funds trustees had ar­
bitranly excluded them from the 
health coverage plan. 

The court upheld the rules. arguing 
they were not arbitrary since they had 
been worked out as part of a conscious, 
rational deal in the course of labor 
negotiations. 

However. the Appeals Court revers­
ed the lower court decision. arguing 
that rules granting benefits to the sur­
vivors of miners who had worked a 
relatively short time for companies 
contributing to the benefits funds could 
not reasonably exclude survivors of 
miners who had worked for longer 
periods. 

As long as the rules qualified widows 
of miners employed by the companies 
for as little as a year. the court held. 
they ought to qualify the widows of 
those who had worked more than 20 
years. 

The widows · case is being argued by 
attorneys Larry F . Sword and John 
Rosenberg . of the Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund. It is ex­
pected to come before the Supreme 
Court in January.

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earlier between Bevins and Roger 
Click, whose home i~ near the parts 
store. Click went into the store and is 
believed to have been the first to die in 
the hail of rifle bullets. His wife, Katie. 
was reported as having said he went to 
the parts store "to call the law." 

Twenty-six .30-<:alibre bullets were 
fired into the bodies of the five victims . 
Hatfield was shot eight times; Rufus 
Hamilton, seven; Click, six; Jarvey 
Hamilton, three, and Halbert, two. 

Dr. George Nichols, chief state 
medical examiner, who performed 
autopsies on all five bodies at the 
Highlands Medical Center here, said 
each of the victims had been shot while 
prostrate on the floor. 

Charles May, Allen business man 
who entered the parts store, unaware 
of the tragedy, found a roomful of dead 
and dying men. Threatened but not 
shot by Bevins who apparently was 
reassured by May's statement that he 
did not know the gunman, May was ac­
companied outside the building, and he 
told of Bevins firing shots into the 
bodies of two men who showed signs of 
life. 

Many were shot, Dr. Nichols said, 
both front and back. 

Asked at the press conference why 
Bevins shot so many, Dr. Nicholls 
ascribed the killings to "unrepressed, 
overwhelming anger.'' 

None of the victims was powder­
burned, but Nichols said their clothing 
could have absorbed such evidence and 
this can be determined only by 
laboratory tests of the victims' ap­
parel. 

Tommy Joe Reitz, of Allen, Halbert's 
partner in the thriving truck parts 
business, escaped through a rear exit 
and by leaping over a high embank­
ment. He suffered a sprained ankle. 

Except for the few who survived the 
gunfire, the bloody shambles inside the 
building was unseen except by officers. 
Some said as many as four bodies lay 
piled on top of each other. Halbert lay 
in a rear portion of the room where, 
one said, he apparently was followed 
and shot by the gunman. 

Roy Dale Wright, clerk in the parts 
store, said from his hospital bed here 
that he fled when Roger Dale Click was 
shot and that as he ran Halbert and 
Bryant were shot, the latter falling on 
top of him and apparently concealing 
him from the gunman's view. Wright 
said Bevins walked about the store, 
"shooting anything that moved." 

"He never spoke, never said a 
word," Wright said of the man who 
stalked about the room, gun in hand. 
Wright said he rose after about two 
minutes on the floor and that he was 
shot as he fled. 

"He just shot 'em all to pieces," 
Anderson' Newsome, one of the wound­
ed, said of the killings. He said he was 
talking with Michael Halbert when the 
shooting began. He said the man who 
fired the shots said, "I'm gonna kill 
everybody in here if he (Click, who was 
at the telephone) don't get that 
telephone out of his hand." 

Then, he said, the shooting began. 
Apparently, no words were spoken 

except by Bevins, and there was no at­
tempt by anybody to disarm him or to 
resist him. 

Charles May could not believe the 
scene that greeted him when he 
entered the parts store was real. He 
had heard no shots, was unaware of 
any violence. Bodies of the dead lay 
scattered about; the only living person 
was a man with a rifle. The man raised 
the gun. May raised his hands in sur­
render, begged the man not to shoot 
him. He was told to replace the 
telephone receiver that had been left 
dangling. He did so, and immediately 
the 'phone rang. He was told to answer 
and say, "we're closed." He did so, 
repeating the statement two or three 
times. 

Finally, the armed man asked May if 
he knew him (the gunman J, and his 
reply that he did not may have saved 
his life. 

The Allen man said some of those on 
the floor "began struggling," and that 
the gunman shot each two or three 
times. 

From Allen Bevins went to his home 
at Printer. There he was seen calmly 
sitting on his porch. His arrest was 
made soon afterward by State 
Troopers Ernie Dudleson and James 
Stephens without resistance. 

The murder weapon, described as a 
rifle with an 18-inch barrel, has not 
been found. it was said Monday. 

Bevins' transfer to a jail of undisclos­
ed location was ordered by District 
Judge Harolct Stumho. 

Judge Stumbo, who has been named

Ohio Man Relates 
Auxier Family's Needs 

I have, on many occasions, read with 
interest articles published in the news­
paper that are informative and deal 
with human interest. I am a native of\. 
Floyd county; however, due to the lack 
of industry in eastern Kentucky, I , 
along with many other young men, was 
forced to relocate in a major industrial 
complex. r would like to share with you 
and through you to the people of Floyd 
county some problems that one such 
couple has experienced. Their names 
are Billie Jo and Bobby Wireman of 
Auxier. 

Billie and Bobby were married in 
1958. They were blessed with a family 
of four children ; the oldest is Brian 
Kei th, then Timothy, Tammy, and 
Barry. There were problems with 
childhood illnesses; however, when 
Brian Keith was nine years old, he 
became ill. After two years of tests, in 
and out of hospitals, the illness was 
diagnosed as acute glomerulo­
nephritis, which is the inflammation of 
the kidney. 

Brian Keith had to get the type of 
education that would not require a 
great deal of physical exertion. He 
became a disc-jockey. His first job was 
at WLSI in Pikeville, Kentucky. This 
was truly a relief for him because of his 
sickness which made it difficult for 
him to get a job. The job was short­
lived, however, as he became so ill it 
was required that he return to Cleve­
land where he could receive treatment. 

After a lot of testing and planning, it 
was determined that Billie Jo was the 
best choice to give Brian a kidney. 
Plans were made, and the operation 
was performed-mother giving son one 
of her kidneys. Within a month, Brian 
was home, and it appeared that after 
twelve years of disappointment he had 
a kidney that was functioning, and he 
appeared healthy. 

It seemed that the sun would shine 
again until Billie Jo and Bobby's 
youngest son, 10-year-old Barry 
Thomas, got a sore throat. After tests 
were conducted, it was determined 
that Barry had cancer of the lymph 
nodes (non-Hodgkins). 

After radiation and chem_otherapy, 
Barry is doing better. However, he has 
14 more months of chemotherapy, and 
Brian is experiencing problems with 
bl~d pressure. Since the transplant, 
Bnan has undergone two operations to 
clear an artery to the new kidney.

Land resigned the 
office following his September 28 con­
viction on a misdemeanor charge for 
filing a false travel-expense voucher. 

The son of the late John C. Wells, 
former teacher here , Wells said he put 
himself through college as a member 
of the Oil, Chemical and Atomic 
Workers International Union. 

"I have been fed and clothed, by a 
union paycheck," Wells said in a 
prepared statement. "I understand 
labor, and I will be an activist labor 
commissioner." 

He went on to say that labor and 
management must work together. 

Wells is a graduate of the University 
of Kentucky and received master's and 
doctoral degrees from Rutgers Univer­
sity. He taught 312 years and did 
graduate work at Rutgers in Ap­
palachian Studies as a Rockefeller 
Foundation fellow . 

He later did post-graduate work in 
Appalachian Studies at the University 
of Kentucky under a fellowship from 
the National Endowment for the 
Humanities.

Many hunters consider the wild 

turkey the most difficult of all North 
American game to bag. And most 
hunters would also agree that bow hun­
ting is right up at the top of the list of 
difficult hunting methods. 

So when a hunter takes a turkey with 
a bow. it's just got to be the hunting 
thrill of a lifetime, particularly when it 
represents an important "first". 

