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City Races Add Spice 
To a Dull Campaign 
Tuesday's Vote 
MayBe Lower 
Than Average 

In marked contrast to the hectic May 
primary, next Tuesday's general elec­
tion may suffer from the blahs except 
in incorporated towns of the county 
where city races are creating some 
stir. 

This situation arises from the fact 
that few Democratic nommees are op­
posed, although write-in campaigns 
are being waged in Magisterial 
Districts 2 and 4. 

The heaviest vote is expected from 
precincts in Prestonsburg and Martin 
where the interest centers on can­
didates for council. 

The so-called Succession amend­
ment to the state constitution has 
drawn considerable discussion, mostly 
of a negative nature in this county, but 
it can't be counted on to get out the 
vote. 

Another amendment <Amendment 
No.2), which provides a $6,500 exemp­
tion on the assessment of the residence 
of any person classified as totally 
disabled and receiving disability 
benefits, is also on the ballot. It has at­
tracted little attention but is believed 
to have a better chance of passage than 
the Succession amendment. 

The ballot does not bear the name of 
any Republican nominee for coun­
tywide office, but in Magisterial 
District 1 the Democratic nominee, 
Gerald DeRossett, is opposed by Leo 
Music Republican; in District 3, Ed­
ward Caudill, Democratic inclumbent, 
b:;t$ Eddie Chafin. Republican ; in 
District 4 , Lowell Sammons , 
Democrat, by Doyle G. Meade, 
Republican. 

For the office of constable in District 
1 the Democratic nominee, Willie Hale, 
is opposed by Linden Ellio!t, 
Republican, and Bill Hinton, indepen­
dent. In Di!itrict 4 the Democratic in­
cumbent, Paul Stilton, is opposed by 
Corbit Hall, Republican.

Chief of Police 
At Martin Fired 

Martin's police chief was fired 
Thursday, the latest move in a pro­
tracted dispute between the lawman 
and the city's mayor. 

Charging Police Chief Hershel 
Lester with "insubordination," Mayor 
Larry B. Hall dismissed him without 
notice, gave him and his family a 
month to vacate the apartment they oc­
cupy above city hall, and ordered Mar­
tin's two police cars impounded. 

Lester said this week he does not 
know what his alleged insubordination 
refers to and Hall said he would not 
elaborate on the charge for fear of 
jeopardizing the city's position in a 
wage suit brought by Lester against 
the city and still pending. 

However, the mayor noted that, in 
response to his posting new night hours 
for the police officer last week, Lester 
had taken an "unauthorized" vacation. 
He had also neglected to turn in to the 
city council a log of his work hours and 
was unwilling to contribute gasoline 
for the city police car during the Red, 
White and Blue Day celebration, Hall 
said. 

Councilman Ken Peters this week 
questioned the validity of the mayor's 
action, noting that Lester had the right 
to a hearing. "The way he <Hall) went 
about it, it will never stand up, " Peters 
opined. The councilman also question­
ed the prudence of leaving the city

Holiday Mischief Crackdown 
Seen Here; Old TV Rates Favored 

Halloween mischief-makers may 
have to contend with the law, accor 
ding to a policy announced by Mayor 
Harold Cooley at a meeting of 
Prestonsburg city council Monday. 

Cooley said he was concerned at ear­
ly reports of the "egging" of 
automobiles and would instruct Police 
Chief Keith Lawson to make enquiries 
of local grocers regarding unusual egg 
purchases, with a view to curbing the 
practice. 

"We need to enforce the law on van­
dalism," said Councilman Estill Lee 
Carter, whose auto dealership has 
sometimes been the target of Hallo­
ween revelers. "We need to bust some 
hides'' 

U.S. 23 will be widened and a turning 
Jane added between Prestonsburg high 
school and the community college, the 
council was told. The work is scheduled 
for next spring, at a cost of $500,000. 

Ironically , the council members, 
who have long pressed state transpor­
tation officials on the road project, 
were not on hand when the announce­
ment was made. Neither the mayor nor 
council members were invited to at­
tend a press conference at 
Prestonsburg Community College 
Thursday where the project was 
unveiled by Deputy Transportation 
Secretary Clair R. Nichols. 

If Cablentertainment, Inc. wishes to 
raise viewer rates or offer a more ex-

pensive service, the company will need 
•o m'1ke a formal requ~>st to that effect, 
the council decided. City Manager 
David Evans earlier reported that 
most of those responding to a viewer 
poll on the subject favored retention of 
the existing service and rate rather 
than the more costly services proposed 
by the company. 

Of 227 respondents, 184 favored conti­
nuing the existing system, 25 voted for 
the proposed $9.75 service, and 18 
favored the $10.75 service, he said. 

Ron Beaver, Cablentertainment 
manager, said yesterday that the com­
pany's offer to expand its service was 
merely a response to an earlier request 
by council for information. In view of 
customer opposition, the company has 
no plans to alter its present service, he 
said. Nor is any rate change being con­
sidered, he said. 

"Since the use of speed bumps is not 
authorized on public streets , the city 
cannot use them no matter how many 
persons petition the city and request 
that they be installed," Attorney 
General Steven Beshear wrote recent­
ly in response to a council enquiry. 

In reference to a suggestion raised 
here by Central Avenue residents 
several weeks ago, Beshear noted that, 
since the traffic bumps are not 
authorized, the posting of signs warn­
ing that they are in use would make the

Accused Slayer 
Of Five Claims 
Memory Lapse 

William 0 . <O kie ) Bevins, the 
70-year-old Printer man who is held as 
the slayer of five men in a brief 
shooting orgy at Allen, Oct. 16, will ap­
parently get one wish. 

He was quoted as saying last week at 
the Laurel county jail , London, where 
he is held for safekeeping, that he 
would like for Lester Burns, well­
known criminal lawyer, to defend him. 

Burns announced at Somerset last 
Sunday that he is resigning as com­
monwealth's attorney for Pulaski and 
Rockcastle countie" <ond that his first 
cast> after resigning wJ.I be the defense 
of Bevins. 

"There are elements in the Bevins 
case that appeal to me, " the 
sometimes controversial Burns was 
quoted as saying. " I go for the ones 
that other people don't want, or can't 
get. They're the ones J enjoy most." 

Interviewed at the jail by newspaper 
reporters, Bevins said his plea will be 
not guilty. He added tha t he was in­
jured in 1963 in a dynamite explosion 
and that since that time he has suffered 
lapses of memory . 

·• In that interview Bevins said he went 
'to his mailbox, the morning of Oct. 16, 
to get his morning paper and that 
something struck him on his hand as he 
reached into the mailbox. "I was sit­
ting on my front porch when they (the 
state police) came and got me," he was 
quoted as saying "I don't remember 
nothing until after I got to the court­
house." 

He said he asked District Judge 
Harold Stumbo why he -was being ht>ld 
and was told he was charged with five 
counts of murder. "I laughed at it,·~ he 
ad~ed . "I am innocent. Everybody 
knows that.. . if you're not guilty, peo­
ple ought to know it.''

EPA Agrees To Settle Its Suit 
Against Martin, with 'Conditions' 

The federal Environmental Protec­
tion Agency <EPA) agreed last week to 
settle its 11-month-old suit against the 
city of Martin and the city water com­
mission, under certain conditions. 

Attorneys for the city and the state of 
Kentucky, also named as defendant in 
the suit , agreed to the settlement in 
U.S. District Court. The city water 
commission, which has never respond­
ed to the government complaint, was 
held in default and will also be bound 
by the agreement . 

The federal environmental agency 
filed suit last November, charging the 
city with dumping raw sewage into 
Beaver Creek since the rupture of a 
sewer line in 1977. The break has since 
been repaired . 

According to last week's agreement, 
Martin and its water commissiol) will : 

-<>perate two pumps alternately at 
the sewage system's main pumping 
sta tion; 

-maintain a spare pump and 
replacement parts for the other four 
pump stations ; 

-install chlorination equipment and 
repair any plant component which is 
not in good working order ; 

- submit plans to EPA for sludge 
disposal; 

- keep a log of all plant operations 
and report to EPA on the operating 
condition of the plant; and 

- clean and paint rusted plant com­
ponents. 

The government reserved the right 
to claim penalties of up to $10,000 a day 
if its conditions were not met within the 
specified times, which range from 30 to 
90 days. 

Center Turn Lane Slated for US 23 
Waste Disposal System Gaining 
But Finances May Be a Problem 
.. After five months in business, the ef­
ficiency of the county garbage collec­
tion system is "improving by leaps and 
bounds," according to the director of 
the operation. 

But there are still many fences to be 
cleared before the venture can be 
termed a success, he concedes. And 
perhaps the biggest barrier of all is the 
resistance in some parts of the com­
munity to the whole idea of a man­
datory garbage pickup. 

