Although the slaying 
took place in Perry, according to 
Branham's own statement, the Floyd 
circuit court claimed jurisdiction on 
the grounds that the slaying was a part 
of a string of crimes starting with rob­
bery and kidnapping of the victim.

Injured Youth's 
Award Reduced 
To $2.3 Million 

The $7 million judgment awarded 
Stuart Wright, of Water Gap, now a 
sophomore student at the University of 
Kentucky, for injuries sustained while 
playing football as a member of the 
Prestonsburg High School team has 
been reduced to $2.3 million by a 
federal judge. 

The order, handed down in U. S. 
district court at Covington, Sept. 14, by 
Judge William G. Bertelsman, held 
that the $7 million awarded in the case 
was excessive. But Bertelsman denied 
a motion of attorneys for the defen­
dant, Riddell, Inc., Des Plaines, Ill. 
manufacturer of the helmet Wright 
was wearing at the time of his paralyz­
ing injury, asking for a reversal of both 
the jury verdict and the award of 
damages. 

The plaintiff and his parents, Mr. 
and Mrs. Ronald Wright, were given 
two options: to accept reduced 
damages or to ask within 30 days a new 
trial of the case of damages. 

A decision had not been reached, it 
was said Monday. Even if the reduced 
judgment is accepted, it could later be 
subject to appeal. 

Wright, who suffered a broken neck 
in a 1976 football game here against 
Morgan County High when he made a 
tackle, blamed the injury on his 
helmet. The trial jury held that the 
PAC-3 helmet designed by Riddell had 
inadequate padding on the back rim. 

Judge Bertelman said the trial 
revealed, however, that not all the in­
jury was attributable to the design of 
the helmet and that Riddell should not 
be held responsible for all disability 
damages claimed. He said that the 
maximum compensation a jury could 
allow is $2,347,339, arriving at this 
figure by saying the full $7 million ver­
dict represents the full damage caused 
by Wright's injuries and that the 
helmet caused one-third of this total.

'Breath' Clinics Lose 
Request for Funding 

A program designed to teach 
breathing techniques to black lung vic­
tims in the five-county Big Sandy area 
has been denied continued funding by 
federal health officials. 

The program which was operated by 
Highlands Regional Medical Center, 
was beset earlier this year by allega­
tions of mismanagement and misap­
propriated funds. In the wake of the 
charges, the program director, a 
for.me~ ijighlan<is assistant ad· 
~inistrator, resigned and its com­
m nity director, a nurse who brought 
the accusations of misspent money to 
the attention of Highlands Ad­
ministrator Clarence Traum, was 
fired. 

Highlands had sought $429,123 in 
federal funds for a second year's 
operation of the breathing clinics. In 
turning down the request, Dr. G. A. 
Reich, regional health administrator 
with the federal Department of Health 
and Human Services in Atlanta, cited 
as reasons for the denial: 

-the program's failure to meet 

federal regulations pertaining to the 
provision of an advisory committee, a 
medical director, and "outreach" ac­
tivities; 

-"extremely poor" use of the pro­
gram, said to be due largely to lack of 
services and outreach; and 

-failure to provide an adequate 
description of the program or justifica­
tion for it. 

No reference was made in the denial 
letter to the allegations raised by 
Diane Cooksey, the fired community 
director, or to the management of the 
program by Larry Stanifer, its former 
director. J. C. Meredith, a project of­
ficer with the Public Health Service in 
Atlanta, said this week that a decision 
on whether to launch a formal in­
vestigation of Stanifer's management 
of the program is still under investiga­
tion by federal authorities. 

Highlands Assistant Administrator 
Russell Dean, the breathing program's 
current director, noted this week that 
the application for a second year's fun-

High Court 
Overturns 
TV Control 
Mandate of Court 
Could Deregulate 
Floyd TV Cables 

Floyd county's pioneering effort to 
regulate cable television operators ran 
into a roadblock last week when the 
state Court of Appeals reversed a rul-

. ing by Circuit Judge Hollie Conley 
which had upheld the validity of the 
county's cable-TV ordinance. 

Mike Little, owner of the Burton 
Antenna Company, and Paul Butcher, 
owner of Big Sandy TV Cable, had 
challenged the ordinance on grounds 
that it was improperly advertised. The 
appeals court upheld their argument, 
ruling that certain amendments to the 
ordinance adopted by the fiscal court 
after its first reading were not 
reflected in the published summary of 
the ordinance. 

The court further ruled that the or­
dinance was not prop<'rly certified by 
the county court clerk. 

County Attorney Arnold Turner, Jr., 
principal author of the ordinance, 
which established a franchise system 
for cable operators here and provided 
for a commission to hear consumer 
complaints and regulate rates, stress­
ed this week that the ordinance had 
been overturned on a technicality only. 
The appeals court ruling does not 
challenge the concept underlying the 
ordinance, he said. 

Turner said he hoped to meet with 
the fiscal court soon to discuss what ac­
tion should be taken in view of the ap­
peals court decision. Among the op­
tions open to the county, he said, were 
an appeal to the state Supreme Court, 
readvertisement and reenactment of 
the ordinance, or the drafting of a new 
ordinance. _ 

In the meantime, cable television 
will be unregulated in this county, once 
the appeals court mandate is handed 
down-a situation which could leave 
both consumers and operators 
vulnerable, in Turner's opinion. Con· 
sumers may be subject to unregulated 
rate increases and operators, 
guaranteed exclusive franchise areas 
under the ordinance, may be challeng­
ed by competitors, he explained. 

Ironically, a potential competitor 
has already expressed an interest in 
penetrating the Weeksbury area, for 
which Little's Burton Antenna Com­
pany presently holds the franchise, 
Turner said. 

Little Murder 
Trial Continues 
In Pike County 

Trial of a Knott county man charged 
in the shooting deaths of a father and 
son in a Hindman courtroom two years 
ago continued in Pike circuit court 
yesterday <Tuesday> as evidence from 
defense witnesses was heard. 

Raymond Little, 47, of Dry Creek, is 
charged with the slayings of Estil 
Thornsberry, 53, and his son, Major, 
31, both of Kite, on September 24, 1979, 
in the Knott district courtroom. 

James L. Dickinson, special pro­
secutor in the case, charged in his 
opening statement that Little walked 
into the courtroom where the Thorns­
berrys were sitting and shot them in 
the back. However, in testimony 
yesterday, Little said that, shortly 
after he entered the courtroom, the two 
Thornsberry men "jumped up with 
guns in their hands," forcing him to 
shoot in his own defense. 

According to trial testimony, the 
shootings followed a 20-year feud bet­
ween the Littles and Thornsberrys that 
began when a man in the Little family 
"impregnated a Thornsberry girl." At 
the time of the shootings, Little and the 
Thornsberrys were in court to argue a 
$391 small claims suit filed by Little. 

The small claims suit resulted from 
an incident, two months prior to the 
fatal shootings, in which the Thorns­
berrys were said to have threatened 
Little's two sons, Major Thornsberry to 
have shot into Little's new pickup, and 
Estil Thornsberry to have shot Little in 
the back with a pistol. 

