The Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals

Board of Assessment Appeals last 
month refused to hear an appeal he bad 
filed earlier- in which he contested the 
property tax assessments of four coal 
companies- and asks that the county 
board be directed to hear the appeal. 

On July 9, Szakos filed with the coun­
ty clerk here an appeal of the tax 
assessments of Elkhorn Coal Co., Joe 
Trimble, P ocahontas Kentucky Corp., 

Student ·Total 
May Top 10,000 
Supt Predicts 

Enrollment in Floyd schools may ex­
ceed the 10,000 mark this year, 
Superintendent E . P . Grigsby, Jr. 
predicted this week. 

At the end of the first three days of 
the school year, enrollment in grades 
1-12 stood at 9251- up 71 over the figure 
on the corresponding day last 
year- and Grigsby said more students 
are usually registered after Labor 
Day. 

For the first time, kindergarten 
enrollment exceeded 600, rising from 
576 last year to 652 so far this year. 

Grigsby noted that, beginning next 
year , funding for kindergarten 
teachers will be calculated, as it is in 

• other grades, according to average 
daily attendance rather than enroll­
ment. One teacher will be funded next 
year for every 25 children in 
kindergarten on an average day this 
year, he expla ined . Because of 
absences, about 30 children need to be 
enrolled in a class to generate an 
average attendance of 25.

Szakos claimed the com­
panies- which are among the largest 
here with outside ownership-are 
assessed at less than fair cash value 
and said the assessments should be in­
creased. 

Describing himself as "a taxpayer 
who has property listed at its fair cash 
value," Szakos said he is "concerned 
that some large landowners in Floyd 
county are not paying their fair share 
of the property taxes in this county." 

Taxing the four companies at fair 
market value "would help insure that 
Floyd county has adequate revenue for 
essential community services and 
schools," he said. 

Citing an opinion of County Attorney 
Arnold Turner, Jr., James Duff, chair­
man of the Floyd Board of Assessment 
Appeals, wrote Szakos on July 19 that 
the board would not hear his appeal. 

1\Jrner said Szakos' appeal failed to 
meet legal requirements. The law re­
quires that, in appealing an assess­
ment, a property owner must provide 
factual information, such as com-

Desert Burros Find a Home in County 

No they're not mules, Frank Mullins (in background) will be quick to tell you. They're burros, straight 

from the "Old West." 

Frank .Mullins , of Estill, a 
Prestonsburg barber, recently com­
pleted a rather unusual adoption pro­
cedure. It required such things as deal­
ing with the federal government, driv­
ing more than five hours to central 
Tennessee in a pickup truck, and sign­
ing a document agreeing not to sell the 
newly adopted male and female for at 
least a year. But, as Mullins will tell 
you, it's all well worth it--if you like 
burros. 

Burros, of course, are the 
diminutive, sad-eyed members of the 
horse clan known mostly from western 
movies where, it seemed, the little 
beasts of burden were always balking 
on some grizzled old prospector-, stead­
fastly refusing to finish the trip up the 
steep trail despite the kicking, tugging 
and cursing of the gold-crazed old 
codger. They're the same as donkeys, 
Mullins says, although he prefers to 
call them burros, as they are referred 
to in the American Southwest. 

The whole adoption idea was reveal­
ed to Mullins in an article in a Califor· 
nia newspaper which told of the federal 
Bureau of Land Management (BLM) 
program which, for the past three 
years, has rounded up herds of wild 
burros in remote desert sections of 
California and offered them to in­
terested individuals. The animals, ap­
parently had overgrazed, causing ero­
sion, and many were starving for lack 
of adequate forage . 

Actually, Mullins had been in­
terested in the prospect earl ier arter a 
brief mention of the program was 
made on television, but the news arti­
cle provided needed details and after 
some correspondence and telephone 
calls, he found himself on his way to 
Gross Plains, Tenn., one of several 
distribution points for the program. 

About 1,500 burros were rounded up 
by BLM personnel over the past year, 
anc! at Cross Plains, Mullins picked one 
jack and one jenny from the 17 burros 
there. Forty-three wild horses, from 

the same western area, were also be­
ing kept at the Tennessee location. 

After shipping and vet fees, totalling 
about $135, were paid, the reluctant 
burros were loaded up in the pickup 
and brought back to the small barn and 
corral near Mullins' home on a steep 
hillside at Estill. Although relatively 
gentle , even affectionate when 
thoroughly tamed, these two were a bit 
disagreeable. "They've gotten a lot 
better over the weeks," Mullins said, 
pointing out that they now realize 
"where the food comes from ." Still, he 
commented, "They're not something 
you just walk up to and pet.'· 

At first the burros wouldn't eat 
grain. They were used to their range 
forage and hay, so he began mixing . 

graiTI with bay "so they would acquire 
a taste for it." The plan has worked, 
Mullins said, reducing the number of 
trips up the hillside to deliver hay to 
the beasts. 

Later, be plans to make the burros 
carry their own hay up the hill , or, as 
he put it, "make them work for their 
food," and he envisions rigging the 
stout animals to a plow. 

MullinS likes animals. He also keeps 
eight milk goats, a beef cow, chickens 
and his female pigeon just recently had 
two little ones. 

He says two other local men are con­
sidering adopting four burros each and 
hopes that others will take advantage 
of the program. One thing's for

State Problem Worst Here . 

Two Large Mines Report Layoffs 
Eastern Kentucky had the state's 

highest unemployment rate in June 
when the last work figures were releas­
ed by the Cabinet for Human 
Resources, and that unhappy cir­
cumstance may be worse now, with a 
weakening coal market resulting in 
layoffs a t area mines. 

Small mining operations were hit 
first, but last week two of the area's 
largest- Martiki in Martin county and 
National Mines in Knott- announced 
drastic employment cutbacks. The 
layoff of approximately 700 union 
employees at National Mines was 
described as "temporary," but their 
return to work will depend upon week­
to-week determination of production 
needs, it was said . Martiki laid off 189 
workers, it was reported. Many Floyd 
countians have been employed by the 
two companies 

The jobless rate in Kentucky as a 
whole rose in June to 10.6 percent For 
Eastern Kentucky it stood at 13.6 per-

cent with 43,577 persons unemployed. 
Thirty-two of the region's 34 counties 
had unemployment rates above 10 per­
cent. Menifee had the state's highest at 
29 percent and three others were above 
20 percent- Knott (25.3) , Letcher 
(22.7) and Wolfe (20.3). 

At that time Floyd county's rate was 
14.5 percent, witlr2363 of its labor force 
of 16,341 unemployed. Martin county, 
with only 435 listed as unemployed, 
continued to enjoy the region's lowest 
rate, 5.1 percent. 

It was much the same story in every 
other section of the state- more people 
looking for jobs . Even in the Bluegrass, 
which has fared better than any other 
area since the recession began, 
unemployment rates rose from 5.8 per· 
cent \n May to 6.7 in June. Unemploy­
ment rose in the Louisv ill e 
metropolitan area to 11 .6 percent. Nor­
thern Kentucky was at 9 9 percent ; 
western Kentucky, at 9.9, north­
central, 11.2; south central , 10 6. 

Judge To Name 
Commissioners 
To Draw Lines • Boundaries of the county's four 
magisterial districts will be redrawn to 
make them more equal in population, 
the fiscal court decided last week. 
Prestonsburg attorney Danny Caudill 
told the court it had until September 13 
to begin the process, which is required 
by law whenever census figures show 
wide variation in district populations. 

According to the 1980census, District 
1, which includes Prestonsburg and 
surrounding areas, has a population of 
17,318- more than twice the number in 
District 2, the Right Beaver area, 
which has 7 ,508. District 3 (Left 
Beaver) and District 4 (the Mud Creek­
Prater Creek area) number 11,709 and 
12,129, respectively. 

