Miners' Families Ask 
$52 Million Damages 

A total of $52 million is asked in each 
of two suits filed last Friday against 
the Adkins Coal Co. and Island Creek 
Coal Co. by families of seven of the 
eight men killed in an explosion inside 
Adkins Mine No. 18, near Topmost last 
December?. 

The suits were filed almost 
simultaneously in both the Knott cir­
cuit court at Hindman and U.S. district 
court at Pikeville. Chris Perkins, one 
of the attorneys representing the 
families, said the two suits were filed 
in the event that a question arises over 
which court has jurisdiction. Once that 
point is settled, one of the suits will be 
dismissed, he said. 

Only the family of Keith Crager, of 
Hueysville, shotfirer at the ill-fated 
mine, was not represented in the 
damage action. Those who filed are the 
families of the seven other victims, 
Dillard Ashley, Tommy Centers, David 

Charge Lowered 
For Youth Held 
In Knife Slaying 

The murder charge lodged against 
18-year~ld John Drane Hill for the 
stabbing death at David last June 16 of 
his brother-in-law, Melton Charles 
Lindsey, 26, was reduced at last Fri­
day's circuit court session to reckless 
homicide. His five-year prison term 
was probated. 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen commented later that evidence 
at hand indicated "an almost perfect 
case of self-defense." 

This evidence included statements 
by the accused and his sister, Edna 
Carleen Lindsey, who was the wife of 
the victim, and by Joe Szakos, the 
David man to whose home young HiJJ 
fled after the stabbing. Mrs. Lindsey 
said her husband and brother were 
arguing about the merits of a motor 
vehicle. She was sitting in the truck 
seat, between the two men, and Hill 
was driving Lindsey reached across 
her and struck Hill twice, one blow 
breaking his glasses and cutting him 
about the eye. 

Hill stopped the truck, ran to its rear, 
and Lindsey emerged from the other 
door, also going to the rear. HiU claim­
ed his brother-in-Jaw "came at him" 
and that the stabbing resulted. 

Szakos told of Hill coming to his 
home, apparently terrified, asking 
refuge and that the door be locked 
against his "brother," who, he said he 
feared, would kill him. 

Hill had no previous court record. 
The two men, itinerant workers, were 
residents of Rienzi, Mississippi. 

Gibson, Clarence and 
Roy Perry and Bobby Slone. 

Individuals named as defendants 
with the two coal companies are Or­
ville Adkins, his son, Adam, and their 
wives, all of this county. 

'rhe complaint alleges that the 
Adkins family and Island Creek were 
guilty of negligence and showed "com­
plete disregard" for the victims' lives 
by allegedly failing to provide the dead 
miners with a safe working place. 

In addition to $17 million in compen­
satory damages for the seven victims' 
families, the suit also seeks $35 million 
in punitive damages-to punish the 
defendants and to deter them from 
"continuing such wanton and reckless 
conduct in the future." 

The suit contends that the Adkins 
family and Island Creek are not shield­
ed from liability by the Kentucky 
Workmen's Compensation Act because 
neither was the victims' employer. 

Although Adkins Coal was listed in 
federal records as the mine operator, 
the dead miners' employer was actual­
ly Incoal Inc. , a company wholly own­
ed by the Adkins family, the suit con­
tends. 

Island Creek provided engineering 
and other servies to Incoal, including 
underground surveying, mine maps 
and roof-control plans, the suit alleges. 

"Island Creek ... substantially con­
trolled all aspects of the mining opera­
tion and had a continuing and ongoing 
presence" at the mine, the families 
assert in the suit. 

Between 1970 and the date of the ex­
plosion at Topmost, Mine No. 18 had 
received more than 300 notices of 
federal safety standards violations, 
plaintiffs in the suit allege. 

After the blast, state and federal in­
vestigations concluded that illegal 
mining practices contributed substan­
tia Jly to it. 

Those practices included improper 
and dangerous blasting techniques; in­
sufficient use of rock dust or other 
material to reduce the possibility of an 
explosion; excessive accumulations of 
coal dust; and failure to use ventilation 
curtains, as required by law. 

These violations and others con­
stituted negligence on the part of the 
defendants, the suit contends . 

The defendants should have known 
that "repeated and flagrant 
violations" of state and federal mining 
laws rendered Mine No. 18 hazardous, 
the families allge in the suit. 

They contend that the defendants are 
liable for damages because they 
tolerated unsafe practices in the mine ; 
failed to remove those persons respon· 
sible for them; and failed to obtain the 
personnel, equipment and training 
necessary to make the mine safe.

A DAY TO REMEMBER 
As this is being written another Pearl 

Harbor Day is drawing to its end. It has 
passed, unrecognized by rna ny, 
without observance by most. Even the 
U. S. Postal Service has not closed up 
shop for this day which, Franklin D 
Roosevelt declared, would "live in in­
famy." 

Pearl Harbor Day has, or should 
have, a special meaning for Floyd 
county. For one of its own, Walter Karr 
Bowling, of the USS Arizona, was 
among the first to die that Sunday mor­
ning, 41 years ago. 

Former Sheriff Frank Leslie recent­
ly expressed the hope that this county 
would take more than passing note 
each year of the anniversary of that at­
tack. There is a reason for his feeling 
more strongly about this matter than 
most of us. 

But for the fact that Navy orders sent 
his cruiser, the Utah, to sea the day 
before the attack, he would have been 
an eyewitness-or possible victim-of 
the death that the attacking Japanese 
rained from the skies for almost two 
hours without interruption. 

Mr. Leslie ate lunch with Walter 
Bowling. the day before the attack. ffis 
ship returned to Pearl Harbor, the day 
after the bombs fell. His friend's ship, 
the Arizona, had been the first to be hit. 
All that ~;ema)ned to be ~n of th 
vessel, amid a scene of devastation, 
were its stacks protruding fro~ .the 
water like monuments to its dead/" 

Leslie was as close to the real Pearl 
Harbor Day as that. It's little wonder 
that he feels that a younger generation, 
and an older, too, should remember the 
day by more than a mere mental note. 

MORE ABOUT THE WEATHER 
Was moved to pose as authority on 

old-time winters till I heard a 
youngster solemnly declare, the other 
day, that winters, these days, are 
nothing like those he could remember. 

Without belaboring the issue, I could 
tell you there was a time when winter­
weather set in around the first of 
December and we stayed "froze in" till 
March.

Needy To Get Help 
As Fuel Costs Rise 

As gas prices rose and temperatures 
fell to near-normal temperatures, 
county officials received word this 
week that another $22,000 in state funds 
will be available to help needy families 
cope with the winter chill. 

The money, which will be distributed 
under three state programs identified 
collectively as Project Warmup and 
administered out of the county judge­
"-' c~the's office, is llesigned to sup­
plement•federal funds available under 
the Home Energy Assistance Program 
administered by the Cabinet for 
Human Resources. 

The problem facing the state, as 
Human Resources Secretary Buddy H. 
Adams explained it, is that the $22 
million in federal funds designed to 
help low-income families pay their 
winter f4el bills is not enough to do the 
job. 

According to census figures, a 
quarter of Floyd county's popula­
tion-or some 12,410 individuals- fall 
below the poverty line. On that basis, 
this county's share in the supplemental 
state funds is reckoned at $14,622 for 
the shelter program and $7311 for the 
intervention program. 

Floyd Judge-Executive Jerry Laffer­
ty. ,lr. said this week that ar­
rangements had been made to house at 
Jenny Wiley State Park those in need 
of warm shelter. Most people would not 
need to spend more than two nights at 
the Lodg~nough time for the county 
to place space heaters and blankets in 
the home or to have utility services 
reconnected-he said. 

Accordingly, he had asked that only 
$3000 be designated for the · shelter

Hires Attorneys. 
For Legal Fight 
Said in Planning. 

