Your Chance To
Help Wildlife

Last year, over 13,600 Kentuckians
contributed a portion of their state in-
come tax refund to help non-game
wildlife. Their donations totaled nearly
$86,000, which was divided equally bet-
ween the Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources and the Kentucky
Nature Preserves Commission,

This year everyone who receives
state income tax refunds again have
the opportunity to contribute all or a
portion of that refund to wildlife, as
provided by legislation passed by the
1980 General Assembly.

Contributions are used for habitat
acquisiton and for research into the
needs of non-game wildlife—those
species which are not sought by
hunters.

Over the years, non-game wildlife
has been largely ignored, while the
bulk of wildlife research was devoted
to game species—quail, deer, water-
fowl or wild turkeys, for ex-
ample—since most of the money to pay
for this research comes from the sale
of hunting and fishing licenses.

However, a glance at any list of rare
or endangered species will show that it
is those species which have been
hunted that are in serious trouble. In
fact, that list will contain no species
forced into a rare or endangered
classification by legal sport hunting.

The reason for a species’ decline can
almost always be traced to some factor
in the environment—anything ranging’
from a persistent pesticide which
weakens the shells of eggs to forestry
practices which don't leave enough
dead trees to support certain kinds of
woodpeckers.

Non-game wildlife research is need-
ed to identify those species which
might need help and to discover,
through research, what managment
practices will help that particular
species.

With its share of last year's contribu-
tions, the Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources has hired a full-
time biologist for non-game wildlife
work and has started assembling and
cataloging data about non-game
wildlife.

But additional contributions are
needed if this work is continue. The
process is simple: If you are entitled to
a refund on your state income tax, in-
dicate the amount you’'d like to give to
wildlife on line 19 of the state tax form.
Any amount will be welcomed and will
help—there are usually over 800,000
Kentuckians who receive refunds, so
just a dollar from each would really get
non-game programs going in high
gear.

In addition to several speakers, con-
ference activities will include presen-
tation of papers on effects of imprison-
ment on the black family;
psychological development of black
children, effect of culture on cognitive
styles of black children, black child ad-
vocacy and drugs and black children.

Future Of KET,
Threatened By Cuts

Public broadcasting as we know it
may pass out of existence if the system
sustains further federal funding cu*
backs.
leaders are sending to the U. S. Con-
gress during the latest round of
budget revisions.

In a recent nationally syndicated ar-
ticle by Los Angeles Times columnist
Lee Margulies, the journalist heard the
concerns of public broadcasting of-
ficials nationwide. After hearing their
consensus, Margulies concludes that
“Public broadcasting would all but be
destroyed by the massive funding cuts
recommended in President Reagan'’s
proposed 1983 federal budget..."”

In Kentucky, KET's Executive
Director O. Leonard Press agrees with
this consensus. According to Press,
state and federal budget reductions
have already forced the network to
reduce its services in these areas:

wDayume ‘Programming. KET has
cut back its in-school broadcasts by 40
hours per school year.

—Evening and Weekend Programm-
ing. Due to funding shortages, KET
could not buy eight evening series this
year. Those series include “A.M.
Weather,” “‘Austin City Limits,” “The
Dick Cavett Show,” ‘‘Evening At
Pops,” “Nonfiction Television,” “Over
Easy,” “The Victory Garden” and
“World" specials. KET expects to drop
more shows from its schedule next
season.

—Broadcast hours. The network has
drastically reduced its broadcast hours
this year by signing off at 11 p.m. on
weeknights and by signing on five
hours later on Saturday and seven
hours later on Sunday.

These services are already being
missed by KET viewers, explains
Press, as he sifts through scores of let-
ters from viewers expressing concern
over the loss of their favorite pro-
grams. Often, the letters must be
answered with a variation of this
phrase: ‘‘Unfortunately, because of
our present budget situation we are
unable to buy this series.”

Now, further federal cutbacks are on
the way.

“President Reagan's projections call
for successive reductions whereby our
already reduced current appropria-
tions of $1300 million would fall under
$100 million,” notes Press. ‘‘By 1985 the
President would reduce our appropria-
tion to $85 million."

Ironically, one of the most influential
figures in determining future public
broadcasting budgets is U.S.
Representative William H. Natcher of
Kentucky's Second Congressional
District.

Says Press, ‘‘Mr. Natcher is one of
the two or, perhaps, three key
members of Congress with respect to
our appropration. I know that he is sup-
portive of public broadcasting and
KET; I know that he has other
priorities that are equally worthy, and
I appreciate the difficulties he has in
trying to get sufficient funding for all
these programs. Nevertheless, Mr.
Natcher is our one and only hope.

“All estimates,”’ adds Press, “are
that if cur funding falls below $130
million a year, public broadcasting
may be unable to continue in the form
we know it."”
