Hiring of Dog Warden 
Focus of Controversy 

In decades past, news of the hiring of 
a dog warden would have been con­
sidered hardly worthy of comment. 
Those who held the title were not really 
expected to do that much and often 
residents who needed the warden's ser­
vices found it near impossible to con­
tact him. 

Somewhere a long the line things 
changed, to some extent at least, and 
as many in the county became weary 
of the sight of malnourished and 
diseased dogs and ca ts a long the road­
sjdes the duties of warden took on new 
signifi ca nee. 

With the establishment of a county 
humane society and later the building 
of an animal shelter about five years 
ago, it became realis tic, for the first 
time, to thank of effectively carrying 
out the duties of dog warden. 

Those hired as managers of the 
animal shelter , near here, served as 
dog warden$, and although chronic 
budget problems made their effec­
tiveness inconsistent, at least some 
animals were being picked up, and 
medically trea ted, either to be given 
away or "put to s leep" after a specified 
time. 

For the past six months Floyd county 
has been without an official dog 
warden. until recent weeks, that is, 
when the fiscal court approved the hir­
ing of James H. Lafferty, of Prestons­
burg. 

News of the hiring of Lafferty, 
brother of County Judge-Executive 
J er ry Lafferty, Jr., has not been 
welcomed by some , es pecially 
members of the Floyd County Humane 
Society who have faced dwindling 
financial help from both the county and 
city of Prestonsburg. 

Perhaps most surprised by the dog 
warden appointment was Paul Burke, 
Prestonsburg fireman who has served 
as manager of the animal shelter for 

• 
the past six months 

Burke admits that he expected the 
dog warden's post a ll a long. With a 

monthly salary through the humane 
society of $150 a month , the additional 
$300 per month county dog warden's 
salary would have made his efforts 
worthwhile. 

Over the past six months, Burke 
pointed out, "I've sold their dog tags, 
taken their complaint calls, and I've 
even gone out on severaJ calls. That's 
the dog warden's job. I really didn't 
have the authority." 

Burke's application for the post was 
submitted at the first of the year, as 
soon as he began work at the shelter, 
and he said, one member of the fiscal 
court had assured him he was the 
logical choice for the job. 

" I 'm familar with the shelter 
facilities, the necessary medical treat­
ment for the animals-and I actually 
was looking forward to the job," Burke

Scotl 
testiCied at the hearing, his assailant 
continued to fire , reloading and swit­
ching weapons, now to a .270 caliber 
high-powered rine, now to a .12 gauge 
shotgun.

Loss of Funds, 
Old Debts Due 

No county roads will be paved this 
fiscal year- that is, before July 1, 
1983- J udge-Executive Jerry Lafferty, 
Jr. told members of the fiscal court au­
dience Friday. 

Lafferty said that some patching 
would be done- the court authorized 
bids for 500 tons of blacktop for each 
magisterial district for that pur­
pose- but that the county could not af­
ford more extensive roadwork. 

Citizens had earlier complained of 
bad road conditions on Buffalo Creek, 
Cow Creek, Corn Fork and Stratton 
Branch and on Pinhook, at Harold. 

Although some $890 ,000 was 
budgeted for roads this year, the coal 
slump has caused a reduction in 
severance tax receipts <down from 
$54,000 to $38,000 a month ), federal 
revenue-sharing money is tight, and 
some of this year's money is needed to 
retire last year's debts, Lafferty said. 

As if to illustrate the point, the court 
authorized payment of $70,893 to 
Brandeis Machinery for a grader 
bought last December by the previous 
fiscal court. 

Despite a recommendation by the 
s tate Finance Department that coun~ 
ties hold five percent of their budget in 
reserve against unforeseen expenses, -
Floyd has nothing in reserve, 
Treasurer David D. Allen 
acknowledges. Nor does the fiscal 
court' increase property tax revenues 
by the four percent annually which the 
law permits and state finance 
authorities recommend.