Leroy Zaring, a Prospect, Kentucky 
archer, was bow hunting at Land Bet­
ween the Lakes, the Tennessee Valley 
Authority's public recreation area ihn 
West Kentucky and Tennessee, when 
he bagged a 17-pound turkey gobbler 
October B. 

This is, as far as we know, the first 
turkey taken by bow in Kentucky since 
some nameless Indian last crept close 
enough to take one with his primitive 
weapon. By that time, both the turkeys 
and the Indians were probably rapidly 
disappearing from the state. 

The only remaining native Hock of 
wild turkeys in Kentucky exists in 
Land Between the Lakes and many 
turkeys in other parts of the state were 
stocked from this "original" source. 
But as the stocking program have ex­
panded in recent years, other sources 
of turkeys have been found. Now a 
Kentucky turkey can trace its ancestry 
back to Missouri, for example, or 
Virginia, or Mississippi. 

LBL is the only place in Kentucky 
where autumn turkey hunting is per­
mitted. On this area, archers with 
turkey permits may hunt turkeys dur­
ing the bow season for deer-as long as 
they haven't taken a deer. There was , 
one turkey taken in the Tennessee por­
tion of LBL a few years back, so Zar­
ing's bird represents only the second 
by archery in LBL and, as we've said 
before, the first in modern history in 
Kentucky. 

Turkey hunting in other open areas 
of the state takes place in April. 
Definite season dates and other regula­
tions are set by the Fish and Wildlife 
Commission in early December of each 
year. 

As biologists continue to expand the 
turkey stocking program, more and 
more hunters around Kentucky will 
have an opportunity to hunt for this 
fine game bird. Turkeys require fairly 
extensive tracts of unpeople 
woodlands, so suitable habitat will 
always be limited. 

The goal of the Wildlife Division of 
the Department of Fish and wildlife 
Resources is to identify and stock the 
areas of the state that are suitable for 
these birds. A turkey permit <next 
year's will cost $6.50) is required of all 
turkey hunters and helps pay the costs 
of the stocking program. 

So congratulations to Leroy Zaring 
on his significant "first." And with the 
increase in turkeys and of turkey hun­
ting in Kentucky, it shouldn't be as long 
before another bow hunter with the 
right combination of skill and luck 
comes along and gets to be number two 
on the list .

Open Dates Help Shoppers 
Choose Quality Products 

Until a few years ago, food pro­
cessors used codes to da'te their pro­
ducts. Now, many foods have dates 
stamped on them. Unlike the code 
system, shoppers can understand these 
dates. This explains the industry's 
name for them, which is open dates. 

There are no federal regulations on 
open dating, but many states require 
freshness dates. Dating food products 
is voluntary in Kentucky, except for 
milk and milk products. State law re­
quires that a sell-by-date, which in­
dicates the last day a product should 
remain on the grocer's shelf, be 
stamped or embossed on dairy 
packages and containers. 

During a recent- September 8, 
1981- survey, conducted in a Lexington 
supermarket, these products and sell­
by dates were spotted: Natural cheese. 
Dec 13, 1981: milk, Sept 14; processed 
cheese , Mar 9, '82; yogurt, Oct 8. 

In addition, foods other than dairy 
products had dates stamped on them. 

In addition, foods other than dairy 
products had dates stamped on them. 
Stores and food processors provide 
dates on these items voluntarily to aid 
shoppers and store personnel. In most 
cases, these are sell-by dates : Potato 
chips, Oct 4; bread, Sept 10 ; eggs, Sept 
19; bologna, Oct 20; chicken. Sept 10; 
ready-to-eat cereal, Aug 1, '82 ground 
beef, Sept 9. 

Many consumers are confused as to 
the safety of a food product bearing a 
sell-by-date, especially if the product 
will become stale or unsafe if not eaten 
immediately. 

Generally, foods are of acceptable 
quality for a period after the sell-oy 
date. For example, milk if properly 
refrigerated will stay sweet five to six 
days beyond the open date on the car­
ton . The date on packaged bologna is 
five to six weeks, on breakfast cereal, 
almost 12 months, and on processed 
cheese, six months. 

It 's good idea to think of these dates 
as 'best used by ' dates. Quality 
assurance dates are estimates at best. 
Storage and handling conditions in the 
store and in your home will influence 
product quality. 

For example, an opened package of 
breakfast cereal is not likely to retain 
optimum quality for 12 months . It will 
lose flavor , pick up moisture, and lose 
crispness. It may even get bugs. 

Closing the inner wrapper and stor­
ing the package in a cool , dry place will 
help to retain the quality of breakfast 
cereals, but its best not to keep opened 
cereal for 12 months. 

Bologna and processed cheese anced 
opened will deteriorate more quickly 
than the date stamped on the package. 
Common modes of det~rioration for 
these products are rancidity, mold 
growth and drying out. 

Utilize open dates to check the 
freshness of products and to determine 
if you will use them up before quality 
deteriorates . And remember that pro­
per food storage in the home is impor­
tant for maintaining quali ty, safety 
a nd nutritive value.

Magoffin Sheriff 
Cites "Politics," 
Denies Assault 

Magoffin county Sheriff Skip Salyers 
has denied charges that he shot into a 
car in which a 12-year-old girl was 
allegedly shot in the arm Friday even­
ing. 

Salyers is free on $5,000 bond after 
being arrested Saturday by Kentucky 
state police and charged with first­
degree assault in the incident. 

Salyers said he appeared before 
District Court Trial Commissioner 
Glen Salyers and posted bond. He said 
no hearing or trial date has been set. 

Salyers is accused of shooting Rhon­
da Sue Walters of Salyersville in the 
right arm about 8 p.m. Friday. She was 
a passenger in a car driven by Harry 
Tom Holbook, also of Salyersville. The 
girl was treated at Highlands Regional 
Medical center and released. 

According to Salyers, the charges 
against him were lodged by Judy 
Walters, the girl's mother. 

Salyers said he is charged with firing 
several shots at the Holbrook car as it 
was traveling on U.S. 460 near the 
Galaxie Skating Rink in Salyersville. 

Holbrook and Judy Walters were not 
injured. 

"I didn't chase any car," Salyers 
said. 

Salyers, who described Holbrook as 
a "political enemy" of his, said "it's all 
a political deal " and added that he was 
nowhere around the scene of the alleg· 
ed incident Friday night. 

"I've got proof of where I was. This 
is part of the same deal that tried to 
frame me in federai court," Salyers 
said. 

Salyers, who is a Republican can· 
dictate for county judge-executive in 
the Nov. 3 election, was tried in 
September in Pikeville Federal 
District Court on two counts of obstruc­
tion of justice, 25 counts of mail fraud 
involving absentee ballots, and one 
count of conspiracy . 

He said, "The trial lasted six days 
and the jury deliberated 11 12 hours. I 
was found innocent on the obstruction 
charges and a mistrial was declared in 
the other 26 charges." 

"It 's all been part of a plot to ruin my 
political career," the sheriff said.

On any given day. you can go to your 
mailbox and probably find more 
"junk" mail. Many people wonder how 
the senders get their names and ad­
dresses. and even more importantly, 
how they can stop having th is 
literature sent to them . 

Phone books, mail order files and 
membership lists of various organiza­
tions are among the many sources of 
names and addresses used to create 
mailing lists. These lists are utilized by 
companies to send catalogs, product 
samples, sweepstakes tickets. 
magazine subscriptions, pornographic 
literature and fund-raising requests. 
This material. termed third-class mail 
by the U.S. Post Office. is direct mail 
advertising. 

Attorney General Steven L. Beshear 
wants Kentuckians to know they can do 
something about it. He points out three 
specific methods you can use to reduce 
the amount of "junk" mail which ends 
up in your mailbox. 

-Write each company that sends 
you "junk" mail and ask to be removed 
from its lists. Most companies consider 
this good public relations and will 
cooperate with your request. 

-The Direct Mail -Marketing 
Association is responsible for 70 per­
cent of consumer third-class mailing 
lists. If you would like to have your 
name dalated from their list. write 
Direct Mail-Marketing Associa lion 
Inc .. 6 East 43rd St.. New York. N.Y. 