The office of Floyd County Solid 
Waste, Inc., the agency that manages 
the service, is still receiving irate 
phone calls, according to a worker 
there . Some complain of being 
overlooked by the trash collectors, she 
said, but others are angry at being ask­
ed to pay a $6 monthly fee for a service 
they say they never asked for. 

The problem of missed pickups is be­
ing ironed out, according to David 
Cooley, director of the agency, as 
drivers become familiar with their 
routes and as residents learn to deposit 
their garbage by the roadside for 
pickup. 

The problem of community 
res istance will not be as easily resolv­
ed. he recognizes . 

"For five or six generations, people 
have had their own way of getting rid 
of their trash," he said . ''You're not go­
ing to change that overnight. It will 
take a long education." 

And there are those who welcome the 
new system, Cooley points out. "Most 
people in the county can see a marked 
improvement in their communities 
since the pickup began," he said. 

Cooley takes pride in the fact that 
F loyd is one of the few counties in the 
nation to operate its own collection 
system as well as a landfill. A $495,000 
government grant and a $1.5 million 
bond sale financed the project. 

If only to pay back the bonds, Floyd's 
innovative garbage project must suc­
ceed, Cooley argues . But success is by 
no means guaranteed. 

More of the county's residents will 
have to accept the pickup service, and 
more of those who use the service will 
have to pay for it, if the system is to 
become economically viable, Cooley 
says. 

About 13,000 residential customers 
are presently on the agency's rolls . 
That is thought to be about 60 percent 
of those who ought to be using the ser-

vice. Moreover, of those using the ser­
vice, only about 40 percent are paying 
for it. Collections last month amounted 
to $53,000, while expenses ran to 
$54,000. 

According to one estimate, the agen­
cy needs to collect about $85,000 a 
month to be able to pay its debts. That 
will mean identifying all potential 
customers and raising the collection 
rate to at least 80 percent, one agency 
worker said. 

In the next few months, lega l 
remedies may be employed to help 
close the gap, Cooley warned. The 
county ordinance establishing the solid 
waste systef!1 provides for stiff 
penalties for thOse failing to use it. . 

But, in the meantime, Cooley IS 

hopeful that "better communication" 
will make the system work. Pickup 
crews are on Left Beaver Mondays , 
Right Beaver Tuesdays, Middle Creek 
Wednesdays, the Jenny Wiley area 
Thursdays , and the fourth magisterial 
district Fridays, he said, adding that 
anyone needing service should call the 
landfill office at 285-5133. 

" If we make it work, we'll be a model 
for the nation, " he said.

Q. Our child has cancer. In addition 
to medicine, are there ways we can 
relieve his pain? 

A. There are several comfort 
measures parents can provide that will 
decrease his pain or awareness of pain. 

Changes in your child's surroundings 
and something to divert his attention 
might be helpful if the pain is mild or if 
you are waiting for pain medication to 
work. 

Such changes could include heal, 
partial or total body massage, change 
in the room temperature or number of 
blankets, diversion with games. televi ­
sion, reading a book together, story­
book records, visits from friends, play­
ing, making up or telling stories. 
music , and recollections of family fun. 

Muscle relaxation techniques may 
help an older child. Tell the child to 
tense a muscle and then relax it so that 
he knows the feeling for both condi­
tions. Practice this on muscles in 
various parts of the body until , on com­
mand, the child can relax all the major 
areas, (face, arms, legs, stomach). 
Then help determine which muscles 
are near the pain for they are usually 
tensed in reaction to the pain which in­
creases discomfort. 

Learning muscle relaxation takes 
some practice as parents of Lamaze­
delivered babies know, but there are 
benefits: (]) Pain is decreased in the 
affected a rea ; (2) tension in the whole 
body is eased; and, <3) the techniques 
give you and your child something 
positive to do that will help when there 
is mild to moderate pain. 

Parents who are tense and may feel 
emotional and physical exhaustion 
when caring for a seriously ill child will 
find these relaxation techniques 
helpful , too. They are excellent ways to 
promote sleep. 

These comfort measures offered as a 
courtesy of hospice nurses may also be 
applied to adults who are in pain. If you 
are caring for a loved one who is in 
pain, check with the doctor frequently: 
he needs to know what works and what 
doesn't.

"Be prepared" was more than just a motto to the many HRMC employees 
and local Boy Scouts who recently participated in a mock disaster drill. 
Diagnosing and treating the injuries of 13 football players involved in a bus 
accident was the simulated crisis. It provided a realistic rehearsal of the 
hospital disaster plan. 

The accident victims, with injuries ranging from cuts and broken limbs to 
internal injuries. were rushed to the hospital by P & B Ambulance Service. 
Dr. Robert Roe initially examined the victims in the triage area, and 
medical records personnel pinned the tentative diagnosis on each patient. 
They were then quickly transported to the proper service area such as 
X-ray, E.R. or surgery, as they would have been in the real situation.

''The fire season hasn't been real 
bad," said Carter Conley, Div1ston of 
r'orestry public information officer.

"The ram of the past few days is 
good news at this time of year,'' com­
mented Conley, who pointed out that 
only a handful of forest blazes had been 
reported during the fall fire season 
thus far, despite dry conditions, "but 
we're still six inches behind on a yearly 
rainfall average."

"I took a fe\\ teps and ran into a ri· 
fle barrel sticking around a shelf. The 
man holding the gun was hidden behind 
the shelf with only the gun exposed He 
asked me who I was, if I worked there 
and then if I knew him. I told him that I 
wouldn't know him if I ever saw him 
again 

"After a long pause the man said, 
Tm going to let you live. But if you 
ever think you know me or have seen 
me I'll come back and kill you '' 

One of the questions investigators 
are asking is, "Did Bevins kill four 
men and wound three others after first 
killing Roger Click, hoping to leave no 
witnesses behind?" 

The Floyd circuit court grand jury 
last week named Bevins in murder in­
dictments for the slayings of Click, 
M1chael Halbert, Rufus Hamilton, 
Jarvey Hamilton and Roger Hatfield. 
He also named in three first degree 
assault indictments for the wounding 
of Ron Bryant, Roy Dale Wnght and 
Anderson ~ewsome.

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Kentucky Listed Among 15 Eastern States 
Said 'Extremely Vulnerabl£' to Acid Rain 

A study by the ~ational Wildlife 
Federation has determined that 15 of 
the 26 states east of the :\lississippi 
River including Kentucky, are "ex­
tremely vulnerable" to the harmful ef­
fects of acid rain. Another ten states 
are "moderately vulnerable," accor· 
ding to the consen at ion group. and 
one- Flonda-is only " slightly 
vulnerable.· · 

The ratings are contained in a report 
by 'WF researchers who studied each 
state's rainfall acidity, geology, soils, 
and water chemistry to estimate the 
potential for acid rain damage to 
fisheries, soils, crop foliage, and mar­
ble and limestone structures within the 
states. 

Acid rain forms when sulfur and 
nitrogen oxide emissions. mamly 
generated by coal-burning power 
plants. combine with rain or snow. The 
acid is often blown hundred · of mile; 
from its actual source before it falls to 
earth. ?\.'lore than 90 lakes in the Adiron­
dack Mountains are now fishless 
because acidic conditions have in­
hibited reproduction. 

The NWF study listed Connecticut, 
Kentucky, Maine, Massachusetts, 
Michigan , New Hampshire, New 
Jerse) New York. North Carolina , 
Pennsylvania, Rhode Island. South 
Carolina, Vermont , West Virginia . and 
Wisconsin as the states that are ex­
tremely vulnerable to damage from 
acid precipitation. Those states found 
to be moderatelv vulnerable are 
Alabama , Delaware, Georgia , Illinois, 
Indiana, 1\Iaryland, i\!iss1ssippi. OhiO, 
Tennessee, and Virginia . Louisiana 
could not be full\· evaluated dw.> to a 
lack of data · 

Massachusetts had the strongest 
acid rain and Florida the least acid of 
the 26 states studied. 

In addition to analyzing vulnerabili­
ty, the study evaluated each state's 
visibility impairment~as indicated by 
sulfate and nitrogen oxide concentra­
tions found in the air. 

Twenty states were found to have a 
degree of visibility impairment. while 
five-Florida, Georgia . :'\orth 
Carolina. South Carolina , and \'pr­
mont- had a moderate degree of im­
pairment. Only Maine and 1'\ew Hamp­
shire got low visibility impairment 
evaluations. 