Countering the prosecution's por­
trayal of Little as brooding since that 
altercation and bent on revenge, 
defense attorney Gary Johnson argued 
in court that Little sought and followed 
the advice of public and law­
enforcement officials who advised him 
to sue in small claims court for 
damages to the pickup. 

Defense arguments also focused on 
discrepancie!:'l · in accounts of the 
number of shots fired in the courtroom 
and the direction from which they were

Getting Designs On A Decorator 
Would you like some professional help io decorating your apartment? 
Consider hiring an interior decorator. Determine how much you can 
afford to spend, and then interview several decorators. Be prepared 
both to ask and answer questions. The decorator will use the interview 
to as. css your individual needs as you are assessing his designing 
experience. 

You will receive a "letter of agreement" which will outline your 
mutual responsibilities once you have chosen the decorator. The 
contract will list the area to be designed, and design fee, and the 
out-of-pocket expenses for which you will be responsible. It will also 
tell you your payment schedule. 

Once the letter is signed and returned, the designer will measure 
the space in your apartment. Then it can take one to two months 
for the designer to present his final plan. At that time, the designer 
will show you floor plans, drawings and samples of fabric and floor 
or wall coverings, so that you will have a clear picture of the results. 
If his plans meet with your approval, you will be asked to pay a 50% 
deposit on the estimate. 

All merchandise you 
receive will be invoiced. 
If you are dissatisfied 
with any of it, do not 
sign the invoice. Other­
wise, the designer will 
install it, and you'll 
have to live with it. 

Catching The Co-op Fever 
What is a co-op? Besides being one of the fastest growing housing 
categories in this country, it's becoming the housing and investment 
choice of people of all ages and economic backgrounds, not just the 
rich . 

First of all, the cost of owning a co-op is about 20% cheaper than 
renting an apartment. Why? One important reason is that when you 
buy a co-op, you become a shareholder in the building. As a member 
of a non-profit co-op, you are your own landlord, and whatever profits 
the building realizes are passed on to you in the form of lower monthly 
maintenance charges. 

When you buy a co-op, you are buying stock in the corporation 
which owns and manages the building. In addition to purchasing your 
share in the building, you pay a monthly fee for maintenance of the 
building. Part of this maintenance fee also pays building mortgage 
and property tax expenses, and as such is deductible on your federal 
income tax. 

Since you and your neighbors determine how the building is run 
and managed, you can make sure that the building is well maintained. 
In general, co-op residents take better care of their building than 
renting tenants . 

Feeling Secure About Security 
If you are a single woman choosing an apartment for the first time, 
you would be wise to consider the security of your new residence. Ask 
other tenants about the building to find out how safe it is. 

• Does the doorman question all visitors before allowing them to 
enter? If there is no doorman. is there a strong, heavy-duty lock on 
the front door? 

• Is there a buzzer and intercom system ? Is it in good working 
condition? 

• Do the doors have wide-angle peepholes so that you can clearly 
see who is outside your door? 

• Are the entry doors in the apartment heavyweight and 
metal? 

• Is there a deadlock on the door? Can you add additional 
locks? 

• Is the lighting in the front of the building and in the hallways 
adequate? 

• If there is a garage in the building, what kind of security does 
it have? Is the garage a ttended? If not, is there a closed-circuit 
television camera monitored by someone, such as the doorman?

Wanted: A Return to the Simple Life 
By Henry Hornsby 

<In The Lexington Herald-Leader) 
What a relief and blessing it would be to parent and childen alike, if the 

past could be lifted from the present and the old-fashioned one-room schools 
brought back again to teach the lessons of morality for which they were 
noted. 

A flick of the mind, and the massive monuments to knowledge become 
silent. Their frightening corridors are emptied of turbulence and crime, and 
the arrogant wave of delinquency loses its· sting. 

The mob of youngsters has broken up to assemble in small neighborhood 
groups, each sharing in the common cause of learning. Bedlam has been 
transformed into a murmur. Discipline has ceased to be a problem; 
everybody knows everybody else, and this in itself is a policing force. The 
one-room schools are back in business, teaching basic truths and instilling 
respect for the virtues so essential to individual moral development. 

The thought is but a wish, the vision but a dream, and reality gives a denial 
to both. Time and circumstance build new paths over the old, and there is no 
way of separating the one from the other to walk the road back to the halcyon 
days revered in memory. The past has been used to weave the present, just 
as the sum total of all our experiences makes us what we are. 

Yet, there is strength to be drawn from the past. Memory is not a stand-in 
for reality: It is reality, and we live the fuller life today by making yesterday 
a part of it. If we are disenchanted by the tumult in modern education, we 
can insulate ourselves through reverie, finding in it a sanctuary of tranquili­
ty. 

As long as there is remembering, there is hope for a return to the simple 
life with its firm emphasis on morality and spiritual and social values which 
give us strength and serenity .. 

We are not so naive as to expect a sudden miracle, though we are en­
couraged by signs of a reviving interest in fundamentals once considered so 
basic in teaching children. We refer to the McGuffey Readers which are 
back in business after being in limbo for a half-century or so. 

McGuffey has been dead for more than a hundred years, but from 1836 un­
til the early 1920's his books were used as the definitive texts in elementary 
schools throughout America. 

Children fortunate enough to study the McGuffey books not only became 
well grounded in the three R 's; they learned to practice the virtues of a 
moralistic society which demanded honesty and individual effort and con­
sideration for others. As a result of this learning crime and delinquency and 
other disruptions so common today were unfamiliar in the nations public 
school systems. 

McGuffey, born in 1800, was himself a college professor at Cincinnati Col­
lege and later at Ohio University at Athens. He was a stern disciplinarian at 
the college level, practicing what he preached throughout the moral context 
of his books. 

At Athens, he expelled so many students that in the class of 1841 only one 
senior remained to receive a diploma . 

Today's revival of the McGuffey tradition is understandably limited in 
scope. However , the Readers are in use as textbooks in private and 
parochial schools in certain states, notably Ohio, Pennsylvania and Califor­
nia. 

As in their earlier days, the books are a wonderful source for teaching 
reading and spelling, to say nothing of their value for establishing moral 
habits. The emphasis is on phonetics as opposed to the modern "word 
recognition," and teachers brag of how first-graders can spell words which 
surely would stump even many of the college graduates who are being 
assembly-line produced today. 

All this business of rebirth is good. Our link to the past still holds, and 
should modern public school educators finally admit their failures, the old 
one-room school awaits and the McGuffey Readers are ready . 

From such a hope come our dreams, giving life to memory .

The so-called Succession Amend­

ment, it would appear, isn't setting the 
woods afire in these parts. Accession 
upstages Succession with most people 
hereabouts, since it pertains more to 
how officeholders got there in the first 
place. 

There's the matter of merit to con­
sider as a factor in the election of any 
individual, but that is never a disturb­
ing factor. What agitates many- not 
enough, but several- are those exer­
cises in skullduggery, vote-buying 
<and sellingl, manipulation of the 
absentee ballot law, etcetera . 