Judge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr. 
said he will name three redistricting 
commissioners shortly. They will have 
60 days to make their report to the 
court, which will then have another 60 
days in which to act on it. 

No precincts may be split in the 
course of redistricting, Attorney 
Caudill said in reply to a question. 

There is no way the county can con­
tribute $30,000 to pay for preliminary 
work on the Cliff road, Judge Lafferty 
told Prestonsburg Mayor Harold 
Cooley at last week's fiscal court 
meeting. 

Cooley acknowledged he had said 
earlier that the fiscal court would not 
have to pay anything if it joined 
Prestonsburg in condemning land for 
the road. But City Manager David 
Evans recalled that the court had 
agreed in 1978 to help build the road, 
which extends beyond the city limits 
into the county. 

So far, only the city and the Com­
munity Development agency have pro­
vided local funds for the work, Evans

Pike county, dry for 30 years, will • 
stay that way, at least for the time be­
ing. 

By a margin that surprised many 
observers, Pike countians voted over· 
whelmingly yesterday (Tuesday) to 
continue the prohibition against liquor 
sales in that county. 

To the question of allowing beer and 
whiskey sales there, 13,592 answered 
no, with only 8420 voting yes. 

Church groups, some citing as a war­
ning Floyd's recent decision to go wet, 
mounted a vigorous campaign to keep 
Pike county dry. Dry forces also put to 
wide use reported remarks of Pike 
Judge-Executive Paul Patton, which 
suggested that lawlessness might 
result from a wet vote. 

Curtis Awarded 
Full Status as 
Chief of Police 

After serving a sometimes stormy 
probationary period, Police Chief Jim 
Curtis was given permanent status 
Monday by decision of the Prestons­
burg City Council. 

The vote for Curtis, which came 
after the council met for about 10 
minutes in closed session, was 6-1, with 
Eunice Shepherd dissenting. Cloyd 
Johnson was absent. 

Curtis joined the Prestonsburg force 
six months ago, after a brief stint as 
chief of the tiny Dundee, Fla. police 
force . Dissatisfaction among the 
12-member force here, which has sim· 
mered since the new chief took office, 
boiled over in a three-day walkout by 
police officers in June. 

The officers have criticized Curtis as 
overbearing and unfair. Some were 
also miffed that the new chief was 
chosen from outside their own ranks. 

Relations between the police chief 
and the fire department have also 
deteriorated, reaching a new low last 
week when Curtis and Fire Chief Tom 
Blackburn reportedly were involved in 
a brief altercation. 

In making his appointment perma­
nent, some council members were 
reportedly concerned that failure to 
back Curtis could have been inter­
preted as weakness in the face of the 
increasingly restive police depart­
ment

Stumbo echoed Brown's 
assessment-both during the news con­
ference and later in an informal 
meeting with reporters. 

"I have become very much aware of 
perceptions," he said, adding later that 
it was becoming "tougher and 
tougher" to separate Stumbo the can­
didate from Stumbo the human 
resources secretary. 

When he earlier announced his deci­
sion to leave on Nov. 15, Stumbo said, 
he was willing to remain on the job un­
til after Oct. 1, when Ute federal budget 
cuts wil take effect. 

"I am surprised, but pleased, at... 
Ute increase in the political activity," 
he said in explaining his change of 
plans. "I thought if would take a little 
longer for Utings to heat up." 

Remaining in his position, Stumbo 
said, would be "opening myself up for 
criticism that I don't need to do." 

Stumbo said he talked with the 
governor about the situation several 
times. 

Stumbo's replacement will be Buddy 
H. Adams, 41, who took office last 
Thursday. 

Adams was a three-term state 
representative from Bowling Green 
before resigning last October to 
become Brown's executive assistant 
and liaison with the General Assembly. 

A!> for a formal announcement, 
Stumbo said at the news confer£:nce 
that "I've now officially left state 
government, and I think you would just 
need to keep your eye on me. I think 
I'm going to be more visible."

Mayor William D. Gorman, of Hazard who is as well-known 

as a coal operator as a public official, is one of those who are 
protesting the location of a coal preparation plant on 
Buckhorn Lake, in Leslie county. 

It is a valid protest. Siltation from the coal washer could, as 
its opponents suggest, pollute the lake, kill its fish. Mr. Gor­
man says it would "eventually turn Buckhorn into a dead 
sea." An alternate location for the washer is available and 
this fact lends hope for the success of the protest. 

This protest interests us beyond our interest in protection 
of the environment. It is so reminiscent of the days when the 
despoliation of Dewey Lake was being protested without visi­
ble effect. 

The Johns Creek watershed in Floyd and Pike counties, 
which Dewey Dam impounds, has become one of the most 
heavily mined areas in Eastern Kentucky. Strip-mines, deep 
mines, coal preparation plants-we have them all, and the 
siltation, damage to water quality and loss of fish that were 
predicted are now grim realities. 

But apparently the value of the coal in the valley and the 
employment it would bring were first considered, then the 
lake itself, its future, the quality of its water and its recrea­
tion worth were placed on the other side of the balance sheet. 
And environmental considerations lost. 

It is to be hoped that Buckhorn Lake does not face a similar 
situation. If it does, one preparation plant will make little dif­
ference. 
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SCHOOL DAZE 
When all these youngsters began 

trooping <by bus and automobile, 
mainly) back to school last week, I, for 
want of something better to do, revers­
ed gears and mentally backed up a few 
years to the days when I first graced a 
so-called hall of learning- namely, a 
one-room school up a dirt road and off 
up a branch. 

They had rather strict discipline in 
those days, and I recall that one of 
those early teachers wrote his rules in 
chalk on the blackboard, the first day 
of school, and didn't erase them till 
everybody had become familiar with 
them. I can recall a few of them yet, 
and they ran to this effect: 

No throwing rocks. No whispering or 
talking out loud during books ("books" 
meant while school was in session). No 
leaving school while it was "books." 
No fighting . No bringing pet sheep to 
school. No eating in school (such 
delicacies as hazel nuts, wild grapes 
and chestnuts were verboten). No 
wading the branch. No climbing trees 
(and when it was explained that you 
were not to climb above your head one 
of the schoolyard " lawyers" argued 
with teacher that this would be a pretty 
difficult feat as long as he didn't climb, 
head down. ) 

Most of the rules were broken within 
a week---even a pet sheep, a ram with a 
tendency to butt his way and to include 
as targets all who stood in his path, 
showed up- but not without penalty. 
Lesser infractions drew a term of 
"standing up," to be ogled by unsym­
pathetic classmates, while major of­
fenders got their pants dusted with a 
long switch that stood, among others, 
in a corner of the schoolroom. 

Discipline was firm, sometimes 
painful. But teacher suffered, too, 
hearts were young and gay. and I'm 
certain that if a poll of us who survive 
were taken, we would choose to live it 
all over again.

Approves Loan of Medical Equipment 

Although the Mud Creek Clinic and a ll its equipment were destroyed by 
fire in early June, the response of staff. supporters,local hospitals and other 
organizations had the clinic back on its feet within the week. Represen­
tatives of the clinic as well as its parent organization, Big Sandy Health 
Care, Inc .. were on hand Monday to thank County Judge-Executive Jerry 
Lafferty, Jr. for the loan of $60-$80,000 of medical supplies and equipment 
from the county's store of Civil Defense hospital equipment At the same 
time, an inventory or equipment was reviewed and official approval was 
given by Judge Lafferty Pictured, from left are: Crit Mitchell, Jr., clinic 
representative , Onda !Awe Hunt, Floyd county DES director; Judge Laffer­
ty ; Eula Hall, clinic director. Carol Prater chairman of Big Sandy Health

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said pointedly, adding that $1.1 million 
in state and ARC funds could easily be 
lost for the sake of $30,000, which he 
characterized as "a drop in the 
bucket." 