Liquor licenses issued for this county. 
last week went to "your fa t cats in 
Prestonsburg with the power in 
Frankfort." 

That was the gist of a barrage o£ 
complaints aired at a meeting at the 
Allen Park convention center Sunday. 
afternoon. And the complainants, 
many of them unsuccessful applicant~ 
for the 21 licenses issued in the county 
by the Alcoholic Beverage Control 
Board, vowed to appeal the board's ac-­
tion this week and to challenge it in 
court. · 

Federal authorities will be asked to 
investigate charges of bribery in the is­
suance of the licenses, the group 
resolved. 

And Sen. Benny Ray Bailey, citing. 
the concerns expressed at the meeting, 
formally requested the state liquor 
board Monday to "meet with the peo­
ple and respond to their questions. " 

Prestonsburg attorney Gary John­
son, who is representing the group, 
said Tuesday that some of those denied 
licenses will request a hearing before 
the liquor board on the reasons they 
were passed over and that another 
group will appeal the issuance of the 
licenses in Franklin Circuit Court. 

He expects to file both appeals by 
Thursday, Johnson said. Filing the Cir­
cuit Court appeal would automatically 
block-at least until the appeal is 
heard-any liquor sales under the 
newly-issued licenses, he said. 

A petition for a grand jury investiga­
tion of circumstances surrounding the 
awarding of the licenses is also bein8 
prepared, the attorney said. 

District 3 Magistrate Ed Caudill ap· 
parently spoke for many of those at 
Sunday's meeting when he said, 
"Every one of us has been treated dir­
ty." 

"There's half a million bucks involv­
ed in this damn thing," he alleged. 

At one point the hastily-called 
meeting swelled to near 100 persons 
but perhaps two dozen of them, who

At an average outlay of $200 per 
household, the federal money could 
help some 105,000 Kentucky households 
this winter.

Co-Holder of Liquor License 
Facing Felony Charges Here 

To help make up the difference, the 
Human Resources Cabinet is making 
$1.6 million available to local govern­
ments, to be distributed according to 
the number of low-income families in 
each county. 

Under the County Shelter Program, 
persons without adequate heat in their 
homes can be offered temporary 
shelter. $1 million has been set aside 
statewide for this purpose. 

The County Intervention Program, 
for which $500,000 is available in all the 
state, will provide blankets, space 
heaters and some fuel to households 
without heat. This program can also 
help pay utility reconnection fees and 
deposits necessary to restore utility 
service. 

One of those awarded a liquor license 
last week has three felony charges pen­
ding in Floyd District Court and was 
recently hospitalized for a psychiatric 
disorder, it was learned here this week. 

The day before he was named by the 
state Alcholic Beverage Control Board 
as one of the successful applicants for a 
liquor license in this county, Willard 
Stanley, Jr., of Melvin, was due to ap­
pear in court here to face two charges 
of first degree robbery and a charge of 
wanton endangerment, according to 
court records. 

The case was postponed until 
February, however, because the defen­
dant is ~n a mental institution, District 
Judge Harold Stumbo said Tuesday. 

The son of state Mines and Minerals 
Commissioner Willard Stanley, the 
younger Stanley and William E . See 
received a liquor license last Thursday 
as operators of the S & S Whiskey Store 
on KY 122 at Melvin. 

Among the criteria used to select 
successful applicants from a crowded 
and highly competitive.field were the 
applicants' "capabilities," noted the li­
quor board's general counsel last 
week. 

Arrest warrants issued Sept. 17 ac· 
cuse Stanley of having stolen at gun­
point a pickup truck · belonging to 
Truman Hall and an automobile 
belonging to Mrs. Douglas Hicks and of 
trying to run down State Detective 
Danny Stumbo. 

The warrants were not served, 
reportedly because Stanley eluded 
police and was soon thereafter admit­
ted to a Lexington hospital for treat· 
ment of a mental illness. On November 
19 he posted bond on the three charges, 
however, with his father standing sur\" 
ty. 

In the early afternoon of Sept. 16, ac­
cording to the story pieced togeth~ 
this week from witness accounts, 
police responded to a report that 
Stanley had stolen a pickup at Bypro 
Junction, spotted the suspect traveJing 
north on KY 122 at Orkney, and pur­
sued him as far as Garrett where, trap­
ped in a cui de sac, he fled on foot. 

At that time, Mrs. Barbara Hicks, of 
Hueysville, was about to drive home 
with her three children after their ap­
pointment with a Garrett dentist. A 
man brandishing a gun ot:dered her 
and the children out of the car, a 1972 
Cadillac, and commandeered it, a 
witness reported. 

According to the warrant charging 
him with wanton endangerment, 
Stanley attempted to run down Det. 
Stumbo, who was attempting to block 
his escape. He then drove the car 
toward Wayland and Topmost on KY 7, 
was finally halted near Buckingham, 
but made off on foot, according to 
reports.

Water Pollution in Magoffin 
Results in ·'State of Emergency' 

Gov. John Y. Brown, J r. last Thurs­
day declared a state of emergency in 
Magoffin county because of the con· 
lamination of water wells by oil and 
brine. 

The contamination is thought caused 
by oil and gas well drilling operations 
and has forced residents to buy water 
commercially or haul it in from 
neighooring counties. 

The order directs state agencies to 
begin working on a long-term solution 
to the water problem in Magoffin coun­
ty-a situation that is also plaguing 
other areas of Eastern Kentucky. 

"The whole situation in Eastern Ken­
tucky is a problem and has been for 
years,' \ said Tom Ladt, an ad· 
minstrative assistant to Brown who 
worked on the order. 

"It is not just for Magoffin county 
and Eastern Kentucky but for the en· 
tire state," said state Rep. Jim Mag· 
gard, D-Jackson, who asked Brown for 
the emergency declaration. 

The order directs the division of 
water in the Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Cabinet to 
develop a regulatory program to pro­
tect the surface and subsurface waters 
of the entire state, not just Magoffin 
County. 

The Environmental Protection 
Cabinet is working on a set of re~ula· 
tions to govern the oil and salt runoffs 
from the shallow oil wells that are 
prevalent in the Magoffin area. 

The state now has no regulations to 
govern runoff from such wells, where 
salt brine is pumped into the wells in 
order to force oil from the ground. 

The wells, known as stripper wells, 
produce only about one or two barrels 
of oil a day. Stripper wells are al~o 
located in Johnson, Lawrence and Lee 
counties. 

Brown's executive order declaring 
the emergency also directs the state 
Department of Mines and Minerals to 
strengthen its enforcement of re­
quirements for the cementing and cas­
ing of wells to prevent leaks into the 
water table. 

Brown also authorized the state adju­
tant general to activate the National 
Guard to haul water to Magoffin coun­
ty if weather conditions this winter 
make it impossible for citizens to find 
water on their own. 

agencies involved within the next few 
weeks to begin developing plans for a 
long-term answer to the water pro· 
blem. 

"This is more than a temporary 
emergency," she said. " It is a long~ 

term situation that will take a lot of 
study." 

About GO Magoffin County residents 
attended a public hearing in Salyers­
ville Nov: 18 to complain about their 
water supplies. The hearing was at­
tended by Maggard and state en­
vironmental officials . 

Maggard said that at least 125 
families in Magoffin county are af­
fected, but there are some estimates as 
high as 700 .

Knott Drys Win 
By Wide Margin 

Knott county voted last Saturday on 
the wet-dry issue and 1t remains dry by 
a margin approximating 3 to 1. 

Drys polled 4524 votes to 1608 for the 
wet cause. 

Churches of the county were joined 
by the Knott County Board of Educa­
tion in the campaign to reject the 
legalized sale of alcoholic beverages. 