Propose Stiffer Penalties 
For Food Stamp Abuses 

Food stamp abusers will get stiffer 
disqualification penalties under a pro­
posal announced by Assistant 
Secretary of Agriculture Mary C. Jar­
ra tt . 

• Under the proposal , people found 
guilty of intentional misrepresentation 
or fraud will be disqualified from the 
food stamp program for six months for 
the first offense, 12 months for the se­
cond and permanently if found guilty of 
a third offense . These penalties would 
apply to a ll individuals regardless of 
whether they are determined guilty at 
stale or local administrative dis­
qualification hearings or .in courts of 

. law. 
Currently, persons found guilty of 

fraud at administrative hearings are 
disqualified for three months, while 
those found guilty by courts are dis­
qualified for six to 24 months for food 
stamp abuses 

ln the past, states have been reluc­
tant to conduct administrative fraud 
hearings because they viewed findings 
of fraud to be under the jurisdiction of 
the legal system. 

• . The prOJ>:<>Sal would add the inten­
tional makmg of fa lse or misleading 
statements to the offenses for which a 
person can be disqualified from the 
food stamp program. Then, states will 
not have to prove fraud per se, but only 
intentional misrepresentation by the 
household Persons would be dis­
qualified for violations of any state 
food stamp statute under the proposal 
announced recently. 

"This is one of the many measures 
. we're taking to improve the integrity of 

the food stamp program and eliminate 
fraud, waste and abuse," said J arratt. 
"These rules should encourage states 
to actively pursue persons abusing the 
program by handling more cases of 
suspected fraud administratively." 

The proposal would also change the 
way states recover overpayments. If a 
household receives more benefits than 
it is entitled to as a result of intentional 
misrepresentation, recovery would be 

. the same as for a fraudulent overis­
suance. 

Under current procedures, only the 
disqualified individual is responsible 
for repaying fraudulent overissuances. 
With the proposll, the houshold would 
be responsible for repaying the overis­
suance by agreeing to a reduction in its 
allotment or making the repayment in 
cash. 

The state agency would also reduce a 

•
household 's future allotments to collect 
overpayments due to inadvertent er­
rors by the recipient. These reductions 
would be limited to 10 percent of the 
household 's allotment or $10 a month, 
whichever results in faster collection. 

In addition, state agencies would be 
able to turn any claim over to a profes­
sional collection agency or take the 
household to court if it fails to respond 
to the agency's letler demanding 
repayment.

T~e redistricting of county magisterial districts on the 

basis of the new federal census, and to conform with the 
Supreme Court's "one-man, one-vote" mandate, must begin 
by September, this year, according to state law. 

.Flo;Yd county's four districts are all out of proportion. 
D~str~ct 2, for example, has a population of only 7 ,508, while 
D1stnct 1 has )7,318, with Districts 3 and 4 in the median 
range of 11,709 and 12,129, re~pectively. So it is obvious that a 
rearrangement of district boundary lines is necessary as a 
matter of fair representation, not to mention demands of the 
law. 

As important as this is, there is another readjustment that 
should be made. In the past, gravel and blacktop have been 
divided equally among the four districts, without regard to 
the miles of road each district has to receive these surfacing 
~ate~ial~. While th~ fiscal court is about the task of equaliz­
mg district populations, it should look into the matter of 
allocating gravel and blacktop according to the number of 
miles of road to be impr.oved. 

Speaking of redistricting, there is a growing feeling that 
dtstricts are not needed and that magistrates or commis­
sioners should be elected, countywide. ~eighboring Johnson 
county has for several years had commissioners rather than 
magi~· rates, and they are elected, at large.

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To offset the expense of :iUpervising 
a person on probation, the district 
judge may levy a fee of $1()()-$200 on 
misdemeanants, $500-$2500 on felons. 

The new law also gives the court 
authority to order a defendant to make 
restitution (either in money or unpaid 
labor) to his victim as a condition of 
probation.

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Under a 1979 law, property tax 
revenues on existing properties may 
not be increased by more than four per­
cent annually without being subject to 
a referendum. But counties should at 
least take the four percent, state 
finance specialists say, both to help off. 
set inflation and because the more 
money raised locally the greater the 
federal contribution in revenue­
sharing monies. 