• 10017. Also, if you would like to receive 
this advertising by mail. they will add 
your name to their mailing lists . 
--If the material is pornographic in 

nature. contact your local post office. 
The U.S. Post Office has a list of con­
sumers to whorri companies must nol 
send this kind of third-class literature. 
Every company mialing this material 
is required to purchase this list and use 
it. If they continue to send you this 
material. report it to the post office at 
once: the company will be subject to a 
fine.

Unlike the dinosaur, which died out 
by natural processes, if these species 
become extinct, it will be from 
human exploitation, habitat altera­

But "endangered" means there is 
still time. There are things everyone 
can do: 

• Find out what species in your 
area are endangered from the state 
fish and game or conservation 
department, and write to the U .S . 
Fish and Wildlife Service (Washing­
ton, D.C. 20240) for a list of 
protected species. 

• Visit one of the 400 National 
Wildlife Refuges and help out in one 
of the special projects. 

• Learn how to rehabilitate oiled 
birds from the regional office of the 
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service.

Born of rough-riding cowboys and 
nurtured by oil roughnecks, the city 
of Houston has not mellowed a lick 
since it was founded about the time 
Texas was winning independence 
from Mexico. Mellowed, no, but it 
has added a great deal of elegance 
and sophistication, and-befitting a 
Texas city-size. 

Houston is now the fifth largest 
city in the United States (population 
2.7 million) and possibly the fastest 
growing area in the country. At 532 
square miles, Houston covers more 
land tha n Los Angeles, and thanks 
to open-zoning, it continues to grow 
as fast as it needs. 

Houston has millionaires by the 
thousands, and an even larger 
number of beautiful millionaire 
daughters. It has the lowest unem­
ployment rate of any major U .S. 
city, thanks to its booming energy, 
shipping, real estate and manufac­
turing concerns. And because of its 
unique mixture of old time cowboy 
and 21st Century commerce, it is 
fast becoming a tourist mecca, both 
for domestic and international 
travelers. 

Whether it's culture, shopping, 
sports or food, Houston has someth­
ing to offer just about"everyone. The 
Houston Museum of Fine Arts, the 
Contemporary Arts Museum, the 
Rice Museum, the Burke Baker 
Planetarium, the Miller Outd~or 
Thea ter and the Garden Center 
confirm Houston as the intellectual 
center of the Southwest.

Houston, they like to do things big;

As for food, Texas vittles usually 
brings to mind thick steaks and hefty 
barbecues.

Maxim's is famous for its French 
fare, while Brennan's (of New 
Orleans fa me) specializes in Creole 
cooking.

The Houston visitor needs a 
source of transportation . Public 
transit is virtually non-existant. 
Everyone travels by car or limousine. 
Another drawback can be the 
weather . It can get unmercifully hot 
and hurpid in the summertime which 
seems to last from March to 
November. Luckily, the city is 
virtually air-conditioned, including 
the Astrodome.

The conference participants were 
welcomed by Dr. Henry A. Campbell, 
Jr., director of the college. Dr. Mary 
Fox gave the keynote address outlining 
various ethical problems and dilem­
mas. She also stressed the importance 
of the spiritual orientation of the dying 
person and his or her family , especial­
ly the comfort that can be drawn from 
belief in life ·after death . 

Dr. Comfort spoke on "Counseling of 
the Terminally Ill and Emotional Sup­
port for the Bereaved Family." He em­
phasized the importance of the aid and 
support of ·rriends, also discussed the 
emotional needs of the dying patient 
and how family members and hospital 
staff could best 'help the patient 
through his difficult time. 

Mr . Carter brought his many years 
of experience, both as a -coroner and as 
a funeral director, to bear on the topic 
of "The Role of the Funeral Director 
and Funeral Home in Today's 
Society." He discussed the history of 
funerals and embalming, and describ­
ed many of the creative changes 
brought to funerals in this area. 

Clara Garrett presented a discussion 
of "The Hospice Concept" for care of 
terminally ill patients : the advantages 
of this type of care, in terms of pain 
control, family involvement in patient 
care, and lowered costs were describ­
ed. During the question-and-aJlSwer 
period, the audience indicated lively 
interest in starting a hospice program 
in this area . 

Beginning the afternoon session, 
David Jones outlined ''The Coroner­
Medical Examiner Program in the 
State of Kentucky. " With an accompa­
nying slide show, he demonstrated 
some of the difficulties encountered 
when trying to determine the cause of 
death, the manner of death and the 
identity of the victim. 

Dr. Nicholls followed with "The Role 
of the Forensic Pathologist in the 
Medical-Legal Death Investigation". 
He discussed the types of death which 
would call for bringing in the coroner, 
the importance of the autopsy in any 
suspicious death or in any case in 
which dea th was ca used by trauma.

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Cigarettes. once a symbol of 
women's emancipation, are now a 
leading cause of women's death. 

According to a 400-page report of 
the Surgeon General, the number of 
women who die from lung cancer has 
tripled since the 1960s. The disease 
now claims the lives of 25,000 
women every year. 

Surgeon General Julius Richmond 
says lung cancer among women has 
reached epidemic proportions, and 
he predicts that lung cancer will 
surpass breast cancer as the gravest 
cancer threat to women within three 
years. 

The report dispells a myth that 
women are more immune than men 
to the risks of cigarette smoking. 
Since women generally did not take 
up smoking until World War II, 
much later than most men, the 
harmful effects of smoking did not 
an near until recently. 

Pregnant women who smoke 
apparently encounter more problems 
with childbirth. These women, the 
report said, run a greater risk than 
non-smoking women of spontaneous 
abortion. Smokers' children tend to 
weigh less. Their child's intellectual 
growth and physical development 
may be affected as well. 

The publicity stressing the 
dangers of cigarette smoking is 
having an affect. Tar and nicotine 
consumption has been cut 80 percent 
since the first health warnings about 
cigarette smoking hazards were 
made public. 

The tobacco industry is reacting to 
the public's concern over the dangers 
of smoking. The number of cigarette 
brands with low tar and nicotine 
levels has soared. Unheard of several 
years ago, low-tar brands now 
number 103. 

But some researchers claim 
switching to low-tar cigarettes may 
not decrease the danger of cigarette 
smoking. In fact, they say, low-tar 
cigarettes may increase the chance 
of disease. 

Dr. Stanley Schachter, professor 
of social psychology at Columbia 
University, claims smokers who 
change to low-tar cigarettes smoke 
more cigarettes and puff harder to 
maintain nicotine levels in their 
blood system. This, in turn, may 
raise the smoker's intake of carbon 
monoxide and other chemicals which 
are linked with heart and lung 
disease. 

Despite such warnings, some 60 
million Americans continue to 
smoke, and some scientists are 
taking a closer look at the smoking 
habit itself. Smoking behavior is 
puzzling. For example, there are 
addicted smokers who nev.er inhale 
and who have no nicotin~ in their 
blood. There are also orthodox Jews 
who chainsmoke during the week, 
but quit without suffering on 
Saturdays when their religion 
prohibits cigarettes. 

Nor does quitting smoking mean 
the end of the habit. Recidivism is 
widespread. 

One promising area of research is 
the brain. Dr. Avram Goldstein, a 
California researcher, is trying to 
locate the site in the brain that 
controls cigarette addiction. 

"We need to find the specific 
places that produce the messa~e, 
'Good, good, do it again,' " he satd. 
"If we knew about those, we might 
find a way to block them." 

Meanwhile, non-smokers are 
becoming more militant. Non­
smokers have used tactics like pocket 
fans and garlic breath to let smokers 
know how they feel. More than 20 
states have passed anti-smoking laws 
in the last few years. 

The courts are standing behind 
the rights of non-smokers. A doctor, 
who sprayed the contents of an 
aerosol can on a cigarette a 
receptionist was smoking, was 
exonerated of assault and disorderly 
conduct charges. The jury found he 
had acted in self-defense.

sometimes even for being healthy. 
Such confused feelings can lead to the 
behavior patterns described. 