Both the fisheries resources and soil 
of eleven states-Connecticut, Maine. 
Massachusetts, Michigan, New Hamp· 
shire, New York. North Carolina, Pen 
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nsylvania, Rhode Island, Vermont, and 
Wisconsin-were found to be extreme­
ly vulnerable to acid rain's effects. 
Foliage of such crops as alfalfa, tobac­
co, lettuce, potatoes, and soybeans was 
evaluated as being either vulnerable or 
non-vulnerable 

NWF researchers also compiled data 
on reports of auto paint damage due to 
acid rain in each of tte states. They 
found that Flor1da. :'\ew Jersey, New 
York, and Pennsylvania had the 
highest incidents of reported damage 
by acid rain corrosion last year. 

'·our study should lay to rest once 
and for all the cla1m that acid rain 
damage is confined to a few hundred 
lakes in upstate New York," said NWF 
executive vice president Dr. Jay D. 
Hair "President Reagan's recommen­
dation to Congress that acid rain mere­
ly be studied further represents a 
disastrous waste of time and research 
money. The stud1es have been done."

Hair noted that the NWF study con­
firms the conclusions of a recently 
released National Academy of 
Sciences report. The NAS found 
evidence of acid rain's "serious hazard 
to human health and the biosphere" to 
be so "clear" as to make continued em­
missions of sulfur and nitrogen oxides 
at present levels "extremely risk) 
from a long-term economic standpoint 
as well as from the standpoint of 
biosphere protection." 

"When Congress considers 
reauthorization of the Clean Air Act," 
Hair emphasized, "it is vital that our 
legislators take action to curb the 
causes of acid rain, with strict controls 
on sulfur dioxide emissions from coal­
burning power plants in the eastern 
U.S. With states as far south as Florida 
showing signs of vulnerability to acid 
rain, it can't be long before every state 
in the Union IS affected." 

According to the NWF study. the 
.average pH of Kentucky's rainfall is 
44. The pH is a numerical value used 
to describe the strength of an acid. On 
the pH scale, which ranges from a 
numerical value of 0 to 14, the lower the 
pH number the greater the acidity. A 
value of pH 1 is very acid Cbattery 
acid>. 2.0 is equal to lemon juice, and 
3.0 to vinegar. "Pure" rain has a pH of 
5.6, pH 7 is neutral <distilled water> 
and pH 13 is very alkaline Clye). Most 
fish species die in water with a pH of 
4.5 to 5.0. 

Kentucky's crop foliage was found to 
be vulnerable to acid rain effects, its 
fisheries and masonry c marble, 
limestone) moderately vulnerable, and 
its so!l extremely vulnerable. Overall, 
the state was ranked as extremely 
vulnerable.

May Become Yet Tougher 
Coal miners applying for benefits 

under the federal black-lung program 
have found it tough sledding under 
eligibility rules which were revised 
last year and are likely to find the go­
ing even harder if the rules are again 
revised according to a proposal an­
nounced recently by the Reagan ad­
ministration. 

Since permanent regulations were 
adopted in March last year, the suc­
cess rate for applicants for monthly 
black lung benefits in this county has 
fallen from 33 percent to 15 percent, ac­
cording to John Griffith, program 
representative here. 

The dropoff in the success rate here 
reflects a state and national trend, and 
is mainly attributable to tighter 
medical criteria for eligibility, Griffith 
said. 

Under the Reagan proposal, present­
ly under consideration by Congress, 
eligibility rules would be even tighter

and the coal operators' tax, which 
finances much of the program, would 
be doubled. 

As a measure of the program's 
economic impact here, almost $11 
million was paid out to Floyd county's 
2971 monthly beneficiaries between Oc­
tober , 1980 and July, 1981. Nearly $1 
million was paid out here in August 
a lone. 

But the black-lung trust fund, which 
is administered by the federal Depart­
ment of Labor, is in economic trouble. 
The fund is burdened by a growing 
deficit, presently estimated at $1 
billion. 

The trust f~nd, which is.supported by 
the coal tax, pays benefits to black­
lung victims for whom no responsible 
coal operator can be found . To ,boost 
the fund's revenues, the administra­
tion is proposing that the present tax 
rate be doubled-to $1 a ton for deep­
mined coal and 50 cents a ton for strip­
mined coal.

year 1980-81. Under the old county and 
municipal road aid programs, only 
$26 .9 miilion would have been 
distributed. 

During the 1980 session of the Ken­
tucky General Assembly, the Brown 
Administration supported House Bill 
973, which returned responsibility for 
local roads to local governments and 
increased the percentage of funds 
received by cities and counties. 

Counties now receive 15.6 percent of 
the rr..otor fuels tax receipts and cities 
get 6.7 percent. Under the previous 
road aid programs, only 10 percent•and 
5.6 per cent were returned to counties 
and cities, respectively. In addition , 12 
percent of the allocations withheld by 
the s tate Transportation Department 
for administra tion and emergencies 
was eliminated under the new law. 

" Because we changed the funding 
procedures when we did , city and coun­
ty governments have not been hit as 
hard by the road fund shortages. In­
stead of facing cuts in their road opera­
tions, they are receiving more money 
from the program than before," Metts 
said. 

Floyd county received $337,819 under 
the county road a id program. The mun­
cipal road a id program provided funds 
to Allen , $4,802 ; Burton, $6,105; 
Lackey, $1 ,950; Martin , $5,213 ; 
Pres tonsburg , $22 ,698 ; Wayland, 
$2,547; and Wheelwright, $5,260.

Banner Coal Firm 
Gets SOAP Grant 

L.T.&R. Land and Coal Co., of Ban­
ner, has been awarded a $39,683 grant 
from the Small Operators Assistance 
Program, known as SOAP. 

The grant, announced by Jackie 
Swigart, secretary of the state Depart­
ment for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection , is from a 
federally funded program designed to 
help small coal operators gather data 
required for permit application. 

Grant funds provide for the gather­
ing of background information on 
ground and surface waters, stream life 
and geological strata in the areas to be 
mined. Grant payments are made 
directly - to the engineering firms 
selected to gather the data , program 
manager Bob Trimble said. 

Work on the Floyd county site will be 
done by Dames and Moore and 
Commonwealth Technology, both of 
Lexington . 

Kentucky coal operators mining 
100,000 tons or less of coal a year are 
eligible for assistance under the pro­
gram, Trimble said. 

SOAP has provided more than $3 
million in services to Kentucky coal 
o~rators since its establishment in 
October 1979.

The Department for Human 
Resources will provide funding for 
more community-based in-home ser­
vices to help Kentucky's elderly live in­
dependently. Dr. Grady Stumbo, 
department secretary, made the an­
nouncement at a news conference Oct. 
21 in Frankfort. 

Stumbo hopes to increase the in­
home services provided by community 
agencies across the state by targeting 
funds from federal block grants into 
services that would help older persons 
stay in their homes. 

The services will include help with 
housekeeping, meal preparation, shop­
ping, paying utility bills and home 
weatherization, as well as preventive 
health services. "An estimated 30 per­
cent of current nursing home residents 
would have been able to remain at 
home if in-home services had been 
available when they made the decision 
to move," Stumbo said. 

In addition, Stumbo is reviewing 
legislation to give tax breaks to 
families who care for their elder 
members. "Our intent is to support, 
not replace, these efforts made by Ken­
tucky families," he said. Legislation 
proposed to give families the oppor­
tunity to contribute to part of the 
state's cost in caring for older persons 
will be supported by Human 
Resources, Stumbo added. 

The success of this plan, according to 
Stumbo, depends on coordination of 
volunteer efforts with those of com­
munity and state agencies. He stressed 
that community support needs to be 
generated and planned with state agen­
cies. 

Part of the funds for these services 
are from federal block grants. "We 
made the decision to accept the block 
grants so we could target the money 
where it is needed most," Stumbo said. 

Nine percent of state funds from the 
Home Energy Assistance Program 
block grant, approximately $1.6 
million, will be transferred to Human 
Resources' Bureau for Social Services 
for homemaker and home health aide 
services, home-delivered meals, chore 
services, and transportation and escort 
services .

A two-day consultative and 
diagnostic heart clinic for medically 
indigent patients will be held in the 
Floyd County Health Department on 
Tuesday and Wednesday, October 3 
and 4. 

Physicians from the departments of 
Medicine and Pediatrics at the Univer­
sity of Kentucky Medical Center will 
conduct the clinic. 

The clinic is co-sponsored by the 
Bureau for Health Services and the 
county health departments.

Only those patients who 
have been referred by a physician will 
be admitted to the clinic.

CLOSED SEASON 

The period from Nov. 1 through the 
third Wednesday in November is "clos­
ed season" in Kentucky's woods and 
fields. 

During this time, most hunting is 
prohibited, even for species such as 
groundhog, coyote and gray fox that 
otherwise have no closed season. 