One step along the road to accession 
to office is, of course, the primary elec­
tion for the naming of party nominees, 
and that draws fire from those who say 
primaries do not serve the ideal of ma­
jority rule but leave the way open for 
selection of candidates for various of­
fice by a mere minority. For example : 

A candidate with some sound basic 
strength can, if threatened by a strong 
opponent, so weaken the opposition by 
getting others to seek nomination, thus 
spliting the opposition, that primary 
can be won with only a fraction of the 
total vote in his or her column. Thus, it 
is argued, the will of the majority is 
defeated. 

That being true, the cure might be a 
runoff primary, pitting the winner and 
the runnerup and thus nominating by 
clear majority. 

Sure, that would be costly. Most 
things worth having are .

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crew "boss" in his own district. 
While the fiscal court regularly votes 

on the inclusion of new roads in the 
county road maintenance program, 
decisions on specific road jobs are 
usually made in informal conferences 
between the judge-executive or in­
dividual magistrates and the county 
road foreman, County Road Foreman 
Sam Henry Fitzpatrick conceded this 
week . 

By law, a magistrate, as a county 
legislator, has authority only when the 
fiscal court is in session. Barring 
emergencies, road work projects and 
all road fund disbursements are to be 
approved by the fiscal court. · But 
responsibility for executing the court 
orders falls to the judge-executive. 

In an emergency, the judge­
executive may himself authorize a 
road project but, even in that case, the 
work and any payments for it are to be 
approved subsequently by the fiscal 
court. 

Technically, the county road 
foreman is immediate "boss" of the 
25-man county road crew, with authori­
ty to issue work orders according to the 
directives of the fiscal court. In prac­
tice , it is generally recognized that the 
foreman answers to the magistrate in 
each district on road decisions. 

One observer here opined that the 
present foreman could hardly have 
survived for 13 years in that post 
without acknowledging the 
magistrate 's "authority" in each 
district. According to others, the 
magistrates ' management of the road 
crews in their districts is the principal 
justification for their. $19,139 annual 
salaries. 

As the county's previous judge­
executive, Yvonne S. Jones generally 
shunned day-to-day involvement in 
road maintenance. When Bill Wells 
succeeded to that position in 
November, 1979, one of his first tasks 
was to reclaim the judge-executive's 
share of the road-building pie. The 
gravel and blacktop which had been 
divided four ways since the death of 
Judge Henry Stumbo would again be 
split five ways, Wells insisted. 

With the withholding of severance 
tax receipts, last year was a lean year 
for road building in the counties. This 
year promises to be better. About 
$890,547--<>r 38 percent of the $2.3 
million county budget- has been 
budgeted for road maintenance, in­
cluding most of the severance taxes 
(totalling $606,510), all the gasoline tax 
receipts (estimated at $333,120), and 
revenue-sharing funds amounting to 
$111,350. 

The fiscal court is responsible for 
maintaining almost 500 miles of county 
roads, about 70 miles of which are 
blacktopped, the remainder gravel.

Not Needed-Com petition 
The announcement in last week's 

Tim'es of the moving of the Red, White 
and Blue parade from Prestonsburg to 
Martin struck me at first with some 
sadness. After all, the two com 
munities are now for the first time link 
ed by a modern superhighway and it 
ought to be a time for increased 
cooperation-not competition. 

But. on the other hand, perhaps giv­
ing Martin its "day in the sun" can 
have a salutary effect on Prestonsburg 
as well. Could it not be the means for 
bringing together a coalition of con­
cerned people who will promote an 
outstanding festival or event that is not 
centered around one !)erson or idea but 
a rallying point for all segments of our 
community~ Why shouldn't 
Prestonsburg have something as 
great, or greater, than our neighboring 
county seat towns? West Liberty has 
the Sorghum Festival, Johnson County 
its Apple Day, Hazard has just com­
pleted the Black Gold Festival with ob­
vious success, and Jackson has 
developed in just three years its own 
Honey Festival. 

What·s the matter with 
Prestonsburg~ It has several things 
these towns do not: the intersection of 
three major highway corridors, an 
unequalled State Resort Park with am­
phitheatre and lake and the resources 
of Archer Park, to name just a few. It 
has just as great a population base and 
concerned and involved citizen 
leaders. But it seems to me that our ef­
forts in the past have been divided 
among disparate concerns, rather than 
united around a common theme. 

This month has seen both the Floyd 
County Fair and the Eastern Kentucky 
Folk Festival in our town, both worth­
while endeavors in themselves. But 
neither, I am sorry to say, attracted 
wide community support nor was in­
clusive enough to generate the kind of 
broad interest needed to sustain a 
Festival of the kind I suggest. 

What could it center around? The 
Jenny Wiley theme? Perhaps. Or, a 
variation related to the coal industry 
and its contribution. Or, an emphasis 
on mountain arts, crafts and 
agriculture, just as we have seen in the 
Fair and Festival we already have. 
The talent, inspiration and creative 
ability are here-we simply need to tap 
the source, and do so together, not 
separately. 

Perhaps there could be a contest to 
suggest a new theme, a new idea or 
variation on an old one, that could put 
Prestonsburg back on the map, not just 
as a hub of three major highways, but 
as the home of a festival-celebration 
worthy of our town and area. Then, let 
us forget the past, and get on with the 
task of making it in fact the biggest and 
the best-because it belongs to all of 
us, and instills the kind of community 
pride that is legitimately ours.

Protests Police Act 
Some of the residents of this com­

munity have just witnessed what was, 
quite possibly, the most appalling, in­
sensitive, cruel, inhumane, and 
careless display of the city of 
Prestonsburg's decision-making abili­
ty, to date. Today (Friday) in the Rich­
mond Plaza Parking lot, in broad 
daylight, before dozens of unsuspec­
ting and unprepared witnesses, a truck 
bearing three city policemen halted 
and an officer opened fire on a careful­
ly singled out (and vigorously pursued) 
female dog described as being "in 
heat". Initially she was shot and left to 
die, bleeding and whining, at whatever 
pace nature dictated. After an interval 
of about ten minutes <during which 
time the City Chief of Police and a 
representative of the City Council were 
contacted) the officer returned to the 
scene and completed the assigned task. 

Aside from the obvious horrors 
described above, consider the follow­
ing: 1) Several of these dogs obviously 
belonged to someone <ie., one was a 
handsome Doberman Pinscher with a 
collar), 2) when some witnesses volun­
tarily attempted to assist the dying 
animal they were instructed by the of­
ficer to ''get away from that dog", 3) 

with an equal expenditure of effort 
and/or expense this animal could have 
been: a) transported to a veterinary 
clinic less than 3 blocks away for 
humane destruction, b) transported 
out of the city limits and set free, or c) 
enclosed in any fenced-in area and 
cared for tmtil the end of this phase of 
her natural mating cycle. 