"It's a pretty big drop if you haven't 
got it," Magistrate Kenneth Roberts 
commented. 

Floyd county will ask Governor John 
Y. Brown to approve an $18.9 million 
bond issue for home mortgage loans, 
according to a fiscal court decision. If 
approved, the bonds will come to 
market at a time when interest rates 
are expected to be more favorable than 
they have been in a long time, H. D. 
Fitzpatrick, Jr., president of the Bank 
Josephine, told the court. 

Floyd has a good record on account 
of the way officials here handled an $18 
million bond issue three years ago, 
Fitzpatrick said. Unlike the earlier 
issue, which provided loans for new 
housing only, the proposed bond issue 
would provide funds for building new 
~omes or puchasing existing homes. 

Whether Floyd will be approved for 
the bond issue in the amount requested 
depends P,artly on decisions by the 
Kentucky Housing Corporation as to 
whether this county is designated a 
"targeted area" and whether the pre­
sent limit on the amount of a mortgage 
loan is raised, Fitzpatrick said. 

The court accepted the resignation of 
James Lafferty as dog warden and ap­
pointed Paul Burke to replace him.

While the law allows for third-party 
appeals, it does not give a complainant 
the right to request a "blanket review" 
of properties, officials here said. 

The surface holdings of Pocahontas 
Kentucky in this county, some 1871 
acres on Johns Creek, are assessed at 
$200 an acre, up from $100 an acre last 
year. The property owned by Collins 
Mayo Collieries in the Weeksbury area 
is assessed at the same rate-"the 
average of what we assess all moun­
tain land," said Property Valuation 
Administrator Love! Hall. 

The Elkhorn Coal holdings consist of 
about three dozen different parcels, 
mostly in the Right Beaver section. 
The parcels are said to be of varying 
commercial value and are assessed a t 
different rates. The Trimble holdings 
have recently been subdivided, it is 
said. 

Szakos argues that his request was 
"substantially in compliance" with the 
law. In filing it, he identified himself as 
a member of the Kentucky Fair Tax 
Coalition, a group that pressed for pro­
perty tax reform during the last state 
legislative session and has been 
associated recently with efforts of a 
Martin county citizens' group to raise 
taxes on two large coal companies in 
that county. 

Concerned Citizens of Martin County 
argued that surface property owned by

However, the county Board of Assess­
ment Appeals there decided last month 
to leave the 1982 assessment rates un­
changed. An attorney for the citizens' 
group said the group would appeal the 
decision. 

Jar of Water 
Used To Argue 
Point in Court 

The jar of murky water Jerry 
Hackworth brought with him to the 
fisc~ court last week was meant to il­
lustrate, he said, his and other Middle 
Creek residents' urgent need to be con-
nected to the city water system. · 

Residents of the left fork of Middle 
Creek (the David road) told the court 
they were the first to press for an ex­
tension of water mains to that area. 
They are not happy that what work has 
been done on the project has been done 
on Spurlock Fork-because a former 
magistrate owns property there, one 
alleged-and are even less happy that 
the project is bogged down in a dispute 
about who should be paying for it. 

Prestonsburg Utilities Superinten­
dent Bill H. Howard, repeating charges 
he made at an Area Development 
District meeting last week, said the job 
could be finished if the county was 
reimbursed for $64,000 that former 
Judge-Executive Bill Wells spent last 
year on pipe and fittings. 

Wells advanced the money only to 
ensure that the project-which calls 
for the laying of 12 miles of water line 
to Middle Creek, Spurlock, and Bucks 
Branch-could be under way before 
last winter, Howard said. The county 
expected to be repaid out of $200,000 
committed to the project in Area 
Development funds, he added. 

The ADD had $100,000-not 
$200,000- to spend on the water lines, of 
which $75,000 has been spent, Joe Mc­
Cauley, ADD executive-director, said. 

Moreover, county officials knew 
there was no longer $200,000 available 
in ADF funds because the fiscal court 
itself voted to use half the Middle 
Creek money ($100,000) to expand 
Beaver-Elkhorn Water District mains, 
McCauley said. 

(According to court records, the 
fiscal court voted, apparently late last 
year, to transfer the funds to the 
Beaver-Elkhorn system for extension 
of lines on Left and Right Beaver 
Creeks. The motion was made by Ken­
neth Roberts and seconded by Ray 
Wilcox.) · 

"It would certainly look good to see 
one man and a backhoe up there (on 
Middle Creek)," Hackworth said at the 
end of the fiscal court discussion Fri­
day. He was given little reason to hope 
that will happen any time soon, 
however. 

J ames Steffey, of Tram, should be 
billed for work done by the county on 
Steffey's property, Scott Collins, 
Prestonsburg attorney, told the court. 
Collins estimated the value of the 
work, which he said was done by 
District 4 Magistrate Lowell Sam­
mons, at $8000. 

Collins represented Mr. and Mrs . 
John Kidd, who were protesting an 
earlier fiscal court decision to close a 
public road at Tram at Steffey's re­
quest. The Kidds said that closing the 
road, Highland Avenue, would infringe 
on the rights of other residents. 

On Samons' motion, the court voted 
to keep the road open.

FRANKFORT, Ky.-The state En· 
vironmental Quality Commission ask· 
ed the state yesterday to rescind a per­
mit for construction of a coal­
preparation plant on Buckhorn Lake in 
Leslie County . 

Hazard Mayor William D. Gorman, a 
member of the commission, said he 
fears that siltation from the coal 
washer would pollute the lake and kill 
the fish in it. 

• The commission's unanimous objec­
tion to the project came after Gorman 
said the washer would be "detrimental 
to the public interest and public 
welfare even if it works perfectly." 

Shamrock Coal Co. of Manchester 
received approval on July 19 from the 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection Cabinet to build the coal 
washer on 94 acres, pending the out­
come of a protest filed against the pro­
ject by Gorman. 

• A conference on the protest has been 
scheduled for Sept. 8 in Frankfort to 
work out details for a public hearing, 
said Carl W. Breeding , Natural 
Resources' assistant general counsel. 

Shamrock applied to the cabinet's 
Jackson office in March for a permit to 
build the coal washer. It was approved 
there on March 17 and forwarded to 
Frankfort. 

The Army Corps of Engineers initial­
L. ly opposed the project, according to 
• correspondence in the permit file . On 

June 23, however, the corps withdrew 
its objectionS after the coal company 
said it would revise its plans. 

The Natural Resources Cabinet also 
was concerned about the project, 
especially the location of a refuse area 
of more than 600 million cubic yards 
about 500 feet from Buckhorn Lake, 

I which the department said would be a 
t source of mining-related pollution. 

By July 19, the coal company revised 
its plans to satisfy objections, and the 
Division of Permits notified the com­
pany that the project was "technically 
acceptable." 

However, the permit is being held by 
the division, and is contingent on 
resolution of the protest through a 
hearing and approval by the Corps of 
Engineers. 

According to the coal company's ap­
plication, the coal washer would be 

• built on Dry Hill and would be active 
for 10 years. 

Gorman's formal protest, filed Aug. 
10, said the washer would "eventually 
turn Buckhorn into a dead sea ." 

He said that the commission's 
recommendation that the permit be 
rescinded is not a mandate. But 
Breeding said later that his depart­
ment considers the commission's 
recommendations. 

Gorman, who is in the coal business, 
• said a coal washer is "the dirtiest thing 

on earth. "

. Kentucky this year and the changes in 
the program that have taken place in 
this time span are indeed dramatic. 

The philosophy of the program has 
not changed. It still emphasizes that 
every person has a right to earn a liv­
ing and make a contribution. However, 
the scope of the program has increased 
ten-fold . 