The issue was so obviously hopeless 
for the wet cause that wet advocates 
did not show up for the vote count 
Saturday evening. 

The turnout in springlike weather 
represented 55 percent of the county's 
11 .000 voters. Knott County Clerk Jim 
Rose said. 

The dry forces captured all but three 
of Knott county's 29 precincts. 

Lawrence Baldridge, co-chairman of 
Concerned Citizens for a Safe and Dry 
Knott County, said he was only surpris­
ed that the wets won three Beaver 
Creek precincts, 445-299. 

The Beaver Creek precincts. located 
m the communities of Dema, Topmost 
and Kite near the Floyd-Knott line. 
were expressing "a type of rebellion ... 
against the rest of the county," 
Baldridge said. 

He said voters in that area historical· 
ly have felt politically isolated from the 
rest of the county. 

Clyde Wicker Sr .. president of the 
Committee for Alcoholic Beverage 
Control, earlier last week said that if 
wet forces lost Saturday's election, 
they would later petition for new elec· 
tions by individual precincts.

realized their mistake. 

Even some of those who stayed said 
they would rather the county was dry 
than that the present licenses should 
stand. All agreed that the state liquor 
board's action should be challenged 
within the 10 days provided by law and 
that the U.S. Attorney should be asked 
to look into the way the licenses were 
issued. 

Attorney Johnson told the com­
plainants they would need to 
demonstrate that the ABC board issued 
all or some of the licenses on grounds 
other than those specified by law. 

And he cautioned the group that a 
federal grand jury inquiring into 
charges of influence peddling or 
bribery might turn its attention to 
those who were not given licenses as 
well as to ttiose who were. 

Catherine C. Staib, the liquor board's 
general counsel, said there are no 
statutory criteria for issuing licenses 
but that the board's policy was to base 
them on the applicants' capabilities, 
location of the proposed store and the 
likely economic benefits of the pro· 
posals. With "at least a hundred really 
good proposals" submitted, it was in­
evitable that many applicants would be 
disappointed, she said. 

At least some of the successful ap­
plicants submitted elaborate plans, 
complete with architects' drawings 
and the promise of a supgtantial 
capital outlay. The number of jobs like· 
ly to be created and the anticipated tax 
revenue are said to have figured in the 
board's determination of who got the 
licenses. 

Staib denied that politics or bribery 
were involved in the decisions, adding 
that, if there was evidence of any im­
propriety, she would "join in nailing 
(the offender's) hide to the wall." 

The attorney said the liquor board in­
vestigated some rumors of money 
changing hands at the local level but 
could not confirm them. "If any of our 
people took money I would be glad to 
hear about it and to see they got their 
just desserts," she said. 

The ABC board announced last 
Thursday the 21 who were being 
a warded licenses of the 137 who had ap· 
plied for them. No sooner was the list 
made public than complaints were 
heard that it favored the wealthy and 
powerful, that Prestonsburg·area ap· 
plicants were over-represented, and 
that those who had fought hardest for 
legal liquor sales here were neglected. 

Among the successful applicants 
were the son of state Mines and 
Minerals Commissioner Willard 
Stanley, the son of Sheriff Henry Hale, 
a sister of Floyd County Democratic 
Chairman Morris Isaac, the executive­
director of the Prestonsburg Housing 
Authority, a member of the Board of 
Education, the president of the Bank 
Josephine, and prominent business· 
men. 

Ishmael Caudill, the Melvin man 
who petitioned for the local option elec­
tion held last June, noted bitterly that 
the third and fourth magisterial 
districts, which voted wet by solid 
margins, got few licenses by com· 
parison with District 1, the only district 
to vote dry. Twelve of the licenses were 
for premises in the first district and in 
at least four instances, it was said, 
licenses were awarded to applicants 
who live out of the county. 

Conspicuous among those denied 
licenses were some at the forefront of 
the drive to approve legal liquor sales 
here, including Sandy Boyd, of Dana, 
who was chairman of the Committee 
for Alcoholic Beverage Control and 
Fred Bingham. of the Auxier road, the 
wet forces' chief spokesman. 

Bingham told Sunday's audience 
that during the wet campaign he had 
unsuccessfully sought support from 
about half of those who were subse· 
quently awarded licenses. " I was 
treated like a dog," he said. 

Boyd attributed the lopsided 
distribution of licenses to bribery of 
state officials. "We've got state cor· 
ruption here that goes right to the 
top- to Mr. John Y. Brown," he charg­
ed. 

Anthony Castle, of Hueysville, said 
he knew of one applicant who was told 
she could have a liquor license for 
$50,000. "The money's what got the 
licenses," he said. 

Mrs. Annie Handshoe, of Hueysville, 
said later a man had told her that 
$50,000 would guarantee approval of a 
license for her daughter, Marie Stan­
field, of Dry Creek, but that she re­
jected the offer. Mrs. Handshoe said 
the man who allegedly made the offer 
had accompanied an ABC inspector on 
earlier trips to the family 's store on KY 
7 but that she did not know his name. 

Sen. Bailey, who said early in the 
meeting that he was a " little bit disap­
pointed" in the distribution of Floyd Ji. 

quor licenses, was later asked whether 
he thought the issuance of the licenses 
had been handled fairly . "Absolutely 
not," he replied. Both Sen. Bailey and 
Judge·Executive Jerry Lafferty, Jr. 
denied suggestions that they had in· • 
tervened on behalf of particular ap­
plicants. 

The ABC board's attorney said the 
board had received many calls and 
visits from Floyd officials and citizens. 
Board policy was "not to block local in­
put," she said, adding that the sup­
plicants "generally went away very 
disappointed." 

An ironical footnote: While Paul P . 
Burchett, Prestonsburg's alcoholic 
beverage control administrator, was ·I ' 
criticized recently for approving only 
three of nine license applications from 
the city, only one of those he approved 
was among the three Prestonsburg 
operations licensed by the state board. 

Betsy Layne auto and beer dealer 
Malcom Layne-whose application for 
a liquor license was passed over 
although he claims the area's largest 
retail beer sales- had one idea for 
resolving the current controversy. Put • 
all 137 applications into a hat and pull 
out 21, he suggested.

Holiday Safety Begins at Home, 
Is State Fire Marshal's Advice 

Christmas and the holiday season is 
a festive time of year. It should also be 
a cautious tim e of year for fire safety 
in the home, according to State Fire 
Marshal Gayle Horn. 

"Trees and lights brighten the home 
and the spirits during the holidays," 
Horn said. "At the same time. Ken­
tuckians need to remember certain 
rules when buying trees or stringing 
lights." 

Horn said that Kentuckians should 
take the following precautions when 
selecting and setting up a tree : 

•u buying an artificia l tree made of 
plastic , check for the Underwriters 
Laboratories label <UL >. So me 
unlabeled trees burn easily. 

•When buying live trees, look for the 
freshest one. Fresh trees are less of a 
fire hazard than dry trees. 

Check for freshness by looking for a 
deep green color, by smelling for a 
strong pine scent , by feeling for 
needles that are firmly attached to the 

limbs. and bv feeling for a sticky, sap­
PY tree butt. 

•o nce the tree is home, mount it in a 
sturdy, water-holding stand. Keep the 
stand filled with water so the tree won't 
dry out and become a fire hazard. 

•At home, keep the tree away from 
fireplaces, radiators or other heat 
sources. It should not block doorways 
or be in the way of tra ffic. 

In addition to trees, Horn explained 
that lights whether - ins1de or 
out-should be used carefully. Be sure 
to consider the following points before 
turning on the switch: 

•use only lights that have been 
tested for safety. Identify these by the 
UL label. 

•Check each set of lights for broken 
or cracked sockets, frayed or bare 
wires or loose connections. Discard the 
unsafe ones. 