Raising taxes is politically risky, 
however, and-despite the fact that 
county services &re being cut back 
here-the fiscal court has so far proven 
unwilling to go that route. 

One test of its authori ty that the 
court has been unable to avoid is being 
pressed by coal truck drivers plying 
the Dinwood road, near Martin. Local 
residents, who have unsuccessfully 
petitioned state and federal authorities 
to block operation of a coal tipple 
there, have pinned their hopes on a 
lO.ton weight limit placed on the road 
by the fiscal court. 

But coal operators have been ignor­
ing the weight limit and the district 
judge appears reluctant to sign war­
rants for their arrest, some of the 
residents complained last week. A 
number of magistrates vowed to have 
the law enforced, Magistrate Ed 
Caudill explaining, "It's got me tore to 
hell that we can't stop people breaking 
our laws." 

A request to the court by Steve 
Friend, Pike county commissioner of 
business and finance, got mixed 
results. Friend asked that Floyd coun­
ty open its detention facilities to 
woman and juveniles from Pike coun­
ty, arguing that Pike would be spared 
staffing expenses and Floyd would 
reap added fees under the arrange­
ment. 

Judge Lafferty indicated that Pike 
juveniles could be housed here but 
deferred to Jailer Lawrence Hale on 
the question of accommodating the 
women. Hale rejected the proposal, 
arguing that, with the advent of legal 
liquor sales here, the county jail may 
no longer have space for outsiders.

About 250 persons are expected to 
participate this year and local Job Cor­
psmembers, Teens Who Care and the 
Floyd County Emergency & Rescue 
Squad will be on hand to assist. 
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said. "But then ~hey hire someone else 
and give him the phone number at the 
shelter." 

Humane society members object 
that at a time when the county has cut 
its help to the shelter in half-from 
$6,000 a year to $3,000-the loss of 
$3,600 in salary to a dog warden with no 
connection to the shelter indicates fur­
ther lack of support for the facility 
which, according to stale Jaw, must be 
maintained by the county. 

Long-lime humane society member 
John Burke, Jr. said the dog warden's 
salary, part of which went to the 
shelter since the county was utilizing 
the facility , "helped the shelter 
manager stay alive." 

Without the extra money in the form 
of the dog warden's salary, Burke 
said, "it would be tough for any shelter 
manager to stick with the job." 

Although the new warden could not 
be contacted, Tuesday afternoon, 
County Judge-Executive Lafferty, who 
said he was not aware that Burke was 
interested in the job, pointed out that 
he "always understood the dog 
warden's job and the shelter to be two 
different things." 

He vowed that the new warden would 
be "an active dog warden" and will 
respond to residents' calls. Lafferty 
also stressed that the county would 
keep the animal shelter open, 
"whether there <at the existing site) or 
somewhere else." 

Enforcement Held Key 
To Fewer July 4 Deaths 

• 

Six people died on Kentucky 
highways during the three-day Fourth 
of July weekend, a holiday which 
usually results in a traffic death toll in 
the teens, said Commissioner Marion 
D. Campbell of the Kentucky State 
Police. • 

There were 18 killed in 1981 and 16 
killed in 1980 during the three-day holi­
day. 

Overall, the state's highway death 
toll has been lower this year than in 
1981, said Commissioner Campbell. As 
of July 1, there were 363 deaths com· 
pared to 398 by July 1, 1981. 

While no studies have been done to 
determine exactly why traffic 
fatalities are down this year, the state • t 
police feel increased enforcement 
must be a major contributor to the 
lower death rate, said Campbell. 

During the Fourth of July weekend, 
troopers made 303 drunk-driving ar­
rests, said Commissioner Campbell. 

This enforcement effort is not just a 
seasonal, holiday activity, Campbell 
noted. The state police air and ground 
patrols are out every day. 