"The agreed order involves a 
negotiated settlement of the case in 
which the moving company agre~s to 
pay $90,000 to the commonwealth of 
Kentucky," said Beshear. "The state 
will distribute the money to certain 
Kentucky citizens who are former 
drivers for the company. The former 
drivers who are eligible for the 
distribution are alleged victims o{ the 
misrepresentations who have par­
ticipated in the attorney general's pro­
secution of the lawsuit."

The first few weeks are the most dif­
ficult for everyone.

You might continue that 
since cancer invaded your lives, you 
have had confusing feelings. You love 
your children very much and often are 
frustrated because you can 't be with 
both of them all the time. You could 
add that you need to continue working, 
too, and even though it's necessary, 
you'd rather be together as a family . 
Such honesty may help the others ex­
press their feelings so you can be in 
touch with the emotions of both your 
children.

The attorney general's consumer 
protection division filed the suit 
against North American Van Lines in 
1977. The suit alleged that in its adver­
tising for and recruitment of owner­
operators <truck drivers), the com­
pany had made misrepresentations as 
to the amount of income and number of 
loads to haul that could be expected. 
The consumer protection division 
received complaints from former 
owner-operators indicating that, 
despite the representation by the com­
pany's recruiters, they did not receive 
as many load assignments as they 
needed and their income was so low 
they had to quit as owner-operators for 
the moving company. 

The attorney general sought refunds 
for the former owner~perators of the 
out~f-pocket losses resulting from 
such expenses as tractor payments, 
training fees and on..t,he-road expenses. 
The $90,000 obtained in the settlement 
is to be used for reimbursing the 
owner~perators for their losses. 

The case was scheduled for trial in 
1978, but at that time Jefferson Circuit 
Court Judge George Ryan gave the 
moving company a summary judg-. 
ment, finding that the attorney general 
did not have authority to bring this 

1981 Tax Bills Mailed 
From Sheriff's Office 

Some 30,000 tax bills were being 
mailed this week by Sheriff Henry C. 
Hale's office to owners of Floyd county 
property. 

Taxpayers have until Nov. 19 to pay 
their taxes and benefit from the 2 per 
cent discount, although the tax bills 
give the date as Nov. 1.

type of action. The circuit court ruled 
that, although the attorney general 
may prosecute " unfair, false, 
misleading or deceptive" trade prac­
tices involving consumer transactions, 
he may not prosecute misleading 
"business opportunities." 

On appeal, the circuit court 's ruling 
was reversed, as the Court of Appeals 
found th~ attorney general does have 
authority to prosecute any misleading 
trade practice, including alleged 
misrepresentations made in the sale of 
business opportunities. 

Trial was once again scheduled, this 
time to begin in late October of this 
year. However, because of the settle­
ment, the trial will not be held.

Jojoba: Fad or Breakthrough 
The latest fad- and controversy-in 
the beauty industry is a spindly 
desert plant called jojoba. Some 
claim the oil from the peanut-sized 
bean can treat dry skin, cure acne, 
and even prevent baldness. Others 
dismiss jojoba as a passing craze. 

Although Indians in the South­
west have used jojoba (pronounced 
ho-ho-ba) for centuries, the hair and 
skin treatment has been commercial­
ly marketed for only five years. 

One company produces a jojoba 
• product that claims to reverse 

baldness. Called Super de Jojoba 
Energizer, the shampoo reportedly 
controls sebum, a fatty discharge 
secreted by the scalp, which can 
loosen hair or prevent hair from 
growing. 

Dr. Thomas H. Sternberg, a 
well-known dermatologist, has found 
the oil effective, but he points out 
the lack of documented research. 
"The ultimate benefits to hair and 
from its use as a moisturizer and 
face lubricant are still to be 
determined," he says. 

New York hairdresser Chris­
topher Pluck is less cautious. 
Recommending the product to his 
clients, Pluck demonstrates its 
effectiveness with "before" and 
"after" photographs. 

Dr. Thomas K. Miwa, reviewing 
research on jojoba for the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture, became 
so interested in the potential of 
jojoba that he quit his job and joined

Meningitis Found 
Highly Contagious 
Any parent knows how quickly 
children pick up and pass along 
colds. The same may be true of 
meningitis, a potentially fatal 
disease. 

Two recent studies contradict the 
widely held view that meningitis is 
not contagious. Both found that 
children, especially those under two 
years old, exposed to meningitis at 
home or in a day care center had a 
greater chance of catching the 
disease. 

The Center for Disease Control 
studied 1,147 families in 20 states, 
and concluded that meningitis was 
highly contagious. Researchers es­
timated that a child exposed to the 

.; mess is 585 times more likely .to 
become sick than the public at 
large. 

Similar findings were reported by 
the Children's Hospital Medical 
Center in Boston, which studied 126 
children hospitalized with 
meningitis. 

Besides their research, the scien­
tists pointed to reports of the disease 
spreading among family members 
and at least nine outbr·eaks at day 
care centers and children's hospitals. 
An estimated 8,000 cases of menin­
gitis occur every year. 

Doctors found that children under 
wo years old were the most 

susceptible. Among older children, 
meningitis is Jess contagious. 

If your child is exposed to 
meningitis, bring him to a doctor 
quickly. Researchers believe antibio­
tics can prevent the disease.

Bad Buys For Mouth Injuries 
Non-prescription products for clean­
ing and healing mouth injuries may 
not Jive up to all their advertising 
claims. 

A panel of experts, chaired by Dr. 
Louis P. Gangarosa of the Medical 
College of Georgia, found that only 
peroxide safely and effectively cleans 
mouth injuries caused by accidents 
or minor surgery. 

The group found no ingredient 
mong the non-prescription drugs on 

the market that can effectively heal 
mouth injuries. The panel recom­
mended further testing of products 
making such claims. 

Furthermore, the panel urged 
manufacturers to label these mouth 
products more clearly. For example, 
consumers should be warned that 
peridontal disease and mouth ulcers 
cannot be self-diagnosed. Other 
diseases such as canker sores may 
indicate more serious conditions that 
require the treatment of a 
professional. 

To protect consumers, the panel 
recommended such products carry 
labels that warn against using the 
drug for more than seven days.

a private company, Jojoba ·Planta­
tion Products Inc. However, Miwa is 
more concerned with the oil's use as 
an automotive lubricant than as a 
hair care product. 

: Jojoba is not cheap. An eight­
ounce bottle of shampoo can cost as 
much as $18, earning it the 
nickname of "liquid gold" by those 
in the beauty business. 

Jojoba is expensive because up 
until now the plant has grown only 
in the wild and only in the Southwest 
and northern Mexico. Several firms 
are trying to cultivate the bean, but 
the plant grows slowly and the first 
harvest is not expected until 1982. 

The number and types of permits 
issued included 105 original permits, 53 
revision permits, 20 amendment per­
mits and 11 succession permits.

Get A Sound Value 
The simple pleasure of mu ic may no 
longer seem so simple when you go 
out looking for a new stereo. 
Salesmen buffet you with facts and 
figures that would baffle an elec­
trician while you're still trying to 
figu re out the difference between a 
woofer and a tweeter. Stereo 
magazines, directed towards a core 
audience of enthusiasts, are often 
confusing to the lay music lover. 
Salesmen, magazines, ads, bro­
chures, numbers and specifications 
get piled higher and higher without 
ever really answering the basic 
questions: What exactly do you 
need, and how much is it going to 

• cost? 
First, the bad news: an) stereo 

system worth having will probably 
run you at least $300. The good 
news is there's not much reason to 
spend more than that, and you don't 
have to be a disc jockey's son to tell 
a good stereo from a bad one. 
Nowadays, you don't have to hunt 
from store to store to find the perfect 
speakers to go with the perfect 
transistor to complement the ul­
timate turntable. 

Many good systems by name 
manufacturers-Sony, Pioneer, 
Panasonic-now come in single 
compact units . These compacts are 
cheaper than sprawling component 
systems. They are convenient and 
capable of delighting all but the 
hardcore audiophile. Here's how to 
find a good compact stereo: 
reading of 20 kHz. The lower the Hz 
number and the higher the kHz, the 
more sound you'll be able to 
hear. 