The reason for this "no guns" rule is 
to allow wildlife law enforcement of 
ficers to detect more easily those gun 
hunters who just can't seem to wait for 
the third Thursday in November, the 
opening day of small game season. 

The only exceptions to this general 
no hunting rule are the woodcocks and 
snipe seasons Wet. 3-Dec. 6); the 
goose, rail and gallinule season <Nov. 
12-Jan . 20); and archery deer hunting 
<opened Oct. ll. The gun deer season 
<Nov. 7-16l also falls during this time. 

The "shake-out" season for raccoons 
is also open during this period, but rac­
coon hunters may not carry firearms 
of any kind during this season. 

Another exception is granted to those 
who hunt with hawks. Falconry season 
opens Nov. 1 and continues through the 
regular season for the species hunted. 

But just because you can't go hunting 
is no reason to stay indoors in front of 
the television during this time. There 
are several pre-season activities which 
can make your hunting more enjoyable 
and productive when the Nov. 19 open­
ing day finally does roll around. 

If you spend most of your days 
behind a desk, start taking brisk walks 
at least three times a week and you'll 
be in much better shape for opening 
day. You'll be able to hunt longe1: 
without fatique and you could possibly 
prevent problems ranging from sore 
feet to a heart attack brought on by too 
much exertion after a long layoff. 

And your shooting reflexes also pro­
bably need to be sharpened up. A few 
sessions with some clay pigeons <no 
closed seasons or bag limits on these 
birds) should get you swinging 
smoothly again. And while you're at it, 
better check the sights or the scope on 
your deer rifle to make sure it's 
shooting where you aim it.

Remember that you must have permis­
sion to hunt on private lands <written 
permission if you hunt with a rifle of 
.240 caliber or larger ). A couple of 
afternoons driving through the coun­
tryside and talking to landowners 
could widen your hunting horizons con­
siderably . 

Or if there's a youngster in your fam­
ily or among your acquaintances, you 
might want to spend the first part of 
November teaching him or her the 
basics of hunting-how to handle 
firearms safely and responsibly, how 
to shoot accurately , how to be a cons­
cientious and responsible hunter and 
sportsman. 

Giving someone else a proper 
introduction to the fine and honorable 
sport of hunting could turn out to be one 
of the best things you could do with 
your time this November, both for you 
and for the youngster.

Mail Orders 
Shopping by mail can be very conve· 

nient. However, when your order ar· 
rives six months late or does not arrive 
at all, it can be very inconvenient. 

Many Kentucky consumers have had 
• problems with mail-order companies. 
, In fact, Attorney General Steven L. 

Beshear says, "My consumer protec­
tion division gets more complaints cun­
cerning mail order problems than 
almost any other subject. If you shop 
by mail , you should be aware of your 
rights as a mail-order customer. 

When you order merchandise 
through the mail, you have the right to 
know when you can expect your mer· 
chandise to be sent to you. If a mail­
order company's advertisement or 
brochure states you will receive your 
order within a certain period, you must 
be sent the merchandise within that 
period. If no period of time is specified, 
the merchandise must be shipped to 
you within 30 days . 

If a seller does not ship your mer­
chandise within the proper period, you 
have the right to cancel your order, 
Beshear said. The seller must then 
return your money within seven days 
after you have canceled your pur­
chase. When a sale is made on credit, 
the seller has one billing cycle to adjust 
your account. 

There are exceptions to rights of 
cancellation. The cancellation rule 
does not apply to services like photo­
finishing, magazine subscriptions, 
seeds and plants, or negative option 
plans-that is , shipments which come 
automatically with club memberships. 

When ordering products by mail, 
smart customers take precautions, the 
attorney general said. It is always a 
good idea to read the product descrip­
tion several times. Never rely on pic­
tures only. Make note of the delivery 
time given and allow plenty of time 
before holidays or birthdays so you will 
not be disappointed by a late delivery. 

"Mail order companies vary in their 
policies regarding returns. Consumers 
should always find out what the com­
pany's return policy is before they 
order," Beshear advised. 

Consumers should also keep good 
records of mail order sales just as they 
should for other sales. You should keep 
a copy of any order. blank you fill out 
and save canceled checks and charge 
account records, Beshear added. 

If you have any questions or com­
plaints concerning mail-order buying 
or any other consumer problem, write 
to the Office of The Attorney General, 
Division of Consumer Protection, 
Frankfort, Ky. 40601.

" It is clear that a change in the 
regulation is called for . EPA must act 
swiftly to ban all use of endrin in the 
country. and since we do not want to 
export our environmental problems, 
thE' ban should cover export of this 
deadly pesticide as well as its domestic 
Ul':f'."

Some people seem to think. it is a sign of hav­
ing political "smarts" to say that the Succes­
sion Amendment on the November ballot is go­
ing to be a test of Governor John Y. Brown Jr.'s 
popularity. 

But the really smart thing would be for voters 
to judge the question on its merits. 

The Succession Amendment would change the 
Kentucky Constitution to remove the current 
ban on serving a second term for the governor 
and other elected state officials, and for local 
sheriffs. 

Supporters of the amendment stress the fact 
that voters would have greater freedom of 
choice if it passes. "Succession will allow con­
tinuity and provide the citizens of Kentucky the 
opportunity to allow a go.od governor to con­
tinue his program," says former U.S. Senator 
Marlow Cook. 

Former Governor Ned Breathitt puts it this 
way: "The succession amendment does not give 
more power to the governor, it gives more 
power to the people. The only question is 
whether we trust Kentucky voters to make their 
own choice." 

Breathitt also points out that Kentucky is one 
of only four states that do not now permit suc­
cession. And another supporter, Ed . Prichard, 
Chairman of the Kentucky Council on Higher 
Education, adds, "Legislators, mayors, county 
judges, the Congress and the President can suc­
ceed themselves. Why can't the Governor?" 

The same question can be asked about our 
sheriffs. · 

We wonder whether opponents of succession 
are not the ones responsible for turning the 
amendment into a political club to try to beat on 
Gov. Brown with. Republican National Commit­
teeman Larry Forgy's recent remarks on the subw 
ject in the Lexington Herald, for example, have 
much more rhetoric than reason · in them. 

Forgy says the amendment would make the 
governor an "uncrowned king" in an "absolute 
monarchy." But he fails to back this inflated 
claim with any convincing evidence. ' ' 

For example, Forgy says succession "would 
make any sitting governor unbeatable at the 
polls." But if we look at recent trends in 
Presidential elections, we see that voters are 
now very impatient with their leaders and are all 

· too ready to turn them out quickly if they don't 
work miracles. · 

Forgy also alludes to "little yellow trucks," 
and the governor's potential power to build a 
patronage network with state employees. But 
even Democrats have been upset by Gov. 
Brown's rejection of the traditional use of the 
Department of Transportation to build a 
political machine with. The "little yellow truck" 
argument just doesn't hold water. 

Forgy's debating points seem to us to be built 
on a lack of respect for both voters and 
legislators, whom he describes as "totally 
subservient" to the Governor. Until opponents 
of the succession come up with some better 
reasons to vote against it, we join with Carl 
Perkins, Harry Caudill, Benny Bailey, and othet 
succession supporters in saying, "Yes. We want 
to have a choice. We can handle it."

The independently-owned grocery 
store near your home may stay in 
business- despite the growing 
dominance of supermarkets and 
retail chain grocery stores in the past 
few decades. 

But to survive, says economist 
Robert E. Frye of the U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture, the store will 
probably affiliate with a large 
wholesaler or grocery association or, 
rather than even compete with 
supermarket chains, resign itself to 
serving its customers' "fill-in" 
needs. 

Whatever the outcome, the step 
will be one more in the evolution of 
the food retailing business, which 
has gone through several distinct 
phases during this century, says 
Frye. 

"The mom and pop store dominat­
ed the grocery scene at the turn of 
the century," he says. "From 1910 
to 1930, chain-type operations 
appeared with their efficiencies of 

e vertical integration, standardization 
and lower prices. Supermarkets 
brought perishable products and 
self-service into the grocery store 
and flourished in the 1930s." 

While some small independents 
and chains withstood competition of 
large chain stores, many failed, says 
Frye. Grocery stores reached a peak 
of about 387,000 in 1939, and 
dwindled to about half that number 

y the early '70s. 
With more people to feed and 

higher per capita incomes than 40 
years ago, today's shoppers are 
buying more- not less- food, de­
spite fewer markets. Total grocery 
store sales soared from $7.7 billion 
to $93.3 billion in less than 35 
years- the largest gross sales of any 
industry. 

About 68 percent of total grocery 
tore sales occur in supermarkets 

with annual sales of $1 million or 
more," says Frye, "but that's also 
because stores become larger. In 
1953, the average new supermarket 
bad 13,600 square feet; but 20 years 
later, it had 26,000."