Since it took me less than one minute 
to think of three alternatives to the 
solution the city reached to deal with 
this situation, it seems reasonable to 
assume that, simply stated, there has 
to be a better way. If county govern­
ment cannot or will not accept this 
statutory responsibility, the rest of us 
can only be expected to do our best ac­
cording to our own consciences and 
hearts. But, if tracking domesticated 
animals at gunpoint and shootmg them 
down in cold blood on a crowded city 
street is the best we can do-God help 
us!

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Legislative 
Summary 
DOT SlJRl\1JTS TITLE LAW 

The state Department of Transporta­
tion has drafted its own motor vehicle 
title law-with several different 
features from a bill already pre-filed 
for the 1982 General Assembly. 

Both bills provide for separate title 
and registration forms to be issued 
when a veh1cle is registered with the 
county court clerk. The bill pre-filed by 
Rep. Bill Donnermeyer, D-Bellevuc, 
would start titling vehicles in 1985 
while the state's plan would be retroac­
tive. 

A title would cost $4 under the state's 
plan. The yearly registration fee would 
remain $12.50 The pre-filed bill has a 
$10 titling price tag 

The third major difference between 
the proposed legislation concerns 
sheriffs and their inspection duties. 
The department wants the sheriffs to 
inspect all vehicles when a transfer of 
ownership occurs, while the pre-filed 
would have sheriffs inspect only out-of­
state transfers as is the current pro­
cedure. 

Kentucky is the only state in the 
country that does not have a title law, 
and supporters of the legislation say 
that void makes the state a laundering 
point for stolen autos. 

BONDING AUTHORITY RAISED 
An increase of $425 million in the bon­

ding authority of the Kentucky Housing 
Corporation was approved by a 
legislative subcommittee on financial 
institutions. 

The request for the increase came 
from Lin Warren, executive director of 
the KHC, and was based on "real and 
immediate needs for single family 
housing." 

Warren told the subcommittee the 
figure requested was basically for fun­
ding programs currently "in the 
pipeline." 
CONTRACTS APPROVED 

A $1,100,000 contract with the Doe­
Anderson Advertising Agency of Louis­
ville has been approved by the Per­
sonal Service Contract Subcommittee 
to continue the "Oh, Kentucky" promo­
tion for another year. 

Also approved was a contract with 
Florence and Hutcherson of Paducah 
to resume work on the Benton by-pass 
in Marshall county. Construction work 
had been stopped due to budget con­
cerns. It should be completed under the 
$138,480 contract. 

A five-year report comparing the 
number and amount of personal ser­
vice contracts was also presented to 
the subcommittee. The report showed 
fiscal year 1978-79 as the peak for per­
sonal service contracts let by the state. 
In that year, $50 million was spent on 
1,703 contracts . 

Since 1979, the number has declined, 
with only $37 million spent on 1,691 con­
tracts in FY 80. 

So far in this fiscal year 1,546 con­
tracts have been approved.

The Army Corps of Engineers' water 
resources activities and personnel in 
the Ohio River basin will be reduced as 
a result of federal budget and man­
power cutbacks . 

Brigadier General R. S. Kern, Ohio 
R1ver division engineer m Cincinnati, 
said the cuts are part of a plan an­
nounced in Washington for reorganiz­
ing Civil Works activities throughout 
the nation to meet budget reduction 
goals set by the Administration. 

The Ohio River division office 
oversees the programs carried out by 
four districts headquartered in Pitts­
burgh, Huntington, Louisville and 
Nashville. 

By the end of September 1982. Corps 
employment throughout the basin will 
be reduced by 305-from the 
September 1980 level of 3,568. 

Colonel James H. Higman, Hun­
tington district engineer, said Hun­
tington's share of the reduction-36 
spaces-has been one-third achieved, 
and that most of the remainder should 
be administered through attrition.

Says Nurses Need To 
Project New Image' 

A new assertiveness marks 
members of the nursing profession, 
says Dr. Marion McKenna, dean of the 
University of Kentucky College of Nur· 
sing. 

Nurses see themselves as true 
"assistants to the patient," Dean 
McKenna says , yet "enormous 
numbers are leaving their profession" 
for lack of recognition, lack of 
autonomy, and la.ck of salary potential. 
McKenna says money is not the most 
important element of this list of needs. 

The nurse, as a member of the health 
care team, has the day-to-day respon­
sibility for patient care, "yet if the 
game is won (the patient gets well ) one 
player- the doctor- more often than 
not gets all the credit," McKenna says. 

Most patients, McKenna adds, 
"can't identify their nurse <among the 
white-uniformed aides and therapists ) 
and do not understand what the nurses 
do for them. 

" We need to change our image," 
says the dean, who retired as a U.S. Air 
Force reserve officer in September. 
"We have to overcome the 'Major 
Houlihan' image, or the image of 
coffee-maker for the doctor.'' 

McKenna, who received the Air 
Force Reserves' Legion of Merit 
Award when she retired, believes, 
"Nurses do for you what you would do 
for yourself if you had the strength, the 
knowledge and the will." About 85 per­
cent of what the nurse does for the pa­
tient is not directed by the doctor, but 
by the nurse, she adds. 

Nurses and doctors, are "colleagues 
together," both directed toward the 
same goal-good care for the patient. 
And Dean McKenna, along with other 
nurse educators, wants nurses so 
recognized . 

Nurses are, nationwide, distressed 
because they are seldom consulted on 
scheduling, on policymaking, and on 
other professional concerns in their 
hospital workplace, McKenna con­
tends . 

They also object to being required to 
do non-nursng clerical jobs at their 
work stations "just because they are 
there." 

They want more opportunities for in­
service education, to continue updating 
their knowledge and skills. 

And, they want recognition and per­
sonnel benefits comparable to those ac­
corded other health care profesionals. 

To help increase the pool of nurses in 
Kentucky, UK's college of nursing is 
gearing up to return to the four-year 
baccalaureate program it had for 
years and discontinued in 1978 in favor 
of a program that admitted registered 
nurses only. 

Also, UK is extending its outreach 
nursing classes (graduate) to three 
other state schools-Morehead, 
Western and Northern. UK nursing in­
structors will travel to the three sites to 
teach nurses, requiring advanced­
degree candidates to spend a minimum 
of one four-week summer school period 
at UK before getting the master's 
degree.

HEALTH NEWS

Some 11,000 women in America die of 
uterine cancer each year, yet this type 
IS the most curable of all cancers . The 
main reason these women die is 
because their cancers are not detected 
early enough. If the cancer is found 
and properly treated early enough, 
most women with uterine cancer will 
live. 

The Pap test can detect this cancer 
early when it is most curable ; this is f1 
simple test which doesn't hurt and 
doesn't take much time. Not only can 
it detect cancer, but it can also reveal 
changes which might mean cancer 
could develop, so it can warn of cancer 
before it even starts. 

Women should have Pap tests 
regularly to protect themselves 
against cancer of the uterus. The Floyd 
County Health Department is having a 
Pap clinic, Monday, September 28, 
from 8 until 11:30 and from 1 until 2. 
This clinic is a free service of the 
health department and women who 
have not had a Pap test in the past year 
are welcome to take advantage of this 
service. 

There will be no nursing services of­
fered at the health department Thurs­
day, September 24, due to a special 
clinic being held at the department. 
Regular services resume Friday , 
September 25.