The increased use of the vocational 
rehabilitation approach shows the 

•
public's growing recognition of a social 
obligation to help the disabled become 
self-sufficient. 

The vocational rehabilitation pro­
gram in America began in 1920 with the 
passage of an act by Congress to help 
rehabilitate those who had been disabl­
ed in industry. It did not become a part 
of Kentucky state government until 
1922 when it was housed under the state 
Board of Vocational Education. 

Now vocational rehabilitation is a 

•
bureau in the Kentucky Department of 
Education that has grown from an 
agency of six employers in 1922 to a 
computerized operation of 450. 

Typically, anyone between the ages 
of 16 and 65 who has a physical, mental 
or emotional disability that causes a 
vocational handicap can be served by 
rehabili tation. 

People who have disabilities fre­
quently require special medical, 

L educational, technical, social an~ 
• vocational assistance before finding 

their niche in the world. Vocational 
rehabiJi tation provides this help. 

Eligibility for assistance is deter­
mined by counselors who work with 
each eligible client to develop an in­
dividualized plan. Services can include 
almost anything that reduces a voca­
tional handicap. 

Each program is developed around 
evaluations to determine abilities, 

.L..counseling to select a vocational goal, 
wand ultimately placement in a job 

suitable to the skills and abilities of the 
client. 

Services might include artificial ap­
pliances, medical exams, hospitaliza­
tion, glasses, books or hearing aids. 

In the beginning stages of the pro­
grams, the severly disabled were often 
neglected because of the length of time 
it would take to rehabilitate them. 
There is a much greater emphasis now 

•
on serving the severely disabled. 

Some 80 percent of the program 
funds come from the federal govern-
ment while the remaining 20 percent is 
from the state. 

The program has been called one of 
the most cost~ffective programs in the 
nation and it is estimated that $11 in 
taxes is returned for every dollar spent 
on the program. 

Figures show that 3,555 clients were 
rehabilitated last year in Kentucky 

afilone. 
• Another important role that the 

bureau has assumed in recent years is 
to educate employers about hiring the 
handicapped. Statistics show, accor­
ding to bureau information, that the 
handicapped have higher performance 
and safety standards than other 
workers, not to mention production 
records. More and more businesses are 
anxious to hire the handicapped 
because of their conscientious attitude. 

The results of that first piece of 
federal legislation back in 1920 has 
created one of the most successful 
human service programs serving the

The eastern hemlock is the state tree 
of Pennsylvania, and the western 
hemlock is the state tree of 
Washington. The hemlock gets its 
name from the way its wood locks tight 
around nails. This makes it much used 
to make forms for pouring concrete. 
The bark is rich in tannin and is used 
for tanning leather. 

The hemlock is one of our most 
magnificent pines. Its crown often 
rises to a height of 100 feet and shoots 
up like a tall church spire. It is fond of 
growing in rocky ravines and rugged 
hillsides. I've seen it thriving on the 
sheer face of a mountain cliff. The tree 
affords a good shelter for birds in 
winter, and gives them a good hiding 
place for their nests in summer.lt also 
affords a cool shade for tivestock in 
summer. The hemlock has thesmaUest 
needles and smallest cones of any of 
the pines. A small branch may bear as 
many as eight cones at the ends of 
twigs. The hemlock transplants well 
and soon makes a fine shade. It is 
always cool and moist in a hemlock 
grove. 

Our hemlocks are truly beautiful 
pines and add a touch of spring to bar­
ren winter woods. The outside bark is 
scaly brown, bul the inside bark is cin· 
namon red. Old woodsmen sleeping 
outdoors lopped off the feathery ever· 
green boughs to make a soft and 
fragrant bed.

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Assessment Has 
Property Values 
Near $Y2 Billion 

For tax purposes, Floyd county is 
worth almost half a billion dollars. To 
be exact, $439,195,413, according to the 
Department of Revenue's certification 
of the 1982 assessment by Lovel Hall, 
Floyd property valuation ad ­
ministrator. 

Although the real estate market has 
slumped appreciably and construction 
has dropped accordingly,- mainly as a 
result of high interest rates-, the real 
estate total rose from last year's 
$184,853,384 to $208,416,295. The overall 
assessment total stands at $30,580,625 
above the 1981 figure . 

Classed with real estate (farm 
acreage and residential lots ), unmined 
coal appears to be a loser for the state, 
Tax Commissioner Hall said. In this 
county the assessed value of such coal 
is $35,552,358, but the one-tenth of a 
cent rate paid the state (none to the 
county) will net only $355.52. 

''Hardly enough to pay for computer 
printouts, billing and the like," Hall 
commented. 

Other real estate assessments a re: 
Residential lots $116,597,029 (up from 

$103,994,770 in 1981); farms totalling 
166,472 acres, $22,784,165, an increase 
of $1,184,161 over the preceding year. 
Oil, timber and mineral r ights are 
valued this year at $8,491,159, up from 
$5,494,456last year. 

The total of personal properly 
assessed rose from $117,739,154 in 1981 
to $130,794,419 this year. Included in 
this category were 16,589 motor 
vehicles valued at $80,604,055 and 521 
boats asse:: --:ed at $1,547,700. 

The sum total of revenues the assess­
ment will bring Floyd county will de­
pend upon the new tax rate which is ex­
pected to be set by the fiScal court 
shortly. Last year, the real estate rate 
was 15.2 cents per $100 valuation. A 
drop to 14.5 cents Is expected. 

Assessment records show that there 
were 2517 homestead and 290 disability 
exemptions made. 

Board Oversees 
Building Codes 

Most of us go through daily routines 
without giving much thought to our 
surroundings. We may notice how at­
tractive a building is or how it blends in 
with other structures. Rarely do our 
observations go beyond that. 

If you look closely at the building you 
are in right now, you might ask: How 
many exits does this building have? 
Have sprinklers been installed? Is it 
~asy for everyone-including the han­
dicapped-to get in and out of the 
b1,1ilding? 
. : Since 1978, the Kentucky Board of 
Jtousing, Buildings and Construction 
tias met to take up those kinds of sub­
jects, says Public Protection and 
~guJation Cabinet Secretary Tracy 
Farmer. 

The group, comprised of 20 diverse 
industry representatives, has the over­
sight responsibility for the construc­
tion of most buildings and of many 
tlomes throughout the state. 

Creation of the Kentucky Building 
Code was one of the first respon­
sibilities undertaken by the board in 
1979. The board, through its five­
member appeals board, decides ques­
tions according to the code when ap­
peals are made. And, through its three 
advisory committees, the board is kept 
updated on electrical, architectural 
barriers and state plumbing code infor­
mation. 

Chuck Cotton, commissioner of the 
Kentucky Department of Housing, 
Buildings and Construction and board 
chairman, says the " board brings 
'together expertise from many fields to 
tackle the complex problems related to 
housing and building construction.'' 

Individuals from Frankfort, Ft. 
Thomas, Lexington, Louisville, Bowl­
ing Green, Elizabethtown and 
Hopkinsville serve on the board. They 
represent such groups as the Kentucky 
Firemen's Association, the Kentucky 
Society of Professional Engineers, the 
state Building and Construction Trades 
Council, the state Society of Architects, 
the Kentucky Association of Realtors, 
the Kentucky Housing Corporation, the 
Kentucky Retail Association, the Ken­
tucky Code Administrators, several 
state agencies and the electrical, 
general, plumbing-heating-(:ooling and 
mechanical contractors associations 
a long with the general public. 

"This is self-government at its best," 
says Secretary Farmer. "These are 
very busy people who give of their lime 
to help us all."