•Never use indoor lights outside. 
Before setting up outdoor decorations, 
make sure the bulbs have been approv­
ed for outdoor use. Then, firmly attach

the lights to trees or walls to prevent 
wind damage. 

•u se no more than three sets of lights 
for every single extension. Follow t~P 
manufacturer's suggestion on ! .. ~ 
number of lights permitted in each cir­
cuit. 

• Always turn off lights and other 
decorations before leaving home or go­
ing to bed. A short in any of the ~uip­

ment is a fire hazard. 
•Never use electric lights on a 

metallic tree. Instead, use colored 
spotlights above or beside a metal 
tree . 

•Keep children away from lights and 
electrical decorations. Children risk 
shock or injury when they play with the 
bright lights. 

These suggestions merely highlight 
the safety considerations essential dur­
ing the season. As Public Protection 
and Regulation Cabinet Secretary Neil 
Welch said: "The extra few minutes it 
takes to find the freshest tree or to read 
light labels are well worth it. It is much 
better to observe a preventive route 
and to enjoy a relaxed and safe holi­
day." 

Welch oversees the state Fire Mar­
shal 's Office as well as 13 other agen­
cies within the Cabinet.

Columbia Plan May Help 
But Not Till Next Fall 

Steps proposed by Columbia 
Transmission Company last week are 
designed to produce smaller rate in­
creases to customers, but none would 
come in time to help this winter. Next 
September was mentioned as the 
earliest possible effective date. 

The plan involves limiting prices 
paid for natural gas under new con­
tracts with producers and negotiating 
lower prices for gas bought under ex­
isting contracts. 

Columbia Transmission spokesman 
Ben Polis said the company could not 
predict how much might be saved by 
the average customer because "so 
many different factors are involved." 

Those "pass-through increases" nor­
mally are automatically approved by 
the Kentucky Public Service Commis­
sion, because they involve the actual 
price of gas. 

Columbia Transmission, which sup­
plies gas to 71 companies, said the pro­
gram was intended to keep gas com­
petitive with other fuels, especially oil, 
and to offset declining sales of gas 
caused by the recession and conserva­
tion. Another factor was complaints 
from customers about rising gas 
prices, Polis said.

Under the program, Columbia 
Transmission will offer gas producers 
in the Appalachian Basin $4 for about 
1,000 cubic feet of "tight sands" and 
deregulated Devonian Shale gas pro­
duced from wells completed after Jan. 
1, the company said. 

Columbia will pay a higher price for 
gas developed from new wells if pro­
ducers agree to lower prices in existing 
contracts, the company said. 

It is now paying $5.42 for about 1,000 
cubic feet of tight sands gas, the 
highest price allowed by the federal 
Natural Gas Policy Act. 

For other new gas, Columbia 
Transmission said it will offer from 
$2.72 to $3.53 depending on the type of 
gas involved , effective in J anuary. 
Those prices are also the highest allow­
ed by federal law. 

Columbia said it will stop putting 
price-escalation clauses in new gas 
contracts, but it will periodically 
review contracts to see if a price 
change is warranted. 

In addition, Columbia said it will con­
tinue its policy of not signing contracts 
for high-cost gas from the Southwest, a 
practice that was halted more than a 
year ago. Columbia bids only on gas 
reserves that a re still subject to 
federal pr ice controls, provided 
delivery is deferred for two to three 
years. 

Polis sa id Columbia officials have 
met with major gas producers, and the 
new program "won't come as a sur­
pr ise to them." 

Sales of natural gas have declined 
because the recession has closed fac­
tories, and because conservation has 
trimmed residential customers' de­
mand for gas. 

Columbia orgina lly expected to sell 
1.3 tr illion cubic feet of gas this year , 
Polis said, but sales are now expected 
to total only 1.04 trillion. 

Conservation has reduced sales to 
residential customers by about 10 per­
cent, he said. 

" We a re concerned about consumer 
costs, and we want to remain com­
petitive in the marketplace," Polis 
said. "Our objective is to get our prices 
down to where they are competitive."

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Exposes Cuban CrimeN etwork 
A crime network composed of 

hardened felons who entered the coun­
try illegally during the 1980 Cuban 
flotilla has taken root in several 
American cities and police warn that 
the network is spreading. thP 
December Reader's Digest reports in a 
copyrighted article. 

According to Peter Michel more . 
author of The Digest's exclusive 
report, this "criminal force of rogue, 
men'' is concentrated in Florida, New• 
York, New Jersey and Pennsylvania . 
But police in those states fear that 
Cubans sent to correctional institutions 
in Missouri and Kentucky and to 
halfway houses in Illinois, who are now 
e ligible for release, will link up with 
their coWltrymen and "will be danger­
ous." 

Equally troubling. is that for the last 
two years local law enforcement agen· 
cies and courts have had to bear the 
brunt of bringing these Cubans to 

justice for the many crimes they've 
committed since arriving in United 
States. The federal government has 
done nothing to help. Michelmore 
writes. 

The seeds of this new Cuban under­
world were planted by the administra­
tion of President Jimmy Carter, who 
during the Spring of 1980, permitted 
Cuban dictator Fidel Castro to send to 
the U.S. boatload after boatload of his 
country's least desirable 
e I em ents --v agrants, ex -convicts, 
black-marketeers, and thousands of 
prisoners who were simply released 
from jail and dumped on American 
shores. 

Many of these rafugees, called 
Marielitos, named after the Cuban har­
bor from which they departed for 
Flor ida, were hardly fit to live free in 
society after the abuse they had suf­
fered in Castro's prisons and jails. 

"Of the 125,000 Cubans who crossed

from Marie! before Castro closed down 
the harbor in September, it'was later 
unofficially estimated that about 25,000 
were criminals," Michelmore writes. 
What Castro did was to "set among an 
open society a vicious new criminal 
force . The scope and predictable effect 
of this infamous deed should have been 
detected early but it was not. To this 
day, Castro's outlaw invasion has not 
been recognized, or confronted na­
tionally." 

Most of those who could be identified 
as criminals, or who confessed to a 
criminal past were sent to the federal 
penitentiary in Atlanta. The State 
Department tried to get Castro to take 
some back, but he refused. Of the re­
maining refugees, about half were 
released to fami ly and friends and the 
rest were transported to live-in pro­
cessing centers at Florida's Elgin Air 
Force Base, and at the Army bases of 
Fort Chaffee in Arkansas, Fort McCoy 
in Wisconsin and Fort Indiantown Gap 
in Pennsylvania. 

"There they remained until relatives 
or other volunteers were located to 
sponsor them. Sponsors had only to 
register their names and addresses, 
guarantee lodging and promise to in­
troduce the newcomer to American 
society," says Michelmore. Not long 
after, he adds, "an underworld of 
Marielitos took root with amazing 
speed. The word was passed, and they 
knew exactly where to go to join their 
own kind. And, in turn, they sponsored 
comrades from dentention camps. 

"Some wormed their way into the 
narcotics business as rWlners and hit 
men for Colombian bosses. A few hired 
out to auto-theft rings . Mostly, 
however, they ran in their own packs. 
With the proceeds of crime, they arm­
ed themselves with shotguns and M-1 
carbines." 

In the early days after their arrival 
in Florida, many of the Marielitos were 
involved in acts of street violence 
directed at each other instead of the 
general community. That soon chang­
ed as Marielito crimes-beatings, rob­
beries, shootings, unprovoked attac~s 
and vicious murders-began spreading 
throughout Dade County, Fla. Similar­
ly, police in New York began reporting 
equally violent crimes involving 
Marielitos. 

However, by early-1981 no one in law 
enforcement was fully aware just how 
far this crime wave was spreading. 
" Apart from the Justice Department, 
there is no agency in American law en­
forcement equipped to detect patterns 
of criminality on a national basis and 
thereby warn state and city police 
departments," writes Michelmore. 