Kentucky state troopers have been 
working overtime to enforce the 55 
mph speed limit and to enforce drunk· • 
driving laws. Money for overtime 
payments to the troopers comes from 
federal funds administered by the state 
police's ~ghway safety standards sec­
tion. 

In addition, several city police 
deparbnents have received money 
through state police-administered 
grants for Selective Traffic Enforce-
ment Programs. Cities receiving 
STEP grants were pinpointed as high- • 
accident areas by a traffic study done 
by the University of Kentucky. 

These special enforcement efforts 
and routine monitoring of Kentucky 
highways are aimed at eliminating the 
twin causes of many highway deaths: 
speed and drunk-driving, said Camp­
bell. 

The state police are also trying to 
heighten public awareness concerning 
what indJviduals can do to increase 
their chances 9f surviving an accident, • 
said Commissioner Campbell. For in­
stance, the state police are encourag-
ing use of seat belts and child restraint 
systems.

Seek $3.4 Mill. 
In Jacobs' Suit 

Don J acobs Ford, Lincoln, Mercury, 
Inc., which suspended business recent­
ly at its location of the Bull Creek road, 
near here, has sued the Ford Motor 
Company and the Ford Credit Com­
pany for $3,475,090.70, plus amounts 
"not yet determined" and storage 
claims, with interest. 

Biggest single claim made in the 
10-count suit, prepared by the 
Prestonsburg law firm of Francis. 
Kazee and Francis, asks $1,500,000 
because, it is alJeged, Ford Credit 
CA>mpany caused Jacobs to terminate 
his contractual relationship with Ford 
Motor Company, thus becoming bar· 
red from s~lling any Ford vehicles of a 
Ford dealership. 

Claiming that the cancelJation of 
sales and service agreements with 
Ford Motor Co. was a " proximate 
resul t" of acts of Ford Credit, plaintiff 
sues for an additional $300,000. Jacobs 
claims that under terms of the agree· 
ment Ford was obligated to purchase 
each undamaged, unused and unsold 
vehicle of a then-eurrent model as well 
as parts, tools and service equipment. 
The suit claims Ford has refused to 
buy or accept any of the vehicles- the 
suit lists 4() as their number- , and that 
as a consequence Ford Cre<lit is seek· 
ing to reposess them for sale at public 
auction. Ford Credit has demanded of 
plaintiff $460,156,86, plus interes t , 
which it claims is due on the vehicles in 
Jacobs' possession at the time of the 
agreement termination. 

The suit also asks: 
- The return of $16,871.49 in financ· 

ing reserves from Ford Cre<lit. 
- The recovery of $73,034.97 for 

repossession losses incurred by the 
plaintiff. 

-Recovery of $1 million for damage 
to plaintiff's business reputation. 

-Damage of $29,184.24 allegedly 
caused by Ford's failure to pay ac· 
count reserves due the plaintiff. 

- Damage:; of $100,000 alleged on the 
grounds that Ford's failure to purchase 
or accept unsold vehicles and remove 
them has prevented plaintiff from leas· 
ing or selJing its premises. 

A jury trial is requested. 
<Reports of damage suits reflect only 

the plaintiff's side of the case.)

Indictment Charges 
Bank Falsified Loans 

A federal grand jury in U.S. district 
court at Catlettsburg returned a 
28-count indictment last Thursday 
against the First National Bank at 
Grayson, its president and another of 
the bank's officials. 

The indictment says that the bank, 
Leo Raymond McGuire, its president 
and principal shareholder , and loan of· 
fice David Lee conspired to hide the 
tr ue transactions of $6.5 miJlion receiv· 
ed from the Kentucky Housing Cor· 
poration. 

The indictment contains one count of 
conspiracy and 26 counts of making 
fa lse entries in books, reports and 
statements of a bank against McGuire, 
Lee and the bank. McGuire and Lee 
are also charged with one count of mail 
fraud . 

According to the indictment, the 
alleged conspiracy covered a period 
from about Dec. 8, 1979, to Feb. 16, 
1981. 