The harmonic distortion. Thts 
tells you what percentage of the 
sound will lose fidelity when the set 
is played at high volume. This 
number should never exceed three 
percent. When the neighbors' or 
downstairs tenants complain about 
the loudness of your stereo, it's really 
the harmonic distortion that's both­
ering them. Distortion makes the 
walls buzz and the floors thump. 

• Don't be lured into buying 
unneeded frills and accessories. 
These help the salesman ·s commis­
sion more than anything else. After 
you've checked the manufacturer's 
specifications, go through the systern 
element by element, to make sure it 
meets your specifications. 

• Receivers are the heart of your 
system. You don't need one with as 
many knobs and tuners on it as the 
Batmobile, but you will require the 
basic controls: volume, balance, 
treble and bass. Make sure that the 
tuner for the AM-FM radio is easy 
to read. 

• Turntables on less expensive 
sets almost always come from BSR, 
a reliable English company. You do 
have a choice of cartridges though: 
either magnetic or ceramic. Make 
sure that you get a magnetic 
cartridge, since they reproduce 
sound better and wear down records 

• Look for the specifications. 
These are the vital statistics of 
stereos, and the numbers that often 
seem so bewildering and misleading 
to many consumers. To clear up the 
confusion, the Federal Trade Com­
mission requires a stereo manufac­
turer to state his product's specifica­
tions clearly and simply if they are 
going to be stated at all. Faced with 
a call for this sort of honesty, many 
manufacturers preferred not to rate 
their sets at all. Don't be fooled by 
any claims that aren't backed · by 
specifications; reliable manufac­
turers give the numbers for even 
their cheapest sets. 

These are the numbers to look 
for: 

The number of watts per channel. 
This tells you the raw power of the 
system. 

The band width. This tells you 
how much of the audible spectrum 
the stereo can actually reproduce, 
from a bottom low of 20Hz to a top 
less quickly. You can't tell one 
cartridge from the other simply by 
looking, though, so you'll have to 
consult the specifications. 

• Speakers are what you hear. If 
you have any extra money to spend, 
use it for them. The thing to look for 
is good, solid construction. If a 
speaker box has an open back, or a 
flimsy cardboard one, it's junk. Si7e 
doesn't really matter- to test a 
speaker, turn it up to the highest 
volume you'd ever think of playing 
it at. If the sound is still sharp and 
clear, buy it. 

• Test speakers with one of your 
own records. Listening to the radio 
isn't enough, since the sound may 
vary from store to store. Turn the 
treble and bass to center, make 
certain the salesman doesn't plug in 
more or better speakers, and then 
test how it sounds at various 
volumes. Finally, go by your ear<;. 
Stereos are judged by their sound.

A regulation allowing more package 
and by-the-drink liquor licenses was 
reluctantly approved by the Ad­
ministrative Regulations Review Sub­
committee. 

Members of the subcommittee said 
they were not particularly in favor of 
the regulation, but the Alcoholic 
Beverage Control was within tts 
statutory authority m making the 
changes. The subcommittee reviews 
proposed administrative regulations 
only to determine if they conform to an 
agency's statutory authority or with 
legislative intent. 

The regulation reduces the required 
number of county residents per 
package license to 2,300. It also 
eliminates the quota requirement for 
restaurants seating 100 or more people 
and earning 60 percent or more of their 
total revenue from the sale of food. 
Suggestions Heard 

Coroners. medical examiners from 
Louisville, Tennessee and North 
Carolina. and Justice Department of­
ficials told the Interim Joint Commit­
tee on Counties and Special Districts 
that Kentucky's coroner system needs 
revision. An "ideal system," they said. 
would be to replace them with 
phystcian-medical examiners. 

However, the participants agreed 
that Kentucky may not be ready for 
that. 

The legislators appeared receptive 
to a state coroners association pro­
posal to require coroners to order 
autopsies under certain conditions. 

The Special Advisory Commission of 
Senior Citizens will meet Nov. 5 and 6 
at the Capitol Annex in Frankfort. The 
commission will approve recommen­
dations for the 1982 General Assembly. 

The commission is composed of 100 
senior citizens from a<'ross the state. It 
was established by the Legislative 
Research Commission in 1977. Its pur­
pose is to provide a forum through 
which the knowledge and experiences 
of senior citizens may be utilized in 
dealing with problems affecting senior 
citizens and all Kentuckians. 

The commission has four subcom­
mittees: health and human services. 
consumer affairs. transportation and 
taxation. 

The budget review subcommittee on 
human resources of the Interim Joint 
Committee on Appropriations and 
Revenue will meet Thursday. Oct. 22. 
10 a.m .. in Room 109 of the Capitol An­
nex to hear plans for the use of six 
federal block grants. 

The Department for Human 
Resources decided to accept six block 
grants after the state lost about $14 
million in the human services area due 
to the federal distribution of funds.

Dr a fl Congressional Redistricting 
Plan l..'nveiled 

The Legislature's first "on paper" 
attempt to redraw Congressional 
districts in Kentuckv was unveiled to 
the subcommittee o~ redistricting. 

The tentative plan was drafted with­
out mput from the congressmen, who 
did not respond to an inquiry by the 
panel. The Washington, D.C. law­
makers dtd ask that the legislators 
delay any final decisions as long as 
possible. But subcommittee co­
chairman Lloyd Clapp. D-Wingo. said 
that the districts should be redrawn by 
the General Assembly as soon as 
possible-the Legislature convenes 
Jan 5, 1982-so that potential 
challengers will know where the\ 
stand. · 

The lines of the 4th District are the 
only ones significantly changed by the 
draft plan. Currently divided between 
the 4th and 6th districts. Kenton and 
Campbell would be combined with 
Bracken, Grant. Mason and Pendleton 
counties to make up a new 4th District. 

Jefferson County would be split into 
two districts because of its population. 

The plan keeps the seven districts to 
within 1 percent of the 1dral size of 
523.062 people. 

Members of the subcommittee 
stressed that the plan is only a first 
proposal and that public ideas and the 
thoughts of the congressmen will be in­
~orporated in any revision of the plan.

Than They Reveal 

Many Americans may be as reluc­
tant to express positive attitudes 
toward energy conservation as they 
are to talk about their religious beliefs. 

And th1s, says a researcher at the 
Pennsylvama State University, may 
mean' that Americans are more con­
cerned about energy conservation than 
is commonly thought. 

"Just as most Americans do not air 
therr religious behefs in public, it ap­
pears many may also be keeping their 
desire to conserve energy to 
themselves." says Robert L. Sbrigley, 
professor of education. 

Dr. Shrigley bases his observation on 
findings included in a doctoral disser­
tation by Thomas Koballa, now an 
assistant professor of education at 
Pikeville College. 

Under Dr. Shrigley's supervision. 
Dr. Kobe II a last winter developed an 
"Energy Conservation Attitude 
Scale," seeking responses to some 60 
statements about energy conservation. 
The results are included in his August, 
1981, dissertation. which deals with 
persuasive communication and at­
titude change. 

Dr. Kobella found that although a 
group of 93 Juniors and senior educa­
tion majors had highly positive at­
titudes toward energy conservatiOn, 
many were reluctant to share their at­
titudes with their peers 

"For example," Dr. Shrigley notes, 
''99 percent of the students agreed with 
the statement, 'When I see a drippmg 
hot water faucet, I turn the handle in 
an effort to stop the water loss,' but on­
ly 45 percent agreed with the state­
ment, 'I encourage others to model my 
conservatiOn practices." 

Dr. Shrigley. who is refining and con­
densmg the attitude scale, observes 
that "making personal attitudes public 
is a very big step." 

Based on the survey results, he 
believes. many of the future teachers 
quietly practice energy conservation 
while refraining from imposing their 
views on their friends. 

"I'm very pleased that this group of 
future teachers has such positive at­
titudes toward energy conservation­
l'm sure their personal convictions will 
set positive examples in the classroom. 
even if they do not discuss them with 
their peers ... 