Facts 

Detect And Treat 
Food Allergies 
Food allergies arc bccom1ng mcreas­
ingly hard to trace because of food 
additives and hidden ingredients 
contained in many prepared foods . 
Weeding out the symptoms of a food 
allergy and tracing their cause can 
l)c difficult, even for professional 
food allergists. 

But for the over 10 million people 
in this country who suffer from one 
or more food a llcrgies, the task is 
essential. 

"Some people arc so scns1t1vc to 
certain foods tha t the mere odor of 
them cooking can trigger an asthma 
attack. hives, or itching eczema, says 
Dr. Robert Stratbuckcr, the medical 
directo r of Dorsey Laboratories in 
Lincoln , Nebraska. 

"Of particular danger," says Dr. 
Stratbuckcr, "arc the immediate 
reactions which involve the throat 
and respirator passages, a · they 
may cause shock and suffocation ." 
Even migraine headaches. he says, 
can be directly attributed to food 
allergy. 

Some people's allergic reaction is·· 
so severe that the windpipe closes . 
This unusually explosive response is 
especially true of people who arc 
allergic to eggs. nuts and shellfish 
(lobster, shrimp, ctc.)- thc major 
culprit!.. Other foods notoriou for 
causing allergic reactions and rashes: 
chocolate, sea food . and acidic fruits 
such as strawberries. Pork, corn, 
legumes (green peas. lima beans and 
peanut ) and milk are also apt to 
cause react ions. 

Since eggs are a common in­
gredient in many prepared foods, 
you may find it hard to eliminate 
them or even discover their presence 
in your diet. Eggs are contained in 
puddings, ice cream. and candies. 
The whites of eggs are brushed on 
rolls, breads and pretzels to provide 
a glazed appearance. 

If you have, or suspect that you 
have, an allergic reaction to a 
particular food, you can get relief 
from the symptoms of the allergy by 
taking an antihistamine (such as 
Tavist, the newest antihistamine on 
the market) . Long-acting antihis­
tamines effective in treating food 
allergy symptoms can be bought 
over the counter (or with a prescnp­
tion from your doctor); however, the 
best way to deal with the problem 
is to avoid contact with the food that 
is giving you the trouble . 

Certainly there is no guarantee 
that taking an antihistamine before 
eating will give you protection from 
a food allergy- in fact. that can be 
very dangerous. considering how 
violent some a llcrgic react ions can 
be. Keep the a ntihista mine on hand 
for use only after the symptoms (if 
mild ) have appeared. 

To prevent the allergic reaction, 
keep a food diary. Dr. Stratbuckcr 
suggests. List "good day" and "bad 
day" foods. Suspected item. can be 
checked by omitting them from the 
diet for approximately one week and 
then consuming them in excess to 
determine which one produces the 
reaction.

Ideal Gas Container Features 
The price of a gallon container with 
many safety features is at least 
$8- not too much to spend for a 
lifesaving investment. A good five­
gallon container runs around $23. 

Since the gasoline shortage, more 
people are storing a few gallons of 
gasoline at home for emergencies or, 
at serious peril, carrying extra fuel 
in their cars. Flimsy containers on 
sale as gasoline cans are aggravating 
the risks. 

One-gallon metal cans selling for 
about $1 .50 have been severely 
criticized as unsafe. The National 
Fire Protection Association, a non­
profit clearing-house of information 
in Boston, says the seams of such 
cans are often practically " pasted 
together," giving no protection 
against the internal buildup of 
pressure from expanding and vapor­
izing gasoline. As temperatures rise, 
the can becomes a veritable bomb, 
ignitable by the smallest spark. One 
gallon of fully vaporized gasoline in 
a small room is equivalent to the 
explosive charge of 14 sticks of 
dynamite, according to the National 
Safety Council. 

Cheap plastic containers are 
usually hazardous too. Says 
Oregon's State Fire Marshall, Clyde 
Centers: "Most containers in retail 
stores are made of plastic with seams 
and thin walls that rupture when 
hit., 

An ideal gasoline container-{)ne 
meeting industrial requirements set 
by the U.S. Department of Labor 
and the federal Hazardous Sub­
stances Act., as well as embodying 
other common-sense features does 
not exist, as far as we know. 

The most important feature of a 
safe container is its ability to vent 
accumulating vapors and thus 
prevent the time-bomb effect. Some 
models have separate pressure 
valves, but more often venting is 
adequately controlled with a spring 
operated lid. Because of the flamm­
able vapors, it is imperative to store 
gasoline in a properly ventilated area 
outside the house-in a garage or 
tool shed, for example. Except when 
venting, the lid should be sealed with 
a gasket, and the gasket should be 
easily replaceable. 

Projecting into the container from 
each opening should be a device 
called a flame arrester to prevent 
fire outside the container from 
following the vapors inside. Flame 
arresters absorb and d issipate heat 
by means of a phenomenon dis­
covered by the 19th century British 
scientist Sir Humphry Davy: a flame 
won't pass through two co~;~centric 
perforated cylinders. As further 
protection, the spout should be made 
of brass, which doesn't easily strike 
sparks. 

A single spout is preferable. 
Although a second spout to Jet in air 
will help liquid flow better, the extra 
opening increases the chance of 
leakage. A squat shape gives 
stability and helps right a container 
if it is accidentally tipped. The 
container should be red with yellow 
markings and should carry the seal 
of approval of Factory Mutual 
Research Corp. (FM) or Underw­
riters Laboratories (UL) . 

A label should say .. Danger 
gasoline" and warn about keeping it 
away from children and not inducing 
vomiting if gasoline is swallowed. 

The container should have a 
seamless, one-piece bottom to ward 
off corrosion. A seam is a collection 
point for sediment, especially when 
located in the bottom of the can. The 
bottom should also be protected by 
a rim that keeps it from scraping 
against the ground. 

The container's capacity should be 
on the label, and the container 
should not be underfilled. Underfill­
ing allows room for too much vapor 
to form.

Your Car 
Quick Course 
In Tire Change 

If your car hasn't experienced a flat 
tire, chances are you aren't aware of 
the workings of your car's jack. 

The time to Jearn about it is 
before you need it on the roadside. 
Give the tire-changing process a 
"dry run" in the garage or on the 
driveway. 

Knowing where the jack is and 
how it works will eliminate the need 
for the motorist to try his luck while 
stopped along the road, possibly in 
the rain or at night. 

Each owner's manual contains 
detailed instructions for the jack and 
its operation and tells how to change 
a tire. 

The spares include the convention­
al tire which can be put on a car for 
regular use; the collapsible spare 
which has to be inflated by a special 
canister, and the already inflated 
mini-spare. 

Jacks include those which fi t into 
slots in the bumper and those which 
fit under the door sill. They require 
different methods of operation. 
Know which one you have and how 
it operates; again, consult the 
manual. 

Changing a tire is a relatively 
simple procedure but it should be 
done with some caution. The gear 
selector should be in the park 
position and the parking brake 
should be set. Place an object to 
block the wheel which is diagonally 
opposite the wheel being changed. 
Only then should you remove the 
jack and tire-wheel combination 
from the trunk of the car. 

Flat tires no longer occur with any 
frequency, especially if the tires have 
a moderate amount of tread, but 
they always seem to happen at an 
inappropriate time. That's why a 
practice session will save a lot of 
mental wear and tear should the 
need to change a tire arise.

eSee The Pyramids: 
Look But Don't Touch 

A variation on the old chain-letter 
type of get-rich-quick scheme is 
sweeping the nation, especially the 
West Coast and the Midwest, 
bilking countless thousands of 
unsuspecting investors of millions of 
dollars. 

Pyramid schemes may take many 
forms, but they can be recognized by 
three clear warning signals: total 
reliance on funds from new inves­
tors, need for an inexhaustible 
supply of new investors, and the ' 
absence of a profitable product or 
productive work. In addition, the 
plans are invariably touted as the 
chance to ''get in on the ground 
floor" of a once-in-a-lifetime op-

.portunity to obtain a very high yield 
and quick return on an investment 
opportunity. 

In a typical pyramid club, 32 
people are asked to buy slots on the 
bottom row of a pyramid-shaped 
chart having 16 slots on the second 
tier, eight on the third, four on the 
fourth , two on the fifth, and one at 

&he top. Each of the 32 newcomers 
~ay half of the "investment fee" to 

the person at t he top and the other 
half to one of the 16 players directly 
above him on the second tier. If the 
fee is $500, the person on top 
receives 32 times $250, or $8,000. 
But 64 more "investors" must be 
found before the next two people 
each can collect the same 
amount. 