Major change;; in food stamp 
eligibility rules and benefits that the 
Prestdent recently signed into law wtll 
begin takmg effect October 1, accord­
ing to G. William Hoagland, Ad­
ministrator of the U S Department of 
Agriculture's Food and Nutritinn Ser­
vtce. Changes required by the Omnibus 
Reconciliation Act of 1981 are aimed at 
saving $1.7 billion in federal costs for 
the food stamp program in fiscal year 
1982 whicr. begins October 1. 

The new rules, based on provisions of 
the Omnibus ReconciliatiOn Act of 
1981, must be implemented swiftly, 
Hoagland said, to achieve the pro­
jected savings and operate the pro­
gram within the amount Congress ap­
propriates and to avoid benefit reduc­
tion. 

Hoagland said the package of rules 
to be published in September and take 
effect October 1 will include provisions 
to 

-remove higher income households 
from the program or reduce their 
benefits; 

-drop strikers from the program; 
-prorate the initial month's benefits 

of new recipients from the date of ap­
plication; 

-delay cost of living adjustments in 
the Thrifty Food Plan used for 
calculating food stamp benefits; and 

-delay and reduce cost of living ad­
JUStments in the deductions allowed 
from gross income in determining 
benefits. 

Three additional rulemaking 
packages will follow, Hoagland said. 
Those packages will cover new fraud 
and abuse penalties, provisions to pro­
vide Puerto Rico with a nutrition block 
grant and procedures for a mor.thly 
reporting and retrospective accounting 
system mandated for state welfare 
agencies responsible for administering 
the food stamp program. 

Hoagland said proposed rules on 
fraud penalties and claims collection 
procedures will be published in Oc­
tober for public comment, with final 
rules expected early next year. He add­
ed that proposed rules for establishing 
retrospective accounting and monthly 
reporting systems will be published by 
the end of 1981. States are required to 
have those in place by October 1983_ 

Hoagland said that congressional ac­
tion on the iood stamp program is not 

.complete with the passage of the 
Reconciliation Act. In September Con­
gress must complete action on food 
stamp reauthorization legislation in 
the House and on food stamp ap­
propriations in the Senate. Both are re­
quired for the program to operate after 
September 30.

A. Chemotherapy is frequently 
recommended prior to, instead of, or 
following surgery or radiotherapy. 
Often patients or their families panic 
because they mistakenly believe some 
of the common myths about 
chemotherapy.

Myth No. 1: Chemotherapy is the 
treatment of last resort. 

For years Chemotherapy Founda­
tion members and supporters have 
been aware that early chemotherapy 
can provide a complete cure for some 
cancers. but we must remember that 
the general public is not always aware 
of this. Some people still believe that 
chemotherapy is offered only when all 
else has failed, and the suggestion of 
chemotherapy treatment makes them 
think thev are at "the end of the road." 
Health p~ofessionals and an informed 
public. aware that this myth is 
prevalent, need to be on guard when 
patients and families become 
mistakenly pcssJmtstic about pro­
gnosis <Example: Betty Ford and Ed­
v.ard Kennedy, Jr. have been 
chemotherapy beneficiaries for 
several years.

Myth No. 2: The side effects are 
worse than the disease. 

The medta often talk of the side ef­
fects of chemotherapy while omitting 
thP explanation that some patients 
never experience any, and most people 
fmd the side effects tolerable and tem­
porary Side effects are certainly not 
worse than the disease. Vnfortunately. 
this myth persists even among health 
professionals, but most patients and 
families will agree that side effects are 
a fair "track-off" for increased 
di"Pase-frl'e survival and. certainly, 
for t:urc 

,..

Regional Airport 
Funding A waited, 
ADD Board Told 

With the finalizing of construction 
plans earlier this month, the building 
of a proposed regional airport in Mar­
tin county is ready to go ahead when 
and if federal funds become available, 
Allan "Bud" Perry, of Paintsville, 
chairman of the regional airport 
board, told directors of the Big Sandy 
Area Development District at their 
regular meeting Monday. 

Perry noted, however, that current 
budget cutbacks make the Federal 
Aviation Administration grant, on 
which the project is dependent for 80 
percent of its funding, increasingly 
uncertain. 

The federal budget squeeze also 
makes tighter management of local 
water districts imperative, Roger 
Recktenwald, director of the Water 
Resources Assistance Corporation, 
told the board. The water corporation. 
an ADD-sponsored agency, provides 
management and technical assistance 
to needy water districts in the five­
county area development district. 

The town of Martin, under an order 
of the Environmental Protection Agen­
cy to have its sewage properly treated 
by December, is nearing completion of 
sewer system repairs, Mayor Larry B. 
Hall told the board. Martin city coun­
cilman Ken Peters earlier reported 
that the town's sewage treatment plant 
has been operating successfully since 
it was reactivated last Thursday, 
following a four-year shutdown. 

With generous praise for Con­
gressman Carl D Perkins' role in the 
project, Salyersville Mayor Tim Bostic 
announced that the recent freeing of

Conquering Cancer 
"If you wait until you feel it, it has already spread beyond the breast 
in 50% of women," said Dr. Wende Logan about breast cancer at 
an American College of Radiology forum in Chicago. For every six 
breast cancers found by mammography, only one is detected by 
physical examination alone. In addition, the dose rate now used in 
x-rays is only one-fifth of what it was ten years ago. 

The average breast cancer takes seven years to grow large enough 
to be felt, mammography can detect a growth two years earlier. 
Though many women have been wary of mammography in the past, 
recent findings conclude that the risk of developing breast cancer as 
a result of these x-rays is a small one, even for younger women. If 
detected early enough, breast cancer can be treated.

Whiskey or gin may go down easily, but life with a spouse who has 
had one too many is far from smooth. According to a study conducted 
at the Long Beach Naval Hospital in California, alcoholism and 
alcohol abuse may be the major causes of domestic violence. 

In a study of 134 cases referred to the hospital's outpatient clinic, 
in 72 per cent of the cases one or the other spouse was diagnosed 
as an alcoholic. Over 1/4 of the cases referred for domest,ic violence 
required treatment for alcohol abuse. Out of 51 cases of child abuse, 
medics found that 67 per cent had at least one parent who was an 
alcoholic.

• Make sure you get a good hair cut before perming to shape your 
hair and get rid of any split ends Slightly layered hair or hair no 
longer than your shoulders are the best styles for perms. If your hair 
is dry or damaged, condition it for several weeks prior to perming 
to get it back into shape. 

• Invest in a good home permanent kit. Before starting, however, 
exercise caution. Perm a test curl of your hair using a strand that 
seems to be in delicate condition. Testing is a must if you have 
bleached, streaked, tinted or damaged hair. Follow the directions on 
your home perm package. After perming, feel the hair. If it feels 
gummy or sticky, if you aren't satisfied with the way it looks, or if 
your scalp feels irritated, don't continue.

benefits for flight training Elimination 
of the program will save $14.1 million 
in fiscal year 1982, VA said. 