'Texas' turnaround 
silences its critics 
By Connie Paaaalacqua 
And they said it wouldn't 
last. Ever since "Texas" 
made its debut two years 
ago, persistent rumors 
have circulate<;! in the day­
time community that the 
show's cancellation was­
imminent. 

Earlier this year, the syn­
dicated TV show "Enter­
tainment Tonight" falsely 
announced that "Texas" 
had been canceled. But as 
" Texas'.:..c.elebrates it~ sec­
ond anniversary this month, 
it is alive ·and kicking -
and quality-wise well on its 
way to becoming one of 
daytime's best soap 
operas. 

Whe.n the show debuted 
as a spinoff of "Another 
World," it almost created 
Its own handicaps. 
Although the show was set 
in Houston, it taped in 
Brooklyn. Half the cast 
affected Texas twangs, 
while others' accents had 
no trace whajsoever of the 
South. 

Scenes written by the 
show's cr~ators and first 
head writers, William and 
Joyce Corrington. were 
interminable - almost as 
long as eight minutes each. 
Actors were hired and fired 
at such an alarming rate 
that it was almost impossi­
ble for viewers to keep 
track of all the characters. 

The show's turnaround 
began a year ago, when 
formar "Days of Our Lives" 
actress Gall Kobe was 
hired as executive 
producer. Miss Kobe was 
open to ideas and sugges­
tions from her actors and

ttie confidence she instilled 
in them resulted In much 
better performances. 

Among those outstand­
ing actors hired by Miss .. 
Kobe were Pam Long 
(Ashley Marshall) and 
David Forsythe (T. J. 
Canfield) . Also hitting their 
stride along with these two 
actors in an electrifying 
love quadrangle are Carla 
Borelli (Reena Dekker) 
and Jerry Lanning (Justin 
Marshall). 

Despite all the improve­
ments, unti l recent ly 
"Texas" was always 
daytime's lowest rated 
show. Many felt this was 
because it was competing 
in the same time slot as two 
of daytime's highest rated 
shows, ABC's "General 
Hospital" and CBS' "Guid· 
ing Light." But last Apri l, 
NBC showed its sawy by 
switching "Texas" to a 
morning time slot where it 
would not be competing 
with any other soaps.

Vocational Education Threat 
Seen by Area School Heads 

Vocational education in Kentucky 
faces an uncertain and unpromising 
future as a result of federal budget 
cuts, according to several regional 
vocational directors who testified Aug. 
18 in Washington. Instructional equip­
ment is outdated and in short supply, 
training facilities are inadequate, and 
support services for the handicapped 
and disadvantaged are en ­
dangered-all this, despite the great 
local national need for skilled workers, 
they said. Vocational education faces 
the paradox of increasing waiting lists 
and dwindling funds. 

R.ep. Carl D. Perkins, chairman of 
the House Education and Labor Com­
mittee, whose subcommittee on Voca­
tional Education heard the Kentucky 
educators' testimony, said he was con­
cerned by the long waiting lists for 
eastern Kentucky's vocational schools. 
Bronelle Skaggs, regional vocational 
education administrator for Paints­
ville, said that more than 800 people 
are on the waiting list for the principal 
post-secondary center in that region, 
Mayo State Vocational-Technical 
School. These constitute "enough peo­
ple. .. to almost fill Mayo again," 
Skaggs said. Charles E. Chattin, ad­
ministra~r for the Ashland region, 
detailed a waiting list of over 2000 
people for the Ashland State 
Vocational-Technical School, which 
thus has over two people waiting for 
every one person enrolled. 

Despite the increasing numbers of 
people desiring skills training, voca­
tional education programs have been 
injured by recent budget cuts and are 
threatended by still more, the Ken­
tuckian said. According to Walter 
Prater, regional director in Hazard, 
the elimination of federal flD1ding for a 
mine safety training program serving 
over 1700 students "necessitated a 
drastic cut in the program." Chattin 
noted the elimination ~f two adult voca­
tional programs after last year's fun­
ding cuts, as well as a reduction in fun­
ding of over 85% for replacing and 
upgrading instructional equipment. If 
the lack of funding for replacement of 
equipment continues, Chattin added, 
" the quality of programs will be 
adversely affected." 

And the further cuts threatened by 
the Administration promise an even 
more drastic impact upon vocational 
education. "If the Administration's 
proposal is approved and funding cuts 
are made," Prater said, Eastern Ken­
tucky's vocational education "will be 
greatly hampered in its efforts to pro­
duce skilled workers." Five more pro­
grams and eight employees would be 
lost to the Hazard region after those 
cuts, he continued, and "these pro­
grams would have the greatest impact 
on students needing support services

The governor announced the calen­
dar of club events for the next two 
years, the first being of special interest 
to all Seventh District clubwomen-the 
faU district meeting, to be held this 
year in Paintsville at the Carriage 
House on Wednesday, October 13, with 
both the Allen and Drift women's clubs 
hosting. 

• Speaking on "The Free Enterprise 
System," Mrs. Mary Alice Oldfield em­
phasized that American clubwomen, 
as members of the 500,000 who com­
prise the federation, should realize 
their rights as citizens, to be able to 
buy, sell, lobby and vote.

She was fossilized for millions of 
years, broken, then exposed to the hot 
sun. She was found in Ethopia by Dr. 
Donald Johanson and a team of scien­
tists with the International Afar 
Research Expedition. " Lucy In 
Disguise," airing Wednesday, Septem­
br 8 at 10 p.m. on KET, tells the story 
of the discovery of Lucy. 

A new theory of human evolution has 
emerged from this discovery of the 
oldest and most complete human 
skeleton.

nor after 12 midnight , nor on 
Christmas Day, nor on any election 
day during the time when the polls are 
open. 

Every quarter each wholesale 
distributor shall report to the City 
Finance Director the names of all 
retailers whom alcoholic beverages 
were sold to and the gross revenues 
received by the distributor from each 
retailer. 

SECI'ION 4:-Regulatory License 
Fee : A regulatory license fee is impos­
ed on the gross receipts of sale of 
alcoholic beverages of each license 
issued In the amount of five (5) per­
cent. This rate will change yearly to 
reimburse the city for costs relating to 
alcohol sales. 

Payment of the fee shall accompany 
the tax returns and be submitted to the 
City Finance Director by the 2oth day 
of each month for the preceding 
month's sales, one-twelfth (1/12) of the 
fee shall be deducted each month as 
credit. Failure to pay within ten (10) 
days of the date due constitutes a viola­
tion and subjects licensee to suspen­
sion or revocation. 

Penalty for failure to file a return 
and pay a monthly remittance is twen­
ty (20) percent of the tax for each thir­
tv (30) davs or fraction thereof. 

SECTION 5: - Penalties : The penal­
ty for selling to anyone under the age of 
twenty-<>ne (21) shall for the frrst of­
fense be fined Five-hundred dollars 
($500.00) and shall have his license 
suspended for a period of seven (7) 
days, for the second offense his license 
shall be suspended for a period of four­
teen (14) days and for the third offense 
shall be subject to a fine of Two­
thousand dollars ($2,000.00) and 
revocation of his license. 

Any person who violates any provi­
siO•l of this ordinance for which a 
penalty is not otherwise provided shall 
be fined the sum of One-hundred 
dollars ($100.00) for each offense. 

Upon notice of a suspension of a 
license by the local administrator, in 
lieu of the suspension pay to the City of 
Prestonsburg the sum of One-hundred 
dollars ($100.00) per day for each day 
of suspension. 

SECTION 6:-Severability: Action 
by a court of competent jurisdiction 
declaring any section, subsection, 
phrase or word of this ordinance to be 
invalid, unconstitutional, and/or void 
shall not affect the remainder of this 
ordinance which shall remain in full 
force and effect.