Michelmore makes it clear that the 
problem has become so enormous that 
help from the federal government is 
the only way it can be effectively com­
batted. "The Justice Department 
should assume responsibility for the 
incarceration of Marielito felons who 
a re now doing time in city jails and 
state prisons. The Department of 
Justice must also direct one of its agen· 
cies to establish a central file of arrest 
records that can by tapped by all police 
departments, or, alternatively develop 
the METS data bank in Harrisburg to 
its full potential." 

What is all comes down to, he says, 
is: "The federal government let the 
criminals into America ; the govern­
ment must either get them out or put 
them where they can do no further 
harm."

Floyd countian John C. Wells last 
Thursday resigned as state labor com­
missioner to manage the campaign of 
another Floyd native, Dr. Grady Stum­
bo. in his race for the Democratic 
nomination for governor.

Wells became commissioner of 
labor in October, 1981 after Commis· 
sioner Eugene Land had resigned.

Stumbo, then secretary of the Human 
Resources cabinet, to be commissioner 
of manpower services. 

After submitting his resignation to 
Governor Brown last week, Wells said 
the governor "never, ever once said 
anything to me about my support of 
Grady ." In the past Brown has en· 
couraged state officials to resign their 
posts in his administration if they 
became involved in next year's 
statewide compaigns. 

The 37-year~ld Wells and Dr. Stum­
bo have long been freinds , and of his 
top post in the Stumbo bid for the 
governorship he said, "I'm very pleas­
ed that I have been asked by Grady to 
take this position." 

Wells has had political experience at 
the state level through his associations 
with U.S. Senator Wendell Ford and 
George Atkins, secretary of finance. 
Almos~ at the same time that he an­

nour.ced the role he will play in the 
Stumbo campaign, Wells said another 
fomer Labor Department official, Phil 
Kessack, also has resigned to work for 
Stumbo. 

Earlier, another former Human 
Resources official resigned to work for 
Dr. Stumbo. Barbara Hadley Smith, 
cabinet director of communications,

Acid rain, recognized as a serious 
problem in Canada, is affecting Ken­
tucky more each year , according to a 
Morehead State University ecology 
professor. 

" Ashland, Louisville and Covington 
are the most heavily industrialized 
areas in the state," says Dr. Jerry 
Howell, head of MSU's Department of 
Biological and Environmen tal 
Sciences. "With the air pollution and 
acid rain, they're getting a double­
barreled problem." 

Acid rain is caused when sulfur and 
nitrogen dioxides, discharged into the 
atmosphere in pollution from coal bur­
ning industries and automobile ex­
haust, combine with water in the air . 
When this water fa lls to the ear th as 
rain, it increases the acidity of the soil 
and lake waters. 

"Acid rain kills fish," Dr . Howell ex­
plains. "But that's not the only pro­
blem in Kentucky. It has also caused a 
decrease in farm crop production. It 's 
hard to tell how much, though, because 
erosion and poor farming methods also 
have contributed to the problem." 

Kentucky is extremely vulnerable to 
acid rain, according to Dr. Ted Pass, 
professor of biology a t MSU, because 
pollutants from the Pittsburgh area 
blow over the state. 

" Rainwater in Kentucky is running 
above the normal acidity of PH 5.6," 
says Dr. P ress. " It averages PH 4.4 in 
Louisville." A lower PH number 
means a higher degree of acidity. 

Although the acid content of ra infall 
in most cities has been determined, lit­
tle research has been done in rural 
areas several miles from industry. Dr. 
Pass is working on a study covering 
the· eastern half of the United States 
that will determine the effect that acid 
rain is having on small towns a nd the 
countryside.

This study is financed by the Electric 
Power Research Institute, an arm of 
the Edison Electric Institute whose 
members include Kentucky Power , 
East Kentucky Power Cooperative, 
Kentucky Utilities Company, Inc., and 
Louisville Gas and Electric Company. 

After each rain, Dr. Pass tests the 
water from a site in Clearfield for 
acidity and for e lectrical conductivity 
which shows the approximate level of 
dissolved salts in rainwater. His test 
results and samples are sent to a cen­
tra l monitorihg station where more 
tests are run. 

"When the testing is completed in 
October, 1984, we will know what im­
pact the wind from highly industrializ­
ed areas has on non-industrialized 
places," says Dr. Pass. " We will a lso 
know the impact that electric power 
plants have on the acidity of rain in in a 
given area of the Eastern U.S."

The goal of the study is to "establish 
what the problem is now, how much 
fossil fuels such as coal contribute to 
acid rain, and what we can expect in 
the future ," explains Dr. Pass. 

"This study is something the electr ic 
companies aren't required by law to 
do," says Dr. Pass. " It's all voluntary. 
We're establishing baseline data which 
in five or ten years from now can be 
compared to 1981 acid rain levels. 

He concluded: 
" If the problem is worse, this data 

can be used to show if the electric 
power industry is responsible in part. 
And if it hasn't gotten any worse, it will 
show that the industry isn' tw having 
much of an impact on acid rain. "

Once the specialist has examined 
you, he/she may decide that some ad­
ditional tests are necessary or that 
some of the ones you've had must be 
repeated in order to get more complete 
or specific information. If you don't 
understand why a particular test is be­
ing recommended, it is your right to 
ask for an explanation.

Q. I quit smoking three months ago, 

but I sure do miss it. I'm thinking about 
chewing or dipping, but my wife says 
they're as bad as smoking. Is she 
right? 

A. She's absoluterly right. Smokers 
greatly increase their risk of lung 
cancer and heart disease. Research in­
dicates that chewing tobacco or dipp­
ing snuff is an invitation to mouth and 
throat cancer and a variety of dental 
problems. In addition, the person with 
a mouthful of tobacco juice and 
needing to spit is not par ticularly at­
tractive. 

lessening of the sense of taste and 
smell. Thus, people who chew and dip 
need to use more salt and sugar than 
normal, both of which are unhealthy if 
used in large amounts. 

Receding gums, greater wear on 
tooth enamel, more tooth decay, more 
bad breath, and discolored teeth are 
dental problems faced by those who 
chew and dip.

Com plains About School 
When Allen Centr al High School was 

dedicated, I plaruted to attend. But like 
so many good intentions, they were 
never realized . 

After debating with myself for the 
past two weeks, I decided to write you, 
members of the F loyd County Board of 
Education and the people of Floyd 
county about my experience in visiting 
All en Ce n t ral High Schoo l in 
November, 1982. 

A Matter of Syntax

A Question for All

Rights of Bus Drivers 
As a last resort, school bus drivers 

may put a rowdy student off the bus as 
long as the student is left in a safe place 
a nd his or her parent is notified, accor­
ding to a policy revised by the Board of 
Education last week. 

Bus drivers had sought a clarifica­
tion of the rule , claiming there was 
some confusion about the extent of 
their athority. Prestonsburg driver 
John Clevenger said the issue came to 
a head when parents of a girl he had 
put orr a school bus for fighting com­
plained to school officials about his ac­
tion. 

" If I don't have enough authority to 
put a child off the bus when the lives of 
the others are endangered, I don't want 
to drive," he said. 

At the reques t of Transpor tation 
Director Wayne Ratliff, the board 
adopted a policy based on a state rule 
which requires a driver to put off the 
bus any pupil persisting in conduct that 
endangers " the lives or morals" of 
others. "This should be done only in ex­
treme cases and as a last resort to pro­
tect the safety of the pupils ," the new 
rule cautions. 

The driver must report his action to 
the school pri!)cipal immediately and 
the offending student is to stay off the 
bus until student, parent, driver and 
principal have met to discuss the situa­
tion, according to the revised policy. 