The indictment stems from a nearly 
two-year investigation by Kentucky 
State Police and the FBI. 

The bank, through a statement 
issued by Lexington attorney Robert 
Houlihan Jr., denied that it or any of its 
officials " were guilty of any wrongdo­
ing." 

No arriagnment has been set. 
The maximum penalty upon convic· 

tion for the conspiracy count is five 
years in prison and a $10,000 fine. 

Each of the 26 false statement counts 
carries a maximum penalty of five 
years in prison and a $5._000 fine ; the 
maximum penalty for the mail-fraud 
count is five years in prison and a 
$1,000 fine. 

According to the indictment, the 
bank did not disburse $6.5 million it had 
obtained from the housing corporation 
for low-interest mortgage loans to low· 
income families within the agreed nine 
months. 

It also said tha't, while extensions for 
the loans were obtained, the bank con­
tinued to use the state funds for its own 
purposes by "commingling" them with 
its own assets. 

It charged that fraudulent and fic­
titious loan applications and files were 
set up to submit " bogus loan 
documents" to the housing corpora· 
lion. 

The files, the indictment said, were 
in the names of friends and relatives of 
McGuire, bank employees , and 
employees of comranies owned by the 
bank or associated with bank person­
nel. 

McGuire, a member of a politicalJy 
influential Car ter county family, and 
Lee also allegedly permitted prepara· 
lion and execution of various housing· 
loan documents. 

It a lso said that the bank submitted 
" false, misleading and untrue loan 
files and documents to the KHC for the 
purposes of concealing that a substan­
tial part of the $6.5 million had not been 
disbursed."

"Bill Collector" 
Sued by AG 

Attorney General Steven L. Beshear 
has announced that a suit was filed by 
his Consumer Protection Division in 
Hardin Circuit Court against Reggie 
Nelson. individ ually and doing 
business as Merchant Recovery Ser­
vices. 

This lawsuil was filed under the Ke n· 
lucky Consumer Protection Act which 
prohibils unfair, false. misleading and 
deceptive practices. The lawsuit 
a lleges that Reggie Nelson is engaged 
in the business of third-party collection 
of retail accounts under the name Mer­
chant Recovery Ser vices and ··has 
violated the Kentucky Consumer Pro­
tection Act by selling to Kentucky 
businesses a sales and service agree­
ment to provide third-party collection 
on their past-due accounts a nd then 
never providing that service and mak­
ing it impossible for businesses to con­
tact him The businesses pay Merchant 
Recovery Services approximately $200 
to $690 for this service. 

The Com pla int also alleges 
misrepresentations in the written 
guarantee given by Mr. Nelson. Ad· 
dilonally, it is alleged that the business 
practices are unfair because he col­
lects from Kentucky debtors amounts 
in excess of their orignal debt. The 
lawsui t also alleges the notice letters 
sent to debtors in attempt to collect 
debts are deceptive and misleading. 

Attorney General Beshear's lawsuit 
asks the Court to enjoin the alleged un­
fair, false, misleading and deceptive 
business practices and provide restitu­
tion a nd civil penalties. 

At the request of the Attorney 
General, the Hardin Circuit Court 
granted a restraining order which 
prohibits the defenda nt from engaging 
in the certain practices alleged in the 
la wsuit.

KITCIIE~ P LAY 
Do you worry what your toddler is 

doing while you are busy in the kit­
chen? Do you feel that you must keep 
him in a play pen to keep him out of 
trouble while you are putting away the 
groceries or washing dishes? 

Growing Child, the monthly child 
development newsletter, suggests ar­
ranging things for safe play in the kit­
chen or involving him in your work. 
SAFE KITCHEN P LAY 

Be sure that all potentially harmful 
substances-cleaning compounds, 
detergents, metal polish, furniture 
polish, anything your child might 
swallow-are carefully out of his 
reach. Knives and other sharp objects 
should be unreachable, pot handles 
turned in . 

Now just look around your kitchen 
and you will find any number of safe 
things for play and learning. A card­
board carton turned on its side makes a 
house or a cave : on its bottom it can be 
a car or a boat or just a comfy place to 
crawl into and count your treasure. 