Most of the future teachers. Dr. 
Shrigley says, put more faith in taking 
personal action to save energy than in 
social legislation, with 84 percent 
agreeing to sleep in a bedroom with a 
temperature below 72 degrees 
Fahrenheit and only 27 percent agree­
ing that people who drive large 
automobiles should pay a higher 
license fee. 

The most popular social legislation, 
he notes. was that dnvers should con­
serve energy by obeying posted speed 
limits, •.nth 80 percent of the students 
agreeing. 

"The survey results clearly show 
that conserving energy is very impor­
tant to the students, but in a very per­
sonal way," Dr. Shrigley says. 

He observes that 96 percent of the 
students agreed with the statement, 
"Conserving energy is important to 
me": 94 percent with, "There is a real 
need for Americans to conserve 
energy"; and 89 percent with, "Con­
serving energy should be important to 
everyone.'' 

While only 30 percent of the students 
agreed that "refusing to save energy is 
anti-American," 82 percent agreed 
that "the nation's economic survival 
depends on our wilhngness to conserve 
energy," and 79 percent agreed that 
"the strength of America as a world 
leader depends on our ability to use 
energy wisely." 

''It's also significant,'' Dr. Shrigley 
says, "that 84 percent of the students 
dismissed the notion that 'future 
energy discoveries will make energy 
conservation unnecessary,' indicating 
that they think the energy problem is 
going to be one of a long-term nature " 

Finally, Dr. Shrigley notes that most 
of the students were not concerned 
about personal gain through energy 
conservation: only 41 percent said they 
were motivated to conserve energy in 
order to save money.

protection test; a 35 mph crash in 
the 1979 version of any of these cars 
could be fatal. The res.ults replicate 
a Highway Loss Data Institute 
finding for 1978 model cars which 
showed the highest rate of injury 
claims for small imported vehicles. 

The NHTSA tests were designed 
to evaluate the crashworthiness of 
the autos in four areas: passenger 
safety, windshield retention, the 
ability of the windshield to prevent 
intrusion and the capacity of the fuel 
system to prevent leakage upon 
impact. 

The test cars were crashed into a 
solid barrier at the 35 mph study 
speed-. They were also struck from 
the rear by a 4,000 pound object. 
Occupant safety data were generat­
ed from meters affixed to the head, 
chest and thighs of two adult sized 
dummies strapped into the front 
seats with standard sa(ety belts. A 
child sized dummy sat in the rear 
seat. 

All of the cars tested demonstrat­
ed adequate· windshield intrusion 
protection and only the Oldsmobile 
Cutlass Supreme, Pontiac Grand 
Prix and Chevrolet Chevette failed 
to retain their windshields. 

The fuel systems were all capable 
of withstanding a frontal crash, but 
several of the models showed leakage 
upon rear impact. The most distress­
ing results were in the area of 
occupant prote~tion. Thirteen of 20 
models failed this test. 

The vehicles which passed all of 
the tests were Plymouth Horizon, 
Chevrolet Citation, Ford Mus tang, 
Buick Riviera, Dodge Magnum anc! 
Chrysler Cordoba. (The Mustang 
and Riviera are yet to be tested on 
rear impact.) Vehicles which failed 
more than one test were the 
Volkswagen Rabbit, Oldsmobile 
Cutlass Supreme and 98, Pontiac

Driver and passenger safety 
depends on the vehicle's safety belt 
system. Without correct use of 
shoulder and lap belts, the crash 
protection demonstrated in the 
NHSTA tests disappears. The 
experimenters report that some of 
the models were· structurally suf­
ficient to withstand the impact 
tested, but failed to meet safety 
criteria because the safety belts did 
not prevent the dummies from 
striking the windshield, steering 
wheel or dashboard with potentially 
fatal force. The researchers declined 
to identify the models sporting 
inadequate belt systems. 

The ongoing impact testing is part 
of a larger effort by the Department 
of Transportation (DOT) to develop 
and disseminate crash-worthiness 
ratings. It is hoped that such a 
system would aid the car-buying 
public in making intelligent purchas­
ing choices while fostering a compe-. 
ti tion between automakers that 
would result in the production of 
safer vehicles. The 1972 Motor 
Vehicle Information and Cost Sa·l­
ings Act called for a system of crash 
safety ratings as well as development 
of listings that will provide an 
indication of different vehicles' 
damagability and repairability.

PEOPLE'S PARTY RESPONDS 
TO THE BAD AND UGLY 

AND A FISTFUL OF DOLLARS 
As members of the People's Party, it was our most sincere desire to conduct a "clean" campaign in a 

gentlemanly manner. However, since some outright and outrageous lies have been published by our op­
ponents, we will set the record straight and ascertain the real truth. 

1. The opposition party states that they are willing to work with the Mayor for the betterment of Mar­
tin. However, this statement is strictly conditional upon the Mayor to be their puppet We must ask these 
gentlement which bills are they referring to? All duly documented and verified bills have been paid. In addi­
tion, which companies have threatened to discontinue services? 

The opposing party wrongfully alleges that Mayor Hall has failed to pay city employees without court 
orders. If they are referring to Police Chief Hershel Lester, the laws of the Commonwealth of Kentucky sets 
forth criteria governing the compensation of a city's police officer. Pursuant to KRS 95.720(4), which 
states as follows: 

"in cities of the fourth and fifth classes the city legislative body may, by ordinance pay the 
chief of police a salary in lieu of fees. In cities of the fourth class the salary must be fixed 
by ordinance epacted prior to the election or appointment of the chief." 

In addition, the Office of the Attorney General of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, in OAG 73-25, has 
rendered an opi!'Jion which interprets KRS 95.720(4) as follows: 

"Chief of police is not entitled to overtime pay; he must be paid on a fixed monthly basis or 
be permitted to receive fees fixed by statute or a combination of both." 

Although, as Mayor Hall has so responsibly done, the Court is appropriate forum to resolve this dispute, it 
should be noted that: (a) there exists a bona fide question as to whether this overtime was actually worked 
or not; and (b) Mr. Lester has refused to sign for registered mail which contain his monthly pay checks. 
· As to honorirtg the contracts that he has signed for the City, we must ask which contract are these 
misled gentlemen referring to? Every contract signed by Mayor Hall has been honored. 

While we are discussing this topic of co-operation, we would like to take this opportunity to ask these 
gentlemen these questions: 

(a) Why does a Martin City Counsel meeting resemble a circus if so much co-operation will be pledged? 
The United Party's past actions belie their present words. The bickering that goes on resembles that of 
very immature and selfish children. How can these gentlemen be for the betterment of the City of Martin? 

(b) Why is it that Mr. Whicker and Mr. Everage fail to attend regularly scheduled council meetings? It 
would appear that duly elected councilmen would carry out their civic responsibilities by at least attending 
meetings. When there is no quorum present, city business cannot be conducted. 

(c) How can these gentlemen state that they will co-operate with Mayor Hall when they know in their 
own minds that they do not intend to do so? 

2. The opposing party states that all City records should be kept in City Hall. During the previous ad­
ministration, which Mr. Halbert and Mr. Everage served, minutes and ordinances had a habit of disappear­
ing. This same event took place on several occasions during the early months of Mayor Hall's term. It is dif­
ficult to examine records which conveniently disappear. However, since Mayor Hall has taken charge of the 
books, none have disappeared. It must also be noted that no one has ever been denied access to City 
records during Mayor Hall's term. 

3. Mayor Hall has been accused of acting as clerk, tax collector and bookkeeper. If Mr. 'Whicker and 
Mr. Everage would do their jobs and help select competent personnel, Mayor Hall would not be forced to do 
these jobs. Someone had to take charge and surprisingly enough, Mr. Whicker nor Mr. Everage voiced an 
opinion as to whether they would do the job. Mayor Hall should be highly commended for the job which he 
has done. 

4. The opposing party states that it will work with all county, state and federal agencies for the 
advancement of Martin. We would respond to this statement by asking the following: 

(a) Why is it that, when Mr. Halbert and Mr. Everage previously served as council members, the City of 
Martin lost grant money to have Beaver Creek re-channeled? We seem to recall this every time that Martin 
gets flooded. 