Some games are played for much 
higher stakes. In one case in Ohio, 
organizers boasted that each in­
dividual would receive $204,800 
through participation, a mathema­
tical impossibility. In order for one 
person to receive that amount, 4,096 
people would have to pay $50 and 
in some of the rural counties where 
the scheme has proliferated, only 
1ve of those 4,Q96 people could ever 

conceivably receive the promised 
amount. 

Pyramid clubs flourished because 
most people do not comprehend the 
astronomical number of new inves­
tors required to pay off even those 
who have reached the second tier. 
Indeed, in a hypothetical case where 
a promoter induces six people to join 
such a club, each of whom brings in 
an additional six investors per 
month, by the tenth month the 
number of players would exceed the 
population of the United States, and 
by the thirteenth month would more 
than triple the population of the 
entire world! 

By contrast, there are multi-level 
selling plans which a re not pyramid 

uying clubs. Some door-to-door 
companies sell distributorships and 
provide employment to people who 
sell products. Reputa ble firms in this 
category stress that the only way to 
success is to sell the products, 
establish repeat business, and 
provide the kind of service that keeps 
customers happy. Pyramid plans, 
however, use the pretext of selling 

_products to engage in a pyramid or 
~hain distribution approach which 

'concentrates on bringing people into 
the organization rather than on the 
sale of a product. Their_ promoters 
conduct "opportunity me~tings" to 
convince friends, neighbors and 
business associates how easy it is to 
realize fabulous profits by recruiting 
others, who in turn recruit others, 
and so on. 

Once money has changed hands in 
a pyramid transaction, there is 
virtually no chance of getting it 
back. But a person who feels he or 
she has been defrauded should 
report the experience to the local 
Better Business Bureau.

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Mobile 
Home 
Test 
For 
Quality 

"What's underneath counts when 
shopping for a mobile home." Suzi 
Holder, Extension housing and 
interior design specialist at Ok­
lahoma State University, warns that 
attractive interiors and flashy de­
signs often hide poor construction. 

As housing costs and mortgage 
costs rise more than 10 million 
persons have chosen mobile homes as 
a housing alternative. A mobile 
home may solve many of your 
housing problems if you shop' 
carefully before making the 
purchase. 

"Reputable mobile home man­
ufacturers furnish specification in­
formation with the home," Mrs. 
Holden says. "If the 'spec sheet' is 
really specific, it can help you 
evaluate some hidden qualities in the 
mobile home." 

The things to check to get your 
money's worth in housing are: 

• Before buying a new mobile 
home, try checking the floor inside 
the used model by the same 
manufacturer. Can you trace the 
seams of the subfloor showing 
through the kitchen tile? 

Is the tile buckling? Do you hear 
squeaks when you walk from end to 
end? If you do, you may encounter 
the same problems if you choose a 
home with a shoddily built 
bottom. 

A sound floor is usually built with 
6- to 8-inch joists crisscrossed with 
shiplap or tongue and groove 
subflooring 5/8- to 3/4-inch thick. 

• Look underneath the mobile 
home and check the lag bolts, the 
!-beams and the axles. 

• With your hand or elbow, push 
against the walls and ceilings. The 
amount of give ,denotes the differ­
ence between sturdy and poor 
construction. 

A slight degree of springiness does 
not mean the wall is flimsy. Since a 
mobile home is built for mobility, 
some resiliency is needed or the 
home would break up when 
moved. 

Better mobile homes have wall 
studs every 16 inches, using regular 
2 x 4 inch studs at least in the outer 
walls. 

• The ceilings should have no 
molding strips, no rosettes, no 
obvious nails and no visible means of 
support. Press at random places to · 
see how solid the ceiling feels. Make 
sure the truss rafters are placed 16 
inches apart, not just over the living 
areas but throughout the house. 

• To check the trussing, ask to 
climb on the roof. If the dealer says 
"No," chances are the roof is not 
well trussed. 

• Whether your heaviest energy 
costs are for heating or air condition­
ing, insulation can help cut costs. In 
most homes. you can find a chart of 
insulation values. 

• Check finishing touches for 
quality construction. Place a yard­
stick along the bottom or top row of 
cabinet doors to check if they are 
hung evenly. Make sure the doors 
are of solid wood with reinforcement 
against warping. 

• Check that the countertop and 
its edge will not wear. 

• Drawers should move on roller 
glides. Run a finger along the edges 
of drawers to check for splinters or 
roughness. 

• Closets should be at least 22 
inches deep and fitted with sturdy 
rods and shelves. 

• All interior doors should be at 
least 1-3/8 inches thick if they have 
a hollow core. Even if exterior doors 
have attractive wood finishes the 
doors should be made of metal 
unless sheltered. 

• Look under the kitchen sink, 
bath lavatories and other places 
where water pipes protrude through 
the floor. A plate should be sealed 
to the floor around each pipe to 
cover spaces that let in drafts,

Foreign Tips 
Traveling abroad? Good for you . 
. When you dine out, take a taxi, or 
use personal services, you will want 
to know how much to tip. Here's the 
basic guidelines to keep you from 
spending more than is necessary 
without feeling that you've left 
insultingly too little. 

Australia: If no service charge has 
been added to the bill, 10 percent. 
An additional 5 percent may be 
added if you wish. 

Belgium: Fifteen percent is gener­
ally added to your bill; if not, 
customary tip is 15 percent, except 
for taxis which get 20-25 percent of 
the fare. 

Canada: Generally the service 
charge is not added; customary tip 

• is 15 percent. 
Denmark: All hotels and restaur­

ants add 15 percent service charge, 
which is all you need to pay. 

France: Hotels include a charge in 
your bill, but you still must tip the 
waiter, porter, and all others who 
served you. Taxis get 20 percent; 
waiters 15 percent, others I 0 
percent. 

Germany: Fifteen percent service 
charge is added to restaurant bills 
and I 0 percent to hotel bills. A small 
extra tip to waiters is customary. 

Greece: Hotels charge 15 percent; 
restaurants, I 0 percent; but you 
generally tip an extra 10-15 
percent. 

Hong Kong: Restaurants usually 
include the service charge in the bill.

Giving Students Credit 
Students are paying more attention 
to establishing credit, and credit 
card distributors are paying more 
attention to them. 

Melanie Stockdell, director of the 
Consumer Relations Board at Kan­
sas State University, says that many 
students seek advice on credit. And 
Evelyn Fox of Oklahoma State 
University's Consumer Action 
Council says her group is preparing 
a student guide to establishing 
credit. 

Naturally, most companies in the 
multi-billion dollar industry have 
noticed this trend. Spokesmen for 
major firms say there are sound 
investment reasons for designing 
credit programs for the college 
market that ignore youthful finance 
drawbacks such as no property, no 
income and no credit history. 

"We like the Je uit concept of 'get 
'em while they're young' because the 
college student of today is the 
consumer of tomorrow," says Ken­
neth V. Larkin, senior vice-president 
of the Bank of America, the 
country's largest commercial bank. 

John Lockwood, director of the 
International Consumer Credit As­
sociation, adds: "Students are more 
charge card oriented nowadays. 
They are brought up needing charge 
cards." The St . Louis-based ICCA 
is a trade association for credit card 
companies. 

Industry statistics show the entire 
country is becoming more credit 
card oriented. The Nilson Report, a 
trade newsletter, reports that if every 
plastic credit card holder was to 
spend up to his credit limit on each 
card, the total debt would be over 
$260 billion. By 1985, the figure is 
expected to reach $500 billion. 

But even with this growth, hassles 
still exist for college credit 
applicants. 

"The problem for students has 
been being educated enough to know 
how to go a bout establishing 
credit- knowing where to go," says 
KSU's Stockdell. 

Mary Alice Minney, director of 
education for ICCA, suggests to 
students that, "The last thing you 
should go after is a major credit 
card, because that is the last thing 
you're going to get." 

She suggests starting "small": 
opening an account at a local 
department store, returning mailed 
applications of established compan­
ies, and joining a credit union at 
work. 

Taking out a small loan even when 
it is not necessary and paying it back 
promptly is also a good start for a 
credit rating, Minney says. 

If an Okla homa State student is 
denied credit, Fox suggests he go 
back and find out why. "The first 
thing that I emphasize to people is 
the Fair Credit Reporting Act, 
passed in 1971. You have to be told 
the reason why you were turned 
down for credit- if it's legitimate, 
that information could help in the 
future." 

It may take some planning and 
persistence to start getting credit, 
but some companies are eager to 
help out. One reason is that a college 
student is expected to work in a 
higher salary bracket after gradua­
tion and receive pay increases a t a 
faster rate than people without a 
college education says Bob Arietta, 
of Atlantic Richfield Oil Co. 