Rationale for ending the program 
was based on General Accounting Of­
fice and VA studies which showed that 
most tramees in GI Bill funded flight 
training programs used the skill only 
for avocational purposes. Only 16 per­
cent of the graduates had full-time jobs 
related to the training, according to the 
GAO report. 

Correspondence Training. Based 
on a number of studies that show an ex­
tremely high dropout rate among 
trainees enrolled in correspondence 
training programs and a high in­
cidence of fraud and abuse, the law 
now requires that veterans who train in 
correspondence programs share a 
larger part of the cost. The amount 
reimbursable by VA for such programs 
will be reduced on October 1 to 55 per­
cent of the cost of training. VA now 
pays 70 percent of the cost. Estimated 
savings in FY 1982 will be $3.2 million. 
Enrollment at the end of July in such 
programs totaled 25,615.

Held Over -Education Loans. Ending for most 

veterans on October 1 is a special pro­
gram through which GI Bill students 
could receive, in addition to their GI 
Bill payments, low-interest loans from 
VA. A savings of approximately $6 
million is expected from sharply cur­
tailing this program in FY 1982 and 
avoiding the losses from the high 
default rnte in the loan program. 

-Dental Care. The period of time 
under which former servicemen could 
get free VA dental care for up to a year 
after leaving military service has been 
reduced to 90 days. This reduction will 
save an estimated $17.7 million. 

-Burial Benefits. A burial 
allowance of $300, previously available 
to all war veterans, will be limited to 
veterans eligible for VA pension or 
compensation and to those who die in 
VA medical facilities. The estimated 
savings is $75.2 million.

Year Old 
Vacuum 

The vacuum cleaner is one of these 
nice things that we take for granted, 
never considering what life was like 
without it. In the 1980's we cannot 
picture ourselves brushing drapery 
and upholstery, beating carpets and 
shaking scatter rugs. But 100 years 
ago, this was what you had to do to 
clea !1 the house. 

There was an attempt to invent a 
vacuum cleaner as early as the 
mid-1800's. But inventors couldn't 
figure out how to get rid of dirt: blow 
it away? Pick it up? 

The first attempt at suction was 
called the Whirlwind, patented in 
1859. It failed, though, because it 
spit out as much dirt as it 
inhaled. 

By the turn of the century, a more 
effective vacuum cleaner was invent­
ed in London by bridge-builder 
Hubert Booth. Somewhat larger 
than the contraption we are familiar 
with today (about the size of a 
truck) it was horse drawn. It cleaned 
the house using an 800-foot hose. 
The device made so much noise that 
it frightened passing horses and 
almost got Booth arrested for 
creating a public nuisance. 

Smaller vacuums followed, of 
course, and to own one soon became 
a mark of prestige. However, some 
of the early models were somewhat 
impractical, such as the type 
requiring two operators, one to pump 
a bellows with foot pedals and one 

. to apply the nozzle to the floor. 
Later, more versatile vacuums 
evolved. 

A 1913 model had five adapta­
tions for the different household 
electrical currents then in use. It had 
attachments to use on bare floors, 
walls, upholstered furniture and 
crevices; it could even blow-dry your 
hair. 

Today, you'll have to buy your 
hair-dryer separately, but at least 
there's a greater choice of sophis­
ticated vacuum cleaners on the 
market. The simplest of these is the 
carpet sweeper, which can be used 
for quick daily pickups. But for 
thorough cleaning, you'll need an 
upright cleaner, canister or tank 
vacuum, or a combination cleaner. 

The upright was the first modern 
vacuum to gain popularity, and it's 
still the most frequently purchased. 
It is the best for cleaning carpets and 
ugs because it vibrates the carpets, 
· odging the dirt trapped within. 

Furthermore, it's simple to use. Just 
roll your upright out of the closet ' 
and it's ready to go. 

The ability . of the upright is 
limited to rugs and carpets, though. 
To get at other surfaces, the canister 
vacuum is needed. Easier to carry 
than an upright, its body follows you 
like a semi-obedient puppy as you 
pull the nozzle. Also, the canister 
vacuum normally has more suction. 
But it does not have the beating 
brushes of the upright, so it doesn't 
measure up on dirty rugs and 
carpets. 

Combination vacuums look like 
tank machines, but contain a 
rug-cleaning attachment similar to 
that of an upright. However, this 
type of cleaner tends to be very 
expensive. 

When you purchase a vacuum 
cleaner, look for easy handling, and 
ask for a demonstration in your 
home or on rugs similar to yours. 
The vacuum should have an easily 
removaole dust bag, a long cord, two 
speeds (so that articles such as 
drapes can be cleaned), an adjust­
ment for different pile heights, a 
conveniently placed foot-operated 
switch, and, in uprights, a headlight 
for vacuuming in poor lighting. The 
attachments should be easy to insert 
and should move easily under 
furniture. The handle should be 
stable in any position. 

Once you choose a vacuum 
cleaner, keep it in good condition by 
replacing bags and filters according 
to the manufacturer's instructions . 
When necessary, replace the brush 
and belt that drive the beater 
bar. 

The vacuum is not perfectly safe 
if its operator is careless. For this · 
reason, don't try to free something 
caught in the roller until the 
machine is turned off. Don't put an 
accessory on an upright until the 
machine is unplugged. 

Don't leave children alone with 
t~ appliance. To a child, the 
vacuum is a toy. Unfortunately, the 
use of such toys has resulted in many 
accidents which could be prevented 
with a bit of care.

*CONSUMER ALERT* 
"Free" Merchandise 

Consumers are continually sear­
ching for the best buy, and they regard 
offers of free merchandise or services 
to be special bargains. However, At­
torney General Steve Beshear warns 
consumers offers for merchandise 
advertised as free can end up costing 
money. 

Phrases frequently used in such pro­
motions are "free," "Buy One," "Get 
One Free," "Two For Sale," "One­
Cent Sale," and "Half-Price Sale," 
Beshear said. 

When the purchaser is told an article 
is free if another item is purchase at 
the regular price, the word "free" in­
aicates the buyer is paying nothing for 
the other item. In this case, the 
"regular price" means the amount 
charged for that item during the 30-day 
period preceding the sale. 

Frequently, free offers are depen­
dent upon some other condition which 
must be met by the consumer. If such 
conditions do exist, they must be clear­
ly and conspicuously disclosed at the 
outset of the advertisement, so the con­
sumer will not be misled or deceived 
about the actual terms of the offer, 
Beshear said.

Perryville Battle 
Reenacted At Fest 

A reenactment of the Battle of Per­
ryville, a Civil War clash that occurred 
Oct. 8, 1862, and involved almost 40,000 
soldiers of the Union and Confederacy, 
will highlight a weekend of memorial 
celebrations in Perryville, Ky., Oct.

Historians say that the bloody battle, 
in which there were more than 6,000 
casualties, marked the beginning of 
the decline of Southern fortunes in the 
West, and thwarted Lt. Gen. Braxton 
Bragg's campaign to "free" Kentucky 
from Umon control. While neither side 
could claim victory in Kentucky's most 
important Civil War battle, Con­
federate forces suffered fewer killed 
and wounded, but chose to retreat 
rather than face fresh troops that 
weren't committed to the initial skir­
m;shes.

are not allowed, the attorney general 
pointed out. 