In addition to a valid Kentucky hun­
ting license and a federal duck stamp, 
hunters participating in this early 
season will need to obtain a special per­
mit card from a conservation officer, 
wildlife biologist or wildlife area 
manager: These cards are also 
avaiiable at some county court clerk's 
offices and at selected sporting goods 
stores. 

These permits are free and there will 
be no limit on the number issued. Their 
purpose is to give hunters a way to 
report where and how much they 
hunted and how many ducks of each 
species they took. 

This is an experimental season, and 
the U. S. Fish and Wildlife Service re­
quires accurate data on the effects of 
this early season. The more coopera­
tion hunters show in obtaining and 
returning these postage-paid cards the 
better chance that we'll continue to 
have early duck hunts in the future. 

Results from last year's hunt look 
promising. Vernon Anderson, Ken­
tucky's waterfowl biologist, called the 
season, "a success both in terms of 
ducks harvested and hunter satisfac­
tion." 

Around 26 percent of Kentucky's 
waterfowl hunters, or 3,583, applied for 
the special permits last year. Of these, 
3,137 (88%) returned their permit 
cards, with 983 reporting that they did 
not hunt at all during the season. 

The remaining 2,154 hunters 
harvested 7,827 ducks, or 3.64 ducks 
per hunter, with the average daily 
harvest calculated at 1.51 ducks per 
hunter. Of all the ducks taken, 5,409 
were wood ducks, 2,177 were teal and 
the remaining 241 ducks of all other 
species. 

Most of the hunting was in Western 
Kentucky, whee 1,239 person hunted. 
Next was Central Kentucky with 730 
hunters, then Eastern Kentucky with 
73. The total harvest figures were 5,473 
ducks taken in Western Kentucky, 
1, 784 in Central Kentucky and 187 in 
Eastern Kentucky. 

If you'd like to participate in this 
year's early duck season, get your per­
mit card and do some scouting down by 
a nearby stream or river. Wood ducks 
are fairly common throughout Ken­
tucky, so you could possiBly find some 
good "early" duck hunting r ight in 
your own back yard.

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Good News Report 
TIIOMAS W. PAUKEN 

Director of ACTION 
Often it seems there's a hidden pur­

pose to luck. In Vietnam, Bob Rummel 
was with the 101st Airborne Division. A 
~ember of a machine gun crew, he and 
h1s fellow-gunner, for no particular 
reason, decided to change positions. No 
sooner had they done so than a 
misfired U.S. artillery round hit and in­
stantly killed Rummel's buddy. Dazed, 
knowing he was wounded, Rummel 
began looking for a medical aid sta­
tion. His hand felt for the wound in his 
throat, and it was then he realized his 
jugular vein had been severed. He at­
tempted to cut off the bleeding with his 
fingers. Again luck placed an aid sta­
tion directly in his path. The medics 
did the rest. Had the station not been 
where it was, Rummel would not have 
survived. 

After Bob-returned home and attend­
ed the ~orgetown School of Interna­
tional Relations, it appeared a political 
career was in the offing. However, 
after the birth of their first child, Erin, 
he and his wife, Marion, began to think 
in terms of the kind of future they 
wanted. The result was a look-see visit 
to Vermont in 1974. What they saw they 
liked, and a year later they took the 
plunge. Since boyhood, Rummel had 
been in and out of the construction 
business; so, in the town of Rochester, 
Vermont, the Robert E. Rummel Con­
struction Company was founded. In the 
beginning there was little more than 
the name. 

Anyone who has given up city life 
knows there are large and difficult ad­
justments to make. Not the least of 
which is earning a living in a rur¥1 
community. Today the Rummel Con­
struction Company employs five neigh­
bors, during the hard, winter months 
and 10 to 15 in the summer. In the last 
three years, Bob has tripled the com­
pany's size and earning power. 

A member of the volunteer fire 
department, a citizen whose company 
performs volunteer services for the 
town, Bob Rummel is a volunteer in 
another capacity that ties in directly to 
that day in Vietnam 13 year& ago. He is 
chairman of the Vermont Vietnam 
Veterans Leadership Program. As 
such, with the aid of Project Director 
Bill Fagginger-Auer, seven VVLP 
directors and nine ACTION volunteers, 
he is building a structure based on 
mutual aid, making Vietnam vets an 
identifiable group with grass roots sup­
port. If a Yietnam vet has a business, 
he takes a chance on a vet who has had 
a tough time. If a vet doesn't know the 
ropes or he's hanging on them, the 
VVLP is there to counsel and to offer 
the kind of understanding that's mean­
ingful. As Bob says, " I waited a long 
while for a program like this to come 
along. Now we're helping lost veterans 
to finally find themselves." 

It's not unlike a wounded G.l. 
stumbling through the jungle, bleeding 
to death, looking for help. Only today 
the medic in the aid station is Bob 
Rummel.

CONSUMER PARTICIPATION 
IN RATEMAKING PROCESS 

As your gas, electric, and telephone 
bills climb to ever higher levels, you 
may be asking yourself what possible 
influence you have over these 
drastically rising costs. According to 
Attorney General Steven L. Beshear 
"part of the answer is through you; 
participation in the ratemaking pro­
cess". "Utility rate increases do not 
happen over night," said Beshear. 
"Companies must follow certain pro-

1 * cedures before rate hikes take place, 
~usually including formal hearings and 

testimony before the Kentucky Public 
Service Commission." 

By law, the Consumer Protection 
Division of the Attorney General's Of­
fice represents your interest in rate 
cases. Its staff of attorneys, often with 
the help of consultants, prepares cross­
examination and presents testimony in 
hearings on behalf of all utility 
customers. However, these legal 
arguments are often inadequate to con­
vey the impact of a rate increase in 
human terms. 

Attorney General Steven L. Beshear 
urges consumers to participate in the 
ratemaking process, and to make their 
feelings known. "Public concern is 
visible only if you share your com­
ments with those who are charged with 
regulating the utilities and safeguar­
ding the public interest," said Beshear. 

The Public Service Commission per­
mits customers of a utility to make 
statements at any of the public hear­
ings held in its Frankfort. offices. In ad­
dition, it often holds public meetings in 
the company's service area to receive 
public comment. "I urge all consumers 
to take advantage of these forums to 
state their opinion of proposed rate in­
creases," says Beshear. "This is the 
single most effective way of making 
the Public Service Commission aware 

/,.,.\of the adverse impact of rising utility 
w rates on utility customers." 

If you are unable to attend a hearing 
but wish to state your opposition to a 
rate increase , Beshear urges 
customers to write to the Public Ser­
vice Commission, and to request that 
their letters be made a part of the case 
file in the application. "Often utility 
customers may wish to prepare a peti­
tion stating their opposition to a reate 
increase," added Beshear. " My office 

• 
will be happy to present the petition to 
the Commission and to have it made a 
part of the public record in the case." 

Consumer input in the ratemaking 
process is essential if the Public Ser­
vice Commission is to protect the 
public interest. By joining together to 
participate in the ratemaking process, 
utility customers can exert influence 
over rising utility bills. Attorney 
General Beshear urges all Ken­
tuckians to stand up and be heard in 
the ratemaking process. You can make

If you have experienced headaches, 
fainting attacks, thyroid problems or 
other unexplained disorders, your doc· 
tor may order electroencephalography 
<EEG) or echoencephalography 
(ECHO) tests. They are painless and 
take approximately 45 minutes to com­
plete . These tests are now being per­
formed for both inpatients and outpa­
tients at Highlands Regional Medical 
Center . 

When an EEG test is run, 20 tiny 
electrodes are fastened to specific 
a reas of the head. The patient's brain 
waves travel through the electrodes 
and are directly transmitted by 
telephone to a telemetry center at 
Daneman Laboratories in Ohio. The 
brain waves are translated into graph 
patterns to be analyzed. An expert 
neurologist interprets the data. The 
analysis is returned to the patient's 
physician at Highlands in less than 24 
hours.