On the advice of its attorney, 
Woodrow Burchett, and over the objec­
tion of at least one of the drivers pre­
sent, the board also specified that a 
student may be put off only at a "safe" 
spot- " a house, s tore , or public 
place"- rather than by the side of the 
road, and that one of his or her parents 
must be notified immediately., 

The board approved a proposal by 
Prestonsburg High School boosters 
that the U.S. Army Reserve and Corps 
of Engineers be asked to fill a 3o-foot 
section at the r iver end of the high 
school playing field. If it were extend­
ed, the field could accommodate a 
regulation-size running track, it was 
expla ined. 

After discussing the cases in closed 
session, the board voted to expel three 
students.

Star Musicland, the mghtspot outside 
Paintsvillle which featured ap­
pearances by big-name musicians. has 
gone bankrupt and closed its doors. 
and its owners blame Johnson county 
Sheriff Gene Cyrus and other enforce­
ment officers for its plight. 

Bill and Bonnie Burke, operators of 
Musi<'land, have already filed a U. S. 
district cow·t suit against Cyrus and 
five of his deputies and a constable for 
$200,000, alleging violation vf their civil 
rights, and now say they are con­
templating asking more damages. 

The Paintsville Herald, in its Dec. 1 
edition, reported : 

Star Musicland closed to the public 
on October 3 as a result of financial 
woes the Burkes claim were brought 
about by Cyrus. 

··we had to close down. we went 
bankrupt, he ruined our business." 
charged co-operator Bill Burke. 
··we've lost money on everything we 
did since Cyrus took over as sheriff." 

The Burkes claim that potential 
patrons stayed away from pefor· 
mances at Star Musicland because of 
"over protection" by police. 

" It's hard to draw a crowd with six 
or seven police cruisers on the parking 
lot. " Burke said. "We couldn't make 
enough to clear. I think he over­
protected us a little. People would 
come. see the police cars on the lot. and 
turn around and leave. They thought 
;;omething was wrong.

$11,000" on a George Jones concert the 
night before a decision was reached to 
close down the entertainment center 
and that a Kris Kristofferson concert 
"cost us about $12,000." They have 
charged that "the word was spread 
that the sheriff would be here in force 
and people refused to come.

Cyrus also denied that his depart· 
ment had per formed illegally during 
visits to Star Musicland, adding. 
"there's no way we ever violated the 
law up there. The only reason we ever 
went to Star Musicland was to in­
vestigate complaints and because state 
statutes said we had to be there." 

The sheriff said allegations made by 
the Burkes were "false" with the ex­
ception of two claims. 

"The only things they got right," he 
said, "was when I was elected and that 
I have been to Star Musicland." 

Cyrus and other defenc!:J,.,t<: in the 
suit filed a counter measure in ear ly 
October claim ing that Musicland "is a 
nuisance" and "increases the r isk of 
harm and danger" to the officers. They 
asked the court to award damages in 
the amount of $175,000 in their behalf. 

The sheriff countered this week 
claims that he was responsible for the 
financial failure of the entertainment 
center, remarking "I'd say that bad 
management is responsible for their 
bankruptcy. I can't help it if they don't 
know how to run a business." 

A trial date in the suit has not been 
set but a perliminary hearing on the 
case is scheduled for March.

Officials at the hospital also an­
nounced that installation of a State of 
the Art-Heart monitoring system has 
been completed.

• The system, called "Pecgasys," is a 
Datamedix Programmable Elec­
trocardiographic Analysiser, accor­
ding to Jim Ellison, hospital associate 
executive director. The physician is 
provided with the capability for ex­
tended monitoring and analysis of a pa­
tient's ECG (electrocardiograph) and 
an extensive report on what was 
observed during the monitoring period. 

"With the high cost of gifts and 
speciality food items, you can help 
your own budget and that of friends 
when you give food gifts for 
Christmas," says Sue Burrier, foods 
and nutrition Extension specialist in 
the University of Kentucky College of 
Agricultilre. 

Some food gifts require planning ear­
ly in the year. " You might want to can 
extra jars of pickles, relishes or chHi 
sauce, jams, jellies or marmalades for 
holiday gift giving, " suggests Burrier. 

Other food gifts, such as breads, 
cookies, cheese balls, herb and spice 
mixtures and snack mixes can be 
made at holiday time and packaged for

Burrier noted that good nutrition 

should not be abandoned during the 
holidays. "When you look through your 
recipe file, choose some recipes for 
gifts that will provide more nutrition 
with fewer calories, fat, sugar and 
salt,'' urges the specialist. 

"Many people tend to gain weight 
during the holidays due to eating more 
foods that are rich in calories ," adds 
Burrier. "Some food gifts that are not 
laden with extra sugar and fat will be a 
welcome change during the Christmas 
season." 

Burrier recommends looking at each 
recipe to see if it contains an excessive 
amount of salt, fat or sugar. "If a quick 
bread recipe has one and one-half cups 
of sugar, you can safely lower the 
sugar by one-fourth to one-half cup 
without harming texture or flavor," 
she said. 

If a product seems greasy, the fat 
can be lower¢ by a small amount 
without harm, according to the 
specialist. Nuts in recipes often are op­
tional and if omitted will lower 
calories. For instance, ·one-half cup 
pecans adds 405 calories to a recipe. 

"With practice, you can lower the 
fat, salt, sugar and calories on many 
gifts from the kitchen and still have a 
good flavor ," Burrier said. 

WRAPPING FOOD GIFTS 
Much of the fun of giving food gifts.. 

comes in wrapping the food. Burrier 
suggests lett ing children help make 
bows and decorations for gift 
packages. Suggestions for wrapping 
food gifts are: 

-Cover a shoe box with Christmas 
paper and fill with cookies, small jars 
of spiced beverage mix or a loaf of 
quick bread. 

- Fill glass jars with cookies or can­
dy and decorate with ribbons. 

-Pack breads, jellies or cookies in 
pretty baskets or buckets . 

-Wrap a loaf of bread in clear 
plastic or foil and tie with bright rib­
bon. Place a sprig of holly or candy 
cane under the ribbon. 

-Place cheese spread in a pretty 
mug, cover with clear plastic and top 
with a bow made of yarn or rick-rack. 

·-Drop hard-to-wrap food gifts into 
plain brown bags and decorate with 
sprigs of greenery and pine cones. 

- Tie mixing or measuring spoons or 
spatulas on a package containing 
breads, cookies or cake. 

-Use a small flower pot or planter 
as a container for homemade croutons, 
spicy bread crumbs or a jar of corn 
relish. 

"Remember to include a label for 
each item, including instructions for 
use and perhaps the recipe along with

serving or menu suggestions," adds 
Burrier . If foods need to be 
refrigerated, frozen , thawed in the 
refrigerator, heated in the oven or can 
be prepared in the microwave overn, 
include this information on the label , 
too. 

MAILING FOOD GIFTS 
"You'll need to take special care 

with the gifts you mail," reminds Bur­
rier. She says to choose foods that will 
travel well and avoid delicate cakes, 
pies or foods that spoil easily. Avoid 
yeast breads, which become stale 
quickly, items that must be 
refrigerated or frozen, heavily frosted 
baked goods and foods in glass con­
tainers. 

Food gifts for mailing should be seal­
ed in plastic wrap, foil or a plastic bag. 
Select a plastic, cardboard or metal in­
ner container and a heavy cardboard 
outer box. Food should be arranged in 
single layers with crumpled waxed 
paper or cardboard between each 
layer. Fill in top and any spaces with 
additional paper or foam pellets to pre­
vent the container from moving around 
inside the box during shipping. 

The sides and top of the box should be 
labeled "fragile" or "perishable." 

For more specific information or 
special instructions, contact your local 
post office or shipping agent. 