Pots and pans and spoons make 
wonderful music. A collection of light­
weight packages or cans will make 
Toddler's very own pantry shelf. A 
round cereal box or empty coffee can 
rolls almost like a ball. Empty cans 
with tops and bottoms removed are fun 
to look through , and small ones fit into 
or will drop through larger ones. 

A salad basket or a smaiJ plastic pail 
will serve to carry treasures from here 
to there. Empty paper towel or 
bathroom tissue rollers can be looked 
through . Measuring cups and spoons fit 
together and come apart endlessly and 
in many combinations. Small card­
board boxes make good hiding places 
for small toys and fit inside larger 
boxes . 
Helping 

There are times when the sights and 
sounds and smells of your cooking 
operation are very attractive to a tod­
dler, and he is apt to come in just to see 
what is going on . These are moments 
when you might wish he were in 
another room and not underfoot. But 
tnstead of s aying, " Go away , 
Mommy's busy". why not take a mo­
ment to involve him . in a small way , in 
what you are doing? 

As Toddler hangs around, probably 
sucking his thumb, take note of what 
you are doing. Is there any action or 
part of an action that he can do? If you 
are opening a can, hoist him up and 
show him how the handle of the can 
opener turns, then leave the handle in a 
position where he can make about half 
a turn himself by pulling it toward him. 

Then set him down, finish opening 
the can and show him how the lid can 
be raised to reveal the contents. You 
might point to the picture on the label, 
say " Peas" . or whatever, then dip out 
a few peas with a spoon and hold them 
beside the picture. "See, here are the 
peas." The significance of the picture 
as an indicator of the contents will not 
be lost on him . 

Now you can bring the pan down to 
his eye level and show him how the 
can's contents are poured into the 
heating pan. Pouring is and will be a 
fascinating operation to him, and he 
might well be shown the pouring 
anytime he is around. His hand is too 

• small to hold the can, even with your 
guidance. But you can give him the

empty can, with lid safely folded in, 
and direct him to drop in the garbage 
sack. 

How many jobs should a toddler par­
ticipate m at one session? He himself 
will give you that answer. He will stay 
with you for one or more activities, 
then seem to lose interest and wander 
off. But that 's so that he can digest 
what he has experienced. He has to 
ponder the idea tha t grownups pour 
and stir things. and push buttons You 
may even see h im pouring and stirring 
with new purposefulness in his self­
play not long after he has helped you in 
the kitchen. There will be times, of 
course. when you are too rushed to let 

him join in your activities, and in these 
cases he must accept the idea that you 
have nothing for him to do. But on 
more relaxed occasions the kitchen 
can serve as a center for new ex­
periences, an interesting place where 
important things happen, and where he 
has a chance to learn about the way 
big-people things are done.

Dry proponents lost by only 67 votes, 
with 1,321 favoring liquor sales in the 
Rowan county seat and 1,254 against. 

The Rev. Frank Fultz, a Morehead 
pastor who was involved in the suil, 
contended many " wet" votes were cast ' 
by Morehead State Universit:y _ 
students. 

The courts focused on a statute , 
which requires the sheriff to advertise 
the election in two ways- by publishing ' 
the election order in newspapers and 
by posting handbills. 

" It was stipulated in the circuit court ' 
that, through lack of awareness of his ': 
duties under the statute, the sheriff : 
failed to post any handbills, " the Court 
of Appeals said. •· 

" it must be emphasized that this IS 
not a case where the court is required :: 
to pass upon the adequacy of the • 
sheriff's attempted performance. Thi; . 
case is one of total failure to perform -­
his duty under the statute." 

The appellate judges said that if .1n 
official tries to comply with the law, 
but there is some defect in the method, 
the defense could be that of " substan---:

" However, where the official makes­
no effort to comply with the statute, 
then that failure is fatal," the Court of 
Appeals said. 