(b) It is not a fact that when Mr. Halbert and Mr. Everage previously served as councilmen and Mr. 
Halbert on the Water and Sewage Commission, raw sewage freely flowed into Beaver Creek? This sewage 
system is still inadequate and does not comport to Environmental Protection Agency standards. Mayor Hall 
has inherited this problem and has made many -tireless efforts to solve the problem without any co­
operation from the present Water and Sewage Commission. 

(c) Why was the City of Martin handed a bill of $136,000.00 for relocation of water and sewer lines 
when this matter was supposedly had been taken care of by the previous administration? Mr. Halbert and 
Mr. Everage were again members of the same administration. 

5. The opposing party states that it will conduct city business according to law and above board and 
open to the public. How can they state this when the present Water and Sewage Commission refuses to 
show records or be audited or give information concerning copies of rates? Mr. Halbert, Mr. Whicker, and 
Mr. Everage, how can you state this in light of your past records? Yet, there has not been a single instance 
where Mayor Hall has denied anyone access to records. 

6. The opposing party states that all citizens will be treated fair and equally. Is it not a fact that the 
United Party has caused the Housing Authority to evict certain residents solely because of political ac­
tivities for supporting the People's Party? This is not only a violation of civil rights, but constitutional 
rights as well. How can they justify this? Perhaps the truth should be told that anyone who supports the 
United Party will be treated fairly and equally. 

7. The opposing party states that all members of the fire department are welcome to council meetings. 
The present council is made up by a majority of the United Party. Does this mean tbat members of the fire 
department are not welcome at present council meetings? 

8. The opposing party states that upgrading of water and sewage facilities is a must and that Martin 
has its best water supply than it has had in years, thanks to the present commission. This is the same com­
mission that permitted raw sewage to run into Beaver Creek. Anyone can drive or walk through Martin and 
smell the obnoxious sewage odors. We believe that less than three short weeks ago, raw sewage readily 
flowed into the streets around the Triangle area. The only attempts to upgrade the systems have been after 
fines and lawsuits threatened by the Environmental Protection Agency. 

Only the tireless efforts of Mayor Hall have avoided costing the City of Martin additional monies. 
Although the courtroom battles have just begun, the present commission publishes an erroneous article in 
the local paper stating what a great job they have done. 

For a long time, Martin's water was a big joke throughout Floyd County. It was difficult·to drink, bathe, 
cook or do laundry in muddy water. Our Lady of the Way Hospital had to import its own water from other 
sources. Mayor Hall inherited these problems from a previous administration which Mr. Halbert and Mr. 
Everage were members. 

In addition, this same commission refuses to show Mayor Hall or the council its books. How can this 
commission be so above the law and refuse to do this? For the past sixteen years the citizens of Martin 
have paid outrageous water and sewage rates, yet this commission as well as all members of the United 
Party believe that it should not be held accountable for the money that it receives or pays out 

We must learn from the past mistakes of previously elected council members such as Mr; Halbert, Mr. 
Whicker, and Mr. Everage. The time has come for responsible people to come forward and to work for the 
betterment of the City of Martin and not act as mere puppets of Raymond Griffith. 

The City of Martin is at a crossroads where, with the proper leadership, it can grow into a self­
supporting city. This past SaturdaY.'S Red, White and Blue Day parade is only a small example of what 
Mayor Hall and the People's P~rty can do for the City of Martin.

3-D Photography Returns 
Since the beginning of photography, 
men have dreamed of creating the 
perfect mirror of nature, an image 
that .would exactly reproduce the 
world as seen by the human eye. 
However finely ground their lenses, 
or sensitive their film , the pioneers 
of photography were continually 
thwarted by the single, central 
limitation of their cameras- their 
images were flat. The three dimen­
sional world around them mocked 
the two dimensional copies of their 
photographs. 

An early attempt to remedy this 
flatness was stereoscopy. Two photo­
graphs were taken of the same 
object, but with the position of the 
camera shifted slightly between 
shots. In this way, the one lens of the 
camera was made to approximate 
the two eyes of a person. The two 
finished photographs were placed 
side by side in a viewer called a 
stereoscope, something like an opera 
glass gone mad.- A person looking 
through the stereoscope would 
unconsciously combine the two 
pictures into a single image with a 
remarkable illusion of depth. 

Stereoscopic viewers and pictures 
can still be found in antique stores, 
and they can be a good deal of fun.

The effect is something like looking 
at one of those old ·3-D movies you 
saw in the theatres with special 
glasses-except, of course, that with 
the stereoscope the pictures stay 
still. 

Stereoscopes lost their popularity 
with the rise of amateur cameras, 
like Brownies and lnstamatics, that 
made taking family snapshots a 
quick and easy process for anyone. 
With the new easy-to-use cameras 
and realistic color film, stereoscopes 
began to seem clumsy and quaint. 
Soon they found their ways to 
garage shelves and (lttic drawers. 

For a while, 3-D photography 
seemed to have been forgotten, but 
never entirely. The idea of cheap, 
easy 3-D snapshots lingered in the­
minds of some technicians and 
photographers. 

Nimslo Technology, an Atlanta 
based research company, has joined 
the Timex Corporation in marketing 
what they claim to be the world's 
first genuine three dimensional 
photographic system. Nimslo, under 
the guidance of its founder, Dr. 
Jerry Nims, has spent the last nine 
years developing a workable three 
dimensional printing system. 

Timex, though of course better 
known for its watches, has also been 
the world's largest manufacturer of 
instant cameras. From 1952 to 1979, 
Timex factories turned out over 40 
million cameras for the Polaroid 
Corporation. With the meeting of 
Nimslo's expertise and Timex's 
productive capabilities, the new 3-D 
camera is expected to be test 
marketed by 1981. 

The Nimslo camera works on the 
same essential p(inciple as the old 
stereoscopes, except that the differ­
ent views and perspectives are 
combined into a single snapshot 
print. Each Nimslo camera will have 
four lenses that will simultaneously 
expose four half-frames of standard 
35-mm film to produce a stereos­
copic view. Then, through a printing 
process that is currently being kept 
very secret, the four views are 
combined into a single image . 

T he Nimslo camera will be 
produced at Timex plants such as 
the one in Scotland; Timex says they 
can turn out wha tever number of 
cameras the market demands. The 
first showing oi the camera will be 
in September at the prestigious 
Photokina Exhibition in Cologne, 
West Germany, the world's la rgest 
international photographic market 
exhibit. 

When the Nimslo camera does 
come on the market, it will, thanks 
to Timex's legendary efficiency, 
come cheaply. W ith the help of 
T imex engineers, Nims has already 
trimmed the number of parts in his 
camera from 330 to 146. Corre­
spondingly, the numbers on the price 
tag a re expected to be cut from over 
$400 to just $80. With the mass 
market thus opened to him, Nims is 
predicting sales of over $50 million 
in the next year alone. A profession­
a l. portrait a nd commercial camera 
is planned for the near future, along 
with an entire family of amateur 
cameras, accessories and photo 
products.

Money 
Matters 
Land Sales Frauds 
To thousands of consumers. the 
offers seemed irresistible- cheap land 
in such desirable places as Albuquer­
q ue. '\lev\ \llexico or Tucson. 
Arizona. Al though the land was 
undeveloped. it seemed to have 
unlimited mvestment potential. At 
least. that's what the land sellers 
claimed. 

These offers nooded the mails and 
came over the telephone. beginning 
in the late 1960's. so the land sellers· 
names are probably famihar to you: 
the} mclude Hori7on Corp. and 
AMREP (selling R1o Rancho Es­
tates. among others). 

The Federal Trade Commis. ion 
has recently taken a good look at 
these land sales. Their review shows 
that the offers were deceptive and 
the claims fraudulent. As a result. 
land bu\ers mav ha\e lost million ­
of dolla-r\ If ;ou're ..1mong these 
buyers. you will certainly be interest­
ed m what the FTC found. 