Sometimes students exhibit a n 
above-average loyalty to a company 
if they get their credit card into the 
student's hands early, says Irwin 
Penner, chairman of Gracious Lady 
Services. G LS is the parent company 
for College Credit Card Corp., 
which promotes its clients' credit 
cards on many college campuses. 

"Students feel that the compa ny 
who first extended credit gave them 
a cha nce when they really didn 't 
have the credit background to go 
a nywhere else." 

"Selectivity" is the key to choos­
ing the right college market, Penner 
concludes. <:;redit companies run the 
gamut from extreme selectivity to 
none at a ll. 

D.H. Holmes Co., a New Orleans­
based' department store chain, sends 
students a t "selected " colleges 
"invitations" to establish credit . A 
student returns. the application and 
is automatically extended a $200 
credit limit. A "selected" college 
would be predominantly white, 
upper class, a nd private, says 
Charlotte Tillman, the credit promo­
tion ma nager. 

S tudents who have not been 
solicited for credit card applications 
have to a pply in person at the store 
and undergo a personal evaluation 
by the store manager, Ti!lroan 
says.

With more tour operators offering 
ski packages to Switzerland for the 
1980-81 'eason, the cost of skiing 
Switzerland is more reasonably 
priced than it has been in recent 
years. The APEX midweek round­
trip fare to Switzerland is $430 on 
Swissair. 

Low inflation in Switzerland and 
the ga in of the U.S. dollar against 
the Swiss franc since October 1978 
have also brought down the cost of 
a vacation in this European 
country. 

Other travel incentives for tourists 
that help to make an affordable 
vacation: 

• Swiss Holiday Card- provides 
unlimited transportation throughout 
the country at attractive rates. 

• Half-fare travel cards-entitles 
you to purchase tickets locally at a 
50 percent discount for a small 
initial fee. 

• Senior citizens- pay only $50 
for half-fare travel cards, valid for 
one full year. You are also entitled 
to sizeable discounts in approximate­
ly 400 hotels (show your 
passport). 

• Cheap food- "Tagesmenu" 
(daily special) or " Tellerservice" 
(one-plate meal) are between $5-$7 
including tips and taxes. 

Besides the low midweek air fares 
now available, the Swiss are making 
a real effort to promote tourism.

Vacation Vaccination 
The risk of contracting a disease 
remains high in many parts of the 
world. You may need immunization, 
especially if you are planning to visit 
tropical and underdeveloped 
countries. 

Legal requirements for entry and 
epidemic conditions in different 
countries vary from time to time, 
often unpredictably. Probably the 
most important disease that travelers 
need to be protected against is 
malaria. 

Other diseases that travelers may 
need immunization against include 
polio, tetanus, diphtheria, hepatitis, 
yellow fever and typhoid. Some 
younger travelers may need to be 
immunized against measles. 

The chills and fever of malaria 
can strike df'lwn the unwary tourist 
who journe) to such destinations as 
Africa, Inc l, Thailand, Yemen, 
Turkey, N ·aragua, Brazil and 
Columbia. I many countries, the 
chances of • ntracting malaria are 
greatest out 1e large cities and in 
areas remov• . from the usual tourist 
routes.

TrayeJers not previously immun­
ized against polio should receive 
immunization. Those who have had 
polio vaccine, but who plan to visit 
rural or remote areas of tropical or 
developing countries, should rece1ve 
an additional dose of polio 
vaccine. 

Because of the success of the 
measles vaccination program, many 
adolescents and young adults in this 
country have not had measles. For 
this reason, persons born after 1957 
who have not had measles vaccine or 
the disease should be vaccinated 
be'fore starting their trip. 

Smallpox, Cholera Risks Low 
There is no longer any indication 

for use of smallpox vaccine, but 
many countries still require evidence 
of vaccination as a condition of 
entry. Conditions that would pre­
clude smallpox immunization, in­
clude pregnancy and skin disorders 
(eczema or dermatitis). In most 
countries requiring vaccination, a 
note from a physician explaining the 
contraipdication will be accepted as 
a substitute for a vaccination. 

The risk of cholera to tourists is 
very low and cholera vaccines have 
limited effectiveness- but some 
countries require cholera vaccination 
for entry of travelers from infected 
areas.

A.G. Moves To Block 
Power Co. Purchase 

Attorney General Steve Beshear has 
announced that his office filed a com­
plaint ancl requested injunctive relief 
in Franklin Circuit Court Oct 15 con­
cerning an orcler of the Public Service 
Commission issued Sept. 28. In its 
order. the PSC granted Kentucky 
Power Co. the authority to purchase a 
15 percent in a power plant being built 
in Indiana . 

" Our suit contends that the granting 
of the certificate allowing purchase of 
the 15 percent interest is unlawful in 
that the e\'idence presented to the com­
misswn is totally lacking as to alleged 
benefifs which would inure to the Ken­
tucky ratepayer ," said Beshear. 

Also of concern to the attorney 
general IS the fact that Indiana does 
not require certificates of convenience 
and necessity regarding power plant 
constructiOn, while Kentucky statutes 
require regulatory permisswn before 
construction may begin . 

" We feel the PSC. whtch has put>llcty 
indicated its concern regarding un­
necessar) construction expenditures. 
has not followed its own lead in this 
particular case and has failed to suffi­
ciently scrutinize Kentuck) Power's 
application.' · said Beshear. 

The Energy Regulatory Commis­
sion, statutory predecessor of the 
Public Sen tee Commtsswn, refused on 
prevtous occasions to grant the re­
quested certificate The attorney 
general feels no e\ idence has been 
presented in the current case which 
would materially change cir­
cumstances and make necessary this 
alteration or regulatory policy on this 
ISSUe.

A study of the state's resource­
recovery road program has found no 
evtdence of bjdding irregularities on 
pavmg contracts on KY 80. 

The Lexington Herald reported in 
April that the engineering firm of 
Riley, Park, Hayden & Associates Inc. 
was investigating the road-building 
program and that the investigation in­
cluded the letting of paving bids on KY 
80. 

The Herald's story identified the con­
tracts under investigation as five con­
tracts totaling $39.9 million awarded to 
a joint venture of Hinkle Contracting 
Corp. of Paris and East Kentucky Pav­
ing Inc. of Grayson. 

State Transportation Secretary 
Frank Metts said that the investigation 
had found no evidence of such ir­
regularities anrl that he knew of none. 

"No. absolutely not. I know of no im­
proprieties involving those bid ... 
Metts said. 

The Herald story quote~ a source 
close to the investigation as saying that 
the bids on KY 80 paving contracts 
ranged from 16 percent to 42 percent 
above engineers· estimates. 

But records from the Transportation 
Department show that those figures 
were misleading.

According to the department 
records. the five paving contracts 
awarded to the Hinkle-East Kentucky 
joint venture ranged from 16.1 percent 
above the department's own estimates 
to 5.5 percent below the department's 
estimates. The contracts were award­
ed in 1979. 

In addition to estimates prepared by 
the department's own engineers, 
estimates for the paving projects were 
also prepared by Brighton Engineering 
Inc.. which acted as consulting 
engineer for the whole resource­
recovery road program. 

Compared to the Brighton estimates, 
the Hinkle-East Kentucky bids ranged 
from 8.9 percent above estimate to 5.9 
percent below estimate. Of the five 
contracts awarded the joint venture. 
three were for less than the 
consultant's estimates. 

Transportation Department officials 
said that the 1979 estimates by the 
department and Brighton provided the 
most useful standard with which to 
compare the cost of the paving con­
tracts. 

The Hinkle-East Kentucky bids did 
exceed by a substantial margin 
estimates for the project prepared in 
1976 by the consulting engineers. 

Compared to the 1976 estimates, the 
Hinkle-East Kentucky bids ranged 
from a high of 42 percent above 
estimate to a low of 7 percent below 
estimate. 

Buckner Hinkle, Jr., an attorney 
representing Hinkle Contra_s_ting, said 
that the difference between the con­
tracts and the 1976 bids could be ex­
plained by rapid increases in construc­
tion costs and by the fact that the pav­
ing work used an experimental process 
in which crushed sandstone was 
substituted for crushed limestone.

HURRY! ART'S 

The murder trial of Lynn Marie 
Giswold Holbrook was scheduled to 
begin Tuesday on a change of venue in 
Martin circuit court in Inez. 

Mrs. Holbrook is accused of using 
arsenic in December, 1980 to poison her 
husband, William Holbrook, 30, a ma­
jor in the Paintsville Police Depart­
ment. 

Since Holbrook's death on Dec. 13, 
1980, state investigators have twice 
had his body exhumed from a family 
cemetery near Sitka in Johnson coun­
ty. 

In a news conference in December 
1980, police said Mrs. Holbrook admit­
ted in a taped statement that she ad­
ministered an industrial pesticide con­
taining arsenic. 