You may have to buy an expensive 
service contract to get the so-called 
free item. For example, a consumer 
winning a free sewing machine may 
discover he or she must pay $10 a 
month for three years on a service con­
tract, Beshear said. "This means the 
presumably free sewing machine will 
cost the consumer $360. This amount 
may be higher than the retail cost of 
the machine." 

Beshear also cautions consumers 
about accepting free merchandise 
through the mail. "If the item is sent 
by mail, you will probably have to pay 
a postage fee," noted Beshear. 

The Attorney General's Division of 
Consumer Protection became aware of 
this type of offer recently when a con­
sumer wrote a letter requesting infor­
mation about such an offer.

The consumer had received a 
brochure in the mail informing him he 
had won 600 "free" items. In small 
print at the bottom of one page, the 
brochure said the consumer would be 
responsible for postage fees averaging

$300. 

DO·IT YOURSElF 
When you see the word "free" 

remember: if it looks too good to be 
true - it is probably neither good nor 
true, said Beshear.

The 431st Medical Detachment, 
"Helicopter Ambulance," stationed at 
Fort Knox has begun moving infants 
from local to regional hospitals when 
highly specialized treatment is re­
quired . 

This helicopter evacuation service is 
made available to the Human 
Resources Department's neonatal pro­
gram through Military Assistance to 
Safety and Traffic <MAST>, a joint 
military-civilian program using U.S. 
Army helicopters, crews and fuel to 
move emergency patients, blood or 
organs to hospitals or special health 
care facilities. 

In the past, the Kentucky Army Na­
tional Guard provided this service for 
the department, said Dr. Grady Stum­
bo, secretary of the Human Resources 
Department. "Although the Guard 
has been performing an outstanding 
job, the department has to pay for the 
crews and fuel, which cost about 
$80,000 each year," he said.

If you disagree with a decision, you 
generally must file an appeal within 60 
days. The people at any social security 
office will be glad to help you complete 
the appeal form without charge. You 
also have a right to be represented by a 
lawyer or other qualified person of 
your choice if you wish. 

There are four appeal steps. The first 
step is a reconsideration This is a com­
pletely independent review of your 
claim by persons not involved in the 
original decision. They examine all 
evidence initially submitted plus any 
additional evidence which can be ob­
tained. 

If you disagree with the reconsidera­
tion decision, you may request a hear­
ing before an administrative law judge 
from the Office of Hearings and Ap­
peals of the Social Security Ad­
ministration.

Many Kentucky supermarkets now 
have computerized checkout counters 
which read a series of lines, bars and 
numb<"rs called the Universal Pricing 
Code. The computer then ·'rings up" 
the correct price for each item, making 
the checkout process much faster and 
more efficient, according to those ad­
vocating the new computer system. 

While acknowledging the benefits, 
Attorney General Steve Beshear is con­
cerned about possible disadvantages 
the new system may bring to con­
sumers. 

"With computers reading the UPC 
symbols, many stores are no longer 
pricing individual items," said 
Beshear. "This makes it more difficult 
to compare thl;! prices of various pro­
ducts, and consumers should take ex­
tra care to ensure they are getting the 
best buy." 

The Consumer Federation of 
America is against the elimination of 
item pricing. The federation claims 
package price information is second 
only to supermarket cleanliness as a 
consumer desire. 

Most members of the supermarket 
industry who are adopting the UPC 
system want to continue the practice of 
placing the price on the shelf under the 
product to which it applies, while 
eliminating the pricing of individual 
items. 

If prices are not placed on individual 
Items, shoppers could have difficulty 
comparing the price of various pro­
ducts -such as canned versus frozen 
versus fresh-since these are in 
separate parts of the store, Beshear 
pointed out. 

Another potential problem is that 
prices placed on very high or very low 
shelves could be hard to read. Unless 
the shelves are kept neat, customers 
may not know which posted price 
refers to which product. Beshear add­
ed. 

Some consumers also complain that 
'f the price is not stamped on each 
item, they will not be able to compare 
the current price with what it cost the 
last time they purchased it.

Consumers who shop at catalog 
showrooms think they arc saving a 
lot of money over prices they would 
have to pay elsewhere. The reference 
prices compared m the catalogs with 
the showroom's ~clling price for each 
item arc so much higher- but arc 
they really'? Shoppers may not be 
getting as good a deal as they 
think. 

"Reference prices are not necessarily prices at 
which items are being sold." 

The Council of Better Business 
Bureaus studied the validity of 
reference pricing, a selling technique 
used by many catalog showroom 
merchandisers of small appliances, 
Jewelry, cameras and a wide range 
of consumer products across the 
country 

The study showed that catalog 
reference prices for 74 products 
shopped by BBBs in 15 cities• were 
significantly higher than compcti~ 
tors' actual prices in almost three out 
of four cases. 

CBBB undertook the study to find 
out if the reference prices shown in 
the catalogs accurately represent 
prices charged by retail competitors 
in market are<IS "'here catalogs arc 
distributed. The products chosen for 
comparison from the catalogs were 

name-brand small appliances. cal­
culators, cameras and other hou­
·~hold products. 

BBB shoppers made comparisons 
between the lowest catalog reference 
prices and prices charged for the 
same products by major retail 
competitors. In 74% of the 1,775 
comparison shoppings, the catalog 
reference prices were at least 5 
percent higher than prices charged 
by competitors, with a significant 
number of discrepancies ranging 
from 21-47 percent higher. 

In about 15 percent of the 
shoppings, reference prices were 
close to other retailers' prices. 
Competitors' prices were actually 
higher than catalog reference prices 
about a tenth of the time. 

The catalog companies themselves 
print disclaimers in the front of their 
catalogs to the effect that their 
reference pnccs arc not nccessanly 
prices at which items arc being sold 
in the market area and that they

ma_1 be manufacturers' suggested 
prices, price~ principal retailers sell 
at, or "customary retailer markups 
for similar merchandise." These 
disclaimers and the CBBB study 
findings call into serious question the 
usefulness of consumer reliance on 
these reference prices in making 
informed buying decisions. 

When presented with comparative 
price claims, consumers have a right 
to know just what the basis of 
comparison IS. But the CBBB study 
found that reference prices often did 
not disclose the basis of comparison, 
that is, whether the reference price 
was the current price of identical 
goods, the price of comparable 
goods. or the manufacturer's list 
price. The BBB Code of Advertising 
states: "In all cases, the advertising 
must make clear [to which price] the 
comparative price or saving claim 
rei a tcs." 

Different Prices, Same Item 
Not only were there significant 

differences between reference prices 
and actual prices being charged by 
the catalog showrooms' competitors, 
the study showed that, where 
different catalog firms offered 
identical items, the rcfcr~nce prices 
themselves varied widely. In almost 
half the cases, reference prices for 
identical items offered in catalogs 
varied from 11.7-50.7 percent. 