Pediatricians can 
find these tests a benefit when diagnos­
ing epilepsy, inflammation of the 
brain, meningitis, hearing, speech or 
visual disorders and many other ill· 
nessses. Surgeons, anesthesiologists, 
neuropsychiatrists , urologists , 
ophthalmologists and orthopedic 
surgeons all use EEG and ECHO 
testing as diagnostic tools.

Wants President To Block 
Purchase Of Foreign Coal 

Sam Church Jr., president of the 
United Mine Workers of America, 
recently called on President Reagan to 
sign into law a summer supplemental 
appropriations bill that includes a pro­
vision prohibiting the Defense Depart­
ment from buying foreign coal for use 
at U.S. military installations overseas. 

Before last year, when the Defense 
Fuel Supply Center awarded two 
separate contracts to foreign sup­
pliers, the Defense Department had 
traditionally puchased only American · 
coal for its bases. 

"The UMW has repeatedly protested 
the use of foreign coal at American 
bases overseas," Church said. "Last 
year's policy change claimed the jobs 
of a significant number of the more 
than 30,000 American coal miners who 
are out of work today. The 'Buy 
American' amendment, if signed into 
law with the rest of the bill, will put our 
people back to work, particularly in 
hard~hit areas of Pennsylvania, West 
Virginia and Virginia." 

The Defense Fuel Supply Center last 
year awarded 37 percent of anthracite 
purchases to West German and Dutch 
firms and 84 percent of bituminous pur­
chases to French suppliers. In previous 
decades, Pennsylvania had provided 
DOD with anthracite and Virginia and 
West Virginia had met the military's 
bituminous coal needs.

Deadline Near For 
P ersonalized Tags 

The deadline for ordering 1983 per­
sonalized license plates in Kentucky is 
Sept. 1. 

The personalized tags may contain 
any combination of six letters and/or 
numbers so long as the combination 
does not duplicate other license plates 
used in Kentucky or offend public 
decency. 

Applications for tags may be obtain­
ed at any local county clerk's office. 

The completed applications should 
be mailed to the Special License Sec­
tion, Kentucky Transportation 
Cabinet, State Office Building , 
Frankfort, Ky. 40622. 

A $25 fee payable to the Kentucky 
State Treasurer must accompany each 
application and state law requires that 
the payment be made by certified 
check, money order or cashier's check . 

The tags will be shipped to the county 
clerks' offices in early December. 

The county clerks will issue the tags 
and charge an additional fee of $13.50. 

Once a personalized tag has been 
issued, it is reserved for the person 
ordering it on a year to year basis.

New Rules Govern Handling 
Of Wild Ginseng in Kentucky 

The Kentucky Department of 
Agriculture has announced that 
emergency regulations have been 
issued governing the taking and 
harvesting of wild ginseng in Ken­
tucky. 

Included among them are harvesting 
and selling seasons, as well as re­
quirements for keeping records, 
according to Agriculture Commis­
sioner Alben W. Barkley, II. The 
regulations, which are now in full 
force, set a harvest season lasting from 
Aug. 15 to Dec. 1 of each year. The 
regulations also require that any seeds 
adhering to a plant taken during the 
season shall be planted within 50 feet of 
the location of the plant, using no plan­
ting tool other than the fingers. 

The ginseng selling season will run 
from Aug. 15 of each year and extend to 
March 31 of the next year, Barkley 
said.

Henceforth, ginseng dealers will be 
required to obtain a license from the 
Department of Agriculture. The 
license expires J une 30 each year and 
must be renewed on a yearly basis, he 
said . 

Dealers will be required to keep 
records, on forms furnished by the 
Department, of all purchases and sales 
of ginseng, Barkley said. The records 
will show the month the ginseng was 
purchased, the month dug, the county 
where it was dug, the weight of the pur­
chase, and the signature of the digger 
or seller. Barkley added that these 
records must be kept for three years. 

In addition, dealers will be required 
to file a yearly report. 

Dealers who export will be required 
to have a certificate of legal taking, 
Barkley said. These include t he 
ginseng origin, year of taking, weight, 
and whether it is wild or cultivated 
ginseng. 

Barkley said that for the purposes of 
the regulations, dealers will be defined 
as any person engaged in buying 
ginseng roots from collectors, 
cultivators or other dealers for the pur­
pose of resale to exporters, other 
dealers, or any person who sells 
ginseng in any form in interstate com­
merce. 

The regulations were developed as, a 
result of legislation passed in the last 
General Assembly. They were re­
quired by federal rules in order to 
maintain ginseng exports . 

Changes in the regulations could still 
be made as a result of the hearing pro­
cess, Barkley said.

VIDEO GAMES 
Have your children been asking you 

to purhcase a new Atari, Intellivision 
or Space Odyssey? If so, you may soon 
join one of the fastest growing crazes in 
our country. Attorney General Steven 
L. Beshear says, "Consumers should 
shop wisely for home video games, 
ca·refully examining the capabilities, 
quality and cost of each game." 

You will discover home video games 
for sale at many different stores. 
Deciding what model to purchase and 
what store to purchase it from are dif­
ficult decisions. Many times, con­
sumers are swayed by a store r unning 
a super sale on a certain model and 
then discover the model does not fit 
their needs. First, decide what you 
want and need. Then think about the 
future. Will the model expand as you 
want it to? Will it keep pace with new 
technology? After you have defined 
your needs, Jearn about the different 
models. Ask if they will expand and 
find out how expensive it will be to ex­
pand. Compare the costs of the dif­
ferent models with the costs of expan­
ding them. Also, check the costs of the 
cartridges that accompany the models 
and get estimates on the costs of the en­
tire systems. Consumers will find that 
it pays to shop around. 

"Deciding what store from which to 
purchase your video ~arne is an impor­
tant decision. Many times, the service 
provided after the system is purchased 
will be more valuable than a huge dis­
count at the initial purchase," said 
Beshear. "Consumers should find out i( 
the business will be able to provide 
repair service. Consumers should also 
be aware of the wide price ranges; 
many times, prices will vary substan­
tially from dealer to dealer. Again, it 
pays to shop around." 

After purchasing and using their 
video games, consumers often 
discover that problems have arisen. If 
you are faced with a repair problem, 
first read yout warranty. The problem 
may be covered under the system's 
warranty. "Consumers should always 
be aware of what a product's warranty 
says, even before they purchase it," 
added Beshear. 

Repair centers may require proof of 
purchase before doing warranty work. 
Always keep your sales receipt or 
proof of purchase. Many of the com­
mon problems video games have in­
volve customer abuse. The control 
sticks, or joy sticks, are very suscepti­
ble to abuse. Dropping or kicking will 
damage the sticks. Each control stick 
contains a printed circuit board which 
will crack if dropped very far. Game 
cartridges are prone to customer 
abuse, too. Most cartridges cannot be 
plugged in with the power turned on. 
Each cartridge is an IC circuit and can 
be damaged by such abuse.Carlridges 
may become stuck if they are not plug­
ged in properly, so never try to put one 
in backwards or try to force a car­
tridge in its socket. If in doubt about 
the way it should fit, check the owner 's 
manual. 

To reduce the prohibitive cost of 
game cartridges, some consumers 
have formed "home-game clubs". 
Clubs usually charge a membership 
fee and allow members to check game 
cartridges out for a certain period of 
time; others have a system where 
members loan each other cartridges. 

Consumers should be aware that pro­
longed use of a video game may 
damage a television set. To protect 
your set, follow the guidelines in the 
owner's manual accompanying your 
video system. Following the instruc­
tions in the manual will usually pre­
vent most problems, but if you do have 
a problem, first take it to your local 
dea ler or to the manufacturer, depend­
ing on where you purchased the 
system. If you are unable to obtain a 
satisfactory solution, you may file a 
complaint with the Attorney General's 
Office.