Extension 
News 

In order to insure a beautiful rose 
garden next year, it is very important 
that we give our roses proper protec­
tion during the cold winter months. 

After a hard frost or two, but before 
the ground freezes , prune all of the 
canes on your hybrid tea, floribunda 
and grandiflora roses back to 18 in­
ches. This makes it easier to work 
around them in providing winter pro­
tec~ion and prevents them from 
becoming battered by the wind and ice 
of winter. 

After this has been done, remove all 
dead stems, leaves, and debris, raking 
carefully around each plant. Spray the 
entire plant and surrounding soil with a 
good fungicide· and insecticide to pre­
vent carrying over of diseases and in­
sects on and about the plant. 

Mound a pile of loose earth up, over 
and around each plant to a height of 
about 12 inches and firm. Prune the 
rose canes so that only 4 to 6 inches of 
the tips remai;l exposed after moun-• 
ding. Loose compost or aged sawdust 
may be used in place of soil. Don't use 
leaves, grass clippings, manure or 
other materials that would remain wet. 
This type of material will only promote 
disease growth . 

The purpose of this mounding is to 
protect the plants from rapid changes 
of temperature ~nd to guard against 
the winter wind and ice damage. 

The mounds should be carefully 
removed in the spring after danger of 
frost is past. Don't be too anxious 
because new tender shoots can be in­
jured by a light freeze . It would be wise 
to keep some straw or mulching 
material handy to cover plants in case 
of late frost.

and his coat fades in the light. " Actual­
ly , for a bear who's been around since 
the turn-<>f-the-<:entury, he's in ex­
cellent condition. And the Smithsonian 
Institution wants him to stay that way 
because he's one of the first Teddy 
Bears made in America. 

It was Herb Collins, now the ex-
1 ecutive director of the Smithsonian's 

National Philatelic Collection, who 
personally brought his Teddy to the 
Smithsonian in January 1964. Presi­
dent Theodore Roosevelt's grandson, 
Kermit, his wife and thier children had 
been presented with the Teddy Bear, 
one of the originals from the Ideal Toy 
Co., by Benjamin Michtom, son of 
Ideal 's founder. Michtom dated the 
bear to 1903, the year his parents went 
into the toy bear-making business. The 
Roosevelts decided that the Teddy 
Bear, named for the president, should 
go to the Smithsonian. 

He alsmost didn' t make it. A letter 
from Mrs. Roosevelt to Michtom advis­
ed : "I was about to get in touch with 
the Smithsonian about presenting them 
with the original bear when the 
children decided they didn't want to 
part with it yet." Happily, Mark and 
Anne Roosevelt, the president's great­
grandchildren, changed their minds. 
Several months later, the Smithsonian 
and the American people got their 
bear. 

Theodore Roosevelt, however, didn' t 
always get his. On Nov. 14, 1902, the 
president was on a hunting expedition 
in Smedes, Miss. , and had had no luck. 
Anxious that the president bag a bear, 
some of his party chased down and 
stunned a 235-pound black bear. The 
hunters r-oped the bear and tied it to a 
tree. A messenger was dispatched to 
summon the president so that he might 
shoot the animal and go home with a 
trophy. When the president arrived, he 
refused to shoot the exhausted and 
tethered creature. A Washington Post 
article the next day informed its 
readers in turn-<>f-the-<:entury style: 

-President Called After the Beast 
Had Been Lassoed, but He Refused to 
Make an Unsportsmanlike Shot. 

The shot not fired was heard around 
the land. Three Press Association 
representatives were with the hunting 
party and a small army of reporters 
was following the president's trail. On 
Nov . 16, 1902, a cartoon by Clifford Ber­
ryman illustrating the incident ap­
peared on the front page of the 
Washington Post. The American public 
immediately responded to the story 
and the cartoon, presumably finding in 
them the heroic and sportsmanlike 
qualities it saw in its president. 

Shortly, however, the whole matter 
took on a more whimsical tone. A 
subsequent Berryman cartoon of the

same hunting episode, dated 1902, 
depicted the bear as smaller than the 
one in the first cartoon-a worried­
looking and very appealing cub. Ber­
ryman's little bear was a great success 
and appeared in his cartoons of 
Theodore Roosevelt for years after­
wards. In fact, Teddy's bear was 
everywhere. Observed historian Mark 
Sullivan : 

The "Teddy Bear," beginning with 
Berryman's original cartoon, was 
repeated thousands of times and 
printed literally thousands of millions 
of ti,mes ... Toy-makers took advantage 
of its vogue ; it became more common 
in the hands of children than the woolly 
lamb. 

At least one person, however, was 
immune to his charm-Theodore 
Roosevelt's daughter Alice Roosevelt 
Longworth . When offered one of the 
original Teddy Bears in exchange for 
posing with the Teddy on the occasion 
of the bear's 60th birthday, she refus­
ed, asking tartly, "What does a 
79-year-<>ld doll want with a 6(}-year-<>ld 
Teddy Bear?"

Under a change in the Social Securi­
ty law that some may not be aware of, 
widows or widowers age 60 or older 
receiving Social Security benefits may 
remarry and still get their Social 
Security benefits, according to Jim 
Kelly, Social Security District Director 
for the Big Sandy Area.

ing the retirement, disability, or death 
of a worker who has worked long 
enough under Social Security, the rules 
regarding marriage · or remarriage 
still apply . This includes children, 
disabled widows or widowers, depen­
dent parents, adults disabled in child­
hood, and divorced spouses or surviv­
ing divorced. spouses. 

However, if the subsequent marriage 
ends, a spouse or surviving divorced 
spouse may become re-entitled to a 
benefit on the former deceased 

· spouse's work record. The renewed 
benefits may begin when the subse­
quent marriage ends, whether by 
death, divorce, or annulment. 

"Widows or widowers 60 or over who 
remarry may also receive a benefit on 
their new spouse's record if that would 
result in a higher benefit," Kelly said. 

The rationale behind the termination 
of benefits for beneficiaries under 60 
who marry or remarry is simply that 
they are no longer considered depen­
dent upon the earnings of the insured 
workers. The new spouse is expected to 
assume that obligation. This presump· 
tion is not considered as sound in the 
case of widows and widowers over 60, 
since the primary income of both par­
ties is likely to be Social Security and 
other retirement income, Kelly said.

Rotate Garden Crops 
To Cut Down Disease 

\ One of the simplest methods for 
reducing disease problems in the 
garden is to rotate vegetable crops. 
Many diseases, such as early blight of 
tomatoes and club root of cabbage, can 
overwinter in the soil and multiply 
from year to year if the same host 
plants are grown continuously. 

A four year rotation is probably 
reasonable for most gardeners, says 
Dr. Jean English, Extension hor­
ticUlturist at the University of Ken­
tucky's Robinson Substation in Quick­
sand. 

Potatoes, tomatoes, eggplant and 
peppers can be grown in one plot. 
These crops require highly fertile soil 
and are subject to the same diseases. 

The following year these so-called 
Solanaceous crops should be moved to 
a second plot, and the first plot should 
be limed if necessary and planted with 
legumes, such as beans and peas and 
brassicas (cabbage, cauliflower, broc­
coli, kale, and kohlrabi) . 

In the third year, this plot can con­
tain vine crops and salad crops. Final­
ly, root crops, such as carrots and 
beets, can be planted the fourth year.

Just as one plot holds this rotational 
scheme for four years, three other 
plots can contain different stages of the 
rotation, explained English. "A five 
year rotation, with a legum_e green 
manure during the fifth year, would be 
ideal," she said. The legume will shade . 
competing weeds for subsequent crops 
if thickly sown.

tion as the nation's leading conserva­
tionist, a tradition about which they 
can be justly proud. Without the 
dedication and concern of sport 
hunters, many n6w-plentiful species 
might well be extinct today. 