It said that to hold an election cos 
valid when there has been a total 
failure to comply would set a poor 
precedent and would repeal the power 
or the General Assembly. 

Dry forces had indicated they would 
not appeal the circuit court's confirma­
tion of the election, but instead might . 
file another suit challenging the con-c 
stitutiona.lity of holding such an elec­
tion. 

Their contention was that only city ; 
residents. could vote even though the 
cost of the election was paid out of 
county funds. 

Fultz said the vote would have been 
overwhelmingly dry had Rowan Coun-.. 
tians been able to cast ballots. 

The appellate decision is not effec, • 
tive immediately. A three-week period , 
is allowed for the other side, which iR· : 
eludes state alcoholic beverage of-~ 
ficials , to seek a rehearing.

How often do beginning college 
students have an opportunity to be 
directly exposed to the career of their 
choice? Lees College is currently pro­
viding this valuable experience to 
twenty-one selected recent Kentucky 
high school graduates interested in the 
health field .

Say "bass" and most fishermen will 
immediately think of the largemouth . 
But there are actually nine fish in Ken­
tucky that are commonly called 
"bass." 

These basses are members of two 
separate families. Technically, the 
largemouth isn't a bass at all-it's a 
sunfish, belonging to the same family 
as the bluegill and crappie. 

Also grouped in the sunfish family 
are Kentucky's other "black basses," 
the smallmouth bass, Kentucky bass 
<also caHed spotted bass) and Coosa 
Bass. This last species is rare in Ken­
tucky, but good populations do exist in 
Martin's Fork Lake and in several 
streams in Eastern Kentuc)<y. 

A predominately Southern fish, the 
Coosa bass if found in Georgia, 
Alabama and the Upper Cumberland 
River system in Kentucky, which 
represents the northernmost part of 
this fish's range.

Kentucky bass ·and smallmouth bass 
are fairly widely distributed in Ken­
tucky. The smallmouth seems to be ex­
panding its range. Within the last cou­
ple of years, good sized smallmouth 
have been taken from Kentucky Lake, 
where they were rare if non~xistent 
just a few years before. In Central and 
Western Kentucky, the smallmouth is I 
fairly common in streams.

The rock bass (also called the 
goggle~ye or redeye) is another 
"bass" that is actually a member of 
the extensive sunfish family. Rock 
bass prefer (naturally enough) rocks 
and is most abundant in streams with 
bedrock or boulder bottoms. 

Kentucky's other family of basses 
are members of the sea bass family, 
which includes such ocean-dwelling 
species as the grouper. Inland, this 
family is represented by the native 
White bass and yellow bass. Most 
fishermen are familiar with the white 
bass, but the yellow bass, common 
primarily in Western Kentucky, is less 
well-known. 

This species looks similar to the 
white bass, except it doesn't get as 
large and has a yellowish cast to it. 
Although it seldom weighs over a 
pound, many folks prefer the yellow 
bass to the white bass as an eatin' fish. 
Yellow bass may be caught using the 
same tackle and techniques that work 
on white bass, so many anglers pro­
bably aren't aware that the yellow bass 
they're catching aren't small white 
bass. 

The striped bass <rockfish ) is also a 
number of the sea bass family. 
Originally a salt-water species, the 
"striper" has been introduced into 
several Kentucky lakes, but seems to 
have "taken" successfully only at 
Lake Cumberland. 

Our latest bass is a cross between the 
white bass and the striped bass. This 
fish has been stocked in Herrington 
and Barren lakes to see if its survival 
rate is better than the purebred striped 
bass. Results, particularly at Herr­
ington, so far seem encouraging. 

This hybrid grows significantly 
larger than the white bass. The current 
world's record is 20 pounds, 6 ounces, 
but no one knows how large this newly­
introduced hybrid will get. 

It looks like, with this many dif­
ferent bass in Kentucky, a fisherman 
should be able to find at least one 
species willing to cooperate with his 
angling efforts. So the next time the 
largemouth in your favorite lake seem 
to have a collective case of lockjaw, 
remember that there are other fish in 
the sea-or more properly, other bass 
in the lake. A change in tackle and 
technique could result in a stringer full 
of one of Kentucky's "other" bass.