First of all. the government 
disapprove~ of the \\ay the land 
sellers got people to buy. They used 
high-pressure techniques \vhich did 
not give consumers a fair chance to 
decide whether or not to mvest. For 
example. the land was sold mainly 
at free dinner parties: salesmen 
persuaded buyers to sign whJie they 
were in a state of high emotional 
excitement 

Although customers got an option 
to cancel before six months (after 
seeing the land). most dtd not. 
despite "hat they sa\v. This was 
becau-..e customers were sho\\n their 
land on group tours ''here. once 
,1gain. high-pressure sales practices 
persuaded them to stick to their 
contracts. 

In addition. the FTC savs. the 
land seller" ''ere dcceptiv~: they 
misrepresented the land\ ''orth. 
They exaggerated the potential of 
the land , For example. the sellers 
claimed that the areas surrounding 
the land sites \vould grov' very 
quickly. drivmg up the price of the 
land. For to be selling a bargain in 
land . the actual value of most sites 
\\ere far below what purchasers were 
asked to pay. 

Furthermore. the contracts them­
selves were unfair in their terms. The 
A:'vfREP contracts. for example. 
provided that if a buver failed to 
make any installment payment. the 
buyer would lose all of the payments 
to date. One elderly '\Jew Jersey 
couple. for example. faced the loss 
of S31.000 when they could no 
longer make the1r monthly pay­
ments. A provision like this runs 
contrary to the laws protecting 
mortgagors in similar situations. 

In addition. the contract provided 
that the land buyer gets no title to 
the land until the final payment is 
made (although the land buyer must 
pay interest on the unpaid port ion 
until payments are finished) . .-\nd 
the contract said that the buy er 
could not sell until the final payment 
was made. 

The Federal Trade Commission 
rna::. sue on behalf of land buyers. 
but in the meantime. it issued 
certain restrictions on the land sale 
companies These restriction-.. in­
clude the foliO\\ ing: (I) a I 0-da~ 
"cooling orr· period after signing the 
purchase agreement. during which 
the land bu::.er could cancel: (2) 1f 
the land buyer docs not sec the land 
before buying (the way most of the~e 
<>ales were made). he or she has SIX 

months to visit the land. and three 
days after the visit to cancel. 

The land sale company can have 
no contact with the buyer during the 
three-da::. or tcn-da: period. In 
addition. the unfair a\pects of the 
contracts would have to be eliminat­
ed. Finally. the FTC requires a 
\\,Hning to land buyer'> that the land 
is not offered as a financial 
investment.

Proposition 13 Not 
Ruinous As Expected 

Three years after 1ts overwhelming 
approval by California voters, Proposi' 
tion 13 has confounded the doomsayers 
who predicted it would be rumous. 

Econom1st Tom Hazlett (of the 
California Slate Un1versity at Fuller; 
tonl writing in the October Reader's 
Digest says that despite some 
negatives -mainly in increased hous­
mg costs-Proposition 13 has achieved 
its major purpose of lowering property 
taxes, and has not forced cuts in essen­
tial public services. 

"Overall, Califorma property taxes 
plummeted from 62 percent above the 
national averqge to 11 percent below 
the norm,'' he writes. "Perhaps the 
most important result or' Proposition 13 
was that homeowners were no longer 
facing the threat of being forced out of 
their homes (by skyrocketing taxes).". 

Opponents of the measure are admit­
ting they were wrong, Hazlett notes. 
He quotes David Shulman . an 
economist at the C.C.L.A. Business 
Forecasting Project· ··r was one who 
pred1cted that California would fall in­
to the ocean when voters voted ·yes· on 
Proposition 13. I waited after the elec­
tion for the earthquake, and it didn ·( 
happen." .· 

To the contrary. California's 
economy ism robust health. In the flrst 
year after Proposition 13. 552,000 new 
private-sector jobs were created <com­
pared with 103.000 state-and local­
government jobs eliminated under the 
plan J. Los Angeles city schools, which 
had warned teachers of probable 
layoffs if Proposition 13 passed, fired 
nobody and began hiring new teachers. 
San Diego increased its police force by 
145 officers in the first year after 
passage_ Oakland, which laid off a pia­

. toon of police officers immediately 
after passage, hired them all back in 
the next few weeks. 

In all, says Hazlett, Proposition 13 
has resulted in lowering California's 
roster of public employees. which 
stood at L5 million in 1978, by about 
50.000. The state IS now "about 
average" in terms of per-capita 
government spending_ And more than 
offsetting the cut in public-sector jobs. 
there has been a net gam of nearly one 
million new jobs in the private sector 
over the. past three years. 

The lesson seems apparent. and also 
applicable to the nation as a whole. By 
cutting taxes. California has held infla­
tion down. restrained governmental 
growth and provided'a sunny economic 
climate. 

Official Warns Fall 
May Be Ba d F or Fire 

This fall's fire season could be as bad 
as Kentucky's two previous fire 
seasons. Donald A. Hamm, director of 
the Kentucky DivisiOn of Forestry. 
said today 

"Forest fires in Kentucky destroyed 
approximately 364,000 acres of' 
valuable timberland last year," 
Hamm said_ "We had 1,883 forest fires 
reported during the fall fire season 
alone. These fires caused destruction 
which w!ll result in long-term losses for 
all Kentuckians ... 

DivisiOn of forestry officials remind 
Kentuckians that from Oct. 1 to Dec. 15 
special burning regulations are in· 
force throughout the commonwealth. 

During the 11 weeks. designated as a 
"fire hazard season," it is illegal to 
burn anything outdoors before 4:30 
p.m. at sites within 150 feet of a wooded 
area. forestry officials said. 

''This is a critical fire season in Ken­
tucky. and we advise hunters. campers 
and other people engaged in outdoor 
activities to use extreme care in set­
ting or handling any fires." Hamm 
said. He added that debris-burning is 
consistently named as the main cause 
of outdoor fires in Kentucky. 

Hamm said anyone found setting fire 
to flammable material on his own pro­
perty without first taking proper 
precautions to assure containment of 
the fire is in violation of the state's 
forest-protection laws. 

"If the fire does spread, regardless 
of the precautions taken or the time of 
day. the person responsible for settmg 
the fire is subject to a fine plus all fire­
suppression costs," he added. 

"We depend on the support and 
assistance of each citizen to help 
reduce the number and severity of 
fires this fall," Hamm said.

Save On Your Car's A/C 
Automobile air conditioners place an 
added burden upon a car's gas 
milea&e, cooling system and battery. 
If you are unwilling to brave the 
summer without one, you can get a 
new gadget designed to relieve some 
of that burden. 

An automatic air conditioning 
control is designed to cut off the air 
conditioning compressor when the 
engine accelerates. The device will 
take effect when climbing a steep 
hill, passing or making sudden 
starts. 

The eight ounce unit can be 
connected into the air conditioning 
system by the owner. It adjusts to 
the size of the engine and can be 
transferred from one car to 
another. 
· The control is available for about 

$19.95. 

They have more offices to rent from 
and more places to return the 
vehicles. Usually they keep longer 
business hours. A wider variety of 
cars is offered and the cars are often 
newer models. 

Do not rule out a smaller concern 
however. These firms will sometimes 
make special arrangements that 
equal or surpass the conveniences 
provided by their larger competitors. 
The names of some companies imply 
a discounted rate. Their fees, 
however, do not always live up to 
their name. 

Rent-a-car companies are credit 
card oriented. They do not like to be 
paid in cash, because a credit card 
allows the firm to screen their 
customers without having to do their 
own credit checking. 

If you want to pay in cash, the 
best way to avoid a hassle is to notify 
the company in advance. Then they 
can run credit or reference checks 
before you pick up the car. 

Cash payers will have to lay out 
a healthy advance sum. One major 
company requires a prepayment of 
the estimated total charge with an 
additional 20 percent. 

Cars will not be rented without 
presentation of a valid driver's 
license. Young drivers should check 
the age limits before planning a 
rental. Many offices will not rent to 
persons under 25; however, some 
companies have a lower age limit for 
credit cardholders ( 18) than for cash 
paying customers.

The Floyd County Housing Authority is administering a Section 8 
Moderate Rehabilitation Program in Floyd County using funds provid­
ed by the Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
Under this program, owners will rehabilitate rental units which are 
now substandard or have major building systems or components re­
quiring repair or replacement.