She told police in that statement that 
she took the pesticide from a 
Salyersville grocery where she had 
been working. 

An autopsy performed immediately 
after Holbrook's death and subsequent 
tests did not indicate how long poison 
had been in Holbrook's body, accor­
ding to Johnson County Coroner Bill 
Phelps. 

That fact led to the second exhuma­
tion two weeks ago, he said. 

As the trial begins, the question of 
how long the poison had been in 
Holbrook's body is important. 

The state, according to Deaton, 
maintains that it was administered 
over a "length of time" and was 
therefore premeditated. 

Defense attorney Gary Johnson, of 
Prestonsburg, says his client suffered 
from "the battered-wife syndrome" 
and will attempt to show that the 
poison was administered in one dose 
and was not premeditated. 

"We're pleading self-defense," said 
attorney Steve Owens of Paintsville, 
who is assisting Johnson in the case. 

Holbrook and his wife lived with 
their small son, Scott, in a trailer on 
property owned by his mother, 
Elizabeth Adams, on VanHoose 
Branch at Sitka on KY 201. 

Deaton said Mrs. Holbrook, in three 
different confessions, admitted putting 
arsenic into Holbrook's soda pop. 

But Johnson says that only one of the 
three documents was a confession and 
that he will attempt to have it declared 
inadmissible because the confession 
was signed after Mrs. Holbrook had 
been alone in an automobile for several 
hours with law officers. 

Spears said last week that all three 
statements were given after Mrs. 
Holbrook had been advised of her 
rights. "There was no duress, no coer­
cion, " he said, holding his palm up. 
"No anything on that." 

In her first statement, police said 
Mrs. Holbrook admitted giving arsenic 
to her husband on Dec. 3. He died 10 
days later. 

During Holbrook's illness, his wife 
reportedly drove him to Paintsville 
Hospital, then to Gabell-Huntington 
Hospital in West Virginia and finally to 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 
here where he died Dec. 13 .

Mrs. Holbrook was arrested and 
charged with murder after a report 
was issued by the state medical ex­
aminer's office. 

The body was first exhumed for ex­
amination in January this year. 

Mrs. Holbrook was released from 
custody in January after her bail bond 
was reduced from $100,000 to $20,000. 

In May, she received what police 
called "superficial wounds to the hip" 
during a shooting incident at the Sitka 
trailer. 

Kentucky State Police Trooper Steve 
Bradley said that Holbrook's mother, 
Mrs. Adams, attacked her late son's 
wife when she and her attorney, Gary 
Johnson, arrived at the trailer to " in­
ventory the estate." 

Bradley said Holbrook's mother 
began beating Lynn Holbrook and 
allegedly held her as the patrolman's 
uncle, Carmie Holbrook, fired a single 
shot from a .12-gauge shotgun that 
struck Mrs. Holbrook in the hip .

furthermore, Mayor Hall has paid, and has documented evidence which duly verifies this, that overtime 
which Mr. Lester claimed that he worked during the recent Jun flooding. It would appear that the opposing 
party should seek facts rather than make up these outright lies. 

3. The opposition party states that Mayor Hall would not buy gas for Mr. Lester. let's take some time and 
review the following facts: 

a. Mr: lester continuously refuses to issue traffic citations witbin the City limits. His excuse is that Floyd 
~ounty Court refuses to levy fines and it renders his efforts useless. This argument by Mr. Lester would pro­
bably carry more weight if he had actually issued a single citation and given the court a chance to impose the 
fine. Why not at least give the court an opportunity to perform its duties before refusing to carry out his own 
duties? 

b. Mr. lester transports his grandson to Allen Central High School each school morning in the Martin 
police cruiser. The taxpayers should not be paying for this transportation when there are school buses readily 
available. 

c. Mr. Lester drives to Bucks Branch to feed his livestock every day and uses the City's police cruiser in 
order to do this. Again, this is a personal usage of the City's pol~ce vehicle and our taxpayers should not bear 
this liability. 

d. Mr. lester drives almost daily to a restaurant in Garrett, Kentucky where he parks the City's police 
cruiser and sits for hours at a time. Should the taxpayers bear both the salary paid to Mr. lester and the cost 
of the gasoline for this excursion? 

e. Any personal business that Mr. lester conducts which involves automobile travel has been done in the 
City's police cruiser at a cost which is absorbed by our taxpayers. 

The thougflt must enter one's mind that perhaps the safe might not have been stolen from Druthers if Mr. 
lester had been fulfilling his duties and patrolling the City. If he is going to claim overtime, then he should be 
held accountable for crimes which could be prevented with reasonable patrols. 

Mayor Hall had no choice but to utilize the executive order to curtail Mr. lester's usage of the police vehi­
cle to run personal errands.

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Better Tax Base 
Is Roads Need 

Addressing the State Highway Ad· 
visory Committee at Lexington 
Wednesday, Trans porta lion Secretary 
Frank Metts said, "We've got to find a 
more stable foundation for the road 
fund . We're taxing a vanishing com­
modity." 

Metts said the motor fuels tax, which 
produces 45 percent of the state's road 
fund , is a decaying base under Ken­
tucky's transportation system . "We 
need a broader based user-pay system, 
not just the motorist and trucker. 
Everyone needs a dependable highway 
system," he said. 

"They're looking at artichokes for 
fuel in California. There will be electric 
cars on the road next year. How are 
you going to tax artichokes and elec­
tricity to build roads? " Metts asked the 
committee. 

The Stale Highway Advisory Com­
mittee is a 45-member citizens group 
representing various interests and 
regions of the Commonwealth formed 
by Metts in September. The Committee 
intends to develop a package of 
legislative proposals to present to the 
1982 General Assembly that will 
bolster the state's sagging road fund 
which has not kept pace with rising 
construction and maintenance costs. 

State officials told the committee 
that the Transportation Department 
faces a revenue shortfall of $255 million 
in 1983, which may grow to $550 million 
by 1990. 

"At this rate, we will not be able to 
maintain the roads we have," said 
A.R . Romine, assistant state highway 
engineer. 

Committee members discussed fun­
ding proposals ranging from increas­
ing registration fees and removing the 
sales tax exemption on gasoline to 
seeking a percentage of the state's 
general fund. 

The next meeting of the advisory 
committee has been tentatively 
scheduled for Nov . 19 at 
Elizabethtown.

With little more than four minutes to 
go, Prestonsburg's John DeRossett in­
tercepted his third Pi!teville pass of the 
evening.

"It was a great win," said Phillip

How Parents Can Help Child To Be 
What He or She Wants To Be 

In the November issue of PTA To­
day, the journal of the National PTA, 
Dean L. Hummel, career eduction ex­
pert, outlines, "how parents can help 
their child plan for a satisfying 
career." 

Since a'l individual's identity is tied 
very closely to the work he or she does, 
career planning is vitally important in 
a child's development. "I believe 
parents are the greatest potential 
helpers in their children's career plan­
ning- if and when they know how to 
help," says Hummel, a professor of 
counselor education at Virginia 
Polytechnic Institute and State Univer­
sity and author of a book and numerous 
articles on career planning. 

Career development experts say 
children progress through three phases 
in their career development. In the fan­
tasy phase (prior to age 11) the child 
thinks he can do anything and does. He 
has no concept of reality. He can 
become a cowboy, an astronaut or a 
movie star. Parents should listen to the 
child's expression of dreams and 
engage in the child's games as he acts 
out various jobs. In the tentative phase 
Cage 11-17) when children are trying 
out their decision-making skills , 
parents should accept their child as a 
growing person with strengths and 
weaknesses. For example, a child may 
want to join the French club while his 
parents want him to join Junior 
Achievement; they should be suppor­
tive of his decision. During the realistic 
phase <age 17-young adulthood) when 
the young person makes choices based 
on reality factors (available education, 
job requirements) and his own 
capabilities, parents should be aware 
that the idea of traditional 
male/female occupations is disappear­
ing. Girls can become medical doc­
tors; boys- nurses . 

"The three phases are consistent 
with the modern school's attempt to 
provide career learning activities for 
students ," says Hummel. Schools offer 
career awareness at the· elementary 
level, career exploration at the mid­
"3Je/ junior high level and career 
preparation in senior high. The formal 
career learning activity is the 
"prevocational" course such as in­
dustrial arts, home economics and in­
troductory courses in agriculture and 
business. 

Side-by-side with the regular cur­
riculum, schools often provide other 
activities and clubs where students can 
develop their interests and skills. Clubs 
like the Future Teachers of America or 
the chess, drama and debate clubs pro­
vide students with the opportunity to 
develop leadership and "people" skills 
which will be useful in their later 
careers.