Where identical items were of­
fered by different catalog show­
rooms in the same city, the same 
products having different reference 
prices varied for up to 92 percent of 
the items. The differences among the 
reference prices themselves were 
from 5.3 percent to just over 42 
percent. 

These discrepancies in reference 
prices create situations where the 
implied savings vary. For example, 
the actual catalog selling prices for 
a food processor listed in two 
catalogs were virtually the same but 
the savings implied by the catalogs' 
reference prices differed by almost 
$20.00. 

In announcing the results of its 
investigation, CBBB emphasized 
that Better Business Bureaus have 
long recognized the value of compe-

tition and the right of any company 
to establish its own prices for the 
products it sells. Honest and legi­
timate innovative merchandising 
methods produce the lowest possible 
competitive prices and the greatest 
savings for consumers. 

The BBB warned against compar­
ative pricing using reference prices 
which, despite disclaimers to the 
contrary, creates the impression of 
savings larger than can be realized 
in a majority of cases. If an 
advertiser compares its selling prices 
to other prices, the comparative 
prices should be valid to ensure that 
savings, promised or implied, arc not 
illusory.

The screen is assembled from 
just two sheets of glass, a flat 
front plate and a vacuum formed 
bacP\1ng plate. The phosphor 
screen 1s v1ewed through the 
front plate on the same side that 
the electrons strike. As a result, 
the picture is three times as 
bright as a conventional CRT 
(which normally projects from 
behmd) w1th the same beam 
energy. 

The new, battery-operated 
black-and-While set eliminates 
the problem of a bulky p1cture 
tube by projectmg the picture 
from an electron gun mounted on 
the s1de of the screen. 

Design problem 

While s1de projection was the 
obvious key to mm1atunzat1on. 11 
created equally formidable 
des1gn problems. perhaps the 
thormest of which was picture 
dJstort1on: without correction the 
p1cture would be shaped like a 
keystone-trapezoidal w1th curv­
ed vert1cal lines. 

The S1ncla1r model solves th1s 
d1slortron w1th three sets of 
deflecl1on plates, two 1n the gun 
assembly and one behind the 
phosphor screen, wh1ch bend the 
electron beam through a Fresnel 
lens to the correct shape. 

Th1s basic tube can be easily 
modified for projectiOn TV 
systems where picture brightness 
and projector-to-screen space 
has been a problem.

Baby Small Talk 
First Verbal Signs 

A baby's first sound-making is 
related to how his body feels- his com­
fort or discomfort. 

Growing Child, the monthly child 
development newsletter, reports that 
this is true the world over regardless of 
culture, color, or nationality. 

Most mothers soon recognize their 
child's sounds of contentment or calls 
of distress and can distinguish between 
them because of differences in pitch 
and tone. 

Later, at about six weeks old, a baby 
will start to babble. What's he saying? 

Actually, he's just making sounds 
because they please him . When he bab­
bles, he is exercising his speech organs 
just like he exercises his fingers and 
toes. 

You will hear a baby babble when he 
is content and it will sound like he is 
repeating a string of the same sounds. 
As a result of the babbling exercises, 
the baby learns to repeat the noises 
that please him, and finds pleasure in 
the rhythms created by regularly 
repeating a pattern. 

With this babbling experience, the 
baby is making the first step in early 
speech-hearing matching. 

From the beginning adults play an 
important role in helping the child 
master language and speech by play­
ing dialogue games and babbling back. 

When baby babbles, two things hap­
pen at the same time. He " feels" 
something and he "hears" something. 
What he feels is his own activity pro­
duced. Different sounds " feel" dif­
ferent; the same sound (in time ) 
comes to have the same kind of "feel. " 

In babbling, the baby is beginning to 
develop an automatic memory for 
what kind of "feel" makes a particular 
kind of sound. When he begins to make 
words, the memories are all there, 
wired in so that when he wants to make 
a word he knows automatically how to 
make the sounds. Babbling helps get 
this complicated process going. 

Encourage a baby's verbal skills. 
Imitate what he says. It doesn't matter 
if what he says back doesn' t sound like 
what you said. He's still listening a nd 
learning.

Land Challenge 

More than fifty members and sup-
porters of the Knott County Citizens for 
Social and Economic Justice <CSEJl 
attended a picnic September 13, 
celebrating local families' challenge to 
land ownership in Knott county. 

The picnic was held near Buckhorn 
on a tract of over 700 acres of land that 
local families staked claim to over a 
year ago. In April 1980, heirs of D.K. 
Shepherd moved onto the land, after 
more than two years of research con­
vinced them that the land still belongs 
to their family. The Shepherd family is 
challenging gas, coal and timber com­
panies who have for years claimed the 
mineral rights on the land. Many Ap­
palachian families like the Shepherds 
have lost the old family land when they 
moved away or new deeds were writ­
ten by outside land speculators.

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Women and Money

economics. It is survival. The message 
is clear. We net.>d to translatt.> rights in­
to economics."

Economics seems to be the chief 
topic of conversation in Kentucky these 
days. Talk is not, however, of Wall 
Street, tax shelters and stock options 
as much as of inflation, high interest 
rates and the rising cost of food, 
utilities and housing. 

Economics, that mystic subject 
which until recently was limited to 
stockbrokers, bankers and students 
with thick glasses, has invaded the 
minds and homes of middle America. 
And middle American women are talk­
ing economics as much as men. 

Whatever their economic level 
(poor, working poor or middle-class ), 
women have always been on the lower 
end of the economic scale, left at the 
back end of the economic bus, without 
money and the clout it brings. Consider 
these facts: 

- Women earn 59 cents to every 
dollar earned by men. 

- The median income for college­
graduate women is $12,300; for college­
graduate men, $20,324. 

- Women constitute the fastest­
growing poverty group in America. 

- Unemployment rates are higher 
for women than for men and higher 
still for minority women. 

- As these figures show, economics 
is absolutely a woman's issue. More 
women are joining the work force each 
year in an effort to survive today's 
hard times . Although women are tradi­
tionally clustered in low-paying jobs, 
they are making major contributions 
to. or in many cases, cft'e totally 
responsible for, the family income. Yet 
many of these same women have not 
been able to develop the money 
management skills needed to suc­
cessfully stretch their funds and to 
plan and cushion themselves for a 
future that may even be harder . 

As Pal Schroeder pointed out, the 
message is clear. Women of all ages 
and economic levels must get a solid 
understanding of their own financial 
situation. All women, whether single, 
married, raising children by 
themselves or suddenly alone because 
of death of a spouse or divorce, face the 
same economic issues-living on 
retirement income, developing a credit 
base, understanding insurance needs, 
adapting to a rising inflation rate or 
planning t.>state distribution. 

Here are a few ways to help you get 
started: 

- Watch newspapers m your area for 
classes or seminars on money manage­
ment offered by local colleges or 
banks . This is often an inexpensive 
way to gam an overview of financial 
planning. 

- Ask if your bank has counselors 
who can advise you on investments and 
savings plans which will provide the 
highest return on your money. 

- Know your legal rights as a woman