The Kentucky Ar ts Council 
has announced that guidelines for the 
Governor's Challenge Grant program 
are being broadened to encourage par­
ticipation by communities who are not 
presently receiving Challenge Grant 
funds . The Challenge Grant program 
stimulates fundraising activities by 
arts organizations by providing the in­
centive of a state match for money 
raised for the arts from individuals and 
businesses. 

Nonprofit groups in communities in 
which little arts activity presently ex­
ists may apply to the Kentucky Arts 
Council for Challenge Grant funds to 
support specific new arts programs. 
The sponsor may be local government, 
an a r ts gro up, a parent/teacher 
organization, Homemaker Club, civic 
organization, or any group which 
demonstrates a commitment to spon­
soring ongoing arts activities for the 
community. These funds are to be used 
as an incentive to raise local money to 
match the state grant. Technica l 
assistance in fundraising and pro­
gramming is available to help the 
group achieve its fundraising goal. In­
terested groups should write a letter of 
intent to the Kentucky Arts Council by 
October 1. 

For other communities whose ar ts 
groups do not receive ChalJenge Grant 
funds, an arts organization may apply 
for matching funds to strengthen their 
arts program . For more details write

November 1 is the deadline for ap­
pli~ation for all Challenge Grant pro­
grams. Under existing Challenge 
Grant guidelines, applicants must be 
independently incorporated, nonprofit 
arts organizations whose primary pur­
pose is to provide arts services directly 
for the benefit of the public on a conti­
nuing basis. Applicants must equal or 
exceed each year the fundraising 
results of the preceding year in order 
to be eligible to receive a state match 
of up to 25% of the amount they raise.

DECEMBER DOVES 
Kentucky's 1982 dove season will 

have a little different look than in past 
years and many hunters are probably 
wondering why the change was made. 

After opening on the traditional Sept. 
1, the first phase of this year's season 
stops short at Oct. 16 instead of running 
through the end of the month as it has 
in the past. But then rather than a short 
late November:early December 
season, hunters have from Dec. 1 
through Dec. 24 to hunt doves. 

The reason the Fish and Wildli{e 
Commission made this change is that 
there are actually many more doves in 
Kentucky in December than in Oc­
tober, according to Bill Graves, direc­
tor of the fish and wildlife 
department's Division of Wildlife. 

Surveys have shown that dove 
populations are 16 percent higher in 
December than in October, and that 
December populations run 47 percent 
higher than the November count, 
Graves says. Opening the season for 
most of December will allow hunters to 
be afield when dove populations are 
higher than they've been since 
September. 

During September, most of the doves 
in Kentucky are ones which have spent 
the summer here. These birds migrate 
south in the early fall, which accounts 
for the population decline. But in 
December, cold weather drives nor­
thern doves south, which replenishes 
the populations. 

"Actually, the way we set our season 
within the federal framework is more a 
question of hunter preference than 

biology," Graves says. Most of the 
dove harvest occurs during the first 
few days of the season and hunting 
pressure has little effect on overall 
dove numbers. 

To find out what Kentucky hunters 
prefer, the wildlife division will con­
duct a hunter opinion survey during 
this year's dove season. Hunters who 
are contacted by conservation officers 
or wildlife biologists will be given a 
survey card and asked to mail it back 
to the fish and wildlife department at 
the end of the season. 

The card will ask whether hunters 
prefer a season like this year's, last 
year's or have no preference either 
way. Hunters will also be asked what 
counties they hunt and what months 
they hunt. 

"If strong differences in opinion 
show up in different parts of the state 
we might recommend to the commis­
sion that we divide Kentucky into dif­
ferent dove 'zones' to give as many 
hunters as possible the season they 
want," Graves says. 

Other 1982 dove regulations include 
shooting hours from noon until one-half 
hour before sunset, prevailing time 
and daily and possession limits of 12 
and 24.

Basketball Skills, 
Personal Testimony 
Shared by Peterson 

When Bill "Peabody" Peterson, a 5·8 
ballhandling expert and assistant 
coach at Louisiana Tech, demonstrates 
his skills during basketball camps 
throughout the United States, a per­
sonal testimony accompanies his per­
formance. · 

Says Peterson: 
" I am a Christian and I believe the 

most important part of what I say is 
about God. I want the kids to get 
something out of my testimony . There 
was a lime in my life when I really got 
lied up in myself. Mter being cut from 
basketball teams in college, I was 
more determined to work harder on 
drills. My coach gave me a list of driiJs 
to work on , explaining that if I really 
worked at them I would be a better ball 
player. I spent all my time practicing. 

"Before long I realized that I 
couldn't always think of myself; I was 
being selfish. I knew that I had the 
ability to play basketball , but it was 
because of God that I could get in front 
of people, demonstrate my drills and 
speak to people. 

" I was an extremely shy person in 
high school; I could never speak to a 
group of people. Now, I know that the 
Lord is beside me every time I share 
my ~timony with other people. The 
.r-eSponses have been tremendous, too." 

The 25-year~ld Peterson, originally 
from Seminole, Fla., has been assis· 
tant coach at Louisana Tech for the 
past two years. He played the 'past two 
years. He played the guard position at 
Eckerd College in St. Petersburg, 
Florida and was co-captain his senior 
year. 

It wasn't until last summer that 
Peterson spoke to a group of 350 
campers attending a basketball camp 
at Transylvania University. He had 
never addressed a group that size and 
it frightened him somewhat. "The 
Lord wanted me to speak to this group 
and I knew that he was right beside 
me. As I shared my personal 
testimony, along with the drills, I found 
that everything came out so easily." 

" I tell the campers that they can do 
anything they want if they will put 
their mind to it.

Kentucky Fishing Report 
Frankfort, Ky., August 23--Qbser­

vant fishermen are beginning to see a 
slight change in fishing as the water 
temperatures moderate somewhat. 
The lake-by-lake rundown, according 
to fish and wildlife conservation of­
ficers : 

KENTUCKY : Catfish fair on cut­
baits around rocky banks; murky, fall­
ing slowly at two feet below summer 
pool, 81•. 

BARKLEY: Black bass slow casting 
plastic worms and crank baits ; white 
bass slow in jumps, early and late; cat­
fish fair on cutbaits below dam; 
murky, rising slowly at 11h feet below 
summer pool, 82•. 

NOLIN: Black bass slow at night on 
plastic worms off points ; crappie slow 
15-20 feet deep around cover; clear to 
murky, rising slowly at 11h feet above 
summer pool, 84•. 

BARREN: Black bass slow but im­
proving on plastic worms, spinner­
baits, and topwater lures ; bluegill fair 
off steep banks ; catfish slow; clear to 
murky, stable at five feet above sum­
mer pool, soe. 

GREEN RIVER : Black bass fair at 
night casting spinner baits and ar­
tificial nightcrawlers off points; white 
bass fair trolling deep runners; clear, 
stable at summer pool, 84•. 

HERRINGTON: Black bass fair to 
good at night and late afternoon on ar­
tificial nightcrawlers ; hybrid rockfish 
slow in scattered jumps of lower lake; 
clear, stable at summer pool, 80". 

CUMBERLAND: Crappie fair to 
good driflfishing 20 feet deep around 
submerged cover in main coves; while 
bass slow in jumps of main creek em­
bayments and in main lake; bass, 
walleye, and rockfish showing up 
together off points by casting jig-and­
rind ; trout good below dam on worms, 
cheese or corn ; walleye fair below dam 
late in day using jigs ; 8700 trout stock­
ed last week ; clear, falling at 25 feet 
below timberline.