At the turn of the century, after 
decades of unregulated shooting <often 
for commercial markets), white-tailed 
deer were scarce in the east, wild 
turkeys had disappeared from all but 
the most isolated areas and several 
waterfowl species, including the wood 
duck, were considered early can· 
didates for extinction . 

But sport hunters who cared about 
wildlife banded together and got tough 
state and federal laws through often· 
reluctant legislatures. And more im­
portant, they ask,ed that they be taxed 
to pay for conservation . 

Those taxes took the form of the now­
familiar hunting license, something 
which we take for granted today but 
which was a revolutionary concept in 
its day. In most states <including Ken­
tucky> license money may be used only 
by the fish and wildlife agency for 
wildlife research , management, 
habitat acquistion and law enforce­
ment. 

On the federal level, hunters played 
an important role in the passage of a 
law placing an excise tax on sporting 
arms and ammunition. The money col­
lected from this tax is distributed back 
to the state for use in approved wildlife 
projects. 

Over the years, sportsmen have pro­
vided by far the bulk of what financing 
wildlife programs have had. Through 
1981, according to the Wildlife Manage­
ment Institute, U.S. sportsmen have 
paid more than $3.3 billion for state 
hunting licenses, have contributed 
another $1 .2 billion in excise taxes on 
sporting equipment and have provided 
over $226 million for waterfowl through 
the sale of duck stamps. 

Last year alone. hunters and 
fishermen provided almost $622 million 
for fish and wildlife conservation. This 
money went for scientific research, for 
restoration projects, for law enforce­
ment, for teaching hunter safety and 
ethics, for educational projects in the 
public schools, for acquiring rapidly 
disappearing wildlife habitat, for pro­
tecting threatened and endangered 
species-the list could go on and on. 

Yet, sportsmen have a strong tradi­
tion, one they can be proud of and one 
they can safety challenge any other 
group which professes a concern for 
wildlife to try and match.

One night in 1946, Pee Wee King and 
Redd Stewart were driving the luggage 
truck for a Louisville band called "The 
Kentucky Wildcats" and listening to 
the strains of Bill Monroe's "Kentucky 
Waltz" on the radio.

CAR SAFETY SEATS 

According to Attorney General 
Steven L. Beshear, effective July 15, 
1982, all children under 40 inches tall, 

atraveling in passenger vehicles, should 
~e secured in a child restraint device. 

Failure to comply may result in the 
dr iver being stopped by a state 
trooper. 

This law was enacted by the Ken· 
tucky General Assembly in an effort to 
help curb the number of children who 
are either hurt or killed in car ac­
cidents each year. In 1981, the 
automobile accident death rate for 
children under four years of age died 

« s a result of automobile accidents in 
1981. For these reasons, Attorney 
General Beshear wants all consumers 
to be aware of the facts concerning 
child safety restraints. 

"Many adults do not realize that in 
calle 9.f an accident, even the strongest 
person cannot protect a child by 

Researchers have discovered that 
"buckled-up" children are better 
behaved than unrestrained youngsters. 
Infants usually adjust well to being in a 
restraint. They sleep or can be easily 
distracted by a toy tied to the restraint. 

The" toddler may, at firs t, feel un­
comfortable with the restraint. The car 
seat should be a special gift to the 
child. Let the child play with seat 
around the house. This will make 
him/her feel more comfortable when 
in the restraint. 

Attorney General Beshear would like 
all consumers to be aware of the great 
danger a car accident poses to a small 
child.

The · · 
chances of death are 25 times greater if 
a body is thrown from the car. The 
force of a collision can throw a human 
body 15 car lengths. A child's body is 
more vulnerable to injury than an 
adult's. The head is heavy in propor-

. ion to the body, making it more likely 
to go head-first through the windshield. 
A child's skull and skeletal structure is 
fragile and provides little protection 
for internal organs. The delicate chest 
and abdominal area make use of an 
adult seat belt unwise unless other pro­
tection is unavailable. 

The best protection for infants and 
toddlers riding in automobiles is a 
child car safety seat. Before buying a 

.• afety seat, Attorney General Beshear 
offers these buying tips : 

1. Look for a label or tag that in­
dicates the device has been crash 
tested and meets federal standards ef­
fective January 1, 1981. These seats are 
designed to give children the same 
level of protection as an adult wearing 
a combination lap and shoulder belt.

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Highlands Gets X-Ray 
Through Bond Program 

The Kentucky Development Finance 
Authority has made its first loan 
through a program aimed at helping 
hospitals obtain below-market-rate 
fina ncing for expensive equipment. 

Th e authority lent $296,332 to 
Highlands Regional Medical Center in 
Prestonsburg for the purchase of an 
advanced x-ray machine. Through the 
Hospital Equipment Leasing Program, 
the funds will be lent at 1014 percent, 
substantially below current conven­
tional loan rates. 

The program is financed by a 
$25-million bond issue. The program's 
trustee, First National Bank of Louis· 
ville, began taking applications Sept. 1. 
So far , 26 applications have been 
received. 

While the transaction may be viewed 
basically as a loan, it is technically a 
leasing arrangement in which the 
authority buys the equipment and 
leases it to the hospital . At the end of 
the leasing period, the hospital 
assumes ownership of the equipment. 

Roger Peterman, finance authority 
executive director, said of the loan, 
"Highlands is well known for its out­
standing medical care. I'm pleased 
we're able to help them obtain state~f­
the-art equipment at a substantial sav­
ings over commercial rates. I'm op­
timistic about the overall impact of 
this program statewide." 

He noted that the program is open to 
hospitals of all sizes. 

Hearing Set On

This is the pap test which takes 
only a few moments of a woman's time 
and it could save her life. All women 
are urged to have regular pap tests, 
and those women age 45 and over are 
especially urged to continue regular 
pap tests since this is the high risk age 
for cervical cancer.

Director Fred Zinnemann 
has firmly entrenched himself 
in film history with such films 
as ''High Noon." " From Here 
to Eternity," " A Man for All 
Seasons" and most recently, 
" Julia." H1s newest film, which 
he produced and directed. is 
based on a short story he read 
more than 40 years ago, long 
before he made any of those 
·movies. · 

" Five Days One Summer" 
has many of the same themes 
and concerns as Zinnemann's 
other efforts. but it will not be 
ranked as one of his or film 
history's classics. Having 
much the feel of a short story. 
the film is slowly paced and of 
one tone. It hasn't the rhythms 
of modern movie-making and 
TV shows where a car has to 
blow up every 15 minutes to 
keep you interested. 

The mood is as important as 
the events here, so one man's 
slowly paced movie may be 
another's easy and elegant 
movie. Decide for yourself, but 
know what you're getting into. 

Sean Connery play:; a doc­
tor who IS on holiday with his 
w1fe in the Swiss Alps. H1s wi fe 
IS young, which causes some 

talk among the townfolk. This 
is the t930s after all. It seems 
the townfolk are right - the 
woman is not his wife, and in 
fact, turns out to be his niece. 

Together with a young (and 
handsome) guide, they set out 
to do some mountain climbing. 
The grandeur of the Swiss Alps 
makes for some great scenery, 
and also ac t s a 
triangle/mountain metaphor 
for the relationship that devel­
ops. 

There are some fine shots of 
mountain climbers clinging to 
the face of a vertical precipice, 
and that's about as exit ing as 
the film becomes. Nor is the 
film as engrossing as it is 
meant to be. 

If you're tired of all the 
blood-and-guts' horror movies 
and want to see a well-made, 
relaxed little movie that seems 
like an extended episode of 
"Masterpiece Theater," this 
film's for you. As for the moun­
tain climbing sequences. it 
seems as 1f the movie made 
about the making of this movie 
would be more exciting than 
the movie itself.