School health regulations have been 
changed for the school year beginning 
August or September 1982. Teachers 
are no longer required to have an an­
nual T.B. skin test. Teachers being 
employed for tht first time must have 
a T.B. skin test. 

Children entering school in Kentucky 
for the first time are required to pro­
vide proof of having been tested for 
T.B. They are still required to be im­
munized against the childhood 
diseases of measles, rubella, whooping 
cough (pertussis), diphtheria, and 
tetanus. 

These immunizations and tests are 
available free of charge at both the 
Floyd County Health Department of­
fice in Prestonsburg on Monday, 
Wednesday, and Friday from 8 until4, 
and from the branch office in 
Wheelwright, Monday through Friday, 
8 until 12 and 1 until 4.

Family Violence 
Conference Set 

The second annual statewide Con­
ference on Family Violence will be 
held July 29 and 30 at the Ramada Inn 
on Waller Avenue in Lexington. Spon­
sored by the Lexington YWCA Spouse 
Abuse Center, the conference will 
focus on treatment of the violent fami­
ly. The guest lecturer will be the Rev. 
Denis Madden, Ph.D., a clinical 
psychologist with the University of 
Maryland's School of Medicine. 
Workshop topics include therapy for 
battered women, counseling with 
children from violent homes, and 
therapeutic intervention with bat­
terers. Dr. Madden will discuss the 
psycho-dynamics of family violence 
and effective treatment techniques for 
individual, marital and family counsel­
ing. Dr. Madden will also offer a 
spe~ial workshop on Friday on 
pastoral counseling with violent 
families for the clergy. 

According to Travis Fritsch, director 
of the Lexington YWCA Spouse Abuse 
Center and conference coordinator, the 
conference is expected primarily to at­
tract professionals from across the 
state who deal with violent family 
members or victims of family 
violence. "Many of the people who will 
attend work professionally in fields 
such as mental health, law enforce­
ment, social work, medicine or health, 
the church, and others," she said. But, 
Fritsch added, the conference is also 
designed to educate the non­
professional. "We see the conference 
as an opportunity to increase general 
public awareness of the problems of 
family violence as well," she said. 

Fritsch said that one of the expected 
benefits of the conference will be the 
increase in resources available to pro­
fessionals working in family violence 
across the state. "The conference will 
serve as a great opportunity to build a 
network of specially trained people 
throughout the state who can share 
their expertise within their own com­
munities," she said. 

Other guest speakers include Jessica 
L. Schikler, executive director of the 
Kentucky Commission on Women, and 
Attorney General Steven L. Beshear . 

The conference is being partially 
funded through grants from Jerrico, 
Inc., Charter Ridge Hospital and the 
Ramada Inn.

jured in wrecks. Traffic experts 
believe the majority of these deaths 
and injuries could have been avoided if 
the children had been properly secured 
in a crash-tested restraint. 

A child restraint system is a carrier, 
car s~at, harness or shield which holds 
a child in his seal during a wreck or 
sudden stop and cushions the child 
against shock. The first thing a shop­
per should look for is a manufacturer's 
seal guaranteeing that the device has 
been crash-tested and meets federal 
standards. A plastic child feeder seat, 
for example, is for home use and will 
not protect the child. The restraint 
should be appropriate to the child's 
weight and, if possible, tried out in the 
car before buying. 

A crash-tested, federally approved 
child restraint costs around $35. On 
sale, the cost can be considerably 
lower. There are higher price models 
but the cost difference doesn't relate to 
safety features but, rather, to ap­
pearance or style. 

State troopers will be issuing warn­
ing citations to motorists when the 
troopers see a child standing or sitting 
unrestrained or hanging his or her 
head out the window of a moving vehi­
cle. No fine is attached to violation of 
the law, but it is hoped these enforce­
meut efforts will encourage more 
parents to protect their children from 
death or injury in car accidents.
